Dan Fogelberg, "It Doesn't Matter", Full
Moon/Epic.... As the 70's resurgence continues,
what could be better than a classic act covering a
near classic track?

X, "4th Of July", Elektra.... In a sense, this tune's timeliness works for and against it. Sure, the holiday tie-
in is a nice inducement for stations who've never dealt with the band. But on the other hand, it's a shame to
think that one of the best new songs out there should be limited by the lyric. At the very least, we strongly
advise you to take advantage of the seasonal tie-in with an immediate add, and predict you'll be blown away by
the track's air sound. As WGIR's Karen Small says, "X has been moving toward accessibility for a couple of
years now. Not only is this their most timely track so far, but it sounds great on the air".... WRCN's Lenny
Bloch adds, "The new record is far and away their most accessible track to date. If you're not playing this by
next week, move behind the Iron Curtain".... WTPA's Chris James comments, "Following lasts year's
phenomenal success with 'Burning House Of Love', the new X is a welcome surprise. Great textures and with
the holiday around the corner, why not?"

The Fixx, "Don't Be Scared", MCA.... Though
their live radio hits are what really make this album
special, the new studio track continues to build
nicely. This week has 33 more adds taking the total
count to 117, with 9 play increases and heavy play
reports from KJET, KOME, KRNA, KTCL, WHCN, and
WTOS. Up 47-33* on the Hard Hundred.

Charlie Daniels, "Bogged Down In Love",
Epic.... Charlie's definitely got hisself a programmer
pick to click heah--what with 24 new and 39 on
board after just two weeks. Key calls to date: KMOD,
WFYV, WQFM, WPLR, WLAV, WKLS, KSHE, KQRS,
KOME, KDKB, WKDF and WBAB. It's early to say, but
when this many quality stations jump in on a fairly
long dormant artist, it's safe to assume the public
will follow suit. New at #65.

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW . . .
Jon Astley, "Jane's Getting Serious", Atlantic.... Give this long haul reaction record a chance and it'll
go to the moon!! Take it from the troops: Mark Williams, WWZU, "It moves medium to heavy this week after
the re -add. MTV airplay and our own early support have brought in excellent requests. There's nothing else out
there like this track, with building requests since it went it".... David Anderson, WIOQ, "The phones are good
and our gut tells us to go for it, so this week he moves to heavy".... Virgil Thompson, WIXV, "After weeks of
being close, it's an add. Time to drive this one all the way home".... Beaver Brown, KDJK, "It's that quirky little
song that gets your listeners and grabs them, then they call for more. Still #3 calls behind the Crue and
Whitesnake".... and from WBCN's Carter Alan, "We added it with the 'Jock's Choice' option and the requests
started taking it for a ride. Still in the top 10 this week".... New this week on KICT, KKDJ, WIZN, WLZR, DC101,
KRXQ, WDIZ, WEGR, WRXK, WKGR and more-- with Top 5 phones at WMAD, KDJK, WOUR, WXXP, WZEW,
KKBR, WOOJ and KNCN. Underlined 67-54, with increases at WIOQ, WWZU and WCCC. Still got time to be a
hero, bunky.

Roger Daltrey, "Take Me Home", Atlantic....
WHMD's Phil Colwart seas the light --saying, "'Take
Me Home' makes me feel like a drunken sailor on
leave and the mandolin sound tears me up. Hooks
galore".... WMGM's Al Branca admits, "It took a

couple of listens to sink in but considering the caliber
of this artist he can't be overlooked".... Added this
week at WBYR, WHMD, WLVQ, WMGM, WRIK, and
KVRE, with play jumps from KOAS, KEYX and KWIC.
51-48* on the Hard Hundred.

Steve Earle, "I Ain't Never Satisfied", MCA....
The biggest issue currently raging among the AOR
ranks? No, it's not "less filling/tastes great" debate --
It's whether or not Steve Earle is, in fact, a country
boy passing for a rocker. This week, WIOT's Jim
Steel casts his vote with "Country my ass!! Earle is
rock and roll!!"... And the numbers continue to climb:
new on 13, now on 101, increased on WCMF, WAPL,
WDIZ and KGB, all good for a 41-40 Hard Hundred
move. Still no top 5 calls yet --but there's time.

Keel, "Somebody's Waiting", Gold Mountain/MCA.... It's about time we got past the pigeonholes on
this act, eh? One listen to this streamlined rocker is all it takes to know they're now positioned right down the
middle --with a little help from Dokken's producer Michael Wagener. Also note it's this report's fourth longest
gainer, 100-85*, with adds at KAZY, WBCN, KICT, and WKQZ. Currently on 27, including WBCN, WQFM, WHJY,
KLPX, AND WLLZ.

TAKE TWO Follow up tracks we feel merit priority airplay consideration-
-based on charts, comments and overall progress to date.

Gary Moore, "Wild Frontier", Virgin.... Gary has
passed on his infamous power guitar sound this time
around to concentrate on something a little closer to
home, but that's alright by us. We loved "Over The
Hills", but we're crazy about "Wild Frontier", and if
you haven't already been convinced, just wait 'til you
catch the video. 15 reporters now on "Frontier" with
KNCN, KILO, KRZQ and WRXK all adding this week.

Heart, "Who Will You Run To", Capitol.... This
week's leader of the Increase Index picks up a steady
head of steam with 33 ups, as 94 of the 134 total on
report power or heavy rotation this week. No wonder
"Run" registered a stellar move HH, surging 15-7*
with KLOS, WGTR, WKLS, WNEW and WSHE all
supporting the project. Phones are kicking in, too,
with top 5's reported at WGIR, WOOJ, KRZQ, KYYS
and WEGR.

The Cult, "Lil' Devil", Sire/W.B.... It looks like
The Cult have found a home at AOR, as 9 more
(KSJO, WIMZ, WIYY, WTPA, CHEZ, WDIZ, WQFM and
WRIF) re -enlist with track two as the total climbs to
101 playing. And you don't have to search far to find
top 5 audience response either. KLOL, WKLT, and
KLAQ all report heavy phone action with band
recognition on the obvious upswing. Increased at 3,
"Devil" comes through on the Hundred: 35-34.

Psychedelic Furs, "Shock", Columbia.... Don't
let the underground following of the Furs catch you
by surprise. WMMR's Erin Riley told us this week
that at the recent Philly show, "10,000 people showed
up and kept trying to climb on stage".... The concert
was wild, reviews phenomenal, and radio is
responding as 8 more find a slot for Mr. Butler and
Co. including WQBK, WLNZ, WNEW and WTPA,
bringing the total playing to 58.

"Sunset" has emerged as the leading depth cut, as 13
mainstreams come on this week including WOUR,
KAZY, WBYR, WONE, CFOX and WIOQ. And now that
programmers and listeners have finally had a chance
to completely digest the album in its entirety, the
response is overwhelmingly positive. 'PYX's Andi
Turco, "Impressive sales with a debut at #8"....
WWCT's Paul Nelson, "Top 5 phones and sales on
Roger. Best thing since 'The Wall'".... KFMU's Dave
Ross, "Waters' making waves here".... WBLM's Robin
Mathieu is "Getting into the album at least as much
as any previous Floyd. Give your listeners a treat and
spin the whole thing".... And KEZO's Joe Blood
throws his weight around with "I want that Cd. I want
it now. I want to hear the nuances and the little trick
stuff that will be more audible on the CD".... Yo, Joe!
Nuance this! 39 already on, "Sunset" comes in #2
Biggest Mover with a 19 position leap HH 85-66*.

Richard Marx, "Don't Mean Nothing",
Manhattan/EMI.... The #1 Chartstar in our book this
week is unquestionably Mr. Marx, who after 7 weeks
of airplay has attained the #1 spot on the Hard
Hundred, unseating Bob Seger's "Shakedown". Hey,
get this man a beer! How did he do it? 15 increases
gave Richard power rotation at 48; and heavy at 94 of
the 157 stations on. And how about that incredible
audience reaction? With 31 stations reporting Top 5
phones, can retail be far behind?

Europe, "Carrie", Epic.... The boys are back with
the ballad that many were screaming about way
before "Final Countdown" hit big. With the single out,
and MTV once again factoring in as a teen force, if
those 18 year olds mean anything to you, you've got
to pay attention to this next emphasis cut. Then again,

different, throw the record on, don't tell
anyone who it is, and watch your 30 year old
secretary get into it. Good add week for "Carrie" with
13 on, bringing the overall to 27. The cut debuts HH
87*.
John Waite, "These Times Are Hard For
Lovers", EMI.... 3 weeks out, 146 stations on and it
looks like John's got the song, too, that'll endear him
to Rock Radio once again. Power airplay this week
from KLOS and the 'LUP with increases from WCCC,
WOUR, WSHE and 17 more gave John that fast break
on the HH moving "Times" 17-12*. On the reaction
side, John bags 10 Top 5 reports with calls at KBPI,
WEBN, WKDF, WQFM and KOMP.

The Truth, "Until It Burns", I.R.S.... Still early for
"Burns" as many reporters continue to log solid
mileage with "Weapons", but keep in mind, you'll not
find a better qualified return track than this one. With
the 12" out only one week, 12 are already on
including WAAF, WNEW, WNOR, WONE, WPYX,
WQFM, and KATP. Expect the HH debut next week.

Rock And Hyde, "I Will", Capitol....
A great week for Rock And Hyde as 7 go for the
second cut (WMAD, WHJY, WHMD) and increases at
KKDJ, WRUF, WKLC and WRIK kick the track up 10
positions 73-63* HH. With 47 now playing, look for
major advancements within the next few weeks.

INXS and Jimmy Barnes, "Good Times",
Atlantic.... Tied for the #1 spot on the Increase Index
with 33 reporters upping airplay, Barnes and the boys
are cleaning up at both AOR and Top 40 with solid
phone action at 20 reporters including KBPI, KRZQ,
WBYR, WYNF, KYYS and KTYD. While the
single/soundtrack versions are grabbing the bulk of
airplay, WCMF's Dave Kane has been playing the
import for months now and tells us, "That version is a
much hotter mix and has more balls than the
domestic one that's available now".... Oh, yeah?
Sounds like a hot tip... 'specially with the inevitable
incredible CHR action. Stat wise: HH 18-10*, 154 on,
65 of which is heavy or better rotation.

Omar and the Howlers, "Hard Times in the
Land of Plenty", Columbia.... Omar makes it look
easy this week with 15 increases (KBER, KRXQ,
KTYD, KZEL, WHCN, WONE, WQFM, WMMR, WOUR,
WRIF) and an additional add, scoring a 20-18* HH
move. And the reaction listener -wise has only just
begun. WBLM's Robin Mathieu reports, "Top 5

phones this week".... And WWTR's Jennifer Gipe
remarks, "A listener asked to hear 'Omar the Howler'.
I think he hit it right on the head".... 136 on, with 8
reporting top 5 phone action.

Tom Kimmel, "That's Freedom", Mercury....
This one's a natural for most reporters with or without
the 4th around the corner. Clean production, great
lyrics, sound musicianship, terrific hook; what more
could you ask for? 5 more add this week with CFOX,
KSJO, WAAF, WDVE and WMRY coming on. And 19
increases helped with the sturdy HH 27-25* jump.
Count on more solid growth next week.

Frozen Ghost, "End Of The Line", Atlantic....
The Ghost gets Rad this week with an add at WDIZ,
plus two more, as the list of believers grows to 72.
With the astounding success of the lead track AOR
(now burning CHR), it's only natural to find room for
"Line", especially considering the decidedly harder
AOR edge available on this cut. 6 increasing (WZZQ,
WRCN, WDHA) help to advance the track 44-43* HH.

Outfield, "Since You've Been Gone",
Columbia.... If you've been keeping an eye on the
Most Requested, you know the Top 5 phone story
that's been happening since the lead track was
released. Now, watch out as retail takes over.
KEZO's Joe Blood already is hearing those cash
registers, "Outfield debuts Top 20 in sales with great
female phones" 22 increases didn't hurt either
when it came to clobbering the competition on the HH
as the track makes quick work of an 11-9* move.

Ace Frehley, "Into the Night", Atlantic.... The
Ace -man continues to own the phones at WAQX,
WAOR, KATP, KISS, WLVQ, and KGGO as two more
add (KQRS and WTKX), and 5 up airplay (WIOT,
KZRR, KQDS, KEZE, WYNF) combining for the 30-28*
HH advance. With the road show drawing rave
reviews, don't be caught short with your men by
missing out on this Russ Ballard guaranteed phone
burner.

I've been waiting since late 1982 -- almost
five years now -- to implement my original concept
of an eclectic, New Age format on a radio station with
a competitive signal and an aggressive market
campaign. Infinity has given me this opportunity.
Further, Washington, DC, is the best market in the
country for this atmospheric format. With the most
recent "wave" of enthusiasm sweeping the country,
it's certainly timely to be involved in this
phenomenon, which I helped pioneer."

John is talking about the profiles by Cluster
Group in Arbitron.

"Groups one and two are the best I've ever seen in
analyzing an Arbitron," adds John. "They are,
respectively, four and five times the national average
as far as the two most up -scale psychographic
groups go."

"The town is loaded with people who are into this
thing and go out and buy these records without
airplay," notes Sebastian. "It's a great laboratory."

Sebastian has already been on the phone to
WBMW giving suggestions and fine-tuning. He will
leave for DC in the next week or two.

And, hey, how 'bout the big question: Will
Howard Stern do the morning show? NOISE knows
they've got the lines in already. Just a flick of the
switch and, wow, it's a zipless morning show.

"I don't think that's gonna happen," says John.
"For this concept, we need something different for
mornings," allows John.

Prior to this, he was
Executive Vice President and General Manager of
Arista Records before which he had been President
of Chrysalis Records in the U.S. In his new capacity
Licata will report directly to Joe Smith.
Bruce Lundvall, who helmed Manhattan Records,

has assumed the position of President, EMI
America/Manhattan Records reporting to Licata for the
creative aspects of the company with particular
emphasis on A&R duties for both rosters and the
Blue Note label. Jim Mazza, formerly President of
the EMI America label, has resigned to pursue other
interests.

O GREAT BLAH BLAH ETC: THE LEE
MASTERS INTERVIEW PT II

This is the good part; better than last week. Look
what MTVNH-1 SRNP Lee masters gets into:

Steve: What are the elements of traditional TV that
get thrown away at MTV?

Lee: A TV station is purely a means of distributing
the program. It's a series of half-hour or one -hour
programs that have no bearing on each other. At all
of the MN networks, whether it's MTV, Nickelodeon,
VH-1 or Nick At Night, all programs have a
commonalty. They all have a unifying thread. Cable is

starting to do this; radio has done this for years.
Traditional TV Is reminiscent of what radio was in

Its early years: Block programming. And then radio
became specialized. Cable is taking TV and making it
specialized.

Specialization is the mandate of cable. ESPN, CNN,
MTV, etc. I doubt whether traditional TV will ever
specialize.
Steve: When you turn on MTV, what do you see that
you really love? And what really irks the shit out of
you?
Lee: I love MTV's feel, it's attitude. When I turn it on
and see a promo -- like the ones with our new
character Randy of the Redwoods, our 60's refugee
(who will be a running character for the next three or
four months) -- I get really excited. When I turn it on,
and see the channel being entertaining as hell -- live,

location weekends or our new VJ, Rich Scheider,
who's a young new comic I'm excited.

The things that irk me are the things I can't control.

Like a really inexpensive performance video that
someone's cranked out. I'm stuck with it, especially if
it's a major artist and we have to play it. Or a song
that tests positively but the video doesn't: "A damned

if you do..." deal.
Again, the frustrating thing about this job is how

long it can take to change something: A promo, a
video -- it's not radio. It can take weeks to change
something.

Steve: I'm starting it see Gold on the channel. Why
did it take so long to get those old Beatles, Stones
Animals, Who and -the -like clips on MTV?

Lee: Believe it or not, there is a ton of this classic
stuff, we know right where it is -- and we always
have.

The problem is rights and clearances. Unlike
a record, where you walk into an old record store and
leave with something you can throw right on the air,

TV doesn't work that way. We have a whole legal staff
that gets us right with rights.

If we've got something off an old Hullabaloo, we
have to track down every member of the band. The
rights to things were assigned to TV. Well, that's
hunky dory if you're a N station. But if you're a
network, Screen Actors Guild, AFTRA and many other
unions jump in. Cable didn't exist when these
contracts were written. Consequently, none of the
rights were assigned for cable. That means if they're
still alive, we have to find every member of the band.
If they're dead, we've got to get their heirs to sign.
And if, God help you, one of the Hullabaloo dancers
in her go-go boots, full Revlon, and the big "H" on
the front of her sweater is in it you've gotta track
her down, too.

We have at our fingertips so much more than we
have on the channel now. But it's clip by clip, tune by

tune. If you can imagine spending ten man-hours for
each clip -- our library is no where near where we'd
like it to be for CLOSET CLASSICS. We feel it is very
important, but it is hideously time consuming and
expensive.

Steve: Now the other side. How do you determine
what new music you're going to play? Do you have
music meetings like a radio station?

Lee: Yup. And they are huge meetings. They consist
of the Music staff - VP Tom Hunter and his crew,
the research staff, and our Talent Relations staff --
Sam Kaiser, who's our VP/Programming. Sam's
staff does liason with the labels, artists and

managers.

We go through our in-house research system
on a tune first.

Number two, we have a very sophisticated retail
system to tell us what's selling -- regionally and
market -by -market.

Then we look at requests, both internally and, to a
lesser extent, those at radio stations.

We examine feedback from contacts at radio
stations. We want to know the things that are working
for them.

Steve: I hear a lot about MTV squeezing records
onto radio stations. Does radio ever squeeze a record
onto MTV?

Lee: I would say not, just because of our mandate to
the labels. One of our charters is to break new music.

When a video is released, unless we think the thing
doesn't stand a chance or is formatically wrong, we
usually play it. We have 75-77 tune playlist. It's rather
long. It's not like we're waiting to go on something. If
it fits the format, we're on it.

Steve: What's your favorite feature?

Lee: On the channel?

Steve: No, on your girlfriend.

Lee: (Laughs) As a viewer or a manager?

Steve: Both.

Lee: As a viewer, the NEW VIDEO HOUR or 120
MINUTES. I like seeing new, interesting videos. It's
great TV; it's very stimulating. The stranger they are,
the better I like them. As we all know, anyone who
has a love for music and is involved with
programming music can be in a very dangerous spot.
Trying to project your own personal taste on an
audience can be the Kiss 0' Death.

As a GM, I like the COUNTDOWN best.

Steve: Can videos run longer than records before
they burn? Two senses are assaulted; the video
burns twice as fast...

Lee: But it depends on the kind of video, too. If it's a
straight, performance video -- those things just don't
have shelf -life. Concept videos do.

Steve: Well, what is the shelf -life of a video? If
you've seen one three times haven't you seen
everything in it?

Lee: Yeah. Generally speaking, we find they burn a
lot faster than they do on the radio. And that's why I
think we need to be more current -based that straight
AOR.

We are an AOR-CHR hybrid. That's out of need:
The AOR viewer checks us out and the CHR viewer
checks out and we have to satisfy both of them.

Steve: You're great with people. What's your
management theory?

Lee: The people I work with rib me about this
because I sound like a broken record.

Steve: Video.
Lee: Like a broken video. "Hire the best. Work with
them to set the strategy. Make certain the budget is
adhered to. Let 'em run."

If you can do those four things, you can't help but
win.

The values I believe in for the channel: Customer
focus, customer focus, customer focus. Focus in on
the viewer. Work as a team. And we place a high
value on creativity.

You know George Johns? Well, he always has
the right phrase for the right situation. He says, "The
solution to every problem is a person." No matter
what obstacles you're faced with, if you make the
right hire, the challenge is no longer a problem.

Steve: If you could wave a magic wand and get any
wish for MTV, regardless of costs or logistics, what
would it be?

Lee: I'd like to find a way -- well, when we were
new, we were so new and interesting that people
watched us ail the time.

Now, we're there. You know, THERE. People
take us for granted. When we probe, we find that it's
not so much a function of what we're doing, but more
"Hey! It's been there for six years."

If I could find a way to make it as compelling and
as interesting and as exciting and as different as
when it first came on, and see people respond to
that, well, that's my challenge.

We have to continue to re -invent the channel, re-
make it new and exciting. Young people are always
looking for the new.

I remember the first time I watched MN. I
couldn't turn it off. To re -capture that...

That is the future of MTV. It's what we have to do
here. We've got to make it so vibrant people won't
want to go a day without checking us out.

Steve: Uh, what do you call that? Dahl and
Howard have that quality. Here are two guys that
can make you sit in your car through an entire
stopset just to hear what they're going to do on the
other side.

You're afraid you might miss something if you're
not tuned in.

Lee: Absolutely. That's it.

Steve: That's a tough enough task for a radio
station. How can a cable channel do it?

Lee: The whole thing is: We know who the viewer is,
we spend a great deal of time trying to figure out
what they want, what's important in their lives, and
what we have to do then is come up with ways to
give them these things on N. That's how we address
this challenge.

To do this, we do more than just play music now.
The live weekends are not only fun to watch, they
happen in places our audience wants to be. No more
"who's in the studio, who's doing an album." Our
news is now loaded with lifestyle stuff: Fashion, cars,
food, anything that would be of interest to our viewer.

The next level might be doing more long -form
shows. We've done COUNTDOWN, 120 MINUTES, and
the MONKEES thing worked out phenomenally well.
We are presently looking at other things in long -form
that would be appropriate to the MTV viewer. That's
gonna be our production challenge for '88.

Steve: Right now some PD, DJ, or MD is reading this
thing, dying to find out how they could become a VJ.
Help 'em out.

Lee: Sure.
What most people try to do is put together a

gangbusters tape. They're more worried about the
technical end than they are about the content. They
become more form -oriented than content -oriented.

We look beyond that. Anyone could set up a
Camcorder, get in front of it, and do what they do
best. If you're really good at it, you could have a job.
If the lighting is goofy, we don't care. If the sound
isn't perfect, we don't care.

We just wanna see: 1) What you look like. Are you
reasonably attractive? 2) What is your forte? Are you
an expert on music? Or are you a major personality?
We want to see what you can bring to the channel --
your entertainment value. 3) A third case would be
the totally hot looking girl or guy - someone so
attractive that people would want to watch him or her.

We want you, not a tape. You see this happen with
DJs all the time. They get so wrapped up in "How are
my levels? Am I working the mic right? Is my voice
deep enough? How tight is it?" And nobody gives a
shit about any of that stuff.

What really matters is: What are you saying? How
are you saying it?

We see so much stuff with OK looking people
doing an OK job on TV. We want someone who just
jumps through the screen.

Break-throughs. Break -through personality
because of their appearance or their demeanor. Or
because of what they say. Or because they're so
outrageous.

We would love to see some great tapes.

(the title track), and affectionate overtones found in
"God's Gift" and "Possessed" will find you re -
listening for hypnotic effect alone. The lurking quality
of "Blue Desire" finds a new kind of hook in the
shadows with "I See Red" holding more obvious but
not more deserving radio value. The Silencers use a
formula that takes the time to cover new ground with
easy access - the first promise of an exceptional
debut.

I was
first turned on to this band because I buy anything on
the Kitchen Ware label, but their first three singles
had me completely hooked in the same way as label
mates Prefab Sprout did with their perfect pop
sensibility. Now a full Lp finds them maturing up to
my expectations. I highly recommend this band to
anyone who's a sucker for classic pop hooks. "Sweet
Sanity" has been played at our station as a import for
the past 5 months. I've also played this song
personally to people I know ranging in age from 13 to
65, and every one of them liked it (...my mother likes
this song). No matter what kind of music you like,
you'll find the right track on "Tell God I'm Here".

#3 with this particular calculation, thanks to WEOS,
WBIM, WJUL, WERS, WWUH, WUNH and KUSF.
Commercial shows like it too- WXRC, WHJY, WRCN,
KISS and CHEZ are on it- but still not that much
action on the formats or regular rotation yet with the
exception of Z -rock (every track in power though!)
and WCWP, who has them in heavy. But that's
expected, King Diamond is not for upper -demos. Just
ask Jim Hurcomb at CHEZ. "Spine tingeling gothic
horror. You could almost hear the spikes being driven
in. Can't wait for the movie"...

NEW THIS WEEK
Grim Reaper, "Rock You To Hell", RCA..., hate
to sound cliched here but I must honestly say "Rock
You To Hell" is the best Grim Reaper album to date. It
seems they have concentrated much more on their
songwriting this time, with catchy hooks and
choruses you could easily sing along with. But don't
worry, headbangers, the title track, "You'll Wish You
Were Never Born", the great "When Heaven Comes
Down" and "Lust For Freedom" are true heavy metal
mayhem with ripping guitars and vocals, brought to
you upfront and clear thanks to producer Max
Norman. Remember, it will be a cold day in hell
before the Reaper wimps out!

White Lion, "Pride", Atlantic...
After years of working the New York tri-state clubs,
White Lion has finally inked themselves a major deal
and with one listen to "Pride", it's plain to see they'll
not be our best kept secret anymore. This 3/4
American 1/4 Danish quartet combines the best of
pop in their melodies,making them irresistbly
accessible. But Vito Bratta zaps you with hard edged
guitar riffs and fast solos that are sure to please any
metal show listener. "Wait" might be the first single,
but I'm quite fond of "Lonely Nights" when it comes
to AOR crossover. The anthemic "All You Need Is
Rock And Roll", "Hungry" and the almost seven
minute epic "Lady Of The Valley" rock a little harder
and come highly recommended as well.

Great White, "Once Bittin'", Capitol...Following
up their great "Rock Me" single, Great White comes
on strong with a whole album chocked full of tracks
in the same back to basics rock and roll style. Riffy
'70's guitars echo thoughout, revved up with '80's
production on radio boomers like "Lady Red Light",
"Gonna Getacha" and "Mistreater". It's ready to grab
the attention of metal shops but will take the rock
radio world by storm.

Twisted Sister, "Hot Love", Atlantic...After a

brief hiatus, Twisted Sister return with a track sure to
surprise many. It's definitely not the "everythin'-in-
the-wo rld-sti nks-and-l-wo n't-take-it-anymo re"
anthem, but a solid rock staple with a early pop
flavor. At first, you might not even think it's them,
with what's an almost totally new sound for the band,
but it's still given the Twisted Sister stamp thanks to
Dee Snider's unmistakable voice. Give it a few listens
for the full effect.

YNGWIE MALMSTEEN was involved in a serious
auto crash on Monday, June 22nd, in Woodland Hills,
California. According to reports, the guitarist lost
control of his car, crashed into a tree, and was
thrown into the windsheld. He was rushed via
helicopter to Northridge Hospital, where he remains at
the time of this writing (6/24) in stable condition.
Although he remained unconscious for many hours
after and received minor scrapes on his face, his
management office assures us he will be OK and that
his injuries would have lessened if he'd have been
wearing a seat belt. (Could a TV spot for "rockers for
seatbelts" be in his future?) We all wish him a speedy
recovery as well as happy birthday wishes- he will
turn the ripe old age of 23 on Tuesday, June 30th.

Just when you thought the WHITESNAKE line-up was
solid, bassist RUDY SARZO has decided to rejoin
QUIET RIOT. This will have no effect on the current
Whitesnake tour for which he will complete before
joining the OR ranks full time. Until then he'll be
flying back to Los Angeles on his days off to lay
down tracks for the their forthcoming album.

Millions of male and female hearts were broken last
week when MOTLEY CRUE bassist NIKKI SIXX
announced his engagement to actress VANITY,
officialized with a ring and a date set for the end of
the year.

Watch for a new METALLICA Ep sometime in August
to coincide with their Monsters Of Rock and Castle
Donnington appearances this summer. However, this
by no means should be taken as the follow-up to
"Master Of Puppets". It will consist solely of cover
tunes, likely all very obscure, which their manager
CLIFF BERNSTEIN cites as a "celebration of their
going back to the garage", and he means it. The story
goes that the band was rehearsing in drummer Lars
ULRICH's newly soundproofed garage and found
themselves doing cover tunes. Being that things were
going so well, all felt this was the perfect way to
break in new bassist JASON NEWSTED as well as
JAMES HETFIELD's fully -recovered broken arm. (As
you recall, he broke it a few months back falling off a
skateboard. Word is that the rest of the band has
since forced him to give up this particular sport.) No
details have been set yet for a producer, title or track
listing, but this disc is sure a fun way to ease the gap
between "Master" (which was released in March of
'86) and their next album which is due early next year.

As reported last week, MEGADETH will be on vacation
in the sunny islands of Hawaii before heading into the
dark, air conditioned studio to record their third
album. No title has been announced, but we hear
PAUL LANI will co -produce with the band, with over
13 songs to choose from: "Mary Jane Twilliger" (all
about a witch who's buried her alive)
"Spontaneous Combustion" "502" (deals with the
subject of drunk driving) "My Darkest Hour" (a tune
dedicated to the memory of Metallica bassist Cliff
Burton who was killed last year) "Quicksand" and
"Hook In Mouth"- two old tracks from their original
demos. Word is that their first album "Killing Is My
Business And Business is Good" might be re-
released in the future with a different mix, but nothing
is definite yet.

MOTORHEAD is back in the studio working on a new
album, their first since original drummer PHIL
TAYLOR has come back into the fold. As their last
album, "Orgasmatron", BILL LASWELL will produce.

Drummer HARRY TRAVERS had to leave
Hipsway's U.S. two -month tour a few dates before it
ended, after suffering an arm injury in Texas. He had
been hit by food poisoning in Austin, but went
onstage anyway. He collapsed the following day in
the bathroom of his Houston motel, injuring his right
arm when he fell. His drum roadie, Eddie Smithson,
took up the sticks for the final dates. The band is
scheduled to return to Scotland to record a second
album, Travers says. "We're going to become more
guitar oriented," he says. "We used a lot of
keyboards on the last album, and we don't even
have a keyboard player in the band.

LINDA RONSTADT's next album will be one of
Mexican mariachi music. She says, though, she will
eventually put out another rock album. "As soon as I
get my hands on 10 songs I'd like to record, I'm sure
(I will)," she says.

A St. Petersburg, Florida, woman is suing the
members of MOTLEY CRUE for at least $5,000
claiming that attending the band's show at the
Bayfront Center damaged her hearing and caused her
mental anguish. The woman, in her late 40's, took
her 15 -year -old daughter to a Motley Crue show last
December. Ever since then, her attorney says the
woman has had a "severe hearing dysfunction." The
Pinellas Circuit Court lawsuit asks for damages of
over $5,000, with the exact amount to be determined
by the court. The attorney says the woman will never
attend another rock concert, though he concedes
the woman's daughter has probably attended some
since the December show. The two sat about 10 feet
from the stage during the show, and their attorney
says the band and technicians should have kept the
volume at a safe level. The concert promoter and a
sound technician are also named in the court action.

French newspapers raved about PRINCE's concerts
in Paris at the Bercy Omnisports hall. The Le Matin
newspaper referred to "The Grand Circus Of The
Little Prince," and its reviewer called the Prince
show "two hours of torrid perfection and strong
emotions, during which the sign of the times is
confused with the sign of the cross." The Liberation
newspaper previewed the series of four sold -out
concerts with a headline that said "Jesus Prince
Superstar." In a review of Prince's "Sign Of The
Times" album, Le Parisien Libere said the album
"proposes for music lovers a prodigiously eclectic
collage, which, from minimalist funk to African or
oriental exotism, could seduce the nostalgics of
Hendrix or Zappa just as much as the unconditionally
jazzies or the pillars of discotheques."

POISON are having trouble with BBC Radio in
England, which is refusing to play "Talk Dirty To Me"
before 9 in the evening. GEORGE MICHAEL's "I
Want Your Sex" is in the same boat.
PHIL MANZANERA and JOHN WETTON, who
were both in Roxy Music during the mid -'70s, will
have an album out early next month. It's called
"Wetton/Manzanera." The two started writing the ten
tracks for the album in early 1986 and guest
musicians on the album include Yes drummer ALAN
WHITE and KEVIN GODLEY.
LINDA RONSTADT and BOZ SCAGGS
participated in a $250 -a -plate AIDS & Comfort
benefit for San Francisco AIDS Research. About
$500,000 was raised at the event.

CLAUDIA BRUCKEN, formerly of Propaganda, has
formed a new band with THOMAS LEER called
ACT. Their first single, "Snobbery And Decay," was
inspired by the television program "Lifestyles Of The
Rich And Famous." "The whole idea of that show,"
Brucken explains, "is voyeurism into the world of the
rich. To rub your face in other people's wealth. To
make you jealous. We were absolutely fascinated by
it, and yet at the same time we were disgusted."
Another American television show has caught the
pair's attention. They plan for the 12 -inch version of
"Snobbery" to include a mix based on the
"Moonlighting" show. "We don't want to be taken
too seriously," Brucken adds. "Pop music isn't
serious. Too many people would like to make it art, to
make it odd and awkward, but it isn't like that at all.
We're just having fun playing with ideas and
images."

JOHN COUGAR MELLENCAMP and WILLIE
NELSON testified before a U.S. Senate Agriculture
subcommittee in Washington on behalf of family
farmers. Mellencamp called the situation "especially
among black farmers" in South Carolina, as
"shocking." Mellencamp says that if current trends
continue, there will be virtually no black farmers left
in the country by 1994. He says this "Is this nation's
embarrassment." Nelson is founder and chairman of
Farm Aid Inc., and Mellencamp is a Farm Aid board
member. "The people of the country should be told
that their congressmen and senators aren't doing
what they should be doing," Mellencamp said at a
later news conference. "It's amazing something like
this can be allowed to go on and there's so much
apathy about it in this country."

BILLY PRESTON and two other people have sued
LITTLE RICHARD over a song on the soundtrack
to "Down And Out In Beverly Hills." Preston, Sylvia
Smith and John Schuller have filed a copyright
infringement suit in U.S. District Court in Los
Angeles. They say they wrote "Just A Matter Of
Time" in March 1985. Little Richard says he's the
legal owner of the song.

There were some riots at DAVID BOWIE's concerts
in Rome, Italy. Fifteen police officers were injured,
authorities say, when fans fought with police for
three and a half hours. Police say that people who
did not have tickets to Bowie's show at the Flaminio
Stadium threw stones and bottles at police and set
fire to parked cars. Forty-eight people were arrested
on charges of vandalism, violence and resisting
police. The night before, three police officers had
been injured when fans who did not have tickets
tried to force their way into the stadium.

The soundtrack to "Spaceballs," which will be
released later this month, features a duet by KIM
CARNES and JEFFREY OSBORNE called "My
Heart Has A Mind Of Its Own." THE SPINNERS
perform the title tune to the soundtrack.

ROD STEWART and model Kelly Emberg, who are
not married, have a new daughter. The 8 -pound, 2 -
ounce girl was born at Cedars -Sinai Medical Center

in Los Angeles. This is Stewart's third child. He has
two children from his previous marriage to Alana
Stewart.

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DURAN DURAN began a U.S. tour in Worcester,
Massachusetts, with a new line-up. Guitarist Andy
Taylor and drummer Roger Taylor are no longer in
the band. "To cut a long story short," says Simon
LeBon, "Roger left because he wanted to lead a
quieter life, and Andy wanted to be a solo artist."
Guitarist Warren Cuccurullo and drummer Steve
Ferrone, two backup singers and a horn section join
LeBon, keyboardist Nick Rhodes and bass player
John Taylor in the group.

The digs at Eddie Murphy and Joe Piscopo in TOM
PETTY's "Jammin' Me" aren't intended to be direct
criticisms of the two comedians, according to STAN
CAMPBELL of Petty's Heartbreakers. "It didn't
have to be Murphy, it could be anybody," Campbell
says. He says the names of Murphy, Piscopo and
Vanessa Redgrave happened to appear in the
newspaper the day the lyrics to the song were
written. Campbell also says he expects the band to
do some more work with Tom Petty. "I'm sure they'll
be more," he says. "We need to take three or four
days and do a marathon session. We get together
when the schedules are right, and right now we're
waiting for it to come round again."

Ben & Jerry's Ice Cream says it's almost reached an
agreement with JERRY GARCIA, guitarist for the
Grateful Dead, concerning the firm's "Cherry Garcia"
flavor. The dispute, according to the company,
involves future licensing of the flavor. One of the
Dead fans who suggested the flavor will be honored
at Ben & Jerry's annual meeting.

HOWARD JONES' manager got up on stage at
Madison Jones' recent
concert and began to sing an old DEAN MARTIN
tune. It wasn't the ravings of an overworked
manager. It was Jones' first performance at the
Garden, and manager David Stopps says he was
keeping an old bet about whether Jones would ever
make it to the venue.

REM's new album now has a title: "Document."
Some of the tracks on the LP, scheduled for
simultaneous CD/LP/cassette release on September
7, are "The One I Love," "Finest Worksong," and
"Exuming McCarthy." The band will go on the road
October 1 through Thanksgiving, and dates at New
York Radio City Music Hall are expected to be
included. The group won't be touring with Warren
Zevon, as had been widely reported, because of
scheduling difficulties.

TOM WAITS has completed the soundtrack to his
musical of "Frank's Wild Years." The album should
be out later this year. Waits co -wrote the songs with
his wife, KATHLEEN BRENNAN.

Former Culture Club member JON MOSS has a
new band called HEARTBEAT U.K. that includes
STEVE LAMBERT, who used to be in Roman
Holliday. Moss says Culture Club's inactivity
prompted his solo efforts. "I had to do something,"
Moss says. "Not knowing my future was unbearable,
so I woke up one day and I just said I want to do
something." At a recording session, he says he got
along with some musicians so well that he decided to
form the band with them. "Culture Club was a
foursome, obviously, but it was very much George,
and very high -profile image," Moss explains.
Heartbeat U.K.'s very much four people, and we do
have a singer. I see Heartbeat U.K. as more of a

rock group, much more of a band than Culture Club
was. One band I admire very much, though I'm not
particularly fond of their music, is U2. Simply
because they've gone at their own pace in their
career.

Secretary of The London Hospital Medical College,
Mr. David Edwards, said this week that the sum of
money does not come into it. The skeleton is not for
sale. He was responding to newspaper reports that
Jackson had increased his original offer to $1 million.
The singer is fascinated by the distorted skeleton of
Merrick, who died at the hospital in 1900, as
accurately documented in the award -winning film
"The Elephant Man" which described Merrick's
struggle to lead a dignified life after being a circus
freak in Victorian England. Mr. Edwards told "The
Hard Report", "John Merrick's skeleton is not on
public display. It is kept in our pathology museum
and is still used for medical education. There is no
question that Mr. Jackson can purchase it."

THE MISSION are releasing their early recordings
for the indie label Chapter 22 on a PolyGram
compilation Lp to be released next month, "The First
Chapter". If your station is well into their "God's Own
Medicine" Lp this will be a valuable addition to your
library, particularly for such crucial tracks as
"Serpents Kiss". It also features covers that were
originally released as limited editions and are now
rarities, such as Neil Young's "Like A Hurricane" and
Patti Smith's "Dancing Barefoot". The Mission have
been writing and rehearsing new material in New York
and return here shortly to play some support dates
with U2 and to play The Reading Festival in southern
England.

4AD Records will be releasing a compilation soon of
their artists: THE COCTEAU TWINS,
THROWING MUSES, COLOURBOX, DEAD
CAN DANCE, CLAN OF XYMOX, THE
WOLFGANG PRESS, DIF JUZ and THIS
MORTAL COIL. Entitled "Lonely As An Eyesore", it
will be out on 29th June in the U.K. 4AD are one of
the indie labels who feel badly hit by proposed
protectionist measures by U.S. Customs. (See last
week's HR.)

"We don't get MTV specials or saturation video
coverage, but our fans still believe in us." So say
ECHO AND THE BUNNYMEN. "We're still a bit
of a secret that gets passed by word of mouth. That's
what's made great rock and roll." Echo are enjoying
chart success here with their single, "The Game",
from a forthcoming Lp. In Brazil they had been
warned about the poverty. "You hear of ten -year -old
murderers," says Les. "but we found them very
proud, honest people. A lot of the villagers appear in
the video, but none of them would accept what they
thought was too much payment. It was odd to find a
family turning down a week's wages when they didn't
have shoes to wear. It sure contradicts the rip-off
idea!" The Bunnymen have recently recorded with
ex -Doors member RAY MANZERAK, both on a
remade "Bedbugs And Ballyhoo" and on a version of
The Doors' own "People Are Strange", a song which
appears on the soundtrack of a new vampire movie
"Lost Boys" directed by Joel Schumacher of "St.
Elmo's Fire" fame. "Ray was great," says lead singer
Ian McCullough. "He played everything out of time,
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but he's got class. Our version sounds identical to
The Doors', but we really had to get him to explain
the chord changes in layman's terms. He was saying,
'This is a triad that moves from E to F,' and we were
all thinking, 'What the f--- is he talking about?' We
were too polite to say anything. He must have
thought we were complete dickheads!"

Plenty of old and new names will be converging this
weekend at a farm in southwest England for The
Glastonbury Peace Festival, now regarded as the core
of all alternative youth arts in Britain. Much more
than just a rock festival, it has Woodstock overtones,
being sponsored by The Campaign For Nuclear
Disarmament. There are four stages and a separate
field. Three stages can loosely be described as rock,
the fourth a folk stage and the field is the remnants
of a festival originally founded by Peter Gabriel,
WOMAD, which features ethnic groups from all over
the world. In addition, there are stalls, fringe theatre,
art exhibitions, jugglers, a children's playground, etc.,
etc. From America come THE SMITHEREENS,
HUSKER DU, BEN E. KING, THE ROBERT
CRAY BAND, LOS LOBOS, TROUBLEFUNK
and a lady who has a fanatical following here,
MICHELLE SHOCKED, who recorded her "Texas
Campfire Tapes" album entirely on a Walkman
professional! Some other big names include ELVIS
COSTELLO, JULIAN COPE, WORLD PARTY,
VAN MORRISSON, THE MIGHTY LEMON
DROPS, NEW ORDER, DOCTOR AND THE
MEDICS, RICHARD THOMPSON, ROBYN
HITCHCOCK & THE EGYPTIANS, TAJ MAHAL
and THE COMMUNARDS. Some of the most
promising new names include ANDY WHITE, a
passionate, slightly Dylanesque singer/songwriter
from Northern Ireland, as are THAT PETROL
EMOTION who bring some ex -Undertone class to
the event, riding high on the success of their "Big
Decision" single (a big climber in North American
dance clubs). Self-confessed admirers of the B -52s,
VOICE OF THE BEEHIVE feature two Californian
sisters who teamed up with some Brits. Purely on
the basis of their "Just A City" single, they leapt from
the obscurity of Food Records to a deal with
PolyGram. Also waiting for a major breakthrough are
THE WOODENTOPS, whose addictive Intense
songs will win them the honour of Rough Trade's
leading act when THE SMITHS depart for EMI later
this year. Some of the acts at this weekend's
Glastonbury Festival, which at press time looked as
though it could be pretty rainsoaked.

SUZANNE VEGA was drowned out when she sang
solo in the open air in London's Regents Park last
weekend. The birds twittered so much, they quite
outdid our favourite Greenwich Village songstress.
Finally she asked the crowd, "Has anyone got a
shotgun?" She also revealed In interview that she's
often thought of moving to England. "I'll never forget
that this is the place I was first accepted and I feel
really at home here," she said. "But I know I'd get
homesick after awhile." She also confirmed that she
had indeed been spotted two weeks ago buying a
pair of Doc Marten boots in The Kings Road. (Large
skinhead boots.)

According to this week's "New Musical Express", ska
is making a comeback in London. Originally the
little-known pop predecessor of reggae in Jamaica in
the early sixties, a huge ska revival occurred at the
turn of this decade in Britain with such bands as
THE BEAT and THE SPECIALS. Some of the
new bands showcased weekly at a London club are

THE TROJANS, THE SPUDS, THE DELTONES
and MAROON TOWN. According to the club
deejay here spearheading the small new movement,
these acts are only too aware of how swift the demise
of the old movement happened. "These acts are less
frenetic and draw on a variety of influences,
especially jazz and blues."

U2 have been given the freedom of the Italian town
of Modina where they caused chaos last week, as
Bono attempted to buy some pama ham from a shop.
The Mayor of Modina, Signor Luigi Trappatoni, told
"Number One" magazine: "U2 managed to get 60,000
people through our paying toll gate before their
concert and then of course they all paid to leave
afterwards. With this money, I can replant all the
trees on our main boulevard and tarmac all the
streets."

Excellent week for concerts in Britain for those who
will not be brave enough to squelch around at
Glastonbury. DAVID BOWIE brings his Glass
Spider tour to London this weekend and his old
buddy IGGY POP is on tour here, too. Also doing
the rounds, DWIGHT YOAKAM, STEVE EARLE,
GO WEST, TINA TURNER, PETER GABRIEL,
CURTIS MAYFIELD and GARY GLITTER.

An excellent night was had by all at The Prince's
Trust Concert here in London. CURIOSITY
KILLED THE CAT, ALISON MOYET, BRYAN
ADAMS and LABI SIFFRE all did superb sets of
their own before the revolving supergroup started.
MIDGE URE performed "If I Was" and BEN E.
KING "Stand By Me" with BOY GEORGE and
TONY HADLEY. By the time ELTON JOHN took
the stage, the ranks swelled to include GO WEST,
ERIC CLAPTON, RINGO STARR and GEORGE
HARRISON. PHIL COLLINS and PAUL YOUNG
also turned up to duet on "You've Lost That Loving
Feeling". At the party afterwards, Ben from Curiosity
gave Princess Diana his hat.

The Fabulous Thunderbirds have made a great
album. As in Lp, CD, full length cassette, etc. Don't
worry, It's not a "concept" album, Just a record filled
with a continuity of theme, content, and above all,
musical direction. Recorded in Memphis and dripping
with soul and style, "Hot Number" transcends
homage status by taking the best of three great
American music genres (blues, R&B, and country) and
shaking 'em up T -Birds rock 'n' roll style. "Hot
Number" is quintessential American music from a key
band, perhaps THE key band that has brought roots -
rock back to AOR In the late 1980's. For depth tracks,
try the title cut, the rockin' and profound "How Do
You Spell Love", the slinky "Streets Of Gold" and
finally, a song -story that 9 out of 10 AOR PD's
seemed to have lived, "Sofa Circuit". Enjoy it all, it's
there for the taking.... Hate to be a drag, but it's real
distressing to see so many programmers miss the
Replacements record.

If
our playlists continue to get tighter, we will force
listeners to tapes and CDs. I don't advocate playing
music from all over the road, but I do think we
should be careful not to just categorize and call
music without honest listening. Steve Earle, for
example, may be too country if you're Z -Rock but on
a mainstream AOR list there's room for it, along with
Whitesnake, Fabulous T -Birds, Gregg
Allman, Neil Young and The Georgia
Satellites. Keep in mind there must be a method to
the madness. You have to pick music that makes up
the whole sound of the station. Don't get boring.
There's so much exciting music out that we should
never sound stale.... And to all you Deadheads out
there, God must love ya 'cause look at the wonderful
gift he Just gave ya.
