With
major play ups on the way, and even more adds look out for

From
WAPL’s Rick Panneck, "The Journey connection here
obviously helps out on the songwriting, and Dale’s vocals
really help the song".... Up 43-36* on the Hundred.

Yeah, he’s
back!! When’sthe last time Rod had an album cut on the move
like this? "Dynamite" powers up a 59-43* advance--our
second longest overall gain--behind 23 more adds, and
increases from WHEB and KGON. A solid 13 station heavy
count helps out, too--with KBCO, KFMG, KGON, KISS, KQRS,
WGIR, WMMR and WWCT on that list. Also nice to see a
research monster like KQRS reporting top 5 phones, too.

He continues,
"Atfirst ! was a little taken aback by the ’heavy metal Pink Floyd’
concept, but their fans are obviously having no trouble with
it'".... WQFM’s Dan Hansen says, "We're getting good phones
onit, and it’s the perfect night time edgy rock song'.... KRXQ’s
Pamela Roberts adds, "l can see this opening up, with good
night time calls already. Good fan calls before it came out due
to huge awareness in the metal pipeline".... Again to Patty
Martin at KSJO and “I've never been any kind of a fan, but this
is certainly a radio song--and they’ve got quite a core of fans.
We were getting calls before we even played it."

Melissa Etheridge, "Bring Me Some
Water", Island.... "Similar Features" has been a crowd
pleaser around the ranch since we got the cassette a couple
of months back--but this week it started to look like "Water"
was really the way to go. Jeez, any time you get KYYS and
KXRX, that’s a lead any smart company had best follow. Other
new’s include WHFS, WRKI, WZEW and KTCL--with KBCO,
KJQN, KOAS and WDHA already on.
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Vinnie Vincent Invasion, "Ashes To Ashes", Chrysalis.... Happening West Coast clout rolls in this
week--with KLOS, KSJO, KOME, KEZE and KBER. KSJO’s Patty Martin comments, "We tested it and it did really well, and
we've consistently gotten enough calls to warrant our adding it. There's a core of people out there who know who he is and like
him a lot. That takes the total count to 42--a list that includes majors WDVE, WLLZ, KISS, KRXQ, WFYV, WHJY and WYNF. Also
be sure to check out the Redbeard approved future classic, "That Time Of Year”, which also received the Stamp Of The Champ

from KISS’s Joe Anthony this week. You'll be impressed.

CHARTSTARS

Tracy Chapman, "Fast Car", Elektra.... "Her
success scenario continues to captivate and titillate the
audience”, relates KBOY's Bob Jeffries, "She’s opening up
musical closets and awakening many a memory bank. Small
wonder she’s top 5 phones"... WMAD is playing "Fast Car" in
Power and Paul Marszalek says, "The record is blowing out
of the stores and the requests are coming in. It doesn’t matter
what retail shop it is, they are all selling it big".... The only
surprise so far about this record is that only 96 stations are on
it. It seems that wherever this tune is being played the phones
light up. She’s sitting at #5 on the Most Requested List, right
behind phonemonsters Poison, Scorpions, Cheap Trick and
Van Halen and that’s not exactly the Ladies Tea Auxiliary we're
talking about. Will Douglass at WGLF explains, "It certainly
surprised us and her song is getting a lot of instant response.

You
could call it a relief record if you wish and it's doing just that.
It's added a little spark to the format".... | don't know if spark
adequately defines it, how about roaring flame! 137 stations
are jamming with the Melody Makers with 67 in Heavy or
better. The Zigster got 23 play ups this week which put him
4th on the Increase Index. The phones are lighting up too,
"Tomorrow People" is at #8 on the Most Requested List. Ron
Marsh at WKWQ sums up by saying, "Ziggy is killing them at
retail, the story is just beginning".... "Conscious Party" is 15*
on the Album Chart while the single is in at 13* on the HH.

Robin Trower, "Tear It Up", Atlantic.... with
his swimsuit on, Robin is prepared to take that dive into Top
10 waters. Currently sitting at 12* on the HH, he had another
good week of play ups with KGB, WNEW, KLOS, WMMR,
WLLZ, KSHE, WPYX, KSJO, WRIF, WLUP, KBPI, KISS and
KZAP among the 158 on board.

WBLM’s Robin Mathieu reports big
phones, "This is her 4th week at #1 most requested, she's
outdistancing her competition every time. The audience can’t
seemto get enough of her".... We also get good response from
the San Jose Connection. KSJO’s Patty Martin claims, "Joan
moves to Heavy, the phones have been incredible".... While
overat KOME Stephen Pagereports Top 5 phones, "The guys
love it as much as the girls. The calls are split 50/50. it's one
of those great leather clad anthems".... No matter how you
slice, dice or julienne strip it, one word comes out. Hit. 21*
on the Hundred and getting more serious by the minute.

Jimmy Barnes, "Too Much Ain’t Enough
Love", Geffen.... How's 10* on the Hundred sound?
How about #1 on the Increase Index? How about Pam
Brooks of WPDH, "The man has got it covered. Not only is
the album a non-stop musical romp. 'Too Much..." is a bluesy,
aggressive rocker packed with wonderful lyrics. | can't get it
out of my car's cassette deck".... Try a pair of pliers Pam. 155
stations can’t seem to keep it off the air, but that's all right, no
worries there. KOME’s Stephen Page has no trouble with
Jimmy either, 'Great song and it’s picking up good phones
from people who aren’t familiar with him. The LP is as strong
as the song, Geffen may have struck Aussie Gold".... "Freight
Train Heart" made a strong debut on the Album Chart at 12*,
so look for more from Jimmy in the future.

TAKE TWO

Midnight Oil, "The Dead Heart", Columbia.... Look for this one to pick up where "Beds" left off. Greg Mull
at WRXK already has a success story to tell, "Top 5 phones this week at #3, sales are Top 5 as well".... KROQ, KBCO, KOME,
KISS, KILO, WHCN, WRCN and WIZN are among the 56 stations on. 10 more stations including KBPI, KLBJ and KFMF came
on board. KPEZ is new this week too and Doc Phillips makes this analogy, "It's got viscosity, it carries a lot of weight, maybe
10-30".... He's got a point. This ain’t no sissy song, it's got power, strength, drive and hairy knuckles. It's music that evokes
emotion and moves people and from the sales reports, listeners are moving in numbers to the stores to buy this Aussie MoFo.

George Thorogood, "Treat Her Right",
EMI/Nanhattan.... 13 new players this weekincluding
WAPL where Rick Panneck says, "It's just a great cover
version. Our morning guy says it's his favorite song of all
time".... He must've never heard "Stairway To Gilligan’s Island".
Alsointhe new add column is WLAV, KVRE, KDKB and KGON,
where Inessa York proclaims, "We're really pleased to have
this one on. It's one of our original favorites from the album'....
WMMR, WNEW, KZAP, KISS, WBCN, KILO, KDJK and WDVE
are among the 45 station count that George has amassed.
Once again it appears that Lonesome George has breathed
new life into a classic.

KSHE, WMMR, WPYX, WBCN, KILO and KRXQ
all put this class act rocker in with a total of 12 new adds this week and the station count at 66 and building. Remember, these
guys can deliver those slice and dice rock riffs and this track proves it. We’ve been told time and again by many programmers,
this is the song that most resembles their live shows. If you had success with the first two cuts, your audience is seriously primed
far this great followup. And once the Dylan tour gets within shouting distance you will find yourself throwing out a lifeline if you

The format settles in for the Van Halen Monsterkrieg while a
host of recent debuts struggle to hold on and begin the race
for upward momentum. It could be a slow couple of weeks
except for the developing tracks in the bottom third of the
chart. That story will hinge on rotational support from early
believers while we wait for the rest of the format to catch up
with AOR’s leading stations.
Kick start that heart! After a week of wobbly chart perfor-
mance Cheap Trick has reversed direction and moves within
striking distance of the coveted #1 spot with a 6-3* move. In-
creases at KGB, WWDC and WMMR coupled with steady
Power play on CFOX, WZZO, WKDF, KYYS, WPYX, WFYV,
KLOS, WHCN and WRXK have helped to keep this comeback
on track just when it started to look as though things were
starting to fade away. New tothe Top Ten is Henry Lee Sum-
mer who is shaking off any sophomore jinx with a 16-10* end
run that gets a push from The Loop, KLBJ, KLAQ, KWHL,
KTYD, KSHE, WEBN, WDIZ and WLVQ. Henry Lee’s coming
out with the sort of stuff that summers are made of and the for-
mat is eating it up with a big spoon.

Premiere placement is the story this week for a pair of songs
from heritage artists who have earned their chops through
years of crowd pleasing releases. New from the Moody Blues
is "l Know You’re Out There" with an impressive 13* debut on
the Winners Chart motivated by adds on WONE, KGGO,
KGON, WBCN, WWDC, WPYX, KQRS, KYYS, KZAP, WYNF,
WMMR, WNEW and WNOR. This song has all the earmarks
of another superb Moodies effort with those mellow and dis-
tinctive vocals and a lush arrangement that is perfect for a lit-
tle aural escape. The other high altitude player this week is,
you guessed it, Van Halen. "When It’'s Love" shows up this
week at 17* a full 13 slots ahead of its HH ranking. WKDF,
KILO, WOUR, KQRS, WMMR, KEZO, KEZE, WRXK, KLOS,
WEZX, KATT, WEBN and KSHE all lead the pack with this
song. While the rest of the format is needle dropping the
album in search of the best depth track leave it to the format
leaders to single out this great midtempo rocker. Just slice
into that rich as cheesecake chorus and you'lt know why this
is the obvious cut of choice.

Bruce Hornsby piles up another 8 slots on the Winners Chart
with a 28-20* run this week helped by new play on WIMZ,
WDVE, KQRS, KPOI, KGB, WOUR and KGGO. While he main-
tains a stranglehold on the #1 spot, this unique American
troubadour is winding up for the knockout blow with this at-
mospheric piece from his much acclaimed album. "Look Out
Any Window" may be the strongest pure song on the whole
record and is undoubtedly a big favorite with the prime movers
in the format. The Rossington Band is making a big noise
with "Welcome Me Home", a song that is notching support
from KBPI, WLAV, KISS, WAAF, WWDC, KLOS, WZZ0, KEZE
and WRXK. With so many female voices on the market right
now this track works in the context of a strong and familiar
rock approach to present one of the safest adds possible.
Another woman with all the right moves is Tracy Chapman
whose "Fast Car" continues to elevate with a 34-30* week on
the Winners Chart. If what you’re looking for in a female artist
is something with a little contrast to the rest of the mix and an
ability to hook those women listeners the first time out, then
take a look at some of the premium players on this track in-
cluding WBCN, WPYX, WKDF, KEZO, KTYD, KILO, KLOL and
WNOR. Those phones aren’t to be taken lightly either with big
requests at KBCO, KLBJ, WMAD, WNEW, WRXK and WHCN.

Rod Stewart is up and running with what’s starting to look like
a great album for AOR and this week the rocker with a rooster
hairdo has seen "Dynamite" hit the chart at 42*. Heavy airplay
on KBCO, KGON, KISS, KQRS and WMMR gets things started
and those new adds on WDIZ, KSHE, WONE, WMAD and
KEZO light the fuse on a song custom built for the format. That
searing guitar lead and those down and dirty horns combine
to pump up what might be the most fun thing to come from
the Rodster in almost a decade.

Well, the Van Halen album has been unleashed and an un-
suspecting format may never be the same. Initial adds show
the emphasis to be on keyboard heavy midtempo numbers
reminiscent of the last album rather thanthose gritty crunchers
that also inhabit this disc. Aside from the lead track and "When
It's Love', the two songs to hit the chart this week show the
two faces of Van Halen that we have come to know and love.
"Feels So Good" could be the best of the synth intensive tracks
on the album with an opening phrase to die for. KZAP, WRKI,
KILO, KLBJ, WLLZ, KPOI, WPYX and KYYS have all made
room for this one and that first week 46* is bound to be fol-
lowed by more of the same. The other side of the ballad/rock-
er coin is represented by "Mine All Mine" which comes on like
a heritage Hagar burner with jumbled syncopation and a non-
stop guitar backwash that will put the beer drinking crowd in
a frenzy. KEZO, KATT, WDIZ, KLOL, KSHE and WLAV have
all cranked up the generator and plugged in a 50* debut this
week. The tour and the depth of this album will most certain-
ly combine to manufacture one of the most intense program-
ming opportunities for the format in recent memory.
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MARTELL-A-THON

To paraphrase Dennis Hopper, (a very L.A. thing to do), we're
all, "Alittle pinker, alittle more confused." Onething’s for sure,
the weekend in Los Angeles sped by like you wished the traf-
fic would on those infamous freeways. Golf, softball, tennis,
bowling, pool sitting and phone bashing took up the majority
of the time and the results netted another $200,000 plus for
the T.J Martell Foundation. The HARD REPORT bowling
squad came in second for the second year in a row by all of
six pins this time. One more spare! Just one teeny tiny spare
and the trophy would have been ours. Just one lousy, easy
to pick up five pin. But | digress. ZZ Top won this time out
and McGhee Entertainment came in third. The old Chicago
dynasty fell by the wayside and as for the record industry, A&M
came up with a very strong effort. As for the other competi-
tions, The Rockers, led by Vince Neil, beat the Rollers, cap-
tained by Richard Marx in extra innings with a score of 19 to
17. Out on the links Accelerated Chart Movement took the
gold, Dick Williams the silver and there was tie for the bronze
between McGhee Entertainment and Avalon Productions.
Meanwhiie, back at the hotel, there was a sneaking suspicion
among some revelers that the jack hammers that noisily shat-
tered concrete around the pool had been specially imported
to make us Jersey tipsheet types feel more at home. One thing
is for sure, it didn’t drive our impromptu tipsheet convention
out of the sun, you couldn’t have done that with guns. Thanks
go outto Atlantic for dinner and the best party of the weekend,
to Naujeez for his hospitality, to Island for the great shirts, (!
still think Bill sold mine), and to Jon Scott and his team for
another great event.

Robert Smith has
been made the label’s Veep of Marketing with Marty Diamond
being announced as Director of Artist Development. The label
is gaining more momentum by the minute and what already
looks like a great staff with Bennett and Kaiser and Gorlick is
getting better with every new move.

A&R ADDITIONS AT GEFFEN

If, as Nappy Bonaparte said, "An army moves on its stomach",
then it can be said that Geffen gets to the party on the strength
of their A&R department. The label has done a great job of
signing just the right combination of babybands and heritage
acts and the result at retail and on the charts has made for yet
another growth oriented year for those Geffen guys. Well,
never content to rest on their laurels they have now added Jeff
Fenster to the A&R department. Jeff comes over from the
Business Affairs division of Warner Brothers and joins the most
happening set of ears in the biz right now.

POLLACK’S TEN POINT PROGRAM

When Jeff Pollack took the rostrum at the recent Music and
Media Conference in Montreux, Switzerland he urged
European broadcasters to take a lesson from their American
counterparts and focus their efforts more effectively. The
deregulation of broadcasting within the European Common
Market countries has spurred a rapid growth in stations, most-
ly low powered, and mostly working at cross purposes. Jeff's
10 Point program for a winning effort in Europe called for sta-
tions to get more specific with their formats and target the
audience more efficiently. The current broad spectrum, al-
most block programming approach that dominates European
radio has kept it from being a viable source of media in the
sensethat it has become in America. Jeff then went on to hand
out his phone number to everyone still breathing in the
auditorium.

WB’s Kenny Puvogel got so antsy about the Van Halen
project that he dropped a barbell on his big toe while he was
(clap) pumping up. Kenny can’t make up his mind if this is a
natural tie in for "Black And Blue" or the new Little Feat project.
Either way, it’s a high price to pay for a photo opportunity.

PASSPORT TO THE BIGTIME

Out on the coast this last weekend the word was circulating
hot and heavy that Passport is shopping around for a distribu-
tion deal in the wake of their fouled negotiations with Enigma.
A few major labels were mentioned as being more than a little
interested in the extensive Passport catalog. Rumors also
have these ongoing talks contributing to an exponential in-
crease in the group’s net worth.

EAST-WEST WITH ATLANTIC

Nesuhi Ertegun has announced his long awaited plans for a
new label to be called East-West.

Lee has long been on
record as thinking that the only thing standing between Z-Rock
and the bigtime has been a counterproductive attitude and out
of skew musical focus. The man doesn’t spend that muchtime
thinking about something without usually coming up with
some answers, so look for this development to hit the boards
very soon. Inthe meantime, Lee has relocated to 445 Harris
Trail, NW, Atlanta, GA 30327. His new number is (404) 266-

His sense of humor
has brightened many nights spent cn the town. It is therefore
doubly sad to think of him suffering this loss.

JIM TRAPP
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The Book is back and stations across the country are
sitting down and pouring over the endless lines of
data, scratching their heads and trying to figure out
what to take seriously and what to discount as "sam-
pling error”, "statistical anomaly" or just plain "bad
luck". Within the charmed circle of radio’s elite
these questions are also being asked. The nine sta-
tions being profiled in this article represent the
crown jewels of the format. These double digit
monsters have the distinction of being among the
finest examples of broadcasting in any format you
care to name. Make no mistake, these people are the
best at what they do, the ones who have set themsel-
ves apart from the crowd by rising above the self-
limiting 5 or 6 share mentality of most rock stations.
The realization by these professionals that AOR can
be a market dominant format is refreshing. It is in-
deed time to leave the back of the bus.

WCMF/Rochester tops the list of format leaders with a whop-
ping 15.2 rating 12+. Stan Main has led the station to this
peak performance along a very stable growth curve. With the
exception of a slight dip in the Fall, the station has been con-
sistently plotting the kind of audience increases that other sta-
tions just dream about. The station also ranked among the
highest AOR’s in women 18+ and they were the only station
in this group to win in the morning, reversing the typical AOR
daypart profile by coming in second both afternoons and
evenings.

JT.... How do you see the station developing right now?

Stan.... The station has been consistently delivering over 50%
of the audience above the 25 + line. In fact, the Classic rock-
er in the market has now gone to a straight oldies format be-
cause they just could not keep up with us. This development
should help us to expose more new music now that we have
a corner on the market. It's not that we are going to do any-
thing radical, you don’'t want to fix anything that isn’t broken,
but we plan to do a few things that we have held back from
before because of there being a Classic competitor in the
market.

JT.... What sort of new to old music emphasis is the station
using right now?

Stan.... We've seen the station tighten up as much as a 30/70
current to core ratio but things are more like 60/40 now. As
for our projected expansion of new music, that will probably
mean making use of artists with a consistent heritage and not
necessarily conducting an exploration of the new artists onthe
scene.

JT.... Do you have any other concerns about your musical ex-
ecution?

Stan.... With our TSL showing a dramatic increase we have to
give some serious thought to whether or not things are rotat-
ing too fast. This can be tricky because it's a very fine line be-
tween making the right adjustment and overreacting to a
perception as opposed to a reality. We have to figure out
whether the Winter numbers reflect an accurate or distorted
usage of radio by our listeners and if that data should really be
factored into our decisions regarding rotations. If we are
wrong we could end up doing exactly the wrong thing for the
station.

THE PLATINUM GRADE PERFORMERS
AOR AT ITS BEST

JT.... The morning show is the only number one AOR show in
our group of Platinum Grade performers. You must be proud
of them.

Stan.... Yes, our morning show is very much a contributing
factor to our success. They have been number one for two
books in a row and they just keep getting stronger.

KEZQO/Omabha is in the midst of welcoming back Bruce Mc-
Gregor to the station that he made so successful before leav-
ing for Milwaukee and Detroit. Even here, with the highest
surveyed numbers in men 18+ and a number one perfor-
mance in three out of four dayparts, the watchword is improve-
ment.

JT.... What have you done with the station since your return?

Bruce.... The only adjustments ['ve really had to make here
were musical adjustments that will help keep the station a bit
more uptempo. [t was getting a little sleepy around here at
one time. That sort of musical move required dayparting cer-
tain songs more strenuously and eliminating other songs from
the library altogether. Too many downtempo songs were kill-
ing the rock and rol! spirit of the station.

JT.... How about the staff?

Bruce.... The jocks are well known in the market so it’s just a
matter of helping them be more concise while keeping their
personal appearances up. | need to work with them on con-
tent but when you have been together as long as we have it's
a lot easier to kick back and still get the job done. These guys
also recognize that I've been to these other markets and pick-
ed up a few things along the way and they are very eager to
profit from my experience.

JT.... Were there any other structural problems that you faced
when you got back in the building?

Bruce.... We had a problem with spotload when | returned,
promotions had gotten out of hand and the sales staff had
taken advantage of the complacency in programming to make
hay while the sun shines. Right now it's important to position
the station so that we can block anyone who might try to make
arun on us in the future.

JT.... Your Female numbers aren't particularly strong. What
do you attribute that to?

Bruce.... We used to do much better with women and | think
an expanding base of musical familiarity should help us in that
regard. There is a real good CHR and AC market developing
here in Omaha so we need to do something to increase the
casual female cume of the station and then find a way to turn
them around to help our AQH'’s. The station is in great shape
and now it's just a matter of taking it over the top. This is a
rock and roll town so we have good ground for planting that
seed of market leadership and, since we have been humber
two since Spring of 86, what's to stop us now?

KMOD/Tulsa has been cooking right along since Charlie West
left for those bright lights in L.A. town but the story has not
been with some ups and downs. The ups saw the station hit
a sizzling 14.9 last Summer, the downs have seen a slide
through Fall and Winter that brought the station to 12.5. Still
mighty respectable to be sure but PD Jim Jones is not one to
wait for the goodtimes of Summer to bring things around
again.
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JT.... How much of this decline is based on the Winter
doldrums?

Jim.... That seasonal peak in the summer really does hang
there and | hate it to be that way because | don’t want to feel
like we should accept a down Winter book just because of the
seasonal timing. | mean, we just cannot accept that. There
must be a way to adjust the formula so that we can maximize
our relationship with the audience no matter the time of year.

JT.... What tactic do you suggest?

Jim.... I'm a big believer in building momentum, whether it’s
across the year or through your dayparts. You start things out
easy and somewhat safe and you build in tempo and risk-
taking as you go along. In Tulsa we are in a fierce AC and CHR
market so we must be careful not to play songs that will blur
our image. It's critical to watch the texture of every tune so
that we don'’t slow down that momentum. As we build to a
plateau in the evenings it could just be that we will back that
plateau up as Summer gets closer. Doing so we will better
reflect the audience’s change in lifestyle with the warm
weather seasons.

JT.... The station is only coming in third in the mornings. How
are you going to deal with that?

Jim.... The mormning show is a problem for us because we
know that we are getting much better response to the ZOO
than the ratings reflect. This market is very conservative so
we have to watch our content. If we have a weak spot that's
gotto be it because the music is obviously right on the money.
Our morning show does have enough heritage to mature with
the audience and that is positively reflected in their work.
We've gone through our "soaking panties" stage and the show
now really reflects the format at it's best. They understand
how the format has changed and what needs to be done. I'm
very lucky in that regard because they have the ability to get
out of their own little universe to take the overview regarding
how their work fits in with rest of the station, market and in-
dustry.

JT.... You have a very strong philosophy about format purity.
Could you share that with us?

Jim.... The format must use emotionally sensitive marketing
that tells the audience "You are never too old to rock and roll".
Keeping CHR and AC in their niche and standing out on our
own, that’s the critical battle. Don't let them take your music
away and don’t make the mistake of borrowing their tunes
either. That means staying away from being manipulated with
singles by the labels. Crossover music should be viewed as
a potential evil because it waters down our image. One of the
our most unusual aspects is our ability to appeal to Harley
riders and lawyers all at the same time. That ability to cover
the rock and roll spectrum through all sorts of lifestyles is
something | was taught by Charlie West before he left for

KLOS. Chatlie is still teaching me how to meet the challenge
of programming in the eighties and the tradition he inspired
lives on.

WEBN/Cincinnatti has long been viewed as the heir to
WMMS’ crown as the Great Middle-America Rock and Roll sta-
tion. Numbers that defy gravity, including an orbital 16.7 last
Summer combines with the a strong Female and Teen
presence make for an unbeatable coalition that has made
grown men cut off their own arms rather than take the station
on head to head. Tom Owens is half Rocker and half Five Star
General, his sense of strategic planning sets him apart from
his peers and has made Cincinnatti his own private
playground.

JT.... Well, it’s another great book for Tom. How do you view
this one?

Tom.... This book is yet another major success in terms of our
12+ numbers but also in the qualitative arena where we are
#1 in 25-54 men and saw a 60% improvement in 25-34
females. This kind of increase in key demos is always wel-
come and a sign of things to come.

JT.... What are your primary goals at this time?

Tom.... The station is already becoming much more well
rounded in terms of sports, news, traffic and entertainment
values. The whole process is evolutionary and will make the
station into a much more mainstream and service oriented
vehicle. We had a bit of luck this time out gaining Women
without any losses in Men or younger demos. The music on
the station has become much more mainstream and we are
#1 18-34 women as a result.

JT.... You have a pretty hefty teen base to work with, how are
the demos breaking out for you?

Tom.... Our 25 + audience composition stands at 47% which
is a little low right now but we have retained our number one
strength in 18-24’s. As for our teen compaosition, although we
get a 22.7 that only reflects 14% of our overall audience. One
of things we have managed to do here is to stay firmly within
the framework of the format for 20 + years and that sense of
history, combined with a collective and well developed sense
of humor, only fuels the fire.

JT.... What blueprint do you have for the next year?

Tom.... We see a major opportunity on the horizon for WEBN.
The station is on the threshold of getting the absolute most out
ofthe productthat is possible. We are, infact, reaching satura-
tion level with the audience and that means that the focus must
now switch to demo tweaking and some major growth in
morning drive. We want to create a true morning drive dynas-

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sive strategy. The station should become such an immovable
object, the intimidation factor should be so high, that any
potential competitor would think twice, maybe ten times
before attempting any direct format attack.

WPYX/Albany is basking in the glow of another high octane
performance. Ed Levine hit town in the Fall of 86 and rebuilt
adrifting WPYX along more streamlined and competitive lines.
The end result has been some serious double digit books and
a stampede for the exits that has steamrollered more than a
few market foes.

JT.... What's the most important aspect of this book?

Ed.... Thisis a textbook example of a winning radio station not
only having big numbers but having them in all the right places.
For instance, we were among the top three stations in the
market when it came to female demos up to and including 25-
54,

JT.... How do you respond to criticism that the market just
isn't all that competitive?

Ed.... This market is very competitive with two CHR’s, two
AC’s, a Classic and a Progressive rocker all coming into the
metro with city grade signals. This town is no cakewalk. In
that regard we are especially proud of our performance
against the Classic competition. WQBK made a fatal mistake
by running at the market when there wasn't really a hole for
them to fill. We have always had a very solid image with the
Classic audience so that left WQBK without much to take ad-
vantage of. Taking on a Classic station can be a very serious
challenge because it all depends on positioning. If you aren’t
ready to meet that challenge before it hits you then all the good
moves in the world won’t help. At the same time you can't
overreact to the threat of a Classic station or you will just hand
the audience over to them by aping their content. Then again,
not reacting is a kind of overreaction in itself. It's a game of
watching the niche and making the most of your research and
market trained judgment. We could superserve that Classic
hungry audience but we'd lose our ability to performasa 12 +
station if we did. Classic rock is such a minimalistic format, it
gives you only one good thing to love and not a whole lot to
hate. And that one positive point of contact just isn't enough
to sustain a station when it comes to mass appeal acceptance.
It is basically a formula for a micro market. In a large city you
can make enough money with it but not in a market like Al-
bany.

JT.... So you see the game as being one of anticipation not
merely adjustment?

Ed.... The main thingis to be ready for a challenge to your sta-
tion before it becomes a reality. You simply cannot change a
perception and with two weeks of adjustments make up for
two years of neglect. | also try not to view the market in terms
of AOR potential. We would rather go after the whole market

and that philosophy has WPYX now sharing equally with three
other stations in the market. Our growth in Men and Women
35-44 is unheard of when you factor in our teens as well. We
have built what we like to call PYX pride here. Our people are
proud to be working at this station. The rest of the market may
call it arrogance but | want to be like the Bears or the old
Raiders and use pride and intimidation to keep the competi-
tion off balance.

JT.... What are the most important elements in building a win-
ning radio station?

Ed.... The keys to winning begin with research. Not just nice
perceptual stuff but hard facts that let you know in an ongo-
ing process whether the station has what | like to call "Song
by song greatness". We hear time and again that the overrid-
ing complaint about AOR is that it is just too damn unfamiliar
and uneven for the audience. To get around that we use
auditorium testing once a year and do constant outcall to
cross check those results. To back that up we have regular
focus groups that provide both factual and perceptual data.
Next on any winner’s list is marketing. Too many stations are
content to be marketed as"The Rock And Roall Station" but you
don’t have to constantly reinforce that image with a public that
has been listening to you for a number of years. Lastly, you
have to shake off the limitations of being too preoccupied with
what the competition is doing in your format. 50-60% of your
audience won't even be listening to the other AOR in town but
they will be cross-cuming to the CHR for a breath of fresh air
once in awhile. Don’t spend so much time being caught up in
what the direct format competition is doing.

KLAQ/E! Paso continues to win big in a situation where they
are the only AOR in town. But for Nat Lamp that makes the
aspect of competition even more intense as it relies on his
ability to create winning promotional campaigns as often as
programming ones. With a firm grip on his rock and roll posi-
tion, he must shift his energies to fight a multiple front war with
the market at large while keeping his staff fired up.

JT.... How has the market changed in the past few years?

Nat.... This market has become very reactive to promotional
efforts and that is something that has just kicked in over the
last three years. If anyone can take a run at us it’s in that way.
Unfortunately, during the Winter book we tend to pull in our
budget reins because everything goes into the Spring and Fall
ratings period. The logic being that doing a good job during
those periods will spill over into the Winter book, but that didn’t
happen this time. We have to stop sitting on our heritage, you
know, taking things for granted and work just as hard in the
Winter as we would for any other ratings period. Inthe morn-
ing show, for instance, we try to do things that tend to string
along over time. Program projects that last for a couple of
weeks and feed on themselves. Other than that we promote
the station as a cohesive personality but we do key the most

important aspect of any such promotion to the morning show
and then try to recycle them through all the other dayparts.

JT.... You guys have had to shuffle things a bit in your drive
fora more mature share of the market. How have these chan-
ges affected the station?

Nat.... We are trying to refocus our musical direction so that
we don’t scare the ladies quite so much. It's important that
wedrill itinto their heads that they should give us a shot. That's
a priority for us. Aside from that we have to tone down any
sexual overtones, women just do not have any patience with
that sort of stuff anymore and a chauvinistic attitude on the air
can scare them off just as quick as playing the wrong music.
There may have been a time when it was considered cute or
good clean fun, but no longer.

JT.... How do you handle the problem of staff motivation and
direction?

Nat.... It's important to let the staff interact with you when they
are being critiqued and not just make them feel like you're
coming down on them. They are the ones that hold down the
shift so let them give you some ideas as to what their show
needs or could stand to lose. Sometimes that’s the perfect
input for your efforts as a PD. Make the staff feel involved and
use their best ideas, let everybody know that they are per-
mitted to bring something to the game if they want to con-
tribute.

WLAV/Grand Rapids is in the double digit club for their
second book but PD Dave Lange sounds like a man with major
mountains still to climb. Which is true when it comes to his
morning numbers. After restructuring his AM drive team along
a more full service model he must now wait for them to catch
onin the face of a #5 ranking in that daypart. Aside from that
challenge Dave has the lowest teen rating of any of our profiled
stations and is knocking down a #1 ranking in only one
daypart. That means that specific demo dominance is pulling
up the station to a phenomenal 12 + platform. And when we
say demo dominance we’re talking borderline thermonuclear.

JT.... This book shows a slight dip for your station. Do you
agree with others that it’s just in the nature of things for AOR
to get hurt in the Winter?

Dave.... Outside of a few markets, Winter books are tough on
AOR. In medium markets the pattern of an increase in 45 +
diary keepers starts affecting things also. Thes older folks just
get much more involved in the rating process in Winter. That
usually means that traditional MOR, Country and News/Talk
rise at the expense of younger skewed formats.

JT.... Your morning show performance is pretty far back in the
pack. What's the story there?

Dave.... We performed much better in the morning show than
I thought we would given that the program was completely

changed in February. They are doing well on the street but it
will take another trend or two to figure out how things are real-
ly going there. We have gone to a more full service approach
with things like sports, community information and even movie
reviews that appeal to the 25 + audience. For us toilet humor
was something of a problem so we flushed it and now the sta-
tion has an adult sound that will work across all the dayparts.

JT.... You have a truly adult profile when it comes to your
demo performance, almost no teens and the kind of
marketable listeners that make agencies drool.

Dave.... Women are up almost 50% in this book and that's a
very good sign for us. | think we have so few teens because
of the market itself. There are three teen crazy CHR’s in town
and they dominate that group pretty well. Those CHRs have
30 and 50 shares in teens and that’s great because it means
that is their sole target audience. They can have all the soft
drink and bubble gum buys in the world as far as I’'m con-
cerned, we have elected to stay away from all that.

JT.... What was the big lesson for you in this book?

Dave.... The main thing we felt was that Winter is a tough time
to maintain excitement on the air. There are no really big al-
bums and no concert tours or outdoor activities to tie into and
everybody tends to get a real dose of cabin fever in this part
of the country. That poses a promotional problem that we will
have to solve for the next Winter book. Everything kind of
slows down out there in the real world but it would be kind of
niceto avoid that when it comes to your station’s performance.

The thing that impresses me about these winners is
their continuous drive for self improvement. Sitting
on these monster numbers they are far from content
to pause and look smug for the camera. Morning
shows need be dusted of their CHRism’s in the search
for a true AOR personality approach that is adult
but rocks at the same time. Musical focus and the
research that makes such focus possible must be
upgraded regularly and used to build a station’s
profile as unassailable. Promotion and marketing
have become as crucial as programming in a tight
race and in the pursuit of market dominance it’s an
absolute must. Keep your staff healthy, happy and
involved in the decision making process and let
Ownership know that none of this stuff comes for
free. Catering to the purity of our image as musical
pathfinders and letting the audience know that they
can enjoy our company without feeling embarrassed
is another critical part of the recipe. So is the need
to anticipate challenges and prepare for them before
they steal your momentum. Most important though?
Simply this, don’t accept that you have any limita-
tions and maybe we will be writing you up next year.

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Two thin beams of light shine into his face from opposite
ends of a darkened stage, making Peter Murphy look like his
skull has been pierced with opposing drills of illumination. His
long and angular presence waits, assuming a mime-like
stance that fills onlookers with mysterious anticipation as he
opens the set. The lurking intro of "His Circle And Hers Meet"
unfolds into an hour plus of music from Murphy’s newly
released Love Hysteria Lp on Beggars Banquet/RCA Records.
He stands like a sentinel waiting for the first musical break, a
cue for the haunting and familiar voice that bellowed tones in
the Bauhaus favorite, "Bela Lugosi's Dead", now declaring its
independence in songs more uplifting... and human.

The fact that Murphy is a natural performer may have been
established in the eary 80’s, but now he’s proving it to
American audiences with an album that showcases his
strength as a songwriter and musician as well as one of the
more distinct voices in popular music today. You may remem-
ber him as the caged singer in movie clips of “The Hunger"; or
in the 1984 project by Dalis Car with ex- Japan member Mick
Karn; or the release of his first solo Lp Should The World Fail

To Fall Apart. These were among the events that became the
catalyst for his best production to date. "Love Hysteria" brings
forth a swirling modern sound that melts the musical per-
sonalities of pop, classical, latin, eastern, Bowie and Iggy, but
mostly Peter Murphy’s glowing aura which overshadows any
hint of imitation.

With the prospect of commercial radio success in America
becoming a reality this time around, Murphy muses "l don't
consider any of my records more or less mainstream that the
other. My point of view is writing, creating and performing on
stage. | don't feel that I've softened up at all and I'm just as
passionate about Love Hysteria as | was In The Flat Field
[Bauhaus 1980] or "Bela Lugosi". The process is still exactly
the same, as is the whole attitude. Maybe there's more
melodic potential in my writing now, because the melodies |
heard in my head during Dalis Car or Bauhaus were more in-
stinctive. They were not necessarily meant to be alternative,
but at the time were. I'm happy to know that what I'm doing
now can be heard by more people and it's also refreshing to
realize that more album radio stations are willing to negotiate
newer artists. It seems they feel more comfortable with those
who offer a different sound instead of chuming out the same
sound every time. They now want the music that has always
been there."

The Hard Report

PETER MURPHY

No matter how you categorize his new sound, Peter
Murphy’s writing is more mature than ever without leaving be-
hind any of the visual imagery his songs have in common. The
abstractions leave room for more personal interpretation and
as an artist, he prefers that effect above all else in the music.
"Dragnet Drag" for example was inspired by a painting. "l
wanted to write a fairytale about an imaginary place," says
Murphy, "the song turns out to be a love song, but it's also
about liberation of the soul. It's a story about three souls (rep-
resented by doves) being held captive by an evil spirit (a
dragon). They eventually escape into freedom and the story
unfolds into swirling themes that overlap the main one being
love and the freedom that surrounds it." Most of the songs are
written on his 4-track home studio. "l was just strumming on
the guitar until the sound was just right. | wanted a high ener-
gy approach with a quiet break for the monologue. There is
alot of layering in all of the songs, but they are basically very
simple. If you break all the parts down you can hear each one
working independently of the other."

or a guy who is perfectly capable of making a go of it on
his voice alone, Peter Murphy's desire to explore more musi-
cal avenues on this album is quite evident. "l didn’t want to be
limited to one aspect of my own record. In Bauhaus everyone
played one instrument and it just so happened that my voice
was my instrument. | never bothered to learn another, but
when | went solo, | new the only way to get the music recorded
the way | wanted it to be was to start using instruments myself
and bring in someone to collaborate with. It was very difficult
at first, not knowing any other possibilities, but | picked things
up along the way using my ear mostly. Many of the songs on
Love Hysterig were created from very simple ideas. | would
just play around on the keyboards and hear foundations of
songs. Thereis still collaboration going on, but one part is not
intended to be stronger or dominant than the other. It’s all part
of the whole."

Translating the record to live audiences has been Peter’s
biggest job in recent weeks, but converted fans and stronger
record sales are an important reason why he plans to return
to America in July. The "All Night Long" video is in rotation on
MTV which leaves no doubt that another wave of recognition
should fuel the upward momentum of his career. This is quite
a comeback story for the man who picked himself up after the
spotlight mania of Bauhaus grew dim. The will to "start over"
does not come easy. Peter Murphy credits, "A solid relation-
ship with my wife was a real motivation after Bauhaus ended.
Coming down off of such a high feeling made it difficult to carry
on and even start over. This may have been born of fear and
exhaustion, but | needed help in discovering my talent again.
For the first time after Bauhaus [ feel totally in communion with
writing and performing again, which at one time was ques-
tionable because of the pressure to succeed like | did then....
but that time is passed.”

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Vinnie Moore
A Man And His Guitar

Once again the music world has been given a golden opportunity to catch a rising star. With the renewed
interest in guitar instrumentals, the time couldn’t be more perfect for a "Time Odyssey". Vinnie Moore is one
of the guitar world’s fastest rising guitar "gods". With this latest release he brings his virtuosity to a
commercial level with some of the most emotional and precise playing we’ve ever heard. If you’re playing
"Message In A Dream" or anything else from his record, then you know what we mean. Now get to know the

man behind the music.

Chris: How does a 24 year old from New Castle, Delaware
get started in the music business and a deal with Squawk/Poly-
Gram?

Vinnie: Gradually. (laughs) Basically just step by step and a
lot of hard work. | guess it all started by investing a lot of time
inwriting original material and working on developing my play-
ing. | sent tapes out to a lot of different people and of course
it really started with the Mike Varney thing with Shrapnel
Records. And from there the Squawk people picked up on it
because that first record "The
Mind’s Eye" did pretty good.

Chris: Are you a trained guitarist
or are you more self-taught?

Vinnie: | took lessons when |
started at about age 12 and | took
them for probably 4 or 5 years to
learn how to formally play and then
| decided to quit lessons and take
what | already knew and develop
my own style.

Chris: What kind of guitar influen-
ces did you draw on?

Vinnie: As far as players go, the
early guys from when | was first
learning how to play lead guitar
were guys like Michael Schenker,
Ritchie Blackmore, Robin Trower,
Al Dimeola, Larry Carlton and
Eddie Van Halen. Yeah, they were
probably the main ones.

Chris: And do you have a classi-
cal backround as well?

Vinnie: Yeah, it was about three
or four years into my playing when
| started to get into classical
music. The classical composers
that are my favorites are Bach and
Handel. | like a lot of jazz and
fusion stuff as well.

Chris: Yes, | was noticing on this
latest album that there are a lot of
different styles present. When you write, do you piece different
guitar parts together or does it all come to you at once?

Vinnie: Sometimes I'll hear a melody in my head and ! sit
down and pick up the guitar and figure it out. Then | start build-
ing the idea from there. | tape it on a four-track recorder and
then I'll just kind of sit down and work at developing it more
and build a whole song. | really think of it in terms of a lot of
structure too, you know, with a verse, chorus and a solo.

Chris: Do youtend to concentrate more on the structure then
on what kind of emotional impact you're building?

Vinnie: | try to really concentrate more on the emotional side
of it. To start off there has to be some inspiration to write a
song. You can have all the technical ability in the world, but if
there’s not that emotion you want to express and you don’t
have something to say then it's not worth even trying. | have
to have something to say right from the beginning and then |
can use the technique and knowledge that I've learned to
develop the emotional idea and to put it into musical terms to
express what it is I'm feeling. | admit | do want to show that |
can write technical stuff but it's not the most important. Every
day I'm realizing more and more, how important it is to be an
expressionist.

Chris: Do you worry about speed or more with the harmonies
and fills and other instruments?

Vinnie: 'm more concerned with the musical content and the
emotion of the songs themselves. If you would have asked me
a year ago what | considered myself to be | would have said
a guitarist. Today I'd say I'm a musician/writer/composer.

Chris: Are you one of those players that seem to be attached
at the hip to their guitar?

Vinnie: Yes actually, | think I'm
addicted to it. I'm always playing
it. Sometimes | wish | could just
put it down and do something else
for awhile but | really just can't. |
have to be playing all the time.

Chris: Do you play any other in-
struments?

Vinnie: No, | don't, but | want to
start learning how to play
keyboards but at this point it’s just
guitar. | play the radio too though.
(laughs)

Chris: Do you feel there was a
signifigant progression from
"Mind’s Eye" to '"Time Odyssey" in
terms of your playing and
songwriting?

Vinnie: As far as my technical
ability goes, | don’t think there’s
been a major progression. | think
the progression has been more in
the maturity of the songwriting. |
think my writing has gotten a lot
more mature and that |'ve gotten
better at expressing myself.

Chris: When you write these in-
strumental pieces, where do you
get the titles for them?

Vinnie: Sometimes | know right
from the beginning exactly what
I'm writing about, the emotion, or
the event or something in the past. Sometimes, most of the
time actually it's more abstract. I'm just writing and there’s no
eventthat | canrelateitto, so! justwrite the whole song without
a name-for it. Then at the end I'll go back and listen to it and
see what it makes me feel like and then | name it.

Chris: "Time Odyssey" is a really abstract idea. Is there a com-
mon theme among the songs on this record that relates to that
idea?

Vinnie: There is kind of loose concept through the whole
record. Life. | didn’t want to call it "Vinnie Moore: Life” so |
thought a good way to express what | meant was with “Time
Odyssey". How that represents life is, you know, travelling
through time into the future is like the journey through life it-
self and all the events and emotions we experience during it.
All the song titles are loosely based on that concept.

Chris: On the first record you played with some great
musicians like Tony MacAlpine, Tommy Aldridge and Andy
West. How was it working with them?

Vinnie: | couldn’t have been more happy to have had guys
of that caliber on my first record. Those guys are really talented
and great musicians, but they are also nice people and that’s
important when your working with someone.
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Chris: How did you get together the musicians for the latest
album? They are names that aren’t really to familiar to many
people.

Vinnie: Right. First of all | wanted have different players on
this onethan I did onthelast. [ didn’t want it to sound the same.
| wanted it to be different, very different and | felt that new
players would really help with that. | just set out to find the best
musicians | possibly could to play on my record and that’s
what | got. The drummer, Joe Franco is one of the best drum-
mers I've ever heard and he’s pretty well known ’cause he
played on the Leslie West album and the last one by Twisted
Sister, so he’s the most known. Jorden Rudes, the keyboard
player is totally unknown. The guy is such an undiscovered
talent. Nobody's heard him but they're gonna be amazed
when they hear him play. He's really incredible. He’s Juilliard
trained. He studied there for ten years and | think he started
there when he was 11 years old. He’s one of those goes who
you can just play anything for and he’ll write it all down on
paper like Mozart. They are all really good players.

Chris: Well are you interested in working with a singer at any
time?

Vinnie: Yeah, actually I'm in the process of looking for a
singer right now. [ want to make the vocal band the permanent
situation and have solo recording projects as a side thing. That
would be pretty neat having things to cut loose with and dif-
ferent guys to play with on solo projects.

Chris: How do you feel about the attention that guitarists and
guitar oriented recordings are now getting on radio and in the
press with the likes of Satriani and Montrose’s new one?

Vinnie: Well I love it. Me, | never realized that it really ever left.
When | was growing up the guys | was into were Jeff Beck with
the "Wired" and "Blow By Blow" albums and Larry Carlton and
Al Dimeola. The guys | liked were doing instrumental albums.
I guess there really has been a resurgence in it here though.
I'm glad of that.

Chris: Tell us a little about the instructional video you did. Did
all the press you got in the guitar mags lead to doing that or
was it something you wanted to do?

Vinnie: | never had it in mind to do one. Arlen Ross (presi-
dent of Hot Licks Video) was doing a video with Tommy
Aldridge and Tommy let Arlen hear some song off of "Mind’s
Eye" - some rough mixes and Arlen contacted me about doing
avideo. At first | was a little hesitant because | was never real-
ly good at communicating with people or talkin a lot. I've al-
ways been kind of shy. At first | didn’t really think | could even
do it, but { worked at it and decided it would be a good step
to take. So we ended up doing it and turned out to be their
best seller ever. | should be doing another within the next
couple of weeks and it should be out by fall.

Chris: Let’s talk a bit about the instruments and equipment
you use for the guitar players who might read this. Strictly
Ibanez?

Vinnie: Okay. Yeah, strictly Ibanez. | use the Ibanez Star 4.
It's a model | designed with them. My signature model. That's
coming out in about a month. That’s pretty much it for guitars.
I'm just so comfortable with my guitar that [ just play it all the
time. I've always been a one guitar person. That's why I'm real-
y happy | have this deal with |Ibanez. They’re making up all
-hese identical models so | can switch back and forth. And |
also use Laney amps.

Chris: Are you planning on touring with this record at all?

Vinnie: Well, we're planning to do some touring probably in
September. At this point everything is kind of tentative. We
haven't worked out any dates yet. We're gonna let the record
be out for a month or so and see how it does first.

Chris: 1f you could put together the ultimate group of
musicians that you would most like to play with, who would it
include?

Vinnie: First thing that comes to mind when | think of that is
for the singer | would pick Steve Walsh. He's just my favorite
singer. As far as drums go to be honest, | think I'd use Joe
Franco, whose on my new record. He’s just a monster and
can play anything. I'd probably like to have Jimmy Dewar from
the old Robin Trower band on bass cause | really like his voice
to and | guess the keyboard player would be Jorden Rudes
the guy on my new record because he is really a phenomenal
talent.

Chris: Do you take the songs into the musicians you work
with and say, "This is what | want" or do you kind of let them
go wild on it and add-their own things?

Vinnie: | make demos of the songs on tape and | give them
to the players and | let them express their ideas and we try
them out. | want them to be creative and have their own inter-
pretations of the music. Overall it comes out better when you
give people a little freedom to put their ideas in.

Chris: Well, with a record like this it might not be harder to
do, but are you interested in doing videos for the songs?

Vinnie: Definitely, | would love to do a video. At this point
however we're not even sure if we will. It seems like the video
people could get really creative with an instrumental, more so
than they could with a vocal. They could create all kinds of im-
ages and | always have ideas.

Chris: You produced this record. Did you do the first one and
did you have any backround in producing at all?

Vinnie: Yeah | did this one but | didn't have anything to do
with the first one. | think | basically just know what | want it to
sound like. | work a lot with recording at home and nobody
knows like a writer does how his music should sound. When
you get someone else working on it you know they're obvious-
ly gonna have a different viewpoint. Sometimes that can be
good butin the past 've dealt with poor production so [ figured
it would be best toleave it to me, because nobody would know
the music as well. Especially being instrumental.

Chris: You did a good job. What’s interesting is how for a
guitar oriented album, there isn't just emphasis on the guitar.
The other instruments gre well presented and balanced out
with the leads.

Vinnie: | didn’t want it to sound real heavy metalish or too
heavy. | thought | could reach more people with aggressive
stuff but not always with the heavy guitar sound. Ittook along
time to write that. It usually takes me anywhere from 2 to 7
days to write a song. | don't sit down and write constantly. |
like to write a couple then take a break and then start again.
We did the whole record in about six weeks which is pretty
fast. We were definitely pressured for time.

Chris: What do you want people to hear when they listen to
this album?

Vinnie: | wanted to set amood and create a feeling and emo-
tionforthem. If [ can reach somebody’s heart or if | could make
somebody feel something with my music, then I'll feel like I've
really accomplished what | set out to do.

Chris: |s there anything else that you want our readers to
know about you or your music?

Vinnie: The main thing is that | want them to hear in the new
record that I'm trying to do something really different from
what everyone else out there is doing. | thought it was real im-
portant for someone t0 go out and take some risks and do
new things and incorporate different ideas that haven’t been
done on a rock record before. You know, like there are some
jazz and fusions things on my record that you wouldn't expect.

Songwriter John Madara has filed a libel suit against Daryl
Hall for over $11 million. The action, filed in U.S. District Court
in Miami, stems from a magazine interview in 1986, in which
Hall claimed Madara took advantage of him early in his career.

Big Audio Dynamite’s next album will be called "Tighten Up
Volume 88," and will be out in mid-June. The LP was produced
by Mick Jones.

Chris & Cosey will have a new album out in September.

Joan Baez has a new album just out called "Recently." It fea-
tures cover versions of Peter Gabriel's "Biko" and Dire Straits’
"Brothers In Arms."

Only 400,000 copies of Paul McCartney’s album of rock & roll
classics will be pressed in the Soviet Union. But Richard
Ogden, managing director for McCartney's MPL Communica-
tions, says the former Beatle didn’t do the deal to make money.
"The lack of foreign currency that the Russians have and the
amount of difficulty involved in doing this kind of deal means
that it is just not worth it unless it is a gesture of friendship,"
Ogden says. "Melodiya doeesn’t pay royalties to Russian ar-
tists. All they get is payment by the minute for the record which
is likely to have been recorded in a state studio, of which there
is one in Moscow.

Drummer Jimmy Copley and bass player Jerome Rimson are
the new members of Killing Joke, replacing Raven and Paul
Ferguson. Jaz Coleman, vocalist for the group, says he'll use
the money from the band’s new album, "Outside The Gate," to
build a private studio near his home in New Zealand. Coleman
will also soon release a classical symphony, and publish a
biography of Killing Joke.

Wolfsbane, a British heavy metal band, have been signed to
the Def Jam label, and will begin recording their first album in
July. The LP will be produced by Rick Rubin.

Nick Cave is publishing a book, "King Ink," which includes
lyricsfor all the music by the Birthday Party and the Bad Seeds.
It also includes some plays written with Lydia Lunch. Cave will
be releasing a new album in September, and he appears on
the new Wim Wenders film, "Wings Of Desire," which opens
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this summer. He’s contributed music to the soundtrack, as has
Laurie Anderson. Cave has also been writing the soundtrack
for another film called "Ghosts Of The Civil Dead."

George Michael has canceled four dates on the British por-
tion of his world tour. Michael is blaming throat and back
problems, saying doctors have urged him to lighten up on his
schedule. Two dozen dates on Michael’s tour have been can-
celed since it began in February.

Megadeth are featured in Penelope Spheeris’ forthcoming
documentary, "Decline Of Western Civilization Part Two: The
Metal Years." But Dave Mustaine of Megadeth is already
criticizing the film, even though Spheeris "has been real cool
about us." Spheeris directed the band’s video for "Wake Up
Dead." "l think the movie’s pretty shitty, really," Mustaine says.
"They got all these pussy bands talking about how big their
dick is and how many groupies they fuck. Hey, | just say, it
doesn’t matter how big your pencil is, it's how you write your
name."

Bananarama, who are busy preparing for a tour of Japan, had
their plans upset when Keren and Sarah of the band were or-
dered not to dance for at least a month. The girls, who have
been practicing their stage routines for the show, are suffer-
ing from back and neck pains. Doctors have warned them that
if they are not careful, they could risk more serious problems.

Guest musicians include Morrissey’s drummer Andrew
Paresi, Neil Conteh from Prefab Sprout and Richard Coles of
the Communards. The LP will include a Morrissey song called
"Help The Cause," which was originally written for his "Viva
Hate" album, and a Jesus & Mary Chain tune called "Cool
About You," written specifically for Shaw. The album is being
produced by Morrissey’s collaborator, Stephen Street.

Boy George will soon release a record criticizing "Clause 28"
of a local government law in Britain that makes it illegal for
governments to “intentionally promote homosexuality.*

The Cocteau Twins are working on a new album, expected
out in September.

Jet Vegas, a British-French duo, have released a track (on
MCA Records), produced by Arthur Baker. "We want to bring
that stilted Englishness back into pop," says Michael Duignan,
the British half of the band. "At the beginning of the decade
groups like Heaven 17 and Soft Cell provided that provincial
edge to their sound. It gave British music identity and brought
a new sound to the dance floor." Will Downing contributes
backing vocals to the band’s debut single, "Sex, Power & Fun."

Thomas Dolby named his new band after seeing a flyer
posted on a telephone pole. "l was driving alone in L.A. and |
saw a sign on a lamp post which | thought said 'Lost Toy
People’ and | thought it was a great name for a band," he says.

James Brown has again been arrested, this time in Aiken
County, South Carolina, on drug and traffic charges. He's
been charged with possession of PCP, possession of a
weapon, assault on a police officer, failing to stop for a blue
light and siren, resisting arrest and simple assault. Sheriff Car-
roll Health says deputies responded to adomestic disturbance
call at Brown’s home, but he sped off in his car when they ar-
rived. Deputies chased Brown for "almost 2 miles" before
Brown’s car was stopped. Brown allegedly assaulted officers
as they tried to put him into a patrol car. Deputies confiscated
a gun from the front seat of Brown’s car, and they say PCP
was found in a nasal spray bottle that fell out of Brown’s pock-
et when he got into a patrol car. Meanwhile, Brown’s wife has
been arrested on a drug charge. Police arrested her after she
got off a plane at the Augusta, Georgia, airport. They confis-
cated a film cannister filled with PCP, and police say a strip
search found that she had two more canisters of PCP stuffed
in her bra. She’s also facing new charges because police in
Bedford, New Hampshire, have charged her with drug pos-
session after tests showed a substance taken from her earlier
this month was PCP.

"The First A Milli
Attraction (BMG)

Undoubtedly the most delightful number one single so far this
year was the recent toe-tapper by this outfit, "Perfect'. The
music, a whole rafter of borrowed R & B and jazz influences,
and the lyrics, a humorous stab at the heart, made the perfect
pop record and British record buyers vote with their feet.
There are other reasons why this band is so appealing. One
is it's utter lack of pretension, borne out in "Top of the Pops"
appearances and especially live (I was lucky to see them sup-
port Deacon Blue). Girl lead singer Eddi Reader is one of the
most fascinating eccentrics you're likely to see over the next
couple of years, while the net musical affect of the band is a
return to real roots American music. Whether it was The Beat-
les in the sixties or even skiffle in the fifties, British (and most
recently particularly Scottish music,) has always been about
adapting American influences, although it remains to be seen
whether a song like the sumptuous "Clare" with its references
to Bourbon Street, and that "old voodoo" will actually find a
home in New Orleans for this bunch of cheeky Scots. "The
First..." is not packaged for AOR, Alternative or even CHR
markets, but it contains tracks which will be terrific to slip into
your programming as a refreshing new sound, even though,
rather like The Stray Cats, the music is often as classic as it
comes but unlike The Stray Cats or Joe Jackson's flirtation
with jump music in "Jumpin’ Jive", Fairground Attraction have
realized that if the music is going to be a bit borrowed, one
had better have a damn fine set of lyrics, which is precisely
what they have done. Recommended tracks: "Perfect", "Moon
On The Rain", "Clare", "The Moon Is Mine".

Morrissey, riding high with his "Viva Hate" album, is about to
release three previously unavailable tracks and he is planning
his first solo dates. The former lead singer for The Smiths has
scored EMI’s most successful album so far this year and a top
five single, "Suedehead". Now he is releasing his second
single "Every Day |s Like Sunday" from the album; but the B-
side has three new tracks "Disappointed" (also on the 7 inch)
"Sister I'm A Poet" and "l Will Never Marry". All three songs
were written by Morrissey and his musical partner Stephen
Street. The singer is also considering making a live ap-
pearance at London’s Alexandra Palace at the beginning of
July as part of The ICA’s 20th Anniversary celebrations. (The
ICA is an arts society who give a hand up and a forum for
young struggling bands in the U.K.) Morrissey is expected to
make his decision this week. Meanwhile, Rough Trade
Records have announced they will release a live Smiths album
in mid-August. Apparently Morrissey and Johnny Marr have
both been involved in compiling the album.

A big AIDS benefit concert planned for Wembley Arena 29th
May looked uncertain this week after failing to attract enough
major acts. Holly Johnson, Everything But The Girl, Aztec
Camera and The Stranglers were due to play, but last week
The Stranglers pulled out saying the line-up simply did not jus-
tify the ticket price of 19.50 pounds (over $30). The organizers
admitted that the price was too high for what they had
managed to offer and canceled the show. Several of the ar-
tists complained bitterly that major bands had adopted the at-
titude that they would only do one benefit - The Nelson
Mandela Benefit - and then only if it was in front of television
cameras, which the AIDS Benefit would not have been. Some
of the organizers also privately feel some acts are paranoid
about homosexual related issues. Last year's concert went
ahead with very few name acts. At the time of going to press
it seemed as though some form of concert may still take place
at the smaller Olympia in London, with several new names
stepping into the breach like The Communards and actors,
actresses and personalities like Germaine Greer.

The Sister Of Mercy release a new twelve inch off their "Flood-
land" album this week. "Lucretia My Reflection" has been com-

pletely remixed by Andrew Eldritch, and the twelve inch and
CD formats are ten minute versions with what are described
as "a million gonzoid guitars!" The B-side is "Long Train",
originally only released as a limited edition flexi-disc in 1984
and now a collectors item.
