Bonnie Raitt, "Nick Of Time", Capitol.... 
The overwhelming positive response to "Thing Called Love" 
has made Bonnie's re-entry more of a heartfelt "Welcome 
Back", than just another comeback. This first track is already 
spinning at 112, and the add count has dropped and given Ms. 
Rain another twenty. New this week at KEZO, KKDJ, KLPX, 
KPEZ, KZEW, WCCC, WDIZ, WNOR, WRDU, WRFX, WRXK 
and more, with no sign of slowdown in the salvo department. 
Here's Christina Gorton at KKZX, 'They love this stuff around 
here, and when we play it they get on the phones and demand 
even more from the lady with the big six string sound".... 
Speaking of phones, Bonnie's a top 5 "Thing" at KEZE, KFMU, 
WEQX, WIYY, WMAD and others, with 16 play ups translating 
to a 30-26* move on the Hard Hundred for this lead off to "Nick 
Of Time". Now that the album is in your hands, the title track 
would be a great place to start. It's one of the pair of Rain 
originals, and smooth would be the best description of her time 
honored musical approach. Another stand out is "Love Letter", 
which is one of the two Bonnie Hayes tunes that get covered 
here. This one is a smokey slice of funk, with a backbeat of 
the sensuous variety, and brass supplied by the Heart Attack 
Horns. Also worth noting are "Real Man", "The Road's My 
Middle Name" and "Cry On My Shoulder' which features David 
Crosby and Graham Nash on superlative backing vocals. 
Other all stars on hand for this session are Kim Wilson of the 
Fabulous Thunderbirds, former Beach Boy Ricky Fataar and 
Herbie Hancock. Produced by Don Was who was smart 
enough to bring (Was Not) Was vocalists Sir Harry Bowen and 
Sweet Pea Atkinson along for vocal support. All in all, this is 
the finest recording Bonnie Rain has made since the legendary 
"Give It Up". 

n' cryin', " Honeysuckle Blue",  
Island.... Formed in 1985 by Kevn Kinney and Tim Nielsen, 
this Atlanta based band has been the darlings of the alternative 
media and airwaves ever since. They've managed to mix full 
metal jacket type rockers with soul searching country tinged 
ballads on their first two releases, "Scarred But Smarter' and 
"Whisper Tames The Lion". Now with their third waxing, 
"Mystery Road", the band with the lower case spelling have a 
hook that should translate well into the mainstream side of the 
dial. The lead vocals of Kevn (where's the i?) Kinney sound 
similar in tone to Sammy Llanas of BoDeans fame. His guitar 
works in tandem with former REM tech/second guitarist Buren 
Fowler who's now a full member of d n'c, to create a chugging 
mid-tempo rocker, complete with a guitar break that brings to 
mind Humble Pie's"Four Day Creep". Unlike the last LP, which 
was produced by Anton Fier of the Golden Palominoes, Kevn 
and Tim did the knob twiddling themselves, along with Scott 
McPherson. This time they recorded in their home base of 
Atlanta, and have captured on vinyl the real sound of the band 
for what they believe to be the first time. Always a hard touring 
band, look for them to be opening the April leg of REM's tour, 
before setting out on their own. 

The Cult, " Fire Woman", Sire/Reprise.... 
Their metamorphosis to mainstream stardom is completed 
with this first track from the forthcoming "Sonic Temple" album. 
The original triumvirat of Ian Astbury on lead vocals, guitarist 
extraordinaire Billy Duffy and the rock solid bass of Jaimie 
Stewart have enlisted session ace Mickey Curry behind the 
traps for this recording. When they hit the World Tour trail new 
member Matt Sorum from Venice, California will be on drums, 
and former Armoury Show keyboard player Mark Taylor will 
augment the line-up. The Cult plan on touring for most of '89 
and the U.S. dates will be announced soon. As for this new 
tune, we expect enormous out of the box support from AOR 
and Alternative---it's irresistible! Closer in dynamics to their 
"Love" album's highlight, "She Sells Sanctuary", Bruce 
McGreger at KEZO calls it, "A solid step forward, very 
interesting stuff!". Guitars scorch and burn, vocals wail and 
the hook is so large you can hear it a mile away. Bob Rock, 
who engineered the last two Bon Jovi outings, has replaced 
Rick Rubin as producer for this third U.S. release, (their debut,

THE D REPORT  HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW.HAR .. 

Michael Thompson Band, "Can't Miss", Geffen.... When you release your debut record with a title like 
this, you certainly leave the door wide open for some smart ass critic to dismiss your hard work with a one or two word wisecrack. 
Michael Thompson and Moon Calhoun, who form the nucleus of MTB, don't have a thing to worry about on that score. In fact, 
this should turn out to be the most prophetic song title of the year. We hear a touch of Yes' "Owner Of A Lonely Heart" in the 
chorus, but that's just a small sample. Every hook in the book, with some Knopfler fed guitar mixed up front, and watch radio 
jump out to the tune of 21 on board already, including KEZE, KEZO, KILO, KISS, KISW, KJJO, KKDJ, KRXQ, KXRX, WAOR, WAPL, 
WLAV and WLZR. The early programming radar is without a doubt thumbs-up. KGGO's Jack Emerson calls it, "My favorite of 
the past two weeks, a world of potential".... Chris James at WTPA sez, "Strong enough to put his name on the map, I love it!".... 
KZAP's Jon Russell, "A very good radio record, strong sound and a killer hook".... The name game gets this remark from Pam 
Brooks at WPDH, "It's about as on-the-mark a title as we can find. This should get lots and lots of adds. Incredibly strong rocker, 
great guitar, super and catchy lyrics. It's a killer.... Finally WHJY's Chris Herrmann plays Kreskin, "I'm also predicting big things 
for the Michael Thompson Band. 'Can't Miss' is seamless, hooky, gritty rock n'roll that grabs you by the ears and won't let go. 
If it were by Foreigner (for instance), it would be one of those tunes that stays recurrent for 2 years - hopefully it will".... Debut at 
96* on the Hard Hundred. 

The Waterboys, "World Party", Chrysalis.... There has been a lot of confusion concerning emphasis cuts 
on the outstanding "Fisherman's Blues" album ever since the release date. Although the title track was the first choice for the 
promotional machine, many programmers just couldn't resist the obvious mass appeal sound of "World Party". Therefore, the 
track that was planned to kick the project into the high profile airplay sphere that music this great deserves, has been aired at 
one time or another by many of our reporters. Currently we show steady action at KCAL, KFMF, KFMH, KLOS, KOAS, KROQ, 
KXRX, KZEW, WEQX, WFNX, VVIZN, WRCN, WVVV and about a dozen others. Now that the long awaited U.S. tour is about to 
begin, with April the starting point, we suggest going back and re-adding this track. It wouldn't be the first time that crossed 
signals resulted in a deserving piece of rock and roll getting swallowed by the cracks in the sidewalk, but it sure would be one of 
the most glaring mistakes in recent memory. We all know what a great song this is, and the solid retail performance of this record 
would suggest that the audience is there as well. The Waterboys are one of the best bands to emerge from the early Eighties, 
and Mike Scott just might be the modern day equivalent of Van Morrison, when it comes to songwriting. Let's pull together and 
give this song a proper shot. 

UFO, "Between A Rock And A Hard Place", Metal Blade/Enigma.... No list of classic Seventies 
hard rockers would be complete without the inclusion of UFO. They are held in high esteem, by programmers and fans alike, for 
anthems like "Too Hot To Handle", "Doctor Doctor and "Rock Bottom", and have always been able to survive the trends. It's 
been a few years, but Phil Moog has come back with a loaded deck, and this track is the ace of spades. Recorded with Atomik 
Tommy M. and Paul Grey on guitar and bass respectively, Phil has restructured the band to include original bassist Pete Way 
and Mike Grey (no relation) in the touring line-up. This track is already being played on KISS, KJJO, KRXQ and more, with Heavy 
rotation at KXBR. New this week at KDJK, KILO and WLLZ, it's obvious that the distinctive voice of Phil Moog has found the right 
tune to re-enter the rock radio wars.

Brother Nelson steps front 
and center to the vocal mike for yet another winner from the 
Wilburys. New at 17 including KEZE, KMJX, KQDS, KRXQ, 
WHCN, WIMZ, WIZN, WLVQ, WMMR and WNEW, we already 
show an 82* debut. What started out as a fun side project for 
some of the biggest names in the biz, has developed into a 
major register ringer to the tune of over two million served 
already. There's no denying the good time appeal of every 
track on this album, and with sax great Jim Horn in the 
spotlight, "Heading For The Light" is a must for any self 
respecting station. Since fun is the operative word here, it's 
worth repeating that we haven't heard Nelson, er Harry 
Georgison, oh you know that guy from the Fabs, having this 
much of a blast in years. Speaking of the Mop Tops, try 
segueing "Eight Days A Week" right after this tune, but be real 
careful of the false ending. If you need to be convinced to Add 
another Wilburys track it might be about time to update that 
resume. 

Midge Ure, "Answers To Nothing",  
Chrysalis.... The former Ultravox vocalist has finally 
cracked the American airwaves on his own with the stirring 
"Dear God". With that track now at the saturation point, though 
still # 10 on the Hard Hundred, the time is right to go for a follow 
up and the title track is the pick to click. "Answers" was the 
first single in the U.K., and has also been receiving widespread 
Alternative play on the air and in the clubs. It has more of a 
Peter Gabriel/Bowie feel, and is really not too far removed from 
Midge's work with his former band. Mr. Ure is ready to take 
his act on the road with April 9 the starting date for the U.S. leg 
of the tour. The line-up of backing musicians is comprised of 
some young excellent British boys, but don't be surprised to 
see a few superstar guests sitting in as well. The fact that "Dear 
God" has reacted so well once it was given a shot, should 
encourage you to answer the call for depth. Sales are over the 
130,000 mark, and with the tour right around the concert 
corner, we see this as only a hint of the retail damage Midge 
is capable of. 

Eddie Money, "Let Me In", Columbia.... 
This is the third "official" track from Eddie's soon to be Platinum 
"Nothing To Lose" album, and already a half dozen reporters 
jump the gun with adds including KSHE, KSQY, WAAF and 
WWTR. The a capella intro is packed with the additional vocal 
punch of The Waters (Oren, Luther, Maxine and Julia), and the 
mix is handled by another pro, Chris Lord-Alge. The fact that 
everyone we talk to has a favorite for emphasis from Eddie's 
latest, only reinforces our belief that this is indeed the most hit 
filled album of his career. The sinuous backbeat is a shade 
away from reggae, and the rhythm guitar owes a debt to the 
incarcerated Godfather of Soul. But, as always, it's the 
plaintive, distinctive pipes of Mr. Money that will sell this tune 
to any fan of rock and roll. Speaking of sales, all parties 
involved feel that this is the track that will cause a full scale 
retail explosion. The video contains a a major radio tie in with 
Eddie as a hip talkin', jive master D.J., and MTV is always ready 
to roll on the Money man. We must issue a word of warning 
concerning the big time false ending, so pay attention. 

The Fixx, " Precious Stone", RCA.... The 
move to the House of Nipper has certainly breathed new life 
into a band that many had considered out of steam. "Drivin 
Out" has proved that the Fb.c< were still able to come up with 
outstanding radio material, and this second track from "Calm 
Animals" should do just as well out of the cage. Although it's 
not as much of a rocker, Cy Cumin is quite capable of 
delivering the quieter moods with conviction. As usual you 
can't mistake Cy's very unique vocal delivery, and his throaty 
passionate pipes have never sounded better. Besides, this 
ain't no funeral march we're talking about, but closer in tempo 
to their "Red Skies At Night" or "Opinions". The band has just 
begun a U.S. tour with MTV's Daytona Beach Spring Break 
promotion the kick off. They'll be on the road throughout May, 
and the early reviews have been loaded with superlatives. The 
show is over two hours, and features all their past hits along 
with most of this new album. Sales reports show their latest 
past the 200,000 mark, and since we're just starting on track 
#2, that's a healthy sign indeed.

THE New Play Priorities 

Charlie Sexton, "Blowing Up Detroit", MCA.... "Don't Look Back" was a good indication of Charlie's more 
guitar heavy, radio ready growth, and dented quite a few playlists along the way. For the follow-up from his eponymous 
sophomore effort, young Charlie serves up a faithful cover of one of the best ever John Palumbo tunes. This track was a radio 
favorite in the Seventies (especially in the East Coast), in its original Crack The Sky version. If you're familiar with this tune, you'll 
notice that Charlie has upped the tempo just slightly, and that the superior production work of Bob Clearmountain and Tony Berg 
have really brought out the dynamics of the tune. The powerhouse drumming of Gary Ferguson, with his machine gun snare 
rolls, kick everything into overdrive, and combine with one time Bowie bassist Carmine Royas to form as tight a rhythm section 
as you're likely to hear. Speaking of Bowie, the lead guitar work that Charlie lays down is the tastiest riff workout that we've heard 
since Steve Ray plugged in on the "Let's Dance" session. The synths are manned by one of the pioneers of the instrument, the 
one and only Larry "Synergy" Fast. That surname should describe your reaction in getting this smoker on the air.

#1 Most Added honors by way of 74 OTB, notably KAZY, KEZE, KISS, KISW, KNAC, KXRX, WAPL, 
WCCC, WHEB, WLVQ, WONE, WPYX, WSHE and WZZO.

Mike Jones at KISW was hardly taken aback, "We take care of our former Rising Stars, and Great 
White is no exception. 'Once Bitten' is this week's automatic, regardless of the fact that the cover model 
is a personal friend of mine."... KSJO's Tim Jeffries remarks, "This Great White record is huge already!

The Outfield will be the first big Summer album for 
1989."... Already drenched in that sun thang is Charlie Logan at VVYNF, "The Outfield have truly matured 
with a textured sound that draws on many contemporary influences. We've always had great success 
with the Outfield, this should be their biggest yet.''... Rallying on the Hard Hundred 35-14* for placement 
on both the Increase Index and the Most Added list with 22 more calls this week, including KBPI, KGB, 
KOMP, WIOT, WNEW WRDU, WSHE and WZZO. 

Extreme, "Kid Ego", A&M.... This Boston band cultivated quite a local following before imploding onto the hard rock 
scene earlier this month. Through video, brutal songs and a assaultive live show, this group found a 
challenge only in trying to achieve the scorchinest studio mix to establish themselves. And you can't 
get any more appropriate for a lead track, a somewhat biting commentary on the level of Peter Gabriel's 
"Big Time" with a few more ounces of munch. It picks up 17 adds from KDJK, KEZO, KISS, KOME, 
KRZQ, WAPL, WLVQ, WRQK and KSJO, where Tim Jeffries says, "Extreme's 'Kid Ego' is a great radio 
track and is already testing real well"... It's already in the Top Five requests of KZRR, WAAF and WHJY. 
WDIZ's Lee Randall sez, "We added Extreme last week. ' Kid Ego' is a great sounding song, and it's 
nice to hear a hard rock band play their instruments and sound like much more than bar band 
graduates."... 68-53* on the Hard Hundred this week, and we see many smaller numbers in the near 
future.

This cut, featuring Ozzy on vocals, will draw in those nocturnal 
metal types without a hitch. In the meantime, ''Ready For Love" 
moves effortlessly 24-22* on the HH, and pulls in Top Five 
request action at 9 stations, including KFMG, KOMP, WAQX, 
WHJY, WPLR and VVYNF. Apparently afflicted with a case of 
Spring Break SoCal surf lingo, even from the wilds of inland 
Spokane, Curt Cartier at KEZE flips, "Gary Moore is a heavy 
dude."... And Gambling may be the chic subject of the week, 
but KOMP's Big Marty deftly puns, "Gary Moore has always 
done well in Las Vegas and this new one is no exception."...

And if you 
think this studio work is just too tasty to be for real, break out 
the cotton for those precious ears, Crosby is on tour this Spring 
so watch for dates. KKZX's Christina Gorton gasps, "This 
new David Crosby song is a winner. This song really does it 
for me. If you don't play it you will be way off the mark."... 7 
Adds from KFMU, WHCN, WIZN, WLAV, WPYX, WRCN and 
WSTZ, with Top Five requests already from KEYJ. Debuting 
this week as predicted at 87*.

Two exciting new projects that you 
should be on the lookout for are the 
new David Bowie "Band" on EMI, and 
the regrouping of some of the found-
ing members of Yes on Arista. The 
new Bowie will be his first ever 
release credited to a band name. Tin 
Machine is the name of the band, and 
two members of the quartet are 
Soupy's kids, Hunt and Tony Sales. 
Their past credits include the early 
stages of Todd Rundgren's solo 
career, and Bob Welch's band Paris. 
The line-up will be rounded out by an, 
as yet unnamed, "major" guitarist, and 
it's not Mick Ronson. The musical 
direction is said to be very rock 
oriented, street level and raw, with the 
term "Quality Metal" being used in 
description. A May 15 due date is 
listed, with sneak peaks in early 
April The Yes split has been in the 
wind for a while, with Chris Squire, 
Alan White, Trevor Rabin and Tony 
Kaye retaining the name, and the 
Atco Records deal. Numerous lead 
singers have been rumored to be in 
consideration, with the most men-
tioned being Fish who left MariIlion a 
short time ago.

The first track for 
airplay will be "Nineteen Forever, and 
the best way to describe it would be 
as a synthesis of "Look Sharp" and 
"Night And Day'. This is Joe's first 
new studio album in five years, and it 
has taken him three of those make it. 
He'll be touring to support this very 
autobiographical project in the sum-
mer, street date on the single is April 

4, the album April 18.... The Sandmen 
continue to dominate the office turn-
table with their outstanding debut, 

"Western Blood" on A & M. "House In 
The Countty' should crack the HH by 
next week if there's any justice in the 
world of radio. This is a solid example 
of modern guitar rock with a dead on 
hook that demands your attention. 
Don't let the acoustic based single 
fool you, tracks like "500%", "The 

Bel!man" and "I'm Accusing You" rock 
with the best of them. One listen to 
"500%" will further reveal that the  

guitar sound of 1989 is the return of 
the Wah-Wah pedal!  Island 

Records has serviced a great promo 
only CD of U2 that contains all the 
recent B-Sides, and a dynamite ver-

sion of Patti Smith's "Dancing 
Barefoot'. Hope that Bono and the 

boys pay the royalties on that one, be-
cause reports indicate that New 

Brunswick, N.J. resident, Ivan Kral is 
beginning lawsuit proceedings over 
non payment of royalties. Ivan co-
wrote many of Patti's best known 

tunes, including "Dancing Barefoot' 
and has not received one cent for the 
cover versions. Most recently The 
Mission U.K. and The Feelies 

recorded covers of this tune and they 
both used it as a B-Side/CD only 

track. Ivan was a member of Eastern 
Bloc until their demise in ' 88.... Lyle 

Lovett re-enters the HH this week with 
a 98*. Lyle and His Large Band have 
been tearing town the house wherever 

they appear. WEQX, WMAD and 
VVVVV all join in with adds, and sta-
tions like KEZO, KFMX, KLBJ (Top 5 
phones!), KPEZ, KZEW and WHFS 
have been using this great track to 
spice up the mix. Maybe not for 

everyone, but worth serious considera-
tion.... Johnny Diesel and the 
Injectors have unleashed their 

Chrysalis debut, and if the Down 
Under reaction to these Aussies are 
any indication, watch out! "Looking 
For Love" will be the first track for the 
U.S., and debuted in the Australian 
charts at #3, the highest ever chart 

entry. In fact, they have two tracks in 

the top 10 as of this writing. Johnny 
was actually born in Fall River, Mas-

Another Indie release of note is 
Joe Grushecky And The Houserock-

ers on Rounder Records. Joe was 
the man behind the Iron City 

Houserockers and this is basically 
ICHR with a new name. The album 

title is also a pretty accurate descrip-
tion of the musical content, "Rock And 

Real'. No punches are pulled here, 
just down to the bone rock, with the 
grit and grime of the streets of Steel-
town all over the lyrics. Check out 

"How Long" and 'Ain't Go/n' Down" for 
starters....

NOISEMAKERS 
KLOL/Houston made an internal move that sees Ed Levine 

eliminating the position of a full time MD, 
with David Sadoff exiting as a result. "It's 
more of a realignment than anything else. 
I didn't think it was necessary to have both 
an APD and a MD." That makes Dayna 
Steele the new voice on the other end of 
the phone, while she maintains that highly 
rated five hour midday board shift. As Ed 
told us, " I'm very fortunate to have 
somebody like Dayna Steele here. She 
has become a legend in the marketplace 

through her ten years here." In our conversation with David 
Sadoff it became obvious that it all came as a bit of a surprise, 
"I was walking around the station saying good-bye and people 
thought it was a practical joke. Yeah, you could say I was 
surprised." David is currently looking at a few of the prime MD 
openings currently circulating but he has his eye on the record 
side of the fence as well. "Radio is what I know best but there 
are many facets of the record industry that fascinate me as 
well." David is currently working on his backhand slap shot 
and can be reached at (713) 780-8420. 

KSJO/San Jose surprised almost nobody when they 
terminated Perry Stone following a ton of local flap over his 
recent castigation of some Girlscouts on the air. Market 
observers have told us they thought the whole scenario was 
kind of light for Perry, "No sexual innuendo at all", said one 
source. Evidently other factors were in play, including the 
printing of a complete transcription of the encounter in a local 
paper. Without the humor inherent in his delivery, the scripting 
of his Girl Scout slamming just managed to come off as mean 
spirited and helped motivate a number of already incensed 
community groups to get in a froth over the Stone-ster's most 
recent imbroglio. We know for a fact that Perry's agent is 
balancing a number of very serious offers at this time so it's 
not like Perry will be watching daytime TV for too long, unless 
that's what he wants to do. One unconfirmed offer allegedly 
emanates from a San Francisco station, (decidedly not KRQR, 
CBS FM would have a major anxiety attack with a guy like Perry 
in the studio), but rather from an already strong contender who 
would love to put the guy on in the afternoons. If so, you can 
count on Perry taking his former employers to task in the same 
fashion that he slow burned the KOME staff since showing up 
in San Jose. As for Perry's other half, Trish Bell, her situation 
remains unresolved at press time. 

CHRYSALIS CHANGES 
The big news out of New York this week sees Chrysalis 
Records dodging an ongoing stock run by entertainment wiz 
David Geffen with an engineered buy out of half the 
company's holdings for $79.1 Million. The purchase, executed 
by EMI with Jim Fufield at the front of the charge, has been 
seen as one of the biggest corporate moves of the last few 
quarters. The desire to mount an effective counterstroke to 
the threatened buyout of the Butterfly by Geffen was obviously 
paramount in the minds of the people closest to Chris Wright. 
The constant rumblings about such a buyout had kept Wright 
in meetings pretty much through the last month, looking for a 
way around the whole situation when up popped Fifield in a 
white suit with a bag of cash. Interesting to note, Chris bought 
the Chrysalis Group for $21 Million and three years later he 
sells half of just one division for $79.1 Million! Not bad for an 
old hippie.

The man that has been getting raves as one of the most heads 
up players on the field these days, Dave Glew, gets the laurels 
he has so long labored for with the news of his elevation to 
President of the E/P/A family of labels. Citing a new era of 
growth and innovation for the labels, Tommy Mottola 
announced the promotion as key to his new game plan for the 
division. Dave was integral to the big decade that Atlantic 
Records has had and his move over to E/P/A was seen as a 
shot long deserved for him to truly pilot a record company from 
stem to stern. In other Blackrock news; how about the insistent 
talk that Arista's Don lenner already has one foot in the door 
of the Columbia Executive Suite? Insiders track the addition 
of a key lieutenant, Mike Corbett, to an A&R job at the 
Columbia stable as a sure indicator that the only thing left to 
do with this deal is dry the ink on lenner's contract. 

IRS EXPANSION 
The lawyers are still wrangling over a few details but it looks 
like the new P&D (Pressing and Distribution) deal between IRS 
and MCA will make for some major changes in the way things 
are done for Miles and Crew. The first, and most obvious 
change, will be the addition of staff in both the Promotion and 
Marketing spheres of the company. "A smart bulking-up of 
staff", as Barry Lyons put it in a recent conversation. New 
territories and some new faces to go along with them is the 
order of the day. "I got tired of everybody stealing from us last 
year so now it's payback time! I've got a new budget and a 
new attitude, so watch out." Barry informed us that as many 
as three new promotional people will be leaping to his team 
within the week. Before it's all said and done the field staff 
could double in size. The regional Marketing Departments are 
also in line for more of the same. "What label does the best 
job of selling records even when they don't get airplay? 
Elektra, of course, and we just secured Dee Murray, their 
Marketing pro out of the Midwest. I tell you things are going 
to change." Look for the roll to get underway with that much 
anticipated Concrete Blonde release in the very near future. 

UP YOUR ARBITRON 

We were amazed by the blistering missive to Arbitron from 
WSHE/Miami GM Gary Lewis regarding the numerous 
complaints arising from the most recent audience 
measurement in that market. The material touched on by Gary 
was deep and wide with valid and disheartening observations 
about the current state of Arbitron and their relationship with 
radio. Space does not permit the inclusion of the letter in its 
entirety, although I recommend that you get a copy if you can, 
but we felt we would be remiss if we didn't include the two 
closing arguments made by Lewis in his correspondence. 
We're sure you'll find them interesting... 

Suggestion # 1: Rather than spend untold thousands on 
glossy printed booklets and PR pieces, and AID software that 
dilutes unreliable sample sizes still further into total 
worthlessness, dignifying the data beyond all reason, why not 
take all that money and increase your overall sampling? I've 
heard all the propaganda and statistical theory that says your 
sample sizes are adequate, but no one can tell me that 9 diaries 
will provide as accurate a picture as 90. 

Suggestion #2: As long as your research is so incredibly 
inconsistent and subject to chance, you should be 
compensated accordingly. Rather than the multi-year 
megabuck contracts you wrest from your clients, our 
payments to Arbitron should vary monthly, based on the toss 
of five darts at a dartboard. Some months you'd be paid very 
little, some months a lot, and by some miracle, you might even 
occasionally be paid what you're worth. Then, perhaps, you 
might see what its like to run a business based on your 
research, and would be motivated to provide us with the 
reliable data we expect, deserve and demand.

THE RADIO RUMBLE

THE SKULL & CROSSBONES UNFURLED 
ROCK 40 MAKES A RUN ON LOS ANGELES 

Riddle me this, Doctor Memory. If AOR in the Southland is too 
Classic driven and the CHR landscape is way too Urban, what 
next? The answer, according to the Scott Shannon piloted 
KQLZ is "Free Form Rock and Roll Hit Radio". On first 
examination this phrase looks like a hopeless mish mash of 
oxymoronic proportions, but Scott sees this as the, "Logical 
evolution of CHR designed for and aimed directly at the 16-30 
year old listener." The new label being hammered is "Pirate 
Radio" and once the initial stage of highly produced drop-ins 
and nonstop commercial free music winds down, the on-air 
line-up will feature a mix of personalities that share one thing 
in common: they are all new to the area and they burn with 
mad death when it comes to the challenge of making this new 
approach work. "Hell, everybody in this market has been 
ripping off Scott for years, It's about time they got to hear the 
real thing", said one market observer when contacted by 
Noise. 

So far, the station has been firing off some well researched 
16-30 targeted hits with just enough texture to get the job done 
on both sides of the gender gap. There have also been some 
surprising older product including T-Rex "Bang A Gong" and 
even crunchers like "Do Wah Diddy" from Manfred Mann, 
according to local listeners we've contacted. What isn't in 
evidence are announcers, spots, and an ID that barely passes 
for legal. Drop ins, though, have been in abundance and they 
not only make use of every slick trick in a major market 
Production Director's bag, but also take a few not so subtle 
stabs at the competition, ("No Disco Ducks Allowed" or " Don't 
Be A Dickhead, Listen To Pirate Radio"). Static wash and a 
liberal application of sfx makes the whole thing sound like it's 
coming out of a van circling the city. That is, until the music 
hits, and then the sound is as strong and clear as you would 
expect. The other big handle in use is the phrase "Welcome 
To The Jungle". Whether that's a reference to the imminent 
radio wars being fired by their entry into the market, or a more 
sociological commentary on the land of the Freeway Shootout 
and the Gang War Slamdance, it has obviously proven an 
effective intro to the market. 

The station is currently operating out of a warehouse next to 
the Westwood One facility in Culver City and the only sign of 
their presence is a Skull and Crossbones flag hanging out the 
window and a spray painted "X" on a metal garage door. All 
of which masks a bare bones studio approach more 
reminiscent of Needles than LA. Obviously, these guys could 
afford to put the studio atop the Eiffel Tower and sat-link it into 
the market with barely a budgetary hiccup. So why, you ask, 
would Norm "Elephant Bucks" Pattiz put on such a low rent 
show to introduce his mega million dollar broadcast property? 
We can only assume, albeit with some certainty, that the vibe 
being deliberately manufactured is very much like those 
infamous and highly theatrical AM Top 40 bloodbaths of the 
60's that pitted dynasties like KRLA and KHJ against each 
other. To stretch the comparison even further, if you were in 
the same place wouldn't you do your best to build an "add 
water and stir' legend around your radio station and validate 
that all important underdog status? Of course you would. "But 
nobody sees the studio", I hear some Sales Manager from 
Lower Padooka mumble in the back of the crowd. They do if 
you shim it to them Mr. Wahoo, so we anticipate a full scale 
audio, visual and print assault on the market that could, if 
nothing else, set aside KQLZ as the best packaged broadcast 
story in a long, long while. 

Beneath all the glitz and surface tension is a very solid rock 
and roll approach that lightens up just enough to permit easy 
access for those younger females while laying down a 
workable blueprint for copy-cat programmers in other markets 
to use in their attempts to capture the 12-24 demo for those 
"Nervous Nellie" GMs and Owners who are leery of the sales 
negatives that can cloud a heavy metal purist approach. And 
while AOR is reacting to the threat of Rock 40, the angle of 
attack in the KQLZ Ready Room is much more CHR oriented 
than anything else. Take for instance the weather man 
featured the other day who reportedly used to detail the many 
cars of Rick Dees, (to Scott, obviously Public Enemy # 1). This 
character was used to hammer Rick for all he was worth in 
typical "head to head" Shannon fashion. Hold the competition 

up to ridicule and run with the money, that's the secret, or one 
of them, and we'll see how it plays in the market very shortly. 

The entire feel of the operation, as to be expected, is definitely 
powered by the man behind the microphone and while 
"arrogance" isn't precisely the right word, "attitude" is definitely 
in big supply. One of our favorite drops made much of the 
phrase "The Mothership Has Landed", a not too masked 
reference to Scott's days at Casablanca Records when he 
worked Parliament and that Pre-Acid House Boogie 
"Mothership". The other big hit we get off the whole project is, 
well, like listening to one of the great regional Top Forty 
powerhouses of the Golden Age. Uptempo music and 
non-stop personality-plus appeal, with a strong production 
flavor and an overall sound, or"soul" is really more to the point, 
that does more to establish the identity of the operation than 
a thousand liners could possibly do. It's not so much a 
conscious rip-off, just an extension of all the good radio we've 
ever been exposed to along the way. One thing is certain, an 
environment has been created that permits excitement to 
return to the airwaves, and whether you call it Rock 40, Punk 
Polka or The Late Eighties Viral Blues, it sounds like a ball to 
these ears. 

The key really is, where does it go from here? If the station 
builds outward, (into the realms of Urban and Ballad heavy 
dayparting), rather than upward, (taking it to the Rockers in a 
big way), the second phase of growth might not be as 
encouraging. Only time will answer those questions but 
speculation is strong that the schematic for this concept has 
been percolating within the brain-pan of Mr. Scott for a long 
time now. For instance, nobody had done anything with a 
Jersey signal in New York before he made Z100 the monster 
it has since become. Well, long ago, so the story goes, during 
a sales meeting Scott told an incredulous buncha suits, and 
we are paraphrasing here, "OK so we're Jersey, so what. 
Forget about New York being across the river. Think of them 
as Europe and think of us as Radio Caroline. Sell us like that 
and I'll take care of the rest", and damn if he didn't. The 
concept of blasting the best music in the known universe in an 
ambient and unpredictable format is as old as anything 
currently on the dial, maybe older. Certainly, the outlaw jocks 
of the late Fifties and early Sixties carved that turf out in high 
style and we can go back to it as often as needed for inspiration 
without any fear that the audience will catch on. Because if 
there's one thing America loves, it's an underdog and an 
outlaw, especially when he/she/it turns out to be a winner as 
well. I guess it all comes down to a street smart attitude that 
many AOR's have left behind in their desire to be more "Adult". 
In our desire to "Get Respectability" many of us have lost that 
in-your-face drive that made us important to the whole cultural 
and musical loop in the first place. Or as they say in LA these 
days, "Open up your windows and piss off your neighbors!" 

By the time you read this a listen line should have been installed 
for the edification of the curious. Give it a shot....

Doug Podell, WLLZ, Detroit 
We just got the monthly in, and WDFX 
has slipped from third in the market to 
sixth. There's not as much heavy metal 
on the air now, though they still play it in 
all dayparts and they don't play it back 
to back. They're also a lot more 
mainstream CHR oriented now. And if 
I'm not mistaken, they've also changed 
the voice of the station to a guy who's 
not as ballsy, and they've stopped 
attacking other stations. And by the 
way, the Arbitrend also shows WLLZ 
moving 6th to 5th.... Defending against 
a station like that depends on your 
philosophy. If you're the lone AOR with 
minimal dayparting you won't be in too 
much trouble. But if you're the lone 
AOR and you're heavily dayparted, you 
can watch your 18-24's just drop out of 
the bucket. When they start jamming 
Guns 'N Roses at 6am and you're not 
playing it tu l 6pm, you can expect to lose 
all of your 18-24's--both in terms of 
music and image. That's when a station 
has to make a decision as to what 
they're going after--high or low end. 
There is no middle ground. We took 
that approach at first, and tried to sit it 
out--and were forced to push toward the 
higher demo. We're doing that through 
marketing, definitely a tighter list and 
restructuring the logo, etc  If you 
already have a strong adult and youth 
base, I would go toe to toe initially, and 
while you're going to lose some of the 
young audience at first, you gain some 
of it back after their initial flash subsides. 
The problem is that most stations in that 
situation maintain a youth image while 
they're really programming to the 
adults, and that's where you really get 
caught with your pants down As for 
upping the currents, I would say 80% of 
what DFX plays is recurrents, with the 
exception of things like the new 
Madonna. We did go more current at 
night, by almost double. There we're 
53% current and it's been very 
successful. It doesn't beat them in that 
daypart but it does keep us in the 
ballgame, it keeps our rock and roll 
image strong, and it keeps those 18-24's 
flipping back and forth. 

David Grossman, WSHE, Miami 
Rock radio in the 90's is going to be one 
of two basic types. One that plays 
classic rock and current rock from 
classic oriented acts, and the other will 
be the 18-28 male based format that 
plays rock and roll and abandons this 
AOR bullshit. Everytime I hear that term 
I picture a guy in bellbottoms and 
women with hairy armpits. We are rock 
radio! The guys who are playing Rick 
Astley are Top 40. We're playing the 
music that Top 40 stations play, but 
without making our listeners suffer 
through Madonna, Rick Astley and all 
the dance product in order to get to the 
strong rock songs.... You have to 

Now the shift is to the AOR programming desks across the 
country as we check in with the guys in the trenches about 
their observations and concerns regarding what could prove 
to be a major new threat. Is this format truly different or merely 
a very well hyped Male CHR, period? How is it vulnerable and 
what can we learn from the approach that will further 
strengthen our own position? Most important of all, in our 
search for bigger and better 25 + numbers have we effectively 
surrendered the back door to anyone with the smarts to kick 
it in? Read on for what we feel to be a fascinating collection 
of thoughts on this issue. 

decide what you want to be. If you're 
going to be classic oriented, batten 
down the hatches and stay the course. 
You can't be all things to all people. If 
you're targeting upper demo men (and 
this is really the 30 plussers now), your 
currents will be from the likes of Clapton, 
CSNY, and those adult rockers with 
high name recognition. If you're 
contemporary rock you are living, 
breathing, concertizing and involved 
with the product that is selling in your 
market. Music testing is good, but this 
approach will require people who can 
think as well. You're going to have to 
get out, be creative, and produce the 
station. You're going to have to put 
bright, energetic air personalities on the 
air who are in touch with the street and 
rock and roll in general, and you're 
going to have to get out and press tons 
of flesh. You're going to have to look at 
turning your hottest tunes over every 3 
1/2 hours. People want to hear their 
favorite songs, and I think this old "no 
repeat" adage is great for those upper 
demos, but it's not what those younger 
people want to hear.... And as for Scott 
Shannon "inventing" a new format  

Bill Prescott, KGON Portland 
It's already a fact of life in Portland. 
We're up against a fine hard rocking Top 
40 known as 0105. Because they're so 
quick to jump on bands like Def 
Leppard, Bon Jovi, Guns and Roses, 
Poison and things like that, they make it 
hard to find rock acts that a heritage 
station like KGON can call exclusives. 
That's why we showcase groups like 
The Bulletboys, Tesla, Skid Row, Gary 
Moore, etc. The best way to keep this 
MD off a record is to tell me that 0105 is 
on it. For example, we're not playing 
"Rocket" from Def Leppard; we went 
with "Love And Affection". Even though 
we still believe in the validity of Def Lep 
as artists, when you go up against a 
rocking top 40 you'll find a lot of these 
bands eroding in terms of hipness 
factor.... You need to spend more time 
listening to the competition because 
you'll be sharing a much bigger chunk 
of your audience with a Rock 40 station 
as opposed to the standard Top 40. 
You have to make sure your playlist 
strikes a balance representing the 
artists they are playing if not the songs, 
all the while making sure you've got 
current artists you can call format 
exclusives.... No, you don't have to give 
up the lower end. You have to realize 
that demo is split psychographically, 
with 12 to 18 year old kids who love the 
Doors and those who love Madonna. 
Give the teens some credit. You can 
play stuff they want to hear without 
talking down to them. 

Gary Allen, KEZE, Spokane 
1.00(R, the station in Kansas City that's 
been getting all the attention, is owned 

by the same people who own KZZU 
here. So about four months ago we 
decided that because we have an 
AC/Classic rock and a couple of oldies 
stations on the FM dial that we really had 
to become more current oriented. We 
had to get away from thinking that just 
because a guy is 29 or 30 that he didn't 
want to hear current music. We've 
found lately that whenever we play the 
Replacements or Elvis Costello we 
always get people calling with positive 
curiosity calls. Hopefully more AORs 
will get past thinking only college 
students want to hear currents. Play 
more artists like Midge Ure or the 
Hothouse Flowers and you'll be 
surprised at how many upper enders will 
thank you. I don't buy everything that 
Rolling Stone says, but they were 
definitely right in the recent 
Replacements article when we said 
there were lots of great new American 
bands who weren't getting airplay.... In 
terms of timing, the ZOO is usually late, 
so we make it a point to be early. We 
popped "Patience" into heavy, spun it 
five to six times a day, so while they're 
still dealing with " Jungle" and 
"Paradise", we're busy burning this song 
they're about to add. Usually if it's on 
the ZOO we've either passed on it or 
burnt the shit out of it. They never beat 
us to a new rock song. When you've got 
that kind of competition, it's critical to be 
first--and to back it up with heavy play 
that's more than twice a day. That's the 
only way to beat CHR. I know they say 
the 30 year old guy doesn't like 
repetition, but if you let that 20 year old 
guy slip away, pretty soon you're doing 
battle with the AC's and oldies, and 
that's an arena AOR's have no business 
being in. Again, we have the heritage as 
a rock and roll station, and not as a 
classic rocker. I think stations that have 
slanted more 25 + will have a lot more 
trouble if holding on to at least some of 
those 18-24's is important to their 
overall totals. 

Russ Mottla, WIYY, Baltimore 
First of all, I don't see this as necessarily 
a CHR format. It could be a great way 
for AORs to defensively plug a hole in 
the market. In looking at the whole 
Rock and Roll marketplace in general, 
our cluster research is telling us that the 
concept of a set group of "exclusive" 
rock listeners no longer really holds up. 
Instead, there's a real availability for hit 
music combined with classic 
songs--that is, anything more than a 
year or two old. We're finding an 
audience that is sasying "Give me hit 
music without the dance beat"--and the 
demand for that in the market usually 
exceeds CHR's ability to deliver it. 
They're striving to satisfy all their 
listeners so they're running Jazzy Jeff 
into Poison--and the person who likes 
one song will be put off by another--and 
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that's why so many CHRs are running 
into problems right now. Yes, I think 
there's a definite hole in most markets.... 
Anticipating one of these stations 
depends on the market composition, 
but basically you have to take the station 
more current and deal with those older 
songs almost as a feature element, not 
as an ongoing format basic. You also 
have to key in on groups like Living 
Colour and Guns N' Roses, who are 
good with the lower end without 
alienating adults. You have to be a lot 
more careful with how your library fits 
into the life groupings. Deep 60s stuff 
like "Sunshine Of Your Love" are things 
to stay away from, especially if you have 
a classic station servicing that audience. 
But you can get away with "You Might 
Think" or "Satisfaction". It all comes 
down to a question of musical 
preference as opposed to 
demographics. For years, CHA has 
taught us that the value free concept in 
music works. Listeners simply don't 
think of songs the way we do as radio 
geeks. It's a question of whether or not 
they like a song, and to know what they 
like you have to segment the market as 
carefully as possible by musical 
preference. Dig into a Top 40's 
listenership and you'll find a number of 
folks who like Jazzy Jeff and more who 
like Poison, Def Lep and INXS--and 
chances are those listeners are as 
different as night and day. 

Ed Levine, KLOL, Houston 
I think Rock 40 will be a fact of life in the 
top 20 markets within the next year. 
Just the fact that Shannon is doing it in 
L.A. will create 10 lemmings over the 
next 90 days, and once he has a bit of 
success you can expect another 20 or 
30 to follow.... In my opinion, CHA has 
gotten away from what they were once 
all about. They're playing the hits no 
matter what they sound like. 
Unfortunately, the balance of what they 
sound like is Urban, and that's created 
a hole from which they can be attacked 
by CHRs that lean more rock. The 
situation is parallel to the same way that 
many AOR's left themselves vulnerable 
by not playing enough new music.... 
You have to make a decision as to 
whether you want tonnage 18-24 or will 
settle for a respectable showing there 
combined with stronger 25 + numbers. 
We've gone through that process here, 
and our repositioning has cost us some 
18-24 numbers and a little 12 + , but we 
accomplished the dramatic 25-54 
growth we were looking for.... Without 
tooting our own horn, I think KLOL is 
probably less vulnerable to that kind of 
attack than many other stations. We're 
still more current than 80% of the signals 
in America. We are legitimately playing 
50% currents, something I doubt more 
than 20% of the mainstream AORs are 
doing. People can say they are half and 
half, but saying and doing are two 
different things.... Product identification 
is going to become more and more 
important. Depending on the tack you 
choose, album depth is something that 
could be used to differentiate your 
station from a Rock 40, but your choice 
of old songs, the style of your jocks and 
the style of production will also factor in 
significantly. 

Judy McNutt, KRXQ, Sacramento 
I don't think we've left an opening for 
that type of station here. It could be 

tricky for us because we have a 20 year 
heritage AOR crosstown that's going for 
25-54's. Because of that there's a niche 
we've filled quite nicely. If someone 
goes after our lower end, fine--that's our 
stronghold. We came on the air as a 
16-22 focused radio station and KZAP 
allowed us to move up. So as far as the 
rock image goes, we own it. In L.A., 
KNAC with their crappy signal proved 
that rock and roll works, and all you 
have to do is refine it from there. Play 
the hits and get massive numbers! And 
considering L.A.'s rock lifestyle, it only 
makes sense. I'm surprised somebody 
didn't do it sooner. I tried to get KMET 
do it. At the rate those records and 
concerts sell, you know there's a super 
active market  If AORs have made 
their 25-54 beds, they're going to have 
to lie in them. And a lot of those stations 
will say they don't care about anyone 
under the age of 25 because "they don't 
have any money--but we're probably 
going to bill three million dollars from 
those people, and you know that's 
bound to hurt the crosstown AOR, no 
matter what city you're in  If a new 
male CHA came to town, I supposed 
we'd have to tighten up a bit in terms of 
new music. That's the classic defense 
posture. I'd probably be a little slower 
to add, too  I think more album depth 
is a mistake, because who knows those 
songs? The last thing you want to do is 
to become less familiar, especially when 
you want to increase your lower end 
appeal. You've got to stick with stuff 
that's familiar and tertiary album tracks 
definitely aren't.... As for timing, I 
currently have no one in the market who 
affects my "A" rotation. If there was a 
competitor like that, then I'd probably 
still be ahead of them. Those male 
CHRs tend to wait a little longer. One 
thing you have to do with that hard 
rocking core is to satisfy them pretty 
quickly. You can lose a lot of hip factor 
by waiting. 

Oedipus, WBCN, Boston 
CHR is experiencing the same 
fragmentation and narrowcasting that 
AOR has gone through over the past 
three years. Here in Boston there are 
only two CHR's, while currently there 
are five AORs. They just don't have the 
same level of competition and as a result 
there are very large holes in the 
market.... There's nothing an AOR can 
do to compete unless they elect to go 
head on for the lower demos. You're 
either a hard rocking AOR, or post 
modern or classic oriented. You really 
have to make the distinction clear and 
go for it.... The Rock 40 approach is 
definitely 12-24. If you are committed to 
upper demos you can't possibly 
compete without blowing off your upper 
demos. They aren't particularly fond of 
hard rock in the Bon Jovi vein--with the 
possible exception of Guns N' Roses.... 
What makes the Rock 405 exciting is not 
so much the rotations as much as the 
energy of the presentation. If you're not 
exciting and energetic, you're in serious 
trouble and formatics aren't going to 
help you.... Reacting before the fact only 
makes sense if you're going to target the 
demo heavily. I don't believe there is any 
way you can play those MTV hair bands 
extensively and accommodate those 
upper demos, unless you have very little 
AOR competition in the marketplace. 
With all due respect, that's why I think 

stations like WMMR and KSHE can 
continue to do it. Give Philadelphia a 
solid new music station and a solid Rock 
40 outlet and they're going to have to 
differentiate. 

John Edwards, KBER, Salt Lake City 
It's what we're doing here, the format of 
the 90's. Here's the problem you've 
got: In any major market you really have 
to focus yourself. The days of the 
typical AOR playing Def Leppard into 
CSNY are over. It ain't gonna happen 
anymore. That's how we've begun to 
win in this market. I'm looking at 9-10 
hours of TSL and my competition is 
struggling to keep 5 or 6 because 
they've spread themselves so thin 
Stations like KILO in Colorado Springs 
are going to find themselves in a real 
problem area here. They're like a lot of 
AORs playing everything on the Back 
Page, and that works when you're the 
only game in town. There's a new CHA 
there that has just started going after 
their 12-24 year olds, doing a lot of the 
same things that Pirate radio is 
doing--but more in tune with what we're 
doing here--and they're just going to 
clean up on the lower end An AOR 
has to decide what they want to do. If 
they want to be upper demo, fine. Play 
CSNY, The Travelling Wilburys, and 
Chris Rea. That's one kind of music. 
Bon Jovi, Guns 'N Roses and Tesla are 
another type. You can't mix the two, not 
in a major market. The funny thing is, 
when I came here KBER was 
supposedly a 25 + radio station, playing 
the Wilburys, Lou Reeds and Radiators 
of the world. But I've got better 25 + 
ratings than they had before. That tells 
me this format is more broad based than 
12-24. I think you can milk this thing 
right up to 28 or 29. So that makes the 
realistic AOR target more like 30 + than 
25 + . And I think CHRs who try to play 
Guns 'N Roses into Debbie Gibson are 
going to wind up in the same boat. It 
won't work. 

Bob Bittens, WHCN, Hartford 
It's another fragmentation format that 
has been gaining in popularity, but one 
I wouldn't write off. Basically it's an 
outgrowth of the MTV generation, sort 
of like Z-Rock. MTV is a lot like the Top 
40 I grew up on. I have a niece who 
doesn't see any difference between 
Guns N Roses and Jody Watley, which 
tells me there is a psychographic hole 
for this approach  Give up the lower 
demos and concentrate on adults? 
That depends on the market. WHCN 
doesn't "chase" upper demos. We've 
got them because we've been doing the 
format for 20 years and people grew up 
with us. Anybody who thinks you can 
recruit "new" rock listeners from those 
who were never rock radio listeners to 
begin with is crazy. But when 
somebody comes in and forces your 
hand, you've really got no choice but to 
try to skew older. We'd still play Guns 
N Roses and Def Leppard, we'd just get 
on them earlier and get off quicker due 
to higher burn factor. I don't think we'd 
play any fewer currents, but we would 
go deeper on artists who were more or 
less exclusive to us. 

BILL HARD & JIM TRAPP 
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House Of Freaks "Tantilla" ( Rhino) The 
duo that made us twist and shout all the way home from 
Midnight Oil's tour last year is back and bopoin' on 
"Tantida". As for sophomore jinxes, count them out, 
because House Of Freaks are in hot pursuit of the rippin' 
song style they introduced on their first album, "Monkey 
On A Chain Gang". The subtle addition of keyboards 
play3d by Marty McCavitt really smooths out the 
thundering staccato percussion by Joinny Hott's drum 
warfare, making the rhythm sensations jive even further 
with :he human heartbeat. The final blow is evidenced by 
their attention to melody, as singer Brian Harvey's roaring 
vocals indorse this musical bliss and pour forth haunting, 
thouchtful songs. If HOF ever recorded a better song than 
"Sun Gone Down", I haven't heard it What starts off 
sounding like a Crowded House intro, unfolds into a pop 
triumph even after realizing the solenrn state of affairs 
Brian is singing about. It's a far cry from their folk-anthems 
of old, but that influence resurfaces on songs like '' King Of 
Kings' and "I Want Answers". Aside from the single, their 
best efforts are heard in "When The Hammer Came Down", 
"Family Tree", "The Righteous Will Fall" and "Kill The

You even 
managed to hook up with Lance Sabin of 
Slave Raider for three tracks including 
"Come Out Fighting". How did that 
relationship begin? 

Andy Perry: It all happened quite simply, 
while we were in the studio working. My 
producer introduced us and suggested 
we try out some songs, and his style of 
playing guitar really seemed to go along 
with the songs we were working on. 

Dawn: Could you touch on some of the 
themes that "Waiting For The Redbird" 
represents on the LP? 

Andy: The whole album is about the way 
people see the world politically. The Red-
bird was inspired by the Minutemen and 
their fight for nuclear disarmament in 
America, their slang for Russian missiles. 
On the album it translates to the idea of 
people hoping that pressure from outside 
interests (the Redbird) might do some 
good, but in reality it never comes. It's up 
to society to help itself during bad times. 

Dawn: That seems to be a continuous 
feeling throughtout 
the record, but you 
also come back with 
words of inspiration. 
The songs illustrate 
repressed, sad so-
cial conditions but 
all of this is usually 
followed by a light at 
the end of the tun-
nel. 

Andy: That is one of 
the main things I try 
to accomplish with 
my music. Life is 
difficult for those 
who have a more 
progressive out-
look, because it 
seems that certain 
beliefs have a nega-
tive image right 
now. There is room 
for hope but it's 
going to require 
reevaluation on our 
part and a different 
way of looking at 
things. We need to 
work a little harder 
to fight for what we believe in. So there is 
room for optimism that is not based on a 
falacy or one way of looking at the world. 
More like an acceptance of the way things 
are. 

Dawn: Do you believe the way the human 
race interacts should be political or per-
sonal? 

Andy: There are elements of personality 
to be considered but in the end, it's the 
political questions we're talking about. 
So many things happening in the world 
right now, in my opinion, are presented as 
part of a divine force, or as inevitable. And 
I want to make the point that they are a 
result of human agencies: Starvation, 
threat of war and so on, can be changed 
by changing the human agencies that 
bring them about. It requires more inter-

action among peoples and greater aware-
ness and willingness to work together. 

Dawn: It was obvious to many long time 
Easterhouse supporters that "Come Out 
Fighting" represented a change in sound 
and direction. This song was the first new 
taste of glossy production where the band 
was concerned, and yet a new melody line 
too. When did you decide you wanted to 
adjust the sound to what it is now? 

Andy: Well, it's not a concrete decision, 
rather one that happens over a period of 
time. We worked for a clearer, purer ef-
fects and an inspirational feel. Something 
that was a little more gospel in a way, but 
a sound that was uplifting and modern. 
We wanted to encapsulate a feeling. To 
give listeners the feeling of being driven 
and lifted is what we wanted to achieve. 
And of course with this subject matter, 
there is a temptation bring emotions 
down, but I wanted a positive, upward 
feeling. I feel music should perform a 
function. You don't just write to no pur-
pose, you write the kind of music you feel 
will best illustrate and strengthen the mes-
sage you're trying to get across. 

the best music is coming from have 
changed. I think that people feel certain 
limitations to indie music now. To me, 
there is no way the process is going to 
work unless people break out of that 
thinking, (this is indie music, this is major 
label music and so on) but develop much 
more rounded ideas to new music. Not 
just in Manchester, but all over England 
that is occurring to a certain extent. There 
are always those people who will never 
react to anything other than indie bands. 
But now when you join a band you may 
not necessarily want to follow that road. 
You just do the music and that's it. 

Dawn: The songs "America" and "This 
Country" seem like they go hand in hand. 
You contrast life in England and then life 
in America to some extent. Two unique 
perspectives... 

Andy: The more I think about it, it's like 
re-writing national anthems - ten different 
tries at the same thing. I keep going back 
to the same idea and reshaping it in so 
many different ways. That interests me 
quite a bit. Abstract messages that com-
municate a feeling about different cul-
tures.

Dawn: What were the ideas behind "Hope 
And Glory"? 

Andy: I suppose it was my reflection on, 
well, a new kind of national anthem if you 
know what I mean. Kind of an inversion 
of what would constitute the standard 
British national anthem. I just felt that I 
wanted to write songs that expressed a 
whole new attitude and way of looking at 
things, to re-define some thoughts. I 
wanted to write a song that was like in a 
sense, "This Land Is Your Land", only a 
modern version of it. 

Dawn: How has the music scene evolved 
over the last five years in Manchester? 
Since The Smiths' success, there has 
been a re-awakening of sorts. 

Andy: In a way, the whole idea of music 
has matured a lot.

HEAVY HITTERS 
Doro Pesch, " Force Majeure", Mercury.... 
The little German woman with the voice that could topple 
mountains, who led Warlock to America with passion and 
excitement, is back but this time she's flying solo. Don't expect 
the howling she-witch that raged on the great "Triumph And 
Agony" or "True As Steel" Lps, because this is a different Doro. 
She still rocks though, and there are a few tunes ("Hard Times, 
"Hellraiser, "World Gone Wild") that still sound like Warlock of 
ol', but there's an air of commerciality to the majority of these 
songs never there in the past. And who's to say that that's such 
a bad thing? This may open doors to American Radio that she 
has yet to walk through - that is, perhaps AOR will listen now. 
On this record Doro tackles a classic ("Whiter Shade Of Pale") 
that most people would consider taboo to cover, but it is her 
obvious reverence for the song itself that makes it work. She 
has a powerful voice, (though the accent's still a touch heavy), 
and on most cuts keeps it pretty much in check, though she 
does seems to be branching out more with her vocals; trying 
new textures and tones. On "Beyond The Trees" and "Bis Aufs 
Blut" (sung a capella), the two ballads, her voice is soft and 
trembly - reminiscent of last year's "Fur lmmer". On cuts like 
"Mission Of Mercy", "Under The Gun" and "River Of Tears" we 
see a more atmospheric approach, while the anthemic "I Am 
What I Am" is perhaps the ultimate statement about who this 
woman is and why she has shed her ties to all but one of her 
former band members (Tommy Hendriksen on bass). The best 
cut of all though is "Save My Soul" - a rocker with a heavy and 
hooky chorus. It's the definite standout. Naturally, Doro's 
already seeing adds on the metal side of the fence, I'm just 
eager to see how the other side treats her. 

Street Survivors, Compilation, Metal  
Blade.... There have been compilations up the wazoo, 
coming to us from all sides in the last coupla years. Some were 
better left unreleased, but some were great (ex. The Metal 
Massacre series) and gave us our first introductions to the likes 
of Metallica, Armored Saint and other metal superstars. Mike 
Faley at the Blade did an excellent job of compiling this 
impressive material from some of L.A.'s best local talent. And 
there's no doubt that this comp. offers up some future platinum 
success stories. First up and of special note is Little Caesar - 
a band that's been together barely a year and a half. Singer 
Ron Young told me they hadn't even gotten together with a 
label deal in mind - it just happened that they got signed to 
Geffen recently. In the meantime they have an Ep coming out 
on MB real soon. He told me that all this happening so quickly 
"is like living in Disneyland!". The band has a great full throttle 
rocker with "Down The Line" and Ron has an strong, impressive 
voice. Next Black Cherry (featuring former L.A. Guns singer 
Paul Black) - great track, great band - someone sign these 
guys. Also on the record are the funky and infectious Bang 
Tango (now signed to Mechanic/MCA), NRG - solid and full 
rock sound; Fire - a band I wrote about a while ago after Paul 
Suter sent me their tape. Lead lungs Jessie has a great voice. 
And Tomorrow's Child, Sphinx In Cairo, Rain On Fire, Lunatic 
Fringe, and Triangle are all interesting and diverse. So far Little 
Caesar's getting the lions share of attention with Black Cherry 
comin' up close. Check them all out, you'll be just as impressed 
- guaranteed. 

No F9r An Answer, "A Thought Crusade", 
Hawker.... Verbally attacking such important social 
issues as casual sex, cocaine and drug abuse, child abuse, 
drunk driving and alcoholism, ignorance, interracial 
aggression, and peer pressure is not an unusual route for many 
metal bands to be taking nowadays. What many people don't 
realize is that there are plenty of hardcore outfits going the 
same way. At the forefront of this movement are New York's 
Youth Of Today and this California quartet, No For An Answer. 
This band dispels many of the myths and stereotypes held by 
most non-hardcore types, (myself included). For example, 
their sheer existence negates the commonly held belief that 
hardcore is primarily an East coast thing. And, all hardcore acts 
do not necessarily have to sound like the Accused or The 

Continued 
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Misfits. This band, led by outspoken frontman Dan O'Mahony, 
infuses a funk sensibility, (from the hands of guitarist Gavin 
Ogelsby), into a punk mainframe, creating one of the more 
unique sounds on the scene. Their debut Lp contains 9 new 
songs as well as one taken from their 1987 Ep, "You Laugh", 
called "Without A Reason". Be sure to take a listen to "I Spy", 
"Rusty Pipes" and "Domino Principal" (J. L.) 

Tank, "Tank", GWR Records.... This band has 
been out of the battle for the last five years due to some legal 
entanglements, but they've managed to get their act in gear 
once again and are now rolling onto American airwaves with 
their new release. In the driver's seat and behind the bass and 
mike stand is founding member Algy Ward (formerly of the 

Saints) with the current line-up rounding out with Gary Taylor 
on drums and Cliff Evans and Mick Tucker on guitars. The band 
has a very heavy, murky sound that leans more to the metal 
side rather than thrash. Actually they sound a lot like a slower 
version of Motorhead, although songs like "Reign Of Thunder', 
"With Your Life" and " Lost" are rather melodic and 
"atmospheric" in spots. Never fear there are some cuts that ride 
the edge of thrash, like "None But The Brave" and "March On". 
Apparently a lot of you are rather impressed with this, their 
latest effort since "Honor And Blood" in 1984, and are slotting 
it into your playlists. Some of those who are on Tank this week 
were KUNV, WEOS, WJUL, WSOU and on Z-ROCK'S 
Heavenly Five. Look for more dust to rise as these four guys 
continue to make tracks on metal radio.

WHERE THE WILD THINGS ARE- Lifestyles Of More Hairballs 

So, where have I been lately? Running around like a 
headless chicken and interviewing more bands in the last 
month than I ever thought about in my entire life. Well, 
almost. So make sure you get out the rolodex to put a new 
card in for your host, Andy: Zeckendorf Towers, 1 Irving 
Place, Apt. Village 8C, New York, N.Y. 10003. (212)

Badlands just finished work on their debut Lp this week. The 
self-titled record will be released probably around late may. 
Guitar hero Jake E. Lee and vocalist Ray Gillan took out a 
minute to talk about the new stuff.... 

"Me and producer Paul O'Neill write the lyrics," explains Ray. 
"We work really well together. He's a real intellectual and I 
come from more of a streety, hippy sort of a side. The music's 
all Jake. As to the lyrics, it's just a matter of reading and finding 
the things that you're interested in and trying to find out as 
much as you can about them. If Jake has got an idea of a riff, 
we just jam it and when we get to a part where he doesn't have 
a part, I'll either sing where I hear the vocal going to and he'll 
play behind me - or I'll say to him ' I've got an idea for a chorus' 
and sing the melody while he puts the chords around it." "A lot 
of it is me misinterpreting what Ray's saying as he is voweling 
along," adds Jake, "and it ends up pretty cool." Any hidden 
meanings here? 

"Badlands is a rock and roll band the same as The Stones were 
a rock and roll band, or Aerosmith or Led Zeppelin,' states 
Jake. "They didn't try to put across some kind of a political or 
social message. Commentary maybe, or maybe a reflection 
on the waythings look to us, but not a message. I never thought 
that rock and roll was a useful way of handling that anyway." 

Agnostic Front's latest 'Live At CBGB" has been faring well in 
the marketplace with consistent reorders pouring in 
nationwide. Lately, it seems like a lot more people have been 
paying attention to the hardcore scene in general. So what 
happens if that mad rush to mainstream happens to hardcore? 
Steve Martin, guitarist for AF, as well as press dude for the 
newly founded In-Effect Records gives us his words: "I think 
it would be a pretty good thing in some respects. You would 
have a lot less of the rock star mentality. Hardcore bands really 

don't mind being on the same level as their crowd. You know, 
walking around and meeting the people who came to the show 
and all the people who supported them. It's a lot more sincere. 
I think it would be a healthier thing. A lot of these kids are setting 
themselves up for a big fall when they start worshipping these 
media idols." 

Looking for a change of pace? Well so is Blackie Lawless. 
The elder statesman for metal (doesn't sound right, does it?) 
is looking to present a more socially conscious attitude 
through his music. Not like Stryper, but it could almost be seen 
as a growing up for Blackie. Gone are the wild stage outfits 
with the dangling circular saw blades. No more gore with 
obscenity for rebel's sake, you know what I mean? It could also 
be seen as a caving in to pressures from the old folks at the 
PMRC. In a letter sent out to radio, press and retail, Blackie 
says: 

"In the two years we spent making this record, a lot of things 
that I had been thinking about for a long time started surfacing 
inside of me. Such as my feelings on drug abuse, nuclear war 
and other political issues. Having felt this way for quite some 
time, it became something that was necessary for me to 
address on this record (not only on record, but it will forever 
reflect my socially conscious attitudes towards making 
records.)"

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The "Spirit Of The Forest' single featuring various artists will be 
released (on Virgin Records) on mid-May, just before World 
Environment Day on June 5. There will be a video and a series 
of public service announcements to tie the record in with 
activities of the United Nations Environment Program. All of 
the proceeds from the single will go to organizations and 
projects dedicated to preserving the world's rainforests. The 
British band Gentlemen Without Weapons wrote and 
produced the track, which features David Gilmour of Pink 
Floyd, Belinda Carlisle, Ringo Starr, Thomas Dolby, Mick 
Fleetwood, Olivia Newton-John, Brian Wilson, Mr. Mister, 
Jon Anderson, Was (Not Was) and Joni Mitchell. Some 
Brazilian, Japanese and Soviet artists are expected to join in 
the record, as well, in future recording sessions in New York 
City and Rio de Janiero in April. Two recording sessions have 
already taken place in Los Angeles and London. 

Van Morrison and Cliff Richard are planning to work 
together. They've just recorded a gospel duet called 
"Whenever God Shines His Light" for Morrison's next album. 
Richard has always been open about his Christian beliefs, 
while Morrison was brought up as a Jehovah's Witness and 
has been involved in a variety of different religious groups. 

There was something close to a Split Enz reunion in New 
Zealand recently when Crowded House and Schnell Fenster 
toured the country together recently. Phil Judd joined 
Crowded House on guitar during "When You Come." In 
Auckland, Tim Finn, who was in the country to shoot some 
videos for his upcoming solo album, joined both bands for 
some Split Enz songs. 

XTC plan some further digressions in music style, according 
to Andy Partridge. "We want to do a brass band album. I think 
some of our stuff would make great marches," he explains. "We 
wouldn't play on it -- we'd have a brass band doing 
instrumental versions of our tunes. The only thing is we'd have 
to package it on their terms -- they usually have a blond in hot 
pants and a couple of beach balls and call it ' Scintillating Brass 
hits." The band also plans some other records, Partridge 
claims. "We're going to do a sampler record, because 
samplers were a pretty big influence on us," he says. "We'd be 
12 different bands doing 12 sorts of music -- there'll be a folky 
song, a jazzy song.. .1 suppose it'll end up sounding like an XTC 
album. After that I'd like to do a kid's record of more nursery 
rhyme sort of things. I find that kind of linear simplicity very 
refreshing, without wanting to get too academic about it. You 
work a nursery rhyme up and you get a pop single. Work it 
back down and you're left with a nursery rhyme. I fancy doing 
that -- it'll be sinister because most nursery rhymes have a 
sinister undercurrent to them." 

Elvis Costello and 'Til Tuesday's Aimee Mann joined Roger 
McGuinn on stage for about 45 minutes when McGuinn played 
in Boston recently. Costello was in town for a promotional visit. 
He begins a solo college concert tour at the University of 
Rhode Island on April 1. 

A South Carolina circuit judge decided not to give James 
Brown any more prison time for testing positive for drugs 
during a probation check in December. In Aiken, South 
Carolina, Judge Rodney Peeples told Brown to try to stay off 
drugs. "I would hope that you can put your troubles behind 
you," he told Brown. "I believe you can still do a lot of good for 
a lot of people." Brown could have been given another year in 
jail for having marijuana and PCP in his system during the 
probation check, but Judge Peeples instead ordered Brown to 
serve six months concurrent with the six-year prison term he's 
already begun to serve in South Carolina because of his car 
chase with police in September. Brown will be eligible for 
parole in May 1991, but his attorneys will go before the state 
parole board in May to seek a pardon for the entertainer. 
Reverend Al Sharpton is planning nationwide railies in May in 
support of Brown, but the singer's attorney, Billy Weeks, says 
these may do more harm than good. "Any kind of publicity 

hurts Mr. Brown with regard to his criminal trouble," Weeks 
says. " It might help his record albums, but it hurts him in court. 
It puts pressure on the judge to be a little bit harsher." 

U.S. District Judge Richard Enslen has sentenced Chico 
DeBarge to 68 months in prison for distributing cocaine. 
DeBarge had sent some press clippings to the judge showing 
that he had been involved in an anti-drug campaign at a junior 
high school just about a month before he was arrested. But 
Judge Enslen said the article only showed that DeBarge was 
engaged in "hypocrisy." 

Former Wild Seeds vocalist Kris McKay has been recorded 
a song for an upcoming soundtrack. The track was recorded 
with producer Jimmy lovine and features Mike Campbell and 
Benmont Tench of Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers. 

The re-issues of 16 older David Bowie albums on compact 
disc will include additional tracks. The label that's releasing 
them (Rykodisc) says it's looking for b-sides and songs that 
were left off of the albums because of a lack of room on the 
LPs, as well as some live material. 

Britain's Performing Rights Society has introduced a $10,000 
award in memory of John Lennon. The award is only open to 
residents of Britain and Ireland who are under age 40, and it's 
intended to allow songwriters "of outstanding promise" to 
undergo specialized study in an area suggested by Lennon's 
musical achievements "such as composition, record 
production and advanced audio or audio-visual recording 
techniques." 

The Recording Industry Association of America has begun 
a special investigation into the bootleg CDs that have been 
cropping up lately. The Beatles' record label asked for the 
probe, complaining about the appearance of rare and 
previously unreleased tracks on the bootlegs. A number of 
Beatles and related CDs have been appearing lately, generally 
selling for about $40 each. These include "Off White," with 
outtakes from the "White Album," Paul McCartney's Soviet 
album of rock standards, "Ultra Rare," including outtakes from 
the mid 1960s, and "Silver Wilburys," a bootleg featuring 
George Harrison and Taj Mahal recorded at the Palomino 
Club in Hollywood. An RIAA spokesman says CD plants 
should be more careful about the products they are pressing. 
Capitol Records, meanwhile, has been sending 
cease-and-desist letters to stores selling the CDs, and it says 
it's considering legal action against some stores. 

Lloyd Cole is working on his first solo album, following the 
break up of the Commotions. It's being produced by Paul 
Hardiman and Fred Maher. Bass player Lawrence 
Donnegan has been pursuing a career as a journalist, while 
drummer Stephen Irvine and guitarist Neil Clark are working 
with other musicians. Former Commotions keyboardist Blair 
Cowan has been working with Alison Moyet, and may appear 
on Cole's upcoming solo album. 

Louie Louie is the name of a new British band that features 
Gary Tibbs, formerly of Adam And The Ants, Roxy Music 
and the Vibrators. Also in the group is Manny Elias, former 
drummer for Tears For Fears. A cover of the Everly Brothers' 
"Cathy's Clown" is the first single from the band. 

A new Australian compilation album is intended to highlight the 
plight of Aborigines in the country. "Building Bridges (Australia 
Has A Black History)" is the name of the LP, and proceeds are 
being donated to the Building Bridges Association, which 
was organized by a group of Aboriginal organizations. The 
record seeks to call attention to the status of Aborigines in 
Australia, who the organizations feel were ignored during last 
year's bicentennial. The LP includes previously-released 
tracks from 27 bands, including Midnight Oil, the Saints, 
Hunters & Collectors, Paul Kelly & The Coloured Girls, 
Crowded House and INXS, who included their "Original Sin" 
track, which considers the subject of mixed race relationships. 

Bananarama will go on tour for the first time this year, 
embarking on a world tour that begins in North America, and 
stops in Australia, Japan, the Philippines, Indonesia and Hong 
Kong before dates in the band's native Britain. The band 
promises an "amazing extravaganza," and Prince's stage 
designer Roy Bennett is working on the band's set.

U.K. MUSIC NEWS 
An alleged row has broken out between Morrissey and his 
producer and songwriting partner, Stephen Street, which 
could jeopardize the release of their new single. According to 
"The New Musical Express", Street has taken out an injunction 
to prevent EMI Records from releasing the single, "Interesting 
Drug", in a dispute over payments. A spokesman for 
Morrissey has admitted that the singer and Street may never 
work together again; this coming only two years after 
Morrissey parted company with another songwriting partner, 
Johnny Marr, in the group The Smiths. Sources close to 
Street have told the NME that he has been unhappy with 
money procedures for his production and engineering work 
since the start of The Smiths in 1984. Further rumors suggest 
that Morrissey may also be in dispute with Craig Gannon, 
Mike Joyce and Andy Rourke; all former members of The 
Smiths, but who have been working again with the singer since 
last December. Unhappiness over payments has again been 
cited. Gannon has previously revealed disputes he's had with 
Morrissey and Marr, including a claim that he should have 
received a co-songwriting credit for the song "Ask" which was 
a hit single in Britain. But other sources suggest that the three 
former Smiths are more or less content with their new 
arrangement, perhaps even replacing Street as music writers; 
while still fighting for back pay. EMI Records and The Smiths 
old label Rough Trade, refused to comment on the matter, but 
The Smiths' jacket designer, Jo Slee, revealed: "Any 
payments we made were directly to Morrissey and Marr. It was 
then their responsibility to distribute money to Andy, Mike and 
Craig and any producers and engineers." (Including, 
presumably, Street) Prior to the eruption of this dispute, it was 
also rumored that EMI had begun to put pressure on 
Morrissey to change the name of the record to "Interesting 
Thing". The company were also said to be unhappy with 
scenes in the video depicting boys in high-heeled shoes. Now 
with Street's injunction, there is doubt that the record will be 
released at all. 

Meanwhile Johnny Marr has popped up in an unlikely 
collaboration. New Order's Barney Sumner, Pet Shop Boy 
Neil Tennant and Marr were recording together last week, at 
Marr's home studio in Manchester north-west England. The 
artists are apparently demoing some ideas for Sumner's 
proposed solo album. New Order and The Pet Shop Boys 
have mutually admired each other for sometime, although this 
is the first official get together for members from either outfit. 
(The producer Stephen Hague has also worked with both 
artists.) As previously reported in this column, The Pet Shop 
Boys have been collaborating with Liza Minelli - writing and 
producing five tracks on her forthcoming album. As well as 
those songs, Neil Tennant revealed this week that there will 
also be a cover of The Pet Shop Boys' "Rent", a Stephen 
Sondheim song; and as previously mentioned, a cover of 
Tanita Tikaram's "Twist In My Sobriety". 

Simply Red have demanded a full inquiry into a fan's 
allegations that he was beaten up at the band's London 
concert by the security staff at Wembley Arena - as reported 
in last week's "Hard Report". Jim Murray of south London 
claims he was pulled out of the crowd by his hair and beaten 
unconscious by the bouncers after he got up to dance. Police 
and Wembley officials are also holding their own investigation 
into the incident. Simply Red have said they want a thorough 
explanation by all parties involved. In a written statement, they 
continue: "If it turns out to be a genuine cause for complaint, 
the band will have no hesitation in supporting and assisting the 
injured party in bringing action against those concerned." 

This week, The The - AKA Matt Johnson - releases a new 
single in the U.K., "The Beat(en) Generation", from his 
forthcoming album, "Mindbomb", his third(not counting 
"Burning Blue Soul", which was credited to Matt Johnson, not 
The The.). At press time, the album was still a rather guarded 
secret, but there is a substantial contribution from Johnny 
Marr and Sinead O'Conner sings on "Kingdom Of Rain". The 
single, uses the comparison of the beat generation of the fifties 
with our own, rather consumerist youth of the eighties. It's a 

straightforward protest song in a funky mold. "I hate the way 
youth is so accepting of everything." says Johnson. "They 
should be demanding answers. I don't want to be like they 
are; I want to be alive. I don't like that bloated kind of 
contentment most people seem to aim for: Falling asleep in 
their armchairs in front of the television, deadening themselves 
with alcohol, stuffing their faces with animal flesh. That's my 
idea of hell." The latest The The lineup consists of Johnson, 
Marr, a drummer he's worked with before, David Palmer, and 
former Julian Cope bass player James Eller. Of Marr, 
Johnson says: "There's a deep musical empathy between us. 
He probably understands what I'm doing more than anyone 
I've ever worked with." Two weeks ago, Johnson made a 
statement condemning Yusaf Islam's (formerly Cat Stevens) 
position on the Salman Rushdie affair. This week he says that 
might have been a mistake. The complex music and lyrics on 
"Infected", the last album, touched a lot on religious 
fundamentalism, but he says that on "Mindbomb" he wants to 
be relevant closer to home: "I want it to be seen as a reflection 
of today's society, which could be described as the possessive 
society, as opposed to the sixties' permissive society. I want 
it to be heard and appreciated by a lot of people. After Jerry 
Dammers (of The Special AKA) had written 'Free Nelson 
Mandela', he saw some blacks singing it on the news one 
night. I think he said he cried, and that to me seems like the 
ultimate - seeing your song become a hymn. A modern day 
hymn for the people, that must be inspiring." (Quotes from 
"New Musical Express" 25th March, cover story. "Mindbomb" 
is released by CBS in May) 

The Cure release a new album, "Disintegration", in May. 
Co-produced by lead singer Robert Smith and David M. 
Allen, responsible for much of the group's recent work, the 
album has been described by Smith as: "...thematic, written for 
people to sit down and listen to from beginning to end, on their 
own. When we started recording, I wanted the record to have 
an atmosphere of disintegration, but it's more coherent and 
more uplifting to listen to than I thought it would be. We wanted 
it to be at least an hour long - a CD album rather than a side 
one and a side two - because that gives you more time to 
underplay sections, not simply write pop songs. With 'The 
Top' and 'Head On The Door', we crammed everything into 
three minutes, and 'Kiss Me Kiss Me Kiss Me' was more of a 
party record. This one is back to the minimal style of recording, 
like 'Faith'." Smith told "Melody Maker". The first single from 
the album is "Lullaby" scheduled for an April release. After the 
album release, The Cure will embark on a 50 date European 
tour, including the eastern bloc in a bid to play to more than 
600,000 people. The Sugarcubes, The Mission and All 
About Eve will guest on different legs of the tour. 

A band who have anonymously booked 20 nights (!!!) at 
Wembley Arena are believed to be The Rolling Stones, 
although the London venue refuse to confirm or deny this. The 
band are recording their new album with Chris Kimsey at a 
London studio and according to sources there, a summer 
release may be likely. However, other reports suggest that the 
recording is going very slowly, with four of the tracks recorded 
being originally intended for Ron Wood's solo album and 
three other tracks being written solely by Keith Richards. 
Studio technicians have told the music press that the 
atmosphere between Jagger and Richards is " sticky". 
Publicly, the two members of rock's most famous marriage 
have said they would like to tour the album. 

Marc Almond releases a new single, "Only The Moment" next 
week, with a B-side "Real Evil". The 12 inch features a "Blue 
Mosque mix" (??) of "She Took My Soul To Istanbul" also to be 
found on the CD single. The new single follows up his hugely 
successful U.K. number one "Something's Gotten Hold Of My 
Heart" with Gene Pitney, currently the biggest selling single in 
Europe. Almond is also among the artists to be found on a 
new EMI compilation album here in the U.K. called "Head Full 
Of Steam" which retails here for the price of a single. Other 
artists are Goodbye Mr. Mackenzie, Wild Weekend, Bliss, 
New Model Army, Zeke Manyika, The Syndicate, The 
Neighborhood and Diesel Park West.
