Joe Jackson, "Nineteen Forever", A&M•••. 
You can thank a mix up in the shipping department for the early 
arrival (;:if this one, and judging from the OTB response we 
envision a long line at the card store. Immediate air at 42 
reporters, with more than 25% coming in Heavy or higher, and 
a Hard Hundred debut of 53* certainly gets the ball underway 
in fine style. The pre sell regarding Joe's first new studio album 
in five years has KISW's Mike Jones a little confused, "It's a 
thrill to put the new Joe Jackson on the radio, although I must 
admit the ' He's Back' ad campaign has my brow quizzically 
furrowed, where did he go?.... Well, for starters all over the 
musical spectrum. But we can see Mike's point, just because 
a musician experiments and takes chances doesn't mean he's 
in hibernation. Furthermore, we're talking about a man who's 
rung up seven Gold and Platinum albums in his ten year 
recording history. However, when you get right down to it, this 
is the Joe Jackson "sound" that radio has been longing for ---
bright, intelligent and irresistible! As Pam Brooks at WPDH 
reveals, "No matter how nutso things can be, a Joe Jackson 
song always puts some perk in my step. Well, ' Nineteen 
Forever' has me bouncing five feet off the ground".... A tour 
will get underway Stateside in the Summer with at least a nine 
piece lihe-up, and believe it or not--- Joe will be doing a video 
for this tune. 

The Cult, "Sonic Temple", Sire/Reprise.... 
The very first words out of Ian Astbury's mouth on side one tell 
all, "This is where it all ends". This, at first, may seem kind of 
strange considering it's the start of the Lp's first song,"Sun 
King", (not the "Abbey Road" Beatles tune). But we figure what 
Ian means is that the long hard climb to the top is over. The 
Cult have delivered an album that will be massive, both on the 
dial and at the register, count on it. They've combined the 
promise and originality of their Southern Death Cult origins, 
the dynamics and diversity of the "Love" album and the high 
voltage energy of " Electric" into a devastating piece of work. 
"Fire Woman" has things off and running with an incredible 
20-8* HH move, due to 35 more Adds, 26 Increases and a #2 
Most Requested slot with 40 Top 5 phone reports. It would be 
a lot easier to list who's not on this one, since the base is at 
the 173 mark already. But we don't want to embarrass anyone, 
so we won't. We know it's said all the time, but believe it when 
you hear that this track is only the sprinkles on the cone. As 
for the next emphasis cuts, "Sweet Soul Sister" and the 
Sedgwick inspired "Edie (Ciao Baby)" are bound to be the 
second and third shots. For immediate depth we suggest "Sun 
King", the blistering "New York City" and "American Horse". 
But you couldn't lose with "Soul Asylum" or "Automatic Blues" 
either. It wouldn't surprise us if "Sonic Temple" turns out to be 
tlie rock radio album of the year, with The Cult entrenched as 
a solid cornerstone of the format's future. 

The Fabulous Thunderbirds, "Rock This 
Place", CBS Associated.... The chords A-D-E are 
without a doubt the most used in the history of rock and roll. 
Everyone from Chuck Berry onward has explored every 
possible combination of incorporating this trio of barre chords. 
Countless classic tunes have these three little Indians as their 
main ingredient, and numerous never weres have plucked this 
primary progression as well. So how can you possibly breathe 
new life into a chord sequence that has obviously been used 
and abused like no other? The answer is as simple as A-B-C 
---- hand the guitar to Jimmie Vaughn. Stevie's older sibling is 
a master at the understated, economic and shining clean 
approach to the six string love machine. He bends, pulls, 
coaxes and caresses notes from his axe with unparalleled 
precision and polish. On "Rock This Place", Jimmie manages 
to make that fretboard triad seem brand spankin' new. Along 
with the powerhouse throat of Kim Wilson, this lead off to the 
"Powerful Stuff' album is a potent example of what the T-Birds 
are all about---- good time rock and roll. The Top 5 
performance of the title tune, from it's inclusion on the 
"Cocktail" soundtrack, tells us the audience is always ready for 
some new material from these boys. But it's the advance 
romance of fans like Bobby Reno at WCKW, "The Fabulous 
T-Birds are ass kicking rock n' roll---I'm excited!".... And KISS' 
Tom Scheppke, "Can't wait to Add the new T-Birds, this could 
be their biggest one yet!".... That really seals the deal. 

k 1 0 • om Come, " Do You Like It",  
eo y•or.... Has it really been over 400 days since "Get It 
On" erupted request lines with the same level of insanity as 
Tipper Gore at a Dead Kennedys concert? To say Kingdom 
Come burst on the scene is a bit of an understatement, 
exploded comes a little closer, but is still short of the mark. 
Their debut album eclipsed Platinum with over a million in 
sales, and their live performances were attended by more than 
double that number over the last year. The level of anticipation 
regarding their sophomore release is as intense as that of 
many of the format's tried and true superstars. Could these 
guys possibly miss a beat with the same people who were 
falling over each other with superlatives just a short time ago? 
No way! Get with the program campers, the core don't care 
about this stuff----they just wanna rock! This first taste of "In 
Your Face" will prove once and for all that Lenny Wolf and 
company possess the original riffs required to raise any roof. 
Leave the small talk to others and let your audience decide for 
you. Our bet is that those phones will be doing double demo 
somersaults quicker than you can say "backannounce"

as the "Great Female Explosion" at AOR, a terrific debut was 
released by a trio known as Concrete Blonde. It's quite 
possible that Johnette Napolitano was the last recipient of that 
classic programmer response, "I have to be very careful how 
many females I play'. Nonetheless, with strong material like 
"True", "Dance Along The Edge" and the expletive deleted 
version of "Still In Hollywood", Concrete Blonde managed to 
sell just shy of 100,000 units. Not too shabby by any means. 
A few positive things have changed since the time of their 
debut, other than the obvious female success at the format. 
There's a new member on board in the person of bassist Alan 
Bloch, freeing Johnette up for even more vocal duty, but more 
importantly there's a grittier musical approach. This initial 
offering from "Free" has one of the hookiest "Peter Gunn" bass 
lines in recent memory, and the unique, sultry delivery of 
Johnette is very much in evidence. "God Is A Bullet" is already 
on air at KUPD, KROQ and MTV, not to mention the others who 
won't admit to airing the preview cassette. WPDH's Pam 
Brooks envisions a bright future, "Another hot, hot, hot band 
fronted by a scorching female is Concrete Blonde. They've 
been a big fave for me ever since the first release. I knew their 
climb would continue, and thanks to the early listen my ears 
are into it".

TP rips out of the box and lands at 5* in the first 
week of Hard Hundred eligibility, and more than 50% of the 
initial Adds are in the Heavy or higher category! Already a 
Top 5 phoner performer at KFMF, KOZZ, KTYD, WBLM, 
WEOX, WFYV, WMAD, WONE and WRDU, with radio raves 
a mile long. Let's start with some gossip and innuendo 
from Mike Jones at KISW, "Although Sky is permanently 
banned from Tom Petty's home, (something about 
throwing up all over a lawn jockey), he's not banned from 
jamming to the head Heartbreaker's records. In Seattle, 
'Final Four Fever' is about to be replaced with ' Full Moon 
Fever'".... A comparison from WBLM's Robin Mathieu, "It 
sounds a lot like Bob Dylan, but that doesn't have to be a 
negative. In fact it's great to hear Tom stretching when it 
comes to his personal style".... Curt Cartier at KEZE 
continues with a warning, " If you don't think this record is 
a bona fide smash, then I'm here to tell you ' gullible' isn't 
in the latest edition of VVebster's Dictionary".... Finally we'll 
let WDVE's Anthony Alfonsi sum up with his usual to the 
point directness, " It's a perfect blend of the Wilburys meet 
the Heartbreakers. We've been waiting for this record 
since January and it has been well worth the wait"....

Stray Cats, " Blast Off" EMI.... The return of the 
Cats will be fully appreciated after one romp through this 
rockabilly filled longplayer. The teaser taste of "Bringing It 
Back Again" has sent up a significant warning flare, and is 
currently at #31 on the Hard Hundred. "Bring" bopped on the 
air at a hundred with Increases this week from 91X, WAPL, 
WRCN and WYBB---- And WEZX still getting Top 5 phones. 
We expect to see significant action on album cuts in the 
coming week, as the on boarders shore up on needed depth. 
This Dave Edmunds produced return has a cabin load to 
choose from. First and foremost, direct your attention to the 
toe tappin' tribute to Vincent and Cochrane, "Gene And Eddie". 
It comes complete with a built in contest--- Name That Tune! 
Using lyrics and licks from a catalog that includes "Be Bop A 
Lula", "Summertime Blues", Something Else", "Race With The 
Devil", "Blue Jean Bop", "Twenty Flight Rock" and "C'Mon 
Everybody", it's a rock and roll heaven call to arms. That's just 
a portion of the songs that are incorporated into it! If your 
looking for a little audience inter-action, and a whole lot of fun--
this is the place to start. Other highlights include "Rockin' All 
Over The Place", "Rockabilly Rules" and "Everybody Needs 
Rock And Roll" on the uptempo side, "Gina" for middle ground 
and "Nine Lives" for a very interesting change of pace. 

The Cure, "Fascination Street", Elektra.... 
With a bass line beginning that sounds like an inverted "Ball Of 
Confusion", the always inventive Robert Smith led Cure give 
us a glimpse into "Disintegration". Already familiar due to 
exposure on the soundtrack to "Say Anything", this is a 
different version/mix, and it edits the two minute instrumental 
intro down to a much more manageable length. "Just Like 
Heaven" opened quite a few ears at AOR to this long time 
leader of the Alternative charts. The Platinum sales of the "Kiss 
Me, Kiss Me, Kiss Me" double set, not to mention the near Gold 
performance of "The Head On The Door', have proved the 
sales power of this band. What many newcomers to the Cure 
may not be aware of, is their earlier more moody/atmospheric 
recordings like "Faith" and "Seventeen Seconds". With 
"Fascination Street", they have blended that past feel with the 
more accessible pop of their recent releases. No matter which 
way you slice it, this is a band you should be dealing with. 
Already added at 32 including WXRT, WFNX, KBCO, 91X, 
KBOY, WHFS, WHTG and VVVVV, and the Hard Hundred 
shows an 83* entry. As for the anticipated audience reaction, 
how about the fact that 25% of the stations on board have 
received Top 5 phones in only the first week of play! 

Joe Satriani, "One Big Rush", WTG.... This new entry from the Satch man can be found on the soundtrack to 
"Say Anything", and the word is that programmers are chomping at the bit to get it on the air. Frankly, there are guys out there 
who woad play Joe if he was recorded on wax paper, so it ain't no great shakes to say the we expect major out of the box action 
in the week ahead for this heir apparent to the guitar god throne. Joe has showed us all that you don't need vocals to get the 
registers and phones ringing, and this new one will continue his genre busting momentum. The Jeff Beck comparisons are 
inevitable for any guitarist in this framework, but unlike most, Joe holds up to the stiff competition of such a comparison. Come 
to think of it, "One Big Rush" would make a dynamite segue with "Freeway Jam", front or back. The tune is used in two high 
profile, important scenes in the movie, and was written and produced by Joe himself. His favored son status with the format at 
large has been underscored by a raft of Awards and Accolades for his guitar work that must add spice to all those big paydays 
out on the road with Mick Jagger. When you're looking for the new face of rock and roll guitarists, just check out Ma Satriani's 
Family Album. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Lou Reed, "Busload Of Faith", Sire.... The 
"New York" album has been met with the expected critical 
salvos, and on the strength of "Dirty Blvd.", it's past the 360,000 
mark in sales. The second dip for radio is "Busload", and the 
faithful are already 20 stations strong and talking in tongues. 
New Adds from KFMH, KRXQ, KRZQ, KZAP, WDRE, WHFS 
and WMDK along with steady action from the likes of WNEW, 
KBCO (Heavy!), KILO, WRCN (Heavy!), WDHA, WBRU, KEZE, 
91X and others have resulted in a Hard Hundred debut of 96*. 
There's no doubt that Uncle Lou will have another Gold record 
on the wall now that the official first Add week is upon us. As 
with the rest of the album, the lyrics are really the story, and 
"Busload" gets Lou another A for "Attitude". This is sort of his 
continuation of John Lennon's "God", with the kind of 
"Murphy's Law" outlook that permeates the emotions of many 
residents of the Big Apple. Musically, this album is one of the 
most pure, listenable efforts encountered in a long, long time. 
The acoustic and electric guitar interplay, and the brilliant 
production are an audiophille's dream date, with Mr. Reed as 
chauffeur and tour guide. He's just finished a triumphant run 
on Broadway, and we suggest attending when the this 
legend's limo rolls through your town. 

Jp Tua Nua, "Seven Into The Sea",  
virgin.... This new Paul Fox remix of one of the highlights 
from "The Long Acre", has given us another chance to expose 
one of the best bands to ever emerge from the Emerald Isle. 
The lead,vocals of Leslie Dowdall generates a warm glow that 
demands the airplay flame that many less deserving females 
are currently receiving. In Tua Nua have long been treated with 
respect and RPM's at the Alternative/College level, and as we 
see more and more, that trial ground is key to the development 
of new and important acts for the format's future. in this 
instance the music is deeply rooted in the same rich tradition 
that has marked the work of countrymen Van Morrison, The 
Chieftains and the earlier days of U2. The track "All I Wanted" 
did receive a fair amount of airplay, but we feel nowhere near 
the level its style and substance merited. Don't make the same 
mistake with "Seven Into The Seas", this will pull the string with 
those upper demos if you give it a fair shot. 

Vixen, "Love Made Me", EMI.... These lovely 
and talented ladies are still on the concert whirlwind, and 
judging from the 600,000 in sales, most would think the USA 
liked what they've seen. That's not the case! Not that Vixen 
hasn't been getting great reviews, quite the opposite, it's just 
that the audiences overseas are the ones they've been playing 
to. Now that the tour bus is starting to roll on a Stateside route, 
we can only imagine the kind of retail damage this quartet will 
do by the time they hit the end of the trail in August. "Love 
Made Me" was picked by many to be the crossover smash from 
the album, and one listen will explain why. We hear a bit of the 
same hook-o-rama that "You Give Love A Bad Name" 
contained, especially in the chorus department. Strong 
vocals, a killer keyboard line and super bright production make 
this one perfect for dashboard pounding. And you know the 
video will be all over the tube. You've already experienced 
success with "Cryin" and "Edge Of A Broken Heart", now it's 
time for early air on this sure shot CHR smash. 

Pr, John Rickig_ Lee Jones, "Makin'  
Warner Bros.... For his first new 

record in what seems like ages, Mac Rebennack takes on a 
standard that has been recorded by everyone from Eddie 
Cantor to Mel Torme. The only rock artist we can recall waxing 
this previously was Harry Nilsson. This version definitely holds 
true to the tune's original mood, with perhaps a touch of the 
Basie Band doing The Chairman's "That's Life". Hey, we know 
this won't be for everyone, but if it's a touch of class in the mix 
your looking for --- this is the tune. Trading verses with the 
good Doctor is none other than Rickie Lee, making her first 
vinyl appearance since her outstanding contribution to the Rob 
Wasserman album of more than a year ago, (Yo! Rickie---
where's that new album?). Produced by veteran jazz 
knobmeister, Tommy Li Puma, who's early rock credits include 
Dave Mason's Blue Thumb material, "Whoopie" is taken from 
Dr. John's forthcoming "In A Sentimental Mood" album. The 
whole package is due at the end of the month, and because 
of Mac's history at the format , the "Bunny Bunch" have decided 
to service AOR along with Jazz and New Age(!?!), so have 
some fun and give it a spin.

House Of Freaks, "Sun Gone Down", Rhino.... We've been testifying to the power of this two man band 
ever since we caught an earful of their excellent debut last year. Songs like "Black Cat Bone" and the Lennon-esque "40 Years" 
were the talk of the Alternative world, and in some sectors broke through to the mainstream airwaves. Bryan Harvey and Johnny 
Hott are indeed a live duo that sound like a full scale band, as anyone who witnessed their opening slot for Midnight Oil will attest. 
Harvey's voice is made for AOR, and you won't find a harder hitter or better technician than drummer Hott. "Sun" shines on with 
a 97-94* move on this week's Hard Hundred, thanks to new air at VVXRT, WMDK and more, and Increases at WHFS and KCPR. 
The steady action from stations like KBCO, KFMH, KTAO, WBRU, WFNX, WOXY, VVVVV and others are really just the beginning 
of what should be a full blown airplay blitz. We've said it before, but if this record was on a major label, you'd be all over it. Listen 
to what we mean, when you call the Hard Report this week that track on hold will be the selfsame House Of Freaks "Sun Gone 
Down". Check it out and see if this song doesn't belong at the top of your next music meet runsheet. 

IMPACT TRACKS 
Living Colour, "Open Letter To A Landlord", Epic.... On all counts, the track record on this project reads 

in a manner befitting the label. Nothing in the recent past of the format has better outlined how an act, 
infused with talent and a vision beyond the norm, can be nurtured along the not always smooth road to 
format acceptance. This week the payoff comes in the form of 61 new players swelling the growth curve 
of "Open Letter..." to an astounding 94-37* on the Hard Hundred. Reporters like KTXQ, KXRX, WIOT, 
WKLS, WLAV, WCMF, WMMR, WNOR and WLZR have all joined the chorus with better than 50% of our 
reporters in a Medium or better rotation already. At KMJX, David Allen Ross is among the faithful, "My 
favorite track of the week. We are going with the edit, no a cappella - straight into the rock and roll. It 
is definitely going to work." Increased rotation at KISW comes quick, ditto an up at WIZN that follows 
top five phone status right out of the chute. Out West in Spokane, KEZE's Curt Cartier is checking in 
with some major seismic twitches, "I've heard 'Open Letter' at least 25 times and each spin still registers 
8.5 on the Goosebump Scale", and WLVQ's Wendy Steele knows a phenom when she sees it, "Living 

Colour definitely put on a vibrant performance on Saturday Night Live." Heavy players include KLBJ, KNCN, WHCN and KFMH, 
with the phones already barking at WFYV. With a rolling total of 80 on and no end to their momentum, it looks like the hottest 
band of last Summer could take the crown two years running. Or as Ty "Big Beat" Banks puts it at KQWB, "Their uniquely 
entrancing beat metal is one of the hottest things to happen since Van Halen's debut." 

Treat Her Right, "A Picture Of The Future", RCA.... The rumblings on this one have been shaking plaster 
in six Northeastern states and it looks like things are about to ignite from sea to shining etc., etc.... Of 
31 reporters we are proud to track a sizable contingent of Left Worlders like KRXQ, KTCL, KTYD, KXRX 
and KZAP pitching in with a national reaction that is sizing up to be massive in the very near future. This 
bi-coastal start up shows how things have changed since these boys rode a re-released indie pressing 
into a real deal with Nipper and the promise of much more to come. Word on the circuit is that the band 
is straining at the leash to get going and their much lauded live work remains juiced to the walls and 
ready to rock. Back in the Colonies the band is known for delivering in a big way and this time out is no 
exception. Check those insta-adds on WCCC, WBLM, WDHA, WBCN, WFNX, WAQY, WGIR, WAAF, 
WHCN, WIZN and WHEB... Excuse me, but this looks like a lock already! Now it's time to kick in those 
rotations and ignite the Great Midwest and that debut at 73* is just the beginning of a major run at the 
format. 

The Fixx, " Precious Stone", RCA.... If doubts had existed, they have been chased far and fast. After a layoff filled 
with concern about the band's ability to maintain that rare level of quality and intensity that has marked 
their previous work, the Fia-masters have served noticed that they are definitely back. The lead off 
from this potent album is credited with the best single performance by a record in the first quarter of '89. 
That time out the no( remained in the Top Five for a full eight weeks with "Driven Out"! This time around 
the track we see "Precious Stone" doubling the totals with 26 adds including KATT, KSHE, KXRX, KRQR, 
WFYV, KKDJ, KITS, WMAD and WEQX. Nothing could better signal this troupe's return to dominance 
than their rip and shred 83-50* job being done on the chart. Heavy play is being tracked early on at 
KBCO, CILQ, KFMH and WGIR and the green light is out on this one for anyone who cares to join the 
race. Continued airplay support on early believers like KSJO, WLAV, KEZO, KTYD, KRXQ, WPYX and 
KRZQ all point the way to another big gainer in the next few weeks.

THHE REPORT IMPACT TRACKS 

Saraya, "Love Has Taken Its Toll", Polydor.... The amount of steam in this little lady's boiler is blowing that 
whistle from San Diego to Portland (Maine that is), and we smell a smash coming down the rails. This 
single virtually defines the term Impact Track with 22 adds this week and a building pattern of 32-21* on 
the Hard Hundred. This 100% pure, straight to the heart, format burner is going strong with no end in 
sight and a working total of 131 stations on. Make no mistake, this pre-warmed jigger of Jersey elixir 
still goes down smooth with just the right amount of kick at the end. Another key ingredient in Impact 
Track performance is the ability to sustain. Well, on that front you can join us in saluting a song that has 
not had a single decrease or drop in reporting status yet. The speed and trajectory on this one is 
unmistakable, we are faced with one of those big left field, band-from-nowhere hits that makes the 
medium so special in the first place. Count on one fact, Mr. and Mrs. Programmer, this track will still be 
surfacing as a strong contender in your core library well into the '90s. 

Big Barn Boo, "Shooting From My Heart", MCA.... The approach is scathingly honest. The result is is 
predictably warm and uplifting. And the all important airplay is starting to pile up impressively as well. 
It's an old story, but a good one. Two guys armed with an uncanny sense of harmony and some good 
feeling guitar work have always been essential to the pop music spectrum. Whether it was John and 
Paul, Phil and Don or Paul and Art, the point is that this sort of music works on a lot of levels, all of them 
very positive from the looks of this stellar debut. A 42-33* move on the Hard Hundred this week doesn't 
lie. Neither do those adds on KBCO, WNOR, KEZE, WFBQ, KILO, WAAF, KTXQ and KWHL or the early 
increases at KTYD, KMOD, KSQY and KRXQ. The band is fast becoming a tastemaker in a number of 
markets and that MN exposure is starting to build cross demo points as well. Up North, CFNY is just 
the tip of the iceberg when it comes to Heavy airplay, more will definitely follow. Armed with those 
playinum grade harmonies custom built for the radio, how can these two guys help but make huge 
inroads in the States this summer? 

Sandmen, "House In The Country", A&M.... The buzz is definitely out on this band and it is industry wide. 
That 95-81* move on the HH this week reflects new play from WBCN, WROV, KOAS and KZRR, joining 
players like WLAV, WDHA, KMOD, VVYBB and KBOY and adding to the story that has surrounded this 
band as, perhaps, the best sounding debut of '89. Currently in the country on a promotional push, these 
guys are making friends and converts wherever they go. Check the band out if they get close enough 
to invite into the shop and do yourself a favor and pull that record out for a second and third listen. The 
Sandmen have a sound and approach that draws on the most basic elements of rock and roll without 
sounding too derivative as a result. Their interpretations on themes familiar to one and all makes for an 
intriguing combination of the gritty and the sensuous, all at the same time. And don't fret that Danish 
visa. The band doesn't sound any more "European" than "Jimmy Jack Bob and His Zydeco Zither'. The 
vocals are crisp and there is no trace of the phonetic singing that plagues so many German imports. 
No, these Danes have complete mastery of the tongue and a sure feel when it comes to their instruments 

which, luckily for us, are very electric. The album is a complete piece of work, no seams or cracks, truly an auspicious debut for 
all concerned.

Michael Thompson Band, "Can't Miss", 
Geffen.... After a monstrous start up week, the add count 
keeps on building strong and steady with 16 new players the 
likes of KGON, WKLS, WRQK, WHJY, KRZQ, WEZX, KTYD, 
KWHL and WCCC contributing to that 67-51* move this week. 
From the atmospheric windup, (Dr. Segue Likes It!), to those 
simple but precisely delivered eight note guitar phrases, this 
little rock and roll package is tight as they come. The general 
consensus pegs this track as a genuine slice of fresh face rock 
and roll, perfect for the new music cavity in those well tended 
core molars. Check those screen credits on the dental 
hygiene film, "These guys can't miss and neither can you if you 
get on this one", so sez the right honourable Tom T-Bone 
Scheppke from KISS. Or, "A great piece of work. We love 
that big guitar sound and this band has it in abundance", 
according to KEZO's Bruce McGregor. With increased 
airplay at KILO, KBOY, WAPL and WLZR and a total of 50 
stations on, you just gotta believe that MTB's bullseye action 
is just getting underway. 

Marchello, " First Love", Epic.... Prodigies are 
by a class by themselves, but here's one who went on to further 
distinguish himself. Gene has wisely invested the familial talent 
into a project that will profit him for years down that rock n' roll 
highway. The name of the album is "Destiny", and that pretty 
much nails the son of Pepe's confidence in his strummin' 
abilities. 63-55* this week on the Hard Hundred, and picked 
up by KISS, KSJO, WKLS, WKQZ and WRIK, and increased by 
KXBR, WAPL and WDHA. WRIK's Craig Bradley, "The 
Marchello lead track is almost all hook from start to finish. A 
truly strong piece of work worth watching."... Jeff Ivan at 
KFMX waxes, ' Marchello is a band that everybody should be 
looking at. Gene is such a hot kid and the phones will really 
start to buzz when 'First Love' hits the air this week. If you're 
looking for a second track for some reason, might I suggest 
the title track. It's got this killer hook and one of the best, if not 
the best, solos I've heard this year." 

n' cryin', " Honeysuckle Blue",  
Island.... The observations are typical. "Hey, they play 
lotsa diff'rent stuff?" true ' nuff pal and, yes, that does make 
them a tad untidy when it comes to the ol' pigeonhole function 
on your Selector. Well, how conveeeeeenient for you. Wake 
up and sniff the mango. Mix and match applies to a lot more 
than just vests and leisure suits, bubba. In this case, what you 
end up with is more than just the sum of any basic collection 
of parts. The band has a built in base in any town where people 
go to school past the 12th grade, but they will also blend in 
extremely well as a solid player in your day to day rotation. Try 
it between The Cult and Traveling Wilburys and you've got a 
roundtrip express ticket to Segue Heaven. And when they 
blow into your community with R.E.M., watch your phones and 
retail take a nudge towards buzzband status. New this week 
at KOAS, KOWB, KRNA, KTCL and WNOR, with increases from 
WIXV and WMDK and a HH debut at 100*. 

Extreme, "Kid Ego.., We were graced by 
the presence of A&M's Stu Goldberg who brought the band by 
for some down home South Jersey schmoozing and a 
delightfully amusing interview with Chris Black (look for it to 
surface within her section in weeks to come). The laughter 
echoed within our little log-like walls, and the boys proved that 
their energy flows quicksilver through both their instruments 
and their demeanor. All puns aside from their adverb-like 
name, they take on all the power they can handle from a 
number of styles and condense the conflagration it into one 
dandy, funky little bag of relentlessly happenin' music. The 
first cut from their eponymous album grabs 6 more stations, 
KRZQ, KZEW, KZRR, WNCS, WRIK and WZBH for a total of 31 
calls and a HH showing of 48-42*.

"Fun & Games" 
takes all the clever turns of, say, the Trump Game and injects 
an attitude of self-humor that our pal Stinky just can't bear to 
rub noses with. WZBH's Jeni Gipe gets downright 
enthusiastic, "I'm happy to say we finally have room this week. 
for The Connells' Something To Say'.... this song is so 
catchy!"... If you've previously confused all 
midwestern/southern bands as inbred clones, the joke is on 
you, alas. The Connells have carved out their own special 
niche in the quirky pop spectrum with many more conversions 
hovering in the wings. The album is deep as a post deadline 
sleep and the songs that these refreshingly American artists 
have crafted will stand up to repeated examination, no 
problem. New this week at KRZQ, KZEW, KZRR, WNCS, WRIK 
and WZBH, and steady play from 91X, KJQN, KTCL, WMDK, 
WHIG, WFNX, WHFS, WRDU and WROV. On the Hard 
Hundred 87-77* this week, and paced like this, it'll be in the 
upper echelons in no time at all. 

Choirboys, "Run To Paradise", WTG.... The 
latest entry into the Australian sweeps moves steadily along at 
36* with new play from KCAL, KMJX and VVWTR, with steady 
Heavy play from KFMU, KGB, KRIX, WAAF, WAPL, WCCC, 
WDHA, WEBN and WHIG. WTG is to be commended on 
snagging a Top 40 record right out of the starting gates, 
especially in the ever-shrinking label pie (small slices are no 
fun, by any means) Weaned on the harsh club atmosphere of 
their homeland and poised on the brink of wide (double wide, 
like a trailer) spread success, this band has a tempered vision 
of their potential. Not to say that they're about to let the spoils 
of fame pass them by like a dusty hitchhiker on the interstate, 
they're prepared to grip it and take their deserved status firmly 
by the teeth. They're survivors with an all out rock attack and 
enough juice to give an entire format whiplash. So, no matter 
what your mom told you, slam on the breaks and pick this 
troupe up. While you're at it, offer 'ern a smoke and a brewski 
for the ride. 

Jimi Hendrix, "Radio One", Rykodisc.... 
This is one artist who needs no intro, whose searing work has 
remained unchallenged since the day the original vinyl 
grooves were pressed. Retro-mania has surged back up to 
the pinnacles of super chic behavior. How else could you 
explain the resurgence of Wrestling or the interest in body 
painting over at Marrone's house? Luckily there are some 
more substantial remnants of the day-glo decade and now, 
with the emergence of decay-proof digital sound, the full glory 
of Jimi's impassioned genius reveals itself. What? And you 
still want to keep him in the backroom? For shame, o' fret 
breath. The studs at the Ryko ranch ought to be commended 
for their key strategy combining the "state of the art" in hi-fi 
audio with one of the cornerstones of the entire guitar god 
syndrome. Both "Day Tripper' and "Hound Dog" rack up a 
combined total of 25 Adds from KEZE, KFMG, KLCX, WIXV, 
WIZN, WTKI and VVWRX, with continued Heavy play from 
WCCC. With the microphone is KLCX's Steve Becker, "The 
Jimi Hendrix "Radio One" project has kept us active on the 
phones with inquiries from our listeners. The X has been 
featuring it over the last week or so with emphasis on ' Day 
Tripper' and 'Hound Dog'. You can't go wrong with Jimi for 
image." 

Alannah Myles, "Love Is", Atlantic.... One 
listen and you just know that this lady is bound for more than 
just the solid brick wall of AOR support. Grooming is the key 
word, and after the way she's prepped her career, even before 
that major label deal, (which must have set some Olympian 
speed record), "star' is written all over her fine facial features. 
Mach speed multi-format smashes are hardly uncommon 
these days, and you know how out of the blue they can go. 
The CHR crossover's funky sidestep matches this tune's 
backbeat perfectly and makes it a prime candidate for an early 
add in markets where the CHR/AOR dynamic is particularly 
fierce. In the first week out we read 11 adds from KBOY, KRNA, 
KSQY, KZEW, KZOQ, WBAB, WCMF, WIMZ, WSTZ, WWTR 
and VVYBB with some hometown play already from CILQ. 
Alannah has been writing since her wee pre-pubescent years 
and her skill has matured as well as her physical self. Her 
longtime collaboration with David Tyson and Christopher 
Ward has cultivated an album's worth of original songs that 
defy description. Don't wait for Atlantic to knock at someone 
else's door before you take another glance at this, feel your 
foot bouncing and get this on the air. 

ÇracJc The Sky, "From The Greenhouse",  
Grudge.... Hey, man, why should we be petulant when 
there's the effervescent Jeni Gipe at WZBH saying, "You're 
not playing "From The Greenhouse"?! C'mon, this will be an 
AOR staple in a few years."... We couldn't have taken a better 
tone of voice ourselves, Jeni. On at almost 40 stations, 
"Greenhouse" picks ups new plays from KEYJ, WAQX, WEQX, 
WIYY and WRIK and increases from KFMG, KXRX, WDHA and 
WZBH. KRQU, WDVE, WTPA are among some playing it in 
Heavy, and KISS and WZBH report Top Five phones. In fact 
the reports are strong from numerous markets that this is a 
record only requiring exposure to guarantee strong audience 
reaction. Not many tunes can claim that distinction. The 
knack of winning long term in this game is all in the follow 
through, and these gents are no novices at delivering on that 
score.

As that great actor Babalooey used to 
say, "Ho-oo-Id on there, Quicks 
Draw!" Before reading any further, do 
yourself a favor and dig out the album 
from Noiseworks that's most likely in 

a pile on your 
desk. O.K., 
you got it? 
Now do the 
smart thing 
and check it 
out. This is 
one of the 
most suc-

cessful bands Down Under, and the 
reason is quality songs. The first em-
phasis track is "Touch" and it really is 
a beauty. Expect the Columbia crew 
to get behind this with the same level 
of commitment that saw Midnight Oil 
emerge from the shadows. The 
similarity of the two bands is not so 
much a musical one, although pas-
sion and intensity, in regard to craft 
and execution, are common ground. 
Produced by Chris Kimsey, (Stones, 
Psychedelic Furs, The Cult and too 
many more to list), the album tracks 
to audition are "Simple Man" (not the 
Graham Nash song), "Chained", "I 
Can't Win" and "Voice Of Reason". 
This is great stuff that has definite 
crossover, cross-demo potential. The 
album has already spawned two Top 
5 hits in their native land, and don't be 
surprised if the same happens here.... 
More on Mac --- The producer credit 
alone on Paul McCartney's "Flowers 
In The Dirt" reads like a "who's who" of

And among 
the players 

joining Elvis Costello as backing 
musicians are; Robbie McIntosh

The date of arrival has been changed 
to May 10, and all signs point to a 
solid body of work.... Neal Schon's 

first solo 
album should 
be in the mail-
box soon, it's 
called "Late 
Night" on 
Columbia 
Records. No 
matter what 

your opinion is of Journey, one thing 
that can't be denied is the man's 

chops. He has been one of the most 
respected guitarists from a musician's 
standpoint for a long time. Not many 
get to play lead guitar alongside Car-
los Santana, especially at the age of 
15! This is a wide ranging affair in the 
way of style, but the track "I'll Cover 

You" was co-written with Glen 
Budnick and should do well at AOR. 
In fact, it sounds quite a bit like a tune 
that should have been a Top 10 for 
Glen called "I'll Follow You". The 

album shifts include"Beck-esque" in-
strumentals and even "Wave-like" 

tunes, that let Neal shine in a variety of 
settings.... April 15th will bring a new 
10,000 Maniacs album from Elektra, 
titled "World In Motion". Natalie Mer-
chant and the boys are a band on the 

rise, and the acceptance of "In My 
Tribe" at AOR was a welcome breath 
of fresh air. Once again produced by 
Peter Asher, but Michael Stipe does 
not reprise his guest role.... Fasten 
your seatbelts for a return visit to the 
unique world of the amazing Adrian 
Belew. His new album will be truly 

solo, with Mr. Wizard himself handling 
all the instruments, save for Danny 
Thompson's bass on one track 

("1967"--- A great tune!). Adrian has 
been part of some of the most innova-

tive bands of the last decade, 
including the "big band" Talking 
Heads and the last incarnation of 
King Crimson. His solo albums 

"Twang Bar King" and especially "The 
Lone Rhino" have been personal 

favorites since their release. His invol-
vement with childhood pals the Bears 
was strictly a "band" thing, and with 

"Mr. Music Head" on Atlantic 
Records, he returns to the solo spot-
light. The album contains his best 
ever radio material, like "Oh Daddy" 

which features his young daughter on 
vocals and questions. She asks 

things like, "Oh Daddy, when are you 
gonna make it real big?", "Oh Daddy, 
are you gonna make a million bucks?" 

and "Are you gonna put on some 
stretch pants?! This one will bring a 
smile to the face of everyone, and as 
expected the music is equal to the 

man's enormous talent. Actually, the

The New 
Model Army have recently released a 
new album on Capitol Records called

ANOTHER SONY SENSATION? 
The news in LA has been hot and heavy about a potential deal 
going down between Sony and MCA that could see a major 
reorientation in the structure of the entertainment 
conglomerate, if true. The principals at both ends of the 
reputed negotiations have strenuously denied that any 
discussions have taken place but reports on a local news 
station and subsequent print allegations in both America and 
Japan cast the entire scenario in doubt. Locals with an ear to 
the ground have told us that chances are very strong that 
something is going on that could see the MCA empire 
changing hands, if not to Sony, then to somebody else with 
sufficient cash and interest in purchasing an instantaneous 
foothold in the mega billion dollar entertainment industry.

The Cult "Sonic Temple" (Sire/ 
Re prise) Act four. Scene one. A colorful, orange sun-
set floods the sky and the world begins to rock. Since 
"Electric" jolted and enlightened an indifferent mainstream 
to the shocking power of The Cult, a question mark 
remained after the excitement died down. Is this band for 
real?. Soon after, singer Ian Astbury and guitarist Billy 
Duffy moved west and began cultivating the prodigious 
sounds that make "Sonic Temple" the band's most consis-
tent and dynamic release to date. It combines the refined 
tones of the pre-Rubin era and the punch and crunch of 
producer Rick's aggressive style. The album's fluctuating 
intensity only enhances the overall writing improvements, 
as the songs pull you in many directions yet never lose 
touch with the trademark sound we've become so fond of. 
Their previous work consisted mainly of a few outstanding 
tracks per album, but "Sonic Temple' is a true victory be-
cause of its overall impact.

(U N I) This unique pairing of wits and talent happened when 
two solo acoustic performers (one Canadian and one British) 
met at a bus station while touring America. The result was a 
chemical reaction definitely steers pop music in a new and 
countrified commercial direction. Shark and Simon fuse their 

ambitious guitars with a mild touch of orchestration, into an 
uplifting song spree, one that will spread like wild fire if it gains 
the exposure it so richly deserves. For a record that sounds

Heart", "Dream Song" and the riveting rhythm of "What's 

Bigger Than Life" are a dazzling dose of their precision 
harmonies and flowing melody patterns that will keep you 
humming, not bumming. 

Treat Her Right "Tied To The Tracks" 
(RCA) Riding high on the northeastern exposure that put 
this band on the map, Treat Her Right returns with more of the 

dense, blues-guitar licks that sizzled on last year's debut. Put 
on your cheap sunglasses and swing down to a smoke-filled 
room near you. It's very likely that the crowd will be swaying 
to the slow-stepping twang and harmonica that floods the 

halls. Lyrics that echo tried and true themes of baby, you're 
breakin' my heart and don't you ever leave me are a staple for 
their newfangled approach, and visions of blue jeans and 

cocktail jackets are not too far off in the distance. The sultry 
moods and layers of distortion add texture, which makes it 
easy to detect an air of familiarity in the music, but more 
difficult to compare this Boston band to any other. Southern 

fried rock is a good frame of reference, but their songs are not 

outside the progressive scope either. All of this leaves Mark 
Sandman's smooth vocals and David Champagne's wily 
guitar sounds open to the admiration of young and old. 

Produced by Don Gehman, this album cruises along like a 
classic Chevy, plotting the time line of styles dating all the way 

back to when Elvis was in diapers, and rebounding to the 
present. Dig in to "Junkyard", "Marie", "Tied To The Tracks" 
"Back Door" and the single "Picture Of The Future". 

The Swimming Pool Q's "World War Two 
Point Five" ( DB/Capitol) This Atlanta based band 
has survived the tumbling transitions, being tagged as new 
wave to standing in the shadow of R.E.M. and other tugs and 

bumps in their long yet musically fruitful career. The original 
team of Jeff Calder and Bob Elsey persevered, and the 

Swimming Pool Q's are entering a new phase and a new 

decade. On the most thought provoking album yet, Jeff's 
lyrics seize you with cynicism, make you brood a little and then 
send you into the future with hope of reaching the promised 

land. His potent ideas and personal reflections make "World 
War Two Point Five" all the more compelling, because he 

draws you in so close to the callous reality of life that you walk 
away feeling like someone just bruised your conscience. He 
sings with experience, yet tongue-in-cheek humor breaks the 

tension and draws away that gray cloud to let the sun shine 

in. Elsey's electric guitar cracks like thunder and pierces the 

moment with high pitched notes that target emotions and 
keep your thoughts racing. "I'd Rather Feel This Pain (Than 

Be Nowhere)" reels with southern charm and a haunting 
chorus; and the ironic tone of "You Don't Wanna Grow Up (To 

Be Like That)" grinds with grow up/blow up word play that 

really shakes the foundation. The Common Years" echoes 
with a rich landscape of strings that makes this song an easy 
single choice, while "Sweet Reward" pours its reflections out 
with finesse, a Pool Q's trait from day one.

In the AOR zone, the "Kid" 
is windin' up with moves to 42* on the Hard Hundred and 45* on Album Impact. BUT, over here on the dark side of the room the 
record is rocketing up our Hard Hitters chart with a 10 point leap up 28 to 18*. And in preparation for this write-up and their 
impending visit to our lovely cabin in the woods, I sat down and head-banged and danced (yes, funky grooves on this'un) my 
way through this really hot record - a few times! I honestly was more impressed than I expected, and I expected a lot. My favorite 
track on the record is "Watching Waiting", (featuring guitarist Nuno Bettencourt on second vocals), which is a subtle accounting 
of the Resurrection and a could-be-a-smash for sure. Also great are '' Little Girls", "Wind Me Up", "Play With Me", "Flesh And Blood", 
"Rock A Bye Bye" and "Mutha". I've heard amazing things about their live show and as they hit your town on their current small 
venue tour, be sure to check them out. Also be looking for my interview with Nuno and lead singer Gary (Cherone) in a week or 
two. These guys are psyched and they've got all the goods. They're definitely doing some damage with this record, and they tell 
me the second one's gonna be THE one. Can't wait. 

Crimson Glory, "Transcendence"! Annihilator, "Alice In Hell", Roadracer.... If you're one of 
those people who needs a description of a band's sound before listening to the record, think of a cross between Drive, (they had 
an Lp last year on Rampage), Hittman and, (gulp), Queensryche. There, in essence, you have Crimson Glory, the hottest thing 
to come out of Florida by way of Europe. The amazingly dynamic range of vocalist Midnight will definitely leave you gasping for 
air while throwing out as many Tate comparisons as you can muster. And while this is probably the most purely melodic metal 
to surface in quite a while, they definitely sport a certain degree of power as well. The differences between "Lady Of Winter", a 
sweet sounding piece of music in the pop/commercial-metal vein and the next track "Red Sharks" is a study in songwriting 
versatility.

Ex-Sex Pistol Steve Jones has been working on his 
second solo Lp. Due out sometime in July, the Lp is 
co-produced by Cult lead singer Ian Asbury and Tom 
Werman. Tom's been the producing talent behind Motley 
Crue among others. Ian also lent his writing abilities to 
co-write a song with Steve. Motley Crue's Nikki Sixx 
co-writes one and Guns N'Roses throat Axl Rose sings back 
up on one of the tunes, reportedly a remake of a Pistols classic 
though I don't know which one yet. The record will be on A&M. 

There's some talk going around about a super tour of the 
U.S.S.R. Word is that Motley Crue, Bon Jovi, Skid Row and 
possibly Megadeth may tour the super power county with a 
little of their own super powers. This could also be viewed as 
a "Doc McGhee-got-everyone-their-visas-tour" as they all 
share Doc as their manager. We'll try to find out more for yoo 
as it becomes available. 

When Thin Lizzy broke up in 1984, keyboardist Darren 
Wharton put together Dare. The band toured around England 
as a four piece and later added a second keyboardist Brian 
Cox. Their debut Lp "Out Of The Silence" on A&M is produced 
by Del Leppard engineer Mike Shipley. Kind of a mix of Thin 
Lizzy to Bryan Adams to some Def Leppard in the sound. 

Speaking of Thin Lizzy, the real thing has got a new 
greatest hits collection of Brian McEvoy's Grand Slamm 
label. It's called "Lizzy Lives! 1976-1984" and covers the 
band's recording history from their years with PolyGram to the 
Warner Brothers years. All the hits are included like "The Boys 
Are Back In Town" and "Jailbreak", so if you never had a 

chance to delve into this powerhouse band whilst they were 
with us, now's your chance. The Grand Slamm label is known 
for having an ear to for talent including the discovery of White 
Lion, and with this latest offering confirms my belief as a label 
who is filling wide gaps in the marketplace. Look for the 
revivals of Riot, Dixie Dregs, Gary Moore and even some ol' 
Yngwie Malmsteen with Alcratrazz on the label. 

Mother Love Bone and the Dogs D'Amour played NYC 
last week and I got a chance to check the action at the Cat 
Club. The Love Bone opened it up with lead singer L'Andrew 
The Love Child striking some pretty serious poses through all 
the smokey haze and garage barge of sound. My favorite line 
has got to be from their opening number "Thru Fade Away', 
which goes something like, "She's my sunshine, she's my 
moonshine, she's my hot Mahatma Gandhi." Yeah, their pretty 
out there. English blokes the Dogs D'Amour sure don't sound 
like where they come from. Lots of early American style bluesy 
rock and roll with country twang on top. There were times 
where I swore I was at a Skynyrd concert or something. I 
thought they were kind of derivative but what isn't nowadays? 
Some people are saying they're Britain's answer to Guns 
N'Roses but what was the question? 

UFO returns to the wold with an Ep on Metal Blade. 
Vocalist Phil Mogg wanted to bring us some tracks that would 
in effect, be a sketch pad of what they were doing in England 
in 1988. Guitarist Atomik Tommy M. is on geetars, Paul Gray 
on bass and Jim Simpson on drums. 

So that about wraps up the jungle chaos for this week.

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TURNING IT ALL AROUND 
When you hear Mass, a lot of things come to mind: 
Sunday service at the local church, the lovely state of 
Massachusets, WBCN, Boston, a large group, etc.... 
but these days the word has taken on a whole new 
meaning in the world of rock n'roll. Mass is a young 
band whose history has taken more twists and turns 
then most bands could imagine, but they've managed 
to come through in a shining way. Though the 
terminology (Mass) lends a rather "Christian" air to 
this band, they aren't what you might expect them to 
be. They're just a hard rocking outfit who believe in 
presenting a positive and hopeful view of life, through 
their music, to the people. Band members Louie St. 
August, Gene D'Itria, Kevin Varrio and Joey Vadala 
are also very serious and hopeful about their budding 
career. Louie - the band's lead singer, called from 
L.A. to discuss the ever-challenging road this band 
has ridden and where they're headed in the future. 

Chris: It's been a rather rocky road for Mass it seems, with all the label changes you've had to go through. But it looks as though 
things are beginning to even out for you. 

Louie: Yes, it finally feels like we're on the track now. It was like being derailed - like a train. We were off the rails for a while but 
we're back on now and rolling down the hill instead of struggling upwards. 

Chris: A lot of the problems you had with the various labels stemmed from a bad experience with a terrible manager. Correct? 

Louie: Yeah, in 1982 we signed with A&M Records and we recorded a complete album for them but the record got put on the 
shelf and never put out because of our management. That led to about two to three years of litigation in court. We all became 
"lawyers" - cause you learn so much going through that. He stopped us from playing live and all kinds of crazy things and it was 
a really unbelievable contract.... Anyway, we finally got out of it through bankruptcy - we lost all of our contracts and couldn't pay 
any of our bills. Right after that we recorded an Ep in 1984 which was called "Mass", with four songs on it, which we recorded in 
New York with John Matthias. That kind of caught the attention of some labels and a year later we signed with RCA and did "New 
Birth". That produced the single they pushed called "Do ltu Love Me" and that was also the first video we ever did - it got into 
light rotation on MTV. The song was e en number oneykne of the local Boston stations.

Chris: I find this album to be more polished nd smoother than some the past records, it rocks but it gleams too. Does that 
have a lot to do with Michael Sweet's influence (Stryper) as a producer? 

Louie: I think it's just something that worked out that way on this record. Michael had a great influence and stuff but the band 
just kind of felt like we had to get some serious music down and try it with this type of a record. 

Chris: Well, did the fact that he is a singer/guitarist help in the studio with the production, especially for you being the vocalist? 

Louie: Yes. Michael was a great producer and being that he's the same age and a singer, especially for me it was really great 
to work with him. Because if I wasn't singing well, I could say "look I'm just not singing well today" and he could understand that. 
He's a musician himself so he can relate and he's energetic too. 

Chris: Making the Stryper connection and the name, do you guys worry about being labeled as a "Christian" rock band? 

Louie: Yes. It's funny, because the name Mass (which comes from Massachusetts) and having Michael Sweet producing causes 
a lot of confusion. We've always had that - like with our very first Ep in 1984, we shot it in back of a church and we have a song 
on there called "Holy One", which was on "Take You Home' also. And "Take You Home" has a big cross on the cover. Enigma 
did the album cover and when we saw It it was like "wow", you know. But... we believe in God and we're all catholic, but we're 
really just a "rock" band with some good messages and positive lyrics. 

Chris: Well, when you write do you feel you have to have a theme or those messages for your listeners? Do you feel any kind of 
responsibility to them in that regard? 

Louie: Uhm, yes. I think people read my lyrics and maybe get something good out of them besides just suicide... or depressing 
kinds of things. I think of everyone reading them. And it's great because when we get letters back it makes me feel good when a 
guy/girl says "this song is 'our' song" or " it really meant something to me", or "this is our wedding song" or something - that's 
great! It makes me feel really good. We want people to have good feelings, good memories from it and I think that's what it's all 
about. I think there's enough depression in this world without adding to it. 

Chris: Do you prefer spending a lot of time in the studio or are you one of those in and out bands that can record very quickly? 
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Louie: Well, if we had the money I would stay in the studio as long as I could (laughs). Some bands can spend up to six or seven 
months in there, and I don't know if that's good or bad for us yet because we've never really done that. With this last record we 
had $30,000 to record "Voices In The Night" so we didn't have that much time. I wish I'd had a couple more days to do more 
singing. I did all of the vocals in five days so.... Someone like Stryper, you know they have six months so Michael can take up to 
2 weeks to sing one song. You know they can go in and say "In God", okay I'll come back tomorrow - "We Trust". Not to rag on 
that record or Michael or anything, but it's just that a lot of other bands in general have that time. Cause I think "In God We Trust" 
is great. 

Chris: There is this wave happening with metal and hard rock on radio, of which I'm sure you're well aware. With your accessible 
sound that must be a confidence booster. Are you worried about it cycling out before you hit the crest? 

Louie: I think it might cycle out, but I hope it stays this way for a while more. Commercial radio really broadens your audience 
so getting on there would be neat. I do feel that we have some songs that could get some airplay. Right now we really just want 
to build a foundation and let people know that we are a metal band. I feed like when RCA put out "Do You Love Me", which was a 
good song, but they put that out first and it got people confused Because when they came to see us play they'd hear that one 
song on the radio and think all 15 songs in the set were gonna be like that. And we come out and play Pedal To The Metal" and 
"Watch Her Walk" - heavier stuff and they'd be Ill "What?". 

Chris: "Turn It All Around" I think kind of says it all for you guys having come through all that stuff with the labels - coming off 

that rocky road. r.k! T-1-1 1F 
Louie: Right, and it's kind of about us toà. I write pretty much 11 the s so they're pretty personal to me 

Chris: What about touring? 

Louie: Yeah we gotta getta tour. It's so hard though. But, we've been opening up for other bands, like back in Boston we opened 
for Winger and did a couple of 3000/4000 seaters. And we did a couple of shows out here with Stryper, which were great. But it's 
hard unless the record company gives us tour support. Right now, we really want to get a video. You know unless you're selling 
a million records - it's really hard to get a tour. Like right now Tesla's opening for Poison, Kix/Britny Fox for Ratt and Winger and 
BulletBoys are opening up for Cinderella. It's just really hard. These groups that are selling a million records are opening acts...you 
know? So who gives a band like us a chance, we can't sell 5000 tickects a night - we don't mean anything to these bands, at least 
not yet. But of course we could really use the exposure. 

Chris: Luckily you're getting some of that from metal radio. Are there any last thought- you'd like express to the readers and 
your fans out there in radio-land? 

Louie: Just that I hope they enjoy our music and that it makes all of you happy. And to all the rockers - just keep rockin'! And 
thank you for giving us the opportunity to be heard. 

Thanks to Louie for the really enjoyable interview and to Clarissa for the set-up. Look for Mass' new Lp "Voices 
In The Night" and hopefully in a town near you in the months to come. Hey Enigma, how about a video for 
these guys - they deserve it!

Members of Lynyrd Skynyrd presented a check to a charity 
during Daytona Beach's Spring Break. Billy Powell, Leon 
Wilkeson, Artimus Pyle and Randall Hall presented the 
check for $20,000 to Marc Buoniconti for the Miami Project To 
Cure Paralysis. The money came from some of the sales of the 
home video, "The Lynyrd Skynyrd Tribute Tour." The band has 
been involved with the project since Skynyrd guitarist Allen 
Collins was paralyzed in an auto accident in 1986. 

Joey Spampinato of NRBQ may be playing bass when the 
Rolling Stones tour in the fall, because Bill Wyman doesn't 
want to tour. Spampinato played bass on Keith Richards' solo 
album and played as part of Chuck Berry's band in the "Hail! 
Hall! Rock & Roll!" movie. NRBQ is about to begin recording 
(on Virgin Records) its 13th album. 

Edie Brickell & The New Bohemians have already written a 
number of songs for their second album. "One song is called 
'Black And Blue," Brickell says. "It's about a friend trying to 
kick another friend out of depression -- trying to give him a 
better view of the world. Another song called 'Mama Help Me' 
is about how you never quite feel grown up. You still, every 
once in a while, catch yourself calling on your mom." In 
general, Brickell says she likes to focus on the positive. "I just 
want to take the good things that are taken for granted in life 
and put a magnifying glass on them," she says. "When good 
things are going on, you take them for granted. When things 
are bad, the bad just kind of stomps all over the good things 
in your life. I want to do a role reversal, to make the good things 
stomp out the bad ones -- without being corny." 

Bill Wyman of the Rolling Stones is going to marry the 
teenage girl who caused such a scandal a few years ago, when 
it was reported that he'd been dating her since she was 13. 
Wyman, who is 52, will marry 19-year-old Mandy Smith in 
June. Bill Wyman says he plans to start a family with Mandy. 
Wyman says he's ready to throw off his bachelor image once 
and for all. Wyman commented from the Caribbean island of 
Antigua, where the Rolling Stones are working on their next 

album. It's ironic that Wyman divorced his first wife in 1969, the 
same year that his second was born. The wedding will be held 
in June. 

Michelle Shocked has ordered her U.S. record company to 
destroy copies of her "Short, Sharp, Shocked" album because 
they recently appeared on sale in South Africa. Shocked has 
a clause in her contract with the company preventing the sale 
of any of her records in South Africa. But, a clerical error 
resulted in some copies of the album appearing in the shops 
there. Destroying the remaining albums will cost her record 
company $75,000, and Shocked has asked for all the money 
earned from LPs already sold to be donated to the African 
National Congress. Michelle Shocked plans to include Steve 
Goodman's "Ballad Of Penny Evans," a song about a Vietnam 
war widow, on her next album. 

Members of Metal Church have already begun work on 
material for their next album. "I think it's going to be more of 
what's on 'Blessing In Disguise' but with the direction 
solidified, just because the members are going to be solidified," 
says guitarist John Marshall. "It's obviously not going to be 
thrash like the first record, only because people change and 
everybody's growing up. We're trying to write good music 
rather than bash stuff about." 

Jimmy Buffett, Rita Coolidge, and Burning Spear were 
among the artists who performed at a seven-hour benefit in 
Miami's Bayfront Park to raise money for a scholarship 
program. The concert featured a number of Latin American 
bands, and Buffett said he wanted to expose people to other 
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musical styles. "I don't think there's any kind of Caribbean 
music you can listen to and not tap your foot," he says. " If I can 
use my drawing power to turn people on to these other great 
styles of Caribbean music, well, I don't mind spending an 
afternoon in Miami for that." The concert raised money for the 
Interamerican Scholarship Foundation, which helps 
Caribbean and Floridian students who want to go to college, 
if they agree to return home and improve things there. "I've 
traveled the region for 20 years, and I've come to believe 
educating people is better than arming them," he says. This 
group is helping people one-on-one, and the important thing 
is that they not only come here, but they go back and make a 
difference." Buffett has been finishing an album called "Off To 
See The Lizard." 

The Del Fuegos begin recording a new album in early May at 
the Bearsville studio in upstate New York. "We want East Coast 
energy this time," says singer Dan Zanes. Dave Thoener, who 
engineered the last four J. Geils Band albums, will produce 
the LP. 

The Grateful Dead, Tracy Chapman, Los Lobos and Huey 
Lewis & The News will appear at a concert in May that is part 
of a week of ten "In Concert Against AIDS" benefits in the San 
Francisco area being organized by the California AIDS 
Education & Support Foundation. A variety of music styles will 
be featured in the other shows. 

Boston band the Zulus had to wait seven months for their 
debut album (on Slash Records), "Down On The Floor," to be 
released after it was recorded. "It's the classic tale," explains 
guitarist Rich Gilbert. "You record and then you wait an 
interminable amount of time for it to come out. Then by the 
time it does come out, you're generally quite sick of hearing 
the whole thing and you can't understand why people are so 
enthusiastic about it." Their album was recorded with producer 
Bob Mould, the former Husker Du guitarist, in Boston and 
Rhode Island last August. "The delay has been good in a way 
because we've been writing a lot," adds singer Larry Bangor. 
"We'll be touring all over the place and we now have newer 
material available to use. I'm itchy to get going but I'm glad we 
had the time to work on some new songs." The band is 
tentatively scheduled to go on the road in late spring. 

Neil Tennant of the Pet Shop Boys and Bernard Sumner of 
New Order have been working together at Johnny Marrs 
studio at his Manchester, England, home. Marr contributed 
guitar to some of the tracks laid down, apparently for possible 
inclusion on Summer's solo album. In addition, Tennant has 
written five songs for Liza MineIli, and she's said to have 
recorded a cover of the Pet Shop Boys' "Rent." 

Chris and Mark Reynolds of Red Flag have completed work 
on their debut album, "Naive Art,"in New York. It was produced 
by Paul Robb, who has worked with the Information Society. 
The LP should be out in June. 

Tom Jones has finished a new album, 'At This Moment," which 
used the services of six different producers. Tracks were 
recorded in Los Angeles and New York. Ann Dudley and the 
Art Of Noise are among those who worked as producers on 
the LP, which will be out at the end of April. 

The next album from The The will be called "Mindbomb." 
Sinead O'Connor contributes vocals on a track called 
"Kingdom Of Rain." The album was recorded with former 
Smiths guitarist Johnny Marr, who Matt Johnson says brings 
"a certain amount of encouragement." "It's been an absolute 
revelation, melodically we're like twins," Johnson says. "I've 

never experienced anything like that with anyone ever before. 
I'll play certain notes and he'll pick up on them just like that. 
There's a deep musical and spiritual empathy between us. He 
probably understand what's I'm doing more than anybody else 
I've ever known.. certainly more than anybody else I've ever 
worked with." 

The video for Mojo Nixon & Skid Roper's new single includes 
cameo appearances from Kris Kristofferson, Dave Alvin and 
the Dead Milkmen. The single is called "(619) 239-KING," and 
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fans are encouraged to call the number and leave Mojo reports 
of their sightings of Elvis Presley. 

Jimmy Sommerville, former lead singer of the Communards, 
is in the studio working on solo material. He's producing some 
of the tracks himself, while others are being recorded with 
Stephen Hague at the helm. 

Little Feat, Ivan Neville, Lou Ann Barton and Colin James 
are among the performers at this Sunday's Seventh Annual 
Fabulous Thunderbirds Riverfest in Austin, Texas. The 
1-birds have invited Dennis Quaid and his band, the 
Eclectics, after meeting him while working on the Jerry Lee 
Lewis film "Great Balls Of Fire." 

Joan Jett sang the Star Spangled Banner at the Baltimore 
Orioles' first game of the baseball season. She sang the 
national anthem a capella at Memorial Stadium, wearing an 
Orioles shirt with the number 89. Jett grew up in Rockville, 
Maryland, about 35 miles away from Baltimore, and she says 
she's "the world's greatest Orioles fan." 

Melissa Etheridge says she wouldn't mind trying her hand at 
acting. She wrote several songs for the film, "Weeds," starring 
Nick Nolte, and taught Nolte to sing. "That was really 
enjoyable because I could take myself out of the normal writing 
process and try to write according to what the characters in 
the movie would feel," she says. 

Phil Collins, Sting, Dire Straits, Paul McCartney, George 
Michael and Cliff Richard, won this years Ivor Novello 
Awards given out in London. Dire Straits were given an award 
for their Contribution to British Music, while Sting was given a 
Novello for "They Dance Alone," which won the category of 
Best Song Musically & Lyrically. Phil Collins' "Buster" theme 
won for Best Film Theme Or Song. Michael won in the 
International Hit Of The Year category for his "Faith" album, 
while Cliff Richard won awards for best selling a-side (for 
"Mistletoe & Wine," a Christmas single) and for Outstanding 
Achievement. McCartney was given an award for Outstanding 
Services to British Music. 

Pepsi-Cola Company has decided it won't resume its television 
advertisements featuring Madonna because of the 
controversy surrounding the "Like A Prayer" video. The 
American Family Association of Tupelo, Mississippi, asked 
Pepsi to end its association with Madonna because of the 
video's imagery. The organization, headed by Reverend 
Donald Wildmon, a United Methodist minister, had announced 
a boycott of Pepsi products in its magazine, which has 380,000 
readers. Another Texas minister had also called for a boycott. 
Pepsi spokesman Tod MacKenzie defended the Pepsi ads, 
since they had a different content than the video. He admits 
the company was surprised that Madonna released the video 
for "Like A Prayer" the day after Pepsi's ad campaign began. 
"It was almost akin to two planets colliding," 
MacKenzie says. "Here you have a very popular world artist 
who's coming back into a spotlight who suddenly releases two 
properties. In consumers' minds there's great difficulty in 
determining what Pepsi did and did not sponsor. In light of the 
continuing confusion, we decided we would not run the ad 
again." 

Donny Osmond and Capitol Records are being sued by 
record producer Mike Curb, who claims that they broke a 
contract giving Curb distribution rights to Osmond family 
recordings. Curb's lawsuit seeks over a million dollars in 
unspecified damages and an injunction to prevent Capitol from 
distributing Osmond recordings. 

Producer Stephen Street has denied that the injunction he 
sought against the release of Morrissey's "Interesting Drug" 

single in,Britain is due to a dispute over payments. Instead, he 
says it's because he's still waiting for a production contract for 
his work on Morrissey's "Viva Hate" album of last year. And he 
says there's no reason why he won't be working with 
Morrissey in the future. The injunction was only an attempt to 
"put pressure on Morrissey to speed up the paperwork," Street 

says. Morrissey appears on a track on the British CD of Durutti 
Column's new album, "Vin! Reilly." A track on the three-inch 
CD, "I Know Very Well How I Got My Note Wrong," is credited 
to Vincent Gerard and Steven Patrick (Morrissey). 

Shane MacGowan of the Pogues will have a book of his 
Pagues lyrics coming out later this year. Pete Townshend use 
his clout as commissioning editor with Faber & Faber to 
convince them to publish the book. The book will be out this 
fall. 

Guitarist Slash of Guns N' Roses says the band doesn't 
deserve quite the "bad boy" reputation it has earned. "We don't 
go out of our way to get it," he says. "We don't provoke people 
for the pleasure of it, like the punk bands did. I think what really 
annoys people most is that we do what we want. We don't try 

and create an image to attract a certain public." He says a lot 
of stories he hears about the band are "pure fiction." "The 
Stones are a hundred thousand times worse than us," Slash 
adds. "And if you really want to hear some wild stories, you 
should find out about Julio Iglesias. That guy screws more 
chicks and creates more havoc in one day than all of us do in 
a month."

U.K. MUSIC NEWS 
The Cult release their fourth album, "Sonic Temple" this week 
in the UK on Beggars Banquet - featuring their current single 
"Fire Woman". The album was written last year in Los Angeles 
and recorded on Vancouver, B.C. by Ian Astbury, Billy Duffy 
and Jamie Stewart, joined by session drummer Mickey 
Curry. The LP features ten tracks, including "Sun King" and 
"Wake Up Time For Freedom", the cassette and CD versions 
feature an extra track, "Medicine Train". Producer is Bob 
Rock, who previously worked with Aerosmith. Rick Rubin, 
who produced "Electric", has described "Sonic Temple" as 
"Love" with better instrumentation. The band have spent much 
of the past two years away from their native London, in Los An-
geles. Ian Astbury told "Sounds" this week: "Certain decades 
have a central city in terms of rock and roll, focus points to the 
energy that's going down. In the 60's it was San Francisco 
and swinging London; in the 70's it was London again and the 
punk rock scene. In the 80's it's gone back to America again 
- Los Angeles is the focal point for rock. It's full of people from 
all over the world. The weather makes people happier to get 
out of bed and do things. It's not as oppressive as it is here. 
Los Angeles is now a hothouse for music in general, but there 
are a lot of bands with similar influences and lifestyles to us, 
similar age group. But it's so diverse." 

The Cure have just released a new single, "Lullaby' on Fiction 
Records - taken from the forth coming Cure album "Disintegra-
tion". The group are currently rehearsing for a world tour which 
begins in May. Laurence Tolhurst will not be appearing with 
the band when they tour. He is featured on the album's writ-
ing credits but does not now feature on any of the groups of-
ficial photographs. Robert Smith explained to The New 
Musical Express": "His position as the victim had become 
ludicrous. He had always been the safety valve in the group; 
whenever rows broke out we'd pick on Lol, but it had become 
really depressing that the focal point had become this constant 
harrassment. I said to him at the start of the recording that if 
he didn't start to assert himself and get involved, then there 
was no way I could carry on seeing everyone using him. Also 
he was drinking too much - he was the only one who couldn't 
moderate to any degree. He was just out of step with every-
thing we were doing. I don't know if you could call it amicable. 
He was shocked by it, everyone was shocked that I actually 
mean it...he's getting married. I don't know what he's doing 
now. He's gone quiet." A spokesman for Polydor said said 
he would not be replaced and had no immediate plans for a 
solo career. The Cure sell most of their records in the U.S. Out 
of the two million sales for their last album "Kiss Me Kiss Me 
Kiss Me", one million of them were American. "Spin" magazine 
featured them twice in their hundred best singles of all time. 
This album is said to be going in quite an opposite direction in 
style to "Kiss Me...". Smith uses words like "pastiche" and 
"kaleidoscope" to describe "Disintegration" which he has also 
described as a return to their roots and less pop. In the same 
interview, he has also made broad hints that this may be the 
last flag waving for The Cure. "Each time I think it's the last 
time we'll do something, it is obviously closer to the last time 
we'll do something. I think I'm back where I started from and 
I think that's why the group will stop. This tour has become a 
huge tour because I wanted to go to places like Bulgaria and 
Hungary before we stop. I know we'll never do another tour 
again. I'm not even sure if we'll play live again. I resent people 
who have a patronizing attitude to their audience, keep feed-
ing the same old shit. I resent people who grow up admiring 
who turned out to be the biggest tossers like David Bowie. I 
just wished he'd been killed in a car accident after he made 
'Low'. No I shouldn't say that about anyone." 

Billy Bragg is launching a new record label called Utility 
Records. It was the label name under which his first album, 
"Spy Versus Spy' was issued, although that was through his 
longtime label, GO! Discs. This reincarnation of utility will not 

be through GO! who know little about the project. According 
to "Melody Maker", Bragg says the label will have a do it your-
self feel to it. No upfront money for recording is planned and 
the groups themselves will have to participate in the promo-
tion and marketing of their own work. The first releases will be 
in limited editions of 5000 with the price printed on the jacket, 
a device already used by GO! to protect the consumer from 
being ripped off. First signing are solo artist Clive Product, 
duo Jungr and Parker and Australian band Weddings, Par-
ties, Anything. Bragg is currently on a world tour. 

Black Sabbath return with a new single and album. The single 
out next week on IRS in Britain is "Headless Cross" which is 
also the title of their album, due out April 17th. The only remain-
ing founding member is Tony lommi and he's personally 
autographed 2,500 copies of the single. Another 2,500 12 in-
chers will include a free poster. Singer Tony Martin remains 
from the previous lineup and Cozy Powell, recently seen 
jumping ship from Gary Moore's band, (just days before their 
world tour), plays drums. A bassist and keyboard player will 
have to be recruited for Black Sabbath's live dates in the United 
States over the summer. 

Rock stars are continuing to get involved in the environmental 
crisis. Weeks after a group of top stars were seen taking the 
Greenpeace message to The Soviet Union, ARK, a new en-
vironmental group has been founded by some former direc-
tors of Greenpeace with David Bowie, Sting, Peter Gabriel, 
Dave Stewart and Chrissie Hynde. ARK's manifesto states 
that it wants to set up in as many countries as speed will per-
mit with an aim of becoming a popular mass movement. They 
want to recruit at least 100,000 members by the end of 1989 
to encourage the growth of recycling, energy conservation, 
personal health, the reduction of meat consumption, leaded 
gasoline use and chemicals in products. Additionally, ARK 
consumer products are being launched. They also hope to 
start up a vegetarian fast food chain soon. 

U.K. INDUSTRY NEWS  
EMI records has acquired half of Chrysalis Records putting 
an end to speculation and rumour about the future of Chrysalis. 
A sum of £46.2 million will be presented in cash (!) and a fur-
ther amount of £14.6 m. will be due, dependent on profit and 
volume of growth over the next four years. EMI also has an 
option to acquire the other half of Chrysalis after March 1999. 

CAUGHT IN THE ACT: Sandie Shaw/The LA's/The 
Darling Buds. Benefit for Campaign For Nuclear Disarmament, 
The Town And Country Club: London 2nd April. 

Sandie Shaw, you may recall, was one of many girl singers 
who carved her name into the sixties, along with all the Dus-
tys, the Cillas and the Lulus. She won the Eurovision Song 
Contest in 1967 with "Puppet On A String" and always went 
onstage in bare feet (man). Her career was dramatically 
revived four years ago when lifelong fan Morrissey came 
knocking at her door and wrote a few songs for her. The first 

thing that always strikes you about her is how well preserved 
she is for someone who must be exploring her forties. Confi-
dently attired in leggings and a t-shirt, she could easily pass 
as 25 from my distance. Her show is enjoyable and quite in-
spiring for a benefit concert like this, although the crowd were 
clearly listening to her on the back of her pal Morrissey as a 
substitute for the real thing. Mind you, her cover of The 
Smiths' "Hand In Glove" had me tipping my cap. The La's are 
a young Liverpool band who could be destined for big things. 
Their youth and their talent is in no doubt, as they tap into a 
sound with echoes of early Stones and Merseybeat; and, espe-
cially with their lead vocalist; The Animals. What the La's lack 
is shape and form, particularly in their image, which is that of 
a youthful, humourless garage band. Their set was too long 
and samey, but when they shone, as in the splendid chord 
changes and harmonies on "There She Goes", they really

shone. Tender years and lots of promise are on The La's side. 
The Darling Buds have lots of onstage charisma and unlike 
The La's managed to whip the audience into a complete fren-
zy within two minutes. Unfortunately The Buds lack material 
that will really stand up to extended listening. Their recorded 
work sounds like The Primitives with few standout tracks. Lead 
singer Andrea is blond, pretty and very fun but she could do 
with lessons for her voice which by the end of the set sounded 
like the mating cry of a toad.

Michelle Shocked has ordered her American record 
company to destroy all copies of "Short Sharp Shocked" which 
have somehow slipped into South Africa, (despite a clause in 
her contract which prevents this.) She has also ordered that 
all proceeds, some $75,000 to be donated to The African Na-
tional Congress. This PolyGram has agreed to do... Terence 
Trent D'Arby has lashed out at his CBS label for re-issuing an 
old live video of his on the eve of his new recorded work. In 
an extraordinary statement, he says; "I spit from deeply within 
my bowels on this catalogue of nothing - stinking horribly, 
crappy cover and all." (!?)... U2 have released their new single, 
a remixed version of "When Love Comes To Town" featuring 
B.B. King, from "Rattle And Hum". It's backed with a pre-
viously unreleased cover version of Patti Smith's "Dancin' 
Barefoot' and a remix of "God Part It_ Rising indie band 
Happy Mondays face a nationwide ban in France, after their 
first tour there ended in a riot, following the group's concert in 
Ronnes... Playing around Britain this week we find antipodean 
visitors The Triffids and the totally underexposed struggling 
artist Phil Collins... "I Want Your Love" is the first solo single 
for ex-Frankie Paul Rutherford, a cover of the Chic song. No 
doubt he's hoping for the not immoderate success enjoyed by 
former pal Holly Johnson who has two hits with "Love Train" 
and "Americanos"... Very promising artists Goodbye Mr. 
Mackenzie issue their EMI album "Good Deeds And Dirty 
Rags" this week... "Pride Of Independents" is a new album on 
Beechwood Records, featuring top indie acts Loop, The Wed-
ding Present, Imperial Carpets, A Guy Called Gerald and 
many more... Bomb The Bass singer Justin Boreland, was 
sentenced to six months youth custody last week, charged on 
two counts of burglary and one for fraud. He burgled the 
house of a friend's mother as she lay ill in hospital (!!)... CBS 

thisweek release all six of The Clash albums on CD, now some 
twelve years after the release of their first self-titled album. The 
others were "Give 'Em Enough Rope", "London Calling", "San-
dinista" (originally a triple album, to be issued on a double CD), 
"Combat Rock" and "Cut The Crap"... The Men They Couldn't 
Hang release their fourth album, "Silvertown" this week.

"Monkey Gone To Heaven" by The Pixies 
(4AD) from Boston, enters at 2, while "Round And Round" by 
New Order stays firmly at number 1. The highest new entry in 
the National British Album Charts is the retrospective album 
by Lloyd Cole and The Commotions "1984-1989" which 
comes in at 14. Top Ten: 10/ It's down two for Sam Brown 
with "Stop" 9/A climb of 5 for The Fine Young Cannibals' "The 
Raw And The Cooked". 8/ Up 6 for Guns N'Roses' "Appetite 
For Destruction". At 7/ Promising new band Texas with 
"Southside". 6/ "Original Soundtrack" by house artists S-Ex-
press. At 5/ "The Singular Adventures Of The Style Council" 
featuring all of their British 45's to date. 4/ "Don't Be Cruel" by 
Bobby Brown. 3/ "A New Flame" by Simply Red. 2/ "Anyth-
ing For You" by Gloria Estafan & The Miami Sound Machine. 
Madonna remains on top of the album charts with "Like A 
Prayer" which has sold 300,000 copies in just two weeks. The 
single, which also crowns the British National Singles Chart 
has sold a similar amount in a month, making it her 18th mil-
lion selling worldwide hit. It's also number one in Belgium, 
Denmark, Norway, Ireland and Australia. Here in Britain, 
Maddy's biggest threat comes from The Bangles "Eternal 
Flame" which jumped from 13 to 5 this week and it could still 
hit the top spot, as it has done in the States. This weeks highest 
new entry is "If You Don't Know Me By Now" Simply Red's 
reworking of the Harold Melvin And The Bluenotes 1973 
number one, composed by Gamble and Huff. It's the third hit 
Simply Red have had with a cover of a soul song. Their last 
single "It's Only Love" was originally recorded by Barry White 
in 1978, while "Money's Too Tight To Mention" in 1985 was a 
remake of a (superior) 1983 song by The Valentine Brothers.
