Grand Slamm is a great lit-
tle label with a very interesting catalog,
including a dynamite best of Thin Lizzy
called "Lizzy Lives", "The Best Of The
Dixie Dregs" and the long sought after
debut album from White Lion called
"Fight To Survive". Just think, one call
could fill a gap in any station library....
While we're on the re-issue subject,
Grudge:Records are getting ready to
ship Roy Orbison’s "The Original". This
is a collection of “The Voice's" seminal
Sun Records recordings, and will con-
sist of material originally released in the
years 1956-58. Long out of print in this
countr?/, it's great that this piece of his-
tory wiil be available again.... Some
history will be in the making this Sum-
mer with the Who's tour already the
hardest ticket to come by. Although
there will be no new Who record per se,
the soon to be released Pete
Townshend solo album will more than
suffice. A modern song cycle along the
lines of the almost twenty year old ?!)
"Tommy", Atlantic Records will start
radio off with an advance track called "A
Friend Is A Friend" very shortly. The
album will be titled "The Iron Man", and
is based on Ted Hughes' children’s
story of the same name. It will include
two songs performed by the Who, "Dig"

and a cover of Arthur Brown’s "Fire".
Both of these tunes will be included in
the band’s live set, and are sure to get
maximum air exposure as soon as
they’re available. One song title on the
album that needs to be leaked is "/ Eat
Heavy Metal", sung by the one and only
John Lee Hooker!.... As deadline ap-
proached, the news that Big CountrY
have decided to call it a daY arrived. It
seems that the band recently lost some
200,000 pounds (approx. $400,000), on
their "goodwill" trip to Russia. As
Stewart Adamson admitted, "We're
stoney broke thanks to glasnost!" The
band has been on a farewell tour of
England, but Adamson'’s health
problems have also flared up causing
some dates to be canceled. This news
is very upsetting to this office, as we
couldn’t name a nicer bunch of guys.
Big Country were a delight when they
visited the Hard Cabin a while back, and
all our fingers are crossed that they get
their financial problems solved, and
most importantly their health back
soon.... Geffen Records are following
XTC'’s very successful "Mayor Of
Simpleton" with another beauty from
"Oranges And Lemons"--- "King For A
Day". The album is the band’s tenth,
and best selling ever with over 400,000
units already in consumers hands.
Andy and Colin proved to be one of the
easiest and best interviews ever, and
that four page spread of a few months
ago was one of supreme personal enjoy-
ment. Their sparkling personality has
also been causing a stir on the promo-
tional circuit with Tower Records
in-store appearances drawing record
crowds, and live radio performances
garnering ecstatic reviews. One of the
best ever British imports seems to have
finally cracked the nut in this country,
and radio should continue the momen-
tum with the brilliant "King For A Day"....
Gifted Canadian Andrew Cash returns
with his second Island Records
release, "Boomtown". Andrew was the
first ever Canadian artist signed to Is-
land, and this year’s model is head and
shoulders better than his promising
debut. The main reason is the involve-
ment of "the God-like genius" of Don
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Dixon. Don set the band up at his
favorite studio, Reflection Sound in
Charlotte, and recorded the whole thing
live. It's a terrific record that will once
again display that Island Records
knows how to spot great talent. The
song "What Am | Gonna Do With These
Hands" is stunning, and the wonderful
Marti Jones joins in on vocal support.
Actually there’s not a clinker on the
whole album, but "Hands" will stand out
immediately for airplay.... As you're
probably aware of, RCA Records is the
new home of the Hoodoo Gurus, and
July will mark the release of the band’s
ipper debut. The album bears the

cute and catchy moniker "Magnum
Cum Louder", and even if it's only half
as good as their previous work, it will
shatter most anything currently on the
dial. This Australian powerhouse have
long been superstars in the minds of
many, and the feeling from RCA’s ver-
sion of Batman and Robin (Sutter &
Sigler), is that this is the one to break
The Gurus in the USA.... Also just out
from RCA is the second longplayer
from Buster Poindexter, "Buster Goes
Berserk". The alter ego of David Johan-
sen has delivered what might wind up
the party record of the Summer. Hard
to believe that this is the same guy that
sported pumps and a dress, spitting out
youth angst like "Pills" and "Personality
Crisis", but whatever works, right?....
Not much has been working right in the
Bronx, and as predicted here last week
the clock ran out on Tommy John. It's
sad to see him go, because he truly is
one of the classiest individuals to ever
pull on the pinstripes. At 46 it looks as if
his dream of 300 wins may never hap-
en, but it would be foolish to bet
against anything when dealing with a
competitor of his magnitude. Mattingly
is really starting to sting the ball, but
The Yankees as a whole have been
way too inconsistent to get any kind of
an extended win streak going.
Whatever you do, don’t count out J.B.’s
Orioles. They're a hungry bunch, and
have the makings of a legit contender in
the woeful AL East.... Until next week,
remember to keep your ears open.

New Releases

Morrissey’s new single (heard that before?) is titled "Interesting
3 Drug", new this week from Reprise
Records. The band is comprised of three
ex-Smiths, Andy Rourke, Mike Joyce and
Morrissey with Craig Gannon and Neal
Taylor on guitars. The three song 12"
includes "Such A Little Thing Makes A Big
Difference" and "Sweet And Tender
Hooligan", plus Kirsty MacColl sings
backing vocals. Once a fan, always a fan me thinks. Stephen’s
consistency and signature style keeps reworking itself against airy
acoustics and slender electric strings that cradle his soaring
vocals. Eight reporting stations have already laid claim to the
import: WBER, WBRU, KJQN, KRCK, KROQ, WFNX,
WHTG and WKPX.... A special servicing of the Something
Happens! album, "Been There, Seen That, Done That" is now
underway. It’s only available on Virgin/Import right now and
Second Vision is overseeing promotion (212-334-9260). Ireland
is firmly established on the pop front now that U2, Hothouse
Flowers, Sinead and The Pogues have left their mark on the
international scene. Something Happens! has been churning out
monster-sized melodies since 1985, and this import will hopefully
introduce the band prior to a major campaign stateside. They
call to mind the Sandmen on first listen, but the music has a softer
focus and flows along a series of lightly treated guitar patterns
and then surges with unexpected passion. Produced by Tommy
Erdelyi except for two tracks by Vic Maile (godstar), the songs
are distinct, varied and showcase a promising new batch of
performers. "Beach” is the current emphasis track, but "Take
This With You" immediately claims its place in the forefront.
Other gems include "Give It Away" and "Tall Girls Club", for
moody, unpretentious pop that stands alone behind Tom’s
resonant vocals.... The Keystone State’s Original Sins have
released their second album, "The Hardest
Way". More of the neo-classic garage
sounds heard on the debut can be found
here in a crispy-hot new song line up. The
tin-echo of drums and a Dan McKinney’s
roaming rink-style keyboards provide an
element of reckless fun to this runaway
band with a four-chord fixation. Take the -

bar-band mentality and boost up the volume to ten, pump it, grind
it and turn the songs into a minimalist’s rock dream. Get ready
to bop with "You Can’t Touch Me", "Heard It All Before", "Can’t
Get Over You" and "The Hardest Way". Will someone please
offer these guys a movie contract? Contact Psonik Records, P.O.
Box 2727, Lehigh Valley, PA 18001 (215-435-1669).... How can
you discount a band that thanks "...all who come to our shows and
do not spit" on the inner sleeve of an album? Seattle’s
Walkabouts come out of hiding with folk intentions that run a
course all their own on "Cataract", the band’s second release on
Sub Pop Records. The band clamors about and somehow
generates melodic order with definite but eclectic shades of rock

and pop. Vocals are shared by Chris
Eckman and Carla Torgerson, who
conjures images of Julie from the Divine
Horsemen and Kim Longacre of the
Reivers and this time the Walkabouts
pursue less perfection and a more
charming, ragged mix. It’s a 180 degree
turnaround for a band who originally
sounded a bit too sterile on the debut. "Cataract" unravels a wide
variety of slow-rockers with the spice of surprise. Jonathan Segal
lends a Camper’s hand on "Whereabouts Unknown", and
establishes a celtic feel that permeates through the entire record.
Radio’s best bets are "Whiskey XXX", "Smokestack”, "Long
Black Veil", "Home As Found" and the hyper-strum action in
"The Wicked Skipper", tailor-made for the college radio
appreciation society.... Another record on the Sub Pop agenda
is the noxious, acid-fusion from Tad on his album "God’s Balls".
Life isn’t always a bucket o’fun. For an overdose of the dark side
according to a rock’n’roll mad scientist, drop the needle on the
razor sharp noise of "Sex God Missy (Lumberjack Mix)",
"Cyanide Bath" or "Hollow Man" for a few nervous laughs.
Escapism doesn’t always mean a visit to your local theme park.
Tad could send you to the moon if you’re in the right frame of
mind.

Following the single "Out Of My Mind" is the debut album by
John Moore And The Expressway, "Expressway Rising". This
m ex-Jesus And Mary Chain guitarist is ready
8l to hit head-on with the steamy intensity of
songs like "Friends", as the pressure builds
into a blaring chorus and tensely strummed
guitars. Another outstanding choice is
"One To Five", a countdown to the
relationship dilemma that continually
surfaces in his songs. The cassette and CD
contain the additional tracks "Set It On Fire" and "Live From
Death Row" for those must-have fans of the Expressway touch.

10019. One of these days... Maureen Tucker of Velvet
Underground fame has released her third solo LP on 50 Mega
Watts Records, titled "Life In Exile After Abdication". One of
the members of New York’s original underground music
phenomenon returns to her craft as untainted and true to art as
in the late 60’s, welcoming long time friend Lou Reed to play on
two tracks, "Hey Mersh!" and "Pale Blue Eyes", her favorite VU
song. The album explores new sonic potential with the addition
of Thurston Moore, Lee Ranaldo, Steve Shelley and Kim
Gordon, who plays bass on most of the album. The song "Chase"
is alreadybuzzing about for its brash improvisation and free-form
energy and "Andy", written in memory of the artist who helped
form the Velvets is a stirring original she wrote just days after his
death. Moe’s collaboration with these fine players makes a
historic musical statement on "Life In Exile...", for the quality and
honesty of her songs to the creativity and form they contribute to
her work.

Atlantic.... Superstar band #2 is now at the starting gate
and ready to rock your face with all the fire-power that big name
musicians like Billy Sheehan, Paul Gilbert (ex-Racer X), Pat
Torpey (Plant, Impelliteri), and Eric Martin can offer up. And
those inthe know, have chosen by far one of the most dynamic
tracks off the Lp, to pave their way into the hearts of Radio
America and therefore onto the charts. The tune utilizes a great
swaggerin’ boogie, not unlike The Satchman’s biggest hit to
date, highlighted by several spotlight bass and guitar licks from
Sheehan and Gilbert, (and anyone with a brain and/or even the
smallest semblance of musical intelligence, can at least
imagine how great they sound). Of course, Eric Martin has
been a favorite vocalist of many, though he never gained the
notoriety and level of success that he was probably aspiring
to. That's already beginning to change, because the early buzz
on this group alone, is enough to get them instant reaction from
radio types across the country. Drummer Pat Torpey is rock
solid, and shines on this one, proving that the guys out front
aren’t the only stars in this outfit. Once this track hits the air -
it's all over with. Okay, so it’s not your standard, formula-type,
pop rock monster with lipstick marks on the inner sleeve....
nope, uh-huh, it’'s something much “Bigger". No need to twist
any arms to get this one on, I'm sure. So... just do it.

Tangier, "On The Line", Atco.... Philly rockers
Doug Gordon (guitarist/songwriter), Bill Mattson (vocals), Gary
Nutt (bass), Gari Saint (guitar), and Bobby Bender (drums) join
the ever growing legion of area talent now finding homes with
major label hitmakers. Tangier has been working the tri-state
club circuit for many years, and has always been a good draw
at the local hotspots. In fact, for as long as | can remember,
there’s been a really strong buzz on this band. One listen to the
record will verify that all the street talk is justified, and that Atco
has got themselves their Cinderella story. The lead track is
immense, with a huge and biting chorus that rivals the
catchiness of Hurricane’s "Na Na Nas" in “I'm On To You". In
fact, Mattson’s vocals sound more than vaguely similar to Kelly
Hansen's on a few occasions - and that as you might expect,
is a good thing. Good, because Mattson has one of those deep
and rough voices that maintains a powerful presence from first
note to last. Add to that the overall sort of, kind of,
Whitesnake-ish feel to the song - slow build, hard hitting
chorus, good harmonies, and just a touch of that blues
orientation we're hearing so much of these days, and you've
got one of the most radio ready tunes out there. Never fear
metal minds, even though there’s a major push with this band
on the AOR side of the street, Tangier has more than enough
cutting bar chords to satisfy your metallic desires. I've heard
from our Director of Music, Spike "Snap Crackle & Pop"
Marrone, that the rest of the record rocks with a vengeance as
well - and he should know. Philly rocks, don’t you know?!

24-7 Z, "Harder Than You", In-Effect....

Threeweeks or so ago, | had the pleasure of telling you all about
this great new band from New York. | told you that | couldn’t
wait for y'all to hear it and play it. Unfortunately there was a
major problem with shipping the record. Not so unfortunately,
I get to tell you about these guys all over again. This
fresh-sounding Bronx quartet has overcome serious adversity
to become one of NYC'’s hottest local bands. What type of
adversity? Well to start with, they’re black... and as everybody
knows, there aren’'t many successful all-black bands in the
metal genre. But then again, their brand of music isn’t exactly
metal. To accurately describe their sound one would have to
mix rap, metal, funk, hardcore, reggae, ska, hip hop, skate, jazz
and boogie into a cohesive sound while retaining some degree
of musical integrity and originality. Or, you could just listen for
yourself. Something else that this band has had to work
through was the near-fatal shooting of original drummer Kendu

QUICK PICKS

Okay
people, the moment of truth is here. The latest greatest single
from the band that took America by storm and by video, has
arrived. While it's important to realize that Mike, Vito, James
and Greg are primarily an AOR and CHR package these days,
it's also good to keep in mind that they got their start on metal
radio - college and AOR bfocks alike. Solet’s not be too hasty
in writing them off as "too commercial®. The first track from
"Big Game"is this little rocker, which finely meshes the upbeat
tempo and color of last year's "Tell Me" with the slow build
and temperament of “Wait". Undeniably, Mike Tramp has one
of the most easily distinguishable voices on the scene, and
when combined with the impressive bag of guitar tricks that
Vito Bratta continually pulls from, you get a sound that is
totally their own. Oh, there may be comparisons thrown
around: here and there - but you can't accuse White Lion of
sounding like anything but themselves. Their huge success
with "Pride" was the culmination of over a year of touring,
videos, press and promotion. And it looks like they’re in for a
repeat performance with "Big Game" and this, the first cut.

Trust, "Live! In Paris", Mega/Atl....
Throughout Europe this band has maintained a very healthy
following and has enjoyed the fruits of a lengthy career on
that side of the word (mucho platinum and gold Lps).

The fine folks at Megaforce have released this live
compilation of some of Trust's best known and loved
European releases - for the perusal of the very fickle American
audience. Most notable among the tracks is of course the
original version of "Anti-Social" which was recently made
famous by those mosh masters in Anthrax. The only catch is
that all the songs are sung in French, (“Anti-Social" takes on
a whole new existence like that), but if you're looking for a
little spice in your playlist, this record has that certain je ne
sais quoit! Also included on the record are "Paris By Night",
“Death Instinct”, "1 Shall Return®, "The Elite" and 8 more, plus
"In The Name Of The Race" is a CD bonus track.

Like
the Band Aid single and USA For Africa, it features different
artists singing different lines, with the whole ensemble joining
in on the chorus. Here in Britain, BBC television was due to
show a documentary on the making of the single June 4th, the
same day as the national rock and pop network, BBC Radio
One plays two hour highlights for the BBC-2 network.

Hard Hundred Debut 100*
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The Castle Donnington Monsters Of Rock Festival in
England has had the greenlight by local authorities to go ahead
this year, after the event had been put into jeopardy following
the death last year of two young fans, who were crushed to
death. The deaths had been blamed on negligence by the
promoter who had allegedly allowed too many people into an
enclosed space which sloped downwards. A license was
granted this year, after new safety measures were approved
and under the condition that no more than 70,000 would be ad-
mitted. The promoters, Aimcarve, say they are disappointed
at this condition and will appeal against it. Heavy metal fes-
tivals have generally had a bad name in recent years in Britain,
because of the unruly behaviour of fans. As reported last week
in this column, Donnington’s main rival, Reading Rock, have
this year decided to scrap their 15 year tradition of hard rock
and are instead inviting groups like The Sugarcubes, The
House of Love and Billy Bragg in the hope of attraction a more
well behaved crowd.

Elvis Costello, Tracy Chapman, Edie Brickell And The New
Bohemians, Bob Dylan and Rod Stewart are among the ar-
tists taking part in The Liberty Show to be held in Paris June
25th. The concert is to celebrate France’s bicentennial and will
run from midday to midnight local time, and will be transmitted
to over 50 countries. It's the largest concert to be held in
France, taking place at the Hippodrome De Vincennes. The
show also features Stevie Wonder, George Michael, The
Gipsy Kings, Boris Grebenshikov and Deon Estus.
Meanwhile, the final lineup has been announced for The Glas-
tonbury Peace Festival, a hip annual three day event in west
England, with proceeds going to The Campaign For Nuclear
Disarmament. This years lineup is: The Waterboys, Throw-
ing Muses, The Pixies, The Wonderstuff, All About Eve,
Suzanne Vega, The Bhundu Boys, Van Morrisson,
Fairground Attraction, The Proclaimers, Hothouse
Flowers, Donovan, Martin Stephenson, Youssou N’Dour,
The Mahotella Queens, David Rudder and Lucinda Wil-
liams.

CAUGHT IN THE ACT - Deacon Blue;
Hammersmith Odeon, London, May 24
It's been a year since | saw Deacon Blue as a lean, hungry
group from Scotland, giving all they had at the small Town And
Country: Club, having just released their debut album, “Rain-
town." I'm happy to report they’ve lost none of that drive. While
their success in America was immediate, fame in Britain has
been creeping. It took a big realization and push from fans in
their native Scotland to put their latest platter, "When The World
Knows Your Name" straight to number one in the British album
charts, selling 300,000 copies in ten days(the same amount as
"Raintown" has now sold in a year). Now they can confidently
stride into London and sell out three nights at The Ham-
mersmith Odeon to absolutely ecstatic fans. Deacon Blue
have hit the big time and they always looked like a band who
needed and craved it. Most stunning about their performance
is its energy and length - no support band just them for 2 1/2
hours plus! They are really an incredible double act between
the twirling, Leaping, manic energy and beautiful vocals of Lor-
raine MaCintosh and the angular good loods and husky vocal
of Ricky Ross. Together they provide the kind of showman-
ship that reminds you of Bruce Springsteen, or in Lorraine’s
case, her heroine Maria Mckee of Lone Justice(about whom
they wrote "Real Gone Kid"). Having exhausted the entire con-
tents of their two albums, "Dignity", When Will You Make My
Telephone Ring", "Real Gone Kid" and "Fergus Sings The
Blues" were particularly splendid.
