.ees It makes perfect sense that it took the son of the late great Bob
Marley to bring reggae music back to our airwaves. Last year his Virgin debut went Platinum-plus worldwide and spawned a Top 40
smash with "Tomorrow People”, which everyone knows started at AOR. Considering Ziggy was not yet out of his teens the list of trophies
he racked up has been very impressive. He won a, Grammy the last time out for his efforts, he notched the first ever #1 R&B reggae
hit and collected the prestigious Image Award from the NAACP. Allin all a pretty heady experience. But with this first taste of "One
Fine Day" young Mr. Marley demonstrates that he has kept his squarely on his shoulders. Once again er-anO{mg the production team
of Tina Weymouth and Chris Franz, of T. Heads and Tom Tom Club fame, Zig has stirred up an infectious blend of reggae, pop and
rock. The early Adds from KROQ and WMDK are just the beginning on a tune that could have been custom ordered for this time of
the year. The Summer months are the perfect time to include Jamaican spice in the music mix, and this particular ingredient has already
proven to be a winner with the taste buds of your audience. If you'’re familiar with the song from the advance cassette make sure you
check the edit, because the time and rap like quality have been trimmed. Ziggy has just hit the road for touring duty, and we don’t see
any reason for him not to duplicate the sell-out "Conscious Party" performance of a year ago. Expect sales for this record to commence

out of the box, which is exactly when you should get involved.

John Cafferty and the Beaver Brown Band,
“rride And Fassion’, Scotti Brothers.... When
the "Eddie And The Cruisers” movie was released to theaters back
in 1983 it didn’t make much of an impact. But when it hit cable
TV and home video less than a year later, a virtual explosion of
interest occurred. The soundtrack album became one of the
hottest items on the shelves, and fueled by the runaway success of

Contributing to the album is another legend of the N.Y. streets,
John Cale. Give this one a shot.

Shame on those of you who doubted the commercial potential of
this Twin City tune factory. At the risk of breaking our arm, we
will pat ourselves on the back for telling you that with "Don’t Tell
A Soul", Paul Westerberg and company were ready for airplay
battle. With sales more than double any of their previous records
at 320,000, The Mats are just now taking the show on the road with
Tom Petty. For the official follow-up to the #1."I'll Be You",
they’ve decided to go with this country honk ditty, and once again
the mighty pen of Westerberg has delivered a set of lyrics so real
they have a pulse. It starts out as a portrait of a girl who, "Opens
her mouth to speak and what comes out’s a mystery", and is
"Thought about, not understood-- she’s achin’ to be". But just
when you start to feel sorry for this misunderstood creature, he
reveals, "I been achin’ now for years". It’s then you get the hint
that he’s the one in real pain, confirmed with the line "If no one’s
on your canvas, 'm achin’ to be". There are zillions of people who
have experienced unrequited love, and countless more who would
give their right arm to be able to express it so perfectly. With a
musical approach straight out of The Stones’ "Dead Flowers", The
Replacements continue to display ample evidence why so many
still call them the best damn band in America.

The Cure, "Love Snn%", Elektra With
"Disintegration” already at the 700,000 sales level, and the

Cure are about to head out on the toursville trail again. For more
than a decade Robert Smith has piloted the band on a steady
progressive path, remaining ahead of the pack but picking up new
passengers along the way. It seems strange to early travelers that
it took this long for so many to punch their ticket, and unlike most
bands who cross the tracks The Cure has been able to keep their
initial crew on board for the entire cruise. Many of you took the
trip to "Fascination Street", and the early bookings on this
follow-up list new stops at stations including KEYJ, KFMH,
WLAV, WQFM, WRCN and WZEW.

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ROCK OF THE EIGHTIES PIONEER
RICK CARROLL 1947-1989

Rick Carroll, broadcaster, cultural innovator and creator of the first successful modern music format, passed away this week ina
shocking and sad turn of events. It was ironic that Rick had only just started to see the effects of his latest changes at KROQ take
hold when, tragically, he died due to complications arising from pneumonia.

Rick started inthe San Jose Top Forty wars of the early 60’s. He was ateenage prodigy, steeped in a classic Top Forty presentation,
an influence he would never leave behind. Face it, most of us are in this business because of those great Top-40 stations. The
excitement they conveyed, the energy and pace, the ability to project a vibrant and insistent presence in that rattling dashboard
speaker.; That was the inspiration for many a young man and woman who subsequently got into the business, but for Rick it was
much more. Top-40 and radio were synonymous to Rick and those incredible Bay Area signals of the 60’s were to become the
cornerstone of all his work thereafter.

As the young PD of KNDE/Sacramento and KROY/Sacramento he took the lessons learned in the Bay Area and went one step
further. The cruclible of those Olympian Top-40.giants KFRC and KYA laid the foundation, but it took Rick to create something
brand new. An AM Top-40 format that took into account the upstart rise of album rock at then freeform renegade KZAP. It was
his first of many hybrids and made the stations he worked for In Sacramento creative showpleces, hints of what the future would
hold. His stations racked up audience at a feverish pace everywhere he went and it didn’t take long for the Bigtime to come
calling. Soon Rick was off for his life long love affair with Los Angeles.

Typically, the job was on the cutting edge. It was 1973 and the challenge was to take his format to FM at the then KKDJ/Los
Angeles. Nobody had tried a full blown CHR on FM until then. The grand old men of those Top 40 dynasties were paying the
price for their willful clinging to huge, soon to be outmoded, AM sticks. It was guys like Rick who pointed the way, who said, "Look
we cantake thistothe FM band too." Following a subsequent stint as National PD of Drake’s FM client list and PD of KEZY/Anaheim,
Rick was ready for the next step. A new musical surge, dangerous and hell bent for glory, was breaking down the staid Mid-70’s
frontiers. Another epoch was opening and Rick was there with his seismic sensibilities well tuned and ready to catch a wave.

In an edgy halo of new and dynamic music from previously unknown artists, KROQ never really burst on the scene, so much as
it leaked. For years the station struggled on the brink of oblivion with a pathetic signal, seemingly insurmountable legal fights,
promissory notes instead of paychecks and the occasional staff bloodbath. KROQ operated out of some ratty offices in Pasadena
and no matter how weird it got, you always had the feeling that Rick was right there in the center of the web all the time, adjusting
the sound making split second decisions. An exposed wire with the sound of the station running through him for current. Of
course, after all the hard work and insane hours'paid off there was a long list of gladhanders ready to say "l knew it all the time",
but Rick would just sit back, smile and think up the next sound.

Success came like an avalanche and soon Rick'was consulting companies all across the globe. His ability to devine the best in
any trend and make the most of same set him‘apart quickly from a host of poseurs. In fact, his budding Rock Of The Eighties
format was soon heard on stations througout the country. That it didn’t stick, that it gave Managers the heebie jeebies for years
afterwards was one of his biggest disappointments. But there was always LA, with that enticing strip of Malibu and the best, most
dependable, (l.e. static), Freeway Culture in the. known world. An environment custom made for his medium. And in LA, the man
was King. Every time Rick left KROQ to devote energy to his other operations, the station got hurt. Every time he came back,
|(three times in all), the station showed positive results. His was the single presence that made things work, no other testimonial
s more telling.

As a new music revolutionary he frequently got mixed up in his Top-40 revisionism. But, inthe end, it was his technique of pushing
Modern Music through a Top-40 filter that made the difference. Borrowing heavily from the clocks and rotations, the pacing and
mechanics of his own days in AM, he came to the ultimate understanding, "Play a song like it’s a hit and it will become a hit song."
To accomplish this simple but devastating formula, Rick needed complete control and he wouldn’t settle for anything less. When
many began to view the format he was devising as a hew form of free expression, Rick would set the record straight in an admirably
honest fashion. This wasn't a new freeform format, this was a music machine with precise tempo restrictions and high frequency
rotations. For years it was the perfect combination and the number of bands who sprang to national prominence from his formatic
springboard remains unchallenged.

His clain:\ to influence was natural, the automatic by-product of years spent in the front rank of his profession. Rick, after all, could
deliver Los Angeles on a platter, if he believed in the tune. And another thing, if his format had had better luck during its Initial
expansion then none of us would be acting so damn surprised about all this Rock40 stuff today. That’s Rick’s legacy too, and all
these guys taking bows for building on his work are just part of the window dressing. But, as usual, he was way ahead of the
pack. It only took the rest of us about seven years to catch up.

When Rick got back from a hiatus in Cabo San Lucas to begin his third run at KROQ we talked about how things had changed.
'The thing is to create a KROQ that will work for the future. It's a different animal now than it was when we started up. The people
we counted on to build that station aren’t there anymore, or they
have changed so much that the effect is the same. What we have
to do is apply the same approach to these new conditions. Match
the lifestyle development of that audience and give them what they
want, not what we think they want." In the long view Rick was a
populist, not an elitist. He just had a wider vision of what the public
could absorb, the guts to stake his whole career on that instinct,
and the talent, not to mention the stamina, to pull it all together time
and time again.

The official press release reads, "Everyone at KROQ mourns a
leader and a friend". | can’t really improve on that except to add my
own note of personal regret and thanks. In 1972 Rick hired me fresh
from Hj jh School to be the News Editor at KNDE. It was a rare
chance to see a master at work, witnessing first hand how to make
aradlo station special from the ground up. Alithat | have done since
then has carried with it some small |mprlnt of his teaching, and you
can't find that on the rack, at any price. Thanks, Rick.

adore the non-stop energy and roar of Guru guitars. It’s like
coming home to the sound we try to measure other bands up
to, but the Hoodoo Gurus will not relinquish their title
anytime soon. They’re quite skilled at pumping out fun-filled
tunes that ride on a wave of electricity, and shred through the
bull to give you a free-wheeling song spree that lasts for days.
Most importantly, the Gurus are like no other, so anyone who
tries to dribble out tired comparisons has certainly missed
the point. Lead singer/songwriter David Faulkner cuts
through those crisp, aggressive guitars with a tremolo voice
that by now, has become a mark of excellence for the band.
Meanwhile, Brad Shepherd’s wiry leads give ’em the grit and
growl that makes the band’s personality come alive. The
Hoodoo Gurus have built up enough steam on the first three
albums to ruffle a few feathers on "Magnum Cum Louder",
as thz{branch out and explore a slightly adjusted musical ap-
proach. 1987's "Blow Your Cool" was fast, rugged and sun
dried with enough string burn scorch even the die hard ad-
mirers. Now they embark on a new phase of their career.
The hi-fi result is the presence of Faulkner’s warm, velvety
keyboard treatment and more sing-a-long songs than ever
before. Once this disc gets under your skin, you will follow
them in any direction: From the pure pop brilliance of "Come
Anytime", "All The Wax" and "Another World"; to the swirl-
ing fascination of "Hallucination", "Shadow Me"

Beautiful landscapes materialize before your
eyes with the country charm of "Roadside Flowers" and soft rock
along with a sober touch of folk, lays the groundwork for the spar-
kling sounds that will draw in anyone with blue guitar radar.
"Smoke Rings" stands out with its moody, single string melody
that haunts along a rock steady groove. Don’t miss the soothing
acoustics of "Broken Little Man", that revive a traditional sound,
conjuring up the smoky hooks in the 1986 album "Leaving Time".
For added depth try "Just Like Love" and "Stay With Me".

Pop Will Eat Itself "This Is The Day...ThisIs The
Hour...This Is This!" (RCA) The
grand Grebo speaks again. A musical
montage of every dubious facet of
western culture, Pop Will Eat Itself is
quite a remarkable concept. The bas-
tard children born of the apocalypse
keep growing, as we become absorbed
into the computer age, manipulated by
the media giants in bed with
politicians.

to focus upon. Graham Crabb lets those explosive, percolating
beats run rampant around Clint Mansell’s cynical vocal lead, stir-
ring up real a real frenzy in the process. It’s hard to pinpoint
when this industrial crush began, but Executive Slacks, Age Of
Chance, Front 242 and Propaganda all come to mind. Pop Will
Eat Itself seems to have seized the moment with an attack on logic
and a mish mash of fleeting thoughts found on "This Is The Day".

Monks Of Doom "The Cosmodemonic
Telegraph Company" (Rough Trade) The Monks
are three parts Camper Van

on their second album they continue to
sculpt the curious machinations intro-
duced last year. It’s liberating to hear
the experimental elements from both
of those San Francisco bands assume
a new psychedelic identity in this
spinoff project. Although the novelty
factor is high, the Monks Of Doom
have definitely reached a new plateau
dominated by their own style of free-thinking fret work. Some
songs echo content similar to that of Henry Kaiser or Arto
Lindsay, but there is always a reminder of paisley, peace signs
and even the pompadour. The kitsch is that the playful guitars
create pure fantasy while helping to shape the new now sound.
The record isn’t overstuffed with sixties references as they pick
and choose their sound elements wisely, with a hint of mischief
that makes the disc divine. From the mind-altering instrumental
charge of "Vaporize Your Crystals" to the swagger of "Trapped",
they bomb you with tripped out variations and fill the air with
good karma. They attack every note with a twist of purpose,
manipulating the melody and beat with quick wit. Not just a
series of bar chords leading to the next chorus, the Monks Of
Doom mold each song into neat shapes and then bounce it off
the wall like Silly Putty. Try the dark, cavorting rhythms in
"Voodoo Vengeance", "Unexplained Murders" and "The Beach
Of Deception". We're happy they broke the code of silence.

Alice Cooper, "Trash", Epic.... When you think of

"theatrical” rock, the first name that comes to mind, no doubt,
is this man’s. So what does a guy like that do when the current
musical trends are leaning very much in the opposite
direction? When the big "thing" in metal these days, is having
a more "raw and natural street sound"? Simple. He updates
his style and sound to a point where his latest tune virtually
rings of success ("Trash" is the first cut up to bat from his soon
to be released Lp by the same name). In fact, joining him on
this song, with some very compatible and colorful vocal
support, is the leader of one of the biggest mainstream dreams
goin’ these days - Jon Bon Jovi. His participation, as well as
Aerosmith’s Tom Hamilton (bass) and Joey Kramer (drums),
along with guitarists Mark Frazier and Jack Johnson - give
this cut an 80’s style kick in the ol’ chorus so it really comes
alive. With the success of Alice Cooper veterans like Kip
Winger, Paul Taylor, Neal Smith and Dennis Dunaway (the
latter two are now in Deadringer), it’s about time the master
himself showed these guys that he’s still alive and kickin’.

The most prestigious and important happening in hard rock had
been canceled this year. The English Monsters Of Rock Festival
held annually on the grounds of the Castle Donnington
Racetrack. For the past nine years, bands like AC/DC, Ozzy
Osbourne, Bon Jovi, Whitesnake, Z.Z. Top and Iron Maiden
have all headlined with 4 to 5 incredible support acts including |
Guns N’Roses, Def Leppard, The Scorpions, Kiss - the list goes

on. The festival attracted thousands of fans for their annual
pilgrimage without ever having any serious problems. Last year
though, the excitement surrounding the Guns N’Roses portion of |
the show resulted in a a stampede towards the front of the stage.

In the rush, two fans, 18 year old Alan Dick and 20 year old
Landon Siggers were crushed to death. According to a |
spokesperson for MCP, the promoters of the festival, a
subsequent investigation determined the accident t be caused in
part by poor planning of the seating area. So when local
authorities granted the license for this year’s show, additional |
requirements for permanent bleachers and a smaller crowd
capacity were added. The additions forced the promoters to hold ‘
off the show for this year as they construct the safer seating and
whether or not the limitations on the size of the crowd will be |
upheld, will be determined in court.

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The Rolling Stones have announced plans for their North
American concert tour, the first in eight years. The tour begins at
Rich Stadium in Buffalo New York, on September1; Announcing
details at Grand Central Station, Mick Jagger wasI asked about
how he and Keith Richards were getting along thése days. "We
don’t have fights. We just have disagreements,” he responded. The
tour coincides with the release of the band’s new album, "Steel
Wheels," and the first single, "Mixed Emotions." Jagger says the LP
has "some rough edges." After the Buffalo date, the band goes to
Toronto on September 3rd, and Pittsburgh on the 6th. Other dates
are: East Troy, Wis., Sept. 9 and 11; Cincinnati, Sept. 14; Raleigh,
N.C., Sept. 16; St. Louis, Sept. 17; Philadelphia, Sept. 21;
Washington, D.C., Sept. 25; and Cleveland, Sept. 27. The band
also plans to go to New York; Los Angeles; Vancouver; Atlanta;
Tampa, Fla.; Foxboro, Mass.; Detroit; Montreal; Indianapolis;
Minneapolis; Jacksonville, Fla.; Houston; Birmingham, Ala.;
Dallas; Denver; Kansas City, Mo.; Ames, lowa; New Orleans; and
Miami, but dates for those cities have not been announced. "This
tour is not historical,” Jagger said. "I don’t see it as a retrospective
tour, I don’t see it as a farewell tour. It’s the Rolling Stones in
1989." Tickets for most of the shows will be $28.50.

Katrina, /& The Waves have a new album, "Break Of Hearts,"
coming out later this month. It will be the first release from SBK
Records! "'ve never felt this way about a record before," Katrina
says. "It’s the first time the whole band has actually written the
songs. It’s a bit of a complicated way of writing material, but we
thrive on being on the edge, not being sure of what’s going to
happen next. It seems to work for us.” Drummer Alex Cooper says
the LP is "a good reflection of where we are now." The band will
be touring Sweden, Holland, Belgium and Norway ‘after the LP is
released.

Siouxsie & The Banshees bass player Steve Severin is working on
a20-minute film called "Visions Of Ecstasy," which will be released
onvideo later this summer. It’s based loosely on the story of a 15th
century Spanish saint. Meanwhile, Siouxsie Sioux & Budgie are
also working on another Creatures album, for release in
September.

King’s X don’t have any real reason to call their new albuiy,
"Gretchen Goes To Nebraska." "It had no meaning," explains
guitarist Ty Tabor. "A long time ago, five or six years ago, we were
talking about album titles or whatever with one of the guys who
worked with us," explains drummer Jerry Gaskill. "And just off
the top,¢ of his head, he said, ‘Gretchen Goes To Nebraska.’ And it
was hllarlous to us, we thought it was kind of classic-sounding, so
we sald that someday we were gonna name an album with that
title. And that’s where it comes from." But the bapd decided to
write a song to go with the title. "I love this story, and it’s about a
girl who goes to this place called Nebraska," says bass player and
vocalist Doug Pinnick. "The story is in the CD and the record, but
not in the cassette."

Britny Fox have begun work on their second album, which will be
called "Fuel The Fire." The LP is being produced in New York City
by Neil Kernon, who has worked with Dokken and Autograph.
The LP should be out in late October.

Foreigner member Mick Jones will have a solo album out in early
August. The LP features Ian Hunter, Ian Lloyd, Carly Simon and
Foreigner drummer Dennis Elliot. Jones also co-produced Billy
Joel’s upcoming album and has worked with Eric Clapton on a
song for Clapton’s next LP.

Members of the Grateful Dead appeared before a Congressional
Human Rights Caucus in Washington to talk about saving the
world’s, ramforests "We’re really just citizens who have a
constltuent so to speak,” says Jerry Garcia. "They are people who
listen to*us." Garcia says the band has been intérested in the
environment for two decades. But one member of Gongress noted
that most Dead fans don’t vote. Garcia agreed, but added, "I know
that Deadheads will chain themselves to a tree."

The production manager for New Edition has been charged with
criminal homicide in the death of the security manager for Guy.
The shooting apparently came after road crews for both
entertainers got into a fight. Ronald Byrd is charged with shooting
Anthony Bee twice after chasing him from the Pittsburgh Civic
Arena to a nearby hotel. Bee died later at a hospital. He will face
a coroner’s inquest in a few days. "It was a group of guys beating
up another group of guys with ball bats," one police detective says.
"The accused was one of those being beaten. He managed to get

agun and chased the victim down the street and fired a few times."
New Edition and Guy were to play as part of a concert series, but
the show was postponed. There had apparently been a running
dispute between the bands since a date in Greensboro, North
Carolina. Four members of Guy’s crew were jailed on assault
charges for the beating of New Edition crew member Michael
Clark of New York, police say. Due to the incident,
Anheuser-Busch officials have decided to drop New Edition and
Guy from its "Superfest” and "Budweiser Presents” tours.

An 18-year-old has been charged with trying to steal Richie
Sambora’s guitar after a concert by Bon Jovi in Manchester, New
Hampshire. David Pearsall was freed on $1,000 bond after being
charged with the theft of Sambora’s $2,000 white Kramer guitar
and a $2,000 transmitter attached to it. Jon Bon Jovi’s brother,
Tony, saw Pearsall begin to walk away with the guitar backstage
and followed him until police could stop him.

Members of Steppenwolf were involved in a weekend traffic
accident in Tennessee that caused a big traffic tie-up, but none of
the members were injured. Their bus driver did suffer minor cuts
and some other people in the seven-vehicle accident were hurt.

The Monkees have received a star on the Hollywood Walk Of
Fame. It’s the 1,894th bronze star along the walk. About 750 fans
were there for the ceremony, which was attended by all four band
members: Mickey Dolenz, Davy Jones, Michael Nesmith and
Peter Tork. Tork joked about the location of the band’s star. "We
wanted the star here because we were afraid the burrito shop
wasn’t doing enough business," he said. "But seriously, we want to
thank those musicians like Carole King and Neil Diamond who
helped us out years ago, and mainly our fans. Without you we
wouldn’t have this tribute.” The ceremony came after a Monkees
convention in Universal City.

Graceland had a record number of visitors recently, with 4,920
people visiting the mansion in Memphis on Monday, July 3rd. In
fact, the visitors spent more money that day than it cost Elvis
Presley to build the mansion in 1957. The visitors spent $110,000
on tour tickets and at gift shops operated by Graceland. Presley
paid $103,000 for the house in 1957.

Tom Petty has been including cover versions of the Clash’s
"Should I Stay Or Should I Go?" and the Georgia Satellites’ "Keep
Your Hands To Yourself" on the opening dates of his current tour
in his home state of Florida. The shows also included a cover of
the Yardbirds’ "I’m Not Talking."

U.S. District Judge Roger Vinson has ruled that a Pensacola,
Florida bar can play whatever music it wants, even though the
owners of an adjacent restaurant had filed suit because they
objected to the songs that were being played. Western Sizzlin Inc.
had sought a preliminary injunction against Michele Lynn’s
Lounge and a group called the Trashy White Band. The
restaurant chain claimed that its reputation and trademark has
been damaged. Western Sizzlin attorneys contended that the
music violated a franchise agreement because customers would
assume that the chain approved of it. But the judge disagreed,
saying that customers would know the two businesses were
separate. Western Sizzlin filed the lawsuit after receiving a
complaint from the National Association for the Advancement of
Colored People. A customer had notified the civil rights group
after hearing a song that included the word "nigger" and a chorus
that said, "To hell with the NAACP." The couple who own both
the bar and the restaurant say that the music in question is only
played after the restaurant closes at 11pm The chain is still saying
it will terminate the franchise owners’ agreement.

John Lydon has no apologies for the sound of the new Public
Image Ltd. album, which could be described as being more
commercial than previous LPs. "I realize that our new album
sounds almost too good and that there’s going to be a lot of
criticism that we’ve sold out, but we wanted to make a really
professional pop album, so to hell with the critics," he says. "Why
did we work with guys who produce mainstream acts like Pet Shop
Boys and Talking Heads? We didn’t have much of a choice, to be
honest. We were originally booked to record the album in Los
Angeles with another producer, but on the very day we were due
to start, he informed us that the songs stunk and that no one could
play." So PIL ended up going to London to work with Eric
Thorngren and Stephen Hague. "It all went very smoothly, apart
from losing our keyboardist, Lu Edmonds,” Lydon says. He says
Edmonds has gone partially deaf and was unable to participate in
the recording of the album. "The doctors have told him to take a
year off, but there’ll always be a place in the group for him because
he’s a good friend."
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Treat Her Right made a 13-stop promotional tour on Amtrak to
promote their new album, "Tied To The Tracks." It all seems to be
part of the band’s fascination with trains. The group’s music
publishing company is called Dogs and Trains. "Trains are a
natural part of the world our music creates,” says guitarist David
Champagne. "The sound a train makes is music. The wheels upon
the tracks lay down a percussive rhythm, the whistle could be a
harmonica or a slide guitar and the locomotive creates one of the
most powerful bass grooves imaginable."

Dickie Betts says that since reuniting, the Allman Brothers Band
has been playing a lot of tunes that the band hadn’t played since
the death of Duane Allman in 1971. "There’s an energy here," he
says of the group’s current tour. But Butch Trucks is quick to add,
"This isn’t a tribute tour. This group is playing those songs, but we
play them the way we play them now." The band is planning to play
all old material at the shows this summer. "You’re not going to
have to sit there and have to try to figure out what song we’re
playing,” says Gregg Allman. They’ll have the same old feeling, but
they’re going to be enhanced by the way we play them now. There
won’t be anything new, but 'l be surprised if this doesn’t go ahead
and keep going and we record something."

The parents of Jon Bon Jovi have begun a scholarship named after
their son to help aspiring artists attending his old high school.
John and Carol Bongiovi say the "Jon Bon Jovi Dare To Dream
Scholarship” will be awarded to artistic students at the Sayreville
War Memorial High School in New Jersey. Recipients don’t have
tobe rock singers. "It could be a kid who likes to hammer the piano
all day long and is driving everybody nuts," Carol Bongiovi says.

Hallo Atlantic hoppers! I cannot tell alie; ’m on holiday this week in the friendly and modern surroundings of Toronto, Canada. Thanks
to my friend at Virgin Records in Los Angeles, Marcia Macro - I was able to go and see the Sugarcubes/Public Image Limited/New
Order show in both Toronto and Buffalo. Virgin Canada were also most helpful, thanks to Nancy there. I also had loads of fun and
games at WBNY spinning a cartload of records I brought with me. Warm greeting to all the hardworking folks at Buffalo’s finest. This
week, in place of my usual column, I bring you *Time Out" magazine’s Top 100 Albums. "Time Out" is London’s entertainment and arts
magazine, which enjoys a readership in London of 270,000 people, It’s a glossy equivalent to "The Village Voice" or "The Boston Phoenix".
Their 100 Greatest Albums of All Time consists of the tabulated results of more than 60 "Time Out" music writers who have at some
point worked at the magazine, since their start in 1968. The comments for the Top 20 albums are theirs.

1/Prince: "Sign O The Times" (Paisley Park)...Surreal soul in pop-funk boots. Urgent seduction, serene corruption. Impec-
cable bad taste; religious, sacrilegious. Prince Nelson Rogers - a man who makes passes while wearing glasses. Caramba!

2/Velvet Underground: "Velvet Underground & Nico" (Verve)...This album exerts a weird retrospective messianic hold
over the. current generation of rockers. It’s as if everything that anyone ever wanted to say about alienation, both sexual and social, is
enshrined beneath the big banana. "VU & Nico" is a rock reliquary.

3/Marvin Gaye: "Let’s Get It On" (Motown)...Sexual and religious love explored directly and with great feeling. Human vul-
nerability in general, and Marvin in particular, creates a vicious undertow and makes this album the most brave, complex and thorough-
going exposition of the soul aesthetic ever. A better record than "What’s Going On", which is merely important.

4/The Clash: "London Calling" (CBS)...The "well made" Clash album that at once signaled their apotheosis as a great rock band
and sealed their doom as a punk group(punk groups just don’t make double albums-not good ones anyway).

5/Rolling Stones: "Exile On Main Street" (Rolling Stones)...Another improbable yet hugely successful double LP, with the
Stones making their own definitive statement of how it feels. Tn this case they were extremely ropey: feverish, drunk and dopey in a
basement in the south of France one boiler of a summer, "Exile" is the great monument to rock and roll lethargy and disease.

6/Bob Dylan: "Blond On Blonde" (CBS)...Staggering, epic songs, perfect southern musicianship, and "Sad-Eyed Lady OF The
Lowlands". A blissful marriage of the art of Allen Ginsberg with that of Chuck Berry. Only two albums (Sgt. Pepper is the other) have
so radically transformed rock music. This one was first and best and still stands alone.

7/Patti Smith: "Horses" (Arista)...The arrogance of the woman was extraordinary - she presumed that we wanted to hear her
wild, extravagant, overwritten, stream of consciousness rock poetry. Amazingly, she was right. One of the most abandoned, committed
efforts in.rock history.

8/Marvin Gaye: "What’s Going On" (Motown)...Him again. This time with the album from 1971 that changed the course of
soul at a stroke. Suddenly the aesthetic ante was upped: orchestral arrangements, extended improvisation and themes concerning en-
vironmental, social and moral issues were legal tender in the black pop mainstream. A brilliant gesture.

9/The Clash: "The Clash" (CBS)...Long before The Clash’s’s bullshit detector ran out of batteries they were the most exciting,
uncompromised and heroic punk group in existence. Here is the documentary evidence.

10/Television: "Marquee Moon" (Elektra)...Tom Verlaine’s limpid major-label debut somehow contrived to drench a vaguely
Francophile existential poetic vision, with the sound of The Byrds melting down and made it all rather appealing to the punk genera-
tion. Unsurpassed to this day in the great New York melting pot.

11/Beach Boys: "Pet Sounds" (Capitol)...Massed strings, the best LA session men, waves of reverberation, layered teenage
voices and the saddest of sad songs. The glory that was mono. It was all downhill from here.
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12/Van Morrison: "Astral Weeks" (Warner Bros.)...Not exactly celtic soul, but not exactly anything else either. This is early
Van, improvising relaxedly in Ladabroke Grove with lots of good friends and pot of jasmine tea.

13/Prince: "Parade” (WEA)...It’s got "Kiss" on it. The last one he made with The Revolution and the first one where everyone sat
up and took notice.

14/Al Green: "Call Me" (Hi)...One of the very greatest soul albums of all time getting tardy recognition as such. Beautiful songs,
a cracking Mempbhis rythmn section and the most exquisitely tender singing you’ss hear this side of St. Peter’s postern.

15/Stevie Wonder: "Songs In The Key Of Life" (Motown)...It’s hard to see what makes this a better record than "Talking
book" or Innervisions"(apart from its sheer ambition), but still, this is Stevie in the final flush of genius stepping out into unknown ter-
ritory in terms of téchnology and taste. Great tunes too.

16/John Coltrane: "A Love Supreme” (Impulse)...Exists eternally at that fission point where art, love, spirituality, sensuality,
passion and pain collide and create. An album of healing and inspiration that lives up to its title.

17/Miles Davis: "Kind Of Blue" (CBS)...Ain’t it funny how jazzers stick together? This is Miles grooving in a modal style in
1959 with Coltrane and Adderley up front and, most significantly, Bill Evans at the piano. A benchmark album and one that’s always
infected non-jazz fans’ glands.

18/Elvis Costello: "Imperial Bedroom" (F-Beat)...Geoff Emerick’s fine production shaped The Attractions knuckle-rawsound
into a sumptuous glove to enfold some of Costello’s best songs. Perhaps not a definitive effort, but certainly a mature, shapely and end-
lessly listenable one.

19/Aretha Franklin: "Greatest Hits" (Atlantic)..."I Say A Little Prayer" I going to dignify any album on which it bestows its
gracious presence. The great thing about this one is that it has all the Queen Of Soul’s other finest moments from the 60’s too.

20/The Doors: "The Doors" (Elektra)...Jim Morrison, leather trousers, genitals, darkness, reverb, Ray Manzarek’s placcy organ.
Without The Doors, the 60’s might never have ended.
