Ian
Hunter’s stamp is all over this song, both instrumentally and
vocally, and there’s no mistaking Mr. Jagger’s influence as well.
And while the credits don’t reflect it, you can’t tell us the head
Stone isn’t all over this chorus. And while we’re on that subject,
the "just wanna hold" hook has to rank as the week’s best--with all
the right hints of "Once Bitten", "Start Me Up", "Rebel Rebel", and
the Foreigner classics in all the right places.

with just the right words to describe Web’s work has us all tied
up--so here’s what others have had to say: "Swampadelic uneasy
listening"; "sci-fi psycho-rockabilly” and "inter-planetary southern
roots rock”.

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THE BOB RIVERS REPORT

In which one of America’s top rated morning talents talks about life in the Northwest, AOR’s hardening arteries and the death of
shock jock morning shows. Read on for a fascinating look at one of the premiere morning minds in the business today. Bob and his
partner Sean Donahue have been getting comfortable in the Emerald City and are prepping for their duel with established morning
stars Crow and West at KXRX. Between Bob’s fertile imagination and Sean’s revolutionary approach to the job of sidekick, the pair
have fashioned a show that promises to deliver a new level of entertainment in the toast and jam wars across the country. One thing
is certain, if it works there will be a whole slug of Bob and Sean wanna-be’s popping in markets coast to coast. Get an advance look
at what just might turn into the next "big thing" in morning shows.

JT: Youknow I hate you for living in Seattle.
No town has ever stayed with me as much as
Jet Town.

Bob: I know, I know, isn’t this just the
ﬁregtest town in the world? I have been

aving a blast doing some very intense work
acclimating to the area. "That means
meeting a lot of peo?le, getting comfortable
with all the areas that make up the c1t¥;
hangm% out in bars and, because I'm suc
an outdoorsy kinda guy, that also means
doing a lot of salmon fishing and hiking. We
were up in the Cascades and we almost lost
Sean. I mean the man almost got killed and
that is what I call intense research. No, it is
a %reat town and I can’t wait to get my family
relocated.

JT: How do you size up the competition?

Bob: I have the greatest respect for Crow
and West. They are really very good, which
is nice because’I like a challenge. I would
hate to go into a town and have folks say,
"There’s nobody else in town worth a damn,
the market will just roll over for ya’, and that
is definitely not the case here. This will be
a lot more like fencing than, say, using a
battle axe. I also get the feeling that Crow
and West are very decent guys on top of it

which helps make the whole sense o

competition surrounding, this
match-up even more exciting.
This will' be a real fight.

JT: At the same time, the
standard bad bor agproach
won’t work in Seattle. You can’t
just twist tails in that town and
expect the audience to accept it.

Bob: Well, I have a distaste for
that kind of radio anyway.
When I travel around and listen
to morning shows that rely on
that shock approach ltd]ust
seems stale and out of date.
What we have been working on
will be Fart of what takes the
place of those "in your face"
morning shows. Now that the
welcome has worn out for the
shock jocks, we have to get to
something that still entertains
the audience without leaning so :
heavily on that routine. Let’s :
face if, that stuff sounds pretty
corny anymore. That’s not to
say that my GM won’t be hearing from
community groups from time to time. You
definitely have to keep the audience awake
and sometimes_that means giving them a
shot once in a while, but you can’t beat them
to death with it anymore. A show like this is
always an ongoing project, sq it’s safe to say
that we won’t have all our elements in line
when we go on the air, but we have done
some very good work already and I can’t
wait to get started.

JT: The format has been coming in for some
pretty rough treatment over the last few
months, a lot of folks are dancing on our
grave and we aren’t even dead yet. How do
you see the state of AOR at this juncture?

Bob: The format in general and morning
shows in particular are sounding very stale
to me rlgf{t now. The best way to put it is
that AOR scems confused at this time. In
the past you could adjust to a Classic or
CHR threat by moving in one direction a
little. Now with all the niche formats
splintering the audience it has become a lot
tougher for a market leading AOR to guide
its Tortunes through all this increasing
competition. There are so many ways they
can come at you now that you can’t rely on
the old simple adjustments to pull you out
of it. And, unfortunately for the format, the

more choices you have to make in
positioning your station, the more chance
ou have to be wron§: The opportunity for
ailure is correspon mle high as a result.
PD’s know that and a lot of them have
chosen to_do_nothing instead of guessin,

wrong, which just confributes to the genera
staleness of AOR, and so on, and so on.

JT: And what about the specific challenges
facing KISW? The station has certainly
been through a trial by fire in the past few
years.

Bob: Like it or not, a lot of what has gone on
in this race between KISW and KXRX is
tied up in the emotions that surrounded that
big l!lumpmg ship that started the whole duel
inthe first place. Allthose negative feelings
within the building are just now starting to
turn around into something much more
positive. I’'m sure Sky has had a lot to do
with it, but I also get the feeling that there is
just so much talent in this building that we
can’t helP but Put out a great sounding radio
station. I feel like we are finally getting past
all that negativity and can really start havin
an impact that maybe we lacked before.
know that the only reason Sean and I are
here is to help the station regain leadership
gl the market. And that’s what we intend to
0.

JT: Back to morning shows now. Do you
really believe that all these big bucks
morning teams are losing their edge? A lot
of people are still getting big numbers
projecting that kind of Shock Rock
mentality.

Bob: A lot of those morning shows are
successful for a while, some of them still are
but I find in listening to them that most o
them are still just doing the same old bits. It
worked once but I am not so sure that it
continues to work and, more lmportqntlgf I
am convinced that it won’t work in the
future. Another contributing factor to the
problem with morning shows is that there
are so many comedy networks and services
available today. That means a lot of good
material gets circulated but it helps to make
everybodysound alike. Thereisa Frevalhng
attitude that relies on the use of copy-cat
material so if you do anything different, and
it’s good, you can count on a whole lot of
guys doing the same thing right away. Those
are some of the problems that I think are
keeping the morning shows I hear from
growing much these days, and I am talkmﬁ
about big market talent here, not the sma
towns. The format is so gun shy that nobody
seems interested in trying something a little
different. That’s where we come in.
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JT: I know better than to ask for any
blueprint to morning show dominance but
give me an outline of what makes for a great
morning show.

Bob: It is truly hard to be different these
days, ’m not “saying that it’s easy, but it
comes from attitude and being on the
offense. A lot of stations sound like they are
on the defense today, especially in the
morning. The format is actm%l efensive
and the morning shows reflect that
unfortunatel% For me the key came when i
found Sean. T really floundered until we got
together about a Kear ago. Sean’s father
Egoneer_ed FM rock radio and he has lots of
is dad in him. I think of Sean as the perfect
sidekick, a real revolutionary when it comes
to conceptualizing what a mornm%l show
should be. For a long time people thought
I should be a solo talent and I tried that for
a_long time but when I listened to m{
airchecks I didn’t like what I heard. No,
can safely say that it took working with Sean
for me to really hit my stride.

JT: Let’s talk morning talent some more.
First there’s Howard Stern who I think is on
top of his form right now. He still gets a lot
of mileage out_of his ability to shock and
delight his audience. He would seemingly
defy your opinion that bad boy radio is on
the way out. Secondly, what
about Perry Stone? Here's a
guy with fremendous talent
= who has been getting great
= numbers and tons of market
= attention wherever he goes, but
who can’t seem to settie down
and make it stick.

Bob: Perry Stone is a real
talent, perhaps one of the best
young ugls in the business
today. Buf Perry s also a loose
canon, What Perry needs is
what I needed, a sidekick he
can respect. Somebody he
= wants to work for and nof just
J some second voice that he can
run over in the studio. When
he finds that, and when he’s
- working for the right
management, and when he has
a PD that knows him, then he
- will really be tough to bring
- down. As for Howard, he has
. slowly matured his approach
and, I think, he has left much of his pure
shock value behind. 1 know he will read this
on the air and call me jerk and say, "pussy,
Fussy, pussy'", just to prove me wrong. But
or anyone to merely classify Howard as a
shock jock is to detract from what he really
is, which is the best comic_mind in radio
today. He is a genius, definitely the best
instinctive feel for comedy on the radio right
now. But listen close and you will see that
even Howard is backing away from beating
people over the head with outrage.

JT: So, you stand by your opinion that the
shock jocks are an éndangered species?

Bob: Absolutely, the Shock-Rock school is
definitely on its wa{ out. That’s not to say
you can’f cross that line once in a while, But
as a staple for your show, it’s a mistake. I
will tell'you what I think is on the rise and
that’s activism. Tie into thmgs that the
commumq_l cares about and become an
outlet for that concern. Now, in Baltimore
it was probably the Orioles Marathon while
here in Seattlé it’s more likely to be issues
related to the environment. Each town has
a couple of hot buttons you can push in that
re%ard and they really help you to build a
solid relationship with the audience.

«se It’s been a long haul from his much glorified but crazy days with the Sex
Pistols, to this his second solo release "Fire And Gasoline", but as you will see Steve has come through just fine. In fact, on this record
there is a recapturing of the energy and intensity that made songs like "dnarchy In The U.K." and "God Save The Queen" such metal
staples. When Steve recorded "Guilty" back in 1987, it was a the depiction of a man coming to grips with a rough and painful past and
the end of a very long addiction to drugs. It was not what the radio world was looking for, but it was necessary. In purging himself of all
those pent up emotions and ideas, he freed himself somewhat from the stigma that accompanied his legendary status as
guitarist/songwriter for one of metal’s most influential bands. So, now we have here the first emphasis cut from his newest release - and
he’s revved. He was obviously ready to return to the raw and exuberant style that was the catalyst behind the whole Pistols legend. Albeit,
now he has focus and this song rocks with attitude. The song on the whole sounds a bit like The Cult meets Bang Tango. He has the
drive and flow of Billy Duffy, Ian Astbury’s vocals, (especially on the chorus), and the groove and growls of Joe Leste and Co. (Ian, by
the way, co-produced the album along with Mark Dearnly). Not surprising since he was probably one of their influences. It’s a good
time rocker, and rest assured there’s more like it on the album. He’s back, and he’s sounding great.

"L Li . i «se« A small group of industry types got their first earful of this band’s brash
and unbridled metal, when the band played to a very packed room (in a recording studio), during Foundation’s Forum last year. Almost
everyone was impressed at first listen, if not blown out the door by their raw and aggressive attack. Then, thanks to Rick Rubin, the
metal radio world was invited to the party when a 4 song Ep called "Wasted But Dangerous" was released. If youw'll recall that Ep was
stocked full of David Lee Roth type bolts of eccentricity and pizzazz atop a punchy powergrind ("Limousine", "Loco", "Dance Dirty" and
"Killer"). Well, this time out we get the big picture - and it rocks from first track to last. "I Like It Hot" is the first cut out of the chute and
it’s not as hard-edged as we expected. Rather, it’s more like a pop anthem with Van Halen-ish rhythms right out of the "Jump" and
"Panama" daze. I don’t know maybe it’s just ’cause Blaze (Bayley) has that Diamond Dave swagger in his voice (very, very close), that I
draw those comparisons. Listen and see what you think. Nonetheless, it is a very catchy kind of tune sure to latch on to more than just
metal ears. String-bender Jase Edwards keeps the song flying along at a fairly sprite pace while Jeff Hately (bass) and Steve Danger
(drums) keep it punchy. The rest of the records packs a much harder wallop... ahh, but that’s yet to come.

WHERE THE WILD THINGS ARE

METALLICA: Not Your Average Bible Students
Heavy Metal rock and roll is best defined in the word Metallica.
Their performance at the Brendan Byrne Arenain the New Jersey
Meadowlands Sports Complex was living proof that the genre is
alive and well. In fact, stronger than ever. The once underground,
overlooked band of snotty nosed eighteen year olds have
succeeded in breaking all the rules and can command a sold out
house two nights in a row. With over 30,000 sweaty fans, that’s a
lot of respect there. From obscurity, the band graduated from the
independent scene on Johnny Z’s Megaforce Records to the Big
Leagues of Elektra and have kept it going. With possibly the most
powerful managers in the business, Q-Prime, Metallica are in their
prime,

Frontman James Hetfield has developed into quite a charismatic
and amusing showman with his performance taking on a Sam
Kinison feel at times. He would slip from his rock and roll growls
into his San Franciscan dude voice the way Kinison would jump
from talking in human tones then to his almighty scream. Same
stuff here. Much to the relief of a bunch of newer faces in the
crowd, the kind who thought Metallica was an MTV band, James
was a much less imposing figure than the preconceived warlike
poses. In fact, he was charming. It is what separates Metallica
from the mob of trend followers, all trying to be as rebellious and
loud as the original, but ending up looking pale in comparison.
Metallica doesn’t have to prove anything, they are it.

But even Metallica is not the root of all rebellion. The modus
operandi here is take what you can and make it better and
Metallica has done that. Covering songs from prior unknown
artists like Diamondhead, Budgie, and The Misfits, Metallica
have succeeded in creating their own sonic niche, far greater than
any of their influential predecessors and have even brought them
up with them. It is what subculture is all about. Sticking together
and sowing your own oats and pretty soon yow’ll have a hell of a
lot of oatmeal. By wearing t-shirts of their favorite artists
(unheard of in the mainstream pop field), they have succeeded in
bringing more attention to fellow colleagues. Bands like Faith No
More and The Misfits are two that come to mind. It is what the
hip-hop community has been jealously eyeing as if it were some |
sort of preconceived master plan. Their recent calls for a "posse”
to stick together in the nasty music business is happening in the
metal field. But that’s another story.

Their live set covered a lot of ground, from the 1983 "Kill ’Em All"
up to the current platinum "...And Justice For All'. Some of those
aforementioned cover songs are so entrenched in Metallica
repertoire, that songs like "dm I Evil' (Diamondhead), "Last
Caress" and "Green Hell' (Misfits) are among the most popular
tunes in the set. They even tip their hat to Glenn Danzig (former
leader of the Misfits, now with his self-titled group), with a forty
second snippet of "Twist O’Cain". Their staging has also expanded
with them to their headlining status. The theatrical setting of the
crumbling halls of justice along with plenty of pyrotechnics
culminates in the destruction of what was left before. Explosions
even "destroy” some of the lighting rig, leaving it swinging
precariously close to bassist Jason Newsted’s cranium. Allin all,
great fun for the nasty destructive kid in all of us.

But most importantly, the crowd was all part of it. Judging from
the amount of sweat drenched black t-shirts in the crowd,
Metallica have touched something inside these kids. Much
deeper than MTV programmers, hair stylists, and the posing
yuppies, this is the real thing. The power of music can be so
overwhelming, and the Metallicats know it. The song "Creeping
Death", quite possibly the most controversial song of the set (from
an outsider’s point of view), was prefaced by James asking the
crowd if they read the lyrics. For those of you who don’t know the
story, it is simply a retelling of the Old Testament Passover story.
This brings things into context when the hypnotic and
overwhelming bridge section comes up with the chanting "Die! By
my hand! Die..." etc... From the faces of the possessed at the show,
I think they really believed it. Whoever said Metallica weren’t

practicing theologians?

Paul Kelly will no longer call his backing band the Coloured Girls,

as he has done in his native Australia. He’s decided to go with the
Messengers name that he’s already been using around the rest of
the world. The band has recorded a new album called "So Much
Water So Close To Home," which is the title of a Raymond Carver
story. The story is the basis for a song on the LP, "Everything’s
Tuming To ite." The album was recorded in Hollywood in
February, March and April.

Bruce Springsteen is upset about a quote attributed to him in a
new film put out by the Parents’ Music Resource Center and
screened at the New Music Seminar. "Rising To The Challenge"
promotes the group’s argument that there should be a rating
system for records. The film includes a quote from a Reader’s
Digest article last year in which Springsteen is reported to have
said, "In many ways what’s halgﬁxening in music today is very
corrupting. Let’s help our children toss out the garbage."
Spokesmen for Springsteen say he never said that, and a
spokesman for Reader’s Digest says the quote originally came
from a Rolling Stone article last year, but that article doesn’t
contain the quote. "Bruce has never endorsed or given any
financial support to the PMRC," a spokesman says.

The man who pleaded guilty to killing bassist Jaco Pastorius has
been released from a Florida prison after only four months. Luc
Haven pleaded guilty to manslaughter in the beating death of
Pastorius outside a club where Haven was the manager. Pastorius
was severly beaten, hit his head as he fell and died nine days later.
Havan only served about one-fourth of his sentence. Ingrid
Pastorius, the mother of two of Pastorius’ four children,
comments that the prison term Haven actually served amounted
to one month for each child he left fatherless.

James Brown has been put into a higher-security prison in South
Carolina’ after being found with too much money. Prison rules
allow inmates to only have up to $50. Prison officials say Brown
had $600 cash and $40,000 in checks. Brown later forfeited the

cash and checks to the IRS.

Aerosmith will cover the Doors’ "Love Me Two Times" on the
Make A Difference Foundation compilation album to be released
in August. Bon Jovi covers Thin Lizzy’s "The Boys Are Back In
Town," and Ozzy Osbourne covers Jimi Hendrix’ "Purple Haze"
on the disc, being produced by Bruce Fairbairn. There are also
tentative plans for a concert in the U.S. following the
performances at Moscow’s Lenin Stadium on August 12 and 13.

Gregg Allman says the reunion of the Allman Brothers Band is
turning out to be a success, in his opinion. "I was the doubting
Thomas of the group, but I have to admit this thing is working out
and sounding much better than I thought it would," he says. "It’s
the closest to the real thing that I've ever known. The amazing
thing is that half the people I see in the crowds are old enough to
have been there in the beginning, and half of them are maybe in
their 20s. I think it’s amazing that we’re bridging the %eneration
gap." Allman says it’s possible the band will record an album after
its current tour ends this fall. "I've got two songs I’ve almost
finished since we’ve been on the road, and Dickey (Betts) is
working;’on a couple of things. Johnny Neel has some material,
too, and he and I wrote one song together, and it came out very
good," Allman says. "I swear the morale is wonderful, and the
music is wonderful, too."

Carole King has begun a 23-city concert tour. "I usually don’t like
to tour," King says, "but this time is an exception. I want to
personalli introduce my new album ’City Streets’ to people. We
really rock on this new album and it’s going to be fun performing
those songs to a live audience."

The Grapes Of Wrath will have a new album out in September,
called "Now And Again". It was produced by Anton Fier and
recorded in Woodstock, New York. "We’ve always been called
folk-rock," says singer and guitarist Kevin Kane. "Now, instead of
the two terms being gut together or hyphenates, it’s more like
they’re pushed apart. The first song on the album could have been
on a Nick Drake album -- it’s really gloomy and all stark with
cellos, and then, as it progresses, the album becomes more raging."
Chuck Leavell of the Aliman Brothers plays piano on the LP.

Dennis Quaid has signed a record contract (with Capitol
Records) for himself and his band, the Eclectics. They’ll begin
recordmg an album in September of all-original material that
Quaid describes as "rock & roll zydeco."

Herb Allpert has been named the National Spokesperson for the
National Foundation for Advancement in the Arts. In the
position, Alpert is to help to inspire high school actors, dancers,
musicians, visual artists and writers to seek opportunities
provided by the NFAA.

Joseph Marques of Winter Hours says he asked his record
company (Chrysalis) not to include a lyric sheet when the band’s

self-titled album, produced by Lenny Kaye, is released. "I was

retty adamant {against it)," Marques says. "It takes some of the
Fun away for the listener." He says the band’s songs aren’t straight
narratives. "Sometimes I like the listener to sit there and not really
get the lyrics, to just get an emotional response, or some response
other than intellectual. A lot of songwriters write from the head
and try to write really literate lyrics, and they just come off
sounding so pompous and pretentious. Some of my favorite songs,
I can barely understand the lyrics." The northern New Jersey band
has been compared to R.E.M. and Let’s Active, Marques says. "I
always kind of liked them, but I was much more struck by
Teardrop Explodes and Echo & The Bunnymen...Those were the
two groups that were the most gripping. A lot of the lyrics didn’t
make sense, but they certainly evoked some emotion.'

Nicolette Larson says she’s recorded vocals for two songs that
might appear on the next Georgia Satellites album. "’ll confuse
everybody real good now," she says. "There’s a lot of formula and
a lot of pigeon-holing...and I think that’s always been my downfall
is that I wasn’t more definitive. I like a lot of forms of music and I
guess I've never been able to give one up."

Even though he’s lived in Australia most of his life, Johnny Diesel
of the Injectors is actually a native of Massachusetts. "My family
left this country when I was 6, then we came back when T was 9,
and we left again when [ was 11," he says. "We kept coming back
because we used to get the guilts about leaving all our relatives
behind us." At age 15, Diesel began playing the guitar after eight
years of the cello. "I was playing in pubs, under age. That’s a good
way to start, better than playing alone in my bedroom for a few
years. Unless you’re a concert pianist or solo guitarist, it’s really
important than you play with other musicians because that’s what
it’s all about -- how you fit in with other people making music and
learning your role."

Richard Criniti, a keyboardist hired for Cinderellas current tour,
has been charged with cocaine and marijuana possession in
Duluth, Minnesota. He was arrested after police intercepted a
egﬁkage addressed to him that contained an ounce of marijuana.

en they searched his hotel room, police say they found three
small acﬁla es of cocaine in his guitar case. Criniti was released
on $1(§),000 ond so that he could play that night with the band.
Cinderell’s tour manager, Steve Wood, notes that Criniti is not a
band member, and is only a hired employee.

The next Grateful Dead album will be called "Built To Last," and
will be released on October. Every concert on the band’s current
U.S. tour is being recorded and filmed for a live album and a
concert video that will likely be released next year in conjunction
with the band’s 25th anniversary. "We’re slugging away at the
album now, doing ﬁercussion overdubs, cleaning it up, and makin
it shine," says Mickey Hart. Hart says the album features a lot o
contributions from Dead lyricist Robert Hunter.

Over 125 Grateful Dead fans were arrested when the band played
Sullivan Stadium near Boston. The fans were charged with ticket
scalping, disorderly conduct, and possession of alcohol and drugs.
Over 70,000 people attended the 5 1/2 hour show.

A 1978 Aerosmith concert is now available on home video.
"Aerosmith Live Texas Jam ’78" was filmed at the 15-hour Texas
Jam that took place at the Cotton Bowl in Dallas on the J uly 4th
weekend of 1978. The 50-minute concert has a $19.98 list price.

David Thomas of Pere Ubu will readily admit that the band’s new
album, "Cloudland,""is a very commercial record. It’s not what we
set out to do, but on the other hand when we recorded our other
records we never set out sayinﬁv;How will we make a record that
is not foing to sell?” About halfway through the recording of this
record we realized that we were indeed making a pop record. It
was like, "Wow! This will be fun. We’ll do this.’

Dale Bozzio, former lead singer of Missing Persons, has returned
home to Boston to care for her 80-year-old father. Bozzio is
starting a new band, Dale Bozzio & Start A New Religion, that will
begin playing local dates in the fall.

The Florida rag group 2 Live Crew has signed a deal with Custom
Condoms of Somerset, Massachusetts, to insert Homeboy
condoms in all of its albums and tapes and to provide condoms to
be given awz:i'sat concerts. In exchange, the rap group has posed
for display ads with the slogan, "Yo! Be Safe! Homeboy condoms
are the freshest wrap in town!"

The Alabama Supreme Court has ruled that the illegitimate
daughter of Hank Williams Sr. should get part of his songwriting
ro(ralties. The court, in a 5 to 2 decision, said Cathy Deupress
Adkinson should share in income, interest and copyright royalties
from the time she filed a claim in August 1985.

A song from Lene Lovich and a duet by former Go-Gos Belinda
Carlisle and Jane Wiedlin will appear on a benefit album for
People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals scheduled to be
released late this year. The LP will also feature a duet by R.E.M.’s
Michael Stipe and Natalie Merchant of 10,000 Maniacs.

A Froug of 447 guitar players played "Louie, Louie" together for
half an hour in Gaffney, South Carolina, Friday (14%, to set a new
world record. The previous record was 15 minutes by 176 players
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in Chicago. The organizers also hope that they set an additional
record for longest continuous playing of one song.

Bette Midler is going to U.S. District Court in Las Angeles to
challenge Ford Motor Company’s use of a singer who sounds like
her on their television commercials. A recent decision from the
9th Circuit Court of Appeals in San Francisco will aid her case.
"When a distinctive voice of a professional singer is'widely known
and is deliberately imitated in order to sell a product, the sellers
have appropriated what is not theirs and have committed a tort in
California,” the court ruled. Ford’s ad agency hired a singer to
impersonate Midler’s recording of "Do You Want To Dance." The
court’s decision says Midler can’t sue claiming copyright law
violation, but says she can sue under a law intended to protect the
rights of celebrities.

Jimmy Buffett and Bill Murray own a minor league baseball team
based in Miami. The team gets to play a dozen games a year in
Key West, where Buffett says he occasionally shows up to pla
organ. "I've even been known to show up with a DX7 (syn.thesqeg
and make screeching sounds with it when someone slides into
second base," he says. "The umpire wanted to throw me out, but I
told him, "Hey, you can’t do that. I own this team.” Buffett says it’s
been fun to own a team. "It’s a building year for us," he says. "And
1 think you could also say that Pete Rose will not be managing for
us."

An QOctober 16 trial date has been set in TamPa, Florida, for
Matthew Trippe’s lawsuit against Motley Crue’s management.
Trippe claims he was hired by the band to replace Nikki Sixx
between 1983 and 1985 after Frank Farrano was injured in an auto
accident. He says he helped write songs for three of the albums.
His legal action claims breach of contract, unjust enrichment and
asks for compensatory damages and court costs. Trippe says he
hasn’t received royalties for the songs he wrote for the Crue.
Farrano and other members of the band deny his claims.

Officials at Graceland say they won’t allow Mississippi’s entry into
the 1990 Rose Bowl parade to use a giant likeness of Elvis
Presley’s head. The Mississippi Tournament of Roses Association
wanted to have the big head spinning on a record on the float. The
gl:mtl'f) also hopes to have B.B. King and other musicians riding on
the float.

Pink Floyd’s concert in Venice, Italy, is likely to be the last show
at the historic St. Mark’s Square. "Venice has been desecrated:
excrement on the streets, filth everywhere, violence, and drugs.
Venetians can take no more of this," said Augusto Salvadori,
gresident of the Committee for the Defense of Venice, after the

and’s free concert drew about 200,000 people to the city of
83,000. The concert was broadcast live on Italy’s RAI network and
in 23 other countries. The city was in the middle of a transport
strike when the concert took place, and fans complained there
were no toilets or emergency vehicles. Police say about 80 people
suffered minor injuries in a scuffle just before the.concert began,
and 10 qeople were hospitalized. It was the largest rock event ever
held in Italy. Venice mayor Antonio Casellati conceded after the
show that 1t had been “a mistake.” But he says he came under
"unusual J;ressure" from state-run television to permit the show.
The band performed on the largest barge ever constructed, the
size of a British soccer field, anﬁ the stage and equipment were
insured for over $16 million. A total of 350,000 fireworks were set
off at the show. The local government in Giunta had announced
plans for a special Pink Floyd postage stamp commemorating the
event. It’s not known if they'll still issue it.

Patty Loveless will be covering Lucinda Williams’ "The Night’s
Too Long" on her next album. Williams, meanwhile, is about to
begin work on songs for her next album. "I’m trying to get away
from the unrequited love thing, to write more about my cEildhood
and about social issues. But 1t’s harder to write about things I
haven’t directly experienced. It’s all a therapeutic process, getting
the emotions out. I generally feel pretty good lately, but I still have
a lot of experiences to draw from. So I don’t have to go out and
create any more misery."

Jon Bon Jovi says the greatest compliment he can receive is when
other people cover his songs. Bananarama have performed "You
Give Love A Bad Name" live, and Hugo Largo have performed
"Wanted Dead Or Alive" in concert. "To have people know your
songs -- that, to me, is the greatest feeling in the world, aside from
playinglive. It was always the coolest thin%_to get someone to cover
one of your songs. I remember after the first album, walking into
a bar and hearing somebody do ’Runaway.’ I went, 'Boy! This is
the greatest thing in the world.’ You real{y feel like you wrote a
good song." He says he’s particularly pleased with Cher’s version
of "I Found Someone." "I'm a little glased because we produced
it, but at least I knew it was us playing." But he was not pleased
with Loverboy’s cover of "Notorious." "They rewrote it," he says.
"That’s why there’s like four or five writers’ names on it, instead
of just me and Richie (Sambora). It has nothing to do with the
song that we wrote, except for the chorus -- a couple key lines in
there. It’s disheartening when you give people your song, and they
do it in a way that’s so different from what you imagined when you
wrote it, it just doesn’t come off."

A few of the songs on Stevie Ray Vaughan’s new album, "In Step,"
make reference to his battle with alcohol and drugs in the past
three years. At first, Vaughan says, he didn’t know if people
wanted to hear him talk about his problems. "It was helpful to me,
to be able to talk about those things," Vaughan says. "Drug and
alcohol abuse or use are symptoms of other problems that are too
big to handle. So we run from them. We try to hide with alcohol
or numb what’s going on. And not have to look at it." Vaughan
says he’s still hoping to work on an album of material with his
brother, Jimmie, but the two haven’t been able to schedule it.

The Who’s Los Angeles performance of "Tommy" will be carried
on Fox television stations 18 days after the show. The August 24
show is being made available for pay-per-view that night, while an
edited version of the concert will air on Fox September 11. John
Entwistle says the Who’s concert in Los Angeles may also become
a home video. Roger Daltrey failed to participate in the Who's
encore of "Twist & Shout" at one of the band’s shows in Boston,
because of a sore diaphragm.

The portion of Central Park dedicated to the memory of John
Lennon is having trouble with rats. "I saw a whole family of six or
eight," one nearby resident told the New York Post newspaper.
"One practicallyran right over myfood." A spokesman for the New
York City Parks Department confirms that rats "have made their
presence known" in Strawberry Fields, and owls are being
considered to control the rats.

David Thomas has an explanation for the difference between the
band’s new album and its LP from last year. "The previous record,
"The Tenement Year,” was like a storm in the night, a record that
was designed to feel and sound like great elemental forces
sweeping across the landscape,” Thomas says. "’Cloudland’ is like
the day after the storm. The air is washed clean, the garbage swept
away. There’s still ambiguity there, but it’s a bright, new day." The
band used producer Stephen Hague on four of the tracks on the
new album. "We set out to do a more emotionally direct record,
and Stephen helped us do that. I hate to call it a *pop’ record,
because I think that word is too easily misunderstood. But here
we are -- just when you thought it was safe to ignore pop music."

Pat Metheny’s new album sees him reunited with percussionist
and vocalist Pedro Aznar. "I basically begged him to come back,"
Metheny says. "Pedro can do so many things, and the tunes I was
writing (for the new album, ’Letter From Home’) definitely called
for his voice. It’s a great showcase for him -- he really shines with
this band, whether he’s playing percussion or mallets or rhythm
guitar. He’s a great guitar player, too." After he finishes touring in
support of this album in January, Metheny plans to work on a solo
album using Synclavier, and he is considering reuniting the band
he used for "80/81." There will be albums out before the end of this
year featuring Metheny with drummer Jack DeJohnette and
pianist Herbie Hancock, and an album with Metheny and Gary
Burton on vibes.

Older albums from David Bowie will be released on CD (on
Rykodisc) beginning in September. The first release on the label
will be a deluxe boxed set that includes previously unreleased
material such as 1967 demo of "Space Oddity," a cover of Chuck
Berry’s "Around And Around" from the "Ziggy Stardust" sessions,
and covers of Bruce Springsteens’ "Growin’ Up" and "It’s Hard To
Be A Saint In The City." The CD version will include a five-inch
CDV with the clip for "dshes To Ashes" and four live tracks from
a 1972 concert in Boston. A version of the package intended for
Christmas shoppers will include a limited-edition wooden boxand
a certificate signed by Bowie.

Australian band Mondo Rock are down to only two members --
Ross Wilson and Eric McCusker. Everyone else in the band has
either left the group or been fired. Wilson, meanwhile, has a solo
album, "Dark Side Of The Man," about to be released.

David Hinds of Steel Pulse says he’s a little tired of seeing rock
musicians get attention for their political statements, while reggae
musicians frequently make similar statements and get little
recognition."As soon as someone like Peter Gabriel...puts out a
track about (Stephen) Biko or (Nelson) Mandela, then it becomes
"Well, look what we’ve discovered,” Hinds says. "And, in a word,
I’'m (angry) with that. It’s like the whole Ethiopian concept with
the Live Aid thing. We as reggae personalities have always
recognized the famine issue in Ethiopia, with us being
Rastafarians and the whole philosophy behind Rasta and in
connection with Ethiopia. It was like our prime duty to make it
known that Ethiopia and various parts of Africa were in turmoil.
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To have a show like Live Aid that featured not one reggae band
at all -- that shows what I'm talking about."

Rod Stewart is playing a benefit concert August 5 for the
American Cancer Society/Terry Fox Fund. Fox, who lost a leg to
cancer, ran across Canada in 1980 and 1981 to raise money for
cancer research, He ran 3,339 miles in 144 days. The show will be
the last on Stewart’s current U.S. tour.

Former Ayers Rock bass player Duncan Macguire has died of
cancer at age 46. Ayers Rock was one of the first Australian bands
tobe signed to a U.S. label, and released the album "Big Red Rock."
After the break-up of the band, Macguire spent his time
producing young bands in Sydney and Melbourne.

The new Pogues album, "Peace & Love," sees the band
experimenting with a variety of different sounds. "We didn’t sit
down and decide that’s what we’re going to do," says Spider Stacy
of the band. "The nature of the songs led themselves to
experimentation. That’s how it ended up. We have been moving
in new directions since ’If I Should Fall From Grace With God.’
We’re concentrating on widening our scope, bringing in more
diverse styles and further refining our sound." The LP doesn’t
include the band’s "Yeah, Yeah, Yeah" single. "We didn’t want to
put something that old on the album," Stacy says. "We had a lot of
material for the album and wanted the release to be all new."

Anthrax abruptly ended two of their shows in Ireland after being
spat on by members of the audience. During a show in Belfast,
bass player Frank Bello started yelling at people in the crowd who
were spitting, and the band ended its show about a half an hour
early. And in Dublin, the same thing happened.

Cyndi Lauper’s next video, "My First Night Without You," will be
closed-captioned for the hearing impaired. It’s only the second
promotional video to include the captions and carry the official
symbol of the Caption Center. Living Colour allowed the use of
closed captions on their clip for "Open Letter To A Landlord," at
the suggestion of producer Ed Stasium, whose daughter is hearing
impaired. Living Colour plan to do the same on their next clip,
"Glamour Boys."

Iron Butterfly, Blood Sweat & Tears, Big Brother & The Holding
Company, Richie Havens, John Sebastian, Country Joe
McDonald, Canned Heat and Melanie will be performing at a
two-day event next month in California intended to mark the
anniversary of the Woodstock festival. The "20 Years After" show
will take place at the Cal State Dominguez Hills Velodrome, and
the event will feature an arts & crafts fair with body painting and
tie-dyed shirts,

Night Ranger are less than pleased that a "Greatest Hits" album
was released by their record label, even though the band has
broken,up. "MCA has released this record without permission,"
says guitarist Jeff Watson. "I don’t even know what’s on it, because
we weren’t asked to compile it or anything. It’s really a bit of a
joke." He blames the band’s demise on the demands of their label,
as well. "We had to split up because we were tired of being with a
company who simply wanted us to deliver ballads or wimpy songs
all the time. They didn’t want us to rock. You just can’t keep going
faced with that kind of attitude. There really wasn’t much point in
continuing any longer." Watson is working on a new group with
David Sikes, formerly of Giuffria and Boston on bass, and Billy
Carmassi, brother of Denny Carmassi of Heart, on drums. "They
all used to play together in Aldo Nova’s touring band," he says.
"There’s quite a bit of label interest in what we’re doing and I plan
to have an album out by the end of the year. I can tell you that this
is a real rock band, the material we’ve put together is totally rock
& roll with loads of guitars. I haven’t settled on a name for the
band yet, but it won’t be the Jeff Watson Band!

Four years after their first LP, Scottish band Del Amitri have
released their second, called "Waking Hours.""In a lot of ways, this
is like a first album for us because it’s the first record we’ve done
where we’ve known what we wanted and been happy with what we
got," says Justin Currie of the band. "Our musical aspirations have
always been the same, but before we weren’t as good at expressing
ourselves. Now we’re getting there. We’ve always wanted to make
classic rock albums with really good songs, and now we’re getting
better at writing those songs."

The original members of Poco have reunited for an album that will
be out late next month, called "Legacy." This line-up will feature
Randy Meisner, who was replaced by Timothy B, Schmit before
the first Poco album was recorded in 1969. Richard Marx
produced two of the tracks on the LP.

Linda Ronstadt, Santana, Jerry Garcia and Ruben Blades will
perform at two benefit concerts in Los Angeles August 2 that are
intended to encourage Hispanic high school students to stay in
school. The proceeds from the shows will benefit the National
Hispanic Education & Media Institute. The concert will be
videotaped for airing on an episode of the Cinemax "Sessions"
series this fall.

Tina Turner will be doing commercials to promote
Chrysler-Plymouth automobiles, according to an announcement
from the company’s advertising agency. "Viewers are sure to enjoy
her as she struts her stuff in high heels and elegant dresses that
show enough of her legs to hold your attention," says Bert
Gardner, director of the agency. "It’s not that easy to climb into a
sports car in a mini-skirt and still look graceful. But somehow she
manages to pull it off with a touch of class."

A video that MTV at first refused to play is among those named
as the five finalists for the best video in MTV’s 1989 Music Video
Awards. The winners will be named September 6 at the Universal
Amphitheatre in Los Angeles in a show hosted by Arsenio Hall,
The Fine Young Cannibals’ "She Drives Me Crazy," Michael
Jackson’s "Leave Me Alone," Steve Winwood’s "Roll With It," and
Madonna’s "Like A Prayer" are the other nominees in the top
category. Paula Abdul’s "Straight Up" had six nominations,
including best female performer, dance and new performer, while
Jackson’s "Leave Me Alone" and "Smooth Criminal" clips totaled
seven nominations. Paula Abdul, Edie Brickell & The New
Bohemians, Neneh Cherry and Living Colour were named in the
best new artist category.

Mary Travers is speaking up about the recent Supreme Court
decision on abortion rights. "It’s a real incursion into personal
privacy,” she says. "I don’t think the quiet majority is going to be
so quiet over this one. The Supreme Court was very cowardly the
way they decided this just before a holiday and didn’t give people
time to respond. What you have is a mostly white court trying to
go back to the 18th century. They want to tell the poor what to do
with their bodies, but they don’t want to deal with the results. And
there’s a subtle racism to that." Travers participated in the
pro-choice march in Washington in April, with Judy Collins and
Melissa Manchester. "These people are terribly insecure about
America and are looking for scapegoats. The fundamentalist
attitude is classic... When change is too fast, they'll reach for
fundamental values in order to ground themselves. But to me, a
democracy should be about expanding one’s rights, not restricting
them. My daughter was very upset. She called me and said, *For
your generation, abortion was a right gained, but for mine it’s a
right that’s being lost.™

"We were determined to capture the real BoDeans on the new
record," says Sammy Llanas of the group. "The essence of our
sound is playing together, playing live. We knew the first two
records didn’t have that." The band recorded all of the songs
together, at once, instead of overdubbing. California drummer
Danny Gayol has been brought in for the band’s current tour.

Football is more important than the Rolling Stones, at least to
Syracuse University. The Athletic Director of Syracuse
University, Jake Crouthamel, refused to allow the Rolling Stones
to open their tour at the Carrier Dome because preparations for
the concert would have conflicted with an intrasquad football
scrimmage and a dinner for the team’s booster club that was
scheduled for the day before. Instead, the band will open its tour
at Rich Stadium near Buffalo. Pat Campbell, assistant director of
the Carrier Dome, says the dinner and scrimmage "means a lot --
more than any concert -- as far as the university is concerned."

Ringo Starr has succeeded in preventing record producer Chips
Moman from releasing an album that Starr recorded two years
ago. Fulton County Superior Court Judge Ralph Hicks issued a
temporary restraining order because Starr says the quality of the
recordings, if released, could damage his reputation. Moman says
Starr is "trying to stall me" so that he can record a live album on
his 30-city U S. tour. Starr also says that Moman supplied liquor
during the recording sessions, wasting studio time and affecting
the quality of the recordings.

A magjstrate has overturned obscenity charges brought against a
record store in Brisbane, Australia, based on the sale of records
by Guns N’ Roses and the Dead Kennedys. The judge ruled that
the word at issue ("fuck") had "well and truly ceased to alarm even
the tenderest feelings if it is used with some circumspection" and
he added that the general public "couldn’t care less" about music
people play in their own homes.

Being told how to Eerform our song -
when that’s something that comes from the heart - we felt was
very unreasonable.” The argument comes only a few weeks after
Bo?by Brown also walked off the show’s set after an argument
with the producer. A TOTP spokesman said that the band had
provided them with a backing track that hadn’t been cleared, and
that this was against the rules of the British Musicians Union. But
the group had previously apfpeared live on the show, singiran "Keep
On Movin™. A spokesman for their label, 10 Records, said- "They
are upset by the way they were treated. The BBC have not ap-
proached the group again so for, but even if they do, they will be
turned down l%;t "

David Bowie has opened a new community centre in the deprived
south London area of Brixton, which he also helped to finance.

Speaking at
the opening, just after playing dates in London witE The Tin
Machine, Bowie said: "I understand the aspirations of the Brix-
ton qurle for a higher quality of life. This is not just a one off
and I will continue to associated with the project.” Brixton, which
has Britain’s largest carribean community has experienced
problems of poverty, crime and poor relations with the police. In

The B-side is
"Noose", while "I’ll Be Your Mirror"is the extra track on the 12 inch
and CD. The band have been playing low key dates in obscure
parts of Britain, including one recently, supporting "Birdland".
But one of the images most associated with the group has
changed. Lead singer Tracey Tracey, is no longer a bleach
blonde - she is now a redhead. This is apparently to disassociate
herself not only with similar sounding groups, Transvision Vamp
and The Darling Buds, but with the uncomfortable number of
teeny blonde artists like Kylie Minogue, Mand Smith, Sam Fox
etc. Says Tracey: "If I ever had to be picture swinging merrily
away to the latest Stock Aitken And Waterman sound, I’d have
someone break my fingers first."

Simple Minds release "Kick It", their third single from "Street
Fighting Years" on Virgin Records. All formats are backed with
anew remix of the group’s 1983 hit, "Waterfront", while the twelve
inch contains a live version of "Big Sleep", a track originally on the
"New Gold Dream" album. The group have just started their first
British tour in three years, which started with an open air concert
at Roundhay Park, Leeds, in north England.

Mark Moore, of the mixing and scratching outfit, S-Express, has
mixed two new versions of the current Prince single, "Batdance".

The new versions, "The Batmix" and "The Vicki Vale Mix" can be
found on a new twelve inch released by Warner Brothers in the
UK. William Orbit was Moore’s mixin%partner. S-Express has
reviously scored a number one hit in Britain with "The Theme
rom S-gxpress". Prince’s New York office contacted Moore
with an invitation to remix "Batdance". The tapes arrived two days
later and the mix was completed irll‘)'ust another five days. A
spokeswoman for S-Express told "Melody Maker". "Mark had
been asked to do a fairly straight mix, which he did in about an
afternoon. Then he decided to do a no-holds-barred unexpur-
gated mix. Prince phoned him up to tell him he really liked it and
invited him out there to do more work. At first he didn’t even ex-
pect them to use the mix. We’re all very Blleased." Moore has also
Just finished remixing three tracks from Malcolm McLaren’s new
LP. The tracks are "Deep In Vogue", "I Call a Wave" and “Jump-
ing In My Shirt". The latter seems likely to be the next single.

The Pogues release their fourth album, "Peace And Love", on their
Pogue Mahone label, through WEA. Produced by Steve Lil-
lywhite in London, the 14 tracks include six new songs by lead
singer Shane MacGowan, three from Jem Finer, two each from
Terry Woods and Philip Chevron and a Finer/Ranken in-
strumental. The band have been touring North America and
return to Britain to play The Reading Festival, August 26th.

Wire release a new compilation album "On Returnin" (1977-1979)
featuring 22 tracks from the band’s first three albums, "Pink Flag",
"Chairs Missing" and "154", with one track, "I2XU" taken from the
1977 "Live At The Roxy" album. The complete track listing is:
"12XU" "It’s So Obvious", "Mr. Suit", *Three Girl Rhumba", "Ex
Lion Tamer", "Lowdown", “Strange", "Reuters", "Feeling Called
Love", "I Am The Fly", "Practice Makes Perfect", "French Film

Joints", "Outdoor Miner", "A Question Of Degree", "I Should Have
Known Better", "The Other Window", "40 Versions", "A Touching
Display', "On Returning”. The album is released by EMI and fea-
tures the group’s material in the seventies when they were on the
Harvest label.

Bill Nelson returns with his first material in two years. His new
single on Cocteau Records is "Lift In Your Hands", available as a
twelve inch only. It also features a 1980 song "Do You Drearn In
Colour" as well as "Get Out Of That Hole" and "Dream Demon".
At the end of July he releases a best of double album "Duplex"
containing solo material between 1980 and 1989. Nelson will
soon begin recording a brand new album for an October release,
with a British tour to coincide.

The Pet Shop Boys have just begun their first ever British tour.
The duo premiered their first live show in Hong Kong, where a
critic described it as"more like a stage musical than a rock con-
cert.” In the performance, Neil Tennant completes more than a
dozen costume changes, surrounded by dancers and backing
singers. Tennant told "Melody Maker": "We wanted a lot to hap-
pen onstage. I think the concert that made the biggest impact on
me in my life was when I saw David Bowie on the Ziggy .SIt)ardust
tour in 1972. It wasn’t just his costume changes, it was simply
thrilling to watch. We wanted our concert to Eave lots of peaks
init, so that you haven’t seen it all in the first ten minutes. Derek
Jarman (well known avant-garde film maker who also directed
films for The Smiths) has shot a film specially which will be
projected on a screen behind us and we have six dancers, which
we hope creates a special atmosphere. The reason it’s taken us
so0 long to tour is that when we were first successful, we had this
idea of the tour we wanted to do: an extravagant presentation.
We could not until now afford to stage that kind of show. I think
a lot of people thought we were scared to play live, which has
never entered into it. This is how we want Tﬁe zet Shop Boys to
be presented.”

Following hot on the heels of The Gipsy Kings, and assuring
world music a firmer footing in the music scene, comes Les
Negresses Vertes. Their singfe "Zabi La Mouche (The Flg" has
%uaranteed them a European wide hit, even going into the British
op 10, these dags amore likely stalking ground for Debbie Gib-
son and Bobby Brown. Like The Gipsy Kings, their music is a
strange potpourri of different influences. éased in Paris, the
