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NOISEMAKER OF THE WEEK

KISW/Seattle PD Sky Daniels clears the air this week with news that he is leaving the station to join Epic as
Senior Director of National Album Promotion. Sky will be slipstreaming the departure of Jon Kirksey who has
moved over to Enigma, and will likewise be based out of the Los Angeles offices of the label. "I will be in Los
Angeles but the job will have more of a National presence to it. I don’t intend to limit myself to the Western
l{ states because I have so many ties in the Midwest and even the Southeast." When we asked Sky about the logic
8l behind his decision he told us, "My real passion has always been in breaking new music. That’s what excites Sky
Daniels the most, to play new music and succeed like we have here at KISW. This decision just takes me one
step closer to the source. In this new position I'll get to take my kind of passion for new music to CBS and help
them find, expose and nurture these new bands." It would seem that Sky’s deep radio background provides the
perfect set up for his new post, "Tommy Mottola and Dave Glew are bringing Sky Daniels in for this job because
of his understanding of Album Radio. Unlike some labels with their habit of AOR bashing, we will make use
of an empathetic view of the format. I know what the people in AOR are up against, what the audience expects,
and what records are really right for them." Much of the AOR bashing stems from the perception that AOR is an artist development
format and that CHR is the one to deliver sales. Is there anything you see that will turn that situation around? "I think Rock 40 will
reposition Album Radio, you can see it happening already. Astute programmers like Scott Jameson and Doug Podell are showing
us the way. It will interesting to see how they are beginning to increasing their current orientation and showing more of a current
presence in their programming. They will be the leaders who aren’t going to wait around for somebody else to find that perfect
balance of currents to gold. When you get down to it, this is a game of inches, and an increase in currents from 35% to 55% will be
enough to stimulate sales and remove that stigma." For Sky though, this story goes back to his earliest days in the business. "Steve
Popovich of Epic heard me when I was a kid working at a 500 watt station in Farrell Pennsylvania. He liked what he heard and took
the time to have lunch with a kid who couldn’t get his calls taken anywhere. He said, "I like you, you’re a believer”, and he took my
tape, intent on getting me a better job elsewhere. If it wasn’t for Steve I wouldn’t have got the break I needed. Now, when I’'m out in
those secondaries I'm going to keep my ears wide open. It’s one thing to listen for your records on the air, but I plan on making a
study of the airtalent, and if I can give someone else a break like that, that would be a thrill in itself." Look for Sky to surface at the
NAB in New Orleans in his new capacity. As for that premium job opening back in Seattle, we know that Andy Schuon and Ted
Edwards are top candidates. Andy will be in Seattle this week for a sit down, so we have heard. The wild card in the pack is Greg
Mull. Well liked, savvy in the trenches, and he’s been in the market for the better part of a year listening to KISW and the competition.
His research chops are undenied and his presence in the area an added bonus. Get ready for a very interesting ride.

The station didn’t know what they
had and it took WRKI’s The Real Bob James to size up the
situation and get a report into the station. The word hit the street
and soon you needed a blow torch to get any space on the sidewalk
in front of the club. The Police were on hand to see that things
remained tidy but the street came alive with dancing anyway.
When Sal Cirrincione of WHCN got on the scene, it was already
way beyond control. Making use of his Promotion Director
demeanor and some pretty good credentials, he got in long after
capacity had been reached. "The majority of the crowd was local,
alot of New Haven people and Yale University students. The tour
buses filled the street outside, but they were unmarked. When I
got inside I'saw Jim Koplick, a major promoter in the area. It was
Jim’s 40th Birthday and we all thought, nice present." Reaction
continues strong according to Sal, "The state has not stopped
talking about it yet. You can feel it still." At WRKI, Scott
Saalborn got a tip and, "I grabbed my stuff and headed over
immediately. It looked very empty but when I paid the cover they
confiscated my camera, that was the tip off. When I saw the
promoter he went into a little state of shock. From then on it was
like martial law. I couldn’t go anywhere or use the phone. But
one of our guys had already gotten out and phoned the tip into the
station. I know that a lot of those people who got in last were our
listeners." Scott tells us to get ready for a treat, "They were healthy
and tight, and all smiles. No really, they sounded great, the best I
have ever heard them be." To the Columbia strike force, which
contained Jim Del Balzo, Alan Oreman, Paul Rappaport and Don
Ienner, the night was a sweet presage of the coming weeks.

Once she leveled out she
proved the wisdom in her signing with a deft handling of some
tunes that showed true lyrical promise.

The night was as fine as it gets in Manhattan when we cruised up
to Le Mardi for some Italian delectables with the gang from Big
Red. We shared table space with Bill Weston of WHJY and
Lorraine Caruso from WNEW who were in town for the showcase
performance of James McMurtry at the Bottom Line. By any
standards it was a worthy debut for the young man with so much
of the Texas experience tattooed on the back of his brain.
Following James we were witness to the first New York
performance of Deacon Blue, a group of charming Scots who got
the crowd in a fine lather before the night was over. Then it was
off for some finger food and brews at a local bar. If "Painting By
Numbers® isn’t one of the most workable songwriter lyrics in an
age, we will be mightily surprised. As for Deacon Blue, their tunes
seemed finely poised to make major inroads at multi-format
airplay.

(EMI) The gruesome foursome is back and flashing the
funky guitar while doing rapedelic damage on the next
installment of aggressive songs in a super groovy catalog. The
Chili Peppers have yet to release a dud. Hungry spirit drives
the band to conquer fans with all the punk-funk power they
can muster out of their souls and instruments. And when you
consider the unfortunate circumstances that befell them last
year, it’s a miracle to see a such a strong turnaround in the
short time between "The Uplift Mofo Party Plan" and
"Mother’s Milk". The new guitarist is John Frusciante, whose
searing, precision axe work preys on you with its rhythmic
punch. No double-takes necessary to realize the hammer
and pluck bass lines by Flea and Chad’s brutal assortment of
drum patterns. Anthony’s supreme vocal presence belts you
right in the gut and takes you to furthest reaches of what hard
rock and soul-funk can become. A twist of fate has not dealt
the Chili Peppers a blow that they couldn’t respond to with a
giant sized come back. "Mofo Party Plan" was a live wire, but
"Mother’s Milk" is ablaze with controversial hooks, samples
and steamy lyrics placed to a rhythm blitz that never dies out.
"Good Time Boys" breaks the silence with riffs only a RHCP
anthem can convey (check out quick edits of X, Thelonious
Monster and Fishbone). Two cover songs "Higher Ground"
and "Fire" brew with newfangled expression and should
corner a sector of the masses a bit slow to pick up on the
band’s wild eyed originals. Flea brings the brass on board in
"Subway To Venus" and "Taste The Pain" (also on the "Say
Anything" soundtrack), and the zesty overdrive of "Nobody
Weird Like Me", the flange in "Stone Cold Bush" and "Punk
Rock Classic" (hear the Guns N’Roses piece?) will stir up the
adrenalin of already crazed followers. See if you agree that
that "Sexy Mexican Maid" is the musical equivalent to
"Behind The Sun" from the last album, and then see them on
nationwide tour with Mary’s Danish beginning September
8th.

(Jive/ RéA) In case you haven’t heard, this could be the
punkrock record of 1989. Play it.
Dig it. You begin to second guess
yourself as Schoolly puts racist
ideas on the firing line and pulls
the proverbial trigger. Yes, it’s
Philadelphia’s own
DJ-turned-rap king back on track
with one of the most def-defying
albums on the street. His
consciousness raising lyrics rise
up and down like pistons out of
" Code Money’s smoking 70s
samples and a grit-funk fascination. The message mauls you with
truth, conflict, coarse language, importance of black education,
unity and a challenge to steer away from drugs, gangs to achieve
one’s own sense of identity. In a world where the product/music
is the result/escapism the emotional impact of "Am I Black
Enough For You?" is an important catalyst in recognizing real
issues and the shortcomings of the social status quo. When the
fine line between trends and real movements is clouded by
replicas and art diluted by commerce, it’s great to be on the
receiving end of clear cut message, whether you can relate to the
its conditions or not. "This is a 1975 concept album," says
Schoolly D. "I wanted to make an album with the same feeling I
had when I listened to music as a kid. I searched by feelings and
came up with the sounds I remembered hearing when I was
young. People think the red, black, green brother thing came
about with Public Enemy. These symbols were around way
before any of us started out." As for the anti-gang, drug,
discrimination references tied together throughout the whole
album, he replies "I basically want to communicate my own
message. Political groups are fucked up. They don’t even know
where they are going or what they are doing. There is always
in-fighting in large groups. I believe that if you make yourself a
better person the positive side of you will go out to the everyone.”
As for the black theme on which the entire corcept draws its
impact Schoolly offers, "I have no problem with dilferent cultures
that make up society. When people go back to Scotland and
Ireland to discover their heritage it’s good. But when a black man
talks about going home it’s North Carolina or something. We
need to start putting some pride into our race and into ourselves.
Black people are against one another: Some wear gold chains
and some wear ties. We can all get along." Word. Go for the
gusto and screen "Who’s Schoolin’ Who?", "It’s Like Dope", "Am
I Black Enough For You?" and "Gucci Again".

Boo Hewerdine and Darden Smith
"Evidence" (Chrysalis) This unlikely team of
songwriters derives its styles from
m two very different musical
\ j approaches that when combined,
y— strike you with the amazing
\ marriage of sophisticated
Brit-pop and the warm,
down-home sounds of the south.
Boo and Darden do share a
common thread. Each possesses
a unique and distinct talent for
writing memorable, acoustically
driven songs and delivering visual
lyrics to boot. As the leading
force in The Bible, Boo Hewerdine transposes the smooth, glossy
sound of his vocal/guitar style and a light touch of keyboards,
making a new impression on the public. Darden Smith’s organic,
personalized solo method of song meshes perfectly in the group
context, leaving the pair wide open to whip out mini-melodies
that go the distance if you consider the quality of this record.
Even bigger than sound compatibility is the element of surprise
in the collaboration itself. Nobody could have predicted that the
final outcome would be so sweet. The opening phrase of "All I
Want (Is Everything)" gives way to a ringing chorus that instantly
erases the woes of the world. Then "Under The Darkest Moon"
beams in and out of a quiet, cerebral string exchange and rolls
into the upbeat and hummable "She Reminds Me (A Little Of
You)". Other standout tracks include "Out Of This World", "Oil
On The Water" and the beautiful, whispering "A Town Called
Blue" sung by a thoughtful Hewerdine, who winds down the
excitement and leaves you wanting more "Evidence" that the duo
has stumbled onto a moment of genius - Pure and simple.

Exene Cervenka "Old Wives’ Tales" (Rhino)

The thoughtful, imaginative lyrics contained on the album are a
positive distraction in the greatest sense of the word. "Leave
Heaven Alone" pleads with humanity to stop abusing our
environment and each other, wild "Biggest Memory" and
"Cocktail Trees" shed light on the world from a more personal
perspective. Tony Gilkyson, on guitar and production duty, does
a spectacular job in capturing Exene’s light and dark side and
delivers her once again to an ever-loyal fanhood, that’s ready and
waiting to see her back on stage again this fall.

ates Warning, "Through Different Eyes" 12",
etal Blade.... Lastyear’s Lp"No Exit", was but a prologue
for what would become one of 1989’s premier releases. The next
chapter in the Fates Warning story is one that marks a turning
point in the band’s trademark progressive nature. While the
unprecedented time changes and exceptional musicianship
remain intact, a wash of melody and emotion has now changed the
face of their music. The music is bathed in textures and colors
unlike anything they’ve previously attempted. There’s no question
that Fates is firmly entrenched in the hearts of the majority of
metal fanatics and that "No Exit" was in effect a crossroads for the
guys. With the addition of Ray Alder on lead vocals, Fates
became a whole new entity. One that exploded onto the scene -
climbing to as high as #2 on the metal charts. And so now, we get
"Perfect Symmetry" - one of those titles that suits the situation quite
aptly. For parallel to the bands progress toward a more
"acceptable" (though still highly technical) sound, is Ray’s growth
as a singer. His voice in the past has always been versatile and
intense, but now he has the control necessaryto harness and better
utilize his range, (on other tracks sounding very similar to TNT’s
Tony Harnell - and what a voice that man has). There is also a
deeper quality of emotion in his singing that makes a piece like
this really lock into your mind. New drummer Mark Zonder is a
noticeable difference in the ’89 Fates sound. He is dynamic,
technical and instead of just leaning into the song offering bottom
support, he also supplies the drive and guides the time changes
deftly and creatively. A very nice and necessary addition. The
changes in the band are definitely noticeable yet subtle enough
not to have disrupted the overall Fates sound - they’ve only
enhanced it. And just think, this wonderful track is but a
precursor to their most amazing album yet. Tremendous.

Finally. You know, this year has seen more Aerosmith influenced,
sound alikes, or wanna be’s than I think we all would care to
discuss. It’s enough to make you dizzy. And speaking about
vertigo... what a concept for a tune, eh?

The Rolling Stones played a surprise gig at Toad’s Place, a club
near Yale University in New Haven, (%lonnecticut, in advance of
their "Steel Wheels" tour. About 700 people were lucky enough to
get into the show, which offered a preview of the Stones tour which

egins August 31 in Philadelphia. The doors to the club were kept
open so that about 1,000 people outside could hear the 11-son,
set. The set list: "Start Me Up," "Bitch," "Tumbling Dice," "Sad,
Sad, Sad" (from the new albumg, "Miss You," "Little Red Rooster,"
"Honky Tonk Women," "Mixed Emotions" (the single from the
new LP), "It’s Only Rock and Roll," "Brown Sugar” and "Jumping
Jack Flash." Daryl Hall was spotted in the audience.

Roland Gift, lead singer of the Fine Young Cannibals, could be
glaying the role of Cuban leader Che Guevara in a new film. He’s

eing considered for the film version of of Andrew Lloyd Weber’s
musical, "Evita,"” based on the life story of Eva Perone. The film is
due to start production in Argentina next year, and will star Meryl
Streep.

It’s rumored that if Gift accepts
the role, he could earn up to $3.5 million. So far, Gift’s film career
has been confined to small-budget British films.

U2’s tour of Australia next month could be jeopardized by Adam
Clayton’s arrest on drug charges in Irelanci. He’s due to appear
in court on September 1 on the marijuana possession charge.
That’s just two weeks before the start of the tour. If he’s convicted
or if the case is adjourned, the Australian dates might have to be
canceled.

Boy George is being sued in England in connection with the death
of musician Michael Rudetski from a cocaine overdose while he
was staying at George’s London home. Sally Rudetski, the
musician’s mother, has filed a High Court writ in London alleging
that "gross negligence" led to her son’s death and that Boy George
"failed in his duty to care for her son."”

Tony Banks says he’s been encouraged by Mike Rutherford’s
sucess with Mike & The Mechanics. Banks says he always knew
he’d never be as popular a solo artist as Phil Collins. "I've always
thought that it’s obviously easier for a singer to have a successful
career from a group,” he says. "It’s a much more difficult thing to
come from behind and get people to take you seriously. I know
Mike had a big problem with this, but finally it managed to
happen."

The Internal Revenue Service took all the checks, applying them
to an $11 million lien they have against Brown.

About 15,000 fans participated in a candlelight procession at
Graceland in Memphis as part of Elvis International Tribute
Week, marking the singer’s death. It was also announced that two
songs believed to Presley’s first recordings will be released by
early next year. "That’'s When Your Heartaches Begin" and "My
Happiness” were recorded at Sun Studios in Memphis in 1953,
Shelby Singleton of Sun Entertainment Corporation of Nashville
purchased the songs from a high school friend of Presley. He plans
to release them in a package that includes a collection of glack
and white photographs that have never before been printed.

a-ha’s lead singer Morten Harket has been criticized in his native
countrybecause of his new car. Harket has often spoken out about
environmental causes, including promoting the use of electric
cars.

Rob Straker, lead singer for White Zombie, has unkind words
about Bill Laswell, who produced the band’s new album, "Make
Them Die Slowly." "It was a complete disaster recording that
record,” Straker says. "Working with Laswell was a drag. We
thought he would be the answer to all our problems and he became
our problem -- a typical producer thing.

It's kind of a drag having that record
out because we moved so far beyond it." Guitarist John Ricci left
the band the day the album was completed, Straker adds. "He
didn’t show up and nobody really cared.”

Mary Wilson, formerly of the Supremes, has filed a lawsuit against
Motown Records in Los Angeles Superior Court, contending
she’s owed a 50 percent interest in the recent sale of recordings
and masters by the Supremes. The suit says Motown sold "the
entire Supremes catalogue, masters and records, for possibly $10
million or more."

Public Enemy are getting back together and will have a new album
out before the end of the year. "After having taken time out for
reorganization, Public Enemy is back in action,” said a statement
from leader Chuck D."The show must go on. Brace yourselves for
1990." The group took a break at the end of June after firing
Professor Griff, the band’s "minister of information." MTV had
erroneously reported that the band had broken up. Chuck D’s
statement says McGriff has a new title. He’s now "supreme allied
chief of community relations,” and he won’t be allowed to talk to
the press. "His duties will include service to the black community,
with special attention paid to local youth groups," according to the
statement. "He will not be available for interviews.” Anti-Semitic
remarks by Professor Griff in May brought a lot of criticism for
the band. He told the Washington Times newspaper that Jews
were responsible for "the majority of wickedness that goes on
around the globe." Abraham Foxman, national director of the
Anti-Defamation League of B’nai Brith said that, "By firing and
rehiring Professor Griff, the rap group Public Enemy has engaged
in a repugnant charade characterized by cynicism and disdain for
the public." Chuck D says the band’s next album, "Fear Of A Black
Planet," will be out this winter. He also says he, Flavor Flav and
Terminator X are working on solo albums.

The new Fall album will have tracks produced by Coldcut, Adrian
Sherwood and Craig Leon. Mark E. Smith doesn’t expect the
record to be hurt by the depature of Brix Smith to devote more
time to her band the Adult Net. "Brix was one-sixth of the Fall and
we're really going to miss her," he says. "All the recording we've
done this year, including half of 'Seminar Live’ was done without
her anyway. Martin Brammabh is sitting in at the moment. I don’t
know how long he’ll be there."

Don Henley’s not too happy that Joe Walsh is playing "Life In The
Fast Lane" on Ringo Starr’s current tour. "That’s not his song to
do," Henley says. "Glenn Frey and I wrote 90 percent of the song,
and I sang it on the record. Joe wrote the opening guitar riff"
Henley says. "Joe had his own solo career before he joined the
Eagles, so I don’t understand why he doesn’t do a song that’s more
his, instead of doing that one. Besides, he sounds liEe he’s got a
clothespin on his nose.” Henley admits he resents Walsh because
of remarks the guitarist made when the Eagles broke up. "Joe
Walsh was one of the reasons the Eagles broke up," he says. "He
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was instrumental in the disintegration of that group. He was an
insidious troublemaker. He would split the band into factions. He
was a very divisive presence and very covert about it. He was very
hypocritical. Glenn and I used to laugh and say, "Yeah, Joe’s a very
interesting bunch of guys.” You can print that, too. I'm tired of
being Mr. Nice Guy." Henley says he doesn’t plan to try to stop
Walsh from playing "Life In The Fast Lane." "It would just bring
more publicity where there probably shouldn’t be any publicity in
the first place.”

John Bonham uses a 55-foot submarine prop in his video for "Wait
For You," which was filmed at Disney-MGM Studios’ New York
backlot. Disney’s scenic shop worked virtually non-stop for 24
hours to build the submarine, which appears to emerge from a city
street and crash against a car.

Drummer Ed Cassidy says Spirit’s new album, "Rapture In The
Chambers," is a good reflection of the veteran band’s sound. "I
think the new one is true in spirit to all the others," he says. "The
main thing is we don’t sound like ani ody else. That’s why I think
kids today are returning to *60s rock. There are no leaders now,
but in the ’60s everyone wanted to be different."

U.K. MUSIC NEWS

As The Cure embark on their North American tour, Robert
Smith, the lead singer, has made derogatory comments about
Americans to the British press. He also has repeated his previous
statement, that this third world tour, of which the North American
segment is the final leg, will be The Cure’s last ever. He has
previously hinted that "Disintegration" may well be the group’s last
album, too. In various interviews with British music papers, Smith
has also discussed the success of the European part of the tour,
and how the group is coping without frc))under member Lol
Tolhurst, who was fired a few months ago. Speaking to Sounds,
Robert Smith said he was not looking forward to the four-week,
20 date American tour. "People are so obsessive to the point of
being scary in America," he said. "My intention is not to meet an
Amcrican." He told another publication that he has committed
himself not to even speak to an American during the tour.
"Usually, we’re lucky that even people who really like the group
don’t actually come up and bother us that much -- except in
America. They don’t really have any concept of private life in
America," he stated to Sounds. Although professing to have
enjoyed the early part of the tour, Smith says he’s counting down
the shows to the end. "I've only enjoyed it this time because I know
that when we come to America, that’s it. I know nothing in the
world can change my mind that time." He added in Melody Maker,
"After that (the American tour) the contracts all come up again.
There’s one more album due on the Polygram deal, but I've got
that made already, the one that I've done myself on a 16 track,
which counts apparently.” Smith told Melody Maker about the
celebrities they’d attracted on their 13 date Europcan leg. Euro
poE star Sabrina came one night, as did tennis playcr Steffi Graf.
Othersincluded Depeche Mode, Duran Duran, Shellyan Orphan,
The Mission, Sugarcubes and The Pixies." Robert spoke
Earlicularly well of Einar from Sugarcubes, "What I really like is

e tries really hard to be intimidating which I think is really
brilliant because it reminds me of how I used to be a few years ago
but in not quite so manic a manner. Everyone takes a step back
from him. But I just stood there and he gave me areally wild grin."
The Cure’s venture into Hungary and Yugoslavia turned out to be
extremely successful. Says Smith, "We really didn’t know what
response would occur and we played a lot of old stuff. The
reaction was quite bizarre because they knew all the words to the
songs. We've never had a penny in royalties from Hungary, so I
assumed we hadn’t sold any records there and yet the centire
audience was singing along to cvery song. It was weird. Ijust kept
stopping and laughing because it was ﬁke phonetics, you know,
they couldn’t have understood what they were singing. Everyone
was incredibly friendly though. The whole attitude towards us was
quite unreal because we were welcome guests, whereas
everywhere else it’s like we're suffered. Even in hotels, little old
ladies cleaning would stop and shake our hand." Smith claims that
little has changed for the group since the very public dismissal of
the only other original member of the outfit, Lol Tolhurst, just
after the recording of "Disintegration". "Musically it’s no different
and look-wise I feel much more comfortable with a five piece
because, when I'm not playing guitar it’s just a group playing. It’s
a bit more like old Rolling Stones or Psychedelic Furs... There

was one kid who had a flag that unraveled which said, ‘Where is
Lol?’ He stood in front of Simon, and when we went off before
the encores, me and Teddy quickly got a huge felt pen and made
a banner that said, ‘He’s coming back’ and then underneath it
dropped down to say ‘NEVER’. Simon wore it back onstage,
tucked in like a bib, and we were playing away and he let it fall
down. The kid immediately put his flag down and fled!" A few
quotes from Robert Smith (presumably he won’t be speaking to
any Americans) compiled from Sounds issue July 22nd and
Melody Maker issues July 15th and July 22nd.

Ian Gillan is to release a solo album and tour with a new band
early next year, following his recent shock from the briefly totally
reformed Deep Purple. "Initially I was disappointed over Purple’s
behaviour,” he says. "But after the shock came an enormous
feeling of relief and the realisation that I was at last free to put all
my energy into mysolo career.” He says that although he’s enjoyed
his recent British shows under the pseudonym of Garth Rockett
and The Moonshiners, he was merely filling in time "between the
inevitable and interminable 18 month Purpﬁ: recording sessions."
He describes the group’s references to "musical differences" as
"pure hogwash". "I thought my days might be numbered when I
publicly referred to the manager as a dickhead. I have completely
severed my association with Purple, except for Roger Glover, who
remains a long standing friend with whom I have collaborated in
the past and may again in the future. As for the rest of the band,
you can’t help but have some regard for them after ten years and
ten albums, even if they do behave like a bunch of plonkers at
times."

As David Bowie continues to receive mixed reviews in Britain for
his Tin Machine project, mostly scathing, an American indie band
has also turned down a personal invitation to work with him!

When we play
I iCt areal buzz from seeing so many people looking up, especially
when we roll into these grey town and there’s nothing much for
people to do. It’s a great feeling." Kerr admits that the success of
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"Street Fighting Years", catapulting them to possibly the biggest
selling group in Europe, may not be duplicated in North America,
"On ‘Street Fighting Years’, I feel we have taken some chances and
that makes tﬁe fact it’s been mega-successful so much sweeter.
Although we seem to have totally je?_pardised our position in
America by doing it since it doesn’t fit in with their formulaic
categories. It isn’t dance. It isn’t INXS." So far, the most
successful single from the album has been "Belfast Child", which
went to number one in Britain for six weeks and topped the chart
in several other countries, too. It took me a year to write it," says
Kerr. "T kept thinking ‘How would you feel if some outsider wrote
asong called ‘Glasglow Child’ (Kerr’s hometown). But in the end
I reahised I was being daft because by that logic you couldn’t write
asong about what was going on in the South African townships or
anything. But I don’t want a platform. That side of it really freaks
me out. I have nothing incredible to say. Anyone with amodicum
of intelligence or sensitivity would say it." Kerr also says he’s
pleased to be associated with other social conscience rockers like
Peter Gabriel or Sting. "They’re richer than me and Sting can
speak about eight languaﬁes, flashy bastard! No, I don’t mind
really. Everyone likes to think they’re unique, but if these are the
guys who ring around when something needs to be done then,
that’s it. You should remember that these guys need never work
again. They could just shut their mansion door on the world. But
they have some human spirit."

Dave Stewart says
he’s planning an "offbeat” talk show for American TV.... Cult
members lan Astbury, Jamie Stewart and Matt Sorum joined
with Axl Rose and Izzy Stradlin for a jam session recently in New
York. The set was performed before a privately invited audience
of around 30 people at The Loft in Manhattan. The group,
accordintg to Astbury, played for around seven hours, mostly
covers of Black Sabbath, Led Zeppelin and Sex Pistols songs....
Marc Almond has just started recording a new album for EMI,
His duet with Gene Pitney, "Something’s Gotten Ho'd Of My Heart"
is the third biggest selling single in the U.K. so far this year....
China Crisis have parted company with Virgin Records after
eight years and five albums. The band is currently shopping
around for a new label and the split was described as "amicable”"....
The Sunsplash U.K. Festival, Britain’s largest reggae event has
been refused planning permission by London’s Fulham and
