NOISEMAKERS OF THE WEEK

KISW/Seattle certainly rings the bell this week with the news that Steve Young from Joint Communications has signed on as their
new PD. Steve has been crucial to the brain trust at KISW for some time now and he has often expressed a delight in the city and the
station in general. GM Beau Phillips told the Noisewire, "As usual in this situation I went through the pool of possible PDs that
everybody expects to be faced with and, although they were all fine candidates, we wanted to jump out of the mold and get into a
different league with this hiring. We believe we have done that with Steve. When we hired Bob Rivers we knew we were taking a big
step and we need a PD who can match him stride for stride. Someone with a grand vision of how things should work". When we
caught up with Steve he was still buzzing from the news, "Beau and I have been playing tag on this one for a couple of weeks and I
couldn’t be happier with the outcome. The talent pool that exists in this building and the terrific job that Sky did in preparing the
ground makes this one of the prime opportunities in the nation right now". It must be nice to live life without a boarding pass in your
hand all the time as well, "That was certainly part of it. But basically I am just very excited about the chance to focus my energy on
one strategic situation as opposed to a number of clients." How are the guys at Joint taking it? "We are, and will remain, family. I
couldn’t be happier to be a client of this fine organization because of the wealth of knowledge and experience they possess." With
immigration being what it is, look for Steve to hit the Puget Sound within a month. Whether Steve’s move can be read as an indictment
of life on planes and in hotels, we can’t say. We choose to think of it as proof that the Northwest has become, more than ever, a major
talent magnet.

KROQ/Los Angeles PD speculation finally comes to a halt this week with the news that KAZY/Denver PD Andy Schuon has accepted
the programming position. Andy has been known to be in the city for "visits" with his pal and he has also been spotted having at least
one power dinner with Tony Berardini, so all indicators have pointed in this direction for some time now. "Trip and I worked well
together at KISS and KAZY and that relationship will be intensified now that we he is a GM and I’m his PD. We’re both very excited
about things here at Infinity," said Andy, "Basically, I've worked in radio for ten years so that I could be able to pick what I want to
do, KLOS wasn’t the right situation, but this is." As for the market, Andy has his feet squarely planted, especially when it comes to
the new boys from Chicago, "It’s far too soon to evaluate the situation in regard to going against Evergreen. They’ve done a very good
job of masking their intent, so we’ll just have to hold off on that. Ilove the competitive situation out there and we certainly have all
the tools to get things done. I’ll make it happen just like we did in Denver." That means that Summit will be looking for a high-powered
replacement for their Rocky Mountain ace, "They need someone who is highly motivated and ready for this battle. Denver is a good
radio town and Summit’s a great company looking to work with a seasoned pro." What about the KROQ prescription for the next
few months? "The station has been knocked around a lot and it’s time to get things back on track. You should see some adjustment
in the coming weeks and months, Trip has already made some changes that have things pointed in the right direction. You’ll see
some fine tuning but I have no great anticipation that there will be any major changes at the station."

STONES RIP PHILLY

For two nights the Rolling Stones were the only thing that mattered in Philadelphia. Their huge, shambling stage presentation of Steel
Wheels had all the set design smarts of a David Lynch movie with a high wall of gantry ways and piping studded with enough industrial
lighting and exhaust smoke to make you think it was a peak workshift down by the steel mill. But if the facade was decay and urban
blight, the soul of the show was a tonic that drew deep from the fundamental law of rock and roll, "If it doesn’t kill ya, it will keep you
young forever." The average age of the players was very close to fifty and yet every one of them was punching through the mix like a
champion kept far too long from the arena. The end result was pure entertainment with a 28 song list that reads like a near perfect
double live release if anybody is so inclined. So many hits were unreeled during the show that you couldn’t escape just how BIG these
bastards are, have been, and probably always be. Except for a delightfully bluesy "Little Red Rooster" and a Thorazine special version
of 2,000 Light Years From Home", the pace was unrelenting for the better part of two hours. Following a blistering send off with "Start
Me Up" and "Bitch", the sound system took things too literally on the last note of "Shattered" and blew a generator. That was the only
bit of opening night blues for the band, other than that everything went off in high style.

As for the splendid play of Chuck Leavell and that
other worldly horn section, words are poor comparisons. Chuck was especially good on opening night, a rare treat to hear the man play
live. Finally, there’s Charlie Watts. He makes more, and better, sound with a few wrist pops than a host of kids can crank out with ail
the arm strength in the world. If you ever need a heartbeat, find Charlie Watts. A temple should be raised to this guy. Oh, as for the
"Honky Tonk Woman" inflatables, do you think Macy’s would be interested in a co-promote for the Thanksgiving Day Parade? The

back-up vocals were amazingly on target and the culminating fireworks sent all of us into the beery Philadelphia night well pleased to
be on hand.

Slowly spiraling up and away from exclusive underground
adoration, Seattle’s Soundgarden hits the majors with an
explosive album that carries punk-metal mania into a new
dimension. "Louder Than Love" is the most clearly focused
record to date, displaying the dirge marks of a champion and
production that enhances the intense layers of rock and
noise, unfolding with brute strength and physical force.
"Ultramega O.K." sizzled with an array of stylized
approaches, from the hooky remnants of "Flower" to the
ricochet riffs in "Head Injury". Now it’s time to pull in the
reins, with a streamlined sound that flows along a single line
of tension. Hardly straying into hardcore or popdom, they
create a pounding, cyclical rhythm assault that crashes like
waves on a beach. Matt Cameron’s drum patterns cradle
lead vocalist Chris Connelly’s Zep-screams with a big groove
and a blitz of power-chops come your way from Kim Thayil
on guitar and Hiro Yamamoto on bass. Soundgarden is true
to a 70’s influence that coats the songs with fuzzy visions of
the decade, and the band rolls ahead into the nineties with
abstract, spirited music for alternative and metal types to
enjoy with equal fervor.

"Way Of The World" single on
their ambitious debut "Max Q"
album. Playful rhythms chisel
away under a string of cosmic
melodies, with a slice of glam,
spacy edge and meaningful lyrics
that gravitate toward the bitter
side of humanity. Max Q has a
conscience, an awareness of
shattered dreams and perception
that manifests itself in a cool blast
of songs that never paint delusions of grandeur. A slick
production facade makes the precision vibes glow with quirky
twists and turns, surrounded by vivid string arrangements,
tapping beats and an occasional sampled piece. A tear of
frustration seems to be guiding the way for Max Q to assume
different forms under the guise of raw, rugged blues songs and
potent anthems. It’s a far cry from INXS and so it should be, but
Michael’s voice will lure piranha-like groupies in for a feast
starring their favorite pop icon. His dry growl proceeds with the
sly movements of a serpent, while cartoon quality keyboards
embellish the songs with a touch of fantasy. Songs like
"Buckethead” and "Tight" feature the percussive guitar and
backing vocals recognized in INXS, and reworked to suit the Q.
But the true alternative treats can be found in "OT-VEN-ROT",
as it rumbles along acoustic guitar lines enhanced by off-kilter
orchestration; and "Ghost Of The Year" is a shaky, salsa driven
number that could even be likened to a high speed hawaiian tune,
depending on what frame of mind you’re listening in. The
finishing mix is prepared by Todd Terry, one of the head chefs in
the acid house. It’s quite an impressive showing for a band most
likely to impress slaves to format in the coming months.

Skyrocketing out of Atlanta with the debut album, "Museum", Mary My Hope is a promising young band of musical poets
ready to conquer with a turbulent new style of rock that borrows its power and attitude from 70’s garage bands. They
reach into the future with spontaneous chord changes, quiet acoustics and crashing electric guitars, drums and bass.
The transitions from quiet and thoughtful moments to each of the ripping, sonic sprees they let go happen gradually
without missing a beat. Mary My Hope carries you away into a sonic wonderland of fear and paranoia that shares equal
time with a positive outlook. Hungry for wisdom and progress, they sometimes answer questions with questions and

blatantly state that nothing in life is certain. All of this is pretty heady stuff for a group whose average age was 19 while
recording the “Museum" album. It aims for the depths of your soul and roars with nose-bleed hooks that make you wonu-r
just how these fellows pulled it off so early on. "We have old souls," replies Clinton Steele, lead guitarist and one half ot
the songwriting team. Joined by lead vocalist/songwriter James Hall, we took to the streets of Philadelphia before their
performance with The Godfathers. A brightly lit coffee shop with one obnoxiously loud grinder, and French provincial
decor was, oddly enough, the perfect setting to discuss fact and fiction where the band is concerned. Here are some

was happening.

Clinton Steele: We've
been together for two
years, and when we
started out we had no
other intention but play-
ing the music and never
thinking about the busi-
ness side of things at all.
Some labels like Twin
Tone and Relativity saw us early on, when we were a garage band.
When we were all [playing] together, whether it was an on-night
or off-night, we knew whatever came out would be good. It’s hard
to describe. You just feel it. We’re happy with our label and 1
think Andrew Lauder is a really smart man. It’s hard to second
guess yourself and try to understand what he saw in us, because
the gig he signed us on was one where it was 120 degrees in the
summer and someone got shot outside the club. Everyone was
sweaty. I broke like about five guitar strings and had to sit down
and change them. It was improv story time but we held the crowd,
who was cheering me on while we were trying to get it together.
It’s been 13 months since we got signed. Back then I could hard-
ly play a solo.

Dawn: When did the band really click?

James Vincent Hall

James Hall: When we lost fear of success or failure, really. It
started happening for us when we were playing at this old punk
club in Atlanta, and it got to the point where we were desperate
enough to try anything. Kind of like losing your job and letting it
all hang out.

Clinton: 1 think that's why we picked it up so fast, I mean, I'd
been playing guitar for five years but not too seriously until now.
When I think about how we sounded then it was reaily horrible,
but the sounds I was hearing in my head are the ones we’re play-
ing now. I thought we were great because I knew what we could
be. I wondered why we didn’t have a record deal, but I didn’t get
hung up on it either.

James: And 1 didn’t get hung up on the fact that I couldn’t sing
and Clint couldn’t play guitar but we would stand on stage, look
you in the eye and do it. It was almost like we were saying, "I dare

you to not like us...". As far as it clicking, that happened the first
day we played together. It was in a dining room in this house we
were living in. We were a dining room band, not a garage band
because we didn’t have one. After all, Fishbone got signed out of
a bedroom.

Dawn: Then you recorded this album in Wales, an entirely dif-
ferent setting, with a producer like Hugh Jones guiding the way.
And no rules...

James: He was a big consideration for producer of the first
album. We were really interested in hearing his ideas. It was im-
portant for us to bring out certain characteristics of the band and
it’s obvious that it just wouldn’t have sounded as good as if we
produced it ourselves.

Clinton: And it wouldn’t have sounded the same if we had
recorded it in Los Angeles or something. I wanted the option left
open...

James: As far as the purity of the music goes, it doesn’t always
matter where you record it. I felt like we needed to get out of At-
lanta, away from tunnel vision.

Clinton: Whenyou’re 18 you think more about what your friends
are doing in the next rehearsal room rather than what you're
doing.

Dawn: Do you think recording "Museum" in those surroundings
and with the people you did helped add to the dark, shadowy at-
mosphere of the record?

James: Yeah, but some of the songs that people think are the
darker, more moody songs are actually the lighter ones. Like
"Communion" has sort of
a strange, minor tilt to it
but the song itself is a
happy one, about a
reunion. Songs like "I'm
Not Singing" or "I'm Not
Alone", which is about
fear or paranoia, might
soundreally happyin the
key of C major but say
something really dif-
ferent. There are alot of
different emotions on
this album, and I think
that having a completely
depressing album is not
going to do the trick,
especially if it’s the first
one.

Clinton Steele
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Clinton: Well, if you can’t see that we have a positive edge just
read the band’s name, Mary My Hope. This could have been folk
music, industrial noise or something, But we wanted to make the
music a combination of nihilism and optimism that’s in every
human being.

Dawn: What about underground rock music heading into the
next decade? Where does Mary My Hope fit in?

Clinton: Well, 'm 20 years old now and it’s a neat feeling to
think that our best records will be recorded in the last decade of
the century. I get off on
that.

James: There’s going
to be a great deal of
change, I think. A lot of
people are going to be in
a big hurry. People
might not be thinking
about it becoming the
nineties or the turn of the
century because they
haven’t thought about it
in so long. But you can
feel the energy within
yourself. When it turned
1982 you didn’t hear
people saying, "Oh
wow". But now that the
nineties are coming it
definitely sticks in your
mind.

Clinton: Underground rock music has been way too
categorized. You can do anything and get recognized on the un-
derground rock scene, I mean, there’s this band in Atlanta that
started out as a joke. They were called the Chowder Shouters and
would spread rumors that all these labels were coming out to see
them. When they broke up they wrote an editorial in a local
newspaper that it was all a joke. It was ajoke. In the long run you
are only as good as what you do. Anyone can get a foot in the door
but as far as producing something that lasts, it’s pretty evident
who’s in the music business for what reason. Rock and roll is a
hard genre to try and influence people with because it’s turned
into pure entertainment,

Dawn: We’ve come a long way since Woodstock, twenty years
in fact...

James: Yeah, and the best concert was probably in some small,
dark club in Manhattan.

Clinton: 1 could not think of a worse place to be than hanging
out in a field with a million hiccuping hippies.

James: One word I hate is whatever, and I've heard more hip-
pies say that than anyone else.... We’re probably the most normal
human beings and the most normal band ever. We’re not trying
to be anything than we’re not, but the minute you make a record
you’re trying to be something you’re not. It’s hard to figure out.
When I used to listen to Led Zeppelin I heard this band that had
supernatural abilities, and then R.E.M. came along when I was fif-
teen and I thought, Wow, these are just normal people playing this
music. So if we can bridge the gap, that’s where 1 wanna go.

Dawn: What about all the stuff that goes along with being arock
star?

Clinton: John Lennon was a singer who became his art. He said
what he had to say and wasn’t a manufactured icon, and when he
made his mistakes some of them were messy. But that’s what was
so cool. It’s so much better than a musician that’s straight down
the line, like manufactured metal and pop.

James: Or someone who starts out doing something half way,
and then becomes even more streamlined and even more perfect.
I could never look at being in Mary My Hope as a trade. Either
I’m going to fail or I'm going to succeed and I imagine that either
way I die at the end of the game anyway. That’s the intense part
that people don’t think about. They would rather worry about
being late, or where they are going or how they look.

Clinton: That’s the best and yet the cruelest thing that can hap-
pento a person. You go through life trying to figure it all out and
then it’s over. And you really can never change who you are.

James: 1 could never figure out why Michael Jackson bothered
to go through all of that plastic surgery. A guy like him, you would
think, wouldn’t care what he looked like and get on with the show.
Maybe he’s trying to create his own Ziggy Stardust or something.
Maybe he’s going to outlive us all.

Dawn: Do you guys think there’s an element of post punk in your
music?

Clinton: Well, the punk thing didn’t really effect me at all. 1
don’t even think about it, because I was nine years old at the time
and very happy. I like the Sex Pistols, sure, and I like The Clash
and some of it’s really good and some is really bad. I can identify
with anarchy in the U.K. no more than I can identify with some
piano player in Singapore 1910 singing about anarchy in Sin-
gapore. As far as messages in music and politics, I like more am-
biguous things, like "Masters Of War" by Dylan. He asks why men
are always killing each other, which is timely no matter what
decade you sing it in. And he doesn’t put any constraints in the
idea like, this is 1977, London period. If you don’t put conditions
in songs they seem to last longer than being novel.

James: The coolest thing about a guy like John Lennon is that
he could write a song like "Power To The People" and not come
off like Bruce Springsteen. He could still say he was involved in
a hippie movement years ago, even though he’s singing "Power To
The People" and calling for us to unite. He still knew it was pop
music and never forgot it.

Clinton: And two albums later he wrote "I don’t believe in Jesus,
1 don’t believe in Beatles, I don’t believe in prayer, I don’t believe
in war, peace, hate... the only thing I believe in is me."

James: 1just know what I like and can’t say there’s a formula to
it at all.... Being held accountable for what we say is also another
strange thing that we’ve come to terms with. People will ask us
questions about drug use or something like that and I'll say, I per-
sonally don’t use drugs, but I'm also the biggest liar in the world.
What does it matter? What does it mean to be a Youth Figure?
What does it mean to be in Teen Magazine? Are these people
crazy?

Clinton: That’s part of why I get such a laugh out of the business
side of things, because no one knows what we’re doing, including
us, and everyone’s trying to figure it out, except us. Where does
that fit in, what do we do with this and how do we perceive this?
It’s all very unsettling. We’re the first band on MTV that’s ever
been played on Head-
bangers Ball and 120
Minutes.

Dawn: Are you guys
playing any new songs on
this tour?

James: Unfortunately
time does not permit, be-
cause of the length of our
songs and the abridged
set that we have to do.
We have forty minutes to
go on and we won’t be
playing any new material
[corrects himself] new
songs. 1 hate calling
songs "material". You
know, I really hate that.

Dawn: The next album
sleeve should be in fabric. Make a statement.

James: I'd like to do that. That would be nice.... I feel that our
next album will be miles ahead of this one.

Clinton: As far as intensity and progress and everything, the next
one will be much more powerful. We’re in the process of getting
new music together for the next one and it’s really exciting. We’re
taking September off and when we come back to tour this fall we’ll
be playing some new music. Then we’ll be headlining and we can
do two hour shows.

Dawn: What other form of art could you see yourself doing?

Clinton: The only other thing I could probably get into is sculp-
ture. I’d like to build a 100 story solid tower with no windows and
just leave it behind. A monolith that would mean nothing but a
great big cosmic fuck you.

] ewee S0 far, EMI has
exhibited a high standard of quality as
far as their ventures into the metal
arena are concerned. Case in point -
The Ryche’s epic Lp isthisclose to
platinum and the Red Hot Chili
Peppers are really beginning to make
inroads at metal with their tremendous
new release. Cats is the latest entry
onto their roster and once again,
they’ve got a band perfectly primed for
the Hard Hitter in all of us. The Cats deliver up a street level,
guitar-based, high octane screamfest, with a bit o’ boogie runnin’
underneath (not unlike Tora Tora). The band’s line-up also
boasts an international variation with two members hailing from
the beautiful country of Japan and two members from this here
part of the world. America that is. Having released an earlier Ep
in Japan, the band’s popularity there is already at fever pitch and
the band is now hoping that it spreads across the U.S. at an equally
swift rate. "Shotgun Sally" is our first introduction to these guys,
and in one listen you can hear that lead guitarist Takashi O’Hashi
knows his way around a fretboard and can prove it (his playing
has a very American - almost southern feel).

WHERE THE WILD THINGS ARE

Graphic Design can be as important as the product you are trying
tosell. The "can’t judge a book by it’s cover” mentality is true, but
then again if the cover sucks, then why bother? It’s just plain
business sense. A symbol can come to define a whole group, a
genre, a subculture. From the tattoo parlors, to the biker dens to
the skateboard arenas to the metal bars, one such symbol has
come to uphold their rebellious posturing, real or fake. It’s the
human skull. Looking through any biker mag or tattoo fest,
you’re sure gonna find a lot of cranial exposure. Skateboard
undersides are fast becoming the canvass of today with plenty of
artwork featuring likenesses of human skulls. Why the
fascination with something commonly associated with death?
Surely all these people do not possess a deathwish. Maybe it’s to
declare the member sporting such a symbol as "sneering in the
face of death” or "living on the edge." Or maybe it’s just to scare
off non-members much the same as native tribes in the jungles of
Africa would post stakes with human skulls as a warning that, this
sure ain’t Kansas no more! (At least they did in the movies)
Whatever the reason, skulls are everywhere and especially in this
business of heavy metal. It’s like a good skull is worth a thousand
words. Or maybe a thousand songs just as long as you have the
right skull for the job. Iron Maiden knew it well with their famous
skull faced mascot Eddie intricately detailed by artist Derel Riggs
from album to album, t-shirt to posters to tour programs.
Metallica have got the same kind of mascot/hero/idol with their
skull gargoyles a la Pushead. With a name like Pushead, how
could you go wrong? No he doesn’t have super human amounts
of pus, nor does he have some radically different hair do, he’s as
his bio states, "your knight in shining armor and a pushead is a
sign of victory, a sign of God; separating humankind from the
primordial slime." At the Pushead show, going on at Psychedelic
Solution in New York City, you can see how much pushead has
defined Metallica as an entity in its own. From the numerous
t-shirt designs, to album covers, even to the endorsed Zorlac
skateboard undersides, Pushead’s skully figures make Metallica
a band you will never forget and all before you’ve even heard a

single note of music. Pus, as friends call him, knows the product
well. He’s lived within the punk/skate/art scene surviving the first
and second waves of skate and all the trappings of the lifestyle.
He wrote and illustrated for Thrasher, Youth Lifestyle magazine
and Action Now creating his own following in his "Puszone"
columnin Thrasher. Being so intertwined with the scene, it’s only
natural that Pushead would come to define through his art. It was
the seminal punk/horror band the Misfits who first brought his
art to the attention of Metallica. Since then, Pushead’s designs
have appeared on the majority of Metallica paraphernalia.

Great Graphics have long been integral to album covers. Whole
collections of art for album covers are available in books, from
the Grateful Dead’s various skulls icons to the Rolling Stones
Lips, to Joe Satriani’s Silver Surfer. The use of Marvel comic’s
Silver Surfer helped an audience identify with a tangible (on
paper anyway) hero to push an all instrumental musician’s only
record over the Gold sales mark and broaden his audience. So,
the next time you look at that grotesque pus-dripping gargoyle on
the back of someone’s jacket, and you feel a twinge of queasiness,
youwll know it’s doing the job. Maybe you’re just not part of the
group anymore and remember, it ain’t just a picture - it’s a
thousand words.

"St(la\g)hen has been in Africa on a safari with his
son, Christopher,” Nash says. "When he comes back he has a few
political commitments. He'll join David and me a little later on
the tour." Crosby and Nash have been writing and recording for a
possible album together that could become a CSN record. "David
and I are always working,” Nash says. "We’ve just recorded nine
new tracks together. Chances are that once we get toFether with
Stephen he’ll have some great ideas to add. Hopefully he’ll also
have some great new songs and it will turn into a CSN record. It
could turn into a CSN&Y project. The four of us enjoyed making
’Amirican Dream’ together. There’s been discussion of making
another."

Guns N’ Roses guitarist Izzy Stradlin has been released on $5,000
bail on charges of urinating in the galley area of a US Air flight
during a scheduled stop at the Phoenix Sky Harbor International
Airport. A publicist says Stradlin was upset about having to wait
to use the planc’s lavatory and "relicving himself in the galley was
just his way of ex?ressing himself." Stradlin, whosc real name is

effrey Dean Isbell, was charged with interfering with the duties
of the plane’s crew.

Former J. Geils Band vocalist Peter Wolf has finished work on his
third solo album in Nashville. "I just came here because there are
s0 many great musicians and great studios herc," Wolf says.
"There’s so much generic rock %L roll out there right now. 'm
trying to make a record that has a little more meat and potatocs
to it. T hope it will be received as a refreshing change.” Wolf hasn’t
decided on a title for the album (on MCA Records), but he plans
a solo tour after its release.

The members of Blue Nile hint that it’s been a rough few years
since the release of their first album in 1984. "It just took that long
to come up with something we were heartfelt about,” says singer
Paul Buchanan. "I'm still rather preoccupied by the business of
workinghout why we’ve been standing still for five years... We
haven’t had time to go over what we feel about this, how difficult
those years have been. I'm not saying that we’ve starved, but with
any creative thing, I always felt that it would naturally result in you
being how you could be.

John Lydon says he wants to write a book about marine life,
because he’s fascinated with the subject. "There’s not much I can
do to stop its decline," Lydon says. "I’d like to write a book on it
properly becausc I think all the books out there at the moment are
just so ill-informed, such nonsensical garbage and it’s all really
pandering to hysteria. All these terrifying monsters of the deep --
theg"re not monsters, they’re absolutely essential. It would be one
filthy hell hole out there without them. And the wholesale
slaughter of all marine life is just sickening and wrong."

Videos from Madonna won four awards and Living Colour and
Paula Abdul won three each at the 6th Annual MTV Music Video
Awards given out in Los Angeles. Madonna’s "Like A Prayer"
video was given the Viewers Choice award, while Living Cofour
won awards for Best Group, Best New Artist and Best Stage
Performance. Neil Young’s video, "This Note’s For You," which
MTYV initially refused to play and later quietly agreed to 1E{rolgram
was named Best Video. Elvis Costello was named Best Male and
Paula Abdul as Best Female. Abdul also won in the Best Dance
and Choreography categories. Clips from Madonna won for Best
Director, Best Cinematography and Best Art Direction. DJ Jazzy
Jeff & The Fresh Prince’s "Parents Just Don’t Understand" won the
award for best rap video. Guns N’ Roses won the Heavy Metal
award, while George Michael was given the Video Vanguard
award for career achievement for his "electrifying" video
performances. REM’s "Orange Crush" won the "Post Modern"
category.

The Rolling Stones have teamed up with the Brockum GrouF, a
New York promotion and merchandise company to market a line
of Rolling Stones clothing called Rockware, which will be sold in
department stores such as J.C. Penney and Macy’s. The line will
include a leather motorcycle jacket with "Steel! Wheels" studs. All
of the clothing was designed under the director of Mick Jagger
and Charlie Watts. "I've always wanted to do a line of clothing --
something wonderful, colorful, fun and interesting. We started
working on the line, and I just got carried away," Jagger says.

Washoe District Judge Jerry Whitehead has ruled, in Nevada, that
subliminal messages on record albums are not protected by the
First Amendment, but he saﬁs he doesn’t believe two teenage
suicides occurred because of hidden messages on Judas Pries%’s
"Stained Class" album. Whitehead has ruled t%nat a {ury should hear
the trial in connection with a teenage pact involving two Reno
teenagers. "The court concludes it must allow the public to decide
these important and unique issues after a full hearing and must
not interpose its own personal opinions,"” Whitehead ruled.
Experts hired by attorneys for the families of the teenagers say
there is a subliminal message "do it, do it" on the album, while the
group and their record label deny there are any subliminal
messages on the LP.

"Several members of Kingdom Come have gone their separate

ways for personal reasons,” the band has announced. "Future
lans have yet to be announced.”" The band canceled a planned
ritish and}lliuropean tour because of the split.

Bon Jovi will have an album out on the Soviet record label,
Melodiya. "New Jersey" is the first album from a U.S. rock band to
be released on the official government label. The band gets a flat
fec regardless of how many albums are sold.

Ace Frehley has a new album coming out next month, called
"Trouble Walkin’. It features original Kiss drummer Peter Criss,
the first time Criss has worked with Frehley in over a decade.
Members of Skid Row contribute guest vocals on three of the ten
tracks on the Lp. The first single from the LP will be a cover of
the Move/ELO tune "Do Ya'". John Kegan is back in Frehley’sband
as bass player, with Sandy Slavin joining the group on drums and
Richie Scarlet on guitar.

Dick Clark has unveiled a new 9,000-square-foot entertainment
and restaurant complex at the Bayside Marketplace in Miami.
"Dick Clark’s American Bandstand Grill" will open in December.
Clark says it will resemble the set of his old television ro%ram,
with diff)c,:rent areas representing different time periods. There
will be an old-style diner in the ’50s area, for example. There will
also be recording and video studios where visitors can sing
popular hits with pre-recorded backing singers and music or
record their own music videos. Television monitors throughout
the complex will present video footage of star appearances on
"American Bandstand". And there will be a display of some of
Clark’s collection of rock & roll memorabilia.

Smithereens drummer Dennis Diken has married his longtime
sweetheart, Donna, in a private ceremony in New Brunswick, New
Jersey. The Smithereens played for the wedding guests before the
couple took their honeymoon in Niagara Falls.

Flesh For Lulu have finished their new album, "Plastic Fantastic,"
and it will be out late this month. It was produced by Mark Opitz
in Sydney and Zeus B. held in London. The band begins a major
tour with Public Image Ltd. on October 3.

Linda Ronstadt has a new album about to come out, called " %
Like A Rainstorm, Howl Like The Wind". She’s backed on the L
by a 50-piece orchestra as well as a rock rhythm section. It features
two duets with Aaron Neville and a remake of Sam & Dave’s
"When Something Is Wrong With My Baby".

David Byrne has a solo album coming out next month, called "Rei
Momo", which is Portugese for "carnival king." He begins a solo
tour this month in Japan in connection with the Latin pop album.
He’ll play U.S. dates in October with a 14-piece band.

Jack Casady says the new "Jefferson Airplane" album "is kind of
like the Jefferson Airplane’s records have always been." "There’s
some acoustic numbers that Jorma (Kaukonen) and I do. There’s
numbers that Marty does, pop songs numbers, and there’s a good
ballad that Marty does," he says."And there’s Paul Kantner songs.
And it’s recorded really wonderfully, and it shows that modern
technology really helps out." Two of the songs on the upcoming
Jefferson Airplane album are about the political changes in
China. But Grace Slick says "Harbor In Hong Kong" and "Wheels"
were written long before the events in Tienanmen Square.
Another song on the LP, "Panda", was inspired by Slick’s
involvement with the World Wildlife Fund.

Grace Jones failed to appear in a court in Kingston, Jamaica, for
trial on cocaine possession charges. St. Andrew Criminal Court
Magistrate Owen Parkin issued an arrest warrant, but suspended
it, giving Jones a chance to show up for trial on October 3. Jones’
attorney, Tom Tavares-Simson, told the magistrate that her
"absence was due to contractual obh%ations in Italy which she was
unable to break and should not be taken as any form of disrespect
for the court.”

His departure comes just as
the band had begun to mix its new album, "Point Blank," which was
produced in Los Angeles by Michael Wagener.

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for divorce, seeking custody of the couple’s two children,
8-year-old Teddi Joe, and 4-year-old Justice. The divorce papers
were filed four days after Mellencamp became a grandfather.

Guitarist Carlos Santana is starting a record label, Guts & Grace
Records, intended to highlight overlooked artists. “There’s a need
for a record comﬁ)any like that, and I know I have the experience
needed to take the music to the streets and to the audience,” he
says. Santana is working on a new album, "Spirits Dancing In The
Flesh", featuring saxophonist Wayne Shorter and Living Colour
guitarist Vernon Reid.

UK MUSIC NEWS

U2’s Adam Clayton pleaded guilty to a charge of possession of
cannabis- but he was not convicted. Clayton was arrested in a sub-
urb of Dublin, after police searched the trunk of his car and dis-
covered cannabis wrapped in cellophane. Later, forensic experts
traced resin on a swiss army knife in Clayton’s pocket to the seized
cannabis. A charge of intent to supply cannabis, was withdrawn
at the beginning of the trial. Clayton admitted possessing the
drug. He escaped a criminal record, courtesy of an old Irish law,
called the Probation Act. A conviction would have led to many
immigration and visa difficulties, just a few weeks before U2 are
due to tour Australia. Clayton’s solicitor, Garret Sheehan said
the musician had brought honour to his country and had provided
considerable employment. He asked that the musician be dealt
with leniently, stressing the difficulties he would have with inter-
national travel. Justice Desmond Windle said: "I accept that the
accused bitterly regrets this incident and that won’t happen again.
This is a dreadful example to the accused’s fans, to find one of
their heroes caught in this situation." Justice Windle then
dropped the charge of possession under the Probation Act, in ex-
change for a large sum of money to charity. Clayton was ordered
to %ay 21,000 pounds to the Women’s Aid and Refuge Centre in
Dublin. Consequentéy, the band are now free to ]play the South
Pacific and Japan on September 21st, as planned. Island Records
deny current rumors that U2 are planning a 10 night engagement
at London’s Wembley Arena at Christmas.

Polydor Records in London, were denying this week, that The
Cure’s Robert Smith has recorded a solo album, ready for release
atany time. Polydor concede that Smith is planning a solo project,
something he has referred to in interview, while promoting The
Cure’s current album, 'Disintegration’. But stories circulating in
the British music press and among his fans, claim that the record
is already in the can. A spokesperson told "The New Musical
Express’: "There’s nothing due for release and there won’t be for
some time. Anything he’s done is probably in demo form. He'll
finish it off basically when he feels like it." Polydor add that Smith
has been too busy on The Cure’s world tour to have made any
progress on the album.

Brian May is to release a re-corded version of Queen’s song,
‘Who Wants To Live Forever’ to raise money for the British Bone
Marrow Donor Aﬁ)peal. The inspiration for the single comes from
leukemia victim Denise Morse, who died last February. One of
her last requests was to have the Queen song played at her funeral.
The money raised from sales of the record, will go towards get-
ting up a national register of donors for leukemia victims. fays
May: "Once the register is set up, finding a donor for a child dying
of leukemia will be a fairly simple process. Then they will be able
to live a normal life like everybody else. I was very touched when
I heard the story of Denise and her fight to save others from

leukemia. She knew it was too late for her, but she fought so hard
to help others before she died. I just hope our efforts lead to lives
being saved." The record, released by Parlophone Records, fea-
tures Queen’s John Deacon and Roger Taylor, but Freddie
Mercury’s vocals are replaced by the voices of two schoolchildren.

John Peel, one of Britain’s most respected decjays, had a
surprise 50th birthday party thrown for him, at a London club last
week. The event formed the cover story for "The New Musical
Express’ and was given prominent coverage in other U.K. music
papers, "Melody Maker’, 'Sounds’ and ’Record Mirror’; such is the
depth of respect for Peel and his free-form alternative radio show.
Among those paying homage at the party were Feargal Sharkey,
The Sugarcubes, The Cocteau Twins, lan McCulloch, Pete Shel-
ley and Rough Trade’s Geoff Travis. Playing live and paying
homage were The House of Love, The Wed(g,ing Present and yl“he
Fall. Originally from Liverpool, Peel bizarrely began his career
in Dallas, Texas around the time of The Beatles’ invasion of the
U.S. He claims he only got the job because they thought he
sounded like Ringo. He'returned to the U.K. in 1966 to join the
blossomin%pirate radio movement. His Perfumed Garden’ show
for pirate Radio London was the first to pick up on West Coast
rock, British underground bands, like early Pink Floyd, and blues.
He joined the BBC national po%radio network, Radio One, when
it opened in 1967, running the influential Sunday afternoon
grogramme, "Top Gear’, providing a helping hand to a large num-

er of bands, including T.Rex, Jimi Hendrix, Soft Machine, Mott
The Hoople and Mike Oldfield. He eventually settled into a four
evening week, where he remains today. His golden period began
in 1976, when Peel wholeheartedly embraced punk and reggae.
Scores of artists, including Bob Neallrley, Aswa(f Burning Spear,
The Clash, Elvis Costello, Siouxsie And The Banshees, The Cure,
The Sgecials and The Ramones; were first played in Britain by
John Peel. In the 1980’s, it seems unlikely that Simple Minds,
Echo And the Bunnymen, The Cocteau Twins, The Smiths, Billy
Bragg or The Fall, would be known, without Pecl. His name has
become known internationally too, despite his relative minority
status in Britain. The releases on album of the special studio ses-
sions done for his show over the years, have become big sellers.
His weekly show for the BBC World Service is eagerly listened to
on short wave, particularlﬁin Eastern Europe. Often astern critic
of Radio One and Britis broadcastinﬁ, the modest deejay fre-
quent‘ly points out that his reputation has often been enﬂanced,
by default. Much of Radio One’s output is a strict chart diet,
which gives him a virtual monopoly in influential progressive air-
time. He is sometimes critisised for playing music t%lat is unlis-
tenable - he’s currently rather keen on Napalm Death and
Extreme Noise Terror - and playing favourites. Nevertheless, he
remains one of the most honest and endearing characters in con-
temporary broadcasting, dry wittedly making the listener feel he
1s speaking to them alone. Others agree. Says Feargal Sharkey:

"John Peel gave the Undertones a launching pad for whatever suc-
cess we had with *Teenage Kicks’ when it was still on the Good
Vibrations label. Within the week, record companies were turn-
ing up in Derry (Northern Irelanc{zl to try and get hold of us. It
just goes to show the power of John Peel’s Programme.” Adds
former lcad singer for Echo And The Bunnymen, lan McCulloch:
"The Bunnymen did loads of sessions for his show; those trips up
and %Q:ivn to London in the van were some of the best things we
cver did."

Ozzy Osbourne was remanded on bail at Beaconsfield
Magistrates Court this week, accused of threatening to kill his
wife. He was arrcsted at his home ncar Amersham atter his wifc,
Svho is also his manager?l Sharron Osbourne, called the police.

e was granted bail on the condition that he doesn’t try to con-
tact his wife or go back to their house, and that he attends the al-
cohol rehabilitation centre he has previously been booked into.
Osbourne has been battling alcohoq problems for several years.
The couple have been married for seven years and have two
daughters aged six and four. Osbourne had just complcted his
American tour to promote his latest album, ironically titled ’No
Rest for the W?cke(}’).

Radio Caroline, one of Britain’s original pirate radio stations,
is off the air again, following a raid by Dutch police. Broadcast-
ing from a ship in supposedly international waters of the North
Sea - the station has had to close down at least 12 times, because
of police raids, equipment failure or storm damage. The ship’s
captain, Peter Chicago, suffered a bruised face and split lip durin
an all out battle between deejays and the police. The British an
Dutch authorities have always claimed that Carolinc causes radio
interference with essential services, which has always been hotly
denied by the station. According to the crew, the raid was the
worst in the station’s 24 year existence. Transmitters were
smashed and 10,000 albums were seized. The station’s owner,
Ronan O’Rahilly said that he intends to press charges of assault
and criminal damage against the officials. A British Department
of Trade and Industrygboat looked on at the proccedings from
close range. Radio Caroline was at its most influcntial in the mid-
dle sixties, before the launch of BBC’s Radio One. It regained
lost Fround in the seventies as a hippy album station. Recently it
has lost some of its lustre as it has resorted to a rather tepid Top
20 format to attract a wider audience, which has been difficult to
do with their weak signal. The Dutch service, broadcasting to the
Netherlands has always been amore successful arm of their opera-
tion. Record companies have always had mixed feelings about
Caroline, that will promote their records (more happily with
gayola mducementss) without being subject to any copyright or

roadcasting rcgulations. Their owning company has ranged
from Ireland, The Netherlands, Spain, The Ufr)lited States and
Canada at various points in its history.

Sinead O’Connor took part in and performed at a rally in
Dublin to protest the presence of British troops in Northern
Ireland. More than 10,000 gcople participated in the march
which concluded outside the British ecmbassy. The rally was the
largest republican demonstration secn in the Irish Republic for
nearly ten years, with many marchers chanting IRA slogans and
burning Union Jacks. Sinead performed outside the embassy,
singing a Christy Moore song, ’Irish Ways and Irish Laws’ which
is about Britain’s involvement in Ireland over the past 800 years.
Other %uest included Gerry Adams, the MP for Sinn Fein, the
political wing of the IRA, and Father Patrick Ryan, a priest who
the British Government wants extradited from the Irish Republic.
Later, O’Connor denied to the press that her support for the event
meant that she agreed with the IRA. "I was in Dublin anyway,"
she said "I am here because I think the British troops should
withdraw. I have no os)inions onthc IRA." She signed autographs
for marchers and the local police.

As previously reported in *The Hard Report’, Big Audio
Dynamite have returned with a new album, *Megatop Phoenix’,
their first work since Mick Jones recovered from his critical ill-
ness, after contracting chicken pox and Pneumonia last year. The
CBS album was recorded at London’s Konk Studios and co-
produced by Jones and engineer Bill Price. All the songs arc band
compositions, although the lyrics are predominantly by Don Letts.
Jones sa&: "When I was unconscious for about 15'days I thought
I'was in World War One. You can’t understand what’s going on
and I kept writin% things down to the nurses...All these things are
hitting me now. It was definitely a turning point.” Jones’ former
Clash cohort Paul Simenon will be unveiling his new band,
Havana 3AM as spccial guests on a Big Audio F)ynamite tour of
the U.K. whichbegins September 12th. Meanwhile another Clash
partner Joe Strummer, stars in a new movie "Mystery Train’, the
story of two Japanese rock fans making a pilgrimage to the United
States to visit Elvis Presley’s grave.

David Silvian and Holger Czukay release their second col-
laborative album, *Flix and Mutability’ issued by Virgin Septem-
ber 11th. It features just two tracks, "Flix’ and *Mutability’. The
duo’s association stretches back to 1984, for the recording of
Silvian’s solo album, ’Brilliant Trees’ after he left Japan. Thcir%irst
official album together, *Plight and Premonition’ came about as a
result of two nights jamming at Czuckay’s Can Studio in Koln. The
ncw album features contributions from other former membecrs of

Can, Michael Karoli on guitars, Jaki Liebzeit on drums and per-
cussion and Markus Stockhausen on flugelhorn.

UK INDUSTRY NEWS

Britain’s record industry association, the BPI, is calling for
Britain’s record stores to bring down the price of compact discs.
The BPI claim that they’ve reduced the manufacturing cost of
making CD’s, but arc having problems convincing retailers to pass
that on to the customer. Only recently, the BPI were making the
opposite argument, rejecting calls for a price drop, claiming CD’s
were reasonably priced. In a recent survey, 80% of CD users said
they thought the format was overpriced.

New BPI figures also reveal that the CD is now a bigger seller
than the viny! album in Britain, for the first time. In the year to
June, 34.8m CD units were shiﬁped and their value of 193m
pounds was 30% of the total market, excecding LP sales.

Investigators and lawyers from the U.S. the U.K. and Europe
met in London last week to combat pirate and bootleg organiza-
tions that are making huge profits from illicit CD’s. A new world
music industry task force has been set up to tackle the problem.
Originally, the music industry felt that the format’s high costs
would keep the pirates away, but in the U.S. alone, 6,000 illicit
CD’s have been recently recorded.

Rumours have been circulating in London that A&M Records
will be sold to PolyGram. According to’Music Week’, it is under-
stood that any sell-off would not include A&M’s music publish-
ing, real estate or film arms, and this is being scen as easing the
way for a major company to buy the record operation. Industry
insiders tip PolyGram as the most likely company to make the pur-
chase. However, the M in A&M, Jerry Moss, has circulated a
memo among his employecs stating that the company is not for
sale. If Pol éram is successful it will be their second acquisition
in a year, following the purchase of Island for an estimated $500m.

All it
would take is 10 minutes of time and maybe 500 sheets
of copy paper to say: In Stores on xx/xx/89. I know every
station would appreciate it, and if 10 extra copies of an
album are sold nationwide, it would be worth it,
wouldn’t it???
