pylan, "Everything Is Broken",  
Fotmma.... The Wilbury's project was a major shot in the 
arm for the careers of all concerned, no doubt. In fact, we can't 
think of another amalgam that accomplished more in that regard. 
Now Dylan proves that brilliant songwriting like "Tweeter and the 
Monkeyman" represents a return to the consistently high 
standards he established in the sixties—as opposed to his hit and 
miss work in the 80's. For what's probably one of his most pivotal 
releases ever, the scene shifts to New Orleans and producer 
Daniel (U2, Gabriel, Nevilles) Lanois. And regardless of how the 
notion of a much more distinctive producer hits you, it's readily 
apparent the chemistry is absolutely correct on the leadoff 
number. While "Tweeter" delighted listeners with one of the best 
story lines since "Lily, Rosemary and the Jack of Hearts", 
"Broken" sports one of his tightest rhyme schemes since "It's 
Alright Ma (I'm Only Bleeding)". Dylan's sense of career course 
correction is practically without parallel, and just when he needed 
a fresh new burst of sustained commercial creativity, here it is. As 
KQRS's John Gassman says, "It's melodic, but with enough edge 
to keep it interesting. Easily his best in years".... Between that 
great New Orleans groove and Lanois joining the band for the next 
leg of the tour, this release surely qualifies as top priority material. 

11111 And The Bushmen, "Blow Me Up",  .... Not knowing anything about the band at all, one might 
jump to several erroneous conclusions - One, that they're 
Australian. Two, that this is alternative music to the max, and 
Three, that it's a remake of that Red Peters party classic. Wrong, 
wrong, wrong!!! The truth is they're from Mobile, and it's their 
legendary live performances throughout the Southeast that got 
them signed. This song has nothing to do with what you might 
think, and the sound is a lot more reminiscent of the kind of early 
to mid 60's pop you might have heard on shows like Where The 
Action Is or Hullabaloo. And this isn't power-pop a la the late 
70's, it's retro-nouveau that's really much closer to what you might 
have heard in 1966. From WPYX's Joe Moss, "Blow Me Up' is a 
catchy pop tune, one of the more interesting lyrics I've heard 
lately. I love the line 'She's better than Christmas'. That should 
get listener attention". As Fred McFarlin at WRFX says, "Will 
and the boys have what it takes to stretch the Summer another 
month or two--so drop that top and have at it." 

Ian Hunter/Mick Ronson, "American Music", 
Mercury.... It was the David Bowie connection that got these 
two gentleman together initially , but what's kept the team in place 
is their love of straight forward rock and roll. In that regard, it 
would be hard to find two guys with more impeccable 
credentials--from Mott the Hoople and the Spiders from Mars 
right up to Great White's success with "Once Bitten" and Ian's 
writing credits on Mick Jones's "Just Wanna Hold". But with that 
kind of lead in, the fact that we find our heroes paying homage to 
America as the one and only home of rock and roll is a somewhat 
unexpected surprise. But given "All the Young Dudes" overview 
of the British music scene in the mid 70's, this song could be 
considered a logical, if belated, follow up. We were also intrigued 
with this track's sweeping, almost lush approach, but given the 
nostalgic theme ("American music as looked at from England in 
the late 50's"), going for baroque was really the most logical 
direction. Furthermore, given the subject matter and one size fits 
all format arrangement, Ian and Mick could well be looking at a 
15 to 50 demographic spread and their first ever AOR/CHR and 
even AC hit Smart record. 

Record Of The Week 
Neil Young, "Rockin' In The Free World", 
Reprise.... This week's Most Added might have looked 
like a tight race before the fact, but when the dust cleared Neil 
was our only triple digit finisher--with a whopping 122 station 
add count and 30 week one heavies cranking up a 20* debut. 
And yes, Neil's most recent blend of powerchords and politics 
has our reporters buzzin! Here's KCON's Dave Mtn me, "Neil 
has always been so right on politically. Even if you don't agree 
with him, you have to respect him for writing with a conscience. 
And musically it's another rock and roll barnburner 
KBCO's Doug Clifton adds, "This is probably the most 
important song Neil has done in the last decade. He just sold 
out the final concert at Red Rocks this past weekend, so we 
know his fans still love him and are ready for a new record".... 
And from Maxanne at KMBY, 'This is a great record. I'm glad 
that Neil continues to change his sound with every album, and 
this should prove to be another big one for him'. But all those 
hot charweegreat stats aside, what really makes this song 
special ielieey Neil does such a fine job of beating the Bush 
around! 

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW 
FM/uk, "Bad Luck", Epic.... The sound of this band 
comes straight from the American heartland, which is surprising 
since, as the name implies, the group hails from the British Isles. 
It's been several years since their last release, 1986's "Indiscreet", 
yet the band has maintained the same lineup. That project 
eventually led to an association with producer Neil Kernon 
(Dokken, Hall and Oates, and Queensryche), who has 
emphasized the gritty side of their music, with impressive effect. 
With Nigel Green doing the mixing (Def L,eppard's "Pyromania" 
and "Hysteria"), the results are there for the listening on the lead 
track, "Bad Luck". Even those 30 second ears around the office 
will get behind this one on a single pass. Although this project is 
still in its infancy, a number of stations are already on, including 
KBER, KEYJ, KLCX, KPEZ, KRIX, WYBR, and KZOQ, where 
the song is in Power and is already a Top 5 request. As the song 
states, "It's been a long hard ride", but early indicators suggest that 
the effort was well worth it. 

Flies On Fire, "Flies On Fire", Mco.... The story 
. 

on this record continues to unfold as 7 more stations (ICMOD, 
KUNV, WHEB, WKLS, WKLT, WLVQ, and WRUF) "C'mon" 
board this week to push the total to 42. These adds and various 
rotation increases can be traced in that healthy 77-67* move on 
the Hard Hundred. The boogie beat of this track is only a taste 
of the good time influences that permeate the entire album, as well 
as their sense of humor. "Baptize Me Over Elvis Presley's Grave" 
deserves your attention just for the title and it gets even better 
once you hear the song. These guys can also get serious, as 
demonstrated by songs like "Small Town" and "Salvation 
Boulevard", but their strength is still good ol' rock'n'roll. The 
sound quickly drops into the mix and gets comfy on a few 
rotational exposures. This is a band cut from the whole cloth that 
made rock radio great. Flies On Fire are getting ever hotter, and 
as exposure increases on "C'mon" there is an album full of 
additional cuts from which you can select. 

Lenny Kravitz, "Let Love Rule", Virgin.... One 
of the great things about our industry is that there's always room 
at the top for another major talent, and what we have here is a real 
contender for that consideration. Only 24, Lenny Kravitz has 
already served notice by delivering a debut that is almost totally 
self-written, self-produced, and self-performed. The lead track, 
"Let Love Rule", provides ample evidence of his skills, approach, 
and influences. According to the artist, "I'm looking for a certain 
sound: that whole, pure sound." Two influences that he cites are 
Curtis Mayfield and John Lennon, and their inspiration is very 
much in evidence. John Amberg at VVKRR likes what he hears 
and offers the following thoughts, "What I really like about the 
Kravitz is the killer hooks and the organ work. Be sure to check 
out the song 'Let Love Rule'." The consumer press is primed to 
hail Lenny as the next darling of the 90's, so get ready for a ton of 
awareness to start taking hold with your audience, with or without 
you. 

Veler Frampton, "When All The Pieces Fit", 
At iant lc.... The music on this album reflects the promise that 
its title suggests. On this outing Frampton has found just the right 
combination of collaborators to stimulate his own considerable 
skills. All of this is reflected in the enthusiastic response 
generated by "Holding On To You", which captured 48 adds and 
a 51* debut on the Hard Hundred for its first week efforts. This 
came as no surprise to David A. Ross at KMJX who is very much 
aware of Frampton's heritage. "There are a lot of long time Peter 
Frampton fans out there just waiting for a new album, and this will 
satisfy their craving." Equally enthusiastic is Phil Thompson at 
KICT, "Peter is sounding great these days. This is one we're 
definitely going to find room for next week." We think there'll be 
a lot of people making that decision, not only on this track but 
many more on the album, like "More Ways Than One", "Hold 
Tight" and "Back To The Start". All of them showcase Peter's 
abilities as a song writer, vocalist, multi-instrumentalist, and 
guitarist - most definitely!

Tora Tora, " Guilty", A&M.... "Walking Shoes", the first offering from Tora Tora, resulted in a Top 30 appearance on the 
Hard Hundred and sales m excess of 250,000 units. Now comes "Guilty" and things are going to get even hotter. A number of you have 
been singing the praises of this track from the beginning, and with good cause. If there is a track that cuts through the clutter, it's this 
one. Add to that the band's headlining club tour and thmgs can only get hotter for these guys. Chris Herrmann at VVHJY confirms our 
instincts on this one, "If you're thinking about Tora Tora, let me tell ya - they packed our 800 seater and the crowd went nuts! Retail 
tells us it's selling well. We've been saying from the start that "Guilty" is the track to crank up". Craig Bradley at WRIK is also feeling 
the love, "Tora Tora is starting to generate some massive phones and the album is selling as well". 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Melisa Etheridge, Brave And Crazy,  
manu.... This lady is back with a vengeance! And what else 
would you expect from an artist whose maiden effort went gold 
and received a Grammy nomination? The response so far to her 
follow up clearly indicates that Melissa is picking things up where 
she left off last time. "No Souvenirs" is currently active at 147 
stations, with power rotation at CHOM, KLAQ, WKQQ, and 
WPLR and a strong 15-9* move on this week's Hard Hundred. 
It's also getting Top 5 phones and raves from the likes of Al Nassar 
at WCKVV who is feeling the public demand, and reacting to it, 
"Melissa is doing really well for us. The phones prove she's hot!" 
Ditto Craig Bradley at WRIK who sees a bright future for the LP 
as well. "This Melissa album seems to be on the same track as the 
last record for us, with the public reaction being very positive. The 
signals tell us that this will be another big record for Melissa." We 
most definitely agree, especially when the album contains such 
strong additional material like the title track, "You Used To Love 
To Dance" and "Let Me Go". The long, slow build that led to her 
breakthrough has sharpened Melissa's approach and now with the 
advantage of a built in and still growing audience at radio and 
retail, she is poised for another long flight, only this time at a much 
higher altitude. 

Starship, "The Burn", RCA.... When word hit that 
Grace had left Starship, there were many questions regarding the 
future of the band. The Top 10 showing on the Hard Hundred of 
"It's Not Enough" and the 300,000 plus units that have been sold 
on the album are pretty convincing answers, don't you think? If 
there are still some doubters, "The Burn" should close the subject. 
From Nipperland, Kevin Sutter is oozing confidence, "The first 
track generated strong response to station callouts and the project 
will solidify with the release of this 'in your face', active type song." 
Support for these observations comes from Phil Thompson at 
KICT, who states - "Starship is doing really well here. It surprised 
us that the phone reaction was split equally between males and 
females." As for the ubiquitous Chris Herrmann at VVHJY, he 
chimes in as well this week, "The Starship record is really good. 
Vocally, Mickey Thomas is sounding great. The whole album is 
really strong." Sounds to us like this will be the cut to push the 
album to gold and beyond. 

The Alarm, Change, IRS.... And as the title would 
indicate, definitely for the better, especially when it comes to 
capturing a wider audience. The near-to-complete acceptance of 
"Sold Me Down The River" indicates that all the hard work was 
well spent. Airplay is in the stratosphere with 187 total adds of 
which over 25% are in heavy with power play being reported at 
91X, KROQ, KZOQ, and WHTG. The 12-7* move on the Hard 
Hundred is plenty of proof by itself, and the radio reaction 
continues unabated. Joe Moss at VVPXY certainly likes what he 
hears, "The Alarm record is really good. We are seriously 
thinking of moving them into heavy next week. It really is one of 
those records that sounds great on the radio. I think this will be 
the record to break this band." The group has fmally captured the 
energy and vitality of their live show, with the help of Tony 
Visconti, and it's reflected throughout the album. There is ample 
material on the LP to satisfy the ever growing audience for this 
band, with such strong cuts as "Revolution Workin' Man Blues" 
and "Love Don't Come Easy". This is a view supported by Daniel 
Cook at KRZQ. "The Alarm album is probably the best thing 
they've done to date. They are certainly moving in the right 
direction to become a more mass appeal act." Buy stock today, 
retire tomorrow. 

Bodeans, "Good Work"! Reprise.... This is a band 
who is only a breath away from takmg that giant leap into the major 
leagues. Already legendary as live performers, the response to 
"You Don't Get Much", promises even more automatic reaction 
for the follow up, "Good Work". And you don't have to just take 
our word for it. Check out what John Amberg at VVKRR has to 
say. "The Bodeans... I love it. Two minutes and 43 seconds of 
Jerry Lee Lewis style rock and roll. And wait till you see these 
guys live!" Thanks to Reprise, you can excite your listeners with 
live versions of "Good Work" and "Still Of The Night", 
performances that will only whet their appetites to see the band 
onstage, where they truly rank as one of the hottest bands in the 
land. With sales already approaching 200,000 units and a 
headlining club tour, most of the pieces are in place for this group 
to make that big move. All that's required is, in the words of Jeff 
Horn at WGLF, "More exposure from radio. With that the 
Bodeans are sure to be in for some good luck with 'Good Work'." 

Skid Row, "Piece Of Me" Atlantic.... When the success stories of 1989 are reviewed, Skid Row will have to be right at 
the top of the list. These hard rockers have already racked up some convincing figures to support that claim - 1,925,000 units sold, with 
a most recent 10 day of 245,000! "18 And Life" played a significant role in generating those sales, thanks to airplay that resulted in a Top 
15 run on the HH and huge listener requests everywhere it got exposure. Early indicators suggest that "Piece Of Me" will do as well, if 
not better. Phil Thomson at KICT sees that as a good bet. "The Skid Row track will do as well as '18 And Life'. That one got them 
going, and this one will keep up the momentum." Thanks to the New Jersey/Bon Jovi connection, these guys got loads of attention from 
the beginning and they've certainly taken maximum advantage of their opportunities. They have long since expanded beyond the 
narrower confines of the leather and denim crowd and their audience continues to grow impressively. Jeff Horn at WGLF agrees. 
"There's no built in walls on this record. Skid Row is not just for kids anymore." We're sure your listeners will feel the same way.

Aerosmith,"Pump Up", Geffen.... With a debut at #2 on the album chart this week, Aerosmith's "Pump Up" blasts onto 
center stage. "Janie's Got A Gun" looks like the track radio is in love with, posting 88 reports including adds from 
KFMF, KGON, KISS, KISW, KMBY, WDVE, WEBN, WLUP, and WNEW, just to name a very few. "What It 
Takes" comes out of the box with 28 sets of letters including KNIT, KGGO, KSJO, WLVQ, WRIF, and WZXL. 
But wait, there's more! "Young Lust" debuts at #89 with 15 adds, and "The Other Side" debuts at #79 with 24 
reports too. "The greatest example of what a band can accomplish when they get their collective act together", 
according to KDJK's Mark Davis, "It's good to see such a strong record with so many cuts to choose from". And 
let's not forget "Love In An Elevator" which hangs in at 2* on the Hard Hundred, and takes the honors for Most 
Requested again this week. At this point, if you add them all up, the total album poinr count is a staggering 176! 
We think it's safe to bet that you'll be hearing this album in just about any market in the country for a long time to 

come. And when that's over with the lads have a slug of unreleased cuts on an EP that should surface sometime next year... Stay Tuned! 

Rolling Stones, "Steel Wheels", Rolling Stones Records.... Well, guys and gals, the "Steel Wheels" album just 
continues to roll through playlist after playlist like a Snapper mower thru Kentucky blue grass, cutting a broad 
path wherever they go. Once again, the Stones dominate the world of rock and roll, posting a number 1* on the 
Hard album chart while the first track, "Mixed Emotions", fights off all comers to retain its place at the top of the 
Hard Hundred in the face of some pretty stiff competition. In the top 50 this week, the Stones also appear at 14* 
with "Rock And A Hard Place" moving up with support from call letters like KBPI, KFMZ, KMOD, KQDS, 
KWHL, WFBQ, WKDF, WRXL, and 26 others making the move happen. Meanwhile, The folks at KBPI, KLAQ, 
KMJX, WFBQ, WRIF, WKLS, and 16 others help along that 29-22* move for "Sad Sad Sad", while "Terrifying" 
hammers it 56-50* with help from CILQ, KBAT, WLUP, KNCN, KEZO, WBLM, WPYX, WKLS, and WRIF. 

Jason Bonham, "Wait For You", VVTG.... Jason harvests a whole crop of new adds this week with "Wait" getting a 
positive vote from the likes of KISW, KKDJ, KGB, WMFX, WZRR, WZZQ, WGLF, and 26 others giving him a 
total of 115 stations. All this action comes as no surprise to Bob Ely at KILO. "The first week out it was top five 
phones. The audience really likes the ZEPPLINESK [Bob's custom spelling] sound of this second generation 
Bonham." Seems like the phones at KFMQ, WDIZ, WRXIC, WAVF, and ten others would concur with those 
figures. And that's not the only region of the country taking this guy seriously. Rotations in heavy are also reported 
at KZAP, KILO, WKGR, WPYX, and WYBR show there's more than a few markets that believes in this project. 
John Foster at KMOD tells us, "All our research points to a big success for Jason here in Tulsa" All of which has 
moved Jason 38-26* this week on the Hard Hundred. 

Bad English,"When I See You Smile", Epic.... What can you say about this band that hasn't already been said. Take 
Jon Waite's vocals, and tie them to a soft, sexy ballad, throw in some fme guitar work from Neil Schon, add a little 
dash of Jonathan Cain's sultry keyboards, and you've got a heart melter on your hands. Those dress shields won't 
be safe either. "There's gonna be a lot of wet seats in a lot of cars after every play of this song", predicts Bill Williams 
at KZOQ, "If you stop and really listen to the lyrics, you realize that we've all been there before." It seems that 
Bill isn't the only one hip to this idea. "When I See You Smile" racks up 32 big adds this week with stations including 
KATS, KFOG, KEZO, KOME, WHCN, WRIF, WKLS, WSTZ, WWCT, WWWV, and 22 others going after all 
those lovers out there.

All 
kidding aside, this week was a big one for the Squeeze boys. When add day was over and the dust had settled on 
the charts, the count was 28 new reports this week including those knowledgeable music lovers at 91X, ICDGE, 
ICROQ, WBCN, WEZX, WHCN, WHTG,and WMAD, making for a grand total of 39 early believers. One of 
those true fans is George Gimarc at KDGE in Dallas. "I really can't say enough about this band. The masters are 
back to show us how to write natty little pop songs.

Well Max, with rotation 
increases at KJJO, KOME, KSQY, KXFX, KZEW, WHEB, and WKQZ, we think that more and more believers 
won't be satisfied with mere baby steps when it comes to getting these guys on their playlist. Speaking of lists, 
Giant moved up on the Hard Hundred 34-25* and the album moved 28-22* this week. Closer and closer to the 
top folks

Eurythmics, "We Too Are One", Arista.... In the 
space of one decade, Annie and Dave are very well known names 
o'household. Now that this debut Arista vinyl is in your hands, we 
defy you to find an un-radio song on it. Lots of songs floated onto 
our add shore, with "We Too", "Revival" and "Don't Ask Me" 
getting a combined total of 28 adds. The voice of Ms. Lennox is 
more than ever the blue chip of the industry, and Dave's 
producing, writing and playing makes him the commensurate 
studio partner. Album radio can't deny its part in determining the 
Eurythmics' high artistic profile, so with such an all around quality 
label debut like this, shaddup and take a listen. WRIK's Craig 
Bradley assures, "Eurythmics will definitely work for you if given 
a chance. This record is a solid effort from one of the most 
talented duos on the scene today. Don't miss out."... Coming out 
on top of the add bin, "We Too" gets CHEZ, KBCO, ICDKB,

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MAXIMUM Q AND A 
Michael Hutchence is an original. Unique isn't really the right term. He has the practically forgotten ability to project star power 
through the most common place moments. Few horizon grabbers have as easy a time raising the collective temperature of any room 
he sets foot into. And it would be easy to dismiss him as a mere glamour puss if it weren't for the undeniable strength of every project 
he has worked on to date. Ditto his new efforts with Max Q, a loose collaboration of musicians surrounding Michael and Melbourne 
pal 011ie Olson. The sound draws heavily on various R&B influences and machine tools a near bullet proof splice job of divergent 
styles and technique. The end result is an envigorating listening sensation, addictive and tactile from start to finish. One of the most 
refreshing albums of the year, without doubt. When we spoke to Michael he was preparing to depart for Australia again, we caught 
him just before hitting the trans Pacific highway... 

Jim: So what's goin' on Michael, are you going back to Australia? 

Michael: Yeah, I'm afraid so--Wednesday. 

Jim: Why? Didn't you get everything done that you wanted to do 
this trip, or... 

Michael: I'd just like to stick around and see what happens with 
Max Q, really. 

Jim: I know, I love the record I have to tell you. How should we 
define the difference between this project and the ones that you've 
done before. 

Michael: Well, what I've done with INXS is something that has 
come out of high school. Whereas this is something that kind of 
sprang to mind as an idea or an experiment with a friend of mine, 
011ie Olson. We made something that has no past and probably 
no future! Within that criteria, we could indulge each other real-
ly, especially as 011ie's situation is kind of the opposite of mine. 

Jim: How so? 

Michael: He plays in a very underground hardcore band... 

Jim: Now this is not his band then? 

Michael: No, this is a band we put together. 

Jim: Was the talent pool exclusively Australian? 

Michael: Yes, it's all kind of similar hardcore guys from Mel-
bourne. So this is an experiment, to see what would happen if you 
put all these people together in a very modern recording studio. 

Jim: Sort of a pick up game more than anything else... When I 
hear Max Q I don't really hear a hardcore band. You're all doing 
something different than what you would normally do, is that it? 

Michael: Yeah, we're sort of mixing it up. 011ie and I are doing 
things that I never thought we'd do but that we wanted to hear on 
songs. 

Jim: How long did the project take, from the flashpoint of inspira-
tion to conclusion? 

Michael: I guess two months. 

Jim: Which seems very quick. 

Michael: It is, we only spent four weeks in the studio. 

Jim: Was the writing all done within that time? Or did you guys 
bring songs with you. 

Michael: No, the writing was done in about five days. 

Jim: Having worked with INXS like you said, for such a long 
period of time, how did it challenge you? Or did it even challenge 
you? 

Michael: I think we were all stretched a bit really. I learned a hell 
of a lot. Before hand, you have sort of a support system with a 
band like INXS, where someone sort of does that, and someone 
plays that, and it all works well so you don't fuck with it. With this, 
I got to have a lot more power--well, 011ie and I got to share it ac-
tually. I guess the fun part was being able to say 'well let's just put 
that in there', and no one can say 'well I don't think so'. You know, 
we didn't have any rules. 

Jim: Given that the end result is so pleasurable to listen to, and 
the amount of time spent doing it was so short term you guys must 
not have had a whole lot of false starts. 

Michael: Exactly right. It just clicked. We were writing about 
two songs a day, and staying up most of the time. We were just 

flying because we didn't know what the outcome was going to be. 
We were gonna pick musicians and we were saying 'oh, I wonder 
what Arnie is gonna do with that.' We were believing in the 
musicians for what they were, and trying to get a good take out of 
them. 

Jim: Were you ever surprised by the process? 

Michael: I was surprised at how accessible the record is. Really, 
that was the one thing that surprised me. 

Jim: The background on this projectleads me to believe that the 
musicians involved are largely from the other side of the "Fame 
and Fortune" syndrome. But the record comes out sounding like 
it was made by some very savvy hit songwriters. That's a rare thing 
to make something like that happen. 

Michael: It surprised everybody really. Take for instance putting 
that wah wah sound on a modern album. But in comes Michael 
Sheridan from 011ie's band, "NO", a very powerful and hot band, 
and we sort of say, 'remember all that great Shaft stuff'? So we 
just dove right in and threw a lot of old Motown stuff in the mix. 
We're having a lot of fun. It just shows how flexible and how open 
musicians truly are. We're trying to get rid of this wall of us vs. 
them. 

Jim: You mean within the context of musicians in general, or 
within the Australian music scene? 

Michael: Within the context of musicians in general. In Australia 
the music scene is a little more closed in, if only because of the 
smaller population. 

Jim: I did an interview with Paul Kelly once and he was saying 
that coming from America, you can't believe how small and how 
intimate it all is. Everybody pretty much knows everybody else... 
There are only a few given clubs worth playing in and you really 
exist in a very small universe. As a result, the likes and the dislikes 
among the musicians run very deep. 

Michael: You're right, from one pub to another it is an entirely 
different world. 

Jim: The Australian music scene seems to be getting more con-
fidence, the bands are standing on their own two feet and not look-
ing around to other places like London, New York or Los Angeles 
for a direction worth following. I think this record in particular is 
kind of a good test case for that whole line of logic. 

Michael: I agree. We are really trying to do more than just make 
a record. It's important for many reasons. It's proving to record 
companies that 011ie, who most likely wouldn't even be allowed 
in the building through the security guards, is a talent worth lis-
tening to. I'm really happy with the results, and I think it's a real-
ly good pop record. 

Jim: It's great to listen to on the way to New York--it takes me 
about 90 minutes to get in. I can listen to it twice. By the time I 
hit the street, I'm ready for whatever they can throw at me. 
Anyway, you're going to Australia--when are you coming back? 

Michael: I'd say early next year we'll start touring. In the mean-
time I haven't really done a lot of publicity for Max Q because I 
didn't want to blur the image of the band and have people saying 
"Oh, here's Mikey!" 

Jim: I understand. You can't avoid that unfortunately. 

Michael: Yeah, I know. I just wanted to kind of ease it in really. 
I'll do some more as time goes by. I want the music to stand out 
for itself, and I think it's going to work. I think people, if only 
through word of mouth, will make it work.

Jane Siberry " Bound By The Beauty" 

(Reprise) This 
enchanting mistress of 
the art pop world has 
always given music 
critics plenty of goods 
to rave about. They 
seemed to spew forth 
an overabundance of 
adjectives and 
metaphor, ever since 
she tugged at the 
mainstream fringe 
with "Mimi On The 
Beach" in 1984. 
"Bound By The 
Beauty" marks her fifth 

release, and is anything but a just another collection of avant 
garde compositions. This one's a spontaneous look at the 
more unpredictable genius that Jane uses as the foundation 
for a more structured musical past. The instant beauty of 
these songs ranges from the most feminine and sensitive bal-
lads to the light rhythmic pace, which adds an electric spark 
at all the right moments. Siberry's latest effort is like a parade 
of instruments that ebb and flow underneath a voice that's 
pure and flexible with a full range. Maybe she took in the 
movie Fantasia before entering The Orchard recording 
studio with fellow producer John Switzer. Whatever the 
reason, we're left with an ornamental display of songs not 
straining under the standard mold of a hit machine. Instead 
they go off in many directions like a filigree patterns. And the 
best part is the potential for so many more people to fmally 
understand the simpler improvisational swings that only 
prove to be the lifeblood of Jane's talent. The title track is an 
exhilarating folk sweep, a fleeting display of her butterfly 
vocal swings, flowing with pastel shades of twang and twin-
kling piano. Then comes "Everything Reminds Me Of My 
Dog", a playful, affectionate piece that tests word play and 
relationships in the context of dog and his master ("...we're 
bound to get along, little doggie, get along, get along..."). If 
college radio doesn't take the bait, there's going to be a lot of 
crazed and confused folks holding their breath until they're 
blue. Another piano-laced interlude comes about in "Some-
thing About Trains", gliding under the enchantment of that 
free-falling voice again. Dabbling in deconstruction, the 
biting edge of "Half Angel Half Eagle" demonstrates her af-
finity for reaching out in a more defiant mode, with ec-
centrock that sounds like a Peanuts Theme gone astray. "The 
Life Is The Red Wagon" is a mid-tempo tune with images of 
life, bonds and sincere reflections that come together in a 
unified chorus; while "Miss Punta" whispers with out-of-this-
world intensity that's so quiet you hardly realize how captivat-
ing silence can be. Jane Siberry has whipped a former skeptic 
into line with "Bound By The Beauty", and she's bound to 
reach out farther than ever before.

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Poi Dog Pondering (Columbia) Somewhere far 
away, the sun melts into the 
horizon and soul inspiration 
seems to fill the human spirit with 
the miracle of a common, 
everyday occurrence. And so 
many people tend to overlook this 
grandeur because of mindless 
distractions. Poi Dog Pondering 
isn't exactly as breathtaking as a 
sunset, but the same parallel 
applies when listening to the 
music. It's no wonder that this 
Austin-based band enjoyed deep 

pockets of support where early indie releases landed. They are 
a surprising link in the chain of innovative young bands coming 
out of America's fertile music scene. This configuration strikes 
out with clever variations on ethnic folk, that encompass hawaiian 
flair, scenes from the southwest and folk origins all wrapped in 
the beads of a carefree 60's style that's been drastically updated. 
Poi Dog's off-centered tendencies are delightfully subtle, 
somehow the perfect setting to absorb the bittersweet sound of 
violin, tin whistle, acoustic guitars, accordion and quirky 
percussion. Lead vocalist Frank Orall sounds a lot like the 
Housemartins' Paul Heaton but the everchanging shape of Poi 
Dog makes them worlds apart. The major label debut combines 
two EP's released independently on Texas Hotel Records, and 
the re-release trend is a positive one that promises to introduce 
so many more potential fans to quality music they might not be 
able to hear otherwise. Alternative bands are finally entering 
the big leagues based on what they are, more than what they could 
be. Poi Dog Pondering makes one reconsider the future of indie 
pop. They orchestrate a searching, friendly persona in songs like 
"Fall Upon Me", "Pulling Touch", "Falling" and the single "Living 
In The Dreaming Body". If you're wondering where they will fit 
in the format just remember the phrase, "I can still hear you saying 
you must never break the chain...." 

Deborah Harry " Def Dumb And Blonde" 
(ire/Reprise) Ten years 
ago, Blondie was one of the most 
instrumental bands to bring about 
the platform for new wave, punk 
and the a post-everything trauma 
that continues to renew itself in 
strange and wonderful ways. The 
80's represented a period of 
professional growth for Deborah 
Harry apart from Blondie, with 
TV and movie successes 
including " Videodrome", 
"Hairspray" and a more recent 

appearance in "Wise Guy". Her credentials are many, but more 
notable is Debbie's ability to guard the image of an entertainer 
who operates at her own speed. And whether or not it's a direct 
effort on her part, the woman is surrounded in cool. The newest 
entry in her biography is the stunning new album, "Def, Dumb 
And Blonde". Not shrugging off the commercial stance apparent 
in her music all along, she scatters the ashes of a long career and 
they settle on a mixed bag of styles, revealing Harry as the pop 
icon she truly is. Her voice beams with the brilliance of Northern 
Lights, as remote shades of Tom Tom persuasion fill the gray 
areas of hi-gloss production. It's chock full of dance beat 
rhythms that transform into leather rock intensity and the calm 
breeze of island flavored ballads. Long time collaborator Chris 
Stein, steers her through these style shifts with the hand of a 
seasoned vet, on the mainstream magic of "I Want That Man", 
"He Is So", "Sweet & Low" and the snap happy "Get Your Way", 
the standout track by far. Those who choose to wander close to 
uncharted territory will find a cozy haven in the ultra-chic guitar 
lines of "Lovelight", "Maybe For Sure" and "Bugeye". But the 
exotic, drifting beauty of "Calmarie" and stunning spoken 
performance in "End Of The Run" are a triumph in themselves. 
If anyone deserves to stir up memories and rev up the rock scene, 
it's Deborah Harry.

New Releases 
Camouflage "Methods Of Silence" (Atlantic) It's quite evident that synth-pop is a commodity that will not suffer a 

lack of demand in the near future. The commercial sector is represented largely by New Order and Depeche 
Mode, bands now packing stadiums with thousands of screaming fans. Fans who are looking to discover 
more of the vibes they will travel far and wide to own. Names like Xymox and Camouflage quickly come to 
mind, and the latter is about to show the public that its second domestic LP is miles ahead of the Depeche 
leanings which overshadowed the domestic debut. They specialize in a flighty Euro-dance approach, laden 
with perfection and virtually free from human error. But the redeeming qualities of this record are found in 
the band's willingness to go outside the confines of the genre and introduce more warmth to programmed 
songs, by using instruments like the oboe, violins and thin acoustic veils for texture. The trio ventures into 
a faux classical territory mixed with new age abstraction in "Les Rues", a crisp, adventurous piece with the 
sophisticated touch of computer precision and size big enough to take on soundtrack space. Pop 
expectations are fulfilled in the first three tracks, "One Fine Day", "Love Is A Shield" and the percolating 

sweetness of "Anyone" and "Feeling Down", and the real breakthrough occurs in the strum-driven beauty of "On Islands". It's a spicy, 
flowing song that sheds light on a path we hope to see Camouflage explore more thoroughly in the future. It softly chugs along with 
more of an organic feel than anything else they've released to date. "Methods Of Silence" treads lightly on on a glossy field of sound, 
declaring its independence from the shadow of the D-word. 

Nirvana "Bleach" (Sub Pop) It's the next album in a long line of prize winning blasts, from the label that unintentionally 
crowds its own acts for the spotlight and sometimes wins. "Bleach" hits you like a strategically aimed brick 
and unleashes guitar buzz that comes 
in like an air strike, in the face of the 
band's poignant line up of rock songs. 
Nirvana is a bold, metal-minded 
garage band that crams the noise into 
a can and sets it off like a pack of bottle 
rockets. Kurdt Kobain's husky voice 
falls into the mix and is lifted out by 
intermittent outbursts and power 
screams - and believe it or not - the 

turmoil has an attractive glare that draws you into the songs 
despite a haze of pandemonium. Nirvana holds the #2 
Independent Record/Top 10 College positions in Rockpool, and 
Hard reporting stations like KCMU, ICJHK, KUSF, WCDB, 
WNHU, WRVU, ICDVS and KUCI have been tainting the 
airwaves with several worthy cuts off the LP. "About A Girl", 
"School", "Scoff', "Love Buzz" and "Blew" make this one a 
hurricane about to happen. VVFDU's Jerry Rubino comes to our 
rescue, "Undoubtedly this is the best independent release so far 
this year, and it's stilled glued to my turntable. 'About A Girl' is 
a tune that could definitely be played at commercial alternative 
stations." The band did a brief tour that was cut short guitarist 
Jason Everman joined Soundgarden as the new bassist. They will 
resume with a two-week mini tour through the midwest, and 
follow up with an EP later this fall.

Naked Prey returns this week with the album, "Kill The 
Messenger" on Fundamental Records. As 
one of the forefathers of desert garage rock, 
Naked Prey is still going strong when bands 
like the Long Ryders, Dream Syndicate and 
Green On Red have unfortunately dissolved. 
They hang tough as a callous, churning out 
those hollow-bodied, rubbery guitar lines 
while Van Christian's vocal growl assumes 
more weight than ever before. He staggers 

through the thick of it, a voice that mauls you with lonesome 
despair and abandon most evident in "Yardman" and "Dr. 
Brown". Those who are caught up in cover tune denial, will be 
forced to rethink that stance with Van's brutally cool 
interpretation of "Plastic Jesus", that drags along like an ole' 
hound dog. They bob and pause within the realm of trash blues 
sculpted by David Seeger's winding strings in "Ike On Mars" and 
"Road Rash". "Blind Man" brews with under Van's ragged tale, 
entering another grit-filled entry into the Prey's dusty chamber 
of masterpieces. Produced by Chuck Prophet and Dan Stuart, 
"Kill The Messenger" shines with a crisp fimsh over the gear-like 
interaction between the players. They're a more focused and 
well-knit bunch with the ability to make you get dovvn'n'dirty 
without even realizing it. Distributed by Fundamental Music, 
P.O. Box 30209, Covington, GA 302ffl.... The pavement is 
melting again in Chicago,. under the production wrath of ex-Big 
Black leader Steve Albmi, who hooks up with two former 
members of Scratch Acid (David Yow and David Wm. Sims), 
plus ex-Cargo Cult guitarist Duane Denison.

Dawn Hood: In a Rolling Stone piece you said that every mem-
ber of the band has a different taste in music. Who likes what? 

Gretchen Seager: I like a lot of hard core and thrash bands like 
Sonic Youth but it varies from anything from that to Miles Davis. 
David likes bands like The Rolling Stones. Julie likes Bonnie 
Raitt. Our bass player loves Black Sabbath. And Louis has a wide 
range of tastes including jazz and classical. James likes soul and 
funk. 

Dawn: I think you covered almost every base except for New 
Age. 

Gretchen: Thank goodness. We'll leave that one out. 

Dawn: What is the image on the cover of your record? 

Gretchen: It's a photograph of these horses on a carousel taken 
down at a park. It's an antique carousel and the two horses are 
distorted and blurry. 

Dawn: What inspired the titled, "There Goes the 
Wondertruck"? 

Gretchen: My sister made it up. We were watching music videos 
and we laughed because there's so much of this flashiness that 
goes with music videos. You know, the way bands portray them-
selves in these big, overblown videos. To me, the Wondertruck is 
a symbol of the glamour, money and all the crazy stuff that goes 
on. We're not really a part of that. 

Dawn: Are you happy not to have taken that route and still made 
it to the top of the Alternative charts? 

Gretchen: Yeah, we're obviously a more alternative band and 
happy about it. When I see big acts make all this money and are 
constantly in the press and have girls with big boobs straddle their 
flashy cars, I just kind-of say, "Well, there goes the Wonder Truck." 

Dawn: How did you evolve into the current line-up? 

Gretchen: David is the one who rounded everybody up, and 
Louis and James are the newest members of the band. Unfor-
tunately, we lost a drummer and a guitar player just through musi-
cal differences. The four of us were the surviving members of the 
original line-up, but it was David who pulled everybody in. 

Dawn: Was "Don't Crash The Car Tonight" a single before you 
released the LP? 

Gretchen: It was included in a bunch of demos and Ken Fusion 
from KROQ came to a club to see us, and really liked that one 
song in particular. He asked if we had the song recorded in any 
form and all we had was a demo. From there we were played on 
KROQ. 

Dawn: What I like about the Mary's Danish style of music is that 
the songs are distinct and memorable. It's a confident album that 
strays away from formula pop. 

Gretchen: I think it has a lot to do with the fact that were all very 
different individuals and we want to try as many musical styles as 
we can. We're always really open to try new things. David may 

like a particular style a song writing that I'm not familiar with and 
we'll try it. He'll come into rehearsal with a riff and he'll say, "I 
really hear this." We'll go from "Make Me Cry," which is a country 
ballad to a song like "DVB," which it sort of a punk anthem. We're 
really interested in exploring our musical boundaries and seeing 
how far we can take each style. 

Dawn: What's the Shanty Pig? 

Gretchen: I was driving through a part of Los Angeles and there 
was this old barbecue restaurant, a shack-looking place. It looked 
something you'd find in somewhere in Louisiana, something you 
would find in the swamp and it was called The Shanty Pig. And I 
thought, that's too good to let go. So I decided to steal it. 

Dawn: What song do you most enjoy playing live as a band and 
do you have any favorite cover songs that you like to surprise 
people with? 

Gretchen: Cover songs we're doing include "Foxy Lady", 
"Young Blood", and the Eagles song, "After The Thrill Is Gone". 
We'll pull weird things from out of the hat, we try to surprise 
people as much as we can by playing really bad 70's covers. 
There's not that much funk on the first album, and that seems to 
be the direction that we're heading in a lot more for the next one. 

Dawn: What were some of the highlights during your recent East 
Coast tour? 

Gretchen: It definitely wasn't CBGB's. 

Dawn: What happened? 

Gretchen: It was a historical moment for me, because I was real-
ly into punk as a kid. There were a lot of people there, but God, 
that New York audience was dead! I felt like I was under a micro-
scope or something. It was horrible. We were just yelling, "What 
the hell is your problem?" at them. It was awful, but I think the 
Washington D.C. show was really great. 

Dawn: Any short term goals in the next six months? 

Gretchen: I think that everyone is just grateful for everything 
we've experienced up to now. I don't think that anybody is think-
ing "Oh, we've gotta do this in order to be a success" or anything. 
I think that everyone is just taking it one day at a time.

HEAVY 1-LITTERS 
Soundgarden, "Louder Than Love", A&M.... 
The Seattle music scene has 
really erupted in recent years, 
delivering up some of the most 
unique and vital vinyl 
excursions by way of 
Queensryche, Fifth Angel, 
Metal Church, Heir 
Apparent, Mud Honey and 
this ferocious foursome. 
These guys however, set new 
standards, blowing out the 
door any label you might try to 
pin on their super creative 
nature. They defy 
categorization with their explosive, psychedelic flavored madness. 
There is something here for everyone, as they sever the line 
between alternative and metal with a surprisingly focused sense 
of direction - dead on between the two. Taking some of the better 
elements of both and grinding them into a mass of driving guitar 
lines (a la Kim Thayil), a pulsing bottom beat (Matt Cameron on 
stix and Hiro Yamamoto - who's since been replaced by Jason 
Everman, formerly of Nirvana) and the stellar vocal treatment of 
Chris Cornell. His voice travels from deep and throaty growls to 
high pitched, ear-splitting wails. Sometimes adopting Jim 
Morrison's serpentine-like tones - he is an amazing and natural 
singer. From the minute the album opens with the black and white 
reality of "The Ugly Truth" the band builds their music into a 
cyclone of intensity. Touching down with piercing guitars, and 
angry and insistent vocals and lyrics. Witness "Gun", "Power 
"Get On The Snake" and "Loud Love" for their full-throttle attack 
and "Loud Love", "I Awake", "Big Dumb Sex" and... oh, forget it 
do yourself a favor and listen to the whole thing. Better yet, play 
it. Soundgarden first came to the attention of the public and the 
media while signed to Subpop and it was the raw, eccentricity of 
"Ultra-Mega 0.1C1 that gained them such notoriety in the college 
markets. Now with A&M revved behind the band and 
determined to establish them in a "major" kind of way, their storm 
seems more than ever headed towards its culmination. From start 
to finish one amazing power-grind of extroadinary proportions, 

Law And Order, "We Don't See God", MCA.... 
Having more than earned 
their chops on the New York 
club scene, Law And Order 
may finally get some of the 
much sought after national 
recognition that they deserve. 
And to be quite honest, now is 
not the easiest time for new 
and relatively unknown bands 
trying to make themselves 
known. The store racks and 
the metal charts are buckling 
from the amazing amount of 
material now being released, 
and we're talking some heavy duty names, too. It's even harder if 
the band in question has that blues orientation that's been 
inundating the airwaves so much in the last year. But what 
separates the wanna-bees from the stars is their attitude, 
determination and that something special (which isn't always 
easily defmed) that makes them really click. In the case of Law 
And Order, they've certainly got all of the above. As an 
introduction to the band, this first track shows off the very natural 
and aggressive nature of their music. Apparently the impact of 
living and writing in as stark and bleak a reality as some parts of 
NYC can be, has tinged their music with edginess and instilled a 
raw street sound. They are unpretentious, unpolished and very 
appealing because of it. "We Don't See God" is a statement about 
one band's view on a troubled nation, a world in turmoil. It is a 
question, not a sermon and it rocks. Lead vocalist Shane has a 
high clear voice but he can tap into raspier tones whenever he 
needs to. In fact, the harmonies on this song are very melodious 
and catchy, flowing easily atop of some bristling and crisp guitar 
blitzing and a rock solid rhythm section. I heard this on WSOU 
the other night while cruisin' into the city and it RIPS on the air! 
And this is just the first track. The album shows even more of this 
band's colors - more texture, more depth, more raw aggression 
and more o' the blues. Law And Order Rock and Roll. Plain 
and simple.. 
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Bad Brains, "Quickness", Caroline.... Okay you 
may ask, why is one of the most 
influential and most loved 
"alternative" acts of the last decade 
here in the metal section dis week? 
Because my friends, as most of you 
should know by now, not only did 
they influence the New Music 
scene, but the New York hardcore 
presence was practically built 
from the blueprmts this band laid 
down some 10 years ago as well. 
Not only hardcore acts sprung 
from the pockets of the Bad 

Brains, but also the borderline metal/mainstream phenomenon 
that is Living Colour and no doubt others like them. And in this 
period where Alternative and Metal tend to share more than just 
their "specialty" status, with bands like The Buck Pets, Mary My 
Hope, The Red Hot Chili Peppers, Bullet Lavolta, Mordred, 
Faith No More, Soundgarden and countless others criss-crossing 
both borders, this band rises to the fore to claim the crown they 
have more than earned. And they will do it with "Quickness" - a 
12 song collection of original, mindmelding, reggae & funk 
infused thrash/metal a.k.a. hardcore. In one listen you begin to 
realize the impact this band has had on many of the "new" bands 
now exploring these musical twists of hand. Their '83 break-up 
now all but a memory, the band is poised to attack the 90's with 
songs like "Soulcraft","Voyage To Infinity", "Silent Tears" and "The 
Prophets Eye", but the standout tracks for me were "With The 
Quickness" and "Gene MachinelDon't Bother Me". 

Mortal Sin, "I'm Immortal", POlyGrani.... When one looks for thrash/metal acts of the same caliber of say Metallica, 
Testament and-Megadeth, the last place you'd probably expect to fmd one is in Australia. But, voila here 
they are and within one listen the comparisons (not in similarity so much, but in skill and quality) will no 
doubt fall trippingly off your tongue. Matt Maurer (vocals), Paul Carwana (guitar), Mick Burke (guitar), 
Andy Eftichio (bass) and Wayne Campbell deftly hammer out very heavy, well-directed songs. They are 
forceful but very well constructed, with each instrument complementing the other and none overriding 
the vocals. They also implement time changes that are interesting and fast, but not so chaotic that your 
head's spinning mto insanity. Lightening leads filled to the hilt with "impressive" stretches and taps (which 
can be amazing to watch and hear - sometimes) are not the focal point where this band is concerned. It'd 
be more fair to call their lead placements tasteful, taking nothing away from the skill with which they are 
obviously executed. Lyrically, they're just as stable with intelligent and interesting topic matter delivered 
with layered anthernic vocals. This isn't the first we've seen of these guys. Many of you may already be 
familiar with their 1987 release "Mayhemic Destruction" (which was actually recorded and released 
through the band's own label "Mega Metal Productions"). The re-release of the record was the first in a 

7 record deal that Phonogram U.K. signed them to. Obviously, they spotted the vast potential there and here is one more affirmation 
of their decision. A very solid album from the opening refrains of "I Am Immortal" to "For Richer For Poorer", "The Infantry" - a great 
song, to "Suspended Animation". Also be sure to hit on the Metallica-ish "Martyrs Of Eternity" and the dramatic intro into "Innocent 
Tortures". Here's a force for the future, following (and not timidly so) in the footsteps of those much hailed Bay Area bashers (all of 
'em) - after all, they are only mortal. 

Shotgum Messiah, "Shotgun Messiah" Lp, 
_Relativity.— The first single 
"Shout It Out" introduced radio 
America to this loud and brash 
quartet from Sweden, and the 
adds began to roll in. The thing 
about that song, though, that made 
it really stand out was the rap 
injected into a very guitar oriented 
mix. What it made for was a very 
energetic and exciting piece of 
music, but it left people wondering 
if that was the only kind of song 
they could expect to fmd on the 
album. Not so. These guys deliver eight more high octane 
rockers, but not all of 'em are punctuated by raps. The album 
opens with "Bop City" and it does just that, right into 'Don't Care 
About Nothin" - a wild and wheelin' burner with an anti-school 
sentiment that many a rock and roller can relate to. It's got a great 
boogie beat and big bashy drums high in the mix. Next up is the 
aforementioned lead cut (hopefully you've all seen the video for 
it by now) and "Squeezin Teazle and then a really great 
instrumental type called "The Explorer". It does a great job of 
showcasing the skillful guitar playing of Harry K. Cody. Really 
nice. Other shiners include "I'm Your Love" (a mid-tempo tune 
that shows off ZinnyJ. Sans vocals a bit more) and "Nowhere Fast". 
As the weeks have progressed, Shotgun (I luv that name) Messiah 
continued to pull more adds and is one of our highest rumblers. 
Looks like Relativity's got their hands full with this wild bunch. 
Their hot and they know it. 

CHART AX-SHUN 
Wrathchild America, "Climbing The Walls", Atlantic.... The children or wrath (as Peggy D. Calls them) are 

cruisin' since the release of this much anticipated album. And the reasons why, I think, have already been 
well-dozumented in the section over the last couple of weeks. But with moves like this one on Hard Hitters 
(20-8*) there's no denying them even more precious ink. All you have to do really is listen to the record, watch 
the video (on you know where), and then absolutely, positively go and see them on the road with the tremendous 
Testament. They will rock your world, up one side and down the other. I guarantee you will love it. This week 
the boys from Baltimore got new adds at WAID, WKTH, WMMS, WXRC as well as KOZZ, WBCN and Yv-KNH 
who were "Climbing The Walls" last week. Steady as she goes on the likes of WAIF, WEOS. WCiLS, WXPX, 
WNYU, KCPR, KPGA, WCWP, WJUL, WKVU, WRF.L. WRTN, WVCR, WWUH, KNAC, WVBR, KCMU,

Ozzy Osbourne has been ordered to stay in a "drying out" clinic 
as a condition of bail after appearing in a British court on charges 
of threatening to kill his wife, Sharon, at their home in Little 
Chalfont, north of London. As a condition of his bail, Osbourne 
must stay away from his wife, and return to court on December 
25. 

Justice Desmond VVindle has dropped a marijuana possession 
charge against U2's Adam Clayton. As part of the arrangement, 
Clayton will pay almost $40,000 to the Dublin Women's Aid & 
Refuge Center. In a district court in Dublin, Clayton admitted he 
was in possession of 19 grams of marijuana when arrested in the 
parking lot of a pub near his home. Clayton's agreement to pay 
the sum to a charity comes under the Republic's Probation Act, 
and completely dismisses the charge against him. 

Musicians who worked on the Ringo Starr album that the former 
Beatle is trying to prevent from being released deny Starr's claims 
that musicians drank a lot during the recording sessions. "He 
seemed to be real sharp to me," says Bobby Wood, keyboard player 
for the 1987 sessions. "I noticed that he wasn't on key. But, you 
know, Ringo's never been on key. He's just not that great a singer." 
Wood and drummer Gene Chrisman of the Memphis Rhythm 
Section say there was no use of drugs or alcohol during the 
sessions, despite Starr's claims in his lawsuit to block the record. 

Bobby Brown has been asked to play a special concert at theprison 
in South Carolina where James Brown is serving his six-year 
prison sentence. A representative of Brown's management asked 
Brown to play a show at the penitentiary. Brown is reportedly 
planning to visit Brown soon to discuss details of the concert. It's 
not known of Brown would join Brown on stage. 

Former Pink Floyd singer Roger Waters is suing the remaining 
members of the group over a flying pig. Waters and the rest of the 
group haven't gotten along too well since he left the band in the 
mid '80s. Pink Floyd have been using an inflatable giant flying pig 
at their shows. Waters has brought a High Court action in England 
claiming the pig is his creation, and the remaining members of the 
group have not paid him from its royalties for its use in their recent 
world tour. 

There are persistent rumors in Britain's music press that The 
Smiths are about to reform. The Smiths split up in 1987, and lead 
singer Morrissey has released solo records while guitarist Johnny 
Marr is playing with The The. Now it seems that Morrissey and 
Marr are back on speaking terms, and it's rumored The Smiths 
will tour Europe next year. 

MCA Records is planning to release a boxed set of Who material 
to mark the band's 25th anniversary. A record of "Tommy" is also 
likely to be released from last month's all-star concert in Los 
Angeles. A recent article in Goldmine noted that while the Who 
only released 10 new albums between 1966 and 1988, there were 
19 live, compilation and soundtrack albums released during the 
same period-. 

Aerosmith were there as the Hard Rock Cafe in Boston dedicated 
the Aerosmithsonian, a wall of the restaurant featuring band 
memorabilia, including Joe Perry's guitar from the "Back In The 
Saddle" tour, Steve Tyler's outfit from the "Permanent Vacation" 
tour, and Joey Kramer's drumhead ensemble. 

Dan Baird says the new Georgia Satellites album, due next month, 
will have "some of the same, something new." The first single from 
"In The Land Of Salvation And Sin' will be "Another Chance," 
which Baird says is "all acoustic." "We all sing on it, trading lines 
back and forth like those guys in the Band used to do. Rick Price 
is playing the mandolin on it, and our drummer's playing bass on 
it." The LP also includes a cover of Joe South's "Games People 
Play," sung by Price. "Every album ends up having its own flavor 
and I don't think you can describe it," Baird says. "Some people 
view music as entertainment, and some view it as more than that. 
Hopefully, this lands somewhere in between." 

Bruce Hornsby says he's planning a "more raunchy, more rock & 
roll album -- more like out live shows." Don Gamon, who has 
worked with John Cougar Mellencamp, is producing the LP, 
which should be out early next year. "There will be more guitars, 
though still a lot of piano. But the main thing is that we're cutting 
all the tracks live, so it will be a completely different approach. 
And I haven't played a really pretty piano part yet." 

A 12-album series called the Hendrix Reference Library" will 
feature mostly unreleased material from the guitarist. The first 
volume, overseen by Alan Douglas, is "Fuzz, Feedback And 
Wah-Wah."Future albums in the series, targeted to musicians, will 

include "Variations On A Theme: Red House" and "Whammy Bar 
And Finger Grease." Each volume will also include an instruction 
book the size of a magazine. 

Poison's Bret Michaels appears on the cover of the September 
issue of American Diabetes Forecast, a magazine pubhshed by 
the American Diabetes Association. Michaels is an 
insulin-dependent diabetic, and he says he was inspired when he 
was young by reading how Chicago Cubs baseball player Ron 
Santo dealt with his diabetes. "When you kind of look up to these 
people, you listen to what they say. And mostly, it's ¡list knowing 
that somebody else out there has the same condition you do21' 
Michaels says. "The whole thing about rock & roll is to put on this 
fake macho image, but there's nothing wrong with having a human 
side." 

Sales of compact discs are now greater than those of vinyl albums 
in England, according to the British Phonographic Industry. The 
organization says that in ten years, record players will be virtually 
obsolete. The BPI says sales of compact discs are 600,000 greater 
than those of vinyl albums, even though only 16 percent of British 
homes have CD players. 

Willie Nelson says his Farm Aid organization will continue to exist 
as long as farmers suffer from financial problems. "I'm in for the 
duration," he says. A Farm Aid fundraiser will be held in the spring 
"early enough to get the money out before spring planting.' And 
there will be another smaller concert in Washington in late March, 
about two weeks before the fourth Farm Aid concert. 

Gap Band vocalist Charlie Wilson will be touring with the 
Eurythmics for four months. Dave Stewart of the Eurythmics has 
known Wilson for years, and he's currently co-writing and 
producing a Charlie Wilson solo album. The Gap Band, 
meanwhile, have a new album, "Round Trip", coming out in 
mid-November. 

Former Saints and Laughing Clowns member Ed Kuepper has a 
solo album coming out in mid-October (on Capitol Records), 
called "Everybody's Got To". He has added bass plâyer Lisa 
Buckingham and keyboardist and vocalist Rebecca Hancock to 
his group, now called The Yard Goes On Forever. 

Mick Jones says he's not sure he'll have time to tour in support of 
his current solo album. A new Foreigner album is scheduled to be 
recorded this fall, and Jones has been finishing production work 
on Billy Joel's latest album. He's also been writing material with 
Eric Clapton. "Foreigner is still very much in the forefront of my 
future," he says. 

Robert Smith says the current U.S. tour by the Cure will be the 
group's last. "It's reached a stage where I personally can't cope 
with it, so I've decided this is the last time we re gonna tour," Smith 
says. "It's no big deal. I just don't feel comfortable anymore with 
the kind of attention that I'm getting. It's purely the numbers of 
people that want a bit of the Cure or want a bit of me." Smith 
complains he can't go for a walk in Europe. "We were in some of 
the most beautiful cities in Europe, and I couldn't go out without 
having an entourage," he says. "I tried a disguise and didn't work. 
I had no makeup and my hair flat and a hat on, but people 
recognized me, and when I asked them how they knew it was me 
they said it was my shoes, so the second time I did it I changed my 
shoes, and I was still recognized." 

The Doobie Brothers claim they stole a presidential fax cover 
sheet when they were invited on a VIP tour of the White House 
by President George Bush's administrative assistant, Elaine 
Presock. The invitation was extended to the band on behalf of the 
Victory Foundation, a non-profit organization started by the 
White House to disseminate information on AIDS. The group 
wants the Doobie Brothers and Fleetwood Mac to headline an 
AIDS awareness concert next spring in Washington. 

Paul Kelly credits author Raymond Carver with being an 
inspiration for the new album from Paul Kelly & The Messengers. 
In fact, the album, "So Much Water, So Close To Home," takes its 
title from Carver's short story. "He definitely showed me how to 
write economically," Kelly says of the late author. "His voice often 
has the ring of true speech. That's something I've tried to do with 
my songs." 

Tiffany has asked a court in Los Angeles to help protect her from 
an avid fan. The man apparently obtained her home address 
through the California Department of Motor Vehicles. Tiffany is 
asking the court to order the man to stay at least 200 yards from 
her. She says he's threatened to harm her several times over the 
past year and he believes "God wants us to be together." 

Motown Records is starting a new subsidiary, Apollo Theater 
Records, named after the famous venue in New York. An advisory 
committee has been named to develop new talent for the label, 
including Heavy D., Kool Moe Dee, Teddy Riley, Michael Bivins 
of New Edition and film director Spike Lee

Pete Townshend isn't too keen about people comparing the Who's 
reunion tour this year with the Rolling Stones' tour to promote 
the "Steel Wheels" album. "Their situation is very different from 
the Who," Townshend says. 'The Who are constantly in a state of 
self-examination. We're much farther ahead in the rock & roll 
ballgame than the Stones. We've stopped and restarted. We're 
really looking at what it means to be our age in the music business. 
The Stones are not really interested in that. They're an R&B band, 
and they've stayed the same for a long time. You listen to the 
Stones' records over the years, and you don't hear a tremendous 
amount of experimentation. You hear a fantastic, wonderful 
formula which will always work as long as they want it to work. 
Ronnie is a shadow of the man I used to know, and I think it's great 
to see Keith alive and kicking. But it's pointless to et into 
comparisons between bands because in a sense the scrappiness of 
the Stones live is part of their attraction. We're actually trying to 
recover some of that rawness. They never lost it." 

Rush guitarist Alex Lifeson, Bruce Dickinson of Iron Maiden and 
keyboardist Keith Emerson are expected to add tracks to the 
"Smoke On The Water" charity record to raise money for Life-Aid 
Armenia. The single is to be released late this fall, to coincide with 
the December 7 data of last year's devastating earthquake in 
Armenia.-

UK MUSIC NEWS 
Rumours that The Smiths are about to reform are reaching 

London's "New Musical Express" music weekly. The speculation 
has come from Europe. One French promoter who had been 
booking dates for a solo tour by Morrissey in the fall, has been 
told to scrap his plans because The Smiths will tour there in early 
1990. Two independent sources contacted the NME this week to 
confirm the rumours, but there's been no official announcement 
of a reunion by the band, who split up two years ago after earning 
a reputation within Britain as one of the most important and in-
fluential groups of the eighties. A spokesman at Bandstand, who 
promoted one of Morrissey's UK shows last December, told the 
NME "There were stories that Morrissey was going to play 
Europe, but not the UK. I haven't heard anything about The 
Smiths reforming, that's an interesting one. But there's so much 
confusion in the past, following their break-up that it's hard to tell 
who actually represents them." The latest stories coming out of 
Manchester state that Morrissey and Johnny Marr are back on 
speaking terms again. The rest of the original Smiths lineup have 
already become the nucleus of Morrissey's backing band, aug-
mented by Stephen Street, Morrissey's new songwriting partner 
and a longtime producer of the Smiths. On top of The Smiths 
stories reaching "The New Musical Express", the paper has heard 
tales that Morrissey will end his career as a solo artist at a 
Christmas show in his native Manchester, northwest England. 

Kate Bush releases her new album, "The Sensual World", Oc-
tober 16th. A single, also called "The Sensual World", is released 
in Britain this week by EMI. The album is her first studio project 
since "The Hounds Of Love", four years ago. In the interim period 
she released a greatest hits package, "The Whole Story" and one 
single, "Experiment Four". Musicians on the album include Pink 
Floyd's David Gilmour (who first brought her to the attention of 
EMI twelve years ago and produced her first album) playing 
guitar on two tracks; former Japan member, Mick Karn; Alan 
Stivell on Celtic harp; Davey Spillane (uillean pipes); Donal 
Lunny (bouzouki); John Sheehan (fiddle); Del Palmer (bass); 
Charlie Morgan (drums) and Paddy Bush on whips(?). Kate has 
also been working with the Trio Bulgarka (woman choir from Bul-
garia whose unique singing style has been exciting world music 
fans) which should give the album and international flavour in ad-
dition to the obvious Celtic influences. Those who have heard the 
album say it's very arty, probably her most ambitious since 1982's 
"The Dreaming". The single, written and produced by Bush, is 
backed with "Walk Straight Down The Middle", a non-album track, 
which may however appear on the CD or cassette versions of the 
album. The twelve inch and CD versions of the single, also include 
an instrumental version of "The Sensual World". 

Mick Jagger can currently be found on the cover of far too many 
British magazines. One of the best is in the monthly arts mag 
"20120", which also includes various artists' impressions of Jagger. 
Although less stylish to look at, "Melody Maker" has nevertheless 
managed to snae both Jagger and Richards at the same time, a 
perspective missing from most interviews. Their contrasting view-
points on The Rolling Stones make interesting reading. Jagger 
explained why he thought The Glimmer Twins were still and kick-
ing: "This is kind of where I'm on dangerous ground, but the 
'Undercover' record wasn't that great. The one before that, 
'Tattoo You', wasn't that new. I was terrified when it came out. I 
don't know whether to tell people. 'Start Me Up' was an 

'Emotional Rescue' outtake; 'Waiting For A Friend' dated back to 
'Exile On Main Street'. I re-did vocals. There were some odd 
guitar bits. But I was worried people would listen and say 'They 
call this a new, Rolling Stones album?' And the one before that, 
'Emotional Rescue'wasn't that great. So you're going back to 1977 
and that's a hell of a long time. I mean, ten years! Why bother to 
go on? Why not just go off and do something else? At least you 
tried it, making these substandard Rolling Stones records. I just 
didn't want to do that anymore. It was getting more and more dif-
ficult to make them, to make a substandard Rolling Stones record! 
That quality of the substandard was getting very hard to keep 
up...The first meeting down there was a long weekend. It was in 
a room, a TV room, at Eddy Grant's place in Barbados. There 
was Keith and there was me, and there were the guitars. We had 
some good things come out of it right away. One of the first things 
was 'Steel Wheels'. We had a lot of things happen very quickly. So 
it felt to me that we were getting somewhere almost immediately. 
We just wrote it like we always did. The only difference was I 
played a lot more keyboards, as well as guitar. And I did some 
drum programs. In the beginning Keith didn't want to know about 
it. I felt like saying to him (voice drops to heavy sarcasm) 'I don't 
know why you bother using an electric guitar, Keith, It was only 
invented in 1950 or something.' He was pretty open-minded 
about it later on. When we went in there with my new keyboard 
set up, he looked at kind of...(screws up face disapprovingly) like 
he was being invaded by a whole other set of people." Keith 
Richards added his own comments to Jagger's version of events. 
"I fought so hard to keep the Stones together, maybe too hard, just 
because I was too chicken to go outside. You get comfortable, 
you say; This is what I know how to do, I've got the perfect instru-
ment, I'll fight tooth and nail to keep it together'...I'd love to do 
another solo album. Fortunately, it doesn't say when...It was very 
strange. We were in Barbados, at Eddy Grant's place. We took 
a little front room there and turned it into a rehearsal room. Mick 
was there already, I arrived and it was just 'Oh, how are you doing, 
man?' So we just started in. And within two days, we realised we 
had five or six songs happening. And we thought 'Yeah!'... I 
sensed a certain uneasiness from Mick. Because he knows I was 
pissed at him. But I tried my best to defuse that. And as I say, as 
long as we kept working, there was no problem. And since there 
was no-one else roaming in - 'Oh Mick, telex here, what do you 
want to do about the contract?' - it was just him and me. We were 
just there. We had to live with each other, and we did. And we 
found we could. Then we found we enjoyed it. I think it had a lot 
to do with the fact that we needed that break. After all it was 25 
years non-stop. That's a long time to be living on each other's 
backs, relying on each other to do everything, growing up and 
growing older together. And you don't stay the same. When Mick 
and I met, all you had to say was Muddy Waters and we were 
welded together. But that doesn't hold you forever. Muddy 
Waters isn't the only thing in our lives anymore. It's not our burn-
ing desire to turn people onto the blues. A; we did that; and B; 
there's so much other stuff that's gone down the tube since... 
Muddy Waters would be making great blues if he was still alive 
now and that is my criteria of how you can do it. If you're honest 
about what you do, you only grow in stature as you grow older. 
Rock'n'roll has a lifespan of what, 37 years? That's a dangerous 
age. That's the age when Christ died." Excerpts from interview 
with Mick Jagger and Keith Richards. 'Melody Maker' Septem-
ber 16th with All About Eve on the cover. 
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U2's Adam Clayton, one week after not being convicted by a 
Dublin court on a cannabis possession charge, may be facing 
another. Dublin police are deciding whether to press ahead with 
a charge of drink-driving. Clayton was ordered to pay £21,000 to 
charity last week, after his lawyer pleaded that the musician had 
done a lot for his country and would face immigration problems 
with a criminal record, when U2 tour. But now Irish police have 
confirmed that a file on an alleged drink driving case is being 
prepared, although no summons has yet been issued. Clayton was 
arrested in June south of Dublin for suspected drink driving. Ear-
lier that evening, he had been at a going away party for Edge's 
sister, who was emigrating to Australia. Just to prove these thmgs 
come in threes, Clayton's parents were also stopped for speeding 
when they rushed back from a holiday on the west coast of Ireland, 
after hearing that their son was being held for the cannabis charge. 

Erasure release their new album, 'Wild' October 16th. This 
week they release their first single since 'The Crackers Internation-
al EP' last year. It's called 'Drama'. As well as the single, the 
album features ten other tracks, including 'You Surround Me', 
'How Many Times' and 'Crown of Thorns'. After the album 
release, Erasure will start rehearsing for their European tour, 
which starts in Sweden, November 3rd. 

A British Member of Parliament is trying to ban a Guns N' 
Roses T-shirt which depicts a woman being assaulted by a robot. 
The picture originally appeared on the sleeve of 'Appetite for 
Destruction', but was apparently withdrawn after complaints by 
retailers and members of the public. The MP, Jo Richardson, is 
the women's committee spokeswoman for the UK's opposition 
Labour Party. She says: "I think it's pretty outrageous that they 
can stop selling the record sleeve and then try to sneak the image 
through on clothing. Parliament isn't sitting (in session) at the mo-
ment so there isn't a great deal I can do, but I am certainly going 
to raise the matter when the House of Commons begins. The T-
shirt depicts a complete lack of sensitivity towards rape victims. 
It's disgusting that someone should exploit such a harrowing ex-
perience, just to sell pop music. The best way to ban it would be 
for everyone to just refuse to buy it. If there was no demand, these 
shirts would quickly disappear." 

In a related story, Britain's Broadcasting Standards Council's 
code of practice will be expanded to cover pop and rock videos, 
following concern over the violent and sexual nature of some of 
them. Television companies will be warned that music videos are 
"mini-dramas" which must observe the same strictures on taste 
laid down on fiction and the same constraints on the time of airing. 
The main TV stations use very few videos, but there are fears that 
the growth of satellite channels with a high content of rock videos, 
could allow offensive material to reach people's screens. Chan-
nels like MTV Europe, Cable Jukebox and Musicbox, which show 
rock and pop videos 24 hours a day, have refused to show videos 
like Avenue D (about drugs) or Testure (about vivisection). But 
the Cable Authority, which regulates cable, has said it so con-
cerned at the growing amount of unacceptable material being sent 
to operators, that it has drawn up guidelines which will be 
published in November with the code. It has placed restrictions 
on the times when certain videos can be broadcast but has only 
banned outright, one: 'Girls Girls Girls' by Motley Crue, which 
Tony Curie, Director of Programmes at The Cable Authority, 
described as "appallingly sexist".
