Joe Satriani, "Big Bad Moon", Relativity.... Pam Edwards at KGB ain't lyin'. The last thing anyone expected from 
Joe's follow up to the most successful instrumental rock guitar album of the last 13 years was vocals--especially from the Maestro himself. 
That's like Robert Plant attempting his own lead parts. Or is it? One listen to "Big Bad Moon" is proof positive that the move was 
brilliant. First of all, it obviously takes him out of the one-trick pony category, and you know that alone is bound to broaden his already 
formidable fan base. Second, forget other guitar players--this guy's pipes are a match for many a vocalist heralded weekly on these very 
Hard pages. And third--there's plenty of the kind of six-string pyrotechnics we've all been expecting on this particular track--and a ton 
more to follow on the upcoming album. True, the man is more than competent at the mike--and whoda thunk he could honk that harp 
like this--but he's still a blazing guitar player first and foremost. This is not the guitarslinger equivalent of Herb Alpert crooning "This 
Guy's in Love With You", OK? But don't take our word for it. Here's KGON's Dave Numme, "It's just a right-on 25-34 male rock and 
roll record, the perfect rock song to transcend the traditional male demos. With all those hair and synth bands, this kind of straight 
ahead guitar based rock is just what those 25 + males are looking for. And he can sing, too!!" 

Grateful Dead, "Foolish Heart", Arista.... And 
like 01' Man Ribah, they just keep rolling along. No other band 
in the rock era has created their own autonomous universe quite 
like the Dead. Their network of Dead Heads assures that each 
new release will be greeted with a high level of awareness and 
widespread excitement--not to mention the national impact on the 
T-shirt market. Coming off the platinum success of"In The Dark", 
the first Dead album to achieve that status while still getting active 
radio play, the anticipation for "Foolish Heart" is at an all time 
high. The song is an easy goin' tune that recalls the glory days of 
"Workingman's Dead" and "American Beauty" and features the 
distinctive vocals of Joe Satriani. What a minute, we're flashing 
back to the previous pick!! Make that vocals and fluid guitar 
playing from Jerry Garcia. Once again the song was co-written by 
Garcia with long time associate Robert Hunter, no relation to 
Norman. While we've been talking mainly about tradition and 
longevity, don't get fooled into thinking that there's not a 
continuing influx of new fans eager to hear the Dead on the radio, 
'cause there are. "Foolish Heart" will give the people what they 
want, and as the first track from the forthcoming album "Built To 
Last" serves as a confirmation of the old axiom, "If it ain't broke, 
don't fa it. 

tftu gramm, "Just Between You And Me"„ 
Atlantic.— It's been over two years since Lou's last solo effort, 
which garnered a gold album and a two week run at #1 for his 
Rock Radio track "Midnight Blue". That track was so damn good 
that it had people as avant garde as R.E.M. doing cover versions 
on their tour dates. But Lou hasn't been sitting by the radio 
waiting for those Foreigner classics to roll through. He's been 
hard at work on the new solo project--and it shows. "Just Between 
You And Me", the first track from the album "Long Hard Look", 
is a lot like "Midnight Blue" in how quickly it hits and sticks. But 
what else would you expect from the man with the most format 
likeable pipes in the biz. While the mood mirrors several of the 
slower Foreigner mega-smashes in spots, the song structure is 
unique for Lou's solo phase--especially in terms of the intro and 
the verse. Produced by Peter Wolf, who has also worked with the 
Starship and is showing some surprising touch as well as muscle 
in the studio, the song never forgets that showcasing those 
patented Lou moves was, and always will be, Job One. With 
songwriting help from long time associate Bruce Turgon, a mate 
from Lou's pre-Foreigner Black Sheep days, "Just Between..." is 
a "can't miss" proposition in terms of musical and overall artist 
appeal. Power it up! 

Record Of The Week 
The Smithereens, "A Girl Like You", Capitol/Enigma.... "Quite simply, The Smithereens have arrived." is how 
we ended last week's write up for "A Girl Like You", and we're not above quoting ourselves - especially when it's such a shamelessly 
easy call. The confirmation of our fkn unbelievable insight was quick in coming as seen by the 89 first week adds that powered "A 
Girl..." to a 31* chart debut on the Hard Hundred--with a move into the top 15 a very safe bet even for that poker player who worships 
the percentages. We aren't talking inside straight here, pal. A variety of sounds, fashions, and formats have come and gone over the 
last 25 years, but there's no substitute for two guitars, a bass, and drum cranking out a well crafted pop song loaded with hooks and 
delivered with fervor. This is a song with multi-format potential that we at album radio have the opportunity to make our own, because 
Capitol/Enigma is several weeks away from going after CHR and Rock 40 action and the video is yet to be completed. The airplay 
and sales successes of The Smithereens previous releases have been substantial, coming home to rest just shy of the gold standard. 
There's no doubt in our mind that "A Girl Like You" will strike a vein of precious metal wide and deep enough to encompass not only 
the soon to be released LP, Smithereens 11, but also their not-to-be-overlooked back catalog. 

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW 
m Hot Chili Peppers, "Higher Ground",  

i.... This band's mix of rock, funk, and foaming off at the 
face absolutely defies categorization by current standards. 
Actually, their nutso personna alone puts them in a class all their 
own. The live show has been described as "The Marx Brothers 
meet Jimi Hendrix meets James Brown meets P.T. Barnum meets 
Salvador Dali." With a mixture like that, it should come as no 
surprise that the Peppers have long been socking it to the concert 
faithful while becoming darlings of the Alternative music scene. 
Don't let all that fool you into thinking that this is a band with a 
limited fan base, because their latest album and fourth project, 
"Mother's Milk", has already sold close to 200,000 units. These 
very impressive figures are sure to skyrocket when mainstream 
radio picks up on the group's driving version of the Stevie Wonder 
classic "Higher Ground". The R.H.C.P.'s decision to cover the 
song was motivated by their bass player's desire to play the 
"famous intro", and you've only got to hear it once to realize what 
an inspired job he's done. Looking for a song that crosses as many 
musical borders as it is minutes long? Look no further. 

racy, " Out With The Boys",  
.... Ran into Atlantic's David Fleischman at the 

Mr. Big party the other night in the City--and aside from that 
label's formidable hard rocking roster--the Lord Tracy show he'd 
caught the previous weekend in Memphis was what had Flash 
buzzin'. Seems the drummer talked a dozen or so lovelies in the 
audience into donning hard hats--on which he drummed while the 
entire congregation chanted words that sounded something like 
"I want pussy!!" Was it all a dream? We think not. Was it tons of 
fun and great music to boot? VVEGR's Drake Hall thinks so. 
That's all he talked about on last week's Jon Scott conference 
call--at Ray Davies expense, no less. But then again, Drake's kind 
of a rowdy (albeit classy) guy himself. In Tracy's case, the class 
is of the world variety--and that pretty well describes this tune's 
crunchy punch. The sound reminds one of middle period Crue 
or good ole dirty early Van Halen--and based on any Billboard 
chart, Lord Tracy exudes the attitude that's selling zillions of 
records.

King's X, "Summerland", Megaforce/Atl.... Unlike other fledgling bands that struggle and grow into their mature 
form, King's X rose into full flight with the 88 debut "Out Of The Silent Planet", with seemingly nowhere to go. They're getting a bigger 
bite of the press indulgence, and "Gretchen" sales are doubled from the first record. Plus there's hinting that they might be nominated 
for a Grammy. Wow! The second track is softer and even more expressive, yet can't be called a "ballad". Doug's singing takes on a 
quality of raw sorrow, matched against the brilliant playing of Jerry and Ty. On stage, they strip down to the bare riffs and harmonies 
and blast you. At presstime they are between a "grueling" (in the words of the band itself) club tour and an opening slot with Billy Squier 
and Blue Murder, starting next week in the Midwest and West Coast. The video footage was shot last weekend at one of their fuial (and 
packed) club dates in Newark, NJ. The clip will hit MTV in the next few weeks, but 'til then, join ranks with KBOY, KISS, KIOT, MEG, 
ICLBJ, KLOL, ICNCN, WHMH and WLZR, who all added "Summerland" this week. Jody Denberg at ICLBJ tells us, "Summerland' is 
the perfect AOR record. It will appeal from the youngest to the oldest demographics. It's got a hard edge with soft harmonies smoothing 
it out. It reminds me of Jon Butcher and Steve Miller." Hats off to ya.

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Junkyard, "Simple Man", Geffen.... Geffen is in 
the process of building one of the industry's most impressive hard 
rocking rosters--but groups like Guns N'Roses, Whitesnake, 
Aerosmith, Tesla, and Blue Murder might make you think further 
additions to the arsenal are merely icing on the cake. But wait!! 
Too much is not enough, and the label's latest success story is 
Junkyard, whose debut album is already closing in on 200,000 units 
sold. Survivors of the Los Angeles music jungle, the lead track 
"Hollywood" chronicled the band's experiences as they struggled 
to make it. The tempo and delivery of the song effectively 
captured the urgency and desperation of that effort, and the 
reward was some quality time on the Hard Hundred and Hard 
Hitters charts, while the video enjoyed top request status on MTV. 
Not tea bag for starts, eh? The new emphasis track, "Simple Man", 
exposes a whole other side of the band with its rich harmonies and 
compelling story line. If you thought "Hollywood" was wonderful 
but a little too strident for your mix, you've gotta give this 
multi-format killer a little quality time. 

Hickman, "Equal Scary People",  
treÍara.... With an illustrious label history of acoustic female 
artist development--strethcin gfrom judy collins to tracy 
chapman--there's really no bettter home for newcomer Sara 
Hickman. Furthermore, we can't think of another record 
company with a better track record for making what was slightly 
avante garde into the mainstream. To prove both points with one 
example, howzabout 10,000 Maniacs? Point is, you have to know 
how to work those records. That brings us to Ms Hickman and 
her time release hooks. Much like the music of Natalie Merchant 
and company, Sara's laconic insights strike a universal chord. 
And not unlike Tracy Chapman or Edie Brickell, the subtleties 
herein will totally take over with a few spins. We might also 
observe that Sara's is one of the most straightforward--ne network 
quality--deliveries to surface on that scene in months. She's 
Texas' next New Kid to watch no doubt--and with the Dallas 
Morning News calling this tune "Court and Spark in a good mood", 
we suggest a move to the front of your audition pile might be in 
order. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
George Harrison, .",Poor Little Girl", Dark 
Horse/Warner Brothers.... We don't know who was 
the first artist to release a "Best Of' package with one or more new 
tracks (sounds like a contest possibility), but it's now a tried and 
true way to gain radio exposure for a retro package. Coming off 
the recent chart success of "Cheer Down" from the "Lethal 
Weapon 2" soundtrack, Top 10 on the Hard Hundred, this is an 
ideal time for Harrison to exercise that gambit. The new song in 
question, "Poor Little Girl", features his now familiar slide guitar 
work, distinctive vocals, and always prevalent concerns about the 
human condition. After all, George was the mystic one. Consider 
the success of The Traveling Wilburys, it's no surprise that a 
number of eager wilbeavers couldn't wait to add this song, 
including KBOY, KZOQ, WAQX, WAQY, WIMZ, WIZN, 
WKFM, WKGB, WNGZ, WONE, WRKU, and WSHE. 
George's career curve is at a post Fab Four peak, and his name 
value alone makes any new song an event. And just wait til you 
hear his playing on the new Clapton album 

ey Crue, "Kickstart My Heart",  
.... When you're hot, you're hot! Adjectives don't do 

justice to the "Dr. Feelgood" phenomenon, so we'll let the stats 
speak for themselves - just check 'em out. Two weeks and 
counting at #1 on the Billboard Top 200, 2.5 million albums sold 
with the most recent 10 day at 600,000, and the #1 most requested 
track at album radio. Read that three times with an Andrew Dice 
Clay accent and call me in the morning!! But wait!! The response 
to the single has been equally as strong with 185 CHR's on it and 
a #13 chart position on the Billboard Hot 100. While the pop 
success is nice, The Crue are first and foremost album rockers 
and "Kickstart My Heart" delivers a powerful punch ideally suited 
for afternoon and night time play. A number of stations, including 
KBER, KILO, WRDU, and WXLP, are already on this track with 
Power rotation at KNAC and Heavy at KISS and KUPD. The 
airplay is also generating Top 5 phones at KNAC, KXBR, and 
WXLP. These bad boys may be cleaned up and sober, but it's 
obvious that they haven't lost touch with their audience and 
they're still capable of delivering music guaranteed to delight the 
kids and terrorize their parents. "Kickstart.." does all that, plus 
with the line "Skydive naked from an aeroplane" there all sorts of 
promotional possibilities for the stout of heart (and slightly crazy). 

Billy Joel, " Storm Front", Columbia—. To say 
that Billy Joel is back in a big way is something of an 
understatement based on the impressive figures that the single is 
already racking up. This first taste from the Lp "Storm Front" is 
already on over half of our reporters with Heavy play at 35% of 
them. It's also receiving Power airtime at KFMZ, KRNA, ICZOQ, 
WBAB, WHJY, WNEW, and WZBH plus 15 others. The results 
are confirmed by this week's 18-10* move on the Hard Hundred 
and the verbal support offered by millions of minions. And the 
good news is that there's plenty more good rocicin' music where 
that came from. When first made aware that this project was 
co-produced by Mick Jones, we anticipated a harder edge and 
that supposition wasn't far off the mark. "That's Not Her Style" 
opens the album with a bluesy harmonica (Joe Satriani?) which is 
quickly followed by some of Joel's gutsiest vocals (he had to gargle 
with allca-seltzer afterwards) in quite a while and is topped off with 
some firey guitar licks. If you're in the mood for some of Billy's 
signature piano playing, check out "I Go To Extremes" whose 
lyrics and tone have an autobiographical, confessional quality. 
There are so many gems on the album, including Shameless" and 
"State of Grace", that it will be months before all the potential 
airplay has been exhausted and the heat initiated by "We Didn't 
Start The Fire" has been extinguished. 

Tangier, "Southbound Train", Atco.... With "On 
The Line" hovering at around #35 on our "Year To Date" song 
ranking, there's no question about Tangier's impact on the album 
rock radio soundscape. And while "Ripcord" turned out to be 
rock radio's maintenance track while CHR decided what to do 
with "On The Line", it did do a fine job of keeping the Tangier 
name up in lights. Now that the project is in the home stretch, it's 
time to cue up one of the two tunes their local contingent thought 
were the big hits all along--and they be "Fever For Gold" and 
"Southbound Train". Anyone who has seen these polished pros 
work out onstage will testify that "Southbound..." is one of those 
rare live highlights that shine on both sides of the stage--as both 
the band and the audience will tell you it's a scene stealer when 
presented live. In short, these hard working and accomplished 
rockers have made a serious dent to date--and this quality crafted 
track is as distinctive and hard driving as any deserving depth track 
needs to be, 

Kiss, "Hide Your Heart", Mercury.... Isn't it amazing how time flies when you're having fun? Gene, Paul, and their 
various cohorts have been delivering the goods for over 15 years and they don't show any signs of slowing down or loosing their rock 
and roll attitude. At the same time, Kiss have continued to grow as musicians and songwriters, which is quickly evident after only a few 
listens to "Hide Your Heart". And this publisher might add add that Mr. Stanley is the only artist in the history of my personal promo 
dinner experience to ever produce his own credit card at the tail end of same--to the delight all label personnel present. Guess that 
just underscores how long this act has done so well, eh? Getting back to the subject at hand, further proof of their songwriting skills 
comes with the number of artists who will end up covering this tune. Gosh, and maybe or two who already have!! Some stations, like 
KBER, KICT, KILO, KISS, KMJX, KUPD, and WLVQ, needed no additional prompting and made "Hide..." a "before the box" add. 
With the Kiss Army still going and growing, this is essential core radio rock by guys who are past masters at giving those listeners exactly 
what they like. 

IMPACT TRACKS 
ABVVII, "Quartet (I'm Alive)", Arista.... Sometimes a bad break can be turned into an opportunity, and that's exactly 

what Anderson, Bruford, Wakeman, Howe did when their tour was temporarily waylaid in Dallas. Feeling 
that a more radio ready song could be created from part of the Quartet suite, thay headed into a studio in big 
"D" and proceeded to recut a radio edit version of the "Pm Alive" portion, complete with a brand new verse 
and more focused instrumentation. The finished product should be on your desk and it's well worth your time 
to check it out. By the look of the first week players calling in, this remix version has fallen on most receptive 
ears. A big 25 out of the box adds this week include KFMQ, KJOT, KPEZ, WAOR, WGR, WMMR, KMJX, 
WDIZ, WKXL, WROV, WSHE and WXRC, putting the debut for "I'm Alive" at 76* on the Hard Hundred. 
With the album now past gold thanks to the first two tracks, it's a solid bet that "I'm Alive" will send ABWH 
soaring towards platinum. All of which is only appropriate for a band whose members played such a major 
role in establishing album radio in the first place.

One that doesn't 
sound old and boring after several plays. And you definitely don't want to overlook a song so perfectly aimed 
at those elusive upper demo's, do ya? Just ask Craig Bradley at WRIK, "We're starting to get requests for it 
by name already. It's going to work well for us". Or how about Jon Russell at KZAP out in sunny California, 
"It's great to hear another side of this band." Finally, Joe Moss at WPYX puts it short and sweet, "I love it!". 
As more and more stations get over the fear that the record sounds "too country", and put it to the test on the 
air, the support and positive vibes continue to grow. This week another 25 stations take "Another Chance" 
with the Satellites, including KBAT, KMOD, KOZZ, KZRR, WBAB, WLAV, WPDH, WWDC, WZYC, and 
WZZQ, bringing the total to 69. Increased airplay from KQWB, KSQY, WROV, WSTZ, and WZEW helps 
to bump "Another Chance" up in a big 54-39* move. 

Warrant, "Big Talk", Columbia.... If ever there was a baby band that deserved a slot on your stations playlist, then Warrant 
would certainly have to be the one. And now, coming off a huge second track and sales that would put any 
five guys into the wrong tax bracket, (somewhere over two million and still counting!), they're at it again. The 
song is "Big Talk", and you better add it now before the CHR's beat you to it. After all, we don't want to lose 
the best of the new young guns to those Top 40 freaks, do we? They try to grab all the credit for everything, 
but not this time. Not if you go ahead and add "Big Talk" and put them in their place. Another 22 "Big Talker's 
are taking the plunge and shouting out their praises, adding to the already long list of early supporters. Calls 
like KBAT, ICBPI, KEZE, KFMZ, KGON, KKEG, KQDS, KRNA, KRQR, KRXQ, IOCBR, KZOQ, KZRR, 
WAQY, WCMF, WDVE, WKQZ, WPLR, WRKI, WRXK, and WWWV are jumping in early and taking 
advantage of the "Big" following this band has developed in so short a time. The reporting total is up to 67 
reports, making this weeks jump a "Biggie", 60-43* on the Hard Hundred. 

Jeff Beck, "Stand On It", Epic.... Is Guitar God too wimpy to describe this guy? Probably so. After all, if you've never 
been a Jeff Beck fan, then you should give up on music as a career and try your hand selling cars in Montana. 
Let's face it, the list of accomplishments to Jeff's credit are way too long to mention, and the quantity of his 
loyal fans would fill several stadiums at the same time, so if you don't tap into that Jeff Beck army out there 
in radio land, you're really missing out. The new album is titled "Jeff Beck's Guitar Shop", and features Terry 
Bozzio (no longer a "Missing Person" from the rock scene) on the drums and Tony Hymas thumpin' the bass, 
and believe us, this combo rocks! The early results are in and the comments range from "A big, BIG add for 
us", from Pam Brooks at WPDH, to "Possibly the best since Blow by Blow!" from Gary Kirk at WXRC in 
Charlotte. And Joe Martin at WKQZ thinks this record is"Hot Stuff!" Checicin' the chart action, Jeff had a 
big week with 32 adds including KFMF, KGB, KILO, KISS, KKDJ, KLBJ, KLOS, KZAP, WGIR, WLLZ, 
WNEW, WRIF, and WWDC. With the phones at WNEW already ringing off the hook, and a debut at 64* 
on the Hard Hundred, you can be sure your audience is going to be there for a new Jeff Beck record. The

#2 phones, so we're moving 'Let Love Rule' into Heavy to satisfy demand. If you have any doubts at all about this record, just play it a 
few times and then watch your phones!!"...

Mr. Big, "Wind Me Up", Atlantic.... One of 
Atlantic's hard rock primadonna acts blew through the Northeast 
corridor, leaving behind several score of damaged, yet exhilirated, 
ears. Some of us were among the mob in NYC, and a few songs 
alone pushed the crushing mob back from the stage a few yards. 
Never underestimate the power of "11" on your PA system. It's 
intimate dates like this that will be remembered for years to come, 
with the head count far outstretching the actual box office tally.

letifiet Monroe, "Dead,  Jail Or Rock , Mercury.... We were surprised at how damn 
enjoyable this record was, and even more taken aback when some 
of our most non-metal-trending staffers took to this like butter to 
bread. Some folks hear the phrase "blistering rock" and they 
scream "air raid". Now don't go diving for your upper demo 
trenches, this rock and roll has the agelessness of Twinkles. Nope, 
they're not all puffed up with suet, but it's that untouched-by-time 
three chord mania that'll stick to your short term memory like 
Italians on olive by-products, or randy red heads. Mike's voice 
has actually improved from his Hanoi days and he is ready to 
catapult into the rock elite that he was prematurely jolted from in 
the first place.

The industry considers Rock 40's strong early showing in Kansas 

KANSAS CITY City one of the year's biggest stories--but as far as KY102 is 
KBEQ CHR 7.6 6.2 7.8 7.4 8.2 concerned, this Book is equally significant. We were one of the 
KMBZ A/C 6.6 4.0 38 64 6 1 first markets to battle a Classic Rocker on the upper end and a 

Rock 40 on the lower end. We took our lumps in the first part of 
KYYS AOR 8.5 7.0 6.4 4.4 5.3 '89, but there really was a lot of sampling going on that no one 
100CR CHR 2.8 6.0 7.0 6.7 5.1 could really stop. Plus, it was the first time in 8 years of 
KCFX C/R 4.6 3.8 3.2 4.3 4.6 programming that I didn't have really good numbers and that that 
KPRS U/C 6.4 6.0 5.3 5.2 4.5 made it a very difficult time for all of us. we got our plan together 

and the Summer book reflects that: The ratings have us up 4.5-5.3 
12 + , tied for #1 adults, #1 in 25-34 men, #1 25-34 adults, and #1 in men 18-54... ICXXR is now clearly a 12-24 radio station, with a 
high density of teen listeners--impacting their 12 + share. Also note their 25-54 adult ranking is #15. What KY did to beat Classic Rock 
and Rock 40 was to play the right balance of new and classic material, to continue to focus a lot on our energy level and personality, and 
to remember that what goes between the records is just as important as the records themselves. One of the mistakes that I made early 
on that allowed our competitors to make gains at our expense is that I tried to out new-music the new music stations. Through continuing 
research, studying trends and other variables, we found we could expose and present a lot of new music--but at the time I was just playing 
too much of it. Now things are back to the level of when the Rock 40 first came to town, and we've set our sights on doing further 25-54 
damage to the Classic Rock station. It's been a really tough year, and as cliched as it sounds, we got up and dusted ourselves off when 
the chips were down. Many people have termed Kansas City one of the toughest rock markets in the country, and I think the KY102 
turnaround is as a huge victory for the format, at a time when there's way too much AOR bashing going on. 

Tom Owens/VVEBN 
Basically we went 10.2-11.9, good for second behind our AM, 

CINCINNATI WLW, who had a 13.4 on the strength of the Cincinnati Reds. The 
WLW A/C 11.4 8.5 8.8 12.0 13.4 thrust of our improvement came with 25-54 adults, where we were 
WEBN AOR 11.6 10.7 11.9 10.2 11.9 #1, 10.8-12.0, with really strong performances in all dayparts. In 

morning drive, we beat the nearest 25-54 competitor by three 
WICRQ CHR 10.3 9.2 9.4 10.6 9.7 points, and by four points in afternoons. WLW continues to exert

historically low. We've run in the 22-25 range for the past couple of years I think the novelty of the music niche outlet (a la classic 
rock) has probably taken the thing as far as it can go without improvement in some of the talent packaging and service, etc.... Musically, 
we might have moved a little earlier than usual on some of the harder stuff, primarily in the evenings. We wanted to diminish our 
vulnerability to the possibility of Rock 40, primarily 6-mid and afternoons. We've upped the current quotient, and we've been more 
aggressive in profiling some of the music selections heard in those time periods. We've also boosted our involvement in the presentation, 
with free shows acts such as Tora Tora and Tangier. Another example, and a surprise to many people, was our early heavy rotation on 
Skid Row's "18 And Life".... We also added the Giant record a week early. They're another act I think has tons of potential, and is just 
now starting to be realized on the CHR level. 

David Grossman/WSHE 
Like I've said all along when you have a set of heritage call letters 

MIAMI in any market that's been in the format for a long period of time

One of the things I did when I got here was find some young, aggressive and exciting air talent to 
deliver the music. This is the type of thing that you have to deliver clean and quick. Content isn't so much a priority as the packaging 
and delivery. We are also very street based in everything we do. The 90's are going to basically see two types of rock radio stations... 
current based rock stations and the more core intensive adult skewed stations. Even the classic rock stations will have to play some 
currents but they will split those currents along fairly exclusive lines with their youth driven counterparts. It's 1964 all over again. Back 
then we had all these established American artists and suddenly a whole new influx of bands nobody had ever heard of before. Now 
there are all these brand new bands remaking the face of rock and roll while at the other end we have witnessed an increase in established 
groups reforming and taking their turf out of the more adult listeners out there. This is the fourth generation of rock and roll and it has 
become a time of transition as the decade shift begins. As a result, it is unrealistic to think that any single format can carry all these 
different musical and cultural points within its framework. Here at WSHE I have seen slow and steady growth from the station I came 
to a year ago that was stuck in the l's. Now we are on the threshold of a 3 share 12 + and we are already #1 18-24 Males and #1 
non-ethnic persons 18-24. We have also gone up steadily in 18-34 persons and in 18-34 Males we have gone from 9th to 3rd since the 
Winter book. While we have gone from 4.5-9.1 in 18-34 Men, 'GTR is holding onto a 9.7 share in the same demo. We are now at that 
point where innovation isn't a luxury it's a basic requirement. You just can't serve up the same old burger in every town and expect to 
win anymore. It will take visionary programming that is passionate and obsessive. It may not always be easy to accept, but that's what 
it will take to make your station win in the future. 
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Tim Parker/KISS 
Our mornings and nights did extremely well since the last book 

SAN ANTONIO with the overall trends continuing upward. Rock radio seems to 
be doing well throughout the market with all the rock related 

KITY CHR 9.2 7.0 6.2 6.8 7.6 stations looking better this time out. We consider that good news

We 
are playing the same amount of currents but I think when the research comes back we'll see that the audience wants even more current 
music on this station. If there was a demo surprise it was the increase in female listenership across the board. It will be interesting to 
see the long term impact of that move.

Colorado remains the new frontier in that regard and we play 
off that spirit in everything that we do. Promotion is crucial to this station and everybody here is in agreement about the goals of the 
radio station and how important it is not to compromise those values. The GSM was a big fan of the station long before he came to work 
for us and our GM has been here from the very beginning. These people know what the foundation of this station is and we can count 
on them to support that direction. As a result they have to say "No" to clients when their production doesn't work in that context. We 
try to give the potential client an option instead of just saying "No" flat out. If they have enough flexibility to work with us we'll go the 
extra distance to get the job done for them, but not at the expense of our radio station. Number one, first and foremost, you must always 
be true to yourself and be honest in all of your dealings with the listening public. Too many stations try to win by deceptive means and 
they end up treating the listeners like dummies, that does not work. If you're true to your listeners they will trust you and that's what 
this station is really all about. Not letting the listener down, that's the key. All this stuff people pull their hair out about like formattics 
and clocks and musical burn ratios really doesn't matter all that much. Once you have built an effective rapport, the rest is easy. Just 
don't sell the listener short. 

Carey Curelop/WYNF 
WYNF had a nice increase 6.8-7.4, maintaining or increasing our 

TAMPA rankings in all of our targets. I would say that we have unequivocally 
WRBQ CHR 16.1 14.5 15.5 15.1 13.9 destroyed the classic rock station in town, who are now at a 1.9. 

Obviously our increases and the solid state of this radio station 
WWRM A/C 5.9 9.4 6.3 7.5 9-9 certainly hurt them. As I have said all along, the lifespan of classic rock

We've actually been on this roll for about a year now, and even when our 12 + was in the 7's, we still had outstanding demos. The biggest 
difference this time is the 25-54 number. We jumped from 4th to 1st, and a year and a half ago when I first got here we were ranked 
10th. This is only the second time in our 20 years that we've been #125-54 adults, and it's also the second highest 12 + ever, the highest 
being a 9.9 in the Summer of '86 when Greg Gillispie was here. We are #1 in every male demo, and have been first in all those demos 
for the past year as well. With women we were #2 18-34 with a 13.8, second to B94's 18 share. 
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Ki te Rush "The Sensual World" 
alumina) Almost four years since her last album, with 

anticipation briefly calmed by a thoughtful retrospective 
compilation Kate Bush's unmatched creativity and stirring 

presence will once again be felt by devoted millions (a fan 
base that is infinitely bigger than the U.S. could ever know). 
It's too easy to voice disgust about knowing there are still 
countless numbers in this country who have yet to discover 

her music (by no fault of their own). It's better to focus on 

the fact that she deserves to be heard by everyone. The past 
decade has taken on added dimension in the art pop realm 
due to the sheer magnitude of this woman's talent. She builds 

on abstract themes that become animated with that beautiful 
voice, childlike, bold and most of all uniquely feminine. "The 

Sensual World" is just that - a fragrant collision of the senses 

that puts you in a state of mind where the feeling is spiritual 
and even has healing power. There is no "Babooshka" or 

"Cloudbusting" to be found here, rather a streamlined and 
more global progression of "The Big Sky" as heard in the first 
single, "Love And Anger". Not only did she contribute to 
Peter Gabriel's "So" album, but it sounds like subtle 
impressions are turning up in her work as well. It's a 

turbulent but graceful work that showcases Kate Bush the 

delicate singer and the vigorous performer. Her vocal 

acrobatics are quite the sound for sore ears, and it's obvious 
that her ability to conjure up new thoughts and images is 

stronger than ever. "Reaching Up" is the most compelling 
song, with a spine-tingling grand finale, and the title track 

offers mystic, percolating atmosphere that draws you into its 
spell. Smooth orchestration and keyboards give songs like 

"The Fog", "This Woman's Work" and "Never Be Mine" a 

classical, soundtrack feel, while more character and texture 

can be found in the vocals of Trio Bulgarka on "Rocket's Tail" 
and "Deeper Understanding". A reunion with long time 
associates Dave Gilmour and Del Palmer puts the final touch 
on this triumphant return.

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>Len Young "Rockin' In The Free World" 
(Reprise) For a record that was 
practically rush released to seal leaks 
caused by exposure of the Japanese 
import "Eldorado", Neil Young has 
provided the public with a 
spontaneous and honest performance 
that's sure to go down in history as one 
of his best. The progressive 
community was reminded of his 
timeless quality, translated by 
alternative artists on "The Bridge" 
compilation, with songs that stand strong under thick 
underground buzz. But there's still no replacement for the 
violent, pounding string work Young provides on "Don't Cry", 
where raw distortion struggles under midnight blue lyrics. 
Shadows of "After The Goldrush" come to light as the record 
opens with the live take of "Rockin' In The Free World", and 
closes with a revved-up single version. It's quite a contrast, 
enhanced by the fact that the amplified "Eldorado" is not 
included (only on the import). Neil Young hits you in the face 
with your own mortality and strips you down to human existence 
("Someday:); builds you back up again ("Ways Of Love"); cops a 
peek at the past ( Broadway"); and draws the big picture 
resembling an organic machine with millions of circuits joined to 
individual lives ("Crime In The City", "Hangin' On A Limb" and 
"No More"). "Rockin' In The Free World" does to Neil Young's 
career what "New York" did to Lou Reed's: Different music, 
different perspectives, but a wealth of attitude and force 
displayed in the most natural surroundings. There's no doubt that 
discriminating music fans will receive Neil Young's latest like a 
grand prize, as it fills a void in the alternative genre that welcomes 
artists with substance over image. "Rockin' In The Free World" 
is one good reason to play, and an even better reason to applaud. 

Young Fresh Fellows "This One's For The 
Ladies (Frontier) The 
greatest party band in the land returns 
with sixteen new songs sure to pack 
your house. The Fellows are one of 
the neatest bands to see live (CMJ 
Showcase on 10/28) and their catalog 
is massive, stocked to the top with 
brain-bending, witty selections that 
make you say: "Why didn't I think of 
that?" Well, only Young Fresh 
Fellows can do such things and folks 
like you can play their records all day and all night. Chuck Carroll 
has called it quits, and Kurt Bloch fills his shoes (and anything 
else he left behind) with a guitar in hand to grind and chop your 
troubles into a fine dust. "This One's For The Ladies" finds the 
band doing what they do best, dominating the scene with lively 
rock tunes that never come without a punchline. Immediate 
picks to click are the acid-flange of "Carrothead" and "Rotation", 
"Taco Wagon", "One Day You Die", "Wishing Ring", "When I'm 
Lonely Again" and the "Picture Book", originally done by the 
Kinks. The Young Fresh Fellows are actually serious characters, 
serious about making you smile that is. And it's a rare individual 
that doesn't light up at the prospect of a new album to spin, and 
"This One's..."- for you. Feel the weight of it. 

New Releases 
Christy Moore "Voyage" (Atlantic) He's the jewel 

of Ireland's music scene, over 20 albums 
and the respect and admiration of critics, 
peers and fans across Europe. "Voyage" is 
a continuation of the clear, beautiful tones 
that Christy specializes in, matched with 
stunning new originals. "The Mad Lady & 
Me" is a warm tale that flows under a 
glistening, quiet stream of guitars, as 
Sinead joins in on backing vocals, and 
"Mystic Lipstick" hops along with upbeat 

rhythm patterns and scenes of a broken heart. "The Night Visit" 
perks up with lively strains of echo and a swing-sway mood that 
moves with harmonica and accordion. Listening to Christy 
Moore is like pondering life in the midst of a bright orange sunset, 
and there aren't too many artists that can captivate and yet relax 
you all at once, and his growing stateside popularity could see 
him springing up in your neighborhood. Elvis Costello lends 
backing vocals on "Missing You" and the touching "Farewell To 
Pripchat" brings to mind the disaster at Chernobyl and the 
thousands of lives that were disrupted as a result. Well spoken 
for on issues of political concern, Christy Moore has a rare talent 
for enlightening listeners and the truth never gets diluted in the

quiet musical context. More tracks to note are "Musha, God 
Help Her" and "The First Time Ever I Saw Your Face", a perfect 
AC crossover. 

Thompson Twins "Big Trash" (WB) It had 
become somewhat of a question to where 
they had vanished since their last record, 
"Close To The Bone", almost three years 
ago. It turns out Alannah and Tom were 
using those years to sponge off the cloying 
traces of what they felt was a 
none-too-wholesome industry. After the 
departure of Joe Leeway, they rejuvenated 
their pop narcissism with a continuing 
purge of keen social awareness and 

concern. Heavy on synthesized keyboards and drums, the guitars 
sometimes bounce in and out like a misfiring rifle in a dense fog 
bank. Vocally, Bailey has changed little, providing a critical link 
to their past, with Currie oohing behind him. Another veteran 
from the swirling disco wave days, Deborah Harry lends her 
singing skills on "Queen Of The USA". The first single "Sugar 
Daddy" is a likely hit, revealing the titillating idea of paying the 
piper holding the pen to that contract. Here and there are 
teasing bits of what they must have heard in their excursions 
abroad during their time off, but it's nothing like a travelogue. 
Just consider it a lesson in remembering your priorities. Also 
delectable are "Love Jungle", TV On" and "Big Trash". (B.R.) 

Uramarama "Stuck In Wonderamaland" 
((..hameleon) Following up "Box 
Office Bomb" was no easy task, but the wait 
is over and Dramarama returns to flood 
press and radio with more energy and 
lyrical kitsch than you could get from a 
Roger Rabbit flick. But don't think their 
motivation is the least bit zany. "Stuck In 
Wonderamaland" relies on life's ironies to 
arrive at distinct and entertaining musical 
quips. The fact that the whole barrel of fun 
is set to motion in a pop context invites mainstream to the party, 
and so it should. Dramarama seems to thrive on knowing they 
take the music just a little bit further, without being preachy, too 
political or too critical of the average bear. They go outside of 
themselves instead of hiding behind lights and smoke machines, 
inviting the listener to take a look at pop music in a different 
direction. The first single, "Last Cigarette" ("...one before I go to 
bed...") resists the urge to fall prey to the new wave-U2 mentality, 
by using original angles of sound and clever lyrics, and the 
mod-poetry doesn't stop there. "Fireplace, Pool, & A.C." and 
"70's TV" give you blurry visions of patio-side antics the likes of 
which haven't been remembered since teenhood. "I Wish I Was 
Your Mother" is a Mott The Hoople cover that Dramarama 
seizes off guard, with their geniune artistic flair that deserves a 
double star in this case. And producer Val Garay (Motels) keeps 
the whole musical concept in line and consistent, just to make 
sure the quirky lyrics don't run away with the show. 
"Wonderamaland" offers us a more mature band, now settling 
into a style that will win no matter what side the coin lands on. 

Single File 
The wait for a new Peter Murphy song seems like forever, (even 

though it's only been a year) when you're 
an impatient and devoted fan. After the 
"Love Hysteria" album we suspected he 
might have a hard time repeating the 
perfection. But he's definitely on a roll 
again with "The Line Between The Devil's 
Teeth" on Beggars Banquet/RCA Records. 
This 12" is just the beginning of what will 
certainly carry Mr. Murphy through 1990, 

on his new album "Deep". Heavy on the melodrama and tension, 
he electrifies the atmosphere a new single, prooving that his voice 
is a stunning instrument in itself.

p)eod, "Astronomy Domine", Mechanic/  A.... By now, most metal 
folks out there in radio- land 
should be familiar with the musical 
science fiction that is Voivod. But 
for those who are without benefit 
of understanding, just realize that 
"getting" what these guys are all 
about requires a little imagination. 
Of course if that's not your goal, 
just listen to their music. Aside 
from the wild concept, it excels 
beyond much of what's produced 
by their peers. You see, over the last few years (and records) this 
little band has progressed from a speed oriented thrash machine 
with an interesting concept (the post-nuclear holocaust character 
- Voivod), into a high-tech, mental musical entity. As musicians 
we have seen them develop from embryonic to proficient and 
exceptional. As people, we have seen them overcome the 
loathesome destructiveness of cancer (Piggy has successfully 
beaten the disease), and they have turned out perhaps their most 
ambitious and impressive Lp to date. "The Killing Technology" 
and "Dimension: Hatross" were the springboards that helped 
launch them to this new plateau. Documenting the creation of 
their imaginary creature (Voivod) and his travels through new 
dimensions and galaxies (sounds a bit out there I know, but the 
music is great), they are like experiencing a sci-fi book without 
having to read - using your mind's eye to create the visuals. 
"Astronomy Domine" is the first cut taken from their forthcoming 
Lp, "Nothing Face", and it is a cover of a Syd Barrett era Pink 
Floyd tune. And it's amazing how well suited it is to this band's 
style. It's atmospheric and spacy with a cadence and intonation 
that lends itself well to their hi-tech approach. Also on the CD 
single is the track "The Unknown Knows" - which is somewhat 
lighter and ja7zier and showcases their great adeptness with 
rhythms, time changes, and textures. I could fill this page talking 
about this unique band, drummer Away's excellent artwork, etc... 
but suffice it to say, Voivod is a great band with a great new album. 
Just wait you hear the rest of it. 

Minoi Roc,4, um" - "Malibu Beach 
Nightmare , Uzi Suicide.... So, you thought maybe the 

Motley Crue's and Poisons of the 
world just appeared on the scene 
with this great new look and sound 
all by themselves? Hmmm, well 
okay, we all know that the band 
that really launched the whole glitz 
and glam genre of music was none 
other than Hanoi Rocks. And 
what a relatively short-lived and 
flamboyant history was theirs, 
brought to a succinct and sad end 
with the death of drummer, 

Razzie. With the advent of what looks to be a successful solo 
outing for Mike Monroe (Hanoi's flashy and effeminate lead 
singer) and the wave of interest in past ventures that generally 
follows such an occasion, it's not surprising that someone was hip 
enough to realize the potential that lay in Hanoi's past. So soon, 
for the first time in the U.S., four of the band's albums ("Back To 
Mystery City", "Self-Destruction Blues", " Oriental Beat" and 
"Bangkok Shocks...") will be available on CD, and possibly by 
January a double live album called "All Those Wasted Years" may 
also hit these bleached shores. Of note is the fact that one of the 
many catalysts behind this event, is none other than Guns N'Roses 
-- who claim Hanoi as one of their biggest influences. Thus the 
connection with Uzi Suicide (distribution is through Geffen). 
Before Razzle's death, this band was literally "Two Steps From The 
Move" - teetering on the border of superstardom here in the States. 
They were already a bit of a European phenomenon, selling out 
shows in Japan, Poland, London and their homeland - Finland, 
but had yet to really hit here. Now with these releases, perhaps 
Hanoi Rocks will get just a bit of what they had coming back then. 
Somewhat after the fact, but it's the nature of musical trends to be 
circular anyway isn't it? "Malibu.." is the lead track and the only 
one to which there is an already existing video - hopefully that too 
will surface somewhere soon. It's a fun, upbeat tune that kind of 
embodies what Hanoi was all about, and although originally 
released years ago, still sounds timely. Check it out and see. 

October 13, 1989 
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Joe Satriani, "Big Bad Moon", Relativity.... 
With 1987's "Stiffing With The 
Alien", Satch made one of the 
biggest instrumental splashes of 
the decade - storming the charts 
and airwaves with his stunning 
technique and intense songs. 
He boogied right into a gold 
record that set a new standard, 
against which every 
instrumental record since has 
been compared to. Now with 
Jeff Beck clickin' his magic strat 
back on, the mood is ripe for 

competition in the worst way. But does Joe really have anything 
to prove? His live shows in support of "Suffin" were nothing short 
of stellar - so we knew the record wasn't just a product of technical 
button punching, and the man is an absolute master on the 
fretboard. Well, this time 'round Satchman's put it on the line by 
taking the process one step further - laying down vocals on his 
latest. Not anyone else's mind you, but his own. Now there's a 
risky move for one of the world's best rock guitarists and who's 
last two ventures were completely instrumental. "Big Bad Moon" 
is the lead track and it's a jammin' blues-tinged tune very much in 
the vein of ZZ Top's "Tush" - no doubt the comparisons will fly. 
Joe's deep, throaty singing gives the song character and some 
down home kick! As for the guitar work - well what would you 
expect? Fleeting but intense riffs like only he can produce, funky 
power grooves (he plays bass/keys & harmonica as well) and nifty 
little tweeks scattered throughout. His playing is so brilliant at 
times, it's almost beyond words and his sphere of influence is 
unquestionable. This lead cut is without a doubt going to kick 
"tush" all over AOR, but let's not allow them to forget too quickly 
who the first people to grind to "Satch Boogie" were, eh? Once a 
rock guitarist always a rock guitarist, regardless of where his songs 
find a home. Besides there's even more mindblowing string 
bending on the rest of the record that could slide in at metal radio 
very nicely. He's incredible, nuff said. 

bbocler, "No More Nj,r. Nice Guy - The  
Music Soundtrack, S K.... The label launched this 

project in fine style during the 
Concrete Convention with the 
unveiling of Megadeth's video 
for their version of Alice 
Cooper's classic "No More Mr. 
Nice Guy", a sneak peak at clips 
from the film and the frying of an 
already fried Mr. Mustaine (in 
an electric chair) by none other 
than Mr. Cooper. And if you 
aren't already aware of some of 
the other quality talent on this 
soundtrack, then I'm inclined to 

believe you've been under a rock somewhere out in the badlands 
of who knows where. But as it is, I'm gonna give it a quick run 
through anyway_ I can't comment on the movie, past saying that 
the previews I saw out in La La land made me gulp and wince 
more than a few times. The music on the other hand - is pretty 
damn scary. From the Dudes Of Wrath (Alice, Guy Mann-Dude, 
Paul Stanley, Tommy Lee, Vivian Campbell and Rudy Sarzo) 
doing "Shocker" & "Shockdance", to the one and only Iggy Pop, 
Megadeth, Dangerous Toys (dom' a hellacious tune called 
"Demon Bells"), Voodoo X and Saraya, the album rages 
continuously. Also on here is a track by Bonfire called "Sword 
And Stone". These guys have always come close with their last two 
releases, but were never really able to grab the market where it 
counts. Maybe this cut will help place them in people's minds for 
future releases. Also on the soundtrack are SBK's new speed 
demons, Dead! On - who you'll be hearing more about in the weeks 
to come. With so many great tunes to choose from, the radio ranks 
are pretty well divided among different artists, but as a whole the 
record is rocketing up Hard Hitters with an impressive move this 
week from 38-17*. All this and the movie hasn't even opened yet 
(Oct. 20th) - could be very, very scary indeed. Keep your back to 
the wall and your ears wide open.

Well 
roll up your sleeves and prepare to get 
even deeper into the nitty gritty, 'cause 
here comes Lord Tracy with their 
bar-room brawler, "Out With The Boys". 
These guys stomp and have on their 
hands a song tailor-made for rock radio. 
You can't get a real feel for it on this 
song, but the guys in this band - Terrance Lee Glaze 
(vocals/guitars), Kinley "Barney" Wolfe (bass), Jimmy "R" (guitar) 
and C. Craig (drums) also have an incredibly absurd and hilarious 
sense of humor. The rest of the record has some prime examples 
of it. But as for this cut, it's chock full of swaggering and crunchy 
guitar playing, punchy drums and Terrance's aggressive anthemic 
vocals that at times border on yells. It's full of enough attitude and 
kick to shake things up in chartland, for sure. This is the lead track 
from their forthcoming Lp "Deaf Gods Of Babylon" and is very 
obviously destined to crossover the not-so-great-divide to AOR 
with little problem. It's just one of those fun and rowdy, tunes that 
keep the party animal in everyone revved and ready to rock. Be 
forewarned the album is full of even more captivating and fun 
tunes and in much the same way as old Van Halen claimed their 
own special niche in the rock world, so may these guys. 

ferideqcie, "Controlled By  
tredit eel Like... , Epic.... 

It seemed like just yesterday we were 
writing up "Trip At The Brain" and "How 
Will I Laugh..." Lp and track, and 
already here we hold a new one by Mike 
Muir and Company. I hope some of you 
got to see them perform during the 
Foundations Forum, because it was 
truly a special event in their history. It 
was the first time they were allowed to 
play in L.A. in four years because of all 
the gang violence that was associated 
with them. Unfortunately, they were 
only allowed to play for 20 minutes - but 
they were incredible just the same. But, 
back to the record - while not as well 
produced as the last (the vocals are a bit low in the mix) all the 
mosh madness we've come to expect from ST is there in 
abundance. Also present are two more versions of "How Will I 
Laugh" - one is the video edit and the other is the "heavy emotional 
version". Both are good. Suicidal has always had a penchant for 
long, lyrically stuffed songs and this Lp offers 'jo exception. The 
songs, while not always uplifting or "cheery" are intelligent, 
structured and interesting and always full of anger and rebellion. 
One of the standouts, lyrically is "Just Another Love Song" - it's just 
really funny and a song that a lot of us, male and female, can relate 
too. On deadline nights by about 3AM, "Feel Like Su et... Deja Vu" 
begins to hit close to home, while "Wake The Dead" is a screamer 
from first note last, pierced by Rocky's flying high-pitched guitar 
leads. An intense, although redundant tune. Other tracks include 
"Controlled By Hate","Choosing My Own Way Of Life" and the very 
cool "It's Not Easy". Already on WCWP, WKNH and WVCR. 

QUICK PICKS 
Trash Broadway, "Eyes On You", Torrid.... Another band launches out of the Boston (although none of them are 

actually natives) hotbed to take on the metal radio world, hoping to be the next big thing. Trash Broadway is a 
four piece of considerable talent and varied backgrounds and they could just have a shot at the limelight. Vocalist 
David Allyn Steele was raised in the heartland of America and brings to this band's sound an edgy and strong 
voice tinged in raspiness, guitarist Joe Stump is an escapee from the Berklee School of Music and a much sought 
after instructor, drummer Jay Gates has 13 years invested in his stix action and once upon a time somewhere in 
the wilds of Pennsylvania, played with that "Big" guitar god Paul Gilbert. And then there's bassist Nick Noiseux 
who has been called "the most unstable member.., he defies conventional description". When you put such 
diverse characters together and tell them to make music you might expect chaos, right? Not so. This first track 
is a mid-tempo rocker that leans towards commercial, but metal radio is already responding with adds having 
rolled in at: KPGA, WAIF, WGLS, WKPX, WNYU and WWVU with WRTN already poundin"em. 

Coroner, "Die By My Hand/Tunnel", 12", Noise.... Here's a three piece who has managed to rally the thrash/ 
doom squads into action with just this 12". And the anticipation for the album is snowballing as well. Coroner 
first crash-landed on the metal scene back in '87 when they released their "R.LP."album - which if I recall correctly 
garnered fairly good response from our reporters. But, it was last year's "Punishment For Decadence" that really 
impacted at metal radio and did some social climbing on our Hard Hitters chart as well. It offered up a blinding 
barrage of speedcore, as dark and menacing as their moniker might suggest. This time 'round offers up even 
more driven pieces echoing with pain, depression, fear and anger. I don't know why so many bands like this feel 
the need to bear their crosses so publicly and so painfully, but it seems to be something that thrashers crave. The 
music on "Die By My Hand" and "Tunnel Of Pain" is full of fast and interesting time changes - for a trio they have 
a very forceful sound. One thing that might really help make this band even more effective would be for 
bassist/lead vocalist Ron Royce, to explore and utilize more dimension and melody. He drones a bit and tends 

to get buried beneath the music. Regardless of that, the record is already impacting, landing in a tie (with XYZ -talk about polar 
bands) for #3 Most Added MetaL This week they raked in adds at KCMU, KSVR, KTEC, KUNV, WGLS, WKTH, WKVU, WMRC, 
WNHU, WUSB and WVCR with adds at WAIF, WCDB, WCWP and WRFL. Already in rotation at WBNY, WERS and WLFR. 
They'll probably never see the light of day on the likes of WHVY, KNAC or Z-Rock, but they've got a lot of "underground" college 
markets cinched. For Coroner that's par for the course.

This band, who has primarily 
been an alternative target in the past, has 
not only charged full onto the airwaves of 
the U.S., but is also wreaking havoc on our 
Hard Hitter chart as well - movin' 39-24* 
this week while pulling very strong and 
steady phones (they're at #6 Most 
Requested Metal). This past week new adds rolled in at WAIF; 
WCWP, WLRA and WNYU, while KISW, KSLC, WMRC, 
WVBR, KSVR, KTEC, WHVY, WJUL, KCMU, KUSF, 
WARC, WBCN, WERS, WH US, WKPX, WPSU, WRFL and 
WVCR kept the momentum building. Previous adds include 
WKNC, WR MC and WTPA. Look for even more action as the 
weeks roll by and the hand hits even more clubs with their 
amazing live show. Songs with the mostest seem to be "Loud 
Love", "Full ON Kevin's Morn", "Get On The Snake" and of 
course Al W. Rose's favorite.Tis Dumb See.

Where The Wild Things Are  
The Cold Waves of Censorship We all usually agree that 
censorship is a bad thing. It takes away certain unalienable 
human rights, the freedom to think, feel and express what you 
believe in. It's only when certain individuals in positions of power 
feel threatened or would be assisted in whatever case they are 
part of, when a threat is found. A scapegoat. A person, thing, 
idea, that could be pointed at as the evil incarnate. It is a touchy 
subject since "where do you draw the line?" is in a grey area. If 
you re going to censor Axl Rose's "One in A Million' lyrics, then 
how much further will conservative groups like the PMRC take 
it by censoring anything that they deem as socially irresponsible 
or immoral? You may disagree with N.W.A. and "F"`k Tha 
Police", but giving an inch to the industry intruders may result in a 
foot, a yard, even the demise of certain artists. Without getting into 
too deep a discussion on what ethnics and art have to do with each 
other, let's hear what a few artists have said recently. 

Away of Voivnd "The whole thing started for me when I heard 
about Gtger's_poster which was inserted in the "Frankenchrist" Ep. 
I wrote Jello Biafra just to wish him luck. I realize that he was a test 
case for the PMRC. And it was really pretty dangerous for art in 
general. But with all the publicity that went on, I think everyone 
realized how ridiculous it was all the publicity that went on. I think 
everyone realized how ridiculous it was since it was like putting 
candy on a top shelf in the house and the baby tries harder to get it. 
It's hard for me to tell if it is sallying on that much since I'm up 
here in Canada. We put out a video off the "Killing Technology" 
album that was censored by MTV and Much Music in Canada be-
cause it depicted the criminal treatment of animals through a 
metaphor of where it would be in laboratory testing. They just 
banned the video because they were afraid of what would happen 
with the censorship environment going on at the time. It got played 
in Germany and Japan." 

Ty Tabor of Kng's X "There is no system of man that is ab-
solutely perfect. I'm not into censorship but l am into the idea of 
like movies that let you know how old you have to be to buy this, 
you know what ¡mean? And maybe there are some things out there 
that it met not be a real good idea for a five year old kid to go out 
and see. So I'm not necessarily into censorship as much as protect-
ing... There's afine line in there somewhere and I don't know where 
it is. If they're putting out and albu that's saying 'all you five year 
old kids, murder your parents,' if there's something like that going 
on, then obviously there's going to be somebody out there who takes 

it for real. It might be a good idea to have a council who lets people 
know that that's on the album." 
Stevie Blaze of Lillian Axe "I guess it's like everything people 
don't really care about what you're like inside, they just care what 
you look like on the outside. We had all these people outside this 
club in Ruston, Louisiana. It was an old church that was converted 
into a club. And somebody said, "How do you guys feel about being 
in the bible belt?" And we said, 'Well we just came to loosen the 
buckle.' All of a sudden they're all outside the club with crosses and 
stuff. So I had to go across the street to use the payphone or some-
thing and this girl comes up to me and hands me this folded piece 
of paper. I open it up and it says, 'don't worry, Jesus loves you 
anyway.' And I stopped her and said 'wait a minute, do you even 
know me? So then how dare you even make a judgment about me 
like this.' And I ripped the paper up and walked off' 

Paul_Stanley of Kiss "I have a lot of faith in people and a lot 
a faith in America. I believe in the people who make it up and I 
believe that ultimately, smart people win. Intelligence wins out. 
The person who's on the soapbox creaming doesn't necessarily get 
taken seriously just because they're religious or otherwise. The 
people who were in the pulpits who were pointing !heir fingers at us 
and other people a few years ago are now on trial. So it's pretty 
peculiar how those who point their fingers most are the ones who 
we have to watch. Let them do their thing they'll eventually expose 
who they are. Give someone enough rope and they'll hang them-
selves.' 
Gene Simmons of Kiss ?think it's great. I think it's fabulous. 
I mean, what else have we got to complain about. The fact people 
are again complaining about rock and roll, it's loud, it's too this, it's 
too that, it's going to be relevant. On the day that you want to sit 
down and listen to Lawrence Welk at the same music, where's the 
fun? I mean it's true. You want .your Mom to say "(tint that shit 
down!" And you have to say that's not shit, it's great. "Oh no, it's 
crap.".... "Well you listened to Elvis.".... "Well that's because he was 
great." ele

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Starship lead singer Mickey Thomas is expected to recover 
completely after being assaulted in Scranton, Pennsylvania, late 
last month. The band had been scheduled to play in Scranton that 
day, but the show was canceled because of rain. Thomas and other 
band members went to a club to celebrate the birthday of guitarist 
Craig Chaquico. Thomas says he confronted a couple of patrons 
who had displayed "ungentlemanly behavior toward one of the 
band's female backup singers," according to a statement from the 
band's record company. After leaving the club, he was knocked 
down and punched and kicked. "I never actually saw who hit me," 
Thomas says. He was hospitalized in Scranton, but went home to 
San Francisco to undergo extensive reconstructive surgery on his 
cheekbone, which had been broken in four places. Thomas hopes 
to be out and about in a few weeks. 

The Bangles have decided to take some time off, following a 
lengthy tour to promote the "Everything" album. "They've just 
come off an extended road trip of 18 months and have decided to 
take a year or 18 months off," says the band's manager, Arnold 
Stiefel. "This was done in the most amiable way...They just need 
to figure out other things." Stiefel says the band isn't breaking up, 
though some solo projects are likely. Bass player Michael Steele 
is working on a solo album already, while singer Susanna Hoffs is 
planning "to do more acting," following her role in the 1987 film, 
"The Allnighter". 

"Holy Blood And Crescent Moon", a two-hour opera written by 
former Police drummer Stewart Copeland, has been premiered 
by the Cleveland Opera. After writing a classical music score for 
a San Francisco Ballet performance of "King Lear" in 1985, 
Copeland announced plans to compose a grand opera, even 
though he'd never seen one at the time. The $1 million production 
of "Holy Blood" has a cast of 120 and uses a 52-piece orchestra. 
It's a story of love and war during the Crusades. 

U2 have dropped the ticket prices for their Christmas concerts in 
Dublin, after criticism from clergy and student groups in their 
home town about the high cost. The ticker prices have now been 
reduced to $20 to $25, but U2's management says this means that 
it may not be possible to keep the shows smaller, intimate affairs, 
as had been planned. 

The singer featured on the current British number one single has 
launched a bitter attack on the record. Black Box's "Right On 
Time" has been number one in England for six consecutive weeks, 
and it may prove to be one of the biggest-selling singles of the year. 
Valetta Holloway is the singer responsible for the vocal on the 
track, but it's a sample of her voice taken from a single she made 
in the late 1970s. Holloway says she's not been consulted or 
compensated for the use of her voice, and she's angry that the 
Italian dance producers who make up Black Box have used an 
Italian model to mime to her vocal on video and at public 
appearances. A spokesman for Black Box's record company says 
discussions to resolve the issue are currently taking place with 
Holloway's lawyers and her former record company to try to 
resolve the problem. 

The British government is considering new laws to deal with "acid 
house" parties following incidents at a party in Reigate, in 
southern England. Sixteen police officers were injured, and it's 
been alleged that vicious dogs and poison gas were used by 
bouncers at the party. Now the British government is said to be 
considering requiring a license for parties where large numbers 
of people will attend, and imposing stricter local noise ordinances. 
One party that may be threatened by the crackdown is a huge 
event, "Biology"; soon planned for London featuring top rap acts 
including Public Enemy. Organizers hope that 40,000 people will 
attend. 

A compilation album is to be released later this year by the British 
group, International Hostage Release, featuring tracks from 
Simple Minds, Mike Oldfield and the Moody Blues. Simple 
Minds' "Belfast Child" will be included on the LP, which seeks to 
raise money for the family of Brian Keenan, an Irish teacher who 
has been held hostage in Beirut since being kidnapped from the 
American University in 1986. Simple Minds lead singer Jim Kerr 
has been dedicating "Belfast Child" to Keenan on recent dates. 

Living Colour raised over $60,000 for the Partnership for the 
Homeless with two shows at the Beacon Theater in New York. 
Over 5,000 people turned out for the two shows. They saw John 
Cougar Mellencamp join the band for an encore of "Pink Houses", 
and KRS-One of Boogie Down Productions was the emcee for 
both shows. 

Fine Young Cannibals lead singer Roland Gift will play the male 
lead in a production of "Romeo & Juliet" at the 1990 Edinburgh 
Festival in Scotland. "There's talk of taking it to America, but I 
don't know if that would be such a good idea." Gift, who appeared 
in the films "Scandal" and "Sammy And Rosie Get Laid"; says he 
hopes for another film role that will be more substantial. "I'd like 
to do something more interesting next time," Gift says. "'Sanuny 
And Rosie' was quite good, but my involvement in 'Scandal' was 
only for a few days, so I wasn't very close to it. I might be ready 
for a lead role, but only if the script is right. I wouldn't make a film 
I wouldn't want to see myself." 

Hawkwind recently embarked on a three-week North American 
tour, the group's first since 1978, without any record company 
support. "We're not involved in the music business, you see," 
explains founding member Dave Brock. "We don't actually pay 
anybody to promote us and the only reason we're coming back to 
America is because we finally managed to find ourselves an 
American manager. We're going to do this tour and probably lose 
about $10,000. But we constantly get letters from people saying, 
'Why don't you come over? You have a big cult following here'." 
The band crossed the Atlantic without an elaborate laser show 
that it uses in Britain. "We will have our liquid light show, 
however," Brock adds. "We wouldn't be Hawkwind without the 
liquid lights." The band has a new studio album, "The Xenon 
Coda". "It's still pretty much the same style -- ritualistic space 
music is what we've always played," he says. "That's probably why 
we've kept going -- because we've tried to basically remain the 
same." 

Officials of David Lipscomb University, a Church of Christ school 
in Nashville, Tennessee, have told their local cable company they 
don't want MTV. Student Life Dean Dennis Loyd says "Prime 
time sex and violence does not offend us in as large a measure as 
some of the pseudo-nudity and conduct in some of the videos." He 
says his church-related school wants to "maintain high standards 
of behavior and conduct." The school has dropped the channel 
from televisions in dormitories and at the student center. 

The Marshall Tucker Band's "Greatest Hits", unavailable for over 
five years, is being released on compact disc for the first time (on 
AJK Music). The recording was digitally mastered and includes 
the original cover artwork. It will be out later this month. 

Officials in Singapore have banned two songs from Prince's 
"Batman" soundtrack. "Vicky's Waiting" and "Scandalous" have 
been cited for having explicit sexual terms. A new version of the 
cassette, without the two songs, will soon be released. 

The Primitives "categorically deny" British reports they are 
breaking up. The band will have a new album, "Pure", out in 
November. Sheffield bass player Andy Hobson has joined the 
group, replacing Steve Dullaghan. 

Meat Loaf and Jim Steinman are teaming up on Meat Loaf's next 
album due out late next year. Steinman, meanwhile, has a new 
album out with the band Pandora's Box, called "Original Sin", 
coming out next month. Ken Russell is directing a promotional 
video for "It's All Coming Back To Me Now". 

U.S. District Judge Wallace Tashima in Los Angeles has ruled 
that Bette Midler won't have to sing in court in connection with 
her $10 million lawsuit against the Ford Motor Company. Trial of 
her lawsuit, which claims Ford and its advertising agency used a 
"sound-alike" to imitate her in a 1985 car commercial, may include 
the playing of her recordings, the judge has ruled. Ford hired one 
of Midler's former backup singers to perform "Do You Want To 
Dance" in a commercial for the Mercury Sable car. Midler sued 
Ford in 1987. 

About 100 people gathered at John Lennon's star on the 
Hollywood, California, Walk of Fame on what would have been 
his 49th birthday. The gathering was sponsored by the Alliance for 
Survival, a group headed by political activist Jerry Rubin. 
Lennon's star is in front of the Capitol Records building in 
Hollywood. Participants sang "Give Peace A Chance", and 
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Michelle Phillips of The Marnas & The Papas sliced a birthday 
cake for Lennon. 

Producer David Kershenbaum says he used the same techniques 
with Tracy Chapman on her new album that he used with Cat 
Stevens, Joe Jackson, Richie Havens and Joan Baez. "She 
(Chapman) still writes in exactly the same way, for her voice and 
her guitar, so that's the key to each song and everything else has 
to be built around it," Kershenbaum says. "This might change as 
she's beginning to use keyboards a little bit, but it's still not being 
recorded as I would a conventional band". 

Neil Young's brother, Robert, has pleaded guilty to conspiracy to 
traffic in hashish, and could be sent to prison for two and half years 
when he is sentenced in December. Robert Young had previously 
been convicted of participating in a $5 million drug ring and 
sentenced to seven years, but his conviction was overturned and 
a new trial was ordered. Young entered the guilty plea in Ontario 
Supreme Court before Justice John O'Driscoll. Testimony during 
his trial indicated that Young helped arrange a 136 kilogram 
hashish deal in 1982 for two dealers. 

Laurie Anderson's "Empty Places", which premiered a few months 
ago at the Spoleto Festival in Charleston, South Carolina, opened 
the Brooklyn Academy of Music's Next Wave Festival. "Empty 
Places" sees Anderson singing without a band, while screens atop 
20-foot towers show slides and films. "I suppose my goal in 'Empty 
Places' is to describe how much the world seems to me have 
changed in the last few years. It tries to describe suffering and 
people's ideas of utopia," Anderson says. She'll have a new record 
out later this month, called "Strange Angels", which includes seven 
songs from "Empty Places". The show will tour, beginning in 
Canada in December, and in the U.S. in February. 

A U.S. Navy spokesman confirms that officials were taken by 
surprise by Cher's video for "If I Could Turn Back Time", which 
sees her wearing what her publicist calls a "fishnet with a leather 
G-string". Lieutenant Bruce Cole says the Navy never approved 
that costume in preproduction meetings. "There were some 
costume changes which, quite frankly, caught us by surprise," Cole 
says. "We had reviewed and approved a storyboard. We didn't 
have any objections with what we originally saw. We worked with 
their people producing this to ensure it would be in good taste. 
Unfortunately, some unanticipated changes led to unintended 
overtones that we really wanted to avoid, and we sought to avoid 
in the preproduction stages". The Armed Forces Journal had 
previously reported that Navy officials were upset by the video, 
which MTV has relegated to nighttime-only play. 

Sting celebrated his 38th birthday at an Italian restaurant in the 
Georgetown section of Washington, D.C. He invited a group of 
about 60 people. mostly from the "Three Penny Opera" show where 
he is appearing at the National Theatre. They sang along with 
some old Caruso records played on an antique hand-cranked 
Victrola. 

The Federal Bureau of Investigation has sent a letter to the 
independent label, Priority Records, in Los Angeles, concerning 
N.W.A.'s "Straight Outta Compton". Without naming the song, the 
letter centers on the track "Fuck The Police". The letter, from Milt 

Ahlerich, assistant director for the Office of Public Affairs, says 
the song "encourages violence against and disrespect for the law 
enforcement officer....Advocating violence and assault is wrong 
and we in the law enforcement community take exception to such 
action." Ahlerich writes that "78 law enforcement officers were 
feloniously slain in the line of duty in 1988, four more than in 1987. 
Law enforcement officers dedicate their lives to the protection of 
our citizens and recordings such as the one from N.W.A. are both 
discouraging and degrading to these brave, dedicated officers." 
Priority won't comment on the letter. Barry Lynn, legislative 
counsel for the American Civil Liberties Union, says the letter 
constitutes intimidation. "He's clearly trying to characterize this 
as an official of the FBI, and that's why takes it beyond the scope 
of just the opinion of an elected official," Lynn says. "It's designed 
to get Priority to change its practices, policies and distribution for 
this record, and that's the kind of censorship by intimidation that 
the First Amendment doesn't permit." 

The Who plan two concerts at the Royal Albert Hall in London 
to raise money for children's charities. Phil Collins, Billy Idol, 
Patti Labelle and Steve VVinwood are expected to participate in 
the shows October 31 and November 2. 

Luba's new album, "All Or Nothing", sees her go back to a more 
basic approach. "I wanted to see how my voice would sound with 
simpler instrumentation and arrangements," she says. "We wanted 
more of a back-to-basics sound -- not a lot of synthesizers." The 
album, recorded in several studios, was produced by Joe 
Chiccarelli and Jimmy Vivino. One of the tracks on the LP, "Wild 
Heart", was produced by Heartbreakers guitarist Mike Campbell. 
"We had gone to Los Angeles as far back as October of last year 
and worked with Mike on the song," Luba says. "It was good to get 
out of our usual, comfortable environment for a change, and I 
made a nice friend in the bargain."

UK MUSIC NEWS 
After violent clashes with the British police and a glut of media 

attention, so called "acid house" parties have provoked a strong 
response from the British Government. Acid house is a year old 
youth movement--stemming from the popularity of house--the 
dance music originated by deejays in Chicago, and now extreme-
ly,popular in the UK. Acid house does not, as you might suppose 
take its name from LSD, but refers to the kinetic sound to the 
music. However, the parties are related to drugs--particularly one 
called Ecstasy (which combines the affects of amphetamines and 
LSD, lasts several hours and is described as mind expanding) al-
though a high percentage of people who go to acid house parties 
do not use drugs. The parties began last summer, originally as 
speakeasies in disused warehouses, but over the past summer--
and today--they've become huge. The parties are held in fields in 
the countryside, rented warehouses, aircraft hangars, film studios 
and barns. The largest recorded so far had an attendance of 
40,000 people and even the small ones attract 2,000 people. The 
fashion industry has also got into the act, first with smiley and tie-
dye t-shirts and more recently with shirts bearing slogans like "wel-
come to the summer of love". Clothes are bright, hippyish, casual 
and affordable. The entrepeneurs behind the acid house move-
ment are winning hands down. Tickets are sold under the table 
at hip record stores. Sometimes the stores' locations are broad-

cast on the pirate soul radio stations dotted around London. The 
tickets, for which one pays about $30, are not really tickets. Since 
selling a ticket to an unlicensed event is illegal, you're buying a 
membership number to a club which permits you to go to a "private 
party". You're also buying a telephone number--usually a mobile 
phone number--which you call just before the party; the location 
being kept secret until the very last minute. When you arrive, no 
money is taken at the door--after all, before the law it is a private 
party. For licensing reasons there is no bar, just someone selling 
raffle tickets. The prizes are cans of beer, and everyone who plays 
the raffle wins (but the more popular drinks are apparently two 
brand name, high glucose soft drinks, Lucozade and Ribena). 
Sometimes people are searched for drugs as they are going in, only 
to discover that drugs are widely available, but only from a string 
of internal dealers, approved by the organizers. The drug dealers 
aren't the only thing making these parties less than innocent. At 
an acid house party two weeks ago, 16 police were injured and 51 
party-goers were arrested after the private security firm used by 
the organizers turned on the police with tear as (stolen from the 
French Police) and Rottweiler dogs! Following a pitched battle, 
the music was not finally shut down until 3.00--the following after-
noon. British police believe that at least two of the acid house 
companies are fronts for organized crime gangs, involved in 
protection rackets and drug dealing. They are studying a video of 
a party attended by 9,000 youngsters in West London last July, 
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when again, the so-called security guards turned their doberman 
pincher dogs on the police. It doesn't take a mathmetician to work 
out that the untaxed proceeds from these are big black market 
business. The organizers are bright entrepeneurs who drive big 
cars with carphones and who are increasingly taking the law into 
their own hands. Because it operates so far outside the law, it is 
an almost impossible phenomenon to control. At the moment, the 
parties are hiding behind the legal definition of a private event. 
The police are not allowed to enter such an event unless they can 
prove they are preventing a crime being committed. This week, 
Britain's Environment Minister, Mrs. Virginia Bottomley has 
declared the acid house parties to be "disgusting". She wants to 
push through a law which would re-define a private party as 2,000 
people or less (a higher attendance requiring a license). 
Politicians are also looking urgently at ways in which they may be 
able to confiscate the profits from these events and at the current 
noise "pollution" laws (some parties have disturbed people ten 
miles away). Teenage cults have existed strongly in this country 
since the late fifties, and like Teddy Boys, Mods, hippies and 
punks, these revellers are basically indulging in many of the same 
pursuits. These would include a lot of partying, loud music, at-
traction to the lawless and illegal and a few drugs. One distinc-
tion from past youth cultures is that the music is not really 
sufficiently interesting on its own merits to become commercially 
successful. Until new laws are passed, all the organizers need is 
an empty field and a carphone to make thousands of pounds worth 
of profit. History has also taught us that the prohibition of deca-
dent pleasure has rarely worked. 

The Bunnymen have found a singer to replace Ian McCulloch, 
who left the group exactly a year ago. According to "Melody 
Maker", the new vocalist is Noel Burke, who moved from Belfast, 
Northern Ireland two years ago to Liverpool, north-west England, 
when he joined the group St. Vitus Dance, who split up at the end 
of last year. Burke has been writing and rehearsing with remain-
ing members of The Bunnymen, Will Sergeant and Les Pattinson, 
for the past four months. The group have also found a replace-
ment drummer for Pete De Freitas, who was tragically killed in a 
motorcycle accident last June. He is an unknown by the name of 
Damon Reece. Many sources close to the group felt that they 
would end it after De Freitas' death. Will Sergeant told 'Melody 
Maker' that the band want to start recording an album in January 
for a summer release. He said that all the tracks had been writ-
ten and rehearsed and that all they needed to do now was to record 
them. Meanwhile, Ian McCulloch's solo album, 'Candleland' has 
been well received critically, but has not sold the units com-
manded by his former band. His UK tour was also put back this 
week because of administrative hassles arising from the singer 
changing management companies. 

U2 have climbed down in the controversy surrounding the tick-
et prices for their year end shows in Dublin. The concerts were 
announced a few weeks ago and it is the first time U2 have played 
in their native Ireland since 1987. However, as previously 
reported in this column, there was an immediate outcry from the 
Dublin community over the price of the tickets at 20 and 25 Irish 
pounds. Even clergy and youth leaders criticized the group over 
prices which they viewed as out of the reach of the average Dublin 
youngster. Ireland is one of the poorest countries in western 
Europe. The band's manager, Paul McGuiness made a statement 
from Australia, where the band are currently touring. He con-
ceded that the group had made a mistake and has reduced the 
prices to £18 and £16. But he added, "It must now be asked 
whether this peculiar coalition of priests and other commentators 
will be bringing their enormous influence to bear on the other 
more essential pricing issues of the day. Petrol? (Gasoline) The 
cost of travel? What about interest rates? Coal and butter?... In 
a town where it has cost up to £20 to see Bruce Springsteen in a 
field, £18.50 to see Simple Minds and £65 to see Frank Sinatra 
in a football stadium, we felt that people would be interested in 
paying to see B.B King and U2 in a comparitively intimate setting.' 
U2 are playing 5 nights, including New Years Eve, at The Point in 
Dublin, a 4,500 capacity venue. 

Terence Trent D'Arby releases his second album for CBS, 23rd 
October. It's called 'Neither Fish Nor Flesh' said to be very dif-
ferent from his debut album 'The Hardline According to Terence 
Trent D'Arby'. The album was recorded at U2's Windmill Lane 
Studio in Dublin and Eurythmics Church Studio in north Lon-
don. One engineer who worked on the album says: "It's either a 
work of genius or a massive folly." D'Arby himself said this week: 
"It's like when you buy a Bob Dylan album, like 'Blonde On Blonde' 
or 'Highway 61 Revisited', those documents of what he was going 
through at the time. I feel the same. I had all the songs for the 
second album, by the time I finished the first. That was when I 
was 23. Now I'm 27 and my material must reflect what I am now. 
When people buy this album, they'll know this is a state of my 

mind, my heart, my soul, this year. I think a true artist tries to cap-
ture some truth somewhere, someplace and people recognize the 
truth. I only want to expose to the public my view of the world, 
how it shakes me. I don't care what other artists do." D'Arby says 
he also feels more European than American. It's been nine years 
since I left America and I can't call myself American anymore. I 
feel more European now. I live in London, but for me that in-
cludes Europe, even if Thatcher thinks it doesn't. I think there 
are more European features in my character than English fea-
tures." 

The original singer whose vocals were heavily sampled for the 
current number one single here, 'Ride On Time' by Black Box, has 
launched a bitter attack on the outfit and their label. Loleatta Hol-
loway originally recorded the tune as 'Love Sensation' with Dan 
Hartman in 1978. In performance on the British chart show, 'Top 
of the Pops' a member of Black Box and a former model, Katrina, 
lip-synches the sampled vocals. Holloway, who is in London this 
week, says: "No one has the right, not even Salsoul (her former 
record label) to release a record of mine over here without a dif-
ferent contract. All these guys have to do is say 'Loleatta, let us 
give you some money," and I would be satisfied--but nothing. If I 
was Diana Ross, they would be sued by now, and I don't feel it 
should happen to me because I'm not as big as she is. I want that 
girl Katrina to know, she should not ever cross my path, she bet-
ter not even let me hear of her coming to The States. I don't care 
how many bodyguards she's got." Holloway is in London to visit 
RCA UK to seek compensation. RCA/BMG said this week: 
"BMG have licensed 'Ride On Time' from Deconstruction 
Records and an Italian record company, Disco Magic. BMG are 
aware of the allegations of sampling Loleatta Holloway's voice on 
the record. Sampling is a very complicated issue. As the com-
pany in the middle, BMG are in discussion with Loleatta, her 
lawyers in New York, her old record company Salsoul, Disco 
Magic and Deconstruction to resolve any problems." 'Ride On 
Time' has now been at number one in the British singles chart for 
six weeks. 

Producer George Martin is approaching some of the top names 
in pop and rock for contributions to a complication album, to raise 
money for the victims of Hurricane Hugo. The former Beatles 
producer, who owns Air Studios in Monserrat, which was 
damaged by the hurricane four weeks ago, hopes to have an album 
issued by Chrysalis Records, towards the end of November. 
Among the artists so far approached are: The Rolling Stones, 
Sting, Elton John, Boy George, Duran Duran, Simply Red, Eric 
Clapton, Phil Collins, Paul McCartney, Stevie Wonder and 
Sheena Easton, all of whom have recorded in Monserrat. 

New Order, Henry Rollins and David Byrne all have tracks on 
a compilation album, which will be released by The World Service 
label through Rough Trade. 'Like A Girl I Just Want To Keep 
Coming' is the project of New York poet John Giorno, who also 
appears on the album. The New Order track is their interpreta-
tion of The Velvet Underground's 'Sister Ray' recorded live in 
Brazil at the end of last year and previously unreleased. Debbie 
Harry, Live Skull and William S. Burroughs also make contribu-
tions to the project. 

VVhitesnake release their delayed album November 7th. The 
album is called 'Slip of the Tongue'. The recording has been 
troubled by a series of delays, first when Adrian Vandenberg quit 
the group and his guitar parts had to be re-recorded by Steve Vai 
(from David Lee Roth's band). Vai worked on his parts with 
producer Mike Clink, (Sea Hags, Guns N' Roses) while David 
Coverdale recorded his vocals with producer Keith Olsen. The 
recording was finally completed 2nd October. Vai also has 
recorded a solo album, which will be released when he has ful-
filled his commitments to Whitesnake. 

The original line-up of Wishbone Ash is now back together, re-
uniting Andy Powell and guitarist Ted Turner, whose twin lead 
guitars made the group so groundbreaking in the early seventies. 
In 1973, 'Aigus' won the 'Melody Maker' Readers' Poll for best 
album of the year. Martin Turner is back on bass and drummer 
Steve Upton. Although Ted Turner left in 1975 and Martin 
Turner (no relation) in 1980, Ash have kept going under various 
guised the whole time. It was IRS chief Miles Copeland's idea for 
the original four to reform and now they release their new album, 
'Here to Hear' after already releasing a purely instrumental album, 
'Nouveau Calls'. Wishbone Ash's reputation for having toured 
just about every place in the world (India, Poland, Soviet Union 
included) is not without controversy. They are on the register of 
artists who have played in Sun City in South Africa.
