Faster Pussycat, "House Of Pain", Elektra.... Faster Pussycat has been on the scene for more than a few feline 
lifetimes, having first surfaced in Los Angeles seveial years back during one of the periodic slam rock revivals. Their first album 
established them on the Metal circuit, but the release of "Wake Me When It's Over" signals a major step forward in musical growth for 
the group and the promise of a larger audience to come. "Poison Ivy", the first track from the album, was a solid hit at Rock 40, a top 
request item at MTV, and drove the album into the Top 10 on our Hard Hitters chart where it resided for several weeks. "House Of 
Pain" is the follow-up track and it's going to take a lot of people by surprise. The title suggests all sorts of touchy subject matter, especially 
coming from an album whose lead track is called "Where There's a Whip There's a Way", but don't jump to any hasty conclusions. 
"House..." is an aching ballad sung from the viewpoint of a five year old wondering why his Daddy's abandoned the family. Opening 
with acoustic guitars and harmomca, the gritty vocals and heart felt chorus weave a story that's all too familiar. If you've never given 
Faster Pussycat serious consideration in the past, then this is the track to change your mind. 

WaSjiiRC. S. t ills9Some time sdt h e eavesnhts, of history move with Awasyuc", 
unexpected swiftness as too leave us all a little breathless. Such 
has been the case regarding events in Eastern Europe and the 
Communist block during the last several weeks and months. Even 
with all that's occurred, no single moment stands in bolder relief 
than the night the Berlin Wall ceased to divide that city. While 
still far from fmished, the process of dismantling the Wall has 
begun, and the joy and celebration of that eventuality is stirringly 
captured in "Chippin' Away", this new song. Originally recorded 
by Graham Nash several years ago on his last solo effort, "Innocent 
Eyes", the group went into the studio and recut the vocals with 
additional contributions from James Taylor, as well as 
embellishing the instrumental track. The results are truly inspired 
and the singing and content will give you goose bumps, 
guaranteed. Atlantic has done a great job getting the song out as 

fast as possible, to ensure this track the exposure it demands duringthis time. The CD pro will be on your desk shortly, but in 

the meantime crank up the old turntable and let freedom's 
message be heard. 

Loverboy, "Big Ones", Columbia.... Probably 
because of their proximity, there's never been any effort to label 
the continuing flow of rockers from our northern neighbors as a 
Canadian Invasion, so called. Had the term been used, a 
convincing argument could be made for giving Loverboy a 
general's rank in that army. During the decade of the 80's the 
band has seen every stateside release of theirs go either gold or 
platinum. Titles like "Working For The Weekend", "The Kid Is 
Hot Tonight", and "Notorious" confirm the fact, as do all the other 
songs included in "Big Ones", a greatest hits package that really 
is. However, this collection is much more than a history lesson, as 
can be seen by the chart impact of 'Too Hot". The song's 31-26* 
move on the Hard Hundred was powered by new adds at KDJIC, 
ICKZX, KNCN, WDVE, WGLF, plus five more, as well as 
rotation increases at nine, including KJJO, KMJX, KSJO, and 
WLZR. The band is currently on the road through the end of the 
year, and that live exposure is sure to combine with the success of 
"Too Hot' and the airplay potential of the other new songs, "Ain't 
Looking For Love" and "For You", to push "Big Ones" even further 
up the Top 60 LP chart following that 27* debut this week. 

F.ddie Money, "Greatest Hits Sound Of Money, Columbia.... A few issues back we predicted "intense and 
immediate response to 'Peace In Our Time", and boy did we ever peg that one! The song has charged up the Hard Hundred like a 
runaway freight train, and in its third week enjoys a 9-7* move while collecting a staggering array of stats. This week 14 adds, including 
KBPI, KGON, KTJO, WNEW, and WSHE, brings the stations on to 164 and an 87% format saturation with no problem whatsoever. 
Of that number, 11 are in Power, KRNA, WAOR, and WTUE to name a few, and a whopping 77 are in Heavy. The song is also heating 
up the request lines at KBOY, ICLPX, KRZQ, WCKW, WIOT, WRKI, WTUE, WWRX, and WZBH. Not too surprising given the 
man's track record, as bagged on this anthology. Over the last 12 years, songs like 'Two Tickets To Paradise", "Baby Hold On", and 
'Take Me Home To Night" have more than demonstrated his ability to grab the triple crown - radio acceptance, critical acclaim, and 
gold/platinum sales. Along with "Peace...", "Stop Steppin' On My Heart" and "Looking Through The Eyes Of Child" confirm that Eddie 
is ready to enter the 90's on a new creative roll and the 10* debut for "Greatest Hits...." positions him to do so from the best vantage 
point possible, the top of the charts. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Enuff Z'Nuff, "Fly High Michelle", Atco.... Even 
before there was any music to hear, a buzz was building on Enuff 
Z'Nuff, thanks to some of the heavyweight names associated with 
the group like Derek Shulman who signed them initially plus that 
stellar management by Doc McGhee. While famous friends may 
be nice, at some point an artist has to deliver the goods, and Chip 
Z. and his cohorts proved their mettle first time out with "New 
Thing". The song was a multi-format smash, receiving substantial 
airplay at AOR, Rock 40, and CHR, not to mention major MTV 
play for the color-to-the-max video. Not content to rely strictly on 
all this media exposure, the band took its act on the road for a still 
in progress tour that's included headlining clubs and opening at 
larger venues for Badlands and Mr. Big. The end result was a trip 
into the Top 40 on the Hard Hundred for "New Thing", album 
sales in excess of 200,000, and the establishment of Enuff Z'Nuff 
as one of the happening new bands of 1989. The release of "Fly 
High Michelle" can only add to this momentum with its soaring 
Beatle-esque lead vocals and background harmonies. Awash in 
a high tech production gloss, this ballad will sound great on the 
air and is sure to have your December/January phones ringing in 
the New Year. 

JethrQ J'uhl "Another Christmas Song",  
.. The career resurgence kicked off by last year's 

"Crest Of the Knave" continues in full throttle for Jethro Tull, as 
witnessed by the month long residency in the Hard Hundred's Top 
10 enjoyed by "Kissing Willie" and the Top 40 response to the 
follow-up, "The Rattlesnake Trail", which is still getting Heavy air 
at ICFMH, WAQX, WHJY, WIZN, WVVV, and WYBB. Sales 
on "Rock Island" are well past 300,000 with more to come as 
Chrysalis delivers the perfect seasonal bridge track, "Another 
Christmas Song" to keep Ian and his merry band of pranksters 
primed for December air time. From the current album, the song 
is in the long running Tull tradition of providing great specialty 
programming matenal that saw the release of the original "A 
Christmas Song" back in the 70's. In keeping with this trend, the 
CD pro also includes a live version of that original seasonal song, 
as well as two other performances from a back stage recording 
session that took place in a dressing room in Zurich. Jethro Tull 
has been providing essential format music since before there was 
an AOR to play them, so why not keep a good thing going and give 
your listeners an aural present by playing "Another Christmas 
Song".

W4rramt, "Sometimes She Cries",  
columnia.... As the story of 1989 unfolds its last chapter, a 
convincing argument can be made for Warrant being the new 
band of the year. Our charts certainly tell that tale as seen by the 
group's position as the act to spend the most total weeks on the 
Top 60 Lp's Chart , 42 in all. Their peak came in mid-August when 
"Heaven" hit the #1 spot and was also the most requested song 
that same week. Far from a one hit wonder, "Heaven" was 
preceded by the Top 15 performance of "Down Boys" and 
followed by the Top 30 action for "Big Talk". With that kind of 
success, it should come as no surprise that the album, "Dirty 
Rotten Filthy Stinking Rich", is well beyond double platinum and 
probably positioning the band to be in the same condition as the 
album title. If they're not there yet, it won't be long! Having had 
their biggest success with a ballad, the future looks blindingly 
bright for the similarly paced "Sometimes She Cries", which 
features dynamic group vocals on the chorus. The video for the 
song is near completion and will no doubt have the same level of 
impact at MTV as the band's previous efforts. To top it all off, 
Warrant is in the early stages of a national tour with Motley Crue 
that's scheduled to carry over well into 1990. 

Bodeans, "Christmas Cuts", Reprise.... Here's 
another Christmas present for you and yours that's sure to spice 
up those year end rotations. The Bodeans have every reason to 
be in a jolly, gift giving mood as they continue to experience their 
best year ever with Top 20 action on the Hard Hundred enjoyed 
by "You Don't Get Much" and the Top 40 response to the 
follow-up, "Good Work".

1989 LABEL AWARDS 
Hottest Label Of The Year: 

There's no way it's not Atlantic. January's Skid Row may have 
started off as a bit of a tough sell--but thanks to "Youth Gone 
Wild", "18 and Life" and now "I Remember You", that album is 
building well past the 3 mil mark. Plus, VVinger's now at a million 
and a he, Mite Lion is knocking on platinum's door, Stevie's 
right at 850 thou and we don't have to tell you about Phil Collins 
or Rush. Other '89 artist development highlights include 
Badlands (close to 400,000), Mr. Big (300K) and Mx at 750 and 
still selling. Then there's Fiona's huge request/video success, all 
that critical acclaim for King's X, Peter Frampton's well received 
return--and now what's turning into a major request and sales 
story stateside for Alannah Myles. Last year it might have been a 
photo finish. This year, no contest. 

The Most Creative Promotional Campaign: 
B/N/F/N/P/O/M/G/P/S/&/A 

Danny and Flash came up with this ingenious idea while en route 
to the Pollack convention, and it's rumored they had business 
cards by the time the plane touched down in L.A. The boys have 
done a brilliant job of reinforcing the bit with trade ads, mailers, 
pocket pen protectors, etc--combined with a masterful rip off of 
all the right little signature elements the legit consultants are 
known for. And though they might tell you the whole thing has 
worked so effectively due to nearly 30 years combined experience 
in the field, the secret to success may well lie in the realization that 
record guys and radio consultants really might be flip sides of the 
same coin. 

The Coolest Promo Item: 
We're guessing our ultra-special lucite encased Wilburys Gretsch 
guitar was a "Tips and trades only" presentation piece, but as 
effectively as it stops traffic here at the Hard Cabin, this 
magnificent momento from Warner Brothers has to get our vote 
as the neatest award to come down the pike this year... Another 
very limited distribution item we'd trade almost anything for is the 
silver leather QUEENSRYCHE jacket from EMI. Actually, our 
Mr. Trapp spotted one on Bill McGathy on a recent outing to 
Buffalo, but that is the only confirmed sighting to date... On a 
slightly more attainable level, t-shirts are back and boy are we 
glad!! Those Radiator tie-dyes we've been wearing the last three 
years were getting kinda thin. In checking around campus, 
Reprise appears to have issued the most popular model with their 
always chic Cult long sleever. It's not unusual to find two or three 
radio, trade or tip types sporting this item at any medium sized 
industry event. Also, Honorable Mention to the Smithereens, 
Michael Monroe, the B-52's, the Giant athletic cut and R.E.M.'s 
Turn You Inside Out issue... In the Sweat Shirt Division, nothing's 
hipper than the Bugs Bunny Yacht Club, followed closely by last 
year's Reprise gray. 

Roster Radar Award: Columbia 
The key to ongoing success in the record biz comes down to having 
accurate trend radar, and knowing what's legit within the genres. 
Staying in touch with the street is always tricky, with a degree of 
difficulty hinged to the size of that roster. In that regard, industry 
observers are all buzzing over Columbia's dramatic turnaround in 
the last year. Witness the Warrant album's 42 weeks on the Lp 
chart this year--more hang time than any other album--bar none. 
Paul, Rocky, Alan and the crew further honed their hard rock 
credibility with acts such as Dangerous Toys and Britny Fox. And 
when's the last time a singular artist like James McMurtry got so 
much play? On the pop front, you have only to know the New Kids 
have practically outsold the Beatles. Steve Tipp's alternative team 
is already sinking their teeth into hip signings such as Poi Dog 
Pondering and Toad the Wet Sprocket. The 90's will be a whole 
new ball game--but one has only to hear the the likes of Kate Bush, 
Shawn Colvin and The Front to know that Columbia is glued to 
the future. 

Pit Bull Award: Jeffrey Naumann, Virgin 
Yep, Jeff used to be funny. But now he's just mad! Fact is, most 
impassioned record guys run pretty close to boil over at least a 
couple days a week, but our man Naujeezus has taken it to a whole 
new level--and his pet names for programmers bear that out. 
Howzabout "The Mutant", "Munchlcin Balls", "Don Ameche", 
"Philibuster Breath", "Pig Pen", "Tin Ears", "The Rug Man", "The 
Pigmaster" and "Grossjesus"? Kinda makes you feel warm all 
over, doesn't it? But somehow we never tire of hearing about his 
almost weekly blow-outs with the likes of Bob Walton, Bill 
Weston, Trip Reeb, Jim Rising, David Grossman, Wild Bill Scott, 
Chris Garrett, Tom Starr, D-Day and more. In an industry that 
almost makes a virtue of mendacity, we could all stand a refresher 
course in the kind of candor that has become Jeff's hallmark. 

Kings of Cult Krossovers: EMI 
1989 was punctuated by a number of somewhat unexpected artist 
development success stories, but none more noteworthy than the 
job Norm Osborne and EMI did with the the Red Hot Chili 
Peppers and Queensryche. The Peppers have always been 
massive at college radio, and even with their never ending touring 
schedule, no one, repeat, no one expected this band to break at 
rock radio. And most still felt that way after they heard "Higher 
Ground". But thanks in part to Kim White's persistence at the 
commercial alternative stations (where it went to # 1), the track is 
one of the year's biggest surprise hits, with a gold album all but 
guaranteed for January__ Similarly, since 1984 Queensryche has 
never really been able to get past cult status, though their 
musicality is practically without peer in the metal forum. This 
time around though, EMI capitalized on what's clearly their most 
mass appeal record ever, and one year and two singles later 
AOR's first ever solid support for "Eyes Of A Stranger" has 
pushed the album just shy of platinum. Congrats to the EMI team 
for what had to be two of the toughest crossover challenges this 
year. From both ends of the spectrum, they delivered middle 
ground hits that are bound to help redefine not only the bands 
involved, but the label behind them. 

Comeback Label of the Year: Capitol 
The interesting thing here is how Capitol came back 
with...comebacks!! But given Bob Seger's role as that label's 
prototypical R&R star, it's really no surprise the folks in the 
Tower should have turned in such a terrific year behind the likes 
of Queen (gold), the Doobies (800K), Bonnie Raitt (close to 
800K), Joe Cocker, Billy Squier and Paul McCartney (600K and 
guaranteed platinum thanks to the tour). Mr. McCartney may 
have cited Jerry Garcia as the primary influence "for getting us up 
off our duffs and back on the road," but the driving wheel is really 
the public's interest in 60's and 70's era bands--and Capitol has 
obviously caught that nostalgic wave better than anyone. Factor 
in Great White's 2.5 million sales performance and Poison's 5 
million, and you have ample evidence that the rebuilding plan Joe 
Smith instituted two years ago is working to perfection. 

The Best Long Term Promotion Job: Epic 
Honestly, we were shocked to realize that "Cult Of Personality" 
broke Living Colour this year!! Harvey and company may have 
rolled "Middle Man" back in early '88--but as the Year End stats 
reveal, the project didn't hit pay dirt til early this year--ten months 
after the initial push. And let's not forget that "Cult" took three 
months to come once it hit the airwaves. Harvey refused to give 
specifics as to how it was done, asking, "Does Macy's tell Gimble's 
how they beat their pants off?" But it's really no secret. It takes 
intensity, passion and commitment. It's the same attitude we're 
seeing right now from Atlantic with their Alannah Myles 
campaign"... And since we're in the cross-plugging mode, we 
should point out that Harvey's ongoing Bill Wise ad campaign 
finished right behind Buch and Flash in the "Most Creative" 
promotional gambit department. 

The Class Acts Award: Elektra 
Elektra did very well this year with a number of acts, and we'd like 
to take this opportunity to single them out for the veritable 
smorgasbord of signings they continually put on our collective 
plates. From The Cure to the Crue, Metallica to 10,000 Maniacs, 
and the Sugarcubes to the Georgia Satellites, the full spectrum of 
Elektra music is as varied and stimulating as it gets. Anyone can 
sign unknowns, but this label hàs proven time and again their 
ability to sign the right new faces. And every time one of those 
supposed "left-fielders" like Tracy Chapman strikes a nerve with 
the mass audience, it goes a long way toward keeping minds and 
playlists open everywhere. 

National Promo Rookie Of The Year: Steve 
Schnur, Chrysalis 

Steve slotted into the opening left with Kevin Sutter's segue to 
RCA, coming from the National Elektra Video promotion and 
marketing gig where he was instrumental in breaking bands like 
10,000 Maniacs and the Sugarcubes at MTV. Prior to that, he 
was the Northeast Regional AOR guy for Elektra, and New York 
local before that. As per the Stage Dolls selection as 1989's Best 
New Import act, Steve shifted into instant high gear on his first 
project, taking "Love Cries" to #9 in the face of thick competition. 
And you've certainly noticed how well the follow-up "Still In Love" 
has performed--not to mention all the nifty action on the Angels. 
When we called Steve to inform him of his beautiful award (a satin 
pillow case emblazoned with "What nice thing can I do for B'wana 
today?"), he took a page from the Daryl Strawberry notebook, 
saying, "I really do love Chrysalis, but now it's going to take 12 
million to keep me!!"

A Year In Review: 
The Best And 
The Rest 

The Cure 
Disintegration 

(Elektra) 

It was a given that anticipation 
for this LP would explode into 

volcanic proportions at Alter-
native radio, but the idea of 
Disintegration holding The 
Cure's first #2 hit single was 
only a glimmer in the eye of the 

label early this year. Thou-
sands were still buzzing from 
the Kiss Me Kiss Me Kiss Me 

album and tour and between 
progressive radio and press 
saturation, the stage was set to 
roll into 1989 armed and ready. 
It all began with " Fascination 
Street" reaching #1 on the 
Alternative Tracks and Top 25 
on the Hard Hundred, followed 
by a massive tour and then 
"Love Song" crossed to #27 at 
Album Radio and #2 at Top 40. 
1.25 million (and still climbing) 
records later, " Lullaby" is the 
current emphasis track and the 
band is still winding down from 
its very last tour. Fun facts: 

Cure merchandising grossed 
more per head than Bon Jovi; 

the entire tour was completed 
without air travel; three CD- 5's 
were released with extra tracks 

"Out Of Control", " Babble", 

"Too Late", " Fear Of Ghosts", 
"Homesick" and " Untitled" 
(live) not found on the Lp.... 
Disintegration reigned for 28 
weeks on the Hard Alternative 
chart, seizing the coveted #1 
spot for 7 weeks, despite a 
narrow 6% airplay lead over 

Love And Rockets. And to think 
it all began with Boys Don't  
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The Year In Review - The Best Of The Rest Continued 

Love And Rockets Love And Rockets (Beggars 
Banquet/RCA) This industrial strength, dreamy album is 

surely more alternative than the band's 
last two, and to think there are 650,000 
people out there pondering the depth 
cuts on this LP is very satisfying. "So 
Alive" was the single that teased and 
rocked the world, reaching Top Ten at 
both Album Radio and Top 40. 
"Motorcycle", "Rock And Roll 
Babylon" and "The Teardrop 
Collector" were welcomed 
distractions at college and commercial 

Alternative stations, as Love And Rockets rode for 29 weeks on 
the Airplay chart (two weeks at #1). The tour made this summer 
even more steamy (including a few stadium dates with The Cure). 
Expect the unexpected from Daniel Ash and company in 1990, 
because if they can pump out a bona fide radio hit without 
warning, there's no telling what other surprises are in store. 

The Replacements Don't Tell A Soul (Reprise) 
Alternative radio has been in love with 
The Replacements since those first 
rugged- thrash bar chords that 
eventually blossomed into Let It Be, 
the first of many pop masterpiece LPs. 
The Minneapolis foursome found 
itself on top of the new music charts 
from then on, and Paul Westerberg's 
songwriting genius grew leaps and 
bounds along the way. Sure, they were 
a bit controversial and sometimes even 

an offensive life act, but what great rock band wasn't at one time? 
Pleased To Meet Me was their first real brush with Album Radio, 
but Don't Tell A Soul is truly the band's breakthrough project. It 
offered the first #1 Album Radio hit with "I'll Be You", receiving 
more than decent CHR and Rock 40 play. They toured with Tom 
Petty (The #1 Album Radio Artist of 1989), and are in the 
pre-production phase of the next album (not bad, coming off a 
disc that began as a Westerberg solo effort). Key cuts were 
'Talent Show", "Back To Back", "We'll Inherit The Earth" and 
"Asking Me Lies", songs that kept renewing the album during its 
21 week run on the Airplay chart. 

XTC Oranges And Lemons (Geffen) Skylarking was a 
hard act to follow, but Andy Partridge, 
Colin Moulding and Dave Gregory 
underwent another chemical reaction 
and came up with the double Oranges 
And Lemons album, one that 
contained so many potential pop 
singles that the possibilities were 
mind-boggling. There was more 
music than you could munch on in one 
sitting, but the abundance was all part 
of a luxury that you don't see every day. 

"Mayor Of Simpleton" began in the MTV Buzz Bin for 10 weeks, 
and Oranges And Lemons went immediately to #1 on the Airplay 
chart for six weeks. Achieving Top Ten Album Radio play and 
maintaining a Top 50 Billboard album for 8 weeks was the fmal 
twist that brought sales up to a nice round 400,000 mark. 
Listeners stuck like glue to. the radio, awaiting the North 
American acoustic tour that happened in only 12 cities, and The 
Hard Report even donated an unprecedented four pages to 
interview the band in February. As for 1990, Geffen will release 
a compilation CD titled, The Compact X7'C: The Singles and a 
new album this year. 

Pixies Doolittle (4AD/Elektra) The genesis of Boston's 
Pixies revealed a musical force that 
was peculiar, frightening and even 
morbid at times. An underlying pop 
tendency would occasionally threaten 
to appear, and the band explored that 
idea with producer Gil Norton this 
year on Doolittle. Filled with abstract, 
twisted guitar tracks and driven by the 
manic pace of vocalist Black Francis, 
the Pixies are to 1990 what The Talking 
Heads were to 1980, and that's not an 

original statement but an overall sentiment. The band spread its 
wings on the road, headlining and playing a few dates with The 
Cure and Love And Rockets. "Here Comes Your Man" was the 
biggest single from Doolittle (Hard Hundred 75*) and the band 

never did get around to playing it live, since they hit the road in 
March of this year and toured virtually non-stop. For a debut 
major label Alternative act, we can safely say the Pixies made the 
most impact this year, claiming the #5 Airplay position, while a 
new live EP soothes radio's desire for more of the same next year. 
Side one of Dooliule ranks as one of the best listens of 1989, 
especially the three song crunch of "Debaser" "Tame" and "Wave 
Of Mutilation" and the shocking wit of "Monkey Gone To 
Heaven", the first single. 

Elvis Costello Spike (WB) Spike leaped headlong into the 
field last winter, wrapping its arms 
around the jugular. "Veronica" did the 
slow white knuckle on not just 
alternative, but AOR with delayed 
reaction from CHR. With a great 
video that MTV pounded into 
memories everywhere, that song did 
the damage alone of what many 
performers hope to accomplish in an 
entire catalog - in short a monster tune. 
While this seems like a sudden shift in 

status, it's been a long slow climb for Declan and he's earned each 
and every one of his stripes. Other cool tunes like "...This 
Town...", "Baby Plays Around" and "Pads Paws and Claws" gave 
the Beloved Entertainer the uncontested upper hand. His debut 
on WB was also a first with his collaboration with Paul 
McCartney that showed that he was capable of focusing his talent 
with other egos, without diffusing the natural effervescence of his 
pop sensitivity and subtle, sardonic wit. The King topped out at 
#6 on the Year End chart with an impeccable 19 weeks on, 
peaking at # 1. 

Fine Young Cannibals The Raw And The Cooked 
(I.R.S.) An space of 3 years from the debut album was one of 

the first keys to making people aware 
of this jazz and boogie fusion with pop 
simplicity. The Raw And The Cooked 
reaped two #1 CHR singles ("She 
Drives Me Crazy" and "Good Thing"). 
It was #1 on Billboard for seven 
weeks, making it the longest running 
success in the label's history. They 
spent 25 weeks on the Alternative 
chart, with 6 weeks in the Top Ten. 
Year end sales are currently over 3 

million, spawned by massive popular networking and the 
concurrent (put not natural) MTV saturation. The band's profile 
was also heightened by their quintessential frontman, Roland 
Gift, who appeared in the movie "Scandal", and he is 
contemplating several film offers now. Some consider this band 
not just a full-time affair, but another piece in the media jigsaw 
puzzle, and while others might consider this a hunt and peck 
approach, it can only be a strength in these diversified times. 

New Order Technique (Qwest) The key word in imported 
and domestic music news was "acid" 
with a capital "A" earlier this year, and 
this release fit into this trend like 
fingers into a friendly glove. Always a 
dance oriented band, they only needed 
a big time tour with the PiL and the 
Sugarcubes (`Monsters of Alterative 
Rock' to those of you who might have 
been living under a rock or something) 
to really get the seed planted in more 
minds. They seemed even more 

relaxed this time around instead of concentrating solely on 
playing. Their techno colored landscape was supplemented with 
more guitar angled attacks on "Vanishing Point" and "Dream 
Attack", reminding some of their "Low Life" LP. This kept New 
Order at the top of the Alternative album chart for three weeks 
and in the Top 50 for 20 weeks this year. 

10,000 Maniacs Blind Man's Zoo (Elektra) With so 
many neo-acoustic outfits springing 
up, it was natural that upstate New 
York's Maniacs would be welcomed, 
especially with the infamous cover of 
Cat Stevens' "Peace Train" off the In 
My Tribe LP. That album showed that 
they could put an unusual shine on the 
oft-tumbled folk variety of pop. 
Central to the band's charm is the 
voice and charisma of Natalie

". 
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Merchant, whose unusual timbre caught attention almost 
immediately. In the six months or so that Blind Man's Zoo has 
been bouncing around, it's moved over 800,000 units with still 
another single to be determined for the new year, and they're still 
on the road. Yuppie yes, but still laced with folk and fantasy that 
makes 'ern sound so fresh. "You Happy Puppet" and "Eat For 
Two" both surfaced as perky tracks with the first single, "Trouble 
Me", making very strong headway on MTV and CHR. They 
spent a total of 21 weeks on the chart, with 8 weeks in top five. 

B-52's Cosmic Thing (Reprise) Ten years later, 
mainstream is ready to embrace a 
sound that is deliriously happy in a 
period when "noire" is the color du 
jour. Under very trying circumstances 
of a similar shade, they have rekindled 
the spirit of unison since the death of 
Cindy's brother a few years ago that 
almost shook them apart. Their 
reemergence has helped them attain 
higher levels of airplay saturation. 
Definitely ahead of its time, but very 

quickly becoming the sound to shake to. The first single "Shake 
That Cosmic Thing" (initially from the "Earth Girls" soundtrack) 
vaulted up the chart while the album held the #1 spot for 7 weeks, 
and they still haven't left the Top 50 yet. Sales on "Cosmic Thing" 
have gone over the Platinum mark, spawning the singles 
"Channel Z" and the mega Top Ten Billboard hit "Love Shack" 
(which is gettine play every five minutes on MTV). "Roam" is 
the next track, with an accompanying video as well. They've been 
touring non-stop since the summer, with dates in Europe and the 
west coming up. 

Lou Reed New York (Sire/VVB) Lou Reed's long and 
winding career has accumulated 
enough biographical material to fill a 
book, and in 1989 he shocked America 
with the biting truth according to a 
worldly New Yorker. He weaves in 
and out of its streets, building songs 
upon the city's urban decay, its 
characters, crime and tension. New 
York can be an intensely cold place 
but Lou's spirit has become part of the 
its lifeblood. The music is stripped 

down as well, and the raw truth is better than no truth at all in 
"Romeo Had Juliette", "Sick Of You", "Strawman" and the first 
and second singles,"Dirty Blvd." and "Busload Of Faith" which 
reached 23* and 47* on the Hard Hundred respectively. His 
lyrics sting knows no bounds in "Good Evening Mr. Waldheim" 
and the glaze of sorrow on "Last Great American Whale" will 
burn a few brain cells too. Lou Reed made you think and deal 
with reality's conclusion, something that few artists can achieve 
in a real life context. New York lasted 21 weeks on the Alternative 
chart, and was Top Ten for 9 weeks. If you were lucky enough 
to see Lou Reed and John Cale perform together in Brooklyn in 
memory of Andy Warhol, consider yourself in the right place at 
the right time. 

Adrian Belew Mr. Music Head (Atlantic) This year 
Adrian Belew broke the avant garde 
silence to pursue his affection for pop 
music, and the result was a glorious 
combination of songs that paid 
homage to their 60's roots, driven by 
Adrian's clever sense of rhythm and 
melody. Exotic, organic, friendly and 
unforgettable are some of the 
adjectives that apply to Mr. Music 
Head, an album that even utilizes his 
daughter Audie on "Oh Daddy". The 

first single reached #50 in Billboard and enjoyed lots of VH-1 
and MTV play for its colorful animation and creative edge. A 
13 week run in the Alternative Top Ten really set a new record 
for Adrian Belew, who had no trouble packing clubs to see him 
work miracles on the guitar this summer. Not only did songs like 
"Motor Bungalow", "Bad Days", "House Of Cards" and "Hot Zoo" 
bring people to their feet, but "Elephant Talk" from King 
Crimson and "Superboy" from The Bears had 'em on the ceiling. 
Rumor has it that Adrian Belew's been talking to some associates 
of his musical past and nobody's naming names, but a new project 
could include any one of the following: Fripp, Zappa, Bowie or 
The Talking Heads! 

Bob Mould Workbook (Virgin) Bob's first solo album 
stands as one of the most compelling albums of the year, not only 
because Bob had the balls to shuck off the Husker Du blast factor 

' 

(that really had a lot to do with 
influencing tons of underground 
bands like Volcano Suns and 
practically everyone on the SST label 
and in Boston and New York!), but to 
realize a more heartfelt, vulnerable 
side that replaced the haphazard 
anger and rebellion of the Huskers. So 
many times aging musicians confuse 
adulthood with complacency. He 
confounds you with the murky joy and 

sorrow of "Poison Years", "Wishing Well" and "See A Little 
Light". This is a wonder that will shoot chills through you. 
Workbook features Anton Fier (Golden Palominos), Tony 
Maimone (Pere Ubu) and the superb cello of Jane Scarpantoni 
(Tiny Lights). This ensemble did a tour that blew buildings up 
that also touted Chris Stamey. Bob Mould spent 18 weeks on the 
chart with 4 of those in the Top Five. 

Red Hot Chili Peppers Mother's Milk (EMI) If you 
suffer from punk/funk phobia, then 
the Red Hot Chili Peppers will but you 
in a straight-jacket in less than one 
minute. But the general population is 
all over Mother's Milk, an album that 
marked the reorganization of the band 
and sent them off in a new direction 
attitude-wise. Flea still sends those 
bass riffs through your skull with 
magnificent force, and Anthony 
Kiedis inflicts powerful vocals on 

anyone within earshot. "Knock Me Down" sent shivers down the 
spine with instant play on Alternative radio, sending the album 
to # 1. Now "Higher Ground" is crossing over to 100 mainstream 
Album stations as we write. Believe it. The Peppers are 
breaking through at breakneck speed and nobody does it better. 
Don't worry about not seeing this band play live, because they 
seem to constantly be touring. A European trip is scheduled for 
early 1990, when EMI will direct radio to the next single, "Taste 
The Pain". The #1 Mother's Milk LP has been dominating the 
Airplay chart for 17 weeks, and it's not over yet. Don't be 
surprised if this one goes Gold by January! 

The Ocean Blue The Ocean Blue (Reprise) Watch for 
a critical opening spot on the Mighty 
Lemon Drops national tour to really 
vault this band from being a pet 
project into a bigger share of the 
prominent spotlight. They'll be doing 
over 70 dates from here to thar. Big 
deal? You betcha. The Ocean Blue's 
debut album has been consistently 
been charting for 19 weeks, with 4 
weeks in the Top Five. Where did 
these guys come from? Apparently 

nobody's really ironing the dossier as much as they're absorbing 
the record into their collections. They sprouted out of the 
woodwork with a shining sound progression made popular and 
legitimate by The Smiths and Echo And The Bunnymen. What's 
even more surprising is their exposure on MTV which should 
continue with "Drifting Falling" as the next clip. #27 on the year 
end chart filled with established acts just can't be matched for a 
debut with no local or regional recognition. 

The Waterboys Fisherman's Blues (Ensign/ 
Chrysalis) Released late last year, Fisherman's Blues instantly 

made Best Of 1988 lists by the music 
press, and radio soon followed suit 
with the "Fisherman's Blues" single. 
The wait was worth it and after news 
of a tour became sketchy, Mike Scott 
came through and brought The 
Waterboys back to the U.S. this fall to 
dazzle long time fans and many new 
ones. The emotional depth of Scott's 
songs warm the heart and soul with 
Celtic folk brilliance. Fisherman's 

Blues easily reached #1 Alternative Airplay and enjoyed a 12 
week trend on the chart, while the single crossed to #47 at Album 
Radio. "We Will Not Be Lovers", "World Party", "And A Bang 
On The Ear" and "Strange Boat" are songs that will last a lifetime, 
but we hope The Waterboys return with more miracles way 
before then. 

The Wonder Stuff The Eight Legged Groove Machine 
(Polydor) Bliss out, baby... The Wonder Stuff debuted in the 
States with a vibrant blast of pop that left a bittersweet expression 
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on the faces of so many unsuspecting 
cynics, that The Eight Legged Groove 
Machine wound up reviving the recent 
Britrock invasion in one 40-minute 
sweep. The band formed in reaction 
to what they considered to be a "dull" 
music scene and then spiraled 
naturally upward from there. "A Wish 
Away", "Give, Give, Give Me More, 
More, More", "Unbearable", "It's Yer 
Money I'm After Baby" and "Ruby 

Horse" are only a few reasons why this album's unrelenting 
ambition will surely spill over into future projects. In fact, HUP, 
the second LP is currently seated in the Top Ten and still 
building. Groove Machine should have been a million times 
bigger than it was. And by now, if programmers can't hear 
something this obvious then look out! The Wonder Stuff 
converted a small but dedicated audience on the first tour, and 
with the second album's early success, that audience is sure to at 
least double in 1990. 

The Stone Roses The Stone Roses (Silvertone) What 
can you possibly assimilate about a 
band that's taken off so naturally in less 
than six months of exposure? "She 
Bangs The Drum" set the ball rolling 
for 19 weeks and we see no reason to 
stop here. The second single and 
video for "I Wanna Be Adored" is 
underway and they've have maintained 
airplay on their own merit. Just 
natural recognition and Britpop 
enlightenment that radio can't seem to 

get tired of. In February, a major market tour is planned but is 
still in the works. Keep an eye for a specific itinerary in these 
pages in the near future. They just finished a series of dates in 
England, and hope to duplicate their native success here. "Fool's 
Gold", which sold over 150,000 units and entered U.K. charts in 
the Top Ten, will be added to the cassette and CD as a bonus 
track and will also be serviced as a 12" edit in January. There's 
plenty of momentum left in this band's saga. It's not time to file 
it away just yet. 

Fetchin' Bones Monster (Capitol) From their inception 
they've gone from being virtually 
unknown college radio stars to being 
poised to leap straight into AOR's 
shirt pocket. Monster skirted the 
shores of Rock Radio awareness while 
courting the higher echelons of 
Alternative devotion. With the 
demoness voice and whirlwind 
presence of Hope Nicholls, the Bones 
have reached their highest point of 
maturity so far with Ed Stasium 

producing. Live, they really widened some retinas in a series of 
ferocious dates, and an opening gig with a more high profile band 
would be the next rung in their obvious move towards mainstream 
acceptance. "Love Crushing" nakedly deserved more than just a 
passing glance, it was one of those songs that should have gone 
at least Top Twenty. There is also "Say The Word", "Deep Blue", 
"Feel Like An Astronaut" and even the hyper rap of "Bonework" 
that Alternative radio should be happy to champion. 12 weeks 
on the chart was the eventual action, topping out at #59 on the 
Year's 100. 

Kate Bush The Sensual World (Columbia) This lady is 
true royalty as far as Alternative radio 
sees it, and although The Sensual 
World was released a mere 7 weeks 
ago, it's been at #1 for the last five 
(airplay and requests). With almost 
four years since the last album, her 
glowing presence on The Sensual 
World will surely be savored to its 
fullest. Kate's themes, melodic fury 
and angelic voice have created a 
signature sound that has a mind all its 

own and a spirit that floats right through you. David Gilmour 
joins her on the first single, "Love And Anger", already crossing 
to Album Radio as evidenced by the Hard Hundred 94* debut 
this week. 1990 holds a wealth of events for The Sensual World 
yet to be discovered in the States, and it's about time this talented 
artist receives her due on the radio. Open any music mag and 
they'll harp the same tune. Ask any progressive programmer and 
he'll second that emotion. Not only is Kate Bush an 
accomplished composer, but her production skills are enviable 

as well. The lush, sweeping sound of "The Sensual World", 
"Never Be Mine", "Heads Were Dancing", "This Woman's Work" 
and "Love And Anger" will surely be reflected on in the coming 
decade. 

The Mighty Lemon Drops Laughter (Reprise) 
Rounding the far turn and headed for 
a mainstream finish, The Mighty 
Lemon Drops offer a sea of pop 
brilliance as bright as the sun on 
Laughter. Recorded at Peter 
Gabriel's studio in Bath, the finely 
textured guitar ambience puts a hard 
shine on these feathery fme songs. If 
the art of writing pop songs has 
become second hand to some, then the 
Lemon Drops could easily conduct a 

quick music appreciation course that would make you walk on 
clouds. Overall, Laughter is a captivating listen because of its 
sleek sound and smooth blend of guitars. The Pixies proved that 
clean lines were perfectly fine, as long as the imagination didn't 
dissolve in the process. The Lemon Drops take that concept to 
the next level, with "Written In Fiction", "The Real World", 
"Heartbreak Thing", "Into The Heart Of Love" and the single to 
start 1990 off with, "Where Do We Go From Heaven". After four 
Top Ten weeks out of 10 total on the Alternative charts, radio 
should be ready for the Laughter tour to storm the U.S. beginning 
January 17th. Joining them will be The Ocean Blue and John 
Wesley Harding. 

The Swans The Burning World (UNI/MCA) Whether 
you were familiar with the 
earthshaking might (and ear damage) 
Michael Gira and the Swans were 
capable of in the past, the ceremonial 
beauty, tension and melancholy veil of 
the music on this album is truly 
breathtaking. The stormy power of 
their attack has only been directed 
through classical and Eastern 
arrangements that seem no less 
inspired than a funeral dirge. From 

the depths of the timeless urban cesspool, they would still seem 
at ease in the bowels of the wilderness. "Can't Find My Way 
Home", "Mona Lisa, Mother Earth", "Jane Mary, Cry One Tear" 
and the enraptured fairness of "Saved" are truly sincere, no 
matter how woeful they are. The very nature of their expression 
makes them hard to grasp by most "happy" types, and the 
articulation of their ideas really open up the depths of our 
common doom. The Burning World spent 10 weeks on the chart 
and is still smoldering in the open minds of many new fans. 

Innocence Mission Innocence Mission (A&M) This 
group deserves to be placed on a 
pedestal, and we're taking every 
opportunity to sway you into becoming 
part of the fold. Start with the new 
single, "I Remember Me" and then go 
back and hear what you missed, like 
"Black Sheep Wall" (on the Fall 
Alternative CD), "The Wonder Of 
Birds" and "Notebook". The debut 
album came out of nowhere and 
remained on the Airplay chart for 11 

weeks without one slice of hype to keep it there. Let it be known 
that WBCN, KBCO, KJQN, WMDK, WVVV, KBLE, KOTR, 
KRCK, KTAO, KTCL, KTOW, WBNY, WFIT, WNCS, 
WOFM, WWUH, ICROQ, WUNH, WHFS, KACV, KFMH, 
WHTG and WVBR are the stations currently staying with the 
Innocence Mission for the long haul. An atmosphere of grace 
and pop beauty surrounds Karen Peris's tender voice, a hypnotic 
experience at the least and an invitation to bliss at its best. Either 
way you can't lose. And if the Innocence Mission puts anyone 
off it's only because they're too good for mass consumption - but 
let's not jump to that conclusion. See them live and do the right 
thing! 

De La Soul 3 Feet High And Rising (Tommy Boy) The 
debut from this rap trio has begat a 
cultish montage that's as diverse as the 
record itself. People just went wacko 
over this. Their pla, mischievous 
cut and paste mix attracted the normal 
hip-hop fans and more importantly, 
people outside that sphere. After 
moving from a quick understudy on 
the Alternative charts, "Me Myself 
And I" was the first record to go to #1 
on five Billboard charts (black albums, 
black singles, dance, dance sales and 
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rap). Their somewhat liberal view of sampling gave them more legal notoriety, and the implications of that remain to be determined. 
Domestic sales are reaching Platinum, with Gold honors in England as well. As well as taking advantage of the whole dayglo fashion 
whiplash palette, the "De La" motto actually became a part of the language overseas, as an 80's variation of "swell" or "groovy". Trugoy, 
Posdnuos and Mase are still touring around colleges and will be on their way back into the studio soon to record album #2. Can't 
wait. 

Where were you when... 

The Zulus Down On The Floor (Slash) This 
axe-wielding Boston band matched 
skills with producer Bob Mould and 
tore down new sound barriers with a 
grunge groove and a gut-wrenching 
performance. Every string was tuned 
and ready to challenge the state of 
underground rock as we know it. This 
is demolition rock with a soft spot 
somewhere deep down, held together 
by percussive crunch. The Zulus were 

built to last. Select cuts: "Too Much", "Never Again", "Big D", 
"Kings In The Queen City" and 'The Desired Effect". 

Lemonheads Lick (Taang!) They shoot for the stars with 
some of the most heartfelt and brassy 
songs this side of Oz. Lick bubbled 
high up on the college charts this year 
and the band received a healthy does 
of commercial recognition for their 
nervy but endearing cover of "Luka". 
The songs are compact, to the point 
and immediately likable no matter 
what state of mind you're in. The 
sleeper is "A Circle Of One" and a 

startling vocal performance by Evan Dando. The Lemonheads 
have a lot of potential packed into these grooves, and "Mallo 
Cup", "7 Powers", "I Am A Rabbit" and "Glad I Don't Know" were 
all overworked on the office turntable this year. Look for the next 
album on Atlantic Records. 

Mary My Hope Museum (Silvertone/RCA) On the 
heels of their numbing debut, a live EP, 
Suicide Kings has just been released. 
This really condenses the force of their 
live and recorded presentation. What 
have some of you people been 
missing? Only one of the 
simultaneously darkest and most 
illuminating debuts of the year, with 
the pulsating "Wildman Childman", 
"It's About Time", "Communion" and 

"Grind" as immediate introductions to this band from Atlanta. 
It's hard to believe that a quartet of such fragile and delicate 
looking young men could so quickly and carefully carve out this 
fury. With their collective intellect and ambition, there's no 
telling what monuments they will construct. 

The Buck Pets The Buck Pets (Island) The buzz saw 
energy of early Replacements comes 
to mind when hearing the scorching 
guitars that rule on the band's debut 
album. How sweet it is! These pets 
were apt to bite without warning, but 
the primal gratification is worth the 
risk. A rock-metal hybrid sound is 
alive and well in The Buck Pets, a band 
with the loud intentions of Soul 
Asylum and friends, but if you think 

this is a metal exclusive then think again. "A Little Murder" ranks 
among our favorite progressive singles of 1989 and "Song For 
Louise Post" rocks our metal editor Christine's world with every 
spin. Why not get another charge from The Buck Pets and see 
what we mean? 

The Sandmen Western Blood (A&M) The Sandmen from 
Denmark have plopped down a debut 
of sultry and polished edge melded 
into passionate and sculpted songs. 
They are unafraid to let majestic 
acoustic chords venture into their 
more abrasive progressions. From 
side ("Western Blood") to side ("I Met 
A Girl"), they sweep you into a realm 
where anybody can find something 
whether your whim is the rawest of 
indie noise or the sliding blues-colored 

groove. The band played a select few club dates earlier this year 
and having laid a secure AOR and retail base, watch them move 
upwards. Alternative radio first snatched them up with the im-
port charms of "Hate Your Ways", and it charted for 8 weeks as 
high as 16*. Watch for a new single, "Say Yes", and a new album 
in the middle of next year. 

Happy Mondays Bummed (Elektra) A personal favorite 
since the John Cale produced 24 
Hour... import album, this pre-acid 
house band of mischievous rhythm 
wizards use twisting guitars (and even 
sitar) to guide an infectious dance 
groove. This time, producer Martin 
Hannett uses his instinctual touch (the 
same one found on Joy Division and 
early U2 LPs) to shape these reckless 
fun-loving songs. Happy Mondays is 
out of this world, a quality that turns 

out to be in the band's favor. "Lazy Itis", "Wrote For Luck", "Brain 
Dead", "Mad Cyril" and "Moving In With" all made the world a 
better place. 

Green On Red Here Come The Snakes (Restless) 
Finally, the record that Album Radio 
should have gone hog-wild for. But 
didn't. The music is robust and sounds 
better than ever, blowing fuses under 
Dan Stuart's vocal whines and 
dramatic haze. The songs maintain a 
languid, rubbery pace and a mellow 
tempo brews powerfully under 
Stuart's melancholy lyrics and bluesy 
moods. Don't forget that walking dead 
corpse line in "Zombie For Love", 

along with "Keith Can't Read", "Change" and "Tenderloin". This 
one deserves your stamp of approval. 

Beastie Boys Paul's Boutique (Capitol) Their first album 
on Capitol is just about as fluffy as a 
wheelbarrow full of bricks, and as easy 
to disseminate as intertwined crazy 
straws. Shame on whomever thought 
Paul's Boutique was too juvenile. The 
density of the lyrics with the loud, wah-
wah boogie woogie extravaganza will 
send you reeling. Sampling is another 
common issue here, with bits of the 
movie "Psycho" and the Eagles cut 
"Those Shoes" as snippets more easily 

identified. Reaction to "Hey Ladies" was somewhat subdued for 
what can hardly be called a passive song, and for that we must 
slap the collective wrist of Progressive radio. The record sold 
800,000 copies on the benefit of their established fan base alone, 
and a continued push in the new year should escalate that ceil-
ing. Or as the Boys themselves said, "Take That Cookie Puss".

And aside 
from all that, the band crusaded their 

aggressive and excruciatingly loud 

messages not only across the U.S. but 
the world at large, for the better part of 

the year. They took out with them the 

equally dazzling ( if on a different level) 

talents of first, Queensryche, then The 

Cult, and ultimately Faith No More. 

Without question, James Hettield, Kirk 

Hammett, Lars Ulrich and Jason News-

ted opened the eyes of America to a 

world that's been looming large in their 

faces for a long time. In effect, opening 
the floodgates of consciousness, 

enlightening people to a whole other 
way of life, albeit even as startling a 

one as thrash can be Within a mere 

week of its release, the album was 

threatening platinum and when all was 

said and done the record achieved 

more than twice that in total sales, not 

to mention attendance levels, mer-

chandise sales, etc... And hey, it even 

guaranteed them nominations on sev-

eral awards programs, even if the 

results were somewhat questionable to 

say the least. Every step achieved by 
this band over the last two years has 

been done with caution, but also with 

style, integrity, and as exemplified by 

their stunning video outing ("One'), 
with artistic grace. There is no record 

more deserving of that much coveted 

position of #1 on the Year End Metal 

Chart. More than that, Metalliea earned 
it every step of the way.

1989 was by far the most prosperous year for metal so far. I thought 
1988 was a breakthrough, and it was in a way, but this year has 
seen a phenomenal explosion of hard/rock metal acts crossing 
over to other formats, sales on the rise, overflowing charts and a 
constant and intriguing influx of new bands with new material. 
Aside from all the fresh blood hitting the scene, a lot of old 
standbys also returned with mostly impressive works. It was 
definitely Metallica's year - as you will read below (and a very 
good year for thrash in general), but it was also the year Skid Row 
turned the charts upside down with their good boy/bad boy 
anthems and power ballads, the beautiful though devilish 
Sebastian Bach and their tour with Bon Jovi. If they can hold Bass 
in check the next few years could invariably "belong" to the Skids. 
They've really got to get him under control though, or he's gonna 
blow it for 'em, if he hasn't already. This year also saw the return 
of Tesla to turntables and stages all across America with a truly 
potent album. Questions arose as to whether or not they could top 
"Mechanical Resonance", but they easily blew any such questions 
right out the door! What a phenomenal album. Also this year, we 
got mega releases from the likes of W.A.S.P. (one of the best 
albums of the year), Laaz Rockit, Black Sabbath, Dangerous Toys 
(perhaps one of the biggest breakthrough success stories this 
year), E-Z-0 (with the a tremendous album that should have 
insured them at least gold - go figure), Crimson Glory, Aerosmith, 
Motley Crue, Kreator (an imposing and lengthy stay on the 
charts), LA. Guns, Warrant, Dream Theater (destined for 
stardom), Fifth Angel, Blue Murder & Mr. Big (two more 
superstar gatherings of star-studded magnitude), Artch, Lizzy 
Borden (his best ever), Extreme (talent!), BulletBoys, Tora Tora, 
King Diamond, Helloween, Forbidden, Sea Hags, Dirty Looks, 
Powermad (a standout release that totally impressed me), 
Coroner, Junkyard, Wrathchild America, Leeway, Vain, Sword, 
Mucky Pup, Princess Pang, Michael Monroe, the Hanoi Rocks 
catalogue (yeaahhh!) and a veritable slew of others. The list is far 
too enormous to include them all here. But hopefully you get the 
idea ofjust how fruitful this year was for us harder rockin' maniacs. 
Next year looks just as eventful with new releases expected from 
Queensryche, Savatage, Riot, Killer Dwarfs, Sanctuary, Prong, 
Candlemass, Winger and dozens more. So listen, have a 
wonderful holiday season. Take care, keep warm & rock hard but 
keep safe. Thanks going out to all the labels who have supported 
the metal section and the Hard Report in general and thanks to 
all the artists who in the end, make everything worthwhile..., and 
even those that don't. C-Ya! 

RECORD OF THE YEAR 
stainent, ' Practice What You Preach",  
egatorce/Atlantic... 

. With little doubt, the 
impressive success of 
Metallica on the metal front 
helped pave the way for 
several other thrash giants. 
Long a staple of metal radio 
Testament really came to the 
fore with their "The New 
Order" album, but it has been 
this, their latest, which has 
garnered for them the greatest 
praise and response. It is 
perhaps the crowning 
achievement for them so far in their career. With its lyrically adept 
tunes, the skilled and captivating guitar playing of Alex Skolnick, 
and a noticeable musical progression as a group in both style and 
delivery, "Practice What You Preach" easily stomped its way to the 
top of all the metal charts. In the process, the record did also draw 
some unfavorable comparisons to their better known Bay Area 
peers, but was able to absorb the flack and if anything, become 
stronger for it. It's been one of the most liked and tortured (by 
other record reps) albums perhaps of the year. Call it envy, call it 
firing in the face of defeat - anyway you look at it, Chuck Billy and 
friends were the first to fmally dislodge the mighty Metallica from 
#1 and were able to hold there and on top of the requests charts 
for well over 11 weeks (rapidly approaching 300,000 units sold). 
Having toppled just recently under an assault on Nuclear 
proportions, the band is still out on the road and may remain there 
until well into the New Year. When all the stats were totaled, 
Testament had managed to muscle its way to #7 on the Year End 
Chart and by the looks of it, intends to hang around the upper 
echelons of the regular Hard Hitters charts for quite some time 
to come. More power to them. 
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Metal Church, "Blessing In Disguise", Elektra.... One of the more pleasant 
surprises of the year was the rise of Metal Church to the top of the charts. When new vocalist Mike 
Howe entered the picture, questions flew up at alarming rates as to whether or not he could adequately 
fill the much-liked shoes of David Wayne. Well, all such musings were quickly hushed by the time the 
first cut "Fake Healer" hit the streets. With Mike's incredibly versatile voice, his charming, boyish good 
looks and the band's obvious determination to stand 100% behind their new frontman, the group's fate 
was sealed. And what a destination fate had in mind for this Seattle outfit as the record assailed the 
chart with an unequaled intensity, quickly rising to #1 and remaining there for some 7 weeks straight, 
although not after a lengthy battle with their strongest competition, Exodus. All that, as well as 
consistently pulling Top Requests, earning respect at every turn, a popular and well done video, a 
successful tour with Meliah Rage and sales in excess of 200,000 and what do they get? Dropped! Sad 
but true. But also a temporary setback I'm sure. Somewhere out there is a label (okay, okay, I know a 
few at Elektra who still love 'em too!) who has no doubt seen the signs of stardom etched in this vinyl 
from first note to last, and undoubtedly once again Metal Church will rise and prove their worth and 
validity once and for all. 

Badlands, " Bad lands", Atlantic.... Here we find one of 1989's now famous supergroups, this being the much anticipated, 
much hided project put together by former Ozzy Osbourne guitar wizard, Jake E. Lee. It could have 
gone either way for such a project, but Mr. Lee made sure to gather around him the best and when he 
snagged Ray Gillen, Greg Chaisson and Eric Singer, he invariably wrote himself a one way ticket to 
gold. Likewise the band could have cashed in fairly easily on Jake's name alone or the heart-stopping 
dark mystery of Ray's appearance, but what good the fluff if there's no substance behind it? Ah, but 
what this band offered up was a platter loaded with 70's tinged masterpieces that hail back to a much 
missed heyday of rock and roll done oh so naturally. Yes, Jake and friends loaded this album up with 
straight-forward yet soulful rockers (and a couple of ballads) capable of satisfying even the most 
dissonant factions of the metal listenership. And it did just that. Yes, it drew some comparisons to the 
Led Zeps and Bad Co.'s of the world, but what of it? Ray has perhaps one of the most impressive, 
versatile and smooth voices in rock today, Jake's talents are unprecedented and precise and Eric and 
Greg hold this unit together like the strongest of glues. No flash necessary, Badlands had the thunder 
and the songs to carry them to a six week stay up on top of all the other Hard Hitters. Kudos to this 

talented foursome on delivering one of the strongest records of the year. 

Rang Tango, "Pyscho Cafe", MCA/ Mechanic.... When you talk about the genuine 
breakthroughs of 1989, be sure to go back and survey the action surrounding this talented quintet. Not 
only did they kind of appear out of nowhere, but they stunned the masses with their groove-infused rock 
tunes. Understandably, it took a while for the collective metal radio world to come around to the gruff 
Billy Idol-ish vocals of Joe Leste, and the almost danceable quality of some of their songs. When they 
did though, it effectively launched Bang Tango up the chart at a rapid and dizzying rate, ultimately 
landing them (even if only for one week) at # 1. More than that though, the wildly successful neon dream 
of a video they did for "Someone Like You" firmly entrenched their name and faces in the hearts and 
minds of a large quantity of American youth. No longer were they strangers on the scene. They became 
a most requested item from the right coast to the left. In a live setting they pulled it off just as 
impressively, and now with the stage so competently set, they are about to besiege the AOR world with 
"Breaking Up A Heart Of Stone". So adequately named is this heavy, groove machine, and how potent 
as well. I get the feeling that 1989 was just a tease. 

Exodus, "Fabulous Disaster", Combat.... For several weeks during the months of February and March, I began to feel 
like I was caught in a tug-of-war between Megadon (then of Combat) and Russ Gerroir at 
Concrete and Sue Stillwagon at Elektra as they battled to get their respective records to number 
one. With both sides calling every day to track their progress. Well, as documented earlier Metal 
Church managed to finally claim # 1, but not after an' all out fight with these Bay Area bashers. 
Mega fought the good fight and çlid manage to help this band hit #1 in the March 17th issue. So, 
at least for one week Exodus achieved the level of recognition they had coming to them for so 
long. An easy favorite with most metal audiences, Exodus launched into 1989 with their frenzied 
and volatile "Toxik Waltz" and onto their airwaves of MTV via the Headbanger's Ball. They also 
took to the open road with Voivod, Testament, Death Angel and assorted others, wreaking havoc 
in every town they entered while gaining hordes of new fans. And even if they didn't quite hold 
onto number one for all that long, the band managed to maintain action on the charts for a total 

of 27 weeks (falling off in early August) with 21 of those at Top Ten status. It doesn't end there however, as the record to this day 
continues to pull Top Requests - continually toying with the chart. Into the next decade we go and the stage is now firmly set for Exodus. 
Look for their next release to truly devastate. 

Nuclear Assault, "Handle With Care", In-Effect.... What a year this has been for 
the bands representing the thrashier side of metal life! As we leave you, another one sits powerfully up 
at # 1, and as always it wasn't without a battle. In fact, so fruitful has this year been as far as new quality 
releases are concerned, that for a while nobody was really sure who was gonna end up at # 1. Testament 
dominated long and hard, but as we entered the last quarter, the Nukes found themselves caught in a 
mosh with masterful new releases from Overkill, King Diamond, Voivod, Soundgarden, Fates Warning 
and on the lighter side of life: Whitesnake, Ace Frehley, L.A. Guns and Motley Crue. But as we head 
out, John Connelly and Co. are enjoying their fourth week at #1 and their first at #1 Most Requested 
(a spot primarily occupied by Testament & Metallica for most of the year). And during the three w.ek 
interim before we return to the presses in January - they will retain their lofty position with the New 
Year promising to be quite a challenge for them. It doesn't really matter what happens however, because 
they have, with this socially significant and hyper charged album, asserted their presence in an already 
overcrowded scene. "Handle With Care", as we head into the 90's becomes all that more important a 
statement, both musically and environmentally. An impressive release at so equally an amazing time in our world's history, don't you 
think? 
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Faith No More, "The Real Thing", Reprise.... 

This is perhaps one of my all time 
favorite records and no doubt my 
absolute pick of the year (outside of 
Queensryche, of course!). Faith was 
put well on their way with the release 
of "We Care A Lot" to the Alternative 
audience, but it seemed that with the 
addition of Mike Patton to the line-up, 
twice as many doors began to open up 
for them. It's not so much that the 
music changed, because there really is 

little deviation from the direction they were headed in before. It's 
just that Mike has injected into their seemingly reckless nature a 
"controlled" (on vinyl anyway, lives he's wild) spontaneity of sorts 
that bedazzles you. His voice is as enigmatic and magnetic as it is 
versatile and serpentine. It's almost as if he's 3 or 4 people in one 
- easily changing tonal quality as though flicking a switch. The 
combination of rap, metal, thrash, etc... has created a whirlwind 
of auditory psychedelia the likes of which we haven't really 
witnessed on the harder side of life before. This album boasts one 
of the most colorful and brilliant collections of songs out there 
today. For some it takes more than a few listens to catch onto 
what Faith No More is all about but ah... once you do, you never 
look back. They are special. They are original. They are "The Real 
Thing", at least in my book. 

Soundgarden, "Louder Than Love" A&M.... 
Also flas-hing through in brilliant 
originality this year, was Seattle-based 
Soundgarden with their wall of sound 
and psychedelic seduction. Where 
Faith No More is stunningly 
impressive in their variations, this 
band is mesmerizing in their songs' 
hypnotic sameness. Let me qualify: 
Every song IS different but definitely 
earmarked by the grinding feedback 
of Kim Thayill's guitar playing, the 
thunderous driving groove laid down by bassist Jason Everman 
and drummer Matt Cameron, and especially punctuated by the 
primal screams and growls of the bands singularly sexy focal 
point, Chris Cornell. From first song to last there is a flow and 
connection between songs, no disjointed fragments of poppy, 
dance type tunes, ballads and dirges. They are from start to finish, 
heavy and driven. Soundgarden is fierce in their solemnity and 
honest almost to the point of blatant rudeness ("Big Dumb Sex" 
and "Full On Kevin's Mom"). But, what they are is an attitude, and 
it's one that translates well to vinyl and one that has captured the 
still rebellious nature of American Youth. They are in a word - 
intense. 

Voivod, nNothingface", MCA/Mechanic.... I've 
written this album up so may times 
already that I wasn't really sure what 
more to say about it. So I thought back 
to the first time I heard "Astronomy 
Domine" and it all came floating 
ethereally back to me. So few records 
head the opposite direction of what is 
considered the norm that even a cover 
of Pink Floyd's Syd Barret era tune 
seemed a wonderful experiment in 
divergence. Any other band could 

have done a version of it, but none other could have pulled it off 
the way that Snake, Piggy, Blackie and Away have. Their's is a 
reputation built on a curious affinity for science fiction and an 
often frightening world vision that has grown and developed from 
one album to the next. The song was a natural for them and they 
it, but it is the rest of the album that truly defines their 
hyper-intellectual being. These guys are not your average thrash 
meisters that is for sure. Within a sci-fi framework, they discover 
and explore other dimensions and times through intricately 
woven yarns. It is the mindboggling musical tapestry that is most 
impressive however. It twists and turns its way through the most 
bizarre and incredible time changes - riffs running this way, 
stopping, turning, slowing down, speeding up etc, etc... Voivod 
is one of the most assured success stdries there is and/or will be 
next decade. This is• a brilliant record and just think, but a 
precursor of what's yet to come. 

ptçs Warning "Perfect Symmetry", Metal  
Diacie.... In the realm of 
progressive metal this band definitely 
excels beyond the standard fare, with 
their exceptional delivery and 
musicianship. Last year's "No Exit" 
was the key that unlocked the doors 
for them to wide acceptance with its 
epic songs and the amazing opus, "The 
Ivory Tower Of Dreams". Most notably 
it was the introduction of Ray Alder as 
lead vocalist that brought around a 
great number of new fans. Listening to thàt album, it was pretty 
obvious that he was a talented singer with a very bright future. 
Upon first listen to "Perfect Symmetry" however, it was startling 
how much vocal progression had actually taken place in so 
relatively a short period of time. Ray's voice has matured in 
excellent fashion with his range and dexterity seeming to have 
almost doubled. He's also managed to reign in his higher 
registers, and channeled more emotional content into the lyrics. 
And there is an equally noticeable maturity in thbsoneriting as 
well. "Through Different Eyes" is a beautiful, almost melancholy 
song that, with its blatant accessibility, has put them before 
audiences their past works never could have. MTV has latched 
onto the beautiful and moody video for that song and it is perhaps 
DIM of the best I've seen all year. In all honesty, I had my doubts 
as to whether the stellar musicianship of Jim Matheos, Frank 
Aresti, Joe DiBiase and new drummer Mark Zonder could be 
pulled off so expertly live, not to mention Ray's vocals. Any 
doubts were quickly trampled into the floor of the Empire Rock 
Room in Philly as I stood mesmerized by the absolute 
professionalism I saw before me. Here is a band that is just 
beginning to hit their stride and who should be taken very 
seriously as musicians and performers. Excellent. 

Rççj Hot Chili Peppers, "Mother's Milk",  
•••• Here is another 

exceptional band that while primarily 
an alternative act, has managed to find 
its way over to the Metal and AOR 
side of life as well. The guys who have 
given the sight of tube socks a whole 
new meaning, deliver incredibly high 
energy, effusive songs that elevate and 
enhance your spirits every time you 
listen to them. Though metal 
audiences still remain a bit wary of 
playing these guys, I think they will ultimately play a much larger 
role on the metal charts in the year to come. I don't know why so 
many people hedged and hawed on the hard side when it came 
to this band, because it's a most amazingly fun album. I think the 
dilemma is similar to that of the one that accompanied the 
releases of Faith No More, King's X and others like them. People 
just don't know where to put them. Fact is, bands like these can 
fit anywhere given the opportunity and luckily there were some 
brave souls who chased after the Red Hots on Metal Radio and 
they rocked all the more for it. And now of course the band's 
cover of "Higher Ground" is beginning to really impact at AOR 
and thankfully so. There is a fresh, aliveness to their music and it 
really shines through in their two videos as well - look for them 
and you'll see what I mean. So metal peoples, over break go in 
search of "Mother's Milk" and experiment with it, the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers are all about fun and believe me, they won't let you 
down. 

The Cult, "Sonic Temple", Reprise.... Earlier in 
the year, we finally received the 
follow-up to The Cult's critically 
acclaimed "Electric" album, and the 
radio and video worlds were blown 
away when "Fire Woman" hit the 
airwaves. You could almost see all the 
Ian Astbury wamia-bes take a huge 
step back in reverence. And now as the 
year rapidly rushes towards its end, 
there are at least five bands (who shall 
remain nameless) who boast a 

noticeable Cult influence in their style, sound and especially their 
singer's vocals. The Cult offer up the definitive example of rock 
and roll at its best with power and presence always at the fore. 
So, it's really no wonder that so many newer acts strive to be 
somewhat like them. Ian has one of the most identifiable and

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resonant voices around and on this record one can easily get caught up in them. With "Edie (Ciao Baby)" the band easily captured the 
hearts of the AOR world, while maintaining a firm grasp on the Alternative and metal charts for an extended period as well. In fact, 
they impacted on the Hard Hitters chart for no less than_ 19 weeks straight. Their stint with the Mighty Metallicatz didn't hurt them 
any on that score, I'm sure. What seemed like a strange coupling at first ended up working surprisingly well. So perhaps metal radio 
has taken this record as far as they're going too, but chances are that on the AOR is concerned there's still miles to go. 

King's X, "Gretchen Goes To Nebraska", Megaforce/Atlantic.... I didn't really know how to start this 
write-up. Do I rave once again about the inner beauty of a band still so untouched by industry mud-raking, 
or this record with its absolute focus and nonconformity? Do I sketch for you a map through its stark yet 
melodious terrain, or do I hope by now that you've already realized the magic that exists in every essence of 
who this band is? Hmmm.... I've loved the music of King's X since the first advance cassette of "Out of The 
Silent Planet" winged its way to my desk way back in early '88. "Goldilox" melted my heart and "Visions" 
opened my eyes. Every song with its simple but full and accentuated strength was capable of tapping into 
some of those hidden, inner reaches of my soul. And then there came "Gretchen", showing not a repetition 
of their previous work, but not a total separation either. It instead moved forward in linear motion with 12 
more sparkling songs shaded in vocal harmonies to cry by. A bit much you may say? Maybe, but I don't think 
so. This month I got to spend some time with the band themselves and bubbling to the surface of my brain 
throughout the entire experience was one overwhelming reality - these guys are genuine. They are confident 

and talented musicians and they are warm and funny people with little idiosyncrasies just like the rest of us. The three together are a 
powerful musical force and without any one of them the band could not exist. This year was a banner one for them as recognition levels 
rose to all new heights, "Summerland" threatened to leave its indelible mark on AOR, the Lp climbed to as high as #9 on our Metal 
chart and "Over My Head" firmly established them as video stars. The vid for "Summerland" is stunning and it's a crime that it isn't in 
a power rotation. So those of us who know their music and/or them, believe with all our hearts that this band WILL happen and when 
they do it will be BIG. Let's hope 1990 is their year. They more than deserve it. 

DESERVING DEMO 
Machinery, "Divide And Conquer".... This demo rolled through oh, several months or more ago, and you know ies just 
one of the things where I've been meaning to get to it forever but.... See it's just that there have been so many releases this year and 
there have been several demos that I've been meaning to get to. Anyway, over the past few months I've really gotten to know this group, 
their bassist Dan Burzynski in particular - he's very persistent. In fact, it was he who reminded me that I had yet to write them up. Well 
here goes Danny.... Machinery is an extremely talented thrash/metal band out of Connecticut who have within their musical structure 
a very progressive nature. It is this that has often prompted people to bring up the names Iron Maiden and Queensryche when discussing 
them. Yes, there is that technical feel and yes singer Tom Denihan's vocals are especially reminiscent of Geoff Tate's on certain tunes, 
but they have however a much heavier edge to them featuring some very skillful time changes a la guitarist Chet Camboni, drummer 
Art Gallery (seriously) and of course Dan on bass. Their melodic sense is carefully woven into each and every song, keeping them 
from falling too heavily into the thrash end of the spectrum and lyrically, they are also very impressive. This is not a band of posers, 
wanna-bes or anything like that, they are incredibly serious and determined musicians ready for the big-time. This demo has already 
accumulated for them l ons of press and fans on an international level - not bad, considering the guys in the band do all their own 
promotion work and, I liked 'em so much I threw them on my last CD sampler . Of all the demos I've gotten this year (and there were 
a lot) this is perhaps the most deserving of label attention... and from what I understand they're beginning to get a lot of that, too.

"The 14 year olds who listen to Motley Crue are a lot smarter that 
you think". There it was written on the subway wall, scrawled in 
black magic marker over a huge blowup of a middle-aged man, 
deep in thought, supposedly about the problems of the NYC 
Transit System.

"Dr. Feelgood", they close the decade with perhaps the heaviest 
riff from a "mainstream" band on the title cut. Razor sharp and 
grungy it delivers the best production of H-E-A-V-Y. Of course 
you already know about the guest appearances from Bryan 
Adams, Steven Tyler, Cheap Trick, and Skid Row to name a few, 
but it's interesting to note that in their ten year (or so) career, 
they have brought about in this record, a healthy mix of their pop-
mainstream sensibilities all the while continuing to cultivate their 
deviant and wild boy image.

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Cliff Richard, Chris Rea, Bros, Bananarama, Kylie Minogue, 
Jason Donovan, Wet Wet Wet, Tears For Fears and Tina Turner 
teamed up at a southeast London studio on Sunday to record a 
new version of Band Aid's "Do They Know It's Christmas?", the 
1984 Live Aid record. The new record, featuring 27 artists, is to 
go on sale next week to raise money for Ethiopian famine victims. 
Producer Pet Waterman asked Bob Geldof if he could revive the 
Band Aid song after hearing Geldof describe the African famine 
on the radio. "The problem (in Africa) is the same, the song is the 
same, and it's the same time of year," Geldof says. "The only thing 
that has changed is the faces in English pop music." 

Tommy Lee of Motley Crue has been charged with disorderly 
conduct for dropping his leather g-string and exposing his 
buttocks to a crowd of over 12,000 persons at the Riverfront 
Coliseum in Cincinnati, Ohio. Lee can pay a fine of $113 if he 
doesn't want to appear in court on the misdemeanor charge. 

Mickey Dolenz of the Monkees has moved from London to Los 
Angeles, hoping to star in a television series. He also hopes to 
produce some television programs here based on programs he 
produced and directed in Britain. "The problem is a lot of people 
think of me as a drummer, which is not the case at all," Dolenz 
says. "With 'The Monkees,' I was an actor playing the part of a 
rock & roll drummer. Still, I run across a lot of people who think, 
'A drummer who wants to act and direct? No way." 

The Visa U.S.A. credit card company is sponsoring Paul 
McCartney's 1990 concerts in the U.S. McCartney will appear in 
television advertisements for the tour, and Visa will be the only 
credit card accepted for purchases of tickets and merchandise 
sold at the shows. The portion of the McCartney tour being 
sponsored by Visa begins in February and includes 12 cities. 
McCartney's tour also is helping to promote the environmental 
group Friends Of The Earth. 

Sly Stone has been sentenced to spend 55 days in the County Jail 
in Los Angeles, after pleading guilty to driving under the influence 
of cocaine. He was also fined $897 and sentenced to five years on 
probation. Los Angeles Police arrested Stone on the charge in 
January 1987. Stone, whose real name is Sylvester Stewart, left 
California last year, but was sent back to California after he was 
arrested in Connecticut. 

Ford Motor Company says it's contributing $250,000 for the Rock 
& Roll Hall of Fame in Cleveland, Ohio. The company cited songs 
like "Mustant Sally" and "Hot Rod Lincoln" as reasons why it was 
contributing to the facility. Ford is the biggest private employer in 
Cleveland. 

Former X singer John Doe is recording his first solo album, with 
Davitt Sigerson producing. 

Henry Lee Summer says he's written Indiana Governor Evan 
Bayh volunteering his assistance in dealing with the problem of 
garbage from other states being brought to the state. He's going 
after the mayor of his hometown of Brazil, Indiana, after surveying 
the landfills in the town. He says he wants to stop "New York's 
garbage from becoming Indiana's biggest cash crop." 

The U.S. Supreme Court has refused to review a copyright 
infringement lawsuit filed by Lorna Nelson against her 
half-brother, Prince. Nelson claims Prince stole the lyrics to her 
song "What's Cookin' In This Book" for his song "U Got The 
Look." Earlier this year, a U.S. appeals court upheld a lower court 
decision dismissing her claims. 

Charlie Daniels has a big hit on the country charts with "Simple 
Man," which says criminals ought to be treated more severely. The 
lyrics to the song ask that criminals be given "a tall tree and a short 
piece of rope." "I keep a finger on the pulse of this country -- the 
working people" Daniels explains. "And what they're sying now is, 
'I'm sick and tired of crime in this country, madder than hell, and 
I'm not gonna put up with it any longer. Whatever I have to do to 
protect my family I'm gonna do." He hopes that the song will "wake 
up" Americans. "A handful of people with long arrest records 
cause the same problems year after year. What I'm saying is, these 
people who do something, do something back to them. We've got 
the laws to do it with if we can just get our judicial system to use 
them. We need some hanging judges. Give the guy 100 years 
without hope of parole. The next guy will say, 'Damn, I better not 
do that.' Put somebody in the electric chair. They say the death 
penalty's not a deterrent, but if it gets one s.o.b. off the street, he'll 
never bother anybody else." 

Blues guitarist Lonnie Mack is recording a live album this month 
at Fitzgerald's, a suburban Chicago club. Mack, who has been 
cited as an influence on Eric Clapton and Keith Richards, first 

came to attention with his 1963 instrumental version of Chuck 
Berry's "Memphis." 

Even though the Buzzcocks are currently touring the U.S., Pete 
Shelley says the band has no current plants to record, though 
"we're keeping ourselves open to the possibilities." 

Carole King recently made an appearance on the television 
program, "The Reporters," in which she reported on depletion of 
the wilderness in Idaho where she has lived for the past 12 years. 
"Myjob in this case was not to deal with the issue from my opinion," 
she says. "I had to gather all the facts for the viewer and say, 'Here 
are both sides; form your own opinion." King says appearing on 
the program doesn't mean she's trying to become a journalist. "I've 
wanted to do something like this for a long time." 

Rapper DOC, whose real name is Tracy Lynn Curry, was arrested 
on suspicion of drunken driving after being seriously injured in a 
crash on the Ventura Freeway in Los Angeles. The accident 
occurred the day before he was to begin a national tour. 

Chris Difford of Squeeze says the band originally had a different 
title for song,"If It's Love." "It's the most optimistic song we've 
written in a long time," Difford says, "though we originally titled it 
'If I'm Dead,' but that sounded too depressing for a single." 

A new book on Diana Ross claims that Michael Jackson wants to 
look so much like her that he was once caught trying on her 
makeup. Author Randy Taraborelli details the incident in his 
book, "Call Her Miss Ross." "Diana couldn't believe her eyes when 
she walked into her Las Vegas dressing room one night and found 
Michael putting on her makeup," he says. "Slowly, methodically, 
he was transforming himself into the very image of Miss Ross." 
Taraborelli says Jackson became infatuated with Diana Ross at 
age 11 when Berry Gordy arranged for him to move in with her. 
He says Jackson's plastic surgery was intended to make him look 
like Ross. 

Guitarist Ted Nugent has written a song about Fred Bear, a 
Michigan hunter who developed modern bow-hunting. Nugent 
has sold 20,000 cassettes of "Fred Bear -- American Hunter's 
Theme Song," through his business which also sells Nugent 
hunting videos, knives and t-shirts. Nugent has also been lecturing 
about hunting safety. "If you're not a safe and legal hunter, you're 
not a hunter, you're a vandal," Nugent says. "But if you're a safe 
and legal hunter, you're cool. Guns are cool unless you're a guy 
who's stoned, a guy who's drinking, a guy who's fooling around 
with guns." 

An Indianapolis high school principal decided to cancel an 
anti-drug talk by Flavor Flay of Public Enemy because of 
Professor Grill's earlier remarks about Jews. Charles Roach, 
principal of North Central High School, had seen on television a 
clip of Professor Griff calling Jews wicked, a comment for which 
he later apologized. "Based on the controversy associated with 
Public Enemy, the convication in my opinion was not going to be 
a positive experience," Roach said. Reverend Charles Williams, 
president of the group that sponsored the anti-drug program, said 
Roach's attitude was almost racist. 

Michelle Shocked readily admits that she's softened her attitudes 
on her new album, "Captain Swing." "For the excesses of the last 
album, I'm sure I will have to pay my dues," she says. "But on the 
other hand, I do believe I can stand by most of it. What's 
happening now is merely a shift in emphasis. I knew that if I 
continued, things would have probably gotten out of hand and I 
would have become ineffective. At that point, there was already 
an element of demagoguery that I was concerned with about 
myself." She says she brought the Green party's philosophy of 
"unity in diversity" to her new album. "People have said this album 
made them laugh and think while the other album was very 
serious," she says. "It became obvious to me that I needed to do 
something when I found myself being compared to Tracy 
Chapman -- who I consider to be very humorless. I knew that 
wasn't accurate, but I'd never made it clear. I think this album 
should also clear up all the talk about a folk revival, may it rest in 
peace." 

John Cougar Mellencamp directed a promotional video for Bob 
Dylan's "Political World" at Indiana University in Bloomington. 

Sting came to Boston to present the second annual Reebok 
Human Rights Award at Faneuil Hall in Boston. The $100,000 
award is divided among winners under the age of 30 who have 
significantly raised public awareness of human rights. 
Massachusetts Governor Michael Dukakis and Boston Mayor 
Ray Flynn declared the day "Reebok Human Rights Award Day." 

Stevie Wonder will headline a benefit concert in Los Angeles next 
month to raise money for inner city schools and their students. 
"Rejoice In Los Angeles" will raise money for The Inner City 
Foundation of Excellence. Wonder says he's contacting some 
celebrities for a choir that will be used for the concert's grand 
finale. 
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Ian Hunter says it's a bit unfortunate that his new single with Mick 
Ronson is called "American Music." He says it's being seen as an 
attempt to sell out to get airplay, while it really represents his 
tribute to the sounds of Cleveland and Memphis that first inspired 
him. "I knew it was going to happen, but it was one of those rare 
songs that came out in one piece," Hunter says. "I tried to change 
it -- I hate the title -- but it was just too good not to put on the 
record. We tried to explain with the video that this is an ode to 
music, not to America, but it does put some people off. It 
happens." 

Kate Pierson of the B-52s says there really was a "Love Shack" 
outside of the band's hometown of Athens, Georgia. "It's a real 
place," she says. "It was called the Hawaiian Hali, and it was out 
on the edge of town. Everybody used to go there and dance, or 
hang out and drink coffee and iced tea." 

Joan Baez has a new album out, "Speaking Of Dreams," that 
includes collaborations with Paul Simon, Jackson browne and the 
Gipsy Kings. The LP includes a cover of George Michael's "Hand 
To Mouth." "I'd been hearing it for 12 months in my aerobics class, 
and one day I realized he was singing about the homeless and poor 
in America," Baez says. "There;s a light that flashes in my head and 
chest when I find a song that seems like it was written just for me." 

The Disney Channel has begun running episodes of the British 
"Ready, Steady, Go!," series that was originally broadcast from 
1963 to 1967. 

Peter Wolf's father passed away recently, while the mother of 
former X singer John Doe died on November 20. 

Judy Mowatt, former backing singer for Bob Marley, has covered 
Aretha Franklin's "Rock Steady," with rapper Michie Mee. 
"People have asked why I've gone into this (rap) market, but it's 
one that I need to tap," Mowatt explains. "We have to keep up with 
the times. It's like a man wearing bell-bottom pants in the '60s --

he'd look silly still wearing them today. My roots will always be 
there, there will always be one song on each album that is a Rasta 
chant. I try to incorporate every nation's music -- calypso, highlife 
and so on." She says Aretha Franklin and Dionne Warwick were 
her favorite singers when she was younger. "Before I developed 
my own style I would try to copy them as closely as possible. Bob 
Marley was tremendously supportive when I sang for him. He 
would approve songs I did, and would assist me when a line 
needed to be changed. I saw him as a mentor, and he cared for me 
like a father." 

Former Bronski Beat lead singer Jimmy Somerville has released 
his first solo album, called "Read My Lips." 

Kylie Minogue and Jason Donovan haven't had much success in 
the U.S., despite their domination of the British charts. Their 
producer, Pete Waterman, has now launched his first U.S. 
venture, PWL Records-America, hoping to raise the visibility of 
the Stock, Aitken & Waterman production team here. The label 
plans to develop a harder, more American sound, by encouraging 
rap and street music. 

The 11th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has heard arguments in a 
lawsuit that seeks the release of Federal Bureau of Investigation 
files on John Lennon. The American Civil Liberties Union is 
representing historian Jon Wiener, as he appeals a 1983 decision 
denying him access to 70 pases of FBI material. Wiener says the 
files probably contain material "that is embarassing to the FBI or 
they contain evidence of FBI misconduct." A ruling from the 
circuit court is not expected for some time. 

The Sowetan newspaper in Johannesburg reports that Isaac 
Hayes has quietly come to South Africa to talk to representatives 
of the anti-apartheid Mass Democratic Movement about 
appearances in South Africa. Hayes was blacklisted after visiting 
South Africa in 1983.
