This should have a major impact on the market
in general and will certainly put KXXR back to square one in their own little personnel shuffle. In talking to Scott we collected the
following statement, "I've resigned as PD of KY-102. I was about to begin my 5th year as PD but philosophical differences provided
the platform for resignation. I’m very proud of the accomplishments made over the years, moving KY away from a young-end hard
sound to one of the leading AOR’s in the midwest. We were off a point in the fall ARB, but continued #1 showings in Birch 18-34
men and 25-54 men. I wish KYYS continued growth and success. Thanks to everyone who called and voiced support, it means a
lot to me." Scott’s name has already surfaced in connection with some of the prime positions in the country and we anticipate that
he will rejoin us in short order.

WXTB/Tampa confirms the hiring of Greg Mull for their current and hard rock intensive AOR mix. Greg’s return to the Florida
fold comes as a real shot in the arm for the chaos that rules that sunny state right now. Look for Greg to start hammering home his
positioning just as soon as he finds some shorts that fit. When we spoke to the man he was sounding pretty up about his new marching
orders, "This is different than anything I have ever heard. It’s a contemporary, young focused rock and roll format. Now we just
have to get the energy level of the formatics up to match the level of the music. When that happens this thing is gonna cook. WYNF
is a very well done classic skewing AOR station and their positioning is near perfect, the proof of that is that WKRL could never
get off the dime because WYNF had the territory so well covered. About the only vulnerability I could find with these guys is at the
younger end. With the CHR battle heating up the market is like night and day compared to where it was last year this time." Check
with us next week for an in-depth interview with Greg about his return to programming and the topsy turvy world of Tampa radio.

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Raindogs "Lost Souls" (Atco) For their debut album,
the Raindogs, with their eclectic
entourage, handle their assemblage
very well. It’s tough to describe these
guys because they seem so absolutely
natural with just the traces of
modernization touching the outskirts
of their songs. The electronics seep in
and remind you that you’re not
listening to a more subdued version of
the big ensembles of a couple decades
ago. The guitar stays very rough and unglamorous for most of the
time, edging along without any particular primadonna direction
-- brushing along your ribs like a jogging porcupine. Take any of
the AOR artists on the roster today, subtract about 20 years from
their age and combine their robust directions, and this would
almost approximate the roughhewn folky (and this is used in the
most complimentary form possible) orientation of Lost Souls.
Mark Cutler’s voice amplifies the band’s brushing sweetness, he
never really quite plays the role of the cloying sentimental singer,
and he gets his message across very effectively. A plethora of
instruments wander through the mix, each with its particular casi
reflecting on its partners -- a slightly dissonant guitar/violin
melody, with mandolin and accordion as well. Try "Phantom
Flame", "Too Many Stars", "'m Not Scared" and "This Is The
Place". The Raindogs, for all their sweeping nuances of
semi-rural sneers, strike several different points at once, and
there’s nothing really scattershot about them.

MORE NEW RELEASES

The number one Alternative band of 1988, Midnight Qil, has a
new 12" "Blue Sky Mine", from their
forthcoming album Blue Sky Mining, and
it’s easy to peg as a pendulum in an
aftershock. It changes clock in a regular,
relaxing pace -- starting with a pulsing string
backed by a salutory harmonica, moving
quickly into Garrett’s familiar
anti-corporate diatribe. This time it is not a
narrative, but th story is realized by a first
person viewpoint on the economic necessities of earning a
livelihood. With a tempo to keep, the guitars perk along at a good
acoustic pace. The chorus beats a hasty entry and retreat, letting
the tougher guitar chop in momentarily, but returns with all its
bittersweet harmony. The structure is just below the surface, and
it may take at least a couple listens to cue into. Columbia Records
is keeping a tight lid on the release of the full album, and it takes
no big denominations to know that it will be pretty damn big (why
all recyclable packaging when you know that there’s not going to
be alot of these in the garbage?)....

- a new album Carved In Sand on Mercury
Records. The 12" for "Deliverance" has
been seeping into radio for the past few
weeks and this week it takes the #1 Added
spot easily with adds from calls like KABL,
KACYV, KITS, KJQN, KROQ, KSLC,
KUSF, WBNY, WBRU, WDRE, WHFS,
WRFL, WTSR and WXRT, debuting it on
the Alternative Airplay chart at 19*. The
single is another piece of the broad, introspective swath that they
cut easily on "God’s Own Medicine", especially the astounding
"Tower Of Strength". Wayne Hussey spins pounding piano and
drums around his forceful chant, high revolving keyboards often
plunge into deeper, more awestruck tones that plead for some
kind of upper awareness. It seems whatever he is looking for, it is
not of any sort of earthly mediocrity, it is at either end of the hollow
idealistic spectrum. Ringing guitars carve out a vast space and not
only prop it open, but keep enlarging it as the song progresses,

' leaving a cavernous tomb for Hussey’s final bridge of r&peated

lyrical whisper. Side B includes album cut, "Amelia", a chilling
examination of the incestuous horrors that father/daughter
relationships can bring.... "Driving" seems more like a breeze in a
wind tunnel from Everything But The Girl for their debut Atlantic
Records album, "The Language Of Life". If
this is living, then what flowers inside it must
be lush and exquisite, leaving a skimming of
greenery to rake against the glass ceiling.
Tracey Thorn seems more like a voice the
caliber of fellow pop diva Sade as she reels
off phrase after phrase of honed urban
simmering. It’s when the multiple voices
come in and the sax takes off that the real
payoff occurs briefly, then it’s back to the arrangement essentials
of staccato keyboards and skins. Ben Watt’s playing also deserves
merit for its tasteful accompaniment. Definitely in the same wing
as the lounge, but not quite as hokily stereotyped -- no dinner
jackets allowed.... Graham Parker’s latest 12" and CDS for
"Everything Goes" extends an already
terrific song from an album, Human Soul,
that really deserved more of a radio kickoff.
Evenif "Big Man On Paper" didn’t quite toss
your salad, this will remind you as to how
great a songwriter and musician Senor
Parker has remained. "That Thing Is
Rockin™ picks up a churning pace and

| Eric Clapton is in the midst of a record-breaking 18 concerts at
the Royal Albert Hall in London, which continue through
February 10. But all the shows aren’t the same. Clapton is
performing with four different line-ups during the series of shows.
His first few dates were with a funk band whose members have
worked with Michael Jackson, Stevie Wonder and Quincy Jones,
then he played a few dates with a British band that includes Dire
Straits keyboardist Alan Clark, guitarist Phil Palmer and
drummer Ray Cooper. Clapton’s shows on February 3, 4 and 5
are with bluesmen Buddy Guy and Robert Cray. His last three
shows, February 8, 9 and 10 are with the National Philharmonic
Orchestra where they’ll perform a concerto for blues guitar and
orchestra composed and conducted by Michael Kamen. Kamen
worked with Clapton on the music for the "Lethal Weapon"
movies, as well as other films and television series.

Allen Collins, former member of Lynyrd Skynyrd, has died of
pneumonia at Memorial Medical Center in Jacksonville, Florida,
where he had been hospitalized for over four months. Collins, who
was 37, had been paralyzed in a 1986 drunken-driving accident
and that prevented him from participating in Skynyrd’s reunion
tour in 1987-88. "It would be very easy for me to say that he was
raring to go and looking to the future", says concert promoter Bill
Graham. "But he was a very sad person -- who wouldn’t be in his
situation? And it was hard not to feel sorry for him." After
surviving the plane crash that killed some of his bandmates in
1977, his wife died of massive hemorrhaging during her third
pregnancy four years later, leaving him with two young daughters,
Amie and Allison.

Johnny Clegg has begun a world tour in support of his new "Cruel
Crazy Beautiful World" album. Four sold-out concerts in

Johannesburg launched the tour, which will include dates in North
and South America, the Far East, Australia and the Soviet Union.
Even though his tour has the full support of the African National
Congress, he won’t be playing in London because he’s considered
to have broken the "cultural boycott" by living and playing in South
Africa.

Booker T & The MGs have begun a reunion tour, after having
broken up in 1975. Session musician Danny Gottlieb is playing
with the band for this tour. "I think we’ve got a new approach and
are ready to make new music”, says Booker T. Jones. "Of course
it will take a while before we have new songs." Jones believes the
early Stax Records material did a lot to influence music today. "I
think the best thing about Stax was that out of a small nucleus a |
spirit grew which became the spirit of the times", he says. "Songs
like ’Green Onions’ and ’Knock On Wood’ have become a
reference point. I think a band such as U2 might have been
influenced by that type of thing, and the Stones have always
admitted it. Some of the samples used in rap and house music
today come from the rhythm and blues that we recorded. I feel
they have to draw on what we did to get the correct dance beat
they use."

Danny Sugarman is to write an "unauthorized" biography of Guns
N’ Roses, to be published in November. Sugarman wrote about
the Doors in "No One Here Gets Out Alive", which will become a
film by Oliver Stone with Val Kilmer as Jim Morrison.

B-52s vocalist Fred Schneider appears on one track on the second
solo album from Richard Barone, formerly of the Bongos.
Barone’s new album was produced by Richard Gottehrer and Don
Dixon. The album’s called "Primal Dream". Other musicians on
the LP include drummer Jay Dee Daugherty from Patti Smith’s
band and guitarist Ivan Julian, formerly of Richard Hell & The
Voidoids.
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Supertramp manager Kenneth MacPherson and drummer
Douglas Thompson lost $20,000 worth of equipment, clothing,
and other items when thieves broke into their car in the coastal
French town of Antibes last week. They took three pieces of
luggage from a car parked near the beach. They were in southern
France for the international music conference, MIDEM.

Bad Company are working on a new album in England with
producer Terry Thomas. Brian Howe is singing vocals for the
group. The album is expected out in early Summer.

British fans of Jason Donovan can buy a Jason Donovan Board
Game. Contestants are asked questions about Donovan such as
"What food does Jason Love?" (answer: garlic bread), and "Does
Jason believe in Nuclear Disarmament?" (answer: yes). Those
who play the board game (presumably teenage girls) are also
asked personal questions such as "What would you say if Jason
Donovan went out with your best friend?" and "When was your
first kiss." The game has already made the top ten list of
best-selling games in the U.K.

Megadeth are about to record a new album in Los Angeles,
though the band’s current line-up is still up in the air. Dave
Mustaine says the group is still looking for a producer. "We’ve
never ended an album with the same producer we started with" he
says. "I'm looking for someone who can make constructive
criticisms on the material -- someone I can work in conjunction
with, who’s not afraid to speak up to Dave Mustaine."

Fairground Attraction have broken up because of "musical
differences". The band, which had a number one single in Britain
with "Perfect", are "officially...still together". But Mark Nevin and
Eddi Reader have placed in an ad in the Melody Maker music
paper seeking a vocalist.

Guns N’ Roses have begun work on a new album in Los Angeles,
with producer Mike Clink. The band are said to have almost three
dozen songs ready for the LP, raising the possibility that they’ll
release additional songs as b-sides or on EPs.

Dakota Lane, who grew up in Woodstock, New York, with Bob
Dylan and Timothy Leary living nearby, is putting together a
"Woodstock Yearbook". He’ll include photographs of Rick Danko,
Levon Helm and Jorma Kaukonen along with brief comments
from each. But other people who want to be included can have
their name, photo and comment included for a $10 fee.

Milli Vanilli won three trophies at the American Musical Awards
in Los Angeles -- for favorite new pop-rock artist, favorite new
soul-R&B artist and favorite pop-rock single ("Gir! You Know It’s
True"). "We want to say that this is a symbol of freedom and peace
in the world and for East and West Germany," said Rob Pilatus
after receiving the award. Guns N’ Roses won the best heavy metal
album award and for favorite heavy metal artist. Tone Loc was
named favorite new dance artist. Prince was given a special
achievement award for his songs’ influence on "the look and
sounds of the 1980s." Janet Jackson, the New Kids On The Block
and M.C. Hammer all won two awards each. Randy Travis won
awards in three country categories. The ABC-TV network quickly
cut away when Guns N’ Roses guitarist Slash began to use
profanity while onstage. "As a policy we can’t discuss specific
numbers, but I can acknowledge that we have received many
calls...protesting the fact that the program contained offensive
language," said network spokeswoman Janice Gretemeyer. "This
has not happened before in the 17 years that the awards show has
been on the air and we will take precautionary measures to see
that it will not happen in future telecasts."

A Japanese businessman has paid $2.1 million for a painting of
Michael Jackson holding an unidentified book said to have greatly
influenced Jackson’s life. Jackson is wearing Renaissance clothing
in the 3-foot by 4-foot portrait purchased by Hiromichi Saeki,
head of a Japanese investment firm.

In London, David Bowie has announced plans for a world tour in
which he says he’ll perform some of his hits for the last time. The
six-month long tour begins in Canada, Great Britain and Holland

in March, then continue to the United States, Australia, Japan and
the rest of Europe. Bowie says he’ll use a four-piece band on stage
but concedes "knowing me there will be a fair amount of
theatricality about it." Fans will be able to help choose the songs
for the concerts, through the telephone and by mail.

Frank Zappa met with Czechoslovak President Vaclav Havel
while in Czechoslovakia, where he has a strong following. Zappa
was invited by Michael Kocab, a member of the Czech parliament
who is also a rock musician. Havel is said to have told Zappa he’ll
help put on a rock concert this summer in Prague that would
feature Western and Czechoslovak musicians. Zappa visited
Czechoslovakia after attending a "Global Forum on Environment
and Development for Survival' sponsored by the Soviet Academy
of Sciences in Moscow. A video crew has been filming Zappa’s
trip, which also sees him launching his licensing, consulting and
social engineering firm called Why Not? Inc. He represented
some U.S. companies, including the cable-television Financial
News Network, on his trip.

Mick Jagger is denying Jerry Hall’s claim that the two are about
to marry. "It was news to me," Jagger says. The Stones’ lead singer
blames an "overzealous press agent” who is promoting the play,
"Bus Stop", at the Palace Theatre in Watford, England, in which
Hall appears with Shaun Cassidy. Hall was quoted as saying, "For
the first time, we both think marriage is a good thing."

Chynna Phillips, daughter of Mamas and Papas members
Michelle and John Phillips, says people shouldn’t think it was easy
for her to get arecord deal for her group with Wendy and Carnie
Wilson, daughters of Beach Boys Brian Wilson. Chynna Phillips
says people will think "everything was handed to us on a silver
platter because of our parents. It’s not true. It took us three years
to get a recording deal, we all took voice lessons, and it took us 6
1/2 months to record the album. We’re really proud of our
heritage, but the bottom line is we made this happen ourselves."

Fourteen-year-old actress Drew Barrymore lived with David
Crosby, and his wife, Jan Dance, for three months as part of her
program of recovery from alcohol and drug abuse. "I'm an old
Hollywood kid, and I knew her story," Crosby told People
magazine. "I felt she had been dealt a short deck, you know, a
fifth-generation alcoholic, and I didn’t want to see her go down
the tubes."

Chuck Berry has filed a $10 million lawsuit in San Francisco
against High Society magazine because it printed nude
photographs of him with some female friends that he says were
stolen in September. "I've seen too many times when girls misused
their relationship with fellas,” Berry says in explaining why the
photos were taken. "I wanted something to show everything was
merry-merry."
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A lawsuit by the family of Bobby Darin against the McDonald’s
Corporation is about to go to trial. The $10 million suit contends
that the character in McDonald’s "Mac Tonight" television
commercials is based on Darin’s style. "It was his trademark and
will be forever associated with him," says Dodd Darin, Bobby’s
son. "We feel very strongly that the arrangement and inflection of
the character are a direct take-off on my father. It is so direct that
it implies a Darin endorsement.”

A 22-room mansion in Palm Beach, Florida, once owned by John
Lennon and Yoko Ono, has been sold for $4.32 million. The man
who bought the two-story mansion, built in 1919, says he didn’t
buy it because John and Yoko had bought it in 1980, just before
Lennon was killed in New York City.

Carl Perkins says Dolly Parton has asked him to appear on her
next album. The two recently wrote five songs together, even
though Perkins says he was hesitant at first to show her his
material. "I was afraid to let her see how simple my music and my
songwriting are," he says.

Yoko Ono has unveiled "Painting To Hammer A Nail In 1961-1990"
at a show at the Institute for Contemporary Art in Boston. An
earlier version of the work was displayed at a show in 1966 where
she first met John Lennon. "For me, this piece has worked as a
kind of atonement, to start a new decade with a clearer vision and
toreplace my reverence for the abstract with that of life," Ono said
in a statement. "I dedicate this piece to all martyrs in the history
of the earth." Visitors can pound a nail into a cross-shaped piece
of wood.

The New Jersey Medical Examiner’s Office has found traces of
LSD in the body of a college student who was found dead outside
the Brendan Byrne Arena in Rutherford, New Jersey, after an
October concert by the Grateful Dead. The Bergen County
prosecutor’s office had originally treated the death as a murder
because an autopsy concluded Katz was hit in the head with a
blunt object. New Jersey medical examiner Dr. Robert Goode now
says Katz probably died after jumping or falling because he’d
taken the drug.

Southside Johnny will begin work on a new album with the Jukes
in about two months. "There’s a wealth of styles out there and I
want to explore them all," he says. "I was once called a
‘neo-romantic’ and I was very flattered. I'd rather be hopelessly
romantic than cynical, cool and so wrapped up in the self that the
emotion gets truncated.”

The Recording Industry Association of America gave out arecord
number of 195 gold album certifications last year, two more than
the number given out in 1978. There were 130 platinum
certifications in 1989, compared with 89 in 1988, but below the 204
in 1986. The 104 multi-platinum awards given out in 1989
represented an increase from 76 in 1988.

Sarah Dash, formerly of Labelle, and now a backing singer for the
Rolling Stones, is working on a solo album. "Music is always
affected by social change," she says. "My new songs deal with love
issues and social issues. I was very happy when the (Berlin) Wall
came down. I hope it means other walls will come down, too."

Mel Appleby of Mel & Kim has died at the age of 22 after suffering
cancer for two years. She died of pneumonia at a London hospital,
with Kim, her sister, at her bedside. She’d been suffering from a
cold that turned into pneumonia. The duo’s "Showing Out" was a
number two record in Britain. They had hoped to return to
recording soon.

The Roches say they’re pleased with the work done on their new
album by engincer Jeffrey Lesser, who also worked on the last
albums by Lou Reed and Timbuk 3. "Jeffrey Lesser, he was just a
godsend," says Maggie Roche. "He listened, he liked the music,
and he really helped us bring out the things we wanted brought
out -- he heard it the same way we did."

Deborah Harry will appear in "Tales From The Darkside", a film
scheduled for release in May that’s based on the U.S. television

series. Harry says her role is that of a "sinister housewife" in the
movie. She’ll probably be working on her next album when the film
comes out. "I don’t really have specific plans, but I have an outline
of the sort of record I want 10 make," Harry says. "I think I’d like
to have a real homegirl kind of record, work on it in a simple way
and build up a very organic thing. I want to use technology, but I
want to get my hands dirty.’

Fetchin Bones have played an Atlanta show that they say is a
farewell concert. The band was recently dropped by its record
label (Capitol Records). Vocalist and songwriter Hope Nicholls
is expected to launch a solo career.

Milli Vanilli’s "Girl You Know It’s True" album has become the
first U.S. number one album that is only available on cassette and
CD. Arista Records says it stopped producing vinyl versions of
the album in November because of a high rate of returns by
retailers.

Ice Cube has left N\W.A., complaining he hasn’t been paid "the
same amount as I was contributing" and saying he believes
Ruthless Productions is not operating in "the best interest of the
group." Cube, whose real name is Oshea Jackson, has signed a
solo deal with Priority Records, the same label as N.W.A., and
plans to have a solo album out in the spring. He says he’s still
friends with the other members of the Los Angeles rap group, but
he’s hired an attorney and an accountant to review the group’s
financial records.

Adam Ant’s new album, "Manners & Physique", was produced by
Andrew Cymone, who has also worked with Jody Watley. The
entire album was recorded by Ant, guitarist Marco Pirroni and
Cymone in just six weeks. "Andrew did not just have me come in
and sing and then six weeks later hand me the final mix," Ant says.
"He, Marco and I really worked on the songs. It was a bit like *The
Buddy Holly Story’ -- the mattress up against the wall, us
rehearsing the songs as a three-piece, making lots of noise and
annoying the neighbors." Some of the songs were also written with
Kevin Rowland of Dexy’s Midnight Runners. Ant, who created
an image for a time with Adam & The Ants, says he’s still not
neglecting his visual side."Each album offers the opportunity to
present a new concept, look and sound", he says. "I thoroughly
research the background of my historical references -- months of
visiting galleries, rare bookshops, museums, to get the feel of the
era; from the pirate to the highwayman, to the native American
Indian culture, to the ’Incroyables’ of the French Revolution to the
modern day heroism of our astronauts."

Justin Hayward of the Moody Blues has collaborated with Mike
Batt for an album called "Classic Biue', which features a string
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orchestra instead of guitars or synthesizers. "We decided to do an album of cover songs and the challenge was to make them interesting,"
Batt says.

New York band Ludichrist have broken up after five years together. "Ludichrist has run its course,” says guitarist Glen Cummings.
"And boy, are my legs tired.” Cummings, vocalist Tommy Christ and lead guitarist Paul Neider plan to continue work together with a
new group. "We’re definitely heading toward a more unique, diversified sound”, Cumming says. "We’ve finally broken the limitations
and labels that we were previously bound by. It’s something we’d been talking about for a long time."

Mick Jones has confirmed stories in last week’s British music
press that Don Letts has left Big Audio Dynamite, taking most of
the band with him. However, he categorically denies rumours of
The Clash reforming in the summer and says he will continue to
perform under the name of Big Audio Dynamite. Letts, who was
Jones’ principal songwriter partner, has left along with bassist Leo
Williams and drummer Greg Roberts, but Jones will continue
with keyboard player Dan Donovan and he says he has enough
material for a new B.A.D. double album. Jones says: "I want to
make sure that people don’t think that B.A.D. have split up. Dan
and me are going to continue and we’re going to start making a
new record soon. And we’ve still got European dates set up for
March, which we might do with the old line-up - if everyone still
wants to doit; I'd like to and we’re still committed to them. B.A.D.
was never supposed to be inflexible as it became and from now on
it’s going to be a lot looser, more open. I think we might become
the new Pet Shop Boys!" he joked. On rumours of his distancing
himself from the rest of the band he adds: "There’s not much to
say really. I mean there was no real animosity. We still talk to
each other. People are making it up when they say I distanced
myself from the rest of the group - I certainly never asked for a
separate dressing room. "Don Letts has made no comment about
the split. Tensions are thought to have started in the group during
Mick Jones long period of hospitalization with a serious illness.
Members of the group had to take other jobs, Letts for instance
getting work in his former occupation as a video director. Disap-
pointing sales for both 'Tighten Up Vol. 88’ and "Megatop Phoenix’
added to the tension. It seems the group have rarely been able to
capture the spontaneity of their early work, like their biggest hit
single and album ’E =MC2’. The Clash look unlikely to reform.
A spokesman for Joe Strummer said this week: "It’s absolutely
totally unfounded and untrue." and a spokesman for Paul Simon,
whose band, Havana 3am are due to sign a record deal, said:
"What a laugh! It’s a lot of rubbish. It’s wishful thinking on
somebody’s part." The rumours started when a promoter for The
Campaign For Nuclear Disarmament suggested that they could
get Jones and Strummer together for their benefit concerts. Al-
though this may not mean a Clash reformation, Jones remains
ambiguous about working with Strummer. The pair worked

together not long ago. When asked if he would like to work with
Strummer again outside of B.A.D., Jones said, "Not in The Clash
- but I think he’s a brilliant lyricist."

The Cult’s Ian Astbury was reportedly knocked out unconscious
by a security guard, during a fight at the bands’ show at the Civic
Center, Dayton, Ohio last week. ‘According to Astbury’s record
label, Beggars Banquet, a fight broke out between a youth and a
security guard and the fan was seriously beaten up by the bouncer.
Astbury leapt off the stage to intervene and was himself attacked
by the security guard. He suffered injuries to the back of the head,
stomach and back. He is said to have suffered multiple bruises, a
swollen face and concussion, which lasted until the next day.
Meanwhile, The Cult’s own security clashed with venue staff.
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Astbury’s own bodyguard, ex-mercenary John Miller ended up
with a tooth imbedded in his hand, while the band’s soundman
nearly lost his bottom lip after receiving a wound requiring 15
stitches. Police statements were taken by both parties. Astbury
was told that the venue’s security staff were going to press charges
against him for leaping off the stage and attacking the guard "for
no reason." Astbury was going to press charges against the
security guard too, but in the end Astbury, who may not have
relished a long court battle mid-way through their American tour
or a possible jail term - dropped the charges, as did the other side.
The Cult were performing in front of a crowd of 8,000.

Tony James, the founder of the ill-fated Sigue Sigue Sputnik and
former bassist of Generation X has joined Sisters Of Mercy.
Although shrouded in denials and no comments, it appears that
Sisters’ bassist Patricia Morrison has been fired from the band.
A statement issued by band leader Andrew Eldritch stated only"
"Andreas Bruhn has joined The Sisters Of Mercy, and Andreas
Bruhn plays electric guitar. Tony James has joined The Sisters
Of Mercy. Tony James plays the bass guitar." Neither the group’s
spokespeople or their record company WEA would confirm or
deny Patricia Morrison’s dismissal. She and Eldritch have long
been regarded as the only real nucleus of the group, who have not
performed live since the original Sisters split up in 1983 with group
members who have now become The Mission. New guitarist
Bruhn is a previous unknown, who met Eldritch in Hamburg. The
current reshuffle has led to a flurry of rumours that The Sisters
are trying to get a proper band together to perform live. The band
has been criticized as being an Eldritch dictatorship by former
members and it could be that Morrison is the last remaining
original member, who has become fed up with Eldritch, as he
surrounds himself with more docile members. Although Sigue
Sigue Sputnik have yet to officially split up, it has been more than
a rumour for several weeks, that the band have been dropped by
EMI, who signed them in 1985 for an alleged 4m (others think this
was a bit of hype). After declaring themselves the future of rock
‘nroll with a moderate hit, Love Missile F-1-11’ and an expensive
schlock video, little has been heard from the group since, despite
a few limp attempts to make a comeback. Bandmember Ray
Mayhew was recently featured in the British tabloid press, com-
plaining of having no money and working on a building site, while
vocalist Martin Degyville said this week: "I've been so busy on a
solo project that I cannot comment on Tony James’ latest ac-
tivities."

The Edge from U2 and Liam O’Maoniai have both been fined in
Dublin for a driving offence. O’Maoniai was driving The Edge’s
car, accompanied by The Edge’s wife Aislinn Evans, when they
were stopped by the police station, but failed to do so. Aislinn
was insured to drive the car, but says she was unable to at the time
because of illness. The Edge was charged under his real name
David Evans for allowing his car to be driven without insurance
and fined 50 (IR). O’Maoniai was fined the same amount for
driving without insurance and an additional 15 for driving with no
car tax. None of the three appeared in court. The incident marks
the third time in a year The Edge has found himself on the wrong
side of the law in The Irish Republic.

At his London press conference, Bowie revealed details of his
"Greatest Hits" world tour and his forthcoming single release, a
remixed, re-released version of his 1975 hit *Fame’ which was
co-written by and featured the late John Lennon. The press
conference was held at The Rainbow Theatre, one of London’s
top rock venues in the 1970s, but now disused and crumbling, It
was there Bowie played as Ziggy Stardust and The Spiders From
Mars. David Bowie says he is setting up a "global jukebox" by
inviting fans to ’Dial A Dave Fave’ to choose the songs he will play
on his world tour, which starts in Canada March 4th. He says:
"This won’t be my last tour but I'm afraid it will probably be the
last time you’ll hear me doing these songs. These 25 or 30 songs,
however many I decide to do, I won’t be doing them ever
again...because there’s no point in continually reflecting on the
past. The American number to register a vote is 900 BOWIE 90
(In the U.K. 089066 66 60; Ireland 03000 1 66 00) *The New Musical
Express’ immediately advised their readers to phone the UK
number and ask for *The Laughing Game’ which Bowie recorded

in 1967 and has embarrassed him ever since. He denied that he
was merely cashing in on his old songs: "Cashing in? Are you
kidding me? They are great songs and I’m proud to perform them.
Theyrepresent 25 years of my life.” When asked how much money
he would make from the tour, he replied: "Not as much as Bruce
Springsteen but probably more than Alien Sex Fiend." He said
that "’Fame’ is not intended to be released as a tribute to John
Lennon; He will not be dressing up as his theatrical characters,
dropped since 1976 - not even a wig - and he stressed again that
he is definitely not retiring. He said he was anxious to play indoor
venues and not stadiums (perhaps a lesson learned from The
Glass Spider Tour?) One journalist asked why should they believe
that this is his final back-catalogue tour when he already an-
nounced his retirement once before in 1973. The Thin White One
replied that he was only retiring the character of Ziggy then. He
says his favorite album is *Diamond Dogs’ although he also liked
'Low’, half of "Let’s Dance’, the last Tin Machine album and ’Scary
Monsters’. He says his favorite piece of music at the moment is
'Different Trains’ by Steve Reich. Asked which piece of music he’ll
end his tour with, he joked: "probably 'Rock And Roll Suicide™
Was he disappointed with the response to the Tin Machine
album? "Which" he replied, "the positive criticism or negative
criticism?" The journalist says he didn’t see much positive
criticism. "Yeah well, you live in England. In the majority of
Europe we’ve had very, very good criticism." Pressed further he
admits: "Saleswise, the album sunk, but The Tin Machine Tour
was the biggest I'd ever done, so I don’t know which way to look
atit. But I've always been committed to doing more stuff with the
Tin Machine. Even if the first album had only sold three copies,
I’d be determined to record asecond. I've been disappointed with
some of my work, but I do like an awful lot of it, ’'m afraid. My
one problem is that I'm not very consistent." He said he had no
plans for movie work, although he would not rule out long
rumoured acting ventures with Mick Jagger. "About 15 years ago
we were asked to play Shelley and Byron, but we never got around
toit. I suppose the next one might be Ginsberg and Burroughs."
Bowie will be backed by their own opening set. There will be
additional local supporting acts in each country. The tour starts
in Quebec City QUE. March 4th and then proceeds to Montreal
QUE. 6th, Toronto ONT; 7th; Winnipeg MAN. 10th; Edmonton
ALTA 12th; Calgary ALTA. 13th and Vancouver B.C. 15th. He
thenreturns to Europe, playing for British dates for the remainder
of March followed by dates in the rest of Europe, United States,
Australia and Japan. A Greatest Hits compilation, *Changes
Bowie’, featuring more than 75 minutes of music, will be released
in March to coincide with the start of the tour. His back catalogue,
taken off the shelves while Bowie changed contracts from RCA
to EMI, will also be available in compact disc for the first time.
(Despite Bowie’s insistence he is not cashing in, it seems almost
certain that EMI has pressured the artist to do his tour, to make
the re-release of the back catalogue, expensively obtained by EMI,
worthwhile). Although EMI have the rights in Britain, the inde-
pendent label Rykodisc, noted for their Hendrix and Zappa
releases, have already started to release materialin the U.S. *Space
Oddity’, "The Man Who Sold The World’ and 'Hunky Dory’ were
allreleased in the U.S. this week - all including bonus tracks - and
British record stores have been eagerly obtaining import copies.
In Canada, the tour is being promoted by A&M Records. Bowie
also plans to work on new solo material this year, for release in
1991. A second Tin Machine album has already been recorded
in Australia. Provisionally entitled ’4 Big Hurt’, its release has
been delayed until Fall, when the Greatest Hits tour is finished.

Iron Maiden celebrate ten years of recording with EMI by re-
releasing all 20 of their singles in Britain for the label over a ten
week period, in packs of two-once a week. There will also be a
bonus track on each single. The band’s first single, ‘Running Free’
was originally released 25th November 1979. With it will be their
second single ’Sanctuary’. Each release, which goes under the
banner of ’Iron Maiden - The First Ten Years’ will include the offer
of a gift box for diehard fans to stick them all in. It’s all available
in vinyl or CD.
