REPORT  More On The Picks... 

Nick Lowe, " You Got The Look I Like", 
Reprise....  Once again, the pompadoured king of retro rock, 
Dave Edmunds, has brought his prodigious penchant for 
production to the table on a Nick Lowe platter, and the result is 
a disc that's every bit as aurally satisfying as Edmunds' own most 
recent release. You'd think, after all this time, the guy would get 
a little selfish. You know, tweak a knob wrong here, throw in an 
off key background vocal there. After all, Edmund's "Closer To 
The Flame" is just now working its way into the music meetings of 
America, and this week, Lowe's own 1990's debut is hot off the 
presses. Can you say, competition? Hopefully there'll be room 
for both artists in today's finicky radio world. With "You Got The 
Look", the fifties flavor is in the rocking boogie gallop and rubber 
band reverb of the guitars, but overall the song has an 
unmistakably up to the minute sound. As for radio playability, 
"Look" is right on the money. The opening kettle drum blasts (we 
won't be a bit surprised to find them on Tone Loc's next record) 
and Jim Keltner's steady as a Morman beat keep the cut right 
between the lines, while Lowe's vocal style adds just the right 
touch of quirkiness to keep things light. - FMc 

Giant, "See YOU In My Dreams",A&M.... Though 
bands like the Red Hot Chili Peppers made a sizable splash at 
mainstream rock radio last year, the unexpected success story of 
1989 has to be A&M's unveiling and radio's embracing of this 
group of studio stalwarts. With no track record as a unit to speak 
of (although individually each could be found on other artists' 
liner notes), no new fangled hair styles for MTVeepers to latch 
onto and no Superstar name to sign the payroll checks, Giant still 
managed to find their moniker computer printed on daily playlists 
in every country that allows such things. And the wave they rode 
all the way to shorebrealc was pure talent and musical muscle. 
Filling a gaping hole for melodic and polished rock left by bands 
like Foreigner, Giant stepped in with their behemoth boots and 
settled in for the winter. With the beautiful and powerful balladry 
of "See You In My Dreams", the early add action has already 
started, with ICATT, ICRIX, WHEB and WXLP jumping the gun 
by a week and KILO beating even those early risers to the punch. 
For you short-cutters A&M has released a twenty second edit, but 
for the full length version just dial up cut four on "Last Of The 
Runaways". - FMc 

Midnight Oil, "Blue Sky Mining", Columbia....  
In this increasingly puzzling game of luck an chance we call Life, 
there will always be the inevitably unanswerable questions. Like 
why do tornadoes always touch down in trailer parks? And where 
does Jessica Hahn get off thinking she has any real talent to 
contribute to the rock and radio world? Then there's possibly the 
most enigmatic occurrence of all, the Grammys. For instance, 
why was Soundgarden's "Ultramega OK" album nominated 
instead of "Loud Love"? Why was there an operatic performance 
and no rock/metal or rap? And as for the Divine Miss M. winning 
record of the year.... One thing that is crystal clear is why radio 
has responded so strongly to the brand new ten track Midnight 
Oil Monster, "Blue Sky Mining". At last tally, just shy of 200 
reporters were grooving heavily to the lead single, "Blue Sky 
Mine", with about thirty percent of those reporting Heavy or 
Power rotations, and number one phones the norm all down the 
line. With the full CD just out, we're already seeing early action 
on "King Of The Mountain" and "Forgotten Years". Personal 
faves around here, besides those mentioned, include "River Runs 
Red", "Stars Of Warburton" and "Mountains Of Burma". 
Actually, the jury's verdict is that there's not a weak track on the 
disc, and that "Oil" has made their bid for Band of the Year with 
"Blue Sky Mining". - FMc 

Robert Palmer, "Life In Detail", EMI.... Whether 
your membership in the Robert Palmer fan club began with the 
dancing dames in the dark dresses, or begins and ends in the 
Seventies, denying the musical and stylistic impact he's had on 
MTV and the radio globe, especially CHR, is like arguing Mikey 
Tyson had a bad night. It might be your honest opinion, but it still 
doesn't change the outcome. This time out the dapper dresser 
with the soulful pipes is looking to top the single step from number 
one chart success he reached with "Simply Irresistible". "Life In 
Detail" strays only a block or so from that danceable rocker, with 
a big in-your-face drum beat wrapped and bow tied in a box of 
futuristic woodwind-and-brass inspired keyboard lines. A 
sparkling tambourine and warp-drive electric guitar peek through 
the mix like playful kids at an all-adult party while Palmer's laid 
back larynx keeps pretty close to its trademark cruising speed 
throughout. It may be too soon to make a call on "Pretty Woman" 
the flick, but musically speaking we expect "Life In Detail" to get 
more than it's share of thumbs up from the Siskel and Eberts in 
radioland. - FMc 

New Play Priorities - Fred McFarlin 
NRBQ, "If! Don't Have You", Virgin.... Now that 
the karma of the world has begun to be set right by the release of 
Nelson Mandela and the awarding of four Grammys to Bonnie 
Raitt, it's time to do your part for the rock and roll balance by 
giving just two minutes and fifteen seconds of your airtime to a 
band that has been revered by musicians from Hendrix to the 
Replacements, and all but ignored by the prevailing currents of 
modern day radio. We're talking about those court jesters of 
jazz/blues/rock/country and any other genre that will fit in the 
blender, NRBQ. NRBQ has done everything in their long and 
illustrious career but finagle that all important hit, a state of the 
union which should, if the Gods of Fairness are smiling down, be 
rectified with this lilting lovesong from their first studio endeavor 
in six years, "Wild Weekend". "I've been asking NRBQ fans for 
months what their favorite song on this album was and 'If I Don't 
Have You' came back over and over again. It's a great midday 
song with a Beatlesque quality that's making our phone's ring 
already". So said VVHCN's Kim Alexander. Play "If' today. It's 
good for your station, good for your listeners, and great for the 
karma of the planet. 

Neil Young, "Crime In The City", Reprise.... 
Ever since "Freedom" first hit the daily mail, there's been a steady 
rumbling that one of the strongest and most emotion stirring cuts 
was track number two, "Crime In The City". But how to program 
the almost nine minutes it took to get from start to finish, without 
upsetting the programming clock? Thanks to our friends at 
Reprise, that's one less scheduling headache you have to worry 
about. A whole four minute chunk has been cut from the full 
length CD version for daytime play, though we feel pretty sure 
you'll want to let the laser read the complete number for your 
more adventurous and patient nighttime audience. "Crime" is a 
classic bit of acoustic songwriting from the guy Skynyrd once told 
a southern man didn't need around anyhow. Times have changed, 
and there seem to be far fewer artists chronicling the worries and 
woes of the Star Spangled States, and even fewer doing it with the 
casual yet caustic style of Neil Young. Whether you're looking to 
hook upper demos for a new track from a classic artist or just a 
great song to balance your playlist, "Crime" will stand up in court. 

MSG, "This Is My Heart", Capitol....  Listening to 
the latest work from this melodic mete fivesome fronted by 
Michael Schenker and Robin McAuley seems to stir different 
emotions in everyone who hears it. In the case of our Music 
Director, the emotions initiate somewhere south of his belt line. 
It seems Fred spent much of his high school years cruising North 
Jersey in some sort of souped up minivan with champagne glasses 
and a bed in the back. The inevitable array of speakers could 
usually be found cranking an 8-track (showing his age) of UFO's 
"No Heavy Petting" while Fred could be found engaging in the very 
activity the band was warning against. The main reason for the 
overplay was then eighteen-year-old guitarist Schenker. If that 
tape also brings back sordid memories from your past, run, don't 
walk, to the music library and dig out "Save Yourself and crank 
up single number two, "This Is My Heart". Schenker's guitarwork 
is as strong and spectacular as ever. Just ask KBER, KISS, KUPD, 
KKTX or WDHA. If you're not old enough to remember the 
teenage Schenker, play it anyway. It's a rocking track no matter 
what your graduating class was. 

Scott Merritt, "Are You Send ing",I.R.S  As we 
rock scribes, or more precisely, scribblers, are wont to do, the 
usual round of "Musical Similarity Match-game" went down the 
first time we got a chance to preview Scott Merritt' IRS debut. It's 
not only a great way to kill time, it's a way to strut our brightly 
colored feathers (so we think) of musical knowledge. With each 
of the nine tracks from the Canadian singer/songwriter/guitarist's 
first international release, a different artist or group was tossed 
into the pile, with the final list including Peter Gabriel, Bruce 
Cockburn, Warren Zevon and, in the case of the first single, The 
Fixx. "Are You Sending" bears a striking resemblance to that 
English foursome's work, both in Merritt's vocal style and lyrics 
and the dense instrumentation-ringing guitar, bottom heavy bass 
line, marshall drum cadences-that swirl around the mix in a sort 
of musical hopscotch. Even we lowly writers know that a similarity 
to another successful band might get you invited to the party, but 
won't make you the belle of the ball. With Merritt there's plenty 
of individual personality and integrity to get him on this year's "A 
list".

New Play Priorities 

Stevie Ray Vaughan, "Wall Of Denial", Epic.... 
Call WAQX's Dave Frisina for a quote on the brand spanking new 
single release from Stevie Ray Vaughan and Double Trouble's "In 
Step" CD guitarshop and he'll probably tell you the same thing he 
told us. "Wall Of Denial' is five and a half minutes of topnotch 
Stevie Ray and the best song on the album. It has that nice fat 
sound we love from him." "Wall" was also one of the top twenty 
most added tracks from our rock reporters, with the likes of 
KEYJ, KFMU, KISS, KJOT, KZRR and WRXK sliding the 
Austin axeslinger into this week's playlists, an issue ahead of the 
starting gun. Just as startling as the fact that this is already SRV's 
fifth album, is his apparently fully realized return from the drug 
and alcohol induced stupor he found himself in not too long ago. 
Stevie's first hand experience comes across in the wail of his guitar 
as well as in the lyrics to "Wall", which deal with how each person 
must handle the skeletons in our personal closets. Backed by long 
time sidekicks Whipper Layton and Tommy Shannon and recently 
added keyboardist Reese Wynans, "Wall" is yet another fine 
showcase from one of the few truly original guitarists of the last 
ten years. 

XYZ, "What Keeps Me Loving You", Enigma....  
In this week's case of editorially excellent timing, Patt Fontaine 
and Marc Richard Dig,lio, bassist and guitar banger respectively 
for XYZ, made the three hour northward trek from their last stop 
in Baltimore to the woods and Lincoln Logs of Medford Lakes 
just in time to add their four cents worth to this write-up. Of 
course, there were the usual requests for superlatives, like 
"Godhead Metal Band", to be included, and some road stories 
which proved fascinating but totally unprintable. The most 
appropriate facts that came out of the conversations were the 
reasons for their choice of "Loving" as the follow up to "Inside 
Out". The response we got was that "Loving" serves the dual 
purpose of being non-abrasive enough for MTV's new 
metal-restrictive programming, but sonically solid enough to keep 
it above the power ballad traffic jam many stations are currently 
experiencing. Nine new adds rolled in for the new cut last 
Tuesday, including KBER, KEYJ, ICFMQ, KZRR, WRXK and 
VVXLP, where Malcolm Ryker tells radio the new track "has got 
smash written all over it. If you want to keep your listeners loving 
you, don't hesitate." 

Impact Tracks - Fred McFarlin 
Peter Wolf, "99 Worlds", MCA.... The favorable J. 
Geils comparisons have come fast and furious since this latest slice 
of Wolfdom started landing on the paper and promo piled desks 
of programmers around the continent. Michael Young at WIOT 
was the latest to connect the dots, saying, "Peter Wolf hit the nail 
right on the head with '99 Worlds'. This is big J. Geils country and 
'99 Worlds' is an upbeat rocker that gets the old blood pumping 
again." This ish, the former Geils frontman clocks in at number 
three most added, with 32 new signal slingers putting him into 
daily rotation. CFOX, KBPI, KJJO, KYYS, WDIZ, WEGR, 
WLAV, WLUP, WRXK and WZZO are among the big boys (and 
girls...) jammin' wit' da Wolfman, enough new reports to give him 
a healthy boot up the Hard Hundred from 22-15* At WPLR, 
Tom Bass was quick to comment that he's impressed by "99 
Worlds", saying "It's a hot new single from an album that's got the 
goods. The 'Come As You Are' project was unfairly overlooked. 
I'm hoping rock radio does a better job this time around." We do 
too, Tom. The full lengther should be sailing in the first week in 
March, so be on the lookout. Early word is that it's a rockin' MoFo 
of a so-lo. 

The Notting Hillbillies, "Your Own Sweet 
Way", Warner Brothers.... By now, at least if you're a 
regular reader of the Hard pages, you know the story of how this 
Mark Knopfler led project did to programmers last week what 
Sister Mary Menopause at Our Lady Of Perpetual Agita used to 
us in the third grade. It grabbed 'em by the ears and did the ruler 
rhumba across their knuckles. The Brothers Warner weren't even 
planning on brow beating their local promo people for another 
week or two on this track when the proverbial poop started hitting 
the fan and, gasp, stations actually started playing a song early, 
just because they thought it was a good track! Though we know 
that statement's not entirely fair, since we hear from stations 
weekly that trust their finely tuned ears to tell them what to add, 
but the overall consensus is that there are a lot more "wait and 
seers" than earlybirds in radioland. In any case, eighteen more 
adds came in this seven day stretch for the blues/jazz smoothie, 
including KBOY, KGON, KOME, WBCN, WCIZ, WDHA, 
WKLS, WRKI, WRXR, WXRK and WZEW, bumping it into the 
top fifty, 62-49* and raising the tally of reporters on "Sweet Way" 
to the half a century mark. Knopfler, Croker and Company did 
some time travelling back to their roots for "Sweet Way" and the 
early call is that it was well worth the trip. 

Robin Trower, "Turn The Volume Up", 
Atlantic.... Those unfaithful few of you who had written off 
Robin Trower as a one-time-great guitar slinger who made a 
decent attempt at a rock radio comeback, but who you never 
expected to hear from again, it's time for a bit of self-flagulation 
(we see those evil grins on some of your faces, you deviates, you...). 
We're talking about flagulation of the verbal kind. The cause for 
all this self-induced penance is Trower's ultra strong return to the 
mainstream airwaves, "Turn The Volume Up", from his way deep 
new CD "In The Line Of Fire".

"Volume" 
also finishes tied for the third biggest mover, with a 17 point jump 
on the Hard Hundred, 65-48* Yes indeed, boys and girls, Trower 
is back, and those of us who never quit playing our "Bridge Of 
Sighs" and "Trower Live" albums couldn't be happier. 

Eric Clapton, "No Alibis", Reprise....  There's 
absolutely nothing slow about Slowhand this week, with "No 
Alibis" climbing twelve places up, 30-18*, as "Bad Love" fmally 
starts to shimmy down the top twenty pole. Meanwhile, 
"Journeyman" still holds tenaciously to number one, an honor it's 
held since our November 24th issue!

There really are "No Alibis" for 
not spinning it. 

del Amitri, " Kiss This Thing Goodbye", 
A&M.... Alright, we admit it, we're just like everybody else. 
After a couple of days here at the Hard Hacienda, new releases 
get divided into two distinct categories. Some get played a few 
times, then relegated to the intern pile, while others Ft more than 
their share of spins on the disc-o-matic. del Amitri and their 
A&M debut have done nothing but log more and more airtime 
since the day we got it. Those slide guitar and banjo licks along 
with the catchy vocal acrobatics on the chorus, blues harp and big, 
big hooks make "Kiss" a tune we never get tired of hearing. And 
we're apparently not the only ones. Andi Turco at Music 
Awareness Promotions says, "Once you hear the chorus you'll be 
singing it all day, just like everyone in our office".

So you've got the tape of your dreams in your tightly clenched fist and that print package is as right as can be. You've targetted 
a specific job and there is interest at the other end. The call goes down and you break a sweat. What's next? 

The Interview: 
The key to successful interviewing is asking the right questions. As a comedian friend once said, "There is no such thing as a good 
ad-lib, just a lucky one." In this as in so much else, prepare first by targetting some probe/response questions to keep the interview 
from being too one-sided. These questions can be general to most every interview and you will find your best stuff through trial and 
error. Here are some points to help you avoid the latter and maximize the former: 

1) First thing is to set up a time that is mutually convenient for 
a further conversation. Be firm about getting that commitment 
on the first call back. Be excited about getting the call but don't 
launch into your spiel immediately, no matter how ready you 
think you are. It's better to take the interval to better 
concentrate your thoughts. 

2) Have questions ready in advance and remember that you 
are interviewing the company as much as they are interviewing 
you. Don't allow yourself to be intimidated or mentally abused 
during the process, you may need the job, but not that badly. 
Start learning how to deal from a position of strength. You will 
take the responsibility for getting a bad job, so get as much 
information ahead of time as you possibly can. Let the company 
know what your expectations are and probe for information. 
Do not be afraid to ask a tough question and don't leave the 
room until you have a better understanding of the company's 
dynamic, market conditions, and the cost of living. 

3) It is premature to talk about money until they want you for 
the position and have indicated so. Take it easy in that regard 
and don't rush the matter. If they try to prompt you into talking 
about money, deter them as best you can by asking one of your 
own probe and response questions. After all, if you shoot blind 
about money you are more likely to hurt your cause than help. 
Aiming too high takes you off the "A" list of considered 
candidates and shooting too low prematurely backs you into a 
career corner you may find tough to escape. Let them want you 
first and then treat money as a final detail. 

4) When you go in for the interview think of it as a well run 
campaign with closing the employer as just the end result of a 
strategy well executed and patiently done. The interview 
process is really just the beginning, doing the job is the whole 
point of this exercise. Also, don't expect to leave the interview 
with a solid job offer on the table. Don't be disappointed when 
that doesn't happen because no manager worth his/her salt is 
likely to offer you anything concrete on the first pass. Just get 
as much information as you can and the best way to do that is 
ask a few pointed questions and then shut up. Listen a lot and 
talk as little as you can. The more they talk during the interview, 
the more you're learning. 

5) Some areas to cover with your questions include; the 
corporate commitment to marketing via budgets and staff, the 
role played by Sales and their place in the management scheme, 
the number of spots per hour they run on a maximum/minimum 
grid, the amount of ad dollars coming out of the market for the 
last two years, management's vision on the programming 
competition in the market. These are the kinds of things that 
should get the average manager or PD talking, and while they 
talk, you're doing the learning. When you dominate the 
conversation they are doing all the learning and getting all the 
information needed for their decision. Be courageous about 
asking these questions, don't be afraid to pry. After all, if you 
can't talk with them before you take the job, it probably won't 
get much better after you sign on the dotted line. Remember 
you want to go for a job that is a good fit and not just an impulse 
buy. 

6) Always show empathy for the interviewer and, whatever you 
do, don't be too hard core in your approach. You may have 
tough questions to ask, but don't ask them in an antagonistic or 
con rontational way. Some anti-favorites are, "So, are you guys 
gonna bounce checks on payroll?" or, "Everybody knows the 
station is for sale, don't give me that crap." and who could forget, 
"Look, this staff really sucks. How fast can I make a move on 
them?" All three of these points are crucial to a good decision 
but you can't challenge a GM or PD with that sort of approach. 
Honest is one thing, ill-mannered is something else again. 

7) Shut up after you have asked a question and don't answer it 
yourself to show off how smart you are. Most people talk about 
what they already know so they can seem accomplished and 
display their skit and experience. This passes muster at a 
promo dinner but it's off the menu at that crucial job interview. 
Also, don't be so afraid of dead air during the interview, silence 
can be a very strong tactic. 

8) Don't squirm. Sit still and finish your oatmeal. Touching 
things in the office and playing with you're pen is just another 
way of showing nerves and a lack of focus. Practice sitting still 
and being comfortable about it. And don't fiddle with your 
hands. Bring them to rest and let your mind do the work. And 
while your controlling your body language take the time to start 
reading theirs. Are they inclining toward you, so much the 
better... leaning back with their arms folded, not so good. 

9) If any of your questions get a vague or misleading response, 
follow it up. Don't be taken off the scent of an important issue 
but, at the same time, be able to de-focus them in turn. If they 
start pressing you about money or something you're not ready 
to talk about, have one or two "pivot" questions that put the ball 
back in their court without giving up any information you're not 
ready to share. The game is information, and the winner has the 
most at the interview's end. The information they can get out 
of the other player, and the information they maintain to 
themselves, both count toward the final score. It's not that you 
don't want to share your best stuff with them, it's just that you 
don't want to give away too much. Be able to tap dance your 
way around any question while being ruthless about concrete 
responses to legit questions of your own. (Note: Managers, if 
they are any good at their job, are past masters at this tap dance, 
so be ready for his moves as well.) 

10) Never assume that the job will happen. Hopefully it will, 
but don't set yourself up for a fall by getting too ahead of the 
game. After all, once you get some solid information on the job, 
you may not want it. So don't go in "sold" already and certainly 
don't start packing your bags until the last "i" has been dotted. 

Li) If you run into a tough nut, someone who just won't open 
up, try to get them to talk about other people. Frequently 
personalities who are unwilling to give much information about 
themselves will turn into veritable rivers of thought when 
considering someone else, and it doesn't have to be 
broadcasting. For instance just casually mention, "Didn't that 
John Elway have a bad game?" and if his response is, "Yeah, 
whatta bum. That guy should have been turfed in the second 
quarter!", you get a pretty good idea as to how he is going to deal 
with a setback. You can also ask them about the competition, 
the best marketing campaign they were ever part of, people in 
the business they admire, and a general discussion of the market 
in terms of non-competing formats. This can all be very 
rewarding. 

12) Show a commitment to get totally involved with everything. 
Don't come off as a petty king within a growing empire, show 
them you have the ability and willingness to get involved on any 
level of the station. Don't stratify yourself because you think it's 
the "executive" thing to do. Stress team concepts and don't be 
a cowboy riding the range alone and shooting up everything in 
sight. Radio stations win or lose based upon their team 
execution and esprit de corps. Show that you want to be a 
contributory part of that winning team. 

13) Never talk about other jobs you are interviewing for. It 
doesn't impress anybody and it is viewed as a desperation ploy 
in the interview game. Stay focused on the station at hand and 
don't lose that focus no matter what. If they ask you, "Are you 
interviewing at other stations in the market", be honest, "Of 
course I am, but right now my whole energies are focused on 
this job and this station." 
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14) Never bad rap your old company no matter what. You get no points for style when you do that and it violates the unwritten 
law of the GM when it comes to being "political". It's just another tap dance. Sometimes you'll find someone who really tries to get 
you to say negative things, don't. Avoid that at all costs and always keep two or three philosophical statements ready to block them 
whenever required. Protect yourself and remember don't let them probe you, you're there to probe them. 

15) Ask as many questions as you can think of. Timing is everything to these questions. Don't be anxious or talk over the other 
person, better to let lapses occur than for the two of you to verbally clash. Patience is a key strength during an interview, know when 
you can ask that three pronged and double barbed question and then sit back and let them take the hook. 

16) Befor points and not against them. Don't object to things in a negative manner. Try to maneuver around a problem in a positive 
way. If they want you to work eight hours on the air don't say, "Are you out of your size six mind!" instead just tell them, "You know 
there is so much I can do for you and your sales team when I split my day evenly between the studio and the office." Be positive 
even when you're being negative and don't be antagonistic, ever. They may want you to be tough, but not with them. 

/7) If they do offer you the job during the interview never accept it. Buy some time to talk to the family or think things through. 
It's a bad sign to jump at the job during the interview. Even if they genuinely like and want you, it makes them feel that you're easy 
and. desperate and that will factor into how much leverage you will have as regards advancement and raises. 

18) Be prepared to discuss your goals in the long term and short term scheme. Do you want to move into ownership ten years 
down the road? Tell them. Are you looking to settle and raise a family? Let them know about it. Have a clear idea as to what you 
want to accomplish in your career over the next year, five years, decade... and don't be shy about telling them all about it. After all, 
your vision and ambition is what got you this far in the first place. It's a crucial part of your make-up and shouldn't be kept secret 
from a prospective employer. 

19) Finally, know what you are looking for in a company. If you have worked more than a couple of shops you know when the GM 
suffers from a lack of vision. If a GM sees his job as "Head Sales Guy", watch out! Or at least be warned that Programming will 
always be the great black devil in his view. If you see a company that has trouble keeping coffee in the kitchen, beware! Somebody 
can't organize the basics. If the studio gear is worn and out of date, take heed! These people don't believe in re-investing in their 
product. You know if a certain GM reminds you of the last jerk you worked for, you know the guy who spends all his time hard 
wiring trades so he and his kids can wear snakeskin cowboy boots all the time. You know what these guys smell like, that pungent 
aroma is unmistakable. Use your experience and don't let yourself get fooled just because you want to make a move. Sometimes 
not taking a job can be the best thing you ever do for yourself. 

SUMMARY: 

To recap; these are among the finer points of stalking the professional interview: 

1) Ask who the company is, what their track record has been 
and do they have plans for future growth. 

2) Find out about management styles. How hands-on will your 
prospective boss be? How frequent will meetings take place 
and what technique is employed.., will you receive a regular 
course correction or be set up and left alone to do your best with 
little additional input? Be sure to match the style to your 
personality, after all you are looking for the right fit and not just 
another job. 

3) Listen as much and talk as little as you can. 

4) Have two or three "de-focusing" statements ready to keep 
them off their feet should they try to press too hard for 
something you don't want to give them. 

5)- If they try to close you and you're not ready to talk about 
money yet ask them, "Are you offering me the job?" This puts 
things squarely back on them. 

6) Be prepped to discuss philosophy but make it casual, don't 
be too scholarly or preachy about your beliefs. 

7) Express yourself but don't try to impress them by being a 
smart aleck or by loading on the buzz terms currently in vogue. 

8) Don't repeat the same mistake by saying anything to get a 
job that you might not actually want in the first place. 

9) Begin negotiating during the interview but don't try to close 
until you have as much information as you can get. Be confident 
enough to repeat tough questions, (in a positive way), and look 
for their weaknesses instead of just trying to cover up yours. 

10) There's a way to get out of everything. Be honest but be 
careful about areas you don't want to get into during the 
interview. 

11) Show as much enthusiasm as you can but show balance and 
don't act desperate. 

12) Be a sponge, (and we're not talking martinis here), find out 
as much information as you can from every source you can peg 
in the market. Do your homework and find out what people are 
thinking about the station, its management and relative fiscal 
health. 

13) Take some risks and get them to respond to questions out 
of their arena just to get their attitudes and responses to other 
situations beside the controlled atmosphere of a professional 
interview. 

Some good books that you might want to invest time in are.. "Positioning: The Battle For Your Mind" by Reis and Trout and another 
Reis and Trout tome called "Strategic Warfare". "In Search of Excellence" by Tom Peters is a hot button with a lot of managers and 
you should be familiar with it. For the more esoteric, don't miss any good business or philosophical treatise on the effects of the 
Bushido (Samurai Code of Ethics) on Japanese and American business thought, by now that should be required reading for anyone 
aspiring to more than minimum wage. 

And remember two important points as you go about this adventure in fashioning your own future; Winners keep the job... And 
never let them abuse you...

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MULLING OVER THE FUTURE 

OF FLORIDA AOR 
For many a season we watched Greg Mull down in Ft. Myers looking like one of the best damn 
programmers in the biz. He was always just about ready to break out from the secondaries 
and take on just about anybody. So we were surprised when Greg opted for the grueling life 
of a research strategist and signed with The Research Group. He certainly put a couple of 
new layers on his enthusiasm for research while learning all about the airports of every major 
town in the land. So, how satisfying to see Greg res arface as the PD of WXTB/Tampa, 98Rock 
as the locals know it. The station signed on with "Stairway To Heaven" all day on New Years 
and then launched an all Led Zep format that snagged national press from every corner of 
the country. Now that things have settled down a bit, we got a chance to talk to Greg about 
the challenge of young adult AOR, life on the Gulf, and how to set a market on its ear in three 
easy steps. 

Is the station where you want it to be right now? If I were to hit town 
and tune in, would ¡ be hearing the station you want 98 Rock to be? 

Greg: It's continuing to evolve. The station is on line but it is not 
exactly where I want it to be yet. 

When we had spoken before you said the music was in place but it 
was a matter of bringing everything else around the music up to the 
same level of intensity. Is that what you're still working on? 

Greg: You got it. The personality is there alright but we still have 
to work on our stationality, that's a better word for it. It's a 
combination of that and a fine tuned attitude that we have to better 
develop. 

Let's pretend that I have never heard the tenn "attitude" in relation-
ship to a radio station, describe your definition of same and cite 
sonte examples. 

Greg: Across the street at the Power Pig the attitude is in your 
face and almost vulgar. This weekend they had their "Kiss My Big 
Pink Ass" promotion and they have been running the "Flip Us The 
Pig" thing for some time now, with people all over the town flipping 
the bird as part of the bit. It's funny stuff and it has certainly 
worked with their format competition. We want to take it up 
several notches from where it has been here in the past, but we 
don't want to get that extreme. You can definitely achieve that 
essential rock and roll street attitude without going overboard. 
You should be a bit rude, but not vulgar. The attitude can best be 
described through an explanation of the target. We should at all 
times be relating to the 22 year old rock and roll animal. He's a 
guy that goes out to the clubs until 3am and is up and ready to go 
to work at 6am. And he does it all week long. There are plenty 
of those guys in this town.., the clubs are happening and the 
beaches contribute to a real party atmosphere here. It doesn't 
matter whether you're talking surfer dudes, or construction 
workers or white collar guys in their Beemers, there is an over 
abundance of these guys in Tampa and we plan on taking the fight 
to 'YNF on that ground. 

What has WYNF done that leaves you all this open field running. 
Especially with what should be their entrenched rock and roll core? 

Greg: They have merely evolved with their audience like many 
other great AORs in the country. They hit ten years ago and have 
aged with that audience slowly across that time. Now they have 
this whole generation who -have changed and evolved with them 
and they have moved very effectively with that segment of the 
audience. Like I said before, 'YNF is one of the best positioned 
rock stations I've ever seen in my life. It's just that they don't sound 
musically hip. That's where we hurt them, by playing XYZ when 
they are playing Fleetwood Mac. 

What son' of reaction have you gotten from the 25 + cell? 

Greg: It is surprising the amount of response we have gotten from 
that group so far. I expected some of them to come over out of 
curiosity but more than that is happening. The audience is hungry 
for something fresh and different right now. It was the same thing 
when the Power Pig came into town. 

How would you characterize the reaction to your presence over at 
WYNF? 

Greg: WYNF went for years with no competition and that's how 
they got used to seeing the market. Hell, I'd do the same thing if 
I had been them. They were always right on target with a large 
segment of the audience that likes their radio conservative and 
familiar. They have always done that very well and that left them 
better positioned tha WICRL. For 3 to 4 years they just kept them 
cornered by being t AOR and the Classic Rocker both, and 
doing the job very well. 

How does your morning approach differ from WYNF? 

Greg: My morning show is receiving no more attention than the 
rest of my dayparts and that's understandable, their morning show 
is very entrenched in the market. I can just hope to nibble away 
at them bit by bit. The one area where I can hurt them is when 
Ron and Ron are playing 5 songs in an hour and I'm blasting 12. 
That's just about their only vulnerability. 

How did the Power Pig story affect your own start up? 

Greg: They really paved the way for us in many ways. When they 
first became the Power Pig there were a lot of people who didn't 
take them seriously.., now we come on and we are being taken very 
seriously in this market with no numbers and no story to tell really, 
except what's on the air. It's just that the Power Pig woke them 
up and they don't want to get burned again. 

How do you see Power Pig right now? 

Greg: Power Pig has to become a radio station and not a buf-
foonery. In becoming that they have to maintain all the exciting 
elements of the circus over there. They have been getting by on 
all flash and no substance so far but now the music sounds great 
and they are evolving step by step. They just have to keep a handle 
on that attitude. 

And how is WYNF reacting to you? 

Greg: I'm hearing an awful lot of music on the air that wasn't there 
before we hit town and the music they're playing parallels what 
we have been doing over here. When I start hearing Dangerous 
Toys on that station I know they are getting close. 

How do you see the next chapter of this fight developing? 

Greg: They are posturing themselves heavily on their heritage, 
really pushing that hard. Now we have to make the street level 
excitement build up to better reflect the amount of fun we hope 
to project on the air itself. Along with the fine tuning going on in 
the studio we have to really take it to the streets. That's the fun 
stuff.., our sound system against their sound system at concerts, 
you know. The street is key right now and a big part of all that is 
our Sales team who are really feeling like part of the program. In 
many instances they are the people bringing the reaction in off the 
street. 

The initial read on 98Rock is that they have managed to capture 
the essence of what young, fun, rock radio is all about. And with 
the market blown away by the flatulent explosion of the Power 
Pig, it isn't safe to assume anything about the listening patterns 
of those folks down by the Gulf. Get ready for some big months 
down South as Greg and WYNF square off for the confrontation 
this Spring. It should be a fight and a half, and well worth the 
price of a front row seat. 

JIM TRAPP 
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The Smithereens: Lettin' The Good Times Rock 
Introduction by Jesse Nash and George Flowers 

Guitarist Jim Babjak, Bassist Mike Masarps and drummer Dennis Diken have been playing together for almost 
as long as they can remember. Today--along with Pat DiNizio -- they make up The Smithereens, a Capitol 
Records act with a bright future. 

Their latest project is Smithereens 11 although there have only been two LPs before it. In spite of the curious 
title (which we promise to explain shortly!), the record presents another diverse mixture of both pop and rock 
'n' roll, and features strong and captivating vocals from all the members. 

Dennis Diken recently spoke about the new album, and The Smithereens, in general, with Jesse Nash. 

The Smithereens have been around since 
1980. Tell me about the early days and your 
struggle to succeed. 

Diken: Well, this was what we wanted to 
do, and if we were going to do it -- no 
matter how bad things were going -- we 
had to stick it out. We kind of kept the 
horse blinders on and kept going. 

Would you say The Smithereens is primarily 
geared to performing live? 

Diken: Sure. Oh yeah. We're very strong 
on the road, but we also love making 
records. That's really two different ball 
games. But we do very well on the road 
and we have a very loyal following. 

Smithereens 11 has got to be the best album 
you guys have ever done. It sounds as 
though you had a really good time making 
it. Describe the process of recording this 
album. 

Diken: We took longer with 
everything this time. We're 
used to going in and knocking 
out a record: the first album was 
11 days; the second was 16 days, 
including mixing. On this 
album, we took two weeks for 
pre-production -- which we've 
never done before, working with 
Ed Stasium, our producer. We 
took a lot longer for everything. 
So, the whole process was about 
a month and a half. Really, the 
major difference was taking 
more time to make sure things 
worked right. And I'm glad that 
it shows in the final product. 

Let's talk about the title: 
Smithereens 11. Jew's that all 
about? It's not your eleventh 
record. 

Diken: No, it's our third album. 
It's our own tip of the hat to a genre of 
movies typified by Oceans 11, with Frank 
Sinatra, Peter Lawford, Sammy Davis, 
Joey Bishop, Dean Martin and all those 
"Rat Pack" guys. It was just one of those 
ideas that I think, comes off really well in 
the graphics and everything. It really 
came together. A lot of people don't get 
the joke, but we didn't intend for them to. 
You have to name an album something, 
you know. (Laughs.) 

The first single, "A Girl Like You," really hit 
nie. Who decides what gets released as a 
single and what songs get on the album? 

Diken: Usually, it's a mutual thing. It's 
often hard to decide when you're the art-
ist; .you get too close to it to be objective. 
I think, though, that we all felt that that was 
the strongest first track to go with. 

How important are videos to the group? 

Diken: They're important to the extent 
that we care about how we come across, 
and we put all of our ideas into it. We 
don't want ourselves to be represented in 

any way that we don't feel is right, which 
includes album graphics -- everything. 
We have a say in everything that happens 
with our product. So, everything we do is 
a reflection of our views and the way we 
think it should be done. 

Belinda Carlisle sings background vocals 
on one of the cuts, "Blue Period." How did 
that come about? 

Diken: We did a tour with Squeeze last 
year and we were staying at this hotel in 
Boston; she was also on the road, and Paul 
Carrach was her opening act. One night, 
a whole bunch of us were at the bar in this 
hotel, and we were all kind of drinking and 
singing together, and she was there, too. 
So, we met her along with Paul. Carrack 
actually wrote this song with her in mind; 
she didn't do it on her album, but he asked 
her to sing on it on ours. She did it real 
quick, too: like, in 45 minutes. 

Pat DiNizio has described the Smithereens 
as "AC/DC meets the Beatles." Explain. 

Diken: There are a lot of influences in our 
musical make up, really. We listen to all 
kinds of stuff. But we really like hard 
hitting, driving rock 'n' roll -- with the big, 
chunky chords, and everything which 
AC/DC are known for. We also hope that 
people like our songs for the hooks and for 
the melodies, and people tend to associate 
the Beatles with those things. 

Tell me about Ed Stasium, and what he has 
added to the dimension of the group. He 
seems to have been a positive addition. 

Diken: Yeah. We had an EP in 1983 
called Beauty And Sadness, which was 
originally released on an independent 
label, but was picked up by angina for 
reissue. We had some mutual friends and 
got to know Ed a little, we liked working 
with him, so we said, let's try something 
new this time -- it's been two albums and 
a number of years; let's try a new producer 
and see what happens. It was a real loose 
thing, and it worked out great. 

What's the greatest lesson you've learned 
about the music industry? 

Diken: Keep your day job! No. Only kid-
ding. Well, I think it's just to be thankful 
for what you've got, really. I mean, I could 
have been working at UPS, or something 
-- or loading trucks. This is a dream all of 
us have had since we were kids. To be able 
to actually do this for a living, and be 
creative and have this kind of career is 
really a gift, you know, that we don't take 
lightly. It's something that we appreciate. 
We'd been slogging around for years 
before we got a record deal, and once our 
album came out and we hit the road we 
realized there really was an audience out 
there that dug what we did. And we're 
very thankful for it. 

Aside from your contract with them, what is 
it about Capitol Records that is special to 
you? 

Diken: The label has a great 
history -- a great heritage. A lot 
of great artists that we dug -- not 
just the Beatles and the Beach 
Boys, and the rock 'n' roll stuff, 
but getting back to Sinatra, Nat 
Cole and Stan Kenton, and all 
those guys -- were on this label, 
and there's just something 
about the company that's kind 
of neat to be associated with. 
It's one of the classic labels; it 
started out in a small way and 
really mushroomed. 

Who first signed the group and 
how did it come about? 

Diken: Well, we were first 
signed to Enigma in 1985. We 
had done some demos and 
shopped them to every label you 
can imagine -- independent and 
major. We'd been turned down 

by the biggest and the tiniest labels; 
nobody wanted to hear from us. Finally 
there was a guy at Enigma named Scott 
Vanderbuilt, who used to be a college disc 
jockey; he knew our two other inde-
pendent releases and recognized the 
name. He gave us a shot. We didn't even 
enclose a photo or a bio along with it. So, 
he called us, said let's do a deal, and that's 
what happened. From there, "Blood And 
Roses" got into a movie; it was singled out 
and we did a video for it, and the ball 
started rolling from there. 

The four of you really seem to get along well. 
Are you old friends? 

Diken: Yes. Very old friends. Three of 
us grew up together. Mike, Jim and I have 
known each other since elementary 
school. 

Where was that? 

Diken: In Carteret, New Jersey. 

Bet you never thought back then that you'd 
spend your adult life working together. 
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PICKS 

del Amitri "waking hours" (A&M) It's almost 
Kismet that the first official pick I'd deal with would be a pet 
peeve from way back. Shyness aside, when this fine Scottish 
band released their first album back in '85 the import disc had 
this reporter jumping up and down with unabashed glee. By 
now you all know the sad story of the band being dropped 
from their label the DAY AFTER the record finally came out 
in America, but let's not dwell on the unpleasant, OK? Fine! 
Now, the lowercase lettering should be dealt with first 
because this is a band that really sees themselves in that light. 
No,. Virginia it's not a "printer problem". But when you 
describe the songs of del Amitri it should be in all CAPS. 
Take the first domestic single, "Kiss This Thing Goodbye". A 
glance at the mainstream section of this magazine will tell you 
that this is the "Biggest Mover" of the week. But the reason 
you'll find the album listed as the main pick here on Alt turf 
is that we're talking "album". Start with "Stone Cold Sober", 
like a few reporters already have, and you'll not want to hand 
these boys over too quickly. Then take a listen to "Nothing 
Ever Happens" which was the first British single and you'll 
start to realize the depth del Amitri has to offer. This is a band 
that's about songs, that's about craft, that's about emotion, 
and most of all is about overdue for a spin on your airwaves! 
So put this rag down and get with it, you could play "Opposite 
View" or "Empty" and we wouldn't complain. (M.M.)

Midnight Oil's response to their 
newfound popular success is one of 
grim determination and disciplined 
jubilance. One listen to this album 
reveals a band that is still mapping out 
their native land to themselves and the 
outside world. The facet of geography 
takes a prominent position as a 
narrative element. "Forgotten Years" 
and "Stars Of Warburton" immediately 
leap out as harmony drenched 

soapboxes for their cartographic diatribe. Peter Garrett's voice 
takes its rightful place as the centerpiece of fury and indignance, 
with the voices and guitars as a bedrock solid lineup of partners. 
The Oil aren't cowtowing to any audience in particular, they're 
asking you to take a deeper listen and not expect the easy followup. 
"Blue Sky Mine" is an easy target for first single, even with its 
obvious hook, it demonstrates how potentially stubborn this 
record can be. "River Runs Red" is soothing and "Mountains Of 
Burina" sweeps you into a majestic strings trance. This is, 
however, a very rewarding listen, it's worth every moment spent 
in its company. "King Of The Mountain" also screams single as 
they say "Don't put me up on your bedroom wall." Well, we'll see 
how far they take their profile -- but they have not reached their 
zenith yet. This compass is widening still. (I3.R.) 

Beautiful South "Welcome To The Beautiful 
South" (Elektra) Previously 
available as an import that sold mondo 
units and charted with three songs, 
many of you are very familiar with the 
latest project from Paul Heaton, very 
reconizable as the primary voice of the 
Beautiful South, but not the sole key 
face here or even the only former 
Housemartin involved -- he was 
accompanied by drummer Dave 
Hemmingway. They surround 
themselves with Brianna Corrigan (the doll-like voice beside that 
of Dave), David Stead, Sean Welch and David Rotheray, along 
with Mike Hedges. Long a fixture of the British cool pop scene 
since the days of A Flock Of Seagulls, Hedges puts the finishing 
touch of mirthy crassness on songs like "Straight In At 37". 
"Girlfriend", yes - the Pebbles hit, is covered and fleshed out in 
trumpets, trombone and strangled guitar that beef out the 
arrangement like needed apolstery on a sanded down modern 
furniture piece. "Song For Whomever" eases you into the tempo 
the way a light drizzle tingles the nose before the real precip opens 
up from above. There's a relieving vein of sarcasm running 
through this first song ("The number one I hope to reap") and 
"Have You Ever Been Away?". "I Love You (But You're Boring)" 
seems like an under the covers whisper that is really a subtle slam 
against introspective mystery. (B.R.)

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being "Cashier Girl", the title track, "Big Drum Sound" and 
"Growin' A Beard". Ben Vaughn is easy to like because he has the 
knack of keeping it simple, and if you ask anyone that's the hardest 
thing to master  The Jeremy Days has fmally been issued 
domestically on PolyGram, and WDRE is 
jumping in early on "Rome Wasn't Built In 
A Day". The album reached the top spot 
in the band's native Germany a year ago, 
and with the typically outstanding 
production from the team of Clive Langer 
and Alan Winstanley it has the polish to 
duplicate its performance on these 
shores. The five man band is augmented 
by a crackerjack brass section led by sax man Gary Barnacle, and 
Anne Dudley of Art Of Noise fame arranged all the strings. Lead 
vocalist Dirk Darmstaedter penned all the lyrics with the band 
collectively claiming the music and the results run the gamut from 
Haircut 100 pop to the darker sound of countrymen Twelve 
Drummers Drumming. Check out the tracks "Fantastic Friend" 
and the jazzy "Julie Thru The Blinds". As Chopper at VVHTG says, 
"Get a copy of Jeremy Days and you too will be a believer" 
Another band has emerged from Germany, this time West Berlin. 
Plan B have been a big draw in the Fatherland for over six years, 

and have most often been compared the 
the band they played their first ever gig 
with -- The Clash. However, their first 
American single, "Discontentment", has 
more in common sonic speaking with 
Simple Minds. Yes, you will find more 
Clash-y rockers on the band's 
"Greenhouse Effect" album like "Beam Me 
Up, Scotty!" and "Devil's Train". The 

record was Produced by ex-Vibrator Pat Collier who has done 
likewise for the Wonder Stuff, The Darling Buds and Katrina And 
The Waves.... The track record of the Oingo Boingo octet has 
been a long and successful one, especially 
on the West Coast where they routinely 
sell out 15,000 seats. With the ultra busy 
career of leader Danny Elfman of late it's 
simply amazing that he's had the time to 
deliver the first new studio Boingo since 
1987. Danny has racked up credits for 
film and TV composition that place him 
at the forefront of the genre, after all who 
wouldn't kill to have their name listed on TV's coolest show The 
Simpsons? "Dark End Of The Tunnel" marks the return of Oingo 
Boingo and has already placed three tracks in the Top 5 of KROQ. 
Other stations have opened up play on Lp tracks like "Out Of 
Control", "Skin" and the CD only "Right To Know". We show album 
action at KBLE, KSJS, WRFL, WTSR, WUNH, Heavy play at 
WRAS and steady single support for "When The Lights Go Out" 
at WXRT, KUCB and WFIT.

(Living Colour/Smithereens/Ramones) 
for production chores on four songs 
including the first single "Up And 
Running". Heretix are hard to classify to 
one particular sound, in fact you can hear 
elements of all three afformentioned 
bands on their album. The former 
winners of the WBCN Rumble are off to 

a good start with Adds at KCPR, WHTG, WBER, VVFDU and 
five others Ice T is one of if not the best rappers on the scene 
and the track "The Girl Tried To Kill Me" 
from his latest has been cleaned up for 
radio play. That's right, all the nasty 
words were removed, a new vocal track 
layed down and a tinge more beat box 
injected on the intro. Now the track that 
everyone wanted to play on the air but 
didn't want to lose their license over is 
safe. Is this a great world or what? You 
can fmd this "radio" version on the flip of 
the Iceman's new 12" "What Ya Wanna Do" on Sire/Warner. 

Caterwaul's quickly following the heels of last year's "Pin & Web" 
with their latest IRS release "Portent Hue", 
a murky and high pitched whirlpool with 
undertones as somber as a funeral wake. 
"Maybe In A Million Years" weaves a web 
like something from the Cocteau Twins, 
and "Alex Aphrodisiac", referring to the 
lad of the same name from A Clockwork 
Orange, captivates on the same poppish 
plane. "Manna And Quail" brings to mind 

some ancient palate while simlultaneously churning along a line 
of serruptiously bizarre chorusings and guitar lines. "Big Ox 
Laughing" is the most guaranteed potentially catchy song with a 
deep enough guitar lick to sink into your skin.... Chrysalis has 
serviced the Ensign import to the Blue Aeroplanes 12" for "Jacket 
Hangs", a disc that includes three non LP 
cuts. "Friendloverplane" really earned 
them some acclaim from fresh sources by 
way of a new peek into their just getting 
up to speed lifespan. Now with a 
reformed lineup, including Gerard 
Langley, Angelo Bruschini and Wotjek 
Dmochowsld. The song itself keeps itself 
to a very sprightly uniform pace, with a 
dirty hook lined with Gerard's voice that especially brings to mind 
an It's Immaterial aura. "Razor Walk" and "Different Now" are 
keen to hammer, too.... From the Mekons is a 12" for "Empire Of 
The Senseless" and some interview with Pete Shelley on the B-side. 
"Rock And Roll" shines as an album, and this is a great opportunity 
to get back into that swing. Jon Langford's guitar grates just 
enough to remind you of the punk ocean from where they rose 
from, but there's enough cranial development on this to be its own 
fierce meat eating species. Spend the 20 minutes available on the 
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other side to get acquainted with Shelley 
and you'll find out that you're cool enough 
to be a Mekon, too.... "Manners & 
Physiques" on MCA is the first Adam Ant 
album in five 
years (to allow a 
flourishing acting 
career), and it's a 
genuine urban 

romp for this longtime naughty lad. 
Giving himself the Minneapolis tilt, Adam 
sounds like a cross between Cameo and 
the fine purple one. "Room At The Top" 
immediately grabbed play on stations like 
KROQ, 91X and other hit oriented commercial stations, and 
impact is being felt like a hook from a spiked glove. Also 
noteworthy are "Rough Stuff' and "Can't Set Rules About Love", 
exemplary as polished pieces of grit that define their own concept 
of sensual conduct in a old/new world.... Continuing on the line 
offunk, you can't miss the single "That's That" from the upcoming 
Scatterbrain album, "Here Comes Trouble" on In-Effect Records. 

Nasty and mean as the Spyz or Fishbone, 
Scatterbrain will blow out your ears and 
make you groove to the baddest place in 
your mind. A killer rhythm section 
combined with a solid guitar line will leave 
you defenseless -- you don't like this? 
What up??? With some of the guys from 
Ludichrist (specificaly Glen Cummings, 
Paul Neider and Tommy Christ), this 

outfit will slam you into the realization that power funk is not just 
some weirdo hybrid, but a legit part of the music landscape. Get 
all over this. 

CHART S TARS 
Like the title of their full album, B.A.D. goes the Phoenix way with 
"Free" from the WTG soundtrack to 
Flashback. It finally debuts at 41* on the 
Top 50 album chart, and picks up new play 
from KBCO, WUNH and WXCI. Other 
cuts from the full album include a cover 
from Edie Brickell and the New 
Bohemians of "Walk On The Wild Side", a 
brand new Flesh For Lulu cut, "Next Time

Trouble, "Trouble", Def American....  Within 
barely a month of its 
release, this incredible 
record has already 
rocketed into the Top 5 
in the land of Hard. That 
following a stunning 
debut at 16* a few of 
weeks ago, a move from 
16-6* the following week 
and then of course an 
easy skip up to 4* this ish. 
To those in the know 
(and really even those 
who aren't), it's really not 
much of a surprise that 

the band is doing so well this side of the tracks. There is a 
confidence and consistency that illuminates this record, with 
every song swimming with almost nostalgic feeling. If Trouble's 
last outing left you somewhat wanting, this one will leave you 
breathless with its progression and strength. Overflowing with 
Sabbathy guitar rhythms, Pink Floydish flourishes "The Misery 
Shows (Act II)", and the raw, instantly likeable vocals of Eric 
Wagner - you've just gotta love it. And believe me, it seems that 
that is exactly the case as the list of calls continues to increase 
in number with every day that slips by. This week the record 
latched onto two new ones - those being WFSE and WRXK, 
while managing to pick up increases in chart position at the 
following: KMSA, KSLC, KWUR, WAIF, WKDU, WKVU, 
WMMS, WPSU, WWUH and WXRC. Of course, we can't 
forget the herds of stations already getting into Trouble - 
G-FORCE, KBPI, KISW, KJKJ, KRZQ, KSVR, KUNV, 
KUSF, KVHS, WBER, WCDB, WCWP, WEOS, WERS, 
WGLS, WHJY, WHMH, WHVY, WJUL, WKNC, WKNH, 
WLRA, WMRC, WNYU, WRFL, WRMC, WSOU, WTSR, 
WVBR, WVCR, WWSP, WXIN, Z-ROCK (Top 50 & 
Headbanger's Heaven) and ARN just to name a bunch. There's 
still a couple of you headbangin' boyz and girlz holding out 
(hard to believe I know), but hey, the same thing happened to 
Faith No More, Queensryche, Red Hot Chili Peppers, 
Badlands, and a swarm of other "buzz" bands who "suddenly" 
went on to receive critical acclaim and/or stardom. Well, I 
guess that's what keeps this business so challenging. As for the 
metal buying public, they're lovin' this album in a very big way 
and hammerin' the phone lines so much that "Trouble" is 
already perched up there at #4 Most Requested Metal, with 
sales picking up on a daily basis. For probably the first time, 
people are telling you not to stay out of Trouble... what are you 
waiting for? 

The Top 50 Airplay Chart 
combines airplay point totals for 12" and albums listed by 

commercial metal and college reporters. 
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Sanctuary, " Into The Mirror Black", Epic....  
Another of Seattle's brash power-meisters 
return with their long-awaited follow-up to 
1988's "Sanctuary Denied", and they have 
delivered up an impressive collection of 
progressive metal tunes like you've never 
heard. Imagine if Rush and Metal Church 
were blended together to create a kind of 
new world hybrid. Well, this perhaps is 
what it might sound like. Band members 
Dave Budhill (drums), Warren Dane 

(skillfull schizophrenic vocals), Lenny Rutledge (guitar), Sean 
Blosl (guitar) and Jim Sheppard (bass), keep it heavy with 
galloping riffs, soaring leads and jackhammer drumming, but 
easily manage to keep things interesting by utilizing dramatic, 
multi-faceted vocal stylings, bizarre tempo changes, intense 
(dark) lyrical content and undisguised aggression - though not 
always particularly focused on anger (with the possible exception 
of "Taste Revenge" and "One More Murder"). The sound is very 
bold, forceful and full. The voice compliments the sharp extremes 
of the playing and the musicians seem almost to become the song 
- inseparable. Lyrically, all the songs seem to travel along a basic 
theme of self-realization - of life in these times and a questioning 
of what lies beyond this existence, the darker (or brighter) side of 
dying - "Time is an illusion, death is not a conclusion" ("Epitaph"). 
Needless to say, there is an ominous mist which hangs heavy over 
the entire recording, but the songs do not get bogged down under 
it. The constant musical movement and high flighted vocals rescue 
them from monotony and depression. Sanctuary isn't breaking 
new barriers with their supersonic style of metal, but they are 
extending the boundaries a bit - stretching for more, and doing it 
powerfully. They'll be taking to the road with Fates Warning (and 
Dead On) beginning March 16th-in Seattle and March 17th in 
Portland, OR. The bands should be hitting the East Coast in late 
March then working their way back toward the West through May. 
Don't miss this progressive extravaganza, but in the meantime 
look deeper into "The Mirror Black" and play any of the 
aforementioned songs or "Future Tense", "Seasons Of Destruction", 
the title track and "Communion". 

Scatterbrain, "Here Comes Trouble", 
In-Effect.... Here's a project that's 
been a long time coming... or at least it's 
felt like it to me. I've been anxiously 
awaiting this all new project from Tommy 
Christ (vocals), Glen Cummings (guitar) 
and Paul Neider (lead guitar), all formerly 
of Ludichrist - an innovative and 
thunderous group who wore the marks of 
great possibilities. Well fortunately those 
have still been realized with this new act, 
which also includes the impressive talents of Guy Brogna (bass) 
and Mike Boyko (drums). "Here Comes Trouble" is the first track

funky, original and funny, pleasantly chaotic rock (yeah, sounds a 
lot like FNM and RHCP's... limmm) - you're gonna love this. The 
song is loaded with heavy bump and grind drum and bass lines 
that will leave you all funked up, crunchy AND twangy guitar riffs, 
decorated in a blitz of leads which eventually blast the song to its 
end, and natural, almost conversational vocals that walk just this 
side of rap with some group yells acting as reinforcement. It's a 
fairly short little piece, but it certainly does rock with originality 
and it's the perfect opener to what looks to become one of my 
favorite new records this year. I'm having to fight a very serious 
urge to launch right into an all out tirade about how great the rest 
of the Lp is, so perhaps I'll exit here... musing about the irony of 
this write-up following Trouble's. "Here Comes Trouble".., is 
arguably one of the best new thangs since Faith No More and the 
Red Hots. Damn, I love this record... I know you will too. More 
later. 

Running Wild, "Death Or Glory", Noise....  Many 
of you may recal11988's release from these 
brash young Germans, "Port Royal". It 
marked a continuation of their 
romanticized pirate theme and in fact, 
with its high-powered tunes had a fair run 
on the metal charts. Well they are back 
with this year's offering, which once again 
retains the rebellious pirate theme (which 
is not a wholly new subject to European 
metal - remember Zed Yago?). With or 

without the high seas, war and strife concept (i mean let's face it 
one album based on this concept would suffice, but five or six?), 
this band proves to be quite the musical force. Pulling sharp, quick 
flights up the fretboard seemingly from out of the air and laying 
them atop of a thundering rhythm section, they create a whirlwind 
of song, marked predominantly by the heavy, layered vocals of 
Rock 'n' Rolf (really). Though the lyrical tales of piracy and 
related topics gets a bit wearisome from one track to the next, 
band members Lain Finlay (drums), Jens Becker (bass), Majk 
Moti (guitar) and of course Rock, are proficient and competent 
enough to really generate some strong tunes that have some 
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especially catchy riffs. They definitely have a German feel to their 
sound - strong baroque chord progressions, throaty but blasting 
vocals, catchy as hell choruses and below it all the bellowing bass 
and drums. These are all strong pieces, musically sound and tight, 
but if your feeling "adventurous" definitely try out "Running 
Blood", "Riding The Storm", "Marooned", "Bad To The Bone" and 
"Battle Of Waterloo" (bagpipes, marching soldiers and all). New 
this week on G-FORCE, KMSA, KWUR, WJUL, WKNH, 
WMRC and WNHU but already on WBER and WSOU. 

Death, "Spiritual Healing", Relativity....  This 
record pretty much marks a turning point 
for these ultra-thrashy Floridian speed 
kings, in that there is a new found clarity in 
their music. What! You say, Death have 
sold-out? What are you crazy? Nah. I 
simply mean that for the first time I can 
recall you can actually understand the 
words Chuck (Schuldiner) so effectively 
grinds out of his vocal chords, AND as if 
that weren't enough, the guitar sound has 

effectively taken a huge step forward. There's a stronger, clearer 
presence and most notably a strengthening of their overall sound. 

The songs have direction and a very strong sense of rhythm. 
Apparently, some of this change has to do with a changing of the 
guards in the guitar camp. Seems Rick Rozz is out and ex-Hallow's 
Eve axe-smith James Murphy is in. He brings with him a clearer 
vision of what a guitar should sound like. There's no questioning 
that Death have built their reputation on their defiant, brutal 
attack - the grunge and blatantly raw sound that has become their 
trademark, and even so none of that has really changed. No doubt, 
they've had more than a touch of influence on some of the rookies 
currently taking their turn on the thrash go-round. In a way, it 
seems almost as if this is a "keeping in step with the new kids" type 
move for them - y'know when the others start speeding by, you 
don't call it quits, you just accelerate. Well, maybe it's that, or 
maybe it just got to the point where the next logical step was to 
develop in a new direction. Whatever the case, the band offers up 
8 all new mind altering tracks destined to keep our hearty 
thrash/hardcore contingent humming merrily along their way. 
Fist-smashin' music, in other words. Already WBNY & WRTN 
are looking into "Spiritual Healing", but never fear there's always 
"Defensive Personalities", "Altering The Future", "Genetic 
Reconstruction" and "Low Life" to creep your way into should you 
"feel" the need to.

Paul McCartney says there will be a double live album of material 
from his current tour. He says a concert video is also possible. 
McCartney's current tour will take him to Memorial Stadium at 
the University of California in Berkeley. It will be the first time the 
stadium there has been used for a rock concert. A portion of the 
rental fee for the concert will be used to help the homeless in 
Berkeley as well as other charities. 

Jane's Addiction's manager, Gary Kurfirst, has filed documents 
in Manhattan Supreme Court seeking to prevent the band from 
getting out of its three-year management contract. Kurfirst says 
he's trying to help the band members "to accept or continue 
treatment for substance abuse." The court papers also say the 
members "are in need, vulnerable and testy. It may even be 
suggested that they consented to a change in management at a 
time of such vulnerability and with clouded judgment." 

Adrian Smith has left Iron Maiden in an "amicable" disagreement 
that began when Maiden started work on a new album. "After 
nearly 9 years it is a bit of a wrench leaving maiden", Smith says. 
"We're all great mates and will obviously remain so." Smith says 
he'd prefer to spend time working with his new project, A.S.A.P, 
who have an album called "Silver & Gold" about to be released. 
Smith is also planning a solo album later this year, to follow-up 
"Silver And Gold". Maiden, meanwhile, are searching for a British 
guitarist to complete their line-up. They hope to have their 8th 
album out in the latter part of the year. 

L.A. Guns lead singer Philip Lewis found himself arrested in Los 
Angeles recently because of a two-year-old jaywalking ticket. 
Lewis was pulled over by Los Angeles police after he made a 
U-turn, and a check of the police computer found Lewis listed for 
the old ticket, as well. He was fingerprinted and jailed before 
being released. "If I'd been 20 years older, I'd have wondered if 
any of those cops had seen 'Alice's Restaurant'', Lewis says. "But, 
instead, I looked on the bright side of the event, and realized that 
LA. Guns was two-fifths on its way to a new set of publicity 
photos." 

Geffen Records has presented the Greenpeace Organization with 
a check for $407,205, money derived from the sales of the 
"Rainbow Warriors" album in the U.S. and Canada. The LP, 
released last June, featured tracks donated by 31 recording artists 
and publishers. "Releasing 'Rainbow Warriors' gave us an 
opportunity to make a significant financial contribution to 
Greenpeace, as well as help generate attention for their mission," 
says Geffen Records President Ed Rosenblatt. "The protection of 
the natural environment is a concern well beyond politics -- it 
affects the future of us all." 

Trial has begun in White Plains, New York, in a lawsuit filed by 
CBS Records against Tom Scholz and the members of Boston. 
The $20 million lawsuit claims breach of contract. In opening 
arguments, Don Engel, an attorney for Scholz, said CBS had 
bullied his client and would not pay royalties that were due the 
group. The record label claims Scholz refused to produce albums 
"not because he couldn't do his job, but because he wouldn't do 
his job". 

Canada's Much Music video channel has altered its ban on videos 
by Public Enemy. Now it says it will play videos by the band except 
for the current "Welcome To The Terrordome". Music director 
John Martin still objects to the lyrics to that song, even though 
the video version is instrumental. "Videos promote records, the 
lyrics are on the record," the channel says. Martin says the ban on 
Public Enemy videos drew "massive support". "I've made my 
point", Martin says. "They're still racist, as far as I'm concerned." 

Burton Cummings has a new solo album out in Canada, recorded 
in Los Angeles. He says his songwriting has matured as he's gotten 
older. "I wouldn't have written these songs when I was in my 20s 
or even my 30s", he says. "Turning 40 was a milestone, as it is for 
everyone, and I think they're more mature songs. They won't grab 
you all at once, but they will wear well with repeated listenings." 
Cummings says he's turned down lucrative offers to use Guess 
Who songs in commercials. "They wanted to use 'American 
Wornan' for Burger King", he says. "I don't want my songs used to 
sell cheeseburgers. That's not what rock & roll was, and I'm trying 
to maintain some kind of honesty and personal integrity." The 
name of Cummings' new album is "Plus Signs". "It's the best batch 
of songs, I think, since the 'American Woman' album by the Guess 
Who", Cummings says. He's planning a tour of Canada in May. 

Skid Row put out a call for "large-breasted women who can dance" 
when they filmed a video at an Atlanta club. 

Tracy Chapman, the Rhythm & Blues Foundation and Elektra 
Records are sponsoring a national essay contest with $10,000 in 
scholarships for high school students. A video interview with 
Chapman dealing with black history and her "Born To Fight" video 
are being provided to participating schools for free, to help 
students write 500-word essays. 

Eric Clapton will go on tour for six weeks in the U.S, visiting 27 
cities. It will be his first tour since 1987, though he played with the 
Rolling Stones a few times during their recent "Steel Wheels" tour. 

The Band might record another album, according to bass player 
Rick Danko, who currently performs as a solo artist. He says he's 
been talking with Garth Hudson and Levon Helm about the idea. 
"We want to do the defmitive Band album, which we haven't done 
yet", he says. "We're taking it in a cautious direction, one that we 
all know and understand." 

A Boston government research analyst is trying to organize a 
six-day peace festival in Berlin this summer. Dan Shea says he's 
been working on "Woodstock In Berlin" since the changes in 
Germany began to take place in November. He hopes for free 
performances on two stages by musicians, performers and 
speakers, to help build a monument to people who tried to escape 
by crossing the Berlin Wall. Joe Cocker, who performed next to 
the Berlin Wall on November 12, three days after it opened, is 
likely to become involved, according to his manager. Shea says 
agents for Aerosmith, Crosby Still & Nash, Neil Young and James 
Brown have expressed interest in performing at the event. Shea 
would also like Nelson Mandela, Lech Walesa and leaders of the 
Chinese student movement to speak at the festival as well. 

The New York State Supreme Court has granted a temporary 
injunction in favor of Yoko Ono, who is trying to stop art dealer 
Marilyn Goldberg from selling works by John Lennon. Goldberg 
and Ono had agreed in 1985 to license Goldberg's company, 
Marigold Enterprises, to sell Lennon's lithographs, including the 
"Bag One" series. Ono's attorney Peter Shukat says that Marigold 
has made over 1,000 prints of the lithographs and sold them for 
her own benefit, without returning money to Lennon's estate. 
Shukat says the prints in question are valued at "more than $1 
million." A full trial in the case is expected later this year. 

Montreal singer Mitsou is now touring with a 9-piece band to 
augment her sound. "The songs are more rock & roll," she says of 
the new group. "I feel more comfortable." Mitsou will begin work 
on a new album in about a month after completing a promotional 
tour of the U.S. in support of the track "Bye Bye Mon Cowboy". 

Eddie & The Hot Rods are getting back together, calling 
themselves simply the Hot Rods. They will soon release an album 
called "The Curse Of The Hot Rods". The first single from the LP 
is called "Making The Body Respond To The Brain". 

The "Lambada", the dance craze made popular by the group 
Kaoma, has become a target of criticism from conservative 
groups. Ralph Stores, president of the Miami chapter of the 
American Family Association, an anti-pornography group, says 
his group doesn't approve. "It's simulated copulation m a vertical 
position", Stores says. "We object to it because it continues to 
foster the exploitation and demgration of women." 

Jim Reid says the Jesus & Mary Chain had originally hoped to 
record their new album, "Automatic", rather quickly. "We wanted 
a live, vibrant sound, so we planned to pop in and then out of the 
studio," Reid says. But it took longer than expected to record the 
songs. "We did some rearranging and rewriting in the studio, so 
the whole process took two months", he says. "We've never spent 
that much time on a record." 

Mortal Sin didn't fit in with the Australian music scene when they 
first got together, according to drummer Steve Hughes. "To say 
that we were going against the grain musically in Australia would 
be an understatement," Hughes says. "When the band first formed 
(in 1986) there really wasn't a thrash scene happening. The rest 
of the world is under the impression that because AC/DC is 
Australian, there must be a massive metal scene there. Nothing 
could be further from the truth." Hughes says the band's current 
"Face Of Despair" album is "in your face", but he says the group is 
also proud of other aspects of its material. "Melody is a hallmark 
of our songwriting," Hughes says. "We love powerful, loud music 
but we'll always attempt to keep it melodic. On our next record, 
we plan on doing songs of a more personal nature. Critics of thrash 
say that the lyrics are nothing but gloom-and-doom stuff. We're 
going to try to expand our lyrical horizons by possibly including 
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some love songs on the next album. We think the possibilities to 
expand and create in the speed metal genre are endless." 

Peter Wolf says he's not sure if he'll tour after the release of his 
third solo album, "Up To No Good", next month. "It's been eight 
years since I've been on stage", he says. "That's a long time. People 
tell me I should get out there, that that's what Ido best. But I don't 
want to rush into anything." Wolf wrote most of the songs on the 
LP with Nashville singer-songwriters Taylor Rhodes and Robert 
White Johnson, who also co-produced the album. The first single 
from the LP is "99 Worlds", and the non-album b-side will be a 
cover of the Barbarians' 1965 song "Are You A Boy Or Are You A 
Girl". 

The opening track from the new album from Jet Black Factory is 
a song called "Vinegar Works,", which takes its name from a book 
by Edward Gorey, whose drawings and stories have a sense of dark 
humor. "House Blessing" is the band's first full-length album. 
There have been two earlier EPs. "Actually, the whole record is 
kind of his type of little comic pathos", says vocalist Dave Willie. 
"There's bad humor all through it. 'Vinegar Works' is actually taken 
from Apollonaire, the French poet. He was in the trenches of 
World War I. It's actually a pro-war poem. He was pro-war in the 
sense of being cynical." "House Blessing" is the first record to 
feature guitarist Roy Anderson and bass player Ralph Pierce, who 
joined the group last year. "It changes the sound and it changed 
the attitude of the band," Willie says. "Before it had a real 
provisional fee. Now it feels like a real band. It's great because 
they both write songs. It's a cohesive unit now. Whereas it was four 
different people playing on stage, now it's five playing as one 
group." Willie says he's hoping for good things in 1990, since 1989 
"was the worst year I've ever had. For the band itself, it was a 
horrible one." Drummer Jim Dye broke a collarbone, destroyed 
his drum kit and totaled his truck when he swerved to avoid a deer 
while returning from a show. The accident put the band out of 
action for several months. "We went into the studio, burned the 
incense, and after that things cleared up." 

Antone's, the Texas-based blues label, is releasing a 16-track 
sampler of material from its catalog of releases. "Bringing You The 
Best In Blues" includes highlights from performances at the 
namesake club, including a reunion of Memphis Slim and Matt 
"Guitar" Murphy on "Navin' Fun". It also includes tracks from 
upcoming LPs including a cover of Tina Turner's "Fool In Love" 
from a pending collaboration album from Marcia Ball, Lou Ann 
Barton and Angela Strehli. 

Joe "King" Carrasco has a live album out (on Royal Texicali 
Records), called "Royal, Loyal and Live". Of the 15 songs on the 
LP, only five have previously appeared on Carrasco albums. 

Hiroshima will return to its original acoustic jazz sound on a new 
album to be released this summer. Lead singer Machun says the 
band will begin work on new material in the spring. 

Venice, a seven-piece pop rock band with a self-titled album 
coming out later this month (on Atlantic Records), seem to have 
some influential fans. Don Henley and Jackson Browne are both 
said to be enthusiastic about the group, while Stevie Nicks joined 
the band at one of their recent shows for a version of "Landslide". 
Venice also opened for two of Nicks' recent shows. 

A compilation tribute album to Brian Wilson will be out soon, 
including a version of "Dance, Dance, Dance" by Handsome Dick 
Manitoba produced by Manny Caiati of the Del-Lords. Vacant 
Lot and the World Famous Blue Jays have also recorded tracks 
for the LP. 

PolyGram Records has announced plans for a four-CD package 
marking the 35th anniversary of James Brown's recording career. 
The release later this year will focus on Brown's contributions to 
black and pop music and may include a substantial amount of 
unreleased live material. The label is also reported to be 
considering a video and biography to supplement the package. 
Brown's "Live At The Apollo: Volume I" will be released on CD 
this spring. 

An Allman Brothers Band album recorded at a concert in 
Cincinnati in Ohio is to be released this spring. The LP will be 
called "Live At Ludlow Garage". 

Kim Basinger's brother says the relationship between Prince and 
Kim Basinger has been strictly business all along. Mick Basinger 
says his sister spent five months in Minneapolis with Prince 
learning the technical aspects of video and music production. "The 
time Kim spent in Minneapolis was well spent. She has her Ph.D. 
in music, so to speak," he says. Kim is now in Los Angeles spending 
time on her album which will be coming out soon. She also chose 

not to appear in Prince's new film because "it was not the type of 
film she wanted to do," Mick says. "Although the film is backed by 
Warner Brothers, she decided that starrmg in it wasn't a good 
career move." Basinger has written two films -- a drama and a 
musical -- and may perform in the films as well as producing them. 

Members of the Beat Farmers are quietly explaining that they've 
had to get used to their new record label (MCA Records). Joey 
Harris, one of the two guitarists in the group, says that before 
recording "Poor And Famous", the band went to executives at the 
label with about 40 songs. The label rejected almost all of them. 
"Without being too negative about the album or the record 
company, we went through 40 songs and they kept turning them 
down," Harris says. "Jerry (Raney) wrote some stellar songs." 
Harris adds that the label didn't care for drummer Country Dick 
Montana's less serious songs. "They kept saying, 'Well, Country 
Dick's funny, but comedy doesn't sell,' and I'd stand there in the 
office and say, 'We're out on the road playing for all these people 
and they're just loving it, so how can you tell me you guys know 
better?'" Harris adds that he doesn't think the new LP is more 
"commercial," even though it features a horn section. "I find it 
funny at any kind of suggestion that the Beat Farmers are trying 
to be commercial," he says. "I mean, c'mon, we're trying to sell 
records so people will hear them." 

For the first time in 11 years, WMMS-FM in Cleveland has failed 
to place among the top five radio stations in the U.S. as 
determined by the annual Readers Poll in Rolling Stone magazine. 
The station had finished fourth last year, after dominating the 
large market category of the poll for nine consecutive years. 
VVNEW-FM in New York was voted the top large market station 
this year, followed by VVMMR-FM in Philadelphia (last year's 
winner), VVBCN-FM in Boston, WXRT-FM in Chicago and 
KROQ-FM in Los Angeles. VVRDU-FM in Raleigh, North 
Carolina, placed first in the small market category for the second 
year in a row, ahead of VVIPLR-FM in New Haven, Conn., 
KLBZ-FM in Austin, Texas, WONE-FM in Akron, Ohio and 
WAPL-FM, Appleton, Wisconsin. 

James Brown is now eligible to participate in a work-release 
program. A judge in Georgia has altered Brown's jail sentence 
making him eligible for the work-release program in South 
Carolina, where he is serving a 6 1/2-year sentence. Without the 
order, Brown would not have been eligible to enter the work 
release program until March. South Carolina Department of 
Corrections officials will ask Brown if he wants to participate at 
one of the seven work-release centers around the state, once they 
receive the order in South Carolina. 

The Young Fresh Fellows are in the midst of a month-long tour 
promoting their new album, "This One's For The Lads". "We're 
overwhelmed at the response to the new album," says band 
member Scott McCaughey. "Things do seem to be going well." 
McCaughey released a solo album, "My Chartreuse Opinion", in 
October. And this spring, Billy Bragg will be releasing a Young 
Fresh Fellows compilation album on his Utility label for 
distribution in Europe. "Includes A Helmet" will feature songs 
from earlier albums as far back as 1984. 

Seattle speed metal band Bitter End has signed a contract (with 
Metal Blade Records). Matt Fox says the group is about to go to 
Los Angeles to begin recording a debut album with producer 
Randy Burns, who has worked with Megadeth. The tentative title 
for the album is "Harsh Realities", and it should be out in the 
summer. 

Mudhoney recently headlined a benefit show in Seattle to benefit 
the Northwest AIDS Foundation. 

Former Jefferson Airplane singer Marty Bann is going to 
Nashville next month to record a country album with Hank 
Williams Jr., and producer Jim Ed Norman. He's been talking 
about doing a duet with Emmylou Harris. When he's finished he'll 
return to San Francisco to produce a rock album with his 
five-piece band, Marty Balin & The Wolf Pack. Balin says he 
thinks the reunion of the Jefferson Airplane is finished. "I think it 
was just that one time thing," he says. "Those four don't get along 
that well. I was just there to keep 'em from fighting. It was a 
wrestling match and I was the referee." Rhino Records is just 
releasing "Balince: A Collection", which features previously 
unreleased Balla tracks from various solo recording sessions over 
the years. 

Men Saunders and Jerry Garcia have teamed up for four tracks 
on a new album Saunders will be putting out next month (on his 
own label, Summertome). It's their first work together in 15 years. 
Saunders recently played a benefit concert for his bass player, 
Wyatt Ruther, who played on the original version of "Misty" with 
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Erroll Garner. Ruther sliced off the tops of two fingers while 
cutting a cake on Christmas Eve and will be out of action for four 
months. 

Guitarist Stevie Salas reportedly told a member of his 
management staff that he wanted to be the first Mexican rock star. 
When asked if he'd ever heard of Carlos Santana, Salas 
reportedly replied, "I thought he was Puerto Rican." 

The Dinosaurs have decided that they couldn't find a guitarist to 
replace John Cipollina, who died last summer. They've instead 
recruited 72-year-old violinist Papa John Creach, formerly of 
Jefferson Starship. 

Guitarist Robert Cray got married in London while there to 
perform with Eric Clapton for three nights at the Royal Albert 
Hall. 

Feminist singers Ronnie Gilbert and Holly Near played a benefit 
concert in Montreal earlier this month in memory of the 14 women 
killed by a gunman at the Universite de Montreal last December. 

The Sea Hags reportedly have broken up, without finishing a 
second album they were preparing (for Chrysalis Records). 

David Coverdale says he doesn't like being called a sexist because 
of the lyrics to VVhitesnake songs such as "Cheap 'N Nasty" and 
"Kitten's Got Claws". "I'll stand by my lyrics, but a lot of them are 
tongue-in-cheek," he says. "I think women are the stronger of the 
sexes, and more trustworthy. All I do is document my experience 
and my observations, and it's not all rose gardens. I have my 
political side and my environmental awareness side, but I try to 
keep those things inside of me and away from Whitesnake. It 
doesn't inspire me, I never wanted to write a blues song about 
Margaret Thatcher. What gets my motor running is 'Wop bob a 
loo bop'." 

Erasure are using a multi-level stage on their current U.S. tour, 
one that seeks to achieve a science-fiction feel. Andy Bell and 
Vince Clarke are accompanied by two female singers and two 
male dancers on the tour. "The show is quite campy, and we play 
about a lot, and there are a lot of colorful, bright costumes," Bell 
says. "It's all theatrical and a bit cabaret, but it's not really 
polished." 

Tanita Tikaram has begun a 15-month world tour to support her 
new album, "The Sweet Keeper". Her band includes violinist Helen 
O'Hara, formerly of Dexy's Midnight Runners, and jazz drummer 
Nic France. 

Tom Jones says he should have included more songs like his cover 
of Prince's "Kiss" on his new album, "Move Closer". He says that 
he'll probably do so on his next album, because he believes that 
his mix of styles is too broad for American tastes. "I've always done 
a mixture. I can sing anything with as much conviction," Jones says. 
"I don't think they could come to terms on how to market it." 

Aerosmith have a clause in their tour contract prohibiting drugs 
and alcohol backstage at their shows. Lead singer Steven Tyler 
says he used to use drugs before going onstage. Now, he says he 
listens to Keith Richards' "Talk Is Cheap" album and the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers' "Uplift Mofo Party Plan" just before a show. "That's 
my new drug," Tyler says. "If either of those albums can't do it for 
you, then you're dead." 

Ryuchi Sakamoto is producing the musical score to "The 
Handmaid's Tale", a futuristic film starring Robert Duvall and 
Faye Dunaway. Sakamoto appeared in and composed the music 
for the film "The Last Emperor". 

An upcoming album from the People For The Ethical Treatment 
of Animals will include tracks from Natalie Merchant, k.d. lang, 
Edie Brickell, Fetchin Bones, and the Indigo Girls with R.E.M. 
vocalist Michael Stipe. 

When asked about his band's sound, vocalist Phil Collins, of the 
North Carolina band Satellite Boyfriend, says it's "Big Star with 
a prostate problem." The "slop pop" group has a new album out 
(on their own Stew Records) produced by Mitch Easter and 
Tommy Keene. It's called "YESMA'AM". 

Jello Biafra has been in the studio with a new band, recording a 
new LP. 

David Wayne of Metal Church should have a solo LP out soon 
(on Caroline Records). 

Some misplaced recordings of the Grateful Dead have been 
uncovered by a Lodi, California, man who had bought the tapes 

about five years ago from a friend in Berkeley. The tapes were 
being held in a storage shed, and the friend was selling the tapes 
to make some cash. Musician Steve Hensley bought the tapes, 
thinking they were blank. But they turned out to be recordings the 
band has been looking for. "Those tapes are authentic," says band 
publicist Dennis McNally. Hensley will spend some time 
cataloguing the 36 tapes before turning them over to the band. 
The recordings include studio recordings as well as live mixes and 
jam sessions. Hensley says he won't try to make money on the deal 
and will turn them over to the Dead's archives at cost. 

The Fine Young Cannibals were named the best British group of 
the year in the 1990 British Phonographic Industry awards. Phil 
Collins and Annie Lennox were named best vocalists for the third 
and fourth times, respectively. FYT's "The Raw And The Cooked" 
was named best album by a British artist or group. Neneh Cherry 
was vdted best international artist and best international 
newcomer. U2 were named best international group, while Queen 
were given a special award for their contributions to the music 
industry. 

The New Kids On The Block tied an attendance record set by 
Bruce Springsteen at the Mid-South Coliseum in Memphis, 
drawing 22,471 fans for two shows. That was the same as at two 
concerts by Springsteen in 1984. 

The B-52s plan to do an AIDS benefit concert this summer. 
Guitarist Ricky Wilson of the group died of AIDS in 1985. "Ricky's 
death was a real blow and it makes you realize how precious life 
is," says lead singer Fred Schneider. "We all lost a good friend." 

Richard Marx moved from his Los Angeles home to another while 
on a six-week tour of Europe late last year. Marx' wife, actress and 
singer Cynthia Rhodes, moved the couple. "I left for Europe 
November 1," Marx says. "I left a house on such and such a road 
to go to the airport, and when I came home, the car took me to a 
new address. It was kind of strange." 

John Lurie of the Lounge Lizards is selling his latest album 
directly to the public, with a toll-free telephone number and 
television advertisements which shows Lurie in bed with model 
Veronica Webb. 

Former Eagles guitarist Joe Walsh has begun a weekly classic rock 
music show Friday nights on a New York radio station 
(WXRK-FM). The same station recently hired Flo & Eddie of the 
Turtles (Mark Volman and Howard Kaylan) to work as DJs on 
the air on weekday afternoons. 

Prince's chef has quit the job, saying she didn't like cooking 
macaroni and cheese, and preparing cake mixes using canned 
frosting. "Basically it was too restrictive for me as a personal chef," 
says Carmen Bonilla of Minneapolis. Bonilla, who has been a 
professional chef for 10 years, worked for Prince during the month 
of January. "He eats a lot of junk food. I have the feeling it's going 
to catch up with him," she says. "He hasn't had the opportunity to 
develop his palate." 

After having success with a cover of Bob Dylan's "A Hard Rain's 
Gonna Fall", Edie Brickell & The New Bohemians are covering 
Lou Reed's "Walk On The Wild Side" for "Flashback", a film 
starring Dennis Hopper and Keifer Sutherland. Big Audio 
Dynamite will contribute "Free" to the same soundtrack and Bob 
Dylan has recorded a new version of "People Get Ready". 

Iggy Pop will perform "Kill City" and "Five Foot One" in an 
upcoming episode of "Tales From The Crypt" on HBO. He's about 
to begin working on a new album with producer Don Was of Was 
(Not Was). 

A half brother of the late Bob Marley was shot and killed by police 
Sunday (18) after he waved a shotgun at a shopping mall in Miami. 
Police say 19-year-old Anthony Booker went through the Cutler 
Ridge Mall mumbling to himself and waving a 12-gauge shotgun. 
"He was really mad. He was looking for someone," one shopper 
said. "He was saying, 'I'm gonna get you. I'm gonna get you." His 
mother, Cedella Booker, says she can't explain Anthony's 
behavior. "He had a heart of gold," she says, adding that she 
doesn't believe that he fired on police. Police say Booker kept mall 
security guards at bay, then ran into the mall's parking lot, where 
he was trapped by police. They say Booker fired at them, and 
police officers then returned the fire, killing him. 

Robert Moog, the man behind the pioneering Moog synthesizer, 
is about ready to unveil a new type of synthesizer technology --
"touch sensitivity." The technology, once perfected, would allow 
musicians to shape the sound of a note after striking a key on a 
keyboard. "Giving shape to sound is what makes a great violin 
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player or a great flute player," Moog says. "We're trying to give 
that sanie kind of control to electronic musicians." He says 
keyboardists have complained for a long time that they can't 
change the tone of a note after a key has been struck. "We're trying 
to make the key three-dimensional," Moog says. "Right now, it's a 
bit more than just an experiment...but it will probably be a while 
yet" before the technology is perfected. Moog recently joined the 
faculty of the University of North Carolina, in Asheville. He 
teaches in the school's music and recording arts program. 

The Cult are using an offstage keyboards player on their current 
tour, to reproduce some of the sounds on the "Sonic Temple" LP. 
"A fairly major part of the sound of the album was keyboards," says 
bass player Jamie Stewart. "So we needed a keyboard player. But 
at the same time we didn't want to be seen as a five-piece. We want 
to showcase the band itself and the personalities -- the 
musicianship, the energy coming from us rather than pyrotechnics 
or revolving drum kits." 

Because they've been touring since last June, Texas band 
Dangerous Toys have already accumulated a number of tales of 
life on the road. "The first night of the tour, in Lawton, Oklahoma, 
part of the ceiling fell in," says bass player Mike Watson. In 
Phoenix, the band played a small club. "The stage was like 
plywood," Watson says. "I knew it was going to go through. I could 
feel it. So I kept stomping on this one place until it went through. 
I jumped away. They stuck another piece of plywood over the hole 
and we kept going." In November, the band was being 
photographed in the basement of the Ritz in New York and when 
singer Jason McMaster turned to tell band members to be careful, 
he walked into a beam. 

Ike Turner has been sentenced to four years in prison following 
his conviction and guilty plea in January on drug charges. Turner 
had requested that he be allowed to enter a drug rehabilitation 
program instead of going to prison, but Los Angeles Superior 
Court Judge Robert Altman refused, noting Turner had 
previously entered treatment programs without finishing them. 
"For a guy whose crime is self-abuse, this is really a very stiff 
sentence, says Deputy District Attorney Ralph Mayer. "But he 
earned it." Turner could be released on parole in as early as 
autumn of next year. A Superior Court jury had convicted Turner 
of driving under the influence of cocaine and being under the 
influence of the drug. 

Circus Of Power have a new album, their second, coming out in 
early April, called "Vices". The band played tracks from the LP at 
a show at Woody's in New York, the club recently opened by Ron 
Wood of the Rolling Stones. 

Yngwie Malmsteen has firmed up the line-up for his new band and 
is recording a new LP in Miami. 

Ian Astbury is defending his behavior during a recent incident at 
a Cult show in Dayton, Ohio. He says he was just trying to stop a 
security guard from mistreating a fan. "I jumped off the stage to 
go down and talk to him and he floored me," Astbury says. "I was 
beaten to the ground. I got a mild concussion, one of our people 
took 12 stitches in the face, and several fans were getting their 
heads rammed into walls." Astbury lays the blame on 
"unprofessional" security people. "A 250-pound security guy is 
never supposed to punch anyone. People come over the railing all 

the time at our shows, but (the guards) are big enough and strong 
enough to put their arms around them and take care of it that way." 
The Cult's lead singer also objected to the treatment he got from 
law enforcement personnel. "I was told by the police that if I 
pressed charges, the security guy was going to press charges," 
Astbury explains. "I was literally threatened by them. They said if 
I pressed charges there was a 50 percent chance that I could go 
to jail for six months and get fined $1,000." 

Fastway will have a new album out, "Ba4 Bad Girls", in early 
March. It's the first LP from the new line-up which includes 
drummer Riff Raff and bass player K.B. Bren. Kim McAuliffe and 
Kris Bonnaci of Girlschool and Biff Byford and Nigel Glockler 
of Saxon also appear on the LP. The band is planning a major U.S. 
tour this summer. 

Hugh Masakela, the South African jazz musician, says he's 
pleased that nation's government has released African National 
Congress leader Nelson Mandela. But, at the same time, he says 
the action was an "insult" and a "joke." "I don't think it's anything 
they (the government) should be praised for. If anything, they 
should ask for amnesty from the people they've trampled on for 
so many years," Masalcela says. "He (Mandela) walked out of there 
looking like a film star, but it still broke my heart. To put a man in 
jail when he is younger than I am and let him out when he's an old 
man -- it's such a shame to put someone away for 27 years and 
then tell him, 'We think maybe you were right.' To me, that's an 
insult." Masalcela says he doesn't end up talking very much about 
his new album, "Uptownship" (on Novus/RCA Records), because 
everyone wants to talk about South Africa. 'The fact that I'm a 
musician is just a coincidence," he says. "I'm really part of 32 
million people who are disenfranchised. That issue is more central 
to my life than the music." 

Robert Plant will have his fifth solo album out next month. No title 
has been announced, but songs on the LP include "Tie Dye On The 
Highway", "Watching You" and "Big Love". 

Depeche Mode's Martin Gore has been house hunting in Los 
Angeles, hoping to move there before the end of the year. 

Chick Corea and Gary Burton will be among the jazz headliners 
at the Spoleto USA Festival in Charleston, South Carolina in late 
May and early June. Guitarists Chet Atkins and Stanley Jordan 
will play together at a show on June 3. 

Former Racer X drummer Scott Travis has joined Judas Priest, 
replacing Dave Holland, who left late last year because he was 
tired of the band's touring. The band is now rehearsing material 
in Spain for a new studio album to be recorded in France and 
released later this year.

UK MUSIC NEWS  
The BRIT Awards, The British record industry annual ceremony, 
(the UK equivalent of the Grammys) was held at London's 
Dominion Theatre 18th February with Neneh Cherry and Phil 
Collins being among the main recipients. The 1989 event, for a 
variety of reasons had been a chaotic shainlbes, so this year's 
awards were seen as important to improve its quality. This year, 
pop entrepeneur and British TV presenter Jonathan King had 
been commissioned to direct the BRITS and most agreed that it 
was a great improvement, with a wider variety of music being 
highlighted and an emphasis on making it a perfect TV event by 
broadcasting it on BBC-TV the following night, instead of live, 
(although some newspapers criticized the ceremony for long gaps 
while sets were shifted around, during the recording). It was 
presented by Cathy McGowan, who in the 1960's hosted the 
legendary British TV pop programme, 'Ready Steady Go' and 
featured live performances by Soul II Soul, Lisa Stansfield, Nigel 
Kennedy with The London Chamber Orchestra, Neneh Cherry, 
Rod Stewart and Phil Collins. There were video montages 
celebrating British music in the 60's, 70's, and 80's. In a 
competitive category, which featured nominations from The 
Beautiful South, Shakespear's Sister, Soul II Soul and The Stone 
Roses; Lisa Stansfield won the Best British Newcomer award, 
which was presented to her by Tina Turner. Eurythmic Dave 
Stewart won Best Producer, presented to him by Andrew 
Lloyd-Webber. Best Classical Album went to 'Porgy and Bess', 
London Philharmonic Orchestra; Willard White and Cynthia 
Haymon the soloists, with the award accepted by the conductor 
Simon Rattle. Best Soundtrack/Score went to Batman--accepted 
by a Batman coming down on strings and taking the award from 
Sinitta! Best British Group went to The Fine Young Cannibals, 
who also took Best British Album for 'The Raw And The Cooked'. 
There was tough competition in both categories, with Simply Red, 
Tears For Fears, Erasure, Eurythmics and Soul H Soul being 
among the nomination contenders. Best Video went to The Cure, 
presented by Bobby Brown to the group, Robert Smith noting that 
it was the first time they'd won anything in Britain and praising 
their long-time video director, Tim Pope. In a tight category 
which included nominations for Bon Jovi and Guns N' Roses, U2 
took Best International Group. U2 were not there and Ray 
Davies, gently criticized the music industry by noting that "We're 
not really very popular here, we've been doing very will THERE" 
(meaning presumably the U.S.). After opening the envelope he 
said, "U2 aren't here, which probably means they're over there." 
to much laughter. Neneh Cherry took both Best International 
Artist and Best International Newcomer. Phil Collins also took 
two awards for Best British Single--'Another Day In 
Paradise--and Best Male Artist. He reminded people that the 
song was about homelessness and said "When you're driving home 

tonight in your nice cars, you'll see it all around you, so don't look 
away." and he praised people involved in working with homeless 
people. Annie Lennox won Best Female Artist and as one of the 
main backers of the 1987 70th birthday concert for Nelson 
Mandela, urged people to continue the fight against apartheid 
and to support sanctions against South Africa. The fmal award, 
for Outstanding Achievement was given to Queen by the 
Chairman of the BPI who cited their consistent sales around the 
world and one of the best performances at Live Aid (he omitted 
to mention their performances at Sun CIty however--funny that). 
All in all it was a polished, slick affair. And while highlighting a 
broader sweep in music than in previous years, there were few 
onstage surprises. After the ceremony Phil Collins said 
"Obviously it's nice to receive the award (for Best British Male 
Artist) again, but I have been there before and I really think it 
should have gone this year to one of the others like Van Morrisson 
or Roland Gift." The show will now be syndicated around the 
world. 

Danny Wilson have split up because of "musical differences". The 
Scottish group first came to the attention of fans and critics with 
their single 'Mary's Prayer' and their debut album 'Meet Danny 
Wilson'. The single was a huge hit in North America, but success 
in their native UK was always more belated, where critics slyly 
accused them of being Steely Dan soundalikes. Their second 
album however, 'Be-Bop-Mop-Top' was absolutely adored by the 
critics and represented a dramatic shift from the group. One of 
the most splendid records of 1989, it included the stunning and 
memorable 'Second Summer Of Love'. This time though, the 
group were frustrated by a total lack of commercial success on 
either side of the Atlantic. The band issued a statement this week 
that reads: "The three members of Danny Wilson, Gary Clarke, 
Kit Clarke and Jed Grimes, officially announce the split of Danny 
Wilson. The mutual decision of the friends and brothers is 
completely amicable and emerges simply with the realization that, 
as the time approaches for the new LP, to be recorded, each 
member invisaged a completely different musical direction. The 
band feel that artistically their material is best served by 
undertaking separate projects and therefore they will pursue 
independent careers." Details of the individual members' plans, 
have not yet been announced. 

That Petrol Emotion are back with a new single and a series of 
eight British live shows. The single, 'Abandon', will be released 
in the UK j8th March by Virgin and was recorded last winter in 
Los Angeles with producer Scott Litt who has previously worked 
with REM. Album details are expected to be announced soon. 
It's their first new material in over a year. 

World of Music Arts and Dance (WOMAD) fesitvals are being 
lined up for the U.S. Canada, West Germany, Finland and 
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Sweden. This year's British festival, which will be part of the 
Reading Festival in July will be the biggest WOMAD yet here. 
WOMAD was founded in 1981 by Peter Gabriel and is the biggest 
live forum for world music. This year's UK line-up includes Gil 
Scott-Heron, Thomas Mapfumo & Blacks Unlimited, Weddings 
Parties Anything, Jah Wobble, Papa Wemba and The Trinidad 
Steel Orchestra. 

'The New Musical Express' are once again offering their readers 
a specially priced compilation. This time it's 'The Last 
Temptation of Elvis' featuring artists from all ends of the musical 
spectrum covering Elvis Presley songs--as previously reported in 
'The Hard Report'. The offer started with the latest--24th 
February--issue of the NME. Once again, the proceeds will go to 
charity, following the success of their last compilation, 'Sergeant 
Pepper Knew My Father' which raised $1.5m for the Childline 
organization. This time the money goes to the Nordoff-Robbins 
Music Therapy, the same charity which the Knebworth concert is 
contributing to. The complete track listing is: 'Viva Las Vegas' 
by Bruce Springsteen, '(Let Me Be) Your Teddy Bear' by Sydney 
Youngblood, 'Loving You' by Tanita Tikaram, 'Let's Have A 
Party' by Robert Plant, 'Got A Lot O' Livin' To Do' by The 
Pogues, 'Love Me Tender' by Holly Johnson, 'It's Now Or Never' 
by Paul McCartney, 'Mean Woman Blues' by Dion DiMucci, 
'Guitar Man' by The Jesus and Mary Chain, 'King Creole' by Cath 
Carrol & Steve Albini, 'Young And Beautiful' by Aaron Neville, 
'(There's) No Room To Rhumba In A Sports Car' by Vivian 
Stanshall & The Big Boys, '(You're So Square) Baby I Don't Care' 
by The Primitives, 'Can't Help Falling In Love' by Hall & Oates, 
'Crawfish' by The Reggae Philharmonic Orchestra, 'Return To 
Sender' by Ian McCulloch, 'Trouble' by Fuzzbox, 'Thanks To The 
Rolling Sea' by The Hollow Men, 'Follow That Dream' by The 
Blow Monkeys, 'Blue Suede Shoes' by Lemmy and the Upsetters, 
'Wooden Heart' by Nancy Griffith & The Blue Moon Orchestra, 
'Down In the Alley' by The Jeff Healey Band, 'Jailhouse Rock' by 
The Cramps, 'Marguerita' by Les Negresses Vertes, 'Rock a Hula 
Baby' by Pop Will Eat Itself and King of the Whole Wide World' 
by Elvis Presley (previously unreleased version.) The 
compilation will be available in vinyl album, cassette or CD. It will 
eventually be released commercially. NME compilations are put 
together by their head of special projects Roy Carr, the former 
editor of the magazine. In the NME this week he writes: 
"Handicapped children are isolated children: autistic or

The skills of the Nordoff-Robbins music 
therapists can help bring a sense of order and joy to the mentally 
or emotionally disabled child. To this end, all the artists 
participating in this unique musical celebration have donated 
their talent and skill in support of the Nordoff-Robbins Music 
Therapy Center and, as such, all profits from the sale of this 
endeavor will go to help furbish the new center's music facility." 

The Mission are going to allow fans to record their concerts 
during their forthcoming British tour, which begins in Liverpool 
4th March, in a bid to outwit the bootleggers. The band are 
encouraging fans to bring along "non-professional" recording 
equipment. Wayne Hussey said this week that he got the idea after 
seeing a Grateful Dead show in San Francisco: "I noticed they had 
an area sectioned off behind the mixing desk. It was full of 
recording equipment...Apparently they allow this at every gig and 
I thought it was a really great idea...Then fans won't have to buy 
bootlegs off other people at huge prices." He admitted that his 
record company, Phonogram, don't like the idea (there will still 
be instructions on the tickets not to to bring tape recorders or 
cameras) "...but I went ahead and did it anyway." said Hussey. 
"No-one's going to take the tape recorders off you at the door 

becatise this time we're hiring our own security. We've been fed 
up with bouncers mistreating fans in the past." The Mission 
release a new single this week 'Deliverance' from their recently 
released 'Carved In Sand' album. 

At the time of writing, rumors were flying around London that 
there will be a welcoming concert for Nelson Mandela, most likely 
at London's Wembley Stadium with easter Monday being tipped 
as the most likely date. Several people who were involved with 
the Nelson Mandela 70th Birthday Concert in 1987 have been 
saying that they hope to get the recently released ANC leader, to 
address the mass rally and concert, as a logical follow-up to the 
1987 event. One spokesman said: "We really want to do it, but 
not everyone has been asked yet. Members of Simple Minds for 
instance are in different parts of the world at the moment and 
during Easter they will be in Holland recording their new album. 
I'm sure once they're asked they'd love to do it, but I really 
shouldn't speak on behalf of them. Another concern we have is 
commercial exploitation. The BBC did a marvelous job of 
televising the 1987 concert in the UK, but we were furious at what 
happened in the states (on the Fox Network) where the concert 
was renamed and most references to Mandela and the African 
acts were cut out. We must make sure this sort of thing doesn't 
happen again." Other individuals who were keenly involved in the 
1987 concert were Annie Lennox, Jerry Damners and Jimi 
Somerville. Only this week, Lennox had described The 
Eurythmics performance there as "the proudest moment in my 
life." Meanwhile, many artists were last week applauding 
Mandela's release. Jim Kerr said: "I am overjoyed by the news 
and feel it is a great step forward in bringing about an end to 
apartheid. All the many unknown people in the anti-apartheid 
movement in South Africa and around the world have to be 
congratulated for the many years they have struggled to bring this 
about. It is also a moment for reflection and great sadness for all 
the people who have died in the struggle. I believe it is a time for 
all the governments of the world to support Nelson Mandela and 
continue to keep the pressure on the Government of South Africa 
until there is and end to apartheid and a true democracy in South 
Africa." Don Letts, recently ex of Big Audio Dynamite 
commented: "Apartheid is non-negotiable. I am sick of trying to 
explain to my young son why the white guys are always beating the 
black guys with sticks on the news." Dire Straits, Jimmy 
Somerville, Elvis Costello, Billy Bragg, Mick Jones and Spandau 
Ballet's Gary Kemp were also among those issuing statements this 
week. 

Billy Idol's condition was still listed as fair by doctors this week, 
following two more operations on his injured leg. idol, who was 
involved in a motorbike accident, still has to undergo further 
reconstructive surgery at Cedars Sinai Medical Center in 
California. He has had extensive skin grafting on his leg, which 
suffered a compound fracture and major muscle damage in the 
accident. A decision about his involvement in Oliver Stone's 
movie 'The Doors' will be made in the next few weeks. 

The Stone Roses have failed to get a court injunction to stop the 
showing of a new video and the re-release of their first single, 'Sally 
Cinnamon'. Zomba, the parent company of the Silvertone label 
were in the British High Court this week seeking the injunction 
against the band's former record label, FM-Revolver Records. 
The injunction was thrown out because FM-Revolver did not have 
a sufficient amount of time to prepare their defense, the court 
found. The case has been adjourned for three weeks. All four 
members of The Stone Roses are due in court next month 
following charges of criminal damage to FM-Revolvers' offices in 
Wolverhampton, northern England. As reported in last week's 
'Hard Report', the band allegedly caused $40,000 worth of 
damage. The band release a new single in early April. 

Iron Maiden guitarist Adrian Smith has left the group, but they've 
apparently already found a secret replacement. Smith has been 
playing with Maiden since 1981, when he replaced Dennie 
Stratton. The guitarist is said to be unhappy with the "heavier" 
direction the group is taking and will continue working on his own 
project--ASAP.
