Her last album, "Lita", yielded 
two top ten and one Gold single and sold over a million copies. The label has already taken advance orders for half a million copies of 
"Stiletto". Pretty respectable, wouldn't you say? And now, as the initial single, "Hungry", climbs 37-28* on the Hard Hundred, with one 
hundred and ten adds in, it's time to dig deeper and check out the rest of the album. Mixing Lita's forceful and fluid guitar playing with 
touches like keyboards and strings, there's plenty of depth tracks to dig in to, with her reverent remake of Alice's "Only Women Bleed" 
the most obvious choice for the second track. But don't miss the high flying title track, the tongue in cheek "package check" of "Big Gun" 
and the lovely "Lisa", written to her mom. Look for Lita and band to hit the road starting the first week of July.

Lonesome Romeos, " Sherry (We're Gonna 
Walk Away From Here)", Curb/MCA.... When 
one person evokes the names of some famous musical characters 
in conjunction with a new tune, that's one person's opinion. But 
when several people in a room all evoke the same names, you gotta 
believe there's something to it. In the case of Ron John and 
Lonesome Romeos, the names that came up here and among 
other industry types were Bruce Springsteen and Bo Diddley. The 
Boss comes to mind, not just for the title, but for the gut level 
presentation, song structure and even the storyline, about a 
couple's search for the better life outside the dirt and grit of their 
anywhere town. Think "Born To Run", "Darkness On The Edge 
Of Town" or "She's The One". The shuffle guitar beat is 
responsible for the Bo Diddley mention. So where does that leave 
the Lonesome Romeos? With a perfectly choreographed bid for 
alot of mainstream radio play, if you asked us. With the Boss in 
hiatus and Bo doing Nike commercials, the timing couldn't be 
better. 

Shaking Family, "Hold On", Elektra.... The 
thoroughbred grazing lands of Kentucky aren't exactly what you'd 
call the rock and roll epicenter of the earth, and for the five 
members of the Shaking Family, that's just fine, thankyou. 
Vocalist Barbara Carter and her four spirited compadres prefer 
to let the muses control their music, rather than the complexities 
of the music biz on the two coasts. "Hold On", the second single 
from "Dreaming In Detail", finds the band in a rollicking mood, 
with Carter's voice shifting within the song from sweet sincerity to 
edgy enthusiasm, and an acoustic guitar playing off electric four 
and six strings. The label's Ray Gmeiner told us that the band did 
an extremely well received set of "low dough" shows earlier this 
year in markets like Nashville, Tennessee and Charleston, S.C., 
where their first single, "Tic Toc", was lighting up phone lines. Not 
like anything else currently sitting in your "to consider" pile, and 
that alone wins big points around here. Hopefully, it will with you 
and your listeners as well. 

Lowen And Navarro, "Walking On A Wire", 
Chameleon.... Imagine Cheech and Chong with acoustic 
guitars. Not the comedic parts or anything having to do with 
Bambu rolling papers, more the physical dissimilarities between 
the two. Better yet, imagine Cheech and Bjorn Borg with acoustic 
guitars. Alright, we're stretching things, and, frankly, too much is 
probably being made about the paradoxical relationship between 
these singer/songwriters. Sure, it's the easiest aspect to latch on 
to, but it's an angle that quickly disappears when the two sit down 
to make music. Eric Lowen (the Bjorn of the pair) and Dan 
Navarro may look different and come from very different 
backgrounds, but their vocal interplay and musical tastes blend 
beautifully. "Walking On A Wire" mixes sweet acoustic guitars 
with cello, bass, percussion and keyboards. And over top of it all, 
the two Los Angeleno's smooth voices, like fine Scotch and spring 
water. CEMA staffs across the country have already enjoyed 
Lowen And Navarro live, with plans in the work for a cross country 
tour. 

Shadowland, "Garden Of Eden", Geffen.... If 
there was a spinning wheel of musical styles, the various sections 
marked "heavy", "acoustic", "blues", "straight ahead rock", and 
whatever other stylistic tags you could think of, you could spin it, 
the pointer land just about anywhere, and it would fit Geffen's 
"Shadowland" and the first main stream release, "Garden Of 
Eden". After a gentle acoustic intro, the song kicks into high gear, 
with Darren Rademaker's raspy voice slamming a fist through the 
pristine glass underneath. Take one part Doors, one part Jane's 
Addiction ("Pigs In Zen") and one part Cult, then throw the whole 
mess out and lick the bowl. From the laid back clime of Los 
Angeles, Shadowland have fashioned a forceful new rock and roll 
hybrid that, with a little bit of exposure, will appeal to several 
segments of your diary holding listenership. Rock fans will feel 
the hair stand up on the back of their necks, while the "alternative" 
constituency will groove to the hipness of the whole thing. Check 
it out.

THE D REPORT  HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW.... 
HAR 

Helix, "The Storm", Grudge.... We may share a border, but the Great White North and the lower fifty are sometimes solar 
systems apart when it comes to radio play and musical appetites. Take "the hardest working band from Canada", Helix. In the land of 
Labats, Helix has four Gold and a Platinum album to their credit, but except for some scattered MTV exposure and a couple of singles, 
stateside success has been an elusive thing for Brian Vollmer and the band. Grudge Records hopes album number five will be the charm 
that breaks the spell. Long known as a manic, over-the-top live band, with frontman Vollmer risking life and limb in the pursuit of 
performing, "Back For Another Taste" is causing a major ripple in the metal pond, this week's number three most added Hard Rock 
Radio album. Now they're looking for mainstream support for this slice of Zeppelinesque rock and roll (think "Whole Lotta Love" 
meets "The Lemon Song"). Don't let the lack of a "major" label sway you on this one. This is big league rock and roll that deserves to 
be heard. 

New Play Priorities 
McAuley Schenker Group, "I Am Your Radio", 
Capitol....  By now you've probably heard the "never say die" 
story of MSG's latest tour. When tour mates Great White 
temporarily lost their lead singer to throat problems, it looked like 
the rest of the dates would be scrubbed. Instead, MSG quickly 
assembled a full set list and continue on as headliners. In between, 
they've found time to release the third single from "Save Yourself', 
a big rock and roll production that sounds like "Ballroom Blitz" 
era Sweet meeting Autograph in an alley (and kicking their butts, 
just for spite). Loud, large and raucous, "I Am Your Radio" is the 
kind of song you can't play quietly. Even if you tried, the knobs 
on your stereo would just crank themselves up (we can see the 
video now. A guy gets in his car, drops "I Am Your Radio" in to 
his CD player and promptly blows all the windows out). This is 
the kind of rocker that makes you want to go, "AAARRGH!", just 
because you can. KEZE, ICKTX, KLOL, ICPEZ, KZOQ and 
WLVQ are already in. 

The Tragically Hip, "Blow At High Dough", 
MCA.... Some bands deserve to get played on the strength of 
their music, some deserve it because they've paid their dues, while 
others are just too damn cool to get missed. And some are "D", 
all of the above. Well, actually the Tragically Hip probably can't 
claim any longevity awards, nor will they make any eyes tear with 
tales of a long hard struggle. After all, this is only the second single 
off their first full album. But the other two reasons definitely 
apply. These five Canadians first caught our ears with "New 
Orleans Is Sinking", the initial single and a song that, heard once, 
stuck in your brain for the rest of the day. Now, submitted for your 
approval, comes airplay track number two. Lead vocalist Gord 
Downie's out-on-the-brink vocals, a twin guitar attack that has 
pure blood pumping rock and roll written all over it, and a solid 
Creedence-like rumble. Classic leaning or adventurous, "Blow At 
High Dough" is a perfect song for any mainstream programming 
scheme. 

Dumnyankees42_cnmeAgain!+w amerBnahers.t There you go again, you impatient little scamps, adding a track 
before we even get a chance to tell you about it, before the label even gets a chance to officially release it. Last week, we get the word 
from Warner Brother Dave Dannheiser that "Come Again" is the second single, so we sit down to analyze the song. Alright, we've got 
the bio, the CD, now to pull stats out of the computer. What's this? Thirty seven stations already on it, five in Heavy? Powerhouses 
like KDJK, KEZO, KGON, KISS, KLOS, KSJO, KWHL, WDVE, WLLZ, WLZR, WLAV, WLVQ, WRIF, WXLP and WZZO already 
reporting it? So what does all that add action do to the Hard Hundred? 73-55*, this week, with the full album at 11! With as much 
interest as radio has shown for these stage vets, and the amount of time "Coming Of Age" has already spent at the top of the charts 
leading us to believe stations will soon be looking for a follow up, we almost have to ask ourselves whether or not there's even a need to 
"analyze" this Tommy Shaw led smoker. Oops, too late. 

Bad English, "Possession", Epic....  Oh, come on 
now. What could we possibly say about either this band or another 
track from their already incredibly successful debut album? 
There's just no way that anything we could offer would make the 
radio world think about this superstar co-op with any more of a 
positive light than they already do. Bad English has proven again 
and again that they are what your audience wants to hear, and the 
latest single, "Possession", shows no signs of being any different. 
John Waite's plaintive voice with Neil Schon's singing six string, a 
mid tempo melody, tasteful keyboards and a solid rhythm holding 
it all together. KSHE was the first to step ahead on this track, but 
we feel absolutely confident that it's the first trickle in what will 
be a full fledged flood of adds in the next couple of weeks. So why 
wait? You know it's going to be a hit, we know it's going to be a 
hit. You know you're going to play it, we know you're going to 
play it. We'll talk to ya Tuesday. 

The Mission U.K., "Butterfly On A Wheel"  
Mercury....  You've got to hand it to Wayne Hussey and the 
Mission U.K. Despite tour difficulties ranging from illness to 
guitarist Simon Hinkler's sudden departure, the Mission haven't 
slowed down their live performances a bit, taking their brand of 
spontaneously charged rock and roll across the country. One of 
the band's biggest charms has always been their unpredictability, 
demonstrated recently in this neck of the woods when they invited 
a rabid fan and guitarist onstage for four songs. Musically, single 
number two from "Carved In Sand" takes the tempo down a notch 
from "Deliverance", which is still on the Hard Hundred after 
cracking the top forty. Majestic, stylish and fluid, a comparison 
to some of Simple Minds mellower moments comes to mind 
("Don't You Forget About Me" meets "Belfast Child"). "Butterfly 
On A Wheel" soars, dips and banks more like a bird of prey than 
the insect Hussey croons about. KJJO steps out this week. 

Impact Tracks 
e ff Lynne, "Every Little Thing", Reprise.... Lynne has had his prodigiously talented hands in alot of pies over the last 

year. Producer, sideman, Traveling Wilbury and now solo artist. The former Electric Light Orchestrator has 
developed a trademark sound through it all, one that rock radio seems to feel is the perfect antidote for the plethora 
of "baby bands" and unknown talent they're having to deal with. With "Every Little Thing", the first single of what 
will surely be a string from "Armchair Theatre", Lynne's easily identifiable musical signature jumps straight out 
of the mix and plants a big wet one on your programming kisser. The number two biggest add getter, CFOX, 
KAZY, ICBCO, KDJK, KEZE, KEZO, KISW, KLOL, KLPX, KMJX, KOME, KSHE, KSJO, KXRX, KZAP, 
KZRR, WAPL, WBLM, WCCC, WDIZ, WEGR, WHCN, WICDF, WLAV, WLLZ, WLUP, WLVQ, WMMS, 
WNEW, WONE, WRXK and WYNF were just the heaviest of the heavyweights that came in for the week one 
count, all told eighty seven strong. Enough to land "Every Little Thing" at 31*. 

Gary Moore, "Oh Pretty Woman", Charisma....  We're always glad to see a record label succeed with a talented artist. 
But when it's a newly formed group like Charisma, with a top notch bunch of individuals like Lenny Bronstein, 
Bob Catania and Hard alumna Dawn Hood, and the artist that's getting the substantial nod of approval is as 
deserving and spectacularly gifted as Irishman Gary Moore, well, it just downright tickles our innards. Moore 
and Blues legend Albert King wail their hearts out on "Oh Pretty Woman", and thankfully rock radio has been 
quick to lend an appreciative ear, with twenty eight more Hard Reporters joining the fold this week. KISW, 
KKTX, KLOL, KLPX, KMBY, ICMOD, KOME, KRXQ, KSJO, WAOR, WDHA, WIZN, WLAV, WPYX, 
WQMF and WXRT and twelve other pillars of the programming populace bring the total number of checks in 
the add column to sixty five, moving "Oh Pretty Woman" up seventeen big ones, 62-45*, and puts the full "Still Got 
The Blues" disc on the Hard chart at 38* Waytago Gary, waytago Charisma, waytago radio.

Concrete Blonde, "Joey", IRS....  Every Tuesday we slip our headsets on and do the radio rap with most of the biggest, 
brightest and best in the mainstream world. We hear a myriad of different reasons for adding new records, and 
we likewise hear a multitude of reasons for not adding them. Of course, whether we agree with you may not 
amount to a thimble full of frijoles, but we can, however, inject our observations. And to those who say they're not 
sure if this band is right for rock radio, we can only assume you haven't really listened to them. Haunting, moving, 
striking, beautiful and brilliant are all descriptions we've heard tossed about for Concrete Blonde and "Joey". 
While many of those adjectives came from right here inside the Hard cabin, we've also found a sizable contingent 
of savvy programmers, including KBCO, KEZO, KJJO, WBCN, WBLM and WHJY, where it's already in Heavy, 
who feel the same. Thirty two adds are enough to debut "Joey" on the Hard Hundred at 69* and, hopefully, enough 
to make the reluctant few of you listen to this wonderful song again. 

Sons Of Angels, "Cowgirl", Atlantic.... The first week we wrote up this new bunch of guitar slinging Norwegians, the 
promotional forces at Atlantic were on us faster than one of the Big Apple's windshield wiping winos spotting out 
of state plates. Bush'n'Flash'n'Pisacane rightfully felt like we had slighted this fine slice of radio ready rock and 
roll by not giving it more respectable placement in that week's sheet, which quickly served to show us the 
commitment they have to this new band. Luckily, at least twenty three astute programmers in rock radio land 
didn't let unintentional page placement in our otherwise well respected rag alter their outlook, coming in outta 
the box on "Cowgirl" and putting the track directly on to the Hard Hundred at 89* KBPI, KEZO, KLOL, ICMJX, 
KZRR, WCMF, WDVE, WLZR, WNOR, WRIF, WRXK, WIYY and WTPA represent the Prs who let their 
ears guide their adds, the latter two stations beating the bunch by a week, with WTPA sliding "Cowgirl" directly 
into Heavy! Apologies accepted Danny? David? Lea? Bonnie? 

World Party, "Way Down Now", Chrysalis....  Sophomore jinx? Evoke that overused cliche around somebody else, 
but don't bring it anywhere near Karl Wallinger and World Party. For his first effort, 1986's "Private Revolution", 
the one-time Waterboy mixed smart pop with carefully crafted rock and roll, with hints of the Beatles and Stones, 
adding just a touch of psychedelia (before it was de rigueur to do so). For "Goodbye Jumbo", Wallinger once 
again opted for the strictly solo route (hey, if it ain't broke...), and the result is as stunning a second effort as you'll 
find in your music library. As for the first single, "Way Down Noe, twenty more Hard Reporters showed the 
good taste and programming acumen to add it this week, including ICRIX, ICWHL, WCCC, WHCN, WLVQ, 
wmac and WSHE. That makes eighty one total stations grooving along, (twelve in Heavy-including ICBCO, 

ICZAP, WONE and WXRT), and shoves the track firmly into the top third of the Hard Hundred, 41-33* 
P.S., don't miss the live review in this week's "Performance Picks". 

Human Radio, "Me And Elvis", Columbia....  Oh, it does our little hearts good to see the radio world agree with us on 
something. With our brain dead minds and war ravaged ears, we sometimes champion musical selections that the 
rock radio masses thumb their noses at, leaving us wondering whether maybe we should have gotten just an hour 
more sleep the night before, and/or stayed a country mile away from the "shooter list" and Bwana's well-stocked 
bar. Take these Memphis popsters and their debut single. Alan Oreman hipped us to this track weeks earlier, 
and when road testing and repeated spins at one of our semi-weekly music meetings yielded all-around raves we 
felt completely justified in translating our feelings to print. But, we figured, only time would tell whether we were 
off our collective rockers or the Big Red had another hit on their hands. Eighteen first week adds, including 
format giants like KEZE, KGON, WCCC, WEGR and WNOR, and a HH debut at 86*, and we feel pretty good 
about ourselves. The nice doctors say we may even get to have visitors soon.

Just weeks after launching a self labeling effort at the industry 
level, RIAA President Jason Berman had to fend off yet another 
intrusive attack from the legislative angle, this time from the U.S. 
Congress. Representative Howard Nielsen of Utah is the latest 
in a long line of one watt players who have introduced a cry for 
the imposition of labeling upon the music industry. The resolution 
being spouted in this instance calls for, "...a uniform warning and 
disclosure system regarding violence and obscenity for the 
guidance of potential purchasers and parents..." If such a system 
doesn't occur within 18 months, to the satisfaction of 
Representative Nielsen, then the Congress would consider, 
"...further measures to insure warning and disclosure shall be 
considered." The action described is not the same thing as an 
attempt to instigate new laws in this matter but, according to 
Berman, that's not the point. As he said to the press this week, 
"We have fought legislation at the state level and we will defend 
our industry at the Federal level is necessary. The government 
should not attempt to assume responsibilities that belong solely 
to parents. We will also defend the constitutional rights of our 
artists, which guarantee freedom of expression from legislative 
attempts to abridge those rights."

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R&R CHANGES CONTINUE 
A Tale Of The Dropped & The Departed 

With additional commentary from the Record Industry 
The latest chapter in the ongoing saga between R&R and their AOR constituency took on some strange 

curves this week. First came the news that all of the Canadian reporters to R&R, regardless of format, had 
been dropped from the magazine. Reasons cited were; 1) Impending increases in the Canadian Content 

laws, 2) The difference in release schedules between America and Canada, and 3) The sentiment that R&R 
wanted to reflect an American view of the music being played on the radio. That was enough to slow down 
our cardiac rate all by itself, but then came the subsequent news that four of America's Progressive bastions 
had voluntarily taken themselves out of R&R while taking time to observe how the new reporting criterion 
would impact not only the charts, but their ability to participate with complete confidence. Between the 
elimination of the Canadian reporters and the momentary resignation of the stations that most closely 

represent the AOR dream of so many years ago, the world of rock radio and R&R have managed to come to 
a crossroad that could prove an important chapter in the further development of trade relations. As our 

industry dialog continued this week we also got wired into a number of label executives who have 
determined that they too have something to say about these latest moves. The subsequent communication 

provides a compelling look at the undercurrents driving our format. 

The American Progressives 
Some call them the last examples of what the format should always have been. Major market bastions of musical variety propelled by 
an exploration of new music that has gone by the wayside at many an AOR flag bearer. Now they have pulled themselves out of R&R 
to study the impact of the new rules dictating their reports. Theirs is a bittersweet story, new music powers that have been punished 
because they don't buy into the singles strategy that has come to dominate the format. 

Tom Calderone, WHFS 

Well, I looked at what the other progressive stations were doing 
and I became very confused about how to restructure my playlist, 
which is something I don't want to do anyway. I just will not 
construct five different playlists for five different magazines. We 
are proud of our reporting status in R&R but we are also an AOR 
station in the true sense of the word. The main thing is that I am 
not going to be put in that New Rock boutique section of the 
magazine. There shouldn't be all these artificial divisions in the 
format, we are all AOR. What makes WFNX less AOR than 
WXRT or WHFS? They may play another spectrum of AOR 
music but they are still part of the format. We are all here to break 
new bands and make music happen and being told how we can 
and can't report makes me very uncomfortable with what is going 
on at R&R. WHFS has been successful because of the music we 
are playing not the music we aren't playing. Some record people 
are already concerned with our continued reporting status but, in 
the final analysis, they want us to remain true to our vision. If what 
was going on at R&R showed some balance that would be one 
thing, but having looked at the stations that have been kicked out, 
and figuring the ones that are being allowed to remain, I don't see 
how this can ever be viewed as a fair move. We are getting far too 
much pressure to conform to the mainstream definition of what 
AOR is and, while I'm not a rebel, I do have a concern that the 
true spirit of what AOR has always been is threatened by this 
action. 

Alan Lawson, KTCZ 

I'm not livid about this because it really doesn't matter all that 
much to us. The record people have all gone out of their way to 
tell me that they know what we are doing is correct for our town 
above and beyond any set of numbers on a chart. They know we 
sell records and that's the real point here for the labels, and us 
too. We sell records, period. The real problem is that over the 
last 10-15 years AOR, which at one time meant "Album", has now 
become an extension of the same mechanism that drives CHR. 
It's been a long time since the majority of AOR stations had any 
commitment to depth on their playlist. AOR has become very 
tight and taken a track oriented approach without much depth in 
it. I love to be lumped in with a KBCO or a WXRT, especially 
when you have stations like us that slant toward variety and depth. 
The system R&R has doesn't reflect stations like ours, we don't 
really fit anymore. I don't really understand the problem. My 

Heavy rotation is driven by my station and market situation and if 
that rotation is half or even a third of somebody else's, but I have 
good Time Spent Listening, then it's right for me and my town. 
The real question is, are we selling records on my Heavy rotation, 
and there is no doubt about it. It's not a problem and I'm not all 
that upset about it, just puzzled. I thought the new position at 
R&R was going to result in making sure that people reporting to 
the magazine played a minimal amount of current music and I still 
support that move. But then trying to have all of us report based 
upon what somebody in LA thinks a Heavy rotation should be 
makes no sense at all. There's a middle ground for AOR and if 
you want to be Number One you simply can't approach music like 
we do. But we don't need to be Number One to win. Let everyone 
else beat each other up to be #1, we'll beat them on profitability 
and that's the real bottom line. I don't want to report in a way that 
confuses what we are about as a radio station, and I don't want to 
have to play games about what I'm doing just to be in R&R. I 
don't want my chart to end up looking like the competition 
because of all this. One last thing, whose idea was this anyway? 

Doug Clifton, KBCO 

At this point we are taking a two week hiatus while we reassess 
our reporting policy to R&R. Basically what it boils down to is 
that we four are the closest thing to derme what album radio, at 
one time, was intended to be. Obviously the 1990 definition of 
album radio, at R&R anyway, isn't what we're doing. I question 
the value of reporting to R&R if we don't fit that definition any 
more. So we will be taking this time to assess how important it is 
to report to R&R. We have been talking to the labels and it's not 
going to make any difference for us. The bottom line is that the 
labels want to sell records and, sure they have to play their chart 
game with R&R, but I don't feel comfortable reporting to a 
publication that has chosen to redefine what AOR is, and should 
be. The last move like this from R&R put a definite squeeze on 
us and this most recent one could really cause a lot of problems 
for us. Now we have to decide if we can even be involved anymore. 
The label people I have talked to have supported us wholehear-
tedly and applaud this move on our part. It's a shame that the 
stations that play all this new music for those labels won't be 
represented in the magazine they rely most on for feedback. And 
all because of this silly rotation thing. It will be interesting to see 
where all this goes, but at KBCO we know that the labels are 
behind us all the way. 
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Norm Winer, WXRT 

I want to clarify that our departure from R&R is not a permanent 
position. We are open to discussion to see what the chart will look 
like and how this new system really works. It will also be interest-
ing to see how the more mainstream AOR's react in their reports. 
The single biggest concern that WXRT has is that we be accurate-
ly represented. Our concern over the years has been that our 
methodology revolves around a lack of repetition, which is the very 
antithesis of how people do this format now. The idea used to be 
to "Kill Ugly Radio" and that was more than the blatant commer-
cialism and idiot DJ's, it was also about playing a song to death. 
Now there are a lot of people in this business who make a living 
out of playing songs that have already been played to death over 
the last 25 years. We are very conscious not to burn a record out 
and we don't play just the one track offered by the record com-
panies. Their priorities aren't ours and the CD single is just so 
much industry litter. R&R is responding to a number of issues 

looming over the industry and one of them is accurate reports, and 
while that is commendable by itself there is a flaw to R&R's logic 
that has gone back to when Mike Harrison dreamed up this AOR 
umbrella in the first place. Mike included too many diverse 
stations under his initial description of what an "AOR" station 
could be, and then under the consultants we found that what 
remained of the initial diversity in the format disappeared until 
there was only about half a dozen stations in the whole country 
clinging to those values of musical variety and a lack of repetition. 
If you are committed to current music, are you reporting it ac-
curately? Obviously we are committed to new music but our 
concept of meaningful rotations aren't within the historical con-
text of how R&R deals with that. Our respect for R&R is very 
real and we want to reconcile this position but we are waiting to 
get a handle on this entire issue. We hope we can report to R&R 
again in good conscience but if this new technique winds up 
transforming the chart into nothing more than a list of recurrents 
then it would probably be inappropriate for WXRT to continue 
reporting. Hopefully though, this will all be temporary. 

The Canadians 
Far more permanent than any shakedown reaction by the American Progressives, was the blanket decision by R&R to expel all of their 
Canadian reporters. Reasons for this move were addressed in a letter to Canadian broadcasters from Bob Wilson that prompted some 
incendiary responses from our brothers up North. For many years the development of the AOR format in Canada has proven an 
important point of reference for American broadcasters, especially in the border states. In the face of this unilateral move by R&R we 
found responses ranging from resignation to outrage. 

Johnston, CFOX 

One thing that R&R is conveniently forgetting is that quite a few 
international acts, like Melissa Etheridge, break out of Canada. 
Some programmers in the States obviously track our airplay and 
we can be a very positive influence to them when it comes to giving 
new music a chance. When they see us playing Colin James they 
know that it's bigger than both of us and, damnit, we aren't playing 
shit up here. There is some great Canadian music and that's what 
we play. You know, I remember going through the same problem 
at CHAM. We were one of the biggest Country stations in Canada 
and wanted to report to R&R, but they wouldn't add anyone to 
their Canadian list. This was years ago so you can't tell me that 
this is a new thought. They have been talking about this at R&R 
for a long time. They have been feeling the pressure to add more 
Canadian stations to the paper for years and they decided that it 
was simpler to just turn their back on all of us than to deal with 
that issue. We have a lot of influence internationally so why not 
report our music to a Canadian section if it's that much of a hassle 
for R&R to factor us into their domestic chart? As for the release 
schedules being different here and in the States, that's a lot of crap. 
It's not that that can't happen, but in 9 out of 10 situations our 
schedules are simultaneous anymore. The other thing about all 
this is how they chose to do this right after the R&R Convention, 
which a lot of us spent time and money on just to return to a form 
letter from Bob Wilson telling us, in effect, "You're outta here!", 
well that could have been done a lot better. I firmly believe this 
began in the Country format years ago and has worked its way 
through all the formats. I could be wrong, but I don't think so. 
We're a self supportive radio station and we can live without R&R 
very nicely. They are just turning their backs on some very impor-
tant stations, go ahead, check my ratings compared to some of 
their so called P-i's, and figure this one out for yourself. 

Steve Colwill, CHEZ 
All I got by way of communication was what looked like a form 
letter from Bob Wilson telling me they had decided to discontinue 
the use of Canadian stations. The reasons given were conflicting 
release schedules, the CanCon laws, and a "sentiment in favor of 
our charts reflecting a U.S. music overview." This all comes at a 
sort of odd time for me as we have a number of transitions going 
on in the station right now. I'm disappointed certainly, but the 
feeling over the years has been that a lot of American industry 
people look with interest at what Canadian stations are playing. 
By and large we're not as quite tight in our formatics as they are 
in the US. That may be because of our regulations or it could just 
be that we have grown up to be a little freer in our approach to 
new music. Steve Earle is a prime example of an artist who first 

broke big here and then went to the U.S. market with some 
momentum from Canadian airplay. The whole thing really asks 
more questions than it answers. The release schedule variants 
have been a fact since I've been in the business, so why is that a 
problem now? As for the CanCon "increases" that won't neces-
sarily impact the currents being played at the same rate as our 
overall playlist. Every station in Canada is required to play be-
tween 20-30% Canadian music, and the changes would only sta-
bilize that number at 30%, so where's the threat of a big increase? 
Aside from that, the CanCon has been with us ever since I've been 
here and it never caused any problems before. CanCon or no 
CanCon, good records get played and bad ones don't. I don't 
know what this "sentiment" about maintaining "A U.S. music 
overview" really means. How does letting Canadian stations 
report to American trades hurt that? Where is the harm in letting 
American programmers to see what their colleagues are playing 
north of the border. I look to American playlists for that informa-
tion and I find it real useful to see what those stations are playing 
on a week to week basis. In fact, I need that filtering process to 
help me go through all the music that hits my desk every week. 
I'm really quite shocked about the whole issue, and another 
question about all this, are we seeing the tip of the iceberg? Will 
we now start seeing other magazines in America treating us the 
same way? 

Ian MacLean, CHOM 

I'm saddened for a lot of the Canadian artists who hitherto had a 
direct pipeline to those persons making music policy decisions in 
American radio. I'm saddened that pipeline is now closed. I will 
continue to subscribe to R&R, but we'll read the publication with 
a somewhat disjointed viewpoint because there won't be as much 
of relevance to us in Canada. but we will stay in touch just the 
same. Another thing, I got the letter from Bob Wilson about us 
being pulled from the paper and then, later in the same day, I got 
the letter from Harvey Kojan telling me about my new reporting 
guidelines. I don't have to tell you how that made me feel. I 
understand the motivation behind all this, but I still think there 
should be a section in R&R for Canadian stations. American 
radio should be aware of groups like The Tragically Hip, The 
Pursuit Of Happiness and Colin James. Maybe not every 
Canadian artist can have the big machine behind them like Bryan 
Adams or Alannah Myles, but that doesn't mean that these artists 
shouldn't be given their due in both Canada and America. It all 
just comes down to fewer signals making quality music decisions 
on an international level. Stay tuned, because we aren't going 
away. We shouldn't be shut off completely. If we are throwing 
the mix off that much, then put us in a Canadian section but don't 
just deny us. There is a lot of good music that deserves to be 
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played and heard all around the world, we shouldn't close off 
those avenues for exposure. And if you want to know what's going 
on in Canada don't be afraid to pick up the phone and give us a 
call. 

Joey Vendetta, Q-107 

It's a joke. It's a slap in the face to the entire Canadian music 
industry. R&R says they consulted radio and record people on 
both sides of the border about this move, well they didn't talk to 
us or anybody we know. Toronto is the 6th largest market in North 
America, why would they eliminate that much of a data base? 
Basically they just wanted to eliminate a Canadian CHR and they 
felt, "Let's do it all in one fell swoop," so now we are being punished 
just because we are Canadian. The station in question, CKOI 
plays 65% French music and they wanted to get rid of them so 
suddenly it turned into a Canadian witch hunt. Under the new 
rules we would have a very easy time working with R&R. They're 
looking for a station that plays currents, we play 45% new music. 

Our Heavy rotation runs 3x a day, just like they want, so what's the 
trouble? Another nice thing about all this is that here we spend 
$300 to come to their convention just to come home and get kicked 
out of the magazine. Maybe we could get a refund. After all the 
only valid thing at the convention was John Parikhal, another 
Canadian, and I don't need to pay $300 for that. There was no 
panel for us to talk about all these changes even if we had known 
about them. If we wanted to bring it up we couldn't have possibly 
done so, so thanks a lot, R&R. We're not going to do anything 
about all this, we will still break bands and the industry knows it, 
even if R&R doesn't. I don't need some tipsheet telling me about 
all this. The only real shame is that it just gives us that much less 
international profile. We are happy to still report to you guys and 
we'll still be the best rock station we can be, but the fact is that 
they didn't even try to work with us on this, not a word. And so 
what do they do? They profile our GM the same week they drop 
us, give me a break! When people announce a tour it's a North 
American tour, not an American tour, wake up! 

The Record Industry 
When this whole issue came up, many radio people pointed guilty fingers at the labels. As it turns out we find that the concern at the 
label side of the equation is as strong as anything in radio. The fear that developing bands will get lost in a static chart is very real to 
promotional executives across the board. How the new climate at R&R will affect their ability to get music on the radio has more than 
a few label veterans asking some extremely important questions. 

Danny Buch, Atlantic 

On the surface, we applaud R&R's move to eliminate paper adds 
and minimize classic radio's effect on the chart. We need real 
airplay to sell records for legitimate artists. However, what was 
intended to be a help in breaking new artists looks to me like it 
could turn into an easy excuse to deal with fewer. At a time when 
radio is already bogged down with so many classic artists, this will 
give stations one more great big reason not to start records. 
Selective play in the 7-midnight slot is how we broke Ratt, White 
Lion, Kix, Winger, Skid Row, and more--but if stations can't 
report that play according to the new rules, it's going to be that 
much more difficult for us. The dayparted bands will be hardest 
hit, and those tend to be our biggest sales items. Two current 
examples are the Sleeze Beez and Baton Rouge. Based on Mon-
day Morning Replay scans, the Beez went 14-13* and Baton 
Rouge gained 16-15*. However, R&R now shows a 20-24 drop 
on the Sleeze Beez with Baton Rouge flat at 27. It doesn't matter 
how much R&R assures us, we'll definitely be seeing a lot more 
of this.... Nobody in radio wants the public humiliation of being 
thrown out of R&R. It's like saying they don't exist. Hey, look 
what they did to Canada. It's like R&R all of a sudden declared 
it doesn't exist. Think about the effect on a label like Atlantic--
with acts like Sass Jordan, Blue Rodeo and Frozen Ghost--which 
we would hope could all be as big as Rush someday. We just broke 
Alannah Myles to the tune of 1.3 million units. Without the 
Canadian crossover and help from stations like Q107, CHOM and 
CFOX we never would have gotten that record started. I agree 
with programmers on the overnight play issue, especially in the 
larger markets. Plus, reaction records--music with the potential 
to instantly inspire listener response—typically sound different 
from anything else on the air. Because of that, programmers are 
usually skeptical about adding those songs because they frequent-
ly "don't sound like the station." So what happens? They start 
those tracks in late night rotation. Playlists are loaded with dead 
stiffs in three hour rotations because programmers are comfort-
able with music that sounds like everything else, but that's not what 
we're looking for at Atlantic. I want stuff that will hit the listener 
in the intestines, and will make him reach for his phone and then 
for his wallet. What the industry needs is any system that will help 
radio and records (small "r") key in on exciting music like that as 
quickly as possible. 

Dave Loncao, Mercury 

In light of how market chemistries differ, I think it's very hard for 
anyone to arbitrarily say what constitutes Light, Medium or Heavy 
play. Stations such as WHFS, KBCO and WXRT have a totally 
different approach--and in the context of their individual for-

matics, they are really the only ones who can determine what 
should be reported where. Now, with the new rules, there won't 
be any Heavy tracks at these stations. Plus, there are an awful lot 
of folks out there with Light rotations that start at 10pm. They 
can't guarantee that every record in that category will come up 
between 10 and midnight on any kind of regular basis, and 3 or 4 
nights a week isn't enough. But not to report those records is a 
sin. Now let's go a step further. What does that do to the Hard 
Report, Album Network and FMQB? Do you really think stations 
are going to report three different lists? R&R's criteria will have 
an across the board effect, and that's a shame, because those other 
publications may not want to play by those rules. I think we're 
going to see stations running 15 to 20% currents realizing that they 
can continue to report three recurrents in that category and thus 
maintain their status in R&R. And if there is no cut-off point at 
which something becomes a recurrent, what's that going to do to 
the chart? We'll see # 1's hang there forever, with the same top 5 
songs shuffling around for weeks. And why is all this happening 
exclusively in the AOR section? I can't tell Bob Wilson how to 
run his business, and if they are changing the face of the trade, 
that's their perogative. But it seems strange that this directive 
hasn't created Light/Medium/Heavy criteria for every format, 
whatever it might be. 

Wynn Jackson, RCA 

On one hand, I'm happy to see the true Classic rock stations out 
of the way. Their presence or lack of has always fouled up the 
numbers game. On the subject of rotations, the new criteria is 
ultimately only bound to escalate the already devastating inven-
tory problem at radio. And as more new record companies 
emerge and the available space shrinks even further, only those 
companies with mainstay superstars and strong A&R depart-
ments will prevail. It will definitely slow the chart down, with the 
corresponding negative effect on newer artist development. I 
don't foresee a "paper play" problem evolving, because good 
records should arise out of even a one play per day category. This 
whole thing may just be one more factor resulting in many music 
business Black Fridays by 1992. 

John Schoenberger, Relativity 

In terms of rotations and current/oldie ratios, AOR is about as 
divergent as a format can be station to station. But even so, we all 
know there are certain stations that are much less current inten-
sive than others, many of which have never really positioned 
themselves as "classic". To a certain extent, including them in the 
sample makes the chart too top heavy. Exclude those reporters 
and those heritage acts will still be on top, though maybe not to 
the same degree. But at the same time, what Harvey thinks will 
cut away the bullshit may end up hurting the mid-chart artists who 
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can no longer legitimately be listed as Medium. I don't think that 
promotion staffs will change their styles much. Companies will 
still try to offer whatever support they can to get records started. 
Therefore, I believe new artists will only be hurt if programmers 
place even more emphasis on the charts in terms of determining 
what new acts are worth supporting. Here's an idea, maybe it's 
time for stations to start placing more faith in the integrity of the 
promotion people they work with. Those are the people who are 
in the position to best represent what's really happening with any 
new act--be it in terms of local retail, a tour, video or even two or 
three more stations in the region where the record is getting 
reaction. 

Jeff Naumann, Virgin 

I really think it's good that they're trying to control the amount of 
currents on the air, but it wasn't fair when they said they couldn't 
monitor this stuff 24 hours a day. That's why it's smart that they 
are going to come back with a 24 hour monitor. I'm not the 
happiest man in the world when my record gets played on the 
radio at 3am but there are lots of markets where people are 
listening during that time. The other thing I'm pissed about is that 
they dropped every Canadian station, they don't feel that with 
Canadian Content laws and all that, that those stations should help 
reflect American airplay. It's really a drag. All it's going to do is 
slow the chart way up and it's going to kill a lot of developing 
artists. We have already experienced stations dropping as many 
as ten songs off their list. I've never really had an R&R mentality 
because that means ignoring a lot of potential radio stations that 
can, and do, sell records. And the people in those stations, if 
they're any good, are going to move on from those markets to 
bigger ones and I want to have a relationship with them from the 
start. When I discover a new station I make sure they get taken 
care of and I do it myself. A good example would be WKGB in 
Binghamton. When I found out about them I called Alex Miller 
and said, "I want you calling this guy, they're in a good blue collar 
market and they can sell records for us." They eventually got into 
R&R and we were there for them from the beginning. Now that 
they are swamped with calls from everybody in the business, they 
can't handle all the traffic, but they always remember us and take 
our call. You have to look at this business as more than than just 
what R&R has to offer you. 

Randy Hock, MCA 

Just when I thought my peers in the promotion community had 
been squeezed enough at AOR, R&R comes up with a new twist. 
Who is being served by this rather pointless move? We tradition-
ally start a new high energy hard rock band in a night slot. What 
difference does it make in the early developmental story if the song 
is played before midnight/after midnight, once a day/once every 
other day???? We've got to start somewhere and heaven knows 
we have precious few opportunities as it is with AOR's current 
classic approach. Dear R&R, stop the madness. 

Ray Gmeiner, Elektra 

There's a lot of R&R bashing going on right now but I like the 
premise of what they're doing here. I do have some concerns; 
First, I hate to see the Canadian stations go. Second, I hope to see 
the stations like WXRT and KBCO, who are pondering whether 
or not to continue reporting, remain in R&R. The unique nature 
of those stations may have them wondering how they can possibly 
report because of the rotations required with these new rules, but 
I hope they'll stay with the magazine. Not being able to report a 
Heavy could diminish their impact but what I'm distressed about 
is that, quite franldy, I want those stations to report even if it is just 
to Light and Medium. If that's all they can do, fine, but at least 
they're represented. KBCO is one of those rare stations in AOR 
that plays a lot of new music, and even though their rotations are 
slow, they sell records. A lot of the stations grumbling about the 
new criteria are stations, most of which are of the heritage or 
classic leaning orientation, who are now considering no longer 
reporting R&R. I don't really have a problem with them taking 
themselves out of the mix. If they think they are making a point 
by saying, "Hell with R&R", my only warning would be, and I'm 
not speaking for Elektra Records here, but watch what happens 
to their degree of attention and service from all the labels once 
they don't report any longer. If they think it won't have an effect 
on them, they're crazy. Finally, R&R's concept of encouraging 
more current airplay (which is what this really is all about), I 
applaud... but the way they are going about it is definitely causing 
problems. The idea is right but how they're doing it is another 
matter altogether. 

Something barely tangible was in the wings throughout the entire R&R Convention, and now we know what it was, nothing short of a 
revolution in the way that the premiere broadcast publication in America has chosen to deal with a format that it had championed, 
even helped to define, so long ago. How all of this will work out would take far more psychic powers than any of us possess, who could 
have guessed three weeks ago that any of this would have happened? It seems that the strategy at R&R during this time can best be 
described as, "Get it all over with at once, and let the dust settle before we start talking damage control." Why else would R&R execute 
an obviously long planned stroke to remove all the Canadian elements from their publication while, at the same time, facing the possible 
defection of stations as prestigious and important to the format as KBCO and 'VVXRT? And now we hear that new rotational quotas 
(Heavy 4X, Medium 3X and that problematical Light 1X) have been installed for stations wishing to report based upon 24 hour airplay. 
As battle plans go, this one could have spent some more time in the war room. Most disturbing is the tendency of R&R (while talking 
about this issue to all comers on the telephone) to not permit the debate to take place in the pages of their own publication. In that 
regard it has fallen to others, like the Hard Report, to take up the slack in an environment where the need to communicate (remember 
that concept?) has reached a boiling point. Without a doubt, this story is far from over. Hopefully the endgame will achieve a better 
level of play. 

BILL HARD & JIM TRAPP 
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JERRY HARRISON AND THE CASUAL ART OF 
WALKING ON WATER 

Few are the musical influences that have had as long and illustrious an impact on contemporary music as the Talking Heads. Rising 
from the haze of the fitful New Wave movement and proving, release after release, that they were beyond mere simple art driven 
categorizations, the Heads have been able to power up success stories that cross format and stretch from one generation straight into 
the heart of another. Central to the sound that made the Heads happen in the first place was that low altitude fly by that so typified 
the guitar playing of Jerry Harrison. A four star producer in his own right, Harrison has made a point of working with a wide range 
of artists, frequently bringing them back to roost on his own solo projects "The Red And The Black", "Casual Gods" and the latest 
Casual Gods release, "Walk On Water". When we sat down with Jerry it was to discuss any number of things, including the sometimes 
bewildering array of talent appearing on this latest album, and plans for a major Summer tour that should play like CBGB's On 
Wheels. 

Your Casual Gods covers are always cause 
for comment. 

Harrison: I know, some people say, "I just 
saw that cover", I always thought I had a 
bad job. 

Yeah, right, I'm feeling real good about 
myself now. Actually, that was kind of my 
reaction too. Let's start there because the 
correlation between the album art on your 
two Casual God's albums is fairly striking. 

Harrison: Well, I tried to continue with 
the theme, so to speak, that goes with the 
name "Casual Gods", I think. I like the 
idea of using the covers to not only be 
striking, but to also be kind of informative, 
instead of being about vanity. And I think 
that the covers end up with a resonance, 
because they are disturbing, they have a 
resonance that lasts for a while. 

But they both seem to draw on the same 
thing, which is man's pursuit of wealth 
drawn from the planet. I mean whether it's 
guys digging in a hole for gold that they may 
never find, and if they do, they may never get 
to the top alive with it, or whether it's high-
tech sludge artists stuck in Alaska trying to 
clean up oil off the beaches. 

Harrison: Exactly. Well, of course, the 
Brazilian gold miners, you're so aware of 
the human element because there are so 
many humans involved, so it's a little bit 
different than Alaska. Alaska is so clearly 
environmental, but you're very right, it's 
still about mineral wealth. 

The record was a year and a half in the 
making? 

Harrison: Yeah, that's right. 

Is it difficult to record over such a long 
period of time? Do you sometimes lose 
sight of the project, put it away and come 
back to it months later? 

Harrison: There was nothing like putting 
it away for months. My wife had a baby in 
the middle of it, and that certainly inter-
rupted the flow, and I went to Moscow for 
Greenpeace, and that interrupted the 
flow, but other than that, it was a fairly 
continuous process working on it. I think 
that one of the things is that even though 
this is my third solo album, I've made - I 
don't know how many albums, it's been 15 
albums or something like that in the last 
ten years or so, and you end up wanting it 
to be as good as anything you've ever done. 
And that can make you more careful, you 
want to check out the different options 
and try different things, and those things 
take time. 

As much as you like dance music and flunk 
music, this album reflects a more distinct 
"rock" feel, it's a more guitar-oriented 
album. 

Harrison: Well, I think that the funk ele-
ment is underneath here, the songs are 
generally very danceable (having people 
like Alex Winter and Bernie Lorell playing 
with me, how could it not be). But, I think 
it was something that happened while we 
were on tour, even some of the songs that 
were on the last Casual Gods album that 
didn't have that rock element took on a 
rock feel because Chris Spedding was 
playing with us live, and I started to really 
like his part of the band and the way that 
sounded. 

Most of the recording was done in Mil-
waukee, which is hometown for you. 

Harrison: Yes, I live in New York, but I 
grew up in Milwaukee, and I have a house 
that I inherited from my parents. I went 
back to Milwaukee which is where I made 
the first Casual Gods record (my second 
solo record), because my mother was ill. 
My father had died suddenly, and my 
mother had cancer. I was an only child so 
there was no one else to take care of her. 
So I basically moved to Milwaukee to take 
care of her and I found this little studio to 
work in, which improved itself immensely, 
and I just liked the atmosphere of record-
ing there without any pressure. So when 
my wife became pregnant, I said 'let's just 
do it again'. So we sublet our apartment 
in New York, and we did the record and 
had the baby, and then moved back. 

Jack Bruce was talking about how wizen he 
worked with Alan Holdsworth during the 
sessions around his latest album that Alan 
professed to be so nervous about playing in 
the saine studio with Jack that he had to 
take the tapes and play his part in a separate 
studio and then bring it back to him. 

Harrison: I think that there are people 
used to doing things on their own in the 
studio, and I think that Alan probably is 
one of those people, who might be in-
timidated by having others around. There 
can be something very intimidating being 
around a crowd that's a studio musician 
crowd. One of their great assets is that 
they're very fast, and they come up with 
their parts, but sometimes it's that sheer 
facility that stops them from coming up 
with something more interesting than 
someone who takes a little longer. There 
are people that sometimes don't like that 
sense of time going by, and there are 
people looking at the clock. So! can relate 
to that idea of just, 'Let me work on that 

idea by myself'. On the other hand, if you 
create a good atmosphere in the studio, 
which is something that as a producer I try 
to do, then you can create a very sym-
pathetic environment. Communication 
can begin with you working with someone 
else, and you can get something that's even 
better. 

As a producer, do you find that you have to 
be the flexible one? Do you conform to the 
musicians around you, or do you set the 
tone for the session? 

Harrison: I think I definitely set the tone, 
but I like to be flexible enough that I get 
everything I can from the people I work 
with. I think there are some people that 
are so dogmatic or so insistent on their 
own ideas that in molding the other 
musicians to their ideas, you lose what's so 
special about those musicians. So I try to 
find that in-between point, in getting what 
I want, and also getting as much as the 
person I'm working with can offer. 

Let's talk about special musicians, one of 
my favorite guitar players, Chris Spedding. 

Harrison: Yes, he's just one of the most 
lyrical lead guitar players there is. There 
are people that play a lot faster than he 
does, but there's not too many people that 
have that sense of beginning-middle-end 
to their solos. 

On his 70's material he would do things with 
a pick where it sounded like he was breaking 
candy, he has that crispness to everything. 
And even when it was languid, there was an 
attack to everything he did. How did you 
become aware of him, and conic to work 
with hinz? 

Harrison: He was in a band called The 
Necessaries, I was aware of him and then 
he came to New York. Ernie Brooks who 
is a co-writer of a lot of these songs, was in 
The Modern Lovers with me. We always 
wanted to do more work together, so when 
I started doing these solo records, he par-
ticularly helped me with the lyrics. He was 
a great sounding board for other ideas to 
bounce off of. He had been in The Neces-
saries with Chris, and was a great cham-
pion of Chris. 

What else is he involved with, I'd love to 
track him down and listen to some stuff 

Harrison: Well, he still plays with Robert 
Gordon periodically, and I think he still 
writes his own songs. I haven't seen Chris 
since I got back to New York. I don't see 
him all the time, but he did come on the 
tour with me, and he came out to Mil-
waukee to do this recording with me. It's 
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a fairly professional relationship. I think 
another fantastic guitarist is Adrian 
Belew, who played a wonderful solo on 
this album. 

Which tracks feature Adrian? 

Harrison: He played on "I Cry For Iran", 
and "Remain Calm". 

As a guitarist yourself how do you disas-
sociate yourself from styles as different as 
Adrian Belew and Chris Spedding and even 
your own? Can that be a problem? 

Harrison: No, I think what it does is it 
means we can have a communication and 
I can say what I want. I think that Adrian 
has played some of his best work that he's 
ever done with me. I think that actually on 
the "The Red and The Black" album that 
he played quite a few solos that are just 
fantastic. I prefer them to anything he's 
done with King Crimson, for instance. 

I'd say that two of the strongest guitar 
players that I've seen live in the last year 
would have to be Vernon Reid and Adrian 
Belew, both of whom I saw at The Bottom 
Line. When I saw Adrian he was playing so 
harc4 that I felt like chunks of my hair were 
coming out of my head with skin attached 
to it. I've heard Zappa play so loud that it 
was punishing but with Belew, it was loud 
but it was somehow invigorating too. How 
did you come to work with Dan Hartman 
on this album? 

Harrison: Well, Dan used to play with The 
Edgar Winter Group and Modern Lovers 
used to open shows for them, and that's 
when I met him. I ran into him a few years 
ago, and we just said "Let's do something 
together". So I thought, "Why don't I try 
writing a song with Dan." He is a very 
versatile player, and "I Can Dream About 
You" is just a great song. 

Do you have any concerns about the "busi-
ness" aspect of the industry, or about how 
radio factors into the 
equation at this juncture? 

Harrison: Well, part of 
that is that you see all 
these restrictions on 
playlists. I remember 
finding this all the way 
through the Talking 
Heads, but it seems to 
have heightened with 
the development of the 
Classic Rock format. 
The number of spots 
open to new bands and 
new music are fewer. 
And the slower that ex-
posure occurs, the less 
new music that we're 
really gonna have. 
People can spend all 
their time trying to copy 
what's already popular, 
or else they're just kind 
of pigeonholed into 
being an "alternative" 
act with a very limited 
market. It makes you 
appreciate these college 
stations and the few 
commercial alternative 
stations. But of course, 
it's real hit-and-miss 

with them too because there it's up to the 
individual disc jockey. What it comes 
down to for me is that you just have to like 
any alternative you can find. 

We've got a situation here where these radio 
stations are selling for 30, 40, 50 million 
dollars, and the people who are running 
them... I mean I could make up excuses for 
them endlessly. 

Harrison: I understand the finances of it, 
and I understand why people want to 
chase ratings. What is a little bit sad is that 
you'd think that you could have 5 stations 
and devote them to different slices of the 
pie, rather than always looking for that one 
piece, the largest slice. But, it doesn't al-
ways work that way. I think also, in 
defense of the Classic Rock format, now 
we have like 30 years of great music. The 
library has gotten larger. And that's hard, 
that makes it difficult. If you pick up a 
book and read it, are you going to pick up 
a new book? No, you're going to pick up 
something that you really know is great. 
Well, one of the things that I like about this 
new album is I think that it has a great 
variety of music on it. And I think that it 
has songs that sound like they will be com-
patible with what I'm hearing on the radio, 
and yet are challenging at the same time. 
I think the sound is, in some ways, like 
"Little Creatures", in that it's a diverse 
group of songs. It's influenced by dif-
ferent writing styles. Something like 
"Sleep Angel", which I really wrote the 
chords and the melody to over 10 years 
ago... and people hear this song and say 
'gosh, remember when songs like this were 
played on the radio, how great it was'? It 
makes me so nostalgic for a kind of ballad 
that can really hold at your heart, rather 
than being a power ballad. It was a ballad 
that really meant something to you. 

And here at the other end of the spectrum 
we have a song called "Kick Stan", which 
was basically written because you were 
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seeing a Johnny Winter show in Milwaukee, 
and a guy from a local motorcycle gang 
came up and said 'Doing anything for 
bikers?'. Which is like how flipped can that 
be... but at the same time, it still works. 
"Cowboy's Got To Go" was the one that I 
underlined.., it was the one that was the 
most haunting. 

Harrison: It's a very special song. I actual-
ly just took quotes out of a book about 
Jackson Pollack. At first I thought that I 
was just going to use the book for inspira-
tion, but I realized that the language of 
these people that were talking and this 
oral history was so perfect the way they 
said it, that I should just use it the way they 
said it, rather than re-write it. So I had to 
get permission from the author. 

You seem to enjoy playing with the percep-
tions of things. For instance, when "Rev It 
Up" came out, I thought it was an extremely 
saucy, very sexual song. And then the video 
came out, and it's a bunch of cute kids doing 
rock star stuff And it struck nie as being so 
wonderfully ironic. I don't know if I was 
working too hard when I happened to see 
those videos or not, or if that really is some-
thing that you bring to the process. 

Harrison: Well, I directed that video, and 
my concept was that "Rev It Up" certainly 
had a double entendre feel. But, I see that 
as being like Eddie Cochran, or something 
like that, something that rock has always 
had as part of its tradition. I enjoy... say 
Chuck Berry because a double entendre 
was being used all the time in the blues. I 
think that it's kind of fun. But, the "Rev It 
Up" video, to me, was a matter of deciding 
between options. I could either do some-
thing sort of obvious with the song, or I 
could go off on some weird tangent, and 
that would be "oh how arty". I thought 
"No, I'm gonna make it like it's a rock band 
playing at a club, but with a twist". I just 
thought it was hysterical having the kids all 
sitting at the bar but with their bottles... I 

remember one was a go 
go dancer with her jolly 
jumper on. 

Have you already shot 
the videos for the new 
album? 

Harrison: I shot one 
for "Flying Under 
Radar", which we're 
just in the midst of 
finishing the edit. I 
decided not to make it 
humorous. I had some 
ideas for "Kick Start", 
and if I do a video for 
that, it's definitely 
going to be humorous. 
But this one is kind of a 
more action-oriented 
piece. There's a lot of 
stock footage of 
airplanes flying really 
close to the earth. One 
of the things that I find 
very funny about 
"Flying Under Radar", 
is that it's like the lingo 
of Aviation Week, put 
to music. 
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Let's talk about the tour, something that's 
going to be coming up in the summertime 
and promises to be pretty special. 

Harrison: I think it's going to be great. 
What we're doing is Chris and Tina and I 
are putting together a band where the 
three of us are asking a few people to join 
us, and we're going to do half Tom-Tom 
Club, half of my material, and some Talk-
ing Heads material. That band is going on 
tour with The Ramones and the Debbie 
Harry Band. And every night we're alter-
nating who goes on first, who goes on 
second, who goes on third, so everyone has 
equal access to the sound system and to 
the lights. It's a real shared batlike a little 
festival. I think one of the things that I 
really don't like about a lot of packages is 
that it's obvious that there's a headliner, 
and that headliner makes the other people 
who are doing the show and helping to 
make it successful look like less. They can 
only use half the lights, only 3/4 of the 
sound system, when WE go on WE want 
to seem bigger and brighter. There's not 
going to be any of that. In the end, it's the 
audience who wins in a situation like this. 
As for the people involved, because we've 
known each other, I guess we trust each 
other, and there's a healthy competition, 
not an insane competition between us. 
We also have staked out our genres of 
music and they're different, and I think the 
people are going to get a great value for 
their money, and also a great show. 

The Ramones, and the Debbie Harry 
Band... how will you be marquee'd? 

Harrison: I think it's going to be Tom-
Tom Club and Jerry Harrison, we con-
sidered calling it Shrunken Heads but eh... 
another one we thought of was The Band 
With Three Heads. 

How do you assess the Alternative climate 
these days? 

Harrison: What I am aware of is that there 
is a whole underground out there of kids 
who basically say "If this record comes out 
on a major record label, I don't want it. I'll 
only listen to independents. And if it 
sounds like it was really made in the 
studio, forget it. I'd like it to sound like it 
was made in a garage. That way it feels 
like it's mine and I discovered it." Every 
generation wants to feel like it's dis-
covered something. And they also want to 
feel like they've rebelled against their 
parents by being against whatever is 
popular at that time. 

And yet we have rock and roll as a musical 
form through multiple generations and mul-
tiple teen rebellions. There's a continuation 
in what you and every other perfonning art-
ist does, that stretches right back to Billy 
Ward and the Dominoes "Sixty Minute 
Man" in 1952. There is something in the 
making of the music itself that must, in the 
final focus, work far beyond the easy 
parameters of pop reasoning. 

Harrison: I just take it song by song. I 
don't think there has ever been, for ex-
ample, another song like "Cowboy's Got 
To Go", or "I Cry For Iran", or "The Doc-
tors Lie", those are the really unusual 
songs. I've also written songs on this 
album that are more traditional, or have a 
more obvious connection to other music, 
sometimes to the Talking Heads or some-
times to other music. I think as long as you 
feel like you've written great songs, then 
all of these other arguments fall by the 
wayside. If the songs are great and the 
performances are great, and you've really 
done your best, that's about all you can do 
as a musician and as a performer. I get 
really sick of people ranting and raving 
about how bad the radio is... or the record 
companies are ranting and raving about all 
this.., because this is after all a commercial 
enterprise. People are trying to make 
money, and of course, certain things are 
going to happen wherever something is a 
business. And what is great about rock 
and roll is that when you're alone with a 
record that's great, it doesn't matter what 
the process was. It doesn't matter if the 
best studio musicians played on it, or if the 
worst high school marching band played 
on it, as long as the song gets across to you, 
that's what matters. A successful record 
is one that really touches you in the heart, 
and nothin' else really matters.

The day began with Advertising Director Ellen Gerdes and myself 
doing our good deed for the day, squiring MTV's Jonathan 
Solomon through the mean streets of the Big Apple. With the 
world's karma thusly set straight, we checked in to our hotel, 
changed into the evening's attire, (in my case a clean pair of socks, 
in Ellen's an ultra slinky black number), joined the rest of our party 
and did the yellow cab shuffle to the upper west side watering hole 
that was our official rendezvous spot for the night. Unlike many 
of the people sitting around the three tables at the Border Cafe 
on New York's upper west side, I had seen Karl Wallinger and a 
version of the traveling World Party before. It was in a small 
theater in Charlotte, North Carolina with about seventy five other 
rabid fans back in 1987. One of those nights where you're glad the 
weather is bad and there are several other more well known bands 
in town, so that you can enjoy an intimate evening with an artist 
whose music you admire, without having to fight for a parking 
space or get jostled in a crowd for standing room only. The band 
didn't disappoint that night, running through a flawless hour and 
a half set of almost everything off their debut, plus an amazing 
version of the Beatle's "A Day In The Life", while standing or 
sitting about a stage decorated with house plants and what Monty 
Python fans might call a "comfy chair". We knew this Manhattan 
gig was not going to be quite so intimate an evening, with 
"Goodbye Jumbo" causing such a stir in rock radio circles that the 
brass would be out in force, as well as those of us in the trenches 
who get to "work" these records to an often unyielding radio world. 
In fact, six of us from the Medford Lakes camp, plus assorted 
friends and loved ones, had made the trip through the tunnel. If 
that many of us were eager enough to see a band to drive the two 
hours into the Rotten Apple, you know this was a a big deal. 
Several monster margaritas and enough guacamole to fill all the 
pot holes in Philadelphia, and we were ready to rock. After 
breaking through the sclunooze-gauntlet that had developed 
outside the venue, those of us who hadn't gotten some bum info 
about an opening act found our seats and with high expectations 
and rapidly developing intestinal tract problems, waited for the 
lights to dim so we could see what hip and happening staging Karl 
had drummed up this time. Surprise number one. The only 
"staging" was a pair of risers for the drum kit and two sets of 
keyboards. Surprise number two was the abbreviated set that his 
latest band of World Partiers presented, just a tad under an hour. 
What didn't surprise us was the quality of music throughout. 
Whether banging away on acoustic or electric guitar, thumping a 
Paul McCartney style violin bass or tickling the ivories, Wallinger 
was the master conductor, bringing the band (Jeff Trot on guitar, 
Guy Chambers on keyboards and bass and drummer Chris 
Sharrock, plus two more musicians whose names we hadn't been 
able to uncover by press time), and the audience with them, up 
through the more rocking sections, and back down for the quieter 
passages. New numbers "Is It Too Late", "Take It Up", "Thank 
You World", "God On My Side", the current single, "Way Down 
Now" and my personal fave, "Put The Message In The Box", mixed 
with "Ship Of Fools", "All Come True" and "Private Revolution'' 
from the first release, with only tasteful lighting changes and Karl's 
stage presence, especially imposing for such a slight, unassuming 
sort, to augment the music. All in all a completely satisfying show, 
despite the unexpectedly brief length (due later, Wallinger told 
us, to a late night out in Boston the previous evening). Our thanks 
go out to General Schnureaga and the Chrysalis staff for the 
evening, and if World Party comes within driving distance of your 
town, we highly recommend making the effort. They won't 
disappoint.

Salty Dog/Electric Angels/Danger Danger  

Trocadero, Philadelphia, May 20th....  

The anticipation for this one was reaching maximum levels for 
weeks here at Hard Headquarters, and for a few very good 
reasons. First of all, I was really excited about seeing all three of 
these talented bands perform live. Secondly, the Danger Danger 
bebs are friends of ours and everyone at Hard loves 'em. And 
third, our three high school interns, Mandy, Amy and Jennifer and 
a friend (Jodi Fabricus) were practically frothing at the mouth for 
the opportunity to meet their heroes in person. Alas, that 
wonderful Epic lady Suzie Sponder helped make their dreams 
come true and was as hospitable as ever. She saw to it that we 
were all well taken care of. A million thanks to her again. Salty 
Dog got things off to bit of a late start, as their equipment was just 
being set up as showtime rolled around. Luckily the wait was worth 
it because they more than made up for it with a quick high energy 
set, the highlight of which was their single, "Come Along". By the 
looks of it, they could use a little more time out on the road, but 
as I say, they did get off to a tough start. The real surprise of the 
evening came however, when the Electric Angels hit the stage. 
Their groove-infused music made a rather unaware crowd really 
take notice and even had the local bims standing on tippy-toe to 
get a glance at this good looking bunch. They turned in a strong 
set, that featured great vocals and a hellacious version of "The 
Drinking Song" (which had us rolling in the balcony, Music 
Director Fred McFarlin in particular-strike a chord did it Fred?), 
as well as a happenin' version of their first single, "Rattlesnake 
Kisses". But as they ended their set to rousing applause, I could 
feel the anticipation and tension building among my young 
friends. Quickly they began to make their way towards the railing 
for a birdseye view of Epic's wonder boyz. Fred, Jennifer and 
Beth (Renaud) headed for the floor and a prime spot stage left. I 
opted for the best view possible - at the railing, though I had to 
battle a lot of lace, lipstick and attitude to get there. I've seen these 
guys go from playing one of their very first gigs right down to this 
one, some 10 months down the road. The progression has been 
incredible. All the touring they've been doing (with Alice Cooper 
and Faster Pussycat among others) has turned them into total 
professionals. Every song sounded clear as a bell and were 
performed with amazing amounts of energy. They pulled them, 
one sure-fire hit after another, turning out one of the best sets I've 
ever seen them do. They rocked through just about the whole 
album with (understandably) "Bang Bang" and "Naughty Naughty" 
getting the most screams from the hundreds of little goilies in the 
crowd, and more than a few silk undies and roses hit the stage 
during the ballad "Feels Like Love". It was also highlighted by a 
cover of Kiss' "Deuce" (complete with Bruno Ravel's fake Gene 
Simmons tongue and a Paul Stanley star for Andy Timmons-great 
sense of humor these guys), a touch of MC Hammer ("Can't Touch 
This"/ "Superfreak") and even Rush, and a rousing and raucous 
encore that found the stage full of musicians-the full Electric 
Angels joining the Danger squared boys and Britny Fox's Johnny 
Dee for The Move's "California Man", - more dazzle per second 
than you could imagine. Drummer Steve West's shirt caused quite 
a buzz throughout the audience as well, (the front said "Blow Me", 
the back said "Then Leave"- pretty funny I've got to admit). 
Backstage was a frenzied scene, but as always the guys took time 
for hugs and smiles all the way around, never losing their zany 
sense of humor. Then within moments they were wisked off to 
WMMR for a very fast interview with "Rockers" host Ray Koob. 
If these guys don't make it big it's a crime. They've got the total 
package and deliver 100% all the time. Thanks to Ted, Steve, 
Kasey, Bruno, Andy and Suzie for a great, great time.

ZUUMOALTERNATIVE 

The Soup Dragons, "Love God" (RAW 
TV/BIG LIFE import) Yes, it's an import, and ditto 
the album won't be available here until July (on Mercury), but 
when "Love God" enters your life, it's a sin to pray alone. As 
Frank Zappa once said--- "Wowie Zowie"! The band's pair 
of domestic releases on Sire had great singles, like "Head 
Gone Astray" and "The Majestic Head", but this self realized 
and produced effort is the Soup Dragons' finest, hands down. 
By the time you stagger back from Memorial Day festivities, 
you will receive a 12" of the track that's already tearing up the 
Indie Charts in the U.K., "Mother Universe". You must 
promise that even the dreaded holiday hangover will not 
interfere with at least a half dozen back to back listens. Trust 
me, it'll work much better than Tylenol! There are so many 
highlights of the album, it's inconceivable to attempt a blanket 
endorsement. So, let's take things track by track. We've 
already covered "Mother Universe", next up is "Backwards 
Dog". This starts with a standard "beat box" meets guitar 
crunch riff, yet never approaches condescending. Not only 
will those of you familiar with the band's previous work be a 
bit surprised, you'll also be enchanted. Their pop sensibilities 
were always evident, but even this far in, it's clear that we're 
truly hearing The Soup Dragons for the first time. "Softly" 
would be a prom standard in a perfect world, and may cause 
Marc Bolan sightings. "Drive The Pain" actually manages to 
take the dub of "Never Stop" by Echo and cut it with The 
Monkees' "Mary Mary" in the first nine seconds! "Kiss The 
Gun" flat out rocks, "Sweetmeat" could be a very young Jim 
Kerr jamming with The Rave-Ups after a serious listen to 
"Beggar's Banquet", and we're only halfway through the album, 
amazing eh? The title track follows, and is what Pop Will Eat 
Itself would sound like if they joined Syd Barrett, Love & 
Rockets and The Buzzcocks for a session in a "Yellow 
Submarine". Speaking of which, "Dream E-Forever" would 
make a hell of a segue out of "All In My Mind", or just about 
anything from "Pie Madcap Laughs". "Love You To Death" is 
an Alice of a similar title with a "Ziggy"/Mott backbeat and 
platform shoes. "From Heaven And Back" proves that 
samples don't slander true rock, and dance music exists that 
you don't need to dress for. Even the beauty weathered to 
this point couldn't begin to prepare you for the thoroughly 
religious experience of "Man". Take the "Paranoid" 
progression backwards and add equal parts Iggy and "Blurred 
Crusade" era Church, mix well and you'll start to hear the 
picture. The album closes with "Beauty Freak", and the outro 
brings everything together by taking the start of the album and 
blending it with a Lenny Bruce excerpt any student will 
recognize. Major points for genius should be awarded to the 
band for even acknowledging the existence of this particular 
Lenny skit. Bonus tracks on the import are a remix of "Mother 
Universe" and a tender ditty called "Crotch Deep Trash". The 
domestic release will have yet another bonus called "Free 
Man", that is reported to be even better than anything 
included here. "Love God" makes that statement very tough 
to believe, and is already a strong candidate for record of the 
year. (MM)

"Fizzle Fry" (CAROLINE)  Already nudging a toe onto the widening gray line between alternative and hard rock, 
Primus casually walks narrow territory on which many others have slipped. A handful of demos (one of which 
was done with the help of Matt Wallace) recorded since their formation in 1984 established them as angry 
young men, not too high on their own brain fumes. Heavy-handed mosh-minded riffs are wielded with a fluid 
wrist, accompanied by relentless and sprightly rhythms. And skirting the trap of sounding too much like a 
one-big-fuzz act, string bass, acoustic guitar and toy pianos appear as equal partners in the subversion of adult 
innocence. Playful and piqued words splatter "To Defy The Words Of Tradition", "Mr. Knowitall" and 
"Groundhog's Day". Chirping and bouncing from stanza to the next, Les Claypool tells stories and demands 
accountability, if for nothing else than mere competency. "Too Many Puppies" goes after not only the animal 
abusers, but latches into that dewy eyed expression which many of us use as a defense -- replaced by a callous 
in later years. Only their first studio album, they're tour veterans, having opened for Faith No More and 
Soundgarden. Maybe you were there extra early and saw them with Bullet LaVolta and Prong at the CMJ 

It was a love-fest, plus some amazing groovin' rhythms. Don't miss this encore for all occasions. (BR) 

Dave Stewart and Barbara GasIdn, "The Big Idea" (RYKODISC)  The name game. Just because one half of 
a Pop sensation called Eurythmics happens to share the same surname, many of you figure this is David A.'s 
side project city. Way wrong, dudes! Hey, you're not to blame that names like National Health, Egg or the 
godlike Hatfield and The North don't ring a bell. And it's not your fault both of the gentlemen named Dave 
Stewart are known and respected for sonic innovation. But, it is your concern if after "The Big Idea" this 
confusion remains. We'll let his stunning 1984 version of Lesley Gore's "It's My Party" (also with Barbara) 
pass as ignorance, but not today's remake of Dylan's "Subterranean Homesick Blues". This particular Dave 
not only has the knack of fusing essential elements of pure pop production with the arresting voice of Barb, 
but creates moods for moderns that all too often are left for the sample police. Try the version of Billy Braggs' 
"Levi Stubbs' Tears" or the original "Deep Underground" for the uptempo side, and "Mr. 77zerenzin" if it's a gentle 
sound you're after. (MM) 

THE SERIOUS SINGLE FEELING 
Peter Murphy, "A Strange Kind Of Love 
(version 3)" (RCA/BEGGARS BANQUET)  

This a rush release exclusively for 
Alternative radio that you should have 
by now on 15 IFS tape. Romeo and the 
Sig man are so excited by this brand 
new recording they couldn't wait for 
the CD pro to come in, further proof 
that these boys aim to please. Peter 
went in to the studio and gave the tune 
a much darker reading, closer to Bowie 
circa "Wild Is The Wind", and you won't 
want to wait a few weeks either once 

you hear it. The "Deep" album is rapidly approaching Gold status, 
and Murphy is set to head out on the road with opening act The 
House Of Love starting July 3. Speaking of live shows, this track 
was one of Peter's highlights the last time around. When the 
official release happens there may be a bonus live version of "All 
Night Long" included as well, but again you shouldn't wait another 
day before getting "A Strange Kind Of Love" on the air. (MM) 

Modern English, "I Melt With You" Remixes  
(TVT) I'd be hard pressed (no pun 
intended) to name a song that got more 
requests than this product of the early 
haircut days. Talk about a universal 
ballad of lust, this pioneer from the 
embryonic stages of MTV just might be 
the perfect example of a song no one 
knew, yet everyone wanted. It's not a 
surprise that the band suffered because 
of the song, but by all rights they 
shouldn't have. Tracks like 
"Someone's Calling" and even "Hands 
Across The Sea" could never match the impact of 'Melt", and amid 
a series of legal and artistic problems Modern English ceased to 
be. We've all heard of their second coming on TVT, and this EP 
with remixes of their shining moment is our first tangible evidence 
that re-union needn't mean rehash. The full length "Pillow Lips" 
LP is on the way, but we suggest substituting the "Rock The Radio" 
mix of "I Melt With You" for the old "Gladhouse" version that's still 
in use today. This is not a cheap cash-in for the bucks reunion, 
Modern English are back. Be glad, not cynical. (MM)

The Stranglers, "Sweet Smell Of Success"  
(EPIC) It's been three years since 
the last full length studio offering from 
the seminal sinister camp of The 
Stranglers. "Sweet Smell Of Success" 
from the album "Ten" ends the drought, 
and even though hardcore followers 
have already gotten acquainted with 
the import, we're mighty glad the lads 
still have a deal here in the States.

The Stranglers have been beyond huge 
worldwide for more than a decade, but when you hear "Ten" you'll 
agree even a "thousand points of light" can't approach its shimmer.

The Lightning Seeds, "All I Want" (MCA) The 
"Cloudcuckooland" longplayer has 
made its mark on our airwaves, and 
before we chalk the latest incarnation 
of Ian Brodie's audio bubblegum 
dreams up to memory, it would be very 
smart to bring this new pale with you to 
the sonic sandbox. There's no 
escaping the "Get Off My Cloud" feel of 
the hook, but by the same token no 
running from the cotton candy, 60's, 
love bead sound-a-rama vibrations.

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No gate to the fiesta and sol season would be even normal without 
an appearance from the 24-7 SPYZ. "Harder Than You" not only 

kicked off the In-Effect roster, but also 
served as an impromptu banner for the 
tidal wave of funk o' grind to wash on 
our ears (not an unwelcome deluge 
either, y'know). "Grandma Dynamite" 
and "Jungle Boogie" hit the cuts charts 
at the same time, quite a feat for a debut 
band. Sounds du jour were more than 
surpassed by their killah live presence, 
plussed by a genuine desire to have a 
good time at the expense of only a few 

Jaegermeister bottles. "Gumbo Millenium", el album nuevo, gets 
a start with "We'll Have Power", an ode to the scores of bent 
societies and governments across the map, but no less bombastic 
than the rest of the LP. The B-side is an edit of "Don't Break My 
Heart", another crossover sensation a la flaming kinetics if there 
was such a thing. Don't delay and be the first on your block! If 
you were at the right place, perhaps you caught one of their limited 
warm up gigs earlier this month, but fear not, a larger, more 
suitably scaled tour will be arranged for their and your delight.... 
Live sounds also can be heard on the 
latest 12" from the Hothouse Flowers. 
The A-side "Give It Up" celebrates even 
in the heaviest moods that the blues 
induce. Their debut "People" album 
caught quite a surge of mainstream 
popularity. The two other sounds of the 
Flowers are on the B-side, first a live cut 
"If You're Happy" and the short but 
traditional "Bean Phaidin". If the folks 
at Mercury have it their way, 
Progressive radio won't be the only 
ones to fully enjoy this record. Also be on the lookout for an hour 
long video "Take A Last Look At The Sun" taped during their 
Dublin show attended by a cool 40,000 friends.... Endless 
dimensions and sliding, oblique notes dominate the first album 
from Mazzy Star on Rough Trade. "She Hangs Brighttv" is formed 

of Hope Sandoval (formerly of Going 
Home) and David Roback (of Opal), 
and their collaboration meshes with a 
feminine overlay. Like Hex, Mazzy Star 
seems more comfy in larger spaces, 
marked by a tad more freeform 
grassroots gruffness in songs such as 
"I'm Sailin" rather than a piercing 
urban clockwork. Coy and wilting like 
the violets, Hope has the charm of 
Karen Peris of the Innocence Mission. 

You want to embrace her tranquility and simultaneously grant her 
a mile of headway. Don't be forgetful of David's presence, whose 
time as producer for Hope's old band was well spent. Strumming 
six strings and percussion patter (howzat for alliteration?) curve 
around like ribs, protective but not closing or contained. "Ghost 
Highway" leaves enough leeway for a indulgent crunch as well as 
the vocal line.... If you're as much a sucker for a enchanting voice 
as lam, even if you're not, check out the CD sampler from Victoria 
Williams. Containing four tracks from her soon to-be-on-
your-desk album, "Swing The Statue!" 
on Rough Trade, Victoria is everything 
that is gentle and unflappable. Nanci 
Griffith may be able to tell a flinchingly 
realistic story, but it is Victoria's ability 
to sweeten even the darkest and most 
devious details of "Tarbelly And 
Featherfoot" that distinguish her. 
"Boogieman" bops along with a 
xylophone and a funky underbeat, not 
very ladylike in an orthodox manner, 
but very sensual. She emotes to the melancholy strings and 
mournful horns in "I Can't Cry Hard Enough", and the familiar

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theme of innocence torn away in "Summer Of Drugs".... Lots of 
red herrings point in the direction of what The Samples should be 

like. First of all, Sean Kelly has that 
tenor nasality that reminds you of Sting. 
Their reggae-touched, rock jubilee 
goes back to "Walking On The Moon" or 
"Canary In A Coal Mine". They are 
managed by the same folks as the three 
blonde babes of A&M. Even one look 
at their album cover reminds you of 
"Dream Of The Blue Turtles". But, don't 
see this as an excuse to write off The 
Samples. For every indication I've just 

mentioned, there are at least three that demarcate a fiercely 
non-Police allegiance. This Boulder quintet fleshes out the basic 
trio with additional instruments like mandolin and piano, and the 
vocal harmonies, used sparingly, resonate like a formation of 
landing birds. KBCO's already on "Waited Up", what about you? 
There's also "Close To The Fire" and "My Town". (On Just 
Records, contact them at 1776 Broadway, Suite 709, New York, 
NY 10019).... It's been a while since I heard "Skate To Hell" 
(everybody's anthem of youth), and from then to 181B4U", Gang 
Green has built reputation for 
ear-bleeding frenzy that few approach 
and even fewer equal. And recorded 
during a gig at London's Marquee 
during their last European tour is the 
album "Can't Live Without It" on 
Emergo Records. Slowing down for 
nobody except for a full split second 
stop between songs, this Boston 
hardcore quartet has actually mellowed 
their sound (on a relative scale), 
allowing for the erosive effects of those late 20's years (sob sob). 
It's pretty amazing that they've held onto the blade of the scene, 
as fast changing that it is. Too bad, "The Ballad" doesn't appear 
on this slab, but more than making up is "Voices Carry", a 
disembowelled cover of the Boston compatriots Tuesday. 
"Just One Bullet" is not for breakfast. Still on tour, you can see 
them opening for punkers-now-rockabilly-boys Social Distortion. 
(Bug those Emergo people at 225 Lafayette, Suite 709, New York, 
NY 10012).... Mute/Restless is where Mark Stewart makes home 

for his first domestic album "Metatron". 
One of the members of the 
70's-into-the-80's The Pop Group, 
Mark started infusing the potent 
sounds of reggae and hip hop with the 
studio nastiness he was already adept 
at. He met up with Adrian Sherwood 
and worked with members of the funk 
elite inner circle. With these people 
around him, Mark released a first 
eponymous solo album in England on 

the Upside/Mute label. The Maffia present on "Metatron", is 
comprised of Keith LeBlanc, Ship McDonald and Doug 
Wimbish. "Hysteria", already a U.K. hit, starts off the bad for the 
bad mix, leading intro the "Fame"-like beat of "Shame". "Collision" 
and "Faith Healer" warrant the track spot-check.... If you bent an 
ear to the CHR (not the evil word reputed to be) re-mix of "Send 
Me An Angel", then a new cut from Real Life could possibly be up 
your alley. "God Tonight" on Curb 
Records is a perky, shiny slice of 
dance-o-rama, and prefaces a new 
album with reconstituted buzz. The 
Melbourne band's lack of a new 
recording in four years was handily 
fixed last year with Nigel Wright's 
studio reworking. This is the same 
gentlemen who appears behind the 
board for this first single from the 
long-player "Lifetime". Already on 
stations KJQN and WFNX. (BR) 

MORE NEW RELEASES 
The automatic initial reaction to the Andrew Tosh debut on Tomato Records will be to compare him with Ziggy Marley, but do yourself 
a favor and look beyond the obvious. "Make Place For The Youth" is a fme showcase of Andrew's rich, resonate baritone, and the superb 
backing of The Soul Syndicate make the album a true jammin' gem. Not as politically rad as his late father, but Andrew burns with the 
same degree of talent. Check the stunning "Tely Did You Do It" for his feelings on the senseless murder of his father, and "Stop What 
You Doh:" for his read on the inevitable Ziggy comparison. All of the songs are original compositions, save for a cover of Bob Marley's 
"Small Axe". Andrew Tosh has given us a great debut, and is poised to carry the rasta torch for a whole new generation.... Speaking of 
the reborn Tomato label, they have a slew of great new stuff on their Summer release schedule. Everything from Jerry Lee Lewis and 
Townes van Zant to a new John Cage album will be out soon, and the double "Great Tomato Blues Package" currently available is an 
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absolute must own. The label has been inactive for quite a while, but they're re-issuing their extensive back catalog, with the notable 
exception of Philip Glass' "Einstein On The Beach" which is now on Columbia. For more information on this great label contact Maria 
Jimenez at Modern World Music, the digits to dial are 212-529-5881....

diminished. I'll

without the picture bag single with a bonus 
badge of the third track from an album, 
but it really bugs the heck out of me when 
you boys and girls have to wait to be 
spoonfed a record that's been around for 
nearly a year, simply because the powers 
that be aren't sure you're ready yet! Most 
of the reporters to this section have a 
relationship with a store in their area that 
specializes in staying current at any cost, 
and if you're one of those, this section is 
for you. Expect a rundown of the psycho 
shopping expeditions of Beth "The Queen 
Of Armenian Rock" Renaud, and myself 

to grace these pages on a regular type 
basis, with this pup being the first 
installment, Okay? Fine! How would 
anyone expect this boy to wait for Julian? 
Impossible. Although the Copester's 
Island contract may or may not be a thing 
of the present, anyone who has been 
aboard for most of the ride knew there had 
to be material ready to go. But even the 
most objective of us never dreamed there 
would be this much on the market. We've 
already talked about "Everybo* Wants To 
Shag The Teardrop Explodes" in past 
issues, so the 
only new thing to 
add on that front 
is that it will be 
released here 
late in June.

As far as old stuff goes, 
how about a track dating back to The 
Crucial Three that Julian wrote with Ian 
McCulloch called "Robert Mitchum"? If 
you're after "My Nation Underground"  
you're bound to be disappointed, but the 
true believers will recognize this as the 
logical successor to "Fried". Don't miss 

Other acquisitions from the import bins included the outstanding 
"Joy 1967-1990" album from Ultra Vivid Scene. Again, this will be 
out soon over here, but patience has never been one of my 
strongest virtues. In addition to the tracks on the EP, the album 
contains absolute gems like "Grey Turns White", "Special One" and 
"The Kindest Cut". A wonderful release, and by the time you read 
this Steve Tipp, Jam-Master Josh MC and gang will have at least 
an advance cassette for your listening pleasure. Relax!... Sure, 
we're all getting a strong love vibe from The Inspirai Carpets'

Babylon A.D., "Kid Goes Wild", Arista.... You're hopefully all quite familiar with this band by now. With the previous 

success of the first two singles, "Hammer Swings Down" and "Bang Go The Bells" (wild video), the band's 
debut album climbed high on the metal charts and introduced the world to another hard hittin' (Arista's 
first metal act) contender. Well, now with the bells beginning to calm, the label comes back with what some 
feel to be one of the best songs on the record and one that's been chosen as the theme song for the new 
"Robocop 2" flick. In fact on the Cd-pro you'll fmd not only the Lp version of the tune, (which features the 
unmistakable screaming of Sam Kinison and some back-up vocal help from a couple of Skids), but also the 
Robomix, the Rocicmix (with a "bleeped" Sam Kinison), and the Think It Over mix as well. The Robomix is 
loaded with tons of little Robocop snippets as is the sure- to-be-a-favorite on MTV, video. With this song 
you get a real feel for Derek's vocal prowess and the attitude that has come to be associated with this band 
- hard, fast and full of fire. And what's more, "Kid Goes Wild" is the perfect theme song for the movie in that 

it describes the criminal acts that drug abuse can sometimes lead to. This is one of those bands that must be seen live to be fully 
appreciated, and this is the track that best captures that sound. Give 'em another go 'round. 

Shark Island, "Tied I Jp And Held Down/Spellbound", Epic....  Here's one of my absolute favorite band's 
out of L.A., not just because their album rocks, but also because they are exceptionally strong live. There 
is an aura about them that commands your attention - vocalist Richard Black's dramatic stage presence is 
undeniable. They, (Richard, Spencer Sercombe-guitars, Greg Ellis-drums and Chris Heilmann-bass), are 
also an incredibly nice bunch of people. For those of you who haven't had a chance to see them live yet 
(they were out on a short tour with L.A. Guns earlier this year), you're really missing something. Luckily 
though, the label has seen fit to include two live tracks on this CDS for your perusal. There's a previously 
unreleased version of "Spellbound" and a collectors bonus track, "Sanctuary" - both of which were recorded 
at The Whiskey. They sound amazing live as you will instantly hear. Of course there's also the studio version 
of "Spellbound". Where "Paris Calling" showed their moody intensity, this song easily demonstrates their all 
out raw energy and hard rocking sound. These guys were there before the big guns in LA. were "big", so 

do yourself and your listeners a favor and give this CD a shot on the air - it's the real stuff. 

Overkill, "Live 'Kill", Megaforce.... This band always stood just a bit outside the winner's circle, but 1990 was definitely 
their year as they found themselves way up there at #1 on the metal charts (with "Years Of Decay" - 175,000 
units worldwide and climbing), above all the rest. They also found themselves on the road for a very long 
stint, and in fact, they are still out tearing across the States, playing to rave reviews while leaving a trail of 
excited and exhausted headbanging fans (new and old). They're also still holding their own on the metal 
airplay charts (#23 on Hard Hitters) as well as continuing to show up on the Most Requested chart. There's 
a bunch of you helping to keep them happening with still strong airplay at WNYE, WVCR, KUNV, WWVU, 
Z-ROCK'S HH, G-FORCE, KISW, KSVR, WCDB, WHJY, WLFR, WMMS, WNYU, WTPA and WTSR. 
Well, in much the same way they did with other label thrashers Testament, Megaforce now issues a live CD 
to keep those ravenous thrash appetites satisfied. Featured on "Live 'Kill" are two never before released 
cuts - the grinding "E. Vil N.Ever D.ies", and a raging cover of Black Sabbath's "Hole In The Sky", both 

recorded this past January at the Ritz in NYC. Blitz is in great voice and the band pumps like a ferocious machine. Overkill zanies 
should be falling down in seizures when this puppy lands in their hands. 

Primus, "Frizzle Fry", Caroline.... Ooh, they've been threatening to become "something big" for quite some time now, 
dating all the way back to the earliest demos (1984/85's "Welcome To This World", "Primus Sucks" and 88's 
"Suckin' Songs and "Sausage") they put out. They've been scurrying all over San Fran, with every intention 
of exposing the world to their bizarre funkathrashadelic musical antics. And now after flirting with radio 
airplay over the years and receiving praise from the press over their self-released 1989 Lp "Suck on This", 
the band may just get their shot. Yes, Caroline's the lucky label who snapped up this twisted bunch (Les 
Claypool - bass/vocal, Tim Alexander (drums) and Larry Lalonde - who replaced co-founder Todd Huth 
on guitars in '89). Featured on their first official label release are 13 manic pieces for your delirious 
thrashing, sparimg delight. Among them the insightful "To Defy The Laws Of Tradition", the mangled reggae 
tinged "Too Many Puppies", "Mr. Knowitall" (the affected vocals are great), the title track, the wacked out 
wizardry of "Pudding Time", the eccentric "Spegetti Western" and "Harold Of The Rocks". Conventionality is 

not this band's speciality. Freaked out rhythms, unorchestrated time changes, from the gut laymen's lyrics, wacky vocals and songs 
that echo with a hollow feel one second, only to be swallowed in a bizarre attack of sound the next, are all what you can expect. 
Perhaps not as cohesive and easily digestible as the Red Hots or Faith No More, their deliberate eccentricity makes them a group 
worth checking out at any rate. Though, they're being targeted at Alternative radio primarily, it's been proven time and again that 
people like 'em and so, maybe you will too.

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The Mission U.K. have lost their guitarist and their opening act 
on their current North American tour. Guitarist Simon Kinkier 
left the band just after as the band's tour began. "It wasn't 
amicable," says singer Wayne Hussey. "You feel a sense of betrayal 
when you've been with someone 4 1/2 years and he walks off after 
the first date of the tour in Toronto. He said he just couldn't take 
it anymore, which is fair enough, but I wish we'd known about it 
before the tour rather than one day into it." Dave Wolfenden of 
Red Lorry Yellow Lorry has been recruited to replace Kinkier for 
the tour, but Hussey says the change has cut into the number of 
songs the band can perform. "We could play anything from a 
repertoire of about 50 songs, and now we've got about 15 or 16 we 
can choose from," Hussey says. "It was really rough for a few days 
and, unfortunately, I'm back to playing some guitar again. But 
things are getting better." Meanwhile, the Wonder Stuff, who were 
set to open for the Mission, canceled out because vocalist Miles 
Hunt developed throat problems. 

James Brown spoke to students at Jack's Beauty College in North 
Augusta, South Carolina, in his first appearance as a counselor in 
a prison work release program. Brown is working as a counselor 
and community liaison for the Aiken-Barnwell Counties 
Community Action Commission under the work release program. 
He says a medley of his hits and talked about the importance of 
education during his visit to the school. 

The Red Hot Chili Peppers reportedly might appear in John 
Waters' next film. The band partied at Waters' home in Baltimore 
after their show there. Waters says the Chili Peppers are "hip, 
young, rich and nude." 

Bass player Jamie Stewart has left the Cult after being with the 
band since it started seven years ago. "I felt it was time for a change 
and a broadening of experience," Stewart says. "An increasing 
proportion of each year was being spent on tour and I was 
unhappy about this. There are also many other creative ventures 
which I would like to explore, including producing other bands 
and composing, which I was unable to do while with the Cult." Ian 
Astbury and Billy Duffy say that "will miss Jamie and wish him all 
the best." 

The World Cup soccer championship will have quite an effect on 
live music in Europe this summer. Promoters are pulling out of 
concerts fearing poor attendance at concerts originally scheduled 
to coincide with the games. The Inspirai Carpets have already 
canceled a date in Hamburg, where soccer is likely to garner more 
attention. Another English band, James, have already made 
provisions for their own football viewing. Their "World Cup" tour 
has days off to coincide with games in which England will be 
playing. 

The Rolling Stones have employed a 200-strong security force to 
protect them on their European "Urban Jungle" tour. For a fee of 
over $13 million, the Stones will be protected by highly-trained 
bodyguards and fans can expect to be thoroughly searched at gigs. 

The Rolling Stones have received eight nominations for the 
International Rock Awards to be given out in New York on June 
6 (and broadcast live on ABC-TV). The Stones were nominated 
as artist of the year, media production of the year, album and tour 
categories, and four of the band members have been named in 
individual categories. David Bowie, Melissa Etheridge and Eric 
Clapton are to perform at the awards. Clapton will be given the 
Living Legend Award. Aerosmith, Bonnie Raitt, the Stones, the 
Fine Young Cannibals and the B-52s were nominated in the Artist 
Of The Year category. Alannah Myles, Bad English, Lenny 
Kravitz, Skid Row and the Stone Roses are nominated in the 
Newcomer category. 

Author William Dowlding has researched the process of how the 
Beatles wrote their songs and concluded that John Lennon did 
more than half of the songwriting in his partnership with Paul 
McCartney. In his book, "Beatlesongs," Dowlding found that of all 
the songs credited to Lennon & McCartney, only 17 were the 
result of equal contributions from the two. He says Lennon wrote 
61 of the Lennon-McCartney songs, while McCartney wrote 43 of 
them. In reviewing all of the Beatles songs, Dowlding concludes 

that Lennon was involved in writing 84 of them, McCartney in 73, 
George Harrison in about 22 and Ringo Star in only three. 

Bob Geldof will have a second solo album out in August, and he 
may tour in support of the as-yet untitled LP. His last solo album, 
"Deep In The Heart Of Nowhere," came out five years ago. 

Eddie Money and his wife, Laurie, have a new son. Edward Money 
Jr., weighed 8 pounds, 8 ounces when he was delivered by a 
Caesarean section. 

New Zealand singer Jenny Morris has completed her second 
album, "Shiver." She worked with Andrew Farris of INXS on 
arrangements for the LP. 

3 Mustaphas 3 are touring the U.S. without singer Lavra 
Mustapha. "We are sad to leave the singing lady at home," says 

ijaz Mustapha. "She just had a very pleasant baby named Olivia, 
and touring is exhausting. I'm in favor of working mothers, but we 
cannot take a creche on the road with us." Hijaz says Lavra can't 
be replaced "but the two other boys who sing will do a fine job." 3 
Mustaphas 3 have their latest album, "Heart Of Uncle," out (on 
Rykodisc). 

The Beach Boys will put on a concert for the winning school in a 
contest sponsored by the Chex cereal brand. The "Be True To 
Your School" program is a $1 million giveaway. "We've always 
sung about fun and good times but we also believe that education 
is the key to the future for kids," says Al Jardine of the Beach Boys. 
"We're happy to work with Chex cereals to share that message." 

The Doobie Brothers have begun rehearsals for a new album, the 
follow-up to last year's "Cycles." "I wasn't all that wild about (that 
album)," says vocalist Tom Johnston. "Too much craziness going 
on around it." Rodney Mills will produce the new LP. 

B.B. King will give a concert June 1 to benefit parks in his 
hometown of Indianola, Mississippi. The town recently hosted the 
world premiere of a documentary of King, made for the BBC 
television's "Omnibus" series. 

Tourism officials in Indiana have unveiled a television advertising 
campaign that uses John Cougar Mellencamp's "Small Town." It's 
the first time that Mellencamp has allowed his music to be used 
in a commercial. He donated the song at no charge, but the 
tourism division did agree to contribute $5,000 to Farm Aid. 

Cher, who played the mother of a boy with a deformed face in the 
film "Mask," invited two young children with similar conditions to 
her show in Washington, D.C. The two are patients at the Center 
for Facial Rehabilitation at Fairfax Hospital. During the concert, 
Cher dedicated the song "Heart of Stone" to her 4- and 5-year-old 
guests. 

The University of California has given a $200,000 check to the city 
of Berkeley to help fund construction of a permanent shelter for 
the homeless. The money came from Paul McCartney's two 
concerts at Memorial Stadium. 

You're not supposed to be listening carefully to the words on 
Loop's latest album, "A Gilded Eternity," according to lead singer 
and guitarist Robert. "We look at the voice as a fifth instrument in 
the band, no more or no less important than the guitars, bass and 
drums," Robert says. "There's definite meaning behind the lyrics, 
but we don't want people to listen to the lyrics at the expense of 
the music. For the same reason we don't include a lyric sheet -- it 
strips away the aura from the music. We want our records to be 
like a voyage of discovery." He also says part of the idea is to make 
the band's music worth listening to more than once. "It's like a 
painting, where the more you look at it the more you get out of it. 
We hope that a listener can come back to the album 30 times and 
get something different out of it each time." 

The Chicago City Council has voted to make the Chess Records 
Office and Studio on Chicago's south side an official city 
landmark. Muddy Waters, Bo Diddley and Chuck Berry all 
recorded there, and the Rolling Stones recorded part of their "12 
X 5" album at the Chess studios in 1964. Former Chess musician 
Gerald Sims, who bought the building in 1980, is hoping to raise 
$500,000 to turn the building into a Chicago music museum with 
a working studio. 

Pat DiNizio of the Smithereens has moved to Woodstock, New 
York, though he's keeping an apartment in New York City. "I 
needed to get some distance from the city, and to write the last 
album," he says. "I felt I had taken certain work methods to their 
logical conclusion, like prowling the streets at night until four in 
the morning looking for subject material. This album was written 
pretty much in its entirety just looking out the windows at the 
mountains and the trees, and funnily enough, it's an even more 
aggressive record." 
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The new self-titled album from Social Distortion is the band's first 
for a major label (Epic Records). It also sees singer and lead 
guitarist Mike Ness living for a fifth year without drugs or alcohol. 
"I talk about the changes I've come through, but a lot of the 
characteristics we establish as children stay with us." He says he 
still has the feelings of "fear, anger and alienation" that appeared 
on the band's debut album in 1983. "But the energy I used to put 
into fighting and stealing, now that I'm not caught up in that 
lifestyle anymore, I put it into what it's supposed to be utilized for," 
he says. 

Doro has a new self-titled album coming out in July, produced by 
Gene Simmons and Tommy Thayer (formerly of Black 'N Blue). 
"Unholy Love" will be the first single and video from the LP. 

The Little River Band have just begun their first North American 
tour in nine years, with lead singer Glenn Shorrock back in the 
band. The month-long tour ends in Minneapolis on June 13. 

The Lawhon School in Tupelo, Mississippi, is selling scraps of the 
velveteen stage curtains that hung there when Elvis Presley was a 
student who sang at the weekday devotionals. So far, the school 
has made a $3,000 profit selling 5-inch squares of the curtain at $5 
each. The money has gone towards buying new playground 
equipment and a new sound system for the auditorium. "When the 
old stage curtains were taken down, they were stored away and 
not disposed of, probably because someone had the foresight to 
realize that they might be a novelty," says principal Dale Dobbs. 

Bruce Springsteen has agreed to match the $10,000 raised at a 
benefit concert in Asbury Park, New Jersey, for the non-profit 
Worker Resource Center, which helps unemployed workers and 
their families. Springsteen has been donating funds to the 
organization for the past three years, says group director Stanley 
Fischer. He says Springsteen called him from California to pledge 
to match the money that was raised by the show. 

South African musicians Mahlathini & The Mahotella Queens 
are in the midst of their longest-ever U.S. tour, in support of the 
"Paris-Soweto" album (on PolyGram Records, originally released 
in 1987 on Celluloid). 

Guitarist Stevie Salas says he shouldn't be compared to Jimi 
Hendrix. "If we have anything in common, it is a shared rhythmic 
approach to our particular musical visions," Salas says. "And no, 
we are not a funk band or a dance band. I know funk. I learned it 
from George Clinton and Bootsy, who may well be the funkiest 
men on the planet next to James Brown. We are just a rock & roll 
band." He also says he doesn't think he should be called a "guitar 
hero." "If I'm a guitar hero, it's news to me," he says. "My thing is 
being a really good rhythm player. It wasn't until recently that I 
began to feel I was developing into a good lead player." 

EMI Records is releasing another set of "best of' CDs under the 
"Legendary Masters Series" name, including material from Eddie 
Cochran, Gary Lewis & The Playboys, Shirley & Lee, Bobby Vee 
and Ricky Nelson. 

Guns N' Roses singer Axl Rose has married his longtime girlfriend 
Erin Everly in Las Vegas. The two took a limo from Los Angeles 
to Cupid's Chapel in Las Vegas, and they were married to the 
sounds of Sam Cooke's "Cupid." Rose wrote "Sweet Child O' 
Mine" for Everly. "She was the first person who inspired me to 
write a happy love song," he says. 

Former Clash bass player Paul Simenon is considering suing 
Beats International for sampling the bass line from the Clash's 
"Guns Of Brixton" for their song, "Dub Be Good To Me." Norman 
Cook of the group has admitted that he took the Clash sample, 
but Simenon isn't given songwriting credits. Cook's attorney has 
offered a payment of $5,000, but Simenon is considering asking 
for all of the royalties from the song, which was a number one hit 
in Britain. 

INXS, who set up the Roo Art Records label to help lesser-known 
bands, have now put some money into the Rhinocerous Studios in 
Sydney which has been suffering financial problems. 

The Lime Spiders have finished recording their third album, but 
its release may be delayed as the band seeks a record label. 

Former Rose Tattoo slide player Pete Wells will have a solo album 
out soon, recorded with Lucy De Soto, formerly of a group called 
Heart Attack. Stuart Fraser of Noiseworks also helped to record 
the LP, as did former Angels member Jim Hilbun. 

Singer Zinny San has left Shotgun Messiah because of "musical 
and personal indifferences." 

Ian Gillan will have a solo album, "Naked Thunder," out in July. 
His backing band on the LP includes guitarist Steve Morris, bass 
player Chris Glenn, keyboardist Tommy Eyre, rhythm guitarist 

Mick O'Donoghue and drummer Ted McKenna. He's just begun 
a world tour with a dozen concerts in the Soviet Union. 

The Pretenders' new "Packed" album includes a cover of Jimi 
Hendrix's "May This Be Love" and a song written by Chrissie 
Hynde and guitarist Johnny Marr called "When Will I See You." 

The Harvest label, early home to Pink Floyd, Electric Light 
Orchestra and Deep Purple, is being reactivated by EMI 
Electrola. The announcement was made in Holland, where the 
label also said it has signed Leo Sayer worldwide. 

Dave Mustaine and Dave Ellefson of Megadeth have sued their 
record companies, claiming that they haven't accounted properly 
for royalties and merchandising. The complaint filed in U.S. 
District Court in Los Angeles asks for an accounting of the 
monies. It also asks that ownership of songs be transferred back 
to the band members. 

Concrete Blonde have a new album, "Bloodletting," just out. It 
features Peter Buck of R.E.M. on guitar and mandolin on the song 
"Darkening Of The Light." 

Karl Wallinger says he's lifted some guitar riffs and vocal lines 
from classics like the Rolling Stones' "Sympathy For The Devil" 
and the Marvelettes' "Please Mr. Postman" for the new World 
Party album, "Goodbye Jumbo." "I like taking things out of pop 
culture and funnelling them back in another way," he says. "The 
dance artists sample sounds directly from the old records. I just 
borrow them and turn them around for my own purpose. I find 
that's more fun than sampling a sound directly by punching a 
button." 

Former Journey and Santana member Greg Rolie has been 
shopping an eight-song demo tape, recorded with keyboardsman 
Bob Marlette, who worked on Rolie's last solo album, "Gringo," 
and guitarist Tim Pierce. 

The Stone Roses were caught up in a shooting incident in their 
hometown of Manchester, England, recently. The shooting 
occurred at the International Club, where the band were 
attending a performance by a local reggae group. Fearing for their 
lives, the band members took cover under tables. Manchester 
police later said the shots were fired in connection with a robbery 
at the club. 

British rock stars made $130 million in concert tours of the U.S. 
last year. The biggest earners were the Rolling Stones, who made 
$70 million. The reformed Who earned $35 million, while Del 
Leppard had the best-selling British LP in the U.S. charts, selling 
over 9 million copies of "Hysteria." 

Boston band Dumptruck have won a lawsuit against its former 
label, Big Time Records. The band was declared free of any 
contractual obligations and was awarded the rights to all of its 
recordings, masters and songs. A hearing will be scheduled to 
determine if any damages are to be awarded to the group. "It's a 
big relief, now that it's finally over," says Seth Tiven of the band. 

Dallas Taylor, former drummer for Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, 
has undergone liver transplant surgery at Cedars Sinai Medical 
Center in Los Angeles. Taylor had been diagnosed in November 
as having liver failure, because of his years of alcohol and drug 
abuse in the early 1980s. Taylor joined CSNY for one song during 
a benefit concert in Santa Monica, California, recently, which 
raised money for his medical costs. 

The two members of They Might Be Giants have learned the risks 
of using tapes to back them up. "Obviously, we lose the musical 
rapport that you can only get with a band, but we can also create 
sounds and effects with machines that would otherwise be beyond 
our reach," says John Linnell. "One time we were doing a show in 
the East Village (of Manhattan) when one of the reels fell off the 
tape machine and began rolling through the audience, unspooling 
as it went along. Another time we were doing a show in 
Manhattan, only the tape for the second half of the show was in 
Brooklyn. We ended up using tapes with all sorts of odds and ends 
on them, and calling out to the sound man to find out what was 
next." The band continues to maintain its 24-hour dial-a-song 
telephone line (718-387-6962), but they say their landlady is 
getting tired of changing the tapes while they are on the road. John 
Flansburgh says the line gets a couple of hundred calls a day. 

Paul McCartney apparently is enjoying his world tour so much 
that he plans another one as soon as possible, with dates in Russia, 
Australia and the Far East in about 18 months. 

Depeche Mode's scheduled show in Toronto next month sold out 
in just 75 minutes. 

Paula Abdul is working on songs with the Family Stand with an 
eye to begin recording a new LP next month. 
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Friends of John McCarthy, a British hostage being held in Beirut, 
have asked songwriters to come up with a "freedom song" that 
could be released to aid those being held in Lebanon. If an 
appropriate song is found, proceeds from the record should go to 
charity. The Songwriter's Showcase in London is heading up the 
effort. 

The Rolling Stones got a credit in a scientific journal recently. In 
a paper entitled "Fluorescence yield near edge spectroscopy of a 
pi-bonded CO on Fe(100)," which appeared in the journal Surface 
Science, researcher DJ. Dwyer of the University of Maine offers 
the comment, "We would like to thank the Rolling Stones for 
supplying the soundtrack to the experiment." One observer 
suggested that some heavy metal would have been more 
appropriate for the study of the absorption of carbon monoxide 
by iron. 

Brian Eno will be performing a set of "Rainforest Sounds" at the 
Barbican Centre in London in June. 

Sinead O'Connor, De La Soul, the Cure, Aswad, Happy Mondays 
and Julian Cope have been confirmed for this year's Glastonbury 
Festival of Performing Arts to be held in Great Britain June 22-
24. 

The FBI have seized over 76,000 pirate CDs, including 
compilations of music from Bob Dylan, Jimi Hendrix and Paul 
McCartney. It's believed that the CDs were destined for Japan. 

The dates of the 13th annual Reggae Sunsplash Festival have been 
moved from the end of the summer to July 16-21 at the Bob Marley 
Cultural and Entertainment Center in Montego Bay. Bunny 
Wailer, Third World, Shinehead, Sly & Robbie, Dennis Brown, 
Burning Spear, Freddie McGregor, Shelly Thunder, Aswad and 
Maxi Priest are among those confirmed to appear. The date was 
changed to coincide with the end of North American tours by a 
number of the musicians who will be appearing. 

Prince won't be able to stay in the honeymoon suite of a hotel in 
the Hague, the Netherlands, when launches his European tour in 
Rotterdam on June 2. A court ruled in favor of an engaged couple 
who had already booked the Imperial Suite and roof terrace at the 
Hotel des Indes. The hotel had tried to encourage the couple to 
use another bridal suite, so that Prince could have the top floor of 
the hotel. But the Dutch couple stood fast, and the hotel faces a 
$12,500 fine if it doesn't comply with the court order allowing them 
to stay in the room that Prince was seeking.

UK MUSIC NEWS  
Controversy and concert cancellations have surrounded the 
British tour of GWAR, an American Shock-rock group. The 
band's stage act apparently contains images of torture, castration 
and decapitation. But local councils here have been sending 
angry letters to venues and so far three shows have been 
unceremoniously cancelled. Local councils claim that GWAR 
break British laws of obscenity and bestiality. The three concerts 
canceled were in London, Manchester in north-west England and 
Bournmouth on England's south coast. The band were observed 
on the early dates of their tour by members of town councils and 
police officials, who called for their tour to be banned. Band 
leader Oderus Urungus responded: "They are just afraid of losing 
their licenses. They seem to be conveniently forgetting that we've 
already played shows here without any problems from the 
authorities." One concert in Bridlington, passed without incident. 

According to 'The New Musical Express', 'Red Hot And Blue', 
an AIDS benefit project involving Sinead O'Connor, Annie 
Lennox, Deborah Harry, Iggy Pop, The Neville Brothers, U2 and 
David Byrne - is experiencing financial difficulty. The executive 
producer of the project, Malcolm Gerrie (whose previous credits 
include the legendary 80s rock TV show 'The Tube') admits that 
they are having difficulty finding sponsors "because of the stigma 
which is attached to AIDS". The project, announced last month 
in a flourish of publicity, involves the artists performing covers of 
Cole Porter songs, to be made into an album and a 90 minute TV 
show, with the help of celebrated film makers KerekJarman ('The 
Last Of England'), VVim Wenders ('Wings OF Desire", 'Paris 
Texas') and others. But according to the NME, 'Red 

Hot and Blue' have contacted over 50 companies (many of them 
active sponsors of AIDS related benefits in the past) but none 
seems to want to be involved. Says producer Leigh Blake: "They 
normally say things like, oh, that's not our prime focus charity-wise 
this year. We've even been turned down by a condom company 
because they say it's not an appropriate project for them. I really 
do feel it's outrageous. We don't want to come across as 
screaming banshees - we're actually really balanced people. But 
someone should have the balls to support us." Meanwhile, 
recording is progressing well in a London studio, where Chrysalis 
Records have fronted the costs. Annie Lennox has completed her 

contributions, while Sinead O'Connor is in the process of 
recording hers as you read this. 

Festival time is nearly here in Britain. George Michael is joining 
Tears For Fears, Paul McCartney, Phil Collins, Elton John, 
among others for The Knebworth Park Concert, June 30th. The 
show, connected to the Nordoff Robbins Therapy charity, will be 
televised and broadcast to 65 countries. As usual, the most 
fascinating event will be the Glastonbury Peace Festival, in 
south-west England. Celebrating their 20th anniversary, the 
festival, sponsored by the Campaign For Nuclear Disarmament 
features 12 stages and over 1000 acts in the fields of music, comedy 
and speakers. The main stage will feature Ry Cooder & David 
Lindley, The Cure, Ladysmith, Black Mambazo, Happy 
Mondays, Sinead O'Connor, Deacon Blue, De La Soul, Flaco 
Jiminez, the Neville Brothers, Adamski, Aswad, The Blue 
Aeroplanes, Gary Clail, Julian Cope, del Amitri, Green On Red, 
James, Jesus Jones, Mano Negra, The Pale Saints and Archaos 
& Chihuahuas. Over 250 shows take place at the theater and 
circus, which features drama, mime and dance, cabaret and circus 
acts. There's also a world music stage, acoustics stage and lots 
more. Held on June 22-23-24, tickets for the full three days run 
at around $60. Finally, The Pixies, The Cramps, Faith No More, 
The Fall and Living Colour are some of the acts performing at 
this year's Reading Festival about 30 miles west of London, 
August 24-25-26. Other acts include The Inspirai Carpets, Nick 
Cave & The Bad Seeds, Dinosaur Jnr. Mudhoney, Mega City 
Four, The Wedding Present, The Buzzcocks, Billy Bragg, The 
Young Gods, The Chills, Pere Ubu, Psychic TV, Jesus Jones, 
Tackhead, Loop and Thee Hypnotics. 

The Mission are still looking for a guitarist to replace Simon 
I linkler, who left the band dramatically during their North 
American tour in Montreal and has not contacted the band since. 
The group have published an address in this week's 'Melody 
Maker' (May 26th issue) asking for candidates to send demo tapes 
and a photograph. Guitarist Wolfie, from band Red Lorry Yellow 
Lorry filled in for the rest of the North American dates, but he 
was originally recruited as a second guitarist to free Wayne Hussey 
for vocal duties. Hussey hopes to recruit the new guitarist by the 
time the band start the European leg of their world tour, which 
begins in Paris June 6th. Meanwhile, the group have apparently 
been having fun playing tricks on their American audience - 
especially their roadie Jez Webb dressing up as The Cure's Robert 
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Smith and coming on as a "special guest" to perform 'In Between 
Days'! The Wonderstuff had to pull out of the fmal U.S. dates as 
support act, because lead singer Miles went down with a sore 
throat. But it is thought he will be well enough for the 
Wonderstuff to rejoin The Mission for the rest of their world tour. 

Morrissey has released a video selling in retail stores in the UK. 
'Huylmerist' features remixed and re-edited versions of seven 
promo videos, plus songs and footage from his live concert in 
Wolverhampton, England in December 1988. The promotional 
videos include: 'Suedehead', 'Everyday Is Like Sunday', 
'International Playboys', while the live songs include 'Sister I'm A 
Poet' and 'Ouija Board Ouija Board'. 

London's most popular medium sized venue, The Town & 
Country Club has been saved from closure. A few months ago, 
the local council intervened when developers planned to demolish 
the site. Since then the club management have been in negotiation 
with the planners and can now say that the club will "be around 
for many years to come." In the past the T&C has been the 
launching pad for Big Audio Dynamite, That Petrol Emotion and 
many others. Meanwhile in Manchester in north-west England, 
The Hacienda, owned by Factory Records supremo Tony Wilson, 
faces a court battle to save their license after police allegation 
about drugs on the premises. Currently the club is the focal point 
for the new Manchester sounds of The Stone Roses, Happy 
Mondays and The Inspirai Carpets - while in the past New Order, 
The Fall and other Manchester acts have built up their local 
followings from there. 

Aztec Camera release a new album for WEA, 'Stray'. One song 
features guest vocals from B.A.D.'s Mick Jones. Said to be 
inspired by Jones' recent close call with death after a serious 
illness, the song is called 'Good Morning Britain'. 

Cabaret Voltaire release a new album, 'Groovy Laidback And 
Nasty', for Parlophone Records (an off-shoot of EMI) May 29th. 
The album was written by the band and produced by The Fon 
Force apart from three tracks with Marshall Jefferson. The band 
plan a low-key tour of the UK. 

Following New Order's 'World In Motion' as the official England 
team record for the World Cup (see last week's 'Hard Report') 
and Pop Will Eat Itselrs unofficial release 'Cicciolina', not to 
mention Fish and others getting involved in the record for the 
Scottish team - The Pogues and The Dubliners have teamed up to 
record a tribute to the Irish Republic's soccer team. It's called 
'Jack's Heroes' and is released by WEA. The two bands last 
worked together on 'The Irish Rover', an Irish number one and a 
top ten hit in the U.K. in March 1987. The Jack in 'Jack's Heroes' 
refers to team manager Jackie Charlton, but The Pogues quickly 
point out that the record is as much a tribute to the players and 
their fans. Meanwhile The Pogues, fresh from their sell-out tours 
of Australia, New Zealand and Japan are currently rehearsing 
new material in a London studio. A new album is expected in the 
fall. 

Propaganda, who recently had a British hit with 'Heaven Give Me 
Words' are ready to release a new album next week. It's called 
'1234' and was produced by Ian Stanley, Chris Hughes, and Ross 
Cullum. The new Propaganda line-up is Betsi Miller, Michael 
Mertens, Derek Forbes and Brian McGee. They bear almost no 
resemblance to the classic Propaganda line-up of the late eighties 
led by West Germany's Claudia Bruken. 

The Pretenders this week release their new album 'Packed'. 
Although it seems we've had a zillion Pretenders albums over the 
years, in fact, 'Packed' is only the fifth album from the band in over 
a decade! The album contains 11 new Pretenders tracks, all 
written by Chrissie Hynde, except 'May This Be Love', originally 
recorded in 1967 by Jimi Hendrix and 'When Will I See You', 
co-written with Johnny Marr - who used to be a Pretender for a 
brief period, but is most famous as a member of The Smiths and 
now with The The. These days The Pretenders seems to have 
become whatever musicians seem to be working with Chrissie 
Hynde at any given time. After their debut in 1980, 'The 
Pretenders' followed by the originally named 'Pretenders II', 
James Honeyman Scott and Pete Farndon both died - in quick 
succession from drug overdoses. The second line-up featured 
Robbie McIntosh on guitar and bassist Malcom Foster. Later the 
original drummer Martin Chambers was replaced by Blair 
Cunningham. The line-up on 'Packed' includes Billy Bremner 
(Rockpile), Dominic Miller, both on guitars, Cunningham on 
drums and John Mackenzie on bass. The album was produced by 
Mitchell Froom (Elvis Costello, Los Lobos). Hynde has done 
very few interviews to promote the new record. But she told 
'Syndication International's Stuart Cope: "The industry has 
gotten so big and there are so many demands on you to market 

your goods. It's not enough any more to record 12 songs. You're 
supposed to have 8 extra songs for extended formats. It's 
marketing, marketing, marketing...and that gets very tedious. It's 
not of any interest to me. I'm afraid I just can't play the game any 
more...The last tour kinda burnt me out to be honest. By the time 
I got back, I weighed seven and a half stone, which made it all too 
much." These days, Hynde is much more interested in working 
with an environmental group called ARK, who among other 
things, put out their own, popular, environmentally friendly 
products like washing up liquid and washing powder. Asked 
about how she perceives her nationality these days as an American 
exile in England, she says: "Well, I've lived in London for about 
18 years and yet I'm American. I don't have an English accent, 
even though I've lived here all my adult life...America's a lot 
different now than it was in the fifties and sixties, so when I go back 
there I'm like a visitor. America stopped for me in 1973." Despite 
her reluctance tot talk about the new album (she's even rumored 
to have dismissed it as just a contractual obligation) many fans and 
critics are viewing it as the most potent since that thrilling debut 
in 1980. Funny what you can do when you're not consciously 
trying, eh? 

An album of new Julian Cope material has appeared in British 
record stores, but apparently without Cope's knowledge or 
consent. The album, called 'Droolian' is released on Zippo 
Records, but Zippo manager Pete Flannagan says that Cope is 
definitely aware of the record. He says that the album was 
conceived as fund-raiser for former 13th Floor Elevators leader 
Roky Erickson, who is in jail in Austin, Texas. It's thought that 
Cope is aware of the album, but is concerned because it has been 
released far too early. 

Although little has been heard from Level 42 recently, the 
keyboard player and songwriting partner in the band, Mike 
Lindup, is releasing solo material, as Mark King did a few years 
ago. A new nine song album by Lindup, is called 'Changes', which 
one critic called this week: "...a much more sensitive collection 
than recent Level 42 offerings, reflecting his multi-instrumental 
background and more jazzier roots." Meanwhile, Mark King is 
planning to open his own nightclub in the English Channel island, 
the Isle Of Wight, where he lives. Level 42 have also announced 
several dates for December here, at London's Hammersmith 
Odeon, so the band are still very much together. 

Reports that Bananarama and Kylie Minogue are about to leave 
pop producers Stock Aitken & Waterman have been denied. A 
spokesman for Minogue said she had mentioned an ambition to 
write and record her own material (both duties currently 
performed by SAW) but that "the press neglected to mention that 
she'd be foolish to break up a winning combination". Bananarama 
are currently working on a new album with a variety of producers 
including SAW. A spokesman for the band said: "They're 
working with several people for a variety of reasons, one being that 
Stock, Aitken & Waterman are so busy at the moment." 
Meanwhile, the producers have just enjoyed their 100th hit in 
Britain and have moved on to 101, 'Better The Devil You Know' 
by Kylie Minogue, which currently stands at number 2 in the 
British charts. Hated or loved, SAW have churned but hit after 
hit claiming that records should be no more than a good pop song. 
Taking total control of their stable of artists, from the writing to 
production, it has sometimes been genuinely difficult to tell apart 
hits by Kylie or Sinnita. They have now sold over 10 million 
singles, with 36 of their hits being certified silver in the UK (over 
200,000 sales). They've enjoyed 53 top ten hits, including 13 
number ones shared between 10 acts. But in an interview with this 
week's 'Record Mirror', Pete Waterman admitted that things have 
not always gone smoothly with either Minogue or Bananarama. 
Of Minogue he says: "She has always been in control of her own 
career. She'll move on. I think she wants to do more movies. 
Where that leaves us I don't know." Kylie Minogue is undoubtedly 
their most successful act, enjoying 10 hits, although she has not 
always managed to cross into an international market (her native 
Australia seems slightly embarrassed by her in a country grooving 
to Midnight Oil and INXS). But the svengalis of pop already have 
their eyes on other artists young and old. Waterman says he'd like 
to work with Johnny Mathis! "He's my favorite singer ever, and 
there's no reason why he couldn't sell a million albums given the 
right material. I think we can supply it." 

Angie Bowie, former wife of David, is rumored to be suing the Thin 
White Duke for around $8m. She claims money owed to her from 
the time she was David's manager and her lawyers are expected 
to present a case before the courts later this month. Angie was 
sworn to secrecy about her personal life with David Bowie by a 
court ruling after their divorce in 1980, but the agreement has now 
lapsed and she is allegedly planning to write a book. A spokesman 
for Bowie had no comment to make.

Rough Trade currently has Scrawl, Band 
of HolyJoy, Two Nice Girls & The Clean compact discs 
as well as a Mazzy Starr 12" from the forthcoming LP, 
sitting somewhere in your office. In your possession in 
another week will be Victoria Williams and The 
Breeders. I seem to be getting too many commercial 
radio music directors saying that "I haven't listened to 
them yet." This is getting said to me 5 or 6 weeks after 
the record's been out. This is getting said to me follow-
ing the week the record has been #1 most added, etc... 
What is the big difference, musically, between great 
indic or import records and major label records? 
Music is the name of the game, not who has more 
advertising dollars, not who's taking who out to dinner, 
and not priorities.

I'm not 
writing this to tell you how to do your job, nor am I 
looking for sympathy. There is no sympathy needed. 
Can't we all just make this whole damn thing fun & 
enjoyable again, not only for us behind the scenes, but 
for the listeners out there. Don't underestimate them. 
Comments from radio stations & record companies are 
urged, negative or positive. Thanks for reading. Be-
sides checking out our records, could you also please 
try "Mother Universe" by The Soup Dragons, Helen 
Keller Plaid, Afghan Whigs, Inspirai Carpets, Riot 
Squad (how come indic reggae records are ignored?), 
The Hummingbirds, Mega City Four, The Pooh-
Sticks, The Embarrassment, Anne Be Davis, Wild

The goal of a record company is to release artists that 
when given airplay sound good on the air, research well 
for the station, make the phones ring, and ultimately 
sell over the counter. Beau Nasty is such an artist. We 
released the track "Paradise In The Sand", and to be 
honest, little happened. Then OK-95 in Tri-Cities 
Washington started playing it. Within 3 days, it was 
the number one most requested song and stayed that 
way for 10 weeks. Over the course of that 10 weeks, we 
sold 7,000 pieces in the area. The band went in for a 
show and sold out 2,000 seats in just 2 days. It was so 
crazy that local police had to shut down the show early. 
Soon after John Edwards put the song on 1CBER in Salt 
Lake, the same thing happen to the phones and they 
put the song into heavy. Research showed little burn 
and that the demos on this record were solid across the 
board. Sales soon followed at Western Merchandise 
they had to reallocate to all their locations within a 
week. WAAF in Worcester began to play "Paradise In 
The Sand" with the same results requests and sales 
almost immediately. As you see sometimes we pass too 
soon. Do yourself and your audience a favor, pull this 
record back out and give it another listen. If this record 
can work in three markets that are so different, it can 
work for you. Since you did, thanks for reading.
