Mr. Miller is once again behind the
board on "Damaged", and even remixed the album track to pres-
ent it in the best possible light. Remember how hesitant you were
last time, so don’t make that same mistake.

Like many of us, (your
humble narrator included), KZAP was a stop along the way find out for Cynde and, as yon will read, lter reco oms and |
observations are of the octane variety.) :

- I was working at KSJO in 68 with my old man, Bill (Slater), when we heard about a newprbg;essive radio station starting up in
Sacramento. We did a little PSA message and salute to the staff on the air, wishing them the best of luck in their new endeavor,
With the Sacto region goi'u_% on the air, it meant that the entire San Ioa%llm, Santa Clara, San Francisco (including South Bag)
county communities had a place to hear good, clear cx?ression, that was known as the FM Underground Radio Movement. The

- Mighty KSAN was already a legend in the city, and KSJO’s embryonic forces were starting to take shape. The addition of KZAP
created a triangle of altcrnative sounds and new choices from the tiéht-listed Top 40’s with their "boss {‘(J)Ck" ,h_Kpc approach for

| the huge cume within the three stations listening boundaries. Bill Graham was opening the Fillmore West, the Beatles White

- Album was coming out, Floyd & Zeppelin were running rampant in power rotations, and we, in our underground "hipness”, were
creating musical "collages” that we thought really meant something, messing with the turned-on and tuned-in listener’s head.

Fast forward to the year 1975, when I make a carcer decision to return to commercial radio after years of growing vegetables,
Ih(%jgg out at the food co-ops with the other Deadhead freaks, and hiking around in the forests of Southern Oregon. 1 land at

[ , as a traffic manager, and then settled in for my first real job of importance, as the Music Director. KZAP was pretty well

- ¢stablished by then, andg was considered among those in the know to be the place to be, period. Every record rep ended their
rounds at the old studios on 9th and J street (just a stone’s throw from the state capitol), and cven our competitors would come
over and hang out down in the management sanctioned "second floor” rec room, where the brewskies would come out, the songs
were played, and ping pong tournaments were the standard fare.

KZAP wasn’t just a radio station, you see, it was our life. We spent 18, 20 hours a day there, worikiﬂ%lahd playing, discus‘sin? the
future of the world and how radio might continue to be a factor in the Yate *70s and early ’80s. I was like a spongg, learning from
everyone around me, taking it all in. KZAP taught me to represent myself and the statiot to the record and trade industry,
breaking records with courage and conviction, and giving quotes to a guy named Hard from Jerscy who could type my wor
faster than I could think them up. I got over my incredible shyness, angu went on the air there (boy, did I suck!). 1learned how
important it was for a station to really S'up&o_rt their community. And for its time, being a part of the community was key to the
early success of KZAP. From picnics for the Humane Socicty, to kite flies in the gark, to protesting the damming u&) of the last -
whifewater river in California, to releasing 4,000 balloons from Rancho Seco (the nuclear power plant just outside the city),
thereby proving that the fallout would head right back into town, this was a station that reapcd every possible award and honor
that a community could bestow upon it, including a key to the city. 1 got fired for the first time in my carcer while at KZAP. This
bastard of a GM had just taken over after an ownership change, ang never bothered to think that most of us were ready for the
rumored tight playlist and consultant-oricnted attitude that was about to come into fruition for KZAP’s next era of life. "Cynde,

I know that you are fccl,int% bad now, but some d(aiyyou'ﬂ thank me for this," he told me. (He had also nc%ected. to tell the new
PD who was in the room that they no longer needed a music department, since the station was dropping %0% of its titles.) Asit
turns out, I do have to thank this GM because he taught me to get strong and be a survivor. By his insensitivity to me and others
that came after me, I Jearned to recognize the face of the corporate structure, and to learn to work with it, especially now, as 'm
negotiating deals for air talent.

Times very often demand change, and T am not all that opposed to them, the truth be known. KZAP lasted nearly 25 years,
sur_w_vinf %o'od and bad daﬁi.n ¢ big insurance company who own somc radio stations camc to a business conclusion that this
facility had outlived its uselulness, Will they cuthanize the Cheshire Cat (KZAP’s long time mascot), or will they Xut a lasso and
chaps on him? Who knows? At least Sacramento is not without some good radio for their target community, and I hear there’s
an okay Classic hit station there now, too. The purpose of writing down these words is not meant as an epitaph or to mourn and
oldfriend’s passing. [ have never believed that great stations die anyway, they just shoot out those sound waves into space forever...
ang the heart and individual strengths of each person that spent some time there carries over into their next experiences, and on
ang on.

This is about as
smart as planning a KKK rally in Camden.

So, here you are big shot morning guy, gal, zookeeper and
now most of the news starts to revolve around politics, but
you don’t understand it. You don’t know the bigger picture
and instead of being honest* with your listeners you start to
yackity, yackity, yack just like you were a political
correspondent for CNN.

Also, you start to take sides in an emotional* issue that if not
handled properly could blow up in your face by alienating the
people who don’t agree with your snide* remarks. So, how
does one get around this. Follow these instructions and you’ll
have a better approach to the topic.

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THE SQUEEZE IS ON
DAVE BREWER TALKS TOUGH

The PMG Convention has become one of the must attend events of the coast to coast calendar; and with

good reason. When it comes to drawing power and heavy name recall, this is the one convention that
demands attention, year in and year out. ‘And this week’s cover boy, Dave Brewer, has become one of
their ‘premiere' playe'rs when it ‘concerns“fbi'mat' positioning'and the stl*ate'gic"study of market to mark'et

posntnomng pomts of interest that we’re certain wlll hght a fire under’ your néext water cooler co_nfab.

Are you feeling a little crazed, getting ready
forthe convention, or does it feel like all the
work is pretty much done, and now it’s a
matter of just getting over the top?

Dave: It's funny, for me, last week was
much worse. I was putting everything, all
of my panels together, so on and so forth.
I’'mready to go now. I’'ve got my game face
on, I'm gonna put my helmet on... I'm
ready to play. Now, lets kick that ball and
go.

Just so long as you’re not from Buffalo, it
will be okay.

Dave: That’s got to be bad. And the
people who have to live with that loss up in
Buffalo... what could be tougher?

Give me some kind of an overview, if you
will, as to how PMG sees AOR right now,
and what are the main challenges to what
we’re trying to do with the format this year?

to the Classic Rock all the time? That’s
really what mainstream radio is going
through right now.

Do you see what recently happened at
KZAP in Sacramento as bemg a pnme ex-
ample of a station paying that price for
guessing wrong?

Dave: A perfect example. We worked
with KZAP for about five of the last seven
or eight years, so we are familiar with that
situation. They were a traditional, Album
Rock radio station, several years ago chal-
lenged by a very good-sounding hard rock
station, 93-Rock, on the low end. And just
recently -- a year, year and a half ago -- the
Eagle came on, a Classic Rock station.
They do it well. They’ve got the formula
down. And KZAP was caught right in the
middle. It didn’t have so much to do with
KZAP sounding like a bad radio station,
as it had to do with the fact that nobody

Dave: We really think in 1992, that
mainstream AOR is really not in very good
shape. And let me point out that that
statement is only appropriate for competi-
tive situations of three or more AOR’s in
a market. Mainstream Album Radio is
still a very good format, and it’s very suc-
cessful, ratings and revenue wise, if you’re
in a one or two station-AOR market.
WIOT/Toledo, for instance, they're #1
12+ and everything else, and they are very
much a mainstream AOR. But most of the
mainstream AOR’s in the *90s that are
caught in three and four AOR markets,
are faced with some very difficult challen-
ges in the next couple of years. It’s going
to be very difficult for them to win against
Classic Rock on one side, hard rocking
AOR onthe other side, perhaps Rock A/C
coming into the market, or even an Alter-
native rock station. The mainstream sta-
tion that plays, traditionally, a little of this
and a little of that, really is becoming no
one’s favorite radio station. Everybody
kind of likes it, but it’s really not a favorite
radio station for them anymore. If you
want to hear Classic Rock, why listen to
the mainstream station for a couple of
records that aren’t Classic Rock to get to
a Classic Rock song? Why not just listen
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really wanted to buy the product; the best
of the old, the best of the new, if you will.
There was really not alot of interest in that
particular market for that sort of product
anymore. The station sounded pretty
good. Particularly when Chris Miller
came in there, the station sounded damn
good. But why listen to it? Why not listen
to all hard rock on 93? Why not listen to
all classic rock on Eagle? You don’t really
need KZAP for a little of this and a little
of that. And it’s a prime example of how a
station can be squeezed out of the format.
We see it in other markets, too, across the
country, where this battle is really getting
complex.

There’s a couple of questions that leads me
to: No. 1) If we’re making these decisions --

we" being the listening public -- we’re
making them based upon the purity of our
musical tastes. What does this say about the
value of personalities in the mix -- because
at KZAP, you had a staff that had been there
for many years -- and especially, what’s the
real value of a moming show under these
conditions?

Dave: I think it’s still important, Jim, I
really do. 1It's critically important. But
we've got to remember that 85% of the
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reason, or more, that people listen to a
contemporary radio station is music. And
unless you have an outstanding show, a
very compelling morning show, that can
bring outside, fringe cume to the format,
they’re not really going to listen for that
reason alone. Take Bob Keller, an out-
standing AOR jock at KZAP -- 'm sure
Bobis a very popular jock, but I don’t think
a lot of people really cared at the end if it
was him on the air or not.

Ifyou’re talking about the audience making
their decisions based upon musical purity,
what we're really getting to here is still a kind
of aggressive niche programming. Is that
really concurrent with mass appeal success?
Or are we looking at every market, sooner or
later, becoming San Francisco, where the
variables between stations and the ratings
game is becoming less and less overt?

Dave: Yes, I think we are. We're looking
at niche radio. This could change,
depending on the economic health of
radio stations in these cluttered markets in
the next few years. In other words, if three
of the four AOR stations go out of busi-
ness, or lose money and change formats in
the next three or four years -- and this is
entirely possible -- mainstream AOR will
be very healthy again. It will come back
with a vengeance, as will mainstream CHR
and all the mainstream formats. If that
doesn’t happen though, if we continue to
have two, three, four, five of everything,
then we're talking about niche program-
ming and the mainstream formats having
adifficult time. You’ve got to understand,
if you do a research project in any market
for any kind of format, and it comes back
that listeners want a little of this and a little
of that. They always say that they’d like a
little variety and a little old and a little new
on their favorite radio stations. But what -
is really missed with that is the fact that
listeners can get that on the different sta-
tions in their life. They don’t necessarily
need to get that on one radio station. They
have a rock station. They have a Wave
station when they want to relax. They have
a soft station when they want to hear Adult
Contemporary music. That’s the way
people really use radio.

They'’ve got six or eight buttons, and they like
to use them.

Dave: You bet. It’s a nervous habit, isn’t
it?
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We know that the squeeze right now, tends
to be between a crunch attack at the lower
end, and a Classic Rock attack at the other
end. What about the value of Alternative
Rock in this mix?

Dave: We think it’s coming. We think itis
the biggest underground music movement
since the late *60s, when album radio first
came of age in America. We think it’s
really coming. We don’t think it’s a fad
that's going to go away in five minutes.
There are too many albums and CDs pur-
chased of the alternative and modern rock
variety. There are too many concerts that
sell out, while the established artists like
Tom Petty had difficulty selling out. The
phone requests for these artists are enor-
mous. There’s too much happening.
There are too many indicators, too many
signals telling us that this music is extreme-
ly popular, particularly to young adults.
And that’s where the new music future lies.
We see CHR variations of this in the next
year. We see album variations of this in
the next year. And we think this format
and this music will be very popular, not just
in Los Angeles and in cities of a Top Ten
nature, but we're thinking of middle
America. Nirvana tests well everywhere,
every market, and it’s going to work in
every market that plays it.

So, one of the things that’s most important
to mainstream rock stations threatened by
so many different approaches is that the
mainstream station be decisive, that it know
where it wants to go, and that it make a
decision quickly before the damage is done.
Do you find there to be a certain hesitancy
on the part of some of these mainstream
stations to make that happen? Are they, in
fact, their own worst enemy in that regard?

Dave: I would say yes. That’s a great way
to phrase it. I think it’s overconfidence, in
alot of ways. It’s reliance on our heritage,
as if people really give you a lot of points
for being there a long time. I really don’t
think they do. I don’t think people really
care that much. Maybe it’s a very minor
part of a person’s decision to choose a
radio station. But there’s probably a little
over confidence, not from everyone, but
from many broadcasters in that regard.
Plus, that’s our competitive nature, ‘We'll
kick their ass. Get out of the way. We're
in town.” That’s just the competitive na-
ture of the radio beast. So, we’re really our
own worst enemy to be this way. We've
always told our clients, ‘Don’t underes-
timate any competitor, nor should you un-
derestimate their ability to improve as fast
as you do. If you become a better radio
station, so will they.’

I always like to operate on the theme that
everybody is at least as smart as I am. That
makes everybody pretty stupid, but at least I
know I’'m in the same game. Consultancies
must be going through some pretty hefty
changes, as well. How different is the nature
of consulting broadcast in the ’90s, than it
was in the '80s, or its infancy in the '70s?

Dave: There’s a lot of differences now.
Everyone has pretty much figured out the
formula, and most of us do it well. We
have a very good, strong, contemporary
music formula for our formats, and we’re
proud of it. But the bottom line is, the guy
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across the street has a good formula, too.
So, it’s two guys playing ‘More Than a
Feeling’ every 36 hours -- he may playit 42,
and we may play it 28. That’s what it comes
down to musically. Consulting has be-
come much more involved in terms of
positioning the radio stations, also market-
ing, and the complexities of where your
station is positioned within the market.
We can program a radio station very well,
very quickly. It’s cake. It’s pretty easy to
do. But to get the right position in a
market is extremely complex and can take
time. It also involves a tremendous
amount of lateral thinking and looking at
every possible scenario, ‘If we do this, what
will happen to that?” And there’s a lot of
thought processes going on when it comes
to marketing and positioning. That’s the
tough part. And that’s really what we do
more of now than we ever have in the past.

What else can we expect from the conven-
tion this year?

you're down periods will always be long
term. And I think we’re seeing that in
radio right now. I don’t have the answer
to cure it because we’re so damn competi-
tive, all of us, that we constantly want to
win the next Arbitrend so badly, and we’ll
do anything, including perhaps mortgage
the future to win the next three or four
months. It’s sad, but I believe, true.

What about programming talent? You're
placing PDs all the time, how do you rate
the current crop of programming pros?

Dave: I don’t see a talent crisis from the
programming side of the hall. Perhaps
some of the programmers around got a
little research-intensive, a little too much
into looking at the preprogramming of
their music. But I see some really smart,
talented people out there. Stations that
fire Program Directors and don’t replace
them, such as WAZU in Dayton did
recently, I don’t think those stations are
going to win. I think they’re going to lose.

.We can prbgram a radio station very well, very quickly. It’s
cake. It’s pretty easy to do. But to get the right pesition in a
market is extremely complex and can take time.

Dave: We will be covering some styles of
marketing that we think will be important
in the next couple of years -- anti-hype
marketing, unconventional tactics for
radio stations, that we believe will begin to
use them more and more in the next couple
of years. We will need to use that if only
to break through the clutter of marketing
slogans and lines that people see all the
time. And that will probably be one of the
highlights of the convention this year.
We're going to be talking a lot about stay-
ing creative. Some people have wondered
if it’s going to be a doom and gloom kind
of thing. I certainly hope not. Butlet’s not
sugarcoat things either. It’s tough out
there, and we need to say it like it is and
’fess up to the fact that we’ve probably
done a lot of this to ourselves and now
we've just got to look at where we’re having
problems, and just get better.

If there was one thing that PMG has done,
and you’re a prime example of it, is to
develop the company beyond the ‘one trick
pony’ syndrome that afflicted so many of
your peers in the past.

Dave: Well you just can’t be that and com-
pete. You can’t have just one answer to
every question. Jeff is an extremely
demanding man. But there’s one thing
about him that I like a lot, you can shout at
him and you can tell him when he’s wrong,
and he’ll shout right back at you, but he
genuinely likes new ideas and new
opinions. He very much values that kind
of stuff. That'’s the kind of environment it
is here. So, I think it has helped create a
pretty healthy situation for all of us.

Name a continuing problem at the format
that is probably, all good intentions and
hard work aside, unfixable.

Dave: The ratings mentality. When you
have a bad time, and you think long term,
the bad time will only be short term. But
when you’re always thinking short term,
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If you do not invest in your programming
and your Program Director, you’re just not
going to win in competitive markets. And
we have ‘never believed that satellite-
driven programming is the key to winning
in a competitive situation either. T just
don’t believe it’s going to happen. If
you’re a live station with sophisticated, in-
telligent programming people in place,
that station is going to win nine out of ten
of those battles. The absolute wrong place
to cut back now is your Program Director.
You've got to get adamn good one inif you
want to win. Touche to these guys, the Ken
Anthonys in the format, who are getting
good deals. Touche to these guys. It’s
about time these good PDs start getting
paid.

When you’re looking for Program Directors,
especially given the conditions that you just
spoke about, what is more important now
than ever before?

Dave: They've got to do everything. A
Program Director today, I kind of feel bad
for them. I got out of it in 1983. These
individuals have to be outstanding at
marketing, positioning, people manage-
ment, computer skills, research,
telemarketing. It’s an incredibly complex
job. The Program Director today is ex-
tremely underpaid for what they do. They
really are. It’s about time quality Program
Directors started making what they were
worth. What we look for is someone that
can really juggle a lot of balls at once,
someone that is very thorough, has great
time management skills in that regard, but
most importantly -- and this has been said
for twenty years, this is nothing new, or
fifty years, or five hundred and fifty --
people management. The most important
thing these people have to do is manage
other people. It’s a skill that’s extremely
difficult when you’re not trained well for
it. You can learn the other things, whether
it be Selector skills, or research skills, but
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if you cannot get people to follow you over
the hill to kill the enemy, you're not going
to be a great Program Director. You may
be an adequate or a good one, if you know
all the technical skills, but if you can get
people to follow you and believe in you and
trust in you, then you can become a great
Program Director.

How do you react to the situations currently
in vogue where Program Directors are being
either let go and not replaced, or quite ob-

viously, are being replaced in-house by |.

simply giving somebody an additional hat
in a budget cutting move. You talked about
PDs being underpaid as it is, and yet, I still
see them looking like they're the target of first
resort for the budgetary pens of GMs out
there.

Dave: It’s a bad idea. You do what
WAZU in Dayton is doing and those sta-
tions will ultimately lose. They’re not
going to win. And that’s just that. That is
absolutely the wrong place to cut back
your budget, the Program Director’s chair.
And I'm not saying you have to get nuts
here. But you're going to have to have a
qualified, quality Program Director at
your radio station, or you’re just not going
to win in the long run. I'm not saying book
to book you might not have some succes-
ses. But that is not the place to cut the fat.
That is cutting the bone.

Do you have any observations about where
moming shows are going right now?

Dave: I'm a little frightened that Howard
Stern will be on every station in America
before long. I'm not sure what that’s going
to do. Are we going to see Mark and Brian

in thirteen markets, Howard Stern in thir-
teen markets? Are stations going to take
that way out? Perhaps, that will be the
case. Ithink we’re going to see some of the
morning show salaries start coming down
a little bit, simply because we’ve got a lot
of guys producing okay, that are making a
gob of money. And if you're going to pay
somebody three hundred thousand bucks,
you want them to be kicking ass a/l the time.
There’s a lot of guys making a lot of money
out there right now, who may not really be
helping the radio station. So, we’re going
to see a re-evaluation of morning shows in
the next couple of years. Certainly, it’s
critical to have a good one. And if you do
have a good one, and your audience is
laughing their ass off, pay ’em. But we got
into a little bit of this baseball free agent
thing in the last four or five years, and we
started paying a lot of mediocre talent way
too much money. And that has hurt the
revenue situation as well.

Dave: It’s a very complex marketing and
positioning skill. Playing hit records, we
know to do that. It comes down to exact
and precise positioning in the
marketplace, and talking much more to
the radio consumer than we’ve ever talked
to them before. We’re not very good in
radio at understanding how the consumer
thinks about radio. We believe that when
they shut the radio off, they must hate us
for some reason. Well, they don’t even
think of hate. There’s no passion there.
They may be distracted in an automobile.
They may be home distracted by their
children. It could be a litany of things that
forces somebody to turn the radio off. But
their passion for radio is not there like we
would like it to be. We've got to do a lot
better job of thinking like the radio con-
sumer would think. What does that con-
sumer really want from a radio station?
We do an okay job with that, but that’s an
area of opportunity where we need to get
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a lot better in the next few years. We’ve
really got to get precision marketing down,
because everybody’s playing the good
music in the right way.

Does your research tell you anything about
the attitude of the general listening public
about radio? You use the word ‘passion’
but you don’t seem very hopeful about that
criteria being applicable anymore.

be one of three radio stations, or you don’t
get entered in an Arbitron diary these
days. I think the figure was 2.9 entries per
diary last year in Arbitron, all over the
country. That’sit. That’s all people enter.
So, with unaided recall, they just can’t
remember the six or seven stations they
really like. If you’re not one of those one,
two or three, you’re out of business.

Dave: Most consumers are not passionate
about radio. I would probably be in a
minority of radio people saying that. After
all, we want to believe that they’re pas-
sionate about us. But I don’t really think
they give a damn. Most listeners use us
like a utility. We’re kind of like a
refrigerator -- maybe there’s a little bit
more of a turn on than the refrigerator.
But they’re not consumed by radio.
Maybe radio is a tenth or twelfth on their
life. And trying to get someone to love a
radio station in the *90s, will be very dif-
ficult to do. It comes down to offering
them a choice, and offering them a specific
choice that they want. And when they go
there for that option, to never violate that
expectation.

What’s your reaction about the loss of Birch
and what that does to the Arbitron equa-
tion? How do you think it’s fundamentally
affecting how rock radio is going to perform?

Dave: The loss of Birch is disastrous for
rock radio. As you know, I would say
about 90% of the time, the Birch has rated
Album Radio higher than Arbitron has
rated Album Radio. So, with Birch out of
business, we're going to have lower ratings
with just the one service to rely on. Secon-
darily, with Birch out of business, Arbitron
really has no incentive to improve its ser-
vice. Now, they will deny this till the end
of time. but back in 1972, when I was just
pubescent in radio, people even then were
talking about the undersampling of men in
radio. It’s still going on. And there’s noth-
ing on the horizon that I see that would
really help get retrieval of diaries up for
18-24 and 25-34 Men. The methodology is
antiquated and... well, it’s horrible. That’s
particularly a problem for Album Radio.
Frankly, I don’t see a great solution here.
I don’t know the answer to this, except that
we’ll find many album stations in the next
year or so that start playing a little bit more
to the Arbitron gods than they have in the
past.

How so?

Dave: Well, by that I mean that we’ll
probably see a little more contesting.
We’ll also see a lot of people trying to win
the popularity contest, and that’s what Ar-
bitron is all about. And bythat, you’'ll need
lots of marketing and lots of things that
come and whack you over the head so you
recall the station call letters when you are
entering calls in the diary. You've got to
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We always used to say, as a rule of thumb,
that if you were in the universe of five, you
were probably doing okay. And now, you’re
telling me that it’s more like a universe of
three.

Dave: Well, it’s 2.9, to be exact. At last
years convention, and the Arbitron people
spoke to us and that was the figure they
gave us.

What about the demo surge in 35+ 2 We
know that’s been coming for a long time.
Has the target moved as a result?

Dave: Yes. Radio people are moving the
target. It’s happening all the time. We
discuss it everyday with a lot of clients.
The 18-24 stations are shooting 25-34,
while the 25-34’s are shooting 35-44. And
it’s do-able, and it’s win-able as well. That
35-44 demo is a win-able demo for our
format. This year, many AORs can be #1
35-44 Menin a lot of markets. That’s going
to be tough to do, but it is possible.

Lets close with a best case, worst case
scenario. What do we do best and how can
we make it better? And at the other end,
what’s the thing that we’re doing that we
really need to re-think and eliminate if pos-
sible?

Dave: The thing that we need most to hang
onto at Album Radio is a musicologist feel
that we have kind of lost over the years.
This is still a format born out of the protest
years, when there were musicologist DJs
on the air. These people were experts on
music and cultural movements. We need
to keep that in Album Radio. We need to
be experts on the artists and on the music
they make. Who is and who isn’t hot, and
who’s coming to town and who’s not com-
ing to town. We've gotten away from that
in Album Radio, and it’s hurt us over the
last few years. You can hear people talk-
ing about their mortgages and golf game
on the air, as opposed to the concerts and
the artists. Music is so very important to
Album Radio, and we need to remember
that. This is not a golf game kind of for-
mat. It’s really not. It’s a music format,
and the rock and rollis important to every-
thing we do. People are still very pas-
sionate about it. As for something that we
need to get away from, the thing that’s
concerning us a lot, is this value-added
problem. It’s to the point of becoming
ridiculous. DJs on radio stations now are
nothing more than carnival barkers, in
many cases. Everything is ‘brought to you
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by..” We perceive that to be a very real
problem. Everytime a DJ opens his
mouth, he’s talking about Nutri/System or
he’s bringing you a concert or he’s doing a
promotion sponsored by the station and
Budweiser. At one time in our history, the
DJs were really friends of the listener.
They were also experts on music, and they
weren’t carnival barkers. That’s what
we’ve become, and the people resent it.
It’s part of all the hype that floods our
culture. That’s why I think we’ll see a lot
of these anti-hype radio stations be very
successful in the next few years. People
are sick and tired of being hyped to this
degree.

We’re just now starting to see every hack ad
campaign in the country using the Olympics
as their beast of burden to sell a few more
widgets. It seems like every damn thing in
the culture has got a guy on the other side of
it with a sandwich board saying, ‘Eat at
Joe’s’. And people are not stupid about it.
If there’s one thing the American public is,
it’s educated about how much they’re being
sold commercially.

Dave: And they hate it. Let me give you
an example -- and this has happened more
than once with big stations, and I won’t
name the call letters -- where we design
clocks to maximize a most music image on
aradio station. Up until this point, the last
few years, we’d design a clock without
sacrificing commercial inventory. We
don’t feel that it is our right to go in and
start telling a station to cut back units so
we can play more music. So, we’ve be-
come very good at coming up with clocks
where you can play a ton of music without
sacrificing the commercial inventory. But
the next thing being thrown at us, the next
layer of this whole puzzle, is what do we do
with all the promos and liners? *We need
the liner space. We need the liner time.
We’ve got to talk about this client and that
client and this client.” That’s all it’s about
now. It’s not just running the ten units of
commercials an hour, it’s the liner time
that’s a problem. So, it’s kind of messy out
there right now. We need the revenue, so
God forbid you should ever say no. We
don’t need to throw away a $15,000 buy. If
somebody wants a liner, I’ll give it to them.
But a lot of times, we get these guys with
$800 orders on the air, with $1,400 worth
of promotional liners backing it up. Given
the concerns we all have regarding clutter
and the short-term thinking at AOR right
now, what could be worse for the health of
the format?

"Don’t Call Me Buckwheat"

Garland Jeffries’

Personal Fight

Very few men on this earth can express themselves in such an articulate way that it can affect an entire
generation. 'Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., John F. Kennedy, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, to name a few,
were just such examples of great men of their time; brilliant orators who stood up for their convic-
tions, changing a nation with their words. In music there have also been the chosen few who’ve had a
broad impact on generations of Americans. Bob Dylan, John Lennon, Elvis Presley, to give reference,
helped to shape the thoughts and ideals of Americans not only with their sound but with their words.
The 1990s apparently continue to breed the same problems we experienced in the *50s and ’60s. But
there seem to be fewer prophets guiding us with their brilliant insight. Can you name a writer or politi-
cal leader as great as those mentioned above in the last twenty years? That’s why it is such a thrill to
listen to a record like the one Garland Jeffries will soon be releasing on RCA Records. Don’t Call Me
Buckwheat is not just Jeffries’ life story. It is an album detailing his personal experiences with racism.
Songs such as "Welcome To The World" or "Color Line" or the title cut will remind you just how much
we still need to grow as a society.

The cover of your album has a photograph of you as a little boy in
Brooklyn. It’s quite fascinating to look at. This picture tells a story
about your life.

Jeffries: This is a photograph that was taken by my dad. In fact
I just had a real wonderful time during Christmas showing him
all the photographs that he took in the CD booklet and the single.
1 wanted my dad to see that he really is a big part of this record.
He took the album cover picture with a Kodak camera.

That must be a very satisfying experience being able to share this
with him.

Jeffries: It really is. This cover photo was taken when I was about
five years old. I'm standing on a Brooklyn street corner. It’s
Bedford Avenue. And on the left of the photo in the back is
Ebbett’s Ficld where the Brooklyn Dodgers used to play. There’s
a Coca Cola sign and a Seven Up sign. Frankfurters and ice
cream, This is truly an American photograph. America, apple
pie, ice cream, hot dogs and baseball. The things that really
symbolized America at the time. And it has, to say the least, a
certain kind of innocence about it. Me on the cover in my first
baseball suit with my Jackie Robinson and Roy Campenella
button on. I'm ready for the game.

The game of life?

Jeffries: Yes,in a way. The game of life is what I'm about to step
into. But in this photograph I'm still in the arms of my family and
the protection of my family. I haven’t seen anything yet. At this
period of time you have the beginning of the Civil Rights
Movement in the Fifties. Jackie Robinson has already broken
the color line. Willie Mays is already playing for the Giants. You
have TV and you can see a lot of this on TV. But the boy, me, I
call him the boy, he doesn’t know from any of this. He’s really
an innocent in the midst of all this. But in his innocence he’s in
the world of pleasure for sure. He’s with his dad and his mom
and he really resembles any American kid, boy or girl, out with
their parents for their first game or ballet lesson. But what he’s
going to experience from this point on, you know, he has no idea.
Once he steps off this street corner into the world, away from his
family, away from his mother and father, he begins to have a taste
of life. And he discovers that life and people in it can be rough
sometimes and not so friendly.

Taking the step forward forces you to lose that innocence.
Jeffries: This is always the case. You can’t say enough about loss
of innocence. It’s are destination. We must lose it. It’s

unfortunate sometimes.

Sometimes I just wish I could remain innocent. It would be a lot
easier.

Jeffries: As long as you don’t become jaded and bitter.

Yes, that’s true. But that’s the whole thing. To be able to maintain
perspective and understanding to why people are the way they are,
you have to be able to maintain real objectivity.

Jeffries: My experience has been that I've travelled around and
I've lived here in New York for most of my life and I'm happy to
say that I still enjoy life. I still enjoy people. You know, I was
just looking at these photographs that were taken at a wedding
that I was at with my wife and just looking at the pictures it shows
that I'm really having a good time. I’'m smiling in every picture.
It tells you something. I'm in a very happy time in my personal
life. My life with my family, my mother and father, couldn’t be
better. I'm happy with my creative output at this point. I really
worked a long time on this album in terms of the songwriting and
the preparation for this record. And I'm proud of it.

Let’s take a few steps back. It’s been eight years since your last
record. How long after your last album, Guts For Love (Epic), in
1983, did it take before the concept for the new album began to take
shape? And why the racial theme? I mean, with all the racial
tension going on in New York between blacks and whites the timing
is right.

Jeffries: Unfortunately it is perfect timing. The fact is in my
career over the albums and years that I've worked on my music,
I’ve always written about this subject. So it’sreally a continuation
of even my first records. But I had made a decision with this
record prior to beginning work on it, I was writing songs that
really weren’t meeting the criteria for a really good song. Iwas
very frustrated after the last album, the Guts For Love record,
and the songs that I was writing were not anything special. Until
I revisited this idea of race. Looking back at previous records
like Ghostwriter (A&M) and American Boy And Girl (A&M) and

st (Epic), records like this, where I first began to write
about this subject, I decided that I would really try to make an
album about race in America. But I didn’t have the theme all
worked out. Ididn’t have the script and the plot all worked out.

Did you immediately start working on this album after the Guls
For Love album?

Jeffries: 1 started working on this album sometime in 1985.
Around the end of ’85 I started thinking about what this could
be and I had no idea it could turn out like this. The beginning
stages of the record had nothing to do with this. As I began to
follow the line on this record as to where it would take me...
someone once mentioned to me, saying, ‘Garland, don’t produce
the record. Let the record produce you.” And the way this story
unfolded, well, I just followed it. It had a lot to do with creating
the proper environment. I spent a lot of time in my apartment
by myself in the daytime, my wife works, and that gives me a lot
of time alone. I spent almost every day over the last few years
working on this idea. Developing it, looking at old footage from
PBS on the Civil Rights Movement. Movies of the Twenties. Old
movies like Birth Of A Nation. Going up to Harlem and spending
time at the Shoenberg Library. There were a bunch of South
African plays that came through New York like Sarafina, which
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was probably the most well known. Born In The RSA -- the
Republic Of South Africa. All these South African plays... I met
a few of the actors. Fences had a major effect on me. And that
was because the main character played by James Earl Jones was
just like my father. The same kind of character. A man who was
a great baseball player and, in fact, my father was a home run
hitter who probably would’ve been in the majors had the color
line been broken earlier.

Wow. Is he bitter?

Jeffries: No. I think that he foresaw the conditions and the
situation. It wasn’t only him. There were a lot of people who
never got to the majors. Who knew up front that if you were black
you weren’t going to make it to the majors in time. So, it’s
interesting, that’s why I guess I dedicate the song ‘Color Line’ to
him because of the players and the people. But he’s in my major
leagues as far as I'm concerned.

It sounds like you’re best friends with your dad.

Jeffries: At this point we are in a very good place together.
There’s just a wonderful love between us. It’s wonderful.

I've experienced the same thing. It seems that the older you get the
more you appreciate your parents and just how important a
barometer to your life they really are.

Jeffries: You truly realize, if you let go of your anger and
rebelliousness from the early years, what a major part they played
in your life. What I'm trying to say in terms of making this record
-- there are a lot of stops along the way in respect to the
songwriting and I tried to continuously feed myself inspiration
that was really right here in New York. Right here in front of
me. And creating this world to work out of and to reflect back
on my own life. What is my story? How do I feel? What do I
think? Where are my allegiances? Do I have to have allegiances?
And so the album began to develop in terms of the songwriting.
The tunes really evolved around this whole theme.

What kinds of racial prejudices have you personally gone through?

Jeffries: Well, it’s all in the record. It’s very clearly written in
the record.

As a young black kid growing up in Brooklyn, did you always
understand what was happening?

Jeffries: I don’t think we understand a lot of things until they
happen to us. But when I was at Shea Stadium about four or five
years ago, it was a game between Gooden and Nolan Ryan; the
Mets and the Astros. I was sitting off the left field foul line with
a bunch of people in the bleachers and I went down to get
something to eat. As I passed by a couple of guys one of them
said to me, ‘Hey Buckwheat! Hey Buckwheat! You're in our
way! Get out of the way.” Now, it wasn’t violent but it was
obvious as to where this kind of comment came from. And I had
never heard the word ‘Buckwheat’ used like this before. I knew,
of course, it was a racial thing. And I heard it. Iturned around
and was very upset by it and...

Did you say anything to them?

Jeffries: No, I didn’t say anything to them. There were three of
them and they were pretty loaded. It was probably about the
sixth or seventh inning.

How did you contain your anger?

Jeffries: I was upset but I wasn’t going to get into a fight. I
continued along the way and I got on line and I said to myself,
‘Don’t call me Buckwheat! Don't call me Buckwheat!” And I
started to think about it and I told my wife the story about what
had transpired. And when I got home I started to write the song.
And what it did was bring back the memory of all this name
calling over the whole span of my life. And that this was the latest
in a long litany of these kinds of slurs.
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I think most of us in our youth have experienced some sort of
prejudice regarding our religion or race. It’s very traumatic. I'm
Jewish, and one day a kid I really didn’t know walked up to me and
said, ‘You killed Christ.” I was very upset but even then I knew that
this person was wrong and that it was a reflection of something that
was heard either in the home or by friends.

Jeffries: Well, you see, if you were Catholic you were brought
up to believe that the Jews killed Christ and, of course, you’re
Jewish -- you killed Christ. The way people think and the way
people shape things is just amazing. I remember when I was
probably about twelve years old and someone called me
Eightball. And I'm a very light-skinned guy. And although I'm
a light-skinned black but still they would call me Eightball. That
was because if you're any bit darker than white then you're
considered black.

What about your experiences with racial prejudice from within the
black community because you're a light-skinned black. Did you
ever have to deal with that?

Jeffries: I've seen it my whole life. Definitely. In the black
community there’s racism within the race. It’s the same situation
in the Italian world. Northern Italians would look down on
Southern Italians. It’s that kind of circumstance. If you're
light-skinned there’s instances of prejudice among darker
blacks; and even if you're darker black you can look down on a
lighter-skinned black. I got some of that.

It sounds like you were lucky enough not to have experienced the
violence that went with the racism.

Jeffries: No, no! I've gotten beat up. Yeah, I've gotten beat up.
In Sheepshead Bay, where I'm from, a bunch of guys jumped out
and grabbed me and a companion. It was definitely a racially
motivated attack. And this was many, many years ago. The same
thing is still happening now. It’s just amazing how people judge
you by your color. What was that saying -- ‘If you’re white you're
alright, if you're brown stick around, if you’re black get back.’
You know, I've heard these kind of things.

Oh, man. Pretty sick.

Jeffries: These are things that are written in books in black
culture historically. Buckwheat, you know, says, ‘Don’t call me
high yeller.” Meaning just because I'm very light-skinned doesn’t
mean I'm not black. Sometimes a black will say you’re not black
enough or you're not really black. You'’re a white nigger. A
yellow nigger.

You'’ve managed to understand what’s happened to you without
becoming prejudiced. You have a good rationale. Not everyone
can do that because if they could we’d probably have less racism.

Jeffries: Well, in this particular case, working on this record gave
me a lot of time to think about things. Tracing back my story and
trying to see how I feel. This is not a Public Enemy record. This
is not a Tracy Chapman album. This is my life. What J
experienced.

How do you feel about those other records that are out in the
marketplace dealing with the subject of racism?

Jeffries: I just can really only talk about my own record. This is
what I've been working on. Certain things I like and certain
things I don’t like. There are a lot of different kinds of records
out now about this. I'd rather not comment on other people’s
albums. Thisis where I stand -- I really like the point of view that
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. stood for. I'm not for violence. I'm
not for promoting violence. If at all possible I want there to be
harmony between races. Between all kinds of people no matter
what their race may be. Even in the world we’re living in now
where things look so horrendous and horrible, I still remain very

optomistic.

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As names go, you'd
be hard pressed to

find a band with a
more suitable
moniker. Although
Lush at first sound
exactly that, there
has been an under-
current of tension
& present throughout
o their best work. And
even though
"Spooky" is their
second full length ef-
fort on these shores,
it is essentially the band’s debut *album’ anywhere, since "Galg"
was mostly comprised of the UK. ep’s "Scar" and "Mad Love".
Robin Gutherie is again behind the board, and while some feel
he has "Cocteau-ed" the band a tad too far from the terrain of old
faves like "Bitter" and "Thoughtforms", the selections on "Spooky"
have plenty of depth beneath their shimmering sonics. Aside
from “Nothing Natural", the only other track you're possibly
familiar with is "Tiny Smiles", which was previously available on
the "Volume Two" import compilation. "For Love" is the new
single and has grabbed play at KJJO, KROQ, KTCL, WBNY,
WDRE, WDST and KTAO already. The insistent bass riff
opening percolates beneath an ebullient yet cloudlike vocal layer.
That combination is Lush at their best. Like disparate parts of
a machine working in harmony, the band’s distinctly different
spokes need to spin at variable cycles in order to achieve op-
timum effect. Exactly that mind/music meld is reached in all the
songs mentioned, but the one that is an absolute must for instant
radio play is the appropriately titled "Superblast!". It’s this track’s
perfect combination of ferocious "Blitzkrieg Bop" tempo and
ethereal waft that will prove Lush to be much more than just a
variation of the Cocteau’s, even to those who “still don’t get it
thus far. Other "Spooky" moods in need of immediate explora-
tion include "Ocean", "Untogether", "Take" and "Laura". Lush is
already charting at 21-18* on the strength of the "Nothing
Natural" ep and "For Love", watch it break toward the top in a
hurry with the arrival of the full album. (MM)

They've just continued
progressing along the same pounding tangent--growing with
heavier and thicker sounds. "Mouth For War" (the lead track)
and "F*cking Hostile" sct the tone for the whole album and
pinpoint the reactionary feel of everything that follows--right
between your eyes. From the ferocity of "4 New Level" and
"Walk" to the rhythmic blast of "Rise¢", the FNM mects Ansclmo
feel of "This Love", "Live In A Hole" to the superfluous flow
(suddenly) of "By Demons Be Driven"and "Hollow" (both subjcct
to sudden eruption into a wall of riffs). The smoother vocals
(offered sparsely here and there) of Ansclmo could make him a
swoon crooner from coast to coast--but alas we all know that’s
not where his head is at, besides he screams and growls better
than most. Man, what a great voice though. The label, manage-
ment and everyone remotcely connected with this one are looking
for a debut at #1 and belicve me you, it’s not all that far-fetched.
Pantera are raging into the 90’s with an incredible record that
just reeks of confidence and power.

yowll hear hints of Vain (particularly in singer Dan Krueger’s
snarling nasal whine), Janc’s, White Trash, Saigon Kick, the
Scattle slew, and more...but it’s a sound that can only be called
Love On Ice. A fun bopping jam from one track to the next, with
afcw surprises inbetween. Like the blues/jazz swagger of "Mine",
the violent slam of "Self In Blue" (kind of like Fear Of God mects
Jane’s with mellow bits tossed in for fun), or the ballad "Gone
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Away". Love on Ice is the collective talents of four free-spirited,
primarily classically and jazz trained musicians--Krueger
(guitars/vocals), Dirk Sullivan (guitar), Brent Williams (bass)
and Stan Robinson (drums). The lead track "Don’t Leave Me" is
already meeting with tons of approval and a host of new adds
this week that included: KMSA, WAIF, WCDB, WFSE,
WKNC, WRLC, WSOU, WVBR and WVFS. However, as you
read this the full slammin’ 13 song collection of songs should be
in your possession. Produced by Rick Parashar (Temple/Dog,
Alice In Chains, Pearl Jam), it captures all the obvious energetic
qualities of this intriguing quartet, while maintaining the grind
below, the pitching grooves and the massive vocal layers. Tons
to check out on this one, ineluding "Sweet Thing" (wild tune, great
keyboards), "Backyard", "Leave Me Alone", "Bone Dance", "Self
In Blue" and "Can O’Worms". Oh, and for a good little snicker
be sure and check out "Country Boy" (a light hearted croon with
"massive" appeal). That’s it, I'm packing up the dog and moving
out to the North West. Ice is nice so why not get "Nude"?

Kiss Of The Gypsy, "Kiss Of The Gypsy"/"Whatever
[t Takes", Atlantic.... Here’s another new entryinto the Hard
Rock sweepstakes... courtesy of yep, Atlantic and a couple of
you have already latched onto the lead
single, "Whatever It Takes" (WAIF and
WRLC). Hold onto your hats ’cause the
full album’s now winding its way into your
hot little hands (AOR as well) and it’s a
tidy package of straight forward rock and
roll that shouldn’t be hard to squeeze in
among the likes of War Babies, The
Scream, Mr.Big, Britny Fox, Thunder,
etc... Band members Martin Talbot (bass) George Williams
(keyboards), Darren Rice (guitar), Scott Elliott (drums) and
Tony Mitchell (vox) are a bunch of Brits who sound decidedly
American. Elements of blues, echo below the heavy six string
presence and Mitchell has a genuine full bodied, slightly rasped
out voice, that’s well suited to this style of music, The band’s
self-titled debut sports a healthy mixture of red-line rockers
("Blind For Love"), mid-tempo toe tappers ("Promised Land"--
cool sounding drum build) and yes, even the required ballad or
two (like "Take This Old Heart" and the almost gospel-ish "No
Prize For The Loser"). The album contains scven of the demo
versions that originally helped land the band their deal, and 1
gotta admit they’ve got a very appealing sound--like a heavier,
faster Mr. Big. Aside from the single, you should also check out
"Infatuation”, "From The Dirt", "Comin’ Back" and/or "Keep Your
Distance". For a band that seemed to kind of come out of
nowhere, they’ve got a really strong sound and may just take the
rock world by surprise.

There’s a
great beat and enough angst bled into the vocals to make it an
interesting experimental piece for those reporters who lean
slightly alternative (there are more and more of ’em by the
week), and even for those who don’t. Give it a shot and see if it
works for you.

The rest of the album does sport some more aggressive
guitar work, and even some blues. First things first however.
"Teaser" has already started hitting metal radio with new adds
this week at KSIL, WAIF, WBAU, WEIT, WPSC, WSMU,
WTSR, WVBR and KNAC.

James’ guitarist, Larry Gott, was mugged in Los Angeles while
the band was in the U.S. to film a video for "Born Of Frustration."
James’ tour manager had to stand in for Gott, who was so
distressed by the mugging that he took the next plane back to
England. Gott was %xgellcf up by two armed men on Sunset
Boulevard just three hours after arriving in the U.S. James are
to have a new album, "Seven," out next month,

Phil Collins’ latest film may be in trouble, according to reports
from Australia. The film, "Fraud," in which Collins stars as a tax
inspector, is being made by a small independent company who
have had trouble raising the necessary cash. But a record
company spokesman says Collins is in Australia and filming is
underway. In February, he’s due to start rehearsals for the
Genesis world tour, which will begin in May in Miami.

Kiss are rebuilding ancient Egypt in Britain. The rock band has
spent $500,000 building a spectacular stage for their upcoming
British tour. The set not only features a 70-foot pyramid, a 50-
foot sphinx, and 10 tons of sand, but also an entire Egyptian
tomb, shipped to Britain especially for the shows.

Motley Crue are buying a Los Angeles building where they plan
to work and live. They’ll convert the building to include a
recording studio and rehearsal rooms, hoping to have producer
Bob Rock design the sound room. They might record their next
album, expected early next year, in the new space.

Neil Young was to have headlined the Hollywood In Rio festival
taking place in Brazil this month, but pulled out when he found
out it was being sponsored by a cigarette company. He’s decided
to undertake his own tour of South America.

Suze DeMarchi, vocalist for Baby Animals, says she doesn’t have
any regrets about her band being on a new and smaller record
label (%rrnago Records). "A new company is going to work its ass
off to get it happening, isn’t it?", DeMarchi asks. "I would much
prefer that than going with an established record company that
signs 30 acts a week and puts out 130 singles every fortmight. You
just become part of the machinery. As far as Imago’s concerned,
they’re completely involved the whole time."

Officials of the Mennen Company won’t say whether sales of
their deodorant, "Teen Spint," have increased because of
Nirvana’s "Smells Like Teen Spirit." But since the song was
released, the company has added a scratch-and-sniff feature to
the package so you can smell the "spirit" for yourself. And the
product was advertised on the "Saturday Night Live" television
program the night Nirvana performed the song live.

The next Fine Young Cannibals album (on MCA Records) is
now said to be coming this fall.

Michelle Shocked’s "Arkansas Traveler" record has now been
scheduled for release in mid-March, the same day that Melissa
Etheridge releases her third album, "Never Enough."

Pete Townshend of the Who is working on a production of
"Tommy" for the La Jolla Playhouse in La Jolla, California,
which will run in July and August as part of the Playhouse’s tenth
anniversary season. Artistic director Des McAnuff says
Townshend wants to create a stage version. "I think Pete
conceived of this as a piece that wouﬁl be performed in concert
by the Who, and while there was a possibility of the Who
performing it, I don’t think he wanted to turn his attention to the
theatrical version. But when the Who officially retired in 1984,
he started thinking about turning his energy into a stage
Eroduction." A statement issued by Townshend said: "Tommy’
as been a central component in my life since I wrote it...So I am
passionate about seeing "Tommy’ grow. I am curious to sce how
it translates to the stage when I am involved in its adaptation."

Gutarist Tom Upthegrove and drummer Michael Newberry,
formerly ofthe Oklahoma band the Ban-Lons, have both joined
the Forbidden Pigs, a group signed to Mojo Nixon’s Triple
Nixxxon label. The three have begun writing material for a new
album. "It’s pretty sick stuff, I'll tell you," Bacon says. "You’ll just
have to wait and see."

Young blues guitarist Derek Trucks will be going to London in
February to catch four nights of Eric Clapton’s series of shows
at the Royal Albert Hall. "Chuck Leavell invited us over," says
Chris Trucks, Derek’s father. "They told him to bring his guitar."

Johnny Winter says he’s read reviews of last year’s "Let Me In"
album that said he plays too fast. "But I’'m just tryin’ to put the
feeling and emotion you get from Little Walter or Muddy
(Waters) or Otis Rush into what I do," he says. "I guess I just
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don’t like my music with a lot of holes in it. I wouldn’t be true to
myself if I played it any other way."

Fiddle player Lisa Germano, who has played with John
Mellencamp, Simple Minds and Billy Joel, is recording a solo
album.

Esta Hill, lead singer for Lava Love, says the group was pleased
to again work with producer Mitch Easter on the band’s new
album, "Aphrodisia." "He’s the one who sprinkled the fairy dust
on the record,” Hill says. "We were making *Aphrodisia.” We
took a couple of days oﬁand when we came back he told us he
had mixed in a little fairy dust -- little things that you wouldn’t
know right off what they were, like rhythm eggs, delayed
symbols, things that add a fourth dimension to the recordinﬁ."
Hill says the album’s "Television Kiss" is about "the
industrialization of the world, watching television and having it
suck into your life and take away valuaglc hours you could have
spent doing something else," and "My Downfall” is about "the
tragedy of Fove, and bizarre mating rituals that we go through."

Joseph Vian, the stepfather of Mariah Carey, has filed a lawsuit
in Manhattan Federal Court claiming she has breached an
agreement to share her earnings with him. Vian’s lawsuit says he
drove Carey to auditions, let her use his boat docked in New
York City for rehearsals and meetings and paid for her
Manhattan apartment. The lawsuit also claims Carey was
responsible for ending his marriage to her mother, Patricia, by
encouraging her to have an affair. The couple are now getting
divorced, and the suit claims Vian is so depressed that he can’t
have sex. Carey’s attorney, Peter Parcher, says the charges are
"entirely without merit." "It is a sad day when a talented young
woman is subjected to a lawsuit like this from her mother’s
estranged husband,” Parcher says.

Now that the U.S. Postal Service has conceded it will issue a
stamp honoring Elvis Presley, an effort is underway to get one
for Buddy Holly. U.S. Congressman Larry Combest of Texas has
asked the U.S.P.S. to issue a Holly stamp as part of a series
planned that will include Presley’s, and it has agreed that an
advisory committee will consider the name this summer. "When
you begin to consider the impact one individual has on a style of
music, Buddy Holly was a revolution,” Combest says.

Bruce Springsteen will have two albums out this spring --
"Human Touch” and "Lucky Town." "I'm excited about being
finished and am looking forward to getting out on the road,”
Springsteen said in a brief statement. "Human Touch" will come
out first and it includes 14 songs, recorded in Los Angeles in
1989 and 1990 with Roy Bittan on keyboards, Randy Jackson on
bass and Jeff Porcaro on drums. Track listings for "Human
Touch" are the title track, "Soul Driver,” "57 Channels," "Cross
My Heart," "Gloria’s Eyes,” "With Every Wish," "All Or Nothin’
At All" "Man’s Job," "I Wish I Were Blind,” "Long Goodbye,"
"Real Man," "Pony Boy," "Roll Of The Dice" and "Real World."
"Lucky Town" will come out after "Human Touch,” and will be
Springsteen’s 11th album. It was recorded at Springsteen’s home
studio in Los Angeles and also featyures Bittan and Jackson.
Songs on "Lucky Town" include "Better Days," "Lucky Town,"
"Local Hero," "If I Should Fall Behind,” "Leap Of Faith," "Big
Muddy," "Living Proof," "Book Of Dreams," "Souls Of The
Departed” and "My Beautiful Reward.” Springsteen’s wife, Patti
Scialfa, appears on both of the LPs, which will not be released
before the end of March.

Officials at Madame Tussaud’s wax museum in London say
Michael Jackson’s replica is the visitors’ favorite. Based on a
survey of people who visited late last year, Jerry Hall was the
most glamorous waxwork.

Mitch McDowell, singer for General Kane, was fatally shot
during a robbery at his bail bonds firm in San Bernadino,
California. McDowell, who was 37, had opened the business
almost two years ago. General Kane had broken up after
releasing two albums and being dropped by their record label
(Motown Records).

Hank Williams Jr., has given the American Red Cross a check
for $31,588 representing royalties from "Don’t Give Us A
Reason,” a song written as a warning to Iraqi leader Saddam
Hussein. When the song was released, Williams promised to
make a donation to to pay for treatment of wounded soldiers,
and the amount was based on sales of the "America (The Way I
See It),"” album that includes the song.

Three dancers for Madonna have filed a lawsuit in Los Angeles
against her claiming they were not fully compensated for their
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appearance in "Truth Or Dare" (known in Europe as "In Bed
With Madonna"). They say they agreed to appear in the film
because they were told the shooting was only for Madonna’s
private video collection and not for commercial use. Oliver
Crumes, Kevin Stea and Gabriel Trupin say the footage, which
includes them discussing their homosexuality, violated their
privacy. "When we heard *documentary’ we thought PBS -- like
whales,” Crumes says. "We didn’t think it would be anything of
this magnitude." A spokeswoman for Madonna denies the
charges, saying, "All dancers were handsomely compensated
and all signed releases.”

Billy Idol has pleaded guilty in Los Angeles to two misdemeanor
battery counts, and his sentencing has been scheduled for April
1. He could be sentenced to six months in jail and fined §2,000,
for an October incident in which Amber Nevel claimed that Idol
punched her while they were riding in the back of a friend’s car.

"Champion" Jack Dupree, said to be an influence on Eric
Clapton and John Mayall, has died at the age of 82. He died at
his home in Hanover, Germany, from cancer diagnosed in 1990.

The Indiana Regional Blood Center offered an additional
incentive to encourage people to donate blood recently. Donors
articipating in the blood drive were entered into drawings at
our different blood centers in Indianapolis for three tickets to
John Mellencamp’s concert in the city.

The Royal Swedish Academy has chosen Paul McCartney as a

. co-winner of the first Polar Music Prize because he is "a creative
and imaginative renewer of popular music during more than
three decades of world-wide activities as composer and artist."
The academy also gave the same prize to Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania for supporting their countrys’ music. The $692,000
prize is given out every two years and is funded by a $7.6 million
donation from Abba mastermind Sti% Andersson. McCartney
says he’ll give his prize money away after he receives the award
in May from King Carl XVI Gustaf. Andersson had offered to
fund a Nobel prize in music, but his idea was rejected as
potentially reducing the Nobel’s importance.

Bruce Springsteen and his wife, Patti Scialfa, have named their
new baby, born on December 30, as Jessica Rae Springsteen.

Former Berlin singer Terri Nunn has a solo album just coming
out called "Moment Of Truth." Nunn says she hopes the LP’s
songs about her father’s suicide and an affair with a married man
will help her shed her sex-object image. "I realized that if I was
going to get any better, I would have to expose myself," Nunn
says.

Paul Simon says he’ll donate money for a music academy in
South Africa to honor Ladysmith Black Mambazo. Simon made
the announcement at a church in the KwaMashu black township
during his five-city South African tour.

A two-story suit at the Fontainbleau Hilton in Miami Beach is
being redorated for use in "The Bodyguard,” a movie co-starring
Whitney Houston and Kevin Costner to be filmed in March. In
the movie, Costner plays an ex-Secret Service agent hired to
protect Houston when she visits Florida for a charity concert.

Billy Preston has been charged with using a knife to try to force
a 38-year-old laborer to have sex with him in his home in Malibu,
California. His arrest comes less than six months after Preston
was charged with making sexual advances to a teenage boy.
Preston has pleaded innocent in the latest case to charges of
sexual battery, assault with a deadly weapon and false
imprisonment of the man he had hired to work at his house in
August. Preston is free on $25,000 bail. He’s still facing four
misdemeanor child molestation and drug charges as well as a
felony cocaine possession charge in the earlier case.

Guns N’ Roses had to postpone a Detroit show because lead
singer Ax] Rose cut the palm of his hand on his microphone stand
at a concert in Dayton, Ohio. S

Harry Connick Jr., will have a role on the February 6 episode of
"Cheers," playing a coustin of bartender Woody Boyd.

A lawsuit has been filed against the football coach of Lowellville
High School in Ohio, by a Pittsburgh-area man who says Ronald
Anzevino claimed to be a promoter for New Kids On The Block
in an attempt to get him to invest money in concerts and product
licensing. John Fetchet’s lawsuit in federal court in Pittsbuth,
is at least the second against Anzevino. A Pennsylvania man filed
a racketeering lawsuit in August claiming that he lost about
$175,000 through Anzevino.

Rod Stewart says he prefers American model trains to British
ones. He let this news slip when he stopped into a hobby shop in
Nitro, West Virginia, and purchased paint brushes, wood, plastic
and "quite a bit of paint," according to store owner Jerry Weeks.

Dee Murray, bass tplayc:r in Elton John’s original band, has died
from a stroke suffered while fighting cancer, at the age of 45.
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Murray had been diagnosed as having malignant skin cancer
eight years ago and suffered a stroke while bring treated at the
Williamson Medical Center in Nashville. "Dee Murray has made
huge musical and personal contributions to my life,” Elton John
said in a statement. "He was one of the cornerstones of my career
success and as a musician, I had tremendous respect and
admiration for him, but as a human being, I had even more
respect. His courage, his humor and his determination in his
ﬁth against his illness is something that will stay with me forever.
I Toved him dearly and will miss him." Murray was also amember
of the Spencer Davis Group.

Some fans asked for refunds when Guns N’ Roses didn’t start a
concert until 25 minutes after midni%ht -- a concert that tickets
said would start "around 8 p.m." The show at Wright State
University in Dayton, Ohio, dydn’t end until after 3 a.m. Staff at
the facility say Rose didn’t arrive at the venue until after
midnight, though waiting fans were told there was a problem with
sound equipment.

Police have arrested three people on charges of occupied armed
burglary and auto theft in connection with the burglary of Vanilla
Ice’s home in Miami Beach earlier this month. Authorities
recovered $70,000 in jewelry, as well as leather jackets, stereo
equipment and two jet skis. Pablo Leonardo Yreretagoyena,
Donald Lee Harris and Joseph Anthony Leech are charged in
the case. Ice, whose real name is Robert Van Winkle, says he was
asleep in another room when the burglary took place.

Plans for a proposed Georgia Music Hall of Fame in the city of
Macon may faﬁ through because the city can’t afford the $8
million cost. "It’s extremely feasible and the potential for growth
isgreat,” saf's consultant Tom Davidson, who recently completed
a study for local officials. "But the danger lies in failing to realize
that growth potential. It’s going to take a lot of work up front."

French "post-industrial" band Archaos have been invited to open
for U2 on their upcoming world tour.

After two years of negotiations, LaToya Jackson has won herself
the position of leader of a revue at the famous Moulin Rouge in
Paris. The amount of her contract with the dance hall has not
been revealed.

Bob Dylan will appear on "Late Night With David Letterman’s
10th Anniversary Special” (on NBC-TV) on February 6.

Elton John was in the Paris audience when designer Christian
Lacroix unveiled his new collection, the first of a series of haute
couture shows in the French capital. John was wearing a day-glo
black and yellow suit and diamond earring, and model Naomi
Campbell glcw a kiss at him from the runway. John wasn’t the
only singer in the audience. French singer Patricia Kaas wore
Versace leathers as she sat across from Baron Edouard de
Rothschild.

Blues singer James "Thunderbird" Davis collapsed and died
during a performance at the Blue Saloon in St. Paul, Minnesota,
at the age of 53. Davis was best known for his versions of songs
by Z.Z. Hill and Otis Rush.

The new group of guitarist Neal Schon, formerly of Bad English,
is called Headline, and it will have an album out in April (on
MCA Records). Schon has also been in Santana and Journey.

The Pet Shop Boys’ feature film "It Couldn’t Happen Here" will
be released in early March (on Epic Home Video). The
soundtrack (with a list price of $59.95) includes "West End
Girls,""It’s A Sin" and "Always On My Mind." In the film, unusual
events take place while the band takes a train trip across
England.

Salt-N-Pepa have written new lyrics for their hit "Let’s Talk
About Sex" for a 90-minute television special (on ABC-TV)
airing on February 2nd. The rappers have changed the song into
"Let’s Talk About AIDS."

Guitarist Maestro Alex Gregory and Los Angeles rock band
Slammin’ Gladys are the first two signings to a new label being
formed by rap label Priority Records. Gregory’s album,
"Paganini’s Last Stand," will be out in late February (on Prio‘r‘jz
Rocks Records), while Slammin’ Gladys’ eponymous debut wi
be out in early March, produced by Jani Lane of Warrant.

Anthrax have signed to a new record label (Elektra Records) in
a deal reportedly worth as much as $10 million. Guitarist Scott
Ian has told the British metal magazine Kerrang! that the album
will include a song called "The Black Lodge," based on the place
in the "Twin Peaks" television series. He also says the album will
include another collaboration with Public Enemy and will be
more industrial. "It’s going in a way that sounds like a cross
between us, Ministry and Depeche Mode," Ian says. The band
will have a live album and video out next year to fulfill its existin
contract. "We hate live records," Ian says. "With a live album,
you're getting are songs you've already got, just faster and a bit
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sloppier. So what we’re doing is going into the studio to record
a bunch of old tracks off other albums that we haven’t done live
for a long time, and actually bring a live audience in the studio
with us."

Bonnie Raitt’s father, John Raitt, is getting a star on the
Hollywood Walk of Fame in recognition of his work on musicals
such as "Zorba," "Oklahoma," "The Man Of La Mancha," "Annie
Get Your Gun" and "Carousel."

Garth Brooks’ recent television special was the ninth most-
watched program during the week it aired. That’s in contrast to
the ranking of 69th place for the "Michael Jackson Special.”

Actress Shelley Duvall is beginning a recording career directed
at children, having already worked on numerous television series
aimed at that audience. "The Animal Express" (on MCA
Records) is an LP that introduces children to the animal world
through music. "T’ve always wanted to do recordings for children,
and this was a great introduction," Duvall says. She’s well-versed
on the subject of one of the songs on the LP, "Dogs," as she has
ten of them. Duvall is also planning two more children’s albums
for release this fall.

A Detroit radio station (CIMX-FM, 89X) has proposed that U2
hold a benefit concert in that city to pay the legal expenses of
Negativland’s record label (SST Records). U2 filed a lawsuit
against the band and label over the release of a version of "I Still
Haven’t Found What I’'m Looking For," and won a federal court
judgement of almost $30,000 in damages and roughly $15,000 in
other payments. The label estimates the affair has cost it an
additional $45,000, and it had proposed to U2’s manager that the
Irish rockers play a benefit concert to help defray the expenses.
So far, there’s been no word from the band on the idea.

British Prime Minister John Major chose songs by Diana Ross
and Frank Sinatra on the BBC radio program "Desert Island
Discs," which asks guests to talk about their favorite records and
discuss which record, book and luxury item they would take if
they were stranded on a desert island.

Equipment stolen from guitarist Joe Satriani at a recent
Eerformance at the Cow Palace in San Francisco was recovered

y police after some fans called a local radio station with reports
of equipment being offered for sale.

Michael Nesmith has been quietly playing a few concert dates
to promote a CD called "The Older Stul}FFThe Best Of The Early
Years)" (on Rhino Records), which includes country rock tunes
he recorded in the early 1970s like "Joanne," "Different Drum"
and "Some Of Shelly’s Blues." Nesmith has been touring with
Nashville veterans Billy Joe Walker Jr., John Hobbs and Joe
Chermay.

Nashville rock band Clockhammer appear to have broken up,
following the departure of guitarist Byron Bailey last fall.
"Basically, Byron quit in October on the eve of a 22-day tour,"
says drummer Matt Swanson. "Obviously, canceling a lengthy
tour isn’t pleasant, but it wasn’t the end of the world. But it was
the end of the band.” The band had had a number of
disagreements during the recording of their latest album,
"Klinefelter" (on First Warning/BMG Records). "You could say
I left the band for a number of reasons, principally the
excruciatingly strained interrelationships in the band," Bailey
says. He says Swanson and bass player Ken Commer played
"dirty tricks” on him by pulling the lyric sheet from the CD release
of the album and creditin aﬁ group members with writing eight
songs that he authored by himself. Bailey is talking about forming
a new band with original Clockhammer member Chris Nagel,
while Swanson and Commer are auditioning for a group called
My Dad Is Dead.

Toronto band the Barenaked Ladies are said to be outselling
Michael Jackson’s "Dangerous” album in some Toronto stores
with their five-song cassette.

Scott Haley, the son of rocker Bill Haley, will mark his 32nd
birthday by running up and down the stairs of a 72-floor hotel in
downtown Atlanta eight times. He’s hoping to get a listing in the
Guinness Book of World Records by beating the existing world
record of 2 hours, 1.24 minutes.

There are tentative plans to publish "The Billboard History of
Rock & Roll" on CD-ROM this fall. The multimedia package
would include charts, album covers, artist photos and bios, as
well as musical excerpts.

Brenda Leeis complaining that the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame
is not recognizing women for their achievements. "The women
who pioneered rock & roll...were just as important as the men,"
Lee says, suggesting that Mary Wells and Dionne Warwick
should {e imfugcted.

Christian rap group DC Talk unveiled a new video, "Walls," in
Pulaski, Tennessee, on the U.S. holiday marking the birthday of
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slain civil rights leader Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Pulaski has
been perceived as supporting the Ku Klux Klan because the
group holds a march and demonstration each year in the town
square. "The people of Pulaski are very wonderful, normal

eople. But they have the unfortunate historical distinction to
Eave had the Klan born in their town," says Rob Michaels, a
spokesman for the group. "Now the city is a symbol of brotherly
love and unity." The clip pays homage to King, includes part of
his "I Have A Dream" speech and includes footage of a burning
KKK robe.

Saigon Kick won in four categories in the third annual South
Florida Rock Awards. They were named Band of the Year, and
also won for Best National Release, Best Metal Band, and Best
Guitarist (Jason Bieler). The group is currently in pre-
production for a second, self-produced album (for Third
Stone/Atlantic Records) to be recorded in Stockholm, Sweden,

beginning in February.
Eurythmics singer Annie Lennox will have her first solo album
out 1n April, preceded by a single coming in March.

R.E.M. will be recording tracks in New Orleans with producer
Daniel Lanois this spring.

The Shamen have begun their first U.S. tour, which continues
through mid-February, with New York techno-dance artist
Moby appearing at each of the shows.

Right Said Fred will have their debut album, "R*S*F*Up," out
in early March, and the band are planning a club tour of major
U.S. cities in early March.

Members of Van Halen are among those in a group which has
urchased an AM and FM radio station near Portland, Oregon,
or $1.3 million.

Norwegian rock band Sons Of Angels are recording a new album
in Hollywood (for SBK Records), produced by Duane Baron
and John Purdell. It will feature the band’s new drummer, Tony
Johnson.

Capitol Records in Nashville is changing its name to Liberty
Records, reactivating a name that was phased out in 1984. All
new releases will come out under the Liberty label, including
those of Garth Brooks. The head of the label is predicting that
Nashville will become the top recording center in the U.S. by the
year 2000, with more activity than New York and Los Angeles.
"Here you’re 15 minutes from everything," says Jimmy Bowen.
"New York City lost it years ago, and who wants to live in Los
Angeles?”

Dancehall artist Supercat will have an album called "Don
Dadda" out in late February (on Columbia Records). He’s one
of the artists featured on the "Dancehall Reggaespanol"
compilation album, and he’s been recording for five years after
having started as an unknown sound system DJ,

Boom Crash Opera are recording tracks in Los Angeles with
producer Don Gehman, but it’s not certain if he’ll produce the
band’s third album. In Australia, the band unveiled a new song
called "Hell To Pay."

Time guitarist Jesse Johnson will produce some tracks for a
hardcore band named Celtic Frost.

Dr, Dre & Ed Lover, the hosts of "Yo! MTV Raps," will shoot a
pilot in March for their own TV show (on ABC-TV) and will
also star in their own action/adventure comedy film. As if that
wasn’t enough, their debut album (on SOUL/MCA Records)
will be out in the spring.

Eazy-E and MC Ren of NWA have been dismissed from a lawsuit
filed by television host Dee Barnes against the band in
connection with an alleged assault by Dr. Dre of the group last
year. A Los An%t:,les Superior Court judge took the two out of
the lawsuit, but this does not affect Barnes’ claims against Young
that he assaulted her during a party.

Carlos Santana will have his own record label as part of a deal
he’s signed with Polydor Records, leaving Columbia Records
after 22 years. His new album, "Milagro," will be out in sprin
and will be dedicated to late concert promoter Bill Graham an
the late Miles Davis. The ten songs on the album were arranged
by Santana and keyboardist Chester Thompson. Santana will
af,so have his own record label, Guts & Grace, which will feature
developing acts "as well as veteran musicians who are dissatisfied
with the record industry."

Andrew Strong, one of the band members in the film "The
Commitments" is touring Australia in February with his own
nine- piece band. He’s expected to have a solo album out later
this year. Release of "The Commitments II" is being accelerated
in Australia to coincide with the tour. Seven of the songs on the
album feature lead vocals from Strong.
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The Dells, the Staple Singers, Rufus Thomas, Hank Ballard and
Bobby Blue Bland are among the artists who have been
announced as recipients of the third annual Pioneer Awards
from the Rhythm & Blues Foundation. Chuck Jackson, Ella
Johnson, Nellie Lutcher, Jesse Stone and Paul "Hucklebuck”
Williams will also receive awards in a ceremony in New York
Citﬁ on February 26. Each single recipient gets a $15,000 grant
with $20,000 grants going to each of the two groups.

Colonel Bruce Hampton will record a studio album later this
car as the follow-up to his just-released live LP, "Bruce
ampton & The Aquarium Rescue Unit" (on Capricorn
Records).

The KLF have pressed 1,000
copies of the record and quickly sold out the pressing by mail
order. They also hope to do more work with Extreme Noise
Terror. They had recorded the warped version of "3 A.M.
Eternal" for the year-end edition of BBC television’s "Top Of
The Pops™ but the program’s presenters rejected it because it
sounded more like a thrash record than a KLF record.

The Stone Roses have rejected songs written for the band’s next
album by John Squires, and the band is planning to spend much
of this year writing material for their next album.

The success of Nirvana’s "Nevermind” album is taking its toll on
Kurt Cobain of the group because of the media attention bein
generated. "When we were on SubPop (the band’s earlier labcl%
we got three interviews out of a three-year career,” Cobain says.
"That was kind of distressing at the time, but now that we’re
floored with interviews all the time I'd almost love to go back to
that." Cobain also denies reports in London newspapers that he’s
had a vasectomy. On another subject, Cobain says the band got
the idea of the cover to "Nevermind" from watching a
documentary about underwater childbirth. "I thought, 'Gee,
that’s“a good image,’ and then I thought, *Let’s put a dollar in it
as well’.”

Atlanta band Big Fish Ensemble, who use 14 different
instruments, will have an album out soon (on Major Label)
called "Field Trip." The quintet’s album is said to inc{udc songs
about "cold-hearted women, inanimate objects, deviant behavior
and a trip to the zoo."

Tammy Wynette says she’s happy to be on the charts again with
the KLF with "J ustigcd And Ancient (Stand By The JAMs).""It’s
the first time I've ever been on a rap record, although I'm glad
they got someone else to do that part, because I don’t think I
couldg get the words out fast enough,” Wynette says.

The Fender guitar company has produced a Stratocaster model
for its signature series based on specifications designed by Stevie
Ray Vaughan before his death in a helicopter crash in August
1990. After the accident, the company had decided not to
proceed its plans but the Vaughan family encouraged it to
proceed.

Warren DeMartini, former guitarist for Ratt, has joined Poison
as areplacement for C.C. DeVille,

Author Ralph Schoenstein of Princeton, New Jersey, says he
objects to the U.S. Postal Service's plans to put Elvis Presley on
a postage stamp. "I think it falls below the standards of what I'd
like to see for people put on American stamps,” he says. "I think
the way he lived his hfe is unacceptable for a man on a stamp.
He died of drugs." Schoenstein says putting Presley on a stamp
is an insult to people like Thomas J cf?crson, Earl Warren, Jonas
Salk and Lou Gehrig, who have appeared on stamps. "A stamp
is a model for children in this country, and Elvis Presley spent
the last ten years of his life as an alcoholic and a drug addict."
Schoenstein says his letters to the USPS have been unanswered.

The tentative title for the next album from Ride is "Going Blank
Again," due out in March.

Guitarist and keyboardist Paul Taylor has left Winger, thou
he may work with the band when they record anew album in the
studio later this year.

It now looks as though "Mysterioso” will be the name of Ian
McCulloch’s second solo album, due out in March.

The prolific Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine will have a
new album, probably called "1992," out in May.

Gary Lucas, a former member of Captain Beefheart’s Magic
Band, has collaborated with Jeff Buckley, son of the late Tim
Buckley, on an album called "Gods And Monsters," coming out
later this year. "Jeff hates being introduced as Tim Buckley’s
son," Lucas says, "but short of changing his name, I guess he’s
gonna have to live with that. People have seen him and said, 'I'm
so glad the spirit of Tim lives on on this earth.’ He hates that. If
he wants to, he can do a perfect impersonation of his father. But,
what’s the point? He can do a pertect Johnny Rotten, too."

Grand Funk Railroad recently recived gold albums from the
Recording Industry Association of America for sales of over a
million copies of "Grand Funk," "Survival,” "E Pluribus Funk,"
"Live," and "We’re An American Band." The band’s back catalog
may be released on CD for the first time later this year.
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"Black-Eyed Man" is the name of the new album about to be
released by the Cowboy Junkies. Two songs on the album -- "To
Live Is To Fly" and "Cowboy Junkies Lament" were written by
Townes Van Zandt, who wrote "Lament” while touring with the
band in 1990. There’s also a song called "Townes Blues," written
by Michael Timmins; and a duct with Timmins and John Prine
called "If You Were The Woman, And I Was The Man."

Curve are to release their debut album this spring, called
"Doppelganger.” The 10-song LP was produced by the band and
Flood and mixed by Alan Moulder, and does not include any
material previously released on EPs.

Tevin Campbell may appear in a hip-hop film version of "Oliver
Twist."

Front Line Assembly will have a new album out in late February.

Def Leppard arc working on a new album in Ireland, their first
since "Hysteria" five years ago. It should be out in the spring or
summer.

Nirvana reportedly may join the Red Hot Chili Peppers on this
year’s Lollapalooza II tour.

Kiss arc working on a new album with producer Bob Ezrin called
"Revenge," and scheduled to be released in the spring. Eric
Singer 1s recording with the band, taking the place of drummer
Eric Carr.

"Streets: A Rock Opera," the new album from Savatage, is the
story of a drug dealer who becomes a rock star, but whose drug
days come back to haunt him. "The idea had been floating around
for a while," says vocalist Jon Oliva. "It’s a reality in the part of
New York he’s from. The guy finally finds what he’s looking for,
which was his self-belief."

Mitsou will make her film debut in "Coyote," based on the novel
written by Michel Michaud. The Canadian/French
co-production has a $2.6 million.

k.d. lang will have a new album out in mid-March, but no title
has yet been announced for the LP.

Vince Neil says Motley Crue have written a song called "I'm aA

Victim Of A Psycho Bitch" for their next album. "Hopefully, it’ll
be out by the end of the year," he says. "We’ll never put out a live
album," Neil adds, "because you can’t really capture Motley Crue
live coming out of your stereo speakers. I've never heard a live
album I’ve%iked except for maybe ’Kiss Alive.” To us, if you want
to hear Motley Crue live then come to the concert because that’s
vgll;ere you're gonna feel the bass and the drums and get that
vibe."

Jim Kerr, lead singer for Simple Minds, has married longtime
girlfriend Patsy England. It’s the second wedding for both. Kerr
was previously married to Chrissie Hynde, while Kensit was
married to Dan Donovan, formerly of Big Audio Dynamite.

Quincy Jones is helping to launch a rap version of the Monkees,
a group of boys they found in Los Angeles.

The American Civil Liberties Union has filed a lawsuit on behalf
of a student who wore a "Drugs Suck” t-shirt to school that she
had purchased at a New Kids On The Block concert. A teacher
took Kimberly Ann Broussard to the principal’s office when she
wore the shirt to school and the principal suspended her until
she IE)romised not to wear the shirt again. Norfolk attorney Paul
Lipkin says the legal action seeks to allow her to wear the shirt
to school and asks that records of any punitive action be taken
out of her files. "Every public school student has at least some
right to freedom of expression while in school, and a right to due

rocess of law before being kicked out of school," Lipkin says.
Those rights were clearly violated here. The Supreme Court has
told us many times that public school students do not shed their
rights at the schoolhouse door."

Warren Zevon says he can’t get out of performing "Werewolves
Of London" at his concerts, even though it’s been 15 years since
he recorded the track. "I experimented with not doing
"Werewolves" and it seemed not to make people happy," Zevon
says. "It’s simple and memorable, but there have been times when
I'have thought it would have been nice to be remembered insome
other way."

The National Association of Black-Owned Broadcasters is to
give a lifetime achievement award to Michael Jackson in March.
"In addition to his amazing success in public life, Michael has in
private life set an important example with his selflessness, caring
attitude and philanthropy,” says executive director James
Winston.

Vicious Rumors are to begin their first headlining tour of Japan
in February, with a week of arena dates. The band’s "Welcome
To The Ball" album was nominated for a 1991 Bammy award for
Outstanding Metal Album of the Year.
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David Bowie seems to be doing everything in twos, He was
recently involved in a tandem bicycle crashin Los Angeles where
he was riding with girlfriend Iman. The two were hospitalized
with cuts and bruises, though their x-rays showed no broken
bones. They were on their way to the set of the "Twin Peaks"
movie in which Bowie has a guest role. And, after two years and
two albums with Tin Machine, Bowie seems likely to go solo
again, recording tracks with producer Nile Rodgers, who
worked on his 1983 "Let’s Dance" album.

Bluesman Willie Dixon has dicd of apparent heart failure at St.
Joseph Medical Center in Burbank, California, where he’d been
hospitalized for three weeks after complaining of chest pains. It’s
believed his death, at age 77, was due to heart failure. Dixon
wrote many songs for Howlin’ Wolf and Muddy Waters. "When
I first started giving them songs, nobody ever wanted the song
you gave them," Dixon said an interview with Rolling Stone
magazine in 1989. "So I had to use a little psychology on them.
Since Wolf and Muddy both seemed to think that I was giving
them the wrong song, all I'd have to do is go to Wolf and say,
"Hey, man, now here’s a song I made for Muddy. Muddy’s going
to do this.” Dixon’s "Little Red Rooster" was recorded by the
Rolling Stones and the Doors, while Jimi Hendrix covered "I'm
Your Hoochie Coochie Man" and Led Zeppelin recorded his "I
Can’t Quit You Baby."

A new biography of Bruce Springsteen will be published in June,
authored by Marc Eliot who says he’ll portray Springsteen as
"different from his public image. He’s not too fast but he’s an
observer who tends to manipulate situations. He’s a smart guy
but no great intellect." The book, "Down Thunder Road: The
Making of Bruce Springsteen," discusses Springsteen’s Catholic
upbringing and the break-up of his first marriage fo actress
Julianne Phillips. "She broke the deal by not wanting to have
children," Eliot says. "He couldn’t change her and she couldn’t
change him."

Two city council members in Venice, Italy, have been ordered
to go on trial in connection with a Pink Floyd concert in the city’s
St. Mark’s Square in July 1989 that left behind 200 tons of
garbage -- so much that it took the army three days to clean it
up. Columns of the city’s Basilica and the Ducal Palace wre also
damaged by the 150,000 people who came for the show. Deputy
mayor Cesare De Piccoli and arts superintendent Maurizia De
Min are charged with costing the city $30,000 and $17,000,
respectively. They are go to on trial next Wednesday.

Producer Greg McPherson has filed a lawsuit in Suffolk
Superior Court in Boston, Massachusetts, claiming he’s owed
$21 million in royalties and for creative contributions to the New
Kids On The Block. McPherson, a professor in the music
department at the University of Massachusetts, says the New
Kids only sang about onc-ﬁftf‘; of the music on their most recent
album, and most of the vocals on albums and in concerts are
those of Michael Johnson and his brother, New Kids’ manager,
Maurice Starr. Starr has issued a statement saying he and
Johnson only recorded backing vocals, and adging that
McPherson was fired as producer on the record. "When you've
been as successful as they have become, you’re always prey to
these accusations," says Bob Woolf, business manager for the
band in Boston.

The Horse Flies have been trying out songs for their third album
(on MCA Records) on their current tour, playing what they
describe as their "neo-primitive bug music." Jeff Claus admits
the band is already shopping for a new label. "To be honest,
MCA is really lousy at alternative music in terms of distribution
andmarketing,” Claus says. "So, we’re looking at other labels and
working on material for a new record. It should all happen by
summer." Claus says last year’s "Gravity Dance” album "is a
reflection of our d);,velopment as songwriters. As we played
music more together and became more influenced by rock and
alternative and new wave rock, I think we were more interested
in writing songs. Maintaining the groove, but developing a lyric
and a storyline."

Cleveland rocker Michael Stanley has a compilation album
coming out next month of material from his 13 years with the
Michael Stanley Band (on Razor'n’Tie Recordsg’. "Right Back
At Ya" will include two tracks from Stanley’s solo albums --
"Rosewood Bitters" and "Let’s Get The Show On The Road."
"I'm also getting ready to shop around some new stuff," Stanley
says, "but not until somebody says they’re interested.” He’s been
playing with a band called the Avalons.

Bryan Adams is upset that all 15 songs on his "Waking Up The
Neighbours" album have been classified as un-Canadian by the
Canadian Radio-Television & Telecommunications
Commission, which restricts the amount of airplay they can
reccive on radio stations in Canada. The CRTC made its
decision because British producer Robert "Mutt" Lange worked
on the record. Adams says the decisionis a "disgrace" and a "huge
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oke," and says the CRTC "breeds mediocrity" by giving new
ands a chance they don’t deserve. Adams, by the way, recently

played a special benefit concert to raise monclyl' for Kingston

General Hospital in Canada, to fulfill a promise he made to city

officials in 1984.

There are plans for a film based on "The Big Wheel," a book
written by Bruce Thomas, guitarist with Elvis Costello’s
Attractions. A new British company is planning to make the
movie.

The Wedding Present won’t be: working with producer Steve
Albini on their records this year. "Partly%)ccausc these records
are goin gto be a bit lighter and he’s associated with very dark
music," exElains David Gedge, "but also because it’s part of the
ongoing change. 'm a fan of pop music, and part of that music
isthat it should change all the time. On one hand, we’ve definitely
done the best work we’ve ever produced with Steve, and I'd
certainly be up for using him again in the future, but, if we kept
on using him all the time, I think it would be a mistake."

Manic Street Preachers are to release their debut album via
Columbia on February 10. Entitled Generation Terrorists, it’s
one of the most eagerly awaited of the year. The album was
produced by Steve Brown and recorded at the Black Barn Stu-
dios in Surrey, Southeast England. A double, selling for the
price of a single disc, the full track listing is as follows: "Slash N’
Burn", "Wat-West-Barclays-Lloyds", "Born To End", "Motorcy-
cle Emptiness", "You Love Us", "Love’s Sweet Exile", "Little
Baby Nothing", "Repeat (Stars and Stripes)", "Tennessee”, "An-
other Invented Disease", "Stay Beautiful", "So Dead", "Repeat
(UK)", "Spectators Of Suicide", "Damn Dog", "Crucifix Kiss",
"Methadone Pretty”, and "Condemned To Rock N’ Roll". "Re-
peat” was mixed by Public Enemy engineer Nicholas Sansono.
"Damn Dog" is a cover version of a track from the "Times Square"
soundtrack, and ex-porn star Traci Lords is featured as a guest
vocalist on "Little Baby Nothing". The album will come complete
with a lyric sheet, that also contains quotes from figures who have
been an influence on the Manics -- these range from Chuck D to
Confucius! To fill in a little of the band’s background, they
originally hail from Blackwood in South Wales. Their first single
was a self-financed 7" that effectively acted as a demo (the single
is now extremely rare). Signed by Heavenly Records, the band’s
first single for the label was the "Motown Junk" single, an anthem
to the band’s disgust with popular culture’s icons. A second
single for Heavenly, "You Love Us", preceded a deal with Co-
lumbia, signed in May last year. The group have divided the
British music press into two into two distinct camps: those who
see the band as hyped, and those who see them as one of the most
important bands to have arrived in years. With a stance similar
to that of The Sex Pistols, the Manics see themselves as rock n’
roll’s logical finishing point. Having name-checked everybody
from Public Enemy to Guns N’ Roses, their music is an aston-
ishing amalgam of heavy metal, punk and politics. Without
wishing to be seen as dodging value judgments, this is really one
band you have to hear and make up your own mind about.

The Soup Dragons are set to return to action with a new single,
album and full UK tour. The single, "Divine Thing", is released
via Raw TV/Big Life on March 16. The band supports the single
with a full UK tour in the same month. the album, Hotwired, will
follow shortly after. It features 12 new songs, all penned by Sean

In the interim, it seems to be Carter’s
lightsman, Jon "Fat Bastard” Beast, who is gaining all the pub-
licity. Beast’s appearances on stage with Carter, usually dressed
in a ridiculous outfit or showing off his ample beer-belly, have
long been a feature of Carter’s live shows. He is currently
recording his own TV show, "Beast On The Box", and has
recently become a columnist with Britain’s newest rock monthly,
Siren Magazine. To give you a sample: "Anyway, via my recent
Daily Star (an English tabloid) color centerspread, I've chal-
lenged Mr. Wrinkly, old ‘Can’t hold my booze’ Oliver Reed to a
celebrity drinking contest. Let’s see if he’s a bloody nancy or not.
Come and see if you can drink Jon Fat Beast under the table, you
bloated old ham. There, that’s well and truly thrown the gauntlet
down." Finally, Siren will be of interest to anyone involved in
Alternative music. The magazine is a glossy monthly, devoted
to new and Alternative music. Often, the first major publication
to cover up and coming bands in any depth, a year’s subscription
from North America costs £41.60 sterling (UK currency only!),
with money orders payable to: Pegasus Publishing Ltd. Ad-
dress: Siren Magazine Subscriptions, Pegasus Publishing Ltd.,
Bradford Court, Bradford Street, Birmingham, B12 ONS,
United Kingdom.
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A secretary from Birmingham, in the midlands of England, is
taking legal action against UB40. Deborah Banks is suing the
band, along with CBS Songs, ATV Music and Virgin Music,
because she claims she wrote the band’s Top 10 hit, "Don’t Break
My Heart". UB40, however, claim that copyright of the song was
given to them by someone called Javid Khan. No date for a court
hearing has yet been fixed. It is understood that Banks will be
claiming a large sum in damages -- the single sold over 100,000
copies, and was also included on UB40’s hit album, Baggaridim.

A report in the New Musical Express says that The Stone Roses
and manager Gareth Evans have "parted company”. The report
comes in the wake of various rumors that the band and Evans’
working relationship was not a good one. Elsewhere, the band
is reported to be about to enter the studio with producer John
Leckie, to commence work on their second album.

The Wedding Present’s second single of 1992 is to be released
this week. "Go Go Dancer", b/w a cover version of Neil Young’s
"Don’t Cry No Tears", is available via RCA as a 7" vinyl single
(remember them?) only. The marketing promotional campaign
behind the single is an unusual one. The band will release
another ten singles this year, each featuring an original compo-
sition on one side and a cover version on the other. Each of the
singles is in a limited edition of 10,000, with 5,000 available in the
UK; 2,500 in the USA; and 2,500 set aside for the rest of the
world. With the 7" singles almost certain to become collector’s
items, the singles will be gathered onto two albums. In May, an
album of the cover versions will be made available, followed by
an album of original songs in September or October. RCA
describe the campaign as "THE marketing campaign of the
decade... Simple, Unique and Totally Inspirational.” Setting
aside any cynicism that might cause you to think, "Well, they
would say that, wouldn’t they?", the releases should lead to a
high-profile year for The Wedding Present.

Following last week’s reports that Transvision Vamp had split,
this week brought a press statement from the band’s record
company, MCA, denying the reports. The statement reads:

"The press department does not have any information that a - |-

permanent split has taken place. The band has been touring
around the world for almost a year, and all we know is that they
are taking time off from each other and pursuing solo projects.
Wendy has had a lot of interest regarding solo work, and she may
release solo tracks in the future. As for the album, The Bubble
Of Babble, it is unlikely to come out in its original form, but
Transvision Vamp material is likely to be forthcoming in the first
half of this year." However, one member of the band who will
not be working with them again is keyboardist/drummer Tex
Axile. He alsoissued a statement, saying that he is now perform-
ing with a London-based band called Max, who released a single
called "Hold On" in late February. The statement goes on to say
that he will be composing for the Paris Opera Ballet, and making
an appearance in a film by French director Jaques Montfort,
called "C’est Fou".

A report in the New Musical Express says that Nirvana and
Public Enemy may headline this year’s Reading Festival, due to
take place on the last weekend of August. Other bands ap-
proached are said to include Kingmaker and Teenage Fanclub.
About 30 bands will play on the main stage at the event, which
takes place over three days, with other acts performing on a
smaller stage. Meanwhile, the curious rumors that Nirvana
frontman Kurt Cobain is dead continue to circulate, and have
been the subject of an official denial this week. Finally, Nirvana’s
next UK single will be "Come As You Are" b/w "Endless Name-
less”, a live version of "Drain You", "School" and another live
track, "Bleach", available via DGC on March 2.

The Charlatans UK have contributed to the soundtrack of an
upcoming film called "The Wish". The band were also asked to
make a cameo appearance in the movie, but turned down the
offer. The film is set for a release later this year, but a track from
the soundtrack, an instrumental called "Theme From The Wish",
will be available as a B-side on a Charlatans UK single in the
near future. Meanwhile, The Charlatans UK will play a support
slot to Public Image Limited in Paris on March 28. The band
got the gig via a personal invitation from John Lydon.

The Godfathers are to record their forthcoming "Valentine’s
Day Massacre" show for release as a live album. It’s the seventh
successive year the band have played a Valentine’s Day gig. The
Godfathers originally hoped to put together a live album of a
December show they played at London’s Clapham Grand venue,
however, these plans had to be canceled when police refused
them permission to park a mobile in the street outside the
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theater. The forthcoming album will be issued by the band’s own
Corporate Image label. The show will be the last to feature
guitarist Mike Gibson, who put off his departure to play on the
LP -- he was going to leave the band in December.

Balaam have announced a sponsorship deal with Blade Con-
doms. A gig at London’s Borderline on February 8 will see the
first sale of the Balaam Blade condom.

Martyn Swain, who was formerly a member of both The
Waterboys and World Party, has a new band called Secret
Service. The bassist/keyboardist will debut the new group at
London’s Borderline this month.

The Boo Radleys, who recently switched labels from Rough
Trade to Creation, release a new EP on February 24. The
"Adrenalin EP" features four new tracks: "Lazy Day", "Vegas",
"Feels Like Tomorrow" and "Whiplashed". The band’s debut
album should follow later this year.

More details of New Order’s recording schedule have emerged
this week. The band is currently at Peter Gabriel’s Real World
Studio in Bath, Southwest England, laying down tracks for anew
album. Meanwhile, last week saw the release of the "Gun World
Porn" EP from Revenge, Peter Hook’s solo project.

Warner Music Vision are to release a Cream video as part of
their Retrospective Series on February 3. Entitled "Strange
Brew", the video features interviews with Eric Clapton, Ginger
Baker and Jack Bruce, footage of the band, and also, footage of
Jimi Hendrix performing "Sunshine Of Your Love". Elsewhere
on the UK re-release front, EMI continues their David Bowie
re-issue series with Bow-leg’s 1978 live album, "Stage". The new
release includes the Brecht/Weill written "Alabama Song".
Madness, meanwhile, are getting the "Greatest Hits" treatment
from Virgin. A single from the forthcoming LP, "It Must Be
Love", b/w "Bed And Breakfast Man, "Airplane” and "Don’t
Quote Me On That", will be available on February 3. Finally, a
recent upsurge of interest in Big Star, the early *70s guitar band,
is reflected in Rykodisc releasing the band’s third album, Sister
Loves, along with a live album culled from a 1974 radio broad-
cast.

The video for The Cult’s "Heart Of Soul" single has had to be
edited for UK television. The band first ran into problems with
the video from MTV America, who objected to a sequence where
Cult singer Ian Astbury pointed a Colt 45 at the camera. The
video was shot (no pun intended) in Barcelona last year, and also
features footage of Astbury wearing a crown of thorns. British
television companies have objected to a further controversial
scene, where blood is seen to be seeping from between Astbury’s
fingers, as he holds his hand over his heart. A spokesman for
The Cult’s UK label, Beggars Banquet, last week told Melody
Maker that a decision as to whether to release the video in the
UK would be made after a final edit had been viewed. Video or
no video, "Heart Of Soul" b/w acoustic versions of "Edie (Ciao
Baby)", "Heart Of Soul" and "Earth Mofo" will be released on
February 17. There is a possibility that a still from the video may
be used as part of the single’s artwork.

Echo And The Bunnymen are to release a new single on their
own Euphoric label on March 2. "Inside Me, Inside You" will be
preceded by a one-off date at Liverpool’s 051 club on February
13.

Mexico 70 (named after the soccer world cup tournament of
1970) have laid down a challenge to Pele (named after the
famous Brazilian soccer player): the two bands look set to play
the popular pub game, table soccer, prior to a gig at the Windsor
Old Trout venue on January 31. Meanwhile, this columnist is
pleased to note that England and Scotland avoided each other
at the recent draw for the European soccer championships and
is still trying to figure out why you guys are hosting the 1994
World Cup finals when so few of you have interest in the game.
And another thing... to be continued at a later date.
