The Cure, "High", Elektra.. Stylistic, retail potent, demonically divine to their legion of raging fans; The Cure are so extremely 

on target with their audience that it's scary sometimes. Surviving wave after wave of "The Next New 
Thing" back home in the savage trendiness of the UK ain't exactly easy, yet they accomplish that with 
ease upon each and every release. Their radio story in America has been built song by song, with the 
format responding to those singles on an individual basis, occasionally raving about their "rightness" for 
the times and in other instances holding back based upon media misconceptions and the blind luck of 
promotional timing. Luck has nothing to do with it this time around. The band has always been confident 
moving through the 'murky and dangerous' straight through to the occasional dance track and, on this 
outing, they sign on with a pop powered guitar intro and a vocal that shows Robert Smith in format form 
like almost never before. The lyrics are pure Cure and those Modern Rockers will be jamming this one 
from the first crinkle of that shrinkwrap next week. With a new album and a tour in the offing, count on 
making major excuses to your actives if you hold off for even a micro-second. 

Hard Act 
TO FOLLOW 

Giant, "Chained", Epic.., 1988's "Last Of The Runaways" put Giant at the forefront of that year's debut acts. "I'm A Believer" 
and "Innocent Days" both went top 10, and "I'll See You In My Dreams" became the band's highest 
charting AOR hit at #7. But A&M was a company in transition at that time, and despite a fine job from 
the promotion department, the changeover from BMG to Polydor distribution had quite the opposite 
effect on Giant's sales curve. True, 300,000 units is nothing to sneer at, but manager Bud Prager felt his 
critically acclaimed and radio validated act could do a lot better. So, now it's two years later, and after 
a heated bidding war, Epic has a band that many industry observers think is primed for the really big 
numbers. But it's not as if the players are worried about making their mortgage payments. Guitar hero 
Dann Huff continues to be one of the most in demand studio players, with credits that include Michael 
Jackson, Bob Seger, Whitesnake, Elton John and David Bowie. Keyboardist Alan Pasqua's resume 
includes Eddie Money, Sammy Hager, Bob Dylan and Santana, and producer Terry Thomas encores 
with more of those Bad Co. and Foreigner touches for which he's famous. Check the chart and you'll 
notice a real dearth of world class commercial rock--and from the Sambora style intro to the Def Lep-like 
chorus, this big, fresh balance track is just the ticket to get Giant back to where they left off.

David Byrne, "She's Mad", Sire/Warner Bros..., The man with the heartbeat of the Talking Heads pounding rhythmically 

away within his ribcage, David has been releasing bits and pieces of his musical vision for the last couple 
of years to an eager audience. The masses have clearly determined that David is the man who best 
survived the Art Wave splurge of a decade ago. And when Wave went World, David was there as well. 
His infusion of musical styles from around the globe have always been essential to the sound of those 
many emulators who wait on the fringe of his genius ready to take their signal from the man who has 
made a career of breaking new ground by simply ignoring the pre-existing reality of his peers. His humor 
is also well placed on this single. The song, revolving as it does around the war of the sexes has plenty 
of room for those Byrne-esque quips and his vocal is as sharply edged as the best of his Heads material. 
And while there is plenty of Third World beat going on in the rhythm section, the song is remarkably 
guitar driven. The video is a must see as well; perhaps the best catch bag of visual tricks in a couple of 
months and, if nothing else, David's evocative on screen persona makes a strong case for the fact that 
playfulness is very '90s. 

Soundgarden, "Rusty Bucket", A&M.„, The band that has been roundly acclaimed as the point of attack for what has become 
the almost unavoidable Puget sound, these guys even have the cheek to cover Spinal Tap during their 
live set (a rousing rendition of "Big Bottom" that guarantees a huge reaction every time). But, beyond 
the obvious regional emphasis of this band, they have also turned those vid-driven sensibilities of the 
MTV crowd upside down with their on camera realism and an almost severe anti-pretty boy stance that 
has bands rushing (finally!) to lose the mousse. They play with a passion and strength of spirit that will 
certainly survive the unavoidable hype of all-things-Seattle that is currently going on and with this track 
they have unveiled only their second single from Padmotolfinger. The track sets up with that SG signature 
guitar and Chris Cornell's vocals are sharp as ever but even more (dare we say it?) accessible. 
Foot-stomping, beer-tossing, crunch city rock and roll... but with a brain. Look for big things on the tote 
board next week. 

Asphalt Ballet, "Tuesday's Rain", Virgin..., In the never ending sea of hard rock clones, Paul Brown and the Virgin 
Visionaries are predicting that "Tuesday's Rain" will win AOR accolades for the band. Asphalt has a 
concrete foothold on the Metal side of the fence, with their powerful Top 10 grinder "Soul Survive." 
After winning for six straight weeks the video became the second ever to retire as undefeated "Ballbuster 
Of The Week" champ on Headbangers Ball--and the vid is still wearing down the playheads after eleven 
weeks of action. But before you slap a label on this band, slap the new track into your player. "Tuesday's 
Rain" is a fresh, mid-tempo rocker that possesses outstanding vocals from Louisiana frontman Gary 
Jeffries. KNAC can take much of the credit for the growing popularity of the band, since it was their 
"Pure Rock Search" contest that brought them to the attention of listeners and the labels. Gregg Steele 
first caught their act on the San Diego club circuit. He says, "They were called 'Mistreated' back then 
and Bryan Schock (then at KGB) used to play them on his weekend metal show. When I came to KNAC, 
we were very comfortable with this band. They are very thorough about songwriting which separates 
them from most bands in the same arena, plus they put on a great show. They will be playing at our 
Beachfest for a crowd of 70,000 people."

Spinal Tap, "Bitch School", MCA„, If you've ever lamented the fact that Artie Fuficin has always been more of an industry 

inside joke, rest assured that won't be the case from here on out. Please, I insist. This particular chapter 
of the Spinal Tap experience is going public in a very big way, and despite the lack of a feature length 
film, you can bet on a through-the-roof audience awareness factor. Read about it on the front page of 
the Wall Street Journal, the Washington Post, in Rolling Stone, People, Entertainment Weekly, and USA 
Today. Check the hour long April Fool's Day special on MTV, catch Letterman, or the half hour special 
on the E channel. You know MTV will pound the "Bitch School" video, especially given the band's Spring 
Break and Unplugged involvement. Then there's the appreance at the AIDS benefit at Wembley in April, 
and they'll be on tour in May and June. The whole thing's going to be tons of high visibility fun, and any 
thinking programmer would be majorly remiss not to cash in early. You couldn't ask for wider creative 
parameters. Besides, the song's actually pretty cool. Been humming it around the cabin all week. 

King's X, "King's X" Lp, Atlantic., Most of you know that Columbia's mission this past week was charting the two Bruce 
tunes in the top 5. Just when your cuts and bruises are starting to heal, be forwarned that Atlantic is just 
as rabid about serious chart action on the King's X album--and the track "World Around Me," in 
particular. In this band's hands, a good riff is a deadly weapon--and with a "riff from hell" (as Lea would 
say) like this, they're murder. Listen or test--and you'll see. Updating the single action to date: "Blag 
Flag" shipped amidst huge expectations, and it's blowing down doors after only three issues. It's atop 
the Most Added again this week at #3 with 30 more reports, with WDVE, KAZY, KLOS, KOME, 
KRXQ, KUPD, WFYV, WHCN, and WNOR the new majors. Now on 90 reporters, with play jumps at 
KJOT, KMJX, WROQ and KLBJ (where it's also #1 phones) factoring into the 31-23* HH advance. 
WAVE also has Top 5 phones after just one week. Dave Rossi's heard the whole album, and he reviews, 
"The last record seemed a little inconsistent, but there's nothing on this record I don't like. It's all come 
together for them, and they've really found their own style and sound." Also recommended: "Prisoner" 
and "Lost In Germany." One More Atlantic note: WIYY just hit Mr. Big's "Take My Heart," as did the 

Blaze--and they never played "To Be With You." The band's heading platinum off that #1 single, and this song won't be at CHR for 
another several weeks. With Mr. Big just announced as the Rush tour opener, your exclusive opportunity couldn't be riper. 

John Mellen camp. "Now More Than Ever", Mercury— It's always easy to find the room for the next Mellencamp priority 
track, especially when it's from an album this deep. John's still very much in the public eye, what with 
Farm Aid this past weekend, the European tour to follow, and a summer tour of every shed in America 
after that. But the real deal on this particular track (despite its being the most obvious crossover track) 
is where John sequenced it on the album. His biggest hits have always been the second track in--including 
"Pink Houses," "Small Town," and "Jack And Diane." That's a pretty convincing precedent, one some 
insiders will tell you is more than an accident. Play the smash-to-be while it's still fresh.

It's "Boss" radio mania all over again from the one man who 
affects all formats and all charts. With these two new tracks, 
Columbia was out to accomplish something that has never been 
done--debuts at one and two. That two tracks from the saine 
artist from two different albums were out simultaneously was 
history unto itself, let alone going for a one/two finish. They did 
finish one/two--but only on the Most Added rankings. Airplay 
wise, the #1 and #5 debuts may not have been exactly what Leo 
and Rocky were going for, but that is the best ever first week 
numbers for two tracks from the same artist. Now the specifics: 
"Human Touch" had 185 stations adding this track, a Number 

One debut on the Hard Hundred brought Columbia the first half of what they were 
hankerin' for. As reported by many stations, the phones were lighting up for this record even before it was shipped -- and 
Bruce's immediate family just ain't that big! "Human" seems to be the most honest song from Bruce in some time, which explains 
why AOR would lean toward the lighter tempo of the two -- that and the sure knowledge that everyone up and down the dial 
would be banging it. The #1 Adult Alternative debut further underscores the upper demo appeal inherent in the lyric and 
tempo. Of 188 OTB adds, all but just over 50 phone in heavy reports--and you can bet the Bimmer that most of those folks will 
be into heavy play by this time next week. Early phones are slightly more passive--but still healthy, with CHEZ, KQRS, KRQR, 
WBCN, WIZN, WKIT, WKQQ, WNCX, WNEW and WROV reinforcing what most of us already knew, When it comes to 
titillating the masses, Bruce definitely still has the touch. What we want to know is how did they get Danny Buch to pose for all 
the print advertising? And now onto "Better Days," the classic E Street (write if you get work, guys) sound still pounds out those 
body shots with the best of 'em, and 168 adds is ample proof--especially with over 90 listing heavy spins week one. KMMS, 
KQDS, KQRS, WDHA, WIYY, WIZN WKIT, WLLZ and WNCX are already reporting Top 5 phones. "Better" debuts at 5* 
on the Hard Hundred, and 6* on the Focus 50 AAA. It's the preferred track on the COR side of the fence 
(duh), with a 19* debut there. Better days indeed. • ++++ Toad The Wet Sprocket, "Hold Her Down", 
(3/18): From their humble beginnings in an old red barn, slap dab in the middle of Isla Vista, whoda thunk 
that these modern day Santa Barbara equivalent of Poco would end up penning such a powerfully 
appropriate and timely message song. This track is a deeply personal account of a woman's terrifying 
ordeal with a rapist, and offers insight into the psyche of both the storyteller and the perpetrators. Plus, 
as is the band's trademark, it's musically very interesting. New believers this week include KKEG and 
WNOR, as well as hometown supporters KTYD where Brice Kendall states, "We were playing the song 

for a while and were getting mixed reaction, but after some time it's really cathing on. 
Everytime we play the record, our jocks talk about the powerful and controversial lyrics. We are trying to 
educate our listeners. This is not a song to bury between two songs." Columbia is not pulling back one 
iota--especially now that they're on the chart at 98*. • • • • • Chris Whitley, "Poison Girl", (3/42*): 
There's no antidote for this kind of "poison"--other than about a pound of putty in each ear canal. Solid 
guitar work and satisfying vocals make for a potent brew as voiced by VVMFX's Dave Baker: "We played 
two other tracks before this one with great success. He is perfect for the upper demo numbers that we're 
all going for these days. Chris is a budding act for the '90s." With Top 5 phones reported at KSFX and 
KTCZ, heavy increases, and a leap from 62-57*, it's good poison indeed! Strap t-shirts live! • ++++

Now that the Virgin purchase has been rolled up and out the 
door, much as anticipated these last few weeks, leave it to 
Richard Branson to lead the way in making the news official. 
To quote the man who began it all, "For years I have hoped that 
one day EMI and Virgin would get together to create a great 
record company which would put the British music industry 
back at the top. We have recently received several proposals to 
merge or acquire Virgin Music and I am delighted that we have 
managed to reach an agreement with THORN EMI. I am also 
delighted that the artistic independence of Virgin Records is 
guaranteed. I will continue as President of the company for life, 
working alongside Ken Berry, Simon Draper and the rest of the 
worldwide management team. Over the last 20 years, Virgin has 
built up the best and largest independent music group. We now 
plan to continue to grow it into one of the finest labels in the 
world. The only difference will be that, for the first time in my 
life, I will be involved with a company I don't own. To be honest, 
it's a refreshing thought and a new challenge. Apart from 
continued involvement with the music group, this deal will allow 
me to concentrate more time and energy on other business, 
including my new love -- the travel group. Virgin Atlantic 
Airways and its sister companies within Voyager Travel 
Holdings have already built up an enviable reputation for 
quality and service and we plan for further expansion of the 
route network over the next three years. After this sale, the 
Virgin Group of Companies, whose continuing interests range 
from entertainment software and retailing to travel and leisure, 
will have a combined turnover worldwide in excess of 750 million 
pounds in the current year and very considerable cash resources 
at their disposal for expansion."

In the heat of working with the industry 
sometimes you don't realize how close of a relationship has 
come about. On Friday I realized it major." Nat will be 
looking for a new -radio reality and can be reached at (915) 
595-1777. The other shoe dropped like a sneaker full of shit 
when KLAQ GM Brad Dubow turned himself in on charges 
of possession of 1.5 pounds of marijuana and assorted 
paraphernalia. Dubow was released after posting bond on 
the charge, according to a the El Paso Post, after police 
investigated an open door at Dubow's home and discovered 
marijuana in a jar and on a tray in the home. DuBow's wife 
was not taken to jail following the search because of her 
advanced state of pregnancy, but Brad was taken in until 
posting appropriate bond. It's definitely a hectic time in old 
Texas this week.

CD PACKAGING NEWS 
In a long-awaited announcement, the Recording Industry 
Association of America's President Jason Berman today 
reported the voluntary plans of its major record companies to 
adopt a new jewel-box-size packaging standard for new releases 
on compact discs by April 1993. In reaching the decision on the 
new standard that will eliminate the extensive use of disposable 
paper and plastic for CD packaging, Berman said, "The 
recording industry has taken a bold step toward ensuring a 
cleaner, healthier planet. Under the new voluntary standard, 
CDs will no longer be packaged in throw-away longboxes. 
When artists and music buyers first voiced their concern over 
the wastefulness of the CD longbox, we listened," Berman said. 
"In March 1991, our industry declared the disposable longbox 
was dead. Our member companies then immediately began to 
develop packaging alternatives with few or no disposable parts. 
Shortly thereafter, individual companies began extensive 
consumer testing of packaging alternatives with varying 
dimensions." Following this evaluation period, there was a clear 
consensus in favor of the jewel-box-size package. The decision 
on the new standard brings the United States in line with other 
countries that have been successfully using the jewel-box-size 
package since CDs came into the market 10 years ago. 
"Considering that nearly 300 million CDs are shipped annually, 
and that a change in packaging will have a significant impact on 
related industries, we are proud of how quickly record 
companies reached this consensus and how soon it will be 
implemented," Berman said. "All this in less than a year of 
declaring the longbox an endangered species." In addressing 
the particular concerns of retailers over the cost of refixturing 
some current longbox shelves to accommodate the new size, 
Berman said, "We have assured retailers that our member 
companies will work with them to explore ways to offset 
refixturing costs."

WHEN HEAVY MAKES HER HAPPY 
MELISSA MAKES A VERY BIG NOISE 

It's been a gas to watch the initial reaction to the new Melissa 
Etheridge album. The lead single has already slammed a number of 
self professed tough guy rockers onto the curb with that "Get the 
license plate" look we all know and love so well. After all, the record 
has debuted strong behind her well muscled lead single and there 
are enough suitable follow-ups in the package to insure that rock 
radio is going to be loving this lady every bit as much as they did the 
last two times around the circuit. Already, at the AAA end of the for-
mat, she is closing in on a Number One rating, and the amount of 
rotational increases and positive listener reaction to date, while 
thoroughly expected, is nonetheless satisfying. After all, Melissa 
has been praised as the best female rocker to come along in the bet-
ter part of a decade and her values as a songwriter are only equaled 
by her vivacity as a performer and credibility as an artist in the 
smoking club world of a male dominated music industry. From 
cover to cover, the new album is complete with plenty of those 

achingly beautiful songs of heartbreak and discovery, but there is 
also a fresh edge to her work this time around. And, as we shall see, 
it is this more rocking sound that has early listeners to the album, 
stumbling over themselves to find the first depth track for airplay. 
But first, our conversation took a bit of a pause as we discussed 
birthdays in tipsheet cabins and the joys and perils of impending 

rock and roll parenthood... 

It's been a real cake and balloon kind of 
week here around the Hard Report, I under-
stand that a baby is on the way into your 
extended family as well. 

Melissa: Kevin McCormick, my bass 
player, his wife is having a baby in April. 
He used to be the worst about kids before 
this. It was like 'Kids shouldn't be allowed 
to fly.' 

Oh yeah, everything changes when you get 
into the club. It's like, 'They should all be 
put in sound-proof cages.' Now, anybody 
gives me a hard time because my kid's 
screaming on the descent, and it's like, 'Hey, 
wanna step outside, buddy?' 

Melissa: (Laughs) Right, exactly. 

of the plan going in, or did it just sort of come 
along as you continued to work throughout 
those sessions? 

Melissa: When you come right down to it, 
there were a lot of plans going in. And one 
of the most important plans was to let 
whatever happened happen. But I knew 
all along that I was going to push myself, 
push Kevin as the producer, and push the 
musicians. I didn't ever want to stop 
myself and say, 'Well, I can't do that.' I 
wanted to say, 'Maybe I can. Let me see. 
What is it like to do this?' And in that way, 
I was being aggressive with the entire con-
cept and execution of the album, I'm sure 
the whole feeling comes through in the 
music as being a little more aggressive. 

I didn't ever want to stop myself and say, 'Well, I can't do that.' 
I wanted to say, 'Maybe I can. Let me see. What is it like to do 
this?' And in that way, I was being aggressive with the entire 
concept and execution of the album, I'm sure the whole feeling 
comes through in the music as being a little more aggressive. 

How different is it for you now that you have 
gone from 'hard working and on the way up,' 
to 'someone you simply have to deal with?' 
How has it changed you? 

Melissa: Well, of course, it's a lot dif-
ferent. It's a really good feeling. It's the 
kind of thing that makes it all worthwhile. 
I don't think I'm that different, but people 
do have a different reaction to you, that's 
for sure. 

The record is very noticeable for having a 
much more aggressive sound. Was that part 

Kevin produced the previous album, as well. 
He's really sort ofy our other half musically, 
isn't he? 

Melissa: (Laughs)  Yes, he is. He's 
definitely my other half in so many 
respects. He and I worked with two other 
producers on the first album, and then we 
worked with Niko, who was one of the 
other producers on the first album, on the 
second album. And now, it's just me and 
him doing the work. 

You were talking about pushing yourself 
That's kind of a courageous move for some-
body who's coming off of such a strong 
success. Typically, you work very hard to get 
a record in front ofp eople. And when it goes 
as well as the last record does, everybody 
around the artist tends to go, D̀on't fix what 
ain't broke. Give me what you gave me the 
last time.' I'm sure you're aware of that. 

Melissa: Sure. One of the interesting 
things I've learned this year was what hap-
pens to you when you finally achieve your 
goals and you achieve your dreams. After 
what happened in the last couple of years, 
all my life, that was all I ever saw and 
dreamed about. That was my moving 
force. And then I got it. And when that 
happens you have to go, Ùh-oh. This is 
great to get, but now what? I'm 30-years 
old. I have a lot of stuff in front of me and 
a lot of energy left. Okay, I want to still 
move forward.' That's actually what I'm in 
love with, not just the goal itself, but the 
action of obtaining the goal and working 
for it. So, I had to put new stuff in front of 
that and just challenge myself in some new 
and exciting ways. That's the only way I 
can really enjoy life. 

So, through that success, the target has 
moved a little bit, and all of a sudden you 
find yourself faced with a new set of cir-
cumstances, a new landscape, but just as 
challenging in its own way. 

Melissa: Yes. It was interesting with this 
album, actually. We went in and recorded 
twenty songs, and most of the stuff that you 
hear on the album. It was all very dif-
ferent this time around, and I had achieved 
all the things I set out to do from the 
beginning. I challenged myself. I put in 
new stuff. All of a sudden, I went, 'Wait a 
minute. Something's missing here. It's 
like the same old thing I used to do. I need 
to still obtain the feeling within, that "yes, 
I'm still rocking": And that's when I went 
in and wrote 'Ain't It Heavy' and put it on 
the album. 

Was 2001' part of the original sessions? 
Because to me, that's an extreme departure 
from the last record. 

Melissa: That was written on the road in 
'90. And I knew that that was the song that 
I wanted to do different things with from 
the very beginning. I went in with the 
musicians and rehearsed it, and worked it 
up as a rock song. And that's when we got 
in the studio and I said, 'Okay, Kevin, let's 
go all the way with this. Let's go farther 
than we ever would think of going with the 
song.' And we did. There it is. 

And the amazing thing is that when people 
who have only listened to the record see you 
play live for the first time, there is such a 
different kind of energy to the band. A very 
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live, gritty, in-your-face sort of attitude on 
stage, that really is a little bit at odds with 
the way the last record played. And 2001' 
really captures that, probably better than 
anything else on the new record. 

Melissa: Oh, that's nice to hear. 

There's a certain kind of instrumentation I 
don't think I ever heard you use before. The 
percussive sound is very live, very splashy-
sounding. Everything has a different 
fingerprint from what I'd come to expect 
from Melissa Etheridge. And the guitar 
work. Do you enjoy playing electric more 
than acoustic? 

Melissa: Yes, but it terrifies me. 

What does? 

Melissa: Playing the electric guitar, be-
cause I hadn't played it very much. I did it 
in high school. And when I got out and 
started playing the bars, I just played 
acoustic. Then, all of a sudden, on the last 
tour, I started picking up electric 12-string, 
and started messing around with it some 
more. And I wrote «2001', and decided to 
play electric on it. 

I find that most musical artists or literary 
people tend to fall into one of two camps: 
They either write just a little bit at a time to

write footlockers of material because they're 
so prolific all the time they can't not write. 
Which camp do you fall into? 

Melissa: I wouldn't say exactly footlock-
ers full, but I do constantly write. It is, and 
always been a big part of my life. I've not 
had a time where I couldn't write. I always 
felt it was important to me. It's important

company. He's out right now with my 
manager and the heads of PolyGram doing 
marketing sessions -- going to all the 
branches, introducing the album, and get-
ting them all interested in the project. So, 
I really appreciate his efforts on that end. 
And he made some decisions on what was 
to go on the album and what wasn't, after 
we had all the songs done and ready to 
sequence. 

The reaction to your music in Europe has 
been very strong. I knew you were huge here 
and had done very well in Canada and 
Australia, as well, but it was something of a 
surprise to me that the last album had gone 
over as well as it had in Europe. Had you 
backed that up with a lot of touring in 
Europe, as well? 

Melissa: It's funny, you know, Europe was 
really the first place I ever toured. Back 
when the first album came out, it was the 
first place I ever played a lot live. And I 
have really seen that come through and 
cycle right back to me. It's like, 'Oh, okay, 
that was worth it,' because it was a lot of 
hard work at the time. But Germany, 
Scandinavia and all of the European 
countries have really embraced my music 
as a result. 

Have you been doing anything with your 
down time between records? Have you been 
collaborating with anybody, any projects 
that we will start hearing about later this 
year? 

Melissa: There's one that I'm so excited 
about I can't wait to see how it goes. It's 
a session that I did a few months ago with 
Delbert McClinton. Don Moss produced 
us, and it's this great rocking song that I 
sing back up on the chorus, and I'm real 
excited about it. I think we're just starting 
to present it right now. I've always loved 
Delbert, the way he sings and everything 
about him. And I've been talking to and 
am currently writing some stuff from 
Tammy Wynette. 

When you were coming up, did you have any 
vocal heroines, any women who you par-
ticularly looked to, or maybe even tried to 
emulate a little bit? The way you can hold 
that strong note certainly brings Tammy to 
mind. 

Melissa: Well, I did sing Country music 
first. And I stood up and belted out 'Stand 
By Your Man' for the crowd, no problem. 
That's where I learned to hold that big, old 
long note out. That's where I learned it 
from. And Loretta Lynn. I didn't have a 
lot of heroines though. I wouldn't say that 
there were really any female artists that I

You have such a strongpresence live, do you 
miss touring?

But overall, touring is actually the payback 
for it all. It's when I can get up in front of 
thousands of people every night, and you 
see how excited they are, that's it.

Melissa: That's what it's all about for a 
performer. 

Were there any towns, the last time around, 
that you can't wait to get back to? Places 
where they really made you feel like you're 
more than a little welcome. 

Melissa: There definitely are some 
favorite towns out on the trail. I find it 
interesting that there are some parts of 
America that are much wilder than others. 
Colorado has always been great, and 
Chicago is outrageous for a traveling band. 
Montreal, actually, is one of the best 
places I've ever played. 

said, 'I want to be just like that.' There 
were those who I really appreciated; Linda 
Ronstadt and later on, Joan Armatrading. 
But there wasn't any that I had made my 
big influences or anything. 

k.d. lang is on record criticizing the lack of 
acceptance forf emale artists at mass media, 
on a lot of different levels. Do you have any 
feelings about that issue? 

Melissa: I wouldn't say I had any gripes 
about it because I have had such a great 
reception. I have not really had a problem 
with it. In fact, I owe a lot of my career to 
the reception I got at rock radio, much 
more than I ever did on video or anything 
like that. So, I don't have a complaint. 
When I hear my music, and you don't hear 
another female for hours on the same sta-
tion I can't help but think that a lot of it is 
the music that's being put out. 

Would you classify yourself as more of an 
introvert or an extrovert when you write? 

Melissa: Well, the first two albums were 
definitely introverted and very much what 
was going on inside of me. But I think with 
this third album, I have looked around a 
bit, and it's not that I am necessarily writ-
ing about what's going on out there, so 
much as what's going on inside of me in 
response to what's going on out there. 

That, I think, is where the third album 
comes from. 

It seems like a lot of your songs are one to 
one you to an individual; an individual to 
you. Are you finding that personal relation-
ships have become more of a minefield 
these days? It's a very strange time. And on 
a more personal level, now that you're suc-
cessful, have relationships become more 
difficult for you, as well? 

Melissa: Yes, I have found that I have 
closed myself off a little bit more, whether 
I like to or not, I definitely have found that 
notoriety makes you turn in more to your-
self. So, yes, that is harder. I have, though, 
been very happy in my relationships. Still, 
though, I am all the time, examining the 
conflicts inside of myself that either come 
from the ups and downs in a relationship, 
or just from looking around the world, and 
as you said, it's definitely a strange time. 

Let's talk about a couple of the songs on the 
album. 'Ain't it Heavy', the first single, was 
there anything special about the actual 
recording of that song or about the meaning 
of that composition? 

Melissa: After I stood back and looked at 
what I had with this song I didn't feel like 
I really had the core of what I've always 
done as an artist. I also wanted to say, 
'Hey, I'm sill rocking.' So, I sat down and 
kind of took an overview of the whole 
situation, Òkay, I'm 30-years old. I'm at a 
certain point of my life. Let's look at some 
of the ups and downs and frustrations of 
this time in my life, some of the things that 
I want to voice through this song.' It's a 
very sexual song, yet it's almost a feminist 
song at the same time. When it comes 
right down to it, it's just a song that I hope 
some people can agree with and under-
stand. 

I thought 'Crazy For Me' was a little naughty, 
too, but it's also a little more fun. There's 
an upbeat feeling to it and it's sort of like that 
wonderful flirtation thing that we got into 
back when we were younger. 

Melissa: Yes, yes, that's exactly it and I 
really worked hard to keep as much of that 
in as I could. 

I thought 'Keep It Precious' had a beautiful 
intro. And as songs go on this particular 
album, there are only a couple where I feel 
like your vocal strengths are any better dis-
played. It may have been from the earlier 
sessions that you did, I don't know. But I 
found that to be a real personal high point. 

Melissa: That's nice to hear. 'Keep It 
Precious' is one of my favorite songs on the 
album, too, and you're right it was one of 
the earlier songs that was recorded and 
written for this album. I really love it. 
There's a lot of production on that song, 
yet it keeps very much to the heart and soul 
of what I am as an artist; my guitar, my 
voice. I just love that song. 

Whereas, I thought that P̀lace Your Hand', 
on which Dermot Mulroney played cello, 
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was very sparse sounding. Sweet and sad as 
they come, there's such a tremendous well 
of emotion that you are able to transmit. 
That's a gift. Also, 'Dance Without 
Sleeping; is another track I liked an awful 
lot, too.

Melissa: Thanks, I appreciate that.

It was 
more of that challenging that I wanted to 
accomplish on this album. So I went ahead 
and did it, and it worked. 

Aside from Kevin, would you like to hand 
out any pats on the back to the members of 
the band? I think we've stroked Kevin 
enough. 

Melissa: Well, Kevin and Fritz are 
definitely the core. And Scott Thurston, 
the same keyboard player who's on my first 
two albums.  I brought in two guitar 
players, Steuart Smith and Mark Golden-
berg. Mark, especially, adds a lot of the 
layers to 'Dance Without Sleeping', and 
'Keep It Precious'. He did that work. 

Is there anything that's in your CD player at 
home these days that you've really enjoyed 
listening to? 

Melissa: I certainly enjoyed Bonnie 
Raitt's new album. I listen to her over and 
over. And I really like Seal. Great writing, 
great music. I love listening to him. 

When are you planning to go back on the 
road? 

Melissa: We are trying to pinpoint our 
first dates in May. And we'll do North 
America first. We're going to definitely 
nail America this time around.

"Better Days" Are Here For Southside Johnny 

With this record there seems to 
be a renewed enthusiasm. Not 
to say that you've been bored all 
these years; but my gut instinct 
tells me you're having a lot more 
fun these days. 
John: (Laughs) It's true. Like 
the album says, these are better 
days. But a lot of that had to do 
with the fact that Steve and I 
were working together again. 
A lot of people got excited 
about that. And I was one of 
them. The simple fact is that 
once we decided to do a Jukes 
album it started to get fun 
again. And that's the most im-
portant thing because there's 
also that time where you can 
slog off in your career. There's 
a lot of slogging time put in 
every career and you kind of 
have to fight your way through 
it. And you have to try to figure 
out what to do next. For me it 
was to get rid of some of the 
complications that accrued in 
my life and get back to the ba-
sics. 

When did you and Steven get the 
idea to work together again? 

John: Well, I always do a gig at 
the Garden State Arts Center 
and every year I try and make it 
a little bit different. It was 1990 
and I invited Glen Burtnik to 
come down and John Eddie 
and all those different people. I invited a lot of the old Jukes and, 
so, of course, I invited Steven, too. He lives in Manhattan. 'You 
gotta come. You gotta play. You gotta sing,' I said in a phone 
conversation with him one day. And he came and he had a great 
time. He walked out on the stage and the crowd went berserk. 
We did 'I Want To Go Home' and whole bunch of other songs 
and I think he had forgotten how much he loved that kind of 
music. Those songs inA particular. And performing. So that was 
really the start of it. We had met before that and, of course, we 
had stayed friends over the years but we had never wanted to work 
together again. I was doing different things and he was doing his 
thing. So that was the spark for us doing a new Jukes album. I 
have a blues band on the West coast and he came out to finish up 
production on a record he was doing and he was staying at the 
Sunset Marquee and I came up and saw him. And I brought along 
a couple of tapes of songs I had been listening to and he had his 
tapes and it turned out that we had been listening to a lot of the 
same songs -- Bobby Blue Bland, Junior Parker. I began to realize 
that we had gone through all these twisting roads and had come 
back to the same place at the same time. And that day at the 
Sunset is when everything solidified. We rode around and talked 
for hours and hours. It was like the old days and we really felt the 
spark and the love for that kind of music again. There was this 
real desire at that point to work together again. Me to sing his 
songs; him to write for me. And that was it. 
A lot has happened between your last two albums in terms of the 
nature of the record business. There have been some major firings 
and consolidations at record labels. How has that affected you? 
John: Well, I always can find somebody to subsidize what I do. 
Some of them may have regretted it but in the long run I think... 
(Interrupting) Why do you say that? 

John: Not all my records have made back a lot of money for 
people. Most of them have done okay. But at least they can look 
at the records we made and go, 'That was a good record.' 

Your musical integrity was always intact. 
John: Well, almost always intact. (Laughs loudly) I'm pretty 
hypersensitive. 

Well, every day can't always be great. 

John: I don't think the business has really been good for music. 
Music has triumphed despite the business. I'm sure a lot of 
people are going to read this and go, 'Ah! More Sixties crap!' 
But the fact was that in the Sixties you'd get ten or twenty records 
with incredibly new mind boggling things on them. These days 
you get a lot ot records that are coined to just fit in to some market. 
And nobody really thought about that back then. And that's a 
function of business because a lot of people want you to be the 
next Somebody. And, of course, I can't be any of that stuff. I can 
only be me. 

Southside Johnny's back and Better Days (Im-
pact Records) is the applicable title to describe 
his best album in years. It's the eleventh album 
from New Jersey's rock 'n' roll legend and it is 
full of heartfelt songs contributed by the likes 
of New Jersey's best -- Steven Van Zandt, Bruce 
Springsteen, Jon Bon Jovi, members of the E 
Street Band, Flo and Eddie, and, of course, the 
famous Asbury Jukes. John recalled how Better 
Doe became a reality: "I had relocated to 

Southern California to take some time off and 
was playing in a pick-up band called Blues De 
Luxe just for fun. Steven (Van Zandt) came to 
check out the show. We compared notes, tapes, 
and ideas, and decided to work together again. 
We sat in his hotel room playing things for 

each other, and we both realized that the spark 
was still there. We looked at each other and 
said, 'Let's wail with it; let's let the dogs run!' 
And so Better Days was born and the legacy of 
Southside Johnny and The Asbury Jukes con-
tinues. In an exclusive interview, Southside 
talks about his renewed enthusiasm for the 
group, family life, Bruce and just about every-
thing you'd ever want to know about the man 

and his music. 

It's the audience in the long run 
who determines everything. 
John: Right. And they really 
don't know. It would be one 
thing if they could say, 'Hey, 
listen, I know what the audience 
wants. It wants Vanilla Ice.' 
If you knew the answer to what 
the audience wants you'd be the 
richest man in the world. 

John: Exactly. They cut their 
own throats with that kind of 
thinking because they put out a 
lot of stuff that may sell seven 
million records but then it's 
gone the next year because 
there's nothing to it. Whereas a 
long lasting band keeps work-
ing and doing new things. So 
I've never liked the business 
and I've never liked the busi-
ness man in music. 
You've never conformed to what 
the trend is, right? You've always 
made music that feels good for 
you. 
John: I think that our very first 
album determined the course 
of our success in the career. 
Obviously we had horns and ob-
viously it was me and we were 
making that kind of music. And 
we were those kind of people. 
And I don't think the record 
companies to this day have ever 
looked at the Jukes and said, 

'Wow! This is great! We could really sell this!' They've always 
thought, 'This is really great but I don't know why it doesn't sell. 
Maybe it will this time. We've got this planned and that planned.' 

Speaking of record sales, how is Better Days doing? 
John: Believe it or not, the record is doing very well. 

Word has it that this is the biggest selling Southside Johnny record 
in years. 
John: And if things keep going the way they've been goingz it may 
well be the biggest selling one of all time. They're determined to 
sell it for the whole listener. 

What are the sales figures on it now? 
John: I don't know. I never ask. 

Has it gone Gold? 

John: Nah. Not yet. We'll see though. It's close. 

Bruce Springsteen has obviously had a major impact on the world 
of music. 
John: And a good impact, too. 
Yeah, I think so. One thing I'd like to know is what kind of impact 
he had on you personally? 
John: The biggest thing is specifically the integrity that he's had. 
He's never really tried to compromise himself. -He's always made 
people take him at face value. 
Have you spoken with him since he moved to Beverly Hills and, son 
of left his roots so-to-speak? 
John: Well, I don't think he's left his roots. He still has a house 
in New Jersey and, in fact, I was just at his last birthday party 
which was in Rumson. He took down the American flag he had 
hanging and somebody gave him an Elvis flag. A big flag of Elvis 
-- The King -- and he was like, 'I gotta put this up right now!' At 
sunset Bruce was out there -- pretty drunk -- removing the 
American flag and putting up the Elvis flag. And I'm sure he's 
real well-liked in Rumson with all the estates. The perfect neigh-
bor. 
Have you noticed any changes about him? 

John: Well, he's more mature but I think that's just a function of 
time and being a father and being remarried and all. But he still 
loves to rock ̀ri' roll. When he came into the studio he was wild. 
He said, 'I got this idea,' and he grabbed the guitar and it was like, 
'I got this new song.' I haven't noticed any lack of enthusiasm on 
his part. He still loves to get up there and rock and jam. 
Has being a daddy made him different? 

John: I think it's been good for him in a sense that it's blown away 
some of the other things that he worried about. I don't have any 
children but I have a Godchild. And what I hear a lot of parents 
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say, especially new_parents, a lot of things that they used to worry 
about are just not that important any more. It kind of focuses you 
into what's really important. Anyway, it seems like that and he 
seems very happy with his whole situation. 

Patty was supposed to come out with a record last year. 

John: They're still working on it. 

Are you going to play on it? 

John: I don't think so. I think it's just about done. But she's been 
working on it mostly herself. 

It was on the release schedule in April of 1991 and then she got 
pregnant and took it off the release schedule. 

John: As far as the record companies are concerned, they can 
wait until the record's finished. And that's the way it is and that's 
the way it should be, too. All last year I heard, 'Oh boy! CBS is 
really putting the pressure on Bruce.' And I was like, Ỳeah. 
Right.  You mean, what they're really doing is calling John 
Landau and Landau's saying, 'Fuck off!' (Laughs) 

Did you read the gossip item where MCA 's Al Teller, Bruce and 
Patty were all at dinner together at one table and Tommy Mattola 
and Don Einer from CBS walked into that same restaurant to 
discover this. It was written in the N.Y. Post. Do you think Bruce 
would leave CBS and jump labels? 

John: That's an interesting question, you know. I wonder how 
Tommy felt about that? He probably reacted like, 'What are 
doing with him?' 

Well, it made the daily papers. 

John: I really have no insight into that. I know that there are a 
lot of people who have said to me that Bruce is going to feel weird 
because Sony now owns CBS. But I've never heard Bruce say one 
word about that. I don't know if he feels that way or not to tell 
you the truth. I wish I could give you some insight. I know my 
feelings and they're that I don't really care because it's just 
executives. And all executives are creeps anyway. (Laughs) 
You really hate the business side of music, don't you? 

John: I don't like executives. 

What is it specifically about the music business that you dislike so 
much? 

John: I don't think that those people belong in the business. I 
mean, I want to see executives like Bruce Lundvall in it who 
absolutely love music, and really get knocked out by the music. 
These are the executives who get knocked out more by that than 
anything else. These are the executives I want to see in the music 
business. 

So how do you deal with it all? Business-wise Better Days is the 
best selling Jukes record in years. 
John: I say, J̀ill! (Referring to his wife who's sitting next to him.)' 
And Jill makes the phone calls. What do you do Jill? I bet the 
conversation goes something like this -- 'If you don't sell my 
husband's record I'm going to come over there and kick your ass!' 
(Laughs) 

John: That's what you have managers for and then you harrass 
the manager. And he harrasses the record company. 

Jill: We have a new manager. 

John: Danny Goldberg is our new manager. 

Danny's a very aggressive guy. 

John: Yes he is. He's been real great with us. The fact is that 
everything appears to be working out really well. Face it, there 
are glitches in everything but for the most part the promotion 
people have been really good. 

There have been some serious situations taking place within the 
record industry as of late specifically involving sexual harrassment. 
The Clarence Thomas 'Anita Hill case has created an awareness on 
the work front and it has extended, in particular, to the record 
industry. Some of the industry's top people were recently brought 
up on sexual harrassment charges which was brought to the public's 
attention via an article in the L.A. Times. 
John: Anybody I knew? Anybody I used to work for? (Evil 
laugh) One of these excutives was at RCA. He was at Chrysalis 
before that. Who's ever reading this in the industry will know who 
I'm talking about without me having to mention any names. This 
A&R executive listened to a tape of mine and said to me, 'Hey, I 
really like this stuff.' He then proceeded to tell me he was going 
to a seminar for three days and that when he got back he would 
give us an answer. Well, he never came back. At the seminar he 
had gotten into a lot of trouble and they fired him. So we're sitting 
there -- me and Danny Goldberg -- going, 'I wonder why he hasn t 
called.' And then we found out he was gone. 
How do you feel about all this? These are the guys you're trusting 
your career to. 
John: Unfortunately, this is not a new story to me. In my time 
I've seen lots of crazy things. 

Yeah but how do you make sure these types ofp eople don't handle 
your record and;  if they do, how to you make sure that they don't 
fuck it up especially when you've spent a year or two of your life 
laboring over it to make it the best record that you possibly can? 

John: Sexual harrassment against women in the music industry 
is not a new story obviously. It's going to be an on-going thing. 
And the people attracted to that kind of power are attracted to 
that kind of abuse. And Anita Hill brought it to the surface. It's 
a good thing and I'm glad she did, too. I try very hard to make 
sure my band never does that kind of thing. The weird, bizarre 
sexual things that some of the guys get involved with are usually 
mutual. Like when we had Patty and Lisa and Suzie on the road, 
I took the band aside and said, 'You better not make any weird 
comments,' and I laid the law down with them. But, of course, as 
it turned out, they were wilder than the band. (Laughs) But as 
far as those executives who do those kind of things, you just gotta 
get up and walk out. 

Have you had situations where you were offended by that behavior? 

John: Oh yeah. Plenty of times. But you just got to walk away. 
Plain and simple. 

On to a new subject. Besides being a journalist, I, too, have some 
musical aspirations and have been working with a very talented 
gentleman named Steve Skinner who produced your last solo re-
cord. That album was great but it never saw the light of day. What 
happened? 

John: It's the difference between one record company and the 
other. That record company literally had just one promotion 
person. They don't even exist any more. They had no money. 
I mean, Susan Blonde, who handles your public relations, has had 
her people all over this record and they didn't stop pursuing me until 
I finally agreed to set up this interview. She's doing a great job. 

John: Yeah and you need money to do all those things. 

Had I not known Steve Skinner I would have never known that the 
record ever came out. And it's a great studio record. 
John: Thank you. I still like that album a lot, too. 

Any message for Skinner? 

John: We should call him actually and deliver our message in 
person. He has a kid now, right? 

Yeah. Christopher and he's already playing piano. 

John: Amazing. 

Okay, John. Here's the trivia portion of the interview. You were in 
a movie many years ago called Between The Lines, Michael 
Kamen told me about it because he scored that picture. 

John: That's right. I almost forgot about that. That was in 1976. 
I remember that because we were playing at the same time. It 
was wild because it was our first big dates in New York after the 
album had come out. It was the Bottom Line for three nights and 
it was all sold out and we set a record because nobody back then 
played three nights in a row doing two shows a night. We were 
getting up at 5:30 in the morning to be on the set for Between The  
Lines. We were walking zombies. But it was so much fun because 
we weren't acting, we were just playing. They would set us up and 
we would lip synch and all the action was around us. But there 
were so many great people in that picture who went on to greater 
things. Jeff Goldblum was in that and William Hurt and Lindsy 
Crouse and the always bizarre Michael J. Pollard. He was com-
pletely whacked. They literally had to go find him for every shot. 
The AP would have to look for him and usually they'd find him 
under a table somewhere; the AP would have to take him by the 
hand to bring him on the set. He was so weird. So to us it was 
this show they were putting on with all these people. 

It must've been very amusing for you to watch all these personalities 
in action. 

John: Oh and are they ever personalities. Actors are strange 
people. But it was an experience that I enjoyed very much. 

Have you wanted to do some real acting? 
John: I don't ever want to act. I don't mind playing in movies but 
I don't want to have to memorize lines and act. 

You seem very content with yourself 
John: There are many outlets for me but the main outlet is going 
out on the road and playing live. That's what I still like to do the 
best. And especially when we play Europe. You're miles and 
miles away from home and it's this great adventure. We've been 
everywhere from Finland to Italy to Switzerland for the first time. 
I just like to play. As long as I'm playing I'm a very happy guy. 

Well, John, that's what I'm going to write. 
John: Yeah! That's good. And you better write nice things about 
us 'cause I know where you live. Just teasing. The way I look at 
things is like the album says -- 'Better days are coming and there 
were better days in the past.'

Cracker, "Cracker" (VIRGIN) When Camper Van 
Beethoven parted 
compan,  after 
1989's "Key Lime 

some factions 
segued into Monks 
Of Doom, as well as 
a variety of side 
projects. But lead 
singer (and lyricist) 
David Lowrey has 
kept a relatively low 
profile, but judging 
from this debut 
album from David's 
new band it wasn't a 
quiet one. Cracker 
(originally Cracker 
Soul) is a taut quartet 
from the basic (as in 
2 guitars, bass and 

drums) school of rock and roll. This eponymous initial effort 
snaps, crackles and pops with a dozen tunes centered on themes 
of love, anger, confusion, anxiety, passion, humor, even more 
love and reams of reality. The anthemic first single (ap-
propriately titled "Teen Angst") is a flawless gem, with a furious 
pace. The sort of tune that rekindles and reaffirms the teenage 
spirit in even the most jaded. It is reckless abandon along a 
highway littered by constructive sarcasm and terminal longing--
like a head-on collision between Dag. Nasty and John Prine. It's 
certainly a surprise to no one that Cracker sits atop this week's 
Most Added pile (as well as owning the highest chart entry at 
24*), and their 33 playlist additions encompass a healthy blend 
of both college and commercial signals. Joining David in the 
Cracker ranks are high school pals Johnny Hickman and Davey 
Faragher, on lead guitar and bass, respectively. Joey Peters 
(another old bud) has been added to the drum seat, occupied 
on the album by session aces Jim Keltner and Rick Jaeger who 
played with Dave Mason throughout the '70's as "Dr. Rick 
Jaeger".)  Others appearing on this Don Smith (Tom 
Petty/Dramarama) production include Benmont Tench, per-
cussionist Phil Jones (he was the drummer in Crabby Appleton-
-remember "Go Back"?) and the fiddle playing of Lovely Previn 
(daughter of Andre and Dorey Previn.) Old fans of Camper will 
immediately warm to the country honk humor of 'Happy 
Birthday To Me", as well as the (unfortunately) not ready for 
airplay charm spilling from all corners of the beautiful "Don't 
Fuck Me Up (With Peace And Love)". "Another Song About The 
Rain" smolders with the intensity of "Zuma" period Neil Young 
and the soul of Paul Westerburg. Of the rest; "Satisfy You" will 
make a great single someday, both "Mr. Wrong" and (primarily) 
"Someday" recall the "Let It Bleed" era of The Stones and "St. 
Cajetan" is a grindingly powerful highlight. "I See The Light" 
could be a revival meeting in search of location, while "Can I 
Take My Gun To Heaven r brought to mind the "Mad Shadows" 
gasp of Ian Hunter, especially when David moans, "When I come 
home from a long day workm' at the prison, I find my woman 
she's not at home." With this fully realized introduction, Cracker 
furthers the crisp indication that when a gentle weep is equally 
lowerful and genuine, genre and category remain irrelevant.

Spinal Tap. "Break Like The Wind" (MCA) Yes we know that Spinal Tap are from the "Boogie on 10" mode initially forged 
by dinosaur bands like the 70's incarnation of Status Quo, or even latter day Foghat. But when a legend of 
this stature emerges from mothball hibernation, it's appropriate for all formats to show an interest. David 
St. Hubbins, Derek Smalls and Nigel Tufnel turned their collective backs on rock stardom after their 
disastrous "Smell The Glove" tour. Scores of not quite half full arenas and their own empty pockets (except 
for Derek!) had turned the perennial drummerless decibel DEMIGODS toward a one-way highway to 
personal and professional hell, like a run-on sentence that careens out of control (much like this one, come 
to think of it!) However, let us not forget how deeply Spinal Tap bore their brand of mindless babble and 
over amplified wail into most of our musically formative years. It almost makes one dig out a crushed velvet 
blazer, elephant bells and platform shoes in celebration. But as Bill Murray said in Stripes, "Hey, chicks 
in the Village are paying top dollar for this stuff." At any rate, we at The Hard Report (especially us 
Alternative types) feel massively unworthy to even review The Tap "comeback" effort. How can we do any 
justice to the tantamount historical ramifications of a musical statement as complete as "Break Like the  

Wind"? Right, we can't! So, with an eye toward fair play we have located and hired (at great expense) the legendary Rupert Warhol 
Pupkin, reviewer/editor supreme of since bankrupt publications like Thrust Mascara Glue and Gob, to provide us with a definitive 
Spinal Tap interview/review. Rupert has been in hiding much of the last decade, along with his trusty sidekick A. Noel Retente, 
rumored to be at work on a tell-all expose of The Slugging Ferrets, as well as nurturing promising new talent like Four-Boy Wally, 
Streetlight Aroma and Buff Scarborough & The Love Cubes. Look for Rupert and A. Noel's cover story on Spinal Tap in the next 
issue of this trusty rag, that is if we can find them (or at least their copy) in time. Until then, not only can't we stop you from playing 
"Break Like The Wind" every chance you get, we wouldn't care to try. (MM) 

James, "Seven" (FONTANA/MERCURY) When James emerged from Manchester in 1985 (before it was fashionable), with 
their "Village Fire" EP (on Factory)7 they were seen as a "folk" based band, highlighted by the sophisticated 
range and eccentric phrasing of lyricist/vocalist Tim Booth. Through their first two albums ("Stutter" in '86 
and 1988's "Strip-mine") they were constantly compared to Manchester's (at the time) favorite sons, The 
Smiths. Both of these releases were issued here in The States (albeit in a delayed fashion) by Sire, and a 
certain sector still point to this period as the band's zenith. In this opinion, that school of thought is very 
difficult to adhere to. Although early tracks like "Why So Close", "Charlie Dance", "Stnpmining" and "Just r" remain essential, it wasn't until the revamped, expanded (seven member) James appeared with "Gold 

r" in 1990 that they began to build on their enormous potential. "Sit Down" was a landmark single, a 
grand musical rebirth that would cause them to finally make a dent here in the U.S., again with delayed 
release action. Those brilliant fragments that marked the territory of the band's early days, were suddenly 
sprawling landscapes of emotional scenery, framing Tim Booth's black and white lyrical reality with 
welcome splashes of sonic breadth and color. With the Youth produced "Seven", James further refine their 
approach through stylistic expansion and fearless exploration, once again emerging the better for it. "Born 

of Frustration" is well known to all already, serving as the preamble to the main course, and import fans have also had time to 
(somewhat) digest "Sound", which appears here in different form. "Sound" was actually released as a single in the U.K. before "Born", 
but the album version shines in an expanded epic tone, with an intro bearing a strong aroma of U2's The Edge. James stretch out 
further with "Live A Love Of Life", a near tribal blast highlighted in a large way by the fabulous trumpet work of Andy Diagram. 
Judging from the 26-22* move on the chart, it shouldn't be difficult to convince you to explore additional "Seven" stop points. Let 
your emotions climb aboard the plaintive and stirring "Protect Me", "Mother" (a hint of "House Of The Rising Sun"--- really!) and "Don't 
Wait That Long", in addition to those already mentioned. (MM) 

Buffalo Tom, "Let Me Cover" CBEGGARS BANQUET/RCA) Those already enamored with the "Velvet Roof EP, are 
about to become elated when they wrap their ears around the full third effort from these U-Mass-ers. If 
you thought "Velvet Roof and "Crutch" displayed an intensified passion for Buffalo Tom, then "Let Me Cover" 
is sure to blow your head clear off. And let's not hear a bit of moaning over the absence of J. Mascis behind 
the board, because Sean Slade and Paul Q. Kolderle do a damn fine job. Buffalo Tom have focused their 
sound, and what you get here are 13 songs bathed in a brighter light, yet standing firm in regard to darker 
shading. The band's love for buzz is instantly apparent in tracks like "Staples"; it's almost as if these New 
England natives took a time tunnel back to Minneapolis in 1984, and set about recording their version of 
Husker's "New De Rising" or The Mats "Let It Be". Their maturity has blossomed in all the spots you look 
toward, notably heart and passion, especially profound in tracks like "Taillights Fade", "Dar! " and "Frozen 
Lake". Haunting and often evocative, the doleful imagery painted throughout echoes with the wonder of 
a new discovery. Future single choices might include the sprite "Porchlight", which bristles with Janovitz's 
Mould-ish delivery. The faction in search of a more amp fueled romp-a-rama, need look no further than 

the guitar whirl of "Saving Grace" and sluggish beauty that is "Mountains Of Your Head" . New at Œ NY, KCPR, KUCI, KUSF, KDVS, 
WFDU and WUNH, with Heavy or better spins happening at KGRK, WCDB, WKPX, WNHU, WRIU and WWUH. Buffalo Tom 
enters the chart at 48* this week. (MM)

The Cure, "High" (FICTION/ELEKTRA)  Let's go out on a limb here and predict that The Cure will undoub-

tedly lead next week's Most Added category. Yeah, potentially this is a tough call, so color us reek-
less--- go ahead! Seriously though, the main thrust of The Cure has never been that of achievement 
through statistics. Robert Smith has always maintained the persona of a perennial outsider. Even as 
The Cure started to fill stadiums and inspire look alike tribes of cult hero wcrship, Smith retained his 
"just visiting" veneer. "High" is the initial single from the forthcoming "Wisar, which will mark the 

band's first album of all new material since "Disinteration" in 1989. The lone line-u? change to occur 
during this period is that former band roadie (actually guitar tech) Perry Bamonte replaced key-
boardist Roger O'Donnel. Musically speaking, "High" finds The Care closer in timbre to the shorter 
pop approach of "The Head On The Doors period. Hypnotic guitars that seem to float in air, swirling 
above an insistent rhythmic pulse and nudged forward by the gentle croon of Robert Smith. In a nut-
shell, you can still dance to it if you like--- so we give it a 98! (MM)

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Necessary Spinning 
Hailing from Athens (as in Greece, not Georgia) comes a 

band with a firm grasp on both '70's 
punk and the values of '60's garage, 
by the name of The Last Drive. 
Formed in 1984, these hard trash 
worshipers have finally struck an 
American deal with Restless 

Records. "tilood Nirvana" is their 
U.S. debut, although it is actually 
the band's third effort in total. 
Throughout this exciting waxing, 
The Last Drive slam you about the 

ears with punk ravers like "Bite" and "Cool Spine". To prove 
that their heart contains a firm grasp of history, they include a 
faithful reading of The Chambers Brothers' anthem, "Time 
Has Come Today". Check these 
boys out! The Swans latest offer-
ing "Love Of Life" (on Young God 
through Sky Records) gracefully 
trudges through foreboding dark 
areas, with their usual dis-

enfranchised abandon and icy aban-
don. The band's Velvet fixation is 
healthy and intact on both "Her" and 
"God Loves America". There's no 
reason all stations shouldn't latch on 
to the Sisters Of Mercy drone of 
"Love Life" or "In The Eye Of Nature", a pair of tracks that sur-
vive blow for blow with any Gothic masterpieces from the 
past.... "peer Joint & Tailoring" (on First Warning) finds 
Jamaica's greatest quartet, The Jolly Boys, blending a pot 

pouri of sonic brews, ranging from rumba and reggae to calyp-
so and New Orleans style jazz. Recorded live to DAT on an 
outdoor patio with a perfect view of the Caribbean, this lov-

able, intimate session has a 
homemade ambience that is all too 
rare. With all tracks indelibly 
charming, singling out a few for 
airplay consideration is basically 
mute. But since we must, how 

about "Tenement Yard" and "Ba Ba 
Di Ya (Miss A Ram Goat)"? The 
Jolly Boys are already charming the 
listeners of KUSF, KCPR and 

KGRK, that circle should start to ex-
pand instantly.... Pell Melt bring the indie scene into in-
strumental territory (remember 
Love Tractor?), primarily thanks to 
the U.S. Mail. A Bi-coastal unit 
that plays a musical game of postal 
tag, they actually gathered forces 
for a solid 2 weeks in San Francisco 
to record their third full effort

tapestries into magical results. Twin brothers Klive and Nigel 
Humberstone are joined by the luscious pipes of vocalist 
Delores Marguerite C., as well as the military percussive 
pound of Q. Highlights of the set are the evocative "a 

Rebours" and marching pulse of "Temporis". Instrumental 
tracks like "The Boy Behind The Curtain" and "Syntonic" make 
for irresistible mood pieces that could easily transfer to a cel-
luloid setting. Stations like KUCI, WRIU, KSJS, WBAU, 
WCDB and WRFL have already found a home for this 

enchanting ensemble.... Eden (also 
on Third Mind) are an eclectic 
Australian mind cruise that is sure 
to connect with a segment in search 
of different sonic possibilities. They 
blend wind instruments, keyboards 

and percussion, arriving at 
"Gateway", a near Celtic synth ex-
periment with a Middle Ages hue. 
The 70 minutes of the CD are a 
wash of many shades, with "Mystes" 
and moody "The Unveiling Of Brigid" 
just two of the brighter moments. A strange symbiosis akin to 
Depeche Mode meeting Enigma head on occurs on the epic 
feel of "Rain Washed", and we show early play from places like 
KSJS, WRIU, WUNH and WRFL.... The final Third Mind 
release has historical ties to Front Line Assembly and Skinny 
Puppy. Intermix is a showcase for the talents of Bill Leeb (ex 

Skinny Puppy member and the 
founder of F.L.A.) along with his 
Front Line buddy Rhys Fulber. 

Here on their eponymous debut is a 
familiar aesthetic that runs the 
gamut from industrial trash to 

Gothic gallops. Incorporating tech-
no flash and samples, Intermix hits it 
right on tracks like "Voices", "Cum & 
Get It!" and "Dead Ladders". Cur-
rently airing at KSJS, KCMU, 

WUNH, KUNV and WBER.... Back when "gag me with a 
spoon" and "grody to the max" were the optimum phrases of 
Southern California vernacular, bands like Felony were part of 
a new wave proliferation that 
spawned a zillion (near) one-hit 
wonders. This onslaught of musical 
sensibility included a wide variety of 
wondrous pop, like 20/20's timeless 
"Yellow Pills", Great Buildings, Gary 
Myrick & The Figures brilliant "She 
Talks In Stereo" and of course the 
fabulous Plimsouls. On the other 
end of the spectrum, there was the 
quirk of Hillary's "Kinetic", The 

Flirts and Josie Cotton. Hell, even The Sparks grabbed new 
life with "Angst In My Pants" and "Eaten By The Monster of 
Love". As the whole scene started to wear thin, the newly 
formed Geffen Motion Pictures decided to capsulate this 

boisterous, colorful and sometimes grating lifestyle in the cult 
classic "Valley Girl". So what the hell does all this have to do 
with Felony? Well, if you spin the track "The Fanatic" (on 
Scottl Brothers), chances are you and your audience will suf-
fer disturbing flashbacks of E.G. Dailey's breasts and Nicolas 
Cage's multi-colored hairdo. If not for the few daring sta-
tions with the foresight to play "new wave" back in 1983, "The 
Fanatic" would be forever relegated to that intense party scene 
in "Valley Girl", where Mr. Cage meets his "truly dazzling" 
Deborah Foreman ("Julie, Fer Sure!"), then gets the shit beat 
out of him by her ex-boyfriend. Oh, the emotion of it all! We 
don't think anyone will be begging you to dig deeper into this 
newly unearthed treasure chest of Techno-L.A.-New Wave, 
but if you must, try the radical "Positively Negative", "Kristine" 

and "The Girl Ain't Straight" (MM)

Hard rock fists were clenched, raised high and proud this week, 

in total exaltation over the return 
of metal's heinous heavy heroes, 
the one and only----Spinal Tap! 
Voices once raised in growling 
chants of Slay-.Uh! are now being 
joined by the melodious roar of 
Spin-Uhl Tapp-a! Oh joy! Yes, 
out of retirement and back into 
the limelight, Tap give us the soon 
to be (if not already) mega-huge 
opus, "Break Like The Wind"— 
destined to leave a stain on the 
very face of any and all descrip-

tions of true rock and roll. No funk zingers or industrial noise 
interrupt the classic metal lines and details of Spinal Tap's full 
blown (amps to 11) sound. Big, majestic and bold. Yes, that's the 
magic of David St. Hubbins, Nigel Tufnel and Derek Smalls--
names ingrained into the very heart of metal's long thwarted 
history. Makes your eyes tear up, doesn't it? Well, fellow Tap-
pers, hold onto your rainbow colored suspenders or your heavily 
studded, but not overbearingly stylish bullet belts, 'cause the 
album is a 14 song fiesta of cataclysmic musicianship. From the 
metallic bash of "Bitch School", the finery of "The Majesty Of 
Rock" (anthemic, simply anthetnic), the tender drama of "Just 
Begin Again" (a duet with Cher, sporting such inspirational 
moments as "rise for you are cream") and "Springtime", to Spinal 
wonders like "The Sun Never Sweats" (resurrected from their 
''concept" album of the same name released eons ago), "Cash On 
Delivery", the title track, "Stinkin' Up The Great Outdoors" (per-
haps their contribution to the world's growing ecological con-
cerns), to the brilliance of "Rainy Day Sun" and "Christmas With 
The Devil" -- it's a great day for metal. You can easily see and 
hear, how they so drastically influenced many modern day 
metallers. They are the living blueprint. And to top off an already 
cheese..cakish experience, the list of contributing (and still 
aspiring) musicians includes Ric Shrimpton (on drums God 
bless him), Jeffrey Vanston on keys, Steve Lukather-axe, 
Timothy B. Schmidt and Tommy Funderburk on backing vocals, 
Jeff Beck, Slash, the Panharmonic Orchestra, Wacidy Wachtel 
and a ton more. To quote the band, "We are the thumb on a 
stranger's hand...". Today, adds at KMSA, WARC, WBAU, 
WFIT and WNYE, tomorrow... the world. They're baaaaack! 
Sporting rad new "slightly touched up" bodies, the same hella-
cious bi-level hair-cuts, ravishing new outfits and Marshall stack 
guitars (watch the vid), the bumbling beauty of Spinal Tap is 
once again ours for the taking--that is, if you dare. By the way, 
we commissioned the elusive but prize winning (The Silver Sow) 
reporter Rupert Warhol Pupkin (and his partner in slime, A. 
Noel Retente). They went in search of and have brought home 
all the lurid details (after an intensive chase around the world) 
of the band's "lost" years, and their brave move towards reunion. 
Look for the cover story in next week's issue, you'll never regret 
it. I have to move on now, I'm getting misty. 

Shooting Gallery, "House Of Ecstasy", Mer-
cury.... Hanoi Rocks fans were excited to high heaven when 
Mike Monroe resurfaced, then pink with pleasure when the 

Hanoi catalogue was re-issued 
on CD and colored vinyl (Steve 
Prue is still delirious). And just to 
push them further towards the 
brink, hallelujah, founding 
guitarist/songwriter  Andy 
McCoy has now finally gotten his 
new project up and rolling. 
Shooting Gallery is actually a fas-
cinating collaboration of high-
strung musicians with a rich 
musical history between the five 

of them. Aside from the obvious star quality of McCoy, the band 
is four parts punk, psychedelia, glam and alterna-metallic groov-
ing. Singer Billy G. Bang is an alumni of the Kill City Dragons. 
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Mari  dal 
Bassist Dave Tregunna is ex of Lords Of The New Church. 
Drummer Paul Garisto has worked with Iggy Pop and the 
Psychedelic Furs, while guitarist Jo Almeida is a vet of the Dogs 
D'Amour. For all the black they wear and possess, a colorful 
bunch indeed. Beyond all that however, is an excellent record 
(slated for release May 5th) that stands purely upon its own 
merit. As precursors to the whole Motley Crue, L.A. Guns, 
Faster Pussycat movement, there will no doubt be comparisons 
drawn. Fine. There's a lot of gold and platinum success attached 
to those naines, and with luck and help from you, Shooting 
Gallery may fmd themselves in a similar situation. Here's your 
first fiery shot at their very straight-forward power groove style-
-and what better than a "House Of Ecstasy". Very catchy, upbeat 
with a tumbling rhythm spilling out below the raspy (very Phil 
Lewis-like) vocals (Billy trills his r's really well). Gotta love those 
bacicround "whoa woa da da das" too. Killer tune with a massive 
record yet to come (including a cover of Van Morrison's 
"Brown-eyed Girl"). A smasheroo no matter how ya slice it. 
Enjoy. 

Love/Hate, "Wasted In America". Columbia.... As the 
effects of "Happy Hour" begins to sink in (the song landed the 

band in the most added piles a couple 
weeks running now, but has yet to chart 
them), the full blown escapade that is 
"Wasted" is now comin' at y'all. No doubt 
this should lcickstart the Love/Hate crew 
(still intact with Jizzy Pearl holding down 
the mic, Skid on bass, Jon E. Love on 
guitars and Joey Gold on drums) 
chartside in very little time. The album 

slams instantly into motion with the very catchy title track (might 
have made for a great first single or least a follow-up), and from 
there it's nothin' but a party. Angular, blasting, funk grinds crash 
and careen around wordy lyrics rasped, yelled and growled by 
Jil, songs like "Spit", "Cream", "Yucca Man" and "Tranquilizer" 
seem to set the tone. A libido gone wild at an open bar kinda 
deal. 12 songs thick, songwriting duties were predominantly 
handled by Skid, with Jizzy lending a hand on "Cream". The 
growth from their breakout LP "Blackout In The Red Room", is 
evident throughout, with the band taking greater risks musically. 
Spreading their wings a bit more as it were, to take in a wider 
variety of styles. The result a hard rock record.that ventures into 
the abstract on occasion, and a band determined to find a groove 
then build upon it (check out "Miss America" or "Evil Twin"). It 
must of been a challenge coming off the success of their debut, 
but a steady palate of road work (with the likes of AC/DC, Skid 
Row and Dio), makes for a more studio ready band. The guys 
obviously rose to the occasion and the by-product shows up in 
songs like "Don't F*ck With Me", "Don't Be Afraid" (weirdly 
visual) or "Time's Up" (sense a theme here?) Most of the songs 
are ravaged by guitars--raw, mean and to the point. No tricks, 
just the real deal. The others are a little off that beaten path. So, 
now you've got the whole kit and caboodle... nothin' more to do 
but experiment with "Wasted" and see what works for you. Go 
for it. 

Gamma Ray, "Sigh No More". Noise.... Those of you still 
sullen (and I count myself among you) over the demise of the 

great Helloween album "Pink Bubbles Go 
Ape" (which seems to have been shelved 
though we hear perhaps the band has 
found a new home at EMI), it looks like 
ex-Helloweener, guitarist Kai Hansen's, 
spin-off band Gamma Ray will fill the 
void very nicely in the meantime. Our first 
introduction to this sharp minded man's 
new project, came by way of the debut 
release "Heading For Tomorrow". That 

record, though sounding very similar to Kai's alumnus (with a 
touch of Maiden and Metal Church) and therefore progressive, 
fared pretty well and firmly established the name. Now, chapter 
two unfolds with a record still hard and aggressive though more 
radio-active shall we say (hey even ICNAC has already added 
"(We Won't) Stop The War"). There's a move towards more 
innovative and involved styles--still bold and crunchy, but more 
impressively worked out and delivered (with help from drummer 
UR Kusch, bassist Uwe Wessel and guitarist Dirk Schlachter). 
There is of course no lack of great guitar playing--as you would 
expect. It's just amazing though, how much Ralf Scheepers 
sounds like Michael ICiske (of Helloween natch). It's almost easy 
to forget this is a different group altogether, especially given that 
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Kai was in large part responsible for the sound and lyrics of that 
band's music. Whatever. The record is loaded with one strong 
track after another, and Tommy Newton's production snaps and 
sparkles. Among the standouts for me were "Changes", "(We 
Won't) Stop The War" (which really is a strong song), "Dream 
Healer", "Father And Son" (nice), "One With The World" (I love 
the way this song just grinds and the drum cadence) and "The 
Spirit". Already added at KIOZ, KUNV, WAIF, WARC, 
WDWN, WEOS, WFCS, WFIT, WGLS, WHJY, WKPX, 
WNHU, WPSU, WRTN, WSMU, WSOU, WVBR, WVCR and 
WXPL. Looks for lots more to clue in, real soon. 

Quick Fiche 
Despair. "Beyond All Reason"/Asphyx. "Crush The 
Cenotaph",Century Media....  Helping keep death alive on the 
charts, are labels like RC, Earache, Future Shock, and of course, 
Century Media--who have brought you a whole ton of grinding 
new artists to thrash to, like Iced Earth, Grave, Massacre, Hexx, 
Morgoth, Demolition Hammer, Unleashed and of course, these 
two bands. Despair first appeared via their debut release, "Decay 
Of Hurnanity". A record that took a lot of people by surprise with 
its intense musicality and focused direction--classically in-

fluenced and modern it stretched the 
perameters of the genre even further. 
Now this raging German quintet, returns 
with "Beyond All Reason"--which finds 
them broadening their horizons even fur-
ther. Technically, they are very bright 
performers and their songs have depth 
and dimension, and one even ("hi The 
Deep") careens them dangerously close to 

the more "metal" aligned masses. Definitely a band to check out 
and watch closely in the future. The LP's already grabbed some 
adds at WNHU, WTSR and WXDR and is now being aired on 
KSJS, WEOS, WFCS, WPSU, WRIU and KWUR. And then 
there is Asphyx and their new EP--the follow-up to their 1991's 
debut, "The Rack". This Dutch trio are a crushing, death metal 
entity different from their aforemen-
tioned label-mates in their slow, almost 
plodding aggression and the death growl 
vocals--barely discernable lyrically, and 
very heavy. The stuff that makes folks like 
Brian Paskin and Joe Wyatt reel. Not 
surprisingly they're among the roll call 
now playing the five song EP, which fea-
tures two live versions songs from "The 
Rack"- those being "Evocation" and "Wasteland Of Terror", two 
old demo songs and a brand new piece called "The Kntsher".

Together they released six 
albums and proved one of the most 
memorable death metal frontrunners of 
their time. Now witness the return of 
Cronos and his demonic cohorts (also ex 

of Venom guitarists James Clare and Mike Hickey, and drum-
mer Chris Peterson). Already out in Europe, the album is just 
seeing release here in the states, and features a few interesting 
bonus tracks: "Boobytrap", a Venom cover--"At War With Satan" 
and Thin Lizzy's "Bad Reputation". Never fear though, despite 
the fact that this album was recorded in 1990, the band will be 
releasing a new one through World Of Hurt (they're still alive 
and kicking too) later in the year. Don't expect wild fire and 
brimstone death tones on this one...this is very much a power 
metal extravaganza (though there are enough speed trips to 
keep die-hards happily banging away). Acoustic guitars, impres-
sive melody lines and full vocals (with harmonies)--accent an 
otherwise heavy record.

Mudhoney say they are about to sign with a major label (Warner 
Brothers Records). "We had never even talked to any other 
labels until we were on tour in October, and we pretty much 
decided then that we were going to leave SubPop," says guitarist 
Steve Turner. "They went through a lot of financial difficulty 
there for a while, kind of at the same point when our last record 
was coming out. So we just decided we might as well take off 
now, and the people at Warners were pretty much the coolest 
people that we met." The band plans to record its next album in 
Seattle with producer Conrado Uno, using the same studio that 
was used for "Every Good Boy Deserves Fudge." 

U2's world tour, which began in Florida on February 29, features 
the most elaborate stage show the band has ever used. Brian Eno 
is on the road with the band, mixing live video images as they 
play. The stage includes paintings of East German Trabant cars, 
used extensively in U2's marketing campaign for the "Achtung 
Baby" album. The lighting gantries are also apparently capable 
of supporting actual stripped-down Trabants in mid-air. 

The KLF are rumored to be almost $1 million in the red, despite 
a successful album and a string of hit singles. The problem has 
arisen because of the collapse of their British record 
distributors, who still owe the band money for sales of the singles 
"What Time Is Love?" "Last Train To Transcentral" and "3 A.M. 
Eternal" as well as for the album "The White Room." If the KLF 
don't have the money to take their case to court, they may have 
to accept a settlement that is far short of the money owed them. 

The Cure's upcoming 12-song album will be called "Wish," and 
was recorded in Oxford, England, with producer David M. 
Allen. Longtime collaborator Tim Pope has directed the video 
for "High," the first single from the LP. Robert Smith says the 
new album is "happier" than "Disintegration." 

Koko Taylor says she's happy to be performing as part of 
Alligator Records' 20th Anniversary showcase tour. "Of course, 
after 30 years on the road, I've been on all kinds of however-
you-want-to-split-it-up tours," Taylor says. "But we're looking 
forward to this tour because Alligator is the only company that 
I know of today that is behind the blues like they are and nobody 
deserves more recognition than Alligator." The label was started 
by Bruce Iglauer in 1971 when he found out that his favorite 
Chicago blues artist, Hound Dog Taylor, couldn't get a record 
contract. "I produced that first record in the fall of 1971 and 
began selling records out of the trunk on my Chevy Vega, living 
meagerly on the income," Iglauer says. For the anniversary tour, 
Taylor is on the road with Elvin Bishop, Lonnie Brooks and Lil' 
Ed & The Blues Imperials. 

Alison Moyet says her new album, "Hoodoo," is the first one in 
which she wrote songs to suit herself, instead of what she thought 
her audience wanted. "I had a low period where I couldn't write 
or do anything and I was having a bit of a bad time in my personal 
life," Moyet says. "Once I started examining what was happening 
to me, I was able to write again. Writing this album was a very 
cathartic experience." One of the songs on the album "This 
House," came from Moyet's experiences as a single mother. "I 
was at my lowest when I was pregnant with my daughter Alex 
and I was on my own," she says. "I had a small child, I was 
pregnant and I just felt so completely alienated from everything 
and everybody. That song came out of those feelings." 

North Carolina band Superchunk will have a compilation album 
out next month (on Touch & Go Records) of out-of-print singles 
from the band's earlier days. The band's "No Pocky For Kitty" 
will be out soon (on Matador Records), produced by Steve 
Albini. Guitarist Mac McCaughan says the album's title is "a play 
on a Chapel Hill colloquialism for getting turned down by a 
hooker." 

Chicago band Daisy Chain are changing their name to avoid 
confusion with the British band Daisy Chainsaw. The band, who 
will have a three-song EP out in September (on Mercury 
Records), also found out there were bars in Los Angeles and 
Houston with the Daisy Chain name. 

Donald Fagen is emphasizing that his work with his old Steely 
Dan partner, Walter Becker, doesn't mean they are recording a 
Steely Dan LP. "I'm making a solo record, with Walter producing 
it. I just came back from Hawaii, where he has a studio," Fagen 
explains. "We've been working on it since the June before last. 
It will probably be out in the fall. It's about two-thirds done." 

Robert Ray of the Gainesville, Florida, band Vulgar Boatmen, 
says the Nirvana album "Nevermind," is "depressing. It's about 
kids growing up in a small, depressing logging town, kids lying 
around taking drugs," says Ray, a film and English professor at 
the University of Florida. "I understand why that record's 
popular -- it's got this bleak, nihilistic feel to it that's attractive 
to a lot of people. I much prefer the Sex Pistols, that energy and 
rush they had that if you destroyed something you could build 
something new in its place." The Vulgar Boatmen have an album, 
"Please Panic," just out (on Caroline Records). 

Negativland will revert to releasing material on their own 
Seeland label after a fallout with SST Records over their "U2" 
single, which prompted a lawsuit from U2's record label. Don 
Joyce of Negativland complains that SST "demanded we pay all 
the damages out of our royalties, which means we wouldn't make 
any money for the rest of our lives. We offered to pay half and 
they wouldn't go for it." Mark Hosier of Negativland says SST 
"wouldn't even talk to us. Supposedly, this is the label that thinks 
corporate rock sucks and has some kind of integrity, is some kind 
of alternative, but they basically presented us with an ultimatum 
which was you owe us all the money for all the damages. Period. 
The end. No Negotiation. No discussion." (Copies of the "U2" 
single are said to be available on a cassette to those who send a 
blank C-30 with a self-addressed mailer and postage to 
Copyright Violation Squad, P 0 Box 162, Oakdale, Iowa 52319.) 

Recording of a new album by the Breeders is being delayed 
because Kim Deal is committed to play with the Pixies as they 
open for U2. Release of an EP recorded last year called "Safari" 
has also been delayed. The EP includes a cover of the Who's "So 
Sad About Us." 

A video for Massive Attack's "Be Thankful For What You've 
Got" is unlikely to be screened on television in Europe because 
it features a stripper in a Soho club going through her routine. 
Director Bailie Walsh says the clip is intended "to confront 
questions of morality and hypocrisy. Many rock videos are 
notoriously sexist, this video was put together by a group of 
people of different gender and mixed sexual preference. It's 
intended not to offend, but to confront." 

The Jesus & Mary Chain have decided to call their new album 
"Honey's Dead," instead of "Malcontent." The band is about to 
tour in Britain with new members Matthew Parkin and Barry 
Bladder. 

The Sundays are working on a new album for release in 
September. 

A major music festival is intended to celebrate the rich musical 
history of Manchester, England. The XL92 festival, planned for 
May 23 through 25 in Manchester, will feature current bands like 
the Happy Mondays, 808 State, the Inspiral Carpets, Northside 
and World Of Twist, as well as older bands such as Freddie & 
The Dreamers, Wayne Fontana, Herman's Hermits, Karl 
Denver and Barclay James Harvest. The Buzzcocks, the New 
Fast Automatic Daffodils and the Ruthless Rap Assassins are 
also being approached about participating. 

The Heart Throbs will have a new album out in April called 
"Jubilee Twist." 

Former Jane's Addiction member Perry Farrell has begun 
rehearsing with his new band, which includes his Addiction 
colleague, drummer Stephen Perkins. 

Kirsty MacColl is recording demos for a new album as she looks 
for a new label "with whom (she) feels comfortable and who will 
guarantee their total support to her as an artist," her statement 
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says. She was upset that her previous label (Virgin Records) did 
not provide her tour support for her last "Electric Landlady" 
album. 

Blur and Jesus Jones are both recording demos for their next 
album. Jesus Jones are scheduled to begin recording a new LP 
in April, while Blur hope to release a single next month. 

Neil Peart of Rush contributes a tambourine solo to the third 
album from Canadian band the Rheostatics. Peart got in contact 
with the band after being a big fan of their "Melville" LP of last 
year. 

Branson, Missouri, might become the big center for country 
music performances. There are $88 million worth of theater-type 
projects underway in the town of 3,700. A $13 million, 4,000-seat 
Grand Palace is to begin holding concerts in mid-April, and a $4 
million, 2,700-seat Johnny Cash Theatre is to open May 1. There 
will also be a venue named after Mel Tillis. 

Baby Animals lead guitarist Dave Leslie says his band is trying 
to convince Van Halen to come to his native Australia -- a 
country where they have never played. The two bands are now 
touring together in the U.S. and Leslie says it's been rewarding, 
with Baby Animals getting a standing ovation in Oklahoma City. 
"Some of the people were just late to the show and standing 
around trying to find their seats, but some people stood up to 
clap," Leslie says. 

Sinead O'Connor hopes to only take a week to record her next 
album in London, for release in the late summer. And for this 
album she'll record songs written by other people. "I have been 
spending a lot of time listening to records by people I 
liked...mostly old records, and that's what made me realize that 
I am a singer as much as a writer -- in fact more of a singer," 
O'Connor says. "It never occurred to me that I could make a 
record without writing the material, and that's what I knew was 
going to take a long time...finding something to say in some new 
songs." 

Elvis Costello has written a song for Charles Brown's next 
album. The song is called "I Wonder How She Knows." 

The city council in Ottawa has reversed an earlier decision and 
will let Guns N' Roses play an outdoor concert past a llpm 
curfew. "People have to put up with a certain amount of noise," 
says councilor Jack MacKinnon. "If people don't like that they 
can move out or buy some earplugs." 

Nirvana were given awards for top album and breakthrough 
single in the Village Voice's Annual Pazz & Jop Critics Poll. 
Public Enemy's "Apocalypse 91" album ranked a distant second 
in the album category, while R.E.M.'s "Out Of Time" was third. 
The results were based on a survey of 300 critics around the U.S. 
Nirvana's "Smells Like Teen Spirit" also won the balloting for 
best video, though R.E.M.'s "Losing My Religion" was just 
behind it. James Brown's "Star Time" was voted best reissue. 

Kim Thayil, guitarist for Soundg,arden, says he's expecting a 
backlash against Seattle, Washington, which is currently getting 
a lot of attention because of his band and others like Nirvana, 
Alice In Chains, Queensryche and Pearl Jam. "At this point it 
seems there's a lot more room for it to go down than go to up, to 
escalate anymore," he says. "I think people around the country 
are really sick of hearing about Seattle and could really care less 
about it." Soundgarden plans to tour Europe and the U.S. in ths 
summer or fall, before recording a new album that Thayil says 
will be "heavier." "So far, we've successfully avoided the pop/top 
40 aspect of ourselves and we're content with that," he says. 
"Every subsequent record, we think it's going to be louder, 
heavier and weirder." 

Firehouse will have a new album out in May, called "Hold Your 
Fire" (On Epic Records), produced by David Prater. The band 
is currently opening for Tesla on an arena tour. 

Former Led Zeppelin guitarist Jimmy Page was a surprise guest 
on stage during a Harry Connick Jr., concert at the Knight 
Center in Miami last month. Page played guitar on one song and 
piano on another as the two played some improvisational blues 
tunes. "Harry was really knocking me out," Page says. "It was 

fascinating to see him direct and orchestrate the brass section 
while we were jamming. It was a real treat for everyone." 
VVhitesnake's David Coverdale was in the audience for the 
Connick show that night. Coverdale and Page have been 
recording an album together in Miami. 

Barry Manilow has written the musical score for "The Pebble & 
The Penguin," an animaled musical adventure. Tim Curry will 
be among the voices for the full-length film. 

Television have begun working on their next album, according 
to a statement from the group which says the LP is being 
recorded "in different studios." "The projected release date is 
June this year and the band are now considering the many festival 
proposals to play during the summer," the statement adds. 

Boston band Green Magnet School have a new CD out (on 
Sub-Pop Records) called "Blood Music." The album was 
supposed to have come out last summer, but its release was 
caught up in the closing of distributor Rough Trade. 

Joe Keithley, formerly of Canadian hardcore band DOA, has 
formed a new band called Instinct who have recorded a 
five-song demo. Keithley has also recorded a cover of "Mellow 
Yellow" for a Donovan tribute album coming out (on Nettwerk 
Records/Canada) this spring. 

There will be a second video for Richard Marx's song "Hazard." 
The first clip, featuring Jennifer O'Neill and Robert Conrad, has 
drawn enough attention to awarrant shooting a second clip that 
will show who committed the murder in the first clip. 

Babes In Toyland have a 8-song, 10-inch limited edition "Peel 
Sessions" package coming out (on Strange Fruit Records/U.K.). 
Tracks include "Catatonic" and "Pearl." 

Bryan Adams will stay busy attending the Juno awards in 
Toronto and the Oscars the following night in Los Angeles. He 
plays in East Rutherford, New Jersey, on March 27, in Buffalo, 
New York, the following night, then to Los Angeles for an Oscars 
rehearsal the next morning. Later that day, March 29, he'll go to 
Toronto to perform at the Junos, then go back to los Angeles the 
next day so he can sing at the Oscars. After all that, Adams will 
take a couple of days off before resuming his tour. The Storm 
will open for Bryan Adams on his 40-date U.S. concert tour, 
which begins on March 15. The Storm were chosen partially 
because the band's manager helped gave Adams a shot opening 
for Journey on a U.S. tour in the early 1980s, helping to establish 
him in the U.S. After his U.S. dates, Adams will tour Europe for 
two months this summer, ending in Ireland on August 3. 

Bob Weir of the Grateful Dead has written a guest editorial for 
the New York Times urging more protection from development 
for wilderness areas of Montana. His letter criticizes U.S. 
Senators Max Baucus and Conrad Burns, both of Montana, for 
sponsoring legislation that Weir says will "release four to six 
million acres of pristine Montana wilderness for...road-building, 
mining and clear-cutting." Weir says "the plan insults not only 
Montanans but the American public." "The timber barons and 
extractive industries have had their way with our national forests 
long enough," Weir concludes in his editorial. "Our ancient 
forests of the Northern Rockies don't belong to industrialists. 
They belong to the children, to the future, to the earth itself." 

Olivia Newton-John's Koala Blue chain of clothing stores is 
selling its assets to pay off creditors under Chapter 7 of the U.S. 
bankruptcy law. The company filed for Chapter 11 
reorganization last year. At one time, it had 60 shops in the U.S. 
and other countries, but now only the flagship store in Los 
Angeles remains. 

Former Animals leader Eric Burdon had to cancel some 
planned shows with Brian Auger because of minor surgery. 

The crystal-beaded glove belonging to Michael Jackson that was 
stolen from the Motown Museum in Detroit last fall is back on 
display. Museum Director Esther Edwards says the glove didn't 
go back on display "until we could guarantee the kind of security 
that would deter future incidents." Bruce Hays was sentenced to 
two years' probation last month after being convicted of the 
September 30 theft. 
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Elvis Presley's stepmother, Davada "Dee" Presley says she's 
been told by three close friends of the late singer that he and his 
mother, Gladys, had an "incestuous love." She says Elvis' father, 
Vernon Presley, his grandmother and his longtime maid Alberta 
Holman confirm the story. She says Vernon said Gladys and 
Elvis "slept in the same bed and in the biblical sense, they were 
lovers." "I even questioned this relationship when I was told they 
shared the same bed until he was 16 or 17. He literally slept with 
his mother," she says. "When I questioned this, I was told Elvis 
had been a very sick child, that Gladys comforted him." Dee 
Presley has written a book called "The Intimate Life & Death of 
Elvis." 

The latest single from the New Kids On The Block is their first 
recorded with founder and producer Maurice Starr. "I'm here 
writing some songs," Starr says. "We'll get together eventually, 
but for now we're doing our own things." The band recorded "If 
You Go Away" with Walter Afanasieff, who co-wrote the track 
with John Bettis. Afanasieff has written and produced hits for 
Mariah Carey, Michael Bolton, Peabo Bryson and Celine Dion. 
Afanasieff reportedly also helped write a few songs for an 
upcoming solo album by Jordan Knight of the New Kids, but 
release of that album has been delayed because of the continued 
success of the group. 

The Cavedogs think their new album, "Soul Martini" (on Capitol 
Records), is their first proper record release. "Joyrides For 
Shut-Ins," released in 1990, didn't quite qualify, according to 
guitarist Todd Spahr. "We didn't really record" the album, Spahr 
says. "We just stuck it together over the weekend. So, on this 
record, we really wanted to get in the studio and experiment. We 
wanted to make a record that had a few different textures to it 
and sounded more like we do live." 

The Grateful Dead's three concerts in Atlanta led to the usual 
number of arrests, most of them drug-related. Atlanta police say 
174 people were arrested. "The message sent to the followers of 
the Grateful Dead is, although we welcome you to our city, we 
will not tolerate the use and abuse of drugs and violence while 
you are here," says Atlanta Police Chief Eldrin Bell. One person 
was arrested for possession of almost 5,000 hits of LSD. 

The proposed Rock & Roll Hall of Fame & Museum in 
Cleveland is now asking the state of Ohio for up to $10 million. 
The Hall recently delayed groundbreaking for another year, 
until summer 1993, and the Hall of Fame's New York office has 
shifted fundraising responsibility back to Cleveland. The project 
reportedly may cost up to $111 million. It had originally been 
expected to cost $65 million. No corporations have stepped 
forward to help sponsor the hall, and it's not known whether 
bond issue will be able to help raise money. 

Members of Peter Gabriel's band appear on Tracy Chapman's 
new album, "Matters Of The Heart." Mike Campbell, Roy Bittan 
and Vernon Reid of Living Colour also play on the album, due 
out next month. 

Release of the new album from Jane Siberry, "Tug," has been 
delayed until late this year while efforts are made to help her 
career in Europe. A compilation album including "Calling All 
Angels," Siberry's song on the "Until The End Of The World" 
soundtrack, will be released in Britain in April. The package may 
also include a dance version of her "Life Is The Red Wagon." 
Siberry's manager says Brian Eno is interested in working with 
her, and could work on additional songs for the "Tug" album of 
new material. 

German rocker Herbert Gronemeyer will have his first album in 
three years out in the U.S. soon. "Luxus" will have all-English 
language lyrics, while a German-language version of the album 
is out in his native country. Gronemeyer's last album, "What's All 
This," featured material from three of his earlier albums. 

A flurry of releases from members of Fleetwood Mac has begun. 
Guitarist Rick Vito has his "King Of Hearts" album just out. The 
first single from the album, "Desiree," is a duet with Stevie Nicks. 
Lindsay Buckingham has his third solo album called "Out Of 
The Cradle" coming out in April. Around the end of April, John 
McVle's Gotta Band, with vocalist Lola Thomas, should have an 
album out. And Mick Fleetwood's reformed Zoo band will have 
a record out later this year. 
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Former Shriekback member Carl Marsh has an album out 
under the name Happyhead, which he says "expresses optimism 
in an intelligent way." The "Give Happyhead" LP includes 18 
songs, some of them written with producer David Barratt. 
Marsh has gone to a funk-psychdelic rock style for his album. 
"When I was in America for a few months during winter '80-90, 
I found myself listening to a lot of rap on the radio," Marsh says, 
"and thought some of it had great grooves and beats, and made 
good use of samples." But he thought the tunes were lacking and 
he wanted to add "the sound of rock guitars" as well as the sound 
of feedback. "I put feedback through everything as a matter of 
course," Marsh says. "I'm genetically incapable of not putting 
feedback on any track." Marsh left Shriekback in 1985 and 
released a solo album, "Too Much Fun," in Britain in 1989. 

Members of Canadian rock band 54.40 joke that they plan to call 
their next album "Let's All Go Over To Bryan Adams' House 
And Wake Up The Neighbours." The band will have a new album 
out in late April and several of the songs on the LP, including 
the first Canadian single, "Nice To Luv You," are based on 
experiences of the wife of band leader Neil Osborne, who works 
at a shelter for battered women in Vancouver. Benmont Tench 
of Tom Petty's Heartbreakers plays keyboards on the LP. 

Adamski's new "Naughty" album features contributions from 
Nina Hagen and the KLF. 

Members of VVildside (on Capitol Records) got into a punch-up 
at P.T.'s, a St. Louis strip club, with tables overturned and beer 
mugs smashed. "I guess we attracted too much attention," says 
singer Drew Hannah. "The regular crowd didn't much care for 
the way the girls couldn't take their eyes off us newcomers, so 
the local guys started to bulldoze us and that's all it takes. When 
push comes to shove we can shove it with the best of 'em." The 
members of the band say they got a surprise later when four of 
the club's performers stopped by their hotel for a private show. 

Morrissey is working with Mark Nevin, formerly of Fairground 
Attraction, and guitarist Main Whyte on material for his next 
album. 

Obituary have finished recording a new album, 'The End 
Complete" for release in April (on Roadrunner Records). 

Dan Reed of the Dan Reed Network has been rehearsing for the 
lead role in "Beirut," a play about AIDS in the '90s, in his 
hometown of Portland, Oregon. 

The Dead Milkmen will have a new album, called "Soul 
Rotation," out in early April (on Hollywood Records). It featuers 
Ted Nicely of Fugazi and the Uptown Horns. 

The next album from Anthrax will be a live one, including tracks 
recorded during their tour with Public Enemy. 

Vocalist Layne Staley says he'll be working with Jerry Cantrell 
on songs for the next album from Mice In Chains. "I'll be writing 
more," Staley says, "just everyday frustration, depression -- that's 
a constant enough topic to write about." 

Body Count, Ice-Ts rock band, have their debut album coming 
out soon. "Body Count are exactly the guys who play on my 
records," Ice-T says. "I use mostly samples on my rap records, 
but every once in a while, I'll use a live guitar, and these are my 
guys." Body Count have been touring with Hard Corps, but Ice-T 
says Hard Corps "are more rap rock. They're more rap, whereas 
Body Count is more straight-up rock & roll. It just so happens 
that a rapper is singing, but we don't lean toward rap. They have 
more rap to their sound. Ours is more straight-up, 
balls-to-the-wall rock." Ice-T says there are a lot of punk bands 
that he likes -- Black Flag, X, the Butthole Surfers, Millions Of 
Dead Cops. "Now I listen to lots of Slayer, Megadeth and a lot 
of death metal bands like Napalm Death," he says. "I always 
wanted to be in a rock band." 

Derek Trucks won in the category of specialty-all star band and 
his band, Derek & The Doininators, won for entertainer of the 
year at the 1991 Florida Jammy Awards given out in Orlando 
recently. Alternative rock bands Braille Closet and Factory 
Black won for best independent release. Folk singer Gamble 
Rogers was posthumously given the Jesse Stone Award, named 
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after the early music pioneer who wrote "Shake Rattle & Roll" 
and "Money Honey." 

Poison Ivy of the Cramps gives a lot of credit to the Flat Duo 
Jets, the North Carolina band that opened for the Cramps on 
recent dates. "What's really good about them is that they do 
something original with their influences," Ivy says. "Not many 
bands can draw on so many influences and make something new. 
That's something the Cramps do, too." 

Fiona, now with a full backing band, will have an album out (on 
Geffen Records) in April called "Squeeze." Jimmy DeGrasso, 
formerly of Y&T and Lita Ford's backing band plays drums on 
the album. The band also includes guitarist Dave Marshall and 
bass player Laura McDonald, a longtime friend of Fiona. "She's 
skinnier than me," McDonald says of Fiona, "but at least her 
breasts are smaller." 

Asylum Records, home in the 1970s to the Eagles, Linda 
Ronstadt, Joni Mitchell and Jackson Browne, is being 
reactivated (by Elektra Records). Veteran producer Kyle 
Lehning, who has worked with Randy Travis, George Jones and 
Anne Murray, is to head up the label, which will be based in 
Nashville. 

Billy Joel, Doc Pomus, Mort Shuman, Elton John, Bernie 
Taupin and Linda Creed are to be inducted into the Songwriters 
Hall of Fame in New York City on May 27. 

The National Association of Black-Owned Broadcasters has 
honored Michael Jackson with a Lifetime Achievement Award 
at a ceremony in Washington, D.C., The organization cited 
Jackson's work for charities including the United Negro College 
Fund and the Make-A- Wish Foundation. 

U.S. Congresswoman Marge Roukema of New Jersey doesn't 
like the U.S. Postal Service's plans to issue a stamp featuring 
Elvis Presley. She's written a letter to Postmaster General 
Anthony Frank saying Presley is a "negative role model." "It kind 
of sends a message to American youth that if Elvis hadn't abused 
his body and hadn't led the life he led, he'd still be entertaining 
us. It's a loss associated with the way he lived, not a gain," she 
says in her letter. "Many children collect postage stamps. I 
certainly do not want young people to mistakenly assume that 
the United States government condones Elvis Presley's 
behavior." Roukema also objects to the Postal Service spending 
money on a survey asking people to choose between two 
proposed Presley stamps, but Postal Service spokesman Robin 
Minard says the balloting will only cost $150,000 and "we will 
more than make that up with the sale of the stamp." 

Yoko Ono has told the Reuters news agency that recent "Japan-
bashing" in the United States reminds her of World War II. "I 
saw the first Japan-bashing when I was a child in San Francisco," 
Ono says. "It got so dangerous for Japanese families (in 
America) that we had to go back to Japan." Ono says that even 
during air attacks on Tokyo, she maintained "we have to be 
friends" with the United States. Ono says the current 
anti-Japanese sentiment is "very bad from a practical point of 
view. Forget about idealism. If we can accept investment from 
European countries, we can accept (the same) from Japan as 
well." Ono also notes that Japan is still fascinated with the United 
States' culture. "They're reading the same books, listening to the 
same music. The Japanese are crazy about America...There's a 
lot of love there," she told Reuters. 

Sonny Bono, former singing partner to Cher, has filed papers to 
quality to run as a Republican for the U.S. Senate in California. 
Bono is currently the mayor of Palm Springs, California. He'll 
face other Republicans in a June 2 primary. "It's time we put 
government back where it belongs -- in the hands of the people," 
Bono says. 

The Kronos Quartet, who have a new album just out called 
"Pieces Of Africa" (on Elektra Nonesuch Records), say they 
don't like to be viewed as a "string quartet." "I really dislike that 
term because it is so limiting," says violinist David Harrington. 
"When I hear the word chamber, I think of torture chamber, so 
I don't use it." 

Adam Franklin, vocalist and guitarist for Swervedriver, says the 
current popularity of Nirvana reflects a broader change in 
musical tastes. "Everyone's got Nirvana fever," Franklin says. "It's 
all over. It's incredible. 'Smells Like Teen Spirit' is an instant 
rock classic. Smashing Pumpkins put out a really great album, 
too. We're in the same mold, quite hard guitar-wise and a lot of 
melody as well. The Manchester dance scene is dying. The new 
scene is the Indie Kids, who like heavy guitars." 

Producer Butch Vig says he's still listening to Nirvana's 
"Nevermind" album, more than most of his projects. "Usually 
when I finish working on a record, I don't listen to it for about 
six months because I'm so burned out on it after hearing the 
songs hundreds of times. But that's one record that I'm still 
listening to -- I'm not sick of it at all." Vig says he kept production 
on the record simple. "To me, my whole job making that record 
was to get the right performances on tape -- it wasn't to make 
everything sonically pure or anything. I didn't want to create this 
big, commercial experimental record or have all these additional 
tracks on it." Vig is tentatively scheduled to work on the next 
Sonic Youth album. "I'm going into that one not having any idea 
how the record is going to end up, not even close to an idea --
other than it will be a Sonic Youth record." He'll also work on 
new albums for the Smashing Pumpkins, the Lemonheads and 
Blind Melon. 

The Pretty Things are working on a new album in Chicago. The 
line-up for the band includes longtime lead singer Phil May, as 
well as former Mekons guitarist Dick Taylor, ex-‘'ardhird 
Jimmy McCarty and ex-Canned Heat bass player Richard 'tile. 
George Paulas is producing the LP. 

"Flesh And Blood," one of the songs on Wilson Phillips' next 
song delivers "poignant" messages to the fathers of the group's 
members -- Brian Wilson of the Beach Boys and John Phillips 
of the Mamas & The Papas. "We can't communicate with our 
dad, and this is our way of getting our communication through," 
says Carnie Wilson. "It's very personal and very honest...a real 
heartbreaker. We were all crying when we did it." 

Rick Vito says the songs on his new album, "King Of Hearts," are 
the kind of songs he likes to do best. "It's guitar-driven, 
blues-influenced rock & Roll with a close-to-the-roots kind of 
feel." Vito says the first single from the LP, "Desiree," a duet with 
Stevie Nicks, was inspired by his former Fleetwood Mac 
bandmate. "It's not entirely about Stevie, but let's say that she 
was the main inspiration for the song," Vito says. "She's got a 
magic about her, a presence that always generates excitement." 

Saigon Kick did well at the Third Annual South Florida Music 
Awards. They won honors for Best National Release, Best Metal 
Band, Best Guitarist (Jason Bieler) and Band Of The Year. 

Bass player Jeff Palmer has left Sister Double Happiness, and 
the band is now seeking a replacement. 

Trent Reznor of Nine Inch Nails has been staying busy, remixing 
two Queen songs -- "Tie Your Mother Down" and "Stone Cold 
Crazy" -- and remixing "Kansas" for Wolfgang Press. He's also 
producing an album for the Machines Of Loving Grace. 

In Rolling Stone magazine, W. Axl Rose of Guns N' Roses says 
his father abused him so much when he was a child that "I blacked 
out most of my childhood. I remember being sexually abused by 
this man and watching something horrible happen to my mother 
when she came to get me." Rose assumes his father is now dead 
and he believes that his mother's tolerance of the abuse has led 
to his "hatred for my father, for women, for...myself." 

The Grammy success of Natalie Cole's "Unforgettable" album 
has caused it to rise from number 16 to number two on the 
Billboard chart, threatening Garth Brooks' 16-week hold at the 
number one spot with "Ropin' The Wind." 

Guitarist Dave "The Snake" Sabo says Skid Row tries to meet its 
fans after every show. "I do meet-and-greets to meet the people 
who bought the tickets, not the people from the record company 
who got in for free," he says. "You gotta keep in touch."

"Eight Miles High" and "So You Want To Be A Rock & Roll 
Star."...U% have recorded a techno version of Klaus Doldinger's 
theme to "Das Boot."...Popular Irish band A-House have a new 
EP out called "Zop."

London is to have an "American Music Festival" running from 
June 20 to July 5. The festival is being organised by Sol Enter-
tainment and sponsored by the BBC Radio One Network. The 
festival will feature concerts of all types of music. So far, only 
one band has been confirmed: Little Village will play a show at 
the 20,000 capacity Crystal Palace Bowl on July 5. Elsewhere, it 
looks as if two nights of "American" music may be devoted to 
Canadian music, with a bill featuring "roots" music from that 
country. The festival is expected to become an annual event in 
the British music calendar. 

EMF look to be moving in a more rock-oriented direction with 
the news that they have recorded a version of Iggy Pop's "Search 
And Destroy". The track is likely to be included on the band's 
next British single, the "Unexplained" EP. EMF will also be 

playing a low-key London club gig at London's Camden Under-
world on April 21. Elsewhere, the band will contribute to a 
benefit album for anti-vivisection charities, along with Carter 
The Unstoppable Sex Machine, Gary Clail, Daisy Chainsaw,11 
Harvey, and Lush. The album will be entitled "flow Much  
Longer" available via AVA and will come with a booklet outlining 
the case against animal experiments. 

Festival line-ups for the British summer season continue to be 
confirmed. The Glastonbury Festival, which takes place in south-
west England from June 26-28, have confirmed that Teenage 
Fanclub, Billy Bragg, World Party, High Maskela and Richard 
Thompson have been added to their bill. Industry rumours also 
suggest that Madness may reform to headline one evening at 
August's Reading Festival, which takes place just outside Lon-
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Music News 
don. Meanwhile, the Madness compilation of singles, "Divine  
bfadness" (Virgin), has reached number one in the British album 
charts and is already amongst the biggest compilation albums 
ever released. Scotland will also have a major festival this year. 
Van Morrison, Christy Moore, The Chieftans, Del Amitri, The 
Levellers, Clannad, Hue And Cry, Les Negresses Vertes, Edwyn 
Collins, Kristy MacColl, Martin Stephenson And The Daintees, 
Mary Coughlan, An Emotional Fish, and Luka Bloom will all be 
playing the first ever Scottish Fleadh in Glasgow on May 24. The 
event follows in the wake of similar festivals in London and Eire. 

Manic Street Preachers' next British single will be "Slash 'N' 
Burn b/w "Motown Junk", "Ain't Goin' Down", and "Push", avail-
able through Columbia on March 16. The band will be touring 
the UK in June, with major international tours to follow. Richey 
James of the band spoke to The Hard Report last week and said 
he was unhappy with the North American release of the band's 
debut album, "Generation Terrorists". North America will be the 
only market in the world which does not see the album issued as 
a double/log-play CD or cassette. The North American release 
will also be issued with different artwork to the rest of the world; 
quotes chosen by the band themselves will not be included as 
part of the artwork. 

XTC have announced details of their first album since 1989's 
"Oranges And Lemons". "Nonsuch", the band's tenth album, will 
be released by Virgin in April. In a statement to accompany 
news of the release, XTC's Andy Partridge talks about the 
album: "I've always thought," he says, "that XTC were alarmingly 
straight. On this album, we come to within about two inches of 
The Brotherhood Of Man." Talking of the track "Peter 
Pumpkinhead", Partrtidge comments: "Colin [Moulding] thinks 
it's about JFK. Another person said JFK and at least one 
American has mentioned Jesus Christ. It's actually about a 
pumpkin I cut for Halloween one year. When Halloween was 
over, I put it outside on a fencepost and I would see it each 
morning, gradually getting more rotten when I walked out of the 
studio to the garden. So' I wrote about him as being one of those 
all-purpose heroes who gets bumped off for being too good. 
Actually, the song was a good excuse to get the harmonica out. 
It was known as 'Grooving With Mr. Pumpkinhead' for awhile." 
Talking about the Colin Moulding song "Bungalow", Partridge 
says: "Colin's song 'Bungalow' is one of my favourite things he's 
written. It's meant to distil the mundanity of a Mike Leigh 
[English movie director] film. It's like excessive oil of mundanity 
-- which you can probably get at Body Shop. We tried to evoke 
this aching desire to own a bungalow by the sea and imagined 
the song set in an out-of-season resort. In the studio, it helps 
people to get into a pictorial state of mind if you give them a set 
to play in. You might say, "Can you play it like you're on the edge 
of a chasm? Or like you're cycling around Belgium?" You have 
to give people a role to play in the carnival. Then they can 
convert your wishes into musical forms." The new album fea-
tures Partridge, Moulding and Dave Gregory, along with 
Fairport Convention drummer Dave Mattacks. Finally, Par-
tridge talks of the amount of time the album took to record: "It's 
been a long and difficult birth, an elephantine gestation." The 
first single from the album, "The Disappointed" b/w "The Smart-
est Monkey", suggests the wait has been worthwhile. 

Gary Moore launched his new album "AfterHours" (Virgin) with 
a party at London's Hard Rock Cafe. The launch was attended 
by personal guests of Moore, including Tom Petty and George 
Harrison. Moore played an hour-long set, including an encore 
with B. B. King. "After Hours" was recorded in Paris and Amer-
ica and produced by Moore and Ian Taylor. 

Pearl Jam's London show at the ULU venue was disrupted by 
ticket forgers. As many as thirty people had to be refused 
entrance when ultra-violet screening proved their tickets to be 
invalid. Scalpers, who had charged as much as $30.00 for the 
tickets, refused to give customers refunds. Talking to Melody 
Maker, a spokesman for promoters Riverman said: "We had 
problems with forged tickets on the Nirvana tour last December. 
After that, we decided on a printing system that made our tickets 
forgery proof. We checked all the ULU tickets afterwards and 
no one got through on forgery." 

After last week's report of a dispute between Carter The Un-
stoppable Sex Machine and The Rolling Stones over royalty 
payments due from Carter's single "After The Watershed", this 
week brings reports that the Stones' lawyers are suing Carter 
over the lines, "Goodbye Ruby Tuesday I Come home you silly 
cow." The Stones' lawyers say that they are entitled to 100% of 
royalties from the song. Carter have offered 20%. Many people

have expressed surprise at the court action, because of com-
ments made by Mick Jagger in the past: "Whether it's a painting 
or a song, once it comes out it belongs to everybody. Everyone 
can sing it and they can change it too for all I care." Talking to 
Melody Maker, Carter's manager Adrian Boss comments: "Ob-
viously, I have to be very careful what I say about this, but I think 
we've behaved absolutely correctly over the whole thing. Origi-
nally, we went to them -- they didn't come to us. Those com-
ments from Jagger are certainly very interesting and we've made 
every effort to contact him. I suspect he probably doesn't even 
know about it." 

Psychic TV have run into trouble with the law, after allegations 
that Genesis P. and Paula Orridge have been involved in ritual 
abuse. The allegations were made by the Channel 4 network's 
"Dispatches" show and relate to a nine year old video, which 
features a naked man being beaten and cut with knives. (The 
video was recorded with the man's permission and features an 
introduction from avant-garde film maker Derek Jarman.) Lon-
don police are currently gathering information with view to a 
possible prosecution and the Orridges' home in Brighton, south-
east England has been raided by police. With the Orridges 
currently abroad, a Psychic TV show at London's Rocket Club 
on March 27 will still go ahead, although it looks unlikely that 
the couple will perform at the gig. Both the "Dispatches" show 
and the police have come under attack for their action. The 
"Dispatches" show was actually about child abuse and many see 
it as misleading in it's treatment of Psychic TV, who several 
people have pointed out can be considered as performance 
artists. 

Virgin Records has been sold to Thorn EMI for 650 million 
pounds sterling. Rumours of a sale have been ripe for some 
weeks in the light of Virgin's recent financial problems. In a 
statement, Virgin's Richard Branson commented: "For years, I 
have hoped that Virgin and EMI would get together to create a 
great record company which would put the British music indus-
try back at the top. We have recently received several proposals 
to merge or acquire Virgin Music and I am delighted that we 
have managed to reach agreement with a British company --
Thorn EMI. I am also delighted that the artistic independence 
of Virgin Records is guaranteed. I will continue as President of 
the company for life, working alongside Ken Barry, Simon 
Draper, and the rest of the management. Over the last 20 years, 
the Virgin team have built up the best and largest independent 
music group. We now plan to continue to grow into one of the 
fmest labels in the world. The only difference is that for the first 
time in my life, I will be involved in a company that I don't own. 
To be honest, It's a refreshing thought and a new challenge." In 
spite of Branson's comments, some industry figures have spec-
ulated that Branson may come to regret selling the company.
