THIS CRUSADER HAS COME HOME 

DICK SHEETZ COVERS SOME GROUND 
The well travelled radio guy is no mystery to this scene. "Rent don't buy" has been a credo for years and 
most of us have gotten used to having our families writing our phone numbers and addresses down in 
pencil. It's a sad reality that, in order to pursue our individual dreams in this business, we have to 
frequently uproot and hit the highway. But, every once in awhile, you meet a PD who has done the zip 

code bounce and landed, feet first, in their market of choice. Witness Dick Sheetz, the PD of 
KGON/Portland; a native Oregonian with years in the Portland market who had to take his act through 
three different states before he got back home, to the station he had always wanted to pilot. Stories like 
this are rare, and rewarding to see happen at all. Still, it's not like Dick can cakewalk down that old 

familiar street. His station is under siege and battling back from nearly three years of 
underachievement. So, let's pull up some tape and see how Dick plans to get his dream-station back up 

there in the Arbitron clouds. 

So, tell me Dick, did you have surgery in 
order to get your voice that low, or did you 
smoke cigarettes and drink Scotch for the 
last fifteen years? 

Dick: Scotch was not my drink of choice. 
I have been smoking cigarettes for a 
while, but it happened, actually, before I 
started smoking cigarettes. It was in the 
7th grade, I grew balls, pubic hair and 
sideburns, my voice dropped and mom 
said, 'You're a freak of nature. You will 
make money.' 

(Laughs) Hike that. Your mother had her 
priorities in order. 

Dick: There was only one thing that she 
was wrong about, and that was that I 
would make money. The freak of nature 
thing came true. 

How long have you been in the town this 
time around? 

Dick: I got back on July 5th, the day after 
the big. July 4th blowout in Spokane. I 
actually gave my notice June 4th of 1991. 
I enjoyed the corporation and the people 
that I worked for in Spokane, so I told 
them I'd stay for 30 days, even though I 
was quite anxious to get back home to 
Portland. They had a couple of major 
events that were going on in that 30 days, 
summertime celebrations and other pro-
motions, so I told them I'd stay. And on 
July 5th, I was on the highway. 

You're working with the same General 
Manager here in Portland and the same 
morning show that you had in Spokane. 
What was the catalyst for that group move 
to KGON, and how did it take place? 

Dick: Dave and Tom and I worked for 
about two and a half years in Spokane 
together, and had achieved success in 
Spokane in the morning slot. They had a 
good show over there at KEZE and they 
had good, strong numbers, and they were 
the heritage station. We just worked real 
hard on trying to get it together and fi-
nally, not only equaled, but beat them. At 
about that time, we got a visitation from 
an ex-Spokanite, Jon Robbins. I'd been 
working really hard at trying to make the 
morning show sound like what I thought 
it should be. And for me, having been at 
KGON for ten years previous, I zeroed in 
on what I thought I would want my morn-
ing show to sound like if I were at a 
market like Portland. I worked with 
Dave and Tom on that premise. And 
sure enough, Portland came and stole 
their butts. They went first. I just waved 
goodbye and said, 'Shit, you're going to 
my home.' 

What was Dan Hicks song 'How can I 
miss you if  you won't go away?' 

THE HARD REPORT 

Dick: There it is. So, I was very happy 
for that success for them. They came to 
KGON in hopes that they would have the 
saine sort of working situation as they did 
at KKZX. And I can't speak for them 
directly, but I think that for the first ten 
months of employment, it was a bit of a 
surprise to them because they fell into a 
much larger market with a lot more cor-
porate control, and a radio station that 
was really not focused on what direction 
it needed to go. 

Dick: I had to go through the test with 
Tommy Hadges, first, because that was 
the consultant of choice. And actually, 
we were kind of happy to have them here 
because again, as I said, we were out of 
focus and we needed focus. 

The station had been consulted by Larry 
Bruce previous to that? 

Dick: Larry Bruce, Al Peterson, you 
name it. Do you have enough fingers on 
your hands? 

New people have come into the market with new attitudes. New 
generations have moved into the old slots we were programming to 

before... I think we're on the way to doing that. 

And let's be honest, KGON was seriously 
hurting at that time. 

Dick: Definitely hurting at that time. 
And they, I think, floundered a bit during 
that period, trying to do the type of radio 
that they know how to do, and not being 
allowed to do it. It was like, every bit you 
do must be taped. There was no free-
dom. And it's really hard to have a morn-
ing show that sounds like they're enjoying 
themselves and having a good time when 
there's no freedom. 

So frequently, when your radio station is 
hurting -- we saw this at KZAP, too -- they 
go out and get a morning show that they 
believe is credible, and then there are just 
way too many expectations that the morn-
ing show is going to fix everything all by 
themselves. 

Dick: But that's not a myth. A great 
morning show can take a station that's 
operational in every other characteristic 
and jet it to the top. But a great morning 
show without a great followup, or without 
the right music, is just a great morning 
show. You put chrome wheels on a '57 
Chevy, it's still a '57 Chevy. To continue 
with the story, after Dave & Tom hit 
town, Steve Feder, our General Manager 
in Spokane, heard in the wind that there 
was an opening for a General Manager at 
KGON. He put in his application, and 
sure enough, bang, he got the job. And 
rightly so. Here's a guy that took billing 
in Spokane and added another 50% to it, 
or in some cases, doubled that billing. He 
had also done a good job in the running 
of the radio station as far as I could sec 
it, from a programming standpoint. So, 
he deserved to get the job. Steve was in 
place for about 30 days or so, just sizing 
things up. He did so, and then called me 
and said, Ì'm interested in bringing you 
over, but you're going to have to pass the 
test.' 

You mean pee in a cup, or pass through 
that consultant hoop? 

So, inconsistency, at all levels of perfor-
mance, was a big bug when you showed 
up? 

Dick: A huge bug because KGON's suc-
cess in the past, at least the ten years that 
I worked here from '74 to '83, were based 
upon us being a very consistent radio 
station. We were a winning radio station 
for many, many years in a row. Things 
have changed. Things have grown. New 
people have come into the market with 
new attitudes. New generations have 
moved into the old slots we were pro-
gramming to before. We needed to make 
some changes to appeal to those people 
that would give us strength in the num-
bers. I think we're on the way to doing 
that. 

So, you passed the test. You made the 
move from Spokane to Portland. All of us 
who have worked a number of markets 
have favorite markets that we remember. 
For you, Portland was the place you 
thought of as home. 

Dick: The key word you have there, Jim, 
is 'home'. In 1953, I was born in Salem, 
Oregon, 48 miles south of here. And 
when I turned 17, I moved to the Portland 
area to achieve a career in radio. I lived 
here for 31 years before I left. I did seven 
years of what I like to call the crusades. 
First San Antonio, then Reno, then Spo-
kane, and then back home again. 

Looking at KGON founder, it always 
seemed like all the horses were in the stall, 
but they weren't winning the race like they 
were before. Suddenly, you boys come in 
from Spokane to show the locals how it's 
done. Was there an adjustment period 
where people kind of walked on eggshells 
around the office wondering who was 
going to come off that bus from Spokane 
nett? That's a big ingestion from one radio 
station to another; morning show, PD and 
GM. 

Dick: I think that, sure, there had to be 
some of that in the beginning. But I have 
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to give complete credit to the totally pro-
fessional staff in this building. They, as 
you say, were horses in the gate ready to 
run, and they were looking for the switch 
master to let the gate open for them. I 
just happened to have the handle in my 
hand. So seeing that, I think they were as 
pleased with the fact that it would be 
someone that they know, someone that 
they worked with before, someone that 
they've had success with, as opposed to a 
stranger with no knowledge of the market 
and the station whatsoever. And that had 
happened here more than one time. So, 
I think they, as professionals, weighed up 
the situation and said, 'Hey, it could be a 
lot, lot worse.' I could be from some-
where where I had no feel of Portland 
radio whatsoever, and my whole attitude 
could be to continue down the same un-
focused path they'd been going down. 

In order to fix it, you have to know what 
was broken in the first place. There were a 
couple of situations we already touched 
on; an overall lack of 
consistency, the talent 
that didn't feel like they 
were being turned 
loose to do the job, cor-
porate control in the 
morning show. Out-
side of those elements, 
was there anything else, when you sat down 
in the captain's chair, that you looked at 
and just shook your head? 

Dick: To me, it's just the overall direc-
tion that the station was going when I got 
here. For years, when you walked up to 
someone in the Portland market and 
said, K̀GON,' usually the first word out 
of their mouth was 'Rocks.' Now, more 
than ever, that's true again. And now, 
more than ever, it happens again like it 
used to. But there was a period of time 
when you could walk up to somebody and 
say, K̀GON,' and they'd say, S̀o what?' 
I think that 'Rocks' feeling is definitely 
back and I think the street's coming 
around too. There were times there 
through that two and a half years that I 
actually had staff members tell me they 
were a little embarrassed to wear their 
jackets out. 

Was that because corporate and/or local 
management had made the determina-
tion, one which we have seen screw up so 
many AOR stations, that they were going 
to chase a station like KINK into the bee-
mer platinum demo market? 

Dick: Trapp, having been in this area 
before, you've got a pretty good feel for 
what the market will bear, and one of the 
strongest stations in this market has al-
ways been and probably will continue to 
be KINK. Why? Because they don't 
change. They're in a position where they 
can take listening from you if you're a 
rock station, or they can sit and wait at 
the end of the gauntlet for people to run 
through all different types of radio and 
then when people are ready to settle 
down, and use radio as a background 
source at work, KINK is a station you can 
grow old with gracefully. It works in 
Portland, and nobody else knows why. 
And, ironically, the only time that we 
were even close to being in a better num-
ber situation than KINK was back when 
we were dedicated to what we were 
doing, and that is to rock. By chasing 
them, we hurt ourselves. 

You've had a lot of experience with Classic 
Rock stations. Has that experience been of 
use to you in the Portland marketplace? 

Dick: As the years go by, the echoes of 
that old statement, 'these are great songs 
and Classic Rock will never burn' be-

come more and more faint. Classic Rock 
is something I was in the middle of and I 
was able to service that format well, but 
at the same point, I was one of those 
programmers who always believed that 
you still have to feed your audience some 
form of new music to keep them excited 
about your radio station. That was the 
situation in Spokane. The situation here 
is that Classic Rock has been tried by 
three or four different radio stations. 
Hell, KUFO still does it, they're nothing 
if not an '80s-based, recurrent-driven sta-
tion that relies on the best Classic Rock 
to keep their mix right. But that format 
has not been a factor in Portland for 
anybody that's gone out and really done 
it in a purist form. We've not had any of 
those stations that have done that shoot 
to the ceiling. It's like, 'Yeah, that's good 
music.' And you can always use Classic 
Rock as a base, but I think Portland's a 
bit more progressive than that. They 
want to be a bit more cosmopolitan. 

from what I'm experiencing is, they're out 
there. 

Portland always struck me as being a com-
munity that was a very good venue for 
in-market, but off the air promotion and 
marketing. Those socially hip, commu-
nity-oriented events that aren't manufac-
ture4 events where you can go out and 
really mingle with people and make an 
impression. 

Dick: We attempt to do that, and we even 
try to use every situation like that to the 
best of our ability. In the case of any 
major concert coming to town, we're 
there with a pre-concert party for the 
concert goer to come, win backstage 
passes, win product from the artist, post-
ers, whatever, and meet the jocks. We 
listen to the music, serve up a free buffet, 
and pour some cheap drinks for all com-
ers. 

So, when they go the U2 show, they could 
actually win backstage passes to that 

night's show right then? 
You make it immediate, 
instead of relying on 
forced listening. 

Dick: Right. If the 
show starts at 8:00, we 
have the party from 5:30 

to 7:00 and we try to put the party in a 
place that's within a block or two of the 
Collesium, so that when they're done, 
they don't have to hop in their car and 
drive down the road to get to the show. 

At KUFO they are always at pains to dis-
cuss the station in relation to the market, 
not just against KGON. Do you think 
about the rehabilitation of KGON in re-
spect to the marketplace, or do you think 
of it as a head to head combat between you 
and 'UFO? 

Dick: You've got to walk before you can 
run. And it's obvious that the place out 
there that's got our 18 to 34 listenership 
is KUFO. They have that mostly by vir-
tue of us not protecting it, by just letting 
that audience go, but they've got them 
just the same. They've been there for two 
and a half years and they've been allowed 
to get ahead of us. Still, we seem like 
we've taken a little wood out of the fire 
recently. 

I was going to ask you to evaluate the 
growth curve at KUFO. They certainly 
chopped big to begin with. 

Dick: It's interesting. I read your inter-
view with Dave sometime back, and his 
comparison as to how KLCX had de-
feated KZEL in the Fall book was that 
they had 'creamed them'. Well, when 
you look at the numbers that have come 
out of there, you see that it wasn't really 
KLCX shooting up like a skyrocket and 
creaming anybody. It was KZEL drop-
ping out of the sky and falling to the 
ground and smashing flat. But in com-
parison, the situation here is much the 
same, whereas KUFO is working in this 
market against a heritage radio station 
that took some big losses and really didn't 
fight back. Someone came in and chal-
lenged us and we let them have it. Now, 
we have to get it back. That's really what 
it's all about. As far as the ICLCX, KZEL 
thing, I give Dave credit for making the 
thing hang stable and for even picking up 
a half a point. But he has the same prob-
lem there that I do here. We've taken 
almost a full two shares off the top of 
them, but we're only able to see .6 of it 
come back to us. 

I see what you're saying. It's like you dy-
namite off the top of the mountain, but it 
doesn't all land in your pile. 

For years, when you walked up to someone in the Portland mar-
ket and said, K̀GON,' usually the first word out of their mouth 
was 'Rocks.' ... But there was a period of time when you could 

walk up to somebody and say, K̀GON,' and they'd say, 'So what?' 

If you took a look at two markets on the 
West Coast that have a lot of parallels, 
Sacramento and Portland come to mind 
because they're both struggling out of that 
cow town comparison. Portland is always 
in the shadow of Seattle. Sacramento is 
always in the shadow of San Francisco. 
But Portland is a wonderful community, 
and the degree of sophistication that you 
find there is very advance4 especially in a 
town that small with such a high quality of 
life. 

Dick: There's a real high quality of life 
here. And as you know, people around 
the world are struggling to try to get here, 
which causes a lot of immigration. A lot 
of people are coming across borders just 
to come to this state, and that's something 
we have to keep in mind as we program 
the station. 

/ was going to ask you how much that 
transience, especially within your key 
demos, is a factor in Portland. In Seattle, 
forget about it. The old loyalties are gone, 
just because there are so many new bodies 
in the shop. That's real apparent. 

Dick: I don't think that this radio station 
can sit and rest on its laurels of having 
been the heritage station. As far as how 
many years we've been here, we're cer-
tainly the heritage radio station. But as 
far as having emitted the same type of 
heritage rock over the last continuous 
period of years, maybe there is a small 
gap of two, two and a half years in there 
where we weren't doing that, but that's a 
long enough gap for someone to build a 
long, strong loyalty somewhere else. And 
now, I have to unearth those people who 
have moved away from us and bring them 
back. It's a challenge. If I were a restau-
rant owner, it would be like I've served 
somebody a bad meal. How am I going 
to get them back in my building? That's 
the challenge I'm up against. 

You can fir the kitchen the next day, but 
getting the person to come in and even give 
you the chance is the hardest part. 

Dick: We've also changed the menu, and 
that's going to help. And we've changed 
cooks. We've made the changes within 
the restaurant that are going to make it a 
great eating establishment once again. 
Now, we have to get out on the streets and 
make people aware of it. My gut feel, 
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Interview 
Dick: Just a few rocks land in our pile. 
And I'll tell you what, that's got to be 
because of the diversity of music and the 
diversity of the listener nowadays, in that 
there's a huge following for country 
music among our listeners. In any re-
search that we do, I see a lot of crossover 
between country stations and rock sta-
tions in the 25 to 34 cell. 

Believe it. These guys we took for granted 
for so many years, they go home and 
they're really into this shit. 

Dick: What would you expect after AOR 
jumped back and said, Òh, Classic is the 
thing to do. Let's play all these songs 
from the '70s for the next five years.' We 
bored them straight out of the format. 
We have them going out and looking for 
an alternative, and country was smart 
enough to get an A&R department to-
gether that went out and put together 
stellar bands, your Clint Blacks, your 
Garth Brooks, your Randy Travis', and 
made them the forefront of 'country-
music. Now, that music is a driving force 
and it's luring 25 to 34 year-old males 
away from our stations. 

aso, before the real big change that 
wiped us out, they'll automatically come 
back because they're out there.' That's 
bullshit. 

They're out there, but they're not out there 
in a time bubble sealed up four years ago. 

Dick: They're not just waiting for me. 
We have to let them know we're here. 
And we have to let them know that what 
we offer isn't just a rehash of of what we 
did ten years ago, because what we did 
ten years ago was for a different time and 
a different group of people. Now, some 
of the best, most stellar material that 
came out of that period should probably 
be incorporated in what we do. But I 
don't think that the main focus is there, 
and especially, in this market, where ev-
erybody is g;abbing for the 35-44 hunk of 
the pie. KINK is so successful at that, 
and there are so many other types of 
prime time entertainment to grab that 
hunk of the pie, that I'm more interested 
in shooting directly for the 25-34. If I 
grab 35-44's because of that, great. But 
you know where we really feel big when 
we got back to rocking, and it's that 18-24 

The one thing we have to do the most of is to work hard to garner 
new audience.

The thing about it is that country music has 
got young people coming up who have got 
their own vision. It's not like there aren't 
young people coming up in rock and roll, 
but so much of it is just a repackage of stuff 
that has been around in one form or an-
other forever. 

Dick: And some of it even previous to 
that. The other format that shows well in 
the market is Alternative. Anybody that 
plays a piece of Alternative music seems 
to draw some attention. Z-Rock here 
doesn't garner a great quarter-hour 
share, but their TSL's in the last trend 
went through the roof. So, you have to 
wonder, is that because KUFO and 
KGON are banging heads in an attempt 
to be in parity with each other? And if 
so, are they getting the same stuff from 
both rock stations? Is that why they're 
spending more time listening to Z-Rock? 

Where are people hearing Alternative 
music, except at KUFO's AM station? 

Dick: That's pretty much the only outlet. 
There is some college radio in the area. 
But I've got to imagine that some people 
are just getting experimental on their 
own. They're out buying it, and they're 
seeing it on MTV. 

What you're doing is perhaps one of the 
hardest things there is to do in radio -- take 
a station with an image that has been 
abused and save it. 

Dick: The job is in front of me, there's no 
doubt. It's a job that I welcome because 
it's at a station that I have a certain love 
for. I spent my real first years in radio 
here. So, yes, there are some things from 
the past that we can employ. But the past 
can also be a real nemesis for us, in that 
radio has changed a lot since then, and 
the audience that, let's say worshiped 
KGON years ago, may have moved on to 
new and different things. So, we can't 
expect them to be there to bring us back 
out. The one thing we have to do the 
most of is to work hard to garner new 
audience. Tell people that we're here in 
a new fashion, as opposed to saying, 
'Well, if we just go back and play the 
format that we were playing four years 

cell. We quadrupled in the Fall book in 
18-24's, and KUFO had to have seen that. 

You and Dave Numme are both really 
good examples of Oregon broadcasters. 
I've noticed that there's a real profession-
alism and understanding of the business 
among you moss-heads, but there's also a 
kind of off-hand competitive drive as well. 

Dick: It's real casual. 

It's like, 'I'm going to beat the fuck out of 
you, but that doesn't mean we can't have 
beer.' 

Dick: (Laughs) Exactly. That's pretty 
much the way it is to me anyway. Dave is 
going to do a great job over at KUFO. 
He did a great job in Eugene. I look at 
him as a formidable foe, and I'm certainly 
not going to drop my guard because he's 
here with the same mission that I'm here 
with, and that's to be the #1 rock station 
in Portland. I need to win here. I really 
do. Not only to bring this radio station 
back, but to finally, after 21 years in this 
business, to be able to sit baèk and go, 
'Hey, man, you achieved your mission.' 
In a sense, I feel like I achieved part of 
my mission just by getting back here, 
coming to KGON and being able to not 
just push the oars, but to actually hold the 
rudder. 

IfI  was to drop into Portland right now and 
A-B you and KUFO, what would be the 
most obvious change in musical direction, 
from say the first day you showed up? 

Dick: For here, definitely that there's 
more of a focus on the new music that we 
feel people are interested in. And I'm 
not talking just the new Petty's and the 
new Seger's. We're talking about the 
wave that's coming out of Seattle with the 
Soundgarden's and the Nirvana's. That 
group, which seems to not only be hitting 
well in the Northwest, but nationally. 
We're also talking about erasing all the 
old barriers that say, 'You can't rock too 
hard during the day.' The Metallica is in 
midday. Who would have thought that 
would happen even a year ago? And here 
we are, playing Metallica, some stations 
even in morning drive. 

Across the street, how have things changed 
there? 

Dick: They have changed a couple of 
different times and a couple of different 
directions. When we first came on, I 
think that they felt the thing for them to 
do was to be safe and to be solid. They 
made the same move that we did when 
they first came into town. They leaned 
Classic, played less new music, came at 
us with a no repeat workday -- all the 
things that a heritage station would nor-
mally do to guard themselves, they did. 
They saw themselves lose large chunks of 
the Fall book, and they got smart and 
said, H̀ey, we've got to be more of what 
we were when we were a 7 share radio 
station.' Now, I feel that they're coming 
back around to what that initial mix was. 
But with us here giving them direct com-
petition and being on the streets like we 
are, I think their days of being a 7 share 
radio station are over. It's time for them 
to share some of those points with 
KGON. And it's going to happen. 

How would you compare morning shows? 
We've done the music, let's do the morn-
ings. 

Dick: We have two very different types 
of morning shows, no doubt. The one 
thing that our morning show isn't is a 
comedy service fed morning show. We 
have a couple services that come through 
the door, but if anything, we use them for 
idea inspiration. The bits that we do are 
written in-house. We have a very cre-
ative morning team. Their production 
skills are unlimited. 

How many people, overall, touch the 
morning show? 

Dick: Dave and Tom and Dick. That's 
it. We work real tight together as a team. 

Oh, you're the Dick? 

Dick: I'm the Dick. Dave and Tom are 
really the creative team, and they refer to 
me as the Dick devil. The little guy on 
their shoulder with the pitchfork that 
goes, 'Dick wouldn't like this.' But the 
control there is not such that I dampen 
their spirits about comedy. People tune 
in to laugh and to be informed and to 
hear some good music. I've listened to 
Bill Prescott and I've known him for 
years. We worked together at KRCK 
and I have a lot of respect for him. As the 
morning man at KUFO they do real good 
traffic over there. But we do real good 
traffic over here. They do absolutely no 
news or information regarding what's 
going on locally over there. We do do 
one three minute news break an hour. 
There are linge differences between the 
type of morning show we're talking about 
at that station and at this station. Big 
differences. We're focusing on news, in-
formation and some humorous input. 
They moreover have got Bill stumbling 
over the records, trying to hit the post, 
and doing his bits over the fronts and 
backs of the records, too. It's pretty 
much a music-intensive format over 
there, and Bill tries to squeak himself in 
whenever he can. 

Be warm and personable, just make sure 
you do it in 17 seconds. 

Dick: That's the deal. Make the post, 
but tell the jokes. 

Give me a thumbnail on the Portland 
economy. Is it holding up okay? Or has it 
been a struggle? 

Dick: Well, it's always a struggle. You're 
looking at a market here that holds 30 
radio stations. Our team of sales people 
here is excellent. In the month of Febru-
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ary we showed upward growth and they 
showed downward growth. So, we have, 
not only the heritage and professional on 
air team, but we have the heritage and 
professional sales team to back them up. 
And most of their people are transplants 
from California or from their other radio 
stations within the chain who don't know 
the market. So, I really think we've got 
the edge on sales, too. 

Has there been anything that's been of 
interest to you in the last batch of trends? 

Dick: It looks pretty flat across the 
board. We lose two-tenths, they lose 
three-tenths 12 + . But our 18 + Men are 
holding or even growing a little bit. 
We've gained some cume back. And our 
TSL's are holding fairly well. 

Your shared cume is with 'UFO and whom 
else? 

Dick: KUFO, KINK, Z-100, Z-Rock. 
We are pretty much Z-Rock for this mar-
ket, only we're on FM and we're 24 hours 
a day whereas they're on an AM station 
that's 1,000 watts and it's turned off at 
nighttime. 

Very tough because the music that you're 
talking about, in most instances, isn't that 
compatible with the music that makes you 
Z-Rock on FM. Metallica middays is a 
certain kind of daring but that's a whole 
lot different than running a segue into the 
latest Cure. 

Dick: Or playing The Pixies or The 
Pogues. I think that's the borderline 
where we actually stop, as a radio station, 
serving the Alternative audience. It used 
to be that Nirvana was Alternative, Pearl 
Jam was Alternative, Soundgarden was 
Alternative. Now, they're almost main-
stream rock. 

How much cross-pollination goes on be-
tween your two stations at this time? 

Dick: There was an element in Dave's 
interview regarding that. He made a 
statement that we were playing a lot of 
stiffs. And when I read the article, I said, 
'You watch, within six to eight weeks, 
he'll be playing them, too.' And sure 
enough... What is one man's stiff soon 
becomes another man's recurrent. I 
think it's part of Dave's strategy to let us 
make the music familiar so that he can

Now, what about KXYQ? Have there 
been any more rumblings in the market-
place about what might happen with that 
station when the new ownership swings 
into place? 

Dick: There's a hundred things that 
could happen. I would hope, and I be-
lieve that I can trust Ed Lefler as a gen-
tleman -- and I've had an opportunity to 
talk with him directly when Van Halen 
came through town. He was nice enough 
to take the time and talk with me about 
that situation, and assured me that he 
didn't feel that going into r̀ock mode' 
would be a good decision for that radio 
station. First off: it's an investment made 
by him via monies earned through Van 
Halen. And Van Halen, obviously, is the 
jewel in the crown. If he comes into this 
market as a rock station and plays Van 
Halen, and the rest of the stations look at 
him and go, 'Okay, well, we don't want to 
play Van Halen anymore,' Van Halen 
loses. And he doesn't really want to hurt 
himself with a bad business deal on any 
level. This is strictly an investment for 
him. The people who are currently in 
control at Q-105 are going to continue to 
run it as it has been run. The worst thing 
that we should worry about is that they 
finally decide to take Z-Rock off their 
AM and put it on their FM. Then the 
water would become very murky. 

Yeah, that would be tough. Mat about an 
Alternative Rock station? Nobody's going 
to go Adult Alternative in that town, not 
with KINK in place. But if somebody were 
to do what The End is doing in Seattle, or 
Live-105 is doing in San Francisco, that 
could be a real factor. 

Dick: That's the next call. That's the 
next thing that could go down. And 
frankly, I think it's the next thing that has 
to happen here. The way we can seal off 
those doors is to offer as much of that 
product as we feel we can within our 
format to that group of audience that's 
hungry for Alternative music. So, we 
need to do that in a way that we don't turn 
off the people that aren't interested in it 
and, as you know, that's a tough job. 
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play it in a recurrent fashion to gain 
credit for it. 

That really works with CHR if the market-
place is very, very vibrant. A gooc4 recur-
rent-based CHR, can sound like the most 
familiar, most happening thing that's on 
the dial. And we've seen people make 
recurrent-based AOR work as well. But 
that can be a very fine line because rockers, 
especially, have no tolerance forsongs that 
they perceive as being over. 

Dick: I agree, and I think we need to stay 
on top of that element all the time. 
Dave's perception of calling what we 
would play a stiff is really kind of smelly 
because that same stiff that he's bitched 
about me playing, he's just waiting out-
side the door like a buzzard to put on his 
playlist. His research is telling him that 
his listeners are hearing it over here and 
they're calling him up on the phone say-
ing, 'Why aren't you playing this Nirvana 
record?' We played Nirvana no less than 
seven weeks before he went on the first 
track. We played Metallica for no less 
than eight weeks, and he didn't go on the 
first single, he went on 'Nothing Else 
Matters' because he had to react. 

So, your perception is that he's letting you 
set everything up. It's a 'stiff' until you 
make it work and then he uses it for his 
short iron game, so to speak. 

Dick: The public is telling him he has to 
because they're hearing it somewhere 
else. Before we got here, there was no-
body playing those 'stiffs', so he didn't 
have to. 

What about soft daypaning? Are you play-
ing enough mid-tempo records that it's a 
concern? 

Somebody's going to sound like less of a 
band if y ou put those two together. I don't 
know which one, but somebody's going to 
come off not sounding all that great. 

Dick: You end up losing in that battle. 
In a train wreck, somebody almost always 
dies. The main thing to remember is that 
people haven't stopped being into music, 
it's just radio that has stopped being into 
music. As opposed to arguing, we just 
need to sit back, analyze the situation for 
a lot less time than we've been spending 
with it lately, and then get out there and 
play the music. 

Do you have any complaints or observa-
tions about the Arbitron-only universe we 
are now stuck in? 

Dick: Arbitron is still trying to figure out 
where we're at. You can see that we were 
trending down and down and down. But 
the one thing that's interesting to me 
about KUFO is you look at March-April 
last year, they're at 10.3. April-May, 9.9. 
May-June, 9.4 so, they're hanging pretty 
solid. June-July, they're a 10.8. And 
then July-August, a 9.2. August-Septem-
ber, they went to a 5.3! That is the month 
that we really kicked it into gear. That's 
the month that it all happened. Now, in 
the same respect, we don't show that we 
picked up anything from that decrease. 
Now, these guys did not budge for five 
trends. They were within what we would 
call a flat situation. Now, all of a sudden, 
in a month that we come into existence, 
they lose half their audience! Half of it. 
And we don't show an increase as a re-
sult! Not a point. Not a thing. Now, two 
more trends down the road, we pick up 
some audience and show really big and 
they stay down again. So, I'm wondering 
if, maybe we're not already out there get-
ting the job done, and we're just dealing 
with, yet again, a very lagging rating ser-
vice. 

There just always seems to be that gap 
between reality and measurement. And 
that reflects on management, too. It's the 
hardest thing in the worldf or management 
to make a decision and then sit back for 
six months, and really see what that meant. 
But if  you don't give it at least six months 
to play out, all you're doing is just bounc-
ing off the walls in the dark. You see it all 
the time. 

Dick: We're trying to get ourselves sta-
bilized here, and make sure that we're 
going in the right direction. I, personally, 
think we need to stay as much in parity 
with them as we can. Then it all comes 
down to a popularity contest. Which sta-
tion do you remember the most? Which 
one did you like dealing with the most? 
And believe me, on the street, we'll beat 
them. They don't have a thing on us when 
it comes to the street. I have too many 
years of Portland street knowledge. I've 
been out there. I've done it. And it was 
one of my favorite things to do. If I can 
achieve parity musically, then what I 
want to do is come around and win the 
popularity contest because then we'll win 
overall, hands down.

TWO FROM THE HEART 

THE BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN REVIEW 
It was raining softly into the lake that stretches behind Bill's manse of a log-cabin and we were 
all stretched out in the lodge room indulging in small talk and getting ready for the new Bruce 
Springsteen albums. Kid Leo had just flown in from New York and we were having a sitdown 
with the CDs; Leo, Bill, Crowe and myself. Deadline stretched out like the weekly python of 
love we know and love so well, but here was Leo with two of the most eagerly anticipated re-
leases of the year, so it was time to put every thing else aside and concentrate on the two sides 

of Bruce being presented on these releases.  1 

Maybe it was the larger than life sound of Bill's B&W 808s, but 
the production of Jon Landau, Chuck Plotkin and Roy Bittan 
backed up by Bob Clearmountain as master mix-o-logist and 
Toby Scott as Engineer came through with a sound that has to 
size up as one of the best ever from Springsteen. The aural 
contrast of Lucky Town is clearly designed for a more in-house 
ambience, produced as it was in Bruce's Thrill Hill studio and the 
two albums, while standing as a single piece of work, carry a very 
separate feel. It's as if they were two sides of the same coin, but 
minted at opposite ends of the world. The profile on each side 
was instantly recognizable as Bruce, but the alloy of each was 
completely different on first pass. 

Whereas Human Touch has an almost pristine quality to it, the 
interplay of Lucky Town is more rugged and, along the way, 
somehow more personal. Human Touch is the near-perfect ex-
ample of what the Springsteen band (Roy Bittan, Randy Jackson 
and Jeff Porcaro with assorted guests) can do in a state of the art 
situation, while Ludo, Town is more of an augmented solo release 
(Bruce and Gary Mallabar for the most part with a limited 
collection of sideplayers). Both releases were mixed by Bob 
Clearmountain but Lucky Town carries with it the imprint of an 
earlier Springsteen. Another quick comparison finds the song-
writing on Lucky Town to include some of the most dense and 
complex lyrical compositions to be found on either release. Iron-
ically, some of the most simple arrangements are also to be found 
on Ludo, Town as well, whereas on Human Touch, we find Bruce 
& Band in context as the perfect instrument for some of the finest 
examples of rock songwriting to hit us this decade. 

As we tracked through the Human Touch CD; following the single 
"Human Touch", came a thumper called "Soul Driver" with the 
first of many Sam Moore guest appearances. The euitar work on 
the bulk of the record is all Bruce, that clean icepick sound that 
typifies his long standing love of the Fender, but on this track we 
hear some guest work with Tim Pierce on six string. "57 Channels" 
follows and sets up Bruce on solo bass and vocal accompaniment 
with a host of sub-text references worthy of Dennis Miller all 
playing off between cable emissions and the value of armchair 
armaments. Spooky and sparse as it comes, this one may play like 
a novelty track on first listen but count on plenty of back announce 
interest when your staff gets a hold of this one. 

For a tempo shift, "Cross My Heart" loads on with 
the kind of emotional fervor that marks this album 
throughout. The track is perhaps our first peek into 
the transformed heart of Bruce. The powerful ef-
fects of family and hearth have had their effect on the 
man, that is certain. The first sustained AOR natural 
comes with "Gloria's Eyes". From the initial blast off 
this rocker keeps coming at the listener like a Mike 
Tyson ring rage and shows, if doubt ever existed, that 
whatever group of musicians surrounds Springsteen 
will soon take on his imprint. Next in line is "With 
Every Wish" which carries the only organic horn on 
the album, (the rest being sampled), and Mark 
Isham does excellent duty on trumpet, delivering a 
skin shivering accent to this track that plots the 
thought of a man on top taking a look around and 
realizing, "With every wish there comes a curse." 

A general consensus track for radio consideration is 
"Roll Of The Dice", as big a rocker as you could hope 
for featuring Bobby King on vocals. Backline bettors 
will be pressing the odds on this one if they're smart. 
Sam Moore rejoins the parade for "Real World". 
This one provides a real touch of the old Bruce, with 
a lot of board channels taped up and loaded on for 
that dense mix that has been key to the Springsteen 
Sound over the years. "All Or Nothin' At All" was a 

personal fave on first listen. There was a backbeat spine on this 
one as big as the Rockies and you could tell the players enjoyed 
this session a lot. If there's a real band rave-up on the record, this 
is it, especially with that rock-a-billy infusion that keeps the whole 
track hopping from start to wind-up. This should also figure 
highly in your consideration for immediate depth play. 

"Man's Job" features both Bobby King and Sam Moore on vocals 
and the combination of them singing stride for stride with Bruce, 
while lending a touch of retro doesn't keep this cleanly muscled 
track from emerging as one of the most radio perfect songs on the 
album. On "I Wish I Were Blind" you can't help but get the feeling 
that Bruce, always the rocker upfront and center, approached this 
one as a writer and singer first. His plaintive note carries a song 
filled with the nuance of a man second guessing himself. Bobby 
Hatfield contributes a strong second vocal and there is a sense of 
real pride running through the entire song. If you're looking for 
vocal hooks, "The Long Goodbye" has them right where you can 
get to them without the slightest difficulty. I guarantee that this 
will be a staple of Bruce's next live set, it has that ever building 
push to it that screams for yet another encore. Jeff Porcaro is a 
master throughout the record but his work on this track is a 
highlight. "Raise our glass and let the hammer fly," it's clear that 
family life has only added juice to the Springsteen demeanor. 

As proof that mastering technology is not an end but a means, 
Bruce saves a wonderfully sampled horn section for "Real Man" 
that makes you think you're in the middle of Memphis on a steamy 
Saturday night. If this one isn't an instant airplay staple, some-
body is asleep at the switch. Jeff Porcaro and Randy Jackson 
really workout on the bottom end with guest appearances by Ian 
McLagen on piano and David Sancious on organ. Anthemic and 
slice of life all at the same time, this track should pile up airplay 
points like the goosebumps that bridge raised on my skin during 
my first aural exposure. As a crescendo for the Human Touch  
album this song simply has all the goods to insure major support 
at the format. Following up, by contrast, is the final entry on the 
Human Touch songlist, the traditional "Pony Boy" with Patti 
Scialfa supporting Bruce in a touching tune for his son Evan. 
Like John L,ennon's "Beautiful Boy", this is a tune that any proud 
poppa can find a spot for in that lazy hazy Sunday afternoon 
mix-tape you play while working around the house. 
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From the opening gun, it's clear that Ludo, Town is a 
different sort of album. The production touches are 
brighter, the atmospherics more immediate and the 
general tone of the songwriting more supportably 
complex throughout. Following the lead off single 
"Better Days", comes the title track "Lucky Town". 
Bruce picks up the bass for this song and sings con-
vincingly about the mixed-blessing of a compliant 
destiny. "I been walking a long time on fortune's 
cane," he sings, and if the jokes are indeed "coming up 
though the soles of my feet" you get the feeling that 
Bruce has achieved acceptance, if not complete com-
prehension, of his amazing personal ride though a 
fierce and inexplicable world. "Local Hero" rang true 
as another strong contender for airplay. With Lisa 
Lowell, Soozie Tyrell and wife Patti Scialfa on back-
up vocals and one of those harp intros reminiscent of 
an earlier stage in his career, Bruce weaves an incred-
ible storyboard tale of all those small town BMOC's 
who wake up still wondering where it all went. "If I 
Should Fall Behind" could become a new kind of love 
song for this freshly cut Springsteen era. And while 
we expect that this could become a new heart rending 
cake and tux tune for the masses, the truth is that this 
represents a kind of perfect encapsulation of the 
elements that separate this album from Human  
Touch. Precision counterpoint percussion and a kind of sad and 
sweet emotionalism pervade this composition and makes for one 
of the most enjoyable listening experiences on either disc. "Leap 
Of Faith" features Roy Bittan on keyboards and Patti Scialfa on 
vocals for what should be the perfect song for those fans yearning 
for a bit of the old Bruce. The lyrical message is clear and simple, 
"Trust your heart", and the musical energy is primed to detonate 
at radio with very little prompting. Quite the contrast with "The 
Big Muddy", a moody slice of the South, replete with a stinging 
National Steel sound crowded with images of hidden vice and sad 
lessons learned at the cost of achieving that higher ground we all 
aspire to. Roy Bittan sits in on keyboards again and Pete Dexter 
gets a lyric credit from his novel "Paris Trout". 

Just when the feeling gets settled the album swings off into "Living 
Proof', -a lyrical haymaker that piles chords on top of chords, 
downbeat teeming over a constantly building guitar, and an overall 
musical snarl that makes this track impossible to avoid as the act 
of confession that it so obviously is. Bursting from that cage made 
of "shadows for bars" and never, absolutely never, letting up for so 
much as an instant; the cathartic musical tension on this song takes 
the whole composition over the top in a kind of breathless surge 
that makes everything else on the album sound tame by compari-
son. The book of the heart is still clearly Bruce's favorite reading 
material, as we see delving into "Book Of Dreams". As much 
experience as the man has crammed into the frame of his life, the 
ability to find something intrinsically new in the human heart 
remains his specialty. Innocence may not always get it, but a clean 
and uncluttered vision does, as this song attests. 

To conclude Lucky Town we have the complete juxtaposition of 
songwriting that typifies this entire effort. With "Souls Of The 
Departed" Springsteen roams from the wastes around Basra to the 
equal desolation of the mean Compton backstreets, chronicling 
those who paid the ultimate price and left their babies behind. A 
harp blowing ragged from the edge of Hell and that sand slashing 
guitar work typify a crystalline moment of musical rage from a man 
who can still meet your eyes unflinchingly and sing, "I ply my trade 
in the land of King Dollar where you get paid and your silence 
passes for honor." You want emotional flares, this one delivers 
them. The last chord barely dies on "Souls..." away before the final 
act in this passion play, "My Beautiful Reward", touches down. 
Ian McLagen works the Hammond masterfully and a pretty lay-
ering of acoustic guitars trail through one of the cleanest lyrical 
structures on the album. In contrast to the iconoclastic urge so 
virulently displayed on the previous track, Bruce shows himself 
still essentially hopeful. The balance of life is fragile at best, easy 
to upset and difficult to regain, but if this song is a true testament, 
then Bruce Springsteen may have fmally found that equipoise that 
has so long been his stated aim. On these two albums, so different 
and yet so completely him, he may have given us our best hope yet 
that his goal, our goal, can still be reached.

Tori Amos spoke frankly about her innermost thoughts, her career and her life. 

I'm going to take some topics and throw them at you. 

Amos: Uh oh. I better duck. 

Being a business woman. 
Amos: Responsibility. I've been in situations where I've said, 'I 
don't want to become a part of the money side of things,' and 
when I have I find out that I owe thousands of dollars. Then I 
start questioning things. 'What happened when I turned my 
back? So I've learned to sharpen my business acumen. For oneI  
I own all my own songs. I own all my own publishing. And  
wanted to do that. My songs wanted to stay with me and! wanted 
to stay with them. 

That's good. You didn't make the mistake that a lot of songwriters 
do -- you didn't give it all away just to get a record deal. 

Amos: Right. And because of all that I've learned about both 
sides of the coin. That if I don't want to keep up with all the 
business then I can turn my back and what comes comes. But 
now I'm much too aware of what's going on. And, so, I want to 
be able to make choices in my life and not be half asleep during 
them. 

What's the bixest mistake that you've made so far? 

Amos: Oh! Not understanding that you just can't give it all away. 
Sometimes you just want to open up and be completely honest. 
But not everybody's ready for complete honesty. They don't 
want it. And that's where you have to pull back a bit and be like 
a camera. Like a film director who thinks, 'How do I want to 
show this scene?' Because not everybody wants to hear the truth 
to what they're asking you. And that's been hard because I like 
the truth. 

Journalism burnout. Do you like talking to the press? 

Amos: Oh yeah. 
But you've said to me earlier that you might be suffering a little bit 
from journalism burnout. 
Amos: Well, I've done so many interviews that I get tired because 
I feel like they're trying to find holes in my story. I feel that 
sometimes. 

Do you feel that from me? 

Amos: No. But I know you. But I fedoverall that I'm a bit wary. 
I know that when people can be so open in their praise that the 
blade can also be sharp and I think that you have to throw both 
of them out the window and just enjoy, let's say, a lunch with 
them. I have to watch myself feeling like each journalist I talk to 
are my friends. Sometimes I've walked away from an interview 
thinking, Wow. He's my friend.' And that might be where that 
niavete comment comes in from people. And they would turn 
and ask, 'How could you think we were friends? We just sat and 
talked in your flat for three hours about the most personal things 
in your life, that's all. How could you think that we were friends'?' 

Yes, I understand. There are journalists who can look into your 
eyes with sincerity and then cut you up with their written words in 
a heartbeat. And you're right -- sometimes they're not so sensitive. 
Sometimes they don't give a damn that they may be damaging a 
part of your life. But that's the nature of this business. Scary, isn't 
it? 
Amos: Yeah. I feel I've told everybody everything that they 
should've wanted to know. But I did it in my way. I wrote songs; 
I wrote lyrics; I made a record. 

Little Earthquakes is so very personal about your life experiences. 
And then you give it to people -- to journalists in particular -- and 
you're trusting them with a part of your life. But they don't always 
get it right, do they? 

Amos: No, they don't always get it right. 
Next subject: Your personal versus professional life. Do you have 
the right amount of balance? 
Amos: No. I don't. Right now my whole life is centered around 
playing my music. For the next three months I'm playing almost 
every night. Or something to that effect. 

So how are you dealing with that? 
Amos: I'm reminding myself that it's all those years when I was 
playing at those Marriott's and Holiday Inn's that I would've 
given anything to play my own songs. And to play my own songs 
to people who weren't drunk and not even listening. You'd 
rather just be in your own space where it's warm and where you 
have your little slippers on than having to play out for people who 
don't want to listen. 

But now people are listening, aren't they? 

Amos: Yeah. 

It must feel good to know that. 

Amos: It does. 

How do you deal with the loneliness? 

Amos: (Sighs) Oh, well... 

Are you so busy that you don't have time to think about it? 

Amos: No, you have time to think about it. The busier you are 
the more critical you are of when you find an appointment is two 
minutes late. You start going, 'Why's he late? Why's this 
journalist late?' 

Do you have any real friends? 

Amos: Yeah. A few. 
Do you know the true meaning of the word 'friend?' 

Amos: Yeah. I know what that means. 

You don't think that you'll lose sight of it if y ou start to sell millions 
of records? 

Amos: No. 
You don't think that you'll ever take that for granted? 

Amos: You know, I think that there are a few people in my life 
that I just love being around. 

Who's your best friend right now? 
Amos: [Producer] Eric [Rosse] is my best friend. I don't talk 
about Eric in my interviews usually. Never. 

But he's a big part of your life. 
Amos: But this is going to be all over New York. 

If it makes you feel any better, nothing you've said to me so far 
makes you look bad. If anything, it's your frank honesty that's the 
most refreshing thing about talking to you. 

Amos: Well, thanks. 

Your lyrics tell me that you can be blatantly honest to the point 
where you can sting with your words. 

Amos: (Laughs) Jesse, let me just tell you this. I wrote a record 
that was just at my piano. I put it out. And when it got 
acknowledged it was a good feeling that after all these years 
people finally acknowledged me. And there was a part of me 
that, yes, really needed that. And that's because for a while I 
stopped doing it all together. People used to say to me that 
nobody's just writing and playing songs on the piano. People 
would say to me 'Hey, even Elton's changing.' Go out and get 
yourself a band, honey,' was all I kept hearing. 
Who cares what everybody else is telling you. You have to remain 
true to your own heart. 

Amos: But the point is that I listened and it taught me different 
things. 
There's a little voice inside you that always tells you the truth. 
Listen to it. Follow it. What happens when you sell millions of 
records and suddenly there are all these people whispering in your 
ear telling you what to do? How are you going to know what 
decisions are right for you? 
Amos: When I'm at the piano now I've formed a different 
relationship with it than I did seven years ago when there was a 
lot of love and hate happening. I was tied to that instrument my 
whole life. When I did the first record and I hardly played and 
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that record was overtI sat in my kitchen and said, Ẁhat am I like 
without being a musician?' Forget about music in my life for a 
minute. 

But that's your whole identity. 

Amos: But it isn't. Without that I'm still a person. And I'm a 
woman. And I love just expressing for the sake of it. And then 
on to the next thing. 

You are really an open nerve. 

Amos: Maybe I am. 

There's this constant energy. If you didn't get a chance to absorb 
all there is aroundyou and express yourf eelings you probably end 

iup being a psycho n a mental ward.  
Amos: (Laughing.) Yeah, 
you're probably right. One 
thing you have to remember 
is that I had a record before 
this which taught me many 
things. This isn't my debut 
album. But this is my debut 
album of me at the piano 
going under my name. But 
that first record taught me a 
whole lot, in particular, 
about what this industry is 
truly about. You cannot 
confide in it and you cannot 
have any security from it. 
It's about playing your 
songs and not expecting 
anything more from it. The 
biggest responsibility you 
have to yourself initially is 
to truly look at it for what it 
is. 

What do you want out of all 
this? What are your long 
term goals? Have you set 
them? 

Amos: Oh yes. I've had to 
set a whole group of new 
goals since I've achieved 
getting this record out. 
And that is I don't allow 
myself to become affected 
by the way the tide turns. 
How one minute I was completely ignored. Nobody came to my 
gigs when I first came to London. And now you can t get a ticket. 
I mean, I just did a show in London and there were scalpers there. 
God! The first thing I said when I saw scalpers at my show was, 
'I've got to call my father and tell him there were scalpers at my 
show!' And I hope nobody paid all that money just to see me. 
But my new goal has been to keep my sense of humor and to even 
make it more a part of my life. And that I have to take myself 
away from it now and not just play the music. I have to 
remember: I wrote this in my living room and I have to bring that 
part of my life with me now. But I've seen more things and I have 
to have that part of myself, too. And, so, my goal is that I don't 
need to control how people react. And that can be hard. 

What happens when you read a review of your show or of your 
album  what's your point of view on all that? 

Amos: I just believe in being treated fairly. And I have to get 
over the fact that I won't always be treated fairly. And that, too, 
is hard because I treat people fairly. And, yes, I feel that I 
deserve that. I feel that's about respect and when I don't get 
respect it bothers me. But I've got to admit that now I can giggle 
more than I did yesterday. There's a part of me that gets 
confused. I mean, if I'm going to paint a picture I'm going to 
paint it accurately and look at it from all sides. Then I make my 
choice. 

Arthur Spivak is your manager. And he's doing a great job. How 
did you two meet? 

Amos: Jason Flom introduced us. Jason and I went to go get a 
milkshake and Arthur was there with friends. It was 
coincidental. Jason said, 'Oh, there's Arthur. I have to talk to 
him. You can meet him, too.' 

What is it about Arthur that makes you feel comfortable with him 
as your manager? 
Amos: I was in an igloo with him ten thousand years ago. Arthur 
and I are kindred spirits and Arthur has respect for what I do 
and not all managers have that. After doing this for so many 
years I'm not going to do it any more if I can't find some kind of 
peace of mind in it. I'm doing this now for a completely different 
mtent than I was doing it four and a half years ago. When I 
started out young, yes, it was a clear intent. Remember that I've 
been playing for twenty-six years. I was at the conservatory 
studying; I was playing; it was part of my life. And when I was m 
clubs at thirteen -- there have been just so many different stages 

of my life -- there were the experimental stages of my life where 
I did stuff that would make your head spin. 
Like what? 

Amos: (Giggles.) Oh, just like the worst dance music that was 
ever written -- I did it. 

But that's all part of the process that's brought you to this point. 
Shitty dance songs, huh? 

Amos: Shitty. But it gives you hope. Anybody who can do songs 
as bad as those and make it to this point, well, it gives you hope. 
Geez! There's definitely hope! 

What's the most embarrassing song you've ever written? One that 
you look back and you go, How in hell did I ever write a song like 
that!' 

Amos: There was a song 
called 'Rub Me Down.' No 
wait -- there was D̀o Me 
Dirty.' That was worse! 

Tell me the lyrics. 
Amos: D̀o me dirty while 
I'm feeling mean.' I wrote 
that when I was fifteen. 
Pretty embarrassing stuff. 

Let's move on.  From 
reading the lyrics of the songs 
on Little Earthquake it's 
clear that you are a woman 
who is in touch with your 
sexuality. When did you ,first 
discover it? 
Amos:  Last week. 
(Laughs.) When I was five 
I was lying on my bed and I 
had this afghan over me and 
I remember that moment so 
clearly. I said to myself, 
'There's something they're 
not telling me.' And then it 
went away. 

What were you feeling? 

Amos: It was just these 
feelings of warmth where I 
was clenching my fists and 
my whole body was going, 

S̀omething's up.' But when I say this I say it with the thought in 
mind of children who have been abused. It's a very delicate time 
for a child and it has to be a very respected stage. 
Were you ever abused? 

Amos: No. I mean, I had a sexual attack experience. That's why 
I wrote 'Me And A Gun.' 

What happened? 

Amos: I was sexually attacked in Los Angeles. I can't, like, give 
you every detail because I wrote M̀e And A Gun' and I feel like 
I've exposed so much already and I have to sing it every night. 

How old were you? 

Amos: Twenty-two. I was playing at a club. It was somebody I 
saw twice. He followed me. I can't talk about it more than that. 
And! wouldn't talk about it more than that then. Sol wrote M̀e 
And A Gun' and that's all I can say. 
How have you adjusted? You didn't talk to anybody about it? 
Amos: I didn't handle it like I should have. I talked to a couple 
of people who weren't the best people I should've talked to. And 
then I didn't talk about it again. I made a change in my life after 
that. I moved; I ran away; I wouldn't deal with it. And then I 
saw Thelma And Louise this summer and it changed my life. You 
see, I had blamed myself all these years. You see, there were a 
lot of things that went through my mind. Did I seduce this person 
while I was singing? Of course I didn't. But there were a lot of 
things I thought about. But those are the games you play with 
your head. I should have talked to people. I encourage people 
who are sexually attacked to do that. I won't go and speak about 
it. That's not my choice of expression. I wrote M̀e And A Gun' 
and it's through my music that I choose to express myself. That's 
my choice of expression. I haven't totally come to terms with 
myself about it but I'm dealing with it. And dealing with it is 
important. Very important. 'Me And A Gun' was written in 
such a way that you live the experience with me. That song's not 
about opinions. I don't write about opinions. It's about a trip 
that we take together. There's a part of my character that's very 
protective of myself. And there's a part of me that's very open. 
It's the best of both worlds.

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Focus On... 
EVERYTHING BUT THE GIRL 

After the recent success of their "Love Is Strange" single which peaked at #13 in the British charts, 
WEA have decided to re-promote Everything But The Girl's Worldwide album, revised to include the hit 
single. The Hard Report spoke to Ben Watt of the duo of Ben and Tracey Thorn about the ideas behind 

the album and Ben's attitude toward success. 

JW: It's an obvious opening but it does seem to be that the abiding theme of the 
album is travel. 

Ben: Yeah, it runs through it quite a bit. We did a lot of travelling last year. I 
suppose that's why. I think we both got quite interested in the idea of travel in 
terms of spiritual meaning, rather than deriving your strength from having a base 
-- whether the idea of homesickness could be suppressed and whether you could 
actually, like a snail, take your home with you. I got a lot of ideas from Bruce 
Chatwin's The Songlines. I think that was a key book that I read in that period. 
It was more than, "Oh, Ben's read a book that he's written an album about." It 
was more a recognition that it's a general philosophical question that a lot of 
people would be interested in themselves, at the moment. There's this 
dismantling of the industrial society that we were all so enslaved for so long, with 
factory jobs and terrace streets -- you know, home towns where nobody ever 
moved. Also, the fact that the world has opened up and the established order of 
things is in some ways collapsing and that perhaps we should question whether 
we would be happier on the move. It's a fundamental philosophical question in 
the book and it's a question that occurred on the 
album. In a strange way, my lyric which deals with it 
most acutely is "Twin Cities"- and Tracey's is "One 
Place". Mine's more of a celebration of it and 
Tracey's is very doubting. 

JW: "One Place" is almost nostalgic. 

Ben: I don't like to review the book, but 
the thing that hooked me in was the idea 
that, when we were born as a race on the 
plains of Africa, we were basically 
evolved as a nomadic race -- a nomadic 
species -- who moved from grassland to 
grassland and basically drew our strength 
and our value system from that way of 
living. As the centuries have gone by, we 
have ecome a more and more sedentary 
race and allowed ourselves to become 
embedded in urban existences where we 
don't really move very much. Would we 
be happier on the move basically? 

JW: There's a very poweiful moment in the 
book where Chatwin puts forward the idea 
that children might like to be rocked 
because it reminds them of moving with 
their parents. 

Ben: Yeah, you can often rock a baby to 
sleep. One friend of mine, if the baby's 
crying, just takes it for a drive in the car --
whatever time of day or night it is. If it's 
three o'clock in the morning and the child 
won't stop screaming, then they'll just 
take it for a drive around the block and it 
goes back to sleep, which is 
extraordinary. The book's about a lot of

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JW.. Would you consider yourself a pop  ,,%.. • •AF 
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Ben: Pop star always means Madonna to  ,  - . --» 
me. When the plumber asks me what I do  .  s'e 
for a living, and I eventually tell him I'm 
in a pop group, he's never heard of me, so 
perhaps I'm not. But, to my family I am 
and to friends who work in offices, I am -- in broad terms. Of course, I don't live out my friendships with them on the basis that I 
am a pop star. But, when they think of Ben and Tracey, they are in a pop group, I suppose. 

JW: Do you consciously change with each album? 

Ben: Well, we always like to present a moving target, which has in a way been our downfall in a lot of people's eyes. After "Eden" 
and then the huge success of Sade, the record company thought they had us on a plate in terms of worldwide success. Of course, 
we went off and made an album that sounded like The Smiths and The Pretenders, partly because everyone was saying how jazzy 
the other one was. I hate being chased up in the press by people and told what I do, mainly by people who haven't got a due anyway. 
I like to give people something to get their teeth into, something that demands a little bit of contemplation before you know that you 
either like it or don't like it. That means that when records come out from us, we get the classic even-handed love and abuse. If I 
were a reviewer, I think I'd find us quite hard to review in one listen. I wouldn't like to have that job. I wouldn't like to review a Joni 
Mitchell album in one listen with a 48-hour deadline. I think what we do demands a bit of contemplation. If in the end, you think 
it sounds like utter shit, fair enough. That's the listener's prerogative.

For his first album 
since 1989's "The  
Man With The Blue  
Postmodern Frag-
mented Neo-
Traditionalist  
Guitar", Mr. Case has 
come somewhat full 
circle, but stuck to an 
(unintentional?) 
three year span be-
tween projects. His 
eponymous solo 
debut  in  1986 
marked the rebirth 
(in more ways than 
one) of a rocker as 
back woods 
troubadour, and the 
catchy title of the 

sophomore effort obscured the dark truth found in its grooves. 
But "Six Pack Of Love" is a case of Peter creating a synergy of 
his landmark solo beginning with the last gasp and roar of The 
Plimsouls. What has resulted is a record that contains all the 
charm of an old fedora, as well as generous helpings of solid rock 
and roll. Honest, intelligent and insistent, "Six Pack Of Love" 
bristles with brilliance, but fits like a faded favorite pair of jeans. 
Peter has intentionally returned to a full band feel, enlisting 
drummer Gary Mallaber (long time Steve Miller associate), 
Bruce Thomas (The Attractions) on bass, Australian guitarist 
Michael Den Elzen (formerly in Schnell Fenster) and producer 
Mitchell Froom, who doubles on keyboards--- as opposed to the 
'session player passing in the night' routine of his last album. The 
powerful openmg of "VanishingAct" (written with Tonio K.) sets 
the wheels in perfect motion with a garage ambience and 
downright c̀oolrs,ocal, it would not be a surprise if this eventually 
is the follow up to current hit "Dream About You" (the week's 
Most Added track-- responsible for the album's 39*  pre-release 
chart entry.) But before we get too hasty, check out "Deja 
Blue"--- one of the few solo Case copyrights. Strange as it may 
sound the first song that pot rd into mind when hearing it was 
"Jackie Blue", but I'm sure it s just another personal problem! 
Peter's lone remaining solo writing credit belongs to the acoustic 
gem "Never Comin' Home", one of the record's most compelling 
softer shades. There are a pair of tunes co-written with Billy 
Swan (remember "I Can Help"?) that are highlights ("Why Don't 
We Give It A Go?" and the even better "I've Been Looking For 
You"), but the real hidden treasure of this set has to be 'Last 
Time I Looked". The lump in your throat reality of the subject 
is bathed in a warm glow of guitars that evoke pure Americana---
subtle and sad but plenty of hope left for tomorrow. Other 
recommended stops along this sonic "Six Pack" must include the 
Bo Diddly meets Elvis Costello stomp of "Why?" and "Wondetful 
99", which was written with John Prine (is that a match made in 
Heaven or what?) Admittedly it's hard to be objective about 
Peter Case, but in even this unabashed fan's opinion "Six Pack 
Of Love" is the man's finest complete work to date. (MM)

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They Might Be Giants, "Apollo 18" (ELEKTRA) Much is made of They Might Be Giants seriousness. Pointlessly we 
wonder, is that a genuine or faked smirk? Is their hand really inside the puppet head? Do they really wear 
the same size water-skis as me? John and John are guilty only of writing irrepressibly barbed lyrics, perhaps 
a little too clever for their own good at times. The "Miscellaneous T' collection assembled essential B-sides 
like "For Science" and "Mr. Klaw", cumulatively a tiny fraction of their monstrous catalogue. With the fourth 
Giant full album, there's little doubt that gems like "Kiss Me, Son Of God" and "Shoehorn With Teeth" will 
find contemporaries in "I Palindrome l" and "Which Describes How You're Feeling". "Mammies Anatomy 
Rock follows the Saturday morning tradition of Multiplication Rock (who didn't memorize the times tables 
with those jingles?) with perky results. The boys who made a point with "Your Racist Friend" (in a better 
world the jingle of erstwhile GOP great white hope David Duke) reel off lines like "I'd burn all the 'Ask 
Me' buttons" and their sense of musical history is sampled with the chorus of the Tokens' "The Lion Sleeps 
Tonight" on "The Guitar". Longtime guest Mark Feldman donates violin again, and Ordinaires members 

Garo Yellin and Jim Thomas reappear after work on "Lincoln". Full-on accordion accompaniment of 87's "The Famous Polka" has 
long since been toned down, but none of the energy has been dissipated; a good example of such studio fleshing-out is "Turn Around". 
How many tracks they use on the board has no relation to the effectiveness of its Twilight Zone-meets-Spike Jones mood. They 
Might Be Giants' greatest asset is not their fashionable hat-sense, super-human irony calibration, nor "phone inside her ribcage" 
imagery, but their seemingly-anxious mastery over the essence of pop. Like XTC or the Residents (better yet both at the same time), 
they realize its delicacy and resilience and let only their oblique mental winds carry it to new heights. The shuffle-friendly "Fingertips" 
which boils down over 20 choruses into the time-span of one average track makes the standard ten-hook album seem translucent in 
comparison. (BR) 

Mighty Mighty Bosstones, "More Noise & Other Disturbances" (TAANG!) Coincidence? Not only are the Mighty 
squared's from Boston, but add an extra "s" and an "e" to their city's name, and you get "Bosstone". (Get 
Oliver Stone on the horn.) "Devil's Night Out", their first record, also with Taang!, sent up a tartan-patterned 
flag for all to see. Their stage show has stamped their colors on many a forehead, the majority of which 
were impressed by their cover of Metallica's "Enter Sandman". That wack-o take, plus versions of homeboys 
Aerosmith's "Sweet Emotion" and Van Halen's "Ain't Talkin"Bout Love", appeared as a B-side late last 
year. The A-side, "Where'd You Go", is one of the leading cuts on "More Noise & Other Disturbances", album 
number two from the Boss ones. As an eight-man groove machine, the band pulls off a fluid blending of 
reggae beats and one-size-fits-all guitar rock, with a healthy layer of brass. While this is not a new angle 
(other regional faves like Crazy 8's, Psychefunkapus, Spin Doctors, Bop (harvey) -- the list goes on) on the 

drawing board, there's nothing keeping but a nation of millions holding them back. Smartly, they've focused primarily on their own 
songs (Slapshot's "What's At Stake" the only exception on the album). Out of the also mighty Fort Apache, Paul Q. Kolderie (Bullet 
LaVolta, Pixies, et al.) kicks the mix in the tookus. Check the fret-heavy spin on "Guns And The Young" (the NRA colliding with 
Looney Tunes), "It Can't Hun" and "I'll Drink To Plat". (BR) 

Senseless Things. "The First Of Too Many" (EPIC) It almost seems that every couple of years or less we get a tag like 
'the next great pop revival' tossed about, but how can we revive something that's never really gone away? 
Sure, the proton pop adrenaline surge of The Buzzcocks or Jam may have been sleeping a bit in the more 
recent techno times, but it has certainly never totally expired. For example, although Mega City Four are 
only now receiving an American release doesn't mean they haven't already been snapped up by the 
(underrated) legions in search of. Senseless Things are definitely contemporaries of the Mega's, having 
released a variety of import faves on labels like Way Cool, What Goes On (a great label who never actually 
released their submitted EP) and Decoy. Titles like the "Up And Coming" EP and "Postcard CV' album 
have already hipped a large segment on these shores to the band's manic blend of melody (a la The Records) 
combined with the speed and snap of the aforementioned Jam or Buzzcocks. The band has been together 

for a decade, and all members are still approaching their mid-20's--- very much the proverbial "Pop Kids". Now that the controlled 
frenzy of "Everybody's Gone" has landed at stations like WDRE, ICDGE, KUKQ, LIVE 105, WHFS, KTCL, WBRU and WHTG, it 
must be our turn to be seduced by Senseless Things addictive, adrenal charm. Hey, why not? Tracks like "Easy To Smile", "Ex 
Teenager" and "Best Friend" are reason enough, but when the depth of the band's ability is displayed with shifts like "Different Tongues", 
they will prove to be a tough act to tune out. Also recommended are "American Dad", "Got It At The Delmar" (one of the older ones) 
and "In Love Again". Stop making sense and have some fun for a change, you won't find a better place to start than "The First Of Too  
Malty". (MM) 

Skinny Puppy, "Last Rites" (NETTWERK/CAPITOL) Lock the door, bolt the windows, turn on the answering machine. 
Agoraphobic paranoia sums up the mood on Skinny Puppy's latest studio maelstrom. Using tapes and 
sundry electronics, these Vancouverites spindle their work with the ultimate vortex of angst and fury. One 
of the premiere champions of animals' rights, Skinny Puppy sees the world itself as a mutilated experimental 
animal, "Inquisition "s 12" expansion gives the imaginative airhosts many ways to get that message across. 
1990's album "Too Dark Park" brutally addressed such terror with gothic style, with the Al Jourgensen 
touch; consider Einsturzende Neubauten writing the theme to Edgar Allen Poe's "Masque Of The Red  
Death". 1992's "Last Rights" laces vocal samples in, over and under the blitzkrieg that has come to define 
cEVIN Key's musical sense. Hilt also keeps cEVIN work schedule rolling, recently with the "Orange Pony" 
EP, definitely earning its own success. A highlight of Skinny Puppy live is its overwhelming the audience's 

senses with a superlative live show. He pushes the envelope of female exploitation on "Lust Chance", with a female moaning in 
between sections of drilling rivet sounds, and a loopy violin spliced in occasionally (a curious example of misogyny). For whatever 
reason, there is no track ten and during the first minutes of the final track (which shifts gear into surprising quiet lull) you'll think 
your CD player has just imploded. (BR)

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Body Count, "Body Count" (SIRE/WB)  As if Ice T's profile wasn't high enough; combining with his movie roles, brutal rap 

albums under his own name, and a spot on the Lollapalooza tour, he's pushing the boundaries of accepted 
roles for a rapper or actor. On last summer's coast to coast supertour (which was wisely sequeled this 
year), Body Count accounted for about half of Ice's stage time, and later they packed clubs like CBGB's 
where we heard tunes like the intrepid "KKK Bitch". Following a blistering opening segment, "Smoked 
Pork" (and he's not talking America's other white meat), the self-titled song first heard on "O.G. Original 
Gangster" kicks out. In between songs are bits like 'A Statistic" which takes a statement and expands that 
into a song, such as "Bowels Of The Devil". Studio help comes not from an outsider or "legitimatized" 
producer, but rather guitarist Ernie C., longtime Rhyme Syndicate member, does the task very well. His 
guitar licks reflect the classic metal riffs of Black Sabbath or Deep Purple, and Ice's actual singing sounds 
like a new generation's Lou Reed. The subjects remain the same: various combinations of racial violence, 
gangs, misogyny and sex. First single "There Goes The Neighborhood" has a terrific groove at the outset 

and a heavy lead, placing Body Count on a par with any band worth its leather. "The Winner Loses" comes closest to being standard 
rock issue. Where Public Enemy was covered by Anthrax and Run DMC helped revive Aerosmith's sagging career, those were 
examples of one side of the fence looking over to the other. Body Count stands out as a true hybrid, and a welcome one at that. (BR)

Peter Murphy, "The Sweetest Drop" (BEGGARS BANQUET/RCA)  The first taste of Peter's 
forthcoming "Hob, Smoke" album has been shipped to you via this very nifty promo only EP. Not only 

  do you get an edit of the new single, but the album version that's also included is actually an edit of the 
full nine minutes originally planned. Co-produced by veteran Mike Thorne, "The Sweetest Drop" fea-
tures the stunning voice of Alison Limerick highlighting Peter's trademark baritone moan. Rocking in 
an understated fashion, "The Sweetest Drop" is similar to latter day Roxy recordings with class and ex-
pert musicianship very much in evidence. For more new fun there's another sample from the full set in-
cluded, the Crimson-ish "Low Room", as well as live versions of past faves "All Night Long" and "The 
Line Between The Devil's Teeth"— both of which were recorded at the Universal Amphitheater in 
August 1990. Is it really necessary to even think about adding a new record from Peter Murphy? We 

didn't think so, see you at the top of next issue's Most Added chart. (MM) 

Yothu Yindi, "Treaty" (HOLLYWOOD) Last summer this became the first Aboriginal record to crack the 
Australian Top 20, and the Filthy Lucre remix of the track was fetching well over a hundred bucks a 
throw to U.K. club jocks just a few months back. But what is/are Yothu Yindi? The name itself means 
mother and child (actually child and mother), and the band features half a dozen members of the 

Yolngu, an Aboriginal tribe who hadn't even made contact with the white man as recently as fifty years 
ago. Using traditional Aboriginal instruments like yidaki and W m, as well as traditional Western fare 
like guitars and drums, Yothu Yindi also incorporate a strong house beat and piano track. There real-

• ly is nothing exactly like Yothu Yindi, they are the original--- or more precisely Aboriginal. Formed in 
1986 by Mandawuy Yunupinga, "Treaty" is taken from their forthcoming "Tribal Voice" album, written 
about the reconciliation of the Aboriginal people with the Australian government. And just wait until 
you hear the title track! Some of you may remember them as the opening act for Midnight Oil's 1988 

American tour. If you're still brave enough to look for a true alternative, than don't be foolish and pass this one by. Yothu 
Yindi, quite simply, demand your immediate attention, and not merely as a cultural phenomenon--- but a bona fide hit in wait-

ing. (MM)

Body Count, "Body Count", Sire/VVB.... Welcome 
to the "neighborhood". Ice-T's that is, and what a violent and

That's right Body 
Count is in the house and the full 
album's about to unload on you... 
but first things first. The lead 
track already has the band rock-
eting up the metal charts, this 
week with a huge move from 31-
16*. This with new adds at 
WBNY and WVBR, increases at 
CFOX, KVHS, KWUR, WKNC, 

WNHU, WSOU, WXTB, WXVU and WZRC, plus aggressive 
airplay action all over the likes of KUNV, KUSF, KZOK, 
WBCN, WFCS, WLFR, WVFS, WWVU, WXPL, KIOZ, 
WARC, WDWN, WICDU, WNYE, WPCR, WRFL, WRMC 
and WVVX among others (with heavy phones at KUNV,

("Bowels Of The Devil", "Cop Killer"). It paints a vivid picture and 
damn if it isn't hard to say "no" to. The messages come at you fast 
and furious, and if nothing else, the language shocks you into 
notice.., the realism's unnerving. This music makes you think, it 
makes you mad, it makes you smile and it saddens you while it 
rocks you. In Ice-T's neighborhood, that's nothing new I guess. 
Welcome to it... you can run but you can't hide. And parents 
were worried about Ozzy?!! Man oh man, watch the Body Count 
rise. 

White Zombie, "Le-Sexoricisto...", Geffen.... By 
the looks of things, all you fine people really dig the new White 
Zombie single, "Thunder Kiss '65", 'cause within a blink it landed

The Rolling Stones' Bill Wyman is paying over $14,000 to have 
a collection of his old music magazines bound in hardcover 
books. A Cambridge book binder will assemble his library of 
copies of Rolling Stone magazine and British music weeklies 
New Musical Express and Melody Maker. Book binder Barry 
Brignell says Wyman is the most famous customer he's ever had. 
"We didn't realize who it was for until the first check came in," 
Brignell says. He expects to get more business from Wyman, who 
has a collection of over 4,000 magazines. "He is a collector of 
Treasure Hunting and The Searcher, which are both magazines 
for metal detecting," Brignell adds. "Funny what these people 
are into, isn't it?" 

Eddie Murphy has recorded a track with Paul McCartney called 
"The Yeah Yeah Song" for his upcoming "Love's All Right" 
album. Michael Jackson appears on "Whatz Up Wit U," the first 
single from the LP. Janet Jackson, Hammer, Jon Bon Jovi, 
Luther Vandross, Heavy D and Stevie Wonder make guest 
appearances on the LP. 

Paul McCartney has urged the government of Turkey to allow 
a rare white beluga whale stranded in the Black Sea since 
January to be flown to the Arctic. "I am personally requesting 
the Turkish government to allow this whale to be returned to its 
natural state," McCartney says, so as "not to dash the hopes and 
dreams of millions of children who have now seen this whale on 
television and who are praying for its release." Environmentalists 
want to take the whale to the waters of the Arctic, but Turksi 
officials plan to return it to the Ukraine, where it had escaped 
from a Russian laboratory in Sevastopol. "It would be tragic to 
see it returned to the laboratories for experimentation....The 
money is now in place to affect a rescue operation and all it needs 
now is the agreement of the Turkish government." 

Dean Wareham, formerly of Galaxie 500, is about to begin 
recording an album (for Elektra Records) with his new group 
Luna. The band includes former Chills member Justin 
Harwood on bass and drummer Stanley Demeski of the Feelies. 
The LP is being recorded in New York City with producer Fred 
Maher, who most recently worked on Matthew Sweet's 
"Girlfriend" album. Mercury Rev's guitarist, Grasshopper, is 
one of several musicians expected to guest on the LP. Wareham 
has a current solo single (on No. 6 Records) called "Anesthesia." 

Michael Jackson will begin his world tour in London on July 30. 
After up to five dates at London's Wembley Stadium, Jackson 
will visit four other locations in Britain before moving on to 
Europe and the rest of the world. The continent-spanning tour 
is Jackson's first since 1988, and is expected to raise over $120 
million for childrens' charities. Jackson will perform warm-up 
concerts in Thailand before beginning the tour in Britain. 

Right Said Fred recorded an Italian version of their current 
British hit single, "Deeply Dippy," hoping it would do well in 
Italy. However, lead singer Richard Fairbrass says the group 
shouldn't have bothered. "My Italian accent is so bad that no dub 
or radio station will play it," he says. "They play the English 
version instead. The whole thing was a complete waste." 

Cher was to begin a tour in Copenhagen, Denmark, but she's 
had to disappoint her fans because she's still in rehearsals. "She's 
a perfectionist and wants these shows to be the best she's ever 
done," her spokesman says. The tour is now due to begin in 
Berlin on April 15, four days before she performs with Tina 
Turner at the grand opening of the EuroDisney theme park near 
Paris, France. 

Stars in Los Angeles have begun hiring people to guard their 
palm trees. Apparently, a host of stars including Madonna, have 
had their prize palms pinched and are now resorting to hired 
guards to keep them safe. 

Peter Gabriel is launching a new program called Witness that 
hopes put cameras in the hands of human rights activists around 
the world. "Those around the world can get away with murder if 
nobody sees it," Gabriel says. But if more cameras are available 
to record events, "we have a good chance of stopping it and 
embarassing governments. We sent a couple of cameras out to 
Haiti and within hours of arrival, someone had filmed some 
beatings taking place. The more evidence that can be 
accumulated, the more chance we have. I'd like to see the United 
Nations build up a library of human rights abuses." Gabriel is 
working with a lawyers committee and Reebok on the program, 
which will provide video cameras, training and follow-up. "We'd 
like to have thousands or hundreds of thousands of cameras," 
Gabriel says. 

Six Jethro Tull fans were flown to England earlier this month 
after correctly solving a fish-themes word puzzle in the band's 
tour program last year. (The correct answer was, "This is not 
salmon.") The six winners dined (on March 2) to a meal cooked 
by members of the band, featurmg fish from band leader Ian 
Anderson's fish farm in Scotland. "Ian Anderson called 
personally to tell me I had won," says David Bennett of Raleigh, 
North Carolina. "I picked up the phone, and he said, 'What's tall, 
has gray hair, dances on one leg and calls when you least expect 
it?' By then, I could tell who it was from his voice." Bennett says 
the meal was "incredible" and it gave him "a new appreciation 
for fish dishes." He also says Anderson offered the six winners 
free tickets and backstage passes for the next Jethro Tull tour. 
"He's just like he seems when you see him on TV," Bennett says. 
"Articulate, intelligent and very nice -- he'll sit and chat with you 
like he's known you forever. He seemed very warm and genuine. 
got the feeling he really appreciates his fans." 

Elton John's two Nashville tribute concerts to his late band 
member, Dee Murray, raised about $400,000 for his family. 
Murray died in Nashville on January 14 at age 45 after having 
suffered cancer for eight years. The two-hours shows ended with 
John singing "That's What Friends Are For" while pictures of 
John, Murray and other musicians were shown on a screen. 
Murray's widow, Maria; their two children, Ashley David, and 
Jenna; and Murray's daughter from a previous marriage, Didi, 
were at the side of the stage for the first concert. John unveiled 
one new song at the shows, called "The North." It comes from an 
album John is recording in Paris for release in June. John also 
did a cover of Jim Reeves' 1960 country hit, "He'll Have To Go." 
Elton John is also planning to follow in the footsteps of the KLF. 
He's going to record a duet with Tammy Wynette in Nashville. 
"That'll be fun," John says. "It'll be nice to sing with someone as 
good as her." John plans a limited tour with Eric Clapton this 
summer, where the two will alternate opening for each other. 

The Black Crowes plan to perform at the third annual Greater 
Atlanta Pot Festival at the city's Piedmont Park. The band plans 
to play songs from the album "The Southern Harmony And 
Musical Companion," which will be released in May (on Def 
American Records). The band is expected to draw 10,000 
people to the nine- hour event, more than twice as many people 
as have attended in previous years. The rally is sponsored by the 
National Organization for the Reform of Marijuana Laws. The 
Black Crowes were to have participated in the Farm Aid V 
concert but they did not, saying they were given an unacceptable 
time slot. 

Yothu Yindi won five awards at the Australian Record Industry 
Awards, given out in Melbourne. The band won for Best Single 
and Song Of The Year for "Treaty' and a remix of the track won 
in the Engineer category. The "Tribal Voice" album won for 
Cover Artwork and Indigenous album. INXS were named 
Group of the year, Jimmy Barnes was Male Artist, Deborah 
Conway was Female Artist of the year. After the awards show, 
Conway said she didn't understand how she could be put in the 
same musical category as Kylie Minogue. "The only things we 
have in common are a voice and a vagina," Conway said. Not 
Drowning Waving's "Proof' was the best Independent Release. 
Simon Hussey was honored as Producer of the year for his work 
with James Reyne, Daryl Braithwaite and Craig McLachlan. 
Crowded House's "Chocolate Cake" won the award for best 
Video. Jimmy Barnes' "Soul Deep" won the award for Highest 
Selling Album, while the Skyhooks were put in the ARIA Hall 
of Fame. 

The 11th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has dismissed an appeal 
by the parents of a teenager they say committed suicide in 1986 
because of Ozzy Osbourne's "Suicide Solution" song. The 
appeals court upheld the decision of U.S. DIstrict Judge Duross 
Fitzpatrick dismissing the $9 million lawsuit filed by Thomas and 
Myra Waller last May. The judge had ruled that Osbourne's 
lyrics were protected by the First Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution. The ruling by the appeals court in Atlanta also 
covers a similar lawsuit filed by the mother of a teenager who 
committed suicide in Charleston, South Carolina. 

Midnight Oil, Willie Nelson, the Kinks, the Violent Femmes and 
Youssou N'Dour have been added to the bill for the Earth Day 
concert at Foxboro Stadium near Boston on Apri125. Joan Baez, 
the Indigo Girls, Rosanne Cash and Mary Chapin-Carpenter 
are to perform together at the event. Steve Miller says he got 
involved because of concern about storage of nuclear waste near 
his home in Idaho. "We've got to recognize that we've got to 
place absolute values on preserving necessities like fresh air, 
fresh clean water and fertile soil," says Midnight Oil lead singer 
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Peter Garrett, whose band will also perform. "Without those 
things, we've got no food, we've got no shelter, we've got no 
hope." Organizers are hoping to add some rap acts to this year's 
concert. Last year's drew 37,000 people. 

Twenty-nine French artists are contributing to a double album 
coming out in May in France (on Virgin Records) to benefit 
AIDS research. Mano Negra, Etienne Daho, Main Bashung, 
Stephan Eicher, MC Solaar, Julien Clerc and Johnny Hallyday 
are among the artists who will have tracks on the compilation. 

"The Sky Is Crying" by the late Stevie Ray Vaughan & Double 
Trouble was honored as the album of the year in the annual 
Austin, Texas, Music Awards. Eric Johnson was voted musician 
of the year by readers of the weekly Austin Chronicle, while the 
Arc Angels, a group that includes Charlie Sexton and Double 
Trouble's rhythm section, were named band of the year. Lou Ann 
Barton was mducted into the Texas Music Hall of Fame at the 
awards show held at the City Coliseum. Vaughan & Double 
Trouble's "Life By The Drop" won the song of the year award for 
songwriter Doyle Bramhall Sr. The Arc Angels, whose debut 
album will be out soon (on Geffen Records), were also named 
top rock band. And guitarist Johnson was honored as top electric 
and acoustic guitarist. It's the 10th consecutive time that Johnson 
has won the acoustic, electric or both guitarist awards. Jimmie 
Dale Gilmore won for the first time as best male vocalist, and he 
won for best video for "My Mind's Got A Mind Of Its Own." 
Country singer Kelly Willis won as best female vocalist. The 
Beat-O-Sonics won for best new band and tied for best pop band. 
The Red Hot Chili Peppers and Crowded House tied for the 
award for best touring band. Roky Erickson and Gibby Haynes 
were co-presenters of the metal award during the four-hour 
awards show and concert. 

Austin musician Ian Moore will soon be joining Joe Ely's band 
while continuing to get a solo record deal. He had been signed 
by EMI Rcords, but was dropped when the label was 
consolidated with Chrysalis and SBK Records. 

How did a sample of bluesman Sonny Boy Williamson end up 
on the last track of Little Village's debut album? Ry Cooder says 
it comes from a story in 1960s when Williamson was arguing with 
Chess Records co-founder Leonard Chess about a song 
Williamson was recording. "You're calling the song 'Little 
Village'?" Chess asked over the studio interom. "I don't hear no 
'Little Village' in there..." "Well," Williamson replied. "Call it 'yo' 
mama' if you want to." 

Ringo Starr and Bob Geldof are among a group of 100 
entertainment, arts and sport celebrities who have signed a letter 
urging Britain's Prime Minister to ban sponsorship deals by 
tobacco companies. 

Actor Jason Priestley appears in the video for Roy Orbison's "I 
Drove All Night," a song recorded for an album that Orbison 
never completed. The song appears on the current "White 
Knuckle Scorin" album. Orbison's widow sent Priestley one of 
her late husband's original guitars in appreciation for his 
appearance in the clip. 

A ruling is expected in a few weeks in a lawsuit filed by the late 
concert promoter Bill Graham against designer Calvin Klein. 
Graham objected to the use of a 24-year-old photo of him being 
used in a jeans advertisement last year. Calvin Klein reportedly 
offered a $10,000 settlement, but Graham sought a higher 
amount hoping to donate the sum to charity. The designer is now 
hoping to have the case dismissed. 

Bob Geldof made an appearance on the catwalk as British 
fashion designer Katherine Hamnett unveiled her new ready to 
wear collection in a tent outside the Louvre museum in Paris. 

A concert featuring Queen Latifah and other rap acts was 
interrupted when a fire started in a storage room under the 
theater at the Westbury Music Fair in Westbury, New York. 
Three fans suffered minor injuries or were treated for smoke 
inhalation. 

Don Henley, Roger Waters, Neil Young, the Nitty Gritty Dirt 
Band, Clint Black and John Fogerty are to perform at "The 
Concert For Walden Woods," taking place in Los Angeles on 
March 31 and April 1. Ticket prices range as high as $500, 
including pre- and post- concert parties. Proceeds will benefit 
the Walden Woods Project/Isis Fund. 

The London chapter of homosexual activist group ACT-UP is 
threatening to cause trouble at the Freddie Mercury tribute 
concert at Wembley Stadium in London on April 20 because 
Guns N' Roses are on the bill. "We will accept Guns N' Roses 
when they have a press conference and publicly denounce 
everything they've said about AIDS and homophobia," says John 
Campbell of ACT-UP in London. "We want the words, 'We were 
wrong. We're sorry.' They've been responsible for 
misinformation about AIDS. Their homophobic attitude creates 
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an atmosphere of ignorance and intolerance." If no apolog.y 
comes, ACT-UP will ask that the band be taken off the bill. "If 
management refuses we won't ask anyone not to appear, but for 
Guns to be snubbed by the other artists, and we'll ask for people 
to boo the band off the stage," Campbell says. Guns N' Roses 
were to have been on the bill for a concert in 1989 being 
organized by Gay Men's Health Crisis in New York, but after 
pressue from gay activists bothered by the lyrics to the band's 
"One In A Million" song forced GNR to be taken off the bill and 
the concert eventually was canceled. 

The Recording Industry Association of America says sales of 
recorded music rose 3.89 percent to $7.8 billion last year, the 
ninth year in a row that sales have increased. Sales of compact 
discs rose 16.3 percent to 333.3 million units in 1991, or $4.3 
billion in sales. Sales of cassettes declined 18.6 percent to 360.1 
million units, while vinyl sales droped 59 percent to 4.8 million 
units. That compares with unit vinyl sales of 350 million ten years 
ago. 

Washington Governor Booth Gardner has signed legislation, 
effective June 13, that will make it illegal to sell minors records 
that include sexually explicit lyrics. The measure adds "sound 
recordings" to an existing obscenity law. Gardner's staff says it 
received almost 4,000 letters, phone calls and faxes in opposition 
to the measure. However, the governor said he wanted to "send 
a subtle warning" to the record industry, which he says is partly 
"out of control." "Frankly, it gives parents some needed 
assistance," says Gardner. The measure makes it illegal for 
record stores to sell to minors anything found by the courts to be 
"patently offensive" because it is "an affront to contemporary 
community standards" or "utterly without redeeming social 
value." "It is ironic that this bill has been signed into law today, 
during the week that Gov. Gardner has officially proclaimed 
Northwest Music Week, and during the height of Northwest 
activities that place a national focus on the Northwest," 
commented Ed Beeson, president of the Northwest Area Music 
Association which was holding a three-day conference in Seattle. 

The Del Fuegos are back on the road again with two new 
members -- guitarist Duke Levine and bass player Matt Nanni. 
"It's a new version of the old situation," says singer Dan Zanes. 
"The pressure is off. There's no record to back. It feels cool." 

Jimmy Buffett will have a boxed set out in May 12 on his own 
Margaritaville Records label (being distributed through MCA-
Nashville). He's also releasing albums by a female Cajun-type 
band from New Orleans and from a Latin-Caribbean band. 

The second annual Caribbean Music Awards were given out in 
New York in a five-hour show on Thursday night, and the 
program featured an a capella musical tribute to Bob Marley by 
the I- Threes --Judy Mowatt, Marcia Griffiths and Rita Marley. 
Marcia Griffiths and Denise Plummer tied for the award for 
best female vocalist, while the Mighty Sparrow, who was just 
named the Calypso King at Trinidad's Carnival two weeks ago, 
received the best male vocalist award. Shabba Ranks and Corey 
Lucas & Backstreet tied for the album of the year honors. Ziggy 
Marley & Melody Makers won the award for best group, 
Burning Spear for best reggae album, and Stalin (pronounced: 
stallion) for best calypso album. The best new group award went 
to Second Image, a group from Trinidad & Tobago. The event 
also saw lifetime achievement awards given to Lord Kitchener, 
the Skatalites and Tito Fuentes. 

"Eddie & The Cruisers: The Unreleased Tapes" is about to be 
released, composed of tracks not included on two soundtrack 
albums for the two films about the fictional group, whose music 
was performed by John Cafferty & The Beaver Brown Band. 

Folk singer Tom Rush has played a benefit concert for the 
Charles River Watershed Association, which is hoping to 
preserve wetlands around the river in Massachusetts. Rush says 
he's working on a new album and has also been working with the 
Wolf Foundation in Wyoming, which is trying to get wolves 
reintroduced into Yellowstone Park. 

Boz Scaggs, the Doobie Brothers, Robert Cray, Johnny Rivers 
and the Kentucky Headhunters played a benefit concert in 
Memphis, Tennessee, for the city's non-profit Blues Foundation. 
The show, at the Pyramid, also celebrated the Memphis Horns' 
25 years of performing. 

Kiss' Gene Simmons says he's not bothered by all the Kiss copy 
bands -- groups like Rock & Roll Over, Dynasty, Cold Gin and 
Dressed To Kill. "I take it as a huge compliment. I applaud their 
efforts," he says. But Simmons has harsh words for the now-
defunct group King Diamond, who copied Kiss' make-up style. 
"He tried changing it around a little, but that's not paying us a 
compliment -- that's ripping us off." 

A survey by the Memphis Commercial Appeal newspaper has 
found more support for putting the photograph of a younger 
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Elvis Presley on the U.S. Postal Service's commemorative 
stamp. The young Elvis got 1,070 votes while the older one got 
472 votes. Post offices m the U.S. have received five million 
ballots to distribute to the public between April 6 and 24. Results 
of the U.S.P.S.'s survey will be announced this summer at 
Graceland. A telephone survey by the Washington Post, a mail 
survey by USA Today, and most other surveys conducted by the 
news media have found people prefer the 1950s-era Presley 
drawn by Mark Stutzman, who says he was given the choice of 
drawing an older or younger Elvis. "I picked the young one 
because that was what I pictured him as. That's when he had his 
greatest impact on music," Stutzman says. He says he took "the 
artist's license" with an early Presley publicity photo to come up 
with the design for his stamp. It's still not known whether the 
First Day of Issue ceremonies will be held in his birthplace of 
Tupelo, Missisippi, or in Memphis, Tennessee, where he lived 
in his adult life. 

Neil Young shared a box at the Boston Garden with 
Massachusetts governor Bill Weld when U2 played in Boston. 
And someone tried to get tickets to the sold-out show by calling 
the president of Boston Garden claiming to be a secretary for 
Bolivian Consul General Juan Pereveo. But their attempt failed 
when Garden president Larry Moulter called the Bolivian 
embassy in Washington, D.C., and spoke with the real Pereveo 
who had never heard of the band. Meanwhile, when U2 played 
New York, someone asked Bono if there was any artist he'd wait 
in line to see. He replied, "Yeah. Elvis Costello." 

Carl Perkins says he's winning his battle against throat cancer, 
after having received 37 cobalt radiation treatments. "I got a lot 
of great get-well cards from all over," Perkins says. He says he's 
suffering from some after-effects from his treatment. "My 
tastebuds (and) saliva glands were burned," says Perkins. 

A 20-foot-high balloon that resembles a bottom, which is 
promoting Sir Mix-A-Lot's "Baby Got Back (I Like Big Butts)" 
is having its troubles. The USA Today newspaper reports it was 
deflated twice during a five-day stop at a record store in San 
Francisco. Once someone pulled the plug, then someone shot a 
razor tipped arrow at the balloon. 

Bob Mould, formerly of Husker Du, will have his third solo 
album out in August. 

Neil Diamond has donated $25,000 to the Magic Johnson 
Foundation for AIDS education and research. The money came 
from a souvenir book sold at his eight "Love In The Round" 
concerts. 

Cher and Gloria Estefan will star in a two-hour television special 
celebrating the opening of Euro Disney, in France northeast of 
Paris. The special will air live on April 11 in five European 
countries and will be rebroadcast in the U.S. later in the month. 

The Fresh Prince (Will Smith), the Philadelphia rap colleague 
of DJ Jazzy Jeff, is to marry a woman named Cheree from 
upstate New York. The two are likely to marry in the spring in 
Los Angeles. 

Former lOcc member Lol Creme, director of videos like the 
Police's "Every Breath You Take," Herbie Hancock's "Rockit," 
and Duran Duran's "Girls On Film," says he's not impressed with 
John Landis' work on Michael Jackson's "Black Or White" 
video. "When I did see (the video), I honestly can say that my 
first reaction was 'What a drag,'" Creme says."I was disappointed 
that with all his funds and the talent that he could muster, this 
guy, who was a big-notch director -- why use old technology and 
old ideas when they have access to the cutting edge of what was 
available?" 

Sting, Elton John, Natalie Cole, Don Henley and James Taylor 
played a benefit concert at New York's Carnegie Hall to raise 
money for the Rainforest Foundation USA, which seeks to 
protect Brazilian rainforests. 

The Pixies say their tour with U2 has been rather unremarkable. 
"It's just like a normal tour for us," says guitarist David Santiago. 
"But we did flub two songs at a Florida show -- and it's amazing 
how a sour note can carry in an arena." The band hasn't had much 
contact with U2 so far during the tour. "I bumped into Bono in 
the hallway once," Santiago says. 

Michael Jackson is hoping to have Macaulay Culkin, star of the 
"Home Alone" movie tour with him later this year. Culkin is 
taking dancing lessons to prepare for the gig with Jackson, which 
will pay him $50,000 per show. 

Andrew Strong, who plays the lead singer in the film "The 
Commitments" has received a $1 million contract to appear in 
television advertisements for Coca-Cola. 

An exhibition of paintings by Martin Mull is touring the U.S., 
following a solo exhibition at the Helander Gallery in New York 
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last year. Titles of some of his works: "Another Senseless 
Teenage Nudist Suicide," "The Second Going," and "Japanese 
Waitress To Wed Texas Oil Billionaire: Both Families 
Horrified." 

David Byrne concedes that the break-up of Talking Heads was 
not smooth and relationships between band members have been 
hurt by the way it came about. "They're very tense I would say, 
and they have been for a while," Byrne says. "They're not 
ridiculous, but they're a little rocky, I would say." 

Anthrax are looking for a new lead singer, following the 
departure of Joey Belladonna. A source close to the band 
reportedly says "Joey was always into Journey and Whitesnalce" 
while "the other guys were into hard-core and rap." The band is 
encouraging vocalists who might be interested to send a tape, 
biography, photo and video, if available, to: Anthrax, c/o Crazed 
Management, 210 Bridge Plaza Drive, Manalapan NJ 07726. 

R.E.M. won in four of the five categories in which it had been 
nominated at the first annual Coca-Cola Atlanta Music Awards. 
R.E.M. won for Act of the Year, Rock Single and Video ("Losing 
My Religion") and Rock Album ("Out Of Time"). Another Bad 
Creation, Pebbles, Trisha Yearwood and Travis Tritt each won 
in two categories. A planned salute to Little Richard, a native of 
Macon, Georgia, was canceled at the after Richard was unable 
to appear. Lynyrd Skynyrd received a special Georgia 
community award recognizing their contributions to the state. 
Follow For Now tied with Trisha Yearwood for the Rising Star 
award. 

Eugene Chadbourne plans to work on a country album with the 
Mekons this summer m England. Chadbourne, who now lives in 
Greensboro, North Carolina, may be best known for his 
collaboration with Camper Van Beethoven. 

Drummer Christopher Acland says Lush has changed its sound 
after recording the album, "Spooky." Bass player Phil King has 
since replaced Steve Rippon in the band. "Phil has really 
tightened things up," Acland says. "We're going to be a bit more 
confident, do a lot of new stuff. The tour last year promoting 
'Gala' was really playing a back catalog. We had been doing a lot 
of old stuff for a couple of years. But we had a really good tme." 
Acland says Rippon's departure from the band was not 
unexpected. "I think Steve just got to a certain stage," Acland 
says.

A 1981 song featuring a drum solo by Eric Carr will be included 
on the new Kiss album, "Revenge," coming out in mid-May. It's 
said to be the only drum solo Carr ever recorded. 

Nirvana bass player Chris Novoselic wasn't born in Aberdeen, 
Washington, the hometown of the band. In fact, his parents 
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emigrated from Yugoslavia and moved to Aberdeen in 1979. 
"There are lots of Croatian people here," says his mother, Maria 
Novoselic, who runs a beauty parlor in Aberdeen. "We are not 
Yugoslavian anymore, we are Croatian." She says her son speaks 
fluent Croatian, and they use the language when they talk on the 
phone. "Chris is just a sweetheart," his mother says. "He 
respected me so much. I'm not bragging. He is just a super son. 
He helped a lot of people. He's not bratty. He doesn't smoke. 
He's a strict vegetarian for years. If anybody deserves this, it's 
Chris." 

Members of Right Said Fred aren't new to the music scene. 
Guitarist Rob Manzoli of the band has toured with Muddy 
Waters and ZZ Top, and Fred Fairbass played guitar for Bob 
Dylan in the 1987 film "Hearts Of Fire." "It was filmed in Toronto 
and London," Fairbass says. "I had to &o to Dylan's trailer and 
rehearse with him. Dylan was brilliant and nice. He was 
supposed to wear a leather jacket in the film, but he decided not 
to, and afterward he told the wardrobe people to give it to me." 

Cleveland rock band Death Of Samantha is getting back 
together after breaking up in late 1990 following disagreements 
with their record label (Homestead Records. The band is 
looking for a label to release a new album calle "Egomania." 

An arbitrated settlement may soon be reached, ending litigation 
between Sam Moore of Sam & Dave and Rosemary Prater, 
widow of Dave Prater. A federal court judge is expected to 
implement a settlement concerning royalties owed by Atlantic 
Records for 20 years. Both parties would receive a combined 
$90,000, and back debts on a contract from the 1960s will be 
forgiven. Moore had complained that more royalties were 
actually due, but a San Francisco federal judge in January 
affirmed the findings that a Los Angeles arbitration board had 
made in December. 

Jack Blades says 12 songs are being recorded for the next Damn 
Yankees album, which will feature a power-ballad called "Silence 
Is Broken." It also includes a song called "Double Coyote Man," 
which had originally been entitled "Cotati Man," named after the 
town where Blades lives and where the band rehearsed and 
recorded demos for the new LP. 

Vicious Rumours have recorded a live album in Japan, called 
"Plug In And Hang On," which will be released there in June. 
The band plans to work this summer on its next U.S. album (for 
Atlantic Records).  ' 

The Lovemongers, an acoustic rock band formed by Ann and 
Nancy Wilson of Heart, played at the Northwest Area Music 
Association's fifth annual awards show in Seattle, in what was 
probably their last show before Heart begins recording a new 
album at their new $2.5 million Bad Animals studio. The 
Lovemongers played to sold- out audiences in Seattle last fall. 

Public Image Limited's John Lydon doesn't think much of Don 
Henley's efforts to save Thoreau's Walden Pond from 
condominium developers. "By all means, save a few trees," Lydon 
says. "But not because some bloody old poet used to walk 
through there. There's bigger fish to fry." John Lydon has also 
reportedly moved into a California house wher Mae West used 
to live. He moved there with his wife, Nora. Lydon is reportedly 
now studying for a degree in marine biology. 

Kurt Cobain of Nirvana is reported to have married Courtney 
Love of Hole in a secret wedding in Hawaii recently. 

Bob Dylan is in the midst of a month-long tour of Australia and 
New Zealand. It's the first time he's played there since 1986, 
when he toured with Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers. Dylan 
plans his first-ever concerts in Hawaii in April, followed by a 
month of dates on the west coast of the U.S. 

The Triplets are negotiating to develop and star in a television 
series that would be based on their real-life experiences. 

The U.S. Supreme Court has upheld a California jury's decision 
in 1988 awarding Bette Midler $400,000 because an advertising 
agency used Ula Hedwig, a former Midler backing singer who 
sounds like her, to sing Midler's song "Do You Wanna Dance" 
for a television commercial for Ford in 1986. The high court, 
without comment, refused Midler's request for punitive 
damages against the agency, Young & Rubicam, which 
acknowledged it intended to copy Midler's version of the song. 
The American Association of Advertising Agencies, filed a 
friend-of-the-court brief before the Supreme Court, saying the 
lower-court ruling "subjects advertising professionals 
nationwide to the risk of liability for 'misappropriation' despite 
their having obtained permission to use recorded music in full 
compliance with the federal copyright law. Burdensome 
litiaation commenced by performers who can arguably assert 
claims within the broad new zone of protection is already having 
a chilling effect on the advertising profession." 

Baby Animals won in three categories at the Australian Record 
Industry Awards. They notably won for Best Album and Debut 
Single ("Early Warnmg"). Their success has brought Baby 
Animals' self- titled debut album back to the number one spot 
on the Australian chart for the sixth week. That ties the record 
for the greatest number of weeks at number one for a local debut 
album. Denise DeMarchi, sister of Baby Animals lead singer 
Suze DeMarchi, has moved from Perth, Australia, to Sydney, to 
concentrate on her band, the Living Daylights. 

Veteran Boston rocker Willie Alexander has a new album out 
(on Northeastern Records) called "Willie Loco Boom Boom Ga 
Ga 1975- 1991." The 22 tracks on the album include older 
material as well as newer tracks. One of the older songs on the 
album is "Kerouac," about Jack Kerouac. "He was one of those 
writers who taught me that it was all right to write about things 
that you knew," Alexander says. "If I write about the street that 
I live on, it can be interesting to somebody else." 

Tone Loc will appear in the film "Poetic Justice," being directed 
by John Singleton. Loc has a new single just out called "Fatal 
Attraction." 

Former Radio Birdman guitarist Deniz Tek has recruited former 
Birdman colleagues Chris Masuak and Pip Hoyle for a band that 
will tour Australia this summer. He's also brought Ron Asheton, 
formerly of the Stooges, and Angie Pepper into his band. 

Bryan Ferry will appear in Sylvester Stallone's next film, 
"Cliffhanger." 

Julian Lennon plans to build his own studio to record his next 
album so that he can produce it himself. Lennon says his current 
album, "Help Yourself," is a very "produced" LP. "I've learned a 
lot from Bob Ezrin (who produced 'Help Yourself), but now I 
know what I like, I know what I want and I've been in studios 
enough that I could build one and that's what I intend on doing 
next time, building a little studio in the countryside and locking 
myself away and coming up with whatever I can, whatever comes 
out of me," Lennon says. "I have no idea what'll happen. People 
will either love it to death or slam it to death." Lennon adds that 
it's a popular misconception that he's inherited a lot of money 
from his father, John Lennon. "The majority of the people I have 
met believe that I have money coming out of my backside, from 
dad, which is not the case," he says. "I've never received a large 
amount of money from dad's estate. Every penny I have, I have 
earned myself. And lost myself." 

Some retail record chains say they will oppose plans by the 
record manufacturers to eliminate cardboard longboxes for CDs 
and convert to only plastic jewel boxes. Jim Bonk, outgoing 
president of the National Association of Recording 
Merchandisers, told the organization's meeting in New Orleans 
that the decision by the Recording Industry Association of 
America to make the change next year was made "with total 
disregard for the needs of your customers and our customers." 
Bonk says that because of problems of theft, having to change 
stores to accomodate the new packaging, and the effect on 
merchandising the change will have, the shift will mean higher 
prices for CDs and cause "adverse environmental impact." Bonk 
says about 90 percent of retailers attending the conference are 
opposed to the jewel box. 

John Prine will open for the Cowboy Junkies on a U.S. tour that 
begins on March 31 in Northampton, Massachusetts. 

The Aints, the off-shoot of the Saints formed by Ed Kuepper, 
will record a new album called "Black Ticket Day," a follow-up 
to the "Honey Steel's Gold" LP. And Kuepper says he's going to 
be gradually moving to England in the next few years. "I don't 
know if, in the words of Peter Allen, I'll still call Australia home 
in two years time or not," Kuepper says. "At the moment, I'm just 
trying to keep an open mind about the whole thing." 

Robert Clivilles of Clivilles & Cole is writing a script for a film 
and he hopes to find financing for it in the coming year. The 
movie is about four young Latinos who dream of a better future. 
"What I want to do is very realistic, showing the reality of growing 
up as a minority," Clivilles says. "No one's shown the hip side of 
it, only the negative side. I want to change that." 

Dramarama's upcoming video for "What Are We Gonna Do? 
(Earth Day)" will include footage supplied by Earth Voice, a 
media effort seeking support for the United Nations' "Earth 
Summit" to be held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in the first part of 
June. The organization wants people to call 1-800-LEAD-RIO 
to send an "Earth Telegram" to U.S. President George Bush 
urging him to join over 100 world leaders in attending the 
conference. Earth Voice is sponsored by the Rainforest Action 
Network, Earth Day International, the National Wildlife 
Federation and the Sierra Club as well as other environmental 
groups. 
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Antonina Amato, author of Eddie Money's current hit "I'll Get 
By," has formed her own production company and is writing 
material for Satire, Jana and After 7. She's also co-written three 
songs for the Wild Pair, former backing vocalists for Paula 
Abdul (on "Opposites Attract") and Stacy Earl. 

James Taylor is to be inducted into the Pepsi Boston Music 
Awards Hall of Fame during the annual music awards ceremony 
in Boston on April 14. Taylor, who has been nominated in four 
categories for his "New Moon Shine" album and his "Copperline" 
single, will also perform at the ceremony. New Edition, the J. 
Geils Band, Tom Rush, the Cars and Willie Alexander have 
previously been inducted. 

Spin magazine took a survey of rock critics and personalities 
including Cher, Grandmaster Flash, Southside Johnny, Clint 
Black and Ice-T to find out what they thought were the seven 
greatest bands of all time. The top seven (not listed in order) are 
the Beatles, the Sex Pistols, the Rolling Stones, Led Zeppelin, 
Jimi Hendrix, the Ramones and Public Enemy. The next seven 
included the Who, Elvis Costello & The Attractions, R.E.M., the 
Band, the Velvet Underground, the Doors and the Clash. 

Janet Jackson seems set to play the lead role of a hairdresser 
named Justice in John Sineleton's film "Poetic Justice." Filming 
is to begin in Los Angeles in mid-April. 

Donna Summer's next album will be a gospel LP that will include 
"You'll Never Walk Alone." 

Following the release of "Cakewalk" (on Giant/Reprise 
Records), singer and guitarist Bryan Harvey of House Of Freaks 
is hinting the band's next record may be on a different label. Last 
year, he called the deal with a major label "a shot in the arm." 
Now, he's saying "it's more like a shot in the leg. The worst thing 
they could do is drop us, and that's probably the best thing they 
could do." 

Wishbone Ash are about to release a live album, their first since 
the "Live Dates" album of the 1970s. 

Veteran punk band Fear have reunited after six years apart, 
playing a series of California club dates. "Now there are other 
bands who have gotten great success by doing things that are 
similar to what we did, it made me think that perhaps now is the 
time to be selling this thing, to be out there promoting it and 
playing it, because it's in the zeigeist, it's time," says lead singer 
Lee Ving. "Not to blow our own horn, but I think that we started 
this speed thrash, speed metal, I think we were the first ones to 
do it....I think that it's time for the people that invented it to come 
out and show that the guy who invents it does it best." Ving, who 
moved to Austin, Texas, from Los Angeles two years ago, still 
has a country band named Range War. Fear will record a new 
album (for Restless Records) with new bass player Will 
McGregor. 

The Rapper's Boxing Federation's "world championships" will 
be held in New York City on May 24, including seven bouts 
featuring rappers Kool Moe Dee, Melle Mel, Kurtis Blow, 
EPMD's Parrish, and Joeski Love. Van Silk, who helped create 
the show, says "Melle Mel's in training." LL Cool J says rapping 
and boxing require the same attitude. "You got to go in better 
prepared than everyone else and you got to out-think them once 
you're there," he says. "It's like Muhammad Ali. Same situation." 

WayIon Jennings unveiled a new song at the Farm Aid concert 
called "I'm Too Dumb For New York City And Too Ugly For 
L.A." 

New York magazine reports that editors at Warner Books are 
concerned about erotic photographs of Madonna in an 
upcoming book by photographer Steven Meisel. "She's going too 
far," an insider reportedly says. "The people at Warner are a little 
tamer than she is. Make that a lot tamer. It goes beyond erotica. 
It's pornographic." 

Billy Bragg says he still generally supports Britain's Labour 
Party, the rough equivalent of the Democratic Party in the U.S. 
But he says he's not remaining involved with the Red Wedge 
liberal coalition. "I didn't like their stance on the Gulf War," 
Bragg explains. "I didn't like the witchhunts, seeing socialists 
thrown out of the Labour party. They really disappointed me. In 
the election, I will be working for specific candidates who I feel 
I can support." 

Four members of the British rock band Violent Storm were 
killed when their car crashed into a bridge on a motorway near 
Bath, England, during a heavy rainstorm. Lead singer Nigel 
Bartlett survived the crash and was hospitalized for broken ribs 
and lacerations. Lead guitarist Brian Sheeley and drummer 
Darren Sheely were killed in the single-car accident, as were 
bandmates Paul Casey and John Oakes. 

The Steve Miller Band, accompanied by some other musicians, 
have recorded 50 songs in a Chicago studio. Some of the songs 
will likely appear on Miller's next album. 

Spinal Tap say they tried to put dogs in their video for "Bitch 
School," which they insist is a song about canines. "We said we'd 
like dogs in the video," explains Nigel Tufnel, "and the record 
company said nobody wants to see dogs. If they want to see dogs 
they'll watch the Discovery channel." MTV has declined to play 
the clip, but Canada's MuchMusic is airing it. Spinal Tap plan a 
U.S. tour beginning in mid-May. 

Egypt's chief artistic censor, Hamdi Sorour, has banned all 
movies by Madonna during the holy month of Ramadan. 

A federal judge in Chicago has approved a payment scheme for 
people who bought recordings by Milli Vanilli or attended their 
concerts. Judge Thomas O'Brien was ruling in a lawsuit filed by 
Michael Siegel, one of over a dozen lawsuits claiming the band's 
record label intentionally deceived people by letting them think 
Fab Morvan and Rob Pilatus sang on their album "Girl You 
Know It's True." The band's record label will have to pay over 
$400,000 to settle about 80,000 claims that have been filed. 
Consumers would get a $1 refund for Milli Vanilli singles, $2 for 
cassettes and LPs and $3 on compact discs who supply the 
bar-code from merchandise purchased before November 27, 
1990. People who bought tickets to Milli Vanilli concerts are 
entitled to a refund of 5 percent of the ticket price, up to $2.50 

The Tennessee Board of Medical Examiners has taken an 
emergency action and ordered summary suspension of the 
license of Dr. George Nichopoulos, who was acquitted in 1981 
of criminal charges related to the death of Elvis Presley. An 
attorney for the Tennesee Health Department told the Reuters 
news agency that the action was taken because Nichopoulos had 
been over-prescribing drugs to "at least one well-known" 
entertainer. 

The B-52's and Don Was are to perform at a benefit for 
presidential candidate Jerry Brown at the Ritz nightclub in New 
York City. 

The censorship board of the Panamanian Justice Ministry says 
Vanilla Ice will be banned from performing in Panama if he 
repeats certain suggestive acts from previous concerts there. 

The Dream Warriors will have a new album, called "The Movie," 
out in May. They're currently recording the LP in Toronto. 

Jerry Jeff Walker celebrated his 50th birthday with sold-out 
concerts in Austin and San Antonio, Texas. "Great Gonzos," a 
Walker greatest hits album, has sold 30,000 copies since it was 
released six months ago. His other most recent albums, "Navajo 
Rug" and "Live At Greune Hall" have each sold about 50,000 
copies. Walker says his songs are the reason for his continued 
popularity. "I expound the philosophy of having fun, take some 
chances," he says. "If you fall down along the way, get up and go 
on your way." 

Garth Brooks, who still has the number one album in the U.S., 
will have a Christmas album out in July and a new studio album 
out in September. He's also planning a seven-month concert tour 
beginning June 2. 

Muhammad Ali's daughter, May May, has a rap album just out, 
called "The Introduction." The LP includes a tribute to her 
father, called "Ali." "I've been wanting to do a dedication rap to 
him -- using his voice -- since I've been rapping professionally," 
she says. "I love him. I respect him. I love that people love him, 
and I'm blessed to have him as a father." 

An Arizona woman says country singer Clint Black is the father 
of her daughter and that he is not living up to his commitment to 
pay child support. Renee Bain says she met Black three years 
aeo after a show in Phoenix and a daughter, Chelsea, was born 
nine months later. Bain says Black accepted personal 
responsibility for the girl after a blood test established with "99 
percent certainty" that he was the father. He had agreed to pay 
$800 per month in child support, but Bain says in February she 
received a letter from Black's attorney saying the singer wanted 
to "sever all ties" with her and her daughter. Black married 
actress Lisa Hartmann in October. 

Gladys Knight has split from the Pips, for the first time in 39 
years, in a parting described as amicable. "It's just growing, that's 
all, just a matter of choice to do something different," Knight 
says. Knight is working on a new solo album and she hopes to 
make a few more guest appearances on television programs. "It's 
almost like the difference between being single and being 
married," she says. "You get a chance to take total responsibility 
for your decision. In the Pips, we were a very democratic group. 
Nothing was done that wasn't decided by a four way vote. Now 
I'm in charge of me. I like that, and I like the fact that I'm in total 
control of my schedule without it affecting somebody else's life."

Cocteau Twins have signed a major new deal with Fontana. The 
band left 4AD at the end of 1991, having been with the British 
independent label for nine years and six albums. The band's new 
deal will cover all territories with the exception of the USA. No 
new material is expected from the band until late summer at the 
earliest. 

Nirvana, Public Enemy, and The Wonder Stuff will headline the 
three nights of this year's Reading Festival on August 28,29 and 
30. The reports seem to bring an end to a period of confusion, 
after promoters The Mean Fiddler group were replaced follow-
ing an eleventh hour dispute with the festival's organizers. Else-
where, Norwich in East Anglia, Southeast England, is to have a 
week long festival of concerts and seminars. Entitled Norwich 
Sound '92 and centered around the city's Watershed venue, the 
festival will run from April 20 through April 26. Artists playing 
at the event include Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine, 
Senseless Things, Kingmaker, House Of Love, The Fall, Pasa-
denas, Cathy Dennis, Des'ree, Brand New Heavies, Jah 
Wobble's Invaders Of The Heart, Orbital, The Shamen, L7, 
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Catherine Wheel, The Farm, and Nick Cave And The Bad Seeds. 
Seminars planned for the event include sessions on A&R and 
various workshops. Not quite a festival but more of a one-man 
industry, Michael Jackson has announced two London dates at 
the massive Wembley Stadium on July 30 and 31. The stadium 
shows are in contrast to a strongly rumored -- although as yet 
unconfirmed -- show by U2 at London's 8,000 capacity Earl's 
Court in late May. Further reports suggest that the local govern-
ment of Brent Council actually prevented U2 from booking the 
Wembley Stadium. In 1987, the band played three nights there 
to a total of over 200,000. 

The feared demise of Britain's independent chart was averted 
last week when industry organization the BPI decided not to 
replace it with an "alternative" chart. This would have allowed 
major label acts with a certain type of sound into the charts, which 
currently excludes such acts as Nirvana, Jesus And Mary Chain, 
Blur, and Dinosaur Jr. because of their major label deals. In-
stead, the chart will continue to be for those labels that are 
completely independent from the majors, meaning that the chart 
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will carry on featuring artists like Depeche Mode, Erasure, 
Happy Mondays, New Order, and The ICLF. The decision was 
welcomed by China Records supremo Derek Green who re-
signed from the BPI's committee over the proposals. Speaking 
to the New Musical Express, he commented, "I feel vindicated 
that the council has decided not to ignore fledgling labels, who 
thrive from the indie charts. There's no way that labels like, say, 
Deva and Eve would be able to compete on an even footing with 
Geffen, despite the fact that the latter has comparable acts like 
Nirvana." 

Iron Maiden are to return with a new single on April 13. "Be 
Quick Or Be Dead" b/w "Nodding Donkey Blues" and a cover 
of Montrose's "Space Station #5" (EMI) will be the band's first 
single since they topped the UK charts at the beginning of 1991 
with the cheerily titled "Bring Your Daughter (To The Slaugh-
ter)". The band's new album is also set to follow shortly and it 
has been confirmed that they will headline the Castle Donnington 
Festival on March 22. 

Details of the new Recoil album have emerged this week. Enti-
tled Bloodline and released by Mute on April 13, the project 
features Alan Wilder working with a number of great vocalists 
on tracks with an electro flavor. The full track listmg (including 
vocalists) is as follows: "Faith Healer" (featuring Douglas McC-
arthy of Nitzer Ebb) "Electro Blues For Bukka White" (featur-
ing blues singer Bulcica White), "The Defector", "Edge To Life" 
(featuring Toni Halliday of Curve), "Curse" (featuring Moby of 
GO!), "Bloodline" (featuring Toni Halliday) and "Freeze". 
"Faith Healer" -- the first single from the album and a cover of 
an old Alex Harvey song -- was released on March 9. 

Initial details of The Freddie Mercury Tribute: Concert For 
AIDS Awareness have been released by the Queen production 
office. Artists who have so far been confirmed are: David 
Bowie, Montserrat Caballe, Roger Daltrey, Def Leppard, Ex-
treme, Guns N' Roses, Ian Hunter, Elton John, Annie Lennox, 
Metallica, George Michael, Robert Plant, Seal, Spinal Tap, U2 
on a satellite link from Sacremento, Paul Young, and Zucchero. 
Taking place on April 20, the concert will been at 6pm London 
time and will be broadcast to over 70 countries. The television 
audience is expected to be the largest ever for a musical event. 
Profits from the show will be donated to AIDS charities and 
projects. 

The Smiths entire back catalogue has been sold to Warner 
Music by songwriters Morrissey and Johnny Marr. The pair 
bought Rough Trade Distribution's 50% holding in the material 
after the company went bankrupt last year. Although no figure 
has been even for the Warner sale, which ended ten months of 
talks, it is believed that Marr and Morrissey paid $1,250,000 or 
more to buy Rough Trade Distribution's stake. Meanwhile, a 
new Morrissey album should be released in the summer via 
HMV/EMI. 

The Farm have donated their "Altogether Now" track to the 
Labour Party for use in the current general election campaign, 
despite several lucrative offers for use of the track in commer-
cials. The former #2 British hit may be reissued if public 
demand warrants it. The Labour Party will also receive the funds 
from a benefit concert given by Billy Bragg, The James Taylor 
Quartet and "surprise guests" at London's Town And Country 
Club on April 5. 

London rockabilly/swamp rockers Gallon Drunk are to play a 
concert at London's Scala Cinema on April 3. The gig will be 
unusual in that the band will play between two cult movies --
"Confessions Of An Opium Eater" starring Vincent Price and 
"Get Carter" starring Michael Caine. The band have been tour-
ing Europe over the last couple of weeks and The Hard Report 
caught up with them in Rotterdam, Holland on March 22. 
Support at the gig was provided by former Christian Death 
singer Gitane Demone, who debuted her new band, featuring 
other former Christian Death members James Beam (guitar) 
and Webz Marvel (drums), along with Dutch pianist Pi U Mosso 
and English bassist Phil Deacon. Demone recently released her 
first solo single -- "A Heavenly Melancholy", b/w "Heavenly 
Melancholy (Set Me Free)" and "Lover" -- via Dutch label Torso. 
A full report from Rotterdam will be forthcoming as soon as your 
columnist has recovered his equilibrium (a good time was had 
by all). 

The Beautiful South's new album 0898 will be released by 
Go! Discs on March 30. The full track listing is as follows: "Old 
Red Eyes Is Back", "We Are Each Other" "The Rocking Chair", 
"We'll Deal With You Later", "Domino Man", "36D", "Here It Is 
Again", "Bell Bottomed Tear", "You Play Glockenspiel I'll Play 
Drums", and "When I'm 84". The album was produced by Jon 
Kelly. The Beautiful South are currently rehearsing for their 
forthcoming British tour. 

Ride's new British single will be released by Creation on April 
13. As well as "Twisterella" from their latest Going Blank Again  

album, the single will feature three new tracks: "Going Blank 
Again", "Howard Hughes", and "Stampede". The band are cur-
rently on their biggest ever British tour. 

Dave Stewart's Anxious Records have signed an agreement with 
EastWest. EastWest's British MD Max Hole issued a statement 
on the deal which reads as follows: "I am delighted that 
East/West has been able to forge this new partnership with Dave 
Stewart's Anxious Records label. This will result in a steady flow 
of exciting 'repertoire over the next few years, starting with 
releases from The Starlings, Soft Parade, Miss World, JC-001 
and DJ D-Zire, Nan Vernon, and Antony Harwood. It is 
EastWest's policy to be involved with creative people and I think 
it's fair to say that Dave has achieved virtually every creative goal 
in the music industry." Stewart, who currently has a number one 
British hit single by dint of co-writing Shakespear's Sister's 
"Stay" under a pseudonym, says, "Everyone at Anxious is very 
pleased to have found a home at EastWest and Warner Music 
globally. I feel we are working with a group of people who 
understand our approach and I am confident that between us we 
can give the artists signed to Anxious the best possible opportu-
nity to fulfill their potential. I look forward to a long and 
successful collaboration." Elsewhere, Stewart's partner in the 
Eurythmics, singer Annie Lennox, is doing the promotional 
rounds in support of her debut solo album, viva. Speaking to 
the British television listings magazine TV Times, Lennox com-
ments on her change in attitude to recording work since the birth 
of her daughter Lola, "Obviously I haven't devoted so much of 
myself to make a solo album only to say that I don't care if it sinks 
without a trace -- its success is very important to me and I want 
it to be hit. But if I fluid that the process of promoting it 
interferes with my relationship with Lola, I'll have to fmd a 
different, more low-key way of making music -- or give it up 
altogether." 

Curiosity -- formerly Curiosity Killed The Cat -- are back with 
a new single for a new label. "Hang On In There Baby" is a 
version of the Johnny Bristol track from the seventies and will 
be available on April 13 via RCA/BMG. The band are currently 
working on other new material and are planning live dates in 
support of the single. 

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine will address an anti-vivi-
section rally at Earl's Court in London on April 25. The band 
previously took a stand on this issue when they turned down an 
advertising deal for the soft drink Lucozade on the grounds that 
the Lucozade's parent company Smith, Klein, and Beecham are 
allegedly involved in testing products on animals. Meanwhile, 
the band have also parted company with former MC and lighting 
man Jon Fat Beast. The amicable parting of the ways reportedly 
came about because of Beast's increasing fame -- he is a colum-
nist for the alternative magazine Siren, has recently made a pilot 
for his own television show, and will now be doing solo gigs --
was producing conflict with his role in the Carter camp. 

The independent band Dodgy were arrested last week at 
London's famous Speaker's Corner. With the British election 
coming on April 9, the band was complaining against the fact 
that many people have not registered to vote because they fear 
that registering where they live may mean they have to pay the 
hated Poll Tax. The band's protest took the form of a show 
played on an open top truck in front of between 250 and 300 
people. Two van loads of police came to the scene when the 
band refused official requests to stop playing. Drummer 
Mathew, guitarist Andy, and one fan were arrested, but the 
band's singer, Nigel, showed considerable initiative in escaping 
down the famous Oxford Street with six of the capital's constab-
ulary chasing him. 

Levitation have left their support slot on the current tour by The 
Fall, after allegations that Fall singer Mark E. Smith called the 
band "crusty poofs". Smith has denied this, but a spokesman for 
him told the New Musical Express that, "Levitation's idea of a 
soundcheck is spending over an hour and a half fiddling with 
their smoke machine. They didn't even know how to operate the 
PA." Smith also denies allegations that he tried to pick a fight 
with Levitation, saying that their frontman Terry Bickers tried 
to pick a fight with him. On the Levitation side, the band say that 
their agreed playing time of 45 minutes was being cut down to 
just 30 minutes. The band also claim they tried to work with 
Smith but found it impossible. Guitarist Bic Hayes says, "We're 
not into character assassination, but we couldn't work under the 
atmosphere he was creating." Whatever the truth of either side 
of the story, matters seem to have come to a head at a show in 
Leicester in the midlands of England when Smith personally 
requested that the band finish their soundcheck. Other Levita-
tion news includes the confirmation that they will provide sup-
port on the forthcoming North American Sugarcubes tour and 
that the band have insisted that their new album be released on 
May 4, a public holiday in the UK, so they can use the slogan, 
"May 4th be with you."
