Joe Cocker, "Love Is Alive". Capitol..,. Influenced at the age of 12 by Ray Charles, on whom he based his one-of-a-kind vocal 

style, the name Joe Cocker has been synonymous with rock and roll for almost three decades. His days 
of making covers started off in '68,when "With A Little Help From My Friends" went to Number One in 
the UK and featured guest musicians Jimmy Page, Steve Winwood, Albert Lee and Procol Harum's 
drummer B.J. Wilson. His contributions to live music set new standards for rock (including Woodstock 
and the Mad Dogs And Englishmen tour). Cocker enjoyed a nice comeback in the '80s with "Up Where 
We Belong" (1982), and "You Can Keep Your Hat On," and started touring again in the spring of '86. 
This new cover is rich and true to Cocker's form and has his trademark vocals stamped all over. The 
verdict has been out for some time, and Capitol listened to music directors and programmers who cried 
out for this one: KGGO's Jack Emerson, "His covers always make for classic material. This is a perfect 
song to cover!" WZRR's Kerry Lambert, "I heard it a few months ago, and I liked the hell out of it. The 
song has a lot of grit that our upper demos will eat up! The original still tests well, so it's not another 
remake of a bad record. Joe's material has high research scores, and this should be no different." 

VVLZR's Darrin Arriens, "Joe is an everlasting rocker that has stood the test of time!" WRXK's Arvette, "It's always great to hear 
Cocker on the radio. Since the success of 'When The Night Comes,' Joe has been able to capture the older demos, as well as those 
upper demos. He definitely has style!" KATP's Dale Miller, "We'll add this one OTB. It's a terrific version!" KLPX's Larry Stewart 
simply stated, "Joe Cocker is it!" And Greg O'Brien exclaimed, "Phenomenal!" With so much positive reaction, it looks like the master 
has taken another classic and made it his own! Whoever said, "If it works, don't fix it" forgot to tell Joe Cocker. Amen for favors!

Steelheart, "Sticky Side Up", MCA... We tend to think that AOR alone can make or break a band. MTV proved this to be a 
false assumption, showing what a powerful impact the network can have when they get behind a video. 
The single, "I'll Never Let You Go," started at KBER in S.L.C. and spread like wildfire, and pushed 
Steelheart's first album to near platinum status. With that kind of a springboard, MCA is ready to 
unleash "Tangled In Reins" and early response has most programmers asking the question, "What 
hapened to these guys? They're great!" ICAZY's Lois Todd, "It's nice that they came out-of-the-box with 
a kick butt tune like this!" KBPI's Bill Betts, "The song's lyrics are hilarious! I think it's gonna be great!" 
KRBL's Jeff Newton, "This band has improved 200%, and the song is an automatic!" WIOT's Michael 
Young, "This comes out of the gates rockin'! A great summertime record from a band who's gonna be 
big before everything's said and done!" If the name Tom Werman sounds familiar, it should. He was 
Motley Crue and Ted Nugent's producer, and adds more merit to his resume with his work on the new 
Babylon A.D. album. Tom seems to have the ability to bring out the strongest and most straight forward 
approach. Much like "Mutt" Lange, Tom has a flair for big hooks and cutting production that is so tight 

it squeeks. This well rounded album and track from Steelheart is proof that wild is better than mild, and loud can make you proud! 
Look for a summer tour from the band that prides itself on tearing up the road with the smooth side down, sticky side up!

Bah.lon A. l)., "Bad Blood", Arista... To put this group's importance for the label into perspective, let us just say: What Guns 
N' Roses is to Geffen, Babylon A.D. is to Arista. Face the facts! There are tons of bands in the same 
vein, all fighting for a slot on your playlist, and we know that AOR can't become saturated with one style 
of music, lest it become boring. It all boils down to what sounds best on the radio. If you played something 
from Babylon's debut album, (like "Desperate," "Bang Go The Bells" or "Kid Goes Wild"), you know that 
they have the talent to pound out some pretty strong rock and roll. Even if you didn't deal with any tracks 
before, and only heard their freshman project, you knew they had a lil' or something. That little thang 
has grown into a full and mature cutthroat power sound (thanks to the production talents of Motley 
Crue's Tom Werman), and is already finding some early action. Z-Rock was OTB on "Blood," along 
with WLZR, WHVY, KSAQ, WWBZ, WKLQ, KBER, KNAC, KILO, WCMF, WHMH and KRRK. 
KOME's Stephen Page told us, "It's just a stellar track that hits you right between the eyes!" KAZY's 
Lois Todd raved, "The band has done some growing since their last one. This track really stands out!" 
KRBL's Jeff Newton knows, "They will be in our city next week with Roxy Blue and Wildside. We've 

been on the new song for two weeks, and it's a solid rocker! Two national tours of the States have helped bring the band's recognition 
factor to a new level, and with a new US Tour starting off at the R&R convention, nothing's gonna stop 'em this time. And for these 
boys, "nothing is sacred!" 
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Alice In Chains. "Would?". Epic... If you do your homework and listen through that stack of music that piles up on your desk 
every week, you already know the depth of this band's music. About two months ago, Columbia sent out 
an EP called ,SAE, which inlcuded tracks from Alice In Chains and guest musicians from the Seattle 
music scene (inlcuding Nancy Wilson, and Soundgarden's Chris Cornell). Credited for starting the flow 
of rock that has been pouring out of the Emerald City for the past year, it only makes sense that "Alice" 
have the lead-off track called "Would?" (from the new film Singles). This movie is directed by Cameron 
Crowe (Fast Times At Ridgemont High, and no relation to this mag's MD), and utilizes the Seattle music 
scene for the backdrop in the soundtrack. Matt Dillon stars as a frontman for a band called "Citizen 
Dick" (played by Pearl Jam). Pearl Jam never perform onstage in the movie, but Soundgarden and Alice 
In Chains do. There are new songs from Soundgarden ("Birth Ritual") and a solo song from Chris Cornell 
("Seasons"); Pearl Jam ("Breath" and "State Of Love And Trust"); Mother Love Bone ("Chloe Dancer" 
and "Crown Of Thornes"); Smashing Pumpkins ("Drown"); Screaming Trees ("Nearly Lost You There"); 
Mudhoney ("Overblown"); and former Replacement Paul Westerberg contributed "Dyslexic Heart," plus 
the theme song for the movie, "Waiting For Somebody." With the Gold success from Alice In Chains' 

"Man In A Box," many programmers have been anxiously awaiting something new from this multi-faceted band, and "Would" doesn't 
disappoint. Then again, does anything from the Pacific Northwest disappoint?

Flame, "Rain", Giant.., A truckload of tracks are coming down the pipeline this week that originally started their life on the 

Metal side. Now that COR circulation is beginning to pick up, only the ever important mainstream play 
remains to be seen. Chris Black turned us on to this band last week and told us about the potential. 
With the deluge of product this week, it would be a shame if you didn't listen to this group. Do yourself 
a favor and play the album verison of this song (with that Led Zeppelin/Beatle-esque intro "Razor Blade 
Road") and you'll know right away that you're dealing with a band that has a sound and style that many 
only hope for after two or three projects. If you judge a book by its cover (or name), you're gonna miss 
this one completely. Flame combines thoughtful lyrics and unbridled power chords for a total output 
of high energy, polished rock and roll that is bound to round up reaction. It's obvious the band has been 
influenced by many styles of music, and though some bands are afraid to throw in a lick here and there 
that may have been done before, Flame has the ability to dive right into the middle of a tune and slide 
in that familiar riff or hook without being trite. They're a new group, but with a debut like this and early 
action from KBPI, KPOI, KNAC and WHVY, it's only a matter of time before this rockin' quartet "lights" 
up the COR chart and the Hard Hundred. 

Jesus And Mary Chain, "Far Gone And Out", Def American/WB... The brothers Reid are finally going for broke with 
a shot at some long-awaited mainstream AOR play. Formed in England in 1982, the band has a knack 
for stirring up controversy. In 1984 the band was arrested in Germany and charged with possession of 
amphetamine sulphate after playing at the UK ICA Rock Week. Their live gigs have been marred with 
violence throughout the years, and the group was banned from the U.S. version of "Top Of The Pops" 
because their name was considered blasphemous. In May of 1985, WEA's record plant staff refused to 
press the group's third single from their debut album due to the proposed B-side called "Jesus Sucks." 
To date, their most accepted project has been "Psychocandy" which was heralded as a post-punk 
masterpiece by the UK music scene. Their biggest success story in the US has been "Automatic" and 
their last big tour included opening digs for Depeche Mode. The group has a spot on the Lollapalooza 
2 tour this summer and finally getting the respect for being leading purveyors of the '80s and '90s gothic 
rock sound, which has influenced many new wave guitar-based rock bands. AOR will hopefully be 
responsive to this new track, just as WAVF's Daxe Rossi, "Far Gone And Out' is already Top 5 Phones. 
This song will put the J&M Chain on the AOR map!" VVLAV's Robert Chase told us, "They're a very 

happening group lighting up the phones. They're one of the few bands whose guitar work always has that cutting edge!" If bands 
such as the Cure are pulling in the reaction for your station these days, check out this polished modern rocker that is destined to get 
response. After all, that's what this band does best. And be it good or bad, they're proven survivors. 

Electric Love Hogs. "Mr. Fun". London/PLG... Formed in the San Diego area and later transplanted to L.A., the "Hogs" 
had no problem gaining respect in the "City Of Angels." Their guitarist David Torres Kushner is a veteran 
of the punk scene band Waysted Youth, and the 28-piece Trulio Disgracis, which is a loose-knit 
conglomeration of musicians which included members of Fishbone and the Chili Peppers. The band's 
raw energy caught the intrest of Tommy Lee, producer Mark Dodson (Anthrax), and Stephen Perkins 
(Jane's Addiction). There's a new breed of rockers for a new generation touching on the problems facing 
the youth of today. Groups like the Red Hot Chili Peppers, Love/Hate, Love On Ice, and Faith No More 
are streetwise, no bullshit acts impacting Metal and mainstream rock radio, whether you like it or not. 
The proof is even in the Electric Love Hogs name, which is a parody of all those Sunset Strip groups 
with "Electric" and "Love" in their names. The record industry has been buzzin' about these new moshers, 
with the belief that they could follow the same road paved by their sucessful and strong predecessors. 
The group combines funk, punk, and metal to deliver one of the most solid tracks to come down the line 
in some time. This tune could make them the latest stars in an ever growing rock style that doesn't sound 

like the norm, but is quickly becoming the norm. KLPX's "Scary" Larry Stewart hit it on the head, "It's a cool piece of work that you 
can't put a label on. You just won't get this band with just one listen. It takes a few spins before you can realize how different (in a 
good way) they are!" 

James McMurtry, "Where's Johnny", Columbia... We had the opportunity to see James in Philly on the "In Their Own 
Words" tour, and there are no words to describe the feeling you get after you witness singer/song-
writer/storytellers like James, Marshall Crenshaw, Don Dixon, Jules Shear and David Halley. To the 
musically astute, you already know the many contributions these artists have made to the music industry. 
It would take up the whole front of the mag to go into detail about every one of these men -- besides, our 
focus is on James and his new project. James has been busy working on a number of endeavors since 
his debut album (Too Long in The Wasteland) from John Mellencamp's movie Falling From Grace, to 
an appearance on David Letterman and this year's Farm Aid concert. Mark this date and this issue as 
the first time we told you about this year's landmark song and album. James is one of America's most 
talented storytellers/songwriters who will make his mark in a format that tends to shy away from music 
in this genre. Sure, "Where's Johnny" is a perfect fit for those AAA players, but mainstream AORs that 
put up a fight will lose the battle. James has Columbia's total commitment, and the label is pulling out 
all the stops on this one. This first tune from CancZvland is falling on the heals of James' popular single 
"Paint By Numbers," but has more of a rock and roll approach, thanks to the production elements of 

John Mellencamp and Michael Wanchic. There are very few that can emotionally affect you the way James does, and with lyrics like, 
"Then he went on off to college, got his head stuck in a different state of mind, and when they asked him if it was the alcohol, he told 
them it was nothing of the kind...just life...just life." KTHX's Don Darue said, "Everything from his first album is in our library. Judging 
by the advanced cassette, Canc{vland has got a shot at being the best album of the year! He is one of the best songwriters on the 
planet!" WZLZ's Paul Ericson elequently stated, "James' lyrics make a lot of sense, and are perfect for the times we live in!" Open 
ears and open minds will not be disappointed! 

Black Sabbath, "TV Crimes". Reprise...  Though fan's realize Ozzy will never rejoin the band again, and the simple fact that 
the group has fallen short of fan's expectations throughout the latter part of the eighties, this lineup with 
Ronnie James Dio is as close as it gets to the orginal unit who wore the label of the "world's foremost 
heavy metal band in the early '70s." The ground seems fertile for reunions (and semi-reunions) of rock 
groups that peaked in the seventies. KISS is enjoying a huge comback; Queen; Ted Nugent with Damn 
Yankees; ELP; MSG with Schenker; Aerosmith; RTZ with ex-Boston members; and of course Spinal 
Tap. The word on the street about this new Black Sabbath project has been in the works for some time, 
and retail outlets are reporting early inquiries about the new album. Coming off the success of "Time 
Machine" (Wayne's World), "TV Crimes" comes out rocking harder than ever, and affirms what many 
were hoping for -- a revival of their past fortunes. They will start a tour with Lynch Mob in July, and have 
produced a video for "TV" that tells the story of a TV stolen over and over again, with the band popping 
up everytime it's turned on. Radio vibes are high: KIOZ's Peg Pollard, "As soon as we started playing 
it, we got Top 5 phones. There's always been friction among the members of the band, but that's when 
they seem to be at their best." WRXK's Arvette, "Time Machine' got the buzz going and it's already 

obvious that fans are excited about Ronnie's return!" WLZR's Darrin Amiens rounds things off, "With Ronnie's hard driving voice, 
Sabbath rocks again!" Other OTB believers include KILO, KNAC, WHMH and WHVY, wtih Top 5 phones at KILO and WHVY. 
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"Kiko takes spectacular songwriting and arranges it brilliantly; it is the band's 

breakthrough album."

M r. Big. "Alive And Kickin'", Atlantic... With the combined talents of Eric Martin and Billy Sheehan, Atlantic knew they had 
signed a real straight ahead rock and roll unit that AOR would gladly embrace. From their first project 
that enjoyed moderate airplay in the days of Rock 40 (with that killer version of Humble Pie's "30 Days 
In The Hole"), rock radio knew this group of musicians was not going to be another fly-by-night, 
here-today-gone-to-nowhere band. The one thing the label didn't count on was the sucess of "TBWY." 
Radio latched onto that track and brought it all the way home (and then some). Just as the tempo 
increased with the last single ("Just Take My Heart"), it's time to take the band back to their original 
comfortable setting. What goes around comes around, and what started off to be rock shall always be 
rock. This new tune is not another melt-your-heart ballad, but tuneage that represents the reason why 
the band got together in the first place. This main reason was to make knock 'em down, drag 'em out 
rock and roll that doesn't stop. This may be the last single to come from an album that has enjoyed more 
life than a Sears Die Hard battery. With 1.2 million units to date, fans can't be wrong! Currently on tour 
with Rush, look for AOR's to easily "lean into" this single and make these guys just a little bigger! That's 
Mr. to you! KNAC, WZLZ, WRZK and KBPI are early leaders on this one! 

Asphalt Ballet. "Unlucky Mr. Lucky", Virgin... With the race for the presidency heating up, this could be the perfect record 
for the winners and losers -- because either way, somebody will live up to the title of this band's new 
track. You can honestly say that Virgin has a knack for signing artists that may take a while to develop, 
but eventually radio finally gets them. Asphalt Ballet is no different. Their story on the metal end of the 
spectrum has been very strong, but AOR has been missing out on this group's talent. Their name may 
be a little rough, but their music is just old-fashioned rock and roll. Born and bred on the streets of LA 
and San Diego, they have raw energy that is consistant throughout every track released to date. Their 
latest has an Aerosmith feel to it and is reminiscent of "Last Train" (that smokin' harmonica intro doesn't 
hurt either!) You've heard it before, and you'll hear it again: This band is long overdue for some serious 
mainstream airplay. Only a matter of time 'til this group tears down the walls that are currently 
confronting them in the AOR arena. With some open ears, this new track may be the "lucky" break that 
they've been waiting for. Check out their version of John Mellencamp's "Rain On The Scarecrow," then 
make the decision whether they're right for you. Or ask KIOZ's Peg Pollard who says, "If you haven't 
caught onto Asphalt Ballet yet, you're too old to rock and roll!" 

Southside Johnny & The Asbury Jukes_, "I've Been Working Too Hard", Impact.., Any rock enthusiast knows when 
Southside Johnny lays something down, he brings a lot of friends with him. Southside Johnny (Johnny 
Lyon) has always been an R&B-driven man. Since his early days in the Sundance Blues Band (including 
Bruce and Stevie Van Zant), to the present incarnation of Southside Johnny, the influences of Ronnie 
Spector, Lee Dorsey, the Drifters and the Coasters are a constant source for his straight ahead, 
blues-driven rock and roll. This new track, written by Little Steven, is the latest in the line of great 
weekend rock and roll tunes. This track rates right up there with Loverboy's "Working For The 
Weekend," The King's "Switch It To Glide" and Chris Rea's "Working On It." Everyone can relate to 
lyrics like this, and those bar room rockabilly overtones make you want to tell the boss to shove it, hit the 
turnpike, and hit the shore. KGGO's Jack Emmerson agreed, "We played this song every Friday when 
we first got the album. It's a great way to start the weekend and the perfect summertime record!" 
WRXL's Paul Shugrue stated, "This is one of the strongest songs on the album!" 

Los Lobos "Reva's House", Warner Brothers... A few weeks ago, we told you about a very special album called Kiko. The 
folks at Warner Brothers did something that has been called "very admirable" by programmers and music 
directors alike. WB just shipped the whole album with that nice note just asking you to listen to the whole 
CD, and give the label your true feedback. Their game plan seems to have had a major impact, as radio 
is digging into the tracks "That Train Don't Stop Here" and the first official single "Reva's House." This 
band has taken the Tex-Mex sound to an all new level on this album. The raves are coming in: VVVGO's 
Dal Hunter, "This album says play me again and again and..., well, you get the point! Kiko is a deep album 
with meaning. There are an endless number of tracks that AAA stations can play, as well as mainstream 
AOR's." KHTX's Don Dame, "Their new album sounds like the one they've always wanted to make. The 
music comes across very strong, but at the same time sounds as if they had a great time laying it down. 
The band's talent is showcased well!" WRNX's Bruce Stebbins, "When I first took this for a spin three 
or four tracks really stood out, but R̀eva's House' was my first choice.

"Last Chance" is a little different 
in style for him, with a Chris Issak "Wicked Game" feel to it. Once you stick with it for 2 minutes, John 
drops in that signature cutting guitar work and you know it's anotha' mutha'. VVFBQ's Ace Cosby was 
the logical choice to put the wraps on this one, "We've been playing this track and many others since last 
year. We're right in his backyard, so he's really a hometown boy for us!" With his major tour planned 
for this summer one thing is certain: It's gonna be filled with longneck buds, hot dogs, and middle-

Irlfrgy_Gaurd a"lgroln_ neL _i Chrysalis • A tune many of your adult 
core can relate to on several different levels, there's some poignant lines available for 
personal consumption and impersonal reflection. 1CMJX's David Allen Ross makes this 

song a priority: "New music that is doing well for us is the Jeffrey Gaines gem." One of the more encouraging 
aspects of the song is the rate of increases already occurring. Especially with a steady flow of adds anticipated 
into the next month.

performance. Now that in itself is a compliment. Also, this seems to be taking one of the more desirable of 
life cycle paths, as it builds a carefully constructed following that just seems to magnetize innumerable stations 
to its weekly structure. VVHJY's Phil Marlowe is more understandable: "Cracker, which had a surprisingly slow 
start, is now requesting and showing real promise." KBOY, KDJK, KLAQ, ICLOS, WCGY, WICDF, WLVQ, 
WPLR and WROQ fill their needs, to fill a HH cavity, 38-34*. 

Electric Boys. "Mary In The Mystery World", Ateo (12/120)z Put that 
magnifying glass away! No need to look any closer. And it's definitely not a typo! Shame on you for even 
thinking this distinguished mag contains the slightest of mistakes. That does read 120 stations playing "Mary 
In The Mystery World." And a portion of those one hundred and twenty stations come in this week in a neatly 
packaged dozen (KAZY, KMBY, KMOD, KSAQ, KUFO, WDIZ, WIMZ, WIYY, WKLS, WLVQ, WNOR 
and WTKX).

THE WEEK IN RADIO 

MADISOFF 
"The bank walked in yesterday afternoon," said former 
WMAD PD Pat Gallagher, "They called me, GM Mike 
Fisher, Office Manager Cindy Tracy and Sales Manager 
Jerry Goeden into Mike's office. They then informed us 
that we were going off the air for good in half an hour, at 
4:30, and handed out a memo telling us to collect up our 
personal belongings, and to turn in our keys and calling 
cards on the way out. We offered to work for free; the bank 
declined." MD Ken Hartenstein was in the midst of the 
Rock And Roll Scrabble feature, in which listeners request 
songs with words in the previous title -- so the station signed 
off with "Ruby Tuesday", "Tuesday's Gone", and "Gone 
Gone Gone". It was at that point that Dan went to the office 
of doom to get the bad news, and PD Pat cued up Jimi 
Hendrix's "Star Spangled Banner." Then static. WMAD 
signed on in the early '70s, and for a period of time in the 
early '80s was a market dominant Superstars station. Nancy 
McMahan bought the station in 1980, later selling it to 
Chancy and Jay Blackburn, who apparently fell so far 
behind in payroll taxes and debts in general that McMahan 
was forced to buy the station back for a dollar in 1987. By 
the time the Bank Of Sun Prairie took over last year, the 
station was better than 3.5 million in debt. "We knew money 
was tight," added Gallagher, "but the bank had been 
investing in the station. They upgraded some things, bought 
some new CD players, and we'd even had three new hires 
in the last three weeks, including our first Promotions 
Director in a long time, a production director from the 
station across town hired for less money, and a receptionist 
who just started on Monday." Two of the three TV stations 
heard it on the air, and were there live within minutes, and 
a third offered to broadcast an open forum for the staff. 
The morning guy, John Peterson, also gathered the staff for 
his cable access show on Tuesday night. WMAD deserves 
credit for playing a key role in the burgeoning Adult 
Alternative formatic approach. It's sad to see any station 
leave the air; especially so when they've tried to make a go 
it with independent, innovative programming. But alas, it's 
the '90s, and things are rough all over. Station alumni 
include Tom Tueber, Paul Marzalek, Mark Coppola, Bill 
Johnson (who worked for Epic and A&M and now works 
for Jeff McCloskey), David Anderson, Dan McClintock, 
now PD At WOWO/Ft. Wayne, and Pat's predecessor John 
Duncan, now Promotions director at WLZR. 

JACKSONVILLE LMA 
LMAs typically involve a big money player breathing new 
financial breath into a struggling competitor, but 
Evergreen's just announced Jacksonville deal puts a whole 
new spin on things. In a move that defines "hedging your 
bet," Evergreen, owner of WAPE, has agreed to buy 
Metroplex's WFYV, in anticipation that the FCC will relax 
its ownership rules, and will operate under an LMA until 
the purchase is kosher. The only personnel change sees 
'FYV GM Mark Kanak leaving, with WAPE 
President/GM Mark Schwartz assuming his duties. MD 
John Lear's exit, we're told, is coincidental. Rock 104 PD 
Ralph Cippola comments, "We're being bought by a good, 
big company with plenty of money to promote both stations. 
There won't be any format shifts, changes or alterations. 
We're a successful, money-making radio station, and they 
want us to continue to do what we're doing. They've been 
wonderful as far as making everybody feel at ease.".... How 
powerful will the FM-FM combo be? Try a 16 share 12 + , 
a 16 share 25-54, and a 30 share 18-34. In the meantime, 
Cippola needs an MD with strong air skills. "My #1 priority 
is finding a strong jock. If they fit in the MD slot, fine. 
Otherwise, I'll do it myself. I haven't decided yet."....

THE WEEK IN RADIO 

MEANWHILE, BACK AT THE RANCH BOWL 
Hard nosed Matt Markel, owner of Omaha's Ranch Bowl and 
Entertainment Complex, put KRRK on the air a year ago June 
10th. After 14 years of building the Bowling and nightclub 
empire, putting a hard rocking station on the air was the next 
logical step. He brought in Bruce MacGregor to run it, and 
commenced to jam. This week it was announced that Bruce 
was out, Bryce Crousore was in, and Joe Kelly Programming 
had its first client. Markel remarked, "All we're doing is 
refocusing for success. It's that simple. Some changes had to 
be made. We're bringing Joe in as the consultant on music and 
marketing. We share the same philosophy. This is a business 
and I've got to run it like one. In answer to the big question 
everybody is asking, the format is not changing. I just want to 
better serve the clients. I don't want to do anything but win. 
I've learned a lot in the past year." For Bruce MacGregor, 
however, this change is literally the answer to a prayer. "Some 
of the harder rocking, heavy metal stuff flies against my 
Christian beliefs. This realization didn't come about through 
any sort of great awakening. At some point, you just wrestle 
with your conscience about the business you're in. You ask 
God for a thunderbolt and he gives you one. At that point you 
just stand back and say, 'OK, you're driving.' I feel very 
peaceful about everything. Sometimes you're called upon to 
do something else, and I really feel this is the case for me. I 
don't have any animosity toward anyone. Sometimes grown 
men get together to do business, and if that doesn't work out, 
you go your separate ways." Bruce's experience includes 
KQDS, VVRIF, KEZO and the WLZR startup for Great 
American. He can be reached at (402)896-6164. New PD 
Bryce Crousore has been doing swing at KQRS, and was PD 
at KQDS/Duluth up until seven months ago. Bryce's one and 
only Arbitron there had him going 8.2-10.3, this in spite of the 
tower falling over on March 22nd, the first day of the ratings. 
How's the station sound to Bryce? "I think they've been overly 
hard. The classic rock came on with a pretty good adult 
presentation, and they're putting the pinch on KEZO. 
Probably the best sounding station in the market is a slick, well 
produced CHR called Sweet 98. I guess they're kind of Rock 
40, if you can still use that term, and they're very tight and well 
produced." He continues, "I learned a lot of lessons in Duluth. 
I ran a good race, but made a lot of unnecessary pit stops. 
Here, we're just gonna concentrate on getting some successful 
numbers.".... KRRK will serve as the flagship account for Joe 
Kelly's newly created Programming division. He calls his 18-34 
targeted presentation Wargames, and will also offer a 34-49 
"Rock-AC" approach. Joe tells us he's ready to announce his 
first client there within a week or so, that it's in the Southeast, 
and that the Program Director is well known on the circuit --
and will have to commute about an hour each way. To no one's 
surprise, Kelly claims that established, old line consultants 
have mounted a slur campaign ranging from his voice no longer 
testing to alleged personal problems. Is he concerned? "I've 
never been that popular with the established, old line 
consultants in the first place. I have attacked their methods 
and their reasoning in my Àdvisory." I have been critical of 
their research, and I have questioned their lack of attention in 
the product. But today, my unpopularity has reached a new 
plateau!" Joe did indicate that he won't be accepting any 
consulting relationship in any market where he now maintains 
a JKCS voice-over/production radio client. (414) 632-8810.

"Education, human resources, 
archiving and preservation, and the development of the 
Academy Museum and Hall of Fame are just a few of the 
exciting initiatives which continue to underline the 
Academy's commitment and service to music people."

THE WARNER BROTHERS' WAY OF LIFE 

UP CLOSE & PERSONAL WITH PUVOGEL 
From the time most of us got into the business, Warner Brothers has been the heritage record label. 

Their staff stability is the antithesis of the modern day music conglom, their artist roster is as eclectic as 
it is commercially successful, and many would argue that their promotional mindset is equally unique. 
This week we offer an in depth conversation with a guy who's been working Rock Radio for WB since the 
days when the jocks picked their own music. Kenny's run with the Bunny has seen him go from New 
York local, to Northeast Regional, to National Album Promo coordinator out of LA, to VP of Promotion. 
We spoke on the day that Kenny and his team had just given the Red Hot Chili Peppers their first #1 at 

the format... 

The Chili Peppers project has really been 
fascinating on a lot of different levels. What 
was the pressure like when the first two tracks 
didn't really connect? 

Kenny: In terms of pressure, there was no 
more pressure than any other major record 
on this label. The pressure was to deliver 
the Red Hot Chili Peppers, but not neces-
sarily on this track or that. We knew we 
were going to get the alternative base, and 
we had an MTV base, but more important-
ly, we wanted to build the sales base. 
Everything I heard from radio was telling 
me that this was THE hip band for the first 
and second quarter. There wasn't any real 
pressure on us to totally deliver either of 
the first two. We got lots of alternative 
play, we had MTV, and the sales base went 
to a million. The stage was perfectly set for 
"Under The Bridge", and as we hoped, it's 
been a tremendous success for us at AOR, 
CI-IR and Alternative. 

I'm surprised to hear the scene was com-
paratively relaxed given the intense bidding 
war that went on when WB landed the 
band... 

Do you have these guys working radio at all? 
Do they do much of that? 

Kenny: Hopefully, they will be doing 
things for the Lollapalooza tour. Basically, 
the last couple of months, they've been 
overseas. We knew they were going to 
come back and do a big summer tour. 
We'll try to get radio involved when that 
happens. 

How big do you think this Lollapalooza is 
going to be? 

Kenny: Huge. 

As big as the first Lollapalooza? 

Kenny: I think bigger. 

Do you think it will pull the crowds as big as 
that the last Van Halen tour did? 

Kenny: I do, yes. There's a whole move-
ment of young people out there that are 
into these bands. They're the ones who are 
buying the albums and they're buying tick-
ets to Lollapalooza. But quite frankly, I 
saw people my age digging the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers show. 

Warner Brothers, to me, is synonymous with the word 'family', 
from Mo Ostin, Lenny Waronker, Russ Thyret, on down. 

Loyalty, respect, trust -- all key words as to why I'm here. They 
have shown over the years that what they tell you is going to 

happen WILL happen. 

Kenny: Yes, there was a lot of interest. 
When the band came over to discuss sign-
ing with us, the whole band came over with 
their manager, which is always nice. Usual-
ly you sit down with the manager and the 
lawyers. In this case, everybody came, and 
they were really interested in why we 
thought they should sign with WB. Since 
then, they're part of the family already. It 
seems like they've been here for years. It 
feels like we've been working with their 
manager, Lindy Goetz, for years. He's a 
nice guy and a great manager. I guess the 
whole thing has been so comfortable since 
the band felt they were with the right 
record company and we felt the same way-
-and we all knew we had a job to do. 

That side of the band contrasts their kind of 
whacked out image. I just heard that the 
R̀olling Stone' cover is going to feature them 
nude--sockless, even. 

Kenny: Right. You saw from the 'Abbey 
Road' EP what kind of image these guys 
had. However, when they sat in the 
marketing meeting with us, they spoke very 
intelligently. They knew what they wanted 
to see happen. I was blown away by that 
meeting. I wanted them right after that 
meeting. They're really smart cats. 

How much of the set up do you credit to 
alternative radio and consumer press? 

Kenny: It's those two things, and also, 
MTV. We owe a lot of the Red Hot Chili 
Peppers' success to MTV. They have 
embraced this band. As radio would use 
image tracks between the hits, MTV used 
the live "Suck My Kiss" video (which was 
already an alternative hit) between tracks. 
It's a simple fact that when you get a record 
on MTV, you're going to sell more. 

Who do you credit at the AOR radio level for 
breaking this song? 

Kenny: That's a tough question because in 
every market, somebody stepped out. The 
hip Music Directors really deserve the 
credit. They're the ones who went to their 
PD's and said, 'Hey, man, it's time to play 
this band.' I can't really give it to one 
station. Hopefully, the next band in that 
vein from this label is the J&M Chain and 
Ministry, both of which are on the Lol-
lapalooza tour. 

The .18af Chain is a Def American thing 
you're doing right? 

Kenny: Right. And on the last record, I 
believe we had 80 + mainstream AORs. 
So, we feel strong going out of the box. We 

know that there is an awareness of this 
group. We can really feel the Alternative 
movement getting stronger. The last ten 
conventions I've been to, people have said, 
Ẁe need to play more Alternative music.' 
Now I actually feel that happening, and 
I'm very happy about that. 

We went to the Pollack Convention last year 
and we heard all this talk about Alternative 
music, but it seeme4 if anything that sta-
tions have been getting even more conserva-
tive. Do you genuinely think that AOR 
programmers are making an honest effort to 
take a hard look at Alternative music and 
incorporate the best that they can? 

Kenny: You'll have to ask Jeff Pollack 
whether or not his stations are getting 
more conservative, but in general I think 
records like the Jesus Jones have con-
vinced more AOR guys that music like this 
can work on their stations. And given our 
long history with acts like Depeche Mode, 
Talking Heads, and the B-52's we think we 
can play a much more important part in 
crossing a lot more WB acts over. That's 
one reason we brought Dave Lombardi 
over to our department from Alternative. 

You've been with the label for eighteen 
years? 

Kenny: That's correct, since 1974. 

Dave Dannheisser was my local rep back in 
the early '70s. Can we assume that working 
for the bunny is practically a job for life? 

Kenny: You'd have to be knocked down, 
floored with another offer to leave this 
company. 

Why is that? 

Kenny: In the immortal words of Vito Cor-
leone, it has to be an offer you can't refuse. 
Warner Brothers, to me, is synonymous 
with the word 'family', from Mo Ostin, 
Lenny Waronker, Russ Thyret, on down. 
Loyalty, respect, trust -- all key words as to 
why I'm here. They have shown over the 
years that what they tell you is going to 
happen WILL happen. It's a very gratify-
ing situation to be in. You hear it from 
artists and you hear it from other record 
company people; it's a family. At the 
WEA meetings, we have our twenty-nine 
local people get up and announce how long 
they've been here. I don't have to tell you 
that the turnover in this business is very 
high--but our average tenure here is eight 
years, even after hiring six new people after 
the split with Reprise. That's incredible to 
me. There's a loyalty. The artist roster is 
second to none. The A&R department, 
headed by Michael Ostin and Ted 

iTempleman s second to none. You just  
don't leave a good situation. 

What is it about the other labels that causes 
people to leave? Is it politics? Is it a crum-
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my roster? Is it too much pressure? When 
you talk to your friends, you must find that 
there are qualified, talented people who 
bounce around a lot. Mat is it about the 
record business, particularly the promotion 
side of things, that tests people to such a 
degree? 

Kenny: Exactly what you said: the artist 
roster, politics, and too much pressure. If 
people don't feel totally comfortable, 
they're always at the edge of their seat 
looking for a better position. 

Given the fact that Warner Brothers has that 
warm, family feel about i4 how do they look 
upon an employee entertaining an outside 
offer? 

Kenny: It's perceived as you trying to do 
the best for your life, and they'll try to work 
with you to keep you here. That has hap-
pened to me in the past, and I'm still here. 

With a vice presidency to show for it. 

Kenny: That was a nice reward. 

You've got twenty-nine local people, which 
is about ten more than any other company. 
Is anybody close? 

Kenny: I don't think anybody is close. I 
don't think anybody has the amount of 
records we put out, either, with the excep-
tion of Atlantic. 

Warner Brothers move at their own pace. 
They break what they want to break when 
they want to break it, and how they want to 
break it. Would you tend to agree with that? 

Kenny: I don't know if I agree with that. If 
you were in my office on a Monday or a 
Tuesday, it's the same pace as anybody's 
office in this field. Just because we're in 
Los Angeles, that doesn't mean that 
Warner Brothers headquarters is laid back 
and we do what we want when we want to 
do it, and everything's mellow--because it 
isn't. There's pressure from all angles. 
Everybody who delivers you a record 
believes that it's the best record. I want to 
break every record, but it's impossible. 
But when a major station hits something 
for me, and I know I've got something, then 
the pace quickens. Just like with 'Under 
The Bridge'. We thought we had a hit. We 
knew it was strong. Once we got the first 
couple of stations in, it started to steamroll. 
That was one very gratifying record to get. 

And you feel that having such a huge field 
staff gives you a decided advantage in that 
regard? 

Kenny: Definitely. We're able to take care 
of anything that arises at a given moment 
with twenty-nine people out there. 

How do you see the role of the local person 
having changed since the time you got in the 
business? 

Kenny: I wish it was still like when I got in 
the business because I remember the days 
of walking into WNEW and getting a 
record on right then and there, without any 
research, without a music meeting, without 
any MTV information. If it sounded good, 
it was an add. In the old days, each in-
dividual disc jockey had the power to play 
what they wanted to play on their show, so 
you had to work every disc jockey at the 
station. And it was very gratifying to walk 
in with a new Van Halen record and have 
it go right on the air -- in fact, I frequently 
walked right into the control room. Now, 
a local person needs to have much more 
information. They're definitely more in-
volved with other facets of the industry, 

like artists relations and bringing artists to 
the stations, making sure everything back-
stage at concerts goes well. There is much 
more of a total involvement required in 
every aspect of the job. 

It's amazing to think that you could work a 
jock and get a record on the radio. 

Kenny: Well, it definitely helped to be on 
great terms with Scott Muni, whom I make 
it a point to see every time I'm in the city. 

Let's talk about the Warner Brothers style a 
little bit more, especially as it contrasts to, 
say, Atlantic. Some might see it almost as 
East Coast Ì need this yesterday or else' 
attitude vs. the West Coast 'Say, listen, if it's 
not too much trouble could you maybe think 
about taking care of this'.... Do you hear 
that stereotype from time to time? 

Kenny: No, not since I've been here be-
cause I'm from the East Coast and I've got 
to live the way Atlantic does. That's where 
I got my training, in WEA in New York. 
I've got to have it today, too. 

Do you feel that is a label-wide state of 
mind? Do you sense that you're in synclz 
with the basic Warner Brothers mindset, or 
are you t̀hat high pressure east coast guy'? 

all doing that, so we can see enough people 
and get our business done that way. 

How much ofp hone pounding do you think 
is part of what falls under the umbrella of 
what the national staff should do? 

Kenny: We rely on the local staff at 
Warner Brothers for a lot of phone power. 
Any other person in my position will tell 
you that there are constant meetings with 
managers, artists, A&R people, etc. etc. 
Naturally, with five people in the depart-
ment, all of whom have special strengths 
and relationships, we manage to get to a lot 
of radio. The philosophy at Warner 
Brothers has always been to rely heavily on 
what the local people tell us. They are our 
ears and our eyes and our mouths out there 
at Radioland. I don't have the time to call 
200 stations. I get Dave Dannheisser to do 
it. Seriously, he doesn't have the time 
either. Besides, I've heard from radio 
people that if they're hit five, six times on 
the same record, it turns them off. So, I am 
a believer that the local person is going to 
tell me what's going on. And I have enough 
faith in my local person in that market to 
know what to expect. 

What do you think about the fly-in idea? 
You don't do that too often. 

Just because we're in Los Angeles, that doesn't mean that 
Warner Brothers headquarters is laid back and we do what we 
want when we want to do it, and everything's mellow—because it 

isn't. 

Kenny: Yes, that's me, but most of the 
national staff in the promotion department 
of Warner Brothers comes from the east 
coast. So, when you go up and down the 
hallways here on a Monday and Tuesday, 
you feel like you're in ,New York. When 
Stu Cohen, and I get our New York accents 
going, you'd think you're at 75 Rock. If I 
need someone to play a record, or I know 
someone is close to a record, I want it that 
week, not next week or "whenever you get 
around to it." Warner Brothers might have 
that laid back stigma attached to it, but I 
can assure you that whoever attached that 
stigma is not here on a Monday and Tues-
day in the promotion department. 

Warner Brothers style has always been a little 
more low key, as far as the big extravagant 
suites, and the big dollar dinners. Explain 
your philosophy about that. 

Kenny: We are in the process right now of 
examining conventions and suites and what 
making those big industry splashes really 
means. I'm not so sure that suites are the 
answer to getting business done because 
every suite I've ever been to is full of people 
I don't know. And it's not radio people I 
don't know, it's people off the street who 
get in, drink your booze, eat your food and 
just hang around. We're trying to be more 
cost efficient these days, and we're just 
re-examining that whole thing. It might 
not be a corporate decision, but I tend to 
think that way. And if I'm in charge of this 
department, I will continue to think that 
way. I'm not sure that you can get business 
done in that type of climate. I know the 
atmosphere is great and it's party time 
when everybody is together in one room, 
but I prefer to do dinners, or have a drink 
with someone in the lobby and discuss 
business. When we so to conventions now, 
my staff -- which is comprised of Dave 
Dannheisser, Patti Oates, Dave Lombar-
di, and Valerie Goodman -- hopefully are 

Kenny: If I have a band playing some-
where, I will do a showcase type deal. For 
a project that we're getting off the ground, 
and we feel strong about, and it's virtually 
an unknown band, I feel it's worthwhile. 

When is the last time you did something like 
that? 

Kenny: D.A.D. That was in New York, 
and we had other places around the 
country where we brought people in. 

That was a frustrating project. What is it 
about this band that people don't get? 

Kenny: They haven't played enough live. 
That's what I'd like to see happen in this 
country, for them to come over here and 
play live because they're killer. With the 
bidding war that went on with this band, it 
possibly was overhyped before it even 
started. Instead of people listening to this 
band and saying, Ẁhat a great fun band,' 
they went there listening with, 'Why did 
everybody pay all this money for this band? 
What's so special?' And if you go in with 
that attitude, it has to be Led Zeppelin to 
knock you out of your socks. Go m there 
with an open mind and a good attitude and 
you'll hear why Warner Brothers signed 
this band. If you go in there with 'Okay, 
prove it to me,' it's going to be hard to do. 
That's what happened with that band. I 
feel D.A.D. still has the potential, and we 
are sticking with them. And they will write 
a huge radio song someday. 

I noticed that WTPA hit this B̀ed of Roses' 
track from Radio Active Cats this week and 
they told us they wanted to beat CHR to the 
punch on what they felt was going to be a 
smash track.  What's going on with that 
record? Are you getting ready to chase it? 

Kenny: We are chasing that record at 
CHR. The feedback that we got from that 
record when we put it at AOR was -- and 
I'd like to know what the meaning of this is 
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Interview 

-- 'too poppy'. So, Stu Cohen and his staff 
decided that they'll give it a shot. Now, we 
are on the verge of getting some CHR 
interest. I applaud 'TPA for their insight 
to hit it before the CHR because if we go 
back to the Red Hot Chili Peppers, a lot of 
AOR stations added it after the CHR in 
the market. There were holdouts out 
there. 

I'll give you credit for sticking with the Al-
tered State. That was not an easy record. 
How did the gaine plan evolve? 

Kenny: Here's what 
happened with Al-
tered State: We 
came out with 'Step 
Into My Groove'. It 
did not connect. It 
came out last sum-
mer at a time when 
there was a deluge 
of product, which hasn't let up since. We 
had a couple of believers out there, but it 
wasn't enough to get this record over the 
hump, so we got off the record very fast. 
Then along comes Randy Chambers and 
KEZO, puts on 'Ghost Beside My Bed' in 
November, and starts telling us, 'Hey, 
you've  got  Pink  Floyd  meets 
Queensryche!' So, we promised manage-
ment we would take another shot with this 
band in the new year. We let the fourth 
quarter pass, and we got right into 'Ghost 
Beside My Bed' after the first of the year. 
If I had to highlight three other stations 
that helped us break this record, they'd 
definitely have to be WMMS, Pirate and 
KILO, with more coming in every week. I 
think that most of the radio people who 
read this interview will agree with me that 
as soon as we got the shot and you put the 
record on for us, it took care of itself for 
the most part. 

Isn't it fascinating that eveiybody--and I 
mean everybody-- at AOR radio initially 
said, 'Don't hear the record.' Now the lis-
teners have made it one of the most promis-
ing reaction records on the radio. 

Kenny: I'm going to defend AOR radio in 
that aspect because the first track didn't 
connect. They figured it was the second 
track and the first one stiffed. I'll be the 
first one to admit that we made a mistake. 
I would like to point out, though, that 
KUPD did get Top 5 phones for "Step Into 
My Groove." So, we never felt comfortable 
with just letting this proiect go on by, in the 
same vein as Radioactive Cats, when we 
gave 'Bed of Roses' a shot at the AOR level 
and it didn't catch on. Our A&R depart-
ment gives us great records. These two just 
got lost last October. We just felt that we 
owed it to the bands, to ourselves, and to 
our A&R department to go out and try and 
get these records played. In the case of 
Radioactive Cats, it still hasn't connected 
yet at , but they have the potential to have 
a big hit someday. 

Then once guys like Michael Luczak, Rich 
Hawk and Carey Curelop started getting 
reaction that's when the Machine kicked 
into high gear... 

Kenny: Yes, it's also the local person talk-
ing to every Music and Program Director 
and letting them know the updates that we 
get every week. My week begins on a Wed-
nesday, when we have a conference call 
with all our twenty-nine people and our 
regional marketing staff, which comprises 
six guys. We let them know what happened 
from our Thursday, Friday, Monday and 
Tuesday efforts. And we know what we're 

setting out to do in the following week. It's 
a constant communication. Our local per-
son is the person in the market. I can call 
as many radio stations as I can and tell 
them what Carey, Rich or Mike are doing 
with this record. But I depend fully on our 
local people and people like yourself. We 
need that constant communication. 

With as many superstars as your company 
has developed over the years, do you find 
yourself stepping on your own feet, as far as 
having to compete with your own product? 

Kenny: I don't see it lightening up. For the 
immediate future, I would say somewhere 
between staying the same and increasing. 
On a real good week, a Music Director has 
25 records or more they're dealing with, 
and frankly, I don't know how Music 
Directors can do that. I admire them 
beyond belief. Up to 25 records a week 
that they're getting hit on from all different 
labels and angles. And we've had a boom 
in our industry in the last couple of years, 
in terms of the amount of labels. Given the 
number of promotion people walking into 

radio stations, all of 
whom think their 
records are priorities--
you've got a Music 
Director that has a lot of 
pressure on him or her 
each week. I don't see 
that lightening up, 
either. 

Why hasn't Warner Brothers been more suc-
cessful in the hard rock arena, given the fact 
that Van Halen is one of the bi est hard 
rock bands in the world, if not the bi est? 

Kenny: We're getting into that more and 
more each day. For instance, we just 
signed Vince Neil this week. The sig-
nificance there is obvious. And Ministry is 
a heavy metal, alternative band that has a 
street buzz. Without any airplay, we're 
going to go out with something like 200,000 
on this record. There's an awareness on 
the street that this could be the next big 
thing for us. And we feel really strong 
about a band from Chicago on Def 
American called Trouble, that we will be 
shipping late June. That was a #1 Heavy 
Hitter album in your magazine the last time 
out. 

If someone comes back to me and tells me, 'Your record is 
terrible. It just doesn't fit our station,' I will accept that. But 
then I hear other records that sound like my record and they 
get on the radio station, and I wonder how they got on. 

Kenny: Actually, we've had pretty good 
luck, in terms of our superstars. They 
generally don't deliver us a record every 
year, and scheduling has worked out in our 
favor, where we don't have to work so many 
automatics once. The last instance I can 
think of was when we were still working the 
tail end of the R.E.M. record, and we had 
the ZZ Top record, and we had the Van 
Halen record come out. That's the last 
time we had three major acts working like 
that at one time. But basically, due to 
scheduling, when our groups record our 
albums, when we decide to put them out, 
we really don't have that much of a conflict. 
We try to avoid that, actually. 

How have changes in the industry affected 
the label's relatively low-pressure style? 
How do you feel about the amount of direct 
promotional support it takes to nail down 
play? And does Warner Brothers have a 
company policy about getting down and 
dirty with trading out CDs, CD players, and 
all that stufff or airplay? 

Kenny: Warner Brothers doesn't have a 
policy. If a radio station comes to me and 
wants to do a promotion that makes sense, 
I'll do it. Sometimes, I'm alarmed to hear 
what goes on, in terms of how records are 
getting on the radio these days. To me, it 
takes some of the joy out of it. It takes 
some of the love of music out of it. If 
someone comes back to me and tells me, 
'Your record is terrible. It just doesn't fit 
our station,' I will accept that. But then I 
hear other records that sound like my 
record and they get on the radio station, 
and I wonder how they got on. And then I 
find out. I know that we're in a business 
here. And I know that sometimes one 
hand washes the other... and sometimes, 
they both wash the face. However, it 
doesn't mean that I have to agree with it, 
even if I am part of it myself. There's a real 
big bidding war out there, in terms of each 
week, Monday and Tuesday. Unfor-
tunately, I think every record we put out is 
great, and radio doesn't. That's the dif-
ference of opinion that makes this world go 
around. 

Do you think that most of the major labels 
are pretty much playing by the saine rules in 
ternis of catalogues, promotions and other 
airplay incentives? 

Kenny: Yes, I feel the rules are the same. 
I'm not laying this on radio. I feel we 
created the monster, as well. 

Looking back over eighteen years of ex-
perience and seeing how it works now, do 
you envision the situation getting more in-
tense, staying the same, or lightening up? 

And the Bullet Boys is the other band you're 
grooming? 

Kenny: We had huge sales success with the 
first one, and the second sold well enough. 
They'll be back on the map early next year. 

What were they thinking about with THC 
Groove' as their first cut? And that was the 
band's choice, right? 

Kenny: Yes. At the time that record came 
out, I think we were being hit with hard-
rock-ballad-mania-craze. There were a lot 
of ballads out there. And the artist-
oriented company that we are, the Bullet 
Boys came to us and said, Ẁe want to rock 
with our first track.' We agreed. 

Can we expect Warner Brothers being more 
involved in the hard rock arena in the future? 

Kenny: Look at our WB/Reprise roster, 
and you'll see that we're getting into it 
slowly, but surely. Bands like LSD, Heavy 
Bones, Rhino Bucket, Trouble and Minis-
try. And there is some discussion within 
the label about creating out own hard rock 
departments. Nothing has been done, yet. 
But we are definitely looking at Epic, At-
lantic, and other labels that have hard rock 
metal departments. They realize that it's a 
viable format. And we share that feeling. 

Do you see these other labels enjoy an ad-
vantage in the competitive climate by having 
people specifically dedicated to those sta-
tions? 

Kenny: In metal departments, yes, I do. 

How do you feel that Adult Alternative is 
going? We started that chart about three 
months ago and we've had tremendous 
response to it. The stations have a real sense 
of community. Do you envision doing 
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something along the Adult Alternative, a la 
KBCO, KFOG, 'XRT direction? 

Kenny: Anything that includes the word 
'alternative', I'm in favor of. But in terms 
of putting someone in charge of them and 
promoting them, no, we haven't talked 
about moving in that direction. 

What band did you get the most satisfaction 
out of breaking? 

Kenny: Definitely Damn Yankees. The 
band came to us and asked us if we could 
get "Coming Of Age" played. I said, 'Sure. 
This sounds like a great record to me.' 
Taking that project to almost two million 
domestically has to be the highlight, espe-
cially since a number of A&R people 
passed on the record. And on top of the 
professional satisfaction there, the band 
was part of one of the greatest personal 
high points of my life. 

How's that? 

Kenny: The Gulf War Welcome Home 
Concert we did with WNOR in Norfolk 
last year. When the troops came home, 
Buzz Knight, Bruce Bird, Doug Banker, 
Bud Prager, and myself and powers that be 
here, arranged for the Damn Yankees to 
go in and play a concert for returning 
troops at Norfolk Airbase. It was probably 
the worst weather in concert history. The 
rain was coming down like you wouldn't 
believe. We pulled up to the front gate, 
and there was this MP standing there in 
knee-deep water. Tommy and Jack stick 
their heads out of the limo window and say, 
'Hey, man, sorry about this weather we've 
got here.' And the MP looks in the window 
and says, 'All that matters is that you're 
here.' And if I hadn't mentioned it before, 
thank you, Heidi for picking up Ted at the 
airport and helping us out. And the Damn 
Yankees did the best show I've ever seen 
them do. Breaking new acts is gratifying, 
but a very successful promotion makes you 
smile just as much. 

What seems to be about the toughest kind of 
record to break? 

Kenny: A record that you can't hear on 
first listen. Altered State is the perfect ex-
ample. Or maybe a record that strikes 
programmers as a little extreme, like Min-
istry which I mentioned earlier. However, 
I'm going to have sales, and I'm probably 
going to have a hip video, and I'm going to 
have a street level hip awareness with this 
record. Same thing with the J&M Chain. 
So, these records might be a tough close at 
mainstream AOR right now, but this is 
what's selling CD's and concert tickets, 
and I think radio is getting a lot more open 
minded about the genre. 

In Phil Hardy's interview, he said that 
dies only smell the smoke on an add or a 
new record. It takes the man in the big chair 
to really cut the deal,' i.e. the label people. 
Do you agree with that? 

Kenny: If an independent promoter is 
confident that they're going to get an add, 
and they have to work something out with 
the station, Dave Dannheisser or myself 
are the ones who will say yes or no. But 
there are some great independent promo-
tion people that we have good relation-
ships with. We've used them in the past, 
and they have helped us. I'll give you a 
perfect example, the Red Hot Chili Pep-
pers. But I basically agree with what Phil 
Hardy said. 

So, does Gene Romano return your calls? 

Kenny: I only call Gene Romano when I 
feel something is very important, and he 
will return my phone calls. 

Who's your favorite MD? 

Kenny: That's a Dannheisser question, 
isn't it? My favorite MD right now is Lor-
raine Caruso. WNEW was one of the first 
majors to add the Chili Peppers, and now 
they've added "Breaking The Girl." She 
has added the Jesus and Mary Chain. I 
think there are a certain group of Music 
Directors, like her, who are in touch with 
the street, who know about the viable 
bands first--and Lorraine is one of them. 
She's doing a great job getting new acts 
exposed on WNEW-FM. 

Have you ever hung up on anybody? 

in here, you do your job, you feel confident 
that you did your job, and you leave feeling 
satisfied. There's no one here pounding on 
your door, 'You've got to get this played, 
or we're going to die. You've got to get this 
one, or the group is going to leave the 
label.' In that sense, I guess we are con-
sidered laid back. But if I walk out of here 
confident that I've put in a full day's work, 
that's the trust that I was talking about. 

I know you've gotten close with a lot of acts 
on the label. Are you still friends with 
George Harrison? 

Kenny: Yes. I hear from him every now 
and then. He's in Maui right now. In July 
he'll be coming out with a double live 
album with Eric Clapton from the Tokyo 
concert. 

You corne in here, do your job, feel confident that you did your 
job, and leave feeling satisfied. There's no one here pounding 
on your door, 'You've got to get this played, or we're going to die.' 

Kenny: Only Jack Blades. The guy won't 
shut up. In fact, we have a desk and phone 
here for him once he hangs up his bass. 

What's the most frin part of your job? 

Kenny: Breaking new acts, without a 
doubt. Warner Brothers has an artist 
roster with a lot of established acts, but 
they weren't that way to start with. I was 
here when Van Halen was playing the 
Whiskey. To go through a lot of the bands' 
careers that are on this label, and see 
what's happening with them now, it's very 
gratifying. The Red Hot Chili Peppers are 
at 2 million right now, with no signs of 
slowing down. And even though Altered 
State hasn't sold what Red Hot Chili Pep-
pers will sell, it feels great to see that the 
message is getting across. I will tell you that 
after 18 years I still get the biggest buzz in 
the world when I hear a record that I'm 
involved with on the radio. I will always be 
a thrill to feel directly responsible for get-
ting a record on the radio and helping 
someone's career. 

Who do you think that the hottest program-
mer in the country is right now? 

Kenny: Even though he's temporarily just 
programming his microwave, I think it's 
Carey Curelop. I'm a record guy so I en-
joyed hearing all that new music, and he 
has obviously been a big part of the Altered 
State story. He has a passion for the music 
and when he adds a record he's excited 
about you can tell. He was actually yelling 
at us for not getting more stations quicker 
on 'Ghost Beside My Bed'. Plus you could 
always get him on the phone and it was no 
B.S. He won't be out of work for long. 

With the Time Warner merger, you suddenly 
inherited a parent company with major 
debut service. How has that affected your 
day to day activities? 

Kenny: It really hasn't. No one has ever 
been standing over my desk tapping their 
foot, saying that I've got to get records 
played to make money for this company. 

You've still got the same budgets, more or 
less? 

Kenny: Let's not kid ourselves. The 
economy right now is not the greatest in the 
history of this country. So, at Warner 
Brothers, we will examine some of the 
areas that we spend in, and try to cut back 
in areas in order to save a body. When I 
mentioned the word trust before, you come 

Have you heard any of the tapes? 

Kenny: It's fantastic. It's Beatles songs, 
the George Harrison Capitol years, the 
early 'Dark Horse' and the 'Cloud Nine' 
stuff that just has a whole new light on it 
with Eric playing. I know Eric played on 
some of those records anyway, but wait 'til 
you hear this one. 

So, he's a fairly regular guy, huh? 

Kenny: George is the kind of guy where, if 
you go in there scared or shy, or self im-
pressed because you're hanging with an ex 
Beatle, he picks up on it and he's turned 
off. Once you et past the fact of who 
you're dealing with, he's one of the most 
down to earth, caring, loving individuals 
you'll ever meet in your life. 

Speaking of that, we can't close without 
mentioning Phil Walden, Jeff Coo4 Jim 
Trapp, Roger Mayer and those wonderful 
folks at Capricorn... 

Kenny: Oh great, now I've got to put Rick 
Rubin and Mark DiDia's names in there 
somewhere. 

Consider it done. Say, did the Time Warner 
merger give you a lot more tie-ins with the 
other companies?  Can you get Kinney 
shoes, Time Magazine, or James Brown and 
Hendrix videos? Is there much sharing 
going on? 

Kenny: Outside of getting videos from 
Warner Music Video, and working with 
the motion picture department, not much. 

Can you get me the James Brown catalogue? 

Kenny: Sure.., for a free ad!

Catherine Wheel, "Ferment" (FON-
TANA/MERCURY)  A technique known for thousands 

of years to mankind, 
fermenting is a 
mysterious process 
that combines dis-
parate conditions 
and ingredients and 
makes something 
delicious if not in-
toxicating. Such is 
the first full album 
from  Suffolk's 
Catherine Wheel, 
one of the finest 
debuts of the season, 
if not the year. That 
distinction is not 
lightly proffered, 

and last year's targets within these pages, Smashing Pumpkins, 
were seen on the road in Europe with them earlier this year, then 
dispatched Stateside for a short tour leg. The "Black Metallic" 
CD single, as well as the import EP, has rallied adds at CIMX, 
KJJO, KUKQ, MARS-FM, KTCL and WNHU, with Heavy play 
at Live 105, WHTG and, top phones, already, at KRCK and 
KRZQ. Few bands could think to live up to the advance word 
from their live shows and EP's, "She's My Friend" and "Painful  
Thing," and Catherine Wheel demonstrate their superb calibre 
of musicianship and focus by matching nearly every expectation. 
We say "nearly," because while comparisons to (the equally 
excellent) My Bloody Valentine are natural, there is little 
similarity to the delirious sensuality of "Loveless" or "Glider"; 
Catherine Wheel is consummately indulgent, its profile some-
what saner. Tempered hooks are piercingly sharp, not 
hampered, through wrapped in bolts of raw, silky distortion, 
trimmed with mile-high vocal overdubs. Produced by Tim 
Friese-Greene (of Talk Talk fame), the full spectrum is con-
structed and destructed overhead by simple mood crescendos 
and fortissimos, a cathedral of gold leaf. "Shallow" splices wistful 
quiet to bombastic guitar overhangings with all the surrealistic 
majesty of a granite spires rising out of a still lake. "I Want To 
Touch You" is destined to be a future single; "Texture" and "Salt" 
bookend a track listing that is consistently stunning, such as 
"Flower To Hide," while "Indigo Is Blue" and "Tumbledown" are 
two of the brightest spokes. Evocative of whatever dreamy hazes 
you may shroud your sleep in, "ferment"  also raises the mind into 
a waking state of uncommon clarity and dimension. Not for 
those who sleepwalk through listening. Quite an intoxicant.

The Mess, "The Mess" (NEW ROSE FRANCE)/Dramarama, "Days Of Wayne & Roses (The Trash Tapes)"  

One of the most interesting things about Dramarama is their slavish devotion to doing things "the right way" 
in terms of record collectors and pop devotees. In other words, Dramarama has always understood the 
importance of non-LP B sides and one-off projects shrouded with funny names (i.e. The Bent Backed 
Tulips.) The latter penchant is probably the result of Chris Carter's life-long infatuation with the mystery 
of Klaatu--- but definitely harkens back to his humble origin as owner of the ultra-hip Looney Toonz record 
store. You know, strange things for those wacky college kids! The Mess is a sidecar for Chris Carter and 
Tommy Mullaney (Dramarama's version of Ian Stewart)--- recorded on glorious 16 track (in between 
studying the Nappi/Red tapes, of course.) Chris and Tom collaborated on 6 of these 10 tracks, with Carter 
taking the solo credit for opener "Silver Like A Dime." The remaining pair of tunes are the obligatory 
cover/tribute portion of the proceedings--- Brian Eno/Phil Manzanera's "Cindy Tells Me" (originally found 
on Eno's "Here Come The Warm Jets") and Robyn Hitchcock's "Tell Me About Your Drugs" (from his "Element  
Of Light" album.) Their version of "Cindy Tells Me" would be a great choice for airplay, picture Barrett and 
Bolan strutting about draped in red velvet blazers with saucers for pupils. Of the originals, "Swallowed Your 
Cure" (with guest vocals from John Easdale) is clearly the class of the lot, although Carter's (again) T. 
Rex-ian "Silver Like A Dime" isn't far behind. Chris and Tommy's obvious love of Bolan and Mott, as well 
as "flunky Dory"-era Bowie can be found all over tracks like "15 Minutes In The Street" (with a shade of 
"Rubber Soul" added to the mixture), "DragAround" and especially-- "The Ball." "The Mess" is limited to the 
import section as of this writing, But Chris is said to be working on a U.S. indie deal (possibly with Sol 
Rosenburg). The other entry in this heading is a "fanclub only" CD that encapsulates a vast array of 
Dramarama tidbits, so rare they haven't even wound up as "bonus" cuts! Until now, most of the tracks (or 
versions thereof) that comprise "The Days Of Wayne And Roses (The Trash Tapes)" have been limited to 

the cassette collections of the band's "special thanks to" list. These are demos that range from cassette/garage "off the board" quality, 
to tracks like the blank listed #17 ("Seven Seconds (More Or Less)")--- one of the most poignant slices of relationship hell Easdale 
has written to date. Fans of the band will have a field day, with the demos of "Some Crazy Dame" and the long sought after (and highly 
superior) full 6 and a half minute version of "It's Still Wamz." Personally, Easdale's acoustic live take of Lou Reed's "The Kids" (his 
favorite song) is reason enough to hunt this disc down, but on a broad scale there are many more. The "Crazy Horse" version of 
"Would You Like," "Punishment" (never finished), "Last Cigarette" (with John Wesley Harding) and the "Acoustic Methaqualone" take 
of "Train Going Backwards" are just a few other highlights. If you can't get a copy from REN Management, the band or Pat Pierson, 
find a primo piece of T.Rex/Alice Cooper memorabilia and deal direct with Chris Carter. (MM) 

Downy Mildew. "An Oncoming Train" (HIGH STREET) If you think that "eclectic" is a diplomatic way of saying 
"affected", then you need to redefine your vocabulary. Downey Mildew are entirely on their own plane, 
skimming off into semi-baroque moods, first heard on the Texas Hotel label with a self-titled EP, then two 
albums, "Broomtree" and "Mincing Steps." For an idea to the uninitiated, Downy Mildew bear a definite 
resemblance to Three Merry Widows crossed with 10,000 Maniacs and John and Mary (Natalie Merchants 
invited D.W. to open some dates in '88). Another bit of publicity serendipity fell at their feet when Michael 
Stipe directed the video for "Offering", from their last album, "Broomtree." But that was years ago, and such 
snippets of trivia are long since past tense. And what would you rather hear, silly trivia or songs of spiritual 
wonderment and covers of Burt Bacharach (found on their Triple X single). This is Downy Mildew's first 
album with the High Street label, a Windham Hill affiliate, but don't let that association disrupt your overall 
evaluation of their music. "Trading Jewels" and "Seconds Protest" are minimally decorated with cello, 
xylophone, layered vocals and guitar, exquisite to behold no matter what your prejudices may be. Don't for 

a minute confuse this with a women's tilt, guitarist Charlie Baldonado is equal writing partner with lead vocalist Jenny Homer, both 
founders of Downey Mildew, both contributors to the band's lilting graciousness. The EP, leading off with "Elevator," opened the 
airplay stream, with KRCIÇ WDET and WHTG giving it a first peek in light rotation. (High Street can be reached at 818-972-4242.)

The Stairs, "Mexican R 'N' B" (GO!DISCS/LONDON/PLG)  Who's done this before? For starters, this is not 
"Maximum," as in The Who album, but "Mexican." Retro has become an amusing game on the part of many 
a band hoping to pay respectful homage to their idols, whether it's Strawberry Alarm Clock or Syd Barrett. 
The Stairs have taken the latest step (get it?) towards the next best alternative to inventing a time machine. 
The cover echos the original Parlaphone Beatles albums, also like those albums that my father (I'm dating 
myself) bought by the dozen in the Fifties, all that's missing is the "Please File Under Pop/Rock Combo" 
in the top left corner. As far as the sound goes, it's in lovely, pristine mono. Where Matthew Sweet used 
a fade and return on "Divine Intervention" with an absolutely straight face, the Stairs' psychedelic "Mr 
Window Pane" ends with the phase shifter ending and your head shaking at their chutzpah. "Flying Machine" 
is just as funny as, if not funnier than, the Rutles. It's important to note that despite identical titles, "Sweet 
Thing" is not David Bowie's, and "Out In The Country" is not Three Dog Night's (actually written by Paul 
Williams originally). It's a shame that there's no vinyl to spin counterclockwise to check the backward 

messages of the title track. A la Creeps or Tater Totz, whose pastiche have amused us to no end, the Stairs have so totally embodied 
the era that there's not enough space to detail the allusions on this album. Suffice it to say that this will highly amuse you, whether 
you're remembering these times by first hand knowledge or from your older sibblings. (BR) 

Ephraim Lewis. "Skin" (ELEKTRA) The single name on the spine of this album is misleading, due to the collaborative nature 
of most media projects, unless you're Prince or Ian Broudie, the musical auteur theory only goes so far. 
Ephraim Lewis' debut is every bit the outcome of top notch collaboration with songwriting partner Jonathan 
Quarmby, whom he met in conjunction while working at the Comsat Angels studio. Comsat Angels' Kevin 
Bacon did some important legwork for the pair and is consequently album co-producer, and on a pair of 
songs, co-writer and bassist. "Skin" skillfully combines Marvin Gaye into a inconspicuous R&B mix with 
all the modern sensibility of Seal and Sting's recent solo albums. Ephraim's singing is low-key, stretching 
just as far as needed to hit all the notes in the right places. "It Can't Be Forever" gets play at WHTG and 
CIMX, an add at WDET, and WYEP coming onto the album early. "Drowning In Your Eyes," "Mortal Seed" 
and "Hold On" are dynamic and stirring, with saxophone and backup vocals tastefully rendered. Watch for 
the hit priority list to include this suave gentleman near the top. (BR)

Various Artists, "Downtown Does The Beatles Live At The Knitting Factory" (KNITTING FACTORY  
WORKS)  There was a time in the mid-70's when the fine line between rock and jazz was severely smudged; Herbie Hancock's 

"Headhunters," the Chick Corea Return To Forever projects, Mahavishnu, Weather Report, Henry Cow, 
Doldinger's Passport, Happy The Man and countless others meshed musical philosophy with a flick of the 
wrist. Even though "progressive" radio (at the time) tried to keep up, no matter how weird things got a 
"fringe" begged for feeding--- ready for the next mind meld of musical mutation and experimentation. The 
Knitting Factory was (when it began) the lone haven for artists a decade later who were faced with the 
disappearance of "free form" radio to spread the news. A performance space whose inhabitants could 
appreciate Anthony Braxton one night and a solo Alex Chilton the next, in a word--- a room with "integrity." 
This compilation collects house favorites doing cover versions of Beatles tunes, all recorded live through 
the five years of the club's existence. When music like this disappears it really will be time to kiss our 
collective asses goodbye, so please pay attention. As "out there" as you may initially feel these sounds to be, 
give Eugene Chadbourne's "A Day In The Life," Alex Chilton's "I Wanna Hold Your Hand" or especially 

Lydia Lunch/Clint Ruin's read on "Why Don't We Do It In The Road?" a test spin. If you haven't received a copy, call Michael Dorf 
(thank him in advance) and ask nicely, the number is (212) 219-3006. (MM)

The B-52's, "Good Stuff' (REPRISE)  Vindicated by the massive sales of "Cosmic Thing," The B-52's never have 

to fight from the confining ropes of a "flash-in-the-pan", nuevo wavo novelty attraction again. The 
band's good time has always contained a serious conscience, and they supported issues years ago that 
are just now becoming part of the median national vocabulary. "Good Stuff' is the title track from 
their forthcoming album (again produced by Don Was-- with help from Nile "Chic" Rodgers). And 
can you think of a better time of the year for new music from The B-52's? We don't think so! Long a 
staple af the summer abandon mindset, this new 52's offering will do nothing to slow the love.

After sporadic indie releases, 
Wailing Souls have been absorbed by 
the giant arms and ears of 
CBS/SONY, and elected to kick off 
the company's admirable new Chaos 
label excursion. Roots, rock and reg-
gae, with a fine touch of sheen, Wail-
ing Souls have been captivating 
audiences for the bulk of the last ten 

years. This EP has been skewed for our side of the dial, and 
stations like WBNY, WHTG, WNCS, KBCO, KRCK and 
WDET all have brains enough to get in on the first wave ofJah's 
love. Basically this is a simple thing. Look at the calender, place 
this advance sample in an audition deck, approve airplay rota-
tion and watch the phones light all night. Especially for the 
band's version of The Stones' "Exile" masterpiece, "Sweet Black 
Angel." (MM) 

Wolfgang Press, "A Girl Like You" (4AD/WARNER  
BROS" Wolfgang Press have all the qualities for enormous 

popularity: an armful of pop songs, a 
respectable discography, a supportive 
core audience and a label that won't 
accept no for an answer. They've 
been around since 4AD's earliest 
days, with "The Burden Of Mules" and 
"Standing Up Straight," to mention a 
couple, under their collective 
beltbuckle. "A Girl Like You" is the 
first song from the soon to be re-
released "Queer" album, originally put 

out last year, memorable with its cover of Randy Newman's 
"Mama Told Me Not To Come." That song is one of the two new 
additions to the track listing, so you can't say "been there, done 
that." Wolfgang Press is, of course, Michael Allen, Mark Cox 
(both formerly with Rema Rema) and Andrew Gray, and this 
latest single of theirs, with gospel chorus in tow, is going to be a 
monster. Insert exclamation marks of your own making here.

Peter Murphy, "You're So Strange" (BEGGARS  
BANQUET/RCA) This song was one of the highlights of his 

recent set at NYC's Limelight, and 
what a list, including an acoustic ver-
sion of "Marlene Dietrich 's Favourite 
Poem." The tour of this continent is 
already underway, with the Nymphs in 
support, and considering his dramatic 
personality, no show could possibly 
outbid it. The edit shaves about a 
minute and a half from the album ver-
sion, nipped and tucked by album 
producer Mike Thorne, curling up-

wards like a smoke trail from a smoldering fire. (BR) 

The Heart Throbs, "Outside" (A&M/ONE LITTLE  
INDIAN) Rose and Rachel Carlotti's pop vibe makes a shift 

from Elektra (who released their ex-
cellent "Cleopatra Grip" entrance) to 
A&M (here in The States) for the 
more poppy crush of "Outside." The 
band has produced themselves this 
Lime (Gil Norton did the debut), and 
in this first sample of the forthcoming 
"Jubilee Twist" album have stripped 
away drama, in favor of a direct, 
smack in the forehead hook. Girl 
group lush without saccharine over-

load, the coaxing croon of Rose cements a seductive audio aura, 
augmented with bursts of Hammond and tribal propulsion. 
Highly recommended. (MM) 

The Lightning Seeds, "Sense" EP(s) (MCA) There are 
two versions of this EP lurking about. 
First is the "industry promo" that holds 
the album version of the sumptuous 
title track (written by Ian Broudie and 
former-Specials/Fun Boy Terry Hall), 
as well as an alternate mix of "The Life 
Of Riley," a cover of Syd Barrett's 
"Lucifer Sam" and (last but not least) 
Broudie's past as The Care (with Paul 
Sampson-- who later formed The 
Wild Swans) on the very rare "My 

Flaming Sword." All we can ask is, "Where the hell is The Care's 
"My Boyish Days (Drink To Me)"? Oh well, enough nitpicking. 
"Sense" was a depth choice for many, and stations like WDRE, 
LIVE 105 and KJQN are still banging the track. You should be 
aware that the actual "commercial" release of this EP contains 
other non-LP goodies like a swingin' cover of Thunderclap 
Newman's "Something In The Air" and "Open Goals."

A few years back Sonic Youth's Thurston Moore needed a 
band for his own, freshly, formed label (Ecstatic Peace 
Records), finally succumbing to tradition after advertising 

phoney names of fictitious outfits. As a historical aside, one of 
the handles Moore used in those early averts was Dim Stars. 

Thurston felt it best to flesh out his 
fledgling roster with bands all 

startedby-himself, which is exactly 
how Dim Stars became a reality. En-
listing Sonic-mate Steve Shelly, 
Shimmy Disc/Gumball guru Don 
Flemming and the legendary  

Richard "Blank Generation" Hell, 
Dim Stars made their debut waxing 
with a cover of Hell's "You Got To 
Lose." The rest as they say, is his-
tory! Now Dim Stars have finished 
an entire LP, and the eponymously 

titled disc features other Dim wanabees like ;ad Fair and 
Robert Quine. Of the 15 tracks on this CD (including the 
bonus "Dim Star Theme"), only two are covers--- Howlin' 
Wolfs "Natchez Burning" and Marc Bolan's "Rip Off." Al-

though it could be considered another cover, we suggest trying 
their remake of Hell's "Downtown At Dawn," as well as new of-
ferings "She Want's To Die"--- or Flemming's "Stray Cat 

Generation" for a taste of what Dim Stars are really all about. 
And don't forg,et to mention the soon to be released Sonic 
Youth album, 'Dirioz," when you share this side project with 
your audience reveling all the while that real punk rock still 
has a voice.... èause & Effect inspired a prettytair airplay rip-
ple with "You Think You Know Her" from their Nastymix 
release of a while back.

Remake/Remodel 
The riot on Sunset Strip that marked the punk/pop explosion of 
L.A. in the early 80's is often misunderstood in retrospect. Ex-
isting hand in hand with the prehistoric pogo precursor to slam 
dancing was a wealth of pure pop kids. The Salvation Army 

was one of the finest. Their self-titled 
1982 release (on Frontier, naturally) 
was like a phosphorescent rodent 
doing love laps on a strobe lit indoor 
track field. Although spewing forth 
exhilarating, breathless excursions 
into the nether regions of power pop, 
The Salvation Army were soon to be 
bogged down with a very serious 
bat-ch of lawsuits, forcingthem to 
chang.e their name to The Three 

repackaging of that debut  aivation  
Cloc  "Befour Three 1CCfcîc  ' is a 

Army" paisley underground master-
piece, re-issued on vinyl as tar back as 1985. This CD adds 
nine bonus goodies to the original re-issue's measly 10 tracks. 
Michael Quercio's ephemerarprotolpower-psyçhedelic-punk-
pop is at its best on 'She Turns To Flowers, "Mind Gardens," 
"Going Home,""The Seventeen Forever" and "Happen Hap-

pened."... Preceding the great "punk rock" onslaught of the mid 
to late 70's was a decidedly British niche known as "pub rock." 
Bands like Dr. Feelgood and Brinsley Schwarz (with Nick 
Lowe) were pioneering a "back to basics" rebellion against 

weird time signatures and 15 minute long excuses for individual 
solos, in favor of a more traditional approach. Ian Dury first 
surfaced during this period as a member of Kilburn And The 
High Roads but it wasn't untilyears later, during the "Be Stiff' 
rebirth that 1Durywould make his mark with the anthemic "Sex 
And Drugs And Rock And Roll." Ian continued to provide ex-
periments in pop, in fact his "Reasons 
To Be Cheerful" (Part Three)" was an 
ice-breaking precursor to "dance 
music" getting acceptance in those 
embryonic "new wave" clubs. Rhino 
(as usual) has taken the pains to as-
semble ([or the first time) Ian Dury 
And The Blockheads best loved dit-
ties on 'exAndPrygs jnd Rod.; And 
Roll: The Bp¡Of fart DuryAnd The  
Dkckheae. Tracks like 'Sweet Gene 
Vincent, Wake Up And Make Love 
To M,e " "Inbetweenies" and especially 
"Hit Me With Your Rhythm Stick" are 
sure to stir the old memory bank, and don't be shocked to find 
a whole generation in need of their initial exposure.... All of us 
should dig deep for an ebullient cry of joy and thanks toward 
our eclectic buddies at E.S.D. for their brilliant repackaging of 
two of The Residents most sought after pieces of music. 
"Whatever Happened To Vileness Fats" (originally on Ralph 

Records circa 1984) and "The Ççti-
" (from a very rare 1985 

redo eerease) lave been com-
bined on a single disc. Long out of 
print, and more in demand than the 
average Joe would think, these early 
stabs at film work are testament to 
the brilliance of a band always 10 
years ahead of the pack. No, there 
are no singles here, but an education 
is certain)/ in order, and well worth 

the effort. (MM)

Helmet, "In The Meantime", Interscope.... They 
(Pige II a milton-vocals/guitar, Peter Mengede-guitar, Henry 

Bogdan-bass and John Stanier-
drums) were the prize in one of 
the hottest and most intense bid-
ding wars in recent times; the heir 
apparent to the current tidal 
wave of industry buzz. And they 
rode off into the studio with a 
hefty contract as a result. One 
thing that differentiates them 
from the standard pack of "next 
big things" however, is that 
there's not just the usual "buzz" 

surrounding this band. It's more like a solid wall of noise and it 
reaches beyond the industry know-it-all circles. Helmet are (and 
have been) packing clubs for some time now, and turning sundry 
little venues into grueling pits of sweat and energy. The alterna-
tive types have been grooving to them since their debut 1990 
release (on Amphetamine Reptile Records) "Strap It On" and 
the "Unsung" 7" which was circulating on the air this year (plus 
the band have previous ties to Band Of Susans via Page). It 
seems a bit odd, that metal never seemed to take more than a 
passing interest in them until just recently. Their tightly played, 
hardcore power grooves, complex rhythms, thick sound and raw 
vocals would suggest a perfect match. Ah, but then I've a feeling 
we're all gonna get quite "familiar" with this monster of a band 
rather quickly (in about 3:11 maybe). I'd honestly never heard 
note one from them (though the raves were many) until some 
friends took me over to the now defunct club Beowulf during 
CMJ to see them (they looked so... collegiate). I was floored by 
a wave of crushing sound so huge it was scary, and I wasn't 
isolated in my reaction. Jaws were dropping all around me, in a 
sea of bobbing and swaying sweat-ripened bodies (it was way 
beyond packed), and you couldn't have pried me out of there 
for anything. Now you get to hear why. "In The Meantime" is your 
first extra-chunky taste of Helmet's weighty, straight-forward 
power grind. The structure's clean and airy, but the delivery and 
guitar depth makes for a totally solid piece of work. Lyrically 
striking as well, Helmet pull no punches... they just rip right 
through you with power and precision. And this is just the tiniest 
hint of what is yet to come. Strength, vitality, youth, aggression, 
intellect and volume (it's basically a prerequisite that you crank 
these guys at all times). The full LP's still a couple weeks off, so 
"In The Meantime"... 

Alice In Chains, "Would?", Columbia.... If it 
seems like I've been raving about this group for years, well... I 

have (time does fly doesn't it). I 
can't help it. First, with the 
groundbreaking,  "Facelift" 
album, which essentially set the 
Seattle wheels into full motion, 
this year's "SAP" EP (which is just 
so brilliant) and now, the first 
single from the forthcoming 
"Singles" movie soundtrack (to be 
released on Epic in July). And 
since the EP convincingly left us 
wanting more (much more) from 

the Chains gang, what better than to come with a track from 
them first. They certainly are in good company too, with Pearl 
Jam, Soundgarden, Mudhoney, Screaming Trees, Jimi Hendrix, 
Mother Love Bone, Smashing Pumpkins and more, among the 
other contributors to the soundtrack. Perhaps they should of just 
called the movie, "Seattle". I hear the flick's very promising 
anyway, with a few of the above mentioned artists making ap-
pearances. So, I guess as you might expect, I'll be gushing some 
more. So many of my favorite artists in one place... I could just 
swoon. As for Alice, they seem able to do no wrong. Proving with 
every consecutive outing their continual growth and musical 
maturity. Showing that all the hype was well founded and real. 
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Still maintaining their edgy intensity; that borderline darkness, 
but floating into more melodic and colorful realms. With 
"Would?", they captivate with a low menacing groove, 
sandwiched between a flowing bed of melody (heightened by a 
strong building chorus) and Layne Staley's always impressive 
deep raspy tones. Still heavy, but even more well rounded over-
all. Alice In Chains are moving carefully beyond the "metal" label 
they've carried so long now, and by the sound of it, are ready to 
set the world at large, on fire. And why not, they have the talent, 
the voice and the songs. "If I would, would you?" 

Black Sabbath. "TV Crimes", Reprise.... There's been a 
lot of curiosity about this latest rendition of Black Sabbath. 
Ronnie James Dio as I'm sure you all know by now, is now 
comfortably settled, back in the line-up, alongside stalwart 
legends Tony Iommi, Geezer Butler and Vinny Appice. Our first 
sampling of their latest work came by way of the now infamous 
Wayne's World soundtrack (a proven success at making classic 
hits from older bands sound like new sensations) and the track 
"Time Machine". It's amazing that after all these years Sabbath 
continues to churn out hard hitting rock songs that are capable 
of rivalling those produced by young new acts, many of whom 
have so obviously been influenced by them (from Trouble to 
C.O.C.). For many, the Ozzy era of Sabbath represented the 
glory years. For fans of Dio, his addition to the band vocally was 
unparalleled. This marks a great new turn of events for the band 
and RJD. A strong step for the careers of both (though I have to 
admit I loved Tony Martin's contributions to the last couple of 
records as well). Ronnie's voice though, is classic and still as 
powerful and heavy as ever. Iommi's guitar is as unidentifiable 
as ever, and as you will hear, they keep pace with the times very 
well. The new album is "Dehumanizer" which hits the streets June 
30th, and the first track and video is "TV Crimes" (naturally about 
televangelism and media pick-pocketing). Fast and punchy it 
gallops along a steady (heavy) bed of chug and grind (a nice thick 
sound), with that killer voice growling along. I know, no convinc-
ing is necessary at all with this legendary group, so you know what 
to do and... enjoy. 

A "Fit To Be Tied". Restless.... You know, some-
times it's strange. You get a record from a new band and bells 

start ringing all over the place. In this case, 
it was because this band is not exactly new 
to me. In fact, years ago I wrote up their 
debut effort, "The Ugly Truth" (released on 
Enigma--remember them?). It all comes 
rushing back. I liked them back then, so 
not surprisingly I knew what to expect --
and I wasn't let down. Aversion are a sonic 
four piece who sound incredibly like early 

Metallica, most notably in lead vocalist Christian Fuhrer's very 
Hetfieldish voice. The band understands the comparisons and 
work at making this their own, but do check the spoof that follows 
the dead air after the very last song. But, don't let that scare you 
away, because there's an obvious abundance of talent here. Fired 
up and intrusive, Aversion are collectively a well oiled machine 

and individually, fine musicians as well (the band now consists 
of founding member Dash-guitars/vocals, Mick Palmesano-
drums and Skelly Cason-bass). Thundering rhythms twist their 
way through a maze of bizarre treatments (it's not your ordinary 
thrash mind you), allowing the songs a unique texture. So 
promising they are that according to the bio, the band had 
interest from some seriously big name producers (Mutt Lange, 
Phil Spector). I'm glad to report that our friend Tim Bomba 
wound up with the gig and the tough, crisp production speaks 
worlds for his talent. With all the new twists and alterative turns 
a lot of the staple thrash bands have been experimenting with 
lately, it's kind of refreshing to hear a band just going ballistic 
for all their worth. Of course, there are some bizarre musical 
ideas here and there on this impressive album too. Check out 
"Criminal", "Vodka Frenzy" and "Dry Up-Blow Away" for a sam-
pling of it. Otherwise check the full tilt of "Hung", "Falling Full 
Circle" or "Nothing". Now if only something could have been done 
about the artwork (it takes away from the otherwise impressive 
overall package). A few early birds jumped on "Fit To Be Tied" 
this week (WVFS, WZMB, WJUL and WKPX). There's plenty 
of reason to join 'em.

Scatterbrain. "Mama Said Knock You Out". (From  
Encino Man), Hollywood... When I got the full soundtrack 
album last week, I first scanned the track listing on the back.

Cool J.?!! Well, y'know then again.., who 
better.

The Scattered ones are 
known for their metallic rap and roll, and a completely off the 
wall sense of humor, so really they had a lot to bring to an already 
great song such as this.

Guitar leads 
where there were none, a faster pace and a massive drum beat, 
keep it cruising without loosing the original flavor of the song. I 
don't know how L.L. feels about it, but I think this cut's in for a 
good run of success. I'm hoping like crazy there's an equally fun 
video. The track's already picked up a couple of new adds at 
WGIR and WZMB, while the full soundtrack landed a handful 
too at: WBIM, WCWP, WKNC and WLFR. And, of course the 
Vince Neil tune keeps rolling along as well at KISW, KSAQ,

Ah, what a wonderful 
run it's been so far for the inimitable Henry Rollins and his fine 

group of fellow musicians (Andrew 
Weiss-bass, Chris Haskett-guitar, Sim 
Cain-drums and Theo Van Rock on 
sound). Peaking Top Five at metal radio 
(and having done fairly well at Alternative 
as well), a few months down the road, the 
"End Of Silence" album is still Top 15 here 
on the hard side. Talk about longevity, 
with "Low Self-Opinion" still at the fore, 
the Rollins Band is still pounding away on 

KWUR, KDJK, KVHS, WLFR, WRFL, WSOU, WVFS, 
WVVX, WZMB, CFOX, KISW, KUSF, KZAK, WBAU, 
WCWP, WDHA, WDWN, WERS, WGIR, WICDU, WNYE, 
WTSR, WXCI, WXIN, WXVU, WHJY, WKNC and WXDR. 
And so how about a new single to focus in on... "Tearing" is an 
excellent choice because it embodies all the fierce determination 
and anger you'd expect from this man, but it also showcases the 
band's explorations into a jazzier more metallic hardcore style. 
A smearing of the lines towards a wonderfully abrasive acces-
sibility. Loaded to the hilt with sharp guitar accents, it bites and 
chomps along with Rollins' angry outbursts -- an obvious high-
light as he yells "It's hard to be alone, but it's harder to be with 
you... sometimes things don't work out and it tears me apart". 
We've all been there before eh? And that's a huge part of the 
Rollins magic. He writes about real life in a way that's instantly 
relatable. The CD single should be on your desk now. Try 
"Tearing" it shreds. 

Blitzspeer,"Man In Black". Epic.... New York's own blast 
pack are currently out on the road with Motorpsycho and it's a 

show you shouldn't miss. Blitzspeer are a 
wonderful street raised bunch who bend 
all the rules and make them their own. 
They take the teachings of punk and 
hardcore and inject them into their own 
brutal metal mix. Phil Caivano slams his 
vocals through powerfully, bordering on 
total angst, and the band are hot on his 
heels the whole way. Currently, their 
debut album (as you'll recall their first 

record was an impressive live EP) is still hanging onto the metal 
charts at 38* following a nice cannonball run up into the Top 
Fifteen. To keep the project up and rolling a little while longer, 
as the band works its way across the nation, the label's shipping 
a strong new emphasis track--"Man In Black". This is no ordinary 
CD Pro however. It's an album's worth with band ID's fronting 
each song. Pretty hip, but then we've come to expect nice little 

surprises like this from Epic Metal. Not only do you get the new 
single, but you &et a fast refresher course on the whole kit and 
kaboodle. The liners are also included sans songs, so you can do 
your own thing with them. So enjoy. The LP's still crankin' on 
WXTB, WZMB, WCWP, KLBJ, WLFR, WVBR, WVCR and 
WXIN among others. 

Century 
Media....One of the most well known members of the full blown 
hardcore/metal movement of the '80's, the Cro-Mags are back 
(finally), after landing a new home at Century Media. And by 
the looks of it, bunches of you were feeling the anticipation 
pretty strongly. This week, with the record out just a couple of 
weeks, "Alpha Onzega" took a nice 9 spot leap up from 26-17* on 
Hard Hitters, with still lots of room to move at the top. Not bad 
considering the overcrowded conditions on the chart of late. 
Apparently, folks are enjoying the new more streamlined direc-
tion of the music (influenced no doubt by the addition of new 
members, guitarist Gaby Abularach and drummer David Di-

Dan: This is Dan Arlie, unless I say some-
thing stupid, then it's Eric. 
Okay, first I want to se congratulations on 
a great record. It's realty nice when you get a 
..record that's this different for a change. 
Dan: Thank you very much. Yeah, it is 
different. I don't know if we're gonna sell 
a lot these or whatever, but I'm really kind 
of proud that we've got, for whatever it's 
worth, our own sound-. In this day and age, 
you don't hear much of that. 
It's a rarity. 
Dan: Sure is. Well, it's risky because I 
mean the thing I think most people get 
into music for, is because they want to 
make gobs of money. It's a stupid thing 
to do to come with a new style of music 
if you want to make gobs of money, play 
it safe. 
Yeah, I think it's just been a curse late. 
Yknow it's been said a zillion times, how 
everyone is trying to focus in on one 
sound and trying to reproduce it a mil-
lion times instead of looking for the next 
new thing. 
Dan: Right, milk that sucker for all it's 
worth. 
Exactly.  That's why I really want to 
thankyou for that originality, as corny as 
that sounds. It makes my job more inter-
esting and fun. 
Dan: Thank you for appreciating that. 
I'm really kind of knocked out at the 
response we've gotten, because I 
thought people were gonna go, "What 
the hell is this? It's different! Ahh! It's 
evil!" Although, there are one or two 
cowtown loser people that said they 
didn't like it, but for the most part the 
reaction has been a lot more positive 
than I could have ever hoped for. 
People are just diggin' it, which is really 
coot. 
A lot of my metal reporters are what_you 
might call second-listen winners.  They 
heard it the first time, just kind of were con-
fused and didn't know what to make of it at 
first. 
Dan: Oh yeah, most good music does that. 
With me, I know that's true. 
And then the second time a bunch of then 
called in and said, "God, I really listened to 
it and it was great. It finally sunk in." 
Dan: You know something. That was kind 
of on purpose. When you re writing a song 
you can vane the degree of hookmess to 
longevity. That doesn't make any sense, 
hold on a sec, bear with me. If you have a 
song that is incredibly hooky right off the 
bat, you go... a perfect example (singing) 
"My baby takes the morning train, he works 
from 9 to 5 and then..." It's an instant hit, 
an instant hook and everything. Unless 
you're seriously into that stuff you're 
probably not gonna listen to that for a long, 
long time. That doesn't mean it's a bad 
song but... And then there are songs that 
have a lot of longevity for me, because it 
might take a whife before you understand 
what it is they're doing. A perfect example 
of how that happened with me, is when I 
got this album by Led Zeppelin, "Physical 
Graffiti". I got it for the simplest song on 
the album -- the "Wanton" song. It goes 
"Da da da da da", real simple, right? I got 
it and went, "Oh killer, I got it!" This song's

TE-HEL-YA-RIDE 
A Chat With T-Ride's.Dan Arlie and Eric Valentine 

Looking for something a bit unconventional? Something unique that refuses to conform to the rules and transcends musical 
boundaries by leaps and bounds? T-Ride just might be the ticket you're looking for. Three musicians (Dan Arlie-bass/vocals, Eric 
Valentine-drums/backing vocals and Jeff Tyson-guitars/backing vocals), joined by common interests and goals, never really seeking 
anything more than to make music according to their rules, are discovered after a friend sends a tape to some label types. And they 
came rushing in. So goes the story behind T-Ride's signing, and you should all have in your possession, the fruit of their labors --
their self-titled debut (produced by Valentine), featuring the two tracks currently tearing up radio, "Zombies From Hell" and 
"Backdoor Romeo". A tremendous and huge sounding production, the LP showcases the band's unique ability to utilize vocal 
harmonies as a highly effective complement to the three instruments. It's strange and beautiful. Their's is not the typical story and 
they are not your average star-crossed musicians either. Young, talented and full of good humor, T-Ride are definitely the wave of 
the future. We managed some quick phone time with Dan and Eric last week and this is how it unfolded.... 

Yeah, well or a three-piece you certainly 
have a really big sound. 
Dan: Well you know, the thing is, we're 
just all busier than most bands up there, 
'cage usually if you get 5 guys, there's one 
guy just playing the-bass and not singing 
anything. We're just all busy beavers up 
there. Doin' our part for God and country. 
Eric: Yeah, you're just trying to keep all 
the parts as interesting as possible to play 
because we're gonna have to play this stuff 
five nights a week and whatever for the 
next year. And also we're so meticulous in 
the studio, takin' our time. Sometimes a 
drum part might take a week to get it 
right. It better be very interesting if I'm 
gonna have to live with it for that long, 
or I'd just get sick of it. Hopefully, then 
in the long run, it may be more interest-
ing to listen too as well for people. 
Dan: Could you imagine what it would 
probably be like to just play, like the 
easy hoolcy stuff over and over... 'Cause 
this is stuff you iave for the rest of your 
life. Eventually, you'd be like the fat-
bloated-on-the-toilet-psycho dom' 
drugs. 
You can only pirouette and do stag leaps 
so many times on stage before it stops 
being fun. 
Dan: Yeah, we've only been playing 
shows for a while, but it s kind or fun to 
see how much more kick you can put 
into the song every time you play it, and 
that way they're still interesting. Ask 
me that same question two years from 
now and I'll be going, "God, I hate these 
songs?" 
Eric: How did you do that Dan? You 
developed an English accent! 
How much stage time do you guys actual-
ly have, because your really studio 
people, right? The labels kind of found 
you through your connections... 

Dan: Yes, we've been playing shows for 
about a month and half, two months. 
Eric: Yeah, somethin' like that. 
And you're not finding it difficult to get this 
music across live? 
Dan: No, it's kind of fun. It sounds dif-
ferent, you know because we don't have 
the layered harmonies, but we are singing 
three part harmonies between the three Of 
us and I think in a way it's much more 
interesting. When you're singing har-
monies in a studio everything just sounds 
like a wall of chords right. And you can't 
really .hear the individual movements of 
the voices as much as when you hear it live. 
You can actually hear three guys singing. 
I think that's a little bit more interesting, 
actually. It's definitely different. There s 
a reason to come see us live. It's not gonna 
be just the album with us jumping around 
on stage tossing our do's... our hairdos, not 
doo doos. 
Ah well, you never know these days. How's 
the reaction been from the crowds? 
Dan: We were booed off stage once. No, 
we're actually getting encores. Our first 
show man, after the end of the first song, 
there was that little silence. See, we don't 
fade out ny song. I don't know why we 
don't, we just don t. Fade outs just get on 
my nerves. 
Eric: The audience lets us do all the detail-
ing. 

got like two parts, real simple, great song 
though. I listened to that over and over 
and over. The rest of the songs, the whole 
album -- I listened and went, "What the hell 
is this? It just didn't make any sense. Led 
Zeppelin did some weird stuff at the time. 
Then I sorta started getting another song, 
and went "This is kinda coal" and I'd start 
listening to that. And then another song 
and another, and by the time I liked the 
entire album, it took like a year. Now I love 
it. It's got lonpvity. You can try to design 
longevity into it, but you kind of suffer in 
pick up appeal, which is cool. I'd rather 
have that. 

Eric: And the one song you don't listen to 
as much now is the "Wanton" song. Which 
we listened to a billion times when we first 
got it. 
Dan: Right, now I pull out the album and 
I never listen to that song, because I al-
ready got the idea for the fifth or sixth 
when I've heard it. 
Well, the cool thing about your record was 
you went out with "Zombies From Hell", 
which is very rhythmic and catchy, but in a 
very different way. It has a really strong 
chorus, but it's not an obvious hook. It kind 
of caught people's ears in other ways... I 
think the vocathamtonies really work to that 
effect too. 
Dan: Yeah, the harmonies weren't 
designed to make us... Well, first of all, 
none of the stuff was designed to get on the 
radio. I'm really surprised we're getting as 
much airplay as we are because I just 
though  you know, this is not written to 
be prayed on the air. The hookiness that 
comes from the harmonies is sort of a 
bonus, because the reason that we have so 
many harmonies is because they're a really 
good way to get chords across. Especially 
when your only instruments are melody 
instruments -- guitar, distorted electric 
guitar and a bass guitar, and you don't have 
the keyboards or anything. It's really hard 
to get chord changes across, so harmonies 
do that really well for you. In that respect 
they're an important part of the song. 
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Dan: Yeah, so after the first song at the 
first show ended, there's this little silence 
where the audience didn't know it was 
gonna end. They were shocked and 
stunned; stunned like a harp seal. 
Oh man, how sad. 
Dan: With a club upside it's head. And 
I'm like, "Oh, God this is it, should I run?" 
And  all  of  sudden...  "AH-
HHHHHHHH111,11 " That was me, the 
audience didn't do anything. Nah, actual-
ly people have been asking for encores, 
but we ve only got one album, so what are 
we gonna do? Go up there and tap 
dance. 
You kind ofg ot signed out of the blue from 
what l'in told, so did you have these songs 
already written (being the studio hounds 
that you are), or did you just sit down and 
write specifically for this album? 
Eric: We only had four songs when we 
got signed, and the rest of them came 
afterwards. 
Dan: We weren't even trying to get 
signed. We didn't think we were gonna 
get signed. We didn't really think about 
it. 
Yeah, you did things very unconventional-
ly. 
Dan: Yeah, we did everything back-
wards. One of the main reasons is that 
we were very involved in the music scene 
going on in California and recordin' 
people and whatever. All these people 
were going like, "Yeah, we're putting a 
band together, we're gonna dress this 
way, we're gonna play this style, and 
we're gonna sell a lot of records and I'm 
already lookin' for mansions in Beverly 
Hills." It's like, "What kind of music do 
you guys do?" "Oh, it's not important, we 
just want to make it big!" So, we didn't 
really think there was a chance that we 
were gonna get signed, not being like a 
glam "band or having some kind of at-
titude or image or whatever the hell. 
We're just malin' music. We thought 
maybe if this stuff gets really good we'll 
take it from there. rt was really just in the 
hobby stage. It started getting enough 
buzz around it that the music industry 
just came to us -- literally came through 
our front door with the glowing contract 
in hand. 
Eric: Laaaaaaaaaaa! 
Dan: And we signed our lives away and 
now we're broke! Broke as a mother 
rcker! 
Maybe not for long. You guys came in at 
really fortunate tinte because the taste of 
the American fans is changing so much, 
they are demanding -- finely — different 
kinds of music. They're kind of getting 
tired of that... 
Dan: Same old crap? 
Yeah, that fast food type music, you know? 
Dan: Yeah, and I can understand that. 
The thing is, we're fans first and we're out 
there paying $12 or more, to go see rock 
shows too, and it gets on your nerves after 
a while seeing all these guys... "Here's the 
new band, and they are just pretty as you 
please, or here's the new guy that's just 
really macho and he's got a lot of at-
titude." And it's like 'Wait a minute! 
The music sucks!"  We're fans first, 
musicians second. It really does get 
frustrating buying an album and basicálly 
getting the feeling you've been ripped off. 
It's like, "Wow, these guys didn t do this 
record because they like the music, they 
did it because they thought they'd sell a 
lot of records." 
Eric: You know how it is. You buy a 
record and it's got a picture of them on 
the cover, a picture of them on the back, 
a picture of them on the sleeve and then 
it just happens to come with a record. 
We didn t even want a picture on our 
record, you know? 

Dan: We begged... "Can we just not have 
a picture can we not have an image, can 
we just like be this magical musical en-
tity'?" And they go, "Oh no!" You know, 
the record company is like MOM, "Oh, 
you've got such a pretty face! Oh come 
on now, don't cover it with that hair!" 
Yeah, Dyana wasn't sure about sending 
me press photos for titis interview. 
Dan: Yeah, well... We'd like to just be 
hidden behind the curtain. 
Eric: The emphasis has been on the 
music from the very beginning, you know. 
That's why it took so long to do the 
record. We're not out there trying to 
make bucks, or whatever. We took our 
time in the studio and made sure every-
thing was absolutely perfect, the very best 
music we could do. That's where the 
emphasis is. And that's where it's gonna 
stay, it's not gonna stray. 
It's also a little bit of an unusual thing that 
the record, being your first, was produced 
by Eric. 
Dan: I think it's a blessing, because 
whether the producer is in the band or 
just kind of married to the band, it's a 
really good thing to have one who can 
work with the band throughout its career. 
The Beatles had that, right? Because the 
producer grows and gets to know the 
music and becomes like a fourth or fifth 
member or whatever. Led Zeppelin had 
Jimmy Page. All the great bands, they 
had one producer. Like Mutt Lange with 
Def Leppard. If you had a different 
producer for every album, it'd be kinda 
like having a different band member for 
every record, except that I think 
producers can be more important than 
band members. They're the guys that 
take the whole sound and mix up in a pot 
and decide what's gonna be the finished 
product. We are self-contained and 
that's good. 
I'm kind of amazed that the label folks 
were very open to that. 
Dan: Well, they actually at first tried to 
sell us on having a couple of other guys 
do it, but what we did was we spent up all 
the money really quick so we couldn't 
afford anybody. 
Eric: You get kind of a bait and switch. 
They tempted us to the label by saying, 
"Yeah, yeah, we'll let you do everything 
yourselves," and then at the last second, 
Ah, I think we should probably have an 
adult in there somewhere." 
Yeah, but you did an amazing job with the 
production, Eric. That's one of the first 
things people notice about that record --
how it all snaps. 
Dan: Yeah, it was all done without adult 
supervision whatsoever. 
Eric: Yeah, and it's just gonna get better 
every album too. Our next one is just 
gonna sound so amazing... it'll be really 
amazing. 
Tell nie a little bit about your songwriting 
process because these are not your run of 
the mill songs either.  "You .And Your 
Friend" is so... it's highly antusing. 
Eric: Wow, a lot of people are diggin' 
that song. 
Dan: "You And Your Friend" was writ-
ten, literally, when I was on my sitw to 
work, in the car. It was like a five minute 
trip and so it took about five minutes to 
write. And what I dois! write... well, I'm 
kind of like a carnival freak. Meaning I 
can write chords in my head and.. still 
there? She hung up. They always hang 
up on this part... 
Yea/i, See ya! 
Eric: (Adapting a valley tone) "It's kind 
of like writing chords in my head, 
dont'cha think?" 
Dan: So anyway... I just wrote it down 
and then made up these funny lyrics that 

went along with it and said "Wow, here's 
this funny song." We all had a jolly good 
laugh and then an adult came in the room 
and said, "Wait! Da da da da! That's a 
hit! Put it on the album!" I was thinking, 
"You're kidding!" But we did it and 
people like it. 
I guess you write all the lyrics, Dan? 
Dan: Yeah, the lyrics are usually written 
after the songs are recorded, just like the 
day before we go in. You just cruise 
around and whatever comes to mind you 
just jot it down. So if you ever see a car 
cruisin' down the street at 8 mph with a 
guy driving whose head is buried in a 
notebook writin' lyrics.., you'll know that 
it's us and that we're writin' music and, 
well.., get out of the way. 
I think my favorite song on the album is "I 
Hunger". 
Dan: Is it really? That was the first one. 
It's got some energy. We end the show 
with that. 
/think that's gonna be your next single too, 
right? 
Dan: I'm not sure, that's up to the adults. 
That is not our department. We, are D_Qj 
qualified. 
Okay (laughs). How visual do you guys 
plan on being on stage, since these songs 
could obviously lend themselves to some 
ronazing things? 
Dan: I'd like to have like van -lites and all 
that stuff eventually someday. Right now 
I'm saving up for a headphone mic so I 
don't have to stand in front of one... So, 
can walk from one side of the stage to 
the other. 
Eric: Essentially, whatever the budget 
will allow... 
Dan: Yeah, whatever the budget will 
allow. It all goes back into the band, ex-
cept for maybe one tablespoon. 
Let's pretend like they were to give you kind 
of an open budget and said just do what 
you want visually", what would you en-
vision? 
Dan: Wow! 
Eric: Well, after the beer expenses... 
Dan: Yeah Chris, I don't think there 
would be any money left after the beer 
expenses. Wow, we'd have, jeez..-. 
I think back to some of the earlier shows I 
went to. Like one of the first shows I ever 
saw was Queen and Oteap Trick... They 
were incredibly visual, you know... it was 
one of those shows that I'll remember 
forever. 
Dan: Man, I never got to see that. 
Queen was my favorite band. I think 
Pink Floyd does a lot of cool stuff that I'd 
like to get into. 
With the videos and stuff? 
Dan: Yeah, with the screens and stuff 
like that. You know, like science films. 
Biology With Dan. 
Well, with "Zombies" sure, it'd work. 
Eric: Yeah, like have the show start out 
with us silhouetted behind screens and 
stuff like that. 
Dan: Hey, we can't give it away, because 
if we don't actually pull this off, we're 
gonna look really dumb. 
Eric: Like I said, we weren't thinking 
about doing anything with silhouette 
screens at all, actually, we really thought 
that wasn't a good idea. And we won't loe 
doing that, so don't expect it. 
Dan: Hey, do you know we're gonna be 
on Headbanger's Ball? 
Are you doing a walk-on? 
Dan: No, just the video. 
I've got the video, and that's pretty stripped 
clowit  It's good in that respect too, 
y'latow; ti's not like a huge, crazy... 
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erview 
Dan: Yeah, you can see where our 
budget is. 
Eric: A band and some painted people. 
Dan: A band and it's painted zombie 
people. 
But it's good, 'cause it works. The song is 
the highlight. 
Dan: Wow, have you seen -- there was 
this show "The Big Picture" on MTV this 
weekend, and they used our music to 
back the little, one minute trailer for 
Aliens 3! It was'really ,cool! It was the 
raddest thing I've ever seen in my life. 
See! Your nil  itself to visual sci-fi 
rather well. 
Dan: Y It wasVerfect. It was ab-
solutely çtr ct! But that stuff costs 
money. 'fii goi Now this is the 
perfect  c  owin' up, aliens 
ripping, people's heatebff. Now that a 
video!' Now see, if people buy our 
records and we can put it all back into the 
product, we can eventually have some-
thing like that. 
Okay everyone buy the record! Which by 
the way seems to be doing really well, espe-
cially at metal radio. It's almost Top 
Twenty (at press time they had leaped tg , 
15*) [think it's doing pretty well with some 
of what we call our C.O.R. stations toa, 
which are the crossover AORs, the ones 
that lean a little heavier. 
Dan: How many times do you think 
"Zombies..." gets played every day across 
the nation? 
I don't know the exact number, but at least 
on the metal front pretty frequently. 
Dan: That's exciting. That's really ex-
citing. 
Eric: The disease is spreading. 
Speaking of.. are they gonna put you on 
the road? 
Dan: Yeah, we're hoping to open for Joe 
Satriani when he gees out this summer. 
He's really supportive of us; he's helping 
us out. 
You've got a lot of really good people on 
your side, haven't you? 
Dan: Yeah, we've been lucky in that... 
Eric: Yeah, definitely linking up with the 
Bill Graham people was a coup. They 
are very, very good people. 
Tell me a little about that, because I know 
the readers will be interested in how that is 
continuing. 
Dan: Well, obviously you know when Bill 
crashed, we thought it was the end of the 
world, but the Whole company kind of 
pulled together and said,  Hey- leek, 
you're the last band he 
sort of prove that he waslí 
he really said, "Yeah, you guy are 
be great, you guys ee awesome, a 
solutely awesome.'

I'm not sure where you are on the CO.R. 
charts, but on metal you're 24 with a bullet 
(now of course they're up again to 154). 

Dan: With a bullet? I just get confused 
about what the difference between all 
these charts are. 
Metal is pretty basic and a bullet signifies 
upward movement. The C.O.R. chart is 
basically a list of our more adventurous 
AOR stations. 
Dan: Were we on that? 

I'm not really positive, but you probably 
will be soon if not. A lot of the AORs are 
locked a lot more into either Slaughter or 
Nirvana mentality right now. 
Eric: Or like classic rock or something. 
Dan: Classic rock's great. 
T-Ride is kind of cool in that respect, be-
cause your music is really fresh and new, 
but it kind of has — I don t know how to 
describe it — there's kind of a familiar or 
nostalgic air about it, and you can feel it in 
the music. 
Dan: It's in there. I grew up in the '70's 
and '80's, I listened to that stuff. 
Me too. Maybe that's why I appreciate it 
so much. It's not like a disposable kind of 
music. 
Dan: There was one time that I thought 
I'd help one of the guys at BGM (Bill 
Graham Management) out by listening 
to tapes of new ands. It was like, "Wow, 
it's really cool o be'an the other side of 
it, man, I'm go na si these guys!" 1 
took a box 116 e an  came back and I 
was so depressed. Fire of all, I thought, 
"What are these guys thinking? Do they 
actually think that anybody wants to hear 
this crap?" Then rd fe 
they're taking it seriou 
their lives. Don't they kno 
be washing cars? I said, "Ta this box 
back and I never wanna be on the other 
side of the music business again as long 
as I live." 
Well, you guys work with a lot of local 
bands and you see what's going on out 
there. 
Dan: Yeah, but the thing is, it was Eric 
producing. And Eric can take any piece 
of shit band and make 'em sound great. 
See, that's the thing... that was the chal-
lenge. And really, he'd take people that 
can't sing and go, "You just sit on the 
couch,  do everything." He'd play the 
instruments and essentially write the 
song for them and make 'em sound great.

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The U.S. Postal Service says 851,000 votes were cast for the 
younger Elvis Presley, while 277,000 votes were for the older 
version of two designs chosen for a planned 29-cent stamp. 
The stamp will be issued on January 8 of next year, which 
would have been Presley's 58th birthday. Presley's former 
wife, Priscilla, joined U.S.P.S. officials in making the 
announcement at Graceland. "Elvis loved his fans very, very 
much," Priscilla said. "And I think he would have been just 
totally overwhelmed by all of your support. And I think that 
having the celebration here at Graceland would have been 
very special to him, too. On behalf of the estate and for Lisa 
(Elvis and Priscilla's daughter), we thank you very much for 
his memorable tribute." 

A spokeswoman for Guns N' Roses says W. Axl Rose will 
surrender on charges filed against him after a disturbance 
broke out at a GNR show in St. Louis last year. The band is 
currently in Europe and it's not known when Rose will return 
to be arrested. Assistant prosecuting attorney Dan Diemer 
says Rose won't have to go to jail but may be fined or required 
to do community service for the misdemeanor charges. The 
disturbance took place after Rose jumped into the audience 
trying to stop a photographer from taking pictures. He then 
abruptly ended the band's show. Twenty police officers and 
forty fans were injured. 

Heart's Ann and Nancy Wilson, Queensryche and Metal 
Church will perform at a "Rock And The Environment 92" 
concert at the Champs De Bionee Summer Music Theatre 
in George, Washington on June 6. 

Bill Bixby is directing "Graced Land," a television movie (for 
ABC-TV), which tells the story of a woman who has a 
spiritual relationship with Elvis Presley in 1982. 

Rod Stewart has had his first child with his wife, Rachel 
Hunter. Stewart was present when Renee Stewart was 
delivered at a London hospital. It's the fourth child for 
Stewart, who has two children from his first marriage, to 
Alana Hamilton, and a daughter by ,ex- girlfriend Kelly 
Emberg. Stewart married Hunter in December 1990. "I was 
at the birth of two of my other three children. It never palls," 
Stewart says. "It is like seeing Scotland score a goal. You 
never get used to it." 

Bachman-Turner Overdrive are touring this summer using 
the BTO name, but without Randy Bachman. Randy Murray 
is replacing Bachman in the line-up, and Bachman claims the 
group's manager is not disclosing to concert promoters that 
he's not in the band. Randy Bachman owns the rights to the 
name Bachman-Turner Overdrive, while his brother, 
Robbie, owns the BTO name. "Randy wants to do a 20th 
anniversary tour in 1994, but this band likes to play and we 
aren't going to sit around and turn down work," Robbie 
Bachman says. "We're not the Who, we can't keep on doing 
reunion and farewell tours." 

Nirvana will record a new album before playing any live 
dates in the U.S., though a few concerts are possible at the 
end of the year. The band is playing some dates in Europe to 
make up for shows last December that were canceled 
because of singer Kurt Cobain's stomach problems. The 
band will also appear at the Reading Festival in England at 
the end of August. The band reportedly is working on a new 
single to release around the time of Reading. Cobain is also 
interested in having film animation experts the Brothers 
Quay work on a video for a remixed version of "Lithium." 
"They're these guys who pose as Eastern Europeans but 
they're typical bohemian art students from Philadelphia," 
Cobain says. "Most of their films are about ten minutes long 
and they have these really old-looking puppets that move 
around in a surreal way." 

A woman who lived with Wilson Pickett for ten years has 
filed a lawsuit in Superior Court in Hackensack, New Jersey, 
seeking compensatory and punitive damages for personal 
and emotional injuries. Jean Marie Cusseaux says she had an 
oral agreement with Pickett to manage his business and run 
his household and that Pickett agreed to provide for her for 
the rest of her life. Cusseaux had previously agreed to drop 

a domestic violence complaint against Pickett when he said 
he would agree to undergo treatment for alcoholism and pay 
for her to move to California. Pickett was out of the country 
when the lawsuit was filed. 

New York City officials announced that, despite persistent 
rumors, no concert will take place at Central Park on June 
6. "No concert was ever announced for the Great Lawn of 
Central Park," the statement said, "and no concert will take 
place." There were published reports of a concert that would 
tie in to the global environmental conference in Rio de 
Janiero, Brazil. 

Mick Jagger will perform with the U.S. Midnight Blues Band 
in a concert in London on June 28, as part of events 
celebrating the first National Music Day in Britain. Over 
1,500 musical events are to take place around Great Britain 
including an open-air concert by Spanish tenor Jose 
Carreras. 

Tom Waits, Los Lobos and Fishbone performed at a benefit 
concert in Los Angeles to raise funds to repair damage that 
occurred during the riots following the Rodney King verdict. 

Paul Simon has married Edie Brickell in a private ceremony 
in Montauk, on Long Island, New York. Brickell, at age 25, 
is half Simon's age. 

George Michael directs his next video for "Too Funky." It's 
yet another Michael video in which he doesn't appear, and 
his second to feature fashion models. The song is for the 
upcoming "Red, Hot & Dance" album, the follow-up to "Red, 
Hot & Blue." Both albums are raising money for AIDS 
awareness and research groups throughout the world. "Too 
Funky" is being released ten years to the week after Michael's 
old group, Wham!, released their first single, "Wham Rap." 

Barry Melton, former lead guitarist for Country Joe & The 
Fish, was unsuccessful in his attempt to run for a Municipal 
Court Judge's seat in San Francisco. He only garnered 40 
percent of the vote, losing to incumbent judge Donna Little. 
Melton received a higher rating than Little in a confidential 
poll of local attorneys, even though he took correspondence 
courses instead of going to law school. 

The Miami Herald newspaper reports that Madonna is 
buying a six- bedroom house on the waterfront in Miami for 
over $4 million. 

A copyright infringement trial has begun in New York City 
against Jordan Knight and Danny Wood of the New Kids On 
The Block. The lawsuit claims the two group members, along 
with Tommy Page, took the chorus from "I'll Be Your 
Everything," which was recorded by Percy Sledge in 1974, for 
a song he recorded in 1990 with the same name. 

Neil Young has received a doctorate in music from Lakehead 
University in Thunder Bay, Ontario. "I think my education 
was the same as everyone else's, but I just went about it in a 
different way," Young says, "I received my different diplomas 
in back alleys and dressing rooms and hotels." 

Cyndi Lauper, Celine Dion, Tom Jones, Willy DeVille, 
Ronnie Spector and British pop group Bros have songs 
appearing on the soundtrack to the musical "Tycoon," which 
is about to open in London. The show ran for a decade in 
Paris under the name "Starmania." Tim Rice has adapted the 
songs with English lyrics. The soundtrack album will be out 
in Britain in July. 

Eat should have a new album out in September. 

The Fields Of The Nephilim have changed their name to 
Rubicon, and singer Andy Delany has been named as Carl 
McCoy's replacement as lead singer. The band is working on 
a new album with producer Mark Freegard for release in 
September. 

The Cult are about to become the latest band to release a 
cover of Alex Harvey's classic song "Faith Healer." Recoil and 
Foetus released versions of the song earlier this year.

Rapper Freedom Williams has left C + C Music Factory and 
filed a $10 million lawsuit. His legal action claims that David 
Cole and Robert Clivilles forced him to lip-synch and 
withheld royalties due him. 

Former Ten Years After guitarist Alvin Lee releases his first 
solo album in almost six years in late July (on Domino 
Records). Lee plans to tour with a band that includes 
Clarence Clemons this summer in support of the "Zoom" LP. 
The first single from the album will be "Real Life Blues," 
which features George Harrison on slide guitar. 

British rock band 2 Die 4 went to the countryside near 
Normandy, France, to shoot their debut video for "You Got 
What It Takes." Bang members bungee-jumped for the clip, 
directed by Nigel Dick, who has done videos for Tears For 
Fears, Guns N' Roses and Def Leppard, among many others. 
"You Got What It Takes" is the first single from the band's 
self-titled debut album. 

Queen are set to release an album of new songs featuring 
vocals from the late Freddie Mercury. Guitarist Brian May 
says a number of Mercury songs remain unreleased and he 
feels Queen fans should be able to hear them. 

Bono had to be rescued by bodyguards from the crowd 
during U2's solitary concert in London. He was pulled off the 
stage by exuberant fans and had to be hauled back by security 
staff. "The crowd were fantastic, but I nearly lost my shirt," 
Bono said. Before the British concert, U2 played a short set 
outside the venue for their postponed concert in Milan, Italy. 
The locked-out fans were treated to a version of "All I Want 
Is You." 

A new Michael Jackson album may soon be available 
featuring remixes of his greatest hits. Different versions of 
songs ranging from "Don't Stop 'Til You Get Enough" to 
recent "Dangerous" material are reportedly being reworked 
by Frankie Knuckles and Steve "Silk" Hurley. 

Rolling Stones drummer Charlie Watts was due to have a 
party to celebrate the release of his new solo album, "A 
Tribute To Charlie Parker With Strings." But he had to 
cancel the event after breaking his arm. 

Dweezil Zappa is touring with Japanese pop star Yazawa 
through August. He's sharing guitar duties with former 
Doobie Brothers member Jon McFee. The tour is delaying 
the release of Zappa's next album until next year (on Barking 
Pumpkin Records). 

Record companies in Britain are acting like managers of 
baseball teams, trading acts amongst themselves. Lloyd 
Cole's record company has exchanged him with another 
record label for Status Quo. 

Former Style Council and Jam lead singer Paul Weller is on 
the verge of being signed to a British record label (Go! Discs) 
after a period of time without a label. 

Public Image Limited are rumored to be on the verge of' 
being dropped by their British record label. 

After repeated denials that they would reform, Madness are 
getting back together for a concert in London's Century Park 
this summer. 

The Dixie Dregs have a live album "Bring 'Em Back Alive" 
coming out in June, recorded in Atlanta in mid-February. 
The band will also be touring later in this summer. 

A compilation of covers of Donovan songs is being put 
together by a Canadian record label. Sarah McLachlan and 
Spirit Of The West are among the acts appearing on the LP 
which comes out this summer. 

The new album from Canadian group Lava Hay, "With A 
Picture In Mind," features Randy Bachman; Tom Hooper 
and Vince Jones of Grapes Of Wrath; Bob Wiseman, 
formerly of Blue Rodeo; and Don Harrison of Sons Of 
Freedom. 

"Fueled For Houston," a song on the new Wilson Phillips 
album, "Shadows And Light," was inspired by difficulties the 
band has had making it to Houston for promotional visits. 
"Once we were supposed to be in Houston, but we couldn't 
make it because the president asked us to sing," says Chynna 
Phillips. "We were in New York and fueled for Houston, but 
we went to L.A." Wilson Phillips will begin touring in August. 

Jason Ringenberg, formerly of Jason & The Scorchers, has 
released a new solo album with a new band. "One Foot In 
The Honky Tonk" (on Liberty Records) is the name of the 
new LP. "It's more country," Ringenberg says, "but it still has 
a real edge to it." Ringenberg plans to tour with his new band 
beginning in July. "We're going to hit the whole world," he 
says. "We're very serious about it." Former Scorchers 
drummer and singer Perry Baggs is also now trying to form 
a country band. 

Mick Jagger and Jerry Hall attended the Los Angeles 
wedding of Anjelica Huston to sculptor Robert Graham. 

Bill Champlin, vocalist and keyboardist for Chicago, has a 
solo album just out in Japan called "Burn Down The Night." 
"I want to hit Europe with it first before trying the United 
States," Champlin says. 

Former Guns N' Roses guitarist and songwriter Izzy Stradlin 
has begun recording his debut solo album at a studio in 
Chicago. 

Red Hot Chili Peppers bass player Flea, Meat Loaf and 
former Police guitarist Andy Summers have been cast in the 
film "Motorama," coming out this fall. The movie is about a 
10-year- old boy who runs away from abusive parents. 

Lionel Richie went on a "five-country, five-performance" tour 
to promote his new "Back To Front" album. He played the 
Ritz, a club in New York City, for his U.S. date. He also 
played in Hamburg, Germany; London, England; 
Amsterdam, the Netherlands; and Paris, France. 

Jimmy Cliff has recorded a record prompted by the riots in 
Los Angeles. "Peace" is the name of the track, which will 
appear on his upcoming album "Breakout." 

In a related story, Ice Cube says his next album, due out in 
November will be different, following the recent rioting in 
Los Angeles. "But it's not because of what happened," he 
says. "My first two records were attempts to show everybody 
how we felt (in the community). The next one will be directed 
toward the black community and the justice system." Cube 
says some of the new songs were written after the riots. "As 
soon as I heard on the radio that people were throwing rocks 
after the King verdict, I knew it was going to snowball and 
that it wasn't going to stop until people got tired," he says. 
"The media and authorities like to concentrate on the looting 
and say it was just a bunch of criminals or thugs out there, 
but there were all kinds of people out there, women and 
children...poor people who wouldn't have to loot if they had 
the money to buy things. That's why, to me, it was a protest. 
It was a protest against the conditions and the injustice, not 
just the verdict, but the years of injustice. The looting that 
was done in South-Central was nothing like the looting done 
by the savings and loans." Cube, author of NWA's "Fuck The 
Police," says his new album will include a song about talking 
to the police, with a dialogue that basically says, "I've got kids 
and family and you've got kids and a family....I'm not going 
to sit here and let you take my life and I know you don't want 
me to take your life, so we need to come to some kind of 
understanding because the day you come in and do anything 
you want to me is over." 

A new CD reissue of material from the Honeys, a female trio 
from the 1960s that included Brian Wilson's former wife, 
Marilyn, includes a previously unreleased track written by 
Brian's late father, Murry. The song is called "Come To Me." 
"Murry wanted to write himself, and he was never successful 
with his songs and maybe he thought the Honeys were a

vehicle for him," Marilyn says. "Brian was something Murry 
always wanted to be and never was." 

Former Husker Du guitarist Bob Mould has formed a new 
band called Sugar. The band will release its debut album, 
"Copper Blues," this summer. The band also includes bass 
player Dave Barbe and drummer Malcolm Travis. 

The Federal Bureau of Investigation has recovered 44 
nude photographs of Madonna that were by photographer 
Steven Meisel for a book planned for publication in 
October. The FBI's Los Angeles says a man flew from New 
York to Los Angeles to sell the pictures for $100,000 to an 
undercover agent posing as a buyer for a British tabloid 
newspaper. 

Dieter Meier of Yello has produced the new solo effort 
from former Associates' singer Billy Mackenzie. 

After having been dropped by their record label (Island 
Records), Boston band Heretix have released a CD, 
"Continuous Soft Hits On The Head" which includes 
8-track demo tapes. 

Enuff Z'Nuff have written a song for Nelson called "We're 
All Alright." Enuff Z'Nuff plan to record their next album 
(for Arista Records) in Los Angeles with producer Richie 
Zito. 

Jeff Scott Soto, former vocalist for Yngwie Malmsteen, is 
now in a band called Flesh that will release an album (on 
EMI Records) later this year. 

Stevie Wonder has recruited gospel arranger Henry 
Panion for his summer tour of nine European countries. 
Panion, an assistant professor of music at the University of 
Alabama in Birmingham, is conducting Wonder's 
orchestra. He's spend the past few months arranging 
Wonder's music for the musicians. Panion was 
recommended for the job by Leslie Dunner of the Detroit 
Symphony who had heard his arrangement of the gospel 
classic "0 Happy Day" with the Columbus, Ohio, city 
orchestra. 

Eddie Money is planning an EP of acoustic material, having 
toured the U.S. acoustically earlier this year. 

Steve Vai has recruited bass player T.M. Stevens for his 
band as well as drummer Terry Bozzio. The group is still 
searching for a lead vocalist. 

Bryan Harvey, guitarist and vocalist for House Of Freaks, 
says the group will probably record a new album this 
summer. "We get kind of antsy," he says. "We're in the 
process of writing right now." 

Negativland say it might be possible to release its "U2" 
single that was withdrawn because of a lawsuit filed by U2's 
record label. The band claims that former "American Top 
40" host Casey Kasem doesn't object to the use of his 
outtakes on the record and they suspect that U2 doesn't 
mind the record either. The band has written Kasem asking 
him to make sure U2's record label knows his position. 
Meanwhile, Negativland has been haggling with its former 
record label (SST Records) over a possible settlement. 
They say the label wants the band's next two albums and 
two live recordings, but the group wants to get back the 
rights to all its material in three to five years. 

Public Enemy have rescheduled their South African tour 
for October. The rappers originally had to postpone the 
tour when Flavor Flay sustained a shoulder injury. The 
band have also reassured fans that their European dates, 
including an appearance at the Reading Festival in Britain, 
will go ahead as planned, beginning in Finland. 

Dr. John goes back to music from the 1950s and before on 
his new album, "Goin' Back To New Orleans," coming out 
(on Warner Brothers Records) in mid-June. It includes 
standards like "Basin Street Blues" and "Didn't He 
Ramble" as well as novelty tunes like "How Come My Dog 
Don't Back (When You Come Around)." Dr. John says the 
album was recorded "95 percent" live and gives him the 
chance to go back to the roots of music in his hometown. 
The Neville Brothers appear on "Litanie Des Saints," a 
version of Louis Moreau Gottschalk's "Bamboula, Danse 

Des Negres," a classical piece from around 1850. Dr. 
John says he got a good response when played the 
finished track for some Indian chiefs. "The old-timers 
broke into tears when they heard it," he says. "It was a real 
dramatic vibe -- they knew instantly where it was coming 
from." 

Aretha Franklin played a benefit concert for the 
Anti-Defamation League in Boston on June 3. 

Stevie Nicks, Eddie Money, Skid Row, Ziggy Marley, Lou 
Gramm, Lynch Mob, Bryan Ferry, Earth Wind & Fire 
and the Commitments are to play at a concert in Central 
Park in New York on June 6 to promote the International 
Earth Summit in Rio de Janiero three days earlier. 
Proceeds from the day-long event will raise money for the 
Earth Summit Committee to Promote the Pledge, a 
committee of the United Nations Conference on 
Environment & Development, and the New York City 
Parks Foundation. 

The Red Hot Chili Peppers haven't yet begun auditioning 
a replacement for guitarist John Frusciante. The band 
needs to find one before Lollapalooza II begins this 
summer. Right now bass player Flea is vacationing in 
Europe and singer Anthony Kiedis is is Bangkok. But are 
expected to be back to Los Angeles in June as the group 
begins the search for a new guitarist. 

Former Tackhead member Doug Wimbish has joined 
Living Colour. Wimbish was a member of the house 
rhythm section for Grandmaster Flash and the Sugarhill 
Gang, and he's also worked with Afrika Bambaata, the 
Force M.D.'s, Jeff Beck and individual members of Living 
Colour. He's already begun working with the remaining 
members of Living Colour on material for the band's next 
album, planned for release this winter. Ron St. Germain 
is to produce the LP. Wimbish says he was pleased to be 
asked to join Living Colour. "I've always been a fan of 
anybody that's adventurous enough to try and stick to 
their own guns and not give up," Wimbish says. "And 
Vernon was a fan of my band Tackhead; a similar yet 
different situation to Living Colour's in that, we always 
felt, 'If the shit hits the fan, that's cool, at least we sleep 
well at night.'" Wimbish played with Living Colour in 
Brazil in January during the Brazilian Hollywood Rock 
festival. 

The Neville Brothers include covers of Steve Miller's 
"Fly Like An Eagle" and Bob Dylan's "With God On 
Their Side" on their new album, "Family Groove." "For a 
little something extra," Cyril Neville says. "We got Steve 
Miller playing and singing on it. When he heard what we 
had done with it, he said he was changing his version." 
There's also a track on the LP recorded live at the end of 
the band's Pacific tour last fall. "Maori Interlude" was laid 
down around the time the band met with indigenous 
residents of New Zealand. "The feeling was 
indescribable," Cyril Neville adds. "It was like meeting 
long-lost members of our own families. I think the reason 
they identify so strongly with us as African- Americans is 
that they're involved in a civil rights movement of their 
own." 

Saigon Kick recorded their new album, "The Lizard," last 
winter in Stockholm, Sweden. Lead singer Matt Kramer 
says everyone in the group agreed "that we were going to 
be a better band, we were going to make a better record, 
and show everyone that what we went through was a first 
step toward what we want to eventually accomplish." 
Kramer says the new record is more aggresive than the 
band's debut. "Personally, I am more aggressive this 
year," he says. The new LP was produced by guitarist and 
songwriter Jason Bieler. 

Robert Plant has a new record coming out in October. 

The band formed by former Replacements drummer 
Chris Mars is called Golden Smog (not Green Fog as 
reported here recently). The group also includes guitar-
ist-keyboardist Dave Pirner and guitarist Danny Murphy 
of Soul Asylum and Kraig Johnson of Run Westy Run. 
The band's EP of covers (on Crackpot Records) is called 
"...On Golden Smog." (Thanks to Chris Hodapp, pro-
ducer of "Minnesota Music," at KTCZ-FM, Minneapolis, 
for this information.) 
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Commencing on Saturday May 23 and with an estimated 
20,000 in attendance, the illegal rave at Castlemorton 
Common, Worcestershire, southern England was the big-
gest the UK has ever seen. With local residents criticising 
the police for an alleged lack of action, the gathering 
quickly attracted controversy. While tabloid journalists 
reacted by writing sensational stories, journalists on the 
more serious broadsheets spent the duration of the event 
trying to explain to their readers both the sub-culture 
behind it and how so many people came to be gathered on 
the site. In fact, the organisers of the event were Spiral 
Tribe who have been holding illegal raves on various sites 
for the last 18 months. Spiral Tribe have previously at-
tracted as many as 4,000-5,000 ravers, but the exceptional 
attendance at Castlemorton was probably influenced by a 
long weekend (Monday May 24 was a bank holiday in the 
UK) and by hot weather. As soon as it became obvious 
that the gathering was going to be a large one, David 
Blakely, the Chief Constable of West Mercia Police, or-
dered a low-key approach by his officers. A police spokes-
man commented: "Any attempt to have moved the 
travellers on would have created a very real danger of 
public disorder. It would be totally wrong and it would not 
have been in the public interest to have taken any action 
by strength." In total there were only about 100 arrests. 
Perhaps predictably, most of those were for drug offenses. 
Despite the fact that the event was Spiral Tribe's brain-
child, other sound-systems were in evidence because of an 
open invitation from Spiral Tribe themselves. One notable 
feature of Castlemorton was the mix of people in atten-
dance. As well as ravers committed to the hardcore 
Techno scene, there were also many "travellers" -- an-
archo-hippies who lead a nomadic life in buses on the 
roads of Britain -- in attendance. The collision of ideals 
that can be inferred from this was illustrated by Spiral 
Tribe's expectation that those in attendance should help 
out with petrol money to keep the sound-system's genera-
tors going. One Spiral Tribe member told the Melody 
Maker's Simon Reynolds: "The travellers recognise that 
Techno is free music. The equipment is so cheap that 
anyone can make it. It's the first youth movement that's 
not based on ego and money, that can't be bought off by 
the record business, the first movement where the audi-
ence is the event." One contentious issue, however, was 
sanitation, with many seasoned travellers dismayed by 
some ravers not burying their excrement. Local residents' 
reaction was an angry one. As well as allegations of police 
inaction, some villagers also alleged that local children 
were offered drugs. In a further incident, dogs believed to 
belong to travellers killed 30 sheep owned by a local 
farmer. Many locals are now calling for the cancellation 
of a charity concert headlined by The Cure in aid of Oxfam 
which will take place only two miles from Castlemorton 
(details below). With this rave effectively coming to an 
end on Thursday May 28, the question now occupying 
many is how far will Castlemorton act as a prelude to 
similar events throughout the summer? Already, Spiral 
Tribe have confirmed that there will be a "Sound System 
City" event on June 21, anniversary of the infamous Battle 
Of The Beanfield in 1985. Then, police brutally broke up 
a field of travellers who had gathered near Stonehenge --
previously the site of a massive free festival -- to celebrate 
the summer solstice. (The battle is commemorated by The 
Levellers' song "Battle Of The Beanfield.") There have 
already been predictions that this summer could see as 
many raves as occurred at the height of the British Acid 
House boom. If this is true, Chief Constable David 
Blakely's quiet approach to policing may prove to be the 
only realistic option. The alternative could be a brutal 
confrontation between ravers and travellers on one side 
and the authorities on the other. 

The summer season of major UK concerts continues to 
take shape. Last week, U2 announced details of a benefit 
show for Greenpeace at Manchester's G-Mex Arena on 
June 19. With a bill also featuring Public Enemy, 
Kraftwerk and BAD II, the show sold out within 48 hours. 
The particular aim of the concert is to highlight the cam-
paign against the proposed opening of a second nuclear 
reprocessing plant in Sellafield, Cumbria, north England. 
In a press statement, Bono comments: "Greenpeace 
works 24 hours a day on this issue. We're giving them 24 
hours this year. It's not much but we hope it helps." 
Talking to the New Musical Express, U2 bassist Adam 
Clayton elaborated on the band's support for 
Greenpeace's campaign: "It's as much for ourselves in that 
it's actually an Irish issue as much as it's an English issue. 
Everything that was said in the Sellafield report in the 
Daily Mirror last week about the people who were suffering 
from leukemia in that area -- the same is true of people in 
the Dundalk/Drogheda area in Ireland. When you actu-
ally look at the information that's available and actually see 
what these people are getting away with doing, and what 
they don't even know they're doing -- there is no hard 
information on this krypton gas [radioactive gas which is 
emitted], nobody knows what it does." Elsewhere, Bono 
promised that U2 would play more British gigs next year 
after complaints from fans that the band's show at the 
14,500 capacity London Earl's Court came nowhere near 
to satisfying ticket demand. More charity concert news 
comes with the confirmation that The Cure will headline 
the Music For A Fairer World concert at Eastnor Castle, 
Herefordshire, south-west England on September 5. The 
show is a benefit for Oxfam and was originally supposed 
to take place in May with The Stone Roses as headliners. 
Other artists so far confirmed to appear are: The Farm, 
The Levellers, Alison Moyet, Salif Keita, Rebel MC, Tori 
Amos, Galliano and Angelique ICidjo. Meanwhile, Jesus 
Jones will take a break from recording their new album to 
play at the Slough Festival, south-east England on July 25, 
Finally, Madness will be reforming for a one-off date at 
London's Finsbury Park in August 8. The band have 
recently been in the British charts with a greatest hits 
compilation Divine Madness. Last week, Chrissy Boy of 
the band commented: "We will reform at 9:30pm on Au-
gust 8 and plan to split up again an hour and a half later. 
It's my birthday that day, so if anyone wants to buy me a 
drink, please form an orderly queue after the show." 

Happy Mondays' manager Nathan McCough has hit out 
at those questioning the band's future. Talking to Melody 
Maker, McCough commented: "This LP sticks two fingers 
up at every single critic who's tried to write off and bury 
Happy Mondays and Factory Records. When it debuts at 
number one in September, I hope they all choke on the 
words they so casually spew out of their cynical mouths." 
The Mondays are believed to have recently finished their 
fourth studio album at Comfort Studios, Surrey, south-east 
England. The forthcoming LP will be mixed this month in 
New York and total recording costs have been reported to 
be as high as 500,000 pounds. 

Eat have run into problems in Ireland over the artwork and 
promotional posters for their new single "Golden Egg". 
Three fly-posting companies in Dublin refused to put up 
posters which depict singer Ange Doolittle naked, but with 
his genitalia airbrushed out. Meanwhile, strong industry 
rumours suggest that The Wonder Stuff will play a "secret" 
support slot to Eat at their June 13 London Town And 
Country Club show. 

Former Spaceman 3 member Sonic Boom is returning 
with a new band called Spectrum. The band's debut single 
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"How You Satisfy Me" is already available via Silvertone. 
An album entitled Soul Kiss (Glide Divine) is issued this 
week and the band have lined up a couple of low-key 
British dates as a prelude to a full scale British tour. 

The Pogues look unlikely to continue working with Joe 
Strummer. The former Clash frontman helped the band 
on their last world tour after Shane McGowan left the 
band. However, with Strummer said to have "other com-
mitments," Spider Stacey will take over lead vocals when 
the band begin recording later this summer -- Stacey re-
cently sang on The Pogues cover version of "Honky Tonk 
Women." Elsewhere, a Pogues' compilation entitled nif 
Best Of The Rest is released by VEA on June 8. 

The independent 4AD's latest schedule of releases in-
cludes the launch of a subsidiary label called Guernica. 
The label will be dedicated to "one-off' releases such as 
debuts from new bands and material licenced from abroad 
which might otherwise only be available on import. Else-
where on the main label, 4AD will release the debut album 
from Swallow on July 20. Swallow are a London-based 
duo consisting of Mike Mason and Louise Trehy. The 
album is entitled Blow and Swallow are currently rehears-
ing with an enlarged line-up for live dates in the near 
future. Other recent releases from 4AD are: Cobalt Blue 
by Michael Brock -- an album from the Canadian pro-
ducer/guitarist featuring Daniel Lanois and Brian Eno 
amongst others; "A Girl Like You" b/w "Angel" by Wolf-
gang Press -- a double A-side single from the London-
based three-piece who are about to tour North America; 
and Throwing Back The Apple EP by Pale Saints -- the title 
track of the EP is taken from the band's In Ribbons LP. 

The House Of Love return this week with a new single. 
"You Don't Understand" b/w "Sweet Anatomy". "Kiss The 
Fountain" and "Third Generation Liquid Song" is available 
via Fontana. The band's fourth album Babe Rainbow is 
scheduled for a July 6 release. Talking to The Hard Report, 
House Of Love mainman Guy Chadwick commented on 
the recent departure from the band of guitarist Simon 
Walker: "It was very frustrating for me because I think he's 
a great guitarist. But, I just used to say to him, 'It's time 
you got your own band together', because I felt very 
strongly about the way he approached his guitar playing 
on top of my songwriting. At the end of the day, his guitar 
style didn't suit my songs and writing style and that's why 
it didn't work."
