My Little Fwihouse, "Standundee" Geffen The label's latest and 
greatest hails from Dublin. In just one year, they have headlined at 
packed clubs, opened for Guns N' Roses before a crowd of 45,000, 
been praised by the U.K. press, recorded an EP, and completed their 
debut album. "Destiny" pulls you in with a guitar hook that's famil-
iar and sticks in your mind. "Wishing Well" already has some music 
directors and PD's yelling "next single!" "LSD." takes you on a 
wild ride, but things settle down with the catchy, guitar driven "I 
Know what I Need" (a perfect example of what they're capable of). 
A bonus on the CD is track 52 "You Blew It" (a surprising little 
jam!) "Catholic Boy" breaks the chains and one of 500 reasons why 
the label has so much faith in them. "Lonely" has a very strong gui-
tar solo, and "Anonymous" is the "love song" on the album, but 
there's nothing trite here! "Been Too Long" is a funky number that 
even the Spin Doctors would be proud of! "Raintown" is one of the 
sweetest tracks, and bound to do major chart damage. The title track, 
"Standunder" wraps up My Little Funhouse's debut. Geffen was 
built on hard, quality rock, and MLF is a fme example of their com-
mitment to continue that tradition! 

Soul Asylum, "Grave Dancers Union" Columbia Over 10 years 
ago, the thriving punk scene in the Twin Cities gave birth to what you 
now hear from Soul Asylum. After numerous EP's, a short time with 
A&M, and time with producer Bob Mould, Soul Asylum's time in 
the spotlight has fmally come. Soul Asylum's ability to combine 
rock, punk, and even country always makes for something interest-
ing. "Somebody To Shove" is the first single from their Columbia 
debut. The modern flavor of "Black Gold" is brilliant while 
"Runaway Train" and "Homesick" are perfect examples of Country 
mots. "Keep It Up" and "Get On Out" keep things moving while the 
acoustic "New World" brings everything back to Earth. "April Fool" 
is raw and powerful. "Without A Trace" is a solid pop/rock tune and 
"Growing Into You" is a flashback to earlier material. "99%" is 
intense, but it works (very infectious) "The Sun Maid" is very easy. 
If you don't understand Soul Asylum at this point, check yer' pulse. 
The future's very bright! 

Johnny Winter, "Hey, Where's Your Brother?" 
Charisma/Pointblank One of the greatest Texas Bluesmen has pro-
duced yet another gem, and it's the first time in ten years that Johnny 
and Edgar have recorded together. Edgar helps out on "PleAse Come 
Home For Christmas-destined to be a favorite this year," "Slick And 
Tired," and "You Keep Sayin' That You're Leavin'." Other tracks 
that get down and dirty include "White Line Blues," "You Must 
Have A Twin," and "Treat Me Like You Wanta (killer harp)" "Hard 
Way" slides along while "She Likes To Boogie" and "No More 
Doggin" are toe tappers. "Blues This Bad" is traditional and "Check 
Out Her Mama" will get a chuckle (nice solo too!) "I Got A Brand 
On You" is as pure as it gets while "One Step Forward (Two Steps 
Back)" should be an early favorite for a future track. Down home 
never felt so good! 

Lonesome Romeos, "Lonesome Romeos" Curb In a unique mar-
keting move, the label has released a new 4 song EP from the 
Lonesome Romeos that will hit retail. Though it may seem strange, 
remember how well Ugly Kid Joe did with an EP (could this be a 
new trend?) One thing is certain, the "Romeos" don't need a lot to 
convince you of their straight-ahead approach to rock! Though 
"Sweet Janine" and "Waiting In The Fire" are "formula," check out 
the passion in "Love Will Survive" or the rocicin' "Back In The 
Light" (hooks don't get much bigger!) Don't let this one get lost in 
the music shuffle!

We plan to ring in the New Year in a mega-way. Alice In Chains, Dream Theater, Trouble and Helmet are 
some other bands that are doing extremely well for us. So is Stone Temple Pilots. I hope that everyone has 
taken time to listen to the rest of the Core CD. There is so much good music on this puppy! My bets are on 
"Plush" to be the next single and a huge crossover smash. I also dig "Dead & Bloated", although it could be 
TOO hip for some. Finally, a big thank you to Jim Crowe for devoting a special section to us "Current 
Oriented Types". It's a help to see what's working for other stations who are more like ours.

Loudon Wainwright III. "History" Charisma Have you been 
missing fun in your musical diet? If so, a healthy serving of Loudon 
Wainwright DI is just what you need to satisfy your appetite. His 

somewhat autobiographical album History showcases his famous 

wit, as well as his sometimes overlooked poignant side. "People In 
Love," "When I'm At Your House" and his ode to the master of folk, 
"Talking New Bob Dylan" are just some of the standout examples of 

Wainwright's curious humor. "Hitting You," "The Picture," and "A 
Father And A Son" are a few of the more sentimental, often bitter-

sweet memories. Listening to History is like reading a good book 

that you can't put down. At times, you almost feel like your intrud-
ing on his most personal thoughts, and then he turns around and hits 
you with the wit and cynicism that could only be Loudon

JJ. Cale. "Lonesome Train" Silvertone He has long been an 
influential songwriter and musician, with the likes of Eric Clapton,

The 
title track, "I Want More" and the acoustic version of "Nobody's Home" are two originals from their 
debut album. Look for more than just C.O.R. and Metal stations to add "Search And Destroy" on 
Tuesday, (that guitar solo is quite the smokin' thang)!. Besides making a ton of friends on the road 
(check out the thank you's on the CD sleeve), the boys have done their homework and covered some pret-
ty tasty material. Captured live is the way to go and the perfect vehicle to take these young rockers into 
the new year. With Skid Row and now Shotgun both releasing special EP's between recording sessions, 
could this be a growing trend to keep fan interest at an all-time high (rust never sleeps)? You can bet the 
format will be watching Shotgun Messiah's next move! 

Morrissey, "Glamorous Glue," Reprise There is an invisible line you cross once you decide to play Morrissey. We've 
heard it all the time from you, the programming elite, that ol' Mo' may be too much for your audience to 
handle. He's too alternative, you say. Well, as you watch classic rock eat away at your truck driving 
upper demos, a modern rocker is looming in the wings licking its chops just thinking about your 
Acura/BMW driving lower end. So, if a career change is not in your plans, maybe you should give this 
tune a listen. It's time to take Morrissey seriously. We're not saying he's right for everybody, but if 
you're going to take that first baby step into the ' 90s, this is the track to do it with. It's not wimpy; it's 
got guitars and an infectious groove. We won't be too pushy and tell you about all the folks going to see 
the Momeister on his current tour. However, when we went to see the man himself, a young fanatic seat-
ed behind us repeatedly yelled out requests for this tune during the show. There you have it, the youth of 
America has spoken. Turn up your hearing aid, Admiral Stockdale! 

New Emphasis Tracks 
Damn Yankees, "Mister Please," WB Heading off to Double Platinum-land is easy when you have this much talent. 

Those "damn" rockers pulled in seven early adds including KATP, KMJX, WNOR, WZNS, WRZK, 
WXRX, and WDVE. The project is going as planned for the label folks who are riding high off the 
success of "Don't Tread On Me" and the huge crossover hit "Where You Goin' Now." At first lis-
ten you might think "another ballad!" Don't let that acoustic intro fool you! Within a minute or so, 
this baby kicks in. When all is said and done, you'll realize you just heard about three songs in one. 
It takes pros like Nugent, Shaw, Blades, and Cartellone to lay down so many changes in a song 
without getting sloppy or lost. Bobby Cook at WZNS said, " It's the most accessible thing on the 
album and just a killer band! Last time I drove to Atlanta I listened to them all the way. They 
smoked my speakers and wrecked my car!" In a world where there is so much product to pile 
through, don't you wish everything was this easy to hear? 

R.E.M., "Ignoreland," WB Now that the election is over and the old neo-fascist farts are out of the White House, this song 
has a kinder, gentler effect on us. We wouldn't have been able to get through it if events had taken a right 
turn instead of the mandated left. "Ignoreland" can now be considered to be a post-mortem of the 
Reagan-Bush era. Think about it, the party who wanted to take government out of our lives went out of 
their way to usurp as many personal freedoms as possible during their 12 year reign of terror. President 
Willie isn't even in the Big House yet and he's already promised to insure a woman's right to choose, 
among other things. Now, Poppy, would that have been such a tough thing to do? Like "Drive," this 
track reflects the generation who grew up during the ' 80s. They're the ones who are too young to remem-
ber this country under a democratic president. Skippy, in retrospect, is a friggin' genius compared to the 
insanity of the past dozen years. What's even more frightening is the fact that the absolute evil of trickle 
down economics is just being felt now. Talk about being disillusioned! In a time where MTV is estab-
lishing the political agenda for the future, "Ignoreland" is essential listening.

The Zoo, "How Does It Feel," Capricorn The initial brain-child of Mick Fleetwood, comprised of himself and 
casual friends Bekka Bramlett, Billy Thorpe, Gregg Wright, Tom Lilly, and Brett Tuggle is a 
world class line-up and a band called The Zoo. Their debut album (for those who possibly 
missed it) is Shakin' The Cage and proudly features noted singers Thorpe (one of Australia's 
best) and Bramlett (daughter of Delaney and Bonnie as well as former star backing vocalist 
for Rod Stewart and others) who pair up to crank out unbelievable vocals on the new single 
"How Does It Feel." This hard-driving rocker includes the masterful, legendary drumming 
style of Mick Fleetwood, superb axe-work, and overall terrific talent. "How" works itself into 
a controlled, energetic rock and roll frenzy that will grab the attention of every man, woman 
and child with half a brain (is that the right or left half?). If your town likes to rock, you need

Ugly Kid Toe, "So Damn Cool", Stardo ercury 

The new single is "So Damn Cool" 
we couldn't wait to tell you! Isla 
Vista natives, crazy Californians, as 
ugly as they wanna be, care- less, 
carefree spirits, good-time buddies, 
party-animals...these phrases all 
loosely describe Ugly Kid Joe. The 
success of "Madman" (Encino Man  
Soundtrack) and "Everything"

comes out swinging. The Ugly Kids have proven that they can 
deliver...all the way to number ONE! The base is solid and stur-
dy, the foundation is set with the highest grade of concrete and 
you won't be left out on a wobbly steel girder if you add "So 
Damn Cool." (We'll just hang you from a crane by your ankles 
if you don't try it.) 

Skid Row, "C'mon And Love Me," Atlantic  
It is not true that Skid Row will wear 
the traditional KISS army make-up 
while performing their cover of this 
classic. There are several reasons, 
the foremost of which is Sebastian 
Bach's alleged fear of an intense 
case of impetigo breaking out all 
over his face from the greasepaint. 
We can't say we blame him. 
However, we are pleased to tell you 
that like their previous single from 

B-Side Ourselves ("Little Wing"), this cover does the original 
justice. You gotta hand it to the Skiddies — this whole cover 
thing could have totally blown up in their poster boy faces. 
Instead, it's given them some credibility with many of us cyncial 
music pundits. Hey, Sebs, you rocked our world, okay?! Just 
don't overdo it. We don't want to hear Skid Row's version of 
tunes like " In A Gadda Da Vida," "Michael Row The Boat 
Ashore," or Pete Seeger's seminal folk tune, "Garbage, Garbage, 
Garbage." You may want to try Phil Ochs' "Flower Lady," 
though. So, go and let your freak flags fly and play this tune 
from Mr. Bach's Band. 

T-Ride, "I Hunger," Hollywood 
We know that in the next two 
weeks you will be bombarded with 
tons of new music begging for 
your attention before the dreaded 
"freeze." We suggest you either 
take your phone off the hook or 
roll up your sleeves and start lis-
tening. Sure there's a lot to be 
said for avoiding the phone calls 
of all the various label geeks 
imploring you to play their latest 
product. But would you slam your front door in the face of 
a bright eyed and bushy tailed Amway salesperson? Of 
course not, you're a good hearted individual. Speaking of 
knocking on doors, T-Ride have been bangin' on yours for a 
few months now. We strongly suggest you give their latest 
single, "I Hunger," a serious listen. It starts out with this 
really big drum and guitar thing and progresses into this 
monster jam. Check them out on the road in the coming 
weeks with Satch in fine towns like Miami, Tampa, 
Jacksonville, Philadelphia, Boston, New Yawk, Montreal, 
Toronto, Pittsburgh, Cleveland, Detroit, Grand Rapids and 
that toddlin' town Chicago. 

Wildside, "lust Another Night," Cap:itol  
Before you go and say, " Oh no! 
Not another ballad!," take a few 
factors into consideration. 
Wildside has been on and off the 
road for the past year, they have 
one of the most charismatic front-
men in the biz, they recorded part 
of the album in Eddie Van Halen's 
private studio, and this is the track 
that got them a record deal with 
Capitol. We've been watching 
them develop on the C.O.R. and Metal side, with the success-
ful and rocking "Hang On Lucy" and the infectious "How 
Many Lies."

It's hard to deny a sweet rolling rocker 
that talks about the night, rain, and the broken hearted. So go 
ahead and give these boys a shot! We're tired of beggin' and 
we're quickly running out of tissues!

WDRE BEAMS INTO PHILLY 
Last week, Fred Jacobs told us about the 
success of Edge station KEDG/Las 
Vegas. Needless to say Fred and Jacobs 
Media are quite bullish on the format. 
His prediction that Modern Rock stations 
would be on in all major markets by 
1995 came a step closer to reality this 
week. One of the format's originators, 
WDRE/Garden City announced their 
intention to simulcast their programming 
on WIBF/Philadelphia, which DRE's 
parent company, Jarad Broadcasting, 
purchased for $3.4 million in August. 
The station had been a leased access out-
let featuring ethnic and religious pro-
gramming. In a move to make the tran-
sition between old and new as amicable 
as possible, Jarad and outgoing GM 
Doug Henson offered show producers 
assistance in finding new homes for their 
programs. Most of them secured time 
on other stations with little difficul-
ty. Only one group filed a 
grievance with the FCC, 
which was initially 
denied. A petition 
was filed by the 
group, producers of an 
Hispanic special interest 
program, for reconsidera-
tion. The commission is 
expected to review it shortly 
and final approval is imminent. 
Until then., Jarad will operate 
WIBF under an LMA. With mar-
ket vet Dennis Dougherty in the 
GM's chair and an aggressive sales 
and promotion staff in place. Jarad is 
poised to make a significant dent in the 
market. On November 9, the outlet 
began broadcasting a Modern Rock mix 
with no announcers and drop ins featur-
ing an ersatz carpenter who informed lis-
teners about a "New Modern Rock" sta-
tion currently "under construction." The 
fact that each of these hours is sponsored 
by advertisers welcoming WDRE to the 
area is hard evidence that Jarad is ready 
to run with the big dogs in Philadelphia.

Jarad CEO Ron Morey and 
WDRE OM/PD Tom Calderone phoned 
the megacabin this week with all the 
exclusive details. 

From the day Jarad announced its plans 
to acquire WIBF from Fox Broadcasting. 
industry speculation has been at a fever 
pitch. Most of the rumors heard during 
the past few months have been untrue, 
and sometimes, laughable. considering 
Jarad's only intention from the gitgo was 
to simulcast WDRE. For instance, there 
was a strong rumor that John DeBella 
would join the new station in mornings.

ATLANTIC'S NEW ROCK PRESCRIPTION: 
AN APPLETON A DAY! 

When you thought rock promotion at Atlantic Records for the better part of the last decade, chances are 
the first two names that came to mind were Buch and Flash. Well, Danny's responsibilities have been 

expanded to include all formats and Flash is currently enjoying swimming pools, movies stars, and hits by 
Trixter and Hardline at MCA in Los Angeles. The new rock team in the trenches at 75 Rock are Jeff 
Appleton, Lea Pisacane and Bonnie Slijkin, with Danny still actively involved. Jeff's appointment as 

Senior Director of National Album Promotion last week comes at a time when Atlantic is in the process of 
developing their roster for the next decade. This year's success of Tori Amos, Saigon Kick and 

Lemonheads are sure to make it a little easier for Jeff to fill those legendary promo shoes. He's been with 
Atlantic his entire time in the music business and he spent his radio career before that at the same station, 
WBUFIBuffalo. In 1983, he joined Atlantic as their Buffalo local rep. After holding other local gigs in 
Kansas City and Detroit, Jeff moved to New York City in 1990 as Atlantic's Director Of National Album 
Promotion. Jeff Appleton is not the typical party-all-the time-throw-a-T.V.-in-the-pool-and-let's-get-wild 

promotion guy. Apart from being a hard working "foe," he's also the quintessential family man. However, 
to insure our "R" rating, we patched in KRXQ PD Judy McNutt who had some questions for Jeff midway 

through our interview 

Why does the AtcolAtlantic merger rumor 
refuse to die? 

Jeff: Because people haven't got anything 
better to do than spread rumors about situ-
ations that don't exist — including me! 
Why, the latest one I heard is Warner and 
Reprise, which I think is as ludicrous as us 
merging. It's a function of the industry 
that people love to spread gossip and start 
rumors about things that really have no 
basis in fact whatsoever. 

Does the fact that Atlantic has cooled 
down a bit of late add credence to the con-
jecture? 

Jeff: It's possible. 

Pundits would say that Mr. Big was that 
last of the bands in Atlantic's super hot 
streak 

Jeff: It's tough to say when you're on the 
inside. We have so much product out 
there that we're constantly working one 
right after the other. We didn't have a lot 
of our blockbuster acts come out this year. 
Like any team that has been at the top for 
so many years, you're going to have those 
years when you hit a downside. But as 
you look at the year as a whole, we had 
some tremendous accomplishments: we 
had a a great run with Rush, Genesis has 
sold over three million, we broke Mr. Bis, 
we took King's X to the next level, and in 
terms of one of the most important things 
from our end of the business in breaking 
new acts, we had some tremendous accom-
plishments with Tori Amos, Lemonheads, 
Saigon Kick, Testament, and now, STP. 
Lemonheads was a very successful project, 
and it's going to get even bigger with 
'Mrs. Robinson.' But for a label that is not 
known for its Alternative roster, we came 
out of the CMJ Convention with 
Lemonheads as Album Of The Year. That 
gives us an enormous amount of credibili-
ty and speaks volumes about where we've 
come, in terms of our Alternative depart-
ment. We've got bands like Eugenius out 
there. Like every label, we have our highs 
and our lows. This could be the turning 
point for us. I'm a big believer in the 
cycles. When I programmed my first 
AOR station back in « 78 in Buffalo, the 
record industry was putting out a lot of 
product. Many records were selling. New 
artists were selling. And then, in ' 82, ' 83, 
when I started, there were lots of cutbacks. 
I was hired to work Buffalo in January of 
'83. Four months later, I was out of work 
for twenty minutes, until I was transferred 
to Kansas City. 

The branch closed? 

Jeff: At that point, yes, some offices 
closed. And in ' 85, ' 86, WEA closed 
some more. That was a real slow period. 
When I started, INXS was probably one 
of our bigger records. The only real 
breakthrough act we had that year was 
Zebra's first album. Talk about slow 
times! Then, five years later, it's ' 88, ' 89, 
and things are selling again, just like they 
were in ' 78. I think we're in this five 
year cycle again now. We're in ' 92,'93, 
the economy is down. It's just business 
as usual. 

How has the soft economy affected pro-
motion for you, personally, and at the 
label? 

Jeff: We all hate to see the economy go 
through this. But the one thing that times 
like this do is force you to reevaluate how 

Jeff: You're right, I'm not into it. I fe t 
the same way when I worked in radio. 
I'm not a big believer in that from a pro-
gramming standpoint because I'd rather 
do a promotion that's going to reach a lot 
more people and make more people win-
ners than just one person and a guest. 
Listeners will get excited about anything. 
They just want to win something. It's 
like if you give away $ 10,000 to only one 
person, there's a general attitude from the 
audience of, 'I can't win that.' But if you 
offer $ 100, and they're going to give it 
away to 100 winners, people feel, ' I've 
got a shot at this thing,' and they're more 
likely to be interested. 

Do you envision things getting back to the 
point where relationships are and rela-
tionship maintenance are the principal 
variable in airplay, as opposed to goods 
and services? 

If you establish a relationship that's built on trust, and not on, 'Hey, 
buddy, pal, do me a favor,' that's always going to work. I'll put that up 

against any promotion at anytime. 

you're doing your job, and I think it 
makes you better. When times are great 
and there's money out there, it's too easy 
to do Monte Hall promotion. Stations are 
out there looking for promotions, and 
we're ready to supply them. When it 
comes down to times like these, and 
you've got to watch the bottom line even 
more carefully, you have to look at what 
makes sense. Everybody was doing a trip 
for everything a couple of years ago. In 
terms of promoting our record, how much 
did we get out of that? It's not the dollars 
that are being spent, it's saying, 'Alright, 
we're a billion dollar business. We've 
got to be a lot smarter about what we do.' 
We have to be able to reap the benefits, 
just as radio does. When we set up pro-
motions, we have to start thinking in 
terms of, 'Alright, this is great. They've 
added the record and they've put it on the 
air. Now, we'll do a promotion around 
it.' With the limited dollars that are avail-
able and what people have to spend, we 
have to make sure that our record is top of 
mind. We have to be much smarter about 
what we do, so that everyone benefits 
from it. 

I could be wrong, but it seems that you 
guys are not particularly inclined to, say, 
fly two winners to the inauguration for an 
add at a P3. That doesn't seem to be 
your M. O., correct? 

Jeff: It's always been that way for the 
people who have been doing this a long 
time. It's always been relationships. 
Promotions are just a plus. 

Do you feel yourself getting gun shy 
about asking for the add, knowing that 
there are guys out there looking for the 
same slot, who are offering radio stations 
some heavy duty stuff? 

Jeff: Not really. If you establish a rela-
tionship that's built on trust, and not on, 
'Hey, buddy, pal, do me a favor,' that's 
always going to work. I'll put that up 
against any promotion at anytime. 

Do you think that programmers need 
more convincing that a record will per-
form on the national charts or that the 
song in question won't test negatively? 

Jeff: That it won't test. Also that I'm 
not just jumping up and down because 
Danny has walked into my office and 
said, 'I don't care what you ve got to do, 
get this record.' I'm telling them straight 
up, ' Forget everything else. I'm telling 
you that this record is going to work.' 
We had to do that on the Saigon Kick. 
We knew we had Top 5 phones. We had 
a number of great tests to point out, from 
Greg Mull to Tom Owens. We knew that 
it was selling. I was able to go to people 
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and say 'Against all these other records, I 
can guarantee you that this is a hit 
record.' And in that case, I was right. 

Important record for the label. 

Jeff: Very important record for the label. 
It's because we knew the record worked. 

Did you find it to be a tough sell? 

Jeff: No. The only thing that made it a 
tough sell was the fact that it was a ballad. 
'SHE and `XTB started this thing, got #1 
phones. It's great, somebody's handing 
you a record and saying, 'Here, this is a 
hit.' The same thing happened with Mr. 
Bis. It wasn't like 'To Be With You' was 
going to be our next track. But KFMQ — 
we've all heard the story a hundred times 
— said, ' Hey, we started playing this 
record. We got Top 5 phones, then it was 
#3 phones, then it was #1 phones.' Radio 
handed us a record. 

Thank God, they broke a record before 
Gabe ground them into oblivion. Give 
them credit. How much of an advantage 
do think, being an ex-radio programmer 
gives you as a promotion person, remem-
berine of course, that there were still 
gasoline powered turntables in the con-
trol room 

Jeff: When I'm talking to a radio guy, 
and he feels comfortable that I know what 
I'm talking about when he starts talking 
about quarter hour maintenance and TSL, 
and everything else. But one of the great 
promotion people who didn't work in 
radio is, of course, Danny Buch. 

Oh, yeah, him. 

Jeff: By the way, I have to mention him 
five times. I think that was number two, 
correct? 

What kinds of stations did you program? 
Wasn't WAPL one of them? 

Jeff: Yeah, I did such a great job they 
named it after me. Actually, ` BUF in 
Buffalo was my first and only AOR sta-
tion. When we took it over, it was a very 
freeform progressive. Of course, when 
you walk into a station like that, and 
you're eoing to start putting some struc-
ture to it, it's always great to see the pick-
ets out in front. 

You had pickets? 

Jeff: Oh, yeah. It's the first and only 
time in my life I've been called a Nazi for 
playing REO Speedwagon. 

I think that was where you also committed 
the grave career error of hiring Paul 
Heine, right? 

Jeff: Yes, I did. I hired him part time, 
and then moved him into our Cutting 
Edge show, which at that time is what you 
did for two hours on Sunday night when 
you didn't know what to do with Elvis 
Costello and Brahm Tchiakovsky. 

Let's talk about the economy a little bit, 
as far as record sales are concerned. Do 
you think that the recent slump in record 
sales is keyed more to the economy than 
to A) lousy A&R; or B) fewer currents, 
especially on rock radio? 

Jeff: I don't know if you want to call it 
lousy A&R, but I think it definitely has to 
do with the product. I'm still convinced 
that great product will sell. If you give 
people what they want, they will plunk 
down the dollars to buy it. And I'm going 
back to probably one of the most 
overused records of the year, Nirvana. 
We were all screaming about the econo-
my, 'Nothing's selling,' and then, all of a 
sudden, Nirvana breaks out. 

Hey, if you liked Nirvana, folks, you're 
gonna love all these wonderful Seattle 
Soundalikes we have for you now!! 

Jeff: (Laughs) Let's all head to Seattle! 
Here come the brides! Let's say you're a 
guy selling insurance. What have you 
heard in the last year that made you say, 
'Oh my God, I've got to have that!' 
Especially when you put that in the per-
spective of feeding your family, and pay-

ing the bills. Of all the things that I've 
heard, besides the stuff on Atlantic, prob-
ably the thing that caught me the most off 
guard was 'Silent Lucidity.' It was just 
one of those records that just really caught 
my ear. When I first heard "Owner Of A 
Lonely Heart," at a label convention it 
was a similar experience, everyone was 
blown away. The new Mick Jagger 
inspired that same type of feeling, which 
was, 'I can't wait to run with this record.' 

On the new record, you feel like he deliv-
ers in a contemporary context? 

from the format, do keep an eye on it. 
"It's A Shame About Ray" was a #1 
Alternative track and many AORs sup-
ported it. 

It feels like that big buzz that you read 
about in every label president's interview 
on Alternative and how it was going to be 
the salvation of the nation. It seems the 
buzz is a little quieter, to say the least. 

Jeff: I always question anyone that says 
something is going to be the salvation. 
Rock 40 was going to be the salvation, 
and we saw how well that worked.

Jeff: Delivers immensely. People are  going to be totally knocked out. It's one 

of those that you just can't wait to run 
around with. 

I heard the track he does with Lenny 
Kravitz over the phone, which was quite 
good. Has the COR format delivered the 
sales that you would expect from a cur-
rent intensive, high rotation format? 

Jeff: Obviously, we're in tune to it. I've 
talked to Doug Sorenson and Gabe 
Babtiste about the one thing that people 
on our end tend to do is to look at the 
COR list and come out with a record and 
say, 'Man, this is perfect for them.' We 
run with it, and then we can't figure out 
why KQRC is playing it, but the Blaze 
won't play it, and KBER won't play it. 
Stations classified as COR are not all the 
same. It's the same thins as running with 
a record as saying, 'This is Alternative. 
Everybody's going to play it.' Not every 
Alternative station is the same. Just as 
every AOR is not the same. There's a 
tendency to assume that every COR sta-
tion is going to play every record. 

Do you feel like, in terms of Triple A and 
COR, that Atlantic has been up to speed 
in addressing the efficacy of those spe-
cialized approaches. 

Jeff: I think so, but I believe we have a 
long way to go. I can't think of anybody, 
unless they just specialize in that format, 
who has really approached it completely. 
With the Triple A thing, people didn't 
know, ' Do I work it out of the AOR 
department? Do I work it out of 
Alternative? Do I work it out of our 
NAC/AC department? Where do I put 
this?' 

Where do you work it? 

Jeff: Actually, we work it out of all 
three. And I think that's the best way to 
do it because everybody has different 
relationships with different people. Mary 
Conroy, who is head of our AC 
Department, also works with the Triple A 
stations. So do our local people, so do I, 
and so does Tod Elmore out of our 
Alternative Department. 

The Tori Amos, I would assume, is the 
biggest success story. 

Jeff: Yes. And Lemonheads fit in there. 

In terms of the Lemonheads, what's your 
specific game plan? 

Jeff: Simply to take this record wide 
open. We went, first, to the Alternative 
and college end. Getting Album Of The 
Year from CMJ was a tremendous boost. 

Does that matter to the mainstream sta-
tions? 

Jeff: I don't think that means one thing 
or another. From our standpoint, it really 
helps our Alternative Department because 
these guys have been busting their butt. 
When I started with this label, we didn't 
have an Alternative Department. For a 
time at many labels, anything that didn't 
quite fit the norm got dumped on the 
Alternative department. And it could 
have been the furthest thing, but it was a 
great place to stick stuff. And Alternative 
would go, 'Are you nuts?' Mainstream 
stations, while not playing everything 

Do you think Atlantic finds itself with a 
high hair band inventory at this oint? 
Or a surplus of harder rocking stu 

Jeff: A surplus? No. The only surplus in 
any label comes when you have an over 
abundance of mediocre product. That's 
where the surplus comes in. If you have a 
hundred great bands, you have no surplus. 

And if there are a hundred bands that 
tend to be typecast in a certain genre, 
that's okay? 

Jeff: If they're hits. 

Have you heard people say that about the 
label? 

Jeff: Not lately, no. I think every label 
got accused of that. We all jumped on the 
Rock 40 bandwagon and the power ballad 
wagon, and everybody came out with the 
Warrants, the Wingers, the White Lions, 
and stuff like that. It was easy to say, 
'Oh, it's a hair band.' Regardless of how 
radio perceived it, putting a label on that 
stuff made it easy for them to come up 
with an excuse not to play it. However, 
those bands sold a lot of records. 

Did you read Russ Mottla's piece a few 
weeks ago, where he talked about the fact 
that WIYY started playine those bands 
because they were putting out great 
songs, then broke their own rules by 
adding whatever said acts released. 
Would you agree with analysis that the 
second wave of songs from those artists 
didn't match up to the initial stuff? 

Jeff: I would you say you'd have to. 
Quite honestly, when White Lion and 
Winger broke through for us, it was 
because 'When The Children Cry' got 
played on Rock 40, and then it crossed 
over to AOR. With Winger, ' 17', we got 
its big push from the Rock 40 stations and 
crossed over to AOR. We didn't have 
AORs pounding on our door saying, 'I 
want to play it.' They were put in a posi-
tion where they jumped on it because the 
Rock 40s jumped on it. When we didn't 
have that outlet, it made it tougher to get 
those records onto AOR. 

Let's talk about Danny for a minute. 
W.C. Fields one time said he wouldn't fol-
low children or animals with his act. 

Jeff: (Laughs) Yeah, I don't follow 
Danny anywhere. 

Can you relate, though, in terms of fol-
lowing him in the big chair? 

Jeff: It's a huge chair. 

And warm, too, I'm told. 

Jeff: If you could get him to sit in it long 
enough, it would be nice and warm. Two 
years working with him has been a real 
eye opener, compared to eight years out 
in the field working with him on the tele-
phone. Is that three times I've mentioned 
him, now? 

Four, I think. 

So, Jeff, how's working with Danny? 

Jeff: Working with Danny is a roller-
coaster. We all know his reputation for 
being relentless, he's not only like that on 
radio but also with Lea and I. He's very 
passionate about what he does. 
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Does he yell at you guys? 

Jeff: Yeah, but we also have the luxury 
of being able to yell back. 

Does he use bad language, or accuse you 
and Lea of being lightweights? 

Jeff: No. He includes himself in the 
abuse. "WE suck" vs "You suck". This 
AOR department, despite all the changes 
and everything else is Danny, myself and 
Lea. 

Wait a minute. Danny's doing CHR. 
How much help can he really give you 
based on all the other stuff he has to do. 

Jeff: A lot. Yeah, he does. 

So you guys are the shotguns and he gets 
in there with the surgical scalpel. 

mention because you know we're both 
going to pay for it if we don't, the person 
who does hold this all together... 

No, not the B-woman! 

Jeff: The B-woman, the Bonnie-meister. 

Yeah, she does a great job. Do you have 
any plans to give her a nice, big, fat pro-
motion and a hulking raise so I won't 
hire her away anytime soon? 

Jeff: Forget it. We have big plans for 
Bonnie. We worked her in where she's 
promoting radio stations. She's great. 
The radio guys love her and they're com-
ing to find out that she knows what she's 
talking about. She knows what's going 
on. She's very smart. 

People always ask me which programmers I've met on a face to face basis that I 

really like. And people are always surprised when I say Tom Owens. 

Jeff: What's great about the three of us is 
that we are probably three of the most 
different people that I know. Everybody 
says that about their department, but 
Danny's the guy who reads everything. 
He finds all kinds of relevant stuff, and he 
brings it in for us. He's a phone hog, out 
there banging on the phone constantly. 
He flies by the seat of his pants and it 
amazes me the stuff he's able to pull off. 
Lea, as everyone knows, has this incredi-
ble amount of energy. She can really 
relate to her radio stations. She's the one 
person out of the three of us that knows 
what's going on in the streets. She's out 
there all the time. You can tell when she 
walks in the morning that she's been out 
there hustling on the street. I'm the orga-
nized one in the department. I'm the one 
who makes sure that whatever Danny 
committed to is taken care of. I try to 
keep it as a whole and I am the person 
that was on the street most recently in 
terms of being in radio on a day to day 
basis. 

You guys had always had a three-person 
department at Atlantic. Now it's two 
principals. What does that mean? 

Jeff: I know that may be the perception, 
and yes, in terms of the actual day-to-day 
contact and everything, Lea and I are 
doing it because we had to because Danny 
is involved in a lot of stuff. He still, how-
ever, has an incredible amount of 
involvement with us. We meet we meet 
almost everyday to go over things. John 
Nardichone and the metal department is 
down here. We have the Alternative and 
College department also nearby which is 
something we didn't have before, they 
were up on the third floor. We can all 
meet and cross-reference, see what's hap-
pening with records. Danny's like a 
clearing house for all this. We all meet in 
his office throw out the information and 
he can throw in his two and three and four 
cents worth. He frustrates me to no end. 
I mean, we yell at each other, we call each 
other names. We three people who have 
different interests outside of this office. 
But when we're in the office, it works out 
beautifully. Lea has this incredible pas-
sion for music. When you get so involved 
in promotion you can lose that, you get 
label-blind, you see only your product and 
you forget that there's stuff outside there. 
She has this incredible passion for music 
that amazes me and actually revitalize me 
on a daily basis. 

Yeah, she's fired up. 

Jeff: She's really opened my eyes to a lot 
of stuff, not to say that I don't have a pas-
sion for music but you can get so wrapped 
up in the day-to-day focus like this is all I 
got to do, I've got to get Record X on the 
air. 

Jeff c'mon. Face it. You and the wife 
are stereotypical midwestern ultrawasps 
with three blonde-haired, blue eyed apple 
pie daughters. I mean that's as far from 
the New York street as you can get. 

Jeff: I plead the fifth. And I should also 

You know, if you could get her to quit 
smoking, she'd almost be the perfect 
woman, don't you think? 

Jeff: No, because when I run out for a 
cigarette, she's the one person I can go 
with. 

Hang on, Jeff. McNutt's on the line. 
Let's conference her in, and see what sort 
of questions she has for you. 

Judy: Hi Jeff. Have you guys talked 
about the Atlantic Atco merger rumor 
yet? 

We've already covered that. It's a bull-
shit rumor. 

Jeff: (Laughs) We're doing an LMA. 

Judy: That's what I heard. It's a new 
duopoly thing. 

Jeff: That's right. We can't have more 
than 25% of the chart. 

Judy: I'm interested in what kind of 
bands Atlantic thinks they're going to be 
signing in the future. What do you think 
the future direction of the format is? Are 
you going to look for heritage bands and 
try and whip a dead horse? 

Jeff: We're done trying to whip dead 
horses. What we want to do is we want 
to find great bands. When we go out to 
sign these bands, we have to look for 
bands that can write, that can perform, 
and it doesn't matter what they look like 
if they're putting out great material. And 
I don't think we can sit back and say, 'I 
wonder if radio is going to play this? I 
wonder if radio can deal with this?' 

Judy: Do you see yourself getting more 
into the marketing business, as well? 

Jeff: I'm glad you brought that up. 
When a major company comes in to a 
station to make a proposal, let's say 
Coke, they don't walk in and sit a can of 
Coke down and say, 'Taste this, see what 
you think and let me know. Maybe we'll 
put together something.' They come in, 
and they put a game plan in front of your 
that will work for your radio station. It's 
just a matter of knowing the station and 
knowing the market first and foremost. 
That's what we try to convey to our local 
staff. 

Judy: What kind of suit do they have to 
dress in before they get an add? 

Jeff: We can put all our local guys in 
short skirts. Would that help? We've got 
to come in with a game plan that works 
for everybody and say, ' We've got a 
record that we think is really good. I'd 
like you to sit down and take the time to 
listen to it. If you feel that this is some-
thing that will work for you and you want 
to put it on the air, let's work out a time-
buy situation or a promotion.' 

Judy: So, are you going to be addressing 
the refocusing that AOR is going through 
in a lot of different markets? Are you 
going to be addressing the splintered 
AOR formats a little more closely? 

Jeff: Yes. Actually, we've been trying 

to work on that for quite awhile. The 
local people that we've had on staff for a 
lot of years know how to do that. 
Because of the influx of labels, so many 
people were hired who really didn't have 
a grasp of this business or radio, would 
walk in with fifteen pieces of product and 
throw them on the desk and say, 'Well, 
what's goirg to work here? What can we 
do? What do you need?' 

Judy: What's your most important for-
mat? Can you pick one? 

Jeff: No. 

Judy: What's the most productive, 
financially, at this time, for the label? 

Jeff: Good question. I don't know how 
to answer that. The reason that's tough is 
that there's a perception out there among 
AORs that a label% priority is CHR. I 
don't find that to be the case, evident by 
the fact that Doug Morris has stopped in 
the hall numerous times to let me know 
that he fully believes in the Stone Temple 
Pilots record. 

Judy: That's an awesome record. 

There's also the argument that AOR is 
off of most of this product at about the 
time it finally starts to kick, too, sales-
wise. 

Jeff: Then again, Bill, maybe off it in 
terms of current report. 

Judy: My recurrent is once a day, or 
even twice for a pretty hot recurrent rota-
tion. 

Jeff: For a lot of stations, that would be 
a Light or a Medium rotation. 

Judy: I know that because I have people 
calling me saying, 'I see this in BFD' — 
which is what I call the BDS — ' so why 
can't I get a report.' And I say, ' Because 
it's recurrent. Sorry.' 

Jeff: But the point is it's still getting 
played. Our Led Zeppelin catalog goes 
gold every year. 

Judy: Well, a good song is always a 
good song. 

Jeff: Right. But AOR has a large gold 
category. They're still playing those 
records arid they're still selling. Marc 
Cohn continues to sell, and we continue 
to get airplay at a number of AOR radio 
stations. The same holds true for A/C, as 
well. A/C plays these records forever. 

As the 'AOR format' has splintered into 
COR, Triple A and your basic AOR, it 
has created some springboards from 
which you can break a record, a la Stone 
Temple Pilots. But at the same time, 
aren't ycu finding it more difficult to 
break an across the board hit out of 
'AOR' because of that fragmentation 
Doesn't the fact that Stone Temple Pilots 
is a tooth and nail, week by week grind 
for you guys illustrate that point? 

Jeff: Yeah. I'd love to have everybody 
clean up and be able to say, 'We're going 
to go in and we're going to get ten this 
week and ten that week.' 

Judy: Could you parallel the develop-
ment of Stone Temple Pilots with a band 
like Alice In Chains, where it starts out in 
some small areas? That's the way I see 
the potential for that record. 

Jeff: Probably the hardest thin,g we've 
had in terms of Stone Temple Pilots — 
which is why I'm real happy with what 
we've done so far — is that unlike bands 
like Pearl Jam, or Alice In Chains, or 
Helmet was that we had no story on this 
band, whatsoever. There was a story on 
Helmet already out there. There was a 
buzz on this band. 

Judy: How does that happen? 

I think it's the street, and also, I believe 
that there are clever guys, like Jimmy 
¡ovine and Michael Papale who know 
how to build a street buzz with no visible 
strings attached. 

Judy: If that works, I'm just curious 
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why it doesn't happen a little bit more. 

Jeff: In the case of Helmet, or the case of 
Nirvana, they had some product out that 
got played at college and Alternative. For 
Stone Temple Pilots, we had none of that. 
We signed this band and we put it out. 

Judy: I'm just wondering why you didn't 
have that. Is that a conscious decision to 
not do that? 

Jeff: First of all, there was no Stone 
Temple Pilots because they went by the 
name of Mighty Joe Young. If they had 
been around under that name for four or 
five years, and had put out a couple of 
independent releases on an independent 
label and got college and Alternative play, 
and were successful, then you've got a 
story. 

Do you find that when you start to break a 
record, let's say at KRA'Q and KUPD and 
Pirate, do you find that causes some pro-
grammer backlash at the mainstream 
AORs? 

with cold, hard cash. We accomplish that 
by starting it out in Lunar rotation. Now, 
it's in Medium play, which is frequent 
enough to keep the sales real consistent. 

Wouldn't you rather have a record that 
remains your exclusive domain? 

Judy: Yes. 

That's in important aspect of investing in 
a record, to know that down the line, it 
will have met the needs of your audience, 
but is not universally adaptable to every 
18 to 34 format that wants to come after 
you, because political things occasionally 
will cost you with bands like that. 

Judy: Sometimes, I get a little bit tired of 
being told how many rotations a CHR is 
given a record, ' Now, that really shows 
commitment.' I don't know that. Maybe 
they're going to give it that rotation for 
two weeks, decide it sucks, and blow it 
out. Whereas, if I'm slugging away at it 
in Medium for a number of weeks, I'm 
doing the better job of building a future 
for a band than they are. 

Not every record is going to #1. Get your ego involved in the chart game and you set 
yourself up for pain. 

Jeff: There's a certain amount of that 
with some programmers that you talk to. 

Judy: Are you saying my station has a 
stigma? Wonderful. 

Actually, you guys are fine. 

Jeff: I'll give you an example — not to 
pick on him because I have all the respect 
in the world for him, and I like him a lot, 
and I think he's got a great radio station 
— is Greg Mull. If I mention `XTB, that 
it's working well there, I get comments 
from people and all they know is what 
they read in the trades, and they don't 
take time to investigate. It's like, ' Oh, 
yeah, I hear Mull's name all the time.' 

Judy doesn't seem to get that rap, but I do 
hear it about Greg, or Russ Mottla. 
Pirate gets their fair share of abuse, too. 

Judy: I can see why you get it about 
Pirate. The story I hear out there is Pirate 
is struggling, so who cares what they 
play? That's different. It's not that they 
sound a certain way, it's that they aren't 
very successful, so who cares? 

Jeff: When I started in ' 83, even though 
you'd love to have them listed as a station 
on your record, the one station you didn't 
want to mention because you knew it 
wasn't going to mean anything was if you 
said ` MMS was on the record. 

Because they played everything. 

Jeff: Right. 

Judy: I know that ten records have Top 5 
phones at ' NEW. 

You're lucky, Judy, in that you're able to 
play an advocacy role with records and 
you're not penalized for it. Too many 
programmers seem to think that jumping 
up and down about a record constitutes 
bad form, that it's sort of the professional 
equivalent of still wearing a satin jacket 
almost. 

Judy: (Laughs) Hey, if the jacket fits... 
We talked for a little bit about airplay, 
about CHR rotation versus AOR rotation, 
the frequency rotations. I find very few 
people ever ask — just because they don't 
know to ask — but no one ever asks me 
how many people I think heard that 
record in a given week. That's a telling 
factor, as well, because if no one listens to 
your station, it doesn't matter if you play 
it five times a day, or fifteen. It makes no 
difference. One play at a well listened to 
station might get you more exposure. 
You mentioned Helmet, for example. I 
venture to guess it will never make it to 
the CHR station in my town. It's too bad. 
On the other hand, Helmet is selling 
records, so who cares? They're consis-
tently in the Top 20 with record sales. 
That's my idea of voting for a record, 

Good point. If more programmers would 
take the time to raise issues like these, I 
think locals could do a much better job of 
prioritizing their label's product for sta-
tions. Anyone you've worked with who 
you think communicated well on that 
level? 

Jeff: People always ask me which pro-
grammers I've met on a face to face basis 
that I really like. And people are always 
surprised when I say Tom Owens. 

Judy: He's pretty sharp. 

Jeff: If he had the time, I could sit and 
talk with him for hours on end, but the 
thing that impressed me the most was the 
first time I met him. I said, 'Why can't I 
get this record on the air? What is it 
that's wrong with this record?' And he 
was the first programmer that I ever dealt 
with who pulled out his research on it, 
laid it out in front of me and explained it. 
He didn't try to say, ' Well, my research...' 
and let me guess at what his research was. 
He put it all there for me to see. There 
were no secrets. 

Judy: I don't see that much interest in it. 
Sometimes, people will ask me, and I'll 
share with them whatever I can, but it 
doesn't seem to stick. Advertisers are 
certainly interested in reach and frequen-
cy. I would think, as a marketing compa-
ny — your product is music of course — 
and I venture a prediction here, that over 
the next year, you will see a lot more 
active interest in the kind of exposure the 
records are getting versus the real simplis-
tic how many plays per week in the BDS 
is listed. 

Jeff: Let me ask you a question, Judy. 
Somebody spent a lot of time to try to get 
you to play a record. You finally come 
around, and you put it on. How much fol-
low up is there, other than the usual, 
'How's it doing?' What kind of actual 
follow up and interest in how the record is 
actually working for you? Or is it more, 
'Alright, they did that. Let's move on to 
the next one.'? 

I'd like to add, Judy, how cheesed do you 
get when you get promoted onto a prod-
uct, and the labels fails to continue to 
enlarge the national picture on the 
record. 

Judy: That's really awful. That's where 
I feel like my butt's hanging out in the 
breeze, and it's very frustrating. On the 
other hand, when you're given lemons, 
you make lemonade. Sometimes, I just 
figure, ' Oh, well, that's one more secret 
weapon I have for my audience.' I know 
it's testing well. I know it's doing well. I 
know I can play this record. I know it's 

not going to go CHR. And I know I'm 
going to have this product pretty exclu-
sively. On the other hand, in terms of my 
thoughts on building the format and build-
ing the bands that build the format, that's 
where I feel kind of cheated. I feel like, 
what are we doing? We're not building a 
future for ourselves. 

Jeff: The amazing thing that I get from 
programmers is their need to see more of 
a national picture, and that's on records 
where we have a story developing and 
we're starting to push. If I took all the 
people who have said that in one week 
and got them all to add it, I'd have a great 
national picture. 

We had Doug Harris on the cover last 
week. What do you think about this 
Sternbusters thing he's doing with Ed 
Levine? Do you think that's got a shot? 

Judy: I think it's a trendy little thing 
that'll get their business started. But, I 
wouldn't build my whole life on it. I 
wouldn't build my life on Stern one way 
or the other — or any single product for 
that matter, I didn't mean just to pick on 
Stern. But what if you built your life on 
DeBella — whoops! 

Jeff: Yeah, I agree with that. I think that 
the Sternbusters is a great hook to come 
out with, get yourself some attention. 

Judy: I think they do have some real 
merit and I think they have to deliver 
between the sheets, so to speak. They 
might look good going in but I think they 
have the goods to help somebody develop 
their marketing end of their business 
whether it has to do with Howard or not. 
I've got to get back to our music meeting. 
Jeff, nice talking with you... 

Just a few more points I wanted to dis-
cuss. How has Atlantic survived the cut 
backs that have affected other labels. Do 
you envision there might be a little trim-
ming around the corner? 

Jeff: No, I believe we're fine because 
what people tend to forget was that we 
made some adjustments about eight 
months ago in that regard. We were 
ahead of the game. I hate to see anybody 
out of work but at the same time, with the 
influx of all the labels and people hiring 
staff, it's like expansion in any pro fran-
chise. What happens is that you dilute the 
field. Then you get each team with a few 
good people and you got a lot of rookies 
out there, some of whom should have not 
been hired. Some may have been clue-
less, but if you got a position, you fill it. 
Like I said, I wish everybody could have 
survived and business have been great but 
the reality is that it's not and what hap-
pens is that yes, you have cut-backs and 
lay-offs. In the long run, though, it 
strengthens the business, the good people 
will be back to work. The good people 
are going to find jobs and it's going to 
make itself stronger. 

How would you rate the pressure at 
Atlantic? 

Jeff: I think there's a lot of pressure right 
now. The people I respect out there, the 
Fleischmans, the Harvey Leeds, who all 
put the pressure on themselves. I put a lot 
of weight on myself, too, because we all 
want #1 records. But not every record is 
going to #1. Get your ego involved in the 
chart game and you set yourself up for 
pain. If the record doesn't go the dis-
tance, but you busted your butt and you 
took all the pressure and you did the best 
that you could, that's when you have to sit 
back and say, "Well, we went top 20, or 
we got the Breaker, or we simply set this 
act up for a strong start for their next 
release, and that's a job well done. We 
may not have hit #1 — but, as they say in 
Buffalo, we done good." 

Bill Hard 
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RADIO FROM DOWN UNDER WITH SEAN PICKWELL 

We know it's hard for us egocentric Americans to believe, but there are radio stations outside the United 
States. Every few years, Austrailian Sean Pickwell comes to our country on a radio fact finding mission. 

We caught up with the PD of Fox-FM/St. Kilda during a recent visit with Michael Luczak at 
WMMSICleveland. 

Sean, what do you do in Australia? 

Sean: I'm the Program Director of Fox-
FM. We're what you guys would call a 
Rock A/C, in the sense that we play some 
A/C artists, like Elton John and Billy Joel. 
But our core is U2, Midnight Oil, INXS, 
that kind of thing. 

Is it one station, or is it a couple of sta-
tions? 

Sean: It's actually just one station in 
Melbourne, but we're actually owned by a 
company called Austereo, who own the #1 
FM station in every market. 

How's business? 

Sean: Okay. 

Michael: Hey, Bill, business is good. 
He's on a jaunt here, just checking out 
America. 

I've got to believe it's great, if that's the 
case. 

Sean: It's tighter than it was, but we're 
still making money. The group's got 
some debt, but we've managed to refi-
nance that. We make a good profit every 
year, so I guess we're okay. 

And how often do they send you on fact 
finding missions of this sort to the United 
States? 

Sean: About every two years. 

Boy, that's nice work if you can get it! 

Michael: Make a note of who we called 
first, Bill. 

Believe me, that's duly noted, Michael. 
Any chance that just for airfare and hotel, 
they'd like a couple of experts, such as 
Michael and me to come down there? We 
wouldn't charge for the advice, right 
Michael? 

Michael: No. 

Sean: It's not out of the question. 

Who consults you? Anybody from this 
country? 

Sean: Yes, we use Larry Bruce. 

Larry's a wonderful guy. 

Sean: Yeah, Larry's terrific. He's very 
strategic and helps us a lot. 

I guess, Jeff Pollack is the other primary 
consultant down there. 

Sean: Yes, he works for our major oppo-
sition. 

What really is the purpose of the consul-
tancy for you? 

I mean, is there that much going on that 
you don't already know about? 

Sean: Larry gives us objective, strategic 
advice. I think rather than specifically 
like ' Hey, why don't you do this, why 
don't you do that,' he can listen to the sta-
tions and listen to the problems of the 
market and the objectives, utilizing his 
experience in really competitive markets, 
more competitive than say, we are. The 
advantage we get is an objective ear and a 
very strategically focused ear. His real 
strength is strategy and where to move 
and where to take the station and research-
es. He's very strong in his research as 
well. 

How much research do you do? 

Sean: A lot. 

How many rock stations are there in that 
market? 

Sean: Two. 

And the other one of course is Jeff's. 

Sean: Yes. 

How does Country radio do down there? 

Sean: It doesn't. We've got Country sta-
tions now. There were a couple in the 
Sydney market. 

That's it, huh? 

Sean: Yeah, it's not part of the culture. 
Rock is the culture. 

Do you have a different demographic 
appeal to rock in Australia? In other 
words, do you regularly find people who 
are Michael's age, let's say 50, listening 
to Rock and Roll? 

Sean: Yes. We have an oldies station in 
our market and it's pretty much intro-
duced as an oldies station. They may play 
a little of Rock stuff but only the really 
tame stuff. They're getting down to as 
low as 30, 35 year old men and women. 
It's really interesting. I mean they go up 
to 25-50 and then the news talks and easy-
listenings take over. 

Interesting that Country music isn't 
indigenous to the country. Is there a par-
ticular style of radio that you have that we 
don't have here? 

Sean: I guess everything's a little bit 
broader. We really encompass a bunch of 
formats including rock, some A/C and we 
also have full service elements like News 
Across The Day. At night, we skew a lit-
tle younger and you'd almost think we 
were a Top 40. It's really skewed at 10-
24 where across the day we're very much 
18 to 35. 

Do you have the equivalent of a Howard 
Stern? 

Sean: No, we don't. We have one guy 
who's just retired actually from Jeff's sta-
tion in Sycney, Doug Malrite. He's prob-
ably the closest to Howard. 

How old was he, by the way? 

Sean: He's in his 40s. 

Michael: He's real old, too, Bill. 

Forget about him. Next. 

Sean: He's done the getting-up thing for 
ten years. I think he just had enough and 
he wants to get into TV. 

You've heard Howard I would trust, 
right? 

Sean: Yes. 

Would you think in Australia that some-
thing like that would work? Or is it a lit-
tle more civilized there? 

Sean: I think Howard works because he's 
compelling to listen to. I think that's what 
all my shows try to do. 

How rigid are the controls that are put on 
content? 

Sean: It's never been pushed. 

Really. 

Sean: I'm not really sure. I don't think 
they're as strict as the FCC but we never 
had anyone like Howard to actually push. 
Before Howard no one probably thought 
the FCC was that tough. 

Well, they're getting ready to get tough to 
the tune of a hundred grand, or so we're 
told, which I'm sure you read about. 

Sean: I'd figured they seem to be going 
after him really hard. 

Michael: Yeah, Sean was telling me ear-
lier that their version of the FCC just kind 
of rings you up and says ' How's it going!' 

Sean: If they get a complaint direct to 
them, they'll tend to ring up and go 
'What's the story, what have you done 
about it, did you apologize or did you 
send a letter back.' And if we've gone 
through the right steps in response to the 
complaints, that's usually where it finish-
es. If the person wants to keep taking it 
further, come license renewal time they 
may raise it and give you a warning of 
some sort but I don't think anyone's been 
fined. 

It's always reassuring I would imagine 
that when you get a call from the FCC 
and they end the conversation with 'So, 
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what caller am I?' (laughs) Do you do a 
lot of on-air contesting? 

Sean: Yes. We do a lot of contesting. 
We have fairly large promotional budgets 
relative to the States. 

Do you have local reps who work pro-
grammers in the same fashion as they do 
in this country? 

Sean: Yep. Absolutely. We have all our 
major record companies. Because the for-
mats are broader, we tend to get a really 
wide range of product. 

Are labels down there in the habit of offer-
ing the same direct promotional support 
for ads as is the case here? 

Sean: Not at all. The record companies 
in Australia won't spend any money in 
radio advertising. They back us up pro-
motionally and send us plenty of product 
to give away. There's no problem with 
product. Occasionally, they'll do contests, 
trips to see bands and things, but it's rare. 
They spend all their money on TV 
because they see results from it and they 
claim that radio doesn't work for them. 
This is the battle we have with them. 
They'll kill to get an add, to get into rota-
tion but they still claim radio doesn't 
work. 

But they're not regularly in the habit of 
giving you a time-buy keyed in to an add 
on a record? 

Sean: NO way. 

Would you feel comfortable if a label rep 
came to you and said, 'Listen, it's really 
important to us to hit X number of radio 
stations this week and if you'll add this 
record, we'll give you a time-buy,' would 
that be considered poor form or quasi-
legal? 

Sean: I have a bit of a moral problem 
with that. If the record's shit, it doesn't 
get played. 

What's your bible as far as airplay goes 
down there. What chart do you like at? 

Sean: We tend to get all the American 
trades. We generally get Radio and 
Records and Monday Morning Replay. I 
have seen some Hard Reports from time 
to time. 

How much do you tend to play your newer 
things by unknown X, maybe once a day? 

Sean: Our new category is two plays a 
day. 

Are there many women on the air over 
there? 

Sean: Not generally. We have more than 
the industry average. 

But it's low compared to this country? 

Sean: Well, I'm not really sure about the 
whole country. I haven't heard a lot, I 
must admit. 

So how many stations are you visiting and 
where on your trip? 

Sean: I'm not visiting many. I'm really 
just going to a bunch of markets just 
around New York, L.A., Cleveland, 
Detroit and San Diego. 

You're hitting all the garden spots. So 
what were your observations on Mr. 
Luzack's station? 

Michael: Let me say this. We went out 
to lunch along with Brad and Munch and 
we were talking to Sean and I was very 
amazed at his summation of what he heard 
in just a few days. I think he hit the nail 
right on the head. And I don't want to get 
into specifics. 

You mean, there's nothing we can dredge 
out here for print? 

Michael: Well, go ahead Sean. Say what 
you feel. 

Sean: Well, I think they got a tough bat-
tle with Howard. Howard's going to be 
very strong as he is everywhere. I think 
musically they're in pretty good shape. A 
comment I made earlier was I think what a 
great morning show does for the radio sta-
tions is the audience often forgives the 
quality of the music across the day 
because you got such a great morning 
show. With Howard, they may actually 
prefer the music on `MMS but Howard 
and the station may get ticks in the dairies 
because of Howard's strength. 

Have you heard any station that you think 
that sounds like `MMS? 

Sean: No, I haven't actually. I think 
`MMS has a little more vibe than some of 
the other AORs in the country. 

They offer a lot more variety and spon-
taneity. Do you think U.S. stations sound 
as exciting on this pass as they did last 
time around? 

Sean: Everything seemed to more 
defined last trip. The Top 40s were doing 
their Top 40s thing. Everyone's moved 
into the middle ground more a little more 
than last time. But, it's obviously the 
pressure to get the adult numbers. 

And your frame of reference time wise is 
how long? 

Sean: Three years. That was only a few 
markets. Do you think that's a fair com-
ment, I don't know. 

Of all the stations you heard with the 
exception of 'AIMS, which I'm sure is your 
favorite, who have you heard that you're 
impressed with? 

Sean: Good question. I must admit I 
thought Howard has given KI_SX an enor-
mous lifting vibe and energy across the 
day. They sound more focused musically 
and they sound like they really got it. The 
whole station had a lift from the success 
and obviously Andy had something to do 
with that as well. KLOS was riding high 
on Mark and Brian and I don't think they 
survived there. 

Michael: Sean mentioned something 
about stations in general sounding a little 
less produced. 

Sean: It's just something I noticed with 
the AORs. This time I felt that they're a 
lot less produced in the sense of presenta-
tion, promos. It's a much more natural 
presentation this time. I was asking 
Michael about that and he thought that 
was a deliberate thing. 

Do you feel people are talking more, less 
or the same? 

Sean: Probably the same but I think 
there's less of in-your-face stuff and less 
of the attitude sweep and less of the big 
production positioning status and things 
like that in what I heard so far.

Alright, let's talk about the cover art 
where you're standing naked hidden by 
that beautiful majestic horse. 

Alannah: Did you ever see the Lady 
Hawk? 

Yes, as a matter of fact. 

Alannah: It's being played now on HBO 
and other stations in America. It's quite 
funny that my record comes out and 
they're playing Lady Hawk again because 
I took the inspiration for the horse from a 
medieval period of time in that Lady 
Hawk video. It's beautiful. I wanted to 
have the most luxurious creature that 
would depict a mystical creature. See, 
people sensationalize me so I thought 
O.K., they're going to do it anyway no 
matter what you do, so why not give them 
something to sensationalize that is risque 
or controversial but yet not. You can look 
at that photograph and no woman would 
ever be offended by it. It's art. And I 
tried to do something that was extremely 
artistic and sculptural. You just have to 
figure it out what's real and what's not. 
And I think this record taught me this, part 
of living is not just being happy all the 
time and having everything you want, but 
it's doing without and sadness. The 
Chinese believe that you're born into a 
misfortune and every tiny little grasp of 
good fortune you can gleam from this 
earth is in itself a blessing, so you live 
from moment to moment, you live from 
each blessing through the land of misfor-
tune. 

Do you feel like it's been an unusually 
long period of time for you between 
albums? 

,Alannah: Well, I've only done one 
record which took me five years, but that 
required us getting the deal. We only had 
the producers on the weekends for the first 
three year then we finally we signed. I 
knew it was going to take a long time. 

Yeah, it is very, very deep. 

Alannah: So much work went into this 
record, and that doesn't happen over night. 
You can't be that brilliant over night, it 
takes time. You have to make mistakes. 
You have to realize your mistakes, you 
have to realize, ' Oh, that doesn't work 
before it hits the streets.' You have to 
realize all this and that takes time. I really 
didn't give a shit, nobody pressured me, 
the record company was splendid. It 
wasn't until we started dragging it out and 
I wasn't going to get it out and they went 
'Come on! You know, people are gonna 
forget about you.' So we crammed like 
the final exams to get it finished. 

It sounds to me like you're one of those 
people that could spend forever in the stu-
dio if you really wanted to. 

Alannah: I could or I could allow David 
to spend forever because I trust him and I 

believe in his prowess. Time equals 
exquisite ideas, and I'd rather wait for 
those exquisite ideas; they don't always 
come when you want them; they come 
when they're ready. 

You co-wrote three songs on this album. 
And then you and David and Chris basi-
cally wrote the music. I noticed you 
pulled a lot of things from some poets. 

Alannah: Well, there was only one song. 
Everything happened so organically. It's 
your duty as an artist to pull from life 
those special moments in order to express 
them through your sense of artistry, to 
make them brilliant because they are real. 
And in this case, I was in Barbados in 
February 1990 and I brought Nancy 
Simmons who co-wrote the last song on 
the first record. We work all the time, we 
worked eight years together as song writ-
ers and she's been able to bring out the 
very best in me like nobody else has. We 
went to Barbados to write and I was in no 
frame of mind after the road; I was 
exhausted. 

Eighteen months, huh! 

Alannah: Eighteen months and five 
videos. 

„And the Grammy and the number one 
single, five million copies out! Holy cats! 

Alannah: I know, it's ridiculous. Four 
hundred shows. I'm a better singer. My 
voice turned into a monster voice after all 
this. Oh yeah, so I went to Barbados and 
at the end of a very long week of starting 
to get into writing and picking up our gui-
tars and coming up with ideas — and there 
were lots of ideas — that were started 
down there. But I just wasn't into it; it 
was just crap. At the end of the week, she 
(Nancy Simmons) was just as motivated as 
me in her own special way. She slipped 
this poem under my nose that was written 
for me to express my pain through our 
friend, Robert Priest, who is the renown 
Canadian poet. He and I and Nancy have 
written and he and I have written songs 
together as collaborators. This poem was 
slid under my nose very sneakily by 
Nancy and I looked down and she said, 
'Oh look, here's something from Rob; he 
just wanted me to pass this along to you.' 
I looked at this and realized that little bas-
tard was thinking my thoughts again for 
me in poetry and instantly I said, ' Get 
your guitar!' And within fifteen minutes, 
out it came. It's just magical. I could not 
at the time express myself in lyric. All 
that pain I had inside me and all that lost 
love and lost blood from the road and con-
fusion and not being able to grasp who I'd 
become so quickly. So out came this 
music in the form of Robert's expression. 
And then we turned that into an incredible 
magical song. 

As I was reading through your bio, you 
mentioned living in LA. and being lonely. 
It really struck a nerve with me and I have 

to ask you: Is that loneliness a major moti-
vation for the songs on this album? 

Alannah: Yes. You're not from there 
(Jersey), so I'm sure you can relate. 
You've gone far for your work...to go to a 
new place...it's alienating. You feel that 
the sacrifice you're making is in your face. 
And sure, it does conjure up tremendous 
amount of self pity to talk about it, which 
makes it even worse because the last thing 
you want to do is sit around and feel sorry 
for yourself. 

And you've gotta hate that ...when you look 
at somebody and you know they're think-
ing "Geez, she's not happy!" 

Alannah: That's true. And I'm not 
happy. In my heart I'm unhappy. But 
maybe I have to be philosophical (as usu-
ally I am). When something really shitty 
happens, you say "you know, everything 
was meant to be." Perhaps I would not 
have the sincere and honest emotions that 
I deliver in my style and in my songs and 
in my singing. Perhaps the reason why 
people flock toward this record is because 
of a sense of honesty and the emotions are 
there. It's not anything I could have made 
up. 

A lot of people feel those things and can 
relate. 

Alannah: Passions get heightened and the 
hit songs that have all those wonderful 
passions in them become enormous and 
phenomenal because that's what people 
want. They've made that song a hit; 
that's what they want. I find that I defend 
my passion in the solace that I receive 
through the identity the people feel with 
me. They tend to identify with my pain 
and my sorrow and my deepness in their 
own very personal and private way. It 
makes me something like their best friend, 
their psychiatrist or some little angel that 
came down and sang something that 
means a lot to them. Then you've got a 
connection with every person that assimi-
lates their impression. 

That's very sweet, and I think it's true. 

Alannah: It is true, its very true. This is 
my experience after having written a bal-
lad that had more # 1's in Canada than 
"Black Velvet," but it suddenly went right 
over the top! From being a young, brand 
new rock n' roll artist with a rock album, 
to an artist who has what I have now — 
It's unbelievable. I'm in disbelief myself! 
"Lover Of Mine" opened up a whole new 
field for me that I didn't expect. After I 
came off the road I went directly to L.A. 
so I wasn't exposed to the effects that I 
had on Canadian audiences until I did pub-
lic appearances. And when I did those 
public appearances I realized ' Oh my 
God,' I've made the appropriate record for 
my Canadian fans.. for new fans of multi-
age groups where I didn't realize I was 
doing it. I knew I got away with it 
because I was honest; they were beautiful 
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songs and I wanted to sing beautifully. I 
didn't care whether I was a rocker and I 
had to fit into somebody's mold or some-
body's idea and what rock n' roll or what I 
had to be. I just went and did what I did. 

I'm feeling the conviction in the tone of 
your voice, the intensity about the things 
you're saying. I was talking to your publi-
cist about your upcoming press and she 
was telling me that you had said to her, 
"God.. .I don't know.. .I don't think I'm 
any good at this..,people are afraid to 
do interviews with me!" 

Alannah: Sometimes I say 
things and when they get trans-
lated to print I look like I'm a 
geek! I'm a highly intelligent 
woman. I think a lot of 
things through before they 
come out of my mouth. I 
guess the point I'm trying 
to make is that I have a 
reputation (and I'm sure 
you're aware) of being a 
difficult artist to work 
with. 

Where did that image 
come from? 

Alannah: People's expec-
tations of what I would be 
because of what they saw of 
me in a video. People sensa-
tionalize me. 

Do you find it hard to stand your 
ground and just be the person you 
are? 

Alannah: No...well, maybe before. 
They (press) might have lit a little fuse 
under my bun and off I would go because 
I was brand new to it. I didn't know you 
don't have to answer every question, that 
if one pisses you off, don't answer it. Just 
play stupid. And then you don't get into 
an argument with somebody. I think I was 
probably taking a lot of personal angst into 
my work and American journalists tend 
to.. (well, I shouldn't segregate it because 
Canadians are the same and England's 
even worse), but they tend to try and get a 
rise out of you so they can write some-
thing fiery in their article and so they poke 
at you. It's possible that I didn't have the 
maturity I have now. It's not that I don't 
have a fight left in me, I've got a big fight 
left in me, but I don't want to fight. I just 
want to enjoy this. 

Being in this business, not quite on the 
same side as you, but coming at it from a 
deferent angle, I often find that it's tough 
out there and people try to say 'Oh, don't 
believe it.' But damn it, how do you sur-
vive this as a woman? Do you find it 
hard? 

Alannah: I'm tough. But you know what 
I'm really not. And that's what breaks me 
down. That's where the real human comes 
through. 

Do you think you have to approach things 
in a deferent way than a man? 

Alannah: Yeah, keep the smut on the 
crew bus and watch my own. That's a 
metaphor. I don't want make it sound like 
all my crew in the band are sluts. I have to 
remove myself from the promiscuity and 
the lack of... how do I put this without 
making it sound like I'm not Catholic for 
Christ sakes... pscyofrantic behavior, and 
naturally a lot of bedlam that a career like 
this inspires. You can't tell me for one 
minute as a woman with a decent sense of 
morals isn't effected by it. And I really 
hate the idea of ' Oh, it's really hard for us, 
woe is us, woe is us.' I can't stand that. I 
love being a woman. I love being sexy. I 

love the fact that I can sing songs and 
when I give it sexiness, I really mean it, I 
feel that. These songs make me want to 
like ' 000hh, yeah.' 

There's a song I was listening to on the 
album that has country written all over it. 
Have you 
ever 

thought 
of yourself as 
having country radio adds at all? 

Alannah: Absolutely. I'm a country 
singer from way back when. But on the 
first record people said, ' Yeah, sure.' And 
this record they can clearly hear it, can't 
they? This is the joke that I was telling 
my record company: that I wanted to make 
a country record. They were looking at 
me like I was nuts. 

You'd be fabulous. 

Alannah: Or else I would have resigned 
because you can go drastic, but you can't 
go too drastic. The next thing you know 
I'll have this huge hit country record now 
that somebody thinks I'm so crazy. 

What's your favorite on the album. I know 
it's hard to pick. 

Alannah: I think it might be "Rockin' 
Horse" because while I'm playing the 
album I seem to keep going back to that 
one. It intrigues me. I love the guitar 
work in it and I love the old-fashionism of 
it. It sounds almost like Led Zepplin or a 
blue grass band, yet it has this Bob Dylan 
style sensibility in the lyrics. 

I like 'Living On A Memory.' 

Alannah: Everybody likes that. That's as 
close as ' Black Velvet' as you can get. 
That was an extension of ' Black Velvet' 
I'd have to say — a mystical song. It's 
about karmic retribution. I put myself into 
a past life and I became someone who was 
a criminal. Maybe one of those guys like 
Sam Cook who was killed in the middle of 
his career. I tried to live out the lyrics. I 
would let my voice become a completely 
different spirit. 

It gets me going every time I crank it up. 

Alannah: I just love that song. My girl-
friend and I were on the phone the other 
day, Nancy Simmons, who lives just north 
of L.A., right around the Santa Barbara 
area and she was listening to the Santa 
Barbara radio and they were playing a few 
cuts of my songs. This is the first time I 
heard my record on American radio, it was 
exciting. I'm superstitious and nostalgic, 
especially in America because I never 

really got a chance to show off my 
wares in America, and now I'm given 

the opportunity. So, now it's fun 
for me because it's a country I 
didn't lick. Even though I won 
a Grammy and sold a lot of 
albums, I feel like I didn't 
really lick them. I wanted 
to go five singles strong 
and I will on this record. 
We were listening to the 
radio and they played 
'Rockin' Horse,' 
'Living On A Memory' 
and ' Tumbleweed.' It 
was a great combo. 
When I was listening to 
'Living On A 
Memory,' Nancy and I 
were going, ' Ooh, Here 
they come, here they 
come!' 

So, you want to lick 
America. You're planning 
on going out on tour, obvi-

ously. 

Alannah: It really depends on 
if my record sells. They got me 

but if it doesn't sell, / can't afford 
it. It's costing too much money to 

tour because in order to sing my songs, 
I have to have three on, one off. That's 

expensive. The crew I have to have is 
expensive. I won't go out unless I can 
have a first-class crew. That's what I had 
so I'm not going to go back to nothing. I 
got to go forward with something. 

Are you nervous about it, based on every-
thing you felt like. 

Alannah: Nervous? The only thing I'm 
scared of is the dentist. Are you kidding? 
I'm very lucky. I feel confident. I'm 
ready for it. I've done this once. It's time 
now. I spent two years in recluse and I 
didn't like it very much. But I obviously 
know now in my heart that I had to do that 
to get what I got and I got it and it's done. 
I've payed my debt. My karma is over for 
this record and now, yaaay, I can go to the 
people. I can go see the folks and go have 
new fans and make new friends. The 
whole world's out there for me and it's 
going to be nice because I feel like I have 
a piece of the product and the preparation 
in America. I have to be honest, there was 
no steam left for American last time. I 
couldn't give them anymore effort. So, 
now we're really trying. While I'm doing 
promo up here and I'm doing promo in 
Europe, I'm really trying to carry every 
single interview in America because the 
only way to lick the country, or get your 
music advertised, or make the America 
public aware of you is to go do what I'm 
doing. So, I've got every hope. 

Oh, I think you're in heading toward 
major things again this time, better than 
last. 

Alannah: I think so, too. I feel that the 
direction my career can go now, and this 
album particularly, is unfathomable. I 
really feel that. It's an artist's own sense 
of accomplishment, peeping through all 
the devastation and all the fears and sad-
ness and strangeness. It's really wonder-
ful to put it in the past.

Rattlebone, "Rattlebone", Hollywood.... 
Most of you should have already been able to catch an earful 

of what this L.A. based (by way of Miami), band has to offer 
from the lead single "Society 

Dog". It's been at metal radio 
for a couple of weeks, but 
unfortunately seems to be suf-

fering somewhat, amongst the 
piles of new records that came 

out around the same time 
(though it is getting some air-
play at KCLB, WMMR, 
WBNY, WRLC and WLRA). 

Well, hopefully now that 

you're all about to receive the five song introductory EP, 
Rattlebone will really get their fair shake. This Dave 
Jerden (Alice In Chains/Jane's Addiction/Armored Saint) 
discovered band (he also produced the EP and their forth-

coming full album), certainly has all the nuts and bolts it 

takes to slam onto metal radio, plus a couple extra niceties 

(like an organist, and two tasty cover tunes), so don't write 
it off too quickly. The band (Roger Deering-vocals/bass, 

Kerry Furlong-drums, Brendon McNichol-guitar and 
Jeffrey Muendel-organ), seem quite adept at generating a 
psychedelic-hued, groove rock sound as evidenced by the 

slip-sliding rollercoaster grind of "Society Dog". Now with 
the additional four songs, you'll get more of a taste of their 
full-on classic' 70s influenced hard rock stylings, along with 
the added mixture of more current metal sounds — altered 

only by the subtle undercurrent of organ accented retro-ness. 

The sound is therefore naturally hard to peg, since it tromps 
easily amidst funky organ and guitar tradeoffs and heavy 

rhythmic beats. Aside from the single, you also get the sci-
fi slam of "X-Ray Eyes", the racing stomp of "Panther 
Sweat", and covers of the Blue Oyster Cult's "Cities On 

Flame" (which carries quite a nostalgic air) and the swelter-
ing, slow swirl of Isaac Hayes' "Do Your Thing". A rather 
diverse collection of tunes indeed. If you dig music that 
isn't totally heavy or way too light, then there's definitely 

gotta be something on this record for you to play (just ask 
any of the five early-onners we had this week: KROK, 
KUSF, WKNH, WLFR and WRLC). A little too off the 
beaten path to be considered middle of the road type stuff, 

Rattlebone definitely shakes it up a bit more. Now if only 

we could get them out on the road with Copperhead. 
Hmmm. What a promo saavy tour that could be. Enjoy.

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M.O.D., "Rhythm Of Fear", Megaforce.... While the Storm Troopers Of Death (otherwise known as S.O.D.) continue to 
climb the metal charts (16* this week on Hard Hitters), it's only appropriate that the M.O.D. record should land as well. Milano 

madness is upon us it seems. That's right we told you it was coming, and at long last here it is, the new release 
from Billy Milano's mosh brigade M.O.D.. It hasn't been since 1988, that we've seen new music from the band, 
so just as a refresher they've given us "U.S.A. For M.O.D." in 1987, "Surfin' M.O.D." in 1988 and then later that 
same year, "Gross Misconduct". Now with "Rhythm Of Fear" we hear the band (Milano, Tim McMurtrie-gui-
tar and Dave Chavarri-drums), returning with a ton of confidence and as always that fiery New York dipped 
attitude — raw, opulent aggression interspersed with some demonically catchy hip-hop riffs. Old school for 
modern days... it really can't be beat. Whether you view this as a one off project (Milano has other things 
brewing as you're probably aware), or not, it's one that should land right up there at the top of the charts (with 
S.O.D.) just by virtue of who it is and what the band has meant to the hardcore scene over the years. The 
album is a solid and honest offering of bashing speedfests like "Intruder" (the lead single), "Objection/Dead 
End", "Override Negative" and "Rally (NYC)" among others. There are of course some very cool diversions 

too, like the catchier grooves of "Rhymestein" and "Get Up And Dance". If you like Milano, you will love this album and maybe even 
if you don't. So I don't need to tell you what has to be done with this one... so what are ya waitin' for. Mosh on impact. 

Dirty Looks, "Five Easy Pieces", Rockworld..... Wow, how long has it been since we heard from these guys? Having floated 
around as an unsigned act since their departure from Atlantic Records (on whom they released two albums — "Cool From The Wire" 

and "Turn Of The Screw"), Dirty Looks are a band most folks are familiar with, but have lost touch with. Well 
never fear folks, they're back! With a new rhythm section in tow, the crunch bunch have hit paydirt once again. 
This time on the newly risen Rockworld Records (a division of Krebs Music Corporation). And as this is their 
first hard rock/metal offering, you can be bet your bottom dollar that all the right jets are being fired to ensure 
a proper lift-off for both band and label. Henrik Ostergaard still rules Dirty Looks (vocals/guitars), 
accompanied by Paul Lidel (guitar) and new guys in town Brian Perry (bass) and Jim Harris (drums). As 
for the sound it remains etched by the influence of such barre chord driven wonders as AC/DC (particularly 
in Henrik's always Bon Scottish growls), but this record certainly fulds them turning over some new leaves and 
uncovering a few new songwriting tricks. A very strong and fairly polished (produced by Max Norman) piece 

of work, "Five Easy Pieces" displays Dirty Looks sounding better than we've heard them in a long time (kinda hails back to the "Cool 
From The Wire" days). Catchy riffs, infectious choruses and a more inventive approach to song structure, makes this a very enjoyable 
listening experience. Check out the stomp of "Blue Tequila", the swirling march of "Only Tomorrow" (kind of in the KIX vain of 
pop/metal), or the mainline aggression of the title track, "Hard In The Middle" and "Give It Back". Or the easy, power swagger of 
"Let It Rain" and the blues inflected "Gashouse Sally". Oh, and "The Last Forever" or "Violence In Blue" could give the COR folks 
something to talk about. Nothin' like Dirty Looks to get folks talking.

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Pigface, "Fook", Invisible....Perhaps one of the wildest 
releases of late, Pigface (a collaborative album created by mu-

sicians hailing from at least 10 of your 
favorite alternative/metal etc.. bands) 
has stormed the metal nation and firmly 
landed #1 Most Added with 30 stations 
jumping on instantaneously. The record 
features ten songs performed in a variety 
of ways by different musical alliances. 
Artists involved on this latest installment 
of Pigface (previous albums were "Gub" 

and "Welcome To Mexico... Asshole") include Martin Atkins 
(PiL, Ministry, Murder Inc.), Mary Byker (Gaye Bikers on 
Acid), Chris Connelly (Ministry, Murder Inc.), En Esch 
(KMFDM), Flour, Fuzz and Leslie Rankine (Silverfish), Chris 
Haskett and Andrew Weiss (Rollins Band), Barbara Hunter, 
Sean Joyce, Ogre (Skinny Puppy), Paul Raven (Killing Joke, 
Murder Inc.), David Sims (Jesus Lizard), Matt Shultz, William 
Tucker (My Life/Thrill Kill Kult) and more. The result is one 
of the most diverse collections of music you can imagine. From 
industrial ("Seven Words"), to rollercoaster carnival weirdness 
("Alles 1st Mine"), to smooth and lovely types ("Ten Ground And 
Down"), and on and on. It seems to have definitely made an 
impression on a good proportion of our reporting roster, and 
chances are it'll do the same for you if haven't yet checked out 
this quizzical little gem of a record. There's a lot of wild stuff to 
choose from, so do check this one out. If you didn't get it call

Malhavoc, "Premeditated Murder", Metal Blade.... 
This Ontario based industrial outfit first came to our attention 

at the very beginning of '92, when Metal 
Blade released their double (an album 
and a demo's worth of material) CD of 
sorts "The Release" (including "Punish-
ment"). Since 1985, this band (led by an 
eccentric artist named James Cav-
alluzzo), has been experimenting with 
and refining it's industrial grind (which 
not-so-roughly translated means they 

aren't jumping on any bandwagon or ripping anyone off). With 
"The Release" it became evident that the bizarre creature that 
is Cavalluzzo, was a challenging creative force — lyrically and 
performance wise, exploring sexuality and human nature (he's 
been known to carve himself on stage in various ways). And now 
with the band's new release, he strives to reveal something much 
darker. So as not to be misunderstood and have the title misin-
terpreted, there are explanations in two places on the CD 
booklet explaining that the record "is not about senseless vio-
lence, but the eternal struggle to find peace". Listening, you'll 
hear that all strange stage habits and blistering violence aside, 
the music is as intense, raw, biting and aggressive as you would 
expect. One of the more promising bands of this ilk on the 
horizon, Malhavoc are the collaborative efforts of several musi-
cians all of whom are considered members. Among them Steve 
Crowhurst, Steve Jelliman, Dave Kiner and Rob Wright. The 
menacing nature of this CD makes it that much more intriguing 
— dark and angry it refuses to chomp along methodically. 
Rather it careens wildly around some superfluous hints at mel-
ody, only to thrash madly into a wall of guitar drone and manic 
but controlled vocals. Try "The L.O.C. (Loss Of Control)", 
"Kill", "Languish", "Beginning The End", "Age Of Dark Renais-
sance" or "Empirical Minds" for a taste of it. 

Manowar, "The Triumph Of Steel", Atlantic....First 
the label teased you with the "Manowar Kills" compilation 

album (which just debuted on the chart 
at 50*), featuring a few new songs from 
this, the band's brand spankin' new ex-
travaganza. Now they give you the next 
chapter. With it, the so-called "kings of 
metal" brandish mightily, their 
longstanding tradition of "real" metal — 
power, might & muscle, dripping in fan-
tasy lyrics (excalibur, lightning, mighty 

steeds... the works). Seventy minutes long, "The Triumph Of 

Steel" could prove to be the band's crowning achievement. With 
it's monumental 29 minute epic, "Achilles Agony And Ecstasy" 
(a musical interpretation of Homer's Iliad — quite an undertak-
ing under any circumstance), the CD further exclaims the bands 
battle cry against the legions of false metal gods. The album is 
laden with tunes depicting their downfall, and the righteous 
power of what the band considers "unneutered metal". These 
"metal warriors" (Joey DeMaio-bass, Eric Adams-vocals, Dave 
Shanlde-guitars and Rhino-drums), expressly dare you to defy 
watered down, would-be wanna be's and proclaim your undying 
proclamation to the "Triumph Of Steel". If the 29 minute opus 
wears a bit thin upon your soul (and your attention span) you can 
scan ahead to the more aggressive songs. The defiant stomp of 
"Metal Warriors", "Ride The Dragon", "The Demon's Whip" 
(which you should all have felt the impact of by now), "Spirit 
Horse Of The Cherokee" (long haired men on horseback?! This 
I can defmitely relate to) and on and on. Leave your wimps and 
posers at the door for this one folks (scary isn't it?). Oh, and 
watch for sound barriers to be pushed to the outer limits, when 
the band hits the road. 

Quirk Pick 
Shotgun Messiah, "I Want More", Relativity....it's 
been a long while since we here on the metal side of life, have 

been pushed on Shotgun Messiah. But 
with piles (probably) thinning out towards 
the year end, what better time to refresh 
your memories about these hard rockin' 
Swedes (well mostly, Bobby Lycon their 
new bassist is American). Their sopho-
more release "Second Coming" fared 
pretty well when it first came out earlier 
in the year (especially since it featured the 
band's former bassist Tim Skold up front 

handling all the vocals). Of course, as we all know it did really 
well at AOR (following a maximum promo push from the label) 
and finally, the name was out there. So now we are getting this 
nice little EP of sorts, which sports the new single "I Want More" 
(a very Electric Boys-ish grinder). It's very raw sounding, y'know 
a bit rough around the edges, and that's nice since the album was 
polished to a fine finish. Also included for your listening plea-
sure are 3 somewhat heavier and purikier cover tunes. Iggy Pop 
and The Stooges' "Search And Destroy", The Ramones' "53rd 
And 3rd" (metal radio types should dig these two a bit more) and 
the equally stompish cover of the New York Dolls' "Babylon".

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Ween, "Pure Guava" ( ELEKTRA) An 

unusual choice for cover pick dis-

play, the third album from Ween • 

may not be loaded with potential 

crossover, instant mass appeal 

type tunes, but what the 

hell-- we love them! The 

duo of Dean and Gene 

Ween ( real names--

Mickey Melchiondo and 

Aaron Freeman) have made 

their major label debut with this, 

their third full length album. As usual 

you get a rousing, rambling 19 tracks that 

stretch every boundary known, and some yet to be discov-

ered. What makes Ween so personally appealing is still a 

mystery, perhaps it's their propensity to toss everything 

but the kitchen sink into the mix. At times they recall the 

unadulterated brilliance that Zappa reached with early 

work like "We're Only In It For The Money," at other 

moments they sound like a bee sting victim on acid. 

"Pure Guava" was, for the most part, recorded at their 

former home in Pennsylvania, and the pair produced, 

played, wrote and engineered the bulk of the set all by 

themselves (along with the ever-present studio help of 

Rollins' bassist Andrew Weiss and vocal assistence from 

Scott Lowe of WPST on one track). Yes gang, these are 

songs so tender, emotional and alluring it's almost crimi-

nal. For example, how can a song with a title like "Flies 

On My Dick" not inspire a well of tears? Seriously 

though, all radio stations could (and should) play a selec-

tion like "Big film" or the surprising lilt of 

"Springtheme." The cartoon voices, eclectic studio 

quirks and general weirdness of Ween is such that they 

may get dismissed without an opportunity to crawl 

beneath your skin. "Pure Guava" will undoubtedly be 

one of College Radio's most added items in the week 

ahead, but the commercial outlets should make sure to 

investigate the moments cleared for air. The most addic-

tive aspects of the set for this reporter remain the ones 

already mentioned, as well as "Touch My Tooter," "Hey 

Fat Boy (Asshole)," "Push th' Little Daisies" and "Don't

Il erb Eimerman, "From Your Window" (DLS/BLACK VINYL) Here's another charmer from The Shoes' Short Order 
Recorder house of glorious pop. Fans of all things Shoes will recognize Herb from his inclusion on last 
year's way fab Christmas compilation "Yuletunes," and others in search of legit pure pop delights will be 
attracted by the vintage Rickenbacker that he's wearing on the cover shot. Jeff Murphy has co-produced 
this set with Mr. Eimerman, and the remaining Shoes (Gary Klebe and John Murphy) chip in with simpatico 
studio accompaniment, although Eimerman is a multi-instrumentalist who could easily have done all the 
playing himself. These dozen originals are swatches of brightly colored joyous harmony, the sort found 
among the closet catalog of past models like Flamin' Groovies, The Byrds and even The Shoes themselves, 
to name just a few. No artificial ingredients, but a rare treasure of jangle pop preserves are found in the 
fabric of tracks like "Right Now," "Of Concern To You," "Never Say Never" (not the Romeo Void tune), 
"Who's To Blame" and "More Today Than Yesterday." The latter is not a cover of The Spiral Staircase, 
although eventually someone should get around to a remake of that gem, come to think of it! A little record 
with a big heart, "From Your Window" may be short on the industry clout meter, but scores off the scale in 

the integrity index. Search and enjoy! (MM) 

These Immortal Souls, "I'm Never Gonna Die Again" (MUTE) Ten years after they broke up, the Birthday Party has 
never been more important or more popular. Despite the fact that their records were imports and their 
touring presence in the States very brief, their cult status has been never faltered, culminating (so far) in a 
WB/4AD "Hite release in recent weeks. For many reasons, only now are we seeing the first full These 
Immortal Souls album. An EP and 12" on SST about four years ago is all that's surfaced so far, and this 
album demonstrates their continued relevance in music circles. Among numerous projects, Rowland S. 
Howard and brother Harry came on board for Crime And The City Solution for a short spell, and Rowland 
updated his longstanding professional relationship with Lydia Lunch through last year's "Shotgun Wed-
ding." The standard crew is former Swell Maps/Jacobites' Epic Soundtracks (who plans to make this his 
last Souls album — hence the "Next time no Epic" in the liner notes), Genevieve McGuckin and Harry 
Howard are joined by former Waterboy Anthony Thistlethwaite on mandolin and saxophone. While this 
album bears a definite resemblance to the Birthday Party era, it's more than a regurgitation of the past. 
Introspection plays a part in casting the mood, darkly colored by lilting piano and wily guitar. "Hyperspace" 

smashes the jagged side of broken bottle of liquid mood into your face; of the rest, "The King Of Kahfomia," the instrumental 
"Insomnicide" and "Crowned" cradle tender feelings with a rusty pitchfork and a musky smile. The domestic release has the advantage 
over the import (for once), with three bonus tracks, including the live "My One-Eyed Daughter." (BR)

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Godflesh, "Cold World" (EARACHE/RELATIVITY)  
This is one band that will never content itself with being a "style 

of music." So says leader Justin 
Broadrick, one of the most intense, un-
compromising musicians and (more 
importantly) people you'll ever meet. 
And his personality is ultimately 
reflected in the organic metal fatigue 
he devises for Godflesh. They've in-
evitably earned a vast, unsullied 
reputation by redrawing the alien end 
of the elements table. "Cold 
World" InNihl" are both brand new, 

recorded after completion of the band's last, cerebral-pressing 
album, "Pure" (for which they toured with Ministry), and has 
been charting extremely well on the U.K. independent charts. 
But better than mere airplay rankings, this band sells and isn't 
that a more accurate statement of popular support? (BR) 

Levellers, "Fifteen Years" (ELEKTRA) The latest em-
phasis from this pub/club powerhouse is another belt of energy, 

exactly the sort this band is well known 
for. Folks are becoming more and 
more open to their debut by seeing the 
live show, truly one of the unit's strong 
suits. And the folks in charge are 
realizing that the key to continuing 
depth play is in the extras. This smart 
strategy pays off for both longterm 
supporters and fresh initiates, who 
either might be through with a new 
single by the time it's pressed for a CD 
single, or would like a fresh perspec-

tive on the band. On this disc are an acoustic version of a new, 
non-LP track, "Hard Fight," plus a no-nonsense version of one of 
their, reshingle-the-roof, live encores, Charlie Daniels' "When 
The Devil Went Down To Georgia." (BR) 

The Wolfgang Press. "Mama Told Me Not To Come"  
CDS (4AD/VVARN ER) This track from "Oueer" has already 

been played by the more adventurous 
crowd, even dating back to when it was 
import only. The Randy Newman 
cover gets an official nod with the 
release of this CD5, which offers a few 
additional alternate mixes. Of these, 
the "7 Inch" version is probably the 
best for mass airplay, although the 
sparse "Up All Night" mix is the per-
sonal selection. "Birmingham" gets a 
few alternate takes as well, with the "7 
Inch" version the clear choice. With 

just a bit of luck it wouldn't be surprising to see Wolfgang Press 
ride that Alternative to CHR crossover smash express, and 
"Mama" is just the track to do it. (MM) 

Suzanne Vega. "99.9 r" (A&M)  The transition to the 
title track of the album as a follow-up 
for "Blood Makes Noise" has been very 
smooth, with Heavy play already on 
board from stations like KACV, 
WDST, WFNX and WHFS well before 
the "official" week. The chart reflects 
this new life with a 10-9* move, as 
WBRU came in this week, joining 
others like KKDJ, WDRE, WHTG and 
WEQX. Everyone should be aware of 
the bonus track on the promo, the pre-
viously unreleased live B.B.C. record-

ing of "In Liverpool," a track that's certain to appeal to older

The Seattle band 7 Year Bitch made 
unfortunate headlines this year when 
guitarist Stef Sargent died. To the 
band's credit, they had been quickly 
gaining a solid reputation and had just 
played a showcase at the New Music 
Seminar in June, and were only weeks 
from releasing their first album when 
they were on the business end of a 
second, tragic windfall of publicity, 
mostly related to the drug-related 

cause of Sargent's death. Since then, the three remaining mem-
bers recruited a new guitarist, Roison Dunne, and decided to 
expand "sick `Em" (on C/Z Records) into a compilation of all 
the recordings of the original lineup, mclucling tracks from their 
"Lorna" 7" and their 10". Make no mistake, this is a band that's 
every bit deserving of big crowds as Babes In Toyland, with whom 
they share a bristly sound, not just a common gender. Essential 
listens include "Tired Of Nothing," "Knot," "Gun," "Loma," and 
"8 Ball Deluxe" (but "No Fucking War" is great, tho' it would be 
hardly approved by the FCC). First weeks adds at KCPR, 
ICMSA, KUCB, KUNV, KUSF and WCDB.... Put a big flare 
next to your copy of Ultramarine. 
And if one isn't there, it should be 
soon. Their latest album, "every Man 
And Woman Is A Star," has been 
licensed by Chameleon (which Rough 
Trade U.K. itself licensed from the 
label Brainialc) for U.S. release, and 
they're in the country to tour with 
Meat Beat Manifesto and Orbital on 
the Communion bill. Key members 
Paul Hammond and Ian Cooper were 
both in A Primary Industry (releasing 
an album called "Ultramarine", among others on Meat Beat's 
old label, Sweatbox), and then formed Ultramarine to fit their 
evolving musical vision. Their music is a wholly entrancing sea 
of ambient, new wave and acoustic tones; these waves are coolly 
negotiated by snippets of spoken word bits that are more 
philosophy than lyrics. If both Enya and the Orb dominate your 
late night stereo time, and the rest of the mind-food menu leaves 
you sleepy, then this should be a splash of cold water to the 
temples. British press has been measured in column meters 
instead of inches, and an anticipated reaction on this side of the 
ocean should be shortly coming. Look for more new recordings 
from them in the near future. Early play at self-starters KUSF 
and WDET.... Another British press-dahlink is the impish Betty 
Boo. Following "Boomania," her second album "Grrrr!" 

(Sire/Reprise) is just out, and waiting 
for play on both sides of the dial. Start-
ing with "Doin' The Do" and "Hey DJ 
(I Can't Dance To That)," Boo ( on 
Clarkson) has shown a bouncy com-
bination of rap, pop and camp, always 
in chameleon form, able to change 
color to suit mood or season. The 
opening track "I'm On My Way" boun-
ces like "Doin' The Do" and in the fmal 
passage borrows the instrumental sec-

tion of the Beatles' "Lady Madonna." Other samples, like the 
Four Tops' "It's Al I In The Game," lend a soulful feel, and Betty 
makes her own wall of sound, helped by John Coxon, a key part 
of her last album.... Certain Distant Suns prove that dreamy 
ellipses of sound don't have to come 
from Belgium or the depths of a coas-
tal nightclub. They're from Chicago, 
and have two independently releases 
albums to their discography, earning 
an audience in the Midwest and 
beyond. The band's latest release, an 
EP called "Hue," intertwines dance 
beats with hip hop and funk structures, 
coming off like a cross of Rise Robots 
Rise, Enigma and Frontline Assemb-
ly, lending itself well to dance/house 
programming. Along with the emphasis cuts "Talk," "From Here 
Now After" and "Mine All Mine" (check out the second version), 
the EP boasts several alternate mixes and an 11 minute, house 
drums heavy bonus, "Crustacean." (CDM Records' phone num-
ber is 708-973-0602.)... If spirited, rambunctious music like the

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Singles Going Steady 

Brian Eno, "Mi Click" CDS (OPAL/WARNER BROTHERS) It is immensely baffling why any true music 
aficionado would need to be reminded that investigating a new effort from Brian Eno is imperative. 
After all, this is an artist who is directly involved, and in many cases primarily responsible for, the 
legitimization of avant expression as a mass appeal alternative. Since first surfacing as a member of Roxy 
Music, Eno's uniquely inquisitive sonic instincts and inherent taste have provided a foundation for just 
about every noteworthy wrinkle the last twenty years have offered us. Just try to construct a list of musical 
artist interface involving Brian Eno, then smile and call in sick. "Ali Click" is a selection from Brian's 
latest stab at (his form of) "pop," already a personal favorite from the "Nerve Net" set, featuring Jaime 
West-Oram on guitar and an EMF loop nick. Of the seven versions included here, radio will do best 
utilizing the album edit, but the "Grid Master Remix" and "Trance Mix" are sure to be club staples.

AM Rose of Guns N' Roses has been sentenced to two years' 
probation and ordered to pay $50,000 to local charity groups 
as part of an agreement reached to settle charges against him 
because of a not that occurred during a GNR concert near 
St. Louis last year. Rose was not in court for the bench trial 
where St. Louis County Associate Judge Ellis Gregory found 
Rose guilty of assault and property damage. Gregory 
reviewed a video tape of the incident in which Rose leaped 
into the audience to fight with fans, then abruptly told the 
crowd the show was over and left the stage. Rose's defense 
attorney, Arthur Margulis, said the sentence was fair. "I 
really don't think Axl Rose did receive any special 
treatment," Margulis said. "As the judge commented right 
from the bench, there are thousands of cases like this that 
come before the court every year....When you consider that 
he paid $50,000 to local charities here, he didn't get any mere 
slap on the wrist." The donation will be divided between the 
Child Abuse Detection & Prevention Program, 
Court-Appointed Special Advocates, Backstoppers, Youth 
Emergency Service, and Manan Hall, a Catholic Charities 
shelter for young women. 

George Michael has filed a lawsuit in England seeking to be 
released from his record company (Sony Records). He's 
been with the same label since the early days with his group 
Wham! He's apparently planning to argue that his 15-year, 
seven-album contract is unfair, an argument that has been 
succesfully used by the Stone Roses and Holly Johnson, 
former lead vocalist for Frankie Goes To Hollywood. "I have 
reached the conclusion divorce is the only conclusion," 
Michael says. "This arranged marriage to Sony simply 
doesn't work. We do not speak the same language." 

A county judge in Washington state has struck down the law 
banning the sale of "erotic" music to minors. King Cou, 
Superior Court Judge Mark Brucker said the new law is 
unconstitutional because it is vague. The law said erotic 
music should be labeled "Adults Only," and mandated a $500 
fine and six months in jail for anyone who sold such material 
to minors. However, the measure's sponsor, state 
representative Richard King, says he believes it will be 
"relatively easy" to rewrite the law to meet the court's 
approval. 

The "Automatic For The People" sign at an Athens soul food 
restaurant has been returned with an apology a week after it 
was taken from Weaver D's in Athens, Georgia. The sign was 
the inspiration for the title to R.E.M.'s latest album. The 
letter of apology was taped to the sign in a plastic bag. It read, 
"Weaver .D: Sorry for the terrible inconvenience over the 
past weekend. Upon further thought, the idea of possessing 
a genuine piece of Athens history became a guilt-felt burden. 
Enclosed is a small borrowing fee, which will hopefully cover 
any hardware replacement costs. Thank you for the 
oppourtunity of a lifetime. Your biggest fan." Dexter 
Weaver, who owns the cafe, says business has been very busy 
since the R.E.M. album came out. "We can't cook enough 
food," Weaver says. 

-Twenty-one artists contribute to "Here No Evil: A Tribute 
To The Monkees" (on Long Play Records). Magnapop 
cover "Pleasant Valley Sunday," while Mitch Easter does 
"Vallen," former Swimming Pool Q's vocalist Anne 
Richmond Boston has covered "Mr. Webster" and 
all-female Atlanta band the Doll Squad have recorded "Let's 
Dance On." The compilation was put together by Jim 
Johnson of Atlanta band the Chant who do their version of 
"Take A Giant Step." 

Rush guitarist Alex Lifeson took a flight in a Canadian 
Armed Forces CF-5 freedom fighter based at the Canadian 
Forces Base in Cold Lake, Alberta. The Canadian 
Department of National Defense asked Rush if they could 
use the instrumental track "Where's My Thing" for a new 
informational video. The band agreed, with the condition 
that Lifeson could take a ride in a fighter jet. A spokesman 
for the department says Lifeson's flight lasted for about an 
hour, and involved all sorts of aerial maneuvers and 
simulated combat. 

Motley Crue now have a video game named after them. 
Electronic Arts of San Mateo, California, has developed a 
game called "Crue Ball," which was designed with the 
group's participation. The band licensed their name, logo 
and three songs for "Crue Ball." "The game originated as a 
pinball game, the original title was Twisted Flipper," says 
company production manager Rick Lucas. "The product 
had always grown out of a musical theme. Motley Crue was 
one of the logical targets." 

Fed by their interest in country music, Ministry are 
relocating from Chicago to Austin, Texas, with plans to work 
on a country- crossover album called "Buck Satan & The 666 
Shooters." 

Rapper Turbo B has left Snap to begin a solo project. "Me 
and the producers don't see eye-to-eye anymore," Turbo B 
says. "What they want is like a ICLF where it's just a group 
on videos — no touring, only a promotional-type thing. I, as 
an entertainer, want to go out on the road, be with the fans 
and do my thing." 

Paula Yates, the wife of former Boomtown Rats leader Bob 
Geldof, has been fined $700 in a British court for not having 
a television license. It was the second time she's been 
convicted of the crime. The payment of an annual television 
license funds programming on BBC television and radio. 
Ironically, Yates co- hosts a morning television program with 
her husband on Britain's commercial television network. 

Pat DiNizio of the Smithereens has produced some demo 
tapes for the New Orleans group the Stone Poets. The 
recordings are part of a development deal the Stone Poets 
have with a major label (Epic Records). 

Sonic Youth, Redd 'Cross, Yo La Tengo, the Connells, 
Hypnolovewheel, Superchunk and Soul Asylum are among 
the bands contributing tracks to "Freedom Of Choice: 
Yesterday's New Wave Hits By Today's Stars," a compilation 
album to benefit the Planned Parenthood Foundation of 
America. Each band will cover a classic new wave hit on the 
LP. Mudhoney, for example, have recorded a cover of Elvis 
Costello's "Pump It Up." Mark Arm of Mudhoney says "to 
outlaw abortion is an invasion of privacy. This whole subject 
shouldn't be a political issue, but unfortunately, the 
Republican party has been infiltrated with fundamentalist 
Christians to the highest levels, and these people are funding 
the party. To them, abortion is evil and they won't tolerate 
it." Sonic Youth cover Plastic Bertrand's "Ca Plane Pour 
Moi" while the Connells have done a version of Split Enz's 
"I Got You." 
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Elton John has announced that he's made a personal 
contribution from record royalties of $800,000 to AIDS 
charities across Britain. He's also announced, in London, the 
formation of the Elton John AIDS Foundation, which will 
have branches in the U.S. and in England. 

Negotiations between the independent Factory record label 
and the larger London Records group have ground to a halt. 
New Order, Factory's most successful band, never actually 
signed a written contract with the label having dealt with 
Factory boss Tony Wilson on the basis of a verbal agreement. 
Wilson has been trying to get the band to sign a document to 
help the sale proceed, but the band may take the opportunity 
to sign on more favorable terms. Wilson is also said to be 
needing cash for Factory because the Happy Mondays' new 
album, "Yes, Please," the most expensive independent 
album ever made, has been spectacularly unsuccessful in 
Britain. 

Britain's New Musical Express music paper has received a 
death threat for Florida death metal band Deicide, who are 
scheduled to play in Manchester, England, later this month. 
An open letter addressed to the band's lead singer from a 
British animal rights activist group warns that Deicide's 
Manchester shows will be their last. The letter was 
apparently sent to NME because of a previous interview with 
the band's lead singer, in which he bragged of torturing 
animals and shot a squirrel for the interviewer to prove his 
point. 
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British band Soho ("Hippychick") are in the midst of a 
controversy over because of a song called "Claire's Kitchen" 
on their most recent album. The band has been burglarized 
and has had its phone tapped because of the song, which is 
based on rumors of an affair between an important 
government official and a London caterer. Rumors of the 
affair have been persistent this summer and release of Soho's 
song has prompted some major newspapers to suggest a 
cover-up conspiracy. 

While Billy Ray Cyrus is making lots of money for his debut 
album, his brother is making $40 per night playing with his 
own band. Kevin Cyrus says he was an original member of 
Cyrus' group, before Billy Ray joined in 1986. "Well the next 
thing I know, the other guys in the band didn't want me in the 
band, so next thing I know, I wasn't in the band no more," 
Kevin told the syndicated television program "A Current 
Affair." He says Billy Ray told him over the phone that he 
was no longer in the band, instead of in person. Kevin says 
he'd like to hear from his brother."I wish he'd call me," Kevin 
Cyrus says. "Nothing would make my day more than to be 
right back on stage with him and I never will be, probably." 

War will tour to promote their "Rap Declares War" 
compilation album and the group plans to record new 
material for an album to be released in the middle of next 
year. 

Michael Jackson has launched perfume lines for men and 
women, with part of the profit going to his Heal The World 
Foundation. The $30-per-bottle perfumes, "Legende de 
Michael Jackson" and "Mystique de Michael Jackson," 
feature a hologram of Jackson on the bottle. 

The sheriffs department in Cincinnati, Ohio, has concluded 
that Madonna's "Sex" book is not obscene. "It did not violate 
pornography laws in the state of Ohio," says Hamilton 
County sheriffs spokesman Frank Weikel. "There was no 
bestiality, no penetration or no child porn in it." Screw 
magazine publisher Al Goldstein says the book is "elitist, 
pretentious, egomaniacal." 

"The Spinal Tap Reunion" will air (on NBC-TV) on 
December 30, with Kenny Rogers, Martin Short and Jamie 
Lee Curtis appearing in the hour-long special. There will also 
be cameo appearances from Graham Nash, Jeff Beck, Mel 
Torme, Paul Shaffer, Rob Reiner and Fred Willard. 

Nona Gaye says she doesn't plan to cover any songs by her 
father, Marvin Gaye, anytime soon. "I'm just going to try to 
be my own person, hope for the best, and let people like me 
for who I am," she says. The 18-year-old Nona was 9 when 
her father was fatally shot by his father. She's just released 
her debut album, "Love For The Future." "If I were ever to 
cover one of my father's songs, it would be a ways away 
because I'd really like to establish myself before I even 
venture to go anywhere my father went." 

A teenager in Bilbao, Spain, says he's earned a place in the 
Guinness Book of Records by improvising on a piano for 36 
continuous hours. Robert Molero, a member of the Spanish 
rock band Night, played improvisations on five of his 
compositions. 

Cher is suing the city of Malibu, California, because it has 
refused to let her build a mansion on cliffs overlooking the 
Pacific Ocean. City officials say the site is too close to the top 
of a bluff, but Cher's attorney says Los Angeles County 
approved it before Malibu incorporated as a city last year. 
Cher wants to build a two-story house with a five-car garage, 
guest quarters, gynmasium, tennis courts and a swimming 
pool. 

Emmylou Harris will be the grand marshall of the 40th 
annual Nashville Christmas parade on December 5. 
"Christmas is always a very special, beautiful time in 
Nashville, and this is a great way to be a part of it," Harris 
says. 

The sixth Farm Aid concert will take place in Ames, Iowa, 
on April 24 of next year, and John Mellencamp and Neil 
Young have already agreed to perform. Willie Nelson is again 
organizing the event, which has raised over $13 million since 
1985 for legal assistance and food for farmers threatened by 
foreclosure. Last year's show featured Mellencamp, Paul 
Simon, Waylon Jennings, Tracy Chapman and Richard 
Marx and raised over $1 million. This year's concert 
coincides with Iowa State University's annual student 
celebration, the Veishea. 

Middle Georgia guitarist Tim Brooks played an Allman 
Brothers tribute concert at the First Annual Allman 
Brothers & Sisters Family Reunion & International 
Collectors Revival held in Macon, Georgia, recently. The 
event featured a collection of Allman Brothers 
memorabilia, and a "Rock & Roll Ramble" tour of the Rose 
Hill Cemetary where two members of the band are buried. 

Prince's latest album, the one with only a symbol for a title, 
debuted at number 5 on the Billboard Top 200, making this 
the ninth year out of the past 10 in which Prince has had an 
album in the top ten. 

Blues Traveler are working on a new album at a New 
Orleans studio. 

Irish folk singer Betsy McGovern got a bigger audience than 
anticipated when she played New York recently with a 
group called Cherish The Ladies. It turns out the club was 
the sight of a record company party after the Bob Dylan 
tribute concert at Madison Square Garden. So, Dylan, Eric 
Clapton, George Harrison and others were in the audience 
for her show. Clapton even took one of her CDs home, 
McGovern says. 

Ice Cube unveiled tracks from his upcoming "Predator" 
album during a pirate radio broadcast in central Los 
Angeles. A three- hour show, calling itself "Rebel Radio," 
included the song "U Ain't Gonna Take My Life," in which 
Ice Cube says the beating of Rodney King earlier this year 
made him "want to go out and pop me a cop." The broadcast 
was engineered by Black Rose, a Fresno, California, man 
who's been involved in pirate broadcasts since the middle 
of the 1980s. 

The Farm are encouraging audience participation during 
their upcoming British tour. In each city, the band will invite 
two local girls to sing backing vocals as they perform their 
current U.K. hit, a cover of the Human League's "Don't You 
Want Me?" The band's asked potential singers to send a 
tape to the British office. 

A couple in St. Margen, Germany, has received an over 
$7,000 telephone bill that was run up by their 12-year-old 
daughter who was trying to contact Michael Jackson. 

Genesis had to cancel a concert in Gwent, in England, 
because of a viral infection that was affecting the voice of 
singer Phil Collins. 

The Hothouse Flowers are among the bands playing a 
benefit concert in Ireland later this month to help people in 
Bosnia- Herzegovina. 

A recent joint appearance by former Pogues lead singer 
Shane MacGowan with Nick Cave of the Bad Seeds at the 
Town & Country Club has led to some joint recording 
sessions. The two have teamed up for a cover of Louis 
Armstrong's "Wonderful World," while Cave has recorded 
his own version of the Pogues' "A Rainy Night In Soho." 

The Orb are remixing a version of Mike Oldfield's "Tubular 
Bells 2," as well as teaming up with members of 1970s British 
industrial-rock band Hawkwind for a new version of their 
"Silver Machine." 

Former Band lead singer and bass player Rick Danko has 
released an album in Norway with singer Eric Andersen. 

Bon Jovi plan an 18-month world tour beginning in January 
to promote their "Keep The Faith" album. "The band is 
energized and wants to go out there and do it again," Jon 
Bon Jovi says. 

Thomas Dolby's "Astronauts & Heretics" album is just out 
in the U.S. (on Giant Records). Dolby says the album is "my 
best work, a moving personal record." It's his first album in 
four years and Dolby says he's relying less on technology for 
the LP. "This is the time in my life to be myself," Dolby says. 

Eleven people were killed by the crush of the crowd and 31 
other people were injured at the end of a concert in Senegal 
featuring the group Super Diamano. The deaths occurred 
when people left at the end of the concert at the stadium in 
Rufisque, about 15 miles from Dakar, while other people 
who hadn't been able to get into the show tried to press their 
way in. 

Gene Simmons of Kiss recently wrote a song with Bob 
Dylan. "Like anything else, it's out there and you can reach 
for it or not," Simmons says. "And one of the things I had in 
mind was to write with Bob Dylan, no matter how silly or 
impossible that sounds....It was no different than writing by 
myself or anybody else except when he walked into this 
room." 
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Elvis Costello has recorded 20 love songs with the Brodsky 
Quartet of London for an album called "The Juliet Letters" 
which will come out (on Warner Brothers Records) at the 
end of January. Costello played with the quartet at two 
shows in Britain this summer. He's planning to tour the U.S. 
beginning in March. 

Eric Shrody of House Of Pain has his first film role in 
"Judgment Night," a film starring Emilio Estevez that's to 
be released in the spring. 

Paula Abdul isn't expected to have a new album out until 
late next year. She's also looking for a film project. 

Don Henley has recorded "Sit Down You're Rocking The 
Boat," from the musical "Guys And Dolls" for the 
soundtrack of the film "Leap Of Faith," starring Steve 
Martin and Deborah Winger. The soundtrack album will 
also include Wynonna Judd singing a new song by Elton 
John and Bernie Taupin called "Stone's Throw From 
Hurtin'." 

Color Me Badd have an album of remixes coming out at the 
end of this month. An album of new songs should be out next 
summer. 

A 20-year-old man is suing Marky Mark claiming he broke 
his jaw by repeatedly kicking him in the face. Robert Crehan 
has filed a lawsuit in Suffolk, Massachusetts, Superior Court 
claiming that another man held him down while Mark kicked 
him. Crehan has also filed criminal charges of assault and 
battery with a dangerous weapon and a hearing has been 
scheduled for later this month. 

1970's British pub-rocker Mickey Jupp is still active, having 
written several songs for the latest album from Danish rock 
singer Henning Staerk. Staerk's album also includes 
versions of John Hiatt's "You May Already Be A Winner" 
and T-Bone Burnett's "No Love At All." _ - 
Michael Stipe of R.E.M. joined 10,000 Maniacs for two 
\songs at the Maniacs' concert in Atlanta. Stipe joined 
vocalist Natalie Merchant for "The Campfire Song" and 
John Prine's "Hello In There." At first, security personnel 
who didn't recognize Stipe thought he was a fan who had 
jumped onstage. 

Elton John and Bernie Taupin will appear on network 
television together for the first time on the November 16 
edition of the "Arsenio Hall Show." John will perform "The 
Last Song" on the program. After performing at an AIDS 
benefit a couple of days later, John will take a vacation until 
February. John has put down $100,000 for a limited edition 
(200 model) Jaguar Xi-220, which should be delivered next 
month. "I ordered it ages ago," John says. "I put down quite 
a lot of money to get one because not only is it a fantastic 
looking car but it's British. I'm very excited about it." 

Marky Mark has taken an idea from the Happy Mondays. 
He's done a photo spread for the February issue of 
Penthouse magazine. "He posed with a Penthouse girl in the 
hot tub, in the shower and in the bed," says photographer 
Lynn Goldsmith. "He's not nude." 

A resident of Alexandria, Louisiana, has asked city 
authorities to see whether Madonna's "Sex" book violates 
state obscenity laws. Ronnie Richmond filed a complaint 
with the Alexandria police department on behalf of a group 
called the Rapides Parish Chapter of the American Family 
Association. District Attorney Charles Wagner says he will 
review the book to see if it violates the obscenity law. 
Meanwhile, the Pikes Peak Library District in Colorado has 
canceled its order for the book. About 500 telephone calls 
were receiving protesting the library's plans to order two 
copies of the book, just as a bond issue to finance library 
expansion was on the election ballot. And, in Boca Raton, 
Florida, the owner of a bookstore that sold brief looks at the 
book raised $1,355.87 for the American Foundation For 
AIDS Research. Liberties owner Vald Svekis says some 
people donated money without even looking at the book, 
while about 15 people thought the idea was in bad taste. 

Capricorn Records, Warner Brothers Records and 
Broadcast Music Incorporated have donated the money for 
a memorial grave marker at the ceremony near Ebenezer, 
Mississippi, where blues slide guitarist Elmore James is 
buried. James' gravesite at the New Port Cemetary has been 
unmarked since he died in 1963 at the age of 45. The 
three-foot-fall marker will be dedicated on December 10 
and a memorial fund has been established to care for the it. 
James is seen as having influenced Jimi Hendrix, Eric 
Clapton, Duane Allman and Stevie Ray Vaughan, among 
others. 

Song lyrics from Jimi Hendrix, Michael Jackson, Bob 
Dylan, Lionel Richie, the Doors, Elvis Presley, Lennon & 
McCartney and Bruce Springs teen have been added to the 
latest edition of Bartlett's Familiar Quotations. In 
addition, a Canadian publisher, Fitzhenry & Whiteside, is 
putting together a new edition of its book of quotes and is 
soliciting lyrical contributions. 

Singer Dionne Ferris has left Arrested Development, but 
a spokesman for the rap group says "she was never a 
full-fledged member" and her departure does not mean 
the group is breaking up, as has been rumored. 

Tony Terry, KC & The Sunshine Band and Prince Raheem 
played a benefit concert in Miami to raise money for 
low-income and minority victims of Hurricane Andrew. 
Many local acts were also on the bill for the Road To 
Recovery concert. 

Australian Abba cover band Bjorn Again has released an 
"Erasure- ish" EP covering Erasure songs including "A 
Little Respect." Erasure had a hit in Britain earlier this 
year with an "Abba- esque" EP covering four Abba tunes. 

A minority student job program has been established in 
the name of James Brown by the organizers of the 
proposed Rock & Roll Hall of Fame and Museum in 
Cleveland, Ohio. The program will pay for two Cleveland 
high school students to work part time at the museum 
during the spring of each year. 

U2's The Edge stopped by a Dallas club to hear Rosie 
Flores while U2 was in town -or a concert. 

Public television and VH-1 are teaming up for a new series 
of music performances, called "Center Stage." The first 
show, featuring Michael Bolton, will be broadcast on 
VH-1 on February 14, then air on the Public Broadcasting 
System in the summer. Subsequent shows will feature Neil 
Young, k.d. lang, Lindsey Buckingham and Keith 
Richards. 

When the "Tonight" show sent a limousine for Morrissey 
and his band the day they appeared on the television 
program, Morrissey refused to travel in the same limo with 
the band and demanded his own limo to take him to the 
studio. 

A man who has posed as Steve Miller and Randy Bachman 
has now apparently scammed $7,000 in hotel bills and 
expenses claiming to be Harvard criminal defense attorney 
Alan Dershowitz. Frederick Bowman is now back in a 
Miami prison after his latest fraud. 

A new compilation has been released based on the Allman 
Brothers Band's concerts at the Fillmore East. "The 
Fillmore Concerts" includes all the songs on the original 
album "The Allman Brothers Band At Fillmore East" as 
well as several tunes that were released on later albums, 
including "One Way Out," a 33-minute version "Mountain 
Jam" and "Drunken Hearted Boy" with Elvin Bishop. "It 
is a reissue, but it is also a reflection of all that transpired 
in one setting," says producer Tom Dowd. "Because of the 
technical time limitations of the LP in those days, a two-
pocket recording was 80 minutes at best. But the band 
actually played four shows during those two nights and did 
eight or nine songs each show." Dowd transferred the 
original tapes to digital for the new album. He also 
produced the Allman Brothers' live album recorded last 
spring. A second disc from those concerts is ready to be 
released, but Dowd doesn't know if it will be before or after 
the Allman Brothers' next studio album. 

D.C. Basehead is working on a new album for release next 
March. "I'll have other people playing, with their own 
interests and influences, who will add their own twists," 
Michael Ivey says. "But I want to keep it funky and 
minimalist and still low-budget sounding." 

Heart members Ann and Nancy Wilson release the first 
single by their group the Lovemongers later this month. 
The four-track CD single includes covers of Heart's 
"Crazy On You," Led Zeppelin's "Battle Of Evermore," 
Todd Rundgren's "Love Of The Common Man" and the 
Temptations' "Papa Was A Rolling Stone." "Of all the 
Led Zeppelin songs we've admired, the acoustic Zep was 
our favorite thing," says Ann Wilson. The Lovemongers 
features the Wilson sisters as well as Sue Ennis and Frank 
Cox. 
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Rhino Bucket vocalist Georg Dolivo was arrested and 
charged with drunk and disorderly conduct when the 
Br owar d County, Florida, Sheriff's Department found 
members of the band taking a nude swim in the Atlantic 
Ocean just before sunrise. "After freezing my ass off in a 
holding tank for 3 1/2 hours in soaking wet Levis, I was 
released," Dolivo says. 

Winger will call their next album "Blind Revolution Mad" 
when it's released some time early next year. The LP is being 
produced by Mike Shipley and includes the tracks "Down 
Incognito," "Who's The One?," "Junkyard Dog" and "In For 
The Kill." 

Initial copies of the new Orb album, "U.F. Orb," will include 
a bonus disc of the almost 40-minute long "Blue Room" in a 
"Brilliant Box" double-CD package. There is also a limited 
edition triple-vinyl package that features the "U.F. Orb" 
album spread over two vinyl LPs and a bonus album of live 
tracks from the new album and the previous Orb LP, 
"Adventures Beyond The Ultraworld." 

Cosmopolitan maeazine has put together a five-CD or 
-cassette compilation that's being sold in record stores 
around the country. "The compilations we've put together 
are uniquely slanted toward the 'Cosmo' reader," says a 
spokesman for DCC Compact Classics, which coproduced 
the series. "We picked records that 18-to-34-year-old women 
were big buyers of." Each CD and cassette in the collection 
is sold individually and includes 10 sones. Each of the 
volumes of "The Cosmopolitan Collection" includes a 
different introductory letter from Cosmo editor Helen 
Gurley Brown. 

Crosby Stills & Nash, Bonnie Raitt and Jackson Browne 
have played two benefit concerts in Honolulu for victims of 
Hurricane Iniki, raising about a half a million dollars. There 
was also a free concert on the island of Kauai, which was 
devastated by the storm in September. Graham Nash of 
Crosby, Stills & Nash, has two homes on Kauai, and one of 
them was destroyed by Hurricane Iniki. 

Suzanne Vega says that, ever since "Luka," she's written with 
a sense of detachment about her subjects. "Taking a sort of 
medical approach seemed one way of writing about things 
that was intimate, without having that sort of romanticism 
that most people associate with singer-songwriters," Vega 
says. "It's been interesting to write in this very objective style, 
but I think as I get older I'd like to bring more of the real 
feeling into it and make it a little warmer." 

After they complete their current U.S. tour, P.J. Harvey will 
record the follow-up to their "Dry" album with producer 
Steve Albini. 

The Vibrators are currently touring the U.S. in cupport of 
their compilation album "Power." "It's better than working 
in a factory or an office," says singer Knox, who's now 47 
years old. 

Veteran British female rock band Girlschool have released 
a new self-titled album in England, which they produced 
themselves and recorded in three weeks. 

Guns N' Roses "Use Your Illusion II" album has now been 
certified quadruple platinum for sales of over 4 million 
copies. Bryan Adams' "Waking Up The Neighbors" has been 
certified triple platinum, while Extreme's "Pornograffiti" has 
hit the 2 million mark. 

Bryan Adams sang his "Everything I Do (I Do It For You)" 
in Spanish at two concerts in Mexico City, Mexico, recently. 
He'd recorded a Spanish version of the hit, but had never 
performed "Todo Lo Que Hago Lo Hago Por Ti" in concert 
before. Adams is back in North America where he will tour 
through December 20. Adams begins a tour of Asia in Taipei, 
Taiwan, on January 3. 

Former Motley Crue lead singer Vince Neil has filed a lawsuit 
against his former bandmates in Los Angeles Superior Court 
seeking damages of at least $5 million for breach of contract 
and defamation. The legal action also seeks a court 
declaration that he's still the lead singer of the band. Neil 
claims he's been defamed because the band has repeatedly 
said that Neil left the group voluntarily, did not participate 
in songwriting, and misappropriated other band members' 
money. The suit also asks the court to declare that Neil was 
wrongfully terminated and that he's entitled to 25 percent of 
the band's touring income, as well as punitive damages. 

Nine Inch Nails are working on an EP called "Fixed" which 
includes remixes of tracks on the band's "Broken" EP. "I 
called in people I really respected to redo these songs, rather 
than me redoing them," Trent Reznor says. "For example, I 
gave Jim Thirlwell from Foetus a copy of 'Wish' and just said, 
'Don't do a better mix of it, necessarily. Just change it to 
whatever you want to do, whether it's unlistenable or atonal 
or whatever you think is cool. I'm not going to tell you I think 
it's bad.' And it turned out awesome. It's a lot less accessible. 
Some of the songs, on the other hand, are a lot more 
danceable." Reznor is already planning the next full Nine 
Inch Nails album, which will be called "The Downward 
Spiral." "My idea is that it has a theme and a tory," he says. 
"The general theme is of someone who's thrown away every 
single thing, including a desire to fit in in terms of a 
relationship or a religion or any sort of thing to believe in." 
The album is also about the music business "which disgusts 
me," Reznor says. 

For five years, the Jeff Healey Band have managed 
themselves, instead of finding someone outside their circle 
to advance their career. "I'm probably prouder of our 
achievements through self- management than anything else," 
Jeff Healey says. "I think from day one we've been 
well-organized as a company....it's us that are still calling the 
shots." Healey will do another series of radio programs for 
the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation. His "My Kind Of 
Jazz" program will go back on the air in late January. 

Lori Barbero of Babes In Toyland has established her own 
record label, called Spanish Fly. "I have a 1962 jukebox, and 
a lot of the records I buy don't have those large holes in the 
middle, so they won't play in the machine," Barbero explains. 
"So, superficially, I wanted to make records which I could 
play on my jukebox. But I guess the real motivation is a love 
of vinyl. There's something special about vinyl — the look of 
it, the packaging, the sound quality — and it pisses me off 
when people write it off." So far, Spanish Fly has released 
two singles, by Minneapolis bands Milk and Dumpster Juice. 

Bon Jovi played a secret gig in London at a 2,000-capacity 
venue with Cher in attendance. 

William Shatner's "The Transformed Man" album is about 
to be re- released in Britain, in conjunction with the 
continued popularity of "Star Trek." The 1970s LP includes 
his covers of the Beatles' "Lucy In The Sky With Diamonds" 
and Bob Dylan's "Mr. Tambourine Man." 

San Francisco grunge-rockers Flipper are releasing their 
first new studio album in nine years in January. The LP 
features ten songs, including "Flipper Twist" and "We're Not 
Crazy." Flipper broke up in 1987 after the death of bass 
player Will Shatter, but the band reformed in 1990 with John 
Dougherty on bass. "There was enormous tension during the 
making of this record, and born out of tension came a great 
album," says drummer Steve DePace. "We bring mayhem 
wherever we go. From the first day of recording, there were 
physical fights in the control room — choke holds, people 
throwing other people across the room. The engineer at first 
hid behind the couch, but by the fourth day he wasn't even 
paying attention to it anymore." 

Irish trio Therapy? have an album coming out in the U.S. in 
January called "Nurse" (on A&M Records). The band plans 
a U.S. tour after it's released. 

Two sheriff's deputies face internal discipline after forcing 
their way to the front of a line to buy Garth Brooks concert 
tickets at a Slidell, Louisiana, shopping mall. After 
complaints from people in line, the deputies agreed to give 
up their tickets and work concert security without pay. But 
St Tammany Parish Sheriff Pat Canulette says that wasn't 
enough for some people. "I've had citizens who have told me 
to execute them," Canulette says. 

A 10-year-old Australian blues guitarist will have his debut 
album out in March, despite a long battle with leukemia. 
Nathan Caveleri's cancer has been in remission for two years 
with only a 10 percent chance of recurrence. Nathan got a big 
break at the 1991 Australian Music Awards, where he 
jammed with Mark Knopfler of Dire Straits in a meeting 
arranged by the Starlight Foundation. Knopfler gave 
Caveleri a blue Fender Stratocaster after their first meeting.

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UK Music News

Julian Cope has been dropped by Island Records. Accord-
ing to a report in the New Musical Express, Cope was dropped 
because he was "deemed to be too old and uncommercial." 
The irony of this is that the 34-year-old singer is currently 
enjoying a critical and commercial renaissance. Cope has 
released two albums this year: the compilation "Floored Ge-
nius" and "Iehovahkill," an album of new material. Both have 
sold well and Cope recently sold-out three nights at London's 
Town And Country Club. (Although he was forced to cancel 
the shows due to throat and chest problems, the shows have 
been rescheduled for the New Year). A spokesperson for 
Cope commented, "It's ironic that he should be released at a 
time when he's at his creative peak and his work is more 
popular than ever. I wonder whether the same view would 
apply if Neil Young or Van Morrison came knocking at the 
door." 

Sting will return with new material in the New Year. A single 
"If! Ever Loose My Faith In You" will be available in January 
followed by a new album in February. The as yet unnamed 
album was recorded by Sting and his 1991 touring band at 
Sting's home studio at Wiltshire, south-west England. The 
album will receive its first live airing when Sting plays 
London's Royal Albert hall next March. 

Morrissey releases a new long-form video "The Malady Lin-
gers_na." via PMI on November 23. The video features eight 
tracks from Morrissey's "Kill Uncle" and "Your Arsenal" 
albums including "Glamorous Glue," "You're The One For 
Me, Fatty" and "Pregnant For The Last Time." The video 
also features Morrissey's forthcoming British single "Certain 
People I Know," available via HMV/Parlophone on Novem-
ber 30. 

B.R.O.T.H.E.R. release an EP "Ghettogeddon" via Tribal 
Bass on November 16. B.R.O.T.H.E.R. stands for the Black 
Rhyme Organization To Help Equal Rights and is a collective 
of Britain's top black raggae and rap performers. The new 
EP, which seeks to highlight the issue of "escalating black on 
black violence in Britain," features contributions from 
Cookie Crew, Junior Reed, Standing Ovation, FBI, Rebel 
MC, Sweetie Irie, Katch 22 and Tipper hie. Proceeds from 
the EP will go towards Sickle Cell Anaemia research. 
B.R.O.T.H.E.R. previously released one single, "Beyond The 
16th Parallel" which focused on South Africa. 

Levitation have left the English independent Rough Trade 
Records and are expected to sign for Chrysalis within the 
next fortnight. The reasons for the band leaving are unclear, 
but industry rumors suggest Rough Trade may have run into 
financial problems. Several staff are believed to have been 
made redundant and the label will be also be cutting back on 
its advertising budget. Commenting on Levitation leaving the 
label, A Rough Trade spokesman told The Hard Report, 
"Levitation wanted to go and that was it really. It's very 
amicable. It's all fine." 

The Cure's Simon Gallup has pleurisy and has been forced 
to pull out of the band's current European tour. Robert 
Soave, who previously played with The Associates and 
Shelleyan Orphan, will replace Gallup for the rest of the tour. 
Gallup left the rest of the band in Milan on October 31 after 
having been ill for some time. The band all suffered from viral 
infections on their Australian tour and had been forced to 
cancel an appearance at the MTV awards. Gallup is ex-
pected to leave hospital on November 10, but will need time 
to recuperate. In Madrid on November 7, Robert Smith 
dedicated a song to Gallup. A spokesperson for The Cure 
commented, "Simon is comfortable in the hospital. Obvi-
ously everyone is hoping he'll be well enough to play the 
British shows (between November 20 and 30). But in the 
event that Simon is not fit enough to appear, Roberto will 
stand in." 

U2's next British single will be a re-worked version of "Who's 
Gonna Ride Your Wild Horses" from their multi-platinum 
"Achtung Baby" album. B-sides will be a cover version of The 
Rolling Stones' "Paint It Black," a version of Creedence 
Clearwater Revival's "Fortunate Son" and a "Temple Bar 
Mix" of the main track. Elsewhere, the band are poised to 
announce a series of British shows. Reports suggest the band 
will play London's Wembley Arena along with shows in the 
north of England and Scotland next summer. 

George Michael is trying to escape from his contract with 
Sony. Michael claims he is bound by an unfair contract, so 
the action may prove to follow the precedent set by The Stone 
Roses who successfully overturned their deal with Silvertone 
on similar grounds. Michael is signed to Sony until 2003, but 
reports suggest he had said he may never sing again unless he 
is freed from the label. Michael is being represented by top 
music business lawyer John Kennedy. A writ presented to 
the British High Court says that a clause in Michael's contract 
which says Sony can reject his work is unreasonable. The writ 
also questions the distribution of royalties and claims that 
Michael made 57 pence per album from "Listen Without 
Prejudice Vol. 1" and "Faith," while Sony made £1.83 per 
album. Michael is believed to have made £10 million over the 
last ten year, but this pales in comparison to the £50 million 
which is believed to rest on the outcome of the ease. 

The pressure group Charter 88 are looking to extend their 
support amongst Britain's musical community. As its name 
at least partly suggests, the group was originally launched in 
1988 with a "charter" of ten demands for fundamental con-
stitutional changes within the United Kingdom. These in-
clude demands for a Bill Of Rights, a written constitution and 
proportional representation to ensure that government more 
closely reflects the way people vote within the United King-
dom. (Under the present system, the center ground party the 
Liberal Democrats, for instance, are regularly squeezed by 
both the right-wing Conservatives and the left-wing Labour 
Party in elections, never gaining a number of seats within 
Parhament which reflects the number of votes cast for them.) 
The organization's latest initiative is a "Violation Of Rights 
In Britain" campaign. To publicize the campaign, Charter 88 
have commissioned a series of monthly pamphlets written by 
well known authors. The subjects of the pamphlets is the 
infringement on human rights within the UK. One pamphlet, 
for example, will deal with the way courts can compel jour-
nalists to reveal their sources, while another tells of a man 
who was sacked for publicizing the mistreatment of geriatric 
patients within a hospital. Charter 88 launched the latest 
campaign with a full-page advertisement in the national 
newspaper, The Guardian. The advertisement gave a list of 
signatories supporting the group's initiative. Appearing 
alongside writers such as Doris Lessing and actors such as 
John Cleese were the names of several music personalities. 
These included Peter Gabriel, New Order's Bernard Sum-
ner, Pete Townshend, Labbi SitTri, The Jesus And Mary 
Chain, The Shamen, Happy Mondays, Silverfish and 
Swervedriver. Matt Leach of Charter 88 told The Hard 
Repon that the aim of the initiative was to, "Build connections 
across different groups." With reference to the music indus-
try, this looks like an attempt to shake off Charter 88's some-
what staid, middle class liberal image and appeal more 
directly to the young. Speaking to the New Musical Express 
about his support for Charter 88, Fuzz of Silverfish com-
mented, "I believe Charter 88 is creating awareness of the 
many injustices doled out by society today. I have been 
hassled and discriminated against a number of times just 
because of the way I look. Most people are too wrapped up 
in their own lives to be bothered about other people's free-
doms and rights being infringed, until it happens to them and 
then it's too late." Charter 88 hope to work more closely with 
the music industry in the future. 

Bassist Derek Forbes and drummer Brian McGee, both for-
mer members of Simple Minds, have formed a new band, The 
Flys.
