New Releases 
Midnight Oil, Earth And Sun And Moon. Columbia Vibrant, ener-
getic and sometimes spastic, with a little Eastern flavor, a taste of the 
Outback (of course) a whole lot of culture (which artists these days often 
seem to lack), a serious groove and a "respect for the heavens" 
theme...lhat's a fair description of the amazing 1 1 th new album, Earth 
And Sun And Moon. Peter Garrett (lead vocals) and Australia's leg-
endary Midnight Oil, creatively, passionately, honestly and skillfully 
weave tales that suggest necessary new thinking in a 90's society. With 
the desire to create a warmer, less produced, more real sound, they 
recorded in their hometown of Sydney. Call this album one better than 
Diesel & Dust (and you know that's saying a hell of a lot). The album 
starts like a 1950's detective novel. Bass, cymbals, drums and organ 
build the first cut on the album, "Feeding Frenzy", an obvious statement 
of status quo. "My Country" explores societal motivations (perhaps 
excuses) for things we do in, for and to our surroundings. Seeking 
answers, The Oils ask the "Renaissance Man" if he's "ready to see what 
a world (he) can make". The title cut is a journey away from the earth, 
an astronaut perspective, as we move farther and farther from obvious 
destruction. Your first moments with "We will survive" might have 
you thinking you're listening to a Yes classic, when suddenly the ever-
present bass beats like a strong he,art. You may have to brush up a bit on 
your Australian history to understand the full meaning of "Ttuganini" 
and the whole of the LP, but even if you don't get the chance, you'll 
manage to love this album. Earth And Sun And Moon is a masterpiece 
that builds steadily from good to excellent. 

I'lje Kinks  J'/rob_4'SjàhimbàPacked with 16 songs, Phobia is a 
diverse album of more sophisticated writing for the Kinks, while still 
containing the simplicity they are famous for ("You Really Got Me", 
"Lola" etc.) Phobia addresses many aspects of fear. Fear of anything 
can force separation and division or unification and bonding for a com-
mon goal. "Wall Of Fire" contains a serious, thumbs-up guitar solo. 
Sometimes you want to give up and "Drift Away", which is just what 
you can do when you listen to this smooth, bluesy cut. (It sounds like 
early Kinks.) "Still Searching" is a ballad (that could have been done by 
Roy Orbison), generalizing about hidden fears...nice. Get down on "It's 
Alright". Have fun with this album. It's obvious that Ray and Dave 
did. KSPQ's Jeff Newton calls it "Simply awesome. It's like a miss-
ing piece. They've lost nothing and added a rock-a-billy sound that 
makes them exciting." 

Arcade. Arcade. Epic These guys are on an obvious mission...the new 
band is out to rock your world. Prepare. hanse you will be hit hard 
from the onset of the first cut. Remember Steven Pearcy? Ratt? Yeah. 
Fred Coury? Cinderella? Yep. They're together and Pearcy is back at 
the helm of a ship that is leaving the Epic harbor, bound for the other 
side of the AOR sea. Arcade is the title of the band and the album. 
Steven (songwriter/lead singer) says "it's an exciting and colorful place 
where there are many choices." Choices are what you get on this LP, 
which is full of kick-ass, garage band mentality and a back to basics 
approach. 

Graveyard Train. Gruvcvani Train. Geffen Okay, I have to admit it. 
When I was ready to review this album, I was shallow and fell pray to a 
lot of the excuses we always warn you to avoid when you first sit down 
and listen to a new band. I thought "Here's another crew of young, 
southern, hot studs who decided they wanted to be a rock and roll band! 
Generic rock." I was dead wrong. Graveyard Train is indeed a young 
group of energetic musicians, out for a good time and all that goes with 
it but the material on their self-tided project is deep. I said deep. Shades 
of everything from Tesla to Hendrix (Zeppelin and the Stones too) can 
be found on this one. The Graveyard Train is cornin' down your track 
and they are gonna run you down with some good material. Check out 
"Down To The Wire", which has proof behind it (HH 100-73* this 
week) already, "Memphis #999" and "Medicine Man" for a southern 
rock groove complete with harmonicas. For those necessary mood set-
ters, try "Change The World", "Salvation Psalm" and "The Reason" 
which incorporate gorgeous acoustic moments into the mix.

Wool. "Budspawn" External Ever since I've been putting the C.OR. 

section together, I have always kept in mind that 
the programmers and music directors who 
make up the pipeline have incredible eats. One 
such set of ears belongs to WX71..'s Michael 
Lee. He nutted me onto this very cool group. It 
only took one listen to realize why Michael was 
so high on these guys. "S.OS." is the track of 
choice. It is very infectious and has "hie' writ-
ten all over it. Other tracks include "Slightly 
Under," "Clear My Head," "Wait,' 

"Medication," and the haunting "EFF." Wool combine elements from 
AIC, and SIT with a touch of mainstream flavoring. Check it out! 

ONES TO WATCH 
Winger. "Down Incognito" Atlantic/Ad.Group "Blind Revolution 
Mad" seems to be the early favorite at most 
CDR. outlets, but the label is covering all the 
bases and releasing the melodic and groovus 
maximus "Down Incognito." It is from the new 
album Pull and a nice surprise. It's been tough 
for many artists who rose to fame in the mid-
eighties to regain a respectable status in today's 
AOR atmosphere. Winger has produced a qual-
ity piece of music that sounds updated, not the 
same old rehashed pop/nack of three years ago. 
Gums N' Roses. "Dead Horse" Geffen There's really not much to say 

that hasn't already been said about the Use Your 
Illusion projects. Ground breaking is the first 
wonl that comes to mind. Almost two years 
after its release, the tracks continue to toll on. 
"Dead Horse" is the next hit but don't be fooled 
by the quiet intro. By now, we all know there's 
nothing quiet about GNR. 
Bakers  Pink.  "Euphoria"  Epic  
"Watercolours" may 
not have been the 

right track for C.OR., but the new edit and mix 
on this track should fit the bill. These Kansas 
City rockers (formally the Front) open their con-
certs with this tucker. There's a flood of major 
artists on the AOR pallette but it's easy to over-
look a quality rock group with a solid rock 
sound like Bakers Pink. "Euphoria" kicks ass 
from start to finish and is a perfect example of 
what they are really all about. .pure tuck and roll. 
Brian May with Cozy Powell. "Resurrection" Hollywood It was the 

choice of programmers and music directors 
when the album first hit. May recently per-
famed on the Tonight Show and has been hit-
ting the road with Guns N' Roses. The Queen-
esque harmonies in the middle of the song can't 
be denied, and May's incredible guitar playing 
shines through the ground pounding percussion. 
Rise to the occasion! 
The Chance. "See Me As You See Yourself" 
Skydoor We sent the 

CD pro to all the C.OR. stations a few weeks 
ago, and felt it was important to fill you in on the 
latest action. KICT, KILO, KQRC and 
WIIMH add with Top 5 Phones at VVVVBZ. 
VVVCR and WXZL also report play. A track 
this good deserves some serious listening and 
the early stats speak for themselves. Take a 
"chance" and you'll "see" how well it wodcs!

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Sterling Sharper Than Ever 
Since January 1989, WAZU has been rocking Dayton, Ohio and was one of the first 
true C.O.R. stations in the Country. Over the last four years, a lot of major players 
rolled through the station but there has always been one very consistent factor and 
his name is Sterling. WAZU gave up the C.O.R. format for Classic Rock We 

thought it would be nice to give credit where credit is due and pay our respects to a 
station that paved the way We caught up with (still Music Director) Sterling for 

some insight.., who keeps going, and going, and going.... 

Here's Sterling hanging with a local fan at a remote. 

You've had a great career at WAZU! How did you get your 
start there? 

Sterling: I was working at a college radio station and had a 
friend who was working at the competition, and still is. He told 
me there was a new hard rock station that was going to be sign-
ing on, blah, blah, blah. 

What year is this? 

Sterling: '88. My friend also told me WAZU would probably 
be out of business in nine months but I could come work for his 
station if things didn't work out. I was kind of reluctant at first 
and felt there was no way anybody was going to be interested in 
me with my lack of experience but I finally decided to make an 
effort to do something. WAZU was doing a promotion where I 
was working, so I made a point of getting to know the Program 
Director Jim Leven, now owner of WAQX in Syracuse. I was 
trying to find out what the likelihood of getting work would be. 
They had a couple of other remotes where I was visible and final-
ly, I sent a tape but didn't hear anything back. I was kind of 
bummed and decided I would send a tape to the Top 40 in town, 
hopefully get a gig, do something outrageous, and get enough 
press to land a rock gig. Then my phone rang on a Monday 
morning and Jim Leven asked if I would be interested in working 
for WAZU. I thought he was one of my friends goofing off and I 
nearly told him where to go until he dropped the phone to do a 
break. 

So you've been there since WAZU started rocking? 

Sterling: Except for the first four months. They were still doing 
some changes as far as personnel. I was doing the weekend 
swing part-time thing and a week after Jim hired me, he left the 
station. My first thought was, "Oh, my God! Do I still have a 
job or not!?" 

That would make you kind of nervous, especially on your first 
radio gig. 

Sterling: A little (laughs). I thought, "This is not what I thought 
it was!" But it was a good learning experience. I'm glad it hap-
pened then, rather then a couple of years down the line. I quickly 
lost the glorified image you have when you first get into the busi-
ness. 

You have been influenced by some major players like Lisa 
Lyons and Michael Luczak. 

ROCK 'N ROLL, 

PERIOD. 

Sterling: Michael Luczak came in after Leven. I grew up listen-
ing to Luczak at WEBN in Cincinnati. He was at WAZU for 
over a year and gave me a lot of opportunities, including a new 
music show. He showed me how to host it and work with record 
labels. I got a feel for what fit on the air and what didn't. He 
then had the opportunity to go to WMMS/Cleveland and the rest 
is history. There was a period of time when we had no program 
director until Lisa Lyons came in with a lot of experience in the 
format. Lisa came from Rock 102 in Louisville. She brought 
some great things to the format. Burkhart/Douglas and Greg 
Gillispie were also strong players in the station's history. Greg 
gave me input with regard to airwork and different philosophies. 
Looking back on things, I was kind of an obnoxious, pushy guy 
for a period of time...right or wrong. I still am. Who am I kid-
ding! 

I think you have to be kind of pushy in this business to make 
things happen..right or wrong. 

Sterling: I'm just straight forward. If somebody from a record 
company is playing a record and they ask what I think, I'm not 
afraid to tell them it's great or a piece of shit. Sometimes people 
don't expect you to be so vocal and say exactly what you think. 
It's just the way I've always been no matter who I'm working 
with. 

Your honesty seems to be the one thing that has given you a 
good reputation throughout the years. When did Brad Hardin 
enter the picture? 

Sterling: Brad came up from Louisville. He stayed at ROCK 
102 when they changed to light rock and Lisa hired him as the 
assistant program director/music director for WAZU. I worked 
as his assistant for a period of time, learning more about being a 
music director and the things that go into programming. When 
Lisa left, management said they were not going to fill the posi-
tion and Brad did the job for a period of time. After proving to 
management he was capable of doing the job, they gave him the 
title. I was there to pick up the ball and run with it when given 
the opportunity. Brad then made me music director. 

You finally got your shot after all these people. 

Sterling: Yeah, but it was an opportunity to brush up against 
some great people. I took a little knowledge from a lot of people 
with a lot more experience than me. Anytime someone left, I 
stepped in to fill their shoes and picked up some more responsi-
bility. Since the LMA, I've been given the chance to work with 
Louis Kaplan, a well respected Top 40 programmer who now has 
the pleasure of running three radio stations. One of which is the 
heritage CHR WGTZ. 
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What were some of the promotional highlights at WAZU? 

Sterling: One promotion that fit our demo and format was when 
we recently gave away a Harley Davidson. We gave listeners a 
piece of the hog-a pig's foot, pig's tongue, or tail and registered 
them for the Harley Davidson. It obviously increased our cume. 
That was probably the best promotion. We also did spring tour 
'91 and '93 where we had trips to see artist like Bon Jovi in LA, 
Monsters Of Rock at Castle Donnington in England and others. 
That's solid promotion. We've given away a couple of cars 
which fits the demo too. Listeners between 18-34 are usually 
buying their first automobile, so it's exciting when a station gives 
them a hot shot to win one. 

How was the reaction from listeners when you switched to clas-
sic rock? 

Sterling: Some of them were fairly hostile. Loyal listeners are 
vocal when you're doing something they like but they're just as 
vocal when you're not. Radio is something they feel very per-
sonal about. They don't care about the economics of it. They 
just know they're not going to be able hear Pearl Jam, Stone 
Temple Pilots or a new Animal Bag record. The bottom line for 
our change was purely economics. Nobody here really wanted to 
change formats. Our heart was into what we were doing, and the 
audience's hearts' were in it too. I hold it very close to my heart 
because I've been here for my entire career. I grew up with the 
radio station. 

Any reaction from WTUE? 

Sterling: They have picked up some of the newer rock and have 
opened up a bit while trying to protect their upper demos (their 
bread and butter). They're going deeper into their library, so 
they're reacting. It's something they didn't do in the past which 
was unfortunate for us in this case. I wish they would have react-
ed like this a year ago. The reality was that one of the radio sta-
tions, either WTUE or WAZU, was going to have to make a 
move. One of them had to blink. Osborne Communications felt 
they had to get out, and blinked first. Instead of supporting a 
demo that we had a lock on, they decided to support the quick 
cash. 

That's heavy! What are some of your personal goals? 

Sterling: Eventually, I'd like to program. I'd like to stay in the 
C.O.R. format. Obviously, there's a lot more out there. At this 
point, I'm learning a little more about the Classic Rock end. 
Short term, I'd like to become a music director again at a C.O.R. 
station. 

Did you lose your music director stripes? 

Sterling: I'm still a music director but it's a little different. It's 
not a matter of searching for new records like I used to. That's 
what I like to do. It's one of the reasons I got into the business. 
In Classic Rock, I'm looking at how I can add more sizzle 
between the records and focusing on other things. I'm still lis-
tening to new music though. I'm still sitting down with a 
notepad going, "I like this record!" I liked it when I could go 
into the music meeting and say, "this is a record I believe in. 
These are my priorities and go from there!" Now it's like, "this 
week I think I'll add the Zeppelin box set!" 

If anybody should know where the C.O.R. format is going, you 
do! 

Sterling: I guess I should take that as a compliment. Where is it 
going? In Dayton, Ohio it's not! I guess there's one less in Los 
Angeles now too. If you're going into any new format like 
C.O.R. you have to be in it for the long haul. Specialized formats 
like C.O.R. are not going to make a lot of money right away. 
You have to run it efficiently on very lean and mean budget until 
ratings roll in and agencies realize that the 18-34 demo is a very 
viable one. 

Do you think if WAZU was around for another two years, it 
would have proven to be viable? 

Sterling: I think so. One of the problems of the C.O.R. format 
is that some sales staffs can't relate to the audience or have an 
understanding of their lifestyle. It is especially true at the local 
level. You have to convince a client that your 18-34 year old lis-
teners are out acquiring new things and have a disposable income 
to throw at some merchandise that some older people may not 
have an interest in. I think a year or two we would have made 
the turn and I felt WTUE's audience shifting in the past Winter 
book. It was a matter time. Somebody blinked a little earlier 
than I wish they would have. 

What advice do have for a music director like yourself, who 
throughout the years, has been on the air and handled the 
music responsibilities too? 

THE HARD REPORT 

WAZU gave away the "Hog" and turned up the heat with one of 
the staions best promotions. 

Here's the WAZU-Keystone National ARC car that raced at the 
popular Kilkare Raceway in Dayton. WTUE also had a car. 
Talk about competition on and off the air!

Sterling: With the economy the way it is you must do a show 
too. Even in the major market you're seeing that. You have to 
be functional on the air as well as being able to budget your time. 
If you're not, you might as well forget it and do something else. 

Not like the old days! 

Sterling: I'm surprised by the number of major program direc-
tors that are not off the air. I know radio has been hit hard eco-
nomically lately. The only way to fight this is to run the machine 
efficiently, whether you're running a radio station or grocery 
store. If you have the ability to be solid on the air and handle 
music, you're valuable. I think with the state of radio and the syn-
dications going on, the more valuable you make yourself, the bet-
ter. You have to show you're happy doing what you're doing and 
do whatever it takes to get the job done. Don't be afraid to show 
exactly how willing you are to be an asset to a radio station! 

Jim Crowe 
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WRCN-Kaptain Kevin MD: Well, it's certainly 
been a long time since I've written anything but it's really 
been kind of nuts around here (and it ain't even 
Summer..sheese). First, I would like to welcome Erica 
Pierson to "Matt And Sam's Morning Show," where she 
will use the name Samantha Pierson. Sam previously 
worked part-time at WEFX/Connecticut. I saw the amaz-
ing Dee Snider and Widowmaker a couple of weeks ago, 
and they packed over a thousand people into the Roxy and 
just tore the roof off the place. The only problem facing 
this band is their label (Esquire) apparently has closed their 
doors and a truly great album may disappear unless some-
body picks them up. Somebody has got to be smart 

enough to pick up a band that includes Dee, arguably one 
of the best front men in the business, Al Petrelli, whose 
resume includes work with Alice Cooper, Asia and Great 
White and percussionist Joe Franco wrote the book on 
drums, and Mark Russell, is a rock solid bass player and 
one of the best I've ever seen. Widowmaker is the real 
thing and anyone who's seen them would agree. On to 
other stuff: Scarecrow is back and they're about to head 
back into the studio to record their second album. They 
treated the crowd at Captains II to an awesome display of 
material from the forthcoming disc as well as the stuff from 
their first CD.

First of all, I'd like to extend an open invitation to any and all Triple A recording artists to feel free to add Corpus Christi to your 
tour itinerary at any time. Just a 3 1/2 hour drive south of Austin on the beautiful Texas gulf coast, is the "sparkling city by the 
sea". Great Seafood, excellent Mexican food, and fans waiting to hear mut music! C'mon down! 

I'd like to introduce you to a band that folks in Dallas have been hip to for a couple of three years: pop poppins. this past week 
alternative fans in Corpus Christi were treated to performances by pop poppins on two consecutive nights. The shows were smooth 
and polished and had those in attendance on their feet. Bruce, Michael, Mark, and William are a fine bunch of guys. With their star 
on the rise, their feet are planted firmly on the ground. No huge massive egos here yell. 

The current release from pop poppins is their 2nd full length for Rainmaker. "I wanna Be Your Lover" is doing quite well at 
KWVS. It's infectious and will grow on you like a fungus. The new album was produced by David Castell (Funland, New 
Bohemians) and has lots of great cuts. George Gimarc at KDGE in Dallas has been playing these guys for years, and with 8,000 
units sold of the previous material, they must be doing something right, pop poppins call their music "haunting Texas pop". For 
product, call Paul Nugent at Rainmaker Records (214) 823-3744 and get your copy for a hauntingly good listen!!

A Sony Music Presentation 

Dwight Douglas 
Dwight Douglas grew up in Pittsburgh, where he started his radio career as the underground DJ at WAMO-
FM. From there he signed on with educational TV giant WQED, where he was a technician on "Mr. 

Roger's Neighborhood." Ever wonder where Dwight acquired his penchant for argyle socks and cardigan 
sweaters, not to mention that accent he loves to use on panels? "A great guy, Presbyterian minister, good 
writer" is how DD remembers him. We had to ask. Dwight came back to his senses shortly thereafter, 
joining WDVE as Production Director in 1971, matriculating to PD two months later. He stayed at 'DVE 
through 1972, then took WYDD AOR, remaining there through '74. Our subject actually went into con-
sulting with Bob Henabery for about six months after that, didn't like it, and returned to Pittsburgh CHR 
13Q, where he reprised the Production to PD route. From there it was off to Washington to put DC101 on 
the air, at which his fateful association with Kent Burkhart and Lee Abrams began. Three years later, 

Dwight naumannizes, he headed south to Atlanta to become "an insultant." But enough history. Let's dial 
into the dialogue with Dwight's thoughts on what's shaking in one of his biggest client's, Great 

American's, most challenging markets —Tampa. 

The heavy rumor last week was that at the 
big client party for Infinity's Country 
giant, #1 ranked WQYK, Mel Karmazin 
was going to make some kind of major 
announcement. Speculation centered on 
Infinity LMA'ing either WXTB or WYNF, 
then going Young Country to head off 
Q105 which had just gone Country the 
week before. Do you think Infinity will 
grab another signal there? 

Dwight: I think Paxson's coming into the 
market with another station, and I think 
Tampa's another Noah's Ark kind of mar-
ket. It's going to be everything by two's. 

I would have been surprised to hear that 
Infinity or maybe even Jacor wouldn't 
have been anxious to get their hands on 
WYNF. And while the station's not exact-
ly on the market, I have heard they might 
entertain the right offer. It is CBS's 
smallest stand-alone. Obviously, the Ron 
and Ron defection gives the potential pur-
chaser the momentum. 

Dwight: One of the things CBS is very 
good at is balancing themselves corpo-
rately. One of the things that Nancy 
Wynman did very well when she got there 
was to look at certain markets and say, 
'Boy, do we really want to be in CHR in 
this market? Let's go oldies. Do we real-
ly want to be in this format in this market, 
and if we are going to be in this format, I 
don't want to hear anything about 18-24. 
I want 25-54s.' And it's all based on 
coming out of New York and selling 
WCBS-FM. When you've you got such 
an incredible long-running sales story like 
that, it's sort of like the benchmark for all 
other stations to be judge against. I could 
see a corporate philosophy being L̀et's 
try to figure out a way to get our radio sta-
tions more into the 25-54 realm, even if 
we have to trade or sell to get that done.' 
I could see the Tampa and the Dallas 
going away. 

Looking at Ron & Ron entering the fray 
with Howard, and Grease and John Boy 
and Billy, how widespread do you think 
satellite delivered talent will get? 

Dwight: As far as network programming 
or programming that's beamed in from 
outerspace, whatever way you want to 
talk about it - there are only certain people 
who will make it and this is proven by 
television. I happen to think Dennis 
Miller is a very funny ,guy. His stand up 
is excellent. But give him a late night talk 

show on national television and, all of a 
sudden, all kinds of competitive factors, 
localisms and regionalisms come into 
play and the show stiffs. The same thing 
happened with the daytime talk shows 
born out of Phil Donahue. And you can 
see that over a period of time, there are 
certain people who raise their flags and 
they sometimes just don't work. As more 
and more shows are put on satellite, 
you're going to see the true acid test here

is whether or not they have the range to 
be successful on a national basis. I hap-
pen to think Howard Stern is very good 
and very applicable to lots of different 
markets, and probably would even work 
internationally. As a matter of fact, I 
know that the engineers in France listen 
to the transponder because they think it's 
so funny. So, the concept here is whether 
or not a show is regionally or nationally 
distributed, it has to be able to pierce 
through locally. 

For instance, I don't get the Greaseman. 
You heard him much lately? 

Dwight: I listen to him in Atlanta. I've 
known Doug for a long, long time, both 
professionally and personally, and I've 
often thought that his talent was far 
greater than radio. What he does is a 
whole different kind of American art, and 
that's  the  art  of story  telling. 
Unfortunately, right now, I think that 
there are a lot of growing pains on how to 
convert this from an art to a syndicated 
radio show. That's all I really should say 
because there are some competitive con-
siderations here but I do think that his art 
is significant. I think he's a very funny, 
unique individual but in translating that 
into a national radio show I do hear some 
problems. But it's like a baseball season. 
It's a long, long road and I don't think 
you should count him out. 

Oh, I'm not. 

Dwight: What is happening in our busi-
ness is that you used to need to have 
eights, nines and tens in morning drive to 

You mentioned a couple market victories 
- that being most significant, can you 
think of other areas that demonstrate that 
Stern is defensible? 

Dwight: Well, we have Howard in 
Dallas and I was very pro on the idea and 
I was very positive that he would work 
there. I thought all the scuttlebutt about 
Dallas being a bible-belt market would 
actually accelerate the tune in and that 
has happened. I mean, going from what-
ever it was, ninth to fourth means he's a 
factor, not to mention all the newspaper 
articles and editorials. 

And yet the Eagle trended down about 
half a share 25-54, and the 12+ has yet to 
really take off But going in, I also fig-
ured those totals would build a little 
quicker. 

Dwight: Well, again, it's a long road. 
Everybody looks at those situations as if 
it's a clothesline. That somehow this is a 
race of clothespins being put somewhere 
on the clothesline and it's a linear form. I 
remember the old days when I started in 
radio. We always compared books to the 
last book of the same period. In other 
words, if you had a Winter Book you 
didn't go back to Fall, you went all the 
way back to the Winter Book before to do 
a comparison. How did we do last winter 
at this time? So I think there are a num-
ber of factors to consider in Dallas, and as 
much as I've been so positive about 
Howard and defending his right to say 
whatever he wants to say, I would have to 
say that Howard should probably get on a 
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bus and take a tour to all his markets. Get 
out there and talk to some people because 
I think there's a very good parallel 
between Bill Clinton and Howard Stern. 
As Bill Clinton spends more and more 
time in Washington and gets further and 
further away from the people, he may not 
have as clear a view point. I think 
Howard is probably in that same situa-
tion. LA/New York, that's easy. Then 
LA/Chicago/New York, maybe that's 
easy, then all of a sudden you have all 
these markets. You just need to get out 
there to find out who's hot and who's not. 
It's entertainment, that's all. Shows go 
through it all the time. How do you think 
Saturday Night Live existed for so long? 
They keep going out and finding out what 
the hot buttons are for the people. 
International shows have an even greater 
area to research. You can't be an isola-
tionist anymore. This is a global commu-
nity we live in. It's a global village and 
the only way you're going to understand 
people is to ask them what they think and 
then shut up and listen. Listen to what 
they're saying. People are basically hon-
est. 

I'm going to stay on Dallas for a second 
here - So, Brian's tweaking the station a 
little bit. I understand he's rocking hard-
er. He's bringing it closer to a COR type, 
lower end approach. Is that a safe 
assessment? 

Dwight: I would say that the radio sta-
tion has gone through a CHR to rock 
phase. It's just a rock station and if 
there's one slogan or war cry right now, 
it's commitment. The station's commit-
ted. 

I hear tell the station's sounding pretty 
hard. But, as long as you can rock with-
out blowing off your CHR core... 

Dwight: Again, without showing you the 
chalkboard, the fact is that we - as ,jive as 
it sounds - are literally programming the 
music that the audience told us to play. 
And that's the only thing I'm going to say 
about it. In other words, we went through 
this whole thing when we thought we 
could do this, we thought we could do 
that, we thought we could do all these 
things and basically, we finally sat down 
and said, "What does the audience want, 
what does the market want?" Whether 
you have Howard Stern or not, the rest of 
the day is a radio station that has to fit 
into the market place. Looking at two 
classic rock stations, The Edge and 
ZRock, this is a highly competitive mar-
ket. We just had to commit and focus. 
And that's what we've done. It's no big 
secret if you listen to it. It sounds like a 
rock station 'cause that's what it is. 

Do you think that a sizeable percentage of 
heritage mainstream AOR stations will, in 
fact, start relying more on talk as time 
goes on?  I'm curious about your 
thoughts on the Stern tape delay thing, 
too. 

Dwight: About ten years ago people kept 
telling me how expensive FM talk was 
going to be and how it wouldn't work and 
all that. A really exciting contemporary 
talk station on FM is absolutely a fantas-
tic idea. I want to tell you, that is going 
to work - whoever gets there first in every 
market is gonna have a great, great posi-
tion. There's no reason for it not to work 
and eventually when you start to duplicate 
AM services on FM, you've got every-
thing on FM that you possibly want and 
need. If I was the big talk station on AM, 
I'd certainly find myself an FM radio sta-
tion. Even if I had an FM already, I'd 
find an FM and start to think long term. I 
don't know what's going to happen with 
AM but I want to tell you, we don't know 
what's going to happen with FM because 
of digital. For right now, if properly exe-
cuted, properly marketed and promoted, 
FM talk stations that are aimed at a gener-
ation that really wants to know what the 
issues are will be very successful. They 

don't want their grandfather telling them 
about how things are. They want some-
body contemporary telling them. It's just 
an extension of David Letterman, that's 
all. 

Did you hear Chris Miller's attempt at 
that on the Viacom station in San 
Francisco? 

Dwight: I did not hear that, no. 

My industry friends in the Bay area felt 
the talent could have been stronger. 

Dwight: One of the things you have to 
really buy into here is the commitment, 
and "buy" is exactly what I mean. You 
don't start a baseball team with high 
school baseball players. If you want to 
start a professional baseball team you got 
to go out and hire professionals who 
know how to do that. That's one of the 
problems. In Detroit I thought some of 
this stuff that was on WOW-FM in the 
beginning was absolutely horrible. The 
reason it was horrible was they sent a boy 
to do a man's job. There were some peo-
ple there who were not equipped to do 
talk radio. It's nothing personal. That's 
an art form. What Howard Stern does is 
an art, and he's very good at it. The same 
with Rush Limbaugh. What Michael 
Jackson does at KABC is an art, and he's 

their morning show, and the rest is histo-
ry. But the fact is that these talents have 
to be allowed to run wild. You can't 
develop a communicator by saying, 
'Don't communicate.' That's the system. 
There's no question about it, the system 
says that the format is much more impor-
tant than what someone has to say. 
Probably out of 100 DJs, maybe one or 
two will have something significant to 
say, and be interesting enough and com-
pelling enough to be able to open the 
microphone and talk for more than a 
minute and make the audience gravitate 
towards them. 

So, you knew Limbaugh back in the sticks. 

Dwight: The guy would come in every-
day and spread out newspapers all over 
the studio, and talk on the air and read 
newspaper articles, and eat food constant-
ly while he was on the air. I thought he 
was a ridiculous person. But the phones 
rang, and people talked. He showed early 
signs of stardom there. 

I was speaking with Great American 
President Dave Crowl the other day 
regarding morning talent, and he made 
the comment that allowing giant ego 
morning talent to push the rest of the 
radio station around is very damaging to 
the business. Naturally, you agree? 

Whether I agree with Rush Limbaugh, or disagree with Howard 
Stern, or think Michael Jackson is crazy doesn't matter. All those 
people are great to listen to because they're the best at what they do. 
And that's what you need when you start a talk station on FM. 

fantastic. All three people are coming 
from different angles politically, geo-
graphically, culturally — and I'm sure 
they all have different pants sizes. The 
point is that they all are very good at what 
they do. Whether I agree with Rush 
Limbaugh, or disagree with Howard 
Stern, or think Michael Jackson is crazy 
doesn't matter. All those people are great 
to listen to because they're the best at 
what they do. And that's what you need 
when you start a talk station on FM. 

And why do you think there aren't more 
compelling, interesting, idiosyncratic 
talkers? 

Dwight: One of the reasons why there 
aren't better communicators in the radio 
business is my old analogy of why there 
weren't some good female DJs in the late 
'60s and early 7̀0s. Back then, when a 
young girl had a great voice, people 
would say, 'Oh, you have such a great 
voice, you should be on the stage.' When 
a young boy, a Fred Winston, was 13-
years old, and all of a sudden, he had this 
big voice, people would say, Ẁhat a fan-
tastic voice, Freddy. You should be on 
the radio.' So, all the women went to the-
ater, and the big voice guys went to radio. 
Then, over a period of time, we found that 
more and more women got into broadcast-
ing, and all of a sudden, there's not a 
problem with finding great female talent 
to be on the radio. The communication 
concept here is that there's no minor 
league for what Rush Limbaugh and 
Howard Stern do. I worked with Rush 
Limbaugh back in New Kensington, 
Pennsylvania at WKPA, and Rush was 
doing the same thing he's doing today 
back then. It's just that he had to work 
for years and years on these radio stations 
where nobody cared what he did. Howard 
Stern made a decision that he was going 
to do whatever he wanted to do, and in a 
sense, got all the kinks out of the act long 
before he got to DC101. He was very 
good at WCCC-FM in Hartford. That's 
where I first heard him, and I said, 
'We've got to get this guy to Detroit.' 
We put him on W4 up there, and the sta-
tion didn't work, he didn't work, and the 
station went Country. But I still didn't 
give up on Howard Stern. I was very 
quick to recommend him to DC101 as 

Dwight: To use another sports analogy 
— if you have a .340 hitter, and that per-
son happens to be a little eccentric, you 
can deal with that, as long as the ego they 
show and the power they seek aren't 
destructive or demeaning to other people. 
You're going to have to be able to under-
stand that not all talent is created equal. 
What I find is almost a separation of 
church and state, where the morning show 
is actually managed and run by the gener-
al manager, and the rest of the radio sta-
tion is run by the program director. And 
there are some program directors who are 
able to deal with that. I know, as a pro-
gram director, I had a couple of morning 
guys who went around me to an owner 
one time. That was a challenge personal-
ly. It was a very difficult time. And I 
confronted the talent and said, 'Look, 
you're not going to get anywhere by 
doing that. All the GM is going to do is 
come to me and say, "Why are the morn-
ing guys bothering the owner with this?" 
You've alienated the owner, and now, 
you've alienated the program director.' If 
you're going to talk big, you've got to 
deliver. People are no longer going to be 
able to think that they are going to 
instantly get increases in salaries, unless 
their ratings stay up there. 

It's reasonable to assume that the specter 
of The Greaseman, or Stern, or even Ron 
and Ron beaming into their market is 
going to inject a little humility into that 
scenario? 

Dwight: I think so. There's an agenda 
here. There's a mandate that's now pre-
sented to them that says, 'Look, you are 
the local personality. How much do you 
do for your local community? How much 
do you know about your local communi-
ty? Are you really being topical and local 
in relating to the people in your market?' 
I think it's a healthy challenge, and it's 
going to make local radio much stronger. 
It also changes the economy of that con-
cept. If a morning team comes in and 
says, 'We need XY&Z kind of money,' 
and that XY&Z equals $750,000 to a mil-
lion dollars, and someone's looking over 
here at their ego and the problems that 
they may have presented at the radio sta-
tion against a satellite-delivered morning

show for a half million, that doesn't spill 
coffee in the control room, or leave their 
dirty socks in the corner, they may opt for 
the network. My soft warnrig to all the 
morning guys is, hey, guys, if ever it's 
time to make sure that you're batting 
average is way up there, it's now because 
the Japanese baseball players are coming 
into the league. 

(Laughs) Are there Japanese players 
coming into the league? 

Dwight: I don't think so. They're too 
loyal to their own country. 

Are there players there that are good 
enough to do it? 

Dwight: Yes, there have been a couple of 
players that have been asked to come. 
And some of them have been given such 
rewards in their own country, that it didn't 
make any sense to come here. 

Does your firm do any real business with 
pro baseball, other than subsidizing their 
ticket and beer sales, that is? Have you 
tried to crack that market? 

tations. When corporate expectations are 
more aligned with reality you create your 
own optimism. Instead of making $8 
million a year, you might settle for $2 
million. That does create a sense of opti-
mism and optimism is like hot air, it 
floats upwards. I've never believed that 
the people that dealt with the figures and 
the line item vetoes day in, day out have 
a sense of optimism because their job is 
so analytical. Consequently, confidence 
and optimism has to flow from the people 
who actually create the product. It's very 
important for that optimism to float up to 
the presidents and the people that are run-
ning the company. 

Do you find yourself in situations dealing 
with radio stations that are frequently 
trying to get back to break even? 

Dwight: There are many stations that are 
in that condition. 

That you deal with? 

Dwight: Absolutely. And there are 
many broadcasters who really believe

Dwight: I'm going to try to crack the 
market. Don't be surprised if my name is 
rumored as the next commissioner. 

Do you feel with the rise of free agency, 
that George Steinbrenner now will look 
like less of a jerk for paying Winfield and 
all the rest of those guys as much money 
as he did? 

Dwight: Any baseball owner that goes 
out and buys the best player at any cost, 
who can increase their number of games 
won in a year, I have absolutely no prob-
lem with that person. Whether it's 
George Steinbrenner or Tei Turner, it 
doesn't matter. Money is not the issue 
here. It's spirit, energy and playing the 
game. 

Can some sort of connection be made 
between free agency and this whole spirit 
of duopoly that we're seeing in radio? 

Dwight: In a sense, it's come to the point 
where winning will cost lots of money in 
every industry. 

On that note, the state of the broadcast 
economy obviously sucks, whit with well 
over half of the top 100 maricets showing 
a net loss for radio stations. How does 
that affect your business? 

Dwight:  It affects  everything. 
Everything in life is based on the mother 
lode called the United States of America. 
When the economy and the balance is off 
and asset worth decreases, the whole sys-
tem comes to its knees. Just in terms of 
existence, I don't think I've seen it worse 
than this in my lifetime. Bu: we'll make 
it through. 

Do you think radio's broad spectrum eco-
nomic difficulties are a function of over 
leveraging, or are radio stations in gener-
al just plain poorly run? 

Dwight: I don't think that would be a fair 
indictment. There were some people that 
got squeezed out of their ownership 
because they bought let's say, CHR sta-
tions at the wrong time, or they bought 
rock stations in a market that swiftly 
became an ethnic market or whatever. On 
a general comment or overview, I can 
indict the operators. If anything, I indict 
the bankers for not having a greater 
knowledge of our business. 

How do you read the owner/operator 
mindset as you travel around the country? 

Dwight: Everybody has different expec-

that spending a little bit more money on a 
market may bring some equilibrium to 
their financial situation. What I'm speak-
ing of here is the Duopoly where they are 
going to reinvest in the market by buying 
a second property. And if it's their com-
petitor, we are going to somehow change 
it so we have a win-win situation for 
those two properties. There's no proof so 
far that that is necessarily the magic 
wand. 

What's your long term fix on how 
Duopoly's going to affect things? 

Dwight: Early on it was stated by people 
like Gary Stevens that this was a very 
positive move, and that deregulation in 
this area, or actually, in a sense, it's re-
regulation, would shrink the business so 
it would be more manageable. My posi-
tion has always been from the beginning 
that just because you own multiple prop-
erties in the same market doesn't mean 
that the number of avails would decrease. 
Everything in the economy that I've 
learned is all supply and demand, and 
when the supply is maintained at a cer-
tain level, it's hard to get the demand up 
high enough to raise the rate. If you have 
eight spots to sell, now you have sixteen 
spots to sell, you're going to be able to 
get the rates up high enough to overcome 
the market economy. 

Also it seems to be an interesting debate 
whether or not you can get away with 
joint sales staffs. 

Dwight: There's no rule. Some people 
operate on the basis that I'll take two 
teams and pit them against each other and 
out of the competitive juices will come 
profit. On the other side of the coin, 
more people mean more overhead and 
that's the real fixed cost of running a 
radio station and that's the thing that you 
have to get under control. I spend less 
and less time analyzing those things 
because I consider myself a product per-
son rather than a bank or a statistical 
financier. 

Aren't you finding that figuring out how 
to survive, then prosper under the current 
bizzaro ownership rules is a foreground 
consideration when you're dealing with 
GM's? 

Dwight: It was very stressful initially, 
and then we went through a time when 
we were numbed by it all. And now I 
think with Spring comes renewal, and 

with renewal comes optimism. I see a lot 
of managers and owners and VPs of 
companies who are now having realistic 
expectations. If there's any advice that I 
can give to radio people, it's have realis-
tic expectations because your optimism is 
the most important fuel you'll ever bring 
to the party. 

Interesting that your organization was 
very early in identifying how mainstream 
AOR would fragment, with your 'pure 
rock' and Male/AC philosophies, yet you 
don't seem particularly involved in either 
Triple A or COR stuff currently? 

Dwight: In self-criticism here it's okay 
to develop the serum, but it's another 
thins to actually get it out there and mar-
ket it and bring the whole concept to 
fruition. But we'i.e always looking for the 
new best thing. That's what turns me on. 
When Kent Burkhart talked about Disco 
I laughed. I thought it was hilarious. But 
Disco wasn't invented by Kent, it was 
invented by Bob Henabery at KISS in 
Washington, DC. But again, in consult-
ing, just developing the serum in the lab-
oratory isn't good enough. You've got to 
be able to bring it to market. 

Was Disco a money maker for Kent? 

Dwight: For the whole firm. We made 
a lot of money. A lot of people made a 
lot of money. 

What is your involvement in the 
Alternative arena right now? Do you see 
that as a serious growth area? 

Dwight: Yes. I'm looking for the play-
er. We did a deal with Tony Gray in 
Urban. And we did a deal with Mike 
McVay and McVay media for AC and 
Country. We did a deal with Bill Drake 
for oldies. This is a free ad, Bill — I'm 
looking for somebody who really knows 
how to make Alternative soar in the rat-
ings, and we'll do a deal with you. I 
would have loved to have done a deal 
with Kevin Stapleford, but unfortunately 
— or fortunately, since our relationship 
with Noble Broadcasting is much more 
important than stealing one of their pro-
gram directors. I love Kevin. I think 
Kevin Stapleford absolutely slam dunks 
as the best at that format in the world. 

Send tapes and resumes to... 

Dwight: Actually, don't send me a tape 
and resume. Send me something that 
will get my attention. Based on what you 
send me that will get my attention, that 
will show me how creative you are 
because Alternative is the last bastion of 
creative programming. 

Serious gig? Atlanta based? 

Dwight: I don't care where they live. 
They can live on Mars, as far as I'm con-
cerned. 

What do you think about what Barnes did 
at KQLZ? 

Dwight: You can't judge a program 
director if the play never gets out of New 
Haven. You've got to play Broadway 
before you know what the work is made 
out of. 

You've always been a major Arbitron 
antagonist. I'm sure you have some 
thoughts on the People Meter concept 
and the on air announcements. First of 
all, how effective do you think your 
efforts have been to get them to up their 
sample levels and demos that are impor-
tant to the format? 

Dwight: I think it's just one more match 
in the crowd. 

Make that a Bic lighter, Dwight. 

Dwight: One of the things that I'm very 
proud of is the ad hock consultant meet-
ing that we do every December that 
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Saga's Steve Goldstein and I put together. 
We did it for different reasons, but at the 
same time, for the right reason. And it's 
been very educational. I enjoy getting 
together and learning all the things that 
they're talking about and thinking about. 
They'll show us research that they don't 
show to stations, and things like that. I 
don't know why they don't tape the whole 
thing and make it available because I've 
learned more at those December meetings 
than anything else. It's very similar to 
what they would do at the Advisory 
Council. It's not all just sales. We get to 
ask questions, and debate, and that type of 
thing. I think that's been very effective. I 
also think that there is a new climate at 
Arbitron, and the climate of change is 
very healthy. They've finally figured out 
that they need to be more customer dri-
ven, and to open things up. You're going 
to see some major changes within the next 
couple of months. They have a major 
decision about a change in the Arbitrend 
and report schedule. They need to 
increase the sample and stabilize the 
trend. If they do that, it will be the best 
thing for us because the trends are just too 
unstable. 

Do you think they're rattled at all by 
AccuRatings? Do they sense that at some 
point, Kurt Hanson 's organization could 
present a significant threat? 

Dwight: I think where they really sense 
that they could lose, is that they see him 
as a friend of radio, the same way Tom 
Birch was — a radio guy getting into the 
ratings business. And there is a brother-
hood here. They know that the brother-
hood will lose them some dollars in the 
short term. So, they're very cautious and 
very aware. That% one of the reasons 
why they're banging this people meter 
thing.  I just did an interview with 
Arbitron about it, and we had gotten in 
some very cogent points. 

Give me the highpoints. 

Dwight: The highpoints on it are one, it's 
reliable. Their greatest challenge will be, 
how do you make a radio station put a 
digital fingerprint into their signal? Are 
they going to come to the radio station 
and say, 'Mr. Radio Station, we want you 
to do this because you're a subscriber,' 
and not do it to non-subscribers? Or is it 
going to be a federally mandated concept, 
where the government says, 'We want 
everyone to put fingerprints in here 
because we want to be able to make sure 
this ratings system works.' At that point, 
it's like the federal government mandat-
ing a technology change. That creates an 
interesting anti-trust situation that benefits 
one company. Once the federal govern-
ment mandates that the fingerprint has to 
be buried in the signal, then anyone can 
pick it up. But it also leads to the point 
of, why wouldn't Dwight Douglas start 
his own ratings company? The signal is 
there. It's federally required. There's no 
way that Arbitron can keep me out of the 
business. I think that they've got a very 
sticky wicket on this one. Program direc-
tors are so funny. Whatever it is, if you 
lay out the ground rules and the dimen-
sions of the field, the first thing radio peo-
ple do is they'll say, 'How can I beat this? 
What can I do to skunk this and get some-
thing that I don't deserve.' I love radio 
for being so feisty. We'll have program 
directors driving around streets with these 
big speakers on top of their trucks, broad-
casting their radio station, so all these 
people meters will be picking up the sig-
nal. I said to Arbitron, 'Why would you 
have to broadcast the radio station? You 
could just have big giant transmitters 
transmitting the RF of the digital finger-
print.' Nobody even has to hear it. We'll 
have people at a baseball game, for exam-
ple. I've got 48,000 people at a Braves 
game, and I'm sitting in the deck and I've 
got a transmitter that's transmitting my 

fingerprint to everyone in that stadium 
with a people meter on. So, for the two 
and a half, three hours they sat watching 
the ball game, I'm registered in Arbitron 
that they were listening to my station. 
That's a problem. You're going to have 
to deal with that. That's a technology 
problem. 

What are your thoughts about the on-air 
announcements? 

says payment for airplay is payola. And I 
am a very strict believer in the rules. 
When the rules change, that's fine. But as 
of right now, I would find it difficult to 
justify being paid 8 zillion dollars by a 
record company to do a marketing project 
for them. It would be very hard to 
defend. On the other side of the coin, I 
would feel open for having a conversation 
about how to market an artist. I think 
that's different. 

Whatever it is, if you lay out the ground rules and the dimensions of 
the field, the first thing radio people do is they'll say, 'How can I 
beat this? What can I do to skunk this and get something that I 

don't deserve.' I love radio for being so feisty. 

Dwight: On-air announcements will gen-
erate a little bit of increase now. They 
didn't increase last time in San Diego 
because — 

Ethnic, you think? 

Dwight: No, it wasn't that. It's a differ-
ent time and age right now. This is the 
age of activism. People hear that and 
they'll say, 'Yes, I've got to do this!' Ten 
years ago, people weren't active. They 
were just sort of, 'Yeah, Reagan is the 
one.' 

Is your company hedging its bet, in terms 
of commercial radio, by being so involved 
with cable radio and the heavy stock 
involvement in Digital Music Express? 

Dwight: It's just an ongoing thing. As I 
told our radio clients, 'Look, I don't want 
to end up like the railroads. I want to be 
in the transportation business.' I'm in the 
media business. Wherever media takes 
me, that's where I want to go. If baseball 
needs to use media better, I have some 
advice for baseball. If digital audio needs 
advice on how to use media, I'm there to 
help them. If radio stations need it, I'm 
here to help them. If TV needs that, I'm 
here to help them. I don't view it as a sin-
gular specialization. I want to be a media 
advisor. I don't want to be pigeonholed 
to a point of where on the long term, 
either our firm, or me individually, gets 
positioned as just being able to do one 
kind of media. 

How do you perceive your relationship 
with the record companies? My read on 
it, by the way, is that they frequently see 
you as the enemy. Do you take pride in 
that, or does it present a problem? 

Dwight: I have a lot of friends in the 
record business. I have a lot of good rela-
tionships. I have some very bad relation-
ships. I know you've seen some of the 
correspondence that I've sent to record 
companies. What we're talking about 
here, as I've always said, it's always 
going to be a symbiotic relationship. 
Their goal is different than our goal. 
We're going to live in a world where we 
need each other. I would like it to be a 
better relationship. I would just like to 
have a little less of this personal stuff, and 
a little bit more on the basis of, 'Hey, you 
want to move 80,000 pieces of this prod-
uct? Let's get together and figure out 
how to do a promotion on this, so you can 
move your 80,000 pieces.' I would rather 
have that kind of level of conversation 
than saying, 'Hey, I sent you a fax and 
you didn't send me anything back!' Give 
me a break. It's far beyond that. They're 
in a business like we're in a business. I'm 
trying to get numbers, and they're to sell 
units. 

Do you market any research directly to 
the labels? Is that a market for you? 

Dwight: It's not a market for us because 
we have to be very careful with any type 
of involvement with the record industry. 
Not because they're bad guys or anything, 
but just because there is a federal law that 

Do you do any of that sort of thing? 

Dwight: Abrams used to do a lot of it, 
but since Lee's left our firm, we really 
haven't done that much. 

Here's a philosophical question or you. 
Why should a program director eel com-
fortable opening up to you? Why should 
Bob Walton, sitting there in your hotel 
room, feel comfortable discussing inti-
mate details of how his station runs, or 
problems and concerns, when in fact, 
your primary allegiance is to the general 
manager? 

Dwight: I wouldn't say that my primary 
allegiance is to the general manager. 

You wouldn't? 

Dwight: Absolutely not. 

That's who signs your check. 

Dwight: I don't view it that way at all. I 
love the GM's. I think they're great. 
Sometimes, you have to slap their little 
hands and say, 'Would you please go 
away. Would you please get out of this 
product. This product is already in 
progress. Will you please let it develop. 
Let it grow.' And there are some very 
overbearing general managers. To answer 
your question, every program director that 
I work with, the first thing that I or any 
consultant from our firm has to do is 
establish a relationship. And 'relation-
ship' is a big long word. It takes a little 
time to get from the r̀' to the p̀'. You 
have to be able to let that thing develop. 
It has to be nurtured respect and trust. I 
have some program directors that 
wouldn't let me touch their computer. I 
have some other program directors who 
say, 'Will you please fix my Selector.' 
Those are the extremes. The only reason 
they should open up is that collaboration 
is reality. Collaboration is natural. All 
things in the universe are collaborative 
processes. The program director has to 
understand that my goal is to be the other 
half of the Yin Yang. Whatever the pro-
gram director's weakness is, I will try to 
fill in with that strength. Whatever their 
strength is, let them use that strength. Let 
them blossom within themselves. Don't 
try to block what they do best. Also, I, 
personally, go into every situation by say-
ing this, 'What can I learn from this per-
son? What can I learn from this program 
director?' If you go into a relationship 
with that kind of attitude, you'll get a lot 
more from the person than you ever 
believed. But you've got to make them 
know that you really are there to learn. 
Every day I'm out on the road, every con-
versation I have with a program director 
face to face, one on one, where we're just 
sitting around talking about radio, or life, 
or sports, the people at the radio stations 
teach me something.

Notice that big magenta bar in the middle of the headlines on 
our front page? It's there because the language we initially 
used to summarize the following scenario could have gotten us 
legally entangled in what's shaping up to be a very ugly situa-
tion at WRXL/Richmond, which was LMA'd by San Antonio 
based Clear Channel Communications on April 1. Just 
before Clear Channel took over from Capitol Broadcasting, 
all WRXL employees were fired, and about 75% were then 
hired back. Linda Forem, GM at Clear Channel's Richmond 
CHR WRVQ, which they had obtained about six months ago, 
took over that chair at WRXL and sister News/talk/sports

Last Wednesday was the deadline for stations to file against 
the LMA, and Four Seasons Partners, owners of 
W MXB/Richmond, filed an objection with the FCC, alleging 
that the sale would cause "undue concentration in a combina-
tion that would threaten the diversity and competition of the 
Richmond market." The petition also claims that Clear 
Channel acted improperly by taking over management of the 
two stations on April 1, several weeks before the formal clos-
ing of the deal. But here's where things get weird. As you 
may know, the FCC duopoly rulings decree that such an acqui-
sition is legal only when the combined market share of any 
new combo is under 25%. Clear Channel execs say last fall's 
Arbs show a 24.7 combination. But the Program Director of 
Four Seasons Norfolk classic rocker WAFX, Steve Davis, 
alleges in a separate complaint that while he was Ops Mgr at 
WRVQ, a post he left when Clear took control of the station, 
his promotional budget was slashed "in a manner entirely 
inconsistent with past efforts," implying the cuts were affected 
in order to get the combined ratings down below that magic 
25% mark. 

As if that's not a sufficiently draconian scenario, last 
Thursday's Richmond Times-Dispatch carried a story stating 
that two WRXL disc jockeys have filed discrimination com-
plaints against the station's new owners. The Equal opportuni-
ties Employment Commission reportedly received those com-
plaints from MD Rick Maybee and evening jock Gretchen 
Hart. The Hart/Maybee complaint cites the Americans With 
Disabilities Act of 1990, which prohibits discrimination based 
on an employee's relationship or association with a disabled 
individual. Ms. Hart's husband has multiple sclerosis and Mr. 
Maybee's son has cerebral palsy. According to the newspaper 
report, the two contend that family members' health problems 
were the reason they were immediately transferred from full 
time to part time employment status, which, according to the 
article, "does not carry health insurance."  Clear Channel Sr. 
VP Curtis Mays says the two are, in fact, covered. Ms. Hart, 
on the other hand, claims that there is a 90 day wait to apply 
for benefits as a part timer, with Clear Channel's company 
insurance policy requiring a certificate of insurability, under 
which preexisting conditions would not be covered. The story 
went on to point out that Hart and Maybee were the only two 
former Capitol Broadcasting full timers re-hired to work part 
time, and that they were also the only employees whose family 
members require long term medical care. As if all of the above 
isn't chilling enough, Ms. Hart was terminated by the station 
last Tuesday, allegedly for insulting advertisers and clients at 
the station's Chili Cookoff the previous weekend. Hart, a non-
drinker on the air at the time, contends that she was merely 
attempting to thwart harassment by a belligerent intoxicated 
female attendee who was upset because the beer voucher she 
had received was no longer valid, in accordance with state 
ABC laws. 

After all that, what do Hart and Maybe want? At the very least, 
reinstatement to full time status, with corresponding benefits. 
Given this situation's profound legal and moral implications, 
that would appear to be Clear Channel's graceful way out of 
what has become a very public local problem. 
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HARD KNOX FOR BIG JIM 

We were happy to hear that one of pro-
gramming's nicest people has landed a 
great gig in a beautiful town. Jim 
Pemberton, most recently at WRIF and 
WLLZ, and WFBQ in between, will be 
programming WIMZ/Knoxville. Jim, 
who had been marking time as a food 
tester for Detroit indy Howard Lesnick, 
was pleased as punch to be in the sunny 
south, "When I left yesterday, it was 38 
and rainy, and when I got in, my clubs 
were in the trunk and it was sunny and 
75. I think this is going to be great. 
The station has a lot of potential, and 

hopefully, we can get the trend turned around in short order." 
This change comes about via Stoner Broadcasting's sale of the 
station to Nashville based South Central Communications. 
Leaving the station is another well respected and liked PD's, 
Blake Watson, as well as Midday man Jeff Payne (Pemberton 
will also do that shift), and Burkhart/Douglas, replaced by 
Jacobs Media.

Mind Bomb. "Mind Bomb", Mercury.... 
A couple of weeks ago we reviewed the first single from this phe-
nomenal debut album (the song "Segue"), and alas, finally, the time 

has come for the whole unveiling. 
And it's a moment we have been 
waiting for (soaked in anticipa-
tion), for months now. Everyone 
I know, who has had the advance 
cassette, has been reeling to the 
magical, uplifting quality of the 
songs contained herein. Needless 
to say, expectations regarding the 
record's success are quite high. 
And from where we sit, we can't 
find a single reason for Mind 

Bomb not exploding (pardon the pun) big time. The record offers a 
little something for everyone, and therefore is winning fans across 
generation gaps and hopefully formats. What, you might think, is it 
that has Chris drooling so? Perhaps it was the fact that I knew 
absolutely nothing about this band, except what was emanating from 
the speakers on my stereo — and yet the attraction to the music was 
pure and instantaneous. It was without bias or influence that I fell 
funkily head over heels crazy for these songs. AND, I'm not alone. 
EVERYONE agrees. Take one young musical wiz kid, a computer, 
a few equally talented friends, Max Norman and some incredible 
song ideas into a studio, shake well, bake for six months and the 
result is pure auditory decadence.

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Mindfunlç "Goddess". Megaforee,... Imagine the frustration of writing an album's worth of material (for only your second 
album), setting up shop at a faraway studio after surrendering the comforts of a home, and riding an edgy and exciting rush, only to 

find out you've been dropped by your (major) label; the one who seemed so gung-ho about you last time 'round 
and after your debut did fairly well. Crazy biz isn't it? Luckily, the members of Mindfunk (minus two founders, 
plus two new talents) are a determined and resilient band, who are about to embark on the most important 
chapter in their career. Not too surprisingly, they've created an undeniably excellent album (aptly and 
poignantly titled "Dropped'') that is the embodiment of all that frustration turned to creative beauty. It's 
certainly got industry buzz buiners excited. The album, (which I'll rant about when we have it on the cover in 
a couple of weeks), is heavy, driven, melodic and swells with a bold and broader sound for the band. Everyone 
who has heard the record can't help but feel extremely happy for this group (Pat Dubar-vocals, John 
Monte-bass, Shawn Johnson-drums, Jason Everman-guitars and Louis Svitek-guitars), and perhaps a bit 
proud of them for their perseverance and for having turned a bad situation into so credible a record. 

Remember this people, the album screams for crossover. For now, we can all focus our attentions on the first single now being 
released to metal radio; that is "Goddess". Recorded at Bad Animals Studios in Seattle with Terry Date at the helm, the sound is 
pure adrenalin, cranked through a BIG guitar sound, the matured vocals of Dubar and a touch of that Pacific Northwest flavoring 
we've come to know so well. Upbeat, cranked through swirling melody; seemingly the more accessible side of, dare I say it... 
Soundgarden. The guitar accents are left of center and incredible sounding, making the song slam into you forcefully, but gracefully. 
If that doesn't quite make sense to you, listen to the song. Perhaps then, you'll understand why we love this band, we adore this 
record, and we wish them gold and platinum success. It's well deserved. Great job guys! Full album in a few (in stores May 4th). 

Primus, "Pork Soda", Interscope....Hey folks, it's that time again. That's right, it's the year of Primus, the pig, uh, "Pork 
Soda". Sounds pretty yummy doesn't it? Ick. Well, we've come to expect such delectable oddities from this much celebrated San 

Franciscan three piece. And while "My Name Is Mud" — the first single -- is still just beginning to seep onto 
meta! radio (it debuted this week at 39*), here comes clip-clopping the off-kilter, eccentricity of the full album. 
Loaded to the hilt with mind-altering bass fenagling a la Les Claypool (who also snarls nasally atop it all with 
his totally unique vocals), the careening geometric guitar avalanches of Larry LaLonde and the snazzy ultra 
involved drumming of Tim "Herb" Alexander. If you thought "Sailing The Seas Of Cheese" was a celebration 
in weirdness, well just wait until you get a belly full of this brew. The entire album further traverses even more 
unexplored regions of experimental music, incorporating jazz, fusion, funk, metal, a touch of humor, a pinch 
of not-entirely-psychotic rambling, and a heavy dose of interpretive musicianship that is unparalleled we're 
sure. Odd? You bet. Primus have always been one of those bands whose music takes time to digest, time to 
sink in and then suddenly... wham! It hits you. These guys are as different from the "norm", the "trend" the 
"traditional" as you can get. No wonder so many are flocking to their mosh laden shows, and content to sail 

into their musical netherlar ds with them. The album is a fluctuating objet d'art that some will appreciate, some will wonder over 
and some will simply just NOT get. We suggest they try "Bob", "DMV" (we can all relate to the "hell" described here), "Wounded 
Knee", "The Pressman" (which originally appeared on "Suck On This"), "Mr. Krinkle", "The Air Is Getting Slippery" (complete with 
banjo) or "Hamburger Train". Th-th-that's all folks.

It's pretty 
obvious that the radio world will be churning through the depths 
of this, Aerosmith's umpteenth album for months to come. 
Especially since, as usual, there's an exorbitant amount of 
qualified singles all over it. I'm betting that "Line Up", "Amaz-
ing" and "Cryin" will be smasheroos of untold proportions one 
day (not hard to figure I guess). For us of the more harder 
slamming, fist pounding ilk, there's a whole lotta rocking going 
on in "Fever", the sampled delirium of "Flesh" (whoa baby... 
some kinda lyrics there), "Gotta Love It" or "Line Up" (classic 
sounding). Ya gotta love this band. Ya just hafta. It's practical-
ly un-American if you don't. A "piercing" record, eh? (ouch).

I'd 
seen the advance cassette when it arrived 
in the mail. Frankly, hearing it on the air 
made me quite curious. AnU then lo and 
behold the CD single magically appeared 
on my desk today, and Fwas inspired to 
write about this Midwestern (Lawrence, 
Kansas by way of Chicago) bunch of 
grinders (Grant Fitch-guitars, Peter 

Fitch-drums Charles Bryan-bass and FMitacrhk- guitars, 
Many of you should have, or will be receiving the 

CD pro this week, so do be sure to pick it up and check it out. 
There isn't much that's subtle about the band. They play hard, 
the music is heavy, but pocketed with melodic moments (par-
ticularly on the chorus to Vessie" — a song about Mark's family 
dog) and softer vocals (though Hennessy wails for the mostpart). 
If you revelled in the aggressive angst and grind of bands like 
Bullet LaVolta (I was glad to see them listed as an influence), 
then you will instantly relate to this alterna/metal sound. Per-
haps the country toned, melodic guitar swirls in the middle will 
win you over. The band have so many styles streaking through 
their sound, it's quite an interesting listening experience.

They regrouped 
with current frontman Dave Ingram and 
went on to record "The GraniT Leveller" 
in 1991 — which helped secure them a 
solid position in the just burgeoning metal 
scene here in America. Later that year 

they also released the EP "Dark Is The Season", which hailed 
the departure of bassist Paul Adams. Now backon the scene 
with former Cerebral Fix bassist Frank Healey permanently 
installedt the band (rounded out by Ian Treacy-drums, Peter 
Rewinski-guitar, and Darren Brookes-pitar) offers up its latest 
full album release, "Transcend The Rubicon'. A record stocked 
with monolithic compositions that are based around huge deeply

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cut grooves. Even people who are not exactly enthralled with 
the deep guttural vocals, will be able to relate to the chunky, 
waves of power grinds and the rhythmic jolts occupying the 
majority of tracks contained here.

One day, a tape landed on my desk. Other than the fact that it was a lovely shade of purple, it seemed 
a rather unassuming, regular ()I' tape. Nothing particular-
ly impressive about it (in fact the microscopy of an 
insect head on the cover was actually raither 
unappealing). Ah, but once 1 dropped it in 
the deck, it was like stepping into a whole 
other world.., the world of Captain Lovejoy 
and his spectacular metal mayhem. Mind 
Bomb, a surreal blend of metal, funk, rap, 
industrial, samples... whatever, warped with 
melody, odd time signatures, winsome war-
bling, dancy power grinds, brilliant guitar playing 
and an expressive powerful voice up front. The voice 
belonged to Matt Mercado (a young 20 something savant), the guitar 
virtuosity to Johnny Checuga, and the intense rhythmic belting to Jim "Bash" Bashaw (drums) and 
Shakky Von Krause (bass) — Mind Bomb. Ladies and gents, meet one of Mercury's hottest rising 
sensations. A band capable of being their next huge breakthrough (if the fates are truly righteous). 
As you read, Mind Bomb's fab new debut album is careening towards a radio station near you, and we 
can't urge you enough to explore its depths. There really is a little something on it for everyone, at 
every format... really. Not much is known about the band, since they've pretty much landed from out 

of the blue (appropriately enough), but we were able to corner Mr. Mercado for a quick chat. 
Hopefully, it will reveal a bit more about the humorous twist of this talented outfit, not to mention the 

long held secret to smoking on airplanes. Curious at all? Read on. 

mind born 
do you need some 

So this is how it is Matt — I know prac-
tically nothing about this bar:d. 

Matt: Neither does anybody else. 

When I first received the tape, I almost 
didn't want to know anything about the 
band 'cause I liked the music so much. 
And that was enough, but Mind Bomb is 
kind of a mystery. Well, now I do have 
your names... but that's it. Captain 
Lovejoy right? 

Matt: That's me, baby! He's my alter 
ego. 

Are you really into creating an alternate 
existence? 

Matt: Yeah, kinda. It all started when 
we did an interview a while ago, even 
before we were doing the record and the 
lady asked me, 'What's your mission?' 
and I said, 'What's my mission!' and I 
was like Hmmmm. So, I'm Captain 
Lovejoy and we're on a mission to Planet 
Love. Hopefully it'll turn out good. 

Luckily the music fits that theme. Let's 
see, I do know that you're from Chicago. 
And members of your band - want to talk 
about them a little bit? 

Matt: Yeah, there's Johnny, Jim and 
Shakky — three lazy guys with me, the 
lazy captain. 

O.K. I understand that you're a computer 
whiz. 

Matt: An MPC whiz... I wouldn't say a 
computer whiz. 

What do you mean? 

Matt: An MPC is a music personal com-
puter. I don't even know how to use a 
regular computer. 

Oh, I was curious because I just got a 
record in the mail that was recorded sole-
ly on Macintosh. 

Matt: Oh, really. I don't use the Atari or 
MacIntosh. It's too slow for me. MPCs 
are a lot quicker. I used the others a little 
bit on the record, but they're boring and 
they take too long. I'd still be playing 
with the mouses on those. I don't know 
how to use regular computers, just MPCs. 

What does that involve? 

Matt: Just sequencing, sampling. 

And where do you get some of the ideas 
for the ones you used on songs like 
"Daisy Chain" and "Violet Dream". 

Matt: "Violet Dream"... yeah. Actually 
I've only been doing MPCs for like 
maybe two years now. I always wanted 
to get into it but I just never had one, and 
then I started working with the guy who 
invented House Music here in Chicago. 
His name's Vince, and he started me on 
that, on the MPC. 

It certainly has seemed to work to your 
advantage. 

Matt: Yeah, it's really cool for writing 
songs and stuff like that, 'cause you don't 
have to worry about the band showing up, 
and not doing what I want them to. It 
doesn't say, 'No I don't like that, I'm not 
going to play that part!' I say, 'Yeah you 
are going to play that part!' Boom, boom, 
boom, enter! And it plays that part, you 
know what I mean? Basically I'll write 
the whole song and usually I do it at night 
so the band's not around. I kind of like to 
get the whole thing together and get it the 
way I like it before they hear it, because if 
I have too many parts they go, 'No, let's 
use that part' or 'No, let's do this'. So I 
say, 'No, here's the song'. And they 
don't know what other parts there are, so I 
just kind of present it like that — pretty 
much done. 

So in effect, it's totally your show. 

Matt: They do add their bits to it, but by 

the time they get it, the song is pretty 
much arranged and written. 

I really have to say that your guitar play-
er is rather amazing! He really adds a lot 
to those songs. And you have so many 
different styles on the record from dance 
mixes to kinda really weird spacy stuff. 
Where does it all come from? 

Matt: Thank you. I just like a lot of dif-
ferent kinds of music, so I don't really 
limit myself too much. I write a lot of 
different kinds of songs too, but some that 
I write don't really fit what we're doing, 
so I just kind of archive them. 

How did you get hooked up with 
Mercury? They told me they discovered 
you. That's all they would say. 

Matt: Yeah. Basically. We just played 
out in clubs as a band, nothing extraordi-
nary or out of the picture. None of our 
uncles are relatives of anyone at a record 
company or anything. So we just did it 
like they say to do it: get in a band, play 
shows, and you get discovered. O.K. 

You didn't send out a demo or anything. 

Matt: No we didn't. We were too lazy. 
Actually it's not that we were too lazy. I 
spend 99% of my days working on music, 
and the other guys had jobs at the time. I 
would always spend time on music. I 
know so little about the business though. 
I bought a book about the music business, 
but we really leave it up to them. 

You're going to learn quickly then. 
They've got big plans for the band. 

Matt: Yeah, but we know what we need 
to know. 

If you spend that much time working on 
your music you must have a huge cata-
logue of material. 

Matt: Yeah, I do. You know anybody 
who wants to buy some songs? 
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I'm sure you can find someone pretty 
quickly. 

Matt: Yeah. I'll be worried about that 
later. We're just worried about pitching 
the record now. 

How did you whittle the choices down to 
the songs on the LP. 

Matt: Well, I had a few hundred songs, 
but I knew at the time, right when we got 
signed.... I knew we only had seven that 
were going to be on the record. I knew 
because I didn't want any other songs for 
this record. So I wrote four more for the 
record. Well, I wrote like 20 and only 
four made it. 

You can fit so many 
more songs on a CD 
format these days. 
That seems strange 
there would be only 
seven songs. 

Matt: They were the 
only songs I wanted 
to put on there. And 
actually we cut two 
more but we didn't 
finish them. 

Are they similar to 
what's already on 
there or... 

Matt: No, they're 
more like... They're 
actually pretty cool, 
but we just never got 
to finish them in 
time, so I finished 
them off as b-sides. 

There is an awful lot 
going on in these 
songs, how are you 
going to present them 
live? You have all 
that sampling and the 
industrial type stuff. 

Matt:  We got it 
going on.  It took 
awhile for us to kind 
of get the whole 
show together 'cause 
I mean there's a lot 
of things that can go 
wrong when you're 
doing that. If you're 
off, or if the drummer 
loses the click - we 
only do it for like 4 
songs, but we do it 
for the first 4 songs - 
so if the drummer 
loses the click or 
somebody messes up giving him the click 
or something, the whole thing can just be 
a complete massacre. Like, we played the 
China Club and we went into "Segue" and 
there was this like tape... I guess the guy 
started it and then he stopped it and start-
ed it again. We were eight bars into it and 
then he started again. So all the sampling 
and all that stuff came in, and it was a 
mess. And nobody knew where anybody 
was 'cause everybody was so confused. 
Finally we got it together halfway through 
the song right before the solo. But that's 
a long way of just... sfph000sh. 
Completely nuts. Maniac. 

It would be a nightmare. 

Matt: Yeah. But what could you do 
except keep on going. 

John Checuga Matt Mercado Jim Bashaw Shakky Von Krause 

I guess that's part of what makes a live 
show so exciting. That would be fun to 
watch in retrospect, even if it was kind of 
a mess for you then. 

Matt: Oh yeah! If they would've just 
followed me... because I'm like saying 
T̀urn that thing off.' You know I'm try-
ing to tell the guy to turn the thing off and 
he wouldn't turn it off and then the bass 
player was following the drummer and the 
guitar players were in a different part. I 
was playing the first, they were playing 
the chorus and then there were noises 
coming out of nowhere that were way out 
of time. It's happened a few times. BUT, 
we've got a real keyboardist now. 

So you're free just to sing. 

Matt: Well, I never played keyboards 
actually. I just had them all sequenced. 
So we've got a guy in the band who actu-
ally plays the keyboards now. 

What's his name7 

Matt: Scott. 

What's his last name? 

Matt: I don't know his last name. Scott. 
That's all I know. 

He's forever to be known as just Scott. 

Matt: (Laughs). Yeah, he played our first 
show with us at the Avalon. There were a 
lot of songs like "Almost There" that we 
didn't have any keyboards in before. 

I can't wait to see you perform these 
songs live. 

Matt: Yeah. The show really has just in 
the last couple, two weeks, started hap-
pening. Since we got the keyboardist and 
everything happening with the midi-stuff, 
it's really pulling together now finally. 

Do you really wear a helmet with lights 
all over it on stage? 

Matt: I did at one time. But I don't even 
know where it is now. In our last photo 
shoot I was going to bring it but I got into 
this mood before we left, where I was 
like, 'Fuck it, I'm wearing black on 
black', and if they say wear something 

else, I'm going to 
say, 'Too bad, all I 
got is black'. Then I 
got to the photo 
shoot I was like, 
'Gee, I wish I had 
brought something 
else, man. All I got 
is black'. That was 
my call though. I get 
into these moods 
sometimes like I'm 
going to do this and 
if they say do that, 
I'm going to say, 
'Too bad, I ain't got 
it!' So I go there and 
I'm in black. I go, 
1̀1mmm, anybody 
got a shirt I could 
borrow? Hey you! 
Let me borrow your 
shirt!' 

There's  nothing 
wrong with Black. I 
should know. Are 
you going to tour on 
this record? 

Matt:  Yeah. 
Absolutely. We start 
in Europe. 

Oh, how come? 

Matt:  Well, we 
started  in  the 
Midwest actually. 
We've already been 
doing stuff there... 
but then we're going 
to Europe.  Just 
because that's a good 
time for the company 
to take us there. 

I guess since the 
record hasn't even 
been released here 
yet — to radio offi-

cially. At least AOR and Metal. (Note: as 
you read the record is actually now hit-
ting radio) 

Matt: Yeah, we'll start in Europe and 
hopefully it'll do well there, otherwise 
we'll be playing in front of three 
Europeans. 

But enthusiastic ones I'm sure. How was 
it working with Max Norman? He's 
worked with some heavy hitters along the 
way. 

Matt: Yeah. He was cool. We actually 
co-produced it with him. Basically it was 
me and him that did the whole thing you 
know, and of course, the band played 
everything. We were in the studio... a 
long time. I learned a lot. I could do it 
way quicker next time. I'm not going to 
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do a six month project and spend a lot of 
money because I know how to do it 
quicker and it's just too hard. It's better 
when you do it quick and fresh, but it just 
wasn't the way we were able to do this 
record. It took a long time. 

When you go in do you have all the 
sequences prepared and/or pre-designed? 
You know exactly how the song is going to 
sound? 

Matt: Pretty much. Yeah. It's all done. 
I spend a lot of time on it. I do it pretty 
much almost every night. 

I would expect though, that it would be 
easier for you to produce yourself in that 
case. 

Matt: Yeah, well, we'll think about that 
on the next record. Max really brought 
the band together. I mean E had my shit 
down with the sequencing, Dut as a band 
we were just completely slowy. He real-
ly got us together as a band and I think 
that's the best thing anyone could have 
done for us. I'd say the best two things I 
can say about Max Norman, is he really 
got us together as a band ad that's why 
we're going to really shine live, and num-
ber two — I think the most important 
thing he ever taught us, and I think my 
whole band would agree, is how to cop a 
cigarette in an airplane john. 

No way, how do you do that?! 

Matt: I've got it down to a science. O.K. 
You clean out the toilet. You stick a 
paper towel in the toilet. Jam it in there... 
you know in that little flap so there's a 
suction of air. You've got to - it's kinda 
sick - you've got to put your jacket over 
your head and... 

Wow, that's desperation. 

Matt: Yeah, it is. But I can not stand not 
smoking on a plane for some reason. 
When I'm in a car or a plane I've got to 
smoke. It works though. Although you 
have to kind of sit and you're leaned over, 
so when you get up you're like ẁhooaa'. 
Seeing stars and stuff. You don't want 
another smoke for awhile, believe me. 
The need for a cigarette is gone after that 
— between the rush of nicotine and the 
rush of blood going to your head. I think 
I'm going to invent some-ling like this 
plastic thing, um with like that thing they 
put on pants and stuff to hold 'em up. 
You know... what's that stuff... 

Elastic? 

Matt: Yeah! An elastic band that fits 
around the toilet. Kind of like the base of 
a bubble. You go to the bathroom, òh 
hello'.., then you stick it up, hook it up, 
put it around your waist, and around the 
toilet, and around your head and you just 
smoke. 

I guess that's important for a producer to 
leave with their band, yeah 

Matt: It's the best thing he ever taught 
me. 

Were you happy how the record turned 
out overall. 

Matt: Basically yes, with a lot of the 
songs. Some of the songs like the first 
couple he kinda, didn't get the way they 
should be. Like the first song's a weird 
Martian Metal Tune, but it came out more 
industrial sounding. It was like straight 
up Martian Metal... here comes the aliens, 
get ready! You know? I think on "No 

Reason" he did great. "Almost There" I 
think he did great on too. 

That's a beautiful song. 

Matt: Thanks. "40 Days" he did great on 
as well. 

I imagine it must be really hard. I mean 
you go in there with a whole bag of things 
that you want done and that communica-
tion must be really hard to establish 
between two strangers. 

Matt: Yeah, but that's why I got steel toe 
combat boots — so the next guy I work 
with is gonna get a big swift kick to his 
shin, and I'm going to say 'Hi, how you 
doin'. Nice to meet you. Are we working 
together on this project?' 

Who would you like to work with in the 
future? 

Matt: It wouldn't matter. I would just do 
it the way I want to do it, you know what 
I mean? Max did a fine job producing it. 
We co-produced it. He didn't touch the 
songs whatsoever. He just got us tight as 
a band and that was the most important 
thing. I mean the songs that we did pre-
pare... like "Segue" — almost every song 
you can time them to the millisecond and 
they'd be the exact same length as I had 
them, because he didn't change them at 
all. Which is cool. He just got us tight. 
We were sloppy as a band. I hit all this 
stuff on the computer and we had to play 
on top of it and we were just so bad that 
we couldn't even do it. It was just lack of 
practice, that was it. And lack of knowl-
edge about execution. He taught us a lot 
about that. 

A little discipline. 

Matt: Just practice, and a little, 'Hey, lis-
ten to the snare drum'. Oooh, good idea 
Max. Never really listened to that before. 
I just kinda played. 

That's wild. With these guys you've been 
playing with for a while or just.... 

Matt: Yeah. 

It's amazing that they all have the same 
vision you do or at least are willing to fol-
low yours. 

Matt: Well, you know they gave me a lot 
of hassles about stuff before, but that's 
why I'm busy at nights. If I present 
something that's completely done they're 
like, 'Wow, this is cool'. But if I present 
a lot of ideas... It's not that I go, 'Well, 
this is it'. But sometimes I just like to fin-
ish the song before it gets all miscon-
strued and taken into too many directions. 
I just like to have it done so they can get a 
final image of it, instead of saying, Ǹo, 
you should have this part or this part,' and 
then when it's all done they can pretty 
much see why it shouldn't have had any 
other parts, because they don't know 
they're in there. 

Okay. And because it's really complicat-
ed and involved in some parts, I would 
imagine they would be kind of clueless at 
first until you spell it out for them. 

Matt: Yeah. They just don't really get 
involved in the songwriting. That's their 
choice. 

Are they ever going to? 

Matt: I don't know. I have no idea. I 
just do it all the time, and it's something 
that if you are ever going to do — it's 
something that you just have to start 

doing and then do a lot of it. You just 
have to do it almost every day. Spend a 
lot of time on it. But you know that's 
something I do. I'm compelled to do it 
and we're compelled to be a band and 
that's the way it is. 

Where does that come from? Are you 
from a musical background at all or is 
that just something you picked up? 

Matt: No, not at all. It's just within. 
Captain Lovejoy brings it right on out. 
Actually after a six pack of beer, Captain 
Lovejoy has to take over because I'm just 
kind of out of my consciousness and he 
just takes over and finishes all the pro-
jects. 

Are you going to personify him on stage? 

Matt: I do sometimes. I've got a new 
character now, Captain Fish N' Chips. 
Wait'll you see that one. We just really 
want to get out. I want to get out of the 
studio because in the studio Captain 
Lovejoy just kind of takes over and it's 
just not conducive for healthy living. 

No I guess not with all those six packs... 

Matt: Really! Especially for me 'cause I 
have to sing, so I can't be like, 'Where am 
I? Oh, we're on stage!' 

Uh, huh. Well, on that note, I guess we've 
pretty much covered everything I wanted 
to discuss with you. I don't really know if 
there's anything else that you would like 
people to know about the ba nd.... 

Matt: Nothing I can think of. The most 
important thing right now is that we're 
just glad it's done and we're really, real-
ly... I mean, can't tell you how much 
we're looking forward to playing live. 

When did you say you're going out? 

Matt: We're doing little dates in the 
Midwest until we go to Europe in May. 
But I mean we've been... I've always 
been in the studio 'cause I never had a 
band before. I mean this is my first band. 
I was always writing songs, but nobody 
ever wanted to play with me in a band. I 
couldn't get a band. I would audition 
people and they'd go, 'Well, you know 
this is pretty cool, but I'm playing at the 
Whale this Saturday, so I'm going to stick 
with my current band.' Well, they're still 
playing the Whale this Saturday but... 
And then our drummer, Bash, was around 
the scene, so when I got him in the band 
that kinda got people to come down and 
jam with me. Since then I've been in the 
studio and I've just always been in the 
studio. We want to get out in front of 
people and have something to relate with. 
Cause now they'll know Mind Bomb and 
we know Mind Bomb and we'll have 
something in common. We both like 
Mind Bomb. 

I have a feeling lots and lots of people 
are going to be enjoying Mind Bomb, 
and we certainly wish Matt and the 
band nothing but the greatest of success 
with their brilliant new record. It's 
amazing. Many thanks to Matt for the 
call, Lauren Murphy for setting it up, 
the photos and everything else, and of 
course, Cheryl Valentine for turning 
me onto this incredible record months 
ago. I think you're gonna love this one 
folks, check it out SOON! 

Christine Black 
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Primus. "Pork Soda," Interscope 
Everybody has an Uncle Primus in their family. He's an eccentric 
fellow, keeps a beat with his foot that is not 4/4, tells the most, well, 

unusual stories, and loves to go 
fishing. Primus is that weird rela-
tive whom nobody seems to 
understand but everybody talks 
about. Primus have always been 
getting terrific amounts of press 
and street level attention since 
releasing their live Suck On This 
album.  Where another San 
Francisco area band, Faith No 
More, finally hit gold and plat-
inum with their eclectic pop form 

and didn't change a thing for mainstream audiences, Primus' Sailing  
The Seas Of Cheese was recently certified gold and they're not alter-
ing their maffia-driven madness one bit. Pork Soda is their second 
album for Interscope, which scooped them up in an A&R blitz after 
the band's first studio album, Frizzle Fry. And now that they have 
grabbed the much coveted Lollapalooza headliner spot, times are 
looking even brighter for Les, Herb, and Larry. Not that all this 
attention is making them play their music any differently. Pork Soda  
could very well be the band's most freakish album yet, giving even 
Frizzle Fry a run for its pudding. Claypool's inimitable bass lines 
have never twapped or bowed so jaw-agapingly. Larry LaLonde 
(former Joe Satriani student) makes the guitar whirs and Herb 
Alexander pounds the kit like nobody else.

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Midnight Oil, "Earth And Sun And Moon," Columbia Midnight Oil have delivered another killer album. 
Surprise! Sure you were expecting that patented mix of political correctness and monster hooks, but the sur-
prise here is that it's still very fresh. It's very easy for musicians to get caught up in the muck and mire of poli-
tics and watch their art suffer foi it (just ask Sinead or lots of others). Earth And Sun And Moon is not the dog-
matic cesspool jaded, burned out cynics would wish it would be. It's more of a learning experience and explo-
ration 3f many Australian issues that apply to The Big Picture as well. The lead single "Truganini" for example 
is not just about the exploitation of the last Aborigine, it's also a commentary on the lasting influence of British 
rule on our Aussie friends. Guess we did a better job of kicking them out. Tracks to check out, enjoy and play 
on the radio: "My Country," "Earth And Sun And Moon," and the change-of-pace "Bushfire." Live the band 
rules as it always has, and will be on the road faster than you can say "Truganini." 

The Fluid, "Purplemetalflakemusic," Hollywood The Fluid's full album is finally at radio, now we can stop man-
gling be tape in the deck and start pumping the disc. And not a moment too soon! The Fluid's first foray into 
the major label arena will be as bold as their entrance into Sub Pop many years ago. Even though they come 
into prominence via that Seattle-centric label, The Fluid hail from Denver, and were in fact, the label's first 
non-NW band. Purplemetalflakemusic shows the band's growth since their last album, Roadmouth, which was 
produced by extraordinaire Jack Endino. Their Glue EP was the first record on the label to be produced by 
Butch Vig, a guy who went on to work with another former Sub Pop band, maybe you've heard of them. This 
fivesome tap into old school style punk energy reminiscent of the Stooges, with a little fresh twist a la 
Mudhcney/Gumball on top. Armed with fresh energy, rambunctious songs, and boasting a national audience, 
The Fluid are ready for serious airplay. "Mister Blameshifter" is already on at . To give this worthy band more 
exposure, there's "Pill," "One Eye Out" and "Lies." 

An Emotional Fish, "Rain," Atlantic Emerging 
from Dublin three years ago with their 
self-titled debut, An Emotional Fish were 
anything but just another Irish band. 
Songs like "Celebrate" and "Grey Matter" 
showed a band with the potential to devel-
op into something enormous. Now with 
their second album on deck and swinging 
the bat, An Emotional Fish is gearing up 
for another round of publicity and gigs. 

The first track taken from their Junk Puppets long player, "Rain" 
is steeped in lush feedback and dreamy female background 
vocals, courtesy producer Alan Moulder, who's also worked 
with Jesus And Mary Chain and Shakespear's Sister. "Rain" 
unleashes an even deeper avalanche of guitar wail than the one 
set loose on 1990's "Celebra.e." The band members are current-
ly making the promo rounds, recently appearing on Modern 
Rock Live. The quartet is the same group of young men who 
made our heads turn years ago, and the same reaction and then 
some is expected once agair. If you thought that all fish were 
cold and clammy, think again. More than just a prepackaged fil-
let, this Fish will actively swim into your ears and your memory. 

UB40, "Can't Help Fallin' In Love," Virgin Yep, 
UB40 is back. Remember, they named 
themselves after the British unemployment 
form, which even back in the dawn of the 
'80s. UB40 have always been able to play 
other people's songs with a flair all their 
own (how many times do you hear "Red 
Red Wine" or "I Got You Babe"?), and 
they're going to do it once again. This is 
not the first time they will have been on 

the charts in recent months, a wise collaboration with fellow 
cover-happy U.K.-sters 808 State on their early hit "One In Ten" 
reached the chart's top ten and still abounds in many playlists. 
This classic Elvis Presley song is to be included on the sound-
track to the new, forthcoming Sharon Stone vehicular flick. It's 
called Sliver, and in a nutshell, it's a psychological thriller set in 
a Manhattan co-op. While Stone will be undoubtedly simmering 
in her voyeurism, throw some coolness on those bubbling hor-
mones down with this slice of reggae groove. A new UB40 
album is due out in early June as well. Summer's coming, so 
what could be better?

Radiohead, "Pablo Honey," Capitol Mix equal parts angst, self-loathing, brooding and desperation. Blend above lyrical 
contents with a barrage of hot, spicy guitars and feedback.

Radiohzad takes soft, melodic ballads and onslaughts of guitar noise and fuses them together to perfectly com-
plement each other.

Radiohead has made a big splash 
on the other side of the Atlantic (including support slots with Catherine Wheel and Kingmaker), and they're the 
darlings of the press there....expect nothing less here! The all-so-radio-friendly version of their first track 
"Creep" has already leaped from 38 to 24*, was added at KEDG, KRZQ, WEQX and WFNX, saw increases at 
K1CDJ, KPNT, KTCL, 1CXRK, and WHFS and is in power at ICROQ! Other impressive tracks include "Stop 
Whispering," "Anyone Can Play Guitars" (pokes fun at rock 'n roll), "Ripcord," "Vegetable," and for some-

thing completely different, try "Blow Out"—it starts off as a totally cool jazzy tune that quickly evolves into a shower of guitar heav-
en! This album is way too fuzking special!! 

Shamen, "Boss Drum," Epic Get out the lava lamp, Marge!! The title track from the Shamen's latest slab of '90s disco 
inferno will have you reaching for your bell bottoms and the double knits. Hey man, where's the rave tonight. 
Better yet, how about those Green Door parties that play hits of the Seventies (sounds like a good idea for a CD 
series). I hear Johnny Depp might be there. You know he could be the next Keaton. Wow. Hey, Brotherman, 
how much wood could a woodchuck chuck if a wood chuck could chuck wood? Well, we can't answer (it's not 
in our contract) that but we can tell you that this track picks up where the mistakenly drug oriented "Ebeneezer 
Goode" left off. We smell big dance hit (it's already on board at oodles of stations with the techno touch) and 
CHR weasels are bound to come on board at some point. And it all starts with you, buddy. Wow, what an awe-
some responsibility!! Crank it, prank it, shake it! Hey activate that rhythm, the one that's always been within 
you, sir! 
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Naked Soul, "Inside Out," Scotti Brothers It's not 

pop, it's not grunge and it's not 
punk...what the hell is it? It's Naked Soul 
— a combination of the best elements of 
the above: pop's catchiness, grunge's 
hardness and punk's integrity and spirit 
plus a healthy dosage of guts, spirit and 
rock and roll. In other words, Naked Soul 
does to categorization what teflon pans do 
to food —you just can't stick anything to 

'em! This California trio is known for their intense soul-baring 
lyrics with in-your-face guitar attacks laced with melodies that 
will have you humming along. In fact, you'll probably be hum-
ming, playing air guitar, banging your head, dancing and weep-
ing at the same time. If you thought the EP version of "Inside 
You" was great, wait till you hear the reworked version of it! 
They've added rippling guitars, beefed up the bottom and 
enhanced the harmonies. It's evidence that the commandment, 
"If it ain't broke, don't fix it," just ain't true. It's time to relearn 
everything. 

Ultra Vivid Scene, "Candida," 4AD/Chaos  
Remarkably accessible, like any cut from 
Kurt Ralske, this track from UVS will light 
up your airwaves like a Christmas tree on 
fire. Sure, that is a painfully out of season 
analogy but you get the idea. The fine folks 
at Chaos have thrown in some special 
tracks on the CD5: "She's A Diamond," a 
non-lp track and remixes of "Winter Song," 
"This Is The Way," and another mix of the 

plug track, which includes Matthew Sweet guesting on guitar. 
But the real burning question here, not if you should play 
"Candida" (of course you should), but rather, which is the better 
"Candida"? Tony Orlando's or Ultra Vivid Scene's? Hmmmm. 
Well, Tony sure can wear a tux well, but he has a long way to go 
in the cool department. Try some flannel, a backwards baseball 
cap or some punk rock patches for your jacket, babe. We give a 
strong thumbs up for Ultra Viv's "Candida." Thank you and 
knock three times if you need us. Kurt Ralske's currently touring 
with Grant Lee Buffalo on selected bills, so get your tickets early.

Hmmm, Hillary and Courtney... a 
collaboration in the works? In the meantime til Hole's debut 
for DGC, there is an import (on City Slang) EP called Beautiful 
Son. College stations have been all over it, gosh, no surprise 
there. The title track is straight from the mouth of Courtney 
and her recent motherhood, and "20 Years In The Dakota" is a 
tribute to one of the other most dangerous women in the 
Western Hemisphere, Yoko Ono... In other import news, U.K. 
popsters Adorable have been signed to 
SBK and are finally releasing a single in 
the States called Sunshine Smile. This 
was produced by Pat (Lightning Seeds, 
Katydids) Collier, and has a sheen that 
should be a smash at both college and 
commercial signals in weeks to come. 
SBK has had two of the biggest pure pop 
successes in recent weeks with Tasmin 
Archer and Boy George, and this should 
be another big hit for them  "Obsessively Yours" has a real 
Morrissey vocal feel to it, and should have the Moz-heads 
swooning in the aisles.... Mindfunk, who put out their debut on 
Epic a couple of years ago, were recently dropped by that label, 
and, now on Megaforce, are getting ready to release a second 
album, aptly entitled Dropped. The first single is "Goddess" 
and reveals darker grooves that the band has been developing 
with some new members. The members bring a milieu of 
experience to the table. Pat Dubar (Uniform Choice), John 
Monte and Louis Svelik (M.O.D.), Shawn Johnson (who 
replaces Reed St. Mark) and Jason Everman (Soundgarden, 
Nirvana) went to Seattle to record this album with Terry Date 
and it's an even fiercer fix of mind fuck (their original name) 
than ever before. This is sure to be a big favorite at both col-
lege and metal radio.... Another New York metal fusion band 
is Blind Idiot God. Their latest album is called Cyclotron, 

which is being handled by John Zorn's 
Avant label out of Japan. Coming 
together in 1983 in St. Louis, the trio has 
developed their instrumental experimen-
tal cyber-scream hybrid throughout the 
years, releasing an album each on SST 
and Enemy Records. Zorn himself even 
collaborated with them on a CD bonus 
track on their last album, Undertow. 

Cyclotron was produced by former Material bassist Bill 
Laswell (who also produced their last record) and engineered 
by Martin Bisi (Cop Shoot Cop). The band will be opening a 
handful of shows on the current Helmet tour. Of the dozen 
tracks, we'd heartily recommend the reggae-spiced "Ground 
Lift," slice-the-guitar-with-the-meat-slicer of "747," and the 
jazz-influenced "Hangtime." You should not let this record 
slip your attention.... And from the Enemy label comes a com-
pilation called Know Your Enemy. It 
includes tracks from Gary Lucas (did you 
miss his Gods And Monsters album from 
last year?), Sonny Sharrock Band (another 
Bill Laswell production), Universal 
Congress Of, Undernation and Suicide 
(featuring Martin Rev and Alan Vega).

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Midnight Oil have issued a formal apology to the Aboriginal 
people of Tasmania over a track on their new album, Èarth & 
Sun & Moon." "Truganin;" is about a woman who died in 
1876, and the song claims that she was the last Tasmanian 
Aboriginal native. But Tasmanian Aborigines alive today say 
that's not true, They say the song plays into the hands of racists 
who claim there aren't any more "full blood" Tasmanian 
Aborigines, and the song is making it more difficult for them to 
affirm their native identity. Midnight Oil has issue( a state-
ment recognizing that Tasm ¡ilia still has an indigenous popula-
tion of about 7,000 people. "From our point of view, we were 
ignorant of all the facts," says the band's statement. "We are 
now aware of Tasmania's indigenous people, and Midnight Oil 
will be retracting the statement from its latest single release, 
T̀ruganini,' as a declaration of its sensitivity towards 
Tasmanian Aboriginality. We hope that all Tasmanian 
Aborigines will accept this gesture from Midnight Oil in good 
faith." Jim Everett, president of the Tasmanian Aboriginal 
Centre, accepts the retraction and apology. "That's quite a 
gutsy effort, given that discussions which went on earlier were 
not good." 

About 100 people were arrested and over a hundred others 
were injured after a riot outside a concert by Metallica in 
Jakarta, Indonesia. The disturbance apparently began as people 
without tickets tried to crash the concert at the Lebak E ulus sta-
dium, throwing stones at people who did have tickets. The 
concert inside the stadium went ahead as normal, but the distur-
bances spread to adjacent neighborhoods after the show ended. 
Indonesia's Justice Minister was almost robbed when his car 
was stuck in traffic near the stadium. 

Hothouse Flowers traveled to South Africa recently where 
they met with African National Congress leader Dr. Alan 
Boseck. "We went over firstly, as an educational trip," says 
Peter O'Toole of the band. "We knew the story about 
apartheid and how black and white people live. We wondered 
how it would be for a band coming from Ireland. We have a 
similar history and heritage." The Hothouse Flowers also 
played some concerts in poorer townships. "We went to 
Soweto as soon as we arrivec. We went directly to their school 
of music. We played our traditional Hothouse music. We 
could sense the effect of apartheid in everyday life. There was 
a lot of racism and a lot of sexism, aimed towards women. 
Yet, it was still very exciting and very alive." 

Tom Waits has filed a lawsuit in California state court in Los 
Angeles against a music puolisher because of the use of his 
song "Heart Attack And Vine" in an advertising campaign for 
Levi's jeans. Waits has said he doesn't want his songs used in 
commercials, but the publishing company (Third Story Music 
Inc.) says Waits gave permission in 1980 for his sor gs to be 
used in advertisements if a m;nimum license fee is paid. 

Nirvana and their record label have agreed to pay an undis-
closed sum to a British group with the same name. The 
London-based Nirvana was last in the charts in 1968 with 
"Rainbow Chaser," but says it will soon release a new single, 
"Get Out Of My Head, Get Into My Bed." The British band 
had taken legal action against the Seattle-based Nirvana over 
the use of the name. The settlement means both groups will be 
allowed to use the name. 

Members of St. Etienne are reportedly writing material for 
Kylie Minogue. Pete Wiggs and Bob Stanley of St. Etienne 
plan to produce Minogue's cover of St. Etienne's Nothing 
Can Stop Us." The two members of St. Etienne are also said to 
be writing material for model Naomi Campbell's record corn-
ing out later this year. 

"Perpetual Motion Machine" is the name of the new album 
fronm Canadian band 13 Engines. The band goes on a short 
Canadian tour later this month in support of the LP.

Todd Rundgren releases his "No World Order" album this 
summer in conventional and CD-interactive formats. The con-
ventional CD will include 16 songs running a total of 53 min-
utes. The interactive disc will include almost four hours of 
music stored in short segments, allowing the listener to com-
bine them with virtually infinite variety. 

Paul McCartney says he's received about $9 million in dona-
tions for sponsorship of the Liverpool Institute for the 
Performing Arts he plans to establish. McCartney's also donat-
ed $1.5 million of his own money for the institute, which hopes 
to open in 1995 and enroll 2,500 students in training for acting, 
singing and music. "I'm delighted," McCartney says. "It's 
great to have the backing of so many people from so many dif-
ferent walks of life — from the kids who sent us their pocket 
money through to the EC." 

Michael Jackson is coming to the defense of the Beatles and 
trying to prevent a rap album based on songs by the Fab Four. 
Entertainment attorney Eric Kloper and investment banker Jay 
Bilderstein, operating under the name 57 Sunset Entertainment, 
say they have a letter from the former creative director of the 
company that owns the Beatles' copyrights. But Jackson, who 
owns rights to most of the Beatles' songs, says the person who 
signed that letter didn't have the right to give permission. "We 
have not licensed any project concerning rap and the Beatles 
catalog, nor are there any plans to do so in the future," says 
Martha Williams, the current creative director for ATV Music. 
Williams adds ATV would never permit any rap versions of 
Beatles songs. But the pair say they still plan to put the project 
together, claiming that under "compulsory copyright law" they 
can cover a song as long as the "basic melody or fundamental 
character of the work" is not changed. The two want to create 
a "Beatlerap" album for Christmas, with some of the proceeds 
going to a charity called HELP that would provide housing for 
the homeless. 

If you've never seen him perform, Jeff Healey plays the guitar 
as if it were a dobro. "I started playing with a slide and got rid 
of it. Then I put my hand over the top of the neck and kept 
playing that way," says Healey. "My dad brought in a teacher 
to analyze what I was doing when I was 11 or 12, but the guy 
figured if I could play that way, and the notes were there, then 
go ahead." 

Six months after the release of their "Cereal Killer" video, 
Green Jello has released an album of the soundtrack. CD 
copies include a comic book, while cassette versions include 
trading cards. Both are described by the band's record compa-
ny as "tasteless." "We made this video ourselves, and we're 
just idiots," the band claims. "Anybody can do anything if they 
don't have anything else to do." 

The Kiss "Alive III" album is scheduled for release in mid-
May. Songs on the album range from "Deuce" from the band's 
1973 debut LP, to three songs from the band's "Revenge" 
album of last year. The LP was recorded in Detroit last 
Thanksgiving, the same city where the band's 1976 album 
"Kiss Alive" was recorded. 

Bruce Hornsby says his time playing keyboards with the 
Grateful Dead greatly influenced his new solo album, "Harbor 
Lights." So did his work on albums by people like Bob Dylan, 
Crosby Stills & Nash, Bonnie Raitt, Don Henley, Stevie 
Nicks and the Cowboy Junkies. "There really is a little of the 
improvisatory spirit and spontaneous atmosphere of the Dead 
on this album. It's j̀ammier' and more live," he says. "Having 
played with them so much — and on all the different records I 
played on, it couldn't help but influence the process this time."

The Manic Street Preachers will have a new album out in 
June, the follow-up to their "Generation Terrorists" LP. "The 
album's in the tradition of English rock groups like the Stones, 
the Clash and Zeppelin," says Nicky Wire of the band. 
"We've got a few hard, strong songs, but generally it's a lot 
sadder, a lot more melancholic, than what we've done before, 
both in the lyrics and the music. Everything about it seems so 
much more complete." 

Swervedriver are still looking for a bass player to replace Adi 
Vines, who left the group last September. The band has 
announced it's recruited a new drummer, Jex, to replace 
Graham Bonnar, who also left the band last year. The band 
has a new album coming out late this summer, produced by 
Alan Moulder. Bass parts on the record have been shared by 
guitarist Jimmy Hartridge and vocalist and guitarist Adam 
Franklin. "We tried a few guys who didn't really work out. 
But when we found Jez, it was obvious he was the right one," 
Hatridge says. "There's a lot more percussion on this album 
than on 'Raise' (the band's 1991 debut LP), mainly because of 
him." 

Therapy? singer Andy Cairns has formed a new independent 
record label, Blunt Records, in England. The first release on 
the label is an EP from Dublin hardcore band Pet Lamb. 

Dave Firdmann and Jonathan Donahue of Mercury Rev 
have co-produced the debut single from Oklahoma quartet 
Radial Spangle. The band includes former Flaming Lips 
drummer Richard English. 

Dweezil and Ahmet Zappa are releasing an album, "Shampoo 
Horn," by their band called Z. Dweezil says the album gets its 
title from a childhood practice of shaping shampoo suds into 
horns. 

Kwasi "Rocki" Dzidzornu, a session percussionist in the 
1960s and 1970s, has died of heart failure at age 61. 
Dzidzornu, from Ghana, appeared on the Rolling Stones' 
"Sticky Fingers" album, and also worked with Jimi Hendrix, 
Stevie Wonder, Herbie Hancock and Traffic. 

Eighteen people were injured when seats collapsed at a Cliff 
Richard concert in Northampton, England. Temporary seating 
holding around 100 people collapsed under the weight. 
"Eighteen mostly middle-aged fans were injured and seven of 
them were taken to Northampton General hospital for treat-
ment. The most serious injury was a broken rib, but one 
woman, who was pregnant, was kept in the hospital overnight 
for observation," says police spokeswoman Pat Percival. 
Northampton officials have begun an investigation into the 
accident, which delayed the start of the concert by 40 minutes. 

Helmet has recruited Bob Echeverria as its new guitar player, 
replacing Peter Mengede, who left the band earlier this year. 
Echeverria is a former United Parcel Service worker, who 
hasn't played with any notable groups until now. 

Toto begins its first U.S. tour in seven years in Houston on 
June 3. The tour, in support of a new album called "Kingdom 
Of Desire" (on Relativity Records), will see the band play in 
New York City for the first time. The band is dedicating the 
tour to its late drummer Jeff Porcaro. Drummer Simon 
Phillips, who has played with Jeff Beck, the Who and Mick 
Jagger, is playing with the band for the tour. 

Babes In Toyland will play on the first half of the 
Lollapalooza '93 tour, and Tool will take over starting in mid-
July. Mercury Rev, Cell, Sebadoh and Unrest are among the 
bands who will play some of the tour dates on the festival's 
second stage, but organizers are also encouraging bands not 
signed to major labels to send tapes for consideration for book-
ing. (PO Box 36674, Los Angeles CA 90036). 

Actress Lisa Bonet has filed for divorce in Los Angeles from 
Lenny Kravitz, citing irreconcilable differences. The couple 
married in 1987 and separated in 1990. The couple have a 
four-year-old daughter, who lives with Bonet. 

Former Head East member Ricky Lynn Gregg has released a 
country album. Gregg says he's tried to include some British 
blues-rock influences on his debut solo album. Gregg says he 
decided not to cut his hair, which reaches to the middle of his 
back, while looking for a record deal. "I've had to deal with 
rednecks my whole life, so (the criticism is) nothing new," 
Gregg says. "Besides, my hair doesn't make my music, my 
heart does." 

Arkansas metal-rap band Mutha's Day Out are recording 
material in Memphis for an upcoming album (on EMI 
Records). 

Mitch Easter, formerly of Let's Active, has formed a new 
band called Grover, with his wife, Angie Carlson. 

Joan Baez played concerts in Zagreb and Sarajevo to benefit 
Bosnian refugees. While in the Baltic region, she sang and 
danced with a theatrical group rehearsing a production of the 
musical "Hair." Her trip was organized by humanitarian group 
Refugees International, based in Washington, D.C. 

"Kojak Variety" is the name of Elvis Costello's next album. 

Army Of Lovers arrived wet for a performance in Amsterdam, 
the Netherlands, recently when their water taxi began taking on 
water. By the time everyone was evacuated from the boat, it 
had sunk beneath the surface of the canal. 

Ishmael (Butterfly) Butler of the Digable Planets gave up a 
basketball scholarship to pursue a career in music. He became 
acquainted with Ann (Ladybug) Vieira and Craig 
(Doodlebug) Irving when they were attending Howard 
University in Washington, D.C. "We frequented the hip-hop 
clubs, and we dug each other," Butler says. "We missed the 
acid-jazz movement, but we all heard jazz in the house while 
growing up. When it came time to record, we took a little Bird, 
some Diz, some Blakey and '50s things from the Prestige and 
Blue Note labels." Butler says the band name reflects a belief 
that each person is his own small world. "It's about self-suffi-
ciency, understanding the power we have as individuals and the 
power we have to effect change," he says. 

L7, the Disposable Heroes of Hiphoprisy and the Breeders 
were also on the bill when Nirvana played a benefit concert in 
San Francisco for the Tresnjevka Women's Group, an organi-
zation in Zagreb, Croatia, that is trying to establish a shelter for 
women who have been raped during the war in Bosnia-
Herzegovina. "An epic tragedy is happening in Europe and 
nobody's doing anything about it," says bass player Chris 
Novoselic. "Mass executions, ethnic cleanings, the rapes...I 
don't have the ability to launch an invasion or an air strike. A 
benefit to raise money and awareness is the most I can do." 
Nirvana recruited L7 for the show after both bands had played 
a rock festival recently in Brazil. "We do a lot of benefits 
about the abortion issue, but this is very upsetting to all of us," 
says L7 guitarist and singer Donita Sparks. "The Serbs are 
using women's bodies as battlegrounds....For us, it's an impor-
tant thing to do." The San Francisco show by Nirvana was the 
last until the band releases a new album later this year. 

Seattle rock band the War Babies is changing its name, fol-
lowing the departure of lead singer Brad Sinsel last winter. 
The band has also severed its ties with its label (Columbia 
Records). "We're not doing any 180s," says guitarist Tom 
McMullien, who's now singing lead vocals for the band. 
Sinsel, meanwhile, is working on a reunion of his former band, 
TKO. 

Bass player Martin Sutlovishnu has left Seattle trio Symon 
Asher, citing "musical differences." Cary Kingberg is replac-
ing Sutlovishnu in the band, which released its debut album, 
"Three Color Sun," earlier this year (on Miramar Records). 

Song titles on Primus's upcoming "Pork Soda" album include 
"The 01' Diamond Back Sturgeon," "The Air Is Getting 
Slippery," "Hamburger Train" and "Hail Santa." 
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Soul Asylum shot a video for "Runaway Train" while in 
Tallahassee, Florida. "That's the next song off the record that 
the record people are going to exploit," explains lead guitarist 
Dan Murphy. The band also has a track on an upcoming ben-
efit album for ailing singer Victoria Williams. Murphy thinks 
the current "Grave Dancers Union" is a more consistent and 
better-produced album than the band's previous LP, "The 
Horse They Rode In On." "It's more of a fresh start for the 
band, and I think we needed a break from our past." Murphy 
has written material for the band in the past, but this time left 
the songwriting to lead singer Dave Pirner. 

Reggae singer Buju Banton has been given a suspended sen-
tence and fined $875 in the Cayman Islands for discharging a 
firearm within 40 yards of a public place. Banton, who was in 
the Caymans for a concert. says he would never have fired the 
gun if he had known it was unlicensed. Banton stirred contro-
versy last year with his "Boom By By" record which calls for 
the shooting of homosexuals. 

Webb Wilder gets two nominations for the Drive-In Academy 
Awards put together by syndicated columnist Joe Bob Briggs. 
Wilder is nominated for Best Actor for his role in "Corn 
Flicks" as "a puddin-faced marble-mouthed hipster who wears 
a zoot suit and looks like he hangs out in Austin vegetarian 
bars a lot." Wilder's also nominated in the Best Dialogue cate-
gory for singing a song about Elvis Presley with the lyric, "If 
you don't think he was number one, then you're full of number 
two." Wilder's latest film role is in "The Thing Called Love," 
starring River Phoenix. The movie is about struggling song-
writers in Nashville, and Wilder plays a strange motel owner. 
"It's not me, but next door to me," Wilder says. 

Veteran guitarist Chet Atkins is working on a new album with 
WayIon Jennings. Jennings is contributing a song called 
"Nobody Knows I'm Elvis" 

Sax player Donn Finney, who had played with the Gregg 
Allman Band and Wet Willie, has died of a brain tumor. 
Finney had spent the last few months of his life in a hospital. 
His last public performance was a party after a Lynyrd 
Skynyrd concert in his hometown of Macon, Georgia, last 
July. 

Poison, Damn Yankees, Jackyl and Life Sex Death are to 
tour together beginning on May 14. 

Researchers have conducted a survey of readers of Country 
Music Magazine to find out what brand names are the most 
popular among country music listeners. They came up with a 
"country music record buyers' index" indicating how much 
more likely a product will be bought by a country fan than by 
an average American. Lee's Famous Recipe Chicken was 
number one on the list with a score of 265, meaning that coun-
try fans like the brand over 2.6 times as much as the average 
American does. Ranking in the top five were Kibbles 'N' Bits 
Dog Food, Memorex aucio recording tapes, Wal-Mart and 
Chevy trucks. 

Freedom Williams, formerly of C+C Music Factory, says he 
plans to release a 40-minute music video, "Emily's Dance," 
about a dancer who wants to be in a music video. Williams 
also has an album coming out, and says he'd like to "write a 
script about a musician tom between his music and doing com-
edy."

Duets," which will air on May 9.

The Stereo MC's have written two new instrumental tracks for a 
home video, "Connected Live," which will be released in late May. 

Carly Simon has defended her opera "Romulus Hunt" in a let-
ter to the Washington Post newspaper. Simon's letter says 
reaction to the opera, about a boy dealing with the divorce of 
his ex-hippie parents, has ranged from "the open-minded and 
enthusiastic to the angry and traditionalist." "I have written an 
opera of a different sort," Simon wrote. "Most of the critics 
have waited to see it to pass judgement, though some — 
including one at this newspaper — have written about it based 
on the overall concept." 

After he quit the Pixies, Frank Black says he initially planned 
to release an album of cover versions. "The idea of a cover 
album dates back to when I was still with the band. I thought it 
would be a fun thing to do and I actually recorded bits and 
pieces. But I had all these songs when I went in and most 
turned out to be more ready than I thought," Black says. "The 
idea of some of the originals survived and, in one case, the title 
F̀u Manchu,' which is a Desmond Dekker tune. 'I Heard 
Ramona Sing' is a sort of a tribute to the work of the 
Ramones." The only actual cover on the LP is the one of 
Brian Wilson's "Hang Onto Your Ego." "This is probably my 
least-contrived album," Black says. "It evolved in the studio at 
its own pace and I just hung on to the parts I liked. There 
wasn't much attention to concept, balance or continuity. 
Initially, it was in the back of my mind to make an album that 
would be as far away as possible from the Pixies. But there's 
only so far I can go because I was the Pixies and you can get 
knotted up running away from yourself." 

Danny Sugarman, co-author of the Jim Morrison biography 
"No One Here Gets Out Alive," has married Fawn Hall, the 
former secretary to Olive North at the National Security 
Council in the 1980s. Hall and Sugarman were married in a 
private ceremony in Los Angeles. 

Aretha Franklin will be among those honoring conductor 
John Williams at Symphony Hall in Boston as he begins his 
final season as leader of the Boston Pops. It will be Franklin's 
debut with the Pops. 

Even though he's gotten a lot of attention from his derogatory 
remarks about gays, Shabba Ranks built a hospice for children 
with AIDS in Jamaica six months ago. 

Edward Okalski Jr., a former drummer for Detroit rocker 
Mitch Ryder, has been ordered to stand trial on charges he 
raped four children in his garage in Hazel Park, Michigan. 
Police say that Okalski blew crack cocaine smoke into the 
mouths of two boys and two girls less than age 12, then sexual-
ly assaulted and photographed them. Okalski is being held on 
$1.2 million bond. He was a drummer for Ryder in the late 
1960s and early 1970s, and later drove a tour bus for Kiss. 

The next album from the Disposable Heroes of Hiphoprisy, 
which will include their work with author William S. 
Burroughs, could be out as soon as July. 

Veteran guitarist Link Wray has recorded a new album, called 
"Indian Child," his first release in several years. Wray, who's 
64 years old, first had hits in the 1950s, including the classic 
"Rumble." 

Boston band the Drop Nineteens are looking for a new female 
singer and guitarist to replace Paula Kelley. Bass player Steve 
Zimmerman and lead singer and guitarist Greg Ackell hope to 
record the follow-up to the "Delaware" album this summer. 

London Transport are upset with subway advertisements for 
Aerosmith's new album which show a cow with a nipple ring 
through one of its udders. 

Depeche Mode's British record label has begun an investiga-
tion into how copies of the new album, "Songs Of Faith And 
Devotion," were being sold at a flea market in Cardiff, Wales, 
two weeks before the record was officially released. A 
spokesman for the label says, "the bloke was obviously a bit of 
an idiot" because he was selling them for less than $5 each. 
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Graham Massey of 808 State says the band's latest album, 
"Gorgeous," "is very much a reaction to the hard-core stuff that 
was going on while we were making it. It was a reactionary 
album. It was like, we're not gonna do that, we're gonna do 
something a bit more melodic and with a different feel to it." 

Drummer Lars Ulrich of Metallica makes a guest appearance 
on the album from Mercyful Fate coming out this spring. It's 
the first time that Ulrich has played drums on another group's 
record. 

ABC-TV is reportedly negotating a deal with Madonna's 
entertainment company for a two-part, four-hour "Madonna: 
The Miniseries" that would cover her early career. 

"If punk was about getting rid of hippies, then I'm getting rid 
of grunge," says Damon of Blur. "People should smarten up, 
be a bit more energetic. They're walking around like hippies 
again — they're stopped, they've got greasy hair, there's no 
difference. Whether they like it or not, they're listening to 
Black Sabbath again. It irritates me." He adds that he thinks 
the title of Blur's upcoming album, "Modern Life Is Rubbish" 
is, "the most significant comment on popular culture since 
'Anarchy In The U.K." 

Split Enz have played some five concerts in New Zealand, but 
it's not yet known if they'll extend the tour to Australia. Tim 
Finn is still working on his own record, and Paul Hester is 
producing a band called Holy Toledos. 

Kristin Hersh of Throwing Muses plans to record a solo 
acoustic album including songs written by her father. 

The members of Boom Crash Opera are apparently less than 
pleased with producer Don Gehman after working with him on 
their new album, "Fabulous Beast." The band thinks the best 
tracks on the LP are the ones they produced themselves or 
worked on with Keith Forsey after Gehman. They say that 
Gehman began their recording sessions by saying, "I'll make 
this album a good one whether you like what I'm doing or not." 

An Australian High Court has overturned new legislation that 
would have imposed a levy on the sale of blank tapes. By a 4 
to 3 majority, the court upheld a constitutional challenge to the 
law that would have given musicians compensation for copy-
right on their audio recordings. The levy on blank tapes would 
cover home copying of audio recordings. The court ruled that 
the royalties were a type of tax that could not be imposed under 
the Copyright Act. It also said it was unfair to put a levy on 
manufacturers because they don't infringe on copyrights. 

Monkees' lead singer Davy Jones has launched a Horsewatch 
program in Britain to help save horses from cruel attacks by 
vandals. Police say over 30 horses have either been stabbed, 
clubbed, shot at with air guns, attacked with corrosive liquids 
and been sexually assaulted in southern England during the 
past year. Half of the attacks have taken place in Hampshire, 
where Jones lives. 

Two record companies are involved in a dispute over who will 
have the right to recordings by the Judds after the year 1995. 
Curb Music Company has filed a $30 million countersuit in 
U.S. District Court in Nashville, in response to a lawsuit filed 
by MCA Records in Los Angeles in February. Wynonna 
Judd has a solo contract with a partnership of the two compa-

nies. MCA says that gives it the rights to the Judds' master 
tapes after 1995, but Curb disagrees. 

Dean Wareham says there are a lot less personality con-
flicts in his new band, Luna2, than there were with his old 
group, Galaxie 500. In fact, Wareham says members of 
Galaxie 500 spent more time arguing than making music. 
"There was a very unhealthy chemistry that developed," 
Wareham says. In putting together Luna2, he established 
himself as leader of the group. "We still fight sometimes, 
but when we do, we get over it," Wareham says. "It requires 
an effort to make sure that you're honest with each other all 
the time and that you realize what each other's roles are." 

Stone Gossard will be releasing a solo album (on Epic 
Records). 

While touring, Blind Melon has begun recording some 
eight-track demo tapes, but vocalist Shannon Hoon says 
"it's way too early to even think about getting back in the 
studio." 

Matthew Sweet's next album should be out in late May. It 
features guitarists Richard Lloyd and Robert Quine, as 
well as Nicky Hopkins and Mick Fleetwood. "This is one 
of the most creative and musical processes I've enjoyed to 
date," Sweet says. "In Richard I have finally found someone 
as lazy as me." 

Guitarist Dan Marshall, who played on Fiona's last album, 
has joined the Vince Neil Band. Robby Crane has shifted 
from guitar to bass to replace Phil Soussan. 

Actress Crystal Bernard, who appears in the NBC-TV pro-
gram "Wings" is also a songwriter. "I have something like 
10 cuts on other people's albums coming out this year — 
Paula Abdul, Tina Turner, Tracie Spencer," Bernard 
says. 

Rappers Pete Rock & C.L. Smooth have filed a lawsuit in 
New York Supreme Court against their manager, claiming 
breach of contract and fiduciary duty as well as negligence. 
The lawsuit claims the duo are due royalties and Rock is 
owed money for producing other rap records. 

Officials have given Michael Jackson approval to build a 
20-acre breeding ground for gorillas, apes, white tigers, 
bears and other animals at his ranch north of Santa Barbara, 
California. 

A Chinese state newspaper says a new book about Madonna 
has sold over 5,000 copies in one week in Shanghai. "The 
book M̀adonna' brings together a large quantity of material, 
introduces her life as well as comments about her," reports 
the Press & Publishing Journal. 

Ray of 2 Unlimited is to star in a film for Dutch television 
called "Do The Right Thing." 

Rap trio Brand Nubian suggest on their new album that the 
major record companies may be responsible for the large 
quantity of bootleg tapes of black music sold on the streets. 
"Steady Bootleggin" is the name of the track on the band's 
"In God We Trust" LP. "I don't see it being done in any 
other music but black music," says frontman Lord Jamar. 
"It's a way to discredit hard-core black music so they can 
say it don't sell and they can lower your budget. We're 

exploring the possibility that it could be the record compa-
nies bootlegging these records for those reasons."

The Riot Grrl movement has been criticized by an all-women 
panel at the Sheffield Sound City event in north England. As part 
of a week of shows and seminars, the women were gathered to 
discuss the issue of sexism within the music industry. BBC Radio 
One producer Lucy Armitage commented: "I see the term (riot 
grrl) as a put-down of women; most of us want nothing to do with 
it and it amazes me that anyone should want to be associated with 
it." Rhythm King MD Adele Nozedar agreed, adding: "The real 
tragedy is that it all seems to be associated with the worst aspects 
of men, violence primarily." Suzanne Catty of Curve Ball 
Management added: "Women are being put in a box again. It's 
like, 'Stick her in there, she won't cause any problems." 
Elsewhere, Sheffield Sound City, the second of an annual series 
of festivals which will take place in different British towns each 
hear, was generally considered a success with some excellent live 
shows by the likes of Cud, Pop Will Eat Itself, Pulp, The 
Wedding Present and Back To The Planet. Dissenting voices, 
however, came from a fringe 'Unsound City' festival organized 
by local musicians unhappy at what they see as a lack of local 
facilities in Sheffield. Unsound City organizer explained: 
"We've no infrastructure in Sheffield. We haven't got a listings 
magazine. There are no small venues and no one is standing by 
local bands. Sound City isn't going to change any of that and 
that's why it's a waste of time." 

U2 are threatening to sue the Performing Rights Society, claim-
ing they are owed millions of pounds for European performances. 
U2's manager Paul McGuiness also wants to collect future royal-
ties himself and bypass the PRS. Under the current system, the 
PRS collects royalties from the promoter before passing them on 
to artists. However, U2 claim this is a restraint on trade. U2's 
action is being supported by other big names such as Simply Red 
and Dire Straits. The PRS also collects royalties when a song is 
played on television and radio, or in bars and shops. Currently, it 
takes 19 per cent of the money received to cover administration 
costs. Last year, it collected £.145 million. Toni Anderson of the 
PRS says the society wants to avoid litigation from U2 and that 
the PR's constitution allows some leeway for bands to collect 
their own royalties. 

Shane McGowan, who was expected to sign to the Warners off-
shoot ZIT, may now sign to the independent Creation Records. 
McGowan already has a publishing deal with ZTT, but it seems 
the talks were becoming protracted, leading to McGowan's deci-
sion to negotiate with Creation. McGowan will be one of several 
guests on the forthcoming Jesus And Mary Chain acoustic 
album. There are also rumors he may work with Van Morrison 
in the near future. 

Dave Bret, who previously worked on biographies of Edith Piaf 
and Maurice Chevalier, has turned his attention to Morrissey. 
Bret was asked to write the book by someone working for 
Morrissey after an appearance on the ITV network television 
show This Morning. Bret, who has already begun work, says the 
book "will not be a sanitized history. I'm interested in legends 
and there's no doubt that Morrissey qualifies for that accolade. 
The only problem I have is that the people I usually write about 
are already dead, so it'll be hard finding an ending." Bret also 
says the book will only be published as an "authorized" biography 
with Morrissey's agreement. 

Festival news continues to come in as the summer draws closer. 
Iggy Pop, Nick Cave And The Bad Seeds, The Shamen, The 
Levellers, INXS, Therapy?, The Rollins Band, Manic Street 
Preachers, The Kinks, Chris Isaak, Teenage Fanclub and The 
Frank And Walters have all been confirmed for the Felle 
Festival, which will take place in County Tipperary, Eire, from 
July 30-August 1. At least twelve other acts will be confirmed in 
the coming weeks. Organizers are also planning to install 
Europe's largest video screen at the festival. The screen will 
carry the bigger bands' performances, as well as featuring back-
stage interviews. Elsewhere, latest additions to the Phoenix 
Festival, which runs from July 16-18 at Long Marston Airfield 

near Stratford-Upon-Avon in south England, are Living Colour, 
Die Cheerleader and Hyperhead. Finally, there are contradicto-
ry reports on whether Dinosaur Jr. will play at the festival. It 
seems J Mascis' recently diagnosed tendonitis may mean he has 
to take a break from performing for the summer. 

Former Pink Floyd leader Syd Barrett is to be the subject of an 
exhaustive three-CD box set from EMI next month. "Crazy 
Diamond" will feature 23 previously unreleased recordings, as 
well as previously released albums Barrett, The Madcap Laughs 
and the Opel outtakes set. Speaking to Record Collector design-
er and archivist Phil Smee, who has put the collection together, 
says, "Our main plan was to find Syd's original acoustic takes, 
before the other musicians were drafted in to overdub them. But 
we stumbled across some fascinating material that sheds new light 
on Syd's working methods. For example, on "It Is Obvious," he 
starts off with a version which is very different to the one that 
ended up on Barrett. Then next one finds him growing like 
Captain Beefheart and a third recording finds him singing a totally 
different tune and picking out the guitar lines." Record Collector 
also reports that "a close family source" says Barrett approves of 
"EMI's dedication to his recorded legacy."

Holly Johnson is HIV positive. The former Frankie Goes To 
Hollywood singer revealed he had the AIDS virus in an interview 
with the Times Magazine, although the tabloid press had been 
running the story a few days previously. Thirty-three year old 
Johnson told journalist Alan Jackson he thought he'd contracted 
the virus in 1983 in London. 

Paul McCartney's back catalogue is to be reactivated by EMI. 
Although McCartney's album have long been availaKie on CD, 
many think they weren't reissued with enough attention to detail. 
On April 19, EMI will reissue 'McCartney, Ram, Wings Wildlife, 
Red Rose Speedway, Rand On The Run, Venus And Mars, Wings 
At The Speed Of Sound and London Town. All the albums have 
been repackaged and some complete with bonus tracks. In June, 
EMI will release a second batch of McCartney material: Wings' 
Greatest, Ilacklo_Me_Egg, McCartney II, Tug Of War, Give My 
Regards To Broad Street, Pipes Of Peace, Press To Play and 
Flowers In The Dirt. 

As reported in last week's Hard Report, Suede's show at London 
Kilburn National had to be cancelled at the last moment because 
too many tickets had been sold. The show should have been a tri-
umphant homecoming as the band's debut album has now gone 
gold. However, problems began when the local government of 
Camden Council sent a letter to the venue saying their capacity 
for music events was to be cut from 1,900 to 1,200. The letter 
arrived on the morning the Suede show would have taken place 
and, despite lengthy negotiations, the council refused to let the 
gig, for which 1,850 tickets had been sold, go ahead. Fans will 
now be able to use their Kilburn tickets to attend Suede's May 16 
show at London Brixton Academy.  The band have a short UK 
tour lined up for May and will release "So Young" (Nude) as a 
single to coincide with the dates. 

The Orb are said to be in negotiation with several record labels 
including Island and Polydor. The Orb ar still signed to Big 
Life, but the band's management company, Wau! Mr. Modo, 
says the deal is no longer valid after a series of disputes over 
money. 

Thousand Yard Stare, who have been championed by James 
singer Tim Booth amongst others, return on April 26 with a new 
single for Polydor. "Version Of Me" is a taster for the band's 
forthcoming album, with production handled by former 
Morrissey producer Stephen Street. B-sides on various formats 
are as follows: "Strange," "Spacehopper," "Comeuppance" (live), 
"Happenstance" (live), "Strange" and "Darkness Of Her Eyes." 
Thousand yard Stare, who first came to prominence as part of the 
so-called "shoegazing" movement, are currently touring the UK. 

Ruby Trax, the album of cover versions released by the New 
Musical Express, has raised £250,000 for the charity the Spastics' 
Society. Coordinator of the album journalist Terry Staunton 
presented the cheque to the charity at the Sheffield Virgin 
Megastore last week. The Frank And Walters also played an 
acoustic set at the store. Sadly, drummer Ashley Keating was 
unable to perform as his grandmother died a few days before. 

Rykodisc are to release a three-CD box set chronicling the career 
of Richard Thompson. Available in May, Watching The Dark 
will mix rarities and previously available material. The earliest 
material on the set dates from 1969 when Thompson was member 
of seminal folkies Fairport Convention, but the rest of the songs 
date from his solo years and time working with ex-wife Linda 
Thompson. 

Utah Saints have a new single available from London Records 
on April 26. "Believe In Me" follows up the duo of Jez and 
Tim's previous top ten hits "What Can You Do For Me?" and 
"Something Good." An album will follow in May. 

The influential Bolgian Industrial/Techno outfit Front 242 have 
their sixth studio album 06:21:03:11 Up Evil released by Play It 
Again Sam Records on May 10. The band have also recorded 
another album, which is described as "more ambient," for a late 
summer release. 

Cornershop, the young Anglo-Asian band, have their second EP 
Lock Stock And Double Barrell released by Wiijja Records on 
April 26. Featuring four tracks — "England's Dreaming" 
(inspired by Jon Savage's book of the same name on The Sex 
Pistols) "Trip Easy," "Summer Fun (In A Beat Up Datsun)" and 
"Breaking Every Rule Language English" — the EP is a follow-
up to the band's much acclaimed In The Days Of Ford Cortina. 
Elsewhere, Wiiija, Too Pure Records and Clawfist are negotiat-
ing to pool their promotional resources for releases they think 
may chart. The three labels are currently recognized as the best 
new English independents, something confirmed by some of the 
acts they've "discovered": Gallon Drunk, PJ Harvey, 
Therapy?, Silverfish and Huggy Bear, to name but a few. 

Former Public Image Limited bassist Jah Wobble has signed to 
Island Records in the wake of the success of his Rising Above 
Bedlam album and "Visions Of You" single. Wobble is currently 
working on a new album which should be released in September. 

Jacob's Mouse release their new album I'm Scared via Wilda on 
April 19. A limited vinyl edition contains an extra 7" single fea-
turing two tracks: "Ton Of Scum" and "Fridge." The band have 
been picking up stronger veiws from their grungy guitar music.

Also notable, The Tragically Hip's "At 
The 100th Meridian". The new mix clarifies the 
sound, sharpens it up, bring out the guitars.

"100 
Years" creates a mood, an expansive, hazy spell 
which settles in then builds in intensity to a final, 
stirring climax, followed by a beautiful, strummed 
denouement as the drumbeat trails off into the 
mist. Oh my, I think I need to smoke something.
