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MEAT LOAF ON BROADWAY
THE HUDSON THEATER
SEPTENBER 17, 1983

eat Loat, one of rock n roll’s biggest stars (literally and figuratively),

brought his Back Into Hell tour into Broadway's Hudson Theater amidst

all the pomp and circumstance that usually comes with a show on The

Great White Way. Everyone knows the story of Meat Loaf: Along with

partner/keyboardistchief songwriter Jim Steinman, they created Bat
Out Of Hell, one of the most successhi! selling albums of all time. Legal hassles, and
a variely of physical and mental problems (which included Meat Loaf losing his
voice), prevented the duo from releasing a sequel (though you could make a case for
19812 Dead Ringer LP). Bat Out Of Hell Il: Back Into Hell finally saw the light of day
earlier this month, and has all of the things that made Bat ! brilliant - over the top pro-
duction, fengthy titles, and extended music suites.

Upon enfering the lavish thealer, you were greeted by two scantily clad women who
fave you customized Meat Loaf earplugs - an early indicator that things were going to
get pretly loud. Smoke machines provide atmosphere as you walked through the
lobby. As you were taking your seal, a string quartet played selections from Bat |, A
very clever, classy move.

Shortly after 8:30, lead guitarist Pat Thrall (who strongly resembled Tommy Shaw)
chased the string quartet with a barrage of six string acrobatics. Dressed in black and
lace, Meat Loaf led his six piece band into the majestic “I'd Do Anything For Love (But
| Won't Do That)", the first single off of Bat Il, and destined to be the next Meat L oaf
standard. Next came “You Took The Words Right Out Of My Mouth”, complete with
the memorable dialogue between Meat and Ellen Foley and it was sing-along time.
The first act (7)) was divided between both Bats: "All Rewed Up With No Place To Go”
received a new guitar-based arrangement; “Two Out Of Three Auld Bad” sounded just
as ironic and gorgeous as ever; ‘Rock n Roll Dreams Come Through" is a solid mid-
tempo rocker, and “Everything Louder Than Everything Else” is just that - loud - com-
Dpiete with confetti, strobe lights and explosions.

After a brief intermission, Jim Steinman, decked out in leather and studs, did a hilarious
reading of "Wasted Youlh" to kick off the second act. After the hard driving and sar-
donic “Life Is A Lemon (And | Want My Money Back)", Meat Loaf was joined by
Steinman (who played a hot rod colored piano) for a version of “Heaven Can Wait” that
fad the audience completely spellbound. “Objects In The Rarae Mirror (May Appear
Closer Than They Are)", with its lengthy title and its numerous time changes, is another
number off Bat Il that will undoubledly remain in the Meat Loaf set list Things ended
with the inevitable: Thunderous versions of ‘Bat Out Of Hell”, and everyone’s favorite
ode fo teenage lust, “Paradise By The Dashboard Light". For *Paradise”, Meat Loaf
and vocalist Fatricia Rosseau re-created all of the joys and horrors that go into “The
Big Dance”. All inall, it was a brilliant blending of rock n roll and theater,

Meat Loal, thinner and in fine voice, was clearly the evening’s highpoint. Despite the
fact he is a outstanding singer, Meat Loaf was more like an actor as he used sweeping
hand gestures and dramatic pauses to his advantage. When talking to the crowd, he
deflected any wisecracks like a seasoned comic. His band, The Neverland Express,
had a tall order, but rose to the occasion (though | would suggest to several members
to drop the spandex - Ifs so 80s!). The rhythm section of Steve Buslowe (bass) and
John Miceli (drums), held everything together, while Kasim Sulton did double duty on
the keyboards and guitar. Pianist Mark Alexander and fead guitarist Pat Thrall had
difficult tasks re-creating the parts made famous by Todd Rundgren, Roy Bitian, and
Jim Steinman, but they more than met the challenge. Though she was not as memo-
1able as Carla DeVito or Ellen Foley, singer Patricia Rousseau was credible as Meat
Loaf’s onstage foil.

I you are lucky enough to have tickets on this theater tour, check out The Back Into
Hell Tour. This package combining the power of rock n roll with theater is the stuff that
Pete Townshend can only dream about - and that's no knock on his theatrical efforts,
mind you. If you dont have i, fear not, Meat Loaf’s coming back to larger venues later
this year. So ifyou're all revved up and have no piace to go, check out Meat Loaf

The set
up of the [R.S. staff is basically two divi-
sions. Karen Lee is the National Director
East Coast working out of Boston, working
with Gabe Fieramosco out of Afianta. In the
West, Jane Asher is the National Director of
Promotion West Coast working with Jeff
Foster out of Dallas. Lori Blumenthal is the
National Director of Altemative Pramotion
quarterbacking the whole new rock panel
with Rich Holtzman as our National College
promotion person. Kerry Marsico is our
National Promotion Coordinator.

What were the various functions
you performed In Canada?

Paul: | was kind of the jack of all rades
when | was in Canada. As a label manag-
er, I would be involved in the set up, mar-
keting and promotion of the all the
artists.

When ! got into the business, | was initially
in awe of the American record business, butJ also knew the
Canadian record industry offered plenty of opportunity.

Is it true that Bruce Moser is actually respected
north of the border?

Is it still kind of like the old record biz up there?

Paul: Yes. Relailers CALL IN their reports to the trade
magazines; the record and radio stations call in their heav-
ies, mediums, lights, adds and drops. Interesting thing,
when | was up there last month, people kept asking me
about the Triple A format.

Really?

Paul: That was the one thing that was a surprise because |
wasn't aware that people had started to give attention to that
Triple A is a format that could do very well in Canada.

Plus, with the exception of the Loverboy style
stuff, some of the most successful Canadian
music has been stereotypically Triple A, from
Lightfoot to Bruce Cockburn.

Paul: | wouldn' say that, but as far as Triple A goes, lets
not forget about the Cowboy Junkies and k.d. lang.

Paul: | don' think so because-it was radical at the time.
They were the first all girl rack band to it it big.

You have to give the Runaways a little bit of cred-
it, but they never had the commercial success,
obviously.

Paul: The Go Go's sold a lot of records. And were Stc-
cessful internationally. dada was the first record of our new
roster because about a year and a half ago, we had made
drastic culs lo the roster and changed a lot of things and
then really refocused into being more of a niche label.

" Pauw)Qh, yes, absolutely. Like so many labels, we

exparided into a lot of different areas in terms of artists and
formals — in the late '80s. And we found it was very hard
tp be compelitive in so many arenas. Now, wee focusing
i on what we\ve always done best, and that is being a new
arlist d//vaﬁ label, concentrating primarily on new, more
intensi w’ statipns/formats.

Paul: Yes, very much so.

And what kind of shape is it in right now?

Paul: They're in a bad recession in Canada.

Worse than here?

Paul: | would say so because the Canadian economy cer-
{ainly is not as strong as the U.S. Big hits sell. but it’s very

hard to break new artists given the limited opportunities at
the radio formats and relail being very tight in their buying.
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P_aul: Yes, REM. is a very healthy calalogue for us.
Among olfers, such as the English Beal, The Alarm, Stan
" Ridgeway and Buzzcocks.

What is the general ethic like at 1.R.S.?

Paul: Love music, be creative, work hard, work smart. Be
a team player. When you work for a small label, one thing
that's very frustrating is when you're hot everyone’s going,
‘Wow! How did they do that?’ and when you have colder
periods it's, ‘Oh, what's going on with the label?” We're sur-
vivors. Weve brought a number of acts to the forefront.
Yes, you go through peak periods, and you go through qui-
eler periods. We've survived because we've been smart.
We walch what we spend in markeling records, we are
accountable for that. A lot of the labels that formed in 87,
where are they loday? dada was the first of many acts that
are coming down the pipeline that are part of the new |R.S.
A&R-ing that's going on.

Some people would argue that basically what that
amounts to is a lot more errand running and minu-
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tia for the local rep. You’d debate that point?

Paul: | would debate that point in the sense that if you look
at the structure of 1R.S., we basically are focusing in on
Specific music intensive formats. Our six people, depend-
ing on the music, target Triple A, New Rock and COR.
Thats a much smaller universe. So my arguing point to
anybody would be, Look, when a radio Station adds your
record, how can you do your job in airplay week No. 3 if
you can't back up the airplay in the markelplace? Are you
Working out there to bring the band in? Should we do a
club show with the act? What's going on in the taste-tester
maand pa local retail outlets that aren't part of SoundScan?’
| think that's the real concept. It's not so much that you want
people to.spend fess time with radio — absolulely not. My
peaple spend more time than they did in the past with radio.
They're much more accessible and they're much more
focused. /

In whétsansa?

Paul: To me, when a good promotion person walks into a
Jfadio station for the first time, they should ask questions.

" They should find out where the station positions itself, what

specially shows the station does, what focks are most musi-
cally active and involved. The smart companies will realize
that marketing doesn't mean a distraction to the word pro-
motfan, but the art af promoling records has changed.
Promotion peaple have to be better informed of what's
going on<jn their markets. They should be able to lalk
radio’s statistic game of what's happening in the various
trades and how the record is reacting at other stations
across America. \But what's equally and arguably as impor-
tant; especially for-qur business of artist development, is
what is happening-with the record in the markelplace. Trade
numbers are great. They help the Sales people get out there.
They get the buyers excited, elc., and the whole food chain
is happy. But what's really important in the big picture for
breaking artists is making sure that you're able to start
something legitimate, something real, something tangible
— and that is reaction to airplay in the market. That's how
You eamn respect with radio — when they ve added a record
and you're able to give them feedback, not only across
America, byt in their market, and you're also able to do pro-
motiops in the marketplace to back up the airplay. For
example, if a radlio station has the Kirsty MacColl record as
their pick of the week, what the promotion person should be
doing is saying, Hey, greal, we can back you up at retail."
We then make sure that there’s a retailer involved, so that the
record is visibie on the front rack. If the radio slation is say-
ing, ‘Hey, this is a great piece of music!' it's a disservice to
their listeners if they have to really dig hard o find . I'm
also a big believer in radio station advertising. Obviously,
we're never going to be the biggest advertiser at radio, but
for our budgets and what we can afford to do, we try to back
up radio with advertising whenever we can.

Meanwhile, those local reps from the
Multinationals are phoning their stations from the
ninth fairway.

Paul: The word you have lo use here is superserve. One,
you've got to know the radio station inside and out, hopeful-
ly, better than your other reps. Two, you've got to be able to
realize that everybody on staff has ears, and so while you'e
giving the music director and the program director music,
you should also find out who else is the musicologist on
staff. It's that kind of thinking that's going to help. Who
does the specialty show at night that previews all the new
music? Hey, they have a techno show at night. Are we ser-
vicing ft? The station may be new rock, but it happens to
have a really cool dance show on Saturday nights. Are you
servicing them any dance records that you have? Three,
you have to back up the airplay at relail, too. Can you get
the band into the marketplace to play?

Is that point of pride ultimately of much commer-
cial value to you? On a business level, has that
accounted for much?

Paul: The label certainly has strong recognition for that. |
was just in Georgia last week and | couldnt believe the
amount of people who were so complimentary about the
label and the fact that my boss, Jay Boberg, signed R.EM,.
IR.S. was the premiere new music label in the early 80s,
when the majors were still putting out corporate rock acts.

A number of Iabels are quietly saying that they're
moving more and more away from working the so
called ‘mainstream’ stations. Are you also finding
that broad of a target a little difficult to define?

Paul: | don't know if it's too difficuft to define, but it certain-

ly Is a very big arena, given the demographics that a num-
ber of AOR slations move towards and the tightening of
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opportunities for new records. AOR will
play new bands, although, lef's face it it is
not a format that is able to break as many
new acts once was. Look at some of the
things that have happened to AOR recently.
Syndicated morning and evening shows are
the big killer for peaple who are in the new
artist business, especially evenings. lsnt
that traditionally the time when you would
play new acts and lest them out?

Yes.

Paul: Again, it's knowing your stations.
There are some AORs that will play new
and uniried acts. As a good promotion per-
son, you should know which of those AORs
that fits into. Where those slations are. But
more than anything, if you build a story in
the other formats, then you're able to go to
those people and say, ‘Look, this record fits
your station and look what's happening.
The record is selling. You need to listen to
this record.’

Some labels don’t believe that Triple
A really has the selling power to
match the industry buzz, yet. As one
of the early Triple A believers, what
are your feelings?

Paul: | think the thing with Triple A is that
because they're music intensive, at least
you have an opportunity/arena to expose
your artist. That's where, again, we get back
info this discussion of marketing. What are
you doing to support the airplay in those
markets?

Do you think emphasizing albums, as
oppaosed to tracks, helps or hinders
consumer awareness and sales?

Paul: As long as the stations are back-
selling the records, | dont have a problem
with it. | don't think it's any different.
Correct me if I'm wrong, Bill, in the early
aays of AOR, they would play the tracks that
they liked, but they would back sell it

Have C.0.R. stations been success-
ful in terms of selling product for
you?

Paul: Absolutely.

How are you feeling about Lillian
Axe at this point? It seems to me
that retail is ahead of radio at this
Jjuncture.

Paul: They're about neck and neck at this
time. We have the best record in their his-
tory. The band has always had a good
knack for writing well structured, very
calchy songs. This is a harder, tougher
record, and C.0.R. radio and melal has
responded very favorably to it. Certainly,
like with anything in the business, when
you come out with 2 band, peaple want to
see proof. We've got this band on tour,
wete selling records in the markets where
we'e getting airplay. Look at the Blaze in
Chicago, where we were the #1 most
requested record for 17 nights in a row.
XTB just moved this record up inlo heavy,
and Greg doesn't put records that aren't

The Genitorturers project represent-
ed a fairly radical departure for the
label,

Paul: It wasntan LR.S. direct signing. It
was through Mick Turner, who works in
Miles Copeland's management company
(and who was the drummer in the Lords of
the New Church). Its a label he put togeth-
er calfed Shock Therapy. We put the record
out, as a reaction to a movement on the
Street — the music and the cuilture associ-
ated with piercing. Just look around you
when you're walking the streets of New
York or LA. or any other major urban cen-
ter in this country, and you'll See more
pigreings and more tattoos than you've ever
seen before.  The kind of music these kids
are listening to includes Genitorturers 5o,
obviously, the units that you're going to sell
are going to be reflective of a cult move-
ment.

Sales aside, the record really has
demonstrated some fascinating
staying power at metal, agreed?

Paul: Jay is a very good molivator and
people person. | think he and Miles foget/-
er offer different things, in ferms of a team
that have really led for their longevity and
success.

Paul: The music, the tour, and the added
value that radio stations derive from the
band's well spoken, intelligent froniperson
Gen. As you know, Bill, she makes for very
good radio.

Has he reported back from the front
so far?

Paul: Part of the deal with this course is
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Obviously, in answer to your question, with
Jay at Harvard, Miles is here on a daily
basis. Barbara Bolan, our senfor VP/gener-
al manager, is at the helm with Miles.
Barbara is a fireball. She's great.

Is he an easy guy to be around?
Miles is known for being somewhat
eccentric and very direct.

Paul: Yeah |ve worked with him for a
number of years, so | know Miles. The
thing thal's great about Miles is he lells you
exactly what he thinks. No bullshit.

To the uninitiated, would he be per-
ceived as fairly brusque?

Paul: Only by those people who don't like
{o be told the straight goods. There's no
pussyfooting around with Miles.

He'll definitely tell you what he thinks. The
greatest thing about Miles is after so many
years in the business and so much success,
he still wants to listen to your opinions. We
have these company megtings where Miles
sits in and wants to have everybody from
the secretaries and assistants give their
opinions on these records. He likes to get
opinions from the street still, and | think

that's a very admirable quality, given the
success that he has. Is Miles intimidating?
For those who don't know him, he can be,

Paul: Not really any different, Bill, no. We
are a fully owned independent company.

How big a role does ‘hipness’ play in
the overall philosophy of the label?
Less these days?

Paul: God, that's a tough question
because who defines the word 'hip'? |
guess it's what the public tells us is hip by
buying music from new artists. We are
always looking for great new music.

Your Kirsty MacColl project is lifting
off nicely.

Paul: Yes, we had a fantastic week! An
exceptional piece of music. Kirsty came out
big time, one of the most Most Added New
Rock and Adult records. ‘Can't Stop Killing
You' was co-written with Johnny Marr
(Smiths, The The). Killer melody, incredi-
ble lyrics. Titantic Days,' the album hits
retail October 5.

How did you end up getting her from
Charisma? She wasn’t happy with
her deal there?

Paul: 'm not sure about all of the delails.
When EM! bought Virgin we were able to
get her in the midst of the restructuring.
Obviously, it was easier lo keep her within
the company, and she is a perfect I.R.S.
artist. Jay was actually the person who
brought her over.

What can we expect from I.R.S. in
the near future?

Paul: Along with the Kirsly MacColl
record, tremendous Success with Over The
Rhine. We have a new Point single called
‘The Real Thing." Vinx has just released his
most commercial record in his career.
(Vinx was the singer/African drummer that
Sting signed lo | R.S.) In the new year, you
can expect a new dada record in late Spring.
As well as new artists, such as Kindred
Spirit. Beloved Infidels, and follow-up
albums from 29 Palms and Pato Banton.

One final question. Obviously,
you’ve been with LR.S. for a long
time. What's the basis of the long
term attraction?

Paul: |t really is like a family. | like the
people | work with. What initially brought
me to LR.S. was the music, and what's kept
me here has been the continual opportuni-
ties. At 30 years old, | was given the chance
{o run a record company in Canada, and 1d
only been with the label six years at that
point. LR.S. has taken chances with me,
and at the same time, given me a broad
understanding of the record business, from
all aspects. In Canada, I've done markeling,
I've done promotion, I've done publicity. In
America, my latest challenge was to
restructure the promotion and marketing
into one department. | like that opportunity,
and | like that challenge. And, of course,
love the music that we're putting out today.
Why else would someone move to LA.?

Heidi: | haven't lived in Boston for 20 years.

How old were you when you moved from
Boston to England?

Heidi: When I moved, | was still in school.

Have you had the opportunity to return to
the Boston area very much since you left?

Heidi: 've been back three times since I've
moved away. The last time | went | felt very much
a foreigner, which is strange because | always feel
totally American in England. Idon't know, | guess
I'm somewhere in between the two. ['ve definitely
become a mid-Atlantic person.

I read in your bio that you started writing
songs at age 5, is that true?

Heidi: Yeah, sure. | remember in particular dur-
ing certain family camping holidays | would be
leaning out the car window, singing, making stuff
up. It was quite good in the car because nobody
hears you, it gets caught up in the wind.

How old were you when you started writ-
ing songs seriously?

Heidi: Seriously, probably about 25. | actually
trained as a painter. | trained in fine arts, that's my
degree or qualifications. | never expected to have
quite this turn around. I've always done music,
and it was literally a case of putting down painting
one day and picking up music the next. What had
happened was | had done a demo that Creation
got to hear. | had actually not wanted anyone to

1 can relate to that, it sounds like a
Thursday here. How did you get involved
with Ivo Watts Russell and 4AD.

Heidi: Well, | played at the last Felt concert —
Felt the band. Felt, Lush, and myself. Basically,
Ivo came to the gig and saw me performing and
asked me if I would like to contribute to the ‘This
Mortal Coil record. | sang on ‘Blood," and it sort
of just took off from there. It was my first associa-
tion with 4AD. | think it's the best label anywhere,
easily.

oo
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There aren’t many labels who encourage
almost total artistic freedom as 4AD does.

Heidi: Absolutely. | guess they trust the artists.
People are chosen because they are good at what
they do, and they don't try and get in there and
change anything. 1've been very much nurtured
and helped to realize the vision that | have for all
of the songs, all the way down the line. 1 feel very
comfortable with that company. It's a special
label, but not really for the reasons that a lot of
people think. People can say, ‘Oh, it's like a fami-
ly,"which is complete rubbish. It's just a lot of
very smart and honest, dedicated people who
believe in art. Everybody that | have dealt with in
the organization, from Ivo on down, I can trust
their opinions, and | ask for them when I need
them.

I know you recorded two albums on
Creation, but I’'m not familiar with them.

Heidi: You don't want to hear them.
Why is that?

Heidi: For a million reasons. [was at fault, they
didn’t come out right. Kind of like having a baby,
like | ate the wrong things while I was pregnant
and gave birth to something that wasn't quite what
I'meant. | don't think it was what I meant.

You were much more pleased with the way
‘Love,’ your first record for 4AD came out?

Heidi: 0h, yeah. That was the first record I ever
did that ! actually could listen to. Normally, | put
things away and don't pay any attention to what
['ve done for ages. When I did ‘Love,” it was exact-
ly what | meant. With the current one, | think that
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it's the best that I've ever done. If it was
somebody else’s record, | would go out and
buy it.

What did you do differently with
‘Love’? What was new to the mix that
you didn’t have with the first two
Creation releases?

Heidi: I's down fo confidence in myself

The first record | did, I really still felt myself
fo be a painter. | didn't feel that | had the
confidence to direct a group of musicians, so
itkind of ran away. It gathered its own
momentum and ran away from me. It ended
up sounding nothing like the demos that |
had done, where | had played everything -
which was no reflection on the musicians that
| played with. They're all very good friends of
mine and very good musicians. [ was at fault,
not trusting myself. The second one, [ was a
fotal fascist and stepped on everybody and
didn't allow more than one musician in the
studio at a time. You do that kind of thing
when you feel insecure, you become very
controlling. | realized by the time Love’
rolled arouna, that | didn't have to be so con-
trolling. That you can in fact give people a lot
more freedom to play with. Confidence
allows you to ease up on things and not feel
you must be totally in capital ‘C’ control. |
was such a newcomer that it was hard for me
to think that my ideas are just as good as
anybody else’s simply because they are mine.
This is my project, so there may be rubbish,
but nobody knows more than | do how this
song is supposed to go. It's a very simple
thing to say, but it took me a long time to
realize it

You do all of your own songwriting,
but do you feel comfortable collabo-
rating with other songwriters?

Heidi: There are a couple of co-writes on
this album. | think there are three co-writes
with Laurence O'Keefe, which was quite fun fo
ado with somebody else. He just comes along
and says that he has this riff and records it
into the tape machine. Then a week later, I'll
ring him up and say, ‘Okay, we have a song.’
It's a quite fun way of doing things. But usu-
ally, | prefer to work on my own because |
have some very definite ideas about most of
the stuff. Occasionally, | like to do a cover,
and occasionally | like to do a co-write
because it's an interesting discipline, but the
majority has to be my songwriting because
it's my reason for living. If | stopped doing it,
{ think that I would just curl up and die.

What's your favorite song to cover?

Heidi: What that | have covered? | really
like What A Man Should Do,” the Bob Mould
off the last album, ‘Up In The Air.” | enjoy his
writing, and | enjoy reconstructing it. The
funniest thing was when we were getting per-
mission to use it Bob Mould's comment was
that he had actually written the song on the
mandolin, and so it ends up sounding quite
mandolin-ish. We were using some oddball
kinds of things — there was an Appalachian
dulcimer with a banjo head, which is a very
peculiar instrument. | like the idea of doing
covers that you wouldn't normally expect. I'd
always rather do something a bit sideways.

I think that you would be great cover-
ing something of Van Morrison’s.

THE HARD REPORT

Heidi: | love Van Morrison. | was just listening
fo him last night, and haven't listened fo him in
ages. | realized that of all the bands I've seen in
my life, I've seen Van Morrison the most.
Second to that is The Clash.

I’ve never seen him live, but I've heard
he’s amazing.

Heidi: He's like the Martin Luther King of music
or something. You just can't take your eyes off
of him.

How about your live shows — are you in
the middle of a tour right now?

Heidi: We've done a couple of things in the
Slates. We've been doing stuff in and around
London, and we're going back to the States mid-
September. We're going to go from coast to
coast, which will be totally insane. Then in the
end of September or October, we'll be back in
England. In November we are in Europe. The
American tour I'm going to do with a four-piece
band, which is just the acoustic line-up with two,
sometimes three guitars, and violin, and three of
us sing, so you get the three-part harmonies.

The larger band is a six-piece, which includes
bass and drums, and we've got Laurence O'Keefe
plaving bass, which is terrific because he is my
favorite bass player. Eventually, | hope that we
can bring over the whole six-piece fo America
because we are great. As a four-piece, most of it
breaks down acoustically because that is how it
starts. It does sound complete, and basically the
bass and drums are just the icing on the cake. It
would be great if you can get to see us when the
whole band is over.

You have a Ilot of people playing on this
album — Julian Swales.

Heidi: Julian is from the Kifchen. He'’s a great,
mad guitarist

Did he have to tone down his playing at
all? When | think of Kitchens, the sound
is completely different from your album.

Heidi: You're right about that. What Julian
contributed was something that a string section
would have done. It's a more interesting texture
because it's an alternative. He claims that he
can't play at all and that he hides behind his
effects, which is absolute rubbish. It was great
meeting Julian. An awful lot of people that |
work with are pals, but Julian and ! became pals.
It's nice to feel that the peaple that you work with
are people that you share friendship and a rap-
port with.

How did Julian get involved with the pro-
ject?

Heidi: He was suggested by my producer,
Hugh Jones, who had worked with the Kitchens
on two albums. | wanted that kind of textual gui-
far, and he said that he knew the man for the job,
50 Julian came.

Who else played on the album with you?

Heidi: There is Terry Bickers and Laurence
O'Keefe, both Levitation people. There is Peter
Astor, who Is solo these days. There's Danny
Thompson, a very distinctive bass player. |
didn't know him before. He's played with an
awful lot of people that | admire. BJ Coles play-
ing pedal steel. When most people in England
think that they need a pedal steel player, they
think of BJ Coles. I knew that he could make the
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pedal steel behave in not 100% country pickin’
and grinnin’.

That would have been a disaster.

Heidi: Highly inappropriate. In all, I've counted
something like 26 or 29 musicians on this
album. If you count all the string players and
everybody involved, it's quite the cast of thou-
sands.

How long did it take to record this
album?

Heidi: We started in November and finished in
February. It took a while, but we did break for
Christmas, which was nice.

Your brother also plays on this.

Heidi: Yeah, Chris plays the acoustic guitar,
and he did the string arrangements on ‘'Little
Fox.’

Is he younger or older?
Heidi: He's younger.

The two of you must get along fairly well
to be able to work together.

Heidi: Usually. Occasionally, we both sort of
descend into 11 or 12 year old tactics towards
each other, but usually we try to remain in the

adult mode.

What are some of your favorite songs on
the album?

Heidi: My favorite song, the one that really kills
me to listen to - which is shocking, because you
always listen very technically - ‘Follow." I find
that it very difficult to listen to because it's about
real grief. 1 find it very difficult to listen to with-
out shedding a tear, but | actually like getting
emotionally hollowed out by music.

Do you get emotional when you sing it on
stage?

Heidi: Yeah, [ can. The one that Is the worst for
that is ‘Little Fox." | have to switch right off in
order to sing that. The other day | was on stage,
and | actually had a crack in my voice, and |
thought, "Un-oh, | have to switch right off.” You
become the song, you become so totally
enguifed by it that your brain doesn't even work.
That's what I try fo do most of the time. It's
almost as if I'm in some kind of trance. You just
are taken right away from yourself. It's the clos-
est thing that I can think of to a religious experi-
ence, or very good sex actually.

How do you do reproduce the strings?
There’s such a great full orchestral
string sound on that song.

Heidi: The only proper orchestral strings is on
Little Fox.” Everything else is just a single violin
or cello. It's pretty easy to reproduce.

Tomorrow we go in to record a guitar and single
violin version of ‘Little Fox,' which is how we've
been doing it live. We'll be releasing it with
‘Little Fox'as an EP. I'm not sure when that's
going to happen. | guess Ivo wants it to happen
quite soon, otherwise he wouldn't of called me
up on Friday and said, "You're doing it

That's right, it was on Black Park. Does
it still function as a label?

Actually, Black Park is now just in manage-
ment. It started out as, that was the name of the
label that we put Darmer Days oul on, and then
Jay Ferris gof involved. He came in with some
money and what not and bought into Black
Park and chanued it into Mammoth Records
That's really how Mammoth got started.

This is the first one that was produced
by Lou Giordano.

Yes. Weve had a different producer every time.

Yeah, some big names, pretty much
every single one. What does the band
perceive the role of producer as being?

Well, | guess it has changed some over the
years. The first couple of records, the ones that
we did with Don Dixon, and then the second
with Mitch Easter. [ think we pretty much wel
comed one of those guys to kind of fashion the
record the way that they would want to, which
Dixon was more than happy to oblige us.
Mitch didnt really offer any advice unless we
asked him for it He let us do what we wanted
to do. If it was for better or worse, | don't know.
He was prelty easygoing all the way around.
With Gary Smith, | think that Gary had more
definite 1geas. He even suggested changing
parts all together like on a ong song that | had.
Like a signaiure lead part type thing  He
scrapped it basically and in retrospect { wish

thit the thing thal | had come up with had
Stayed. His part was okay, but

Do you find that you feed off that kind
of guidance from a producer?

With Fun And Games we fell like we were
floundering a litfle bit. Hugh Jones definitely
was going lo leave his stamp on that record. |

"ink that a lot of ihis last record was trying to
find someone who would be a little easier to
work with. Hugh, I'm convinced is a greal pro-
ducer for some bands, like the Echo and The
Bunnymen records that he worked on were
pretty greal. Maybe he just wasn't the best
thing for us. This time, we spent & lot of time
dermoing the songs. Our sound guy, Tim
Harper, even though he didn't get any arrange
ment credit. he deserved it For whatever rea-
son, he just didn't gel it, but he spent a lot of
fime with us over the past couple of years
working on the songs in the small studio down
here in North Carolina, so it's a lol of Tim's
input on this record even though he's noi cred-
ited with it. Ithink somethirig like the Associate
Producer is what he is credited with. He did
have a lot to do with the arranging, so when it
came time to finally record with Lou. we really
aidn't alter things a whole lot. What we had
ome up with in the demoing process here in
North Carolina.

What kind of a time frame are you talk-
ing about? How long was the demo
process?

Offand on. we went in to this small studio in
Winston, Salem on five or six occasions for
about two days each time. We spent about 12
aays over the course of two years demoing
songs. We would go in and try to knock out
four songs in a two day period.

So how did you hook up with Lou?

Well we all liked that Sugar record a lot. We
met him in Boston when we were making Fun
And Games, so he wasn't a complete stianger
It only ook a couple of conve:sations with him
over the phone to get the sense that he would
be the sort of guy that we would feel comfort:
ible with.

Was he a fan?

I'm not sure. | think that he was familiar with a
lot of our tunes, bul I'm nol convinced that he
was a big fan, | think that he likes us beffer now
than when we went in,

This record is grittier and more earthy
than some of your previous material.
Do you think Lou played a role in that?

Yeah, it was something that we ourselves want-
ed and part of our decision to go with Lou was
the idea tnat he could help us realize that side
of things. He definitely did have something lo
dowith it Jt was with that in mind that | think
we went to him, trying fo make it sound more
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like the fan playing. It's a little more repre-
sentative of what the band is like live. Our
last record was just so sterile all the way
around.

1 take it that you set out to do
something different.

Exactly. Really, during the demoing
process, we knew that we wanted to make
arecord that was a littfe looser and grittier,
like you say. That was happening in the
demoing process, and we figured, why
couldn't it be more like this. We realized
that we had lo tidy things up a bit from the
demos which could be pretty rough. We
wanled it to be more like that than certain-

ly One Simple Word was.

It’s been three years, right?

Yeah, three years.

What have you guys been doing?

Well we've been getting our situation with
TVT sorted out and playing out a fair bit

What’s going on?

We just had some difficutties, but those
are all prefty much resolved, and we've
renegotiated our contract with them.
Everyone, | guess, is happy now.

Was that something that you set
out to do, as far as staying with
TVT? How were you able to resist
the temptation almost to go one of
the big labels?

I'm not sure in the first piace if it would
have been feasible to do that, given the
contracts that we signed with them. | think
we're definitely there to stay.

I'm sure that they’re happy about
that. You're pretty much their flag-
ship artist.

Well, maybe at this point. | know they had
belter than marginal success with Nine
Inch Nails. But yeah, you're probably
right. We were the first band that they
signed back in 87. | know they had an
arrangement with The Saints, an
Ausiralian band, but | don't think they were
signed really to the label, maybe like a
licensing arrangement. We were the first
band that TVT signed.

I'd like to get your perceptions on
the way music has changed since
your last record and how it has
affected your material.

I would say that there a certain immediacy
inwhat is coming out now that might not
have been as prevalent a few years ago. |
guess a lot of bands are making some
concessions for what is going on around
them. In part, the longer a band is togeth-
er, maybe it's inevitable that it’s going to
change.

We're still relative to sort of bands that we
are talking about, not out from the harder
side, it's still pretty much the same formu-
1a that we've been following from the get-
go. Maybe Peal hits the drums a little
harder, but that's because he's a better
player now then he was a few years ago.
It's never been a situation where we sat
down and said, 'We need to write a song
that incorporates some of what Dinosaur
Jr. is doing’. We coulan. It would be
phony in the first place for us to try to pull
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something like that off.

Plus, | think that true fans of a
band, and of alternative music in
general, can sniff bullshit from a
mile away. You have some of the
most loyal fans out there.

Yeah, they've been very loyal. We've been
fortunale in that way. I'm curious to see
how much of a fanbase we retained afier
that last record. | know that I'll probably
gel in trouble for saying that sort of stuff,
but I'm not a huge fan of that last record.
But, if attendance at live shows is any
indication, then things haven't diminished
atall. Ifanything, the crowds have gotten
bigger. Our last swing through the mid-
west was our best trip out to that part of
the country. Ever. |guess we didn't harm
ourselves with that last record, but I cer-
lainly feel better about this one. For what-
ever reason, we had very loyal, loyal fans.

So you've been gigging steadily for
the last three years.

Yeah, in the South and along the East
Coast and Midwest. The far west

is still tough, and part
of thal, obviously,
is the number

adequalte amount of time. Certainly, a lot
of bands don't even have that long.

What made you go up to Bearsville?

Well, it just worked out logistically. We
were either going to go there or to Criteria
down in Miami. If we wouid've gone there,
we would've had lo split the time up
because there were some things already
booked, so for a week, during the time that
we would've been recording. That wasn't
the case at Bearsville and they were willing
to work with us with our budget. Between
the two, it was the studio that Lou was
more familiar with, and suggested. He
would rather work there. So | guess all
those factors.

Has the way that you go about writ-
ing your songs changed much over
the past five years?

No, it really hasnt It still the case that
whoever the principal songwriter is for a
given song comes in with the vocal
melody or progression and bring it in the
track and starts playing it, and then the
band fleshes it out. Everyone fig-
ures out his own part.

It's hard to turn
heads out on the
West Coast these days. We

have respectable crowds out there and
hopefully they will get better. It's weird,
but Salt Lake City is a really good cily for
us - the best in the far west Then there
are pockets. We'll draw a few hundred in
LA and San Francisco.

That'’s definitely respectable.

It's a huge market, so you figure that some
people will come out to seg us.

How long was the recording
process?

About 6 weeks.

Is that pretty much par for the
course for you guys?

Yeah, we never really had the luxury of
spending much more time than that.

Do you sometimes wish you did?

During the process, you think that it would
be nice to have another week, but then if
we would have had that exira week, we
would've knocked off an hour or two earli-
er. You kind of fill the time you have. I'm
not sure that we would have been any bet-
ter with more time. That seems like an

In some cases, a song was worked up in
the studio doing the demos. A lot of times
we would go in with the song basically
arranged to demo. In some instances it
was a mafter of getting in with a skeleton
of a song and fleshing it out there at the
Studio, with Tim, our soundman.

What do the next couple of months
look like?

We are going o leave at the end of this
month on a 6 week tour. We're going to
Slart down here in the South, swing out to
the mid-west and up to the far west

Are you going to be out by your-
self?

Yeah, | think all these we are headlining.

I wanted to ask you about North
Carolina. Do you find that a lot of
the younger bands down there kind
of look up to you?

(Laughs) No. Maybe a couple.
Well, after all, you're pretty much

one of the senior members of that
“scene”, for lack of a better word.

Is there any up and coming bands
that you are a fan of?

Yeah, there's a band called Queen Sarah
Saturday that | like a lot

Oh yeah, they’re great. They're on
Thirsty Ear?

Yeah, and you know, me saying that has
nothing to do with the fact that our manag-
er is their manager. | like Superchunk,
but of all the new bands coming out,
Queen Sarah is definitely my favorite. We
end up playing out with Dillon Fence a
fair amount, | like those guys. Certainly
their music comes a little closer stylisti-
cally to ours than some of the other local
bands.

How do you find radio is with this

record? Do you find that it’s been
more accepting of you than in the
past?

Of this new record? | have no idea what is
going on radiowise, aside from what we
hear with Slackjawed | don't know what
college is doing with this thing, | don't
even want lo take a guess. | was pretty
surprised last time when it got up to #3 on
the Rolling Stone College chart. | wasn'
expecting that.

S been some amazing moments at the Lone Star Roadhouse in New York City

— like the first time Nefl Young jammed with Booker T and the MGs and the
rebirth of Little Jimmy Scott at the jam sessions Ruth Brown hosted. Now Shanachie
has captured live some of the magic of the place with a live album of some of the
R&B greats from the 60s and 70s. You just can't get more emotional than Johnny
Kemp does on “If Lovin’ You Is Wrong,” and Cissy Houston brings her big gospel
voice to duet with Chuck Jackson's on “f Don't Wanna Cry.” And of course if there's
old R&B around, Billy Vera is gonna show up. Here he covers a tune that he and
Lowell Fulson wrote. It's one of those classics that just can't be done too much, ‘A
Room With A View Of The Bluss.” The accompanying band in this 13-song set also
has some R&B heavy weights. On piano is Richard Tee, Cornell Dupree is the gui-
tarist, and the Uptown Horns punch in brightly on 2 number of the tunes. It's a mel-
Iow set of old friends recalling good times and good music.

ance Lipscomb, You Got To Reap What You Sow, Arhoolie

Along with the folk rock revival, fofk blues has also made a bit of a

comeback. The re-release of many of the country blues recordings
on CD has made it possibie to get the records of legends like Mance Lipscomb
that sound good enough to play on commercial radio. “You Got To Reap What
You Sew” is 78 minutes music taken from a set recorded in the fiving room of
Arhoolie founder Chris Strachwitz in 1964, and it has that down home intimacy
of back porch blues. Twelve of the 24 cuts are issued here for the first time. With
aguitar style that is closer to the rolling hills of the Carolina hills than to the grit
of Texas, Lipscomb covers classics like “Come Back Baby." ballads and popu-
lar tunes. While his voice is iaid-back and gentle, Lipscomb’s guitar playing has
the fluidity of Charlie Christian and the easiness of Mississippi John Hurt.

eff Beck and the Big Town Playboys, Crazy Legs, Epic Rcckabilly

greaser Gene Vincent died in 1971 at age 36, a victim of too much alcohol

and a lotta rock ‘n’roll. After the 1956 hit “Be-Bop-A-Lula” rockabilly greaser

ene Vincent and his band, the Blue Caps. were considered the nasly boys of rock.

That image eventually killed the group in the States. Alcohol and the resulting
bleeding ulcer ended Vincent's life in 1971 at 36 years old. But both the singer and
his sound left an indelible print on British blues rocker Jeff Beck, and the gurtarist
has created the most authentic tribute you can imagine with an unknown band
called the Big Town Playboys. Beck not only concentrates on re-creating the licks,
note for note, of legendary Blue Cap guitarists Cliff Gallup and Johnny Meeks, he
even went so far as (o try to capture that unique hollowness, as emply and haunting
as a cavern, which was a major feat with today's pristine and close recording values.
This is pure stuff Beck has put together, and it is done with great love and fun.
There is even a party track on the raving ‘B-I-Bickey-Bi-Bo-Bo-Go.” There are also
classics like the title cut, “Race With The Devil” and “Lotta Lovin'” In addition to
setting the record straight on who was Beck's primary inspiration, this is a cool
record that recalls the roots of white boy blues and shows how very close country,
Jjazz and blues were when rock began.

Rogers: Yeah theyre the fabel
Garth Brooks records for so it’s
fairly big — and Tanya Tucker.
Now they've branched out, and
thats why I'm on there. G.E. Smith
the guitarist for Saturday Night Live
is on Liberty, and they also signed
Zulu Spear.

How was it working with
them?

Rogers: It's great. | was actu-
ally signed by Charlie Lico, he
used to be Larry Carlton’s manager,
and hed come to a number of my
Shows.

Have you heard the new Larry
Carlton record? it’s kind of a
blues record. He does “Cold
Day In Hell” and that J.J. Cale
tune “Crazy Mama.”

Rogers: Well he could play
some blues if he wanted fo. At
Liberty, | made the record | wanted
to make. | produced it myself. The
only difference from the Blind Pig
records is it's getting distributed
widely. As far as the music it's
more of the same. The only differ-
ence in the music is it's more of
my writing. I've always written
songs but never the majority of the
record. This record has 10 of the
13 songs written by myself.

There’s some cool stuff on
“Slide Of Hand.” | love that

Rogers: Tre story too.

Do you have a multiple
record deal at Liberty?

Rogers: 1do, but you know
how those deals are, it depends on
how you do. So you take ‘em one
alta time, and I'm just glad to be
recording.

How do your records sell?

Rogers: The last figures | got
from Blind Pig for "Blues On The
Range,” it sold something like 30-
35 thousand, which is good for an
independent. Blind Pig was real
happy with that. We're not looking
for some pie-in-the-sky here, and
if we double or triple that with this
record, we should be ecstatic. It
was released in Europe in May and
it's done quite well there.

Who distributes Liberty in
Europe?

Rogers: Its distributed by EM!.
If's gotten a major push, and I've
been to Europe four times this
summer. We had a major show-
case gig in Paris with most of the
EMi reps. We had a great
response and its released in all the
European countries except
Portugal and Greece. It hasn't been
out here but a couple of weeks.

You are one of just a hand-
full of guitar players of your
generation that have a cult
following. There's Robben
Ford, Johnny Winter’s a bit
older. You all have a cult fol-
lowing. Do you know why
you're in that category?

Rogers: | dont have a clue.
You just get out there and give it
your best shot. A lot of it has to do
with how you're exposed through
limited airplay, the stories that are
written about you as a player, obvi-
ously my association with John
Lee as a producer has helped as far
as my name getting out there. A

lot of people don't know that I'm a
piayer as well. We always get great
response from the live shows. It
lakes pounding the pavement —
you'reas good as your last show.
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A lot of it is your guitar play-
ing.

Rogers: Yeah, that's part of the
live show. As a matter of faci,
Robben and | are going to do a
national tour together for about a
month, from mid-Oclober to mid-
November.

Did you guys know each
other coming up in California.

Rogers: | didn't meet Robben
until { was playing with John Lee
Hooker's band.

You had the Delta Rhythm
Kings before working with
John Lee?

Rogers: 0Oh yeah. Inthe 70s1
was working in a duet, with David
Bergen on harmonica. We cut a
record together in ‘77 on the now
defunct Waterhouse label. It was
called "Rogers and Bergen — A
Foot In The Door” — it's a very
out-of-print record. Amos Garrett
and Maria Muidaur were special
guests on that record.

So you've been playing pro-
fessionally for 20 years now.
Where are you from original-
ly, and how did you get into
the blues?

Rogers: Yeah. Vallgjo,
California. Started playing guitar
when [was 12. Took lessons for a
couple of years. | was a littie rock
0’ roller. 1got ina band in 1963.
We wore gold lame' jackets and
did Little Richard steps. That was
just before the British invasion so
we were doin’ Bar-Kays. My guilar
teacher used to play in R&B bands
with Sly Stone in Vallejo. Before
Sly and the Family Stone he was
playing strictly R&B. So | was
pointed in that direction, and then
when | was 14 or 15/ heard Robert
Johnson and really got into the
Delta blues. Before that | didnt
have a clue about blues, then in
64 or 651 heard the slice guitar,
and, as the story goes, coufdnt get
enough, just started immersing
myself in blues. | got to see Bukka
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White and Howlin' Wolfand all the great
guys. And at the same time | was a big
early Rolling Stones fan. They covered a
lot of Willie Dixon stuff. By the time |
was in my final years in high school |
had a blues band, and we competed with
the soul bands for the dance gigs.

Did you go on to colleg~?

Rogers: was married really early. at
19, and went to college. | met Bergen
and we began playing around the Bay
Area. gpening for Taj. Maria Muldaur.
But | didn't give up day gigs until | start-
éd hitting the road with Hook.

How did you actually start playing
with John Lee Hooker?

Rogers: | had the Delta Rhythm
Kings going, this was about 79 or 80,
and my bass player, Steve Ehrmann,

had gone on the road with Hook A posi-
fion came open in John's band in 62
and | went on the road with John sight
unseen. 1lried out with the band but
didn't meet John until the first gig.
Boom, it fit like a glove | had been play-
ing John's music for ages, and it was
four glorious years, Roberta.

What was that first gig like?

Rogere: it was great.

You weren’t nervous?

Rogere: Not that | recall. 1d
rehearsed with the band, and | felt confi-
dent. You know my tenure in John's
band was a great one. | opened up a lot
of John's shows doing a trio, with a bass
and drums. Jtwas really a springboard
.and John was really supportive, espe-
cially when | recorded “Chops Not
Chaps,” that was my first solo record. |
became real close to John. My relation-
ship with John, dealing with things on
the road for him. caused the production
thing to come my way.

You built up a lot of trust with
him.

Rogers: And that's what it takes to
produce John. | can't imagine produc-
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ing John Lee in any other capacily. other

than being a close friend.

And | don’t think you just auto-
matically become a close friend
of John Lee Hooker’s.

Rogers: It's come so natural. and
were like family. He's just a wonaerful
guy.

He is wonderful. You gonna pro-
duce his next album?

Rogers: We'e working on album
number four. 1 think this is mainly
gonna be an acoustic record.

Oh good. You've produced all of
John Lee’s albums since “The
Healer.” Who’s idea was it to
bring in the visiting artists on
thase records, which have been
immensely popular?

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William Crane IV, lead singer of Ugly Kid Joe, has been fined $100 after pleading
no contest to a charge of disorderly conduct. Crane had been charged with felony
assault and inciting violence charges for allegedly encouraging fans at a concert in
Columbus, Ohio, fo aftack security guards. The prosecutors’ office agreed to the less-
er charge after reviewing a video tape which did not support the felony charges.

Aerosmith’s manager has requested a meeting with MTV because the band is
apparently mified that Pearl Jam won so many of the 1993 MTV Video Music
Awards. Manager Tim Collins also notes MTV didn't invite the band to participate in
after-show interviews. “It's like they knew we weren't going fo win,” Collins says. ‘It
is a mystery to me that we weren't invited to the MTV post-show for interviews. We've
always been invited, which makes me suspicious. So I've called to set up a meeting.”
Collins is also upset that when people called the 900- number to vole for the Viewer's
Choice Award, they heard music from Pear| Jam.

Sinead 0’Connor made her first U.S. appearance in a year at the World of Music
Arts & Dance Festival held in Dominguez Hills, California, near Los Angeles. She
performed “Blood Of Eden” and “Shaking The Tree” with Peter Gabriel. Crowded
House, PM Dawn and Ziggy Marley & The Melody Makers were among the
other acts on the bill for the 10-hour festival. O'Connor has let her hair grow out,
though it's still rather short. This year was the first time that WOMAD toured North
America, but it has not been without its problems. The tour was to have begun in
Montreal and Toronto on Labor Day weekend, but both dales were canceled, partially
due to poor ticket sales. WOMAD was organized in 1982 to bring world music to
new audiences. Some observers say Gabriel's extensive touring this year reduced
interest in WOMAD concerts.

Androgynous frontman Billy Corgan of Smashing Pumpkins has some harsh
words for his bandmates in an inferview with a Paris newspaper. He says his band
‘wasn't prepared, either mentally or physically” for the recording of the new album
“Siamese Dream, " with producer Butch Vig. “They thought it was enough to be
Smashing Pumpkins,” Corgan told the newspaper Liberation. ‘I'd rather work with
some people with enthusiasm.” Even though he's been working with the same musi-
cians since 1987, Corgan says he gives his current band “a year. If they don't mature,
they won't record any more. To be part of this band, they must deserve it There's no
question of deceiving our fans or of compromising my reputation by putting out a
bad album because of them.”

Toronto band Blue Rodeo releases a new album next month, recorded at an Ontarfo

- farm owned by one of the band members. “We wanted to put the band in a more
relaxed recording atmosphere, so that nobody would get all uptight about making a
record” says Jim Cuddie of the band. "At the farm, the sounds had to blend in with
the surroundings. There was always the sound of wind, or if it was raining, it was a
prefty infense sound of rain on the roof. | think that made the music more gentle, and
it developed from there. Because we ended up with a lot of songs that clearly fit into
that atmosphere. Then the results started to encourage us and inspire us.”

Ric Ocasek's long-delayed solo album, now called “Quick Change World," is stated
for release at the end of September. The album is divided into a “right” side for Cars-
type songs and a “left” side with more experimental tracks.

“After we
rehearsed for a couple of weeks, | had some of these new songs that I definitely want-
ed to put on the record. So | just removed some, and put on some of the other ones.”
Ocasek now plans a ‘Negative Theater” tour beginning in January — his first tour
since the Gars went on the road six years ago following the release of “Door To
Door.” Former Cars keyboardist Greg Hawkes plays on Ocasek's new album.

Phil Collins plays all the instruments on his upcoming solo album, due out at the
start of November. Collins also wrole and produced all the songs on the LP and he
plans to tour next year in support of it

Despite Michael Stipe's recent statement that there is only a “very, very slight
chance that we'll tour before the end of the millenium,” R.E.M.’s manager says the
band hasn't ruled out touring after their next album. The group will begin songwriting
in January for the follow-up to "Automatic For The People.”

Natalie Merchant, former lead singer for 10,000 Maniacs, says she feels 'nos-
talgic and sad, but also Iiberated” about feaving the band. “We would have been
starting our 13th year. That's a long time. | don't know a lot of people who've done
the same thing with the same people from the time they're 17 to 30." The Maniacs
will have an “MTV Unplugged” album out at the end of October. Merchant says she's
considering many possibilities now that she's left the band. "I want to try to co-wiite,
Just for my own education, with a lot of different writers. 'm interested in working
with Jimmie (Dale Gilmore), John Cale and Michael Stipe. Suzanne Vega
and | have talked about writing for years. 14 like to try and do thal,” Merchant says.
“There's even some talk about working with Iris DeMent, which Id really like to do.
But | don't want to spread myself too thin.” Merchant says she'll record a solo album,
but not until next year. 1 still hear the songs from 10,000 Maniacs' last tour in my
head all the time. But I've played the piano constantly for years and | have lots of
demo tapes of different songs. | think I'm of a mind to just put them in a box and start
anew. I'm not frightened at all. There’s nothing to be afraid of. I'm embracing
change.”

J. Mascis of Dinesaur Jr. has recorded a duet with Kim Deal of the Breeders
which will appear as a b-side of the Breeders’ single "Divine Hammer.” The two have
recorded a new version of “Do You Love Me Now,” produced by Fred Maher.

“Silent Legacy” on Melissa Etheridge’s new album, “Yes | Am,” is a true story
about a 14-year-old girl who was kicked out of her house by her father for having sex.
“All my own feelings of teenage adolescence came flooding out in that one,” she says.
The Etheridge album is produced by Glyn Johns. "He's known for slick, polished
records, but | told him I didn't want that. And he wanted to get away from that repulta-
tion anyway, so that's why he wanted fo work with me. As if turned out, even though
he’s from London and I'm from Kansas, we still have the same passion for music.”

David Barbe of Sugar is working on a second album with his Athens, Georgia,
group Buzz Hungry. “We have recorded one album, Fried Like A Man,” and we
refeased it on cassette locally and sold about 30 or 40 copies of it — all we had.
That's going to come out on vinyl and/or CD probably later this year,” Barbe says.
“We're still in the process of recording a second album that should be done...in a
month or s0...no title for it yet.”

Former Muddy Waters guitarist Steady Rollin’ Rob Margolin releases a new
album in October (on Alligator Records) called “Down In The Alley.” Margolin
played in Waters’ band from 1973 to 1980 and his album features guest appearances
by John Brim, Nappy Brown and Ronnie Earl.

Chicago blues quitarist Lefty Bizz has died in a Chicago hospital after a long battle
with cancer. Buddy Guy, the Kinsey Report, Big Time Sarah and Junior Wells
were among the Chicago blues players who put on a benefit fast year to help pay his
medical bills. Dizz, whose real name was Walter Williams, was lefi-handed but
played a right-handed guitar by holding it upside down.

Lawrence Cohn, who supervised the recent Rebert Johnson boxed sel, has edited a
new book called “Nothing But The Blues: The Music & The Musicians.” The book
features essays by different authors about the history of the blues, including chapters
on hillbitly blues and non-commercial field recordings.

“This will be my last long marathon tour,” Billy Jeel says, partially because he's fed
up with scalpers at his shows. "Somelimes it feels like 'm working just to pay the
Scalpers. It's grossly unfair to the fans,” Joel says. “The scalpers cut out the younger
fans. So then you get all these older big shols who have the money to spend and
sometimes they just sit there. They'll say, 1 paid $100 for a ticket, so knock me out.’
It's wrong that the scalpers hire people to stand in line, and something’s also got to be
rotten somewhere in the ticket outlets to let this happen.” Joel fries to compensate by
holding back tickets for the front two rows of his shows, and then having a member of
his road crew give them free lo people who have the worst seals in an arena. “We do
it so the big shols won't get them,” Joel says.

Five-Eight release a seven-song EP (on Sky Records) in late October
called “The Angriest Man.”
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“What Is Love” by Haddaway, already a top ten hit in much of Europe, gets its first
U.S. refease on a dance compilation (on Arista Records) called “House Of Groove.”
Haddaway, born on the Caribbean island of Tobago, will have his debut album out
later this year.

‘Nailed To The Gun,” from Fight's debut album “War Of Words,” is a song about the
proliferation of weapons, according to singer Roly Halford, formerly of Judas
Priest "It disturbs me to hear about children being killed in their beds by stray bul-
lets,” he says. "Nailed To The Gun’ deals with the mass schizophrenia that society
has toward guns.”

My vote is on radio. | still think that's the way
records are broken, just like the old days. Give me the power of radio any day,”
Stewart says. ‘Besides, | don't think | make good videos. Most of my videos are
quite ordinary. Im not Peter Gabriel in that respect. Give me an hour on the radio
any time instead.”

Sting will play “an obsequious and dashing butler” in the film “The Grotesque,”
which will film south of London beginning next Spring.
