and company have added American Mark Hart (guitars and keyboards) as a permanent member after touring with the band during the 
'Woodface' tour. Remember the band originally broke al the AOR level, and were then perceived as an alternative, then pop entity There 
were lots of programmers asking for this track over the holiday break because the record was 11 Most Added at Alternative several weeks 
running. Now it moves 98*-88* on the Hard Hundred with 10 Heavies for a total of 37 believers. From WNEW's Pal St. John, "We 
couldn't wait. An instant add." And WA VF's David Rossi, "It's doing great for us, already in Medium rotation and pulling phones. I think 
it's a smash." Here's WPLR's Pam Landry, "It's a good tune. Finally a rocker that fits in." Finally from Dom Nordella at WNCD, "There's 
a huge buzz everybody is talking about them." (DM)

New York City 
continues to dominate the 

headlines again this week, as Pat 
St. John's promotion to WNEW morning 

drive opens a prime Program Director vacancy, and 
mere days later it's announced that KLOL PD (and 

Long Island native) Ted 
Edwards is the man for 
the job. Ted has been at 
KLOL for 2 1/2 years. with 
a long stint at KGB-FM 
before that, and programming experience at 
WCOZ/Boston and WCMF/Rochester dating back 
to the late '70's. Ted Iola Noise. kInthout planning it. 
everything I've done in my career has led to this 
opportunity. I grew up listening to New York radio, 
dreaming about being part of the industry and WNEW 

was my favorite radio station." A little digging at our end revealed the talks had 
been going on for a couple of weeks and that Tedwards would be at his desk at 
'NEW as of the 27th. Naturally, we were only too happy to throw a few pertinent 
questions his way:

Pat St. John 

Especially in light on 0104, it's being said that WNEW has two 
choices — go more Triple A or go more classic rock. Care to com-
ment on that notion? 

Ted: No. absolutely not. My style is to go in and find out what s going on. It 
would be very short-sighted of me to speculate on anything, without getting to 
know the staff and the marketplace. I want to get to know everybody and see 
what kinds of tools we have to work with, and take a good hard look. It's not 
like I'm going to a radio station that's doing a bad job. It's a radio station that I 
hope to help do a better job. 

Are you at all intimidated by the Twenty Year (Muni. St. John. 
Elsas) Club, or does your experience with folks like Stephens and 
Pruett pretty much steel you of that challenge? 

Ted: No, I'm not intimidated. I'm looking forward to it. I've worked with a lot 
of experienced people in multiple markets, and I get along with people. I'm a 
good human being with an open mind. I just want to develop a relationship with 
people and to convince that I have the talent and experience to be their leader. 

How significantly does Q104's emergence affect the degree of dif-
ficulty of keeping WHEW a winner? 

Ted: Going back to what said, I really need to sort things out. There area/of 
of people in New York, and different radio stations for each of them. There's 
certainly a place in New York for a hard rock station station like that How big a 
place remains to be seen. 

And speaking of the Club, here's the Executive V.P., Pat St. John. 
Always the talkative pro, Pat comments on his move to mornings, 
"Oh, yes, it's definitely a big move for me and lam thrilled with the reaction this 
week. I think the audience is really glad they have a place to go to hear music 
in the morning. It's been quite gratifying, and I'm having a ball. I'll tell you, the 
commute into the city at 4:30 is unbelievable. There's nobody on the road! 

It's a beautiful thing, isn't it? 

Pat: It's great! I had a great time being the Program Director. It's been quite a 
load and I'm looking forward to shedding some of it 

Did you find being PD ultimately gratifying or was it more of a 
pain? 

Pat: It was gratifying, but  tell you, very honestly, I always had the feeling 
that I was never finished. In other words, I never got caught up. Day-to-day, 
there was always more that I could do if I stayed a couple more hours. Looking 
at the whole experience, it was very educational for a guy who had never been a 
PD before to find out what really goes on in this job and to be involved in all 
facets of the radio station. It really opened my eyes and made me sensitive to 
what goes on and to what it's like to be a manager. I have been in the business 
for a long time, and I was amazed at how much I learned. And the more I 
learned, the more I found out how little I knew.

Obviously, what you have learned will be of immense value to your new 
Program Director. 

Pat: Of course. My expenence has given nie great insight and I am looking forward 
to this. It really is a special station in a special city with special needs. We're music 
guys, and I went into the PD thing with that in mind, and there's a lot more to it than 
just that. 

Just how much do you think 0104 will end up re-arranging the competi-
tive mix in the market? 

Pat: The way I kind of look at this, I think it will help us focus a little more. We're 
looking to be more of an Adult radio station. When WRXK say. 'New York's Only 
Classic Radio Station,' during Stern or Greaseman's show, it's like, 'Hey, wait a 
minute!

Rounding out the WNEW line-up changes, radio veteran Dennis Elsas will take over 
the 10am-2pm shift. Elsas first went on the air at 'WNEW in 1971, and in recent years, 
hosted the midday time period over the weekend.

Gina: It was the 'MMS 
Coffee Break Concerts.

Your grandparents owned the 
Agora? 

Gina: My grandparents started the 
chain. I had my First Communion party 
and, of course, my Confirmation party 
at the Agora in my little white dress. 
My great grandmother was a bond-
woman, and then my grandfather and 
my uncle were in the peanut and novel-

which they would do on 
Wednesday mornings. Matt The Cat 
used to host it. 'MMS and the Agoras 
were tied into what was called the '101 
Nights Out' in the '70s and early '80s. 
On Monday and Tuesday nights, the 
club was kept open for the radio station 
and record companies to come in and 
break bands. and everyone could come 
in and see them for $1.01. Then. usu-
ally. the agents or managers would 
keep Wednesday open and they would 
do a live broadcast on 'MMS, and then 
go on with their tour. This was a real 

important tool to breaking records. The 
radio station got behind them, the jocks 
knew who they were, the listeners could 
come in and check it out. It really was 
a great experience. 

The Agora and 101MS were always 
very incestuous. Is that how you 
got a job at the station? 

Gina: Actually. I was going to college 
and working at the Agora, and I wanted 
to intern in a radio promotion depart-

ment I called the Top 40. WGCL, first 
and they didn't call me back. I called 
John Gorman and told him that I want-
ed to intern, and I came in the next day. 
talked with Jimmy Marchyshyn and Kid 
Leo, and the next day I started interning 
in the promotion department. By the 
way. I think Jim Marchyshyn. now at 
WRIF in Detroit, is one of the most 
incredible radio promotion managers in 
the country. 
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I know that he's responsible for at least half 
of my wardrobe. 

Gina: WMMS always had great Buzzard merchan-
dise Then, about 4 months into the internship, I real-
ized that I didn't want to leave, so I sat down with John 
and he created a position called Programming 
Promotion Assistant. I worked with him and Leo and 
Rhonda Kiefer. I did the Public Service 
Announcements, the retail call outs, tallied the 
requests, maintained the music in the studio, sched-
uled on-air giveaways, went to concerts to give out 
bumper stickers, drove the van to station events, put 
up banners, etc. etc. etc. I was just a schlepper, you 
know. It was supposed to be a part-time $80 a week 
gig. but I just never left 

What's the status of the Agora now? 

Gina: !here is still a Cleveland Agora, and it's still 
.',,!ed by my uncle 

What happened to all the satellite clubs? 

Gina: In the BOs, the business got hit pretty hard 
with the drinking law changing to 21 and over in most 
cities, and with disco really making a big resurgence. 
That was before people underage olds were allowed in 
with wristbands, and that really hurt the club business. 

Between your time at the club and working 
with WMMS. I'm sure you got to know all the 
locals well. 

Gina: I worked with Mark Benesch, now VP of 
Promotion al Interscope, Marty Mooney, then the 
local guy for PolyGram, Donnie George, who used to 
be with MCA, and Larry Bole, still with Warner 
Brothers. I also interfaced with a lot of the agents at 
the booking agencies, so I learned a lot. The set up at 
the Agora was unique, as far as clubs go. We used to 
send out press releases to national and local press 
and all the trades, talking about what special shows 
we were presenting, and what promotions we were 
doing. That kept everybody tuned in, and it was great 
training for me when 1 got lo WMMS, where we also 
did a major weekly press release 

Would you consider the time you were with 
WMMS, 1981-86, to be some of the station's 
best years? 

Gina: There have been a lot of peaks, but that was 
definitely one of them. We were #1 12+, we were #1 
18-34, we were 11 25-54, we were #1 with women. It 
was pretty intense 

Didn't the station switch to CHR at the tail 
end of that time? 

Gina: I remember the day John put Michael Jackson 
I remember when they put Prince in, too. But no 

matter how we reported, it was still a rock station. 
John's rotations always were a lot higher than most 
AOR's, but the approach and image was still AOR. 
Our promotions were like Kevin Weatherly's at KROO. 
They were always very up, and never laid back. 

Only a handful of rock stations have achieved 
the kind of market dominance that WMMS 
enjoyed. I mean, four times as Rolling 
Stone's Station Of The Year? What brought 
them back to the level of mere mortals? Was 
it a changing market situation, was it playing 
too much CHR music, or what? 

Gina: My opinion is that promotionally, the station 
tn,inged considerably. A radio station is the PD's 
vision, and for so long, you had John and Leo and 
Denny Sanders, and the same people there for twenty 
years. So. the image and the feeling was always con-
sistent and everybody in the building knew who the 
leader was, who to follow. Then, suddenly, they went 
through four or five different PD's in a short period of 
lime. When you have a constant changing of the 
guard like that, it causes internal problems and pres-
sures. Sometimes a great radio station like that can 
shoot itself in the fool, just from internal bullshit. The 

biggest downfall sometimes is internal, versus exter-
nal because the audience isn't aware of what's going 
on inside. 

How much did WMMS factor into Cleveland 
being chosen for the Rock And Roll Hall Of 
Fame? 

Gina: We spent two years petitioning and doing con 
certs to raise money including finale, The Moondog 
Coronation Ball II. The legendary Alan Freed was the 
original Moondog, and John Gorman and I came up 
with the idea of doing a show featuring Chuck Berry, 
Eric Carmen with his first live show in ten years, and 
number of local artists. That was a huge success — 
and Cleveland got the Hall, and they're breaking 
ground in the next few months. In fact, promotionally. 
I feel Cleveland was really babied by 'MMS for a long 
time. There wasn't anything going on in that city with-
out us getting behind it, and we built a lot of great 
events for the radio station and for the city. The 
National Rib Cook-Off is huge now, the Auto-Rama 
every year, the River Fest every year. We had planned 

GM. and said, 'Is there something that I should know?' 
They said no. but John and Denny had weird looks on 
their faces. 1 told them that I heard we were changing 
formats in about an hour. Then I went into the studio, 
and Mike McVay and Hary Blaine were taking out all 
of our carts and putting in the best of the '60s, '70s 
and '80s. or something obscene like that. 

What did you do then? 

Gina: 'lung out there for a couple of months and 
i;,oved to NYC and worked for a booking agency 

for about six months 

Did you learn anything there? 

Gina: I 'toned a tut, including everything west of 
Illinois. I learned my geography. I learned how to 
route a tour. I learned how to get a band on the road 
and put them in a van and have them do 10 cities in 
10 days. Then, 1 went to work for 'ORE after that, and 
did sales in NYC because nobody was selling the sta-
tion in the city.

events, parties in the park every Friday in the summer 
from May until September. Every summer 1 would do 
my promotional calendar. and we had these planned 
events that we would do and they just got bigger. and 
bigger and better and better. Then, we started doing 
Appreciation Day shows at least every few months to 
thank the listeners. We gave a lot. 

When the smoke clears, do you think that 
John Gorman will be doing the hands on pro-
gramming? 

Gina: would just say, 'Daddy s come home. John 
is ,ifflhing with Carl Hirsch and Dean Thacker, and 
they have a lot of other stations. He's programming 
oldies WMJI 'MJI. too, so I would think that John 
would definitely want someone to be at WMMS for tht 
day to day sluff 

What was it like at WMMS when John 
crossed the street to WNCX? 

Gina: That was a real tumultuous time. I was 24-
years old. and it pretty much fucked my life up for a 
little while. 

Did NCX make gains right away? 

Gina: We were there for 3 months, that's it. We got 
one trend and il went 4.3 to 4.3. I walked in on 
February 15th of '86, and noticed there were a bunch 
of suits walking around. I got a phone call from Jane 
Scott. who is the rock editor for The Plain Dealer. and 
from Jack Snyder. who did local for Capitol. He 
asked me what was going on, saying that he got a 
telegram stating that we were changing formats to 
Classic Hits as of 10:15 AM. I went barging into a 
meeting that John was having with the owners and the 

1111@ii M. 

How long did you work for them? 

Gina: or about 8 months, and it was a freelance 
position. 

Did you make any money? 

Gina: Yes, I did. The 'DRE GM was Abe Goran, and 
tie was so good to me. The station had just switched 
from WLIR, and it allowed me to make some money in 
NY after/had quit the booking agency. I knew that 1 
didn't want to do that and I started interviewing with 
record labels. I also did nails, so if anyone ever needs 
a manicure 

I noticed that your nails always look pretty 
damn good, Gina. 

Gina: give a hell of a manicure. Anyway, I met this 
guy from Billboard, Goeff Mayfield, who was from 
Cleveland, and he told me that PolyGram was going to 
split. Right after that I went to a Dan Reed Network 
show at the Cat Club and ran into David Leach and 
Randy Roberts, and I set up an interview with them. I 
went and interviewed, and they turned me onto John 
Brody, and three months later, they asked if I wanted 
to work for Polydor as a local person in Cleveland. 
Seattle, or Detroit. I picked Cleveland, so I gol to go 
back home. 

When you were sitting there doing nails, 
breathing those toxic fumes, and trying to 
sell 'ORE, did you ever get to the point where 
you were feeling sorry for yourself? 

Gina: Being 24, living in New York, paying $800 
rent. making very little money and living on pizza 
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slices teaches you a lot about yourself It taught me to 
be humble. It taught me to appreciate the good times. 
It taught me to appreciate friends, and il taught me to 
be good to people Very important lessons in this 
thing called life 

Was it a comedown to be back in Cleveland? 

Gina: I was happy to be home. had a blast being 
to learn to do record promotion for a company in 

a town where I knew everybody. But it was scary. 
Working in radio for eight years taught me about 
playlists. and I knew how to schedule music and 
understand sales and promotion, but it is still different 
when you come to this side of the world. My heart 
was beating out of my chest. I was calling Stan Main 
al *CMF. I had never listened to his radio station. and 
was working him on Hothouse Flowers, and 'Don't Go' 
was the song. He just slammed me so bad I thought 
boy. maybe I should have stayed in radio. But I found 
out he didn't play U2. and I realized that needed to 
do my homework

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had the moving vans here. I happened to be talking to 
Cat Thomas and Jeff McClusky and they said that 
Allen was looking for somebody. I called Allen, and 
he told me to come in and meet with Bruce 
Tenenbaum. I sat with Bruce, and two days later hem 
offered me the National Director of Promotion posi-
',on prp nting both APR and CHR 
Was working at Impact the first time you had 
to deal with a clearly uphill situation? 

Gina: No. not really. 'NCX was very uphill. •DRE 
was uphill. And the nail salon was definitely a trek. It 
wasn't the first time. And Bruce is amazing. I think 
that I have learned more from Bruce as a promotion 
person than from anyone else. 

If he only had a sense of humor. 

Gina: He's probably one of the most intelligent men 
that I have ever met. The cool thing about Bruce is 
that he is one of the best promotion people. but he is 
also someone that could go and join a Second City 
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How long were you the Cleveland local? 

Gina: I stayed there for 2 years. I worked for John 
Brody and Wynn Jackson on the rock side, and I haw 
to give Wynn a lot of credit. He was a very good 
teacher and a good friend. (Editor's note: And his hair 
was always perfect) When Polydor was looking to 
replace the person in L.A., he asked me if I wanted to 
move to L.A. to do local. On the way out I loved dri-
ving through West Virginia, Ohio and all through the 
Midwest, but on the first drive down the Pacific Coast 
Highway going to Santa Barbara, I called up Wynn 
and said. 'I feel like I'm an angel. and someone just 
placed me in heaven ' It was so beautiful! 

How did you get hooked up with Allen Kovac 
and Impact? 

Gina: I did local in L.A. for about a year and a half for 
Polydor. and they were going to move me to New 
York lo do national. I spent a little while in New York. 
and I would have been solely CHR at that point. But 
my gut really wasn't into it. I had rented an apartment 
in New York, given up my L.A apartment and actually 

troupe here in L.A and start louring tomorrow if he 
wanted to. 

Is it safe to say the label was on the cool side 
when you got your stripes? 

Gina: Actually, the label was doing very well on the 
pop side. and it was just time to address the rock side 
of things. Now, of course, we're cooking with Petty. 
Meat. and Dig. and there's tons of cool stuff coming in 
the first quarter — Sass, Live, and Boston. 

You certainly didn't have to wait around long 
to know that you had a smash on your hands 
with Meat Loaf. did you? 

Gina: No The first time that it was played on KSHE. 
Jim Owen called me and said. 'This thing is going to 
be so huge,' and then, the next day I got three more 
calls. I did the promo trip with Meat for two weeks, 
and after watching him on the air and seeing the 
response from listeners. I just knew. It blew me away 
and the rest is history. 

I loved the Broadway show. 

Gina: Handy Miller. we head of our marketing 
,Tc; irtment, did an awesome job, putting the whole 
thing together. complete with all those Harley 
Davidsons. 

What does a quadruple platinum sales suc-
cess like that do for the bottom line of a 
company like yours? 

Gina: It's like when a radio station in the 2's and 3's 
hits double digits. Staff morale soars and you reap 
the benefits of your hard work. It really draws you 
closer. Plus, it energizes the staff And, when you 
feel good about your label. you work harder. Now 
things have really begun to pick up for us. For 
instance. the Dig MTV Buzz Bin success is one of the 
best Christmas gifts Ive ever had. Watching the sales 
go from 400 to 5,000 in two weeks, is incredible. 

So. how do you get radio to buy in fully on all 
that video success? 

Gina: ..7ry Buzz Bin has been a launching pad for 
some ol the most successful bands at rock and alter-
native radio. Smart programmers know that. Dig will 
also blow you away live. Scott. the lead singer. has 
got one of those personalities and a lot of charisma 
and he writes amazing songs. He also dabbles in pro-
ducing. and he has a definite vision for the band. He's 
a real artist. Listen to 'I'll Stay High.' or 
'Conversation,' in addition to the single. The album 
has been in my CD player for about 4 months 

You've got to love the fact that rock radio is 
so much more interested in seeing and break-
ing bands like Dig than ever before. 

Gina: Heritage radio stations are now saying that 
.77ey can go back to what made them great in the first 
place — playing a lot of new music along with the 
old. getting behind artists, making careers. getting 
excited again, and getting involved with the audience 
by doing more live shows again and live broadcasts. 
Programmers used to say. 'Hey. can I come to the 
venue and do a live broadcast from the show?', and 
then it stopped for a while. People weren't going to 
events anymore. Now. il seems like there has been a 
big resurgence in that. 

Well, how many times can you see the same 
video on MTV? 

Gina:  's, but MTV is still a powedul tool. love the 
.maging. and I've been turned onto a lot of 

bands by watching MTV But you still have to see a 
band live, nothing captures that. For instance, I had 
listened to the Dig record a few times. but they just 
blew me away when I happened to catch them at the 
Viper Room. 

Drop a name, why don'tcha? 

Gina: The place actually reminds me of the old Agora 
— just the way that the stage and seating were set up. 
and the incredible sound system. Everyone was really 
laid hark and I didn't see any drugs. 

Who was playing? 

Gina: The night that I went there, Lenny Kravitz was 
laying drums. Johnny Depp was on guitar, the guy 
from the Red Hot Chili Peppers 

Is Johnny a decent guitar player? 

Gina: Yeah, he s good. I was thinking. Damn, 
i/Jybe we should sign him!' 

Have you ever signed a band? 

Gina: 

Is it something you aspire to? 

Gina: Ron Oberman. head of A&R is really open to

that. I think that people think that it's really easy to do, 
and I think that it's probably one of the hardest jobs at 
a record company. Its like being a Program Director. 
You have to go to a lot of clubs. you have to see a lot 
of bands, its a hard job. 

What's the lowdown on Sass's new record? 
Vd assume MCA is poised for the kill on that 
one. 

Gina: I can't wait to release this record! It was pro-
tillCe(I by Nick Didia, Stevie Salas and Sass. Nick was 
the engineer with Brendan O'Brien on the Slone 
Temple Pilots and Pearl Jam. Ian Moore also plays on 
the record. 

You've seen him live? 

Gina: Yeah, at your party. He is awesome! He's a 
huge fan of Sass and he plays guitar and sings on a 
track called 'Give.' George Clinton is on a track called 
'Ugly,' and the first track will be 'High Road Easy.' 
George Clinton says 'She's one bad-assed bitch! She's 
the best rock 'n roll singer I've worked with in a long 
time,' and Ian Moore says, 'Her soul is so sweet and 
deep that you sometimes forget that she can kick your 
ass just by opening her mouth.' Sass is the only 
woman out there that's rockin: She can stand right 
next to Eddie Vedder, she can stand right next to Chris 
Robinson. A lot's happened in her life over the past 
year and that feeling comes out in this record 

Did the last record sell through for you? 

Gina: II sold about 300,000 tecords, and I think that's 
a good base for a new artist. Right now, she's the buzz 
of the building. The video is incredible, and we feel 
that this will be a real big record. 

Appreciation of female vocalists seems to be 
kind of seasonal, don't you think? 

Gina: / think that rock radio is over that. They don't 
seem to be afraid to play two women back to back any-
more. Now that women are becoming PDs and MDs. I 
think we are beyond that. 

How are you setting the Sass up? 

Gina: We stet:a lisitanny panics the 121h, and we'll 
go through February 25th. hitting most major cities. 
Old friends and new fans will have the chance to come 
and see her, or she will come to them, one of the two. 
We're looking for some lours to start in March, and the 
video is done, so we'll be bringing that to MTV shortly. 
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How much time do you spend going to see 
other label's bands? 

Gina: I am a music freak. so Ido it all the time. 
ntiether it's calling J.B. for tickets to the Gin Blossoms 
or going to see Dead Can Dance. And, of course, I 
can't wait to see Counting Crows. 

How much time do you spend watching MTV? 

Gina: / always have it on in my office, whether the 
audio is up or not. I think they have great promotions 
and great liners. I'm still like a radio promotion person 
because I'll go into a market and/fl hear a cool liner or 
a cool promo or something that really gets me going, I 
get really excited and I want to get involved. I'm the 
biggest sucker for events, you know, like KROO's 
Weenie Roast and WXTB's Livestock. I love that stuff. 
Most programmers who talk to me on a regular basis 
know that I'm a radio promotion director deep down 
inside. 

Tell me when it was all said and done, what 
did the Petty hits package mean to the label, 
billing aside? 
Gina: It's on the way to being his best selling album 
ever, and for me, it meant a lot to finally work a Tom 

Petty record. I just wish he wasn't leav-
ing the label because from the time I 
was 14-years old, he was one of my all 
time favorites in the whole wide world. 
We'll be going for the second track on 
the 25th of this month. 
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Does every show in every market have to be 
covered by a local staffer? 

Gina: As long as they're not dead or dying, yes. If 
that's the case we'll get someone else form the label to 
cover the show. That's how important they are to us. 

How would you characterize your 
relationship with David 
Fleischman? 

Gina: FIdSil is an incredible human 
ticIllg who knows everything and every-
body I'm really glad that he's here 

That's a nice resource I'd say. 
Would you feel the staff is 
looked upon, perceived by others 
that is, as being more CHR, AC, 
Urban. or Rock oriented? 

Gina: I think our stall is looked upon as 
being one of the most successful and 
passionate promotion staffs in the coun-
try, it really doesn't matter what category 

the music comes from. If it's good, we'll get it. 

When do you do your conference calls and 
who's on them? 

Gina: 

Bitch! Who is the most demanding manager 
you deal with? 

Gina: len Kovack He's also one of the best 

What's your favorite morning show? 

Gina: The one I wake up to every morning, Mark and 
Brian on KLOS. One of the most incredible radio 
moments I've ever heard was Mark and Brian broad-
casting live from Las Vegas on the Edge, with Tom 
Jones singing "It's Not Unusual" with the entire audi-
ence and Mark and Brian playing the horns. By the 
way, my first concert ever, when I was 9, was Tom 
Jones. My mother took me and he gave me a big kiss. 
My next one was KISS when I was 12 
Where do you want to go from this chair? 

Gina: I'm very happy with what I'm doing now. This 
is a place that I'm glad to have reached. The vibe here 
energized but still family like. Plus, I'm happy about 
some new additions. We hired Gary Spivack for 
Alternative, and Toby Hood to do College, along with 
Susan Greenwood in Metal, and Bruce, Mark, Paula, 
Jan. P.J.. and of course, my partner in crime, Flash. 
But to answer your question. I'd like to manage artists 
or own my own label down. 

Having had a tremendous amount of experi-
ence at radio doing promotions, selling time, 
are you a little frustrated sometimes with 
some of the younger promotion people who 
lack that on-line experience? 

Gina: I've gotten really much better at being patient 
atiu teaching. A lot of people took the time with me, so 
I enjoy passing on the knowledge. I have to sometimes 
take a step backwards and say. 'Okay, they don't 
understand this. They don't know that they can call 
their promoter before the tickets go on sale and say. 
"This is what I want to do and this is what I need." It's 
all about communicating. Promotion people have to 
leal with radio. They have to deal with publicity. They 
'iave to deal with promoters, and they have to deal with 
bands. And they've got five or six formats to cover. 
So, if somebody doesn't understand something and 
they don't know how to do it. then, hopefully, you can 
help them understand it. We all make mistakes, pro-
fessionally and otherwise. I mean, hey, we're only 
human. Promotion is like anything else in life — the 
key to happiness is balance.

Which was really a pity given the 
band's immense and consistent development over the course of three 
albums ("The Ultra-Violence". frolic Through The Park" on Enigma, 
and "Act III"), especially for so young a group. The band were just hit-
ting stride when they were forced to kick back and re-evaluate their situ-
ation. For our part. we give them a ton of credit for holding it together 
despite it all. spinning out demos (which helped us keep in touch), and 
eventually this CO All four remaining members (Rob Cavestany-
vocals/guit,i' Andy Galeon drums/vocals. Dennis Pepa-bass and 
Gus Pepa-guitau flake sut;cessfully managed to keep it a family type 
thang, and even launched into an acoustic alter-ego called The Past, 
while still building their own label. The album is unmistakably marked 
with the DA stamp — not surprising since Rob did much of the song-
writing and with Andy. had always supplied a lot of vocal support in DA. 
It's very important to note however, that the band has definitely 
launched far beyond their early thrash incantations. The album 
explodes with fully realized maturity and diversity (they run the gamut in 
style). as well as greater vocal flexibility (far beyond the yelled/rapped 
style of the past). They sound great and we couldn't be happier to have 
them back in the fold. Now it's up to you to get them back on the charts.

Many of you may already be 
aware of the band through the continuing attention they've received on the 
college/alternative front or with their seven previous releases (two albums, five 7" 
singles). If not, here's your shot, and keep in mind that the full album is headed your 
way in February. Early adds landed at KOAL and WVFS. 

914 onster Voodoo Machine, "Get On 
With It", D- Tribe Records Here's a 
very cool new band (A da m Sewell-

vocals. Terry Landry-bass, Jason Cuddy-guitar, 
Darren Quinn-guitar, Dean Bentley drums and 
Stacey Moskin-sampling), who should be able to 
strike a few chords within the metal community, 
rather instantly. Hailing from the increasingly fruit-
ful climes of Canada, Monster Voodoo Machine are 
a conglomeration that falls into no particular catego-

ry of metal, though they do seem rooted heavily in punk and hardcore stylings. You'll 
find however, in listening to this first single (from the forthcoming EP "State 
Voodoo/State Control"). that within each song there really is a great deal more diver-
sity — switching styles and gears very smoothly, from full-throttle chugs, to melodi-
ous guitar leads and everything in-between. And if you proceed one step further, by 
listening to the "Buck Naked Mix" of the song, that is also included on the pro. you'll 
hear the greater sonic capabilities of the band, which includes some clever industrial-
ization and sampling. The song has certainly piqued our curiosity, and we're anxious 
to hear what the rest of the EP has to offer, and perhaps somewhere down the line, a 
whole album. Check it out ASAP.

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She's been described aà a Patti Smith 

for the 1990s." She was voted the Best New Female 

Singer and Best Songwriter in Rolling Stone Critic's 
Poll. 

Her "Rid Of Me" album, released in May, 

was even more confrontational. sexual and raw than 

"Dry." the debut LP from PJ Harvey. And she's split 

with her manager and the band she's been with for 
much of the last year. 

One might think that singer, guitarist and 

driving force Polly Harvey is as difficult as her 
music. Harvey has always seemed to struggle to 

explain herself in the British press. But a chat with the 

well-spoken daughter of a quarryman and a sculptress 
reveals her Polly Jean Harvey be more like a child 

discovering music for the first time. 

"I played saxophone, and I was always 

interested in reading and writing and wrote stuff 

myself." Harvey says. "I just thought it would be nice 
to marry the two — music and words. And so I need-

ed something other than a saxophone to do that. A 

friend came up with a guitar they were selling. That's 

just how it happened. I didn't have any lessons or 

anything. I used to play along with records and play 
through songbooks — songs Hiked. That probably 

improved my writing. Come to think of it, that's the 

first time I thought of that. I had a Police songbook 

and a Dylan songbook and a Rolling Stones song-
book." 

"All the time I was playing sax, I was having 
lessons. but I was playing a lot of big band music and a 

lot of blues. I used to play in blues bands and do solos 
and things. That affects how this music sounds as well." 

"I never really thought about singing," 

Harvey says. She took voice lessons a couple of years 

ago before the band's first U.S. tour "in order to get 
my voice strong, in order to experiment with it, as 
well." 

It's well-known that Harvey doesn't want to 

talk about her lyrics. She wants the band's music to 
speak for itself 

The lyrics "are very important, but no 
more important than the music that goes with them," 
Harvey says. 

"It does annoy me that people always sepa-
rate the lyrics so much. That's always what people want 
to talk about when they're so integral to everything else, 

to me. You can't treat them separately, which is why I 

don't have lyric sheets, as well. Because, I just find if I 
ever buy a record that's got a lyric sheet, I spend the first 

three listenings just reading the words and don't even 
listen to the music." 

Harvey says "Ifs not easy" for her to write 

songs. "I work really hard at songwriting. And it's 
something I really believe you get better at the more 

you practice. I don't think it's a gift. I've had to work 
really, really hard at it for five years to get it to where it 

is now and it's nowhere near as good as it should be. I 
sit for months and months and months working songs. 
They don't happen easily. It's not something I think 

comes from divine heights through your head. It's 
hard work." 
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"When I'm writing, I want something 

to be provocative, and for me. First of all. I write 

for me. and so I want to feel something when I 

listen back to a song. My aim is to shock 

myself all the time, so I'm always trying to do 

that. And sometimes that works and sometimes 

it doesn't — just to keep my own interest and 

my own excitement and finding different ways 

of doing that 

"I think it's really ingrained in me 

— song structure — and I don't know where 

that comes from. I think it's more just through 

general music, all my life, because it's really 

hammered into you — verse, chorus, verse, 

chorus. guitar break, verse, chorus. And I try to 

do my best to gel away from that but I still find 

that that's still there, but you can treat it differ-

ently and that's what interests me, is being able 

to make a good pop record, but for it to be very 

different in a lot of ways. But maybe you don't 

notice that to start off with, so you have to listen 

that bit harder and think 'what's going on here? 

There's something not quite right. Oh. it's in 

5/4, or il should have gone to a verse there and 

it doesn't, or she's singing ridiculous words.'" 

"That's how I approach this whole 

thing, really. the whole music industry, is to use 

it, not for it to use me. Because. I feel that I want 

to be successful I want people to hear the 

records, but if/can do that in my way and not 

conform to the standard way. But maybe, peo-

ple al first will think I was. but I'm not." 

While her "4-Track Demos" have 

just been released, Harvey is taking time off 

from a busy past few years. and she looks back 

al some difficult limes. 

"It's gone very quickly. It's been very 

hectic. It wasn't easy. It was really. really hard. I 

think I've got through all the worst bits now. I 

feel I've had to undergo a huge change in a 

really short space of time to stay afloat with it. It 

does happen. It's the old cliche of you get suc-

cessful and then you gel done in because you 

can't handle it. That nearly happened to me." 

Harvey admits to being disappoint-

ed with her first album. She says she chose to 

work with Steve Alb/ni on "Rid Of Me" "because 

I know he gels bands sounding like a band — 

and not much more than that. But, he captures 

the essence of a band and the essence of a per-

formance with all the power that's there when 

you stand in the room with it 

Then there were all those compar-

isons to Patti Smith, who Harvey hadn't lis-

tened to until Smith's name kept coming up. 

-I suppose I was listening to a lot of 

Nowlin Wolf. John Lee Hooker, Captain 

Bee (heart, Tom Waits I'm thinking about 

my collection I have Gallon Drunk. I listen to 

a lot of them." 

While PJ Harvey gol initial exposure 

from BBC DJ John Peel's program, Harvey has 

never diligently listened lo his program of 

records from the independent music scene. 

"I'd only listen to Peel if I knew our 
session was being played. I was living in 
London when this started happening and any 
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bands that I saw I just didn't find interesting 
enough to make me want and go and get the 
record. There's really a lack of interesting 
things." 

"We were onto Peel before 

Island. The other bands on that label were 

probably the bands that I admired the most 

of any scene at that time — that was Th' 

Faith Healers and Moonshake. We've 

played a lot with Moonshake and/just think 

they're an incredible band and/love playing 

with them because it makes me feel I've got 

to play so good to do better than that 

because they really are very good." 

"I almost avoid listening to con-

temporary bands. I really don't want to hear 

it. It's quite easy to avoid where I live 

because you don't know bands are there. It's 

just very quiet." 

It is apparent that there is more 

song structure and intention in PJ Harvey's 

music than most other bands that have a 

"noisy" sound. And PJ Harvey paved the way 

for exploring a change in dynamic range 

from loud to soft that is only now being 

copied by groups like the Cords. 

"That sort of evolved because of 

being a three-piece. I think. To begin with 

that wasn't a huge part of the sound, but it 

just sort of naturally happened as we were 

playing gigs. We realized that's one of the 

only things you have to play with as a three-

piece to keep the excitement or keep the 

people's attention. So we really exploited 

that mode. I sometimes worry that's it's 

becoming too important and it can be pre-

dictable. which I think it can get to that. 

When I felt that it's really got to that. then I'll 

have to go a different route." 

Despite her difficulties in writing 

songs. Harvey knows good songwriting 

when she hears it 

"That's why I really like Nirvana 

because I think they've got strong songs and 

he (Kurt Cobain)S a really good song-

writer." Harvey says. "People really miss the 

importance of that. They haven't gotten a 

song. You can get a great sound, but it's not 

gonna really grab people." 

-There are so many things you 

have to make clear in your mind at once." 

Harvey says. "I'm still quite young and it just 

sort of happened. this music. I didn't decide 

I wanted to do music. It just happened. And 

then you have to come to terms with things 

like playing live, playing the same songs 

every night. and losing all of the original 

feeling of why you did it in the first place. 

You lose sight of 'why am I doing this?'. I 

think I'm learning to treat things a lot differ-

ently and to treat playing live as something 

completely separate from creating songs 

because they are so different. - u

"arvey Mandel, Twist City, Western Front Many of the white 
Doys vvho discovered the blues either in juke joints in the South or 

clubs on the South side of Chicago are beginning to re-emerge after 
decades of wood-shedding, session playing or just lying low. waiting for their 
lime to come around again. Al Kooper of the Blues Project has a new album 

ready for release next month. guitarist Nick Gravenites is still writing great 
songs and working on an album. and Danny Kalb is back in New York City 

and will re-unite with Kooper and the other members of the Blues Project and 
Blood. Sweat and Tears for a show at the Bottom Line in February. If they 

come up with recordings as good as Harvey Mandel's "Twist City." the blues 
rock audience has some treats coming to it in '94. Once a member of Charlie 

Musselwhite's band. the Electric Flag, Canned Heat and Pure Food & Drug 
Act, Mandel is a sultan of sustained notes and a king when it comes to play-
ing filthy chords. But on "Twist City" the flash is subtle, like a shaded lamp, 

illuminating rock 'n' roll without washing out the blues grooves. In the liner 
notes Mandel says it's a tribute album so he covers Albert King 's "Crosscut 
Saw" with respect. gets down on the Hayes-Porter ballad "I Had A Dream" 

and remembers Bob "The Bear" Hite with a heavy, original boogie. The title 
cut recalls the early days of Mandel's career when he sat in with Chicago 
blues legends in a club called Twist City. The rest of the set is fresh material 

with bluesy topics and riffs showcasing Mandel guitar prowess. The vocals, 

sung by Mark Skyer, are industrial. 

mokey Wilson, Smoke n' Fire, Bullseye Blues 
Mississippi-bred blues guitarist Smokey Wilson used to manage 
the Pioneer Club, just outside of Watts. Perhaps that is why he 

can burn, baby. burn, Being a long time L.A. resident has also given 

Smothers the flash necessary to stay alive as an entertainer in Southern 
California. On this 11-tune set, the title cut, "Smoke n' Fire," kinda says it all 

with smoky, gritty vocals and piercing guitar lines. Except for two Nowlin' 
Wolf covers — "Killin' Floor" and "I Don't Know" — the cuts are original, 
hewn from the life styles of the not so rich and famous in South Central L.A. 
In fact the backing band is called the South Central Rhythm and the Homeboy 
Horns group. Produced by the Bullseye Baron Ron Levy, the set features 
Levy's organ and guest appearances by Larry Davis on bass and the mar-
velous West Coast blues man Jimmy McCrackin on piano. A tasty set with an 
organic feel and fast food guitar playing.. 

74 ron Burton, Past, Present, & Future, Earwig Both old and 
new recordings merge on bassist Aron Burton s debut album. 

Some of the disc was recorded in '93, some in '86, but it all 
olends because Burton is a solid player who was a session player for Alligator 
Records and an original member of Albert Collins' Ice Breakers. The newer 
part of the set also features Aron 's brother Larry, a guitarist with the Ice 
Breakers in the early days. Put drums and piano behind these two and they get 
down to some hard core Chicago blues, most of it original. Burton is a good 
songwriter who takes topical themes like the answering machine and the sly, 
spry garbage man. The older material comes from a recording Burton made in 
Denmark and features European players and the late great blues pianist 
Champion Jack Dupree on several cuts. It's all good stuff. and it's all blues. 

Mans Theessink, Call Me, Deluge Even if Dutch singer/song-
writer Hans Theessink weren't a good guitarist, with a sort of Ry 
Cooder feel. and dramatic singer, "Call Me" would be an interesting 

album because of all the players Theessink and co-producer Colin Linden 
brought together — the horn section is Maceo Parker, Fred Wesley and Pee 
Wee Ellis; Bobby King and Terry Evans sing back-up and Rick Danko and 
Garth Hudson make appearances. The result is a set that's a little bit country. 
a little folk rock and tinged with blues. "Soul Of Song" has a New Orleans 
feel, "Ain't Got No Home" is country gospel, and 'Bluesdoctor." which is ded-
icated to John Lee Hooker, is as swaggering as the Boogie Man himseff 
There are also several originals that cross the singer/songwriter sound with 
modern blues for a fresh take on Americana.

Towshend has also agreed to become an advisor and consultant to RoundBook 

Publishing Group Inc. "The Broadway production proved that there was an audi-
ence in the '90s for the themes of 'Tommy,' Townshend says. "They called me 

revolutionary when I first released it. guess I'm evolutionary too. The CD-ROM 
will offer an even wider audience access to this work. We'll let the audience be the 

ultimate critics." The "Tommy" CD-ROM will be released in September for both 
Windows and Macintosh. In an interview with Playboy magazine, Townshend says 

most of today's bands are "toothless." "All rock 'n' roll is toothless," he says. "It's 

a toothless form. Nirvana, Guns N' Roses, Bon Jovi, Pearl Jam, Public Enemy — 
however big, strong and powerful they are, and no matter the megabucks they get, 

they're still toothless.... They are all pretending. The bands out there don't scare me 

and they don't scare anybody else." In the interview, Townshend says he decided 

to do a musical of "Tommy" because he had "a duly...to give Andrew Lloyd 
Webber some competition. Rock & roll needed to be brought to Broadway, and in 

doing that I always felt that Tim Rice and Andrew Lloyd Webber, with 'Jesus Christ 
Superstar,' rode off with part of my inheritance. I wanted to claim it back." 

Blaze Bayley, former singer for Wolfsbane, has been named as the new lead 
singer for iron Maiden, replacing Bruce Dickinson. The band heard from 

about 2,000 people who were interested in the vacancy 

Lisa Germanos "Happiness" album of last year is being re-issued late this 

spring (on 4AD Records) with remixes, two extra tracks and different artwork. 
Germano says the new version of the LP "is darker, and makes the idea of happi-
ness more elusive. The contradiction is obvious, so the listener will question it 
that much more." The new version will exclude her cover of "These Boots Are 

Made For Walking" that was on the album released last year (on Capitol Records). 
Germano says her album suffered because it was released "at a time of inner-com-
pany upheaval." 

The new Stone Roses album is tentatively slated for release at the end of March. 
It will reportedly "sound completely different" from the band's debut LP. "Second 

Coming," recorded in Wales, was produced by John Leckie and Paul Schroeder, 

who jumped in to help after Leckie got impatient with the band's slow progress. 
"David Geffen expected a jingly-jangly Manchester pop album," a source says, 

"but what he's going to get is something much harder and much more diverse." 

Leckie, meanwhile, has gone on to work with Ride on their next album. 

Pink Floyd are to release a new album in February and will embark on a 154-
date tour. While David Gilmour and Nick Mason will be pad of the line-up, 
Roger Waters is still refusing to work with the rest of the band. Meanwhile, orig-
inal Pink Floyd member Syd Barrett has been offered $300,000 (by Atlantic 

Records) to record a new album. The A&R person trying to lure Barrett out of his 

reclusiveness has suggested Barrett collaborate with Peter Buck or Mike Mills 
of REM So far, Barrett, who lives in Cambridgeshire, England, hasn't responded 
to the overtures. 

A federal judge in Seattle, Washington, has blocked the sale of master tapes, song 
copyrights or other assets of the estate of Jimi Hendrix pending a trial scheduled 
to begin in June. U.S. District Judge Thomas Zilly ruled in a lawsuit filed last year 
by Hendrix' father, James "Al" Hendrix. The elder Hendrix says his former attorney 
sold many of the guitarist's assets without his knowledge. Hendrix only earns 

$50,000 per year from the sale of his son's music. His lawsuit against attorney Leo 
Branton Jr. of Los Angeles, and other companies that hold the rights to Hendrix' 
products, claims he was induced to sign away his right to his son's assets. The 
lawsuit also contends Branton signed agreements in Hendrix' name without his 
knowledge. It claims that Al Hendrix didn't know what he was giving up when he 
sold "unmastered miscellanous tapes" and publishing rights to Hendrix' songs. 

Mark Lanegan of Screaming Trees releases his second solo album this 
month, "Whiskey For The Holy Ghost." J Mascis and Mike Johnson of 
Dinosaur Jr.. TAD and Dan Peters of Mudhoney appear on the LP, which was 

recorded in Seattle and New York. 

Al Stewart and his wife, Kristine, have a new baby girl, born December 17. Violet 
Kafiri is the first child for Stewart, who resumes a U.S. tour on January 20. 

A tribute concert to the late Byrds drummer Michael Clarke was held in 

Treasure Island, Florida, on New Year's Eve. Clarke, who died December 19 from 
liver failure, was originally set to perform at a resort in the city on December 31. 

The concert was changed to a tribute to Clarke, who played with the Byrds from 

1964 to 1968. 

Black Crowns lead guitarist Rich Robinson has married model Emma 
Snowball in Atlanta. His brother, Crowes vocalist Chris Robinson, was best man 

at the ceremony at an old Southern plantation. Robinson met Snowball in New 
York City about a year ago. The Black Crowes are recording a new album in 

January and February for release in the summer. 

New Order's Peter Hook plans to spend at least nine months touring with the 
newly-reformed Killing Joke this year. As a result, it's unlikely that New Order 

will be reactivated anytime soon. Bernard Summer is finishing work on a new 

Electronic album, while Gillian Gilbert and Stephen Morris are continuing 
to work as The Other Two. 

L7 have begun recording an album for June release with producer Gart 

Richardson. 

A radio public service announcement featuring Anthony Kiedis of the Red Hot 
Chill Peppers has been withdrawn by the US. government because of his 1990 
conviction on misdemeanor charges of indecent exposure and sexual battery. The 

U.S. Centers for Disease Control & Prevention pulled the spot promoting condom 
use after learning of the 1989 incident at George Mason University where he 

placed his penis on a woman's face outside the band's dressing room while mak-
ing lewd comments. Kiedis was fined for the incident, though he denied touching 

the woman. The Chili Peppers' manager, Lindy Goetz, says Kiedis recorded the 

announcement without pay "It seems like a good thing he did," she says. 

A four-CD compilation of highlights from recent Grammy awards shows is being 

released at the beginning of February. There will also be a two-volume home video 

of "The Grammy's Greatest Moments" (on A*Vision Entertainment). The packages 
will include performances from the Eurythmics, Bonnie Raitt, Phil Collins, 

Sting, Aerosmith, the Doobie Brothers, Huey Lewis, k.d. lang and Eric 
Clapton as well as R&B performers. 

Guru will release a follow-up to his "Jazzmatazz" album. "I'm gonna do 
'Jazamatazz 2' at the end of next summer, after I finish touring," he says. "It'll be 

all new people. I'm definitely going to keep Donald Byrd as a constant. I want to 
experiment with some more pure jazz." 

The trustees of the Rhythm & Blues Foundation will award $205,000 to 13 leg-
endary R&B artists at its Fifth Annual Pioneer Awards in New York on March 2. 
Honorees will be announced on January 19 Eleven individual artists will each 
receive $15,000 as an expression of appreciation, while two groups will each 
receive $20,000 awards. 

Dave Alvin plans to record an acoustic album of obscure songs and "songs I've 
written that don't fit on other records" The LP will include "Fourth Of July" from 
Alvin's 1987 solo album. "I don't want to use the term 'unplugged,' but it will be a 
folk album with some blues and country," he says. "Now, I sort of know what I'm 
doing as a singer." 

Crowded House plan to tour North America this spring in support of the new 
"Together Alone" album. 

My Bloody Valentine are building a studio in which to record their next album. 

fish band Power Of Dreams have recorded a new album with Japanese pop 
idol Soichi Tanigucchi for release in April or May.

The Elton John Foundation has called on another organization to stop bickering 
over the fact that two major AIDS fund-raisers have been scheduled the same 

night in March in Los Angeles. The AIDS Healthcare Foundation had claimed that 
John's organization "designed an event to steal the thunder of an agency provid-

ing desperately needed health care to thousands of Californians." But John has 

asked the group to instead "focus on the vital issues involved with the fight 
against AIDS." The AHF said John's group violated "the unwritten rules of charita-
ble fund-raising" by scheduling a benefit at the same time. "There cannot be 

enough fund-raisers to support the fight against AIDS on Oscar night or any other 

night," says John Scott, president and executive director of John's organization. 

An Emotional Fish are recording a new album for release in March or April. 

Release of the new Primal Scream album, recorded in Memphis, has been 

delayed because the band wants to remix the LP. 

Rod Stewart's ex-wile says she wants "to really get back in shape" and "get my

record or publishing contract. "I'm trying to enjoy making music again, rather than 
think in terms of its commercial potential or even in terms of making an album," 

Johnson says.

traced back to Bob Dylan, whose talking blues were probably an early version of 
rap," Webb says. "Yet, even though more and more people now seem to be saying 

that, for all his greatness, Dylan damaged songwriting by focusing too much on 

words, at the expense of music, I still think he extended our art further than anyone 
before or since. But if the age of melody is over, that is shocking to someone like 

me, because if it is, I'm completely out of business." 

US3 got their record deal after having a dance hit in New York City with "The 
Band Played The Boogie" under the group name NW1. "It featured a couple of 

samples from the Blue Note catalogue that we definitely didn't have permission to 

use," Mel Simpson says. "Being a producer, I knew we were on shaky ground 
but it was a low-key affair and we didn't think they'd get to hear about it. Wrong! 
Someone sent a copy to Bruce Lundvall, the Blue Note president, and we received 

a letter summonsing us to a meeting with their UK distributors, Capitol Records. 

We were worried about going, in case they slapped a writ on us, but, as it hap-

pened, we walked out with the bare bones of the deal we have now." 

Christy Moore has a new 10-song album out in Ireland called "King Puck." 

The 10-CD boxed set "Led Zeppelin — The Complete Studio Recordings, has 

been certified gold for sales of over 50,000 units. 

Etta James has recorded an album of Billie Holiday songs for release later this 
year. James says "this idea has been in my mind for a long time." 

Larry Fishbume, who played a '70s rocker in the film "What's Love Got To Do With 
lt," is reportedly the top choice to play Jim! Hendrix in the upcoming film based 
on "Scuse Me While I Kiss The Sky." 

The leader of the National Political Congress of Black Women was among five 
people arrested in Washington, D. C., as they protested gangsta rap in front of a 
record store. Those also arrested in front of a Wiz record store included former 
District of Columbia Council member Nadine Winter and activist Dick Gregory. 
"These companies should refuse to sell such cultural garbage," Tucker said in a 

news conference before the protest. "We must not let ths pornography rap be 
played in our homes this Christmas or ever." 

A Concord, Massachusetts, podiatrist was arrested on charges of resisting arrest 
and possession of LSD outside a Jerry Garcia concert in Hartford, Connecticut. 
"He was seen dropping liquid on pills with an eyedropper and officers moved in," 
says Hartford Police Sergeant Robert O'Connell. "He resisted and attempted to 

destroy evidence, but he was arrested and the evidence was seized." Dr. Ronald 
Kessler was charged with possession of a controlled substance, possession of a 
hallucinogenic substance, possession of drug paraphernalia, interfering with 
police, possessing a drug factory, illegally supplying prescription drugs, and ille-
gal manufacture of drugs. Police say they seized narcotics, prescription pills, mar-

ijuana, pipes, liquid chemicals and paper LSD tabs from Kessler's car, though 
Kessler's attorney says the search was illegal because police had no warrant. 

Pearl Jam donated $25,000 to the International Rett Syndrome Association after 
a concert in Seattle last month. The donation was made in honor of Annie Leeds, 
the 6-year-old daughter of an executive (Harvey Leeds) at the band's record label. 

Rett syndrome is a rare female disorder in which speech and motor skills begin to 

deteriorate alter a girl is 6 to 18 months old. Scoliosis, seizures and poor circula-
tion can also occur.

There are apparently no plans to release David Bowie's latest album in the U.S. 

"The Buddha Of Suburbia" album is billed as the "original soundtrack album" of a 
four-part BBC-TV play which aired in Britain in November. However, in his liner 
notes for the record, Bowie says the music on the 55-minute album "bears little 

resemblance to the small instrumentation of the BBC play." Instead, Bowie writes, 
"these same pieces just took on a life of their own in the studio." Bowie worked on 

the music with Edral Kizilcay, who was with Bowie on his Sound + Vision tour. 

British chart topper Mr. Blobby might become the centerpiece of a new theme 
park planned by the British Broadcasting Corporation. Mr. Blobby is a 7-foot tall 
character made out of pink and yellow plastic and foam. His self-titled single was 

number one in Britain for several weeks in December. The London Mail on 

Sunday newspaper says the park may be located at Woburn Abbey in 
Bedfordshire. The park would include replica sets of BBC programs such as "Dr. 

Who," "EastEnders," "Dad's Army," and "Noel Edmonds' House Party," which is 
the show that features Mr. Blobby. 

Tabloid psychics' predict that in 1994 Madonna will be arrested for skiing naked 

in Utah and that it will be revealed that she was a love child of Jim Nabors. 

Bluesman CeDell Davis is recording an album with Col. Bruce Hampton and 

members of Hampton's Aquarium Rescue Unit. The two musicians first met 11 

years ago at the Atlanta airport, but only played together for the first time recently 
at a New Year's Eve show in Atlanta. 

Billy Ides "Cyberpunk" album was at the top in a Los Angeles Times newspaper 
survey of managers, record company employees and critics of the worst or most 
annoying records of 1993. Meat Loaf's "Bat Out Of Hell II" was number Iwo, 

while Depeche Mode's "Songs Of Faith & Devotion — Live" tied with Carnie & 
Wendy Wilson's "Hey, Santa!" for third place. Frank Sinatra's "Duets" album 
placed seventh, behind Mariah Carey and Michael Bolton. "That's a joke," one 
critic said. "Duets?' You have to be in the same room to duet." 

Bruce Springsteen has donated $10,000 to a soup kitchen in Homestead, 

Pennsylvania, across the Monongahela River from Pittsburgh. It's the third time 
Springsteen has donated $10,000 to the Rainbow Kitchen, which provides about 
150 lunches daily to poor and unemployed people. 

TAD was kicked off the opening slot on Nirvana's West Coast dates after he 
made some unfavorable comments to the British music press about Courtney 
Love, the wife of Nirvana's Kurt Cobain. A Nirvana spokeswoman says that 
wasn't the only reason TAD was booted off the nine shows. "But that was the 
straw that broke the camel's back," she says. "You just can't say mean things 
about someone's wife." 

San Diego band Trumans Water release a new album this month 
called "God Speed The Punchline." 

Shakespear Kangwena of the Bhundu Boys has died in Zimbabwe after a 
short illness at age 37. The cause of death was not immediately disclosed. Two 
other members of the band have died in recent years. David Mankaba and his 

replacement, Shepherd Munyama, both died of AIDS-related illnesses. The 
group did release a new album last year, called "Friends On The Road." 

The Disney Channel will air a special called "Tom Petty: Going Home" begin-
ning on January 23. The program will include footage of early performances and 

recording sessions, as well as interviews with Petty, George Harrison, Jeff 
Lynne, Dave Stewart and members of the Heartbreakers. 

Rick James has been sentenced to five years and four months in prison and 

fined $5,000 for assaults on two women. As part ola plea bargan, James will 
undergo a nine-month drug treatment program at the California Rehabilitation 
Center. He's also been fined $5,000. James was under the influence of cocaine in 

the incidents which occurred in July 1991 and November 1992. 

Bruce Springsteen says he agreed to write the opening song for the film 
"Philadelphia" because he believed in the movie's message of tolerance. "I think the 
picture is great, and there's an audience waiting for it, he says. "The country is 
waiting for something that's going to address these questions of tolerance and of 

how people are going to live together in the future." He says he wrote the song from 
the point of view of a person with AIDS but also tried to "make it more general, 
emotionally" 

Sting has been nominated for six Grammy awards, including record, song and 
album of the year R.E.M., Billy Joel and Whitney Houston were each nomi-
nated in four categories. Albums from Donald Fagots, Joel, REM. and Sting 

were among those nominated for album of the year. Blind Melon, Belly and 
Digable Planets were among those nominated for best new artist.

The baby boy weighed 7 pounds, 15 ounces. 

Willie Nelson's next album, "Moonlight Becomes You," will be released on a 
Houston-based independent label (Justice Records).

of a third child, named Jesse. The eight-pound baby is the couple's third son, 
after Brandon and Lucas. Marx releases a new album early next month called 
"Paid Vacation." 

The president of Michael Jackson's MJJ Enterprises has responded to a con-
cert promoter's $20 million lawsuit over cancellation of the "Dangerous" tour. 

Stephen Chabre says Jackson canceled the tour for "very serious health reasons," 
and he did not plan the tour to avoid being in the U.S. to face child molestation 
charges. Chabre says if he had wanted to do that "he could simply have pur-

chased an airline ticket." He adds that Jackson's company is "in serious settle-
ment negotiations...to resolve this amicably." 

The San Francisco AIDS Foundation says Bette Midler's New Year's Eve benefit 

concert raised $250,000 for its efforts against the disease. Patti LaBelle made a 
surprise appearance at the three-hour show. 

MTV plans a year-long campaign against violence, after a poll it commissioned 

found that violence is of greater concern to young people than jobs or the economy.

The label is said to have spent hundreds of thousand of pounds promoting the 
album which failed to see Curve crossover from the alternative sector into the 
mainstream. The decision to drop Curve apparently came after a dispute over the 
funding of a forthcoming tour. Virgin, the band's American label, and the indepen-
dent Infectious are tipped as the labels most likely to sign Curve. 

Velvet Undergrounds' guitarist Sterling Morrison has written to the New 
Musical Express to give his side of the story behind the band's recent split. 
Morrison says Lou Reed insisted on producing a planned "MTV Unplugged" 
album despite opposition from the other three members. He says they reluctantly 
agreed and continues: "Next, however, Lou insisted on being paid as producer, 
thereby causing some immediate consternations, for here was a case of Lou forcing 
his services on the rest of us and then charging us for them. The 'principle' Lou 
cites is the perfectly reasonable one that people ought to be paid for the work they 
do. The equally reasonable 'principle' that the rest of us stress is that members of a 
band are quite fairly expected to do whatever they can to advance the common 
cause without necessarily receiving any extra remuneration." Morrison 's letter to 
the paper follows a similar one from drummer Mo Tucker last year. John Cale 
has also spoken out about Reed's alleged attempts to take control of the band. 

Kristin Hersh, who releases her debut solo album "Hips And Makers" (4AD) on 
January 31. has been receiving massive interest from the UK music press. The 
Throwing Muses singer is interviewed by both Melody Maker and the New 
Musical Express. The overall picture presented by the interviews is of a much hap-
pier woman than the mentally tortured figure who had been presented in previous 
interviews. Speaking about 'The Letter; a song she wrote when she was 16 and "in 
and out of hospitals, asking for a name for this illness, asking for drugs for it", 
Hersh says, "Those days are over." 

Gallon Drunk are reconsidering their decision to split. Although it seems unlikely 
bassist Mike Delanian will perform with the band again, frontman James 
Johnston, multi instrumentalist Terry Edwards and percussionist Joe Byfield 
may continue working together. Elsewhere, Johnston and Edwards will perform a 
short set with author Derek Raymond reading, when the film of the trio's spoken 
word project "I Was Dora Suarez" receives its world premiere at London's National 
Film Theater on February 3. 

The Beautiful South have a new female vocalist. She is Jacqueline Abbott 
and replaces Brianna Corrigan. The band's frontman Paul Heaton has denied 
reports the Corrigana split from The Beautiful South was acrimonious. He says the 
disagreed over lyrics from the band's forthcoming album for Go! Discs. 

Suede drummer Simon Gilbert is amongst those campaigning for the age of 
consent for gays to be lowered to 16 in the UK (the same age as heterosexuals). At 
present, it is 21, and later this month, the British Parliament will debate on whether 
it should be lowered to 18. Gilbert says: "I first had gay sex when I was 13. I didn't 
know much about the law then but, by the time I was 16, it was the law that was my 
biggest fear. I was terrified of being arrested. It didn't stop me having sex, but it 
did stop me seeking the advice and support 1 needed." Suede will play three UK 
dates in February before going into the studio with producer Ed Buller to work on 
a new album. 

Primal Scream return with a new single on February 21. The band's long await-
ed follow-up to "Screamadelica" will follow in March and the band will tour the UK 
in April. There are few firm details over the album (no track listing has been final-
ized), but the single couples "Rocks", produced by George Drakoulias and 
described by frontman Bobby Gillespie as a "party song", with the George 
Clinton mixed "Funky Jam". 

New Kids On The Block have run into controversy after bad weather meant they 
missed a flight to the UK Although the band's fans had been informed that their 
teen idols would be in London at the start of a hectic worldwide promotional 
schedule and had even been told the flight they were arriving on, nobody bothered 
to tell them about the snow in New York which meant the band missed a connect-
ing flight 

Silverfish have split. In October, singer Lesley Rankine went to work in 
Chicago, but, although she has now returned to London, Rankine says: "After 
spending some time in America working on various projects, including Pigface, I 
no longer feel that our aims are compatible. I am currently working on new materi-
al and collaborating with various musicians, and hope to have something released 
before the end of the summer. There are so many people I want to work with and 
so many new ideas that I want to pursue that the traditional band format is not the 
environment for me anymore. The other members of Silverfish intend to continue 
with a new singer. 

lce-T who is rumored to be planning to tour the UK with Ice Cube and Public 
Enemy (the UK's biggest ever rap tour if it comes together) may face legal action in 
Ireland after performing "Cop Killer" at shows in Dublin. The controversial song 
may be in breech of Ireland's Incitement To Hate Laws. The Association of Garda 
Sergeants and Inspectors (AGS1) will meet to decide whether to take any action 
against Ice-T. 

The Raincoats, who number Nirvana's Kurt Cobain amongst their fans, are to 
reform for a one-off show. The band's albums have recently been re-issued by 
Rough Trade. After 11 years apart, The Raincoats will perform at the London 
Highbury Garage venue on February 3.
