The station 
will continue to use the X-107 moniker. 

KXRX/Seattle blues host Roberta Penn has been awarded The Blues 
Foundation's 1994 Keeping The Blues Alive Award (KBA) for her work in com-

mercial radio. Initial nominations for the KBAs are made by Blues Foundation affili-
ated blues societies from around the country. These nominations are then reviewed 
by a panel of blues promoters, musicians and historians from the Blues Foundations 
Board of Directors. Roberta will be presented the KBA at an Annual Blues Music 
Awards Show in Memphis later this year.

to at home? How many 28-
year-old afternoon drive 
jocks get what amounts to 
total programming control 
over a big signal Top 10 
market radio station? And 
how many of those get to 
ride the station's new Harley 
Davidson around town 
before it's given away on 
the air? Such is the 
charmed life of KEGL/Dallas 
PD Duane Doherty. From 
the time Duane segged 
south from VVUFX/Buffalo to 
do afternoons at the Eagle 
back in August of '92, til he 
was made PD last January, 
the breaks have definitely 
gone our boy's way. But ac' 
you'll discover, life wasn't 
always so easy for Duane. 
In fact, it ain't perfect now. 
Like that airshift, rrin-
stance... 

How was your show? 

Duane It was another uneventful day. It's sort of 
hard doing afternoon drive and all the programming at 
the same time. 

Do you have to do a lot of show prep, or do 
you just roll in? 

Duane: At this point, I just do not have the time. I 
either do show prep and stay here till ten every friggin' 
night after getting here at 9AM, so it's pretty much 
music, news and local stuff, nothing really elaborate. 

Given the nature of your programming, do you 
think more show prep would make that big of 
a difference, especially in afternoons? 

Duane: It really depends I would like to do more 
stuff about the Cowboys or the Rangers. We do 
always seem to be up-to-date with music news and 
stuff like that. 

How long have you lived down there? 

Duane A year and a half 

You feel like you pretty much know the lay of 
the land? You know what is going on? 

Duane Yeah, I think I have a pretty good handle on 

How hard was it to adjust after spending most 
of your life in New York State? 

Duane: Not really all that hard, aside from the bad 
chicken wings and table dances being way too expen-

sive here. The biggest adjustment was that Dallas is 
filled with a lot of pretty people. I sort of compare 
Buffalo, where I came here from, to an old pair of jeans 
— it's not much to look at, but it's familiar, and it's 
comfortable, and you can sort of hang out. Here, 
when you go out, you have to dress up. Unless you 
go to one of our rock clubs that we work with it's pret-
ty dressy, which isn't me at all. 

I hear that Moser and Dumbrowsky moonlight 
as male models in Buffalo. 

Duane I have heard that 
rumor about Doug and Bruce. 
I don't know, I'm not much 
into guys, but if I had to look 
at guys, I would want to look 
at them 

What was going on at the 
Eagle when you hooked 
up with the station? 

Duane I came here when 
they had just changed over 
from the CHR days of Joel 
Folger, right when they threw 
everybody out and brought a 
whole new staff in, when 
Brian Krysz first came here. 

It seems I remember 
Brian complaining that 
the market was slow to 
realize the station had changed dramatically. 

Duane. It's hard to shake that geeky Top 40 image, 
and I don't know why that is. I think that the year of 
CHR here really sunk into people's heads, because a 
lot of listeners still think of us as a Top 40 station. 
Every time I am out doing a promotion somewhere, 
someone will come up and say, 'God, I just happened 
to stumble across you guys, and you're rockin;' which, 
of course, I tell them we have been for quite a while. 
'Well, I thought that you were still playing Bobby 
Brown songs and crap like that.' 

That's kind of weird since the Eagle has 
always rocked much harder than most Top 
40's. Any idea why that perception persists? 

Duane really can't figure it out. I got here August 
1st of '92, and even after they made the transition, we 
weren't an urban CHR, we were more of a rock CHR. 
We've had strong rock content on this radio station for 

as long as I've been here, and that's over a year and a 
half now. 

At any point during that time, did Sandusky 
get serious about spending the necessary 
money to up your cume so more listeners 
would realize you were rocking? 

Duane Sandusky is not afraid to spend money. 
Howard Sten doesn't come cheap, and he was sup-
posed to be the cume magnet for the station. But then 

again, we've changed 
direction a lot, and I think 
at this point we're 
focussed and are consis-
tent in our programming. 
Obviously, TV right now 
would really boost our 
cume. But I also realize 
that ownership doesn't 
want to spend the money 
until they see some 
results from our consis-
tency. But until then 
we're going to have to do 
it without spending a lot 
of money. 

They certainly ought 
to be pleased with 
your ratings perfor-
mance lately. 

Duane God I hope so! 
12+, in the Fall book, we came up from 18th to 10th, 
which really surprised everyone. think that a lot of 
people, especially in this market, thought that it was 
some fluke. They figured, Alright, Fall book they will 
have a 3.3, and then they will go back down to a 2.6 or 
a 2.7,' which is what we had before. 

How were your Fall demos? 

Duane Good. 18-34 we went up to a 5.9, which is 
good for third place. We were eighth or ninth before 
that 

And KTO? 

Duane O tied for 9th 

Have they managed to hold their 25-54's? Or 
has KIPS managed to grab more of those? 
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Duane: In 24-54 men, 0 went from an 8.2 in the 
Summer book to 4.4 in the Fall, so they went from 
2nd to 7th. We went from a 2.9 in the Summer book 
to a 4.7 in the Fall, which was 13th to 6th. 

Has the Arrow cut into their 25-54 totals? 

Duane They were 22nd in the Fall book. I'll leave 
that up to you to decide. 

I don't get that though, because in Los 
Angeles they are doing major 24-54 damage. 
Is that because Lockridge and Redbeard are 
programming their own competition? 

Duane. It could be. I don't understand that pairing. 
Obviously, 0102 is a very classic leaning 25-54 AOR 
station, so what do they do? Put on a rock and roll 
oldies format, not even a traditional oldies format, 
where you can hear anything from Alice Cooper to 
Peter Frampton. Meanwhile, you can hear all of those 
bands on O. I don't know what the thought process 
was there 

It's like they are cannibalizing themselves. 
It's a CBS thing, so I guess that if you work 
for them you do their new format across the 
hall. 

Duane It doesn t make a hell ot a lot of sense. 

That's sometimes how it works in the corpo-
rate corridors. 

Duane: 0 really took a major hit in this book, and a 
lot of people said that it was a fluke and that they 
would come back up. But in the first trend of the 
Winter book, we went from a 3.3 to a 3.6, and went up 
to a 3.7 with the second trend. 12+, 0 went from a 
2.9 in the Fall, to a 2.9 in the first trend, to a 3.0 in the 
second trend, so they were basically flat throughout. 
12+, they're at 13th place now. 18-34 persons, we 
went from a 5.9 in the Fall, to a 72 in the second 
trend, good for 2nd place, and they went from a 4.5 in 
the Fall to a 4.7 in the second month of the Winter 
book. 

Given how well COR has done in a number of 
cities, you've got to figure CBS knew you 
guys would have some serious 18-34 numbers 
sooner or later. 

Duane. It's like any lormat. Things come and go. 
,J.,st look back over the last ten years or so. I remem-
ber when 'Back In Black' came out. It was like, 'Oh, 
no, we can't play AC/DC during the day on a rock sta-
tion, all your adults will run off, Now, AC/DC is a 
core artist for us. We play them all dayparts, and it's 
very accepted and 25-34 men love it. Dallas was just 
ripe for something like this. KTXO didn't even play 
anything from the first Pearl Jam CD when it came 
out. They might play it now, but when I got to the 
market, I was told by the record community here that 
they didn't touch it. 

How much dayparting do you do? 

Duane: Not a whole hell of a lot, not short of some-
thing real heavy like Pantera. 

Which, of course, you play. 

Duane: They re local, so there is a natural attraction 
and phones are really hot for them 

That's got to be the hardest thing you play. 
Prong maybe? 

Duane No, Panteras about it. 

Your feelings about KIPS, the classic 
rocker? 

Duane: They're a very well programmed classic rock 
station. John Larson does a really good job with that. 

And they spend a ton of money on TV. 

Duane. Right. It seems like it's a very tempo-driven 
cl„,- sic rock station. Whenever I punch in, it seems 
like they are always rockin' with a really good classic 
tune. Then, of course, you have ZRock, which is 
something in and of itself. There was just a big hole 
between something as young as ZRock and as tired 
and boring as 0102 tends to be, and that's the hole 
we've filled. 

I've heard that 12102's initial response to you 
guys rocking noticeably harder was to go 
after KIPS. Would you agree with that 
assessment? 

Duane. Definitely. I don t even think that they con-
sidered us a real factor. I think that we were more of a 
joke to them, 'Oh, they have this screwy format this is 
playing Shakespeare's Sister into Def Leppard into the 
Cutting Crew into The Who into Metallica.' We were 
all over the friggin' place, and that made it easy for 
them to look at us and say, 'Let's not even waste any 
time thinking about these guys.' At that point, I can 
see why they would say that. What we were doing 
then obviously wasn't quite working. So, they con-
centrated on their 25-54's, and the only station that 
was about to yank any of that away, rock wise, was 
KZPS. 

How much power did you have when you were 
Brian's Assistant PD? 

Duane: At that point, the title really didn't mean a 
ola lot. It was more of a token title than anything. 

So how'd you feel when you were suddenly in 
the hot seat? 

Duane. It was something that I had wanted to do for 
time. I had some programming experience 

from Buffalo and Charleston, but nothing like this, 
obviously. I had a lot of ideas, and I knew what I 
wanted to do with the station. I thought I knew what 
would work in this market, so I went in and pitched 
Donna Fadal, our GM. She and I were definitely on 
the same page as to what we wanted to do with the 
station. She was a little leery at first because we 
hadn't been doing much ratings wise for a while. I 
didn't have a track record to go on, so that's where 

Doug Sorenson came into play. The format was obvi-
ously working for him at KORC, and between Doug 
and 1, Donna decided to give us a shot. 

Did you feel sort of denuded in that Dwight 
was suddenly out of the picture? 

Duane: No, not really. 'like Dwight, and/respect 
what he has done, but what we were doing here with 
Dwight was just not working. Two days after Brian 
left, I changed the clocks. We no longer played The 
Who into Metallica. I basically just focused the sta-
tion, went over some of the music research. Dwight 
came to town, we reviewed what the station was doing 
and where it was going, and he still felt that we need-
ed to play a lot of the Eddie Money's, the Rolling 
Stones, The Doors, and other classic artists. My idea 
was that we needed to focus it even more then that, 
especially when you have ZPS and KTX0 and The 
Arrow all banging the hell out of that music. Why try 
to take a piece of the pie that's already being super-
served? Because I didn't have a track record, I lost 
the argument that time, but when Dwight was finally 
out of the picture, l talked to Doug, and he and I basi-
cally agreed. He and tare definitely on the same page 
about what this format is about So, we yanked all 
The Who, we yanked The Doors, we yanked all the 
stuff that everyone else was just killing and focused 
our sound and made ourselves different than anyone 
else in the market 

Did you adjust the jock presentation at all? 

Duane. Brian s motto was 'Shut up, play the music,' 
which was fine, maybe five years ago. It seemed to 
work better back then, but now, personality is coming 
back into radio and it's becoming a bigger part of the 
picture. We've got a great air staff here, we really do, 
and we had a lot of personality just bottled up, going 
to waste. I thought, 'Well, if these people have fun 
coming to work, and have fun on the air, then it can 
only be help the sound of the station.' And I think it 
has. 

How do you think Howard is doing for you? 

Duane I think Howard serves his purpose. He does 
a good job for us. He's up to fourth now, 12+, gradu-
ally making his way up. Stevens and Pruett are now 
in the market, so I'm sure that people will be sam-
pling them, and that could affect Howard a bit initially. 

So what is it in particular about Howard that 
makes him a slightly tougher sell than 
Stevens and Pruett? 
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Duane: I don't think that he's going to be tougher. 
think that Stevens and Pruett are going to be very 
tough to sell. We have an organization here known as 
D.A.D. - the Dallas Association For Decency — and 
they are basically writing threatening letters to every 

every advertiser that they hear on Howard, say-
ing how there are X amount of people in their organi-
zation and none of the people are going to come and 
shop at their business if they hear that merchant 
advertising on Howard. I have a very strong feeling 
that Stevens and Pruett are going to run into the same 
thing at least I hope they do It's only fair. 

They might even be at greater risk, since 
they're basically a male driven show in the 
midst of a seriously female appeal radio sta-
tion. 

Duane That's another one of those things that I just 
von understand. They come out of telling dick jokes 
and they go into a very female targeted song by The 
Cure. Doesn't make sense to me, but stranger things 
have happened 

Who does advertise on Howard's show at 
your station? 

Duane Everyone from car dealers to lawyers to top-
ics à clubs. 

Why am I not surprised? 

Duane. We regulate how many topless spots we run 
and the spots have to be tastefully done and approved 
by Donna. 

Give me an example of a tasteful tag line for 
a topless bar. 

Duane: Well, for instance, there is a place here 
called The Men's Club. The spots don't focus on the 
dancers, or the skin aspect of the entertainment. They 
focus on... 

The 50 cent draft night? 

Duane Actually it's a very classy place with a dress 
code. There are a lot of suits there, a lot of expensive 
cars in the parking lot, and they focus on their lunch-
es and dinners It's more of a business type of thing. 

Hey, take the family. 

Duane Yeah, 'Grab the wife and the kids and check 
oi,t (lie store bought tits.' Actually, you can't even tell 
that it's a topless bar. They refer to their 'gorgeous' 
entertainers, and that's about it. They are more taste-
fully done than some standard bar spots I've heard. 

What kind of services do the lawyers adver-
tise? 

Duane: They have Howard do the spot for them, and 
just whatever lawyers advertise, 'Get in a car wreck, 
call this guy, he'll help you out.' 

Do you think that Howard has peaked? 

Duane: No, I don't think so. We're up to 4th with a 
5.5 12+, we were 5th with a 4.8 in the Fall book, so 
there is some substantial growth there. I don't think 
that he has peaked yet, even though he is #1 in 21 
demos. I think that this Stevens and Pruett thing 
might take a little away. They were here on the Eagle 
years ago, and I think that maybe a few people will 
remember them and might check them out. 

Do you think that they will cost you a share or 
more? 

Duane: That's hard to say think that it's a funky 
enough arrangement over there. For example, the 
other morning, they were looking for 'nut' jokes. 
They're going from dick jokes and the 'stick your 
phone down your panties' kind of mentality with 
female callers into very female oriented songs, and it's 
just like a train wreck. As a 28-year-old male listener, 
they expect me to go from that into some techno dance 
tune. In that sense, I think that Howard is better off in 
that he draws from country, he draws from rock, he 
draws from all formats and there is no music involved 
to turn people off. The signal quality is not all that 
good either 

Give me an idea of the criteria for the more 
traditional classic artists you still play. 

Duane We obviously play Zeppelin. We still play 
some George Thorogood, ZZ Top, a couple of Hendrix 
tracks that don't sound overly dated, that sort of thing. 
So, we do play some classic tracks, but we are not 
about to play 'Old Time Rock N Roll' by Bob Seger just 
because it's perceived as a great party song. We are 
very selective with the classics that we play. It's all 
placement too. You can't play Baba 0 Riley' between 
'Enter Sandman' and 'Sober' by Tool, it just doesn't fit. 
There are bands like that that I think we just have to 
get rid of, that we leave to the 0102's of the world, 
and they can toast them even more then they already 
are toasted 

Give me an idea of the hoops a new artist's 
record has to jump through before you and 
Doug warm up to it. 

Duane: Doug is not a consultant here in the tradi-
tional sense of the word He doesn't send me a 
playlist every week and say 'Okay play this.' He and I 
basically discuss what we're playing, what we're look-
ing at this week, and why do we like it and compare 
notes and share promotion information. I talk with 
Doug, and look at the chart action, but a lot of it has to 
do with gut. I think that you can only use research so 
far, especially when it comes to currents, because you 
can't research a current that's not been played I also 
talk to my Music Director, T. C. McGuire, who has a 
really good relationship with the record community, 
and who also has a really good ear for music. He 
keeps me up to date with what's priority and what's 
not. 

Do you worry that you give to many shots on 
records? 

Duane: I come from a background of working with 
Snail where he was never on a record unless it was a 
proven hit around the country. Rarely did he go out of 
the box on something unless it was by a proven artist, 
so I think that/am more passionate when it comes to 
the music and I really believe in the stuff when I truly 
personally like it. It's not so much of a business deci-
sion for me sometimes, as much as a personal ques-
tion of howl feel about the track. For instance, we 
added The Poor single out of the box, and the Pantera 
also the first week. 

How'd you rate your hit/miss ratio at this 
point? 
Duane: I'd say that it's okay. It could be better, but 
you can't hear 'em all. If we miss one, when it 
becomes a hit, I try to address it. If something doesn't 
do well over a few weeks, I'll yank it. With this format, 
it doesn't take long to know what we've got. Our heav-
ies aren't getting played 3 times a day like O's. Here, 
they're coming up somewhere between 5 and 6 

So you're hottest records are coming up 35+ 
times a week? 

Duane: Yeah, so there are going to be a lot more 
shots for us to miss than on a station that doesn't play 
as much current music. If you have a playlist of 15 
songs, you're going to have a hit and miss ratio that is 
a hell of a lot better than if you have 25-30 songs. 

What is the heaviest played non-established 
act on the Eagle right now? 

Duane: I would say Collective Soul. That's in medi-
um right now, but it will probably go to heavy this 
week, simply because the phones have been real hot 
Every time we play it, people call to ask what it is and 
where they can get it 

Do you play many records that you don't 
report? 

Duane: No, I don't play anything that I don't report. 

What's your attitude about going to record 
companies for direct promotional support on 
the stuff that you are looking at? Does that 
happen much before you add a record? 

Duane: No, I don't really do to much of that 
Actually, I don't do any of that. A lot of them 
approach me and say, 'Hey, if you add so and so, we 
could come up with a really cool promotion to sup-
port it.' I don't add records for promotions because I 
have worked with people like that in the past and it 
didn't do anything but sink the radio station in the toi-
let. 

Has the war of personalities that Redbeard 
and Krysz seemed to wage cooled down since 
you took over? 

Duane: To be honest with you, I've never met 
Redbeard. I've never met Andy, or anybody from 
0102 for that matter. I was at one party with 
Redbeard and never said a word to him and he never 
said a word to me, so as far as I know, there is no 
problem there now. 

Is ZRock 's signal as bad as I've heard? 

Duane: It's real bad. I probably shouldn't admit this, 
but when I first came to town, that's all I listened to. 
As a personal taste kind of thing goes, I wasn't into 
the CHR kind of rock thing that the Eagle was doing 
then, so in my free time I tried to listen to ZRock as 
much as possible. It was very frustrating because 
you couldn't really pick it up in a lot of places. Now, 
that we are doing something that I personally really 
like, I don't even switch stations. I'll punch around to 
check out what 0 is doing once and awhile, always 
being very disappointed when Ido that We have a 
great signal and we have a great format. Obviously, 
I'm a little biased, but I think that we have our shit 
together. 

What was working at 14X like? Could you 
possibly get any less respect doing a hard 
rock format on an AM in Buffalo? 

Duane: Absolutely not! That was pretty much the 
bottom rung on the ladder. It was a great learning 
experience, let's put it that way. 

What did you learn? 

Duane: I learned Selector for one, which obviously 
these days is a must know. I learned how to manage 
people. I learned how to deal with record people. I 
learned how to run a station promotionally. Believe 
me, I wore every goddamned hat in the place. I did 
everything from program it to do the voice work for it. 
I think that, looking back at it, I'd say managements' 
logic went something like, 'We have an AM signal 
here, and not a good one, and what are we going to 
do with it? Just to be a pain in the ass to 97 Rock, 
let's take it low end ZRock is dicking us around on a 
deal, so we'll do it ourselves. This Doherty kid wants 
to program, we won't give him anymore money, he'll 
just do it for the experience' So it paid off well 

ZRock had said they didn't want to take on 
any more AMs at that point, didn't they? 

Duane: I never talked to them, but that's what Pete 
Coughlin, who was General Manager at the time, told 
me. 
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Based on how 14X did, maybe ZRock not 
wanting another AM was a sound decision. 

Duane: At least not one with a bad signal like ours. 
It was a bad 1,000 watt signal, and there were prob-
lems with the actual broadcast facility 

And I'm sure you had tons of dough to spend 
on your air staff. 

Duane: Minimum wage. I'm trying to think who we 
had there, and what they have gone on to do. We 
basically had real cheap talent... 

Not cheap, just inexpensive. 

Duane: Excuse me, thank you. Three of the guys are 
now on the FOX One does 7-Midnight, another does 
3-7, and one's on overnights. So !guess that the 
cream of the 14X crop ended up on the FM doing the 
same format, and the rest of them, I don't know, are 
flippin' burgers somewhere. 

So what was the best part about working with 
Stanley Main at CMF? 

Duane: in real hard pressed to find a best part there. 
I think that I was about 21 at the time, and I was work-
ing at the station that I had always wanted to work at 
and I was probably a little too cocky for my own good. 
Greg Ausham hired me, gave me a great shot, I have 
to thank him again and again. He left and went to 
'OFM and they brought Stan in. I think that Stan basi-
cally was in a position where he didn't have the time 
or the desire to take the time to really work with me. I 
wasn't a great jock at that point, I'm still not, but I was 
a hell of a lot worse then. I've heard all sods of things 
as to why I got let go there. 

You were fired? 

Duane: Yeah, he fired me and told me to get out of 
radio and go back to school and get a Business 
degree. I'm glad I didn't. I just want to make the sta-
tion successful so that I can go, 'Stan, you were 
wrong,' 

Do you get many national promo calls your-
self? 

Duane: I get a few. not too many 

Do you feel like the labels have been reason-
ably responsive and accurate on what they 
come to you on, or do they still hit you over 
the head with anything that rocks? 

Duane: Its taken a while. There was a time when 1 
ais Still getting worked on rap records and stuff like 
that. 'Hello, do you guys listen to this station at all? 
Get a clue!' They have been pretty good lately. I think 
that they have finally caught on. 

Describe a typical music meeting. 

Duane: Once I get off the air, which I hope is going 
to happen soon,  actually be able to have real music 
meetings, but my time is too strapped for regular 
meetings right now. IC and I see record people on 
Thursday from noon to three, and then on the follow-
ing Monday we have jock meetings at 1:30. IC usu-
ally comes in around noon and we talk music and he 
presents to me what he thinks is important, and what 
has been presented to him as being important. We 
look over the list and compare notes and see what we 
think should go, stay, move up and move down in 
rotation. 

What are your personal 
tastes in music like? 

Duane: Just what we are 
doing I used to like clas-
sic rock until I worked at 
a classic rock station for 
so long that it got me 
sort of burned out on it. 

Do you do a lot of 
concerts personal-
ly? 

Duane: Yeah, I do 
al promotions. I 

went and checked out 
Blue Murder the other 
night. 

Has your sales staff 
been fairly stable? Do 
you keep those guys for a 
long time, or is there a lit-

tle more turnover there? 

Duane: I'd say that it's fairly stable. We've lost a few 
people. We lost one girl to the CHR in town, but I 
couldn't say that I blame her. They gave her a huge 
list. But for the most part, the guys and girls that we 
have are fairly stable. We have a couple of real new 
people on the staff and some real veterans, so once 
again there is a good cross section on our sales staff. 

Are you happy with the amount of label sup-
port you get? 

Duane: Yes. Hey, they could always spend more on 
time buys It wouldn't break my heart 

Have you brought in any staff members your-
self, have you hired anybody? 

Duane: Not yet, I've only had to fire one person, one 
of our part-timers. I'm not big on firing people. I like 
to try to work things out, but that can't always happen. 
But, no, to answer your question, I have not brought 
anybody in yet 

I guess the first major hire that you will be 
doing will be your afternoon drive replace-
ment? 

Duane: I hope so. That would be a great load off my 
shoulders to get off the air. Being on the air used to 
be a lot of fun to me, and know it's to the point where I 
want to do something else. I want to move on. 

What do you drive? 

Duane: I have a Toyota MR2 and an old ZR1000 Jap 
A little rice burner crotch rocket 

Speaking of bikes, are you really getting 
more response to your Harley Fat Boy give-
away than with cars costing four times more, 
Porsches included? 

Duane: It really is sort of strange. The Harley hip 
!actor is just really intense. Between rock videos, and 
the fact that all your rock stars have them, and it's just 
a very cool thing right now. They are highly desirable 
and they are very hard to come by To buy a new 
Harley right now, you have to wait nine months to a 
year, you have to go on a waiting list to buy a new 
one. As I was saying, Lee Arbuckle, our A&M guy 
here, just faxed me over this morning's paper that 
there are five Harleys available. I've already called on 
two of them and both were already sold 

How are you giving the Fat Boy away? 

Duane: Well, on the first one we gave away, we did 
Listen for any ZZ Top song,' just because of the obvi-
ous Texas connection. We kept it simple by giving 
them the new CD and a key — 'Any ZZ Top song be 
the ninth caller, and you get a key that could start it.' 
This time around we are trying to promote the station's 
music and Howard in the morning. Every day we pick 
three different songs and make up a real quick promo, 
'We've got a '94 Fat Boy. Listen to win a key, be the 
9th caller when you hear any of these songs today.' 
We picked three songs that test huge for us and are 
great examples of our core artists — a Van Halen, an 
AC/DC and maybe a Led Zeppelin. It reinforces the 
image of the station, sells the music, and hopefully 
bumps our TSL. And of course, the Harley pulls from 
a lot of different formats and helps to increase the 
CU M. 

It's nice too, that you get to play with it in 
the meantime. Don't scratch that puppy. 

Duane: I get a little nervous about that, because I 
thick I'd be finding a new job if I lay that down. 

Is there a helmet law in Texas? 

Duane: 

Do you ride with a full-face helmet? 

Duane: Yeah, and the reason that I do this is 
because a friend of mine got in an accident on a bike 
and he went down the road on his stomach with the 
bike on top of him. He was on his face sliding, and 
the front of the helmet was actually ground flat And 
even though he lost hide everywhere else, his face was 
fine. Ever since then I've thought, 'I don't give a fuck 
if I don't look cool or ¡flama little hot in the summer. 
I would like to keep my face if ever eat pavement.' 

Lips and teeth definitely qualify as tools of 
your trade. 

Duane: They are always a plus. 

Where do you want to be in five years? 

Duane: What I'm doing right here is a dream come 
true I'll still be content if I'm doing this. I just want to 
make this station successful and I want to prove to 
people who a) don't believe in the format that they are 
wrong; and b) anybody who has ever told me to get 
out of radio and go back to school and get a Business 
degree that they were wrong.

often from people when describing 

your new album is, This is his best 

yet.' Is that how you felt about Skin, once 

you were through with the recording process? 

Peter Well, we felt a little something more special 
about this than some of the previous ones. I've always 
liked the songs on a lot of the other albums. This one 
I just thought was wider somehow, bigger, there was 
more sonic color to it. We took a lot more time with 
this one. In fact, we took a hundred times longer on 
this one than any of the other ones, so I 
guess that this, in some ways, is probably 
the strongest album. Notwithstanding the 
fact that some of the other albums had some 
good songs that you could play till you 
old. That's how I judge a song. 

I know I'll be playing From Stre 
To Strength until I get old. 

Peter: That has a lot of good ones I 
live show.

The 
odyssey of the soul is how can he avoid defiling him-
self again. How can you stay pure in a world as seem-
ingly chaotic and as seemingly screwed up as it is? 
That's the slog, in general In the end, he has this epit-
omal moment, and you sense that things are going to 
work out pretty good. Not easily, but well. 

From a listening perspective, it's not difficult 
to follow, but I hear something different 
every time I listen to it. You just said that 
he's trying not to make the same mistakes 
that he made in the first life, but I thought 
that he couldn't remember anything from his 
first life. 

Peter. You're right, he can't remember anything, or 
at least he's not conscious of it. I don't want to add 
anything that you put into it, either. To me, it's real, 
it's not a fantasy. The whole idea of souls is not just 
some made up kind of thing. It's as real to me as a 
cup of coffee. Can you really explain it — the way 
that the atoms cling together and the way your mind

Is reincarnation something that you've stud-
ied extensively? 

Peter: Well, yeah. You might have heard that I'm an 
observant Jew. It's been a pretty big part of my life. 
This is the normal stuff that we teach our kids. In 
mainstream Judaism, the idea of reincarnation per se 
isn't discussed, but nevertheless, it's a cornerstone of 
the whole religion. I've been writing about the same 
things all the time. Its all the same story in a way. I 
just try to make it a bit more concise and confusing at 
the same time. We read about the stuff every day, just 
like we read the news.

Then, all of a sudden, it really did 
happen last year, and I played it in Chicago 
the day that it happened and it was like, 'Wow, 
that was something! How did he come up 
with that so fast?' 

How old were you when you recognized 
that you had this extraordinary song 
writing ability? 

Peter: Well, I used to draw when I was a kid, 
and it really was the same thing, just a means of 
expression. I would draw pictures and kids would 
gather around my desk at school and watch me draw. 
I just did it because it made me feel really special, and 
the songwriting is pretty much the same thing. It's 
using a different medium, but it's pretty much the

same. I was real young when I started 
though. I started writing real songs 
when I was in fourth grade. 

Do you still keep any of those 
songs around? 

Peter Oh yeah, I remember... Can 
you excuse me for just a second. 

(Short intermission.) 

Peter: Sorry. Plumbing problem. 
Somebody is getting blamed for putting 
potato peels down the sink. It couldn't 
have been me. The plumber is here 
and they are all looking at me — the 
maid, the plumber and my wife, like 
'You!' Anyway, there is one song that I 
remember, it's called 'Exit,' I play it 
once and awhile live. It's about drug 
prevention week. We had drug preven-
tion week in the sixth grade, and 
instead of making everyone afraid to do 
drugs, it peaked everyone's curiosity.

At some point, I 
think it was when I started going out 
solo, after the Sussman Lawrence era, 
that I really started to say, 'screw it.' I 
was going to get loose. 

l heard about a show where you 
took the whole audience out into 
the parking lot. 

Peter There is a lot of that stuff that 
goes on. It's never a happy thing. I 
always do that stuff because something 
is pissing me off, like the sound isn't 
right or the way that the chairs are, 
there is always something wrong. 
When you are singing some of these 
songs, you have to confess in front of 
your friends, and if the mood is not 
right, then you just have to frame it 
right, that's what I feel. I'm not ready to 
sing certain songs unless I am really 
comfortable. So, we brought people 
once down to a lake. It was a night 

after a murder, and people were afraid 
to go out It was in Minneapolis, and I 
said, 'Oh, just come on,' and they 
thought I was kidding. I had about 250 
people down by this lake at midnight, it 
was great, right on the beach. It was 
really a poignant moment. We took all 
the people in Denver up on the roof on 
this club, under the stars. They all went 
up the fire escape, it was great. 

Do the people at the venues get 
upset? 

Peter. No, the club owner was really 
excited about it. He was one of these 
underground music guys, he thought it 
was great And he's a big fan now. 

Is it hard keeping up with the 
family life, with all of the touring 
that you do? 

Peter It's the only part that's actually 
difficult. It's the only part that I some-
times wonder if it's manageable. 
Everything else, you can figure it out, 
but sometimes that gets tough. I usu-
ally just go for two weeks or so and 
then come back for awhile. It's not like 
six months away. I sometimes think 
that if I would have gone out for a year, 
would've made it big a long time ago. 
But making it big, in my mind, I have a 
certain image of that, and it's not devas-
tated and lonely and on drugs. It's hav-
ing a nice career, a good family and 
feeling like a human being when I wake 
up in the morning. Everyone kind of 
thirsts after a certain kind of picture of 
themselves, and you usually get it too. 

Have your goals changed from 
the Sussman Lawrence days? 
Now, you're an artist on your own 
terms, but was there a time when 
you wanted to be a 'rock star?' 

Peter: It's funny, because when I was 
in 1 lth grade, I was an artist on my 
own terms. I was Peter Himmelman. I 
had these songs — none of them were 
any good, but they started out pointing 
in the right direction. Then I started 
playing in clubs, like I said, trying to fit 
into something that I really wasn't I'd 
like to greatly increase my fan base, but 
rock stars don't hold any fascination for 
me at all, unfortunately. They used to, 
but they do zero for me now. The 
whole idea of a rock star is sort of sad 
in a way. It just doesn't do anything for 
me. 

Do you see your fan base increas-
ing with the Triple A format? 

Peter I'm certain that it will help. 
People were always interested, but 
there really wasn't any outlet for my 
music. Since it didn't have a commer-
cial avenue, there was no commerce 
attached to it, and it just was sort of rel-
egated to the interesting or whatever. 
Now, it has more credibility in the 
worlds of commerce. I think that can 
help... Excuse me for a minute.

forward to Friday the 13th, Part 120 and 
revel in the sick and twisted, then this is 
the big day for you. The new Casaba! 
Corpse is here, and it is just as grisly as 
its predecessors, so the hundreds of 
thousands of Cannibal fans will be 
chomping at the bit (among other things) 
to devour this. This Buffalo based crew 
(Chris Barnes - vocals/lyrics; Jack 
Owen - guitar; Alex Webster - bass; 

Rob Barrett - guile and Paul Mazurkiewicz - drums) gain satisfaction from 
not only creating the most brutal records from a musical standpoint, but also 
attempt to reach new, never before seen levels of utter putrid gore — as Barnes 
comments, "I'm probably the most desensitized person on the planet" This album 
clearly sets a new standard for sickness in the death metal arena, and what that 
adds up to for you, the crazed masses at metal radio, is a record that you will all be 
eating up. Many of you, in fact couldn't hold back until the official add date this 
week with early adds including KOAL, KZRX, KWUR, WAIF, WBNY, WJUL, 
WMMR, WMWM, WNYO, WTPA, WVBR, WWDX, and WWVU, plus rotation from 
WXTB and WXPL. The band, once again, utilized the services of revered death 
metal producer Scott Burns to create the evil, churning mayhem that characterizes 
the songs on  The Bleeding. The first focus track "Staring through the Eyes of the 
Dead", "Stripped, Raped and Strangled", and "Return to Flesh" all feature their 
bludgeoning musical attack with rapid fire, sonic drums; slashing guitar work; and 
the subhuman growls of Barnes, which are scattered with evil screeches that put a 
chill down your spine. Likened to a musical version of gory horror movies, the 
ferocious imagery (both in the lyrics and in the artwork) has stirred up quite a bit 
of controversy in the past, including the banning of past releases -  Tomb of The 
Mutilated and 13utchered at Birth - in many large retail chains due to the explicit 
cover artwork But the legions of Cannibal Co ws fans aren't deterred by par-
ents groups and corporate retailers: they gobble up the records like a starving 
pack of dogs. In fact, they have sold so many records that at a recent Milwaukee 
Metalfest (Îlig annual thrash/death metal festival) Cannibal Corpse was sent to the 
mainstream stage rather than the death metal stage. The thought of this band 
being considered mainstream sends many people running for cover, but for the die 
hards, you need not worry about selling out because Barnes and Co. refuse to 
compromise and will never let up. The Bleeding will not disappoint, this is the 
most relentless, repugnant release that we have heard in a long time. We mean 
that in the nicest way, and we figure that you'll all love it!

Hole, Live Through This (DGC) The events of the past week definitely put a 
new angle on this, the first major label release 

by Courtney Lore and her bevy in Hole, but in 
any case this is a band that is poised to take the 
mainstream by storm. The Los Angeles based 
band, formed in 1989, never quite fit into the glam-
orous Sunset strip scene, so they relocated up to 
Seattle. As a result, they have built an under-
ground fan base with their razor sharp sound on 

releases through various labels such as Sub Pop and Caroline, and plenty of tour-
ing, including a recent stint with The Lemonheads. The new album, Live Through 
This, was recorded at Triclops Studios (where Smashing Pumpkins found the magic 
for  Siamese Dream) and features a diverse selection of tracks which vary from 
dreamy to poppy to hammering. "Violet", the opening song, switches from soft 
segments that leave you with a false sense of security then slam you with Love's 
forceful vocals. "Jennifer's Body" is another option with high impact verses and a 
melodic chorus that will melt into your head. Both KUNV and WAIF jumped onto 
this cutting album already, which is jam packed with attitude and power and needs 
to be played loud. So don't think too hard, just crank this up! 

Imperlum, Too Short A Season (Leviathan) This metallic five piece from Holland has already 
created quite a stir over in Europe, where their 

album has been out since late 1993, through rave 
reviews in magazines like Metal Hammer and Rock 
Hard, which is the key to commercial success 
overseas! They are now poised to repeat this per-
formance in the United States with a sound that 
combines the heavy guitar crunches of a Megadeth 
with the progressive musicianship and soaring 

vocals of a Dream Theater or Fates Warning. They had a successful first week 
pulling in 14 Most Added with a big 30 adds including KISW, KMSA, WBAU, 
WCWP, WKLL, WSOU and WZMB. "To The Things That Were" starts with a fazed 
out intro and slides into a tasty, protracted guitar sequence even before the heart of 
the song begins. "Play of Compassion" showcases Andre Vuurboom's strong 
vocals over intricate guitar work performed by brothers Michel and Rob Cerrone. 
Both are good choices to add to your airwaves. The band hopes to embark on a 
U.S. tour this summer, so hopefully we will be able to partake of their refreshing 
brand of metal live and loud very soon. 

Love/Plate, Let's Rumble (Caliber) We think that many of you out there at metal 
radio are very familiar with Lore/Hate from 

their previous releases Black Out in the Red Room, 
which was all over MTV and metal radio the sum-
mer of 1990, and  Wasted in America, which fea-
tured the track "Don't F̀ck With Me" (or "Don't 
Fight With Me" if you played the edit). Well, after a 
label switch, they are back with their third release 

  which has already received some action last fall 
with the tune "Spinning Wheel" - taken from the Foundations Forum sampler - 
which pulled in 11 phones for 5 straight weeks on KNAC. This release, Let's 
Rumble, once again features the instantly recognizable vocals of Jim Pearl, the 
flash of L.A. and the altitude of punk. The title track is highlighted by a memorable 
rhythm brought to life with rowdy guitar work. The single, "Spinning Wheel", is a 
provocative song driven with bombastic drums and a melody with the punch of 
Rocky. This is another party record that is great for all the upbeat activities of sum-
mer.

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"Kurt Attains Nirvana," was the way the French daily newspaper Liberation headlined the 
death of Kurt Colrain of Nirvana, whose body was found in his Seattle home on Friday 
with a suicide note. Nirvana, who wanted to call the latest Nirvana album "I Hate Myself 
And I Want To Die," was to be cremated in place of an official funeral. His body was discov-
ered by an electrician who had been called to do some work on the home. When police 
were first called, they were not aware that it was Cobain 's body. When they arrived, they 
found a shotgun and a suicide note. The King County Medical examiner says Cobain died 
from an "apparently self-inflicted" shotgun blast to the head. A county coroner concluded 
that Cobain was high on heroin and valium when he shot himself and had been dead for 
three days before his body was discovered on Friday. Family members and close friends, 
including members of Hole and Nirvana, participated/na private memorial held Sunday 
evening after several thousand fans gathered for a memorial service in Seattle. At the ser-
vice, a recording by Cobain 's wife. Courtney Love was played. She read from a suicide 
note left by Cobain which said, "I haven't felt the excitement of listening to as well as creat-
ing music for too many years now. I feel guilty beyond words about these things. For exam-
ple, when we're backstage and the lights go out and the manic roar of the crowd begins, it 
doesn't affect me the way I wish it did for Freddie Mercury. who seemed to love and rel-
ish in the love and admiration of the crowd." Cobain 's suicide note also said, "I'm too much 
of an erratic, moody person and I don't have the passion anymore. I don't have any passion 
anymore. I haven't felt the excitement for so many years. I felt guilty for so many years. 
Somtimes I feel as if I should have a punch-in time clock before I walk out on stage. The 
fact is I can't fool you, any one of you. The worst crime is faking it. After reading that pas-
sage, Love added, "No, the worst crime is leaving." Cobain wrote that he needed "to be 
slightly numb in order to regain the enthusiasm I once had as a child" and also said he's 
been plagued by a "burning, nauseous" stomach. "I'm really sorry you guys," Love told the 
crowd. "I don't know what I could have done. I wish I could have been there." She said she 
regretted listening to people who told her that Cobain needed treatment for his drug use. 
"We all should have let him have his numbness, we should have let him have the thing that 
made him feel better... instead of trying to strip away his skin," Love said. Cobain had been 
admitted to the Exodus Recovery Center in Marina Del Rey, California, but was then report-
ed missing. Love said Cobain apparently "jumped the fence" and she was unable to reach 
him for five days. In an interview with the Seattle Post-Intelligencer newspaper, Love 
blamed herself for Cobain's death. "I'm tough and I can take anything. But I can't take this," 
she told the newspaper. listened to too many people," she said. '1'm only going to listen 
to my gut for the rest of my life. It's all my fault." Love, who was in London when Cobain 's 
body was found, said she wished she had been with him. '1 dont know how it happened," 
Love said. "I knew it was going to happen but it could have happened when he was 40." 
Love had been arrested in Beverly Hills on drug and theft charges the day before Cobain 's 
body was found, after she overdosed while staying at the Peninsula Hotel. Love was 
charged with possession of heroin, drug paraphernalia and a hypodermic needle, and 
receiving stolen property. She was released on $10,000 bail and will be arraigned in 
Beverly Hills Municipal Court on May 5. Authorities say they do not where know where 
Love's 20-month-old daughter, Frances Bean Cobain, was at the time. In the days since 
Cobain 's death, additional details of his heroin use have emerged The Seattle Post-
Intelligencer newspaper reported that Cobain was hospitalized last May after a heroin over-
dose. The newspaper says police records showed Cobain was taken to the Harborview 
Medical Center in Seattle. Love told police Cobain had come home shaking and delirious 
from a party May 2 where he'd injected himself with $30 to $40 of heroin. The police report 
said Love then gave her husband a shot of the illegal drug buprenorphine. The Los Angeles 
Times reported that Cobain 's hospitalization in Italy was due to an intentional suicide 
attempt. The newspaper said he'd swallowed 60 pills and had left a suicide note, though its 
contents were not revealed. And the Seattle Times reported that police responded to a call 
March 18 from Cobain 's home from Love, who told them Cobain had locked himself in a 
room and was going to kill himself. Cobalt) told police to stay away from Love and that he 
was not suicidal and did not want to hurt himself. The police found four guns, 25 boxes of 
ammunition, a .38-caliber Taurus revolver, a Beretta .380 semiautomatic handgun, a sec-
ond Taurus-380 handgun and a Cold AR-15 semiautomatic rifle. Police made no arrests 
and Cobain left the house. Police say they confiscated "unknown medication, the weapons 
and the bottle of pills." Neighbors say police cars had appeared at the couple's home sever-
al times, including twice in one day, since they had moved in in January. And the day 
before he apparently killed himself, Cobain was interviewed by the British magazine O for 
an article about Love. He complained about Love telling the press about her pre-marital 
sexual activities, particularly those in which she talked about the extraordinary sexual 
capacity of Hilly Corgan, leader of the Smashing Pumpkins. Love promised not to dis-
cuss the matter further. Cobain had often mentioned suicide while discussing his heroin 
use. "I wanted to kill myself every day. I came very close many times..." He told band biog-
rapher Michael Azerrad, "If I'm going to kill myself, I'm going to kill myself for a reason 
instead of some stupid stomach problem." "The world has lost a great artist and we've lost 
a great friend," said Ed Rosenblatt, president of Geffen Records. Love tried to blame 
Cobain's problems on the supply of heroin in Seattle. She said it was as plentiful as "apples 
in an orchard.. falling off the trees." The unfolding of events surrounding Cobain 's death 
shows the inaccuracy of statements issued in recent weeks by the band's management and 
record company. During the week Cobain was missing, a record label spokesman said 
there was no truth to rumors the band was breaking up, saying only that there had been a 
"falling out." The label spokesman said Cobain simply "needed more rest." And the band's 
management firm had constantly claimed that Cobain 's overdose and subsequent coma in 
Italy was accidental.

Sales of Nirvana albums have risen in the U.S. and Britain following Cobain's 
death. "In Utero" had sold 18,000 copies in the U.S. the week before Cobain's 
death, but sold 40,000 copies the week after, according to SoundScan. That 
moves "In Utero," which has sold just under two million copies in the U.S. since 
its release last September, from 72 to 27 on the Billboard album chart. The 
"Nevermind" album rose from 167 to 56 with sales almost tripling to 20,000 in 
the past week. "Incesticide" re-entered the Billboard album chart at 135, with 
sales rising to 8,300 from 1,800 the week before Cobain's death. In Britain, the 
1991 LP "Nevermind" rose 53 places on the chart while last year's "In Utero" 
moved up 59 places. 

A 28-year-old man in Maple Valley, 20 miles southeast of Seattle, apparently 
killed himself with a shotgun in reaction to Cobain's death. The man's roommate 
says he was despondent over Cobain's death. 

Guitarist Lee Brilleaux, of the influential British bani: Dr. Fee/good has died 
of cancer of the lymph nodes at age 41. Brilleaux was the only remaining original 
member of the band, which he formed in 1972. The South African-born Brilleaux 
had been undergoing chemotherapy for some time, and been seriously ill for 
about three weeks before he died at his home east of London. Dr. Fee/good had a 
number one album in Britain in 1976 with "Stupidity" and a top ten single in 
1979 with "Milk & Alcohol." "Lee's unique musical talent and gift for communi-
cation made him popular in every country in which Dr Fee/good toured and he 
was as charismatic off-stage as on," says Brilleaux's longtime manager and 
friend Chris Fenwick. "He was a hard-drinking, hard-working man. The only rec-
ompense in Lee's untimely death is to remind ourselve, that he really did live life 
to the full." Brilleaux's last album was the "Brilleaux" album of 1986. His "A Case 
Of The Shakes" album was recorded with Nick Lowe, but Brilleaux said his 
favorite Fee/good album was "Let It Roll." His last concert was at the Doctor 
Fee/good Music Bar in his hometown of Canvey Island, England, in January. "I 
never saw him refuse an autograph or cut short a backstage conversation with a 
fan," says bandmate Little Bob Story He was honest, sincere and would 
always give anything." 

Smashing Pumpkins thr Beastie Boys George Clinton & The P-Funk 
Alistars, the Breeders, A Tribe Called Quest, Nick Cave & The Bad 
Seeds, the Boredo m and L7 will headline this year s Lollapalooza testival line-
up. It's the second year in a row that Lollapalooza is not emphasizing new alter-
native acts, as it did during its first two years. The tour begins this year in 
Vancouver, British Columbia, on July 1 and includes 30 cities. Perry Farrell of 
Porno For Pyres plans to take a more active role in this year's tour. He promis-
es a computerized "Lollapalooza Superhighway." "We're going to have computer-
ized dating out there on the field," Farrell says. "With video, we can actually set 
up a dating service as well as talk to Russia if somebody's got a pal out there." 

Pink Floyd's new album, "The Division Bell," debuts at number one on the 
Billboard album sales chart, after selling 465,000 copies its first week, according 
to Soundscan. The figure is the highest first-week report of the year. Meanwhile, 
Pink Floyd's "Dark Side Of The Moon" has now become the fourth biggest-sell-
ing album in U.S. history. The Recording Industry Association of America says 
the LP has now sold 13 million copies in the U.S. It has sold 25 million copies 
worldwide. The biggest-ever selling album in the U.S. is Michael Jackson's 
"Thriller," with 22 million copies sold. Fleetwood Mac's "Rumours" and the 
Eagles' "Greatest Hits 1971-1975" are tied for second placd with sales of 14 
million. 

Malcolm McLaren sings for the first time on his new album, 
"Paris," coming out this month. 

Dickey Betts' time in alcohol rehabilitation last year serves as an influence for 
some of the material on the upcoming Allman Brothers Band album "Where It All 
Began." Betts contributes five songs to the LP, including "Everybody's Got A 
Mountain To Climb" and "Change My Way Of Living." 

Dan Hicks formerly of Dan Hicks & His Hot Licks, exposed himself at a concert 
in Newport, Oregon. However, police failed to charge him for the incident even 
though a school principal noted that 150 children were at the concert. Hicks' 
agent says he assumes Hicks has started drinking again after years of sobriety. 

Elton John and Billy Joel will tour together this summer beginning in 
Philadelphia on July 8. The two will perform some songs together but also per-
form solo. Joel says he has 'Wanted to work with Elton John for a long time and 
now it has finally come together for us." Joel will resume his own solo tour after 
he finishes the tour with John, who is recording a new album in London 

Eddie Van Halen, Sammy Hagar, Neil Young and Tommy Lee are to 
participate in the First Annual Hard Rock Cafe/Eddie Van Halen Charity Golf 
Tournament taking place in Westlake, California, on April 18. The tourna-
ment benefits the UCLA School of Medicine's Pediatric Kidney Research 
Center. An auction including signed guitars from Van Halen, Paul 
McCartney, the Who, the Rolling Stones and Eric Clanton is sched-
uled in conjunction with the tournament. Van Halen organized the tourna-
ment after a close friend was treated for pediatric kidney disease. 

The Screamin' Cheetah Wheelies aot their name, indirectly, from a 
great-great uncle of guitansi Rick White White's distant relative was a 
blues guitarist in the 1920s. "My uncle played a Cheetah guitar," White 
says. "Everyone said he could make that Cheetah scream. So we took a lit-
tle family lore and stretched it to come up with Screamin' Cheetah 
Wheelies." The Screamin' Cheetah Wheelies are now touring with the Gin 
Blossoms and will tour with the Allman Brothers Band and Big Head 
Todd & The Monsters in early May. "One of the greatest things about 
music is to try to make someone else feel what you're feeling," White says. 
"That's what I try to do when I write a song and that's why our music is 
graspable to a lot of people. Our songs come from the heart. The simple 
messages of our music are what hits home with people. We just write about 
things that could happen to anybody." 

A British woman has been charged with making obscene phone calls to the 
father of a boy who filed a civil lawsuit against Michael Jackson. Denise 
Pfeiffer, who was on a month-long vacation in the U.S., has been charged 
with misdemeanor counts of vandalism, making obscene phone calls and 
petty theft. Prosecutors say Pfeiffer put graffiti on the sidewalk outside the 
Beverly Hills office where the father practices dentistry, left an obscene 
message on the office answering machine and stole the keys to a restroom 
in the building. In a preliminary hearing, Pfeiffer pleaded not guilty. She 
was being held in lieu of $15,000 bail. If convicted on the charges, she 
could be given a 1 1/2-year jail term and fined $10,000. 

Billy Joel is separating from Christie Brinkley after nine years of mar-
riage. In a joint statement, the couple says they have been separated since 
Thanksgiving. "We have been there to support each other during critical 
times and expect to be there for each other in the future," the two say, 
adding the decision was made "out of enormous love and concern for our 
daughter and our desire to protect our friendship." 

A lieutenant in the Cleveland, Ohio, Fire Department is being suspended for 
three days without pay for giving Billy Joel a ride to a concert in a rescue 
truck after he'd had a minor traffic accident last month. Lt Robert Readinger 
told dispatchers he had taken a patient to Marymount Hospital when he was 
actually taking Joel to the Richfield Coliseum. 

Billy Joel is working with country singer. Clint Black and Trisha 
Yearwood on a musical tribute to Leonard Cohen to be released in 
September. Black plays harmonica and Yearwood contributes vocals to the 
song "Light As A Breeze" that will appear on the LP. 

Motorhead are looking for a record label to release their next album, 
since their current label (German record company ZYX) has declined to 
release the follow-up to the "Bastards" album. However, Lemmy says he's 
not discouraged. "I don't see why I should stop playing it if I still do it that 
well, he says. "If we made an album and it was terrible and we couldn't get 
it any better, then I would say we should give up. But we didn't There are 
always people who want to sign us just because we're Motorhead. The trou-
ble is finding somebody who's got real confidence in us....I just wish that 
people would see us as contenders instead of having had our best days 
with Ace of Spades." Guitarist Phil Campbell calls Motorhead "the loud-
est band in the world with the worst luck in the world." 

Final arguments have been heard in a London High Court in George 
Michael's lawsuit which seeks to release him from his record label. Sony 
attorney argued that major record companies go out of their way to help 
artists. "There is no suggestion that the record companies seek to exploit 
their contractual terms in a way that is oppressive... What the evidence has 
shown is that the record companies lean over backwards to be coopera-
tive," Pollock said.

Dr. Feelgood singer Lee Brilleux has died of lymphoma, a type of cancer. The singer passed away on Thursday April 7 at the age of 41. Dr. Fee/good formed in 
1971 when Brilleux teamed up with guitarist Wilke Johnson. The band's raw r n' b 
was, in many respects, completely at odds with much of the prevailing musical climate 
of the time. The band even recorded their debut album 'Down At The Jetty" in mono 
and their gritty honest approach ensured them an audience when punk came along in 
the late 70s. Indeed, in 1976, Brilleux played a part in setting up Stiff Records, the label 

which first released such artists as The Damned, Elvis Costello And The 
Attractions and Ian Bury And The Blockheads. Although Dr Fee/good were 
unable to sustain their commercial success in the 70s through to the 80s and 90s, the 
band continued to tour, regularly clocking up around 300 shows a year and still finding 

time to make albums. Brilleux's manager Chris Fenwick, perhaps, comes closer to 
summing up the singer when he says: "Lee was a hard drinking, hard working man and 
it is my greatest privilege to have known him." Brilleux leaves a wile and two children. 

nepeche Mode keyboardist Andrew Fletcher will not be performing with the 
band on some of their forthcoming tour dates. Fletcher is instead taking time off to 

"attend to business matters relating to their forthcoming North American tour." He will 
be temporarily replaced by Daryl Ramrods who has known the band for almost 14 
years. Barmonte will join Depeche Mode for the South American leg of their world tour. 

The British festival season is drawing near and hardly a day is passing without some announcement or rumor concerning one of the summer's big events. Firstly. the 
Glastonbury Festival, which runs from June 24-26 on a site in southwest England will 
feature the following acts (amongst other as there are 17 stages and over 1.000 perform-
ers scheduled for the event). Peter Gabriel, Elvis Costello And The Attractions, 
The Levellers. Rage Against The Machine, Paul Weller, The Spin Doctors, 
Nick Cave And The Bad Seeds, Johnny Cash, World Party, The Charlatans, 
Gin Blossoms. Grant Lee Buffalo. Tindersticks, Jah Wobble And The 

Invaders Of The Heart, Jackson Browne, Dwight Yoakam, Bjork. Jamiroquai, 
M People, Blur, Manic Street Preachers. Apache Indian, Radiohead, 
Inspirai Carpets, The Boo Radleys, Buffalo Tom, Orbital, Pavement, Henry 
Rollins Band, Sensor, Madder Rose, Credit To The Nation, Pulp, Ultramarine 
cic Verve Liewhere, the Reading Festival, which takes place lust outside London 
August 26-28, looks likely to welcome Primal Scream and Red Hot Chili Peppers 
as headliners on the 27th and 28th respectively. It also looks likely Soundgarden will 
perform at the event. As reported in last week's UK Music News, the opening night of the 
festival will feature Ice Cube, Public Enemy and lce-T The Mean Fiddler 
Organization, who organize Reading, are also strongly rumored to be planning to bring 
ZI Top to the UK for a one-off open air show at London's Finsbury Park in July. Finally 
the June 4 Donning/on Monsters Of Rock festival will feature at least 11 bands. This 
year, for the first time, the event will feature a second stage. The Wildhearts are favorites 
to headline the second stage, but nothing has yet been confirmed. 

Daisy Chainsaw singer Belinda Leith has quit the band Leith was originally brought in as 
a replacement for Katie Jane Garside but now 

says: "I've got to continue with my own project. I'm 
better off doing my own material. We've recorded an 
album and there's a new single out in a week or two. 

I can't do someone else's material all the time. 

There's so much touring that there's no time to write 
my own stuff" Leith left the band midway through a 

UK lour. Nevertheless, One Little Indian plan to 
release the material she recorded with the band. A 
single "The Future Free" will be released on April 18 

and an album "For They Know Not What They Do" is 
scheduled to be in stores on June 6. 

The Levellers, who recently cancelled an 
American tour amidst rumors of low ticket sales, 

release a new EP "Julie" on April 25 via China. The 
lead track is a re-recorded version of a song featured 
on the band's current album. Other songs available 
on various formats are intended by the band to be a 

protest against a forthcoming piece of government 
legislation. The Criminal Justice Bill will clamp 

down on "New Age Travellers" (who live on the road 

in buses and caravans) and squatters (who live in 
houses which would otherwise be empty and pay no 

rent to the owners). Two tracks are traditional English songs: "English Civil War" 
was previously recorded by The Clash for their "Give 'Em Enough Rope" album, 

while "Lowlands Of Holland" was recorded by Steelye Span. CD versions of the 
single will come with an 8-page booklet containing information on the Criminal 
Justice Bill and the release is dedicated to the memory of comedian Bill Hicks 
who died last year. 

Dance For Life is a new festival which will take place for the first time this year. 
, According to its organizers Arthur Wickson the festival will feature "some 
iffy special guests", but no headliners have yet been confirmed However, the 

festival, which lakes place on May 28 at Greenham Common. will feature such
