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How has plays per week report-
ing been impacting your life on
a day-to-day basis?

Jeff: | think that the fact that no one
up to now has perfected the method-
ology of retrigving and collating the
information in a manner that is con-
sistent with what is really happening
out there is causing a lot of headaches
for us. i.e. backwards chart moves
when a record actually increases in
spins, and situations with some charts
where frozen stations are nol includ-
ed in the week's overall play tolals,
and that kind of problem. There are
somany glitches in the systems that
it's really creating havoc for us. espe-
cially in the case where all of our
records are breaking bands.

Yeah, and it sure makes it easy
to spot the stroke adds quick-

M

Jeff: Absolutely. There is another
side to it that | don't think a lot of peo-
ple have considered, and that's fig-
uring out how real those records are
that get most added for a week or two.
If a big name artist comes out with
something and three or four weeks
in the spins are already dropping off,
then it’s pretly obvious that record
was added mostly on name value
as opposed to true artistic merit.

Given the fact that Triple A is
Capricorn’s real strength at
radio, are you concerned about
the format’s relatively low PPW
totals?

Jeff: Ifyou're asking if the fact that
they don't rolate records as consis-
tently as other formals is that going
to hurt us, my answer is no. That's
because we are an artist development
company that is interested in culti-
vating relationships with radio sta-
tions for the long term and we don't
base our success or failure on what
happens on any given track on any
givenchart. We are looking at a big-
ger picture anda longer run, and Triple
Alis a formal that is more committed
lo artist development, in my opinion,
than just about anybody out there.
They will play deeper tracks for a
longer period of time, that was born
out with Freddy Jones being on the
chart for almost a year. Widespread
Panic had solid play on two and some-
times three tracks at AAA, for instance.
1 actually prefer to have two or three
tracks played with less rotation over
alonger period every time.

Is there a sense of frustration
that the sell through on those
bands hasn’t matched the for-
mat’s long term commitment?

Jeff: No, because, again, for us every
record we release is a first record.
Because theyre debut records, we
dont anticipate huge sales. We are
about building and growing. We set

agoal at 100,000 or 200,000 what-
ever it may be, and we work toward
that goal. We start from square one,
where there are no sales, and every-
thing is growth from there. Let me S s
make a literary analogy in terms of "Nﬁ{ ST
the way that | perceive this company, Y oo
Capricorn, to be.

books, we are releasing The Bridges
Of Madison Counly. We're looking
for those records that are small, pre-
cious gems of music that occasion-
ally will break through. We're not
looking to Sign huge mass appeal
commercial records. We are look-
ing for great pieces of music that will
endure over a long period of time.
And hence, our approdch 1s com-
pletely different from the majors.

s )

You do play by some of the same
rules, though.

Jeft: Of course, you have to play by
the same rules, and the fact that we
have been in the game at the format
0fAOR and trying to slug it out with
the majors:is lestimony to the fact
that we are willing to play that game,
too. 1think that our approach is one
of looking for a ionger term resoiu-
tion, but small and special. In this
day and age, to start up a label, you
redily have to carve a niche and stake
yourterritory at the beginning to Sur-
vive. | think that we have been very
successful in that sense.

You’ve just switched from WEA
to RED distribution. What frus-
tration was WB feeling and how
would you describe the promise
that RED recognized?

Jeff: Firstofall, | must say that our
relationship with Warner Brothers
was a great and wonderful time. In
fact, my relationship with Dave
Dannheissers’s assistant Elizabeth
was so greal that we ended up get-
ting married! You can't work with
better people, you don't have a bel-
ler opportunily to break and expose
your product through any other source.
The people there were just marvelous
and gave us so much help on every
fevel. Ithink that the frustration
was that for us and for them, the suc-
cess was not coming as quickly as
we had hoped. Look at the glutted
playing field right now and consid-
er that there is basically the same
amount of radio stations in America
that there was ten years ago, and yet
there are ten times as many record
companies and staff. That tells me
that the time curve has been length-
ened for you to develop something.
Warner Brothers could see the pro-
gression and growth, but it was not
commensurale, in my opinion, with
what they had hoped for. Sal Licala
at RED perceived us as a company
that truly was developing artists and
hence the appeal.

You just came back from the
RED convention. Describe the
vibe.

Jeft: The people at RED are very
street level, aggressive, and hard
working. They specialize in inter-
facing with the mom and pop,
lastemaker stores as well as the larg-
eraccounts. That will add a new dimen-
sion to our ability to construct a sales
base.
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You obviously feel that your bands will prosper
from that kind of grass roots approach.

Jeff. Yes, | do, because the most active music buyer
is not going to the mall stores to buy his new record. The
most active music buyer, the person that is really inter-
ested in acquiring what is new and different, is at those
little stores looking for imports and different things. From
010 100.000 you re really targeting that marketplace.

Would you say there is still a fair amount of label
skepticism about the format’s ability to sell
through?

Jeft: Yes, Iwould

And in certain companies they have named Triple
A specialists, but they have not committed
the budgets. Do you feel like the format is increas-
ing in it’s ability to reach that 25-44 year old
consumer? Is there anything in your roster that
tells you that?

Jeft: |think so, interms watching how virtually unknown
artists sell with exclusively Triple A airplay. Where
else could those sales be coming from? Of course, a cer-
{ain portion is from press and a certain portion is from
louring. but then there is another unexplained percent-
age of those sales that have to be generated from radio
Plus, you can look geographically and watch where those
sales are being stimulated and see that it's a direct result
of airplay. Watching KBCO grow and build during my
early days as a Denver local rep was a great lesson for
me. |saw that building an audience takes time for radio,
as does building an audience for an artist. KBCO was no
overnight sensation, it took years, and literally, there was
a generation of people who grew up listening to the
station who became those solid fans and spread the word.

It’s also fair to say that in the radio communi-
ty it took a some time for the station to be
taken seriously.

Jeff: That's right, and even more so, it took longer for
it become a commercially salable item. This is no instant
fix format.

Word on the street was that all the women
who worked there in the early days wore sack
dresses and had hairy armpits, and that all the
guys wore flip flops and beat t-shirts. Remember?

Jeff: KBCO was doing something so totally different
that not only did the public at large not understand it, but
neither did the record companies. They only perceived
KBCO as a place to fill up their tracking sheets — an add
lo give amanager, so that he wouldn't bother them about
the ‘real’ call letters. My, how times have changed.

You went from being a musician to a promo guy.
How’d that come about?

Jeft: | was playing with Tommy Bolin, writing songs
and so forth, and | was also working in the daytime at a
record store. Michael Prince, who now works for Zoo,
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was the local Denver Arista guy, and he used to come in
and visit me. One day he came in and said. ‘Hey, | got
promoled, and I'm moving to Atlanta. Would you like to
interview for my job?" So | interviewed, and | got the job,
which | did for about a year and a half. Then Michael
called me from Atlanta and he said, ‘'m getting promot-
ed. Would you be interested in moving to Atlanta?’ |
ended up moving to Atlanta, and basically followed
Michael Prince in his career path all the way through. It
wasn ' fong after he moved to New York that | moved there
with Elektra.

How did you and Bolin hook up?

Jeff: [ hada band in Denver called Crosstown Bus that
was playing around town a lot. Tommy ran away from
home when he was 16, and was walking down the street
one snowy night, just like in the movies, and we were
rehearsing in the basement of a dress shop in downtown
Denver. We were playing along and we kept hearing the
rattling on the door and I went up to check on it and there
was Tommy standing at the door with the snow blowing
down and a guitar in his hand. He said. "Hey man, can
1 come in and jam?" Most of the guys didn't want to do
it, and somebody said, "Yeah, let him come in for a cou-
ple of minules,’ so he came in and started playing and
we fired our guitar player the next mormning.

He was that good, huh?

Jeft: He was astonishing. The kid had just turned
Sixteen, we were nineteen to twenty years old, and he
played circles around all of us.

I remember seeing him in Zephyr when | was
at Denver University. Were you ever in that band?

Jett: No, I was never in Zephyr. I moved to England
after Crosstown Bus broke up, and Tommy joined Zephyr.

What did you do over there?

Jeft: Played music, fooled around. Myselfand anoth-
er guy, we played blues, toured with Fleetwood Mac and
Chicken Shack, all these old bands.

Was Peter Green in the band at the time?

Jeff: Yes, it was the original Fleetwood Mac, the tour
that we were on was Fleetwood Mac, Chicken Shack,
Sonny Terry, Bownie McGee and B.B. King. It was great.
We toured all the college towns around England, Oxford
and Cambridge, etc. It was a great time. Not only did we
get to play with these people but the backstage experi-
ence was wonderful. Walching B.B. King give Peter Green
a guitar lesson was one of my most vivid memories

That never really turned into a serious record-
ing label thing for you though, did it?

Jeff: No. we were eighteen and nineteen years old. so
we just had a good time.

Where you thinking of nailing down that hig
record deal at the time?

Jeff: No, we were just playing the blues and chasing
girls.

What brought you back to Denver?

Jeff: Itwas just time to come home. | came back to
Colorado and slarted a band with Tommy called Energy,
which had some legendary players. We could never get
arecord deal, but when we broke up. Tommy joined
the James Gang, the drummer replaced Buddy Miles in
his own band, the bass player joined Framplon for Frampton
Comes Alive and the keyboard player joined Gary Wright
for the Dream Weaver album and | went to work for Arista.

So, all your buddies are up in bright lights and
you’re dressing up in a nurses outfit trying to
get Alan Sneed to play ‘Doctor, Doctor’ by the
Thompson Twins.

Jeff: The only thing that | regret about moving to Atlanta
was my long term association with Alan Sneed.

Yes, and isn’t it kind of a weird feeling when
you can’t

get someone you’ve known for twenty years to
add a record.

Jeft: Nobody can be there for you all the time. In all
honesty, | consider my relationship with Alan to be a very
precious one, because we have been able to sustain a
close, personal friendship in double digit years, work-
ing on different sides of the business. We've both had
{o come up with some boundaries, such as ‘Hey, | don’t
play all your records,”but that's okay, because the friend-
ship is bigger than the business side of it

In the context of old friends like Sneed and
Prince, the other day, | was talking to another
promo person who is 42 and in a company sit-
uation that’s a little shakey. He called and was
kind of stressing about his options if he found
himself out of work at that age. Do you think
there’s more age-ism in the record biz than in
other career fields?

Jeft: No, | have a lot of friends outside of the busi-
ness, and that's a concern of everyone. They worry about
their boss hiring someone half their age for a quarter of
the money. That may happen, but ! like to think that, per-
sonally, promotion is not all anybody can do. Those of
us who have been in promotion for two decades have
learned a lot of other things along the way, and ! really
believe that there is a place for people to spread their
wings within this business always. Promotion may not
be that place, but I'll tell you one thing. Someone who
has been in promotion for two decades could probably
save most companies a lot of money. Knowing these
markels as intimalely as we do, and over as long a peri-
od of time that we have worked them, has to give us a
cerlain advantage. | would like to add, too, that | haven't
found any hindrance to getting business done dealing
with somebody half my age, on the radio side. The only
thing that was embarrassing for me that | can remember
was telling Dave Rossi at ‘AVF that Pearl Jam would nev-
er happen

When Michele Meisner retumed to Elekira around
the first of the year, a long line of very strong
candidates immediately formed for that job.
Some were unemployed, but a number had sup-
posedly secure gigs at happening major labels.
What’s the Capricorn appeal?

Jeff: People perceive that we doing things a little bit
differently, that we actually are a company that is carv-
ing an adult niche and we are making interesting records,
loo. We're not just trying to crank out the latest version
of Stone Temple Pilots or the latest version of Alice In
Chains. We are trying to do records that have appeal in
their own genre of music and on their own merit. As
far as that job, itis still apen in San Francisco. | had not
filled it due to the changeover from Warner Brothers to
RED and Sony. Ifelt that until we were settled back in, it
made no sense to put somebody on. | wanled to make
sure that everything was solid and rolling. So, I'm still
going to fill that position at some point.

Do you have a time frame?
Jeff: Within my lifetime.

Does Capricorn do much wheeling and dealing
for airplay?

Jeft: Firstof all, it would be ludicrous for us to try to
compete on that financial level. Not only do we not have
their resources, but | don't consider a promotion attached
lo a record any kind of insurance of gelting quality play
onthe record. If somebody doesn 't feel strongly enough
in the first place about a record to put it on and commit
lo it, then I'm not really prone to want to support it finan-
cially. It we can do a promotion that will enhance the
image of the artist in the markelplace, that makes sense
tome, preferably after the artist is already playing on the
radio.

Is that usually in the form of making the artist

available to the radio station for an appear-
ance?
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Those are

oplions. 1 think

that you can be very
creative with what you do

promotionally if you e always reassess-

ing and revaluating where you are with the record.
Obviously, if the record is at 15,000 or 50,000 there is
a difference with how you are going to approach pro-
moting it, and at 200,000 it is certainly a whole differ-
ent game again.

On Tuesday, when you are watching the Most
Added columns, do you feel like you are com-
peting against small appliances and cash?

Jeff: It would be easy for me to lake that stance and feel
badly about it, but my feeling is that the really real records
survive those weeks where you only have three or four
or five adds. At Elektra, we worked the 10,000 Maniacs
record for a year before it popped. | remember creating
and sending out a birthday card announcing lo radio that
it was our first birthday promoting 10,000 Maniacs. |
subscribe to the long haul theory, that you have to be
willing to tough out whatever you are dealt on any giv-
en week.

Do you think that home office pressure to deliv-
er weak records is probably the biggest frus-
tration in any promotion person’s life?

Jeff: | think that it is frustrating when people perceive
that obviously you are trying to cash in on a trend. If you
are releasing an Alice In Chains clone, and it's so painful-
ly obvious that is what you went out and signed, radio
sniffs that out in a heartbeal. They know that's not real.
They know that is premedilated and pretentious. Whereas,
if you are releasing a record that goes against the grain
of what's happening right now, it actually stands out a lit-
tle bit. You may not get people embracing it initially, but
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if you can build a story, all the belter. | think that the
Collective Soul record is a terrific example of thal. That
record, while not a novelly record, is certainly a unique
sounding record on the radio and it stands out and real-
ly gets your altention. It's amazing to me how it was able
to be crossed to several different formats. Great job,
Danny and company.

lan Moore is one of Capricorn’s brightest hopes
right now. What'’s your plan right now to take
him to the next level?

ey
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Jeff:
To just keep consis-
tently doing what we are doing. We want to keep him out
on tour. He's going back to Europe again, to play there
in the summer. We are going to prepare a set of three or
four live songs that we will release commercially, Songs
like ‘Blue Sky'and ‘Satisfied that reinforce the album, but
give you a whole different kind of groove fo the songs.
We'll put that out to retail to keep building the fan base
and to create more consumer awareness. We did a video
on ‘Harlem' and we continue to work that, not only at inde-
pendent outlets, but MTV. That's our goal, to continue
hammering at every level, and again, the long game. It
doesn't have to happen last week. We are completely
comfortable with how it's building in terms of sales and
airplay.

Freddy Jones went to the top 10 with ‘In A
Daydream’ and ‘One World,’ but that’s been a
tough act to cross out of Triple A, and you could
also almost say that about the Swinging Steaks.
Do you think that AOR programmers are skepti-
cal of Triple A hits?

Jeff:- No, I do not | don't think that there is a bias against
it, but | don't think that the format as a whole has had the
kind of numbers that make records crossing out of it auto-
matics.

Is it a question of AAA needing stronger overall
numbers to impact more on AOR?

Jeff: Success breeds success. If you are ina market-

place with an Alternative station that is kicking butt, a pro-
grammer might lake a look at more Alternative records
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than you would if you were in a marke! that wasn'. We
know which stations in America tend to lean to the
adult side, and we would certainly target those stations
in advance of trying to cross that record. We are going
after ‘In A Daydream' for the third time. We are releasing
it to AOR once again, because we know it'sa record. We
know that ‘RFX is getting top five phones in Charlotte,
and they only play 12 records. We know that RDU played
it six times and got top five phones. At WKLS it was a #1
phone record, and WAVF has done well with it. Regionally,
it's building at AOR, so we need to spread the word, S0
we are re-releasing it once again.

What do you do to get it noticed the third time
around?

Jeff: | don’t know if we can do anything differently, except
to keep pointing to the successes. What we need to do
is get programmers’ attention long enough to show them
how this record is continuing to perform. There are quoles
from these radio stations on the disc that will arrive next
week — direct quole from their contemporaries, say-

ing that this record is happening. If we can get it on

the air, the record will take care of itself.

How does your lack of cata-
logue handicap you?

Jeff: Any company that
is operating without a
catalogue, at this
point, operates at
adisadvantage.
It's most unfor-
tunate that we
don't have
t h e
Capricorn
catalogue
louse, but
‘ that's the
reality
We're
quickly try-
ing to culti-
vate a calalogue
with our
Capricorn Presents
box sets and the var-
jous artists we have.
Obviously, Warner Brothers
and Sony andRCA and alf these
other big labels have two decades
or more of catalogue. So, yes, we're
operating at a disadvantage, but it s not some-
thing that we can't overcome because we are (otal-
ly focused on creating the calalogue now.

How come you guys haven’t really dealt more
with the Alternative arena?

Jeff: Because we really wanted to go with what we knew
first, then evolve. | think that it speaks very loudly that
the debut 311 record, our first Alternative release, is at
almost 100,000 now. Considering it's our one shot going
into that genre of music, it's a tremendous statement.

Are you A&R guys just not oriented to that sound?

Jeff- We don't have an A&R department. Phil Walden
has the ultimate final answer, but we listen to tapes from
the interns, we take feedback from everyone in the
company. We have not felt the need to put in place an
A&R department up to this point. We will. That's com-
ing, but at this juncture in our growth, we are at a point
where we can deal with that in the future.

Are you concerned about being typecast regard-
ing the kind of music that you tend to special-
izein?

Jeff: That's inevitable in this business. Everybody is
looking for a quick label to tack on everyone else, so they
can just box them in, but what you see us doing in the
next year and year and a half will totally eliminale those
kinds of things.

If you were to step outside yourself, how might
you typecast the company?



Jeft: As music driven, which is

what we say. We're not interested

in fads or quick novelty type things.

We want to build albums that are

.1 reflective of great music from peo-
ple that are actually out there play-
ing it

You certainly have some
regional variation in your ros-
ter, but do you think that
‘Southern’ would be an unfair
roster stereotype?

Jeft: | think that ‘Southern'is a
label that is thrust on us because
of the past. Ifyou consider the fact
that Freddy Jones is from Chicago,
and the Swinging Steaks are from
Bostonand lan Moore is from Texas
and 311 is from L.A., I would say
that isn't really reflective of a south-
ern label. Sonically, there is a cer-
tain vibe musically on some of
the music, but, for instance, | con-
sider lan’s influences more urban
then southern.

|
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Do you use indies extensive-
ly?

Jeff: Yes. We havea four person
regional staff. |dida study recent-
ly of all the like sized or slightly
bigger companies, and our staff is
smaller then most labels. So we
definitely use independent help on
aregular basis.

Do you rotate your indies?

Jeff: | have guys that ! like to use,
but I rotate a bit. It's interesting
to see how each of them have dif-
ferent relationships and how the
relationships are used

How day-to-day involved is
Phil Walden?

Jeft: Very much so. Heis com-
pletely hands on in every depart-
ment. He still possesses a very
high degree of curiosity about how
things work. He's a very intelligent
man who is thoroughly engrossed
inthe business end and the music.
We used to walk through the Warner
Brothers offices, and it was almost
embarrassing because the guy was
grabbing everyone’s CD's off their
desks. He's a total music junkie.
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It's wonderful to watch somebody who acts like every CD
he buys at a store is the first one he's ever bought

You've worked with Phil Walden, Clive Davis,
and Bob Krasnow. What do those three indus-
try giants have in common?

Jeff: | don't think that they have much in common, oth-
er than the fact that they are willing to step up to the bat
and really go for it. It was fascinating being there as Bob
Krasnow remolded and reshaped Elekira. He had a vision
and a very clear idea of what he wanted to do and where
he wanted to go with it, and he's been willing to take
chances right on through. | recently saw Clive on a plane
coming back from a Grammy show and | went up to
him and said, ‘There is not a day that goes by that |
don'tuse something that | learned from you." And that is
the truth. The man has a brilliant sense of the business,
and I will always treasure the time that | had there. With
regard to Phil, he's the same kind of personality. He's
got a dream and the willingness to work incessantly to
see it through. | look for people to work with that | can
learn from, and I've been very lucky to work with three
extraordinary individuals. and all of them music people
first

Do you think Alternative is continuing to show
the promise that encouraged Krasnow to do what
he did?

Jeff: | think that Alternative radio, much like any other
format of radio that has been allacked by the music busi-
ness, has pulled in its oars a little bit and become more
conservative. They have become big business, and it’s
much harder to cultivate early interest than it used to
be. But the format definitely pays dividends because they
have a very core fanalic listening audience which expands
daily.

Do you think that it’s less music friendly than it
was a year ago?

Jeff: Yes, no question about it. We used to lament the
fact that major label records were in the Top 10at charts
in Alternative, and now it's really rare to see an indepen-
dent label anywhere in the Top 10 at commercial alter-
native radio.

Do you foresee that trend squeezing out a sub-
stantial number of the independent labels?

Jeff: The trend has been for major labels to swallow
them whole, but the true independents — the ones that
operale with the full knowledge that they can sell five to
ten thousand copies of a record and make a profit on that
— those guys will be there forever because they are the
true entrepreneurs in the business. The distributors like
RED have nurtured those labels lovingly for a good long
time, and this new arrangement between Rounder and
Valley Distributing is going to creale a big independent
network for the entrepreneurs in the music business.

What does public radio mean to you?

Jeff: Public radio is a tremendous vehicle to reach an
audience that is not concerned with the latest flavor.
People that are involved with public and national radio
are people that are looking for alternatives to the alter-
native. They are really looking for completely different
genres of music than what pop radio might give them.

It seems that pop is a very low priority situation
with you guys.

Jeff: At this point, so far, it has been. | think that's a
whole different world, both promotionally and psychi-
cally.

Do you envision that changing, or are you just
not oriented towards that kind of music?
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Jeff: Again, it would change almost organically. | don't
think that we would ever sign anything with the idea of
‘Ah ha! This is our CHR record, let's go after it." | think
that what we might do is have success on other formats
and it would translate from there. | suspect that it will
happen with Freddy Jones because at some point Freddy
Jones will become so popular that we might have to go
to CHR with some point with a band like that because they
are perfect.

Personally, you're a devout student of Tai Chi,
and yet on a daily basis, you deal with all the
bizarreness that makes up the record business.
Do you find that an odd sort of mix?

Jeff: The philosophical side of Tai Chi is the concept of
yinand yang, and what could be more yin and yang than
working in the record business and doing Tai Chi? The
record business is total stress and total energy and Tai
Chi is total relaxation and total quietitude. It's a perfect
balance

I've heard you say you’d like to take a year or
two off and travel and teach in China. Has your
wife Elizabeth talked you out of that yet?

Jeff: She has just adjusted my bus schedule. I'm still
going. but it may be a few years from now. | am able to
al least live part of a dream, and'that is | teach Tai Chi two
nights a week. One night, | teach to elderly people in a
church and then the next night ! teach a regular class for
my teacher in his studio, so I'm able to do that to really
prepare myself to go when | go to China again. | have
been to China before to study, but | want to go for an
extended amount of time. | think that the future of the
world lies in the hand of the East at this point, from man-
ufacturing to business and all sides of the world econ-
omy. They will hold a good deal of the cards in the com-
ing decade, and I want to be a part of walching that evolve
at some point.

1 read this morning that in the major metro cities
in China nine out of ten people have color tele-
visions.

Jeff: That's right, and AT&T just made a deal over the
next five years to put in 170 million phones, which is a
small percentage of the population.

Do you think that being in Atlanta enables you
to get anything done that you could do in New
YorkorL.A.?

Jeff: Inthis day and age, | don't think that there is any
overpowering reason lo live in New York or L.A., with all
the back tracking that is going on from people in the music
business to Nashville and Austin and all these other cities.
Atlania is as full of music business lawyers and managers
as many other major cities in America, and we are only
as far away from New York and L.A. as an airport, a fax
machine and a telephone.

What would you consider the most frustrating
aspect of your job?

Jeff: The lack of catalogue and being on square one with
everything that we release. It's just a matter of starting
from the beginning with each release. Not that following
up a platinum album is always a cake walk, but it does
tend to be easier, at least in the early stages.

And the most satisfying?
Jeff: Dealing with you on a weekly basis, of course.
Dther then that, wiseguy.

Jeff: | guess being given the ability to exercise my
instincts and intuitions. | have been given a free hand
with this department by Phil and Don Schmitzerle and
they have given me the ability to go ahead and try and
experiment with what | think to be right. It is wonderful
to be handed the reigns and allowed to try things. That's
what I've always dreamed of.

W hen Pointblank released its first album, "Ambition,” by Larry McCray, the
¥ new kid on the blues label block started out with a virtual unknown. In the
years following that humble beginning, Pointblank has become a premier
/abe/ by taking many well known artists and giving them a boost in their career — John
Lee Hooker, Albert Collins, Kinsey Report and Johnny Winter are several examples. A
consistency in all the recordings are well produced, well executed albums. The label’s
newest release returns to its beginning by laking a new talent and show casting it in an
album that retains its standards to excellence... From the very beginning, Terry Evan’s
Blues For Thought grabs hold of your attention and lakes you on a ride of musical styles
that run the gamut from funk blues to gospel with a little John Lee Hooker thrown in for
good measure. Ry Cooder produced and played on this refreshingly original album. On
every lrack, Cooder breathes life into the production and performance creating a work that
stands out as an example of what a blues album can be. It's unfair to single out any
release due lo the diversity of styles, but for the sake of a review, some highlights are:
Willie Dixon’s “Too Many Cooks, " Denise Lasalle’s "Get Your Lies Straight,” and Evan’s
original compositions "Nalcha Bone Lover,” “Live, Love And Be Friends.” | wouldn't be
surprised if Evan’s "Shakespeare Didn't Quote That” doesn't appear in rotation on fazz
shows around the country. To paraphrase a tacky commercial, Terry Evan’s Blues For
Thought is pure listening satisfaction.

Brothers — this is "blues-based rock.” More history: Otis
Bush, along with Buddy Guy and Magic Sam, worked with
the great Willie Dixon on an old Chicago label, Cobra. All
the Brits memorized Olis’ licks and brought it back to us
through the Bluesbreakers, Fleetwood Mac and Zep. Otis
was maybe the first (maybe it was Albert King) to take a guy
named Jimi who did the same thing. I'm tellin' ya — this is
smokin’. The tracks to check out are “Don’t Burn Down the
Bridge.” "Homework," "It's My Own Fault,” or maybe
‘Somebody Have Mercy.” Take home the cassette, play it
for someone you wanna impress. If if doesn't work call me
— Il give you your money back. THIS IS THE ONE.

Whichever song you pick it is an easy choice, so
spend some time with Lisa, as in For Love Not Lisa, again this year.

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B.B. King was finally allowed to play an invilation-only
concert at the opening of a Hard Rock Cafe in Beijing,
China, afler the authorities there delayed the granting of
a visa until the last moment. King's was a rare perfor-
mance by a Western musician in the Chinese capital.
“Thank God I'm here. We'll all get down and start
boogying together,” he told bemused reporters. The
Chinese had turned down a request for a visa earlier in
the month from John Denver and it looked highly
unlikely they were going to let King in at all. Chinese
authorities are worried about any kind of public gather-
ings in the period leading up to the fifth anniversary of
the Tiananmen Square massacre on June 4. There were
no problems at King's show.

There’s a computer bulletin board (914-679-3040) for
information on the two 25th anniversary Woodstock
concerts. Woodstock Online provides information
about the latest rumored performers as well as other
details about the events. The Rolling Stones, Eric
Clapton and the Grateful Dead have declined invila-
tions to perform at the anniversary concert August 13-
14 on the site of the original festival. The bulletin board
has received inquiries from as far away as Germany
and Australia about the festival.

Guns N’ Roses drummer Matthew Sorum has
pleaded innocent to a misdemeanor count of
spousal abuse for allegedly beating his wife, Kai,
earlier this month. Authorites say Kai Sorum was
scratched and bruised when sheriff's deputies
arrived at the couple’s home. A June 24 pre-trial
hearing has been set for Sorum.

The Black Crowes have recorded two dozen songs
for their next album, due out for release in late August
(on American Recordings). The band’s manager says
the group may release a double album, or release an
“extra” album while the band is on tour.

Author Roddy Doyle warns he has nothing to do with
the upcoming sequel to the Commitments movie.
“Not only can | spend most of my waking life rubbish-
ing the whole film before it's even started, but they have
{o pay me subslantial sums of money,” Doyle says.

Mark Chadwick of the Levellers has been trying to
drum up opposition to a new Criminal Justice Bill in
England that would give police more authorily to evict
people without warning, arrest people for ‘aggravated
trespass,” confiscate property, or detain people sus-
pected of illegal activity. The measure would also make
a gathering of over a hundred people illegal, even with
the property owner's consent, and it would ban open-
air music “wholly or predominantly characterized by the
emission of a succession of repetitive beats.” Members
of the Levellers have been squalters and travellers in
-the past, and Chadwick says the new measure has been
introduced by a government that is “completely out of
touch with the people it claims to represent. They're in
trouble and looking for scapegoats. They know they can
get away with it because there’s no effective opposition.
The other parties can't be seen to oppose law and
order.” The Levellers last year tried to organize a free
music festival, but ran into trouble with local govern-
ments. The latest EP from the band features spoken-
word extracts of the bill, as well as covers of the
Clash’s ‘English Civil War” and Steeleye Span’s
“‘Lowlands Of Holland."

Savatage are recording their seventh album in Tampa,
the first since the death last year of guitarist Criss Ollva.
Alex Skolnick, formerly of Testament, has replaced
Oliva in the band. “Alex was our first and only choice to
replace Criss,” says Jon Oliva. “If Alex had tumed us
down, we probably would have called it a day.”

Rachel Hunter,
have filed a $5 million lawsuit against a celebrity photo
distribution company seeking to block distribution of
photos the couple claims were stolen from their Beverly
Hills home. The lawsuit against Splash News & Pictures
of Santa Monica claims invasion of privacy. “Within the
privacy of their home, and for their exclusive personal
use and enjoyment, the Stewarts posed for and took the
photographs,” the lawsuit says. It says the pictures
show Stewart “playfully relaxing with Ms. Hunter-
Stewart and depict the Stewarts in their private residence
in various stages of undress.” The owners of the agency
won' say whether they have the photos in question.

Trial has been scheduled for July for the $30 million
lawsuit Geffen Records filed against Don Henley,
claiming breach of contract and failing to deliver three
promised albums. Henley claims his contract with the
label has expired and that label founder David Geffen is
“sick and tired” of the record business and isnt
involved in the label's day-to-day operations, breaching
a "key man” clause in Henley's contract. Geffen claims
Henley still owes them two studio albums and a grealest
hits album. The lawsuit against Henley is one of several
that has meant that the reunited Eagles are without a
record label to release an album of new malerial.

Amos has heard from many victims of sexual
assaults in response to the song “Me And A Gun” on
her 1992 debut solo album “Little Earthquakes.”

The
band is said to be trying to keep ticket prices low for the
shows in large thealters and sheds.

Buffalo, New York, band Skate The Razor will have
an album out in July (on Backstreet Records), recorded
in New York.

Bone Club have released a new album on
an independent label (Rocket Sound) based
in St. Paul, Minnesota.

Former Ozzy Osbourne and Badlands guitarist Jake
E. Lee is calling his new band Wicked Alliance. The
group includes frontman Mandy Lien and former
Dirty Looks bass player Brian Perry.

Merl Saunders has a new album out called “It's In
The Air" (on Summertone Records) that he describes as
a dance record that "has a lot more bite than new age.”
Proceeds from sales of the album are going o the
Rainforest Action Network in San Francisco. Saunders,
who says he’s an environmentalist, traveled to a South
American rainforest where he says he got inspiration
for the new LP. “I was shocked, totally shocked," he
says. ‘I heard the different sounds of darkness, saw
Dpink dolphins.” Saunders says he'd like to work with
Jerry Garcia again, as he did on the 1990 album
“Blues From The Rainforest.” Saunders and his
Rainforest Band are working on a new album while
Saunders is also writing the script and soundtrack for a
childrens’ movie.

Extreme have finished work on a new studio album
for release late this summer. Guitarist Nuno
Bettencourt is working on a solo album for release
next year. Vocalist Gary Cherone is playing the title
role in a stage production of “Jesus Christ Superstar”
in Cambridge, Massachuselts.
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Allgood are playing over 200 live concerts this year, which makes it appropriate
that the band has released a live album called "Kickin' And Screamin’,” recorded in
Augusta, Georgia. “We wanted to do a live record because everyone was telling us
our studio stuff was cool, but it wasn't like our live show,” says lead singer Corky
Jones. "So we decided to take the studio right into the club and make a record for
those folks who wanted to sort of take the live show home with them.” Jones says
the CD captures the band's show at its best. “We happened to get a performance that
only happens, like, every six months for us,” he says. ‘it was just one of those things
where we felt like everything we could get lucky with, we did. There’s so many things
ona live record that can go wrong because there’s no overdubbing.”

Former Helmet guilarist Peter Mengede has formed a new band called
Handsome, which includes former Cro-Mags drummer Pete Heines and bass
player Mark Nappi.

Spoken word artist Lydia Lunch says she's started avoiding the “force-fed plea-
sure” of the mass media and she urges others to do the same. “The whole work-
related concept is there to rob people of their time and energy so that there is no
energy left to really have any pleasure,” Lunch says. “Don't buy shit Don't rent crap-
py videos. Don't buy crappy records. Don't buy a new fucking car. Stop being the
consumers you were born and bred to be because you're just getting ripped off. It's
very mathematical, it's very simple. You don't even need a fucking calculator. Realize
how much of the fucking lie and the okey-doke that you e buying, realize how much
time you're wasting and decide to take up a creative by-product. Your life is going to
change.” Lunch has always talked about child abuse as part of her spoken-word per-
formance, a subject she notes has become more popular in recent years. “My aim is
basically to relieve the frustrations of those less articulate than myself,” Lunch says,
“but that are intelligent enough fo realize that we are all going to fucking hell in a
handbasket prefty soon.”

Eric Gaffney has left Sebadoh and has been replaced by Bob Fay of Crush Sr.

Duran Duran’s covers album, “Thank You,” is now slated for release
(on Capitol Records) in September.

South Florida band Collapsing Lungs are releasing an EP this summer (on
Atlantic Records) called “Colorblind” and will begin recording a full-length album
this fall.

Paul Leary of the Butthole Surfers is producing a new album by Daniel
Johnston (for Atlantic Records).

Buddy Guy is working on a new album in Austin, Texas, with producer
Eddie Kramer.

Chrls Duarte is working on an album in Seattle (for Silvertone Records). The tenta-
live title for the LP is “Texas/Sugar/Strat/Magic.”

Toad The Wet Sprocket litled their new album, “Dulcinea,” for the prostitute in
“Don Quixote.” A lot of the songs on the album deal with this kind of inertia, a feel-
ing of knowing you're stuck and not knowing how o get out of it,” says singer, gui-
larist and keyboardist Glen Phillips. "It's been a way I've been feeling. I'm in a type
of rut, not challenging myself, not asking questions.” One song on the album,
“Nanci," is an ode to Nancy Griffith and Loretta Lynn. Toad The Wet Sprocket
have kept the same line-up since the band formed in junior high school in 1986.
“We play a little louder than we used to, but it's not overly aggressive,” Phillips says.

Sam Phillips says things have changed for the better at her record label (Virgin
BRecords) since the release of her 1991 album “Cruel Inventions.” “A weird thing I've
learned about the record business is, you never have to change labels because if you
slay in one place long enough, they all come through the doors eventually,” Phillips
says. “Once again, Virgin has completely changed. There is a great bunch of people
there who really cares about music. They re young, they have a lot of enthusiasm,
and I'm very, very happy with how they re treating my record.” Phillips says she's
happy with the reception given her new album, “Martinis & Bikinis,” which features
Peter Buck of REM, Benmont Tench of thc Heartbreakers and Colln
Moulding of XTC. “/'ve been a fan of XTC, and ! love his (Moulding’s) bass play-
ing," Phillips says. *I really wanted to work with him to see what he'd do with some
of these songs.” On a recent promotional tour, Phillips performed at the Cleveland
200. ‘It was really oda,” she says. I was in the primate house with the monkeys and
the cals. | got to go backstage afterward and feed a 450-pound gorilla strawberries.
That was quite a thrifl.”

Pearl Jam’s planned summer tour has been delayed from July to at least
September. The band's manager says Kurt Cobain’s suicide was a factor in the
delay, as it “knocked the wind out of the band.”

Karl Bartos of Kraftwerk has an album coming out under the moniker Elektric
Music. If's called “Esperanto” (on Atlantic Records). Bartos works with Loathar
Manteuffel on the 8-song album, which includes a track called “Kissing The
Machine” that features lead vocals from Andy McCluskey of OMD.
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Peter Himmelman's tured the video for “With You," from his new
album "Skin," into a documentary about a day in the life of a touring rock
musician. “We just followed him along with the cameras rolling,” says
video director Nigel Dick, who's also done videos for Guns N’ Roses,
Paul McCartney and Alice In Chains. The clip includes footage shot
on the first three dates of Himmelman'’s "Skin” tour — Madison,
Wisconsin, Cleveland, and Morgan, New Jersey.

After hearing Michael Bolton bemoan the judgement against him which
claimed he violated the Isley Brothers' copyright of “Love Is A
Wonderful Thing,” Entertainment Weekly magazine sent copies of Bolton’s
song and the Isleys’ tune to eight music reviewers. They spiit, 4 to 4, as to
whether Bolton had relied on the earlier song. "I'm extremely pleased that
Michael Bolton wanted to know what | thought,” says David Marsh of
Playboy magazine, who agreed with the court finding. “It's my hope that
he will someday ask how much a critic might imagine he owes in repara-
tions for butchering classic — as opposed to obscure — B&B."
Entertainment Weekly's music reviewer, David Browne, says he doesn't
think Bolton copied the song. “Michael Bolton is guilly of many things —
oversinging, lack of musical imagination, overall hackdom — but out-
right plagiarism doesn't seem to be one of them, " Browne says.

A 66-year-old Houston piano teacher has been ordered not to touch a
piano keyboard for 20 years, as part of his plea-bargained sentence for
fondling nine- and 10-year-old girls. *I took away the most important
thing to him,"” says Stale District Judge Ted Poe. ‘I don' know anything
about pianos. | don't like pianos.

‘Robert Johnson — King Of The Della Blues Singers” gels a release
next month (on Legacy/Mastersound Records). It's a 16-song album orig-
inally released in 1961 that's been remastered using recently uncovered
test pressings. The LP includes “Crossroads," “Walkin' Blues,” “Come On
In My Kitchen” and “Travellin’ Riverside Blues,” among other songs also
covered by more contemporary bands. Around the same time, there will
also be new albums from Brownie McGhee, Blind Willie McTell,
Bukka White, Tampa Red and a compilation album called “Cajun
Dance Party: Fais Do-Do," as part of the same record label’s Roots ‘N
Blues Series.

Greg Dulli of the Afghan Whigs is getting funding from the band's
record label to finance a low-budget movie he's planning to write and
direct.

Godspeed, who have a track on the upcoming Black Sabbath lribute
album, have an album just out called “Ride” (on Atlantic Records). The
New Jersey quintet is playing two months of dates with Sabbath in
Europe. The ‘Ride" album was recorded live in the studio with producer
Rachel Bolan, who is Skid Row's bass player.

Denver band Spell, formed by former Fluid drummer Garrett Shavlik,
will release an album late this summer (on Isiand Records). If will mostly
draw from a 13-song tape recorded in Denver with the addition of three
new songs, including a cover of the Germs “Lexicon Devil." The band
plans to go on the road in the fall.

he Wonder Stuff’s appearance at the Phoenix Festival, which takes place in July in the Midiands of England, will be their farewell concert. A short statement from the band

describes the split as being “on very amicable terms” The statement also denies reports of a rift between the band and their UK labe/ Polydor: “Furthermore, any reports sug-
gesting frustration or bad feeling between the band and their record company Polydor couldn’t be further from the truth. Both parties are looking forward to working together on a
singles compilation due for release later this year.” The Wonder Stuff are expected to release an EP of new malerial prior to Phoenix... Finsbury Park, which has been used as a site
for one-day festivals over the past few years, could close to rock concerts. The London park has seen major shows from such artists as Neil Young, Madness, The Cult, and
Pearl Jam, but residents are trying to stop the local government of Haringey Council hiring the park to promoters. Friends Of Finsbury Park say the council has gone back on an
agreement to hold only limited numbers of shows at the park. Talking to a local paper The Wackney Gazette, FOFP's Margot Sreberny commented: “Finsbury Park is a vital recre-
ation area for local residents. To have it put out of bounds for four weekends, two of them in the school holigays, completely fails to recognize its importance in local peaple’s
lives." A spokesperson for the council said promoters had to adhere to guidelines over noise and litter and concluded: “Finsbury Park is there for everyone to enjoy.
