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o upon a time, WAAF was thought to do a great job of serving
nce city of licence Worcester, as well as provide a harder edged alter-
native to Boston based stations. In the six years that Ron Valeri has pilot-
ed 'AAF, that perception has changed radically. Now, not only is the sta-
tion Arbitron and AccuRatings validated as a 18-34 power in Boston, it’s also
one of the country’s most respected COR signals. That was Ron’s mission
when new owners Zapis Communications upped him from promotions to
PD six years ago, and despite a flanker format approach and less than per-
fect signal, Mr. V and his talented sales and air staff have more than
accomplished their goal. We caught up with Ron early this week, as he was
whisking confetti off his shoulders and scraping pumpkin off his shoes...

How did the Halloween bash this past weekend
go?

Ron: Tremendous! We did something a little bit dif-
ferent this year, ‘The WAAF Cash Bash' at the Roxy. We
put 2,000 peaple in this absolutely gorgeous two-lev-
el club in the theater district The place feels a lot like
a mini Carnegie Hall complete with chandeliers. You
had to win tickets over the air or on the street at one of
our ticket blitzes, and you could not buy an invitation to
getin. Entrants automalically qualified for a $5,000 door
prize, so at the end of the night after the bands had played,
we gave away five grand and made somebody real
happy. We had the obvious costume contest going on
for cash and trips and that sort of thing as well, and it's
amazing how people get up for this thing. We had cos-
tumes that were 8 feet tall, whether it was King Kong or
a big dildo. I would say that a good 60-70% of the crowd
came in costume.

Nice to get a successful promotion like that off
in a market as promotionally competitive as
Boston.

Ron: Yes, indeed. Il digress here to make sure that
1 say a big thank you to Tesla and Collective Soul for per-
forming for free for us.

Did you get everything that you wanted label
wise?

Ron. [ was ecstalic.
And that’s not even your biggest event.

Ron: That would be 'The WAAF Beach Dig," which we
do to close out our Spring book. As summer is
approaching, we bury $50,000 worth of cash, vouchers
and keys to everything from jet skis to motorcycles to
sports cars in the sand out at Salisbury Beach, which is
on the north shore of Boston. It's a tremendous forced
listening promotion and we usually get about 30,000 peo-
ple at the site, which is a big state beach. 107 people
are qualified to dig over about three weeks leading up
to the event, and whether or not they dig up a valuable
prize, they automatically win $107 when they qualify

How large an area do they dig in?
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Ron: It's about half a football field, about 40 yards long.
It eats up a good chunk of the beach, and is a pretty wild
spectacle to see. Imagine people lifting their com-
memorative shovels, then the music and the slarter
gun as they all go charging in there like a cast of cra-
zies. Then sand flies all over the place, and ten minutes
into it they are all suffering from heat exhaustion.

Did you ever get any heart attacks?

Ron: No, we are very careful with plenty of Gatorade and
complex carbohydrates and that sort of thing. Plus, we
lake a break every len minutes or so. I's always tons of
fun and we just had a great Spring book, so it obviously
works.

And you definitely feel that the cumulative
listening things like ‘The Dig’ factor into hard
numbers?

Ron: I'm not a huge conlesting advocate, as much as
1am a huge advocate of any vehicle that will elicit vic-
arious participation, and that's what is neat about that
promotion. They may never win a shovel per se, but it's
alotof fun to listen to, and there’s inherent drama in the
whole thing. Some people even think we actually bury
a sports car at the beach.

How long has the station been geared up to bat-
tle on the streets in Boston proper?

Ron: Aljttle over seven years. When | came here, | was
told that I was hired to help with the ‘Boston mission,”
which was just being launched. At that time, without any
degree of trying. WAAF had a phenomenal cume in the
Boston metro — this without even speaking to the
people, never mind marketing to them. So, it didn't take
a brain surgeon one day for the General Manager to sit
down and say, ‘Gee, | wonder what would happen here
ifwe simply served the people who are only 30 miles down
the road from us.

And what was your plan?

Ron: This station always positioned itself as a multi-
market medium, gelting real ratings in anywhere from
six to eight markets, depending on how it’s hitting
from book to book to book. But obviously, the lion's share
of billings up in New England are done out of the
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Boston market. It's a $110 million dollar radio market
the last time | looked, and we knew if we could just take
a small piece of that, we'd be happy campers. That became
the mentality. It was 'Why the hell not? We already have
listeners, so let's turn them into partisans rather than casu-
al cumers, and then let’s go get more casual cume for
the radio station.” So, for the last six or seven years, we
have been very aggressive in doing that on-air and on
the streets.

What percentage of your business comes out
of Boston?

Ron: Agood 60% percent of it. You have to understand
that our cume in the Boston metro is significantly larg-
er than our cume in the Worcester metro, and that's just
because of sheer population base. It's a further result
of the fact that the way Arbitron defines the Worcester
market is really an abortion to begin with. To give you
an idea, the Boston metro is ranked #9, and it lakes five
geographical counties to comprise that #9 rank. The
Worcester metro, which is ranked 99th, is really miskeading
because it's not even Worcester County as defined by
Arbitron, just the southern third of the county. To put
that in perspective for you, if Arbitron — and they will
soon — made all of Worcester County the metro, that
would take us probably inside the top 60, if not the top
50 markelts, just like that.

How is your signal penetration throughout the
Boston metro?

Ron: Very good. We're definitely signal disadvantaged,
but nothing that is that inbibitive in terms of helping peo-
ple make money and helping our clients succeed.
There's probably 20-25% of that five county region
where you are going to have some problems listening
fo the radio station. You asked about our Halloween Cash
Bash,"we held that at The Roxy in downtown Boston, and
they came to us. They helped me pay for the produc-
tion and they did a lot of unorthodox things to make the
event work. Typically, it's the other way around, when
you're begging entertainment venues and lrying to con-
vince them to give you their place in exchange for the
bar. Notonly did they do that, but they also turned around
and said, ‘How much is it going to cost us to help you
with the sound and lights and hotel, etc.’

That’s unusual. Is this a recent development,
or have you enjoyed that sort of entree?

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Ron: I's been an ongoing, positive evolution for the radio
slation, with the last 24 months being particularly
enfoyable for us.

Currently, how would you rate the Boston mar-
ket on the competitive scale?

Ron: Outside of Seattle, probably the most competi-
tive rock market in America, and | can back that up for
you, if anyone cares to challenge that assumption.
Never mind the Boston metro alone, there are rock
stations that get in out of Providence and into the
northern part of the metro out of Manchester. We fig-
ure there are at least two or three too many rock stations.

Give us a lifestyle sketch of
the typical ‘AAF listener.

Ron: The ‘AAF listener is some-
where between 20 and 30 years
0ld, and 65-70% of the audience
is going to be male, the median
age being right around 25 years
old. He's very passionate about
music, he's passionalte about
sports, and for every muffler
installer, there is a software
engineer. The qualitative is sur-
prisingly better than people
might believe and certainly bet-
ter than our competitors want the
prospective customer to believe.

Is that black T-shirt stereo-
type something that you
still have to dispel?

Ron: Things have gotten better,
but sure. The radio station is an
edgy radio slation, and a lot of
the buys are driven by 26-year
0ld fernales sitting in the back bay
at the ad agencies. The last
band in the world they want o Iis-
ten to is Aerosmith, even in this
town.

As per the Steve Blatter/X107 piece a couple of
weeks ago, it’s the stuff you’'re playing in
hottest rotation that seems to be what those 25-
34 men want to hear.

Ron: That's the case for WAAF right now. One of the
goals of this radio station is to make sure that it never
was strictly an 18-24 male radio station, and | could tell
you that right now close to 50% of the audience demo
is 25-34 year old men.

That’s where the money is for COR.

Ron: There may be money that is easier to get there, but
there is money across the board 18-34. One of the things
that our sales department does very well is prioritize its
lime in terms of client categories. It takes the same amount
of time to sell a $6 commercial as it does a $600 com-
mercial, and it takes a hell of a lot more time to convert
the Bank Of Boston buyer to think of you for CDs, than
it does to lake Newbury Comics and get them to buy their
lype of CDs. It's really an issue of you going in and gel-
ting your unfair share out of the client categories where
you are best serving. Not to say that we don't chase every
last dolar that is out there, but one of the things that par-
licularly impresses me about the sales force here is that
they have an uncanny knack for knowing where the
easier buck is going to be, and then going in there and
laking the lion's share of it away from the BCN, the ‘ZLXs
and anyone else that wants to make a pitch.
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How would you peqg a ‘BCN listener?

IEW

Ron: A BCN listener is a lot more passive today than
they had been in years gone by. Their audience is
more 30-40 year olds, not nearly as passionate about
music, and with a different set of responsibilities and pri-
orities due to age delineation. There's a lot of cross over
though, and we still do a tremendous amount of shar-
ing with them. They are our direct competitor, and real-
ly our only competitor, ZLX gives us a problem in
their own way, and ‘FNX has such a small signal and their
audience is so diametrically opposed in terms of lifestyle
laste that there is not a whole lot of sharing going on there.
So, it's really BCN far and away, with a little bit of ZLX.
We successfully ran WCGY out of the format very

recently, who were really a copy cat of WAAF and try-
ing their damndest to take our position from us, but it
Just didn't work.

So, they went to hits of the ‘70s. There was a
moment when it looked like they might go
Alternative. What impact would that have had
on the market?

Ron: Significant. It would have posed the greatest threat
formatically, first and foremost to WFNX, who are so sig-
nal disadvantaged that they would have had to just
pull up stake and feave town. WBCN would have felt some
problems there, and WAAF would have felt some prob-
lems, but to a lesser degree. Again, our guy just isn't
going to sit through a lot of what that format plays just
to hear Pearl Jam. Maybe you can get the right
Cranberries track to work, but there is just going to be
too much tune out stuff in there. The BCN listener, on
the other hand, would have found this very, very attrac-
live, much in the way that FNX is a real bad itch for BON
right now. On a sales level, that's where we would have
felt the biggest impact because no matter how you cut
it, we are both going to walk in and tell an 18-34 year
old story to those buyers in the Boston metro.

Has the ‘BCN/’FNX bad blood abated much
lately?

Ron: No. FNX is a well programmed radio station and
although they are not really a major threat to WBCN, if
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they even pull away a half a share point to a share
point 12+, that makes a big difference in rankers in the
long run for ‘BCN, who are really down info the 4s and
taking that ratings elevator down another floor all the time.

What do you think of the job that Buzz Knight
has done at ‘ZLX?

Ron: Tremendous. |had the pleasure of working with
Buzz in Connecticut, and it's no surprise to me that he
walked in and in relative short order, dramatically
turned around that radio station.

Any idea how he did it?

Ron: Just taking a guess — and
I dont spend a lot of time listening
— [ think that the one thing
that he did was to create the
illusion of depth for the listen-
ers. It doesnt feel like a radio sta-
tion that turns over the same
400 old songs over and over
again, although in reality, that's
probably what they are doing, but
it doesn't feel that way. He's
very good with special themat-
ic weekends, and with special fea-
tures throughout the week. |
think that promotionally they
picked the radio station up to a
great extent. They're pervasive
in the market

Smart move for Oedipus to
tape delay Howard to
nights?

Ron: First ofall | dont know if
I would attribute that to Oedipus,
just given Howard's influence
and size in Infinity, and his rela-
tionship with Mel. At least
Oedipus claims that he is very
pleased and wanted Howard
Stern there, and yes, | think that
itwas a good move. Howard is
Just a phenomena in terms of his abiliy to position you
as bigger than ever before. ‘BCN has always had won-
derful heritage and a well deserved reputation, 5o they
can't miss when they plug in a guy like Howard. You
lake a guy who can do everything from Letterman to the
cover of a national magazine, and you put him on your
radio station, it can't be anything but a benefit. It would
be stupid to think otherwise. However, he is not taking
Boston by storm.

How have your numbers been of late?
Ron: Terrific.

1 know that your AccuRatings are something to
crow about.

Ron: The last few rolling averages that have come through
the door have put WAAF consistently at #3 Adults 18-
34 in Boston, and that makes us the top rock station.
WBCN is #4 in the last rolling average, ZLX #5 and then
FNX. 12+ in the last AccuRatings book, the station was
ranked #9 out of 44-45 radio stations, and that's with a
signal disadvantage. We'l talk a lot about AccuRatings
because | don't think there will be too many people —
at least if they are being honest — who don't believe that
AccuRatings does a far better job of measuring the lis-
tening audience among the 18-34 year olds than
Arbitron does. Even with Arbitron in the Spring book,
we were virtually tied 18-34 men with ZLX, they beat us
by a tenth of a rating point, 100 people in the average
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Jump THIS trainl!

MATT MANGUS, KEVIN THOMPSON/WRCN: “Success story of the year for us. “

JON TERRY/KIBZ: “A lot of people didn't expect us to play this record but | don’t see
why not. It’s that rock ‘n roll boogie stuff that people like. Why give this record to any-
body else? I think it sounds awesome.”

Without any hype, a band
you probably play every day, comes along with a new record that blows the rest of the

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quarter hour. ‘BCN was #1 men 18-34 and it was a sta-
listical tie between ‘ZLX and ‘AAF for #2 in the spring book.
We can make a lot of ching with those kinds of numbers.

You got nailed in the Fall. What happened?

Ron: Any statistician worth his sall, or anybody who can
punch a calculator can open up to page 3A and figure
out a proportionalily index with men 18-24. | believe
Arbitron talks about an acceptability range of .75 on the
low end and 1.25 on the high end. Well, | believe that
in that book, it was like a .69 or whatever. It wasn't even
within their own arbitrary acceplability range for the weight-
ing. 1gota newsletter from DeMers and it was the head
of research for Katz, and in big, bold letters on the
front it says, ‘Any radio station targeted toward younger
males continues to get short changed by Arbitron.
Don't buy the sample increase, don't buy any of that, it's
all bullshit, and they are absolutely right. Any time we
have a down book, we're going to attack ourselves and
we are going to look for our deficiencies of execution
because Lord knows that we have them. But anytime that
you see a radio station go froma 2 1/2 share to a 1 point
whatever share, | promise you, it's an anomaly, and it
ties right back to those proportionalily indexes, whether
it's demographically or geographically.

Or both.

Ron: And itusually is. And to make matters worse, the
assigned diary value on a 24-year old guy will be a few
thousand people, which is ridiculous. It also doesn't help
that all the diaries go way up north to Gloucester, which
is practically in the Artic circle.

And you had to feel some economic reverber-
ations from that soft fall.

Ron: 0f course we feel it. What is already twice as dif-
ficult for us becomes five times harder. However, com-
ing off of that terrible book last Fall, in 1994 we are going
to post some of the highest billing numbers the station
has had in ten years. Credit obviously goes to the
sales and promotion departments for their abilily to sell
around the ratings. WAAF has always had the philos-
ophy that it's imperative that the station be ratings
proof. We don'twant to get into cost per point discus-
sions if we don't have to. We don'twant to get info ranker
discussions if we don't have to, but you know, there are
times where you just have to. Certainly, it's frowned upon
around here. Qur last couple of books have been real-
Iy good, but take that spring book for a second. If one
of our people is running around town pitching, ‘Look,
we are virtually #2 men 18-34 in the Boston metro," we
have an unhappy GM and Sales Manager. You live by
the sword, you die by the sword, because folks, three
months later, you might be #9. It can happen.

Let’s talk about the state of the format for a sec-
ond. What is your read on the current state of
hard rock in radio?

Ron: It’s as healthy as ever. [ can only speak intelli-
gently from our local level here. We do quite a bit in the
way of perceptual trackers and format susceplibility
studies, trying to measure the proclivity for the format,
particularly among 25-34 year old guys, and every
year it just gets better. |think COR needs o be scru-
tinized from several perspectives. We are here to super-
serve 18-34 year old men who like to rock. We dontt real-
ly think about a format. We think about tactics to
accomplish becoming their favorite radio station. The
other angle that you have lo consider is the sales
department. What kind of belief and compelency do you
have over there? If you have a bunch of people that don't
really know how fo do anything but run around town with
rankers, get out of this format because you are in trou-
ble, and you won't make it. If you've got people who tru-
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ly understand a conceptual approach or counsel/sell
approach, and who understand what we are and are proud
of being the dominant 18-34 male radio station in the
market, you are going to make money. One of the
beauties of the format is that people aren't going to come
after you that quickly. You are a guerilia in the mix, and
the hills you put your fiag in are only going to be so big.
Billing is one thing, but profitability of the radio station
is the other. 1'l tell you right now, this radio station is
more profitable than a number of full signal Boston radio
stations. I'm very bullish about the COR format.

You're also bullish on serious rotation. Explain
the need for 40 spins a week on your heavies.

Ron: We're amale CHR. From the minute that we moved
away from a classic based traditional AOR info truly going
after that 18-34 year old guy that’s into rock n’roll, one
of the first things we did to pump it up was to lake 20
to 25 songs and rotate them with effective frequency. A
CHR has a negative stigma of teens, and that's not
what | am talking about. One of the other really impres-
sive things about WAAF is that our teens are almost always
under 20 to 15% of the whole audience. m talking about
the tactics of hyper-tight rotations on the right songs,
the powers. It's worked from day one, and I've been pro-
graming the radio station now for a little over five years.

Would you consider under rotating currents a
common programing error for those trying to
reach 25-34 year old male listeners?

Ron: Yes, but | believe it's a common radio mislake,
regardless of format. If you are in the business of
playing currents at all, you either play them or you
don’t. We all know how little time people spend with a
radio station per week. Thinking about the quality of time
spent, it's a passive medium by and large. I'm in the car
with my buddy, my wife, whoever, and we are carrying
on a conversation. In that sefting, the radio station is a
utility. It's on in the background, so I am only half lis-
tening for the short amount of time that I spend with the
station. When you look at it from that point of view, you've
got to bang those songs, or you are never going to famil-
farize them, and we all know how this works. If you can't
familiarize it, you can't test it to find out if it's a hit. We
have also found time and time again with our call out
research that when you have a hit, it takes a long time,
if ever, to fry it. Good songs typically don't burn, and
that's the function of the fact that even though you play
it six or seven times a day, they only heard it three times
that week. Then you take into consideration that we have
a lot of secret weapons here, a lot of hybrid hits, a lot
of great music that only we play.

And for WAAF those might be?

Ron: It could be early depth cuts from Soundgarden,
or maybe Type O Negative. Initially, nobody would touch
Candlebox in this market, let alone the country, so we
probably had a good six months of being the only
radio station in Boston that played Candlebox, things like
that. So, you have these wonderful songs like ‘Change’
and 'You' and you are hitting them seven times a day,
but in reality, a guy is only hearing them two to three times
aweek. You can feel it through the request line, when
the jocks go crazy when songs they just played an
hour ago continue to get request after request.

When you arrived at WAAF, John Gorman was
your consultant. How’d you like working with
him?

Ron: Terrific. He's a genius, and I think that he has demon-
strated how adept he is time and time again. Look at whal's
going on right now in Cleveland.

WMMS’ switch to CHR reporting is a bit of a buz
on the circuit. Any thoughts on that?
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Ron: Right now it's irrelevant. There was a point
where | was working Joel Denver real hard at R&R and
we came very close.

Right, when you couldn’t get AOR or CHR sta-
tus.

Ron: Actually, | took my list out of AOR status to
show Joel Denver that we were serious about acquiring
aplace on the CHR panel. Joel was astute enough, not
to mention kind enough to include me in a number of
CHR articles, even though | didn't have the slalus at the
time. It's not as important now. We all know that CHR
gets the lion’s share of the promotional support and the
attention from the labels, and that was my main goal then.
That hasn't really changed, but what has changed is that
the record companies have come to undersland the
COR format and now they re very supportive. That's how
things like the ‘Halloween Cash Bash’ came about, and
1 getan arena status act to come in and play an intimate
performance for us.

Given your rotations and the station’s rep as prob-
ably the most serious product mover in the
region, do you feel the companies give you your
fair share of support?

Ron: They typically do, but at the same time, | have to
be empathetic enough to walk a mile in their moc-
casins. | realize that there will always be a small
amount of product that we may not get to, and that for
some of the other guys in town, even one or two spins
a week is better than no spins. | do have to understand
that there are going lo be times when something that makes
entire sense from our point of view makes zero sense from
their point of view. There will be many times that
WAAF will got to a record company with a strong ratio-
nale as to why they should do something for us. If they
refuse, alf we ask is that they have an equally strong ratio-
nale as to why they can't get that accomplished. If their
argument is logical and rational, no hard feelings.

You've always gotien what you want without hav-
ing to spread your legs. You do have a reputation
of being a tough add.

Ron: Buta quality add. | added six records this week,
boy that's real tough! And they're all going to get
banged.

How did you hook up with your current consultant,
Tom Barnes?

Ron: We had a change of General Managers, right when
John was stepping back into some full-time program-
ming with the oldies station in Cleveland. I think that
spooked the GM a littfe bit, in terms of the amount of
attention he felt I would get. It's really as simple as that.
John Gorman and | are on very good terms. [ really like
the guy and admire him and we speak periodically,
and I watch his radio stations very closely.

What sort of insight do you think that Barnes
brings to the party?

Ron: | position Tom as a partner and a pal. We have
tremendous synergy. He is a real trend surfer out
there, always the first one to know about the next big thing.
That's what I love about him. He's very, very hip to the
format, and he’s got a warm, empathetic way about
him where he can bring value to the radio station above
and beyond traditional consullancy.

Tom definitely has a soft spot for Altemnative lean-
ing hard rock, a la 100.3 and WRZX. Is that an
issue that you guys go around about?

Ron: No, not at all. We're the type of peaple here that
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if it takes Swahili dance music to becorme the favorite radio
slation among 18-34 Men in Boston, that's whal we are
going to do.

Have you made any programming modifica-
tions that have moved you a little more to the
Alternative side of the street?

Ron: There has always been a grand plan at this radio
station over the last five years to ever so carefully
broaden. We are a flanker here, and one of the rules of
a flanker is that you do want to remain narrow. But we
don't want to over focus on the core at the expense of
building greater cume and driving that 12+ audience up.
That's where Tom is particularly helpful. Think of your
audience as a bell curve, on a grid. If the left side, i.e.
the vertical side of the chart is your 12+ share, the
horizontal side of the graph as you move to the right is
the breadth of the format, obviously as you broaden, you
get grealer and grealer audience share, but
there does come a point where, all of a sud-
den, boing!, you slart crashing and burn-
ing because you alienate the core. Tom
does a good job at helping you dance that
line.

Clearly the challenge is antici-
pating what lies years, and not
months down the line.

Ron: One of the common philosophies
1've had with both consultants that | have
worked here with is that hard rock and
Alternative are on a collision course.

| agree, but plenty of programmers
seem willing to debate that point.

Ron: Okay, I'll be arrogant here for one
minute. WAAF isn't consistently win-
ning in Boston by chance. You have lo be
open minded. Nine Inch Nails' ‘Closer’is
agreat example. There were SO many peo-
ple in the format who said, ‘No way that
techno crap is getting on the radio station,’
and now look at it. I will also sit here and
say that a lot of mistakes have been made
where you think that you have another Nine
Inch Nails, and all you have is a song that
is making your core go, 'What the hell is
this?'

Yeah, and with all the talk about Alternative, there
are stations like KISW who have no problem dom-
inating The End.

Ron: We consistently beat WFNX.
Do they consciously counter program them?

Ron: | don't think so, and again, there is not a lremen-
dous amount of duplication there.

Does the lack of duplication tend to take a lit-
tle steam out of your confluence theory?

Ron: It all gets back to what is Alternative. They love
lo tell you that STP is Alternative, but it was KIOZ and
AAF that broke Stone Temple Pilots’ 'Sex Type Thing.’
1l bet that never made it to the CD player at an FNX music
meeting. Obviously, yes, we are going to have more of
an inclination to jump on ‘guitar driven’ Alternative
rock.

Do you pride yourself in adding those records
early?

Ron: Yeah, and | think that we do a good job because

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we listen lo everything. If we have any bone lo pick with
the record companies, it's that we don't get serviced on
everything. If it's something you would call a rock
record — I dont care if it's Triple A rock, Alternative rock,
classic rock, hard rock, melal, whatever you want fo call
it — it it has rock in any sense of the word, we wish that
you would send it to us right away.

In contrast to, say, 104.3, you’re a personal-
ity driven COR station. Is that by design?

Ron: Alot of it is by design, but obviously if you can't
find the right people, you do need lo change your stral-
egy, or lactics | should say in this case. Both my
morning show and afternoon show are very well received
and their images in the perceptual research that we do
continue to get better all the time. We have a slightly
different situation than a lot of people. Q104.3 is pro-
gramming to one market with a full signal, albeit a

huge one stretching from Connecticut to Long Island to
New Jersey. We've got a situation here where if noth-
ing else, we have to maintain our 25-54 dominance in
Worcester, Mass, where we are #1 25-54 Men. We have
to maintain that, while at the same time, staying top 3
men 18-34 in the Boston melro. Some things you'd do
to attract and maintain those demos might seem to be
diametrically opposed, especially in terms of person-
alities. But when you have the kind of heritage we do,
and memories of great shows like Bob and Zip, (and I'm
referring to Bob Rivers who is at KISW now, who spent
close to eight years here with a heavy personality show),
then there really is no turning back from that, nor do |
want to. In morning drive, people only have so much
available time to spend listening. And then you com-
bine that with— if you are an extremely narrow format
like us — do you really want to put all your eggs in one
basket? If you do nothing but a more music morning
show, the only attraction to the radio station now is Guns
N’ Roses, Stone Temple Pilots and the Smashing
Pumpkins. You have no way of transcending the for-
mat. Butif you can get a guy like the Hill Man, who does
momings for us, they!l bring in cumers who, frankly, don'
even really love our music. They'll tolerale it, but what
they really like are the personalities. And our research
backs this up.

With all the squawking that you hear from the
PD ranks about the dirth of quality talent, how
tough is it to keep a Liz Wilde on the ranch?

Ron: She's been here for over five years, so you tell me.

Other than Razz going to Q104.3, has your staff
been fairly stable?

Ron: Yeah, and it took NYC lo get Razz away from us.

Are you satisfied and completed with the chal-
lenge at WAAF, or do you have a grand plan that
involves other markeis?

Ron: No, | don't right now. My plan right now is a greater
sense of stability for WAAF in Boston metro. The last
24 months — that Fall book withstanding — have
been very good to the radio station. If you lay out
your basic linear graph, you can seg the
Slation is a clear player among 18-34 year
olds.

Besides, Fall books like that build char-
acter, right?

Ron: Yeah, there you go. It's Sesame
Street, too. Once you get a few books under
your belt you can go, ‘One of these things does
not look like the other?' And that is literal-
ly how we play it. Now, of course, with
AccuRatings in the market, we can throw that
on the desk too. If peaple want to balk at that
point, we say, ‘Fine, balk at it, but let me tell
you about the company a little, from MTV on
down,’ and you take it for what it's worth. If
they say that we are #9 in the market 12+ and
Arbitron says that we are #14 or #15, so maybe
weare #11. We'l lake it.

In terms of your staff, what would you
say that they like the most and least
about working for ‘AAF and for you.

Ron: | think what they like most about
AAF is that it truly is a ot of fun, and it's one
of the pionegrs in the forma. | think that what
they like least about working for WAAF is that
itis an enigma, that too many of their fellow
industry types don't understand the impact
of the radio station and the damn signal
disadvantage. It seems like they need to try
three times as hard to get the attention that somebody
else down the dial gets. Somebody else down the dial
could fart and the press might show up to smell it
But we could re-invent the wheel, and still have to
make three phone calls to get the TV camera over there.
They will get the camera there, though.

How about working for you personally?

Ron: | think that they like the passion and commilment
that | have to the radio station as a whole. | also believe
they have a lot of confidence in my abilily lo execute the
format.

On the down side?

Ron: What they don't like about me is that I'm a driver.
| have low tolerance for anything close to a post office
mentality. |don't care if | am only paying you $5 an hour
to do the job, I still expect a $500 an hour perfor-
mance, and | recognize that as a weakness in myself.
Ownership holds us to the same standards of performance
and winning that Infinity holds BCN lo, and despite sorme
disadvantages, the staff of WAAF still gels resulls.

V-\ rious Artists, Music From the Motion Picture "Love & A 45" lmmorlal Epi( Soundirax This soundtrack from the upcom-
ing movie contains a highly diverse set of songs, from the metal madness of the Butthole Surfers to the country twang of Roger Miller's “King
of the Road.” In between are some interesting tracks for the Triple A format, including "Come On” by the Jesus and Mary Chain, a nice pop song
with a fuzz bass, and a cover of the Nazareth hit “Love Hurts, " by Kim Deal & Bob Pollard. “The Devil's Chasing Me" is an outstanding cut by for-
Ml mat favorite The Reverend Horton Heal, a fast-paced blues rocker with some great bass and lead guitar playing.

oncrele Blonde, "Still In Hollvwood,™ LR.S. Concrete Blonde, admired and acclaimed as one of the best alternative bands over the last

decade, has broken up, but their music lives on. Still In Hollywood. a collection of non-album releases, outtakes, and live sessions highlights
the band's career, demonstrating their talent and versatility. Led by vocalist and songwriter Johnette Napolitano along with guitarist James Mankey,
the tracks vary from simple acoustic to hard-edged rock, but are consistently energetic and emotional. The first track, "Il Chew You Up And Spit You
“| Out" is raw and cynical, featuring the drumming of Harry Rushakoff and is the only pre-1990 song on the album. About half of the songs are covers,
A including some outstanding ones like Leonard Cohen’s “Everybody Knows," Nick Cave's “The Ship Song," which features a duet with Steve Wynn,
and a sparse acoustic version of Dylan’s "Simple Twist of Fate." From their own writing, standouts include "Free,” a powerful rocker that was a title
cut left off its own album, a moving acoustic rendition of "Joey,” and the dark and compelling "Bloodletting,” an extended cut with eerie sound effects.

knife. Inspired by the West Side Chicago
school of blues, he slices with abandon, leap-
ing from treble to bass notes and chopping
chunks of chords into his string-bending
| leads. He plays so hard; he actually needed
surgery to repair nerve damage to the fingers
of his left hand. On Cold Grave, his best yet,
Radcliff's furious fretwork never detours down
the blind alley of flash for flash's sake. His
music is drenched in the primal emotions of
pain and anger, not only because of his screaming guitar but equally
because of the naturally gloomy timbre of his voice, which enables him to
wrench feeling out of lyrics without resorting to the contortions that pass for
singing among too many of his peers. The eerie tremolo in his voice recalls
his idol, the late Magic $am, and the anguish he emotes fulfills blues
function as catharsis. Radcliff does few originals on Cold Grave but draws
from such diverse sources that he creates his own unique repertoire. The
tunes come from — among others — Buddy Guy, Dinah Washington,
Bill Doggett, Guitar Slim, Tyrone Davis, and Kool & The Gang.
The two later choices are telling. Rather than incorporate 50s R&B for a
Jjump blues effect, Radcliff adds soul-funk influences to produce jumpy
blues. This style, which he absorbed first-hand during early 70s ghetto gigs
in his native Washington, D.C., gives his blues a distinctively staccato
and aangerous —eage.

Itis not typical for a debut record from an inno-
vative up and coming band to be released into
the teeth of the pre-holiday onslaught, but then
Mary Beats Jane is no lypical band. Hailing
from the frosty domain of Sweden, fis five piece
(Peter Dolving - vocals; Urban Olsson -
guitar; Magnus Nyberg - guitar; Bjarne
Olsson - bass; Peter Asp - drums) has flour-
ished in the controlled socialist environment
of their homeland to dominate their own music Scene and create enough of a buzz to not
only expand beyond Scandinavia, but also grab the attention of Geffen Records. As you
first listen to their self titled release, the sheer ferocity blows you away in an instant, but
if you take the time to sift through the lyric sheet and absorb the messages, you will find
that they have a lot to say about sociely, relationships and a variely of other topics: their
music is more than a mere blast of anger. But don't worry, if you turn your stereo up
{o eleven, the power emanating from the speakers will devastate the next ten blocks (we
hope you have insurance). The impassioned vocals of Dolving have the feel of Henry
Rollins and Phil Anselmo, but with his own tortured flair. He is backed up by the furi-
ous twin guitar work of Olsson and Nyberg - who are at times trading off inlricate licks
or spewing out pummelling riffs - plus the rhythm section of Asp and Bjarne who steadi-
ly keep the mayhem under control. If the high speed hardcore influenced style is your
forte, then turn to "Gunshot” or the blink-and-youll-miss-it pace of “Blind” for a cou-
ple of songs that will put a smile on your face. For those of you addicted to metallic thythms
and thundering guitar grooves, don't look any further than “Neighborhood Psycho” and
“Hollowhead". For a slower, more determined stomp, hop over to “Grind”, a song in
which the anger seethes through clinched teeth and wrings itself out. The first single,
“This Life", has received a warm reception at radio, with 36 adds in the past two weeks
and early aimplay at KMSA, KISS, WMMR, WFCS, and WRLC, where Karen Tepsic is *hold-
ing my breath to see if the heavy initial response holds up”. Another impressed pro-
grammer is Mark Byham of WFSE, who commented that it is *definitely ‘90s sounding,
it's nothing like | have heard before”. As the full release hits radio, their relentless nature
should see this initial enchantment continue. In the words of Dolving, “Intensily is a
state of mind. It's not a thing you choose. It's there or it's not." Without a doubt the poten-
cy is there, and with the unmerciful delivery and the awesome variely of qualily tracks
{o choose from, there is no logical reason why this album won't be Seeing a solid amount
of airplay well info the new year.

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A Beatles double album, "Live At The BBC.," is to be
released at the end of November. Producer George
Martin put together the compilation of songs record-
ed for various radio shows of the British
Broadcasting Corporation. The LP will include 56
songs recorded for broadcast in the early 1960s, 30
of which have never been officially released. Some of
the songs were recorded live in Liverpool and
Hamburg, Germany, while others were taken from
BBC programs including “Saturday Club,” "Easy
Beat” and the Beatles series “Pop Go The Beatles”
and "From Us To You,” between 1962 and 1965. The
album will have a total running time of over 130 min-
utes and include new versions of “Love Me Do" and
“Ticket To Ride.” The package will include a John
Lennon-Paul McCartney song called “I'll Be On
My Way,” which Billy J. Kramer recorded for the b-
side of his debut single "Do You Want To Know A
Secret.” The album will also include “That's All Right
(Mama),” "Johnny B. Goode,” ‘Dizzy Miss Lizzy,”
‘Roll Over Beethoven,” “Sweet Little Sixteen,” and
previously unreleased songs "I Got A Woman,” “Too
Much Monkey Business,” “Youngblood,” "That's All
Right (Mama),” "Lucille,” “Hippy Hippy Shake" and
“Glad All Qver.” The album also includes Beatles
conversations with BBC DJs Brian Matthew and Alan
Freeman. EMI, the BBC and Apple Records had been
negotiating over the rights to the recordings since the
late 1980s. The tracks were originally recorded on a
two-track mono tape machine, but have been lovingly
digitally remastered by producer Martin.

Drummer Dave Grohl of Nirvana has reportedly
joined Tom Petly & The Heartbreakers, replac-
ing Stan Lynch. He's expected to go on the road
with the band early next year.

Tom Scholz of Beston has been ordered by a fed-
eral court to pay over $1 million to former manager
Paul Ahern for breach of contract. Ahern filed a law-
suit for royallties he said he should have been paid for
Boston's 1986 album “Third Stage.” A jury had rec-
ommended $547,000 in damages, but the judge dou-
bled the award.

Pearl Jam's “Vitalogy™ album comes out on
November 22 as a vinyl album and on December 6 as
a CD. The LP takes its title from a 1927 self-help
book singer Eddle Vedder found. The CD package
will include a 35-page booklet that relates the 14
songs on the album to portions of the book.

Alison Moyet, Neneh Cherry, Everything But
The Girl and Suede have recorded performances in
London for a benefit television special that will air in
January. In a program hosted by Holly Johnsen, all
the artists gave their services free to benefit
Lifehouse, an AIDS caregiving group. “The show is a
celebration for those who are living with HIV and
AIDS, not a requiem for the dead,” says the show's
producer, Helem Terry. “The message is clear. HIV
and AIDS do not discriminate. We are all at risk irre-
spective of race, creed or sexual preference.
Protection and education are vital but life can be
lived to the full, regardless of your HIV status.”

The Black Crowes are complaining that some
stores won't stock their *amorica” album because the
cover photo shows pubic hair. Posters with the
album cover were rejected by London’s subway sys-
tem. The cover photo was taken from the 1976
Bicentennial issue of Hustler magazine, which
Crowes singer Cheis Robinson thought illustrated
the title concept mixing America, amore and amoral.

THE HARD REPORT

The former Cat Stevens has been working on his
first album since 1977. However, it's a mostly spo-
ken-word album called “The Life Of The Last
Prophet." Stevens, whose real name is Steven
Georgiou, now calls himself Yusuf Islam. He
recently filed a lawsuit against his record label,
claiming they haven't paid sufficient royalties for
sales of his back catalogue.

Roger McGuinn has been writing songs for a new
album, but doesn't know when it might be completed.
"I don't crank them out every year,” he says. "l used
to do that, and it was kind of a wasle of time. You get
burned out and tired of doing it.” McGuinn says he'’s
more willing to include a cover version on one of his
albums. Some of them are songs he wouldn't have
considered a few years ago. “They're more acoustic,
more folk-oriented, and the pendulum has swung in
that direction,” he says. McGuinn says he resists
urging to reform the Byrds. "We could have made
some money if we'd wanted to do it,” he says. "But |
really think their time is past. It would be just for the
money. It would lack artistic integrity.”

Russia is getting a taste of Weslern music, thanks to
recent concerts by Chris DeBurgh, Liza Minelli
and David Byrne. which have proved very popular.
As the country emerges from cultural isolation, more
artists are headed there to play. Sting is scheduled to
perform in Moscow next month and Efton John is to
follow in February. Negotiations are underway for
other names to play in Russia including the Rolling
Stones and Stevie Wonder.

John Dette, formerly of Evil Dead, has been con-
firmed as the new drummer for Testament. The
band goes on the road November 17th with Dette and
guitarist James Murphy, who joined Testament
earlier this year. The band has just released the
album "Low.”

Film director John McTiernan has chosen Sam
Phlllips to appear in the next "Die Hard” movie after
seeing her picture on the cover of the “Martinis &
Bikinis" album. Phillips will play a terrorist named
Kalya in the film "Die Hard: With A Vengeance,”
which will star Bruce Willis and Jeremy Irons.

People too lazy to read can hear Henry Rollins read
from his private journals about touring with Black
Flag by buying the audiobook of “Get In The Van: On
The Road With Black Flag." The double cassetle or
CD package runs approximately three hours. Berry
Gordy, the founder of Motown Records, has also put
his autobiography, “To Be Loved — The Music, the
Magic, the Memories of Motown," on audiotape. “It's
a little more interesting because it reaches the kids or
people like me,” Gordy says. “I was a high school
dropout, and | didn't like to read intellectual books."

Rage Against The Machine and Cypress Hill
were among the acts on the bill for a recent
Latinpalooza concert in Los Angeles. Some moneys
from the show were being donated to four activist
organizations — the Leonard Peltier Defense Fund,
the United Farm Workers, an organization that feeds
Hispanic children, and a planned AIDS mural.

A tentative settlement has been reached that would
resolve lawsuits by about 60 women who had filed
lawsuit against Chuck Berry for allegedly videotap-
ing women using the restrooms at his former restau-
rant and recreation park. Settlements would total
$830,000. Berry's attorney says the singer didn't
make the videolapes and he “isn't sure who did it.”

George Jones says he's given up smoking as he
recovers from triple-bypass heart surgery. “No more
vices for George Jones,” he says. He adds that he's
also begun working on a treadmill and riding a bicy-
cle. “1 never did exercise much and that's where the
biggest problem was,” Jones says. “Now | do it and |
enjoy doing it.” Jones plans to resume performing
with a concert in Hagerstown, Maryland, on
November 10.

Drummer Chris Reece has lcft Social Distortion,
after 11 years as the band’s drummer. Reece plans to
expand his work managing California band Joyride
into a full-time career. "We'll really miss Chris,” says
Social Distortion singer Mike Ness. “He's like fami-
ly. But it comes as no surprise. Chris handled all of
our business in the early days — and he was good at
it." The remaining members of Social Distortion are
auditioning drummers in anticipation of recording a
new album for release in the spring.

Wilbert Harrison, who had an R&B and pop hit in
May 1959 with “Kansas Cily,” has died of a stroke at
age 65 at a nursing home in Spencer, North Carolina.
‘Kansas Cily" had been covered by the Beatles and
James Brown. Harrison also had a top 40 hit in 1970
with “Let's Work Together,” and he opened for
Creedence Clearwater Revival on a tour that year.

Buddy Guy recorded half of his new “Slippin’ In”
album in Chicago with his band, then headed down
{o Austin Texas, to record more malerial with Stevie
Ray Vaughan's band, Double Trouble. The LP,
produced by Eddie Kramer, includes a version of
Jimmy Reed's “Shame, Shame, Shame” and two
Charles Brown tunes — "Please Don't Drive Me
Away” and “Trouble Blues."

Holly Johnson has released a new single in Britain
called “Legendary Children (All Of Them Queer).” The
record lists a number of people Johnson believes to
be homosexual, including Andy Warhol and Boy
George. "The people | mention made a large contri-
bution to the culture of the planet — not only hetero-
sexual culture, but queer culture,” Johnson says.
‘Basically it's my thank you to the gay communily
because there aren't enough life-affirming experi-
ences for gay people.”

The record label (American Recordings) that's home
to the Black Crowes, Slayer, Danzig and
Johnny Cash has reached a settlement in a lawsuit
it filed with its overseas distributor (Phonogram Ltd.)
The U.S. label had accused the European distributor
of misappropriating over $6 million in foreign sales
of its recordings. Delails of the settlement were not
disclosed. “The parties have fully and unreservedly
withdrawn their respective claims...including the alle-
gations of fraud and dishonest under-accounting
made by American against Phonogram,” said a state-
ment from American Recordings. After it filed the
lawsuit, American signed an agreement with another
distributor for Europe.

Former Blake Bables and Antenna member John
Strohm has an album out with his new band Velo-
Deluxe. The trio also includes Kemmy Childers and
Mitch Harris. “In the past, | always obsessed over
getting everything to sound perfect, but I recently
realized that every record | really love — from ‘Fun
House'to Zuma'— is totally sloppy and fucked-up
sounding,” Strohm says. The new Velo-Deluxe album
is called “Superelastic™ (on Mammoth Records).
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People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals are upset that Madonna plans to
feature a bullfight in her video for “Take A Bow,” from her new “Bedtime
Stories” album. “We feel if Madonna glorifies one of the cruelest traditions and
makes it sexy once again it could be troublesome lo the progress we've made in
educating the younger generation in Spain against bullfighting,” a PETA
spokesman says. “There is finally a strong anti-bullfight sentiment there." A
Madonna spokesman says there will be no real bulifighting in the video and
that “Madonna will make sure the bulls will live happily ever after.” PETA
remains unconvinced, citing a Madonna interview in the Spanish magazine La
Vanguardia in which she says ‘I am attracted lo brutality... The bullfights are
really romantic because death is a part of life. Romance is about life, death and
love.”

Sinead 0°Connor has contributed the song "Three Babies” to a compilation
album called *A Woman's Heart 2— The Fiery Musical Pulse Of Ireland.” Mary
Black, Maura 0°Connell and Dolores Keane are among the singers on the
follow-up to a popular compilation of female singers released five years ago.

Julian Lennon is lo make his acling debu! playing a bartender in “Leaving Las
Vegas,” a film starring Nicolas Cage.

A series of eight erotic drawings by John Lennen are being shown at the
Ludwig Museum in Budapest, Hungary, for the first time since they were confis-
cated by Scotland Yard from the London Art Gallery in January 1970.

Linda Perry of 4 Non Blondes vill launch her own record label (Rockstar
Records) next spring with an album by Stone Fox, a San Francisco rock band
Perry is also working with the rest of 4 Non Blondes on a new album for release
in the spring.

Britain’s Labour Research magazine reports Peter Gabriel had $1.6 million in
income during the year ending June 1993.

Joey Ramones has recorded a three-song single with his brother, Mickey
Leigh. They're calling themselves Sibling Rivalry and their record is released
on Jello Biafra’s record label (Alternalive Tentacles).

His new album, Steppin’In (Silvertone) is a great
blues album. Songs like “Someone Else Steppin’in”,
and "1 Smell Trouble”, have long been a part of
Buddy’s live show. The Jimmy Reed Shuffle “Shame,
Shame, Shame" is definitely a standout, as are Charles
Brown’s “Trouble Blues” and the Buddy original
“Cities Need Help"... Thomas Bolby’s new one, The
Gate To The Minds Eye (Giant) is the soundlrack fo a
video/album in “The Minds Eye Series”. "Nuvogue" is
afun, jazzy tune reminiscent of Gab Calloway.
“Valley Of The Minds Eye” is a technopop love ballad.
"N.E.O." is the most interesting track on the album. It
is a spoken word tune by an ltalian Astrophysicist
named Feorella Terenzi... The Black Crowes are
back with Amorica (American), their third album.
Along with the ever-present Faces and Stones influ-
ences, they have added some funk ala Sly and The
Family Stone. "Sonfiction” is the focus track for
AAA, it's a spacey confessional with some nice guitar
and piano work. "High Head Blues" is more of a rock-
er, with obvious drug references (we like those, don't
we?) and “Descending” is a fine ballad... Capitol is
getting ready to release a 3 CD from The Band called
Across The Great Divide, along with their greatest hits,
italso includes some rarities you'll find in a sampler
on your desk...

The CD
pro for Jeffrey Gaines ‘I Know A Man" (Chrysalis)
has eight live acoustic tracks included. Now we have
live options for "Hero In Me" (recorded in Finland),

others as well as the wonderful version of Peter
Gabriels’ ‘In Your Eyes” (recorded for WXPN's
"World Cafe")
