Gregg Steele, WZTA, "Has 
been a mofo since we started playing it. Always a great phone record"... Carey Curelop, 
KLOS, "Lots of early calls"... Brian Beddow, WGRX, "One of the few records we've 
added due to requests before the box"... "Mammoth" was the descrip from Duane at the 
Eagle, Top 5 already at KTUX according to the Mojo Man, "Big response" was the word 
from KNCN's Matt Vaughn, and from WTPA's Dina Wagner, "We put it on due to requests 
before we added it"...

Cracker's "Generation" is no "Low," that's for sure... Playing 
KISS in more of recurrent rotation. There isn't a huge amount 
of interest on the phones or anything... Mammoth phones on 
Marilyn Manson's "Sweet Dreams". No test on it yet. I hear 
they just broke up... Spacehog won't die. On one batch of 
research the burn was real high, then came back at 9 or 10 per- 
cent... Stabbing Westward is pretty huge. They just did a show 
and it was packed. It's testing really well, and the phones are 
still strong... Nothing yet on the Tracy Bonham. Lots of peo- 
ple are saying that they love it. Donna hates it, which means it 
has to be a good song. 

PD Rich Hawk/KILO Colo. Springs 
7 Mary 3's "Water's Edge" has pretty well peaked for us... 
Haven't seen anything yet on Cracker... Dishwalla is getting 
calls, still looking good... Starting to get calls on Freewheelers' 
"Best Be On Your Way". Not playing heavily... Got a good feel- 
ing about the Nowlin' Maggie. There is something going on 
there... Into Another's "T.A.I.L." is a good, mid level, straight 
ahead rock record. Generating some phones... Very surprised 
with Top 5 phones the first week of play for Jars Of Clay. Just 
a very good quality record that will appeal to all demos... KISS 
is what it is for a little while... Big phones as usual on the 
Marilyn Manson "Sweet Dreams"... Playing the Rage 
Against The Machine for the image standpoint only... Son Volt 
is starting to peak but still a good B record for us... Leary of the 
Tracy Bonham. We'll wait and see. 

PD Greg Stevens/KIOZ San Diego 
7 Mary 3's "Water's Edge" is improving. 
Heading into the B range... Bad Religion 
is still fairly active and researching pretty well. 
Sounds good on air... I don't think Bush 
could be any hotter than they are right 
now, and "Machine Head" is a very active 
track. Testing very well... Candlebox's 
"Best Friend" is moving up to C+ status. 
Testing is looking better, starting to become 
more familiar... Hog is still lingering in 
the C tier. Hasn't developed enormous 

familiarity but has developed some negatives... Kenny Wayne 
Shephard's "Broken Heart" is working its way into the B 

range. The research is looking better and the announcement that 
he's coming back to the market has sort of revived interest... KISS 
is not testing and the initial flurry of calls has settled down some- 
what. There's real interest in the concert project, it's just not a 
real active airplay item... Marilyn Manson's still not that hot. 
Could be we're not playing it enough, but we're not getting many 
calls, nights included... Son Volt is taking a while to develop recog- 
nition but it's coming along... Stabbing Westward is holding 
steady... Reaction getting better to "Big Bang Baby". Initial 
negs have kind of died down... We may go back on The 
Obvious, especially if it looks like it's doing something. 

APD/MD Kevin Vargas/KISS San Antonio 
Afghan Whigs' "Honky's Ladder" is actually getting some phone 
calls. No other signs of life... Huge gains for Alanis Morissette's 
"Ironic", offsetting the burn we were feeling a month ago... Bush's 
"Machine H.)ad" is a huge core record that appears to be 
another smash. Familiarity among the cume is still low, but pos- 
itive response from those who know it... We're going to kick up 
the rotation on Candlebox's "Best Friend" to see if this can re- 
ignite some of the old passion San Antonio had for the band... 
Collective Soul's "Where The River Flows" will be a smash. 
We're a huge Collective Soul market. One of the best research- 
ing bands for us... Dog's Eye View is not showing the life we 
had hoped for... Foo Fighters' "Big Me" still developing. 
Those who've seen the video mention it when they're making 
a request... Hog getting some phones. Active night record... 
Howlin' Maggie's "Alcohol" is Virgil's Pick To Click... Into 
Another's "T.A.I.L." has received some quick attention for 
being a highlight record. But other than that, it has no oppor- 
tunity to expand... Kenny Wayne Shephard's "Broken Heart" 
isn't researching yet, and we don't expect it too. Still a lot of 
momentum from the recent show he did. The artist has more 
appeal than any individual song so far... Marilyn Manson's 
"Sweet Dreams" is becoming a very hot phone item... 
"Peaches" is the most polarizing record we're playing. Great 
calls, terrible research... I'm personally not a Rage Against The 
Machine fan, but I realize there's a buzz. It's something we are 
looking at... The Refreshments' "Banditos" is getting a lot of 
calls, with good spread - all ages, both cells... Self's "So 
Low" is a song that gets curiosity calls afterward... Stabbing 
Westward is still kind of unfamiliar, but the low end (20-24) real- 
ly likes this record. One of their favorite currents... A solid record 
from The Badlees. A solid record. Listen with your eyes closed 
and you'd swear it was Hootie... The Verve Pipe is becoming 
a night time request item. Not a traditional hot button request 
song, in that it's not heavy, not underground, and not a super- 
group. 

PD Carey Curelop/KLOS Los Angeles 
The research gets better every week as 
familiarity for 31b. Thrill increases. Looks 
like it's going to work for us and we're pret- 
ty jazzed about it... Still too early, though 
familiarity for "Water's Edge" is increas- 
ing. We think it will go... Bad Religion con- 
tinues as a huge, power rotation item for 
us... Great tests for "Machine Head" con- 
tinue. We'll probably take it recurrent 
shortly because we've been on it so long... 
Medium/low confidence in the Candlebox, 

though it's early and that could improve... The early vibe on 
Cracker is good... Solid early testing on the Dishwalla... I like 
this Gren follow up, but I don't think it's quite as hooky as "She 
Shines"... Joan Osborne testing OK, not setting the world on 
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fire... Lots of early calls on the Marilyn Manson... Monster test- 
ing for Smashing Pumpkins "Zero" continues... Not only is 

research on Son Volt's "Drown" picking up, but sales have dou- 

bled every week since KLOS added it... Moved Stone Temple 
Pilots' "Big Bang Baby" back to medium to make room for 
"Tripping On A Hole," though it tested OK for three weeks. 

PD Austin Keyes/WARQ Columbia 
Collective Soul's "Where The River Flows" is a masterpiece. 
Up to power after two weeks... Happy to hear that Cracker can 

rock and I'm happy to hear that. Looking for a hit, though... I'd 

give Dishwalla a B+ to an A. A great record that's absolutely 
getting response... Dog's Eye View is beginning to grow on me. 

A strong 25-34 tester. Not intrusive, hooky, memorable... Jars 
Of Clay is an amazing record. They want to hear it more... Little 
scared of the Marilyn Manson. Kind of hard toward the end... 

Schtum is a fairly reactive record here... Son Volt is taking a 

long time but it's finally coming home... Stone Temple Pilots' 
"Big Bang Baby" is a split decision at best. Early returns and 

research indicate some negatives here. Some core STP fans are 

saying the record's too soft and not STP-ish enough... Tracy 
Bonham's "Mother Mother" will be a big record. Real hap- 
py to be a part of that... People are beginning to request The 
Verve Pipe. 

PD Hal FishIWBZX Columbus 
Even though we're not really getting a lot, we feel 31b. Thrill 
is a valid record... Don't see any momentum on 7 Mary 3. Not 
requesting. I don't think it's a very good song... Getting noth- 
ing on Bad Religion... Strong momentum on Bush's "Machine 
Head". Great requests, stays in heavy... Collective Soul 
"Where The River Flows" showing strong potential... Fairly 

decent phone response to the Cracker. I don't think this is a kid 

record. A 20 something record for those Xers who hate their gen- 

eration... Getting requests well beyond the fan-club for Howlin' 
Maggie. You know when they call for "Howdy Maggie", 
they've never heard of the band before... Kenny Wayne 
Shephard is performing at about a D level. One of those 
records I can play 19 times a week, but always somehow to the 
wrong audience... Wish the Stabbing Westward had better 
momentum. Testing relatively low end and unfamiliar... Stone 
Temple Pilots' "Big Bang Baby" is not a phone reactor, but 
this is institutional rock for the '90s, and kids don't ca111 it... 
I hear some people getting excited about the Tracy Bonham, 
but I'm not sure it appeals to an audience that is 70% male... The 
Verve Pipe is pulling good phones and getting enthusiastic 
response. 

PD/MD Darrin Arriens/WDBZ Lansing 
7 Mary 3 very strong in terms of phones and 

research... Dishwalla will get moved up this 
week. Good sounding tune... Huge night 
phones for Marilyn Manson... Minimal 
reaction on Son Volt, but research is start- 
ing to increase... Stabbing Westward 
doing well. Will keep it where it's at... 
The Verve Pipe continues to build here. 
They had a thousand people at their in-store 
last night. 
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PD Brian Beddow/WGRX Baltimore 
Lots of calls on the 7 Mary 3. There's 
something about this band that works 
with new, younger Alternative listeners 
as well as older, more mainstream fans... 
Afghan Whigs just didn't happen for us. 

Never got many requests... "Again" is a per- 

fectly generic Alice In Chains song. Add 
up the sum total of their tunes, and get an 

average, you would get "Again."... 
Personally think Ammonia is going to 
happen... Bad Religion kinda getting 

some requests. Not really tearing it up... Playing the Candlebox 
mainly due to artist recognition. Not the best work from a pret- 
ty good artist... "Where The River Flows" is a typical Collective 
Soul record. They've got a good sound... People really seem to 
like Cracker and it's been a while since they've released any new 

music. Hoping there are stronger songs on the CD... Dishwalla 
is getting a lot of requests... We're trying to pump the Fig Dish 
up for the show next week... Jars Of Clay getting surprising- 
ly more requests than I thought it would. Sounds a bit like America 

to me... Marilyn Manson's "Sweet Dreams" is one of the few 
records we've added due to requests before the box... "So Low" 
is more accessible than the first Self tune. It will probably do bet- 

ter than "Cannon" did... Southern Culture's "Camel Walk" 
never happened... Stabbing Westward got a lot of calls ear- 

ly, but now has slowed up. Not quite in the top 5... Personally 
don't hear "Big Bang Baby", but lots of people love it... Played 

the Tracy Bonham for just one weekend and it's already show- 
ing up in requests. We have really good feelings about this. 

PD Jeff Gillis/WKLL Utica

Still seeing a ton of phones on 7 Mary 
3... Nobody around here really seems to care 

about the AC/DC... Getting sporadic phones 

on the Afghan Whigs. I thought they'd be 

too hip for the room but people kind of get 
them... I don't know what it is with Bad 
Religion, but they just don't get response... 
Fig Dish is about done... Kind of sampled 
the Gravity Kills a while back.

7 Mary 3 is getting less than I expected... 
Alice In Chains' "Again" slow to move ear- 

ly on... Candlebox's "Best Friend" is an 

average performer right now but we like 
it... Cracker will be a terminal light for me. 

Was hoping for more... Nothing going on 
with Fig Dish... Calls are coming in for 
Gravity Kills' "Guilty", and it works fine 
at night... We think Hog could become a 

medium. Lots of potential, still... "Leaving 
Here" started out slow but it's building nice - 
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ly... Just added the Howlin' Maggie. It's good... Playing the Jars 
Of Clay "Flood" from DAT. This is the fatter, harder edged ver- 
sion. The record is pure hook. When I hear it, it reminds me of 
the crossover stuff that WRIF of the late '80s could play. Break 
the hit, then leave it burned for the softer formats... Lots of inter- 
est in KISS' "Rock And Roll All Nite". Can't tell how long it 
will last... Paradise Lost is pretty interesting. I think metal is 

back, especially this summer. I'd like to hear a track from this band 
that is less anthem -y, and more straight -ahead power chord dri- 
ven... Rage Against The Machine is a band with a lot of inter- 
est. I don't know where it's at... Stabbing Westward should 
go all the way... The Stone Temple Pilots' single's an A and 
there are at least 4 or 5 solid tracks on the album... The more 
we play The Verve Pipe the more it builds.

Not playing the 31b. Thrill enough to get a read research wise, 
we do like the air sound... No testing yet on 7 Mary 3 but we 
feel very good about it... Collective Soul's "Where The River 
Flows" is already testing power. Little to no burn, and anoth- 
er monster from the band... Cracker being favorably received. 
A few have expressed displeasure with the screaming in the record 
but it doesn't take away from the song for me. Better than I had 
expected. Playing full time... Dishwalla getting decent calls on 
the record and universally liked around the radio station. 
Probably early in the curve, but high expectations... Hog still get- 
ting phones with only night play. Sounds better than Green Day... 

Not getting anything on the Into Another... Fans support 
KISS.

Southern Culture's "Camel 
Walk" is getting Top 5 phones.... Stone Temple Pilots' "Big 
Bang Baby" is overall a good record for the radio station, 
once you get past the uniqueness of the sound... The Badlees 
"Angeline Is Coming Home" will be a mid -charter... The Verve 
Pipe is just different enough to catch your ears but not so far off 
the wall that it's a problem. I have very high hopes. 

PD Rick West/WXKE Ft. Wayne 
Sensing the Alternative rockers are into the Afghan Whigs. Will 
take a long time... Not getting anything right now on Bad 
Religion... We are getting Candlebox calls, especially after the 
tremendous show they put on a couple of weeks ago... Collective 
Soul's "Where The River Flows" is definitely a quick developer... 
A little worried about the Cracker lyric. It reminds me of 'Rock 
And Roll is Dead'... Curiosity calls here and there for Dishwalla... 
Dog's Eye View is not much of a phone record, but it's likeable... 
Hog is in the same boat with Bad Religion. The Alternative types 
like them and it's not developing much past that at this point... 
Upper demo males like the Southern Culture... The STP fans 
wanted a different sound than this single offers. 
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APD Mark Thompson/WYSP Bala Cynwyd 
7 Mary 3 pulling medium phones. Still very strong at the for- 
mat... Starting to see AC/DC burn increase... The Cracker vibe 
is real strong. Too angsty for middays. Already playing around 
with "Sweet Thistle Pie"... Hog showing early signs of burn and 
phones are starting to slack off a bit... Treating the Home Alive 
track strictly as a novelty... Into Another getting requests 
from guys who work in pizza places. Doing just fine for us... KISS' 
"Rock And Roll All Nite" #2 on phones... The first time I heard 
Local H I thought it was a hit. It's Ugly Kid Joe meets Green Day, 

and equals a rock n' roll Presidents of the U.S.A.... Marilyn Manson 
phones are pubescent... Stabbing Westward looks to be 
peaking... Mixed reaction to Stone Temple Pilots' "Big Bang 
Baby". Already playing around with "Tripping" and "Caged 
Tigers." 

PD Gregg Steele/WZTA Miami 
7 Mary 3 turning in bad scores, no requests, negative comments 
from listeners... Little to no reaction to Bad Religion. We don't 
feel this record happening... Candlebox "Best Friend" has poten- 
tial... Zero reaction to Cracker... Early research on Dishwalla 
is a little skinny but promising. Some curiosity calls and a staff 
favorite... Foo Fighters' "Big Me" has done what it is going 
to do... We like the sound of Gravity Kills' "Guilty", but so far, 
very little reaction. We like the sound, but feel it should reach 
out and pull people through the phone line to the studio. Not 
one alien sighted yet... No calls for "Leaving Here" from 
Pearl Jam... Life support for KISS... Marilyn Manson has been 
a mofo since we started playing it. Always a great phone 
record... Had a lot of faith in Rust, but scores were sub par and 
for as often it was spun it didn't react... We have more faith in 
this Stabbing Westward than the audience response is giving 
us. Some sales increases and the concert is selling well... Reaction 
to Stone Temple Pilots has been really strong but could 
change dramatically next week... Tracy Bonham's "Mother 
Mother" is an A record for us so far. Great reaction. 

PD/MD Bryan Michaels/KJOT Boise 
With a Classic Rock station you can't do any better than AC/DC. 
They are doing something right, and they aren't selling them- 
selves out... Dishwalla is not really responding yet. We hope 
it picks up... "Everything Falls Apart" should have done bet- 
ter. Not a lot of people are picking up on it yet... Oh, gee I won- 
der what Joan Osborne's talking about with "Right Hand Man". 
The listeners just don't care... KISS still brings in those calls after 
20 years. Can't go wrong... The Refreshments are a band to 
look out for. Great album and first track. These guys have room 
to grow. We haven't really seen any response yet, but it's ear- 
ly... Son Volt has done really well, even the people who said 
this shouldn't be on the air are changing their minds.

Don't know how much life is left on 
Limblifter, but it was a good night time record... Stabbing 
Westward seems to appeal to a specific niche, the ones that love 
it - love it.

great rock and roll song. Not a lot of phones response, since it's 
in heavy and they know we'll play it again...

Not a lot of phones 
yet but makes for nice segue.

I'd give 7 Mary 3 a B+. "Water's Edge" is a slow builder just 
like "Cumbersome" was, but a great song... With Candlebox 
we're still looking for that breakthrough track... I love "Too Much" 
by Dave Matthews. I would give it an A. It's perfect for us. This 
is just it... "Counting Blue Cars" has a lot of potential... 
Dog's Eye View is good Midwestern rock. Sounds great on the 
air, but may not sell a lot of records... Howlin' Maggie is my 
second favorite record out there behind Dave Matthews... 
"Born With A Broken Heart" is a good song, a B+. That hard 
blues rock tests well... KISS started out really strong but is get- 
ting a lot of early burn. Getting some tedious callers... "Camel 
Walk" gets an A for a novelty song but a C for a regular song. 
Will have a short shelf life... The Badlees is doing fine, I'd give 
it a B. It takes the place of the Blues Traveler record in our list 
for now. 

MD Randy Bailey/KSPQ West Plains 
Seeing more requests come in for 7 Mary 3. People are now aware 
that they have more than one song... Bad Religion seems to 
be doing real well. Seeing the phones come in... Candlebox I'm 
not sure about, but we'll keep it on another couple of weeks. It 
doesn't suck, but it's just kind of 'there'... We added Cracker this 
week, but it's not getting a lot yet... We love "Get A Job". They 
just want to hear it, and there is no confusion with Green Day... 
KISS is doing just fine. Mostly the diehards are calling... We stuck 
in Marilyn Manson and dayparted it. I'm a big fan myself, plus 
we are getting curiosity calls... "Banditos" is a pretty good song. 
Another one of those very new songs out right now, so nobody 
really knows what it is yet... A lot of people are curious about 
Stone Temple Pilots. They don't think it sounds like Weiland... 
The Verve Pipe was kind of surprising, and we are getting a lot 
of calls on this. 

APD/MD Mojo Mason/KTUX Shreveport 
"Water's Edge" is still building for us. The research is good all 
across the board as people are becoming familiar with it. Top 
five phones... We have been on the Afghan Whigs a while. It 
sounds good, but haven't seen anything... I know we aren't see- 
ing a lot of reaction on Candlebox yet, but we've just moved 
into medium to make it more familiar... Dog's Eye View is doing 
real well in the research - especially 25 - 54. I would give this a 

B still... "Bury Me" is just kind of laying there. Been on it awhile 
and it just hasn't taken off... I really like Howlin' Maggie. Plus 
it's a PD favorite... We have good expectations on "T.A.I.L.", but 
haven't seen response... Jars Of Clay is starting to see some phones 
and our research is showing up in lower demos... "Sweet 
Dreams" is getting Top five phones. I'd say this is an A as far 
as being a lasting track... We have high expectations on "So Low". 
I think it's better than "Cannon" and that did well... "Camel Walk" 
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is our number one requested song and we think those calls 
will last... Tracy Bonham is getting phones right out of the box 
and I think it's going to be a hit... "Photograph" sounds fab- 
ulous. The Verve Pipe was just put into medium. 

APD/MD J.J. Jeffries/KUPD Phoenix 
"Water's Edge" is researching pretty well. It's working... 
"Ballbreaker" is getting good research. It's a very solid record 
for us... Afghan Whigs is still questionable... Alice In Chains 
continue to tear up the market with "Again"... Bad Religion 
is working, and getting the best research we've seen on them in 
a long time... "I Hate My Generation" is closer to a rock record 
than what Cracker have done in the past... We haven't been on 
the Deftones for a long time, but with the success with KoRn 
we thought "Bored" might work... Hog isn't researching very 
well. With the airplay, it should be familiar and it's not... 
"Alcohol" is a perfect song for us. Right in the demo since we're 
the drinking radio station... "Rock and Roll All Nite" is our high- 
est testing record. In the 80s... The Refreshments are a good 
local favorite. It's a pretty hooky song. 

PD Max Volume/KZAK Reno 
Sales are really good on 7 Mary 3... Sales have really kicked on 
AC/DC from "Ballbreaker"... "Again" is just another great track 
from a successful album... Sales are incredible on Bad Religion 
and we are playing the crap out of it... Candlebox has finally 
garnered some requests and sales have kicked in on "Best 
Friend"... Cracker is still really early, but it's getting some 
requests... "Here In Your Bedroom" is an absolutely incredi- 
ble record from Goldfinger. We've only played it for a couple 
of weeks and are already seeing some sales. A combo of 
Fishbone and Green Day. Fun record... Not a lot of requests on 
"Get A Job" and a just a few sales. But we really like the sound... 
"T.A.I.L" is just starting to come around for us... The older demos 
have figured Kenny Wayne Shephard out and it's selling 
really well... Requests are phenomenal on "Bulls On Parade", 
and the anticipation for the full is really high. I think it will be 
a successful project... "Banditos" is just now getting to where 
people know what it is... Sales and requests are good on 
"Camel Walk". One of those odd little ditties that is so left field 
and politically incorrect that it works. 

PD Eric Slayter/KZRK Amarillo 
7 Mary 3 is at number one! It's had top five phones. We got 
on it early and got instant response... For the obvious content 
"Drugs" is a big one on the phones. People like it... Bad 
Religion is building very fast. "20th Century Digital Boy" did 
well for us also. It's catchy, loud and definitely a good record... 
Candlebox going away on us. The enthusiasm has dropped way 
off on this record. We've done a lot with this and nothing hap- 
pened... We expect that "Big News" will do well for us. 
Clutch usually does. "Spacegrass" was pretty accessible. They 
may be bigger with the younger crowd... "Where The River 
Flows" is a good song, and I'm glad to see this released as a sin- 
gle. I got really tired of the crossover top 40 songs. A breath of 
fresh air for us... Dog's Eye View is building slowly, but I don't 
know, it may have already peaked regionally. The buzz was big 
at first. It's a comfortable, happy song that floats in and out, but 
it doesn't really hit you. Looking for more retail on it... Our lis- 
teners love that Gravity Kills record. It's got instant phones and 
they can hardly keep it in the stores... Hog is also doing well, 
it's definitely on the up. A really good sounding record for us 
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and the phones are okay... "Rock And Roll All Nite" is big. It's 
KISS. They are my Beatles, and a lot of our listeners think the 
same way as I do. As far as the influence they have had it's tough 
to beat. A fun record to have in there. People are looking for- 
ward to the tour, and they span so many years - the kids love them 
and the adults love them, too... "Sweet Dreams" is definite- 
ly a night song. We've plugged it in other dayparts, but the phones 
and sales aren't huge yet... Misery Loves Co. is great. They have 
always done well on the metal show, but "Happy" is the first one 
we can cross over. If it runs away at night we will bring it over 
to the days... We are excited to have Rage Against the 
Machine back. It's working on Metal and New Rock, then 
we'll look to getting it into regular rotation. It will probably be 
an instant phone record... The Refreshments are fun. They are 
one of the groups that helped us dispel the metal only image. 
Some songs belong in Texas and this is one of them. 

MD Hollie Anderson/WAVE N Charleston 
311 is just getting steady phones and selling well... "Water's 
Edge" is not quite "Cumbersome" but there is still a lot of 
interest. The record is selling real well... "Everything Falls Apart" 
sounded good on the air, but we are pretty much done with it. 
Maybe we went on it too early, but it really didn't do a whole 
lot... "Only Happy When It Rains" is doing real well, selling 
and still getting a lot of phones... Joan Osborne is also selling 
very, very well. The phones aren't really big but everybody here 
likes her... Love & Rockets is a favorite around here. We are 
seeing a spattering of calls and some sales... It's still very early 
to tell, but we are getting some phones on "Banditos"... Son 
Volt should get an A for longevity here. Has done very well for 
us... STP is selling kind of light to medium, but it's still early... 
Tracy Bonham is very cool. We just added that... Tracy 
Chapman is doing great for us. She is still selling really heavy, 
and people really want to hear her... The Verve Pipe is seeing 
a few early sales. 

Co-PD/MD Matt Willauer/WBUZ Toledo 
Afghan Whigs has a building regional story that's starting to 
react... I believed all along in "Best Friend" for radio. As a whole 
is one of the catchier and more upbeat tracks on the album... "I 
Hate My Generation" has more angst than I expected from the 
Cracker boys. A nice surprise... Fig Dish is not very reac- 
tionary for us. We already had a show in town... Gravity 
Kills is doing great for us. Phones are starting to light up with 
curiosity calls. Fits the mix like a glove... Hog is just kind of hang- 
ing in there and I thought it would be a smash hit... Howlin' 
Maggie also has a regional story, and the phones are starting 
to pick up. It sounds great in all dayparts. Catchy and different... 
KISS is back and they are gonna be big. This will be the reunion 
tour of the year... "Sweet Dreams" is seeing night phones react- 
ing. We may open up the dayparts... "Bulls On Parade" is exact- 
ly what you would expect from them with the preachy angst rap 
and the guitar licks from hell. Tons of phones at night and bleeds 
onto afternoons... They seem to be liking "Big Bang Baby," but 
the excitement level isn't what I expected... "Photograph" is 

a great track. People are starting to catch on. Around here they 
have a phenomenal track record because of their live performances. 
They are all the talk. 
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PD Joe Bevilacqua/WDZR Troy 
7 Mary 3 is a great project with a good retail story that continues 
to build... AC/DC is performing as expected. A great song for 
the radio and my staff is telling me amazing stuff about the show... 
Afghan Whigs has a good underground buzz, but I'm not 
getting any phones. May be too hip for the room right now... 
"Best Friend" is still building. It should eclipse "Understanding"... 
The reason I added Clutch was because they have built an 
underground story similar to KoRn and Pantera. Tons of retail 
and that turned my head. A good reaction right off the bat, they 
could really go... I've expanded the dayparts on Into Another, 
but it's still not doing anything. My jocks like it a lot, though... 
KISS is getting super big phones, super big retail. Not sure about 
shelf life... "High Flyin' M.F." is one of those great "throw your 
fist in the air" type tracks from Local H... "Sweet Dreams" is 

my number one phone record, crossing over into the cume lis- 
teners... "Bulls On Parade" made for an insane week. Night 
time phones are out of control. It's crazy. One of my biggest gain- 
ers of the week... "Banditos" had a few phones. The people 
who like it, really like it. One of my favorites, but needs to turn 
the corner. Good retail story... "Sister" is the biggest gainer of 
the week, this has turned the corner. We have been watching 
this project for a long timé and now it's starting to get results... 
We did an in-store with The Verve Pipe that brought in some- 
where between 400 to 500 people. They will cross the bridge to 
all formats, judging by the mix of people there. 

MD Guy Dark/WHDQ Claremont 
I like Ammonia. It's different enough from your basic 
"Alternative" in the same way Everclear was. It can stand out, 
it's not just garden variety Alterna -rock... We're on "I Hate My 
Generation". The other Cracker stuff did so well, and you can't 
ignore their core... "Leaving Here" is getting more familiar every 
week. People want to know where it's from... We just added 
Jars Of Clay. I just saw how well it was doing and figured it would 
fit us... KISS has done well right off the bat. I put it into 
heavy so that even our passives would know about it, but it won't 
stay up there for long. No negatives... "3 Is A Magic Number" 
got calls from two specialty show spins, which is pretty amazing. 
The calls range from a 40 year old guy who just liked the song 
to a 23 year old girl who was a big Blind Melon fan... "Drown" 
is a good all daypart record and I think it has legs. Going with 
my gut... Stabbing Westward is doing real well with younger 
demos and that's about it... Stone Temple Pilots is not kick- 
ing in as fast as I thought it would, so we're spiking other 
tracks... "Angeline Is Coming Home" has been played before, 
so I know that it has some degree of acceptance. Plus, now peo- 
ple can find it in the stores. 

MD Sheri Sexton/WKDF Nashville 
"I Hate My Generation" is angry Cracker. I like it. I haven't 
seen anything yet, but we announced a show this week, and with 
the new album, there is interest... We are having a show with 
Dishwalla, and we expect good things. It's starting to build... 
"Leaving Here" is not really taking off as well as other Pearl 
Jam, because it doesn't really sound like them as much. But that's 
what we like about it... Howlin' Maggie is a good one. It's a 

favorite of what's out now... "Banditos" is very new. I have good 
phones, and they are opening for Dishwalla. I like the song... Son 
Volt is getting good initial research. It stopped building but not 
doing bad... Stabbing Westward has been in for awhile, and 
it's still doing well. They had a really good run and really pull 
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it off live... I'm curious to see the research on Stone Temple Pilots, 
because it doesn't sound like them, but it's still so cool. The phones 
haven't been completely nuts yet... The Verve Pipe is still pret- 
ty new, nothing yet. Sounds great on the air. 

PD Byrn TeylePP/wrill Myrtle Beech 
Afghan Whigs is not really pumping like I thought it would. I 

like the song but I hate the ending. Not as good as "Gentleman"... 
Bad Religion is kicking ass, getting a lot of requests for us... Dog's 
Eye View is doing real well, seeing good phones... Hog gets an 
A, due to requests and how the jocks feel. "Get A Job" is the 
slogan around here... Into Another is doing well. I want to move 
it up. Right now it has a time restriction that may come off. So 

we expect this to take off soon... Kenny Wayne Shephard has 

the phones going. Lots of curiosity calls, and there should be some 

good sales... "What Do I Have To Do" is still getting a lot of 
calls, so we moved it into the daytime... "Big Bang Baby" is a 

smash. As soon as we got the record I just put it in and we spike 
other songs all the time. The response has been incredible... Too 
Much Joy is pretty cool - they are playing here at the Hard Rock 

Cafe, which caught my attention. So we hooked them up. 
We'll see how they respond. A good song, but not extraordinary... 
"Mother Mother" was an instant add. One of my faves on the 
air, my little pet. Getting some early phones too. My midday guy 
loves it, too. 

PM Kent Belar/WEM Key West 
I like Bad Religion a lot. Not taking off like we had hoped, but 
still doing fine... Cracker has been great out of the gate. 
Should move into the top five... I love "Only Happy When It 
Rains", and all the MTV doesn't hurt... "Guilty" is very much 
like Nine Inch Nails, but hookier. Giveaways were really popu- 
lar... "Get A Job" is a solid performer here. I love that song... 
"Bulls On Parade" was strong. People were waiting for it. It 
doesn't appeal to everyone, but it will be a strong performer... 
I'm not a big fan of Rancid, but I like "Olympia, WA", and it 
has potential. Plus they have been popular around here... 
"Bluster" is a strong song, but they suffer for sounding like Veruca 
Salt. But we'll stick with it. Medium builder... Stone Temple 
Pilots had immediate top phones. 

PD 6PeB OfBrIen1WMPI IIlliDetorrtr 
"Water's Edge" is not as catchy as "Cumbersome", but still sound- 
ing really good on the station and is really picking up... Afghan 
Whigs isn't doing anything, but it's a great song. We'll still stick 
with it... Bad Religion should be moving up. Too new, but I 

expect big things from it... I love "I Hate My Generation", but 
it's way too new for reaction... Dog's Eye View is getting a great 
response. Catchy record. It's doing fantastic... Hog is not 
doing what I expected it to do. Not getting any phones at all... 
"Right Hand Man" is doing okay. Getting some phone reac- 
tion... I don't expect that much from "Rock And Roll All 
Nite", but there are a lot of KISS fans here... "Banditos" is a 

great record. Getting phenomenal phone response. One of those 
new records that is doing fantastic... I love the Stone Temple 
Pilots. The listeners are excited and the album is fantastic... Tracy 
Bonham is getting a little bit of reaction... The Verve Pipe is 

slowly but surely moving up. It's pretty new, we'll stick with it. 
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"Water's Edge" is really starting to turn around and see some 
phones... The Alice In Chains is great. We just got on "Again", 
but I like everything on that disc... We moved Cracker back to 
nights only because we felt it was a little harsh in the mix... 
"Counting Blue Cars" is huge. Wonderful. We love it. Plus, 

it gets a lot of curiosity calls... "Get A Job" is really starting to 
build for us in a hurry. Seeing some requests... Jars Of Clay has 

only been spinning a day and is already getting phones. We real- 
ly like this... We got a lot of good calls on Joan Osbourne so 

we opened up the dayparts... Kenny Wayne Shephard is 

another one that is exploding, we're getting lots of calls on this. 
Plus this is one our Modern rock competitor can't play... Marilyn 
Manson was getting requests before we played it, so we added 
it... Rage Against The Machine had one spin and immediately 
got phones... Son Volt is kind of early, but we are starting to 
see some response... Stabbing Westward we can't say enough 
about. #1 phones for us, and getting 28 spins this week... 
Everyone around here loves The Badlees. We've been touting 
them so much it's not really new here. 

Just when it was looking like the slowest news week of all time, comes word that Odyssey 

Communications, owners of X- 107/Westchester, is making a major move with their 

California properties. 

After a couple of days of SFX - jackhammers and general construction noise - 

Odyssey has flipped KMAX/Pasadena, KAXXNentura, and KBAX/Falbrook, all broad- 

casting at 107.1, from sports/talk to what the group is calling "mainstream modern 

rock." 

Y107 will be programmed by Wonderboy Steve Blatter, Odyssey's VP of Programming, 

and throughout its launch phase will run jockless. Until that time, the new Y107 will 

get its point across via drops positioning against KLOS' classic leanings, the 'AC-ness" 

of Star 98.7, and the "self importance" of The World Famous KMOQ. 

Odyssey is owned by Stuart Subotnick and Mike Kakoyiannis. Mr. Kakoyiannis' exten- 

sive radio experience includes executive positions with Westwood One stations 

group, Metropolitan Broadcasting and Metromedia, Inc. Mr. Subotnick was part of 
Metromedia's creation of the largest radio and televison broadcasting business and 

is a general partner of Metromedia Company. 

At presstime, we were unable to squeeze Mr. Blatter into coming up with a definitive 

format explanation. In lieu of that, here are a few highlights from Odyssey's One Sheet. 

Y107 is a "mainstream" modern rock station that targets 20-34 year old modern rock 

listeners in Southern California. 

Y107's music and presentation has been uniquely designed for the "non -teen" mod- 
ern rock listener. 

Y107 will play 'mainstream" modern rock without any heavy metal or classic rock mixed 

in. 

Y107 is not a sleepy AC station that happens to play modern rock. 

Y107 is not a classic rock station that happens to play a lot of modern rock. 

Y107 is not a quirky and avant garde station that happens to playa lot of modern rock. 

Gosh, sounds a lot like that happening station up in Westchester, doesn't it? 
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RADIO FOUND 

Former Ginsu salesmen named as accessories. 
by Dave Mac 

When the Gravity Kills single "Guilty" first emerged 
as a local favorite on KPNT/St. Louis last year, folks 
at noted industrial label TVT/WaxTrax took note 
and signed the band from that evidence. Not that 
label execs thought this band was to be considered 
strictly industrial. Based on what they've seen and 
heard thus far at radio, their suspicions were correct: 
Gravity Kills is a rock radio band. Their industrial lean- 

ings give them an edge at Alternative, the guitar - 
heavy arrangement grants them pardons at COR. Any 
which way you look at it, the story is tough to 
ignore. Top 10 tests at KDGE, Billboard Top 200 sales, 

a video just added to MTV regular rotation, and near- 

ly 1000 spins at Alternative this week alone. Soudscan 

reports close to 20,000 units in its first 3 weeks in 

stores. National Alternative Radio Promotion 
Directors Gary Jay and John Perrone tell us how 
they got "Guilty" without the help of a field staff. TVT's John "The Blade" Perrone 
The former college radio promo domos (Jay was and Gary "Don't call me O" Jay. 
College Director for AIM, while Perrone was head- 
ing the same at TVT) talk about the advantages of working with a self-contained label and distribution 
system. (As Gary says, "From the time we get an add, the sales guy solicits the stores and the product is 

shipped from the warehouse, it can happen in 20 minutes.") And manage to toss in a barb or two about 

the current state of college radio. 
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How does it feel to have what looks to be a hit record on 
your hands? 
JP: Amazing. We feel very privileged to come into a record like 
this with a band like this. The support that radio has given us so 
far is overwhelming. 
GJ: For me, it renews my faith in radio, in the way everyone has 
rallied in support of an indie label. It's not just about the big boys, 
it's about music. And people are reacting to a song. We can do 
our tap dance all day, but at the end of the day it's about the song, 
and radio has been really receptive to 'Guilty.' 

So what was the firestarter for this? 
JP: KPNT. The band submitted a demo for one of their local music 
CDs, Pointessential Volume One. People loved it, they played it 
and it reacted unbelievably and wound up being their #1 most 
requested song of 1995. Right there it proved that the song was 
viable in the market. Just because you're from St. Louis doesn't 
necessarily mean that the station or the community is gonna get 
behind you. 

So how did you spread that word? 
GJ: It actually happened organically in a weird sort of way. We 
signed the band from that, and placed 'Guilty' in the movie Seven, 
and on the soundtrack. Before the full-length record was com- 
pleted, Seven was released. There's a sequence in the film 
where they walk into a bondage club and 'Guilty' is playing at 
the bar. Lynn, from KNNC, was intrigued by the song from the 
movie, and went out and bought the soundtrack. Then played 
it for Mike. They called us up and said 'Look, we want to add 
this song.' After The Point, they were the second station in the 
country to play 'Guilty.' At that point we thought perhaps we 
had something. There's no reason for Austin, Texas to be cham- 
pioning a song from St. Louis, Missouri. And this is in November 
of '95. 

And from there? 
JP: We picked a couple of markets where we felt they had 
been real TVT/WaxTrax supportors of the industrial scene over 
the years - like Q101 and X96. Those were relationships that we 
felt were strong enough in the beginning to get them to listen 
to this. After KNNC picked it up, X96 hopped on board next. That 
market has been hugely successful for KMFDM and Sister 
Machine Gun, so they just grasped and made this their own as 
well. 

When did you know that you had something on your hands 
that was this large? 
JP: When The Edge in Dallas added it. 

(laughter) That's true, isn't it? 
JP: They stepped up before our add date, and in the same week 
Q101 added it. We felt that we had something really special with 
two huge stations coming on board before our add date. We 
just found out that it's The Edge's #2 call -out record in a recent 
test, with 80% familiarity. They are now spinning the record 40- 
50 times a week. 
GJ: I remember thinking that by the time the add date came 
around, it was almost like a moot point because we had so many 
adds on the board already. It was like, 'Oh, now we're going for 
adds?' Our BDS was pretty stellar at that point. 
JP: I think we might have been chart -bound in Monitor before 
we went for adds. 
(Laughter) 
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Tell me the truth, boys - when this came out on the 
soundtrack, did you think this was gonna be a hit? 
JP: It had a strong hook, and in thinking that NIN wouldn't have 
a record out for another year at least, the window was there. I 

didn't think it was huge - Gary and I had only been calling the 
format since September. It was hard to call, our relationships with 
some stations weren't that strong. We've now made head- 
way, and this is the record to make TVT and WaxTrax a player 
out there at the format. 
GJ: I want to go on the record as saying I didn't know radio would 
respond to it the way they are right now. I also didn't think the 
consumers would respond with this much passion. But, it's one 
of the few records that we have at TVT that I got right away; it 
didn't have to grow on me like some of our stuff does that all 
of a sudden one day clicks for me. I just had no idea that it would 
blossom into what it has become. 

Now somebody had to have some idea, because this 
thing sounds so magnificent on the radio in terms of pro- 
duction. Some of the spread on the lower end of the fre- 
quency spectrum tickles the particular processing that is 
running amok at Alternative and COR radio. Somebody 
had this shit figured out... 
GJ: That goes to the band, because the record and the song is 

self -produced. John Fryer (Stabbing Westward, Nine Inch Nails) 
did the final mix of the record, but basically the record was done 
in the band's home studio. They're a pretty self-contained 
unit, they tweaked most of the knobs and handed us pretty much 
a complete record. 

When did you guys put indies on it? 
JP: I think we started people the first or second week of 
January, before we sent the single out. 

What's it like being a small label in the midst of the 
giants working with indies? 
JP: It seems like it's something we have to do. We're fortunate 
to have a great catalog that sells constantly. Last year, TVT had 
a higher market percentage than labels that are part of majors 
like London, Zoo and others. We have the priviledge to that extent 
to go out and get behind our records and support these stations, 
which a lot of indie labels might not have the capital to do. 

Where particular independent promoters are working 
records for major companies and are probably in pretty 
high dollar situations for those records, how hard is it to 
get them moving on your stuff? 
GJ: I think on this one it wasn't hard because the indies we chose 
to work with, in most cases, we didn't go to them. They came 
to us. I think they smelled 'Guilty' as a hit and wanted to be a 
part of the team that broke the song, and maybe that pushed 
it up their priority totem poles a little bit. I never felt for one minute 
that we were taking a back seat to a major label project from 
the indie perspective. These guys have been in the trenches for 
us, digging out spins and adds. 
JP: Every guy has stepped up for this label and this project. They 
have not treated us like second class citizens. 

Tell me some of the rough spots in quarterbacking the pro- 
ject? 
JP: The record didn't come out until a few weeks ago at retail. 
We had to convince people that they need to get on this record 
without anything for the audience to buy. People couldn't 
even buy the 60 minute CD remixes until the third week of February. 
We had to convince people a month and a half beforehand - with 
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no record in stores except the Seven soundtrack - to play this record. 
Seven is not an Alternative smash soundtrack. These kids don't 
even know who the fuck Thelonius Monk or Billie Holliday are. 
Is it going to entice kids enough to buy that soundtrack? Our 
sales went up on Seven, but nothing to the extent of how 
much the full-length sold in its first week, or how much the sin- 
gle sold. 

What was your strategy at retail? 
JP: They rode off of us. We got it going, we got the stories hap- 
pening in certain markets, and the sales department solicited peo- 
ple. The buzz got out there, and in the markets where the sta- 
tions were pounding the 
record retail people were call- 
ing us up going 'Where's the 
record?' 
GJ: The strategy was to create 
a demand in the marketplace 
through airplay, not just have 
the record out there and sit- 
ting in the stores. At the 3 - 

week mark we had already 
scanned 4,000 units on the 
single. If you're a kid with a 

limited budget and you want 
to buy this 'Guilty' song you're 
hearing on the radio and you 
know the album's coming out 
in two weeks, you may or may 
not plunk down your $1.98 
for the CD single, but yet 4,000 
kids couldn't wait, they had to 
have it. 

Without naming names, 
how many programmers 
wouldn't initially do this 
track, and now are play- 
ing it? 
GJ: (With an exasperated 
look) There are some that still 
haven't. 
JP: There are some adds that 
we have gotten that I still 
have yet to talk to the sta- 
tion. 
GJ: Which is bizzarre. 
JP: Why the fuck would you 
want to play my record and 
you don't even want to talk to 
me. Even when I call you and you added my record, you still don't 
want to talk to me? Even if they're not taking my call, fine I'll 
take the voice mail. If I leave you a message and you're playing 
my record, I would think that you'd want to call me back. 
Unless you don't want to be bothered and you want to go 
along with whatever success you're having with the record and 
not have to deal with me so then you won't have to talk to me 
about other projects, that could be a reason. 
GJ: But you would think that with a property this hot, you're 
playing the record knowing the band is on tour and being 
asked to play festival shows, you might want to return a call that 
much quicker. I can't give you a number, but there were a hand- 
ful of stations that weren't into the song for its intrinsic value 
and came aboard because they didn't want to be the last guy in 

the market or on the panel not to play it, they didn't want to get 
left behind and added it despite themselves. 
JP: The beginning was a battle. We couldn't get a call back, and 
we were dealing with a platinum record Mortal Kombat. I 

don't know if they didn't know us or whatever. To this day, we 
may have two or three stations each that we still may have not 
talked to since we took over in September. 

Has it become easier to talk about other acts on the label 
by virtue of the Gravity Kills success? 
GJ: I don't think we've felt the impact of this just yet. This record 

really break on the retail level. We have to make Gravity 
Kills a platinum record, and 
that will open doors for oth- 
er acts on the label. Not even 
artists in the same genre, like 
say Sister Machine Gun, but 
for Spookey Ruben and 
Fledgling to get addressed 
because before they had no 
time for us.

And now industrial seems to be 

this hotbed. Hello? We've been 

doing it for, what, 10 years 

over here? And now it's getting 

attention and people want to say 

that we're hopping on the band- 

wagon? This is our fucking 

bandwagon, we started it. 

Because the label's pretty 
diverse, and that escapes 
some people. 

JP: People couldn't believe 
that Spookey Ruben came 
from us - they think M and 
they think Nails, Industrial, 
WaxTrax, KMFDM. They for- 
get The Connells, Fledgling, 
GZR, George Huntley, 
Birdbrain, Spookey Ruben, 
and Underworld. We have a 

rap label, Blunt Recordings. 
We have a separate film 
soundtrack division, and we're 
putting out four more TV 
Toons compilations. 
GJ: We have a record on the 
Gavin AC chart as we speak 
(Alannah Myles "You Love 
Who You Love" from the Two 
If By Sea soundtrack). We're 
more diverse than we get 
credit for. 
JP: And now industrial seems 
to be this hotbed. Hello? 
We've been doing it for, what, 

10 years over here? And now it's getting attention and people 
want to say that we're hopping on the bandwagon? 
GJ: This is our fucking bandwagon, we started it. 

You're in a nice situation now in that this is a 'breather' 
genre, a break in the standard radio sound that pro- 
grammers are looking for. 
GJ: I'm just cautious that a band like Gravity Kills doesn't get tagged 
as the industrial flavor of the month. I see them really more as 

a crossover. If you see them play live, there's some sequencing 
and electronic stuff, but there's a lot of heavy, fat guitar riffs going 
on and real drums. I look at them as more of a rock band. They're 
not a studio creation. 
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So what's the tour schedule? 
JP: We're doing 8 ESPN Extreme Games shows all tied in with 
Alternative stations. I guess there's gonna be snowboarding, in - 
line skate races and stuff like that. Gravity Kills is the headlin- 
er. It's tied in with retail - Musicland. 
GJ: The markets are great markets, San Francisco, San Diego, 
Phoenix, Boston... 
JP: Seattle, Minneapolis, Chicago, New York. It's an every- Saturday 
event throughout the summer. Gravity Kills is the only band com- 
mitted to this at the moment. It's gonna be an amazing day out 
there. 

I caught the video for 'Guilty' at Gavin on the video 
channel. Let me guess - you had to edit it for MTV, right? 
GJ: We had to edit quite a bit. MTV Standards and Practices sent 
us a one -page fax outlining the changes they wanted made. It 
was kind of funny. In big bold letters it said stuff like No 
Knives, No Handcuffs, No Fire, No Crotch Shots. It was surpris- 
ingly puritanical. I guess the more -established artists can throw 
their weight around. I've seen Madonna videos with a great deal 
of handcuffs and hair -pulling; Hammer videos with a lot of 
smoke and fire. I thought they were a little hard on us, but at 
this point what do you do? We made the edits. 

What's it like having a record like Stabbing Westward on 
the move at the same time as you're running with this one. 
Has it been a problem? 
GJ: I look at the records differently. If you listen to the Stabbing 
Westward single and 'Guilty,' they're really different 
sounding songs... 

I agree with that, by the way... 
GJ: ...'Guilty' bounces along at a different tem- 
po. It's a whole different vibe. I think that at sta- 
tions where Stabbing Westward is working, 
maybe it's helped us. In a case where Stabbing 
Westward is on the station and they're not feel- 
ing a reaction, I don't want to let that affect my 
record, because we're talking about apples and 
oranges here. 
JP: I think some people were waiting. There was 
some article in R&R saying that 'The industrial 
nation is upon us,' or whatever the fuck it was, 
and they mentioned Stabbing Westward, Ministry, Skinny Puppy 
and Gravity Kills in the same breath. I think a lot of stations that 
were on the Stabbing Westward record were waiting to see if 
the record actually worked or happened saleswise. It was like 
a test for industrial music. If it worked and it sold through, they 
said 'let's put on 'Gravity Kills." 

Stabbing Westward 
seems like much more 
of a mainstream -sound- 
ing rock record than an 
industrial record, any- 
way. 
JP: I don't see where it's an 
industrial song. I don't 
understand why people 
would label that band like 
that. Maybe because their 
last single sounded like NIN or 
whatever. This track shouldn't 
be pigeonholed into the indus- 
trial form. Neither should 
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Gravity Kills. They're a rock band. Just because they use a key- 
board doesn't make it industrial. 

This whole thing must be pretty nice timing for the 
upcoming Connells record in terms of format profile, 
huh? 
JP: Totally. The Connells, it's their time. This band 
has paid their dues for 10 years. 
Their last record, 
Ring, sold over 
200,000 copies in the 
US. It was #1 all over 
Europe. 
GJ: It's still Top 20 in 
the UK, Germany, 
Japan, Israel. It's Top 20 
in virtually every 
European nation. 
JP: They're up for Best 
New Artist in Germany. 
And now '74-75' is a Top 
20 UK hit. It's time for 
the people over here to 
grasp on to The Connells and realize that with the success of the 
last singles, the format still missed the boat on this band. The 
Connells will come out later this year full force, and are ready to 
get it done. 
GJ: This is the record that takes them to another level, a level 

they haven't been to yet. Not that the two 
bands are in any way similar in style, but 
bands like the Gin Blossoms and Del Amitri 
have crossed from what might have been 
called Alternative into a mainstream audience. 
I think The Connells are the next band to 
make that move. 

Yeah, if they've got the record. Now 
you've heard it at this point, right? 
GJ: The record is called Weird Food and 
Devastation, and it's remarkable. 

When are we gonna hear it? 
GJ: Probably not 'til late May or June, at the 

earliest. Currently George Huntley has a solo record which we 
are working to the AAA format. We will do an Alternative cam- 
paign on this record, too, and get as much mileage out of it as 

we can because it's a really great record. At that point, The Connells 
record should be ready to drop. 

What have your experiences been with George Huntley at 
AAA up to this point? 
GJ: In a funny way it's been sort of the same thing as with Gravity 
Kills, in that a lot of the major players at AAA radio are not used 
to getting calls from TVT, and really don't think of TVT as a label 
that puts out this kind of music. There's not an inclination to take 
the record out of the mail and put it directly on the stereo and 
listen to it. It's been a challenge to get it out of that pile of CDs 
and get 'em to listen to it. It's George's first solo record, and a 

lot of people don't make The Connells connection right away, 
and that needs to be reinforced. 

You guys both come from the college radio background, 
and you obviously have mucho insight. How does college 
radio help in your commercial cause? 
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JP: College is a world of its own. You can't relate the two. You 

can start an underground vibe through college, but I honestly 

don't think these commercial stations really care about what hap- 

pens at college. Gary and I worked Catherine together when he 

was at AIM and I was here. Catherine was a Top 5 CMJ record 

and at Top 10 Gavin record. Commercial stations didn't care. Q101 

supported their local artists, and a couple of other stations 
added it, but overall that's not what they're about. I think col- 

lege is more of a help to estab- 
lish a band, give them a name 
and grow it from there. It does 

have its purpose. 
GJ: I've seen college radio 
change over the years. Instead 
of really leading on records 
and dictating what's cool before 
Alternative stations would even 

look at something, it's now 
really reversed. There are 
Alternative stations in markets 
that jump on records before 
the college radio kids are even 
ready to deal with it. It's 
become a very reactive format. 
You'll see records not even 
make the CMJ Top 30 yet 
they're all over MTV's 
Alternative Nation already. 
JP: I think WFNX is a perfect 
example of a station that takes 
a chance on records and bands 
early that college played and 
were successful with them. 
They paid attention to what 
was going on with college radio 
as a whole. I don't know that 
most stations in the format 
pay attention to college. 
GJ: WHTG always, from the 
Matt Pinfield era through Bruce 

McDonald and now Rob 
Acampora, looked at the college 
radio charts and were always inquisitive about what's happen- 
ing, especially locally. They always wanted to know. To me, it's 

the demo they're going for if they want 18-34 males. In a lot of 
cases, that's the college radio audience. 
JP: There are a lot of college stations out there that are mirroring 
the commercial station in the market, and I don't consider them 

doing their job, if that's all they're doing. The fact that a Green 

Day record or an REM record becomes a #1 CMJ record, I find that 
kind of pathetic on the college kids side. There's no reason for 
that. College radio did their job with those bands. They found 
those bands early. The bands broke big-time. Leave it alone and 

find the next one. 

So you don't think they should be playing Green Day now? 
JP: Nope. There's a lot of stuff on that chart I don't think they 
should be playing. It's a waste. They could be giving that spot 

to a band that needs it more, or supporting their local scene and 

playing that record instead of playing Green Day. Every one of 
the kids know Green Day already. They don't need to hear it at 

their station. 

GJ: What about The Meices, Fu Manchu, Powerman 5000, and 

stuff like that? Why isn't college radio all over these records? One 

of the cool things that we're lucky with is that TVT - and more 

importantly WaxTrax - has always had a great history at college 

radio. I think us and some of the other cooler labels like Sub Pop 

and Mammoth have a built-in quality to them that when kids at 

college get them we get special attention due to the history of 
the label and what the label's contributed to the format. 

It's amazing what you can do 

when you build something that 

organically. I'd love to have 

the budgets that some of these 

major labels get to play with for 

their acts. I don't know what 

they do with all of it. 

What's the key to getting 
the most for your money 
when you're not dealing 
with a large promotional 
budget? 
GJ: Go where it makes sense. 

I've seen labels who buy 
records on the air and they 
are clearly not hit records. 
They are chasing after some- 
thing, they get it on the 
radio, nothing happens and 
the record is dropped. They 
really squandered a lot of 
their own money, and the 
band's money, and these 
poor bands never recoup 
those losses. Spend money 
where it makes sense. Follow 
what you believe. Don't 
chase everything that does- 
n't necessarily have to be 

there. 
JP: Fledgling and Spookey 
Ruben are two projects we 
are currently working. We 
haven't serviced the whole 
Alternative format with it 
yet, because that's not how 
we feel that these bands 
need to break. We start off 
at the commercial Alternative 

specialty level with both acts. 

With Fledgling being from Boston, we did mostly a Northeast ser- 

vicing of the new single, 'See Dick Drown' and we're gonna work 
it from that angle. If we get our champions, then we'll branch 

it out and we'll service the rest of the format with it. If some- 

one calls, we'll send it to them. With Spooky, we're waiting for 
someone to champion this record. 
GJ: It's amazing what you can do when you build something that 
organically. I'd love to have the budgets that some of these major 

labels get to play with for their acts. I don't know what they do 

with all of it. 

How do you guys work week to week? 
JP: We work well together. Gary likes to be on the road, and 

I do, too. But someone's gotta stay back. There's only two of 
us. We don't have a field staff. If we're both out on the road, 

nobody's in the office and nobody's answering questions. We 

have someone doing COR radio and college. But it's us doing com- 

mercial Alternative, AAA, and AC. Gary's the road dog... 

GJ: And John's the home office. 
JP: It works out really well.

All I can say is "Wow!" Th s track flies out of the stereo with a 

power only hinted at in DMB's earlier work. What the song lacks 
in a strong melody line it makes up for in downright funkiness. 
The guitar lines, the sax/fiddle interplay, and of course, the 
awesome drumming of Carter Beauford will have music fans 
of all shapes and sizes turning their heads. This song should be 
huge at Alternative and AAA, so act now. 

NOOTIE & THE DLO A EISH 
Heeeeeeeeeeeere's Hootie! "Old Man & Me" is the single from 
the forthcoming Fairweather Johnson (Atlantic), the sopho- 
more effort from Hootie & The Blowfish. The song is a mid - 
tempo rocker with a ton of energy, and Darius' trademark 
vocals. They have definitely stayed true to the Hootie sound, with 
Hammond B-3 and guitars leading the charge. There is a great 
piano break in the middle of the song that is the high point for 
me. If this is any indication, the boys should easily stave off the 
sophomore slump with the new album. 

DIEHAHO 11 11 

Richard Thompson's forthcoming album, you?me?us? (Capitol), 
is a monumental two disc set that captures all sides of Thompson's 
genius. With one acoustic and one electric disc, we get a com- 
plete picture of the artist. You should have received a six song 
CD -pro last week with some of the highlights. "Dark Hand 
Over My Heart" is my favorite, and will appear on the forthcoming 
Constantine sampler CD due out in a few weeks. "Hide It 
Away," "The Ghost Of You Walks" and "Razor Dance" are also 
very cool. 

All KNOPEEEH 
The long awaited solo debut from Mark Knopfler has finally arrived 
in the form of Golden Heart (Warner Bros.). The album definitely 
lives up to all the expectations that have been built up, and should 
have a long, long life. "Don't You Get It," the lead track, 
sounds like vintage Dire Straits, with its driving beat and 
Knopfler's finger -picked guitar. "Imelda" and "No Can Do" fea- 
ture some smokin' guitar riffs courtesy of Sonny Landreth, who 
is all over this album. "Darling Pretty" beautifully fuses the Knopfler 
sound with traditional Irish music, and "Je Suis Desole" has a Cajun 
blues feel to it. Now that AOR is ostensibly an Alternative for- 
mat, we may be the only ones to play this album, believe it or not! 

PATTI llÏllFll 
I like the Patti Rothberg single "Inside," but I had no idea how 
deep the album, Between The 1 And The 9 (EMI), was going to 
be. While she occasionally falls back on trite lyrics, when she's 
on, she's really on. Check out the Dylanesque "Forgive Me," the 
funky rhythms of "Change Your Ways," "Flicker" and "Remembering 
Tonight" for a glimpse of how right on she can be. This is an impres- 
sive debut that should have legs at our format. 

STOVE TEPEE PILOTS 
Stone Temple Pilots debuted in the top 10 on many charts last 
week, based on the single from their new album, Tiny Music...Songs 
From The Vatican Gift Shop (Atlantic). While the single is too hard 
for AAA, there are a few very cool tunes for us on the disc. My 
favorite is "And So I Know," a jazzy number that immediately caught 
my ear. Another track that may be appropriate if you're look- 
ing for an Alternative -leaning tune is "Lady Picture Show." 

?AIIIA VCi(EE 
The thing that first struck me upon listening to Maria McKee's 
third solo album, Life Is Sweet, is how much it sounds like an ear- 
ly -70's David Bowie album! The lush production, crunchy gui- 
tars, and Maria's breathy vocals and cryptic lyrics all remind me 
of Hunky Dory or Heroes. Now, seeing that I am a huge Bowie 
fan, it would only stand to reason that I would love this album! 
"Absolutely Barking Stars" is the place to start with this one. The 
song starts with some mellow guitar (played by McKee), and builds 
to a climax that must have Mick Ronson smiling in his grave. Others 
to focus on are "Life Is Sweet," "What Else You Wanna Know," 
and "Smarter." 

DANIEL TASHIAV 
Daniel Tashian is receiving rave reviews for his debut album, 
Sweetie (Elektra/EEG). Only twenty-one, Tashian writes wiser - 
than -his -years songs that deal with the struggles of life and 
love, and juxtaposes influences as diverse as Emmylou Harris and 
Jimi Hendrix. From the dense production of "Where Have You 
Gone" and "Whisper Like A Scream" (courtesy of T -Bone Burnett) 
to the more sparse "You" and "Sweet Marie," Tashian's debut 
is strong and honest. Other cool songs include "Return Of The 
Stranger" and "Tell The Truth." 

CASSAVOHA IESOV 
Cassandra Wilson is an artist that you should be aware of. Over 
the last few years, she has established herself as one of the 
most innovative and influential vocalists on the jazz scene 
through her work with producer Craig Street. Street heard 
Cassandra singing on her more straight -ahead jazz albums, and 
realized that her amazing vocal style was being buried by the tra- 
ditional instrumentation. So, he stripped her backing band to 
its essence, and the results are stunning. Her last album, Blue Light 
Til Dawn, was one of the first truly groundbreaking vocal 

albums in years, and her latest, called New Moon Daughter 
(Blue Note/Capitol), is more of the same. For our purposes, an 
easy entry into her music is through her covers. Check out Son 
House's "Death Letter," "Last Train To Clarksville" (yes, The 
Monkees song!), and Neil Young's "Harvest Moon." One thing 
that sets her apart from other jazz singers is that she does write 
her own songs as well as interpreting others'. One listen to "Find 
Him," "A Little Warm Death" or "Memphis" will show you that 
she is not just a beautiful voice, but a well rounded musician. The 
album is already selling with very little radio play, so don't miss 
the boat on this one.

Oasis say they want to sponsor the Manchester City soc- 

cer team and boost the club through marketing that 
would tie sport and music together. The band recently 
opened the club's $9 million training complex, where 
there's an executive dining area called the Oasis Suite. The 

band will play two concerts in Manchester in April. The 40,000 

tickets sold out within hours of going on sale. 

The Catholic League, a lay group, has criticized Joan 
Osborne for her "One Of Us" single, which asks: "What 
if God was one of us? Just a slob like one of us?" League 
president William Donohue says even Osborne's fans "see 

something of the sacrilegious in her work." "It is hard to 
maintain that Osborne doesn't have an agenda," he says. 

"She instructs her fans to donate their time and money to 
Planned Parenthood. It is of a piece with her politics and 
her prejudices. Her songs and videos offer a curious mix 

of both, the effect of which is to dance awfully close to the 
line of Catholic baiting." 

Phil Collins has announced he's leaving Genesis after 25 

years to do music for movies, "some jazz projects and of 
course my solo career." Collins has been living in Switzerland 
since leaving his wife, Jill. 

Soundgarden releases a new 16 -track album in May 
called "Down On The Upside." "There's stuff on this new 
album that's like nothing we've done before," says lead 
singer Chris Cornell. "We wanted noise on this album," 
adds guitarist Kim Thayil. The first single from the album 
will be "Pretty Noose," written by Cornell. Soundgarden 
will appear on "Saturday Night Live" on May 18 and the 
band will be playing on Lollapalooza this year. 

The mother of Live bass player Patrick Dahlheimer has 

filed a complaint with police in York, Pennsylvania, about 
someone who's been calling and claiming that the band 
copied his songs. Dorinda Dahlheimer used the "*69" 
service to call the guy back and found out he was trying 
to get even with her son. He said he'd keep calling back. 

Police have not charged anyone with making the phone 
calls. 

Variety reports that Disney has joined a consortium of firms 
hoping to win the rights to U2's next world tour, sched- 

uled to begin in spring 1997. The magazine says Disney may 

be seeking to market any television or pay -per -view offer- 
ings emerging from the tour. The band's 1992 tour gen- 
erated more than $67 million in revenues. 

XTC are unable to release new material because of a 

contractual dispute, Andy Partridge says. "For the last two 
years we've been fighting EMI and Virgin to get out of our 
contract. They want more records from us, but we won't 
make any more for them because we don't like how 

they've been behaving. We'd love to make another album, 

and we've got enough material for two, but right now we're 
hamstrung. It's frustrating." Partridge says the legal "deep 
freeze" won't cause the band to break up. "We enjoy doing 
this too much," he says. 

The musical of the Who's "Tommy," which opened ear- 
lier this month in London, has already taken in over $1.5 

million in advance ticket orders. The production, which stars 

singer Kim Wilde, stars former grocery stockboy Paul Keating 

as the pinball wizard. Wilde plays Tommy's mother in the 
show. 

Oasis and Robson & Jerome were the big winners at 
awards given out in London by the British trade publica- 
tion Music Week. Oasis won the award for International 
Breakthrough Act, while Noel Gallagher won for Top 
Songwriter and the band's record label (Creation Records) 

won as Top Indie Label. Robson & Jerome won awards for 
Top Single and Top Album in the Music Week 96 awards. 
Creation Records founder Alan McGee praised Oasis for their 
success. "They deserve it because they've worked so hard, 
have great pop songs and have the best vocalist in the world," 
McGee said. "Ultimately, they've been so successful 
because they're the best British band since the Clash. They 

are going to be the biggest band in the world and I think 
we're seriously looking at sales of 10 to 12 million." Take 
That won the Top Airplay award for their "Back To 

Good" single. 

Blues Traveler will again headline this year's H.O.R.D.E. 

tour, which will also feature Rusted Root, Lenny Kravitz, 
the Dave Matthews Band and Natalie Merchant. 

Howard Jones says he hopes to release a studio album 
before the end of the year called "Angels And Lovers" that 
will rely less on electronic sounds. "I am starting to go back 

to writing in a most simple way, at the piano. I make sure 

the songs work before I add all the other backing and arrang- 

ments," he says. "For me, this is going back to the piano, 
which I have played since I was seven. But I got interest- 
ed in electronic sounds in my 20s. It's great to just go on 
stage and play and not have to worry about the drum loops 

or whether the system will crash." 

Bonnie Raitt's father, John Raitt, will guest star in an 

episode of "3rd Rock From The Sun" airing (on NBC-TV) 

in May. Raitt was nominated for a Grammy for his first live 

album, "John Raitt - Broadway Legend." 

Joe Cocker, Buddy Guy, Joe Satriani and Jeff Healey 
will be on the road together later this year in a House of 
Blues tour. 
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Boo Radleys vocalist Site releases his debut solo album 
in mid -May called "First Fruit." The LP was recorded at the 
end of last year, before the Boo Radleys began working 
on their new LP in Bath, England. The group album will 
be mixed in Boston next month but no release date has been 
scheduled. 

Butch Trucks of the Allman Brothers Band played a con- 
cert in Atlanta to raise money for his son, Vaylor, whose 
apartment was destroyed in a fire in February. Vaylor Trucks 
lost some Allman Brothers memorabilia, guitars, com- 
puters and clothing, while his fiancee Holly Zurkuhlen lost 
art supplies and the dress she planned to wear to the cou- 
ple's April 20 wedding. Michelle Malone and guitarist Derek 
Trucks, who is Vaylor's cousin, also played at the show at 
an Atlanta club. 

Miki Berenyi of Lush says the track "The Childcatcher" 
on the new album "Lovelife" is about Bill Wyman's rela- 
tionship with teenager Mandy Smith. "I was just trying to 
imagine a 50 -something rock star going out with a bloody 
13 -year -old girl," Berenyi says. "How much of an imbecile 
does that make you? What do people like that talk about? 
Do they tell you about their math homework, or what?" 

Bob Mould has a song called "I Hate Alternative Rock" 
on his new self -titled 10 -song solo album. Mould wrote and 
produced all of the songs on the LP as well as playing all 
the instruments and doing the cover art. "There is no dis- 
tilling of the thoughts, no explanations to other musicians 
about the raw emotion," Mould says. "This is the sound 
inside my head. It's strange to share the result with oth- 
ers, mostly because I wasn't sure what I was doing, in an 
emotional and creative sense." 

Irvine Welsh, the author of the book "Trainspotting," 
which has turned into a popular film in England, is writ- 
ing lyrics for Primal Scream's contribution to a compilation 
alum for this summer's European soccer championship. 

Menswe@r recently played a London club date under the 
name Raw Semen. 

Dave Grohl says Foo Fighters are about to begin work 
on a second album. "We're just writing as many songs as 
possible, so that we have 10 or 12 really exceptional ones 
to choose from. Some of them are eight minutes long, very 
slow and sappy. Some of them are two minutes long, real- 
ly fast and just sort of goofy," he says. "We're just trying 
to mix it up so that the next album will be exciting." 

Damon Albarn has asked that his collaboration be 
removed from the upcoming Durban Poison album, 
which is a side project where Tricky is working with dif- 
ferent musicians including former Fun Boy Three singer 
Terry Hall, Bjork and Cath Coffey of the Stereo MC's. 
Albarn and Tricky had collaborated on a song called "I'll 
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Pass Right Through You," but Albarn decided he didn't like 
how it sounded when it was finished. 

Leftfield are about to begin work on their sophomore 
album, the follow-up to "Leftism." The band's also play- 
ing live for the first time beginning with dates in Britain 
in April. 

A mistrial was declared in an Atlanta lawsuit where Kevin 
Jennings claimed to be an equal partner in the Black 
Crowes based on a 1990 contract. Jurors were unable to 
reach a decision in the case. 

John Entwistle is working on a trio of books about his 
days with the Who. He hopes the first of the books will be 
published this year. Entwistle's solo records are being 
reissued (on Rhino Records) beginning with a remix album 
later this year. And he's also been continuing to work on 
his drawings. "I have a series of artwork coming out - car- 
toons and other things. I've enjoyed art since I was a kid - stepping back and looking at something you've just 
drawn," he says. Entwistle's latest album, "The Rock," is 

only being sold at his gigs. 

Ozzy Osbourne begins the second leg of his "Retirement 
Sucks" tour in Phoenix on April 13. The Phoenix show and 
one the following night in Las Vegas were originally 
scheduled for March but were postponed after Osbourne 
became ill. "I Just Want You" is about to be released as the 
third single from Osbourne's "Ozzmosis" album. 

Sheryl Crow played acoustic concerts for American 
peacekeepers in Bosnia, at the invitation of first lady 
Hillary Clinton. "It's a chance of a lifetime to do something 
special for a group of people who are risking their lives for 
peace," Crow says. Crow played shows in Tuzla, Bosnia; 
Aviano Italy; and Baumholder, Germany. Crow is in the mid- 
dle of recording sessions for her next album, slated for release 
this fall. 

Jagged Films, Mick Jagger's movie production company, 
is producing 10 film projects, including a feature-length 
version of Robert Sharris' "Enigma," with a screenplay writ- 
ten by Tom Stoppard. 

Johnny Winter and Edgar Winter have filed a lawsuit 
in Los Angeles against DC Comics, complaining that they 
were portrayed in a comic book as "vile, depraved, stupid, 
cowardly, subhuman individuals who engage in wanton 
acts of violence, murder, and bestiality for pleasure." 
The lawsuit objects to a comic called "Jonah Hex: Riders 
Of The Worm And Such," which has characters named Johnny 
and Edgar Autumn. The lawsuit seeks damages for defama- 
tion, negligence and intentional infliction of emotional dis- 
tress. 
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The Beach Boys' "Pet Sounds" album will be revisited in 
a four -disc boxed set marking the 30th anniversary of 
the LP coming out in mid -May. "The Pet Sounds Sessions 
-A 30th Anniversary Collection" will include alternate ver- 
sions, instrumental tracks and the first take of "Good 
Vibrations," a song that was unfinished during the "Pet 
Sounds" sessions and was later released as a single. There 
may even be a double CD featuring all the different takes 
of "Good Vibrations." Brian Wilson is producing, arrang- 
ing and overseeing release of the boxed set. 

An off -duty police officer committed suicide during a 

Black 47 concert in New York City, shooting himself with 
his pistol as the band was wrapping up its show with 
"Rockin' The Bronx." Christopher Gargan also injured 
June Anderson, the wife of Black 47 singer and guitarist 
Larry Kirwan, and Sharon Wormworth, the wife of the 
band's road manager. All three were hit with the same bul- 
let. Gargan died about an hour later. Investigators say alco- 
hol may have been a factor. 

Producers Glen Ballard and David Foster have joined a 

new Los Angeles entertainment company called Intrepid 
Entertainment, which will finance and produce motion pic- 
tures. "This is an excellent opportunity for the three of us 

to pool our various resources, talents and assets, both cre- 
ative and financial. This affords an incredible opportuni- 
ty to be involved with one of the true pioneers in the com- 
munications world and will allow us to finance and 
produce our films outside the system, without compromising 
our creative vision," says Ballard, who produced Alanis 
Morissette's "Jagged Little Pill." "Music in films today is 

typically an afterthought. But this company will focus on 
marrying music to film. It will also let me make the film I 

want and make the music I want to go with it." The com- 
pany's first film project will be "Clubland," based on a screen- 
play by Ballard. Ballard has been producing Aerosmith's 
new album in Miami. 

The Recording Industry Association of America, in a year- 
end report, says its efforts against bootlegged music 
made progress last year. "The success of the RIAA's anti - 
piracy programs combined with the emerging technolo- 
gy that is altering the legitimate music marketplace are forc- 
ing pirates to find new niches for music piracy," says 

executive vice president Steven D'Onofrio. "As a result, our 
anti -piracy efforts are now measured less in terms of 
units seized and more in terms of the success of deterrents 
such as civil proceedings, which provide for potentially sig- 
nificant financial penalties." The RIAA says the number of 
pirated cassettes confiscated last year was the lowest in five 
years - 1.1 million. Bootlegged CDs seized last year 
totaled 25,652, the RIAA said. Meanwhile, Italy is being tar- 
geted as the center of pirated music in Europe. The 
International Federation of the Phonographic Industry 
held a meeting in Rome to highlight Italy's role as the 

"blackspot of the European union." The IFPI estimates that 
a third of all recorded music sold or manufactured in 
Italy is illegal. 

Leonard Cohen has been living in a monastery east of Los 

Angeles for the past two years. Cohen moved into the 
Buddhist monastery on Mount Baldy after splitting from 
actress Rebecca DeMornay. "This kind of life is hard to under- 
stand from the outside and can look punitive," Cohen says. 

"From the inside, it's a very nice schedule. I never think of 
myself as a Buddhist, but I like the actual study that peo- 
ple are engaged in here. It's a lot like learning a musical 
instrument." 

An exhibit of photographs by Graham Nash is on display 
at the Butler Institute of American Art in Youngstown, Ohio, 
until May 26. Nash's company, Nash Editions, uses computers 
and computer printers to make museum -quality prints. 
New York State Senator Joseph Holland has proposed 
legislation that would make club owners liable if cus- 
tomers are hurt by moshers. "It is amazing to me that club - 
owners would allow this type of dancing called 'moshing' 
to take place. Nobody likes dancing or music more than I 

do, but it is beyond my comprehension that this behavior 
is allowed," Holland says. "Kicking, pushing, poking, 
punching, throwing objects or people is not dancing. It is 

outrageous that some believe it is. It is violence which is 

killing or maiming our young people. This kind of nean- 
derthal behavior should remain in caves." 

A Presbyterian church official in Brazil says Grace Jones 
may not have married her Turkish bodyguard on February 
24. Guilhermino Cunha, president of the Supreme Assembly 
of the Presbyterian Church of Brazil, says the "minister" 
who wed the couple "was defrocked three or four years 
ago." Cunha says "it was a false marriage and a crime against 
the family." 

Ladysmith Black Mambazo have been given a Leadership 
Award by the South African -American Organization and 
American International Group, Inc., in recognition of 
their efforts as global emissaries of South Africa. They were 
also given the award because of their support of Ikamva 
Labantu ("The Future of our Nation and People"), a South 
African organization that builds day care centers and 
senior housing in the townships of Cape Town. 

An appeals court has cleared the way for a 79 -year -old woman 
to sue the Taj Mahal casino in Atlantic City, New Jersey, for 
injuries she suffered when a crowd surged forward to see 

Michael Jackson. Angela Fanta says she was playing 
video poker when Jackson and casino owner Donald 
Trump entered the room. The crowd trying to see Jackson 
knocked her down, and she claims she suffered emo- 
tional distress as well as a neck injury. 
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Waterloo Records in Austin, Texas, has been given the 
National Retailer of the Year award from the National 
Association of Recording Merchandisers. Despite the ten- 
dency of record companies to shrink-wrap new releases, 
owner John Kunz still lets customers listen to recordings 
before buying them. It's helped the store's sales to climb 
to $5 million last year. Kunz says he's pleased that the "good 
of boy network" of NARM recognized a small store 
instead of big chains. The two other finalists in the cate- 
gory were J&R Music World in New York and the Virgin Retail 

Group. Waterloo, which is celebrating its 14th anniversary, 
has been chosen best music store every year since it 
opened in a poll of Austin Chronicle readers. 

Michael Hutchence of INXS is giving his former girlfriend, 
Paula Yates, financial and emotional help to save her 
from losing her home. Yates, who is pregnant, is more than 
$150,000 in debt after her divorce from Bob Geldof. 
Hutchence says he can't bear to see Yates, who has three 
children from her 18 -year marriage to Geldof, lose her home 
and dignity. Hutchence also complained to London's Daily 
Mirror tabloid newspaper about critics who have said 
he's a bad influence on the kids. "I have been made to look 
like some sort of evil stepfather, an old rock star who'll cor- 
rupt Paula and her young children," Hutchence told news- 
paper. "But anyone who knows me knows I can't be more 
different. Everyone is queuing up to have a go at Paula and 
making out she's the only one who has behaved badly. People 
are being deeply unpleasant when they don't even know 
what's going on. I'm not going to criticise Bob because there's 
been enough slanging. But I've found it extremely upset- 
ting to see the woman I love so distressed and upset." Yates 
is now expecting a child by Hutchence, reported to be a 

girl. 

Celine Dion has filed an over $10 million libel lawsuit against 
a Canadian publication which said she had sex with her man- 
ager when she was 15 years old. Dion married manager Rene 

Angelil, in 1994. 

Eternal had to cut short a British tour because vocalist 
Easther Bennett was suffering from the flu. The band can- 
celed shows in London, Belfast and Dublin that were to have 
wrapped up a 21 -date tour. The band is now off to Japan, 
Australia and Asia, but promises to make up the concert 
dates near the end of this year. 

Bob Dylan is to play two concerts to raise money for the 
State Theatre in Portland, Maine, on April 20 and 21. The 
downtown theater, which opened in 1929, and for two 
decades showed X-rated movies, was renovated in 1993. 
The concerts will raise money to help convert the theater 
to be run as a non-profit corporation. A spokesman for the 
theater says Dylan liked the venue when he played there 
in 1994. Dylan's agreed to waive his normal performance 

fee, but the theater will pay his expenses to come to 
Portland. 

The Prince of Wales played drums behind band leader Jools 
Holland at a camp for disadvantaged kids in Avon, 
England, as part of a nationwide effort to help teens. 

A 65 -minute behind -the -scenes documentary about Elton 
John will air on British television this summer, called 
"Tantrums & Tiaras." John's long-time companion David 
Furnish spent a year compiling footage for the program, 
which sees John openly discussing his sexuality, drug and 
alcohol abuse, and his work with people with AIDS. 

Rapper Dr. Dre, who co-founded the controversial Death 
Row Records label, is reportedly leaving the company to 
start up a new venture. The new label will be funded in 
part by Interscope Records, which distributes Death Row. 

The "Wanted! The Outlaws" album, released 20 years 
ago featuring Waylon Jennings, Willie Nelson, Jessi Colter 
and Tompall Glaser, is being re-released with nine addi- 
tional tracks, including "Nowhere Road," recorded by 
Jennings and Nelson in Nashville in February with Steve 
Earle producing.

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Pulp, Radiohead and The Bluetones are amongst bands 
who will play at this year's T In The Park Festival, which will 
take place at Strathclyde Park, near Glasgow on July 13 

and 14. Other bands who will appear include Cast, The Amps, 
Mazzy Star, Bis, Cecil, Goldie, Frank Black, and The 
Chemical Brothers. The Prodigy are also strongly rumored 
to be performing. The Sex Pistols will not play at the event, 
despite rumors they would perform. Stuart Clumpas, the pro- 
moter, said some bands did not want to appear with the Pistols: 
"I had telephone calls from certain agents who, on behalf 
of other bands, wanted to object. They said things like, 'How 
on earth will our band follow that?' The Pistols' audience 
is also likely to be aged thirty plus while the T In The Park crowd 
will be aged between fifteen and twenty-five."... Elsewhere, 
as the round of big summer shows begin to be confirmed, 
Pulp will play at the Feile Festival, held in Ireland on July 13. 

The band will also play at two new events, one held in 
Chelmsford, south east England on August 17 and one in 
Warrington, north England on August 18. The shows will also 
feature Supergrass and Cast. Both will have a 35,000 
capacity. A Lazy Sunday, held on June 9th at London's 
Finsbury Park, the day after the annual celebration of Irish 
and Celtic music The Fleadh, will be headlined by Paul 
Weller. The June 23rd Sex Pistols' show at the same 
venue will also feature Iggy Pop... Finally, Neil Young is 

rumored to be headlining one of the nights at the July 
Phoenix Festival. Young has already confirmed shows in 
Germany, France and Holland and will release a live album, 
featuring Pearl Jam, in spring or early summer... Oasis' Noel 
Gallagher and Burt Bacharach plan to meet in Santa 
Monica on April 14th or 15th. The duo may write a song togeth- 
er, a long held ambition of Gallagher's. Bacharach told 
the BBC Radio One network DJ Chris Evans, "I do like him (Noel) 
a lot. We talked on the phone three or four weeks ago. He 
was trying to get me and I was trying to get him back. And 
we got a date together and said, 'Hello.' We'll probably meet 
in Santa Monica right after their (Oasis') concert." Elsewhere, 
Gallagher has been talking to Melody Maker about drugs. 
He says he would discourage people from taking them: 
"It's not big and it's not clever. I mean, I'm all right me. I've 
got a fook of a lot of money to fook about with. But you get 
these kids, right, who are earning 150 quid a week, if they're 
lucky enough to have a job, and they've gotta eat and they 
gotta buy clothes and they gotta pay the rent, and they're 
probably blowing half of what they get on fookin' drugs. I 

know it's easy for me to say, having all the money I've got 
and that, but I haven't forgotten what it's like to be poor. 
Drugs may look like a fookin' way out, but at the end of the 
day all they do is make matters worse. It's the fookin' 
truth, man."... John Kelly of Access The Venue campaign led 
a protest against the London Shepherds Bush Empire on March 
15. Kelly, who uses a wheelchair, was told he could not buy 
tickets for a Saw Doctors show. Members of the band joined 
him in his protest as Kelly sat outside the theater. A 

spokesperson for the venue said disabled toilets would be 
put in this year and that people with wheelchairs would then 
be able to use the Empire... Supergrass have reacted 
angrily to tabloid reports that the band will star in an 
American television series similar to The Monkees' series from 
the sixties. The reports began after Steven Spielberg 
approached Dominic Hawley and Nick Goffey, the produc- 
ers of the video to Supergrass' "Alright." A spokesperson for 
Supergrass told the New Musical Express, "Steven Spielberg, 
like many people, became a fan of Supergrass last year and 
has shown preliminary interest in undertaking discussions with 
a view to exploring the possibilities of working on a project. 
An initial meeting was held recently with the band's video 
directors. As these discussions are at an extremely early stage, 
further details are not available at this time, but the show, 
if and when it happens, will be nothing like The Monkees. 
Let me tell you, Supergrass are not happy young men." 
The spokesperson also said Supergrass had nothing against 
The Monkees but were not big fans of the group. Supergrass 
are currently working on their second album... Elsewhere, 
The Monkee's Mickey Dolenz has given his approval to a 

cover of "Stepping Stone" by British pop duo PJ and Duncan. 
Speaking on the early morning television show GMTV, he said, 
"It's great to see so many bands getting into the spirit of us 
(The Monkees)."... U2 are planning a world tour for 1997. 
Reports in the UK suggest the Walt Disney Company may bid 
for rights to the shows. It would be the company's first ven- 
ture into concert promotion and it is reported Disney are part 
of a consortium led by Creative Artists Agency. Negotiations 
will take place in Ireland and U2 are said to be particularly 
interested in Disney's access to television. The band are cur- 
rently working on a new album, said to be a rock n' roll record, 
in London. The LP is provisionally scheduled for a November 
release... Suede's new album is provisionally scheduled for 
release in September. The album will not be finished for anoth- 
er two months, but a single will probably be in stores in late 
May or June. Current favorite is "She," a track co -written by 
frontman Brett Anderson and guitarist Richard Oakes... 
Liam Neeson, the actor who starred in Schindler's List, 
has been approached to play the late Peter Grant in a 

forthcoming film based on the life of the Led Zeppelin man- 
ager. The project is the brainchild of former Sex Pistols man- 
ager Malcolm McLaren who says he has spent $150,000 
over ten years developing the movie. McLaren hopes it will 
be finished by Christmas 1997... Cocteau Twins will play an 
internet show in early April. It will be broadcast from their 
own September Sound Studio (details at: 
http://www.cocteautwins.com/treasure). The band's new album, 
Milk And Kisses, will be released on April 15 and the band 
will play UK dates in May... Primal Scream, Teenage 
Fanclub, Black Grape and Massive Attack will all contribute 
previously unreleased tracks on The Beautiful Game, an 
album to celebrate the summer European Soccer Championship 
finals. The album will be released via RCA in June, to coin -

and Supergrass may also appear on the album... Carl 
McCoy, former frontman with Fields Of The Nephilim, will 
release a new album Zoon, using the name The Nefilim, on 
April 22. The LP, which will be released via Beggars Banquet, 
will be preceded by a single "Penetration." It has been five 
years since McCoy disbanded The Fields Of The Nephilim. McCoy 
will return to live action with a series of low key gigs in May... 
Sleeper's new single "Sale Of The Century" has been 
delayed for a week until April 22nd after the band failed to 
get clearance for samples used on the b -side, remixed a cov- 
er of Blondie's "Atomic" taken from the hit movie 
Trainspotting... China Drum are putting the finishing 
touches to their new album, Goosefair, which is due to be 
released on April 29th. A single, "Last Chance," will be released 
via Mantra Records on April 8th... Gabrielle is working on 
new tracks with producer Trevor Horn... The Wildhearts will 
release a new single, "Sick Of Drugs," on April 8th. The sin- 
gle will be released via the band's own Round Records 
label. The Wildhearts recently got out of their contract 
with EastAWest after an acrimonious dispute with the label 
over the release of a mini album, Fishing For Luckies. 
However, the band are still tied to East/West's parent label 
WEA. A revised version of Fishing For Luckies, featuring new 
and re-recorded tracks, will be available on April 29. 
Elsewhere, the band's frontman, Ginger, has been getting 
fit in Thailand. According to singer/guitarist, "I went with 
our security guy. He put me through this SAS training 
course. We did swimming, kick boxing and weights. I feel 
much better for it."... Michael Stipe is planning to collaborate 
with Echobelly guitarist Glenn Johnson. A spokesperson 
for R.E.M. said the band were big fans of Echobelly, who played 
on the Monster tour. Stipe and Johnson have yet to come 
up with a name for the new project, but the two are likely 
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to record in the USA... John Redwood, a Conservative 
Member of Parliament who last year mounted an unsuccessful 
bid to replace John Major as Prime Minister, has caused 
controversy by writing an article praising the so-called 
Britpop bands. The article, which refers to Blur, Oasis, 
Supergrass and The Lightning Seeds, was published in the 
national newspaper The Guardian on March 20. However, 
one man who was less than impressed was Lightning Seeds 
frontman Ian Broudie. In his article Redwood says The 
Lightning Seeds' lyrics could be interpreted as supporting the 
right-wing, anti -European policies Redwood favors: "The 
Lightning Seeds reassure us that there is still an England under 
the English sky. There is a time and a place, here, for jolli- 
fication. Who knows? In this long winter for Conservatism, 
they might even be singing a double entendre message to 
us Tories. They daydream: 'Everything's blue now, oh lucky 
you... There's nothing to lose.' Are they trying to warn us about 
a Blair (the Labour party's leader) government when they sing, 
'A change in style for a little while/Is only make believe.../Don't 
ever change'?" Towards the end of the article he apologizes 
for taking the band's "lyrics in vain," but this did not stop 
Ian Broudie commenting, "It's so funny, isn't it? He's taking 
every reference to the word 'blue' as a reference to the Tory 
Party. Is 'Blue Monday' by New Order a Tory Party anthem 
now? He's proving exactly why you can't trust a Tory politi- 
cian."... Weknowwhereyoulive drummer Martin Gilks has 
left the band to form his own record label, OPM. The for- 
mer Wonder Stuff drummer has been replaced by Jim 
Ledbetter, previously with Limousine. Weknowwhereyoulive, 
who also feature ex -Wonder Stuff members Malcolm 
Treece and Paul Clifford and former Eat frontman Ange 
Dolittle, will tour the UK in April. A new single, "Draped," 
will be released in May.
