Said Interscope A&M

Geffen Head of Marketing &
Sales Steve Berman: "We're
aggressively marketing the
single and tying it to back the
album.

The radio buzz on the track

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AOLTW, Vivendi, Disney
Have The Street Buzzing

Those who love the corporate
intrigue of rapidly changing mul-
timedia monoliths adjusting to
life in the rapidly changing new
world order had a field day this
week. Here's a little breakdown of
what the big guys are up to.
AOL Time Warner

Although the company's
official fourth-quarter earnings
report was announced after
we went to press, Bloomberg
was reporting that the newly
merged conglom would report
a 4Q loss due to costs related
to America Online's $124 bil-
lion purchase of Time Warner.
Bloomberg's survey of four ana-
lysts placed combined earnings
of the company at approxi-
mately $10.4 billion.

According to its website,
AOL Time Warner had $9.46
billion in revenue in the fourth
quarter of 1999. The company
said in January 2000 that it
would generate revenue of more
than $40 billion this year and
cash flow of $11 billion.

Wall Street is reacting quite
bullishly to the new conglom.
Merrill Lynch issued a strong
"buy" recommendation for the
stock, saying that AOLTW's
planned layoffs of 2,500 employ-
ees was part of "a carefully
orchestrated integration plan
[that] will undoubtedly ruffle
some feathers but should also
quickly demonstrate manage-
ment's seriousness about deliver-
ing on its performance target."

Lynch also praised AOLTW's
new plan of giving all employees
stock options, with senior exec-
utives receiving a higher per-
centage of their compensation
in options.
Vivendi Universal

Wall Street also reacted
favorably to a Financial Times
report that Vivendi Universal
would implement the planned
layoffs of thousands of employees
as it looks to achieve the cost
cutting it pledged at year's end.

Vivendi has publicly target-

ed such areas as information
technology, distribution and
real estate as areas for cost trim-
ming, though there has been no
official announcement on the
number of layoffs or where they
will hit. Inside.com quoted a
Vivendi spokesman as saying,
"There will not be massive lay-
offs," while the Financial Times
quotes an unnamed VU execu-
tive as saying, "It will take thou-
sands of staffing cuts in order to
finance planned synergies."

At presstime (1/30), Vivendi
stock continued its strong Janu-
ary surge, rising 2.67% to $75.50
on the NYSE.

Disney
The shuttering of cash -hem-

orrhaging (around $1 billion)
web portal Go.com and the fir-
ing of 400 employees sent
Mouseketeers scrambling for
cover as Disney's stock contin-
ued to hover around $30. The
consumer press used the occasion
to pounce on Disney, with the
not -Disney -friendly Los Angeles
Times running a particularly
damning piece wherein critics
charged that "Disney's World Is
Too Small." Taking the biggest
hit in the Times is Disney
Chairman Michael Eisner who
former Disney execs character-
ize as "a tire -kicker, who looks
but rarely buys." Citing such
missed opportunities as the pur-
chase of Viacom and Hanna
Barbera, the Times claimed that
Eisner's "cautious nature" is to
blame for the company's lack-
luster stock performance.

A SPECIAL HITS GRAMMY INTERVIEW WITH

SHELBYLYNNE
BY BRIAN BAKER

Even among country music's most notorious rebels, Shelby Lynne is one serious
ass -kicker. In a 13 -year career, the tempestuous, Alabama -raised diva has
bounced from label to label as Nashville desperately and unsuccessfully tried to
mold her into the tidy slick pop singer that they envisioned. After a series of dis-
appointing albums (except for 1993's visionary "Temptation"), Lynne finally
broke free of the Nashville hit blender and moved to California. There, away
from the hindrance of labels or anyone else, she set about making the album of
her career-the classically soulful pop of "I Am Shelby Lynne" (Island Def Jam).

Although the album didn't exactly burn up the charts since its release early
last year, the past few weeks have shown its durability. After a year of over-
whelmingly positive reviews, Lynne has found herself sitting comfortably
among some rarified company in a number of year-end best -of lists. The pinna-
cle was Lynne's Grammy nomination for Best New Artist, an odd honor for an
artist who has released six albums, the first of which came out in 1988 when
she was 18.

Lynne has overcome every obstacle placed in her path, from the inadvertant
buffoonery of those who couldn't see her real talent to the the murder/suicide of
her parents a scant year before she began her recording career. Forget reality TV;
Shelby Lynne is the real survivor. And it took all of her endurance to make it
through an interview with HITS' "Life of Brian Baker, who couldn't rough it at
a Four Seasons.

Let's settle this one up front: is it really an honor just to be nominated or do you
want to win this bad?
Well, it is an honor, but I want it. Why not? I've made it this far.
I'm sure the irony of a Grammy nomination for Best New Artist after six albums
and 13 years is not lost on you.
I told everyone on the day of the nominations that I'll take it, regardless.
Are you the slightest bit resentful of the people and circumstances that have
deferred your success for this long?
Oh, no. I'm pretty happy with the way things have taken shape over the years.
Nothing happens until its time, I guess. I'm cool with all of that.
There's been so much acclaim for the album. That has to feel like a total vindi-
cation regarding everything that you've been trying to say about yourself and
your career from the beginning.

Yeah, that's true. There's a lot of records out there, so
it's good to be in a top whatever list. I'm really proud
of the work I did, and it does feel good.
Why did the powers -that -be finally listen and allow

. you to make this album your way?
Well, there weren't really any powers involved when I
did the record, and I think that's the best way for me.
I made the record without any label involvement...
just did it privately in my own space and time, in my
own way. It wasn't a matter of them letting me do it;
it was just a matter of allowing myself the chance to
feel good about what I do.
Was that the most significant step you took to avoid
a repeat of your earlier albums?
Yeah, it's easier for me to do my work without some-
body breathing down my neck. I've learned that over
the years. It's easier for me to just lock away, and do
my private business, and then turn it in.
If you had been allowed to direct your own career
early on, do you think you could have gotten to this
point by your second album as opposed to your sixth?
I know for a fact that I didn't know how then. My
whole career has been a learning experience, so I look
back on my second album, and I know that I wouldn't
have had a clue. It took me three more albums to get
to this point. I've just had to see where it takes me
each time.
Did you know going into the album how you want-
ed it to sound, or was that something that you
arrived at once you started work?
I just wanted a classic sound. Each song is really differ-
ent, so we just let the song create its own path. How-
ever they came about was how they went on tape.
There was no brain surgery to it.
Once you and [producer] Bill Botrell finished the
record, did you think that you had a hit?
I was just pleased with the record as a whole. I didn't
give a damn if anybody else liked it or not. I loved it,
and I still love it. I knew that I had a piece of work
that would last a lifetime; that was my goal and I
accomplished that. Hell, it's not a hit record. It's sit-
ting down there in the low part of the charts. I don't
cut records to sell. It'd be great, but I don't think that
good shit sells.
Have you found that all the attention lately has
juiced it a little bit?
Yeah, if it hadn't been for the press, nobody would
have ever heard of this record. I got lucky that the
writers and critics latched onto something that was
my little ace in the hole. My life, my work, my songs,
my feelings are on tape, and I think people in the
press appreciated the honesty.
Does this album give you the leverage to go back to
Nashville on your own terms and record this kind of
album with a more obvious country feel?
I can't see that happening. It doesn't feel too good
to me to think about recording there. There are
songwriters there that I wouldn't mind working
with, but I don't have any plans to go to Nashville.
Period. I don't believe in going back. I have to keep
moving forward.

A SPECIAL HITS GRAMMY INTERVIEW WITH..

BEYONCE
KIN

"Sorry," says Beyonce Knowles of Destiny's Child's, as her voice
cracks again. "I can hardly talk."

It's 11:30, and instead of celebrating her five Grammy nomina-
tions, Beyonce's been working her pipes all day in rehearsal for a
remake of "Carmen Jones"-the 1940s interpretation of Bizet's
"Carmen," which originally, starred Dorothy Dandridge alongside
an all -black cast. It's an MTV production, and who better than
Destiny's Child's resident siren to bring this classic tale to the
"TRL" crowd? But the Houston native demurs when asked if acting
is something she wants to explore in more depth. "I'm just hoping I
do a good job," she answers with a slight trace of her Southern
drawl. "We'll see what happens."

She shouldn't have much to worry about. After all, Beyonce can
do it all-singing, dancing, songwriting, strutting, seducing...you
name it, she's good at it. And on top of that, if you hadn't noticed,
she's kinda gorgeous. She says she feels a sense of "peace" these
days, and thinks she and Columbia bandmates Kelly Rowland and
Michelle Williams deserve it. The now -trio has had its share of
drama during the last few years, with myriad personnel changes.
Two original members left (LaTavia Roberson and LeToya Luck-
ett), new members were brought in (Farrah Franklin and
Williams), and then Franklin was fired, before the new lineup was
solidified. That may change once Beyonce hears the warbling of
HITS' Sylvia W. "Dance the Chan" Chan.

Destiny's Child has been nominated for five Grammys. Is it an
honor just to be nominated? You must want to win, right?
Oh, it's definitely an honor just to be nominated. Last year we were
nominated for two. And this year, we're leading the nominations
with five, tied with Dr. Dre. We had absolutely no idea that we'd
be leading. I mean, that's huge!
Do you get nervous?
Oh yeah, especially if you're performing. And if you're blessed
enough to win an award, once you get up there, you've planned on
thanking so many people, but you're so nervous and so excited that
you can't think of anybody's name!
You really get that nervous? Haven't you always wanted to do what
you're doing?
Definitely. When I was about five or six, I told my mom I'd learned
what I wanted to do when I grew up while I was still at school. I
told her I wanted to be a singer. [Laughs] Then I had a dance

teacher who hooked me lip with this LIlent show at school and I
sang at it. It was my first time singing for my parents and they were
really shocked! I was really quiet and shy, but when I was on-stage,
I just became a different person. So I started performing at the age
of six, and ever since that first day, I just knew I was supposed to be
a singer. I loved the feeling of performing and being on-stage.
How did you and Kelly meet?
We met through school and auditions to be in the group Girltime
[an early incarnation of Destiny's Child] about ten years ago. We
became best friends, almost like sisters-we've been living together
since then, when I was ten and she was eleven.
So you've known each other forever. Do you ever get on each
other's nerves?
When we were younger, like 15 or 16, that's the age when we
would, a little bit. But now that we're older, we're best friends. I
just talked to Michelle and Kelly today, and I was like [faking sobs],
"I miss y'all!" And they were like, "We miss you too!"
Talk about the upcoming album; will it go in a different direction
than "The Writing's On The Wall"?
Well, it's not that different, but the subjects are more serious. The
first single is called "Survivor;" the whole album is called "Sur-
vivor." And basically, I got the whole concept from a joke. A lot of
people were saying that Destiny's Child was like "Survivor": it was
a game to see which member lasted the longest. And I thought it
was funny. So I wrote a song and it came out incredible! There was
such a great vibe in the studio when we recorded it and it's such a
cool thing when the first song you record for an album becomes
the first single; it sets the mood for the entire album. I don't care
who you are-anyone can relate to this song. It makes you want to
punch a hole in the wall or something. [Laughs] Because it makes
you feel so strong and powerful.
You've been called both a new breed of feminists, the women of a
new millennium, as well as man -bashers. What's your take on this?
That's definitely a compliment. But we don't want to be known for
hatin' on men, like we're just about women, women, women. We
are women, and we love women. We like to give women empower-
ment and make them feel strong and good about themselves, but
that's not all we're about. We have songs on the album which are
about good men and relationships.
Everyone's wondering-are you doing a solo album?
N00000000. The Destiny's Child album is the only thing I can
think about. It is so thrilling and Michelle is so excited because it's
her first album. And I'm so excited for her. It was almost like a first
album for us, because Michelle just brought so much excitement
and hunger back into the studio.

As we figure out what to call

the next wave, let's rejoice in the first signs of a burgeoning movement-

namely PJ Harvey's "Good Fortune" being Most Added this week, including

Q101, 99X, WCYY, KTCL, WKRL, WWDX, WMAD, WHRL, KJEE, WGRD,

KAEP and a dozen more. Although your target demo excludes females 18-

34, most PoMo stations are #1 in that demo, regardless. Is there any more

appropriate role model than Polly Harvey (except, maybe, the Hilton

Sisters) for the woefully under -served part of your audience?.... As I've

been ranting about the genius of the new Train single, "Drops Of

Jupiter," for the past few months, I was thrilled (but not surprised) to

see that nearly 30 PoMo stations agree with me, including WPLY, WWCD, WXDX, WEND, CIMX,

etc. Those who hesitate will awaken from their coma to hear the song on EVERY OTHER STATION

in the market.

While I was reading excerpts from Matthew Good's "Black Market

Surgery-the online manifestos: 1998-2000" on Tim voicemail, Kris Metzdorf and her

crew pulled in KTBZ, WHTG and others on Matthew Good Band's "Hello, Time Bomb." I just read

an interview where Matthew cites later Talk Talk as a huge influence. Yet another reason to love

him.... On the heels of a great week on Cold's "No One" (including major -market love from KROQ,

WBCN, WRZX, WPLA, WROX and WPLY), Interscope and Brian MacDonald have parted ways.

Coldplay's story is a good case in point. In 1996, the four
members of the band-vocalist/guitarist Chris Martin, bassist
Guy Berryman, guitarist Jonny Buckland and drummer Will
Champion-all met while attending University College in
London.

By early 1998, Coldplay was a viable musical entity, chris-
tening themselves by nicking a friend's moniker. Within
months, Coldplay had recorded and distributed a three -song

demo, and before year's end, they caught the attention of Simon Williams,
founder of Fierce Panda Records and a respected journalist, at a gig at
London's Camden Falcon. Weeks after the show, Coldplay was named one
of Britain's hottest unsigned acts in the pages of NME.

Last year, Coldplay released the single, "Brothers & Sisters," on Williams'
label. It led to their signing with Parlophone for the "Blue Room" EP and the
band's first full-length album, "Parachutes," released in 2000. Coldplay is
signed to Nettwerk/Capitol over on this side of the pond. In advance of the LP,
the first single from these sessions, an older track called "Shiver," cracked the
U.K. Top 100 last spring, but the second single, "Yellow," hit #4 and created a
huge amount of interest in the album. When "Parachutes" was released, it
entered the British charts at #1.

Moments before taping an episode of "Top of the Pops," Coldplay's Chris
Martin talked to HITS' Brian "Wake and" Baker, which is like taping an
episode of "Bottom of the Pops."

Time To Get The Blood Pumping With Coldplay's Chris Martin

Were you surprised by your album debuting at #1?
Definitely. We didn't expect "Yellow" to be a hit sin-
gle, but I think that made a lot of people interested
in the album, which was really cool. It was amazing
for us when it went to #1, because we could remem-
ber every single note, where it was written and
where the artwork was done and every argument
around every song. It makes it all worthwhile.

The recording of "Parachutes" was hectic. What
caused that?
We thought we could do it in two weeks, like the Band
or something. We wanted to get a house and do it, but
all the plans fell through because they weren't very
practical. After two weeks in the recording studio, we
hadn't done anything; we'd just sort of been arranging
things and working out what we were doing wrong,
lyrics that we didn't like-that sort of thing. We kept
setting deadlines and never making them. We'd go off
on tour and come back to it. It was pretty manic for six
months, but it was worth it. We were only in the stu-
dio for nine weeks, but we kept taking breaks for tours
or Christmas or whatever.

Was it difficult to keep
getting back into the
groove after leaving
for periods like that?
No, it was actually real-
ly cool having breaks
because it gives you a
rest from each other.
People in the recording
studio are unlike any-
thing else in the world-
it's a different atmosphere. Plus, it gave us the chance
to go play the songs and change them.

When you finished "Parachutes," was there a
sense that you'd created something truly special?
Yeah, definitely. It was the first thing we had taken
control of entirely ourselves, where there wasn't a
producer telling us what to do. It was all of our re-
sponsibilities to make sure it was as good as pos-
sible. It was really painful to make, but it paid off,
because we're happier with it than anything we've
ever recorded.

When did you realize that this band
was different from anything you'd
done before musically?
Right from the start. Jonny and I sat
down and wrote this song called "Love
I'm So Tired." He had this chord se-
quence and I started writing, and I found
myself singing cooler things than I'd ever
sung before. Before we knew it, we had
a song. Over the next couple of weeks,
we had loads of songs. None of them
survive now, of course, but at the time,
we said, "This is great" And it was the
same when each member of the band
joined. It went up another gear, and it
never stalled at all.

"Parachutes" has been out in England since the
summer, but only just recently came out here. It
has gotten a warm response so far. What's your
perception?
We're all a bit scared of America, because its so
enormous, and we only ever see things like Shania
Twain, so that's made us a bit frightened. But most
of our favorite music is from America. We know
there must be something great about it or it would-
n't be able to produce people like Bob Dylan or the
Flaming Lips. When all you see is Limp Bizkit, you
get sort of a skewed image, but we're quite excited
about being over there.

Matthew Good Band "Beautiful Midnight"
(Atlantic/AG): Canadian chart -toppers launch a
stateside invasion with a powerful U.S. debut. The
Vancouver -area quartet offers a musical accompa-
niment to the hours from dusk 'til dawn (and list-
ed chronologically from 5 p.m. to sunrise). MGB's
blustery post-grunge is reminiscent of Live, Bush
and Our Lady Peace, balancing brazen guitars

and weighty bass lines with orchestral interludes and smoky torch songs.
While the moody, haunting ballads "Failing The Rorschach Test" and
"Apparitions" express MGB's somber side, it's the catchy, uptempo
hooks of "Load Me Up" and first single "Hello Time Bomb" that will
linger long past daybreak. (D.D.)

Arlo "Up High In The Night" (Sub Pop): Los
Angeles' Arlo takes its name from the soundguy
at the seedy Mr. T's Bowl-not Woody Guthrie's
son-where, like clockwork, the band performs
every Tuesday night. Musically, the band makes
a joyful noise, loyal to both the poppier side of
Sub Pop's legendary indie rock acts and punk's
inelegant simplicity. Mixed by Ben Vaughan
(Ween, Los Straitjackets), the home -recorded album isn't lo-fi; the inti-
macy of Nate Greely and Sean Spillane's dual vocals carve a clear path
through the power -pop of "Elena" and the tribal drums and chopping
guitars of "Loosen Up."

Godhead "2000 Years Of Human Error"
(Posthuman/Priority): Since Trent Reznor discov-
ered Marilyn Manson, it makes sense that the first
band signed to Manson's label-this Washington
D.C. quartet-builds Nine Inch Nails -styled elec-
tronic rock grooves on torrents of guitars and tor-
tured vocals.

The darkness is pol-
ished-especially the "Eleanor Rigby" cover-by producer Danny Saber
(Garbage) and guest guitarists Reeves Gabriels (David Bowie) and
Twiggy Ramirez (M. Manson). Executive Producer Manson even joins in
on vocals for "Break You Down." (D.S.)

Stars "Nightsongs" (Le Grande Magistery):
Childhood buddies Torquil Campbell and Chris
Seligman describe their music as "Luxe, Calme
Et Volupte" (light, calm and voluptuous), but this
is no illusion conjured up by Le Grande founder STARS
Matt Jacobsen. The pair's reversion to '80s Brit
pop -style is evident in the softly stroked key-
boards and simple drum machine beats which
mix brilliantly with splashes of strings and horns on the New Order-
esque "Tru" and Blue Nile throwback, "Counting Stars on the Moon."
Their Smiths devotion is made overt on a cover of "This Charming

, Man"-a great description for the record itself. (S.L.)

You're playa hatin' at Ground Zero, here's the 4-1-1 this

week: The "Baddest Bitch On The Planet" award has
been straight -up snatched (no pun intended) from Pop
icon Madonna. The crown now firmly sits on the head
of Latina diva Jennifer Lopez, our new media obses-

sion (if you can tell from all the overexposure the last few
weeks). There is no stopping this chick. Love her, hate her,

debate her-Miss Thing is gonna keep WINNING. The joint marketing
between Sony Pictures and Epic Records around this artist is to be
commended. It's an incredible example of the staggering promotional
impact you can make with company synergy. But is Lopez worth the
investment? Yes. She almost single-handedly embodies the multicultur-
al, hip -hop -ethnic, fashion -forward vibe of youth culture these days. And
since Gen -Y is about 50 million strong, that's quite a base. Vocally she
gets over, but being a good singer doesn't matter so much when you
can dance your ass off in million -dollar music videos, either. Ask Paula
Abdul (8 million albums) or even Britney (12 million albums). But there
is one undeniable distinction between Lopez and the handful of other
meek divas who have tried to do the acting/singing hustle and bricked.
We have not experienced a star like this-someone who has notable
marquee box office AND record retail pull-since the likes of Bette
Midler or Cher. That, folks, puts her into another class of talent entire-
ly. Although the new album, "J.Lo," has its moments (the track "I'm
Real"), it's not much more than expected; a carefully A&R'd, tightly
packaged moment in pop culture. Take
your shots, taste the hate-but don't
underestimate. Lopez is here to STAY...
A Felony Freak On: Missy Elliott has
moved on from "misdemeanors" to full
on murdah music-coming with a new
sound so CRAZY it's a crime. Check for
"Get Ur Freak On," the BANGIN' first
release from her forthcoming album.
One thing this artist is consistently
good at (along with homie Timbaland)
is giving us a beat we've never heard
before. Remember that supa dupa fly
joint "The Rain"? Please believe that
this new single is THAT hot. Plus, as the
tempo for hip -hop goes up and UP with
booty -shaking joints like OutKast's "Bombs Over Bagdad," Ludacris'
"Southem Hospitality" and even Eve's new record "Who's That Girl,"
the timing couldn't be more in pocket for this... Speaking of uptempo
hip -hop, the most slept -on jam right now is Columbia's QB Finest with

As many PDs know, momentum is a wave driven by
emotion that you wanna be catching 'cause it's all too often the
difference between winning and losing. Football analogies are
always effective for radio because many of the same dynamics
(coaching, strategy, team participation, mental toughness, etc.)
apply to each. I don't know jack about the strengths of either of
this year's Super Bowl teams; I'm a 49er fan and our crew is wack
right now, so I was way outside the NFL spin machine. But having
much respect for the power of momentum on a team level, I

couldn't help but notice that the Baltimore squad was visibly in it
to win it from the second they set foot on that field. One dude
was prancing around so hyped when he was introduced, it looked
like a scene straight outta Jerry McGuire! But the body language
said it all. This was a team prepared to win, and the game itself
was a great example of sheer focus on a goal and the execution
of a plan. Even in these "love thy neighbor" days of consolidation
at radio, there's still enough competition out there to make a
totally focused, prepared and driven TEAM-not "market man-
ager"-the main ingredient for moving that needle in Arbitron.
There is no stopping ANY crew when they are in that space. It's a
philosophy that has proven to work, and hopefully one not for-
gotten in our conglomerate age of FM... Musically this week:
"R&B is back!" exclaimed Ebreezy when talking about the
hottest joints this week. He's on point as usual. Besides the explo-
sive airplay gains on Joe's remix of "Stutter," Jon B. continues to
rule with "Don't Talk," Musiq Soulchild is spreading his "Love,"
Jagged Edge has kept their "Promise," Jill Scott took her "Long
Walk," breaking through to finally debut on the airplay chart and
hopefully nobody's "Missing" CASE! There's most definitely a
music shift happening at XO. The new heat is R&B. Bilal, anyone?
Jaheim's "Could It Be"? How about that incredible song of Jesse
Powell's-"If I"? Or give it up to girlfriend Olivia for that sassy
"Bizounce"? Is Ginuwine a hit? And isn't it cool that Maxwell is
back?

The man is
the epitome of persistence. I'll explain: Several times a year I
get a snapshot photo of Green, who holds down the Quiet
Storm shift, doing something or another. I started thinking,
"Hey, this guy is either so ego -driven or he's actually doing
something worthwhile." The latter held true. Over the holiday
season, Green teamed with Selectronics Computers to give
machines to Philly area elementary schools. Mad props to
Green, who is a shining example of doing the right thing. We
can all lay claim to breaking records, but planting success
seeds for the future is where the true purpose lies... 'What was
Hootte & The Blowfish's Darius Rucker doing on KPWR-FM
Los Angeles on January 25? He was on Big Boy's show play-
ing songs off his upcoming solo album. He came across ala
Carl Thomas, with several powerful songs played on an
acoustic guitar. It will be interesting to hear the full treat-
ment, as well as how urban radio accepts the material... Uni-
versal Records had a sticky problem on its hands with B.G.'s
"Extacy & Hennessey," which went for adds several weeks ago,
but met with resistance because of the explicit title. In this
era, especially with worry about drug overuse among teens,
radio took a stance and refused to deal with the song.

The ripple effect of FTC Chair-
man Robert Pitofsky's ruling
last year on Minimum Adver-
tised Pricing (MAP) policies is
still being felt.

(It's
still a mystery to most observ-
ers just how he arrived at this
figure, but the press has given
it a lot of run.)

The first were brought
by a cadre of small retail chains
accusing the Big Five of price-
fixing. Those that followed
were brought by consumer
groups and were aimed not
only at the label groups, but
the larger retailers as well-
how dare they sell CDs for a
profit? Recently, the labels
have been giving depositions
for the first round of these
court cases, which goes to
trial in L.A. next Wednesday
(2/7). Here's hoping Pitofsky
has been enjoying the fruits
of his labor. Every retailer in
the country has been strug-
gling with lowered margins

and you can expect to see
quite a bit of downsizing over
the next year. As easy as it
would be to point the finger
at the big box retailers which
have slashed their margins to
the bone, they are just reacting
to a marketplace with abso-
lutely no restraints. It will be
interesting to see how this first
round in the courts plays out.
And if Pitofsky is so hell-bent
on saving consumers from
being overcharged, maybe
he should take a closer look
at the skyrocketing price of
electricity in California. Oh,
well. If the courthouse is hit by
one of those now -infamous
"rolling blackouts," at least
they'll still be able to buy some
cheap CDs... E-tailer trim-
mings: Both CDNOW and
Amazon are apparently cut-
ting their workforce by around
15%. CDNOW is said to be
closing its S.F. office, with big
cuts in its N.Y. advertising
staff... Reports are that Where-
house Music is also about to
have some layoffs. Rumors
have it that modest cutbacks
will include staff reductions
and store closings... Congrats
to Loud Records' Ken Gullic
on his new Sr. VP stripes...
Mad props also to J Records'
VP Sales Dave Yeskel. 0 -
Town took every retailer in
the country by surprise. For
most, it sold as much in the
first day as they were expect-
ing for the entire week. It was
no small feat to deal with the
scramble for more product.
And the Top 5 debut speaks
for itself...

An Extreme 2001 Part 3

If history does repeat, brace your-
self for the return of Rock Hits sta-
tions like Kansas City's new "Buzz"
as Brian Burns does it again. More
Rhythm/Crossover Top 40s will pop
up as Mainstream Top 40 exposes
more extreme Rock and Rhythm
hits and niche formats take advan-
tage of the exposure. A word of caution: Since radio stations suc-
ceed by playing a library that is a consensus of many core listen-
ers tastes-and there aren't that many songs that please a lot of
people-libraries tend to be limited and stylistically focused.
However, as formats narrow and move into extremes (Rock or
Rhythm), research shows that listeners still want an ever -evolving
variety. Programmers must realize that as listeners embrace new
technologies like Internet and Satellite Radio and MP3, tastes will
expand, not narrow. Extremes For Hot AC: As Top 40 alienates its
25-34 adults with extreme music, you would think it's good news for
Hot AC. Many Hot ACs are now peeling off Britney & Backstreet
Teen Pop titles that no longer test for them while digging deeper
into Rock Alternative with groups like Creed & 3 Doors Down.
These sounds allow Hot ACs to act like "Top 40 for Adults," since
the demo no longer gets the variety they seek at Mainstream
Top 40. However, Hot AC's core sound must be centered on Pop
Rock. Playing too much Teen Pop or Rock Alternative will alienate
fans who have stayed true. A year from now, Hot ACs that stay bal-
anced will see stronger ratings, as adults who left them for Top 40
tire of its extremes. Extremes For Top 40: How are things different
now from the last music cycle a decade ago? In 1990, Top 40 had
"25+ Itis". Management was so focused on keeping 25-54 Adults
that they refused to protect their 15-24 base from attack by
Rhythm/Crossover & Rock Hits stations. Top 40 PDs are smarter
now and understand who their core target is. Smart PDs know
Top 40's essence is a balance of Teen Pop, Pop Rock & Pop
Urban/Dance. Great Top 40 Radio stations like Tom Poleman's
Z100 look to balance out the rotations each week with all three key
sounds. Until two years ago, radio was hesitant to sell young
demos-now the "cluster mentality" helps Top 40 concentrate on
15-24 instead of reacting its adult loss. Smart Top 40 programmers
will balance Rock and Rhythm extremes with true Pop. Day -part-
ing the more extreme music to afternoons or nights will also be key.
Morning Drive must be Top 40's ticket to 25+ ratings. It's vital that
owners and operators remember when ratings (and sales) are down,
it's not the time to cut marketing support! It's time to increase out-
side marketing, to remind listeners of Top 40's benefits. If your Top
40 station has become too extreme, fix the music to provide a
stylistic variety, then market the change and get back your audi-
ence. If the cycle theory holds true, as in the past five decades,
"Rebirth" and healthy times again for Top 40 will begin in 2005.
