AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH DANIEL GLASS BY HARRY WEINGER

S B K according to its Executive Vice President and

General Manager Daniel Glass, is a “fun place to be.” Well, darn, it
oughta be. They’re selling records like it was 1978 again, except this
time without the returns.

Glass can rightly claim to be an important part of the empire’s ex-
plosion, as he confidently leads the charge of its day-to-day operations
from his 42nd floor office in a midtown skyscraper. And while the com-
pany could easily coast on its astounding first-year run of pop smashes
by Wilson-Phillips, Vanilla Ice and Technotronic, Glass was in a typi-
cally upbeat mood to expound on the company’s developing acts, who
include such varied artists as Jesus Jones, Loud Sugar, Blur, Fran-
cesca Beghe, 13 Engines, McQueen Street and Russ Irwin. Also newly
signed to SBK are Phoebe Snow and legend Smokey Robinson, who
has responded to the creative good-times atmosphere by writing and
recording some of his best material in years.

Glass has had many triumphs during his still relatively young in-
dustry career. After several years in song plugging and working at the
independent SAM label, Glass joined Chrysalis Records, where he
eventually became Vice President of Promotion. At Chrysalis, he was
instrumental in the chart success of Billy Idol, World Party, Was (Not
Was), Huey Lewis & the News and Pat Benatar. He joined SBK for its
startup in 1989 as Senior Vice President of Promotion and was
promoted to his current post earlier in the year.

Glass’ boss Charles Koppelman has entrusted a lot of responsibility
to this Brookiyn boy whose wedding featured Frankie Crocker among
the celebrants. Maybe it’s the suit. Or his office mini-basketball court.
Or the shoes. Must be the shoes, because it certainly can't be the hair,
as HITS’ own gheri-curl specialist, “Hairy” Harry Weinger, finds out.

As Executive VP and GM, what
are your responsibilities?

I'm in charge of the everyday run-
ning of the company outside of
A&R, finance and business affairs.
| work closely with sales, promo-
tion, publicity, production and
often interact with intemational. |
meld everything together, keep the
flow between departments, main-
tain a synthesis. It's a real family-
like atmosphere at SBK, and that's
what | wanted to bring here from
my first day on. | think the key to
our success — besides great
music, which you have to have —
is fun. When | talk to people from
other companies, or even people
from outside the business, they
always leave here chuckling. We
encourage that. And there’s an
“open door” policy at SBK, wheth-

38

er one’s door is open or not —
people are free to walk in and out
of each other’s office. We want the
people who work here to have a
good time and feel like they're a
part of something. There's also
very little intrigue or political man-
euvering here — no secret meet-
ings. A conference call is open to
everybody — whether you're an
intem, in A&R or in publishing.
How are your meetings run?

We have just one formal meeting a
week, a “marketing/promotion”
meeting, but we make firm, finite
decisions at that meeting regarding
single releases, video debuts, LP
scheduling and the like. And we

play music. At other companies

I've been at, meetings are just for
going over things like why a radio
station isn’'t doing something.

Here, we ta'k about why they are
doing something. In these two
hours, we con't speculate — we
talk from experience. We have
people here answering questions
who have been in five markets in
seven days. We just got some
feedback from Neil Lasher, who
had been on the road with Kingof-
thehill. He Fad seen three shows,
been with their music and the
people who came to see them.
That's how you make decisions —
based on the experiences of people

who have been out in the marketplace.

What do you contribute besides
good will?
Just the other day | was out to

rl /s

lunch with rey assistant, Caren
Goldberg. We had some extra
time, so befere and afterwards we
visited some record stores and a
one-stop. | saw trat SBK was not
being properly merchandised in
stores. It redly bcthered me, so |
brought it u in tFe meeting. And
now we're ceating a new counter
piece. You n2ed to have that direct
experience. Here, when people talk
about how a record is doing at
radio, it's because they've been to
radio. They haven't just been on
the phone with a station; they go
there. If | find peodle who are get-
ting a little stale, | immediately
send them out on the road. | stay
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“[Some programmers] are the most bland, boring people you’d ever want to meet.”

involved, too. In New York, | just
visized Z-100 and WBLS and we
recently played a baseball game
agaimst WDRE. We're as hands-on
acompany as there is. Listen, |
rea'ize the downfalls of sitting here
on Sixth Avenue in palatial offices;
you zan get removed very quickly.
Just listening to the radio doesn't
do it You have to go to clubs see
wha's happening, go out and meet
wit1 people. It keeps you in touch.
It ssems that you make sure the
artists do that as well.

WEe are very big on designing one-
on-one visits with artists. | also feel
our 3ales, promotion and ma-ket-
ing staffs need to have a tangible
idea of what these artists are like.
When you're working in a place
like Nashville or Minneapolis,

yod re notin a branch marke:.
There aren't 30 FAX machines and
secretaries and an A&R depart-
meat and a music vibe all around.
It's :wo or three people in your
office. So if the artist comes to
them, the SBK person can go out
and promote the music having al-
ready spent time with Wilson Phil-
iips, or Blur, or Riff, or Francasa
Beghe or whomever. They've had
lunzh together, they've seen the act
live, they've experienced more than
one dimension. | think it's really
hard to get a tape in the mai, then
thr2e weeks later get a CD, tien go
out to 19 radio stations to sell the
grecup. | can't believe that th2 pas-
sion is going to be felt. | can’t im-
agine that the word “belief” would
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even be spoken unless an SBK
employee knows that artist.

Given the industry’s cynicism,

do you ever have someone say

to you, “get real?”

| think people at other companies
don't see our practices as real be-
cause they've been told how to act
and they've learned 3 lat of bad
habits. It's as if they ve ost touch
with the music. When yo 1 walked
in here you remarked how unique
and strange it was that N TV was
on in my office full blast. That's not
strange to me. What's strange is
17 meetings a week, or cisciplinary
action for someone whio comes in
late. Charles has an expr2ssion
that we look forward tc Mondays,
not Fridays. And it's true here. You
know, the staff gets alcn] seven
days a week. We play bal together,
we go to clubs togethes, we eat cut
together. No one here i really
hung up on being a boss, or a na-
tional director, or a sericr vice
president or whatever. Eserybody
here wants to grow. Wee not
dominated by charts or cumes or a
back page. We're domirated by the
development of enployees and
artists. You can be an ntern here
and go to the top.

Give us a little insight into the
rise of Jesus Jones.

First, the group develcped out of
our alternative department. Mike
Mena had heard abou: Jesus
Jones, went crazy for tFem and
wouldn't leave Chzrles alone until
he committed to s gning them.

What he had done was send cass-
ettes of unsigned bands to everyone
at the company, and he'd circle the
Jesus Jones track as the best of
the bunch. He then got everything
that had appeared on the group
overseas and sent it around. He
even convinced a bunch of us to
go see them. Finally, Mike got
Charles alone in a room and played
him the music. It's funny, when
Charles heard “Never Enough,”
which was a single last year, he
said it was a Top 40 smash. He
heard it as music for the masses.
He didn't categorize it. We then
worked real hard on establishing
the group to college and alternative
radio. We did things at the grass-
roots level. We had them headline
small clubs rather than open in
bigger halls for audiences who
weren't there to see them. SBK
staff, press, college radio and the
CEMA people really got a chance to
see them piay that way.

Our next step was to take them
to MTV. We made an unusual deci-
sion with Jesus Jones. We had
three videos for the group’s first
album, while they were expecting
the “One Great Jesus Jones Video.”
But we didn't want to give them
justa “hit” video — we wanted to
develop a career. So we brought
them all three. And we said, “All
three videos are great, but we don't
have a single.” | didn't conceive
this out of any genius marketing
ploy — | just did what | thought
was right. By the time we came

back in January with “Right Here,
Right Now,” they told us not to
bring any more videos. It was ac-
cepted immediately and they're still
playing it, more than six months
later. We just kept at it. | recall that
Album Radio rejected “Right Here,
Right Now.” But we kept coming
back at them. Jesus Jones was a
slow process — one very much by
design. The cross to pop radio be-
gan at WPST, KRBE and Power99
Atlanta, which added it before we
had scheduled a single release. It
developed out of local stations,
who responded to the music with-
out worrying about the nation-

al picture or the chart numbers.
How did Charles Koppelman and
Marty Bandier find Daniel Glass?
We had a mutual admiration
society. | started in my last two
years of college as a song piugger
for a publisher. So | learned about
the business the old-fashioned
way. While | was at Chrysalis, |
saw how 1 had as much pressure
and support from one of our
publishers as | did from the record
company. That publisher was SBK.
So | really was attracted to Charles
and Marty's style even before the
record company start-up, and |
watched how — as an outside
production house and outside
publisher — they could be the in-
spiration, motivation and initiation
for the music. So when Charles
and Marty called to say they were
starting a record company, and
would | be interested, | said, if it
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was ike the style of his publishing
company, then yes, I'd love to talk
about it. The more we talked and
listered to music, | could see how
their confidence in the music
would transfer itself into the record
company. We still do it the old-
fashiened way here. We spend a
lot of money in two areas — artist
development/touring and radio,
whether they're playing our music
or no-. If not, we’ll do time buys.
Or we'll put the act on the road. We
don't sit here on Tuesday nights,
hitting our heads saying, “We
shoulT've, we could've.”

Some say SBK is hot because of
all the money that's spent.

As far as promotion goes, | think
we sp2nd money in the right
places, where more people will
hear about it. | don'’t think we
waste money. One thing we will do
is spend money when we believe
in something. Maybe the energy
we expend makes it seem like
we're spending a lot. But | defy
anybody to prove we spend more
on ind2pendent promotion than
anyone else.

Name one goal you feel you've
accomplished so far this year.

| wanted SBK to be a user-friendly
label. When a radio station of any
format needs something, | want
them te think of SBK — whether
they need a time buy, a group for
an appearance, an idea, or a
promofion. And when an SBK
single comes in, | want them to
think, “This is something we must
listen to right away.” Not neces-
sarily tc play it for their audience,
but to tear it for themselves. |
want them to feel compelled. |

think that message got across real
fast. SBK became the label that
people wanted to do business with.
Radio understood that we weren’t
going to take them around the
block. We were going to say yes or
no. And the answer is usually yes.
What’s new and different for SBK?
Greg Thompson is new and differ-
ent as head of promotion. | found
Greg in college years ago and now
we are reunited. In fact, Jeff Mc-
Cluskey sent me an enormous bill
today for Greg’s finishing school.
And by the way, | will pay it!

On the artist side, we're already
working up a tour and visuals for a
metal band called McQueen Street,
discovered by Nancy Brennan in
Alabama. It will be a grass-roots
campaign with metal radio and
retail. I'm not sure you'll see a
single this year from McQueen
Street, but you'll know about them.
Personally, I'm very excited about
Kingofthehill, which has been
developing for some time now.
They've been on tour in small
markets for six months, and now
they're ready to break. The first
single, “If | Say,” is out now. Blur
will have their first record out in
September. They'll be allowed to
develop slowly and naturally. No
pressure to have a hit single right
away. They'll get one soon, but it
will not be forced. Smokey Robin-
son will have an album and a new
single, “Double Good Everything,”
coming out in October.

Signing Smokey Roblnson was
certainly a coup.

He met our staff a few weeks ago
and said he hadn’t seen such a
youthful, exuberant group of

people around him in 20 years.
Smokey told me that we're inspir-
ing him! It's unbelievable to sit and
talk to a living legend and hear that
he can't wait to go out there and
work. For example, a few weeks
ago, | got acall from KKBT in Los
Angeles, asking if Smokey Robin-
son would play for a station promo-
tion. | scratzhed my head thinking,
I'm going tc ask Smokey Robinson
to play for 150 people at the China
Club?! What the heck, | called him
and would you believe he said, “Hey,
that's great. Let's do it as soon as
the record's ready.” And then he
added, “Why don't we do that in
every market? If Wilson Phillips
and Riff did t, | want to do it!”

Phil Ramene is producing
Phoebe Snow for us. He's also
been workin] for months on a new
solo artist, Russ Irwin, who's going
to explode very soon. He has a
new song, “My Heart Belongs To
You,” that makes people stop dead
in their tracks. Russ’ music has
been playing in these halls for two
years. He came in through the
publishing side, playing piano for
Charles and A&R head Don Rubin
in their office. They were knocked
out, but they brought him along
slowly until he was ready. And now
we’'re putting his record out. And
all of us — from Charles to Top 40
promotion head Ken Lane, head of
sales Bob Cahill, head of publicity
Eliot Hubbara and head of market-
ing Ken Baumstein — are going on
the road with Russ Irwin to 15
major markets in six days. Not just
lunches and cinners, but station
visits to play the music. That's
dedication and betief.

What bugs you?
Radio is boring. Wen | came back
from my last long road trip, |
reflected on how many of the radio
programmers look like milque-
toast. They're the most bland,
boring people you'd ever want to
meet. They dress boring and they
have no life outside radio towers,
Arbitrons and Birches. Maybe
that's why radio is so generic and
uninteresting. No g it left. They've
researched themselves right out of
the business. Every year at awards
banquets, we give out awards to
the same stations and the same
moming shows. The best radio
people are cultured people, they
have great family lives, interesting
social lives and a fire in their bel-
lys. Jocks who go to clubs, events
and promotions are involved peo-
ple and that shows up on the air.
What's your solution?
Let people develop. A GM should
give his PD a job description when
he starts and then let him or her
fulfill it. | challenge PDs to tell me
the last time their MD visited a rec-
ord store or a one-stop. PDs should
let their MDs get back to being
music directors — that is, going to
clubs, getting involved with the
community, listening to new
music, and not just slotting the bal-
lad after the dance song after the
power rock ballad. Let them have
some say in the programming of the
radio station. They're not involved
enough in the process. So they be-
come bored. | can ccunt only nine
or ten radio stations -hat are hav-
ing fun. The rest are ust generic.
We need more passionate people!

It's been a few years since your last album.

Are you concerned about mainkaining

your popularity?

When you're just an enterfainer, you're only as
hot as your last record, but if you're an arfist that
touches people, you will last. Somefimes you can
say something profound and it will stick with @
person for the rest of their life. | think | have more
faithful fans than most rappers.

Has spending a lot of fime in LA. influenced
your writing?

| still have a New York mentality. My whole thing
is fo not get caught in the hype. | do like LA. be-
cause if's the place to come to make you feel like a
star, but in ferms of keeping my feet on the ground
and being real — that's where my New York roots
come in.

Is your song “Death Blow” meant to dis’ LL.
Cool J? | thought you guys buried the hakchet.
Don't get me wrong — I'm very happy he's selling
records. L.L.'s had more pop success than
anybody else in the rap community. He makes
good records, but the lyrical content is so much
weaker than what he’s capable of doing. He's
doing what he has to do to get paid and my hat's
off to him for that. The only reason | even made
this record is because he made a record called

“To The Break Of Dawn” on his album. | thought
the whole feud was over with. | can be very
spiritually conscious, but if somebody slaps

me in the face in front of the public, 'm gonna
fight them.

You often complain that parents don’t under-
stand the power of rap.

If you want o teach, you have to get people’s at-
fention first. Jesse Jackson can say the same things
I say — and although he’s my superior in ferms of
arficulating certain issues — he wouldn't have the
same effect on a crowd of kids ten years old be-
cause they can't relate. Rappers have a chance to
actually make o difference in society because we
have so many children listening to us. We can oc-

tually change the consciousness of the young
brothers and sisters, which is why | get down on
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other rappers.

Do the kids understand everything you're
rapping about?

I'm trying to communicate and educate. | would
expect for somebody that didn’t understand what |
was saying fo fry fo find out what | meant. Real
fans have told me they heard a term that | used
and they went and looked up the word because
they didn’t know what it meant, and that's the
whole idea — to stimulate thought. | want to deal
with serious issues as opposed to just going, "Ho,

For over a decode, rapper Kool Moe Dee has
been on a mission o move more thon just
bodies. Two years have gone by since his last ol-
bum, “Knowledge Is King,” but his katest release,
“Funke, Funke Wisdom,” is proof that the great
Kommunicator is still wrapping his silvery-fongue
around the issues of the day. Kool Moe Dee
mixes social activism, Afrocentric viewpoints and
cool rhymes fo address the problems within the
vrbon community. By discussing the ravages of
drugs or the negative affitudes society inflicts on
his people, Kool Moe Dee wanfs fo show the
world, after all these years, he’s a rebel with a
cause as well as a beat.

[ don't think I've changed. “They Want Money”
wuos one of the most popular songs on the album,

but on the same record, there is another song
called “All Night Long,” in which 'm describing
a whole other aspect of women, but apparently
nobody paid attention to it. | fried fo strike a nerve
with “They Want Money,” like Spike Lee does in
his movies. | wanted fo offend those women it
didn‘t apply to. The point was to put women that
are very materialistic on the spot — and for those
that aren’t fo apply more pressure on those

that are.

On one hand, you keep telling kids how impor-
fant it is fo skay in school, then you crificize the
educational system in America. What's the
solution?

There are no guarantees about what's going to
happen in life, but in order o even play the

game, you need that diploma. That's not to say
the education you get is going to be beneficial,
because the real frick o this whole system is to
learn economics and call it a night.

After knowledge and its application,

what's next?

Understanding. The next album is “Understanding
Power.” Understanding the foct that, even with
knowledge and wisdom, there are still obstacles
designed to keep you down.

Take two spoonfuls of James Brown, a pinch of Chuck D., add a few
shakes of Bob Marley, sprinkle with Led Zeppelin, shake well and you've
got a small taste of the Bomb Squad's Iatest creation, Son of Bazerk. The
Shocklee brothers of Public Enemy fame strike again. Son Of Bazerk is the
first act on Hank Shocklee’'s MCA-distributed S.O.U.L. Records label, a
hardcore R&B/reggae/metal/hip-hop outfit which hails from Freeport,
Long Island. Chuck D. calls Bazerk “the hardest rapper I've ever heard...
He was a big influence on me as far as style and technique are concer-
ned.” Bazerk's colleagues include Daddy Rawe, Almighty Jahwell, stutter-
ing Emcee Sandman and dub toastmaster Cassandra. HITS fresh French-
woman Pascale Lanfranchi got down and nasty with the crew, who
thought “oui oui” was something you did after drinking a six-pack.

Is it a coincidence that 5.0.B is the acronym for
Son of Bazerk?

Bazerk: When | came up with the name, | was not
frying to shock anybody. | know some people will
say | did this intentionally, but | know | didn’t.

How do you feel about the “parental advisory™
sticker on your album?

Bazerk: Our producer, Hank Shocklee, wanted the
album to be clean, but1 had to throw a curve in
there because | like to write expilicit tyrics. If it wasn't
for the song “What Could Be Better Bitch,” we
would have had a clean album. The kids who listen
to ice Cube or 2 Live Crew reqliize what their
parents have been telling them all thelr ives is a
bunch of bulishit. By putting labels on our records,
white people figure it's a way to keep that type of
music out of their neighborhoods. The problem is, it
backfires and blows up right in their faces! The bot-
tom line is, you can’t kill the fruth.

Cassandra: The “expilicit lyrics” label represents not
a restriction but selfregulation. The movie industry
reguiates ifself with a rating system. Once we regu-
late ourselves, the government can’t touch us.

Do you see yourselves as a rebel rap group?
Bazerk: We don’t want to be called rappers. We
don’t want to be kabeled as anything. We just wont
to do our thing. We will not be limited. We know no
bounds and | guess that makes us true rebels.
Jahwell: "BANG music” stands for “Bad-ass New
Groove” and it comes to you from a bad-ass new
group! But let’s not forget that, first and foremost,
we are musical entertainers.

Your debut single, “Change of Style,” mixes rap,
sung vocais, funk, reggae, streetcomer soul and
heavy metal. Who came up with the concept?
Bazerk: When | wrote that song, | was aiming to be
different, totally different. | set out to do something
no man had ever done before. | figured | could
take a slow jam and throw it in the middie, pop in a
reggae song and have some heavy metal at the
end. | must give Daddy Rawe some credit for help-
ing me with this song. We are trying to give rap a
new direction. We're being crazy, changing the
style, giving them more for the tour, buggin’,
fippin’ and zippin’

Daddy Rawe: The song shows our credtivity.
Cleverness is out of rap these days and we want
fo bring it back.

Aren't you concemed about confusing rap fans?
Jahwell: Real rap fans aren’t going to be confused
because they eat, drink, sieep and breathe rap.
They can fioat with it. It's the half-assed rap listeners
and the peopie that want to flood the airwaves
with pop-rap that are going to be screwed up.
Daddy Rawe: The real rap fans will notice how dif-
ferent we are from all the other rappers, and that's
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what's going to make us. They're tired of the same
type of rap. Now it's fime for a change and that’s
exactty what we are about.

Bazerk, Honk Shocklee says you sound like Chuck
D. with a Slick Rick mentality.

Bazerk: | take that as a compliment because both
of them are karge and respected in the business.

Hank and 1 know each other for quite some time
now and | frust his judgement. As far as sounding
like Chuck D.. I'm not surprised because |'ve been
working with him for maybe 10 years now. If people
want to call me the Chuck D. of the "90s, that's fine
with me. But they have to reaiize, in the rap com-
munity, you have the preachers and the gangsters.
I'm neither one — I'm here to put the boogie into
the party.

Why did it take you so long to get your own re-
cord deal?

Bazerk: We waited for the Shocklee brothers to get
their own label. We just had to be patient and learn

about the business and it's paid off because now
we are on S.0.U.L and Hank is the owner.

You don't seem very intefested in dealing with
polifical issues.

Daddy Rawe: All we want to do is rock, have fun
and just be ourselves. Of course we are concerned
about the future of our brothers and sisters, but we
are not teachers. We're not the ones to come out
and tell you to stop smoking crack because you've
heard it a thousand and one times. What we chose
to do is make sure that you have a good fime when
you listen to our music and see us perform on stage.
The album cover as well as your sound are real
fributes to James Brown.

Bazerk: | was heavily influenced by James Brown,
but as a matter of fact, there is only one frack on
the album that’s a true James Brown sample. |
know a lot of the songs sound like him, but that's
another way to prove how funky the Bomb Squad
can get. They are so creative they can do almost
any kind of music. Everybody knows James Brown is
the funkiest guy in show business. The only way you
can compare us to him is we feel the same kind of
funk he does.

AN EXCLUSIVE HITS INTERVIEW WITH BOB BECK BY TODD HENSLEY

lowa native Bob Beck celebrated his 31st anniversary in radio last Valentine’s Day. The broadcasting vet was at KOMA in
Oklahoma City in its heyday, then spent four years programming KUDL in Kansas City, Missouri, in the mid-'60s. He returmed
to com country for awhile, then to WNFL and WNAM in Green Bay and finally to KYYY in Bismarck, North Dakota, where he’s
been since 1982, most recently as PD. An inveterate biker, Beck took some time out from doing wheelies in the backyard

to chew the fat with HITS’ radio roach Todd “Thinks Harley Davidson’s Jahn's Brother” Hensley.

Did WNFL in Green Bay have any-
thing fo do with footbalt?

[ thought it had something to do with
the National Football League or the
Packers... until| got there. That's
when | found out WNFL stood for "No
Fucking Listeners.” After that, | went
down the road to WNAM. This was
back in the final days of AM radio’s
Top 40 dominance. We called
ourselves Blue 128. Funny thing is,
research still tells us most people’s
favorite color is blue. It worked.

How are the ratings at KYYY?

Well, we did 0 25.6 12+, which makes
us #1. We're also #1 18-34, 18-49 and
25-54 both male and female. We
kicked butt.

What's the secret to KYYY's dominance
since you amived nine years ago?
We talk dirty and piay the hits. It is
nice not to have a great deal of
competition so we can be the Al-
bum and Top 40 outiets. The country
station has dug into us a bit, but that
seems to be the case all over. You
go to a country show now and you
see 15-25-year-olds dancing and
knowing every word to the songs.
The music is hot right now and, just
like in the ‘70s and earty “80s, you
are starting to see, and will see,
more country artists on Top 40 ra-
dio. For the first time, we share the
largest audience with the country
M station,

Are you going to add Garth Brooks?
No, not yet. I'm q believer and @
campaigner for it, but I'm not sure
I've heard the right song yet. It wil
either be an incredible song or o
novelty record. For our purposes,
“Friends In Low Places” would have
been treated as a novelty, if we
played it. After all, we played
“Swingin’“ on this station. At one
time, people believed playing one
of two country songs an hour would
stop the erosion to country rodio. |

don’t think that will work today. It is
going o have fo be something big
enough fo cross on ifs own. | don’t
feell can force it.

How have you managed fo remain
at one station for nine years?

The secret is to keep your edge. It's
easy to get kazy and sloppy. Espe-

cially in a situation like this, where
there is no competition. Our staff is
solid. I've been here nine ye:ars, our
aftemoon drive guy is in his saventh
year, my MC, John Kelly, is in his third
year and our midday gir has been
here four years. The compary, Myer
Broadcasting, takes care of s

‘i

people. Instead of this being a “milk
every person for what they’re worth
whike they're here” type dedl, the
company has good benefits. If you
stay in one place for awhile, you
earn the respect of the community
and you get the extended vacation
time. To stay in one place this long,
you just have to keep your edge.

Is that why you ride your moforcycle
$0 much?

ft's my escape. We are a very active
radio station. We do g great many
personal appearances, get involved
in the community, that sort of thing.
We can get touchy and burned out
like anyone else. So | get on my bike
and | can be in the middle of
nowhere in ten minutes, not seeing
anything but cows for 50 miles. (Ed.
note: We like cows. Mooooo)). | do
at least one fip @ year where | don't
think about radio and play Easy
Rider for ten days. I've gone from
here to Colorado, up through the
Conadian Rackies, then down to the
Ozarks in Missouri. | do 6,000-7,000
miles a year on my bike, which isn‘t
too bad considering we only have a
five-month fiding season here.

What other areas of the country in-
fluence your programming decisions?
| watch Minny. We frack all the
records we're looking at. We have
20 or so stations we follow and frack.
Most are in the Midwest or markets
similar to this one.

Any gripes?

The amount of incoming cals. it is
not necessary for @ national person
as well as the local person to call
every week. | like the national guys
to check in from fime to time, but we
can only take so many calsin o
week. We have three people
answering phones three hours a
week. We do promotions, airshiffs
and cut commercials, but it is get-
ting befter. I'm glad to see that.
