Swimming In The
Mainstream

“M ainstream” is most
certainly not dead.
The “mainstream” may not be
quite as wide as it was in the
mid-’80s — it most certainly
has shifted significantly since
then — but it is far from dead.
There are some mainstream
Top 40s on life-support these
days, but more of them now
are breathing on their own and
have strong vital signs. It is
not a fluke that the majority
of Top 40s had up books in
the spring *93 Arb. In the
face of ever-increasing frag-
mentation, mainstream Top
40 is showing signs of resur-
gence yet again. Consultants
who’ve been sounding the
death knell for the format
may have to do a little soul-
searching and re-evaluate
their positions.

By definition alone, there
is always a mainstream.
While niche magazines serve
core interests, everybody who
cares about pop culture reads
People magazine.

Perhaps what we all need
to realize is that the main-
stream has moved to a new
address. We can’t expect to
find it where it was in 1983 or
1988. This is 1993, and main-
stream has sent a forwarding
address in most markets. It is

our job to find where it has
moved to. In Los Angeles,
KROQ has found it (yes, they
are Top 40). It’s Pearl Jam,
Blind Melon, 4 Non Blondes,
Gin Blossoms and Stone
Temple Pilots. The market
and the buying public are
obviously more passionate
about this music than the Jade
and Boy Krazy records on
KIIS. In Pittsburgh, it’s Silk,
SWYV, Rod Stewart. B-94 has
found it. You need only look
at the spring numbers to see,
in market after market, Top 40
programmers who have found
the mainstream in their mar-
ket, tapped into it and served
it, and have prospered in the
ratings as a result.

If you’re still under the
assumption that mainstream is
Huey Lewis, Phil Collins,
Peter Cetera, David Crosby
and Journey, you’re stuck in
the ’80s. Yes, these are still
mainstream artists in many
markets, but mostly for 30 or
35+ Adults. These artists con-
tinue to perform well for some
adult-based Top 40s, but these
stations are, in actuality, *70s-
and ’80s-based oldies stations,
as is WPLJ New York. The
18-34 audience today has a
whole new mainstream of its
own. I suggest you find it.

While the hushed corridors outside are swarming with suits, inside Singleton is kicking back in a T-shirt and
jeans as he pumps up the hip-hop soundtrack of his new film, “Poetic Justice,” which includes cuts by Naughty
By Nature, Babyface, Toni Tony Tone, TLC and Gangstarr and watches a trailer for the movie.

Starring Janet Jackson, Tupac Shakur, Tyra Ferrell and Regina King, “Poetic Justice” is Singleton’s second
feature and follow-up to his phenomenally successful debut, “Boyz N’ The Hood,” which earned him
groundbreaking Academy Award nominations for directing and screenwriting. Some of the fallout from that
success is proudly on display: various awards adorn a bureau, there’s a photo of Spike Lee and stills from the
movie, and in a place of honor hangs a framed T-shirt from the 1991 Cannes Film Festival. All of which the
filmmaker should have put under lock and key with HITS’ Brit git lain “The Out Door” Blair in the house.
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The casting in “Poetic Justice” Is
interesting, what with two
musicians, Janet Jackson and
rapper Tupac Shakur, in the leads.
I'd seen Tupac in “Juice,” so [ knew he
could do this, and I always wanted
Janet for the role, right from the
moment | wrote it. She’d done some TV
acting, like “Diff rent Strokes” and
“Good Times,” and [ knew she really
wanted to get into films, but the right
project hadn't come along yet. I just
knew she could pull it off, and she did.
She’s gonna blow people away with her
performance.

Did the studio have their own
casting suggestions or did they
leave you alone?

For the most part. They tried here and
there, but what are they going to tell
me? How can they fuck with something
that's obviously right?

Is it true that you and Janet both
went to the same school?

Yeah, in Tarzana. Her family lived
nearby and I was bused in from South-
Central. [ always thought she was real
cute, and then we met again a couple of
years ago when we were visiting the set
of “Hook.”

How was Janet to work with?

She’s great, phenomenal, a true actress.
I can’t wait to do another film with her,
and we definitely will do another.
What's so great about hei?

She's very professional, but she’s a
jokester, too. She has really keen obser-
vations about people and the world.
Was she very shy?

Yeah, she's very introspective. She
likes to just sit and watch things. But
she played around on the set and
joined in all the fun. We'd all sit up
and sing old soul songs.

Are there any love scenas?

Yeah, a few. The opening scene

starts off with her making out at a
drive-in movie.

Was she uncomfortable?

No, she was cool. She told me people
will probably be surprised, but she’s
27 now and she's all grown up. It's the
same thing with her new album. She's
not this innocent little girl anymore.
Do you get the sense she'd like to
do more acting?

Definitely. It's in her blood, man.
She's from a show business family.
Did she have a big entourage?

Not at all. That's the first thing people
expect, but she’s not like that. I
wouldn't work with her if she was
like that.

Did the rest of her family visit?

No, they all pretty much left her alone.

What made you cast Tupac?

He's got a lot of heart and he was great
in “Juice.” And a lot of girls like him, so
I put him in the film.

Is it true you originally offered the
part to Ice Cube?

Yeah, but he had to go on tour in
Europe and it would have pushed
things back.

It's interesting that, with Janet

Jackson, Ice Cube and Tupac
Shakur, who used to be in Digital
Underground, you like to cast
musiclans, Is that intentional?

Not really. It's whoever's right for the
part, that's how it ends up. Ice Cube’s a
musician, but he was phenomenal in
"Boyz N’ The Hood.” He should have
been nominated for an Academy
Award for that. He gave one of the
most original performances in the last
five years. But [ guess it would be
shocking if he was nominated. It would
show they respect where he’s from, and
I don't think that would ever happen.
In what way did last year’s riots
affect your vision of “Poetic
Justice”?

No way in particular, although they’ll
probably affect my vision of the next
couple of films I make. All the things
that I feel right now about what’s
happening in this country are going to
go into them. After “Boyz N’ The
Hood,” I had a little bit of a breathing
space and ] was able to make a love
story like “Poetic Justice.” But now I'm

there’s always cause and always an
aftermath. I think it's the cartoon
violence that's a bad influence on kids,
because they think that's how it is.
Have you ever seen anyone killed?
No, but I've seen dead people.

The music and soundtracks to
your films are obviously an
important part of the filmmaking
process for you.

Music is an important part of my life. I
grew up with music playing around
my house, so of course it’s a major part
of my films. I consider my films to be
hip-hop films, although they don't
have people rapping in them. It's all to
do with the culture, the attitude and
the language more than it is about the
actual music, though. Because of my
films, you see how hip-hop music can
be created. You see the culture from
which it comes instead of just having a
movie where there’s music and people
dancing... like some longform video.
Appropriately enough, “Poetic
Justice” also features some
powerful poetry especially written

For a long time, Spike was my idol,
because without him and his success I
probably wouldn't be doing what I'm
doing now. So yeah, I'm a big fan.
Everybody’s talking about the new
black cinema. How real is that
concept to you?

It's bullshit to me, because I think that
until you have genuine voices, it's not
really happening. We don't have that
many people coming along who're
writing their own screenplays. They’re
still at the mercy of whatever material
they’re given. So until you get a whole
clique of black screenwriters together
who all become directors, you're not
going to get any sort of black movie
renaissance.

What does the future hold for you?
I've got a lot of projects lined up that I
don't want to talk about yet, but I've
got stuff mapped out for the next four
years. So depending on who treats me
right at what time, that's where those
films will end up.

Where do you see yourseif in ten
years time?

that's gonna galvanize people. The fact
is, black people are in the same boat we
were 20 years ago, and we're probably
worse off economically than before.
America’s a racist institution. It was
founded on racism.

Have you come across much
racism in Hollywood?

Not yet, but I'll handle it if and when it
comes. [ don't get that condescending
bullshit because I don't stand for it. I
didn’t stand for it at school — everyone
knows that. So I'm damn sure that as a
professional I'm not going to stand for
it. The truth is, black people in the
industry have to go through a lot of
bullshit, a lot of hard times, but I'm on
top, so even the people who would
ordinarily pull some shit like that
don't, because it ain't politically in their
interests.

There’s been a lot of talk recently
about the negative effect of
violence in films. How do you feel
about violence?

Most violence in films is cartoon
violence and no relevance is made of
death. In my films, it's real, because

for the film by Maya Angelou. How
did that come about?

Maya's my favorite poet, and [ wanted
to get a really good womanly voice in
there for Justice [Janet Jackson'’s
character], so ] asked her if I could use
some of her poetry and she agreed.
Tell us about your new production
company and your new record
label, New Deal Music, which will
be distributed by Epic.

It's a multi-media company. We have
the two films, “Boyz N’ The Hood”
and “Poetic Justice,” and we also have
a new television series for HBO called
“The Champ,” which is due to start
shooting this summer. [t's a drama
about a boxer from South Central L.A.

We're working with two new
artists, Mista Grimm and Cultural
Revolution, who are also on the
soundtrack for “Poetic Justice,” along
with Tupac and people like Babyface,
Tony Toni Tone, Naughty By Nature,
Stanley Clarke and Gangstarr. So we're
pretty busy.

Are you a fan of other black
filmmakers, such as Spike Lee?

Hopefully, I'll have made about ten
more movies and I'll have produced
about half as many again and helped a
lot of other filmmakers along,

Looking back on your childhood in
South Central, did you ever think
you'd end up running your own
production company on the old
MGM lot?

Many times, | didn’t know where my
next meal was coming from, let alone
what kind of work I'd be doing, If I'd
looked around and followed the path
that was laid out in front of me, [
wouldn't have been anybody and I
wouldn't have done anything. But |
followed my own path. I feel like I took
charge of my life at an early age and did
what I wanted to do. How many young
black kids do you know that have a
college degree, no criminal record, have
made two movies and been nominated
for two Academy Awards? And it’s a
crying shame that there aren't more, but
there will be more if | have anything to
do with it. It's not that I feel that [ have a
responsibility or that I'm a bleeding
heart whatever — it’s just that ] want to
doit,and I'm going todoit.

At a recent show
in Chicago, vocalist John Popper led the band through an energetic three-hour performance —
albeit from a wheelchair. Still not healed from a motorcycle accident last October, Popper
wheeled himself out to center stage and, brandishing his trademark harmonies, appeared ready to
pop out of his chair and dance, although he had a couple of weeks left before doctors would allow
him to kiss his mode of transportation goodbye. Before the concert, Popper talked about his scrape
with death with HITS’ Windy City correspondent Jae-Ha “Ha Ha Means | Love You” Kim, who swiped
the poor guy's backstage beer supply before he knew what hit him.

$o what's the deal with the wheelchair?

I broke my right femur — thigh bone — last Halloween in a motorcycle accident. |
was riding to the recording studio in Louisiana and this car didn’t see me, turned
and | rode right into it. It was a little old lady and her car door was smashed —
that's it. I'm the guy with the broken leg. | was awake during the whole thing. It was
gross. | was facedown with my broken leg crossed down, too, and some people
there said, since it was an accident, they couldn’t move me until the police came.
They didn’t want to get sued in case something worse happened. So | had to rolf
myself over. In the middle of all this, a state trooper leans down and goes, “You
know, this is a no passing zone.” And writes me a ticket. | broke my left arm, too,
bouncing off the car. | have metal plates in me now. | can't go through metal detectors.
So whose duty is it to wheel you around?

~ Aguy inthe crew, Grant Cowell, pushes me around. He has the patience of a saint.
Are you a prima donna about your pain?

No, just a grouch. When you have your freedom taken away, it really gets to you.
For example?

Going to the can | have to use bottles.

What about the other stuff?

It took me a while to learn to do that again. | still use special seats that are tall
enough for me to sit down.

When you're all better, will you ride a bike ever again?

My dad tells me, “I'll bet you're just dying to get on a motorcycle again. Just think
about how much fun it is.” He's being sarcastic, of course, but he makes a lot of
sense. Then you see a bike ride by you and you remember how fun it is. That's
the dilemma, because riding was the funnest experience for me, and crashing and
falling was the worst experience | ever had. The Allman Brothers told me to ride
for a week, and then never ride again; that I'd be over the fear of it. If I'm afraid, |
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really shouldn’t be riding, but if it's a fear | can get rid of, I'd ride again.
What kind of get-well gifts did you receive?

It was really nice because they all called to make sure | was all right. |
got all sorts of presents, like a Game Boy. Wait, that was from some
agency trying to court our business. Takes more than a Game Boy to
nab the Blues Traveler. | got tons of cards and toys, like a Nerf rocket
launcher. They can do anything with Nerfs. | have a Nerf automobile.
Did anything else good come from the accident?

We had finished most of the new album, but since we couldn't go
anywhere until | healed, we really got to scrutinize what we did in
the studio and fix up stuff we didn’t like. And the band also got a lot
tighter. They worked around me. Everyone was forced to work
around the accident.

What’s the deal with you and the Grateful Dead?

It's weird. It's like when Br'er Rabbit touched the Tar Baby and couldn't get
the stuff off his hands. We have a great many Grateful Dead fans who like us
and come to our shows. And when that happened, people started writing
about that, and oh yeah the Travelers sound like them, too. As soon as one
person makes a comparison, then everyone else makes the same comparison.
But | don’t even think you guys particularly sound like them.

But even by saying we're not like them, you've mentioned them in your article. So
then other people will talk about it. It's like Catch-22. It's something about the
attitude of the western mind, if you don’t mind me getting philosophical about it.
It's an attitude of, if | know what you're like, then | can decide about you without
having to learn more about you. It happens all the time. That's why bands like us,
Phish and the Spin Doctors all get lumped together. I'm hoping we’ll have
enough longevity that one day writers will say other bands are like Blues Traveler.
Hopefully, you'll be back soon performing what one critic dubbed
your “pelvis music.”

[Laughs.] Sure. My pelvis works pretty well in private and in public. My
girlfriend and | have worked very hard on it and it's been very gratifying.

For you or for her?

For her, I'd like to think. It took me a while before | was back in the saddle as it
were — that came just a short while ago. It felt like a real long time, though. m
