"conducting a hostile work 
environment for women." 

Said Cote in her order, 
"There were, with rare excep-
tions, only two routes of 
advancement within the edi-
torial department: An appli-
cant... had to be male or a 
woman in whom Mr. Guc-
cione or a male supervisor 
was sexually interested." 

Bonner had previously 
won a $90,000 judgment 
against the publisher and the 
magazine.

live album, "The Dance," on August 19, an MTV/VH1 spe-
cial and a two-month-long national tour that the label is 
hoping will jump-start their crucial fourth quarter. 

"The reaction is starting to become overwhelming," 
gushed Reprise Executive VP/GM Rich Fitzgerald, who is 
paid to gush. "This is not just a greatest hits 
album. Once people see the performance, 
they're all over it." 

The idea for the band to reform took 
shape thanks to the encouragement of 
Warner Bros. Chairman/CEO Russ 
Thyret. Three performances on a WB Stu-
dios soundstage in Burbank were taped last 
Spring and compiled for an MTV special, 
which has now been turned into an album, 
a home video, a laserdisc and a DVD. 
• The initial track, "Silver Springs," origi-
nally a "Rumours"-era B-side to "Go Your Own Way" with a 
Stevie Nicks lead vocal, went to Adult, Adult Post Modern, 
Rock and Classic Rock radio on July 22. Early Adult PoMo 
believers include WBOS Boston, CIDR Detroit and KKZN 
Dallas, where it has been Top Five. Rock perennials KLOS 
L.A. and KDICB Phoenix are in, as are Adult stations KBIG 
L.A., WPNT Chicago and WRLT Nashville. The record 
goes to Top 40 for adds on August 19. 
II The label's original suggested orders have gone from 
300,000 to 550,000. "People may forget just how many bril-

liant songs this band had," said Wherehouse's Bob Bell. 
"Once they see the TV special and hear the record, it's bound 
to bring it all back. They should be able to replicate the kind 
of success the Eagles enjoyed with their reunion." 
• MTV is currently airing both the "Silver Springs" (11 air-
ings the first week) and "The Chain" videos (7 showings) as 
of July 28. A 90-minute version of "The Dance" premieres on 
August 12 at 10 pm (ET/PT), with hour-long edits airing on 

August 16 and 17. 
II VH1 has moved "Silver Springs" to Large 
Rotation for four weeks and will air a 60-
minute version of "The Dance" over Labor 
Day weekend. 
II "The Dance" home video hits shelves on 
August 26, with the DVD and Laser Disc 
slated for September 23. 
• The scheduled 10-week, 40-date tour 
begins September 17 in Hartford, CT and 
runs through November 30 in Dallas, with 
an October 24th date at the Hollywood 

Bowl. "People either think it will be a tremendous success or 
a complete disaster," says Pollstar's Gary Bongiovanni, who 
believes the reported $65-100 top ticket may scare away 
potential customers. "The band may well have hurt them-
selves by appearing with different line-ups over the last few 
years on the touring market." 
• Still, according to Fitzgerald, "The group are excited and 
doing everything necessary to promote this album. The chem-
istry is fantastic and we're going to have some fun with this."

Longo Beats The Rap 
Former Los Angeles Coun-

try Deputy District Attorney 
Lawrence M. Longo will not be 
prosecuted as a result of circum-
stances surrounding his han-
dling of Death Row Records 
owner Marion "Suge" Knight's 
1992 assault case, according to 
the Los Angeles Times. State 
investigators have found insuffi-
cient evidence to file charges. 

Longo was fired after the dis-
trict attorney's office deter-
mined his financial ties to 
Knight had created the appear-
ance of a conflict of interest. 
Longo was the prosecutor 
responsible for Knight's 1995 
plea bargain stemming from the 
1992 assault against two aspir-
ing rappers. 

Longo's son Frank, also a 
lawyer, rented his family's Mal-
ibu Colony house to Knight's 
attorney, David Kenner, for a 

year at $19,000 a month and 
also negotiated a $50,000 record 
contract with Death Row for 
his sister Gina. 

"It didn't seem like a prob-
lem to me," Frank told investi-
gators. When questioned about 
a dinner with Knight celebrat-
ing her contract, Gina stated, "I 
wasn't paying attention to any-
one but myself." 

Longo appealed his termi-
nation in a civil hearing Mon-
day (8/11). 

Meanwhile, in the latest 
legal entanglement to beset 
Death Row, B.L. Diamonds, 
Inc. filed a lawsuit last week 
over $1.25 million the jeweler 
claims Death Row owes for dia-
mond Rolex watches, diamond 
earrings and 1,100 gold pen-
dants. According to the suit, 
Knight ordered the items, but 
never paid for them.

THE WORLD WANTS TO KNOW... WHAT ARE YOU 

DOING HERE? 

A lot of everything. When Tommy Mottola first ap-

proached me about the job, I was very flattered, but 

I said, "What do you want me to do?" He replied, 

That's not the right question. I want somebody 

with your history and your having been all these dif-

ferent things—artist, manager, producer— to be part 

of our group at Sony Music and I think that your in-

put will be valuable... I want you. You'll figure out 

what to do. 

And that, indeed, has proved to be the case. It's a 

mixture of things. Sometimes it's straight-ahead 

A&R input. sometimes helping a label here that's 

trying to sign a band... deciding on the approach. I 

don't mean the deal so much as how to, you know, 

establish a good relationship. A lot of international 

stuff, too. I've probably ended up working more 

closely with [President Sony Music International] 

Bob Bowlin than with anybody else because there's 

an awful lot of things to deal with on that end. I re-

ally like Bob and have learned a lot from him. I'm at 

all these international meetings and sometimes it's 

useful to remind people and nudge them about 

projects overseas that we can succeed with over here. 
Sometimes it's a trouble-shooting role, helping 

various elements fit together, and other times, tak-

ing an actual project completely in hand from be-

ginning to end. I also, still, of course. produce stuff 

whenever I can. As you blow, I co-produced Chan-

tal [ kreviazuk] 's record with Matt Wallace, and I'm 

Management, representing Taylor, Joni Mitchell and Linda Ronstadt, 

among others. He was producing records while running the management 

company, and has worked with Diana Ross, Ringo Starr, Neil Diamond, 

Randy Newman and many more; his productions, album-wise, have gone 

gold 31 times and platinum 19. 

Asher occupies a vast suite at 

550 Madison, where his title is Senior Vice President, Sony Music En-

tertainment, a position he was appointed to in 1995. Now, we know he's 

brilliant and talented and beloved by artists and business people alike, but 

what exactly is he doing up there? HITS' own living, breathling legend 

(just ask him) Danny Fields disguised himself as a multi-platinum award, 

so as not to look conspicuous, sneaked in and tried to find out.

in the studio now with Billy Joel, doing a couple of tracks of his greatest hits al-

bum. So, it's a hard job to define because it varies from one week to the next, 

from one day to the next. 

Most recently, I conducted a Pan-European A&R meeting in London. We had 

all 62 Sony employees who work in the A&R field together under one roof for 

general strategy discussions and a lot of listening. We had some great music and 

learned a lot from each other. We're going to have one of these at least once a year. 

WHEN YOU SAY YOU PICK UP PROJECTS FROM ABROAD, DO YOU MEAN THAT 

AN ACT FROM SPAIN WILL ATTRACT YOUR ATTENTION OR DO YOU ACTIVELY 

SCOUT SONY AFFILIATES? 

There's obviously a process going on all the time whereby all these countries are 

going, "We've got a cool act!" And they do, of course. The question is, is their cool 

act one that's going to sell in the rest of Europe, in Australia, in America? Some-

times there are ways, when something is really good, it can be speeded up, assist-

ed, smoothed... like K's Choice. Labels here were already aware of K's Choice. 

Annie Roseberry, my brilliant A&R Consultant for Europe, had helped them with 

the record. Polly Anthony's a big fan of the band, but at the same time, I think it 

was helpful that I got to know the band in Belgium. I helped bring it to everyone's 

attention. The track I was convinced was a hit—"Not An Addict"—I had Mick 

Guzauslci do a rernix of it here which was great. Now it's a hit Modern Rock track... 

so it's worked. It might have happened anyway, but occasionally I do take a specif-

ic thing and champion it just to try to get everybody fired up and get it rolling. 

I'm in a position to talk to the managing directors of the other countries that I 

think something could succeed in. All kinds of things develop on an International 

level. This girl, Anna Visai, is incredibly huge in Greece and I recorded a couple of 

tracks with her in English, produced by Ric Wake. The record came out in the U.S. 

and attracted some attention and now appears to be taking off in both Australia 

(which turns out to have a substantial Greek population) and Germany. In Aus-

tralia. they're actually releasing her Greek albums, packaged with the English track. 

YOU ARE UNIQUE AND THE HISTORY OF YOUR CAREER IS UNIQUE AS WELL. 

CAN YOU THINK OF ANYBODY WHO HAS BEEN A HIT MAKER IN HIS OR HER 

OWN RIGHT WHO IS NOW IN THE EXECUTIVE SUITE? 

Muff Winwood, of course, was in a hit band, and is now running S2 Records in 

London. There are artists spread liberally throughout the business, but I do 

think I've been very lucky. Start at the beginning. When I was a philosophy ma-

jor at London University, I didn't realize I was about to become a pop star. It's 

all been one unlikely jump after another. I was two years into my philosophy de-

gree when Peter and Gordon had a #j record in America and I persuaded Lon-

don University to give me a year's leave of absence to tour America and see what 

it was like. They're still awaiting my return. 

So I, in the American phrase, dropped out to be a singer. And then, when the 

opportunity arose to produce records, I took it because I've always been interest-

ed in how records were made. I loved that idea, so I started producing records 

and from that, got involved with Apple and started working with James Taylor. 

My career's been a series of coincidences and good fortune, but in each case, when 

the opportunity's arisen, I've made that leap of faith. My management company was 

going very well when Tommy said, "You wanna come work for a record company?" 

I like Tommy very much, I like his style, he's an excellent boss to work for, because 

once he figures he's got the right person for the right job, he interferes very little. 

So when he offered me this job, it just seemed like, "Oh, here's another excellent

opportunity to jump into something that's different, more 

difficult, and more challenging." There were a lot of rules to 

learn. At my own management company, there were ten peo-

ple, and when I wanted to buy a pencil, I walked out and 

bought one. Here, you know, you have to find the right form 

to fill out before you can get a pencil. So it's another world... 

fascinating, but also very exciting and complicated. 

HOW DOES IT JIBE WITH WHAT YOU IMAGINED? 

YOU'RE A FREELANCE KINDA GUY. 

The funny part is that it has changed very little. I still feel just 

as freelance. It's so completely up to me, that there are very 

few "suit-ly" restrictions on what I do here. The kind of tasks 

that I'm facing each day are more varied, and every day is a completely different 

agenda. You know, today there were various problems I had to sort out this 

morning, then tomorrow I'm in the studio with Billy Joel and the next day I'm 

going on a trip around Europe with Bob Bowfin to have meetings with the Sony 

companies there. It's the great variation that I like. 

WHAT ABOUT THE MANAGEMENT COMPANY? IT STILL CARRIES YOUR NAME. 

Actually, I still own it. I have nothing to do with the running of it. And the name 

is changing as we speak, to PAM Management. We took my name out because it 

just seemed inappropriate for it to still be there because I don't have anything to 

do with it. I do, of course, still have something to do with James Taylor—he is on 

Sony and he is my friend. But in terms of running the company, I'm out of it. 

Ira Koslow runs the company, Cathy Kerr and Gloria Boyce are the vice presi-

dents, and it seems to be doing fine. 

IS THERE AN ADVANTAGE AT SONY FOR AN ARTIST WITH THE MANAGEMENT 

COMPANY THAT YOU STILL OWN? 

Well, yes. I'll listen to it right away. If Ira calls me up or Cathy does and says, "We 

found this great act, will you listen to it?" Do they get to jump the queue? Yes. 

Does it affect my opinion? No. To be honest? If I loved something that they just 

signed, I'd almost feel uncomfortable because I'd want somebody else to present 

it to Sony. Because that would be too weird. I'd feel odd about that. So in that 

sense, it might almost be a disadvantage. 

WHAT WAS THE ENORMOUS FAME LIKE AT SUCH A YOUNG AGE? 

It was lovely. Oh, it was great. Oh, highly recommended. I mean, we arrived at 

the New York airport and there were all these screaming girls with signs that said, 

"We love you Peter and Gordon." 

WHAT IS GORDON WALLER DOING NOW? 

He's in L.A. at the moment. He's doing OK. He's fine. He's actually getting back 

into songvaiting and stuff now, but for a while, he was not involved in the music 

business. 

WHAT WAS YOUR ORIGINAL CONNECTION WITH APPLE?

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In the beginning, I was friends with Paul [McCartney] and we 

talked about the company a lot. We'd sit around discussing the 

whole idea, so I was in on its inception. At that time, I was pro-

ducing and he asked me, "D'you want to get involved and pro-

duce some stuff?" I said, "Yeah, sure." Then later he said, "Do 

you want to be head of A&R?" So I had weekly MR meetings 

with however many Beatles chose to attend, which were actual-

ly quite wild. 

DO YOU THINK THE COMPANY BEGAN WITH GOOD INTENTIONS? 

Apple had very honorable, excellent, excellent ideas as its basis. 

But when we said to the world, "We want your ideas, come to us," 

you know, which is what we said, it became a nightmare. After all, 

it was the Beatles saying that, and we were asking for trouble. I 

mean, not only did we have a gazillion tapes every day, but you had 

a gazillion weirdos on the doorsteps all the time, and Derek Tay-

lor would try to deal with all of them, but it was unmanageable. 

WAS IT NAIVE TO THINK YOU COULD DO THINGS THAT WAY? 

Absolutely. It hadn't been thought through clearly enough. We all had this vision, 

not unjustified, particularly then, that the record companies were all really run 

by serious suits. The head of EMI was Sir Joseph Lockwood and things were very 

serious, so I think we were right about that. The idea of, "Hey, let's start a label 

that's just got people like us running it and we'll listen to everything they send 

us!"... That part was naive. 

WHAT WAS THE MOMENT WHEN YOU REALIZED YOUR CAREER AS A PER-

FORMER WAS ABOUT TO CHANGE TO THE ROLE OF RECORD PRODUCER? 

There was never a definitive moment when I realized I was gonna switch. But as 

Gordon and I started to enjoy working together a bit less and became less suc-

cessful, either simultaneously or consequently, production was something that 

my mind turned to because I knew I wanted to stay in the recording studio. 

HOW DID PRODUCING SKILLS CARRY OVER INTO MANAGEMENT? 

I think the only thing that the two functions have in common, really, is being able 

to relate to the artist. Basic intelligence is the skill you need to start everything, 

the ability to relate to people and to think things through kind of logically. 

As a manager, when I started with James [Taylor], it was really by default. We 

didn't know who else should do it. I knew there was a lot that I didn't know about 

how the business worked and in that context, Nat Weiss became very important. 

He was my best friend in New York and remains so to this day. I'd met him 

through the Beatles and Brian Epstein. And he, of course, knew how the Amer-

kan business worked. And he taught me a lot. He became James' lawyer, helped 

him make the deal. I had to learn a lot of new facts, not so much skills, but facts 

about how everything worked and how it was set up. 

WHAT PEOPLE IN THE INDUSTRY DO YOU MOST ADMIRE, LET'S SAY, OUTSIDE 

OF SONY? 

Mo Ostin, for his straight-aheadness. He was somebody I learned a lot from. 

He's tough. Y' know, it's easy to get Mo wrong because he's very soft-spoken and 

very charming and you think somehow that he's going to be a pushover, but he's 

actually not at all. I mean, when he does a negotiation, he can be hard as nails. 

But in a very dear, well-explained, sort of low-key way. Which I found much eas-

ier to understand and deal with than the sort of yelling approach. I like Lenny 

[Waronker] a lot. Ahmet [Ertegun], of course, I admire enormously, and have a 

huge affection for. I like David Geffen a lot and what he has accomplished is quite 

extraordinary. Clive, I don't know as well as I know Mo, but I like him and ad-

mire what he's done immensely. This is a sort of era, where there are still, luck-

ily, these really major figures who have shaped the record business and I think 

the record business has been lucky that they've really been, generally, you 

know, pretty good people. 

ARE YOU CONCERNED ABOUT THE EVENTUAL DISAPPEARANCE OF' 

THESE GREAT MEN? 

I worry about that. It is changing. But you know, Danny Goldberg is greet. 

He is, in his own way, capable of being just as colorful and memorable a char-

acter as any of them. It's always easy when you're old, or getting old as we all 

 -1 are, to look and say, "Oh, you know, they don't make 'em like that anymore." 

Whatever it is. But maybe they do, you know? I mean hell, we got Rick Ru-

bin for god's sake. I think he's cool. So you never know. And then there's the 

world of black music, which is a whole other thing. You want colorful? I think 

Dr. Dre is brilliant and when we look back on this scene 2c/ or 30 years later, 

everyone'll go, "Oh, you know, they don't make guys like Dr. Dre anymore." 

WHAT ARE YOU LOOKING FORWARD TO? PERSONAL? CORPORATE? CREATIVE? 

I usually don't have time to do much looking forward. 1 enjoy my work a lot, 1 

enjoy my family. Wendy and I watching our daughter grow up, she's 13 now, that 

gives you a lot to look forward to. I look forward to almost everything and long-

term, looking forwards, I've never really had, in fact, any long-term aims. Or ca-

reer goals. Because they've always sort of popped up. You know, everything that 

I've enjoyed doing wasn't usually something I'd been looking forward to... It was 

something completely unexpected. 

THE WALL OF GOLD RECORDS OUTSIDE YOUR INNER OFFICE, IT MIGHT LEAD ONE 

TO WONDER WHAT KIND OF EGO THEY WERE GOING TO ENCOUNTER INSIDE. 

Yeah, I don't put them at home. I wouldn't want to do that. But you're right, it's 

egotistical. I'm not devoid of ego. Do I like winning things? Yes. Do I like putting 

them on the wall wherever I want them? Yes. 

DO YOU REMEMBER A WIN THAT WAS PARTICULARLY THRILLING TO YOU? 

Both times 1 won Producer of the Year Grarnmys were extremely exciting; the 

second time, of course, being on television was more nerve-wracking and con-

sequently more exciting. That was the year I'd done the Linda [Ronstadt] -Aaron 

[Neville] stuff, "Don't Know Much," and the Linda "Cry Like A Rainstorm" al-

bum, and a couple of hits with Cher and 10,000 Maniacs. Because, theoretical-

ly, it's for a body of work. But I was up against Jam and Lewis, who'd done great 

things, and I was thinking they should win, so that was very exciting. 

AND THE INDUSTRY IN 1997 COMPARED TO 1965? 

Its a lot more business-like. 1 think we all know that; on the other hand, it's 

good in some ways. People are making money. I mean, back then, no artist 

made any money ever. That was like, rule one. And now they do. It's not easy. 

We don't make it that easy, but they do and that's good. I'm not thrilled by the 

fact that all the record companies are owned by huge corporations, that edicts 

come down from the parent company saying, 'You must increase profits by 

this percent this year." That's the way the world is now. I'm not crazy about 

that. But on the other hand, the companies themselves are still surprisingly 

musical and you know there's still an awful lot of talk in this building about 

music every day. So even while it's true that we are part of the huge corporate 

structure of the world today, it doesn't feel like it when you're here. It's still 

music. And thank God for that. 

PEOPLE WANT TO KNOW ABOUT YOUR SISTER JANE. 

She's got tons of stuff going on. She still acts all the time. She's a very successful 

actress. She wrote these cake books that did extremely well, so then she started a 

cake shop and that was a great success. Now you can buy Jane Asher Cakes all over 

the UK, it's like a franchise. She's sort of a big icon. She has been described as 

the Martha Stewart of England. She hates to be called that, but she's assumed that 

kind of role in the English psyche. She's a very big deal over there. 

I'll tell you a funny story. The last time I went to England, I had one of these 

free companion things they give you on British Airways if you fly all the time, so 

I asked Veronica, my assistant, to come with me to England on the Concorde. 

And she's talking to all the flight attendants in the back of the plane, where they've 

ended up in sort of this big girl confab, and one of them grabs her and goes, 

"You know who's on the plane? You know who's on the plane?" Veronica goes, 

"No, who?" "Jane Asher's brother!" And that, you know, sums it up.•

BLE WITH NE MOMMYHEADS ' ADAM COHEN 

Holln 
The Mommyheads have existed for a decade—since 
founder, guitarist and singer-songwriter Adam Cohen 
was a teen. Born and raised in New York City, Cohen 
toyed with Manhattan art-noise before moving into 
the melodic pop territory that has characterized the Mommyheads' last few re-
leases, appearing on such inclie labels as Dot Dot Dash, Dromedary, Fang and 
Simple Machines. 

Now located in S.F., the Mommyheads can handle virtually any style, from 
delicate balladry to off-kilter funk. For their eponymous major-label debut on 
DGC Records, the band—Cohen, keyboardist Mike Holt, bassist Jeff Palmer 
and drummer Dan Fisherman—worked with noted producer and rabid fan Don 
Was. The studio doyen helped the band move away from the self-conscious-
ness they'd exhibited in the past to take a looser, more emotionally direct ap-
proach to recording. The result is a record that balances craft and instrumental 
acumen with substantial depth. 

Though reminiscent at times of Paul McCartney's early solo work, as well as 
the best songwriters of the "new wave" era, the Mommyheads—who'll be on 
tour with Cake this summer—ultimately have a sweet-yet-tart sound all their 
own, as distinctive as Cohen's high, plaintive vocals. Songs like the rueful ballad 
"Jaded" (the album's opener and first single) and the sprightly "I'm in Awe" are 
just a clue to the band's way with a hook. Rockers such as "Bell Hop" and "You 
Keep On Looking Back," meanwhile, are positively danceable. Yet no amount 
of fancy footwork could rescue Cohen from an interview with HITS' own overe-
ducated, undercompensated Oxford scholar Simon "Flick Your Bic" Glickman. 

TELL ME A LITTLE ABOUT YOUR SONGWRITING PROCESS. 
There is no real process. Many times, I'll want to achieve something— 
either a lick or a lyric—and if it's not happening, I'll throw it away and 
come back to it later. And usually it's music first, lyrics second. But 
every song is a different avenue. It starts at a different place and ends 
at a different place. There's no one way that's a crutch. 
HOW DO YOU APPROACH LYRIC-WRITING? 
Everybody has a lyrical style they prefer. A lot of songs out there are 
too forward, like, "I'm a bitch, you screwed me," whatever, and some 
lyrics are very ambiguous, like, "You were green, and you were in the 
sun." I tend to be in the middle ; I might be very ambiguous in a verse and 
try to sew it up in a chorus. I'm generally a hair more on the ambiguous 
side, creating a vibe that you understand, a basic color, even if you don't 
know exactly what it is. 
SOME OF YOUR SONGS ARE NARRATIVES, BUT ARE OPEN TO ANY NUMBER 
OF INTERPRETATIONS. 
That's the middle ground: you think you have your finger on it, but it 
changes. That's where you realize it's a different thing altogether. There's 
an art to that, but it's hard to get control of it. If it's too ambiguous, it's 
going to be discarded. But it's open house; everything's free. What do you 
want? You don't like the couch? Take the chair. You already have your 
own couch? Fine. Lyrics can be like that. 
"WAKE UP IRENE" IS AN AMBIGUOUS STORY WITH CLEAR DETAILS. AND THE 
TITLE REFERENCES LEADBELLY'S "GOODNIGHT IRENE." 
That's the literal part. But it's sort of a modern-day white-trash version. 
It twists. 
THAT SONG ALSO SHOWS THE BAND'S VERSATILITY, VEERING FROM FUNK 
TO POP. 
Yes, the band can do pop and that groovy stuff really well, but we can al-
so do other things. Speed jazz! The capabilities are there, and if we don't 
know how to play something, we can learn it. It's just a matter of writing 
something that's good enough to play. We've done albums where we were 
like, "Wow, we could play anything!" And this album is a little gentler in 
that area of, hey, we're great musicians, we're a musician's band. 
THE FIRST SINGLE, "JADED," IS A BALLAD, WHICH IS NOT A CON-
VENTIONAL CHOICE. 

You're right. But it's one of the most moving songs on the record, with a 
big chorus. The attitude was, what moves you the most? Do you want a 
song that moves really fast and kicks your ass, but doesn't say much, does-
n't hit you? Then you're releasing something you think people wanna 
hear. But if there's a song that you know is moving, it's worth the gamble. 
Everything's a gamble, after all. And if they like it, the next single will be 
more lighthearted. 
HOW WAS WORKING WITH DON WAS? 
Don's a great producer, and his main asset is that he has the best attitude 
of anyone I've ever met. He could be a golf instructor, and you'd learn to 
play within seconds. He relaxes you. We can get uptight in the studio, be-
cause we put a lot of weight on what we're doing. And the essence of Don 
was to relax us and keep us focused. On a musical level, he really tries to 
get the best performance out of you, the best groove. Especially on basic 
tracks. If Don's in the room and you're playing, you're gonna get the best 
track you can get. It's something that you can't explain. In the studio, you 
can't use your brain too much. It's an emotional place. You can't explain 
how most producers get the vibe going. It's a finesse thing. When it's 
done, you say, wow, it went so fast and it's good! 
THE RECORD CERTAINLY SOUNDS WARM AND NATURAL; IT DOESN'T SMACK 
OF AN "AUSPICIOUS MAJOR-LABEL DEBUT WITH A BIG PRODUCER." 
The label didn't even want us to use a producer. They wanted us to pro-
duce ourselves. But Don wanted to be a part of it. Since we knew he was 
so easygoing and we felt so good around him, we thought, we'll produce 
the record and he'll co-produce with us. He'll bring his thing to the table, 
and we'll make sure that it's a real record, but still humble.•

PERSON WHO USES SONGS AS A WAY OF 

GETTING THINGS 111-- É 
AS A LONDONER LIVING IN LA., DO YOU FEEL MORE OF AN AFFINITY FOR THE 
BRITISH OR AMERICAN MUSIC SCENE? 
Well, when I was in Britain several years ago, I had a pretty bad experience with my 
first record deal and wanted to sort of cleanse myself of the negative. So, when Mer-
cury asked if I fancied coming to L.A. to record, I said, of course. When I came to 
America, I was a fish out of water and although that's what I wanted to be, the first 
record wasn't exactly me, in terms of the sound. With the new album, I made a lot 
of trips back to London, did a lot of the writing there and fell madly in love with the 
scene and club culture. I really dug Tricky's "Maxinquaye," the Portishead album 
and a lot of the drum 'n' bass stuff. Gary Clark, who worked on the record with me, 
was a huge influence as well.., he listens to that stuff all the time. So, without entirely 
jumping on the British bandwagon, this album does have the English music vibe 
mixed into it. 
YOU WORKED WITH SEVERAL OTHER COLLABORATORS AS WELL, DIDN'T YOU? 
I brought in Andy Scott, who produced the first record I did for Atlantic, which 
never saw the light of day, and Tony Peluso, who did the first record for Mercury. 
My husband and his production company, Doll Factory, produced one track as well, 
so it was a family affair with people who'd been there for me. I didn't want to choose 
one big-name producer... I wanted to work with the people who have been my in-
fluences, who I admire. 
HOW DID WORKING WITH SO MANY MEN IMPACT YOUR FEMALE PRESENCE? 
When I write, I use it as therapy. I'm not just interested in coming up with a tune. I 
have to have a really strong reason for writing something. The song "Breed" came 
from me ordering another prescription of the pill and thinking, "F**k this. I'm sick 
of pumping myself full of drugs. Would it really be that bad if I got pregnant?" 

Particularly if you're a career woman, you spend most of your life trying to do 
everything you can to avoid getting pregnant. When you take something like that to 
your writing partners, they can't really turn it into a cock-rock thing, because the 
ideas come from me. I really felt like I had fun with this record because of the col-
laboration. I didn't want to be heavy and serious like I was on the first record. Most 
people, on their second album, chuck everyone out of the studio and want to do 
everything themselves. I was completely the opposite. 
DID YOU TRY TO PORTRAY A VERY STRONG AND POWERFUL WOMAN ON 
THIS ALBUM? 
I don't know that it really does. On "I Want What I Want," for instance, it's actually 

LAUREN CHRISTY has the strength, self-awareness and, of course, 
sexual magnetism that make her one of the most seductive new estrogen-rockers 
around. Raised in London, but based in L.A., the Anglo-flavored, melodic guitar-
groove on this singer-songwriter's new Mercury Le "Breed," is firmly intact, mak-
ing her something of a pop-driven incarnation of RJ.

Though she draws upon distinctly female experiences, Christy has an accessi-
bility that gives her music mass appeal. The album's infectious, up-tempo

pretty insecure. It says I'm a mixed-up girl when I sing, "God knows, am I getting it 
wrong?" I thought I knew a lot more five years ago. Now I'm a bit older, and all the 
things I was so sure about when I was 19—all the things about love and what you 
should do with your life—aren't as clear. 
SO WHAT IS THE ULTIMATE MESSAGE BEING CONVEYED? 
The record's saying a whole lot of things, really. I'm a confused person who uses 
songs as a way of getting things out of my head. This record is representative of my 
life right now. I am a woman and I may be a bit sexually aggressive, but that's me. 
What I love about women today is that they can say, "God I'm really horny," but they 
don't have to have a serious relationship with a guy. 
IT SEEMS LIKE THE ROLES ARE REVERSING THESE DAYS. 
I have a lot of male friends crying to me about the fact that they slept with a woman, 
and she's not calling them, and it just makes me laugh. Ultimately, everyone just 
wants to find that one person that they can, I guess, breed with because that's the dri-
ving force in life. 
ARE YOU READY TO HAVE A BABY? 
Not right now, but it's something I would love to do. I'd like to adopt chil-
dren. I'd like to have a really big family... maybe have one or two children of 
my own and then adopt. 
DID YOU HAVE A BIG FAMILY AND A TRADITIONAL UP-BRINGING? 
I have one brother, and an older half-brother and sister from my dad's first mar-
riage. I had the idyllic childhood with mum and dad really in love. I went to board-
ing school from ten to 17 and it was a stage school, so I was there with daughters of 
multi-millionaires. I was like the poor relation, even though I was quite privileged. 
But I loved it. I was classically trained in ballet, singing, piano... It was competitive, 
though, and pitted you against each other. So it wasn't until I left school that I start-
ed to have female friends. Now, I have so many female friends who I just adore. 
WHEN YOU'RE COMPARED TO OTHER FEMALE ARIISTS, DO YOU FEEL UKE YOU'RE 
BEING THRUST BACK INTO THAT BOARDING SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT? 
Well, in a way, but I have a lot of friends who are singers and I'm totally supportive 
of them. It annoys me when I'm asked how I feel about being the new Alanis or, with 
the last record, it was Tori Amos. I refuse to get jealous. I'm pleased when someone's 
record is doing great. It's a time for women in music and there's room for every-
one. If people keep comparing me to Mania Morissette, I take that as a compliment, 
because she's great. I'm in good company.•

By touring with veteran rockers like Van Halen and Page & Plant, Our Lady Peace have become more secure and confident, proving their worth on 
the dynamic sophomore release, "Clumsy" (Columbia). A melodically winning effort that skirts grunge, techno and retro-rock trendiness, "Clum-
sy" comes armed with the wily initial single, "Superman's Dead," the riff-emblazoned "Automatic Flower," and the soaring Bowie-esque head-knock-
er "Big Dumb Rocket."

WHAT GOT YOU INTERESTED IN PLAYING MUSIC? 
I got into music originally by watching U2 do "Joshua 'Free." 1 also saw 
Sinead O'Connor play a club. And that almost brought tears to my eyes. The 

passion of artists like Stevie Wonder is something any artist should strive to 
achieve. Those experiences made me want to sing. And I had always liked cre-
at ive writing. It's easier to convey lyrics through music, because if all else fails, 
he music may make it even if the words suck. 
WHY DOES IT SEEM CANADIAN BANDS ARE MORE SECURE THAN THEIR 

AMERICAN COUNTERPARTS AT CREATING DYNAMIC POP? 
It's hard to sum up. But I think it may be Canada, or specifically Toronto, is 
much more accepting of British music than the U.S. A band like Blur is on-

ly just now starting to make a buzz in the U.S. 
HOW HAS OUR LADY PEACE GROWN MUSICALLY SINCE FORMING IN 1993? 
People seemed to really love our debut, "Naveed," which came out when we 

were alot younger. We had only played 54 shows and did just two demos. At 
that point, it was the best we could possibly do. But it was one-dimensional. 
"Clumsy" is a journey. We added more colors to each song. Every track has 

its own little dimension. We figured, if we could have eleven different enti-
ties on one record without snapping from one genre to another and make it 
,(-) one song isn't derivative of another, we'd be happy. 
DOES THE SINGLE "SUPERMAN'S DEAD" DEAL WITH BORED SOCIETY'S SICK 
OBSESSION WITH ANTI-HEROES? 
Yeah, anti-heroes are the societal norm. My dad's re-married and I have an 

eight-year-old half-brother and Superman means absolutely nothing to him. 
He's into Beavis and Butt-Head. It's as if heroics are gone. Kids don't think 
of positivity. Michael Jordan is an OK hero, but is he supposed to be a hero? 

There are a few creative ads that express this best. Instead of Joe Camel, 
there's this guy Joe Chemo on one ad and there's another with a girl puking 

her guts out hooked up to an IV that's a take-off on a Calvin Klein ad. 
They're stabs at the media and a pervasive attitude that harms society. It re-
minds me of the Smirnoff ad with a black-eyed girl that reads, "Wipe that 

smear 'noff your face." 
WHAT IS THE SONG "HELLO OSCAR" ABOUT? 

judgment calls on people. I got the title from a book I read called "Oscar," 
which was about schizophrenics and people who are judgmental and critical 
of them. Don't judge a book by its cover. I mean, you have to question every-

thing and be analytical about it. 
THERE ARE SEVERAL PLACES ON THE NEW ALBUM WHERE YOUR LYRICS 
SEEM AMBIGUOUS. 
Well, sometimes I have this fear of grandstanding or being pretentious. Some 
lyrics get twisted and others may be universal. But I leave certain windows 
open. I do talk more directly than I did on the first album. 
WHAT LESSONS DID YOU LEARN WHILE OPENING CONCERTS FOR VAN HALEN 
AND JIMMY PAGE AND ROBERT PLANT? 
When you're thrown into this business, selling a certain amount of records 
can play with your mind. Van Halen and Page and Plant gave us confirmation 
that we were doing music for all the right reasons. Plant said if we have con-
viction and stick to our guns, we'd have a chance. And you see how they are 

on-stage. They inspire themselves. You read shit about Van Halen and all the 
stories may be true, but every day before sound check Eddie had a guitar in 
hand practicing. And you could tell he loves his art. It's not about money and 

girls. But these days you have to wear two hats. You have to have good man-
agement, but also focus on making a great song. 
DO YOU FEEL MORE COMFORTABLE PLAYING LARGER VENUES NOW? 

The fact that we pulled off the songs on "Clumsy" in the studio is great. Be-
cause, as hard as we try, there are only a few moments on the album that match 
the magic of being live and feeding off the people. And since we work with 
only four instruments on-stage, we don't want to fall short live. We think it's 

great playing for a large crowd of kids. 
CANADIAN RADIO RULES ALLOW LOCAL BANDS A BETTER CHANCE 

FOR EXPOSURE. 
The state of radio in Canada is good on one hand. Some stations go deeper 
into records. We had seven songs on Canada's rock charts with the last record. 
In America, you need videos. But there aren't as many modern rock stations 
in Canada to play Toronto bands like Pluto or 53 Engines. Too many stations 

are still entrenched in Bob Seger.

MARK: The irony of it is that it took four months to make it sound 
more spontaneous and raw than the last record, which took only a cou-
ple of weeks to make. On "Creature," we tried to capture the sense of 
vitality and urgency of what we were doing. 
JEFF: The first and the last songs were recorded live, but when we tried 
to polish them, we couldn't get the same feeling we had during the take. 

It's a strange phenome-
non, but it can happen: 
Canada receives a band 
long before they are 
dangled in front of 
American consumers 
and thrown into heavy 
radio-rotation. It makes 
sense that their fellow 
citizens should have first 
dibs, but that doesn't 
change the fact that it's 
simply unfair. Moist, 
Canadian rock stars on

Aside from the 

700,000 in combined 
record sales in the 
Great White North, the 
Moist boys are legit he-
roes in Thailand, 
where singer David 
Usher's mom is from, 
and where their debut, 
"Silver," went gold as 
soon as it hit the racks. 
Moist's straight-ahead 
hybrid of guitar-rock 
and driven vocals have 

won them heaps of at-
tention, a Juno Award 
for Best New Band in 

'94 , and a Top 20 hit 
in the UK. And their 
live shows, full of over-
the-top antics, are in-
famous up North, and 
have even gotten them 
into some trouble: at 
one gig, David's jocular 
physical attack on gui-
tarist Mark Makoway 
nearly got him kicked 
out of the arena. 

On the release date 
of their second album 
and first major-label ef-
fort, "Creature" 
(Arista), the ever-con-
genial Canucks— Mark, 
bassist Jeff Pearce and 
drummer Paul Wilcox 
(David and keyboardist 
Kevin Young were busy 
spreading the word to 
other publications)— 
were kind enough to ex-
tend a few moments to 
HITS' own polyunsatu-
rated Heidi "Ho" Sher-
man, to discuss the nu-
ances of the Thai lan-
guage and what it really 
means to be moist. 

So we kept the first take. 
MARK: If it has charm, the technical imperfections don't matter. 
JEFF: We always throw lots of stuff in, whether we're live or in the studio. 
SPEAKING OF LIVE SHOWS, HOW LONG DO YOU STAY ON THE ROAD AT A TIME? 

PAUL: That's the difficulty of a band right there. To make a living, we 
have to stay on the road all the time. We just spent six months out, and 
we've pretty much made the decision that we're not going to do that 
anymore. 
MARK: It was all too crazy with the last record. We were on the road for 
nearly three years. 
DO YOU EVER DO NON-BAND STUFF? 
JEFF: We do lots of different things. You can't play music all the time, 
so it's really important to us that we set time aside for other activities to 
enrich our music. Being in a band is like being in a multi-media orga-
nization. It's not just about music anymore. You have to have web sites 
and products and artwork— there are so many media. 
MARK. I do like this life, and I think it would be very difficult to walk 
back into a day job. I'd have problems with those sorts of restrictions 
on my time and headspace. Playing in a band gives me a more free-
form schedule. 
JEFF: I could actually hang out in academia for the rest of my life. 
MOIST ISN'T THE MOST ACADEMIC OF BAND NAMES. DO YOU SOMETIMES 

HAVE THAT NOT-SO-FRESH FEELING? 

MARK: Oh, yes. What was your reaction when you heard the name? 
IT DOES SEEM LIKE A WORD THAT'S THROWN AROUND A GREAT DEAL. 

HONESTLY, IT'S KIND OF GROSS ON ITS OWN. IT HAS ALL SORTS OF ICKY 

CONNOTATIONS. IT'S ALMOST ONOMATOPOEIC. YOU KNOW WHEN YOU 

GET THAT THICK SALIVA IN YOUR MOUTH AND IT'S ALL STICKY? 

PAUL: Just as long as it's provocative and full of imagery. We've had the 
name for so long, we forget what it means.

You either like 'ern or you don't. You either say "Primus Sucks" and you really mean it, or you say it because you're a 

fan and you understand their disturbed sense of humor. Not your average, boring, mainstream, dime-a-dozen rock band, 
Primus has a unique sound that's centered around Les Claypool's thwapping bass and Zappa-esque quirky tales deliv-
ered in his dodgy vocal style. 

While pairing Primus with the likes of Big Head Todd, Toad The Wet Sprocket and hippie-turned-grunge-icon Neil 
Young on this summer's H.O.R.D.E. Festival illustrates just how distinct their shtick is, it didn't alienate the white bread 

on the opening NoCal date; in fact, the 
Phish-loving audience seemed to be dig-
ging on Primus' fisherman's blues and 
tweaking blue-collar rock.., or they were 
stoned out of their minds. 

Through two indie releases and three al-
bums on lnterscope, Primus alienated a few 
folks, but gathered many more loyal sub-
jects. With their proverbial mind spread and 
dry absurdity, Primus is setting forth with 
"Brown Album" (Interscope), a string of 
funk-laden, metal-tinged, pop-sliced curios, 
steadfastly and ardently aggressive, with 
phat, scratchy sounds and driving, pro-
pelling march-like beats (due, in part, to new 
drummer Brian "Brain" Mantia's hip-hop, 
jungle bashing). 

Seated on old couches in a Shoreline Am-
phitheater backstage room that's littered 
with deli platters, guitar cases and even a ba-
by stroller (belonging to the singer's new-
born), Les, Brain and guitarist Larry "Ler" 
LaLonde are chilling before they have to rock 
the HORDE. house. The low-key but affa-
ble Claypool is eager to talk, but finds get-
ting a word in edgewise impossible in be-
tween the non-stop chatter of HITS' metal 
matriarch Jennifer Clay "Pigeon." 

YOUR MUSIC IS NOT MAINSTREAM, YET YOUR LAST TWO 
RECORDS DEBUTED IN THE TOP TEN AND "BROWN ALBUM" 
BOWED AT #21. WHO'S BUYING ALL THE PRIMUS RECORDS? MU-
SICIANS AND RUSH FANS? 
The Rush thing has been blown up about 20 times out of pro-
portion. Rush was my favorite band when I was 16, which was 16 
years ago. 
I THINK THE COMPARISON COMES BECAUSE THEY ARE A MUSI-
CIANS' BAND, LIKE PRIMUS. 
[Laughs] Got you fooled. A lot of it was because we toured with 
them, and we used to open with a Rush song, and our old drum-
mer was way, way into them. Rush was a huge part of my youth. I 
love them for that, and because they are great guys and great play-
ers. But I could cite Tom Waits, Led Zeppelin, the Beatles, Larry 
Graham and Sly and the Family Stone as bigger influences. Also 
Public Image, Ltd. 

As far as the Primus audience being musician-based, yeah, 
there are a lot of musicians out there who listen to us, but our au-
dience is actually pretty diverse. 
"BROWN ALBUM" IS VOID OF ANY FISH STORIES. 
Writing about fishing has never been a conscious decision. My 
dad had a boat, my uncles both had boats, my grandma had a 
boat. It was a huge part of my growing up and I still go out when-
ever I can. But there were other stories to tell this time. 
YOUR STORIES ARE PRETTY ODD. DO YOU WANT PEOPLE TO UN-
DERSTAND WHAT THEY MEAN, OR DO YOU WANT THEM TO FIG-
URE IT OUT FOR THEMSELVES? 
When I was a kid, I was always attracted to songs that told some 
sort of story. I liked figuring it out for myself, or thinking I had 
figured out what it meant ; then finding out, years later, what it 
actually meant was great. So I don't mind talking about it, but I 
don't want to stifle any creativity. 

SOME OF THE SONGS ARE PRETTY EASY TO FIGURE OUT, BUT 
OTHERS TAKE SOME CREATIVE THINKING. 
There are a lot of inside jokes going on with stuff—like on 
"Shake Hands With Beef." The phrase actually came from a 
friend of ours, who like a lot of people, try and walk that line 
of being a vegetarian, but can't resist the occasional drop in-
to Taco Bell or Burger King. And when he does that, he says, 
"I'm gonna go shake hands with beef." It just stuck with me, 
but the song itself is about me, when I was a kid, riding my 
bike around town, causing mischief. 
SO IT HAS NOTHING TO DO WITH MALE GENITALS? 
No, not at all.., let's nip that one in the bud right now. 
YOU ALSO JUST DID A VIDEO FOR "OVER THE FALLS"... WHAT 
DOES "OVER THE FALLS" MEAN? 
I'm using people going over the falls in a barrel as sort of a 
metaphor for the extremes people go to for success... not neces-
sarily fame, but success on any level. 
"BROWN ALBUM" HAS AN OLD SCRATCHY SOUND TO IT, KIND OF '705. 
Brain joined the band and he said, "Dude, we got to get rid of all 
this digital stuff and go analog." So we sold off our digital stuff 
and we bought some old analog gear. 
I think, sonically, it's the most pleasant album we've made. It's 

very warm, whereas Primus had a bit of a reputation for making 
records that sound a little mid-rangey. I'm happy with my bass 
tones and I think we got some giant drum sounds on this record. 
THE VOCALS ALSO SOUND GREAT. 
That's me finally ending my spurt of puberty. 
"BROWN ALBUM" IS VERY AGGRESSIVE. IS THAT, IN PART, DUE 
TO BRIAN? 
There's a new energy with this guy in the band that never ex-
isted in however many drummers we've had over the years. 
It's his personality.•

AD. Rowntree: There are several very different individual beliefs 
within the band.

Be-
sides, there are already too many other people out there ranting 
about shit anyways. We just wanna have ourselves a bit of fun. 
Rotuntret: Man, I can't wait to get out on the road! Playing live is 
where we're happiest. Besides, we haven't really toured "prop-
erly" in a long time. 
.Andrews: We've only played, like, Ico or 15 shows since we moved 
here last year. 
Rountree: And we've only just started playing for, like, "real" 
people.

Fat's DV8/A&M Records bow, an insane mixture of pure pop 
roots and soaring hooks tempered by crunched-up metal iiffs, blis-
tering leads, head-pounding beats, hyperactive scratching: and sur-
prisingly authentic, street-wise raps, may sound nothing like Phil 
Collins. But, as the group's drummer and vocalist, A.D. Rawntree

England prides itself on being some sort of leader 
of scenes ... but that's all just bollocks! 
Rotontree: We're just lucky enough to be able to do what we love 
to do. We all have to like, and agree on, each song before we play 
it as a group, but, by having such different musical tastes, as a 
band, we tend to always enjoy whatever it is we're playing. 
.Andrews: The truth is, we haven't got one eye on the pop charts 
and one eye on, like, a metal or rap audience. We just let our

During the days I programmed, I 
was very much like a number of my 
friends.

Then it's off 
to dinner at El Charro where I get to sample some real Tucson 
atmosphere.... Monday: Up at 4:30am, check my e-mail, down-
load files & get set for a busy day of music calls & monitoring the 
Tucson market. Tim picks me up around lunch & it's off to the sta-
tion. The day is spent with air talent, music, Selector, promotions, 
marketing. Late in the day, it's a quick bite & off to the hotel for 
more monitoring as I keep an eye out for the cheerleaders.... 
Tuesday: Up early, more monitoring, e-mail, finishing my weekly 
music report & off with Tim to the station. It's another busy day as 
we have a promotions meeting, lunch with the morning show & 
another station appearance. Dinner is a quick bite at a Chicago-
style sandwich stop where I get an authentic Italian beef sandwich. 
I return to the hotel, try to find ESPN & get some sleep.... Wednes-
day: More meetings & flight to Colorado Springs. Dinner with 
KVUU PD Randy Hill & Triathalon CEO Norm Feuer, then more 
monitoring, e-mail & getting set for the next day.
