Over Kronfeld Remark

At press time, the Rev.
Jesse Jackson and PolyGram
CEO Alain Levy were meet-
ing in New York to discuss
comments made by Poly-
Gram Holding President/
COO Eric Kronfeld during
an October 17 deposition in
the Dru Hill lawsuit.

Portions of the deposition
were published in the Los
Angeles Times, which quoted
Kronfeld as saying, “If every
African American male in the
United States was disqualified
from pursuing a livelihood, in
any way, shape or form,
because of a prior criminal
record, then there would be
no, or virtually no, African
American employees in our
society or in our industry.”

Kronfeld, who later wrote
a letter of apology to Dru
Hill attorney Londell Mc-
Millan, was removed from
PolyGram's management
board five days after the
deposition. McMillan subse-

quently contacted Jackson.
Jackson wrote Levy a let-
ter and spoke with him by
telephone, and the two
arranged to meet Tuesday
(11/11). Jackson told the
Times, “Eric Kronfeld's state-
ment is insulting and 1 think
it says a lot about the envi-
ronment at PolyGram. It's
racist and offensive and it
exposes a deeper malady
within the corporation.”
According to a statement
from PolyGram, “Eric Kronfeld
made a statement with which
we strongly disagree. He apolo-
gized for that statement, and as
he explained at that time, the
statement does not reflect his
views. In his seven years as an
employee at PolyGram, there
is no evidence in word or deed
to suggest racist behavior. Not
withstanding that apology,
given the seriousness of his
statement, Alain Levy has dis-
missed him from PolyGram's
management board.”

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Jet{&Jordan are exactly that... joined at the hip, two parts of the same whole, the yin
and yang of The WORK Group. While it's easy to say Jeff does the creative imaging and
Jordan does the A&R and business, reality is a lot more complicated than that. From
their early days together at the Ie?endary &M product management department, they
have crafted a common vision of how a modern record company can be both artist-
friendly and competitive in the marketplace.

After learning the ropes from their respective mentors—Gil Friesen and Mo Ostin
while he was at Warner Bros. for Ayeroff and Jerry Moss for Harris—the pair put
that knowledge into practice when Richard Branson asked them to start Virgin U.S.
from the ground up. Starting with five employees, they built a star-studded roster that
included the Rolling Stones, Janet Jackson, Smashing Pumpkins, Lenny Kravitz,
Paula Abdul, Ben Harper and the Wallflowers.

Seven years later, the worldwide company sold for a reported billion dollars, and now Jeff & Jordan
have set about doing it again as Co-Presidents of the WORK Group, Son Music’s West Coast-based
label. With Jamiroquai and Fiona Apple taking home most of this year’s MTV Awards, and a roster of
edgy exciting new artists on deck, tew would bet against the Jeff & Jordan team making things
WORK. They excitedly talk on top of one another, often finishing each other’s sentences. Too bad they
couldn’t help out HITS’ own piece of “work,”” John Sutton “On The Dock Of The Bay’’-Smith, who
provides the occasional non-sequitur.
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WESTILL WORK FOR A'LIVING. WHEN WE STARTED VIRGIN, We™™""""""""

AFTER THREE YEARS, HOW DOES THE WORK GROUP'S POSITION COM-
PARE WITH YOUR INITIAL PROJECTIONS?

JORDAN HARRIS: We knew what not to do because of the Virgin experi-
ence, which was very, very valuable. We wanted to have a very manageable
size roster, so we have about 20 artists. Three years ago, we thought we'd
have about 25 artists.

JEFF AYEROFF: People forget that Virgin was started from scratch. This was
a little different, because The WORK Group was an existing label called
Chaos with a staff and a roster that we were allowed to pick a couple of
artists from, before having to go out and sign more. Our first signing was
Imperial Drag, the guys from Jellyfish, whom I worked with at Virgin, and
the second was Fiona Apple.

JORDAN: One of the interesting things about what we do is that it hasn't
changed philosophically from what we were taught 20 years ago at A&M,
and then at Warner Bros. We're just re-creating the product management
department we had at A&M.

JEFF: I've known some of the people that work here for 15 years. We take

our bag of tools with us and then we build on it by bringing in creatively
like-minded people. We still work for a living. When we started Virgin, we
said we didn’t want to end up just being suits.

WHAT WAS DIFFERENT ABOUT STARTING WORK AS OPPOSED TO VIRGIN?
JEFF: With WORK, it was like a collage. We had to change the head of pro-
motion, integrate the various departments in New York and go through
Sony distribution.

JORDAN: We understood that it takes three to five years to get it right, to
build the right foundation for a long-term serious record company. We
were fortunate enough to be able to cherry-pick our way through various
Sony rosters in the first year to get us started. One of the acts that | really
wanted on the label was from Sony, Jamiroquai, which became a passion of
the whole company. And Diana King had been on the soundtrack for
“Cool Runnings,” but hadn't had an album of her own out. We started with
about a dozen artists from other Sony companies, and while we were doing
that, we were signing acts to the roster in Europe and developing them. It
was very important for us to create an identity for The WORK Group by
signing artists like Fiona Apple, Jamiroquai and Diana King for their di-
versity and uniqueness.

After three years, as proud as we were of what we built at Virgin, the po-
tential here is actually greater. As an international company, the resources
that are available to us and the team that we have here have enabled us to
roll up our sleeves and take a long-term view of careers... be it Jamiroquai,
where the hard work on the last album is paying off now on this album, or
Fiona Apple. Making Fiona’s record downstairs in our studio was really a
labor of love. We spent six months marketing it before we even released it
and then a year working an album without ever going to pop radio. Now it’s
selling a million copies and really establishing the artist, not just a song.
The fact that these two artists are seen as difficult sells in this marketplace
makes the successes even more gratifying.

JEFF. Which will also help us attract other artists...

JORDAN: He segues all the time.

WHAT POTENTIAL PITFALLS HAVE YOU TRIED TO AVOID?

JEFF: I tell my artists, “We are not going to embarrass you as a record com-
pany.” One of an artist’s biggest fears is that a record company is going to

embarrass them, because they're so lame. There are times we make mis-
takes, but we try to create an honest, straight-ahead, hard-working, aes-
thetically pleasing record company that takes into account your eyes, your
ears and your heart.

HOW HAS YOUR PHILOSOPHY FIT INTO THE SONY SYSTEM?

JEFF. We are smaller than Columbia and Epic. When you walk into this
place, it’s a floor, not five floors. You can practically walk through the of-
fice in 20 minutes and meet everybody, and get an idea who's on your
team. Go into [WORK Group Head of Promotion] Burt [Baumgartner]’s
office, and this man was head of promotion for Columbia for seven years,
and worked for Sony for 17. Diarmuid Quinn, the head of marketing,
worked this system at Epic and Columbia for 15 years, Nancy Donald in the
art department, the advertising department, 20 years. We are the ghost in
the Sony machine... We come equipped, we come to work for you.
JORDAN: Sony’s goal was to have a presence on the West Coast to compete
with the Geffens, the Warners, the Interscopes and the other labels that are
based out here.

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JEFF: We see ourselves in the tradition of artist-driven companies like Bob
Krasnow's Elektra and Seymour Stein’s Sire.

HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE YOUR SPECIFIC ROLES AS CO-PRESIDENTS?
WHO DOES WHAT?

JEFF: We both sign acts, but I do all the marketing, the videos, the ads; Jor-
don basically does all the A&R. I don’t make the records. Jordan talks to the
lawyers. The ironic thing is, he was a photographer and I was the lawyer.
But I don’t talk to lawyers.

JORDAN: I went to art school, but I negotiate all the contracts and Jeff does
all the graphics and videos.

YOU'VE WORKED TOGETHER FOR SO LONG... DO YOU STILL GET ALONG?
JEFF: We're like relatives at this point.

JORDAN: We know each other so well, we can finish each other’s sentences. We
have such a similar vision about how to work with artists and people that you
can take us into separate rooms and show us a photo session, listen to a tape,
talk about something and nine times out of ten, you'll get the same result.
JEFF: Nine times out of ten, we agree. When we don't, it's very interesting.
JAMIROQUAI WAS SOMETHING QUITE DIFFERENT FOR THE AMERICAN
MARKETPLACE.

JORDAN: I felt Jamiroquai represented a whole lifestyle. I'd seen it in Eng-
land. It transcended the categorization of the American industry. It does-
n't fit neatly into any of the holes. Jeff and I went to Berlin right after we
started the company and saw Jamiroquai in front of an amazing audience
there, and now the audiences here look like that.

JEFF. We thought that this kid’s talent is as a showman, not just as a record -
maker. Given the right circumstances, he’ll be a huge star. You just have to
set out to make those circumstances. Like with Madonna, at a certain point,
it was something different.

JORDAN: Your roster has to be balanced. You need the crossover pop hits
with Diana King to be able to afford the artists who initially don’t fit into that,

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JEFF: Diana King’s record is as good as Fiona Apple’s. People just don’t
understand that yet, but they will as we go through the process. And we want
her to have the same kind of attention.

JORDAN: Diana King's a great songwriter. She has a song on the new Ce-
line Dion album. We had successful commercial reggae crossover records
when we were at Virgin, like Ziggy Marley, Maxi Priest and UB4o0.

FIONA SEEMS TO BE A TEXTBOOK EXAMPLE OF YOUR KIND OF NURTUR-
ING APPROACH.

JORDAN: When we first played the demo brought to us by her manager,
Andy Slater, she was 17. Clearly this girl had a very old soul, the most as-
tounding lyrics and vocal presence. We signed her without seeing her. We
knew we wanted Fiona Apple on this label. Andy produced a brilliant
record, a stunning debut. The live shows, everything about her... You just
know this is a very important artist.

HOW ABOUT SOME OF THE DEVELOPING ARTISTS, LIKE DAN BERN?
JORDAN: A genius.

JEFF: Dan Bern is one of our favorites here. Chuck Plotkin brought him

in, he played here in this room, and we said, "Done.” Dan is very special,
but he’s like sushi. Some people just don't get it and some people get ad-
dicted, and that’s what happened. People are getting addicted to Dan Bern.
He’s making this new record with Ani DiFranco. He’s acerbic, smarter than
shit. [ listen to his record, laugh at one song, cry at the next. There are
people who have decided Dan is not for them, and [ understand that. I'd
almost worry if everybody thought he was great.

JORDAN: Ani and Dan have toured together a lot. He’s touring 300-plus
days a year and he’s sold a lot of CDs on the road. We're lucky to have artists
like Dan and Mary Lou Lord, artists who have done a lot of the work them-
selves, and built a loyal audience that’s growing. What we do is put more
logs on the fire to help nurture that, and at the right moment, the right
song will transcend that and take them to the next level.

Jeff and I first saw Mary Lou Lord in Olympia, Washington, opening for
Bikini Kill. She had done an EP for Kill Rock Stars. Then we went and
hung out with her in the dead of winter in a subway in Cambridge where
she plays, just busking. We finally convinced her to sign with us. We've kept
her on the road, and she’s winning over everybody. She’s made a great

WHAT ABOUT ALTERNATIVE ROCK ACTS LIKE POND, WHICH TAKE TIME
TO DEVELOP?

JORDAN: Those guys are great writers and players; it was very frustrating
that this record didn’t get the recognition it deserves.

JEFF: Unfortunately, it came at a time when radio was not listening to what this
band has to offer. They have one of the best videos I've done in 20 years.
JORDAN: We had some bands get caught up in the shift of alternative radio
re-defining itself, including a great band from San Francisco named Pro-
tein, one of the best live acts we have on the roster. It was a time when ra-
dio, especially Live 105 in their hometown of San Francisco, became more
rhythm-oriented. They have a more guitar-driven sound, and just got
caught out in the timing of it. It benefited Jamiroquai that it shifted that
way, but if you believe in an artist, you stick with them.

WHAT ABOUT SOME OF YOUR OTHER DEVELOPING ACTS?

JORDAN: We have an artist from Toronto named Esthero, an 18-year-old
girl, and a guy from Minneapolis, Doc, who is her producer... like a Dave
Stewart and Annie Lennox. It’s a really wonderful record that will come out
early next year. We have an English band named Bond, three guys, and
Matthew Wilder, who produced No Doubt, is just finishing it, a black lead
singer, rock and interesting rhythm stuff going on with really great songs.
Another one we're pretty deep into is Cree Summer, which is being pro-
duced by Lenny Kravitz.

JEFF: She’s not doing what she did with her previous band. It’s a new evo-
lution for her, and Lenny is producing this record in such a great way. And
there's a band out of Chicago called the Mighty Blue Kings, a jump band,
with a kid, Ross Bon, who is a star.

JORDAN: We'll also have new records from Puff Jobnson and Heather Nova.
Ruby, not unlike Jamiroquai, started with a base of 150,000 units from tour-
ing, video airplay, press, and that record will be out early next year. They were
really at the front end of an electronic sound on the first album.

WHAT IS YOUR SIGNING PHILOSOPHY?

JORDAN: We don’t want to duplicate things we already have on the roster...
We prefer diversity. We set a very high standard. You listen to Esthero, you
hear the artist, you know there’s something unique there. Each slot on the
roster is really precious, and so we don’t do a lot of signing.

WHAT DOES THE RECORD BUSINESS HAVE T0 DO TO REGAIN ITS MOMENTUM?
JEFF: One of the problems everyone has to pay attention to is the corpo-
rate bottom line situations going on in America. It’s creating this big dis-
parity between the haves and have-nots. When you need 10% corporate
growth every year without having some sort of understanding of artistry,
then you've got a problem. Explain why Mo Ostin doesn’t run Warner
Bros. Records and that’ll tell you what’s wrong with the record industry.
JORDAN: I would say that desperation and short-term thinking has created
a lot of disposable careers and for the consumer, a lack of interest. That’s
why I think it's even more important to develop real artists, artists that can
mean something in people’s lives.

JEFF: It’s the nature of how you develop an artist. One of the things that
I've always found fascinating in my career is that everyone talks about A&R
guys, but no one talks about promotion or marketing guys. That’s a part of
the equation that is equally important, the part I have always dealt with. I
don’t think we’re developing very good marketing people. When you have
all those individual departments working at their optimum, then you have

a good record company. @

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TIME FOR THE BEATS TO GO ON WITH CRYSTAL METHOD’S KEN JORDAN AND SCOTT KIRKLAND

With American labels bandying wads of cash to anyone with a

glow stick, a synthesizer and a British accent, it is easy to forget
that you can find credible, quality electronic music, made do-
mestically. In the case of The Crystal Method, the established

roles have been reversed.

Ken Jordan and Scott Kirkland, aka the Crystal Method, were
lured from their homes in the sleepy town of Las Vegas by peo-
ple with the aforementioned speech impediment and luminescent
taste in jewelry. Unlike most people that disappear from Neva-
da, Ken and Scott have been seen alive and well on several oc-
casions recently, performing on the Electric Highway tour, col-
laborating with Filter on a cut for “The Spawn’’ soundtrack and
releasing their first full-length record, “Vegas” (City of An-
gels/Outpost). HITS’ own alien investigator with a funny accent,
Richard Winn “Lose or Draw,” took time out to probe the minds
of the Crystal Method and ended up on a long, strange trip.

‘“WE DIDN'T REALLY KNOW WHAT WE WERE DOING

UNTIL WE STARTED DOING IT.” KEN JORDAN

HOW WERE YOU FIRST CONTACTED BY THE CITY OF
ANGELES LABEL?

Scott Kirkland: Long before City Of Angeles,
[founder] Justin [King] tried to put together a cou-
ple of different labels. He had taken out an ad in Urb
looking for tapes and he kept in touch with us until
City Of Angeles got going.

The very first part of the picture was our publish-~
ing deal; we got that right after we met Justin. One
of the guys that Justin was putting together this
record company with knew [then-EMI Music A&R
executive] Robin Godfrey-Cass. We signed a kinda
weird publishing/production deal... They were go-
ing to give us money to record some I2-inchers and
see if something would happen from there. It took a
year to develop into a contract. Then Steve [Mel-
rose] and Justin at City Of Angeles, along with Pam
[Film], Keoki's booking agent, came in, took us un-
der their wing and made it possible for us to not on-
ly play L.A.—in fact we didn't play L.A. or San Diego
again for a while—but all over the country.

DID CRYSTAL METHOD START OFF AS A BAND OR A
STUDIO PROJECT ?

Scott: [ never really thought about it turning in-
to a band, because Ken was always, “I'm writing in
the studio.”

Ken Jordan: When we finished “Now Is The
Time,” we knew we wanted to work mainly on The
Crystal Method. Then, when we started playing live,
we knew this was definitely it. We didn’t really know
what we were doing until we started doing it.

WHAT WERE THE FIRST GIGS LIKE? WHAT WERE
EACH OF YOU DOING?

Scott: Drinking a lot.

Ken: We were doing what we always do—playing our
parts. And, if you're not playing a part, at least be
drinking so the next part you play will be even more

46

interesting. The first show we played was opening for
the Dust Brothers [the original name for the Chem-
ical Brothers] at a club called Shelter. That was a
good night. Michael Cook was spinning before us
and he was playing a lot of down-tempo stuff, which
set us up well.

Scott: We did a gradual build, we started off in the
90s [BPMs] and then went to 110 and on. We
thought, “We can do this.” It worked out well and we
got a good response. The next show we played was at
Metropolis... Oh man, it sucked.

Ken: We were set up right in front of this wall
of woofers.

Scott: They were moving the stage at the time, a
month before the Dust [Chemical] Brothers played
there and the kids went crazy... They were stage-div-
ing and doing all sorts of other shit, so they moved
the stage and we were in front of this wall of woofers,
which served as our monitor system. We both
thought we were getting our asses kicked... just from
the sound system.

IT'S BEEN TRADITIONALLY HARD FOR U.S. ELEC-
TRONIC MUSIC TO BREAK INTO THE RELATIVELY
“CLOSED SHOP” OF THE UK SCENE. HAVE YOU FELT
THIS RESISTANCE?

Ken: Not really. We seem to be fine because people
think of us as a band.

Scott: We had this grand idea to go out to the Trib-
al Gathering [in England]. Ken came up with this
idea to fly there to play one or two shows. I was,
“Yeah let’s try to do it,” so the publishing people
threw in and Sony finally threw in and we set up the
show with the More Protein guys, just a one-off at
their monthly club. It was cool and it worked out re-
ally well. We didn’t want to go over there and just play
some festival when you get this horrible time slot and
have no credibility, having not done the clubs. Just

that one show got us lots of press there and we got
good reviews; it set us up and then, of course, Trib-
al was postponed.

Ken: It turned out to be cool, though, because when
Tribal was canceled, everyone came to our show that
night instead.

Scott: Now we're going over there to do press; [
guess "Busy Child” was single of the week on Radio
One a couple of weeks ago, on some woman’s
lunchtime show. She got a copy of it from someone
at Sony, then called him in the morning while he was
still sleeping and said, "I'm going to make this single
of the week... I hope you don’t mind” and he was,
“No, go right ahead.”

One of the good things about going over there now
is we've got this [noted U.S. d.j./producer] Taylor
mix behind us and he just rocked that one... Our
A&R guy was like, “Get [renowned Euro remixer]
Armand Van Helden and drop a bunch of money”
and we're like, “We've got Q [Uberzone], who had
done an amazing mix and there are people here in
our own back yard with amazing talent.”

We weren't sure how much Taylor had to do with
the success of "Anomaly,” but his name’s on the
record, we thought it was an incredible track and
there’s that Skylab re-mix he did. I'd talked to him
before at a club and I was totally blown away; I asked
him, "What about re-mixing?” His whole thing was,
“I'm collecting gear and I want to learn as much
about the gear so that I can do it by myself.”

Finally, it came around that he was able to do a mix.
He was a little skeptical at first, but then he went for
it. He was over there at the time at Evolution studio
when he turned it in to our A&R guy... Two minutes
in, it was like, “This is the f**king thing.... arrrrgh-
hhh...” He was going completely mental—he rocked
that mix. @

The Cure will celebrate their 20th anniversary as a group this December. During that time, they have sold nearly 24 million records. In 1986, they released their last singles collection,
“Standing On A Beach.” This year, they put up the long-awaited follow-up, “Galore’’ (Fiction/Elektra), which covers the last decade’s worth of hits.

During their existence, the Cure have had a rotating line-up of members, the one stable in the group being much-venerated frontman Robert Smith and his Mary Quant red lipstick. The
current members include Simon Gallup, Roger 0‘Donnel, Perry Bamonte and Jason Cooper.

While Smith luxuriates in his back garden on the South Coast of England trying to fend off a mosquito attack, HITS’ own gadfly Lily “Teachings of Chairman’ Moayeri gets set for

That’s a cheerful start. It’s all the singles, so you can’t go wrong.

DIDN'T YOU HAVE ANOTHER SINGLES COLLECTION A LITTLE WHILE BACK?
Ten years ago to the day nearly. Representing the first ten years.

TEN YEARS AGO... MY LIFE JUST FLASHED BEFORE MY EYES.

How do you think I feel? Having put this one together, I could actually remem-
ber putting the last one together. When I listened back to check it all, it was like
drowning... your life flashing in front of you.

| STILL WOULDN'T MIND OWNING “STANDING ON THE BEACH.”

Don't let anything stop you. They’re companion pieces, sitting on either end of
your record collection. I had to fight really hard because I wanted this one to be
the follow-up and the record company wanted the greatest hits, kind of a full-
stop album. So [ held out to get this singles release, which is far less commercial
I'm told than having a greatest hits, but I don’t actually see it in those terms. This
record is a greatest hits anyway. If it didn’t come out now, it would never come
out. It only just fits on a single CD, 74 minutes long. I would never put out a
double-CD, so I would've ended up feeling very frustrated if it didn’t come out.
WHY DID YOU RESIST THE IDEA OF A GREATEST HITS COVERING YOUR ENTIRE
CAREER TO DATE?

For the last seven years, I've had in my mind the last record that ever comes out with
the Cure name will be called “Greatest Hits” and it will be my choice of songs. It

won't be the biggest-selling singles; it will be songs that for me define what my life’s
been like with the Cure. It will be my version of greatest hits, meaning what have
been the biggest things that have moved me in the 20 years that I've been doing it.
That will happen in two years. So it's not time for it just yet.

“STANDING ON A BEACH” WAS A VERY SUCCESSFUL RECORD.

It was our best-selling record. Up until then, people felt threatened by the Cure,
but on that album, people thought, “It's just singles, so we'll buy it."” I think the
same will probably be true of "Galore”... People will think they sort of know what
they're getting. It's ten years worth of singles... You either like it or you don't.
YOU'VE ALWAYS HAD A REVOLVING MEMBER SITUATION WITH THE CURE.
They tend to go off and do other things. [Keyboardist] Roger [O’Donnell] lived
in Canada for five years and started a business, which is completely insane as far
as I'm concerned. Same with [bassist] Simon [Gallup]... he just went off for a
really long trip around the world.

Through the history of the Cure, people have often left and come back. If

they’re in tune with what [ want to do, it’s very easy because it’s a nice environ-
ment where you can be part of a creative experience. If you don't get on with me
and what I'm doing, then you leave. I'm in touch with six out of seven ex-Cure
members that are roaming the world at the moment. Being in the group does
have an effect on people... They remember it when they leave.
| THINK PEOPLE TEND TO REMEMBER YOU FOR YOUR MAKE-UP MORE
THAN ANYTHING.
The weird thing is that people never think that I live in a world outside of
the group, where wearing make-up actually pleases people around me
whom I want to please. They think I've got some great plan in mind. From
really early on, Mary, whom I've been with for years, likes what I look like
in make-up, so why would I not wear it? I've reached a point now when
sometimes I don’t wear as much; I'm sort of more confident without it.
Before, I would never, ever go out and face anyone in any situation with-
out wearing make-up, 50 it’s almost like a defense.

[ liked upsetting people. I liked the way people reacted. It makes people feel
very insecure if you wear a lot of make-up. Although now, if I've got a three-day
stubble, I won't wear make-up because it looks seedy. As the years go by, it gets
harder and harder. I can’t be bothered to justify it to myself. I go out with it on
or not.

ARE YOU WEARING MAKE-UP NOW?
I'm wearing a bit of eye make-up. I went to the train station earlier today. I
thought I better put a bit of something on for old times’ sake. @

The Colossus of Rhodes

Time to return to planet earth with Duran Duran’s Nick Rhodes BY SCOTT WILSON

Oh, to be afforded a glimpse of the world from on high. Better yet, to view a world of your own
creation.

One of the few bands to emerge from the ‘80s unscathed, Duran Duran has the luxury of any van-
tage point they like, since they've managed, as did a scant few before them, to give popular music
a kick in the pants at just the right time to revitalize it. Or should that be a kick in the TV?

With the release of their 12th record, “Medazzaland” (Capitol), the band has come all the way
back, as superstar acts are sometimes known to do, set to reclaim all that was once theirs. Found-
ing members Nick Rhodes and Simon LeBon have been once again joined by longtime member, and
original Missing Person, Warren Cuccurullo as they showcase for the world what they've known all
along, that they are the master alchemists of our time.

The first to meld music and video in any way that mattered, they continue to combine great pop
songs with a backbeat you can dance to, in the finest tradition of, well, themselves. As terms like
electronica are batted about, Duran Duran is back to remind us where it all began, and they have

YOU SEEM TO CONTINUALLY CHALLENGE YOURSELVES.

Absolutely. Duran Duran has always been like that. It's part of our ethos to
try different things with our music, push our boundaries, experiment, and
do things other bands really don’t do.

WHICH ISN'T EXACTLY ENCOURAGED?

Most bands remake their first records again and again, but I suppose, in a way,
we regarded ourselves as one of the first real multimedia bands. We’re also our
own mini-corporation and we look after every aspect of everything. We're
starting a web-site at the moment, which is a fast-growing art form.

JUST LIKE YOU EMBRACED VIDEOS EARLY ON.

The music is still the crux of it, though. We work very hard and are our own
biggest critics, so for something to pass through all our requirements, and
actually reach the standard that we accept as being a Duran Duran record,
it’s got to be pretty good. For this album, we've probably written enough
material for three albums, so every single track deserves its space. 'm so
sick of listening to other people’s albums, where you only hear two or three
good tracks and have to skip all the rest. We really wanted to make an album
that didn’t have any filler.

DON'T ALL BANDS THINK THAT WAY? NO ONE INTENTIONALLY PUTS FILLER
ON THEIR ALBUMS.

I don’t know. I don’t think they do, but I don’t think people go to the same
lengths that we do. There are plenty of albums out there that you know
aren’t the best thing the artist is capable of. We’ve put albums out ourselves
that quite definitely included songs that aren't as strong or shouldn't have
made it onto the record, but you only see that in retrospect. I think each
album we make we get much better at not letting those ones get through.
WE'RE TALKING ABOUT A CANON OF WORK THAT SPANS TWO DECADES.
HOW HAVE YOU LASTED?

Songs. It’s as simple as that really. Every album we’ve put out, with the pos-
sible exception of “Liberty,” we’ve had a Top Ten song on. To be able to
do that over an 18-year period, you have to write good songs.

The electronica that’s happening now is a very comfortable environment
for us, because it's really an area we’ve always been in. It's where we start-
ed... electronic dance music.

ELECTRONIC MUSIC HAS BEEN GOING ON FOR YEARS.

It’s almost like it’s gone in order. It is kind of logical I suppose when you
look at how the cycle of all these things work. I grew up with glam-rock,
which was very exciting to me. Techno-rock was running alongside of Yes,
Emerson, Lake & Palmer and all those things with far too many notes in

the very best view of all.

YOU'VE MANAGED THROUGH ALL OF THE TRENDS TO KEEP A VERY REC-
OGNIZABLE SOUND.

A lot of that is Simon has a very distinctive voice, and we’ve always kept a
foot on the dance floor.

We've gone through ups and downs the same as any band that has a career
of that length, without a doubt, but I stand by all those things we did that
weren’t commercial successes. It wasn’t that we got any worse at what we
were doing, but the public wanted to try some different things, and slowly
a lot of them have come back to us.

YOU ALSO HAD THE INTEGRITY TO CONTINUE TO DO WHAT WAS RIGHT
FOR YOU.

Absolutely. We're not really a bandwagon-jumping sort of an act. With
electronica coming back, we’re now able to make some great I2-inches,
and they’ll be accepted because that kind of sound is more in vogue. Dur-
ing the grunge period, though, you wouldn’t have found us making records
that fit in with the grunge sound.

THANK GOODNESS FOR THAT.

Some great things did come out of that period, but the irony to me was that
the sound was just rock with some pretty songs. @

Saadiq spoke to HITS Sr. Editor Gary "Tire" Jackson
about "Hits" and the wonder of actually having them.

What do you feel about your place in music history?

I don't know: I haven't thought about it. I think that we
can choose to take a different route in music if we want
to, because we were so different when we came out.
People expect us to do different things all the time, and
that's what I'm mostly proud of, the achievement of
being diverse and different and doing any music we
want to do. We accomplished something through a lot of
periods in music, different changes. It changed so quick-
ly, so drastically, in ten years. A lot of people came and
went, and we've been good every time—being ourselves.

We always considered ourselves that
kind of fly, slick like he looked. We
said, "Man, if I went to school dressed
like that on the first day, my teacher
would not call me by my first name:
She would call me ‘Tony!"" So, the bet-
ter we thought we were looking, we
just added "Tonys" to it. It was a joke.
We played at a wedding reception
before we had a group—it was Tim,
D'Wayne and myself. Someone asked
“What should we call you?" We looked
at each other and said, "Tony Toni
Toné.” It had a ring to it, so when we
signed our deal, we just used it.

age seven, and hasn't stopped since. All that

experience goes into her multi-faceted debut,
featuring guest appearances by Bootsy Collins, LaKiesha Berri.
Stevie J., producer Bud'da and Phunky Mack and 2 Still of O.T.R.
(Over-The-Rhine Clique, of which D'Meka is a former member).
Outspoken and uncensored, D'Meka insists she’s all about "being
a real lady and a strong, independent black female, not leaning
on a man for support.” Given her hardcore flow in a variety of
musical settings, that's not hard to believe. D'Meka joined O.T.R.
—named for Cincinnati's Over-The-Rhine community—as a
teenager. Signed to All Net in '94, the group enjoyed some chart
success and a devoted local following; nonetheless, label head
Tyrone Hill envisioned a solo career for D'Meka and helped pave
the way for "Now..Feel Me!" "We can have unity and still be
artists,” she declares. Taking on regional rivalries in "Coast To
Coast” and recalling various struggles and losses throughout the
collection, D'Meka underscores the possibility of prevailing over
adversity. But she also reminds listeners she's not to be trifled
with on such tracks as "A Real Lady (Sometimes I'm A Bitch)" and
"Hoes Think They're Slick” and offers sultry interludes like "Dance
Wit Me.” Says the rapper, "I demand respect for myself.” Anybody
got a problem with that?

Lysette
“Youngy, Sad And Blue”

This evocative track is an appealing fusion of

progressive REB and ghostly trip-hop, over

which singer Lysette's expressive but understat-
ed vocals sound sumptuous and wise. Suggesting divas as diverse
as Diana Ross and Erykah Badu, the 2l-year-old nonetheless has
a clear style of her own. Raised in Washington, D.C., she was
parked on a piano bench long before her legs could touch the
ground. "My mother only allowed me to listen to classical and
country music,” she recalls, "so it's not like I was playing Prince
songs.” As a teen she attended the Duke Ellington School, study-
ing music and dance intensively; she was still a student there
when she met superproducer Dallas Austin, who recognized her
potential. Soon she relocated to Atlanta and began writing songs
for Brandy and other singers. "When [ got into the studio, writing
songs just came naturally,” she remembers. "Young” is only her first
foray as a recording artist; her upcoming album, "Staring At Me,”
will give a fuller idea of her range. But even by itself, the single sug-
gests a sensibility far-removed from the REB-by-numbers that has
dominated the scene, and is a tantalizing indication of Lysette’s
eclectic, very personal approach. It may not be what people have
come to associate with the soul idiom in the '90s, she admits, but
"It’s still soul music because it comes directly from my soul.”
