System, and Mr. Miller McClintoch, President of the Mutual Broad­
casting System.

These companies also agreed that music librarians shall be 
members of the American Federation of Musicians, and such music 
librarians also are exclusive of any minimum number of men agree­
ment and are to do no other work than that assigned to them as 
music librarians and are not permitted to play a musical instrument. 
Their wage scales and conditions are also left in the hands of the 
locals in whose jurisdictions stations owned and controlled by the 
companies herein mentioned are located.

In these meetings we discussed the question of our members 
handling the placing of records and transcriptions on turn tables 
in radio stations. After the conclusion of these meetings, I was 
successful in getting an agreement that the above companies, be­
ginning June 1st, 1944, would employ members of the American 
Federation of Musicians to do this work, in all radio stations owned 
and controlled by the above companies. Members so employed 
would not be included in any minimum number of men agreement 
the locals might have. Also, members doing this work would only 
do that work and nothing else and would not be permitted to play 
a musical instrument. In other words, this will be a full-time job. 
The making of wage scales and conditions for these jobs is entirely 
in the hands of the locals wherein stations owned and controlled

Dear Sir and Brother.
In view of tho misleading comments 

appearing in some of tho press reports 
pertaining to the War Labor Board Panel 
report I desire to bring to your attention 
the following:

The newspapers endeavor to leave the 
impression that the Federation has been 
defeated in the above case, and that the 
electrical transcription and record manu­
facturers have secured a great victory. 
Such are not the facts, and the impression 
is false.

In the flrst place I desire- most em­
phatically to state that a decision has not 
yet been rendered in this controversy by 
the War Labor Board. The Panel, which 
is merely a fact-finding body appointed by 
the War Labor Board, has made a report 
and recommendation to the Board. The 
recommendation reads as. follows-

“The majority of the Panel recom­
mends that the Board exercise it’ 
power to terminate the strike to 
the end that the conditions prevail­
ing on July 31st, 1942, be restored.”

Thl« is a mere recommendation which has 
to be passed upon by the full Board. It 
may be adopted, modified, or rejected by 
the Board. Also, It is customary for the 
Board -in cases of this nature to hold a 
hearing at which the parties may appear 
and argue In support of, or In opposition 
to, the Panel’s recommendations. Such 
hearing has uot yet been held.

I have every reason to believe that the 
recommendation of the Panel is without 
foundation in law. -

But contrary to the impression left by 
the press, the Panel in truth has rendered 
a report which in some respects Is a vic­
tory for the American Federation of 
Musicians:
1. The Panel Las unanimously recom­

mended to the War. Labor Board tho 
approval of the contracts entered into 
between record and transcription 
companies and the Federation provid­
ing for direct payment to the Federa- 

■ tion of a certain sum per record as and 
for an employment fund (Wc have 
ilfty-nin»' such contracts signed with 
the Federation to date.)

2. Tho Panel has approved the principle 
for which wc have fought and which 
we were successful in having included 
In the fifty-nine contracts * ntered into 
between manufacturers and the Fed­
eration to date.

3. The majority of the Panel condemns 
most vigorously the objections raised 
by employers to the principle for which 
we have fought and are fighting, and 
virtually brands the opposition argu­
ments of the employers as quibbling.

It Is true that the Panel recommends 
with respect to Columbia and Victor—the 
two companies which refused to enter 
into the same contract as «»ther companies 
have entered into with the Federation— 
that these companies should not be com­
pelled by Board order to enter Into tho 
contract as a condition of employment. 
But the Panel’s recommendation is based 
on its belief that under the present law 
the Board cannot imposo such condition 
upon an objecting employer. Thus there 
is raised a legal question which can only

(Continued from Page One) 

be determined by the full Board and by 
the courts. Our lawyers advise us that if 
the Board does have jurisdiction to settle 
what the Panel terms a strike, then the 
Panel's view of the law is erroneous and 
that the War Labor Board does have 
jurisdiction to require as a condition of 
employment that Columbia and Victor 
sign the same contract as the others have 
signed.

However, our lawyers advise that the 
Board does not have jurisdiction to make 
any order in this case directing our mem­
bers to work for Columbia or Victor, for 
the reason that our members abandoned 
employment with these companies and 
in doing so they thereby terminated the 
relationship of employer and employee. 
Thus there is no strike, and the Panel’s 
assumption that there is. is contrary to 
law and contrary to the facts in the case.

I cannot overemphasize the fact that 
we did not go before the Board asking 
Ior relief. We have not asked the Board 
to order these companies to enter into 

this contract or any other contract with 
us. All we have asked the Board to do is 
to dismiss the case. What we have said 
to these companies in the past, and what 
we continue to say to them now is—

If you wish our Federation mem­
bers to work for you, you must sign 
the same contract as the others 
have signed. Until then we do not 
desire you as our employers, nor
do we want to 
your employees, 
doned our work 
satisfied to have

be recognized as 
We have aban- 

with you and are 
it remain so. We

make no demands upon you what­
ever.”

That has been our position and still is •
our position. The Convention unani­
mously adopted tbe policy governing our 
members, which is that none of our mem­
bers will work for Columbia or Victor, or 
any other company similarly situated, in 
the making of records and transcriptions 
until the Convention orders them to work 
for those companies, or until thqre is a 
final order of the courts to that effect, or, 
in the alternative, the companies sign the 

same contract other companies have 
signed with the Federation.

I repeat, therefore, what I said at the 
outset of this letter:—there has been no 
decision or order by the War Labor Board 
in this case. The report of the Panel is 
merely a recommendation to the Board. 
The recommendation of the Panel is 
wholly inconsistent with its findings and 
activities respecting the contracts en­
tered into between the Federation and 
other companies. It would be a gross 
injustice to ourselves and to the com­
panies who have signed contracts with us 
to have them make the payments pro­
vided for in the contract, and relieve the 
two objecting companies from the neces­
sity of making similar payments. We 
cannot subscribe to such unfair competi­
tion. and we shall not do so unless com­
pelled by a final order of the Court.

In conclusion 1 desire once more to 
emphasize the following important state­
ment in the Panel’s report:

“. . . The Panel concludes, how­
ever, that such payments, under 
proper safeguards, would not be 
opposed to social policy at least in 

those Instances where members of 
the same Union, through the work 
they perform for the same em­
ployers, create the technological 
unemployment of their union 
brothers.”

in the meantime our lawyers have 
petitioned for a hearing and oral argu­
ment before the full Board. The situa­
tion remains the same as it was on 
August 1st. 1942.

You will be advised from time to time 
of the further proceedings taken in this 
matter.

Bernard F. (Barney) Schultz, conductor 
of the 128th Infantry Band in Wausau, 
Wisconsin, for 19 years and prominent in 
local and state musical circles, died on 
December 13th, 1943, following an illness 
of 15 months. Brother Schultz organized 
and conducted, the Columbia band and 
orchestra in Wausau about 1905 and be­
came conductor of the 128th Infantry 
Band in 1920, a position he held with the 
rank of warrant officer until 1939, when 
the band wae discontinued, at which time 
he retired from active service in the Na­
tional Guard with which the band was 
affiliated. Under his directorship, the 
128th Infantry hand gave hundreds of 
outdoor concerts in city parks.

Hundreds of musicians have Brother 
Schultz to thank for their sound musical 
instruction in the School of Music which 
he operated in Wausau for 40 years. He 
also compiled one of the largest music 
libraries in the vicinity. Several marches 
which Brother Schultz composed are used 
widely by bands throughout the state and 
by the University of Illinois band. Among 
his best-known marches are the "Pride of 
Wisconsin” and “The Guidon March”. He

composed the “Wausau Centennial”, for 
the hundredth anniversary of the found­
ing of the City of Wausau, which was 
celebrated in 1939. A charter member ot 
Local 480, he gave unstintingly of his 
time and effort to further the cause ot 
music in his locality and in the nation.

Brother Schultz was born on November 
20th, 1876, In New York City. He mar­
ried Alma Fllber at Marshfield on Decem­
ber 23rd, 1899, and the couple lived at 
Loyal for two years before moving to 
Wausau in 1901. Besides his widow, he 
leaves a son. Edwin B. Schultz; a 
daughter, Mrs. Grant A. Martin, and his 
mother, Mrs. Locadia Schultz.

With further reference to your letter 
of January 25th to Mr. Eastman:

I am attaching hereto Mr. Eastman’s 
statement to the press, dated February 
21st, outlining our position concerning 
conventions and urging all organizations 
which can possibly do so without detri­
ment to the war effort, to cancel their 
1944 convention.

The travel situation, as you know, is 
still critical, and we are still trying to 
avoid the Imposition of Government con­
trol on passenger travel by our campaigns 
for voluntary reduction of travel.

Copies of the attached statement are 
being sent, with a copy of the attached 
letter, to executives of all organizations 
which have thus far announced conven­
tions for 1944. The response we have al­
ready begun to receive from this appeal 
has been gratifying and we are hopeful 
that there will be an even more effective 
response than there was to our appeal 
last year.

1 hope we may hear before long that 
the American Federation of Musicians has 
again decided to cooperate with us by not 
holding u convention in 1944.

To Executives of National, State,
Regional and District Organizations: 

Director Joseph B. Eastman of the Office 
of Defense Transportation issued n pub­
lic statement today, in which he reiterated 
previous requests for the cancellation of 
conventions and similar group meetings 
because of the strain which such travel­
stimulating events impose on our war- 
burdened public transportation facilities.

In order that you may be fully in­
formed as to the impact of convention 
travel on the present transportation situa­
tion, and as to the attitude of the Office 
of Defense Transportation on this prob­
lem, I am sending you a copy of the full 
text of Mr. Eastman's statement.

I should like to emphasize one point: 
the Office of Defense Transportation can­
not undertake to assess the essentiality 
of any convention or other group meet­
ing. The decision aa to whether or not 
a convention shall be held must be made 
by the appropriate officials of each organi­
zation without the benefit of special ad­
vice from this office. Our judgment, based 
wholly on transportation considerations, 
is that all events which stimulate travel 
should be cancelled for the duration.

After reading the attached statement, 
I hope you will find it possible to initiate 
action which will add your organization 
to the list of those showing leadership in 
and full cooperation with our travel con­
servation program.

Reference i^ade to the “attached 
statement’’ in Mr. McCarthy’s let­
ter to me pertains to a statement 
made by the late Joseph B. East­
man, Director of the Office of De­
fense Transportation, wherein he 
gives several reasons why conven­
tions should be cancelled. It is a 
lengthy communication, so I am 
omitting it from this article due to 
the shortage of paper.

Dear Mr. McCarthy:

Answering your communication of 
March 2nd, 1944, I note what you have I 
to say with respect to those organizations I 
which cancelled their 1943 convention but 
refused to cancel their convention in 
1944, because many organizations did not 
cancel their convention in 1943 and are 
also scheduled to hold their convention 
in 1944.

The officers of the American Federation 
of Musicians find themselves in the same 
position. We did our patriotic duty—we 
cancelled our convention in 1943 for the 
first time in forty-seven years and we 
were glad to do so. But our members 
know that there were a number of other 
conventions held which had nothing to 
do with the war effort. It is claimed that 
we are a war industry because music is 
essential to civilian morale as well as the 
morale of the members of our Armed 
Forces.

May I direct your attention to the fact 
that the number of delegates attending 
a convention of the American Federation 
of Musicians is mighty small in compari­
son with the number of delegates attend­
ing conventions of organizations which 
are not essential to the war effort.

I appreciate that it may be argued that 
because someone else is doing something 
that is not right, it does not justify our 
doing something that is not right, but I 
desire to emphasize the fact that the 
American Federation of Musicians is not 
committing any wrong in holding its 
forthcoming convention. The American 
Federation of Musicians has a tremen­
dous amount of important business to be 
transacted by our next convention which 
is to be held in Chicago in June of this 
year. It was imperative for us to arrange 
for this convention and such arrange­
ments have been completed and con­
tracted for and it is absolutely necessary 
that we go through with our plans.

I assure you that the members of the 
American Federation of Musicians are as 
patriotic as any other group of Americans 
in this country. You can readily appre­
ciate that it was not an easy matter to 
cancel last year’s convention after forty­
seven years of continuous annual conven­
tions.

In your letter of January 31st you state 
that you infer the questions raised in my 
letter to you were an outgrowth of our 
consideration of cancellation of the 1944 
convention of the American Federation 
of Musicians. That was not the purpose 
of my letter, as we had already made ar­
rangements and contracted for our con­
vention at the Stevens Hotel in Chicago 
when I sent you that communication. My 
purpose was to obtain information re­
specting the number of conventions held 
in 1943, which information you graciously 
furnished me.

The National Association of Broadcast­
ers had it convention in 1943 in Chicago 
.and most of the convention time was dedi­
cated to “knocking” and “rapping” the 
American Federation of Musicians and 
myself personally concerning our canned 
music controversy. These are the people 
who call themselves patriotic Americans.

While the American Federation of Mu­
sicians was in the middle of one of tbe 
most terrific battles of any labor union 
in the history of the labor movement, we 
were patriotic enough to cancel our 1943 
convention. Remember, this was done at 
a time when the officers of the American 
Federation of Musicians needed very 
badly the counsel of the delegates who 
attend our convention, but we saw to it 
that the Government came first.

Tbe National Association of Broadcast­
ers will again hold a convention in 1944, as 
will many other organizations which had

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The War Profiteer Re-emerges

THE press, in trying to divert the public’s «attention 
from labor’s unexcelled achievements in this war, 
never ceases to underline the few errors it commits 

even while it passes over with scarcely a comment the far 
more drastic deflections of the employer class. So far it 
has been our editorial intent, as protagonist first and fore­
most of the national war effort, to belittle neither side but 
rather, overlooking some even serious lapses, to spur each 
on to maximum endeavor. However, so insistent, so 
unfair, have been the press’s attacks that it has clearly 
become our duty to balance the scurrilous propaganda 
with some sound logic and some hard facts.

The employer group itself is behind this campaign of 
abuse, having put it in motion in order that its own evils 
might pass unnoticed. That these are of such calibre as 
to be little short of appalling the following figures (set 
forth-by the Truman Senate Committee Investigating the 
National Defense Program) reveal. For instance, the 
heads of industries arc making profits in some cases greater 
by several 1000 per cent than before the war. Of the 100 
companies getting 70 per cent of the war contracts, only 
nine were innocent of excess profits in 1942. Following 
arc only a few of the lush totals profiteering industries 
have been garnering:

Incidentally, the Budd Company complained because 
the Navy insisted on renegotiating its profits down to 
$3,796,000 even though this latter figure was ten times 
its average profit before the war.

Now let but a single worker in any one of these 
plants fail to show up some “blue Monday and the 
entire Associated Press will have the hounds of publicity 
at his heels, while, in the self-same issues of the papers, 
they will pass over with scant mention or no mention at 
all glaring employer evils.

A still worse abuse, one recently uncovered by the 
House Military Affairs Committee, is the labor broker 
racket, that is, the hiring by engineering firms of skilled 
men at moderate wages, then the “leasing of these same 
men to various concerns for extremely high fees. An 
instance was unearthed in which an engineering firm 
hired engineers at a wage of $1.60 per hour and then 
turned around and leased them to other concerns at 
$12.00 jxr hour. A certain firm in St. Louis made a 
profit of $440,000 by thus hiring engineers, then rehiring 
them at a wage $24.00 a day higher than that which the 

• employees were receiving. Such practices, medieval in 
their suggestions of peonage, are every whit as unpa­
triotic a* managing a black market in meats and far

more unethical since, in this case, human beings «ire the 
exploited stock -in-tradc.

Still more horrifying is the fact that some actually 
inferior war materials arc being manufactured simply 
because somebody with an eye to his own profit has been 
able to persuade United States procurement officials to 
reject the superior products. Behind the tragic announce­
ment of eight paratroopers being drowned “incident to 
a training and flight jump” in West Palm Beach, Florida, 
and the Unite*! States airmen’s common remark, “With 
our equipment we haven t a Chinaman’s chance over 
water’’, lie the shocking fact that our factories arc manu­
facturing a cumbersome parachute harness—with the 
patent for the safer British type available to the United 
States Army at any time—merely in order lo protect 
industrial interests in the United States. Here is matter 
for a national scandal of the first degree.

In spite of their enormity, we would not waste a 
single line in pointing out these evils at a time when 
positive effort, not negative criticism, is patently in order, 
were it not for the press’s persistent effort to blacken the 
reputation of labor. The utter baselessness of the attack 
is proved by the Truman Committee’s report, already 
cited, which has this to say of labor’s part in the war: 
“Our workers engaged in manufacturing, mining and 
agriculture contributed nearly 45 per cent more man-days 
of work in 1943 than in 1939, despite the fact that more 
than 10,000,000 men were withdrawn from the labor 
|xx>! for the armed forces. In manufacturing alone, our 
workmen contributed 89.6 per cent more man-days in 
1943 than in 1939. This astounding performance exceeds 
anything of its kind ever achieved in the history of the 
world. The results obtained are the best answer to the 
critics on the home front. They do not indicate perfec­
tion, but they do evidence accomplishment of a high 
order. All Americans who have participated can be 
justly proud, because the success is due to the accumu­
lated efforts of the millions of people who have done 
their share rather than to any miraculous planning of a 
few experts at the top.”

It is time the public’s eyes were opened to the fact 
that the real culprit, the real “saboteur” in the war effort, 
is not the worker who is at this very time surpassing all 
known records of production, but rather the smug man­
ager who is quietly salting away a fortune, secure in the 
sense that the public’s critical ammunition, unfairly spent 
on the target of labor, will never be directed to a search­
ing out of his own devious practices.

Whence This Success?

WE have seen and heard the operetta, “Oklahoma”, 
and are herewith presenting our impressions. 
Like all great things, it is simplicity itself: the 

setting is a farm in the pioneer west; the scenery is vivid 
as sunlight; the songs are natural and good; the acting 
and singing are straightforward; all these features are 
coordinated with an ease and finesse which give that sense 
of completeness essential to great art.

However, these indisputable merits, we felt, arc not 
singly nor as ii whole the explanation of the musical’s 
success. Any number of other capable musicals combine 
like assets. What is it, then, that makes this play out­
standing, gives it that extra touch, edges it into the realm 
of genius? As the evening progressed we came to the 
realization that the essence, the nucleus, of this spectacle 
is—the orchestra. Not that there is any blare, obtrusive­
ness or underlining. On the contrary the orchestra's con­
tribution is probably unapparent to those who ore aware 
only of the general effect. Still, impeccable in its por­
trayal of mood and color, it has the characteristic of pro­
viding the perfect accentuation of every mood presented 
on the stage. Serving this end is the large string section 
which accounts for the subtler means of portrayal. The 
harp makes possible the tonal inter-threading of the most 
delicate moods. Here, in this 29-piece orchestra, lies the 
secret of the musical’s success, the reason for its nightly 
sold-out houses, the explanation of the six, eight, ten 
months’ advance sale.

A matter, this, for rumination by anyone seeking to 
define the essentials of a Broadway success.

If Your Copy Arrives Late

THE paper for the International Musician—as for 
other periodicals—has for some time been “ra­
tioned” by the government, but the situation has 

lately become acute. For instance, the paper is shipped 
monthly to Newark from Wisconsin. The consignment 
for the March issue did not leave the Wisconsin factory 
until March 2nd. Luckily we had on hand enough for 
a little over half an issue, and proceeded to run the maga- 
•zine off. However, on Wednesday, March 15th, we had 

! to stop the presses, since the paper, although it had 
arrived in Newark, could not be delivered to us at once.
It had been literally “side-tracked”, the railroads sub­
ordinating al! civilian needs to the handling of supplies 
for the government We received it a few days later and 
were then able to complete the printing of the March 
issue.

Toward That Fair New World

MUCH was made, in the recent report of the 
National War Labor Board panel, of the present 
relatively low jKrcentagc of unemployed musi­

cians. True, since unemployment is practically non­
existent in a modern warring nation, musicians, if they 
are not employed at their own craft, are of course helping 
the war effort through any one of a number of channels. 
This is to Ik expected of .my group which is Ixith alert 
and patriotic.

However, in line with governmental, industrial and 
social trends, the A. F. of M. is trying to plot a work­
able program for jxist-war America, when an entirely 
different situation will confront musicians as a body. 
Hundreds released from rhe Service and thousands dis­
charged from war plants will desire—now that their 
duties in both these fields are definitely at an end—to 
resume the duties of their pre-war profession. They will 
be clamoring to enter orchestras, to get radio jobs, to play 
for dances. That they should ht allowed to gain a live­
lihood along the line of their hardly-won skills goes 
without saying

'I he recording situation therefore must lie dealt with, 
if it is to be fairly dealt with, with post-war America in 
mind.

Rights—Human and Inhuman

IN order to understand the crux of the recording con­
flict, we have to get back to that fundamental ques­
tion, “Of all his attributes and all his possessions, just 

what essentially is Man?” Man is of course first his blood 
and bones and flesh—the dress, so to speak, that mortality 
clothes him in. He is the thoughts that stream through 
his consciousness, the hopes that stir in his breast He is 
the skill of his fingers, the strength of his muscles, the 
swiftness of his feet, the discernment of his eyes and ears. 
These are Man. But man has been able to create certain 
projections of himself. First it was the stick he picked 
up to knock fruit from a tree; then it was a flint to strike 
fire, a horse to ride, a house to shelter him, land to grow 
his grain. These amplifications of himself, his “prop­
erty”, sometimes brought him grief rather than good, but 
all in all they served their purpose of extending his 
personality.

Throughout the ages, enlightened governments have 
recognized that the man as an individual—his body, 
mind, abilities, ideals—are more important, more worthy 
of protection, than all these multifarious accretions, the 
loss of which, though they may momentarily inconveni­
ence him, do not assault him at the very core of his exist­
ence. As a case in point, that a man keep his health has 
been conceded of more importance th.in that he keep his 
bank account; that he keep his “good name” more impor­
tant than that he keep his “purse”.

Despotic governments, however, to serve their own 
selfish ends, have often taken the opposite stand. In the 
Middle Ages the Lord of the Castle would force his 
vassal to sweat fourteen, fifteen, sixteen hours a day at 
the grinding mill so that he himself might have more 
grain. Sometimes the vassal fell over dead in the act of 
grinding. Never inind! Find another vassal to take his 
place. The Lord’s granary must be filled. Property rights 
transcended human rights.

In our present “enlightened” age the two concepts 
are still in conflict. Despite the fact that the “rights of 
man” «are democracy’s keynote, there is constantly the 
emergence of the old “property-right-over-human-right” 
concept. The recording controversy is a case in point.

The Senate Investigation Committee blandly stated, 
“We are concerned at the fact of small radio stations 
going out of business, as they will if they cannot get free 
music”. But, when the question of musicians comes up, 
the Committee just as blandly states, “If the musician 
cannot find work in his own field, let him get it else­
where.” In short, in the same breath that the Com­
mittee airily dismisses the human being—with his accu­
mulated skills, his especial talents—as having no right 
of continuance, it insists that this very right lie accorded 
the radio station which is no more than a projection of 
some investor, a materialization, as it were, of someone’s 
bank account. Human beings themselves—thousands nf 
them—who, in providing music gratis find their very 
muscles and nerves and skills unrequited, hence ren­
dered, through starvation if in no other way, useless and 
inert, are not to be considered over this collection of 
microphones, amplifiers, sound-proofed rooms Thus is 
the Board turning the old trick of the medieval prince, 
telling the vassals to “go hang” as long as the granaries 
of Business are kept filled. Were the Board to decide the 
fate of a poverty-stricken Mozart or a destitute Schubert, 
who also enriched our world and received only penury 
and early death therefor, we can imagine them coming 
out with «1 similar crisp, “Music must be dispensed free. 
If these musicians cannot live by their music, let them 
lay bricks or drive nails.”

Here lies the root of the conflict. Which is it better 
to lose, monetary investment, or human investment? 
The Board is concerned “at die fact of the small radio 
station going out of business”. The American Federa­
tion of Musicians is concerned al the human being losing

Announcement is made that George A.

Hope springs eternal in the Army band­

Lionel Hampton
Lionel Hampton and his great orchestra 

joined with other bands this past month 
in making n brother band leader's song a 

LIONEL HAMPTON

smash hit The Hampton aggregation was 
instrumental in sending Duke Ellington’s 
“Do Nothin’ Till You Hear from 
Me”, published by Robbins, to 
the top of the hit-song pile.

Organized in September, 1940, 
Lionel Hampton's all-Negro band 
in less than a year scored a sen­
sation at the popular Casa Ma­
nana, Los Angeles; broke all 
records at the Beacon Theatre. 
Vancouver; set a new high for 
colored orchestras at the Or­
pheum Theatre, Los Angeles, 
and shattered all records for ail 
orchestras at the Grand Terrace. 
Chicago night spot. With that 
beginning, the Hampton band 
has gone on to achieve fame as 
one of the most popular orches­
tras in the country. Lionel him­
self plays vibraharp most of the 
time, relieves tbe drummer occa­
sionally, and at other times takes 
over the piano for one of hls 
famous two-Anger piano solos.

When hr organized bis band. 
Lionel was a definite “name”, 
having been starred for four 
years with the Benny Goodman 
orchestra. Lionel’s career began 
at the drums with Paul Howard’s 
Quality Serenaders, a popular 
West Coast band. Later Lionel 
joined Louis Armstrong during 
the latter’s coast engagement at 
the Los Angeles Cotton Club. At 
one of the Armstrong recording 
dates, Lionel was attracted to a 
vibraharp in the studio. Shortly 
thereafter. Armstrong* heard him 
play it and used Hampton on this 
instrument in the recording of 
“Memories of You".

An interesting feature of the 
Hampton band ia Lionel's two- 
finger pianlstlcs. It was at a 
Goodman recording session that 
Lionel attempted to illustrate a 
riff on a piano with one finger.

He played it as he would a vibraharp, but 
used his index Anger as a hammer with 
which to strike the keys. The result in­
trigued Benny, who suggested that Lionel 
try it with both hands. It soon became a 
sensation.

The Modern Trombonist
“The Modern Trombonist”, by Tommy 

Dorsey, edited by F. Henri Klickmann 
and published by the Embassy Music Cor­
poration, 1619 Broadway, New York, is an 
extremely comprehensive method, com­
plete in every detail. It takes the student 
from the very beginning of trombone 
instruction, step by step, through a syste­
matic course of lessons, up to and includ­
ing dilficult technical studies for the 
advanced player. In preparing this book 
for publicatiou special consideration was 
given to the text; every detail, no matter 
how small, is explained in simple, under­
standable language, so that the student 
may grasp the meaning of each phrase. 
All of the illustrations accompanying the 
text in the beginning of the book were 
posed by Tommy Dorsey himself, and 
each picture is an accurate representation 
of exactly what he intended to portray.

Tommy Dorsey’s style and musicianship 
can, undoubtedly, be attributed to the 
enormous amount of time and thought he 
has devoted to the studies in this book. 
It is therefore reasonable to conclude that 
any equally conscientious student can 
hope to carve a niche for himself in the 
music profession by stringently following 
the advice and suggestions given here by 
so eminent an authority.

Publishers' Notes
“God of Battles”, just released by Rob­

bins Music Corporation, was sung by the 
composer, Peter De Rose, on March 2nd 
when he appeared at the regular Thurs­
day night show at Camp Meade, Mary­
land.

Watch Those Instruments!
It has been brought to onr attention 

from various sources that theft of musical 
instruments has of late reached alarming 
proportions. This is particularly unfor­
tunate since, although such instruments 
are usually covered by insurance, this is 
of little avail since they are at present 
practically irreplaceable. We strongly 
urge our members to keep their instru­
ments in a safe place, and, whenever pos­
sible, directly uhder their observation.
