bearing their names that were
not authorized by them, for
which they haven’t received
royalties and on which they
are represented by only two or
three songs.

Lefkowitz mentioned two
bills currently before the state
legislature that call for pro-
hibition of copying of records,
require listing of address and
name of manufacturer and re-
strict use of the word “stereo”
except where it actually ap-
plies.

Attorney General Assistants
Barnett Levy and Stephen Min-
dell had previously questioned
other artists whose testimony
was also presented at the hear-
ing. They included Sammy Davis,
Jonah Jones, Erroll Garner, the
McGuire Sisters, Steve Law-
rence, Xavier Cugat, Henry
Mancini and Connie Francis.

Lefkowitz expects shortly to
appoint a committee of trade
personalities to help him de-
termine further steps to take in
his attack on deceitful record
practices.

During January 1966, Epic
and Okeh Records achieved an
impressive 239 sales increase
over the corresponding period
last year, according to an an-
nouncement by Victor Linn, Di-
rector of Administration for
the labels. The January, 1966,
sales exceeded by 469 the fore-
casted sales estimate for that
per:iod.

Singles sales contributed
overwhelmingly to the label’s
success in January. The sale of
single records was over 200%
higher in January 1966 than in
January 1965. Best-selling sin-
gle records in January included
the Dave Clark Five’s perform-
ance “At the Scene,” “The Men
in My Little Girl’'s Life” by
Mike Douglas and “Satin Pil-
lows” by Bobby Vinton.

Enzo Stuarti, Charlie Walker,
the Staple Singers and the
Yardbirds also contributed sig-
nificantly to the label’s sales
success in January. Walter
Jackon and Ted Taylor led the
major Okeh sales contributions.

The Beethoven Nine Sym-
phonies with George Szell con-
ducting the Cleveland Orchestra
became the all-time best-selling
classical album set in Epic’s
history.

In addition, the Epic DeVille
Run, the label’s six-month sales
incentive program which began
Jan. 1, has received tremendous
response from distributor per-
sonnel. Intensive promotion,
merchandising and advertising
campaigns are underway to
stimulate further distributors’
sales to dealers.

Jazz Sees Daylight

On Monday, Feb. 21, the
long-awaited jazz operation of
WLIB/FM hit the air. For the
first time, New Yorkers have
an opportunity to hear jazz
during the daylight hours, on a
full station basis.

For the past few years, the
brilliant articulations and
tasteful programming of jazz
pianist Billy Taylor have been
heard on his AM show. The
success of Billy’s programming
and its appeal to sponsors and
listeners was certainly a fac-
tor in management’s willing-
ness to reach into that vast, al-
most virginal audience of music
lovers and offer jazz in day-
light hours on an extended
basis.

Billy will supervise the over-
all programming in addition to
being on the air from 4-7:30
PM. This writer is delighted to
have the opportunity to pilot
the 7:30 till 11 segment.

Our enthusiasm for the new
operation is not based on what-
ever our ‘“contribution may
be.” It is because New York
needs a full time jazz station.
In other areas, we have seen
successful operations program-
ming jazz and are aware that
exposure of the jazz product is
one of the glaring weaknesses
in the failure of jazz to reach
a much larger audience.

And it always seems strange
to this writer that jazz pro-
gramming seems to take on an
entirely different concept when
management finally decides to
expose jazz.

Qur years of experience have
revealed two generally accept-
ed and pet theories of manage-
ment. One is that all jazz must
be played at night (after mid-
night). The second is be sure
to play jazz that is not too far
out.

Why jazz only after mid-
night? The experts (self ap-
pointed, who know little differ-
ence between Miles Davis and
Al Hirt) say, “There is no au-
dience.”

What is not too far out has
never been clearly defined.
What they actually mean is,
“Be sure to play jazz he re-
members from the days of
Benny Goodman’s successful
Paramount theater concerts in
1938.” Of course, he since has
become modern, allowing his
taste to progress to accepting
George Shearing and his mood
albums.

In reviewing the jazz picture

throughout the country, we
have seen significant break-
throughs, such as WAAF in

Chicago, operating a full-time
jazz format with such knowing
jocks as Daddy O’ Daylie and
Norm Spaulding. Out on the
coast KBCA has become a jazz
giant and a most significant
station for the (believe it or
not) the breaking of jazz rec-
ords. In Philadelphia, Sid
Marks’ supervision and his own
show on WHAT/FM, has seen
that station become a powerful
24-hour operation taking in all
of the Delaware Valley area.

These stations have proven
that there is an audience and
one that will listen to jazz in
daylight hours. And-—they un-
derstand that no one radio sta-
tion can be all things to all
people. The audience contains
varied tastes.

A successful station can
carve out a significant share if
it determines what part of the
audience to go after and sell
them.

It also is proven that jazz
can be sold to agencies as ve-
hicles for reaching potential
customers. And jazz programs
can be of importance to record
companies, since it can benefit
them as far as product ex-
posure.

In New York, WLIB/FM will
eventually move to around the
clock operation. The intent is
to develop a total station sound
and to make its programming
entertaining and appealing.
Tom Tracy, an experienced and
knowledgeable music director
formerly with WNEW, will
work closely with Billy. And
the news does not become a rip
and run 30 second capsule. The
news will be treated in an in-
depth manner and using one of

the news department’s top
flight newscasters, Ed Wil-
liams.

There will be a jazz hall of
fame. Interesting bios in short
—two minute segments—will
be aired to inform fans of the
humaneness of jazz artists and
where he is today.

WLIB has become a most wel-
come station in the New York
market and will eventually
emerge as a powerful jazz sta-
tion ... one to proudly take its
place alongside its AM coun-
terpart.

Busy Ed Ames Feels Music
Biz Today is ‘Too Rigid’

One of the most versatile
performers to emerge from the
world of records is Ed Ames,
who has covered practically
every field of the entertain-
ment business since his days
with the famed Ames Brothers
vocal group.

Ames has just finished his
role as the leading man in the
Valley Music Theater’s pro-
duction of “Carnival” with many
of the original Broadway cast.
The theater is his first love and
he was happy repeating his role
in the musical even though it
meant doubling between his
regular starring role on NBC-
TV’s “Daniel Boone” series and
his nightly stint on the stage.

The Ames Brothers were still
turning out hit records when
they amicably decided to dis-
solve the group, with Ed the
only member of the family who
decided to stay in show busi-
ness.

Others Donny is playing: the J. W. King “I Don’t Have
to Worry,” Skyscraper; Dee Dee Sharp, Cameo; Roy Sharpe,
Atco; Curtis Griffin, Jewel; “Only Time Will Tell,” Etta James,
Cadet, getting heavy play; “Chain Reaction,” Spellbinders,

Jerry sez the new Drifters is going to be out of sight.

Lucky Cordell, P.D. of WVON, devised a new dance and
Satellite put out a record on it called, “Mister Luckee,” Monk
Higgins. Lucky went on “Real Humdinger,” J. J. Barnes (which
is a smash in Detroit and a pick with Ken Hawkins in Cleve-
land) and the “I'm So Afraid” side of Jay W. King on Sky-
scraper.

Money Music

Jerry Wexler feels that some of his product gets a raw deal. It
appears that Wilson Pickett, Otis Redding and Joe Tex have to
prove themselves all over again every time out. There is no rea-
son why a contemporary music station shouldn’t play a song like
“Sweet Woman Like You” or “I’ve Been Loving You Too Long
To Stop Loving You Now” during school hours for their adults
just as well as playing Dean Martin or “I’'m So Lonesome I Could
Cry” by B. J. Thomas or Al Martino. The only difference between
and among these records is the form of the musical presentation.

“Listen People,” Herman’s Hermits, is not only big over the air,
but it is a solid request item at the record hops . .. The B. J.
Thomas like the Barry Sadler like the Dean Martin like the Simon
& Garfunkel like the Johnny Cash (“The One On the Right”) are
the most important records on any pop station’s play-list. This is
because they cross all lines, and are not only very popular with
the adults, but are more than acceptable to the young adults and
even the kids. Playing records like this will give you at least
second place on your ratings with the 18 to 30 age group and at
least third with the over 30 age group, and that’s all you need to
keep the time buyers happy and buying.

The Lovin’ Spoonful is an absolute giant . . . I want to thank
Walt Maguire for his early and very valid tip on “The Rains
Came,” Sir Douglas 5, which is coming through like a champ . . .
Now that Rud (“Double Sinceres”) Regan is back in California,
play on “Dedication Song” has greatly increased out there . . .
“Walking My Cat,” Norma Tanega, is a big winner for Crewe,
Inc., and Larry Uttal . . . “Woman,” Peter & Gordon, is home,
and this added to “Time Won't Let Me,” Outsiders, plus the
Beatles and Al Martino and the new Beach Boys makes Capitol
Records a company that has to be taken seriously . .. The big
companies get bigger as “Lullaby Of Love,” Poppies, comes in for
Epic and “It’s Too Late,” Bobby Goldsboro, comes in for U.A.

Looking Good, Too

“Secret Agent Man,” Ventures, looks good for Bob Skaff . . .
“Public Execution,” Mouse, looks more and more interesting . . .
“Follow Me,” Lyme & Cybelle, is coming in strong from L.A. In
my opinion, the one place today to start a pop record is KRLA,
L.A. This is where it’s all happening. My congratulations to Dick
Moreland, Music Director, who is one of the sharpest, hit-pickin’
ears I have ever seen. Every time Dick goes on a new record by
an unknown artist, he turns out to be right. My thanx to Pete
Garris for alerting me to watch Dick Moreland. KRLA made the
B. J. Thomas after Houston (Buddy Covington of KNUZ and
Chuck Dunaway of KILT) proved it was a smash. KNUZ just went
on Russ Regan’s “Uncle John,” Dick Jensen, Loma, which is al-
ready cooking in New Orleans and at WEAM, Washington . . .
“I Confess,” New Colony 6, is finally spreading to the West and
East Coasts from Chicago. . . . “Magic Town,” Vogues, is looking
big . . . “Juanita Banana,” Peels, is spreading from Miami . . .
So is “Dirty Water,” Standells, on Tower which started in Or-
lando, went to Miami and is now on WEAM and should pop in
Baltimore and Washington . . . The Animals seem to be into an-
other thing.

Regional Roundup

Jerry Wexler is coming up smelling like roses as he picks up
still another monster master, this time from Chicago, “Gloria,”
Shadows of Night, Atco. The record has sold 20,000 there, and
was produced by Dunwich Productions in which George Badonsky
the Atlantic mid-West merchandising rep is a principal. This was
one of Jerry’s biggest weeks.

And remember, R&B is “The Land of No Returns.” Not a record
comes back on a Wilson Pickett, etc., hit. Some hot new produc-
tion deals are coming into Atlantic with “winners.” . . . “Dear
Lover,” Mary Wells, definitely has a future and is quietly over
100,000 . . . “Keep on Running,” Spencer Davis, is selling in Cali-
fornia . . .

Big Record

NEW YORK —Independent
production as part and parcel
of personal management is be-
ing tested via the association
of long-time A & R man Jack
Lewis (RCA Victor, United Ar-
tists, Colpix) and vet talent
director Monte Kay (once head
of UA Records).

Tradesters who have watched
the unbelievable growth over
the last few years of independ-
ent production, first via indi-
vidual producers, then whole
production companies and late-
ly as subsidiaries of music pub-
lishing firms, feel that Kay and
Lewis may be creating a new
direction for independent pro-
ducers.

The fact that Kay and Lewis
have already wrapped up four
deals with more in negotiation
indicates that diskeries are in-
clined to agree.

Busy A & R Men

The thesis, as outlined by
Lewis and Kay, is simple. The
proliferation of artists has cre-
ated a situation in which it is
virtually impossible for A & R
men to spend a great deal of
time with everyone signed to
the label regardless of their
relative importance in terms of
sales and sales potential. This,
plus the inability of any A & R
staff to be large enough and
free enough to stay on top of
every swing in the constantly
changing kaleidoscope of teen
tastes, has been the impetus
behind the growth of independ-
ent production.

The duo has now carried this
a step further. The best an-
swer, they say, is for the per-
sonal manager, who knows the
artist, his needs, personality,
potential, audience, strength
and weaknesses better than
anyone else, to move into pro-
duction working in close con-
junction with the label’s A & R
staff.

To date, MGM, Atlantic and
Reprise have all indicated their
agreement in the most direct
manner possible. Kay and
Lewis are producing, in asso-
ciation with Charlie Calello, the
Revengers for Lenny Scheer at
MGM, Clara Ward for Blue
Verve, Jackie Cain and Roy
Kral for Nesuhi Ertegun at At-
lantic and Joao Gilberto for
Mike Maitland at Reprise.

The Revengers have already
garnered deejay action with
their just-released ‘‘Batman
Theme.” Clara Ward’s single,
“Help” b/w “Smile,” presents

the singer in a new bag.
Following a principle which
the team have dubbed ‘“crea-
tive management in depth,”
Kay and Lewis have so far con-
fined their production activities
to their own extensive client
roster which includes, in addi-
tion to those already men-
tioned, the Modern Jazz Quar-
tet, Charlie Byrd, Astrud Gil-
berto, Leon Bibb, Flip Wilson,
Joe Petrone, Ray Barretto, Art
Farmer and the Brazilian vocal
group, the Cariocas. However,
the pair have indicated a will-
ingness to represent independ-
ent producers to aid them in
making deals, finding talent
and material and developing

new ideas.
Labels Delighted
Lewis and Kay, who can

speak from their experience on
the other side of the desk,
stated:

“The record companies have
been delighted. They know that
the only purpose we have is the
success of our artists on rec-
ords tied in with their activities
in other areas of show business
such as personal appearance
tours, TV, night clubs, etc.
They know that we are work-
ing with them for a common
goal and are able to devote con-
siderable time and attention to
each project.”

NARAS Prez Scott Answers
Wexler Re R & B Omissions

An open letter from Francis
Scott, National President of
NARAS:

In a letter last week, Jerry
Wexler of Atlantic Records reg-
istered a strong criticism of the
NARAS awards categories. He
called attention to the fact that
six categories are reserved spe-
cifically for country and western
records while only one is re-
served for rhythm and blues,
and he contends that this rela-
tionship is disproportionate.

At the same time that Jerry
wrote to me, as President of the
Academy, he released his letter
to the press where it provoked
considerable editorial comment.
This comment, as well as Jerry’s
criticism, are gratifying evi-
dence of the wide-spread interest
in the affairs of the Academy,
and they are welcome as con-
structive criticism which may
help improve the NARAS awards
structure.

My only surprise is the emer-
gence of the issue this year, for
the same condition which pro-
voked the criticism existed last
year as well.

One has only to review the
history of the TV Academy and
the Motion Picture Academy, as
well as NARAS, to realize that

the subject of awards cate-
gories is a tremendously difficult
one. Satisfying all segments of
an industry is never an easy
task, especially when so many
tastes and philosophies are in-

volved, and when the criteria
for our awards are not record
sales but, instead, artistic

achievement. Our trustees have
invariably spent the bulk of
their time at our annual meet-
ings on the subject of categories,
and each year has brought new
refinements and, in some cases,
drastic changes.

Requested Committee

As a part of our continuing
program to improve the NARAS
awards, 1 requested only two
months ago that each local
chapter appoint a committee to
study, during and immediately
after the balloting now taking
place, the categories, their def-
initions and their propriety.
This time was chosen to get the
maximum benefit of the criti-
cisms and problems now emerg-
ing while they are fresh in
everyone’s mind.

1 can report at this point that
our New York chapter’s study
committee has already begun to

Film Review

'Singing Nun' Surefire
MGM Should Have Smash LP

BY DOUG McCLELLAND

“The Singing Nun”—a rec-
ord industry godsend Before
Beatles—is a small tale filmed
on a small budget on the MGM
backlot that is certain to enjoy
a big “‘silent collection.”

Dollar will be piled upon dol-
lar in inspiring number to see
this color fictionization of the
Soeur Sourire story, starring
a subdued but believable Deb-
bie Reynolds. The MGM LP
should be one of the label’s
top soundtrackers, too.

Close to True Story

Although the film company
disclaims any connection with
the real sister, many familiar
facts of this international—if
brief — success story are on
view. True, there is a dragged-
in romantic angle in the per-
son of record company exec
Chad Everett (he looks more
like a beached surfer—maybe
not such bad casting after all)
who dated Sister Ann (Debbie)
when they were music students.
But very much present is most
of the real-life story: the
spirited young nun who sings
her pravers. is talked into mak-
ing records, reaches the top of
the charts with her little folk
hymns but ultimately finds her
fame a disturbing factor to her
religious vows and hangs up
her guitar.

Also seen are almost exact
replicas of the original “Sing-
ing Nun”—Philips Records al-
bum covers, as well as Ed Sul-
livan, appropriately ill at ease
as himself. Debbie even wears
glasses in one scene. Putting
the lid—hood?—on is the in-
clusion of “Dominique,” Soeur
Sourire’s own composition and
great single hit—with English
lyries by Randy Sparks, who

also wrote the gentle and
seemly new tunes.
Versatile Debbie, as noted,

is fine in one of her most dra-
matic parts. However, she is
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not always kindly photo-
graphed, also true of Greer
Garson as the Mother Prioress
(too fine an actress to be
wasted in such a one-dimen-
sional role) and Agnes Moore-
head as a Sister to Doubting
St. Thomas, a part she has al-
ways done with the curliest of
sneers. Ricardo Montalban is
lively as Father Clementi—how
do you say promoter in Latin?

Ricky Cordell, a swarthy, ap-
pealing tot with darting, intelli-
gent black eyes and a difficulty
pronouncing his “r’s” not un-
like Debbie’s own slight impedi-
ment, is outstanding. He plays
the neglected child of a lush
(Michael Pate) who is in the
care of a tramp sister (Katha-
rine Ross); and the sight of
Ricky going off to the country
at the end with these two re-
formed cretins would bring
tears for unintended reasons,
if this resilient child hadn’t al-
ready indicated he would over-
come.

Henry Koster has directed
the hardly heavenly Sally Ben-
son-John Furia Jr. screenplay
rather stolidly; but the whole-
some appeal of “The Singing

Nun” is not to be demeaned
these days when unsuitable
theater entertainments turn

families into prisoners of the
home screen.

Funny moment: when the
leader of a flashy recording
group approaches Sister Ann

and two nun accompanists in
a recording studio and admires
their “costume” gimmick.
