Decca Regionals End
With lig Kick Off'

WASHINGTON, D.C.-Dec-
ca Records completed a se-
ries of three regional meetings
last week under the theme of
"The Big Kick Off," in which
October product was revealed
to the company's field men.
The first meeting took place
Sept. 26 and 27 in Los An-
geles, the second Sept. 29 and
30 in Nashville and the last
Oct. 2 and 3 in Washington.

The purpose of the meetings
was to prepare the sales force
for fourth quarter business.
Decca is currently running at
a 25% higher volume than
last year, which in turn was
its best year to date in both
sales and profits, and the ex-
pectation is that by the end of
the fourth quarter, sales will
far exceed the 25% figure.

Heading the meetings was
Sydney Goldberg, Vice -Presi-
dent in charge of national
sales. Also attending all three
meetings in the week long
jaunt were: Vice -President
Martin Salkin; Assistant Gen-
eral Sales Manager Lou Se-
bok; National Sales Manager

Film Review

Disney 'Millionaire' Pleases
Walt Disney's "The Happiest

Millionaire" is the kind of
movie that was generally re-
ferred to in the golden age of
the silver screen as a pleasant
little family entertainment.
With one big difference today:
the new film runs about three
hours, including intermission.

This seems a little extrava-
gant, even for a musical frolic
about the Biddles and the
Dukes, wealthy Philadelphia
and New York society arbiters
in pre -World War I days. But
then, I thought "Mary Pop -
pins," also from the Disney
Studios and also with songs by
Richard M. and Robert B. Sher-
man, too long. Nevertheless,
"Millionaire" manages to re-
main high-spirited and tune-
ful for a surprising stretch and
is blessed with a generally ex-
pert cast. (The soundtrack al-
bum has been in release for
some time.)

Fred MacMurray is the
eccentric Biddle patriarch, be-
ing tossed out of the White
House regularly right into the
arms of his pet alligators. He
is still a master of quizzical
consternation in his best role in
years. Greer Garson is largely
wasted as his remarkably un-
derstanding wife, and her total
effect has been further dimin-
ished by the cutting from the
release print of her only song,
a duet with MacMurray called
"It Won't Be Long Till Christ-
mas." She still has remnants
of a great beauty, but is un-
k i n d l y photographed and
dressed by a costumer with an
extremely cumbersome touch.
Louis B. Mayer would be

aghast.
Tommy Steele as the Biddle

butler has the best time of any-
one since Melina Mercouri
brought her bazouki to the par-
ty; Hermione Baddeley is
a droll housekeeper; and
Gladys Cooper is every inch the
Biddles' imperious Aunt Mary.
Surprisingly, it is Miss Cooper
and Geraldine Page-,as a cam-
pily snobbish Mrs. Duke-who
provide the picture's musical
highlight with their amusing,
stylish confrontation, "There
Are Those," in which they ven-
ture opinions on what it takes
to be society. Juvenile John Da-
vidson is an agreeable Angier
Duke, who dreams his young
dreams of the Detroit auto in-
dustry; and Paul Petersen and
Eddie Hodges make brief, early
appearances as Biddle children.

The weakest link is the in-
genue lead, flat -voiced Lesley
Ann Warren. In one reveal-
ing little musical number at
her school, Broadway and TV
musical star Warren is out -
danced, out -sung and out -acted
by the girl who plays her flirta-
tious roommate, Joyce Bulifant
-who is not known as a singer
or dancer.

"The Happiest Millionaire,"
despite its length and produc-
tion flaws (Disney backdrops
and a peculiarly hard, inele-
gant approach to dress and
sets), is diverting escapism.
And record world tradesters
have at least one "in" laugh
in store: the last scene shows
the newlywed Dukes (Davidson
and Warren) riding off to
a Motown sunset.

Miss Peggy Lee
A Hit at Copa

NEW YORK - Peggy Lee:
When she's sad, she's great;
when she isn't, she still is.

In her Copa opening last
week, the cool songstress (at
Capitol more years than seems
possible) proved once again to
have no peer on a nightclub
floor. Plump and unbecomingly
coiffed but still glamorous,
she is, in fact, the near -perfect
nitery entertainer. Intimate,
even subtle in her readings, she
never reaches when a roll of
the eyes will help her convey the
humor-and even wisdom-in
such as the new Carolyn Leigh -
Elmer Bernstein song, "You'll
Get Over It," from the incom-
ing Broadway musical, "How
Now, Dow Jones?" Haunting,
too, and more than slightly
moving on "What is a Wom-
an?", knowing only too well;
and "Our Love is Here to Stay,"

making you think the lady's not
so sure about that.

Miss Lee clearly knows what
it's all about, including the
songs.

Indeed, there is a pathos and
rare truth in most of her num-
bers, even when she throws
up her skirt with magnificent
impetuousness in a sprightly
"Big Spender"; or doing a
"Fever" that manages to be ex-
tremely sexy but always in good
taste.

A precariously sensitive vo-
calist, Miss Lee sometimes is
swallowed up by her big or-
chestra. Someone said it's be-
cause she likes the sound of
her voice threaded throughout
the band. I prefer the sound
of her voice.

Also on the bill is another
Lee (no relation), name of Lon-
don, a comedian. Much of his
poor -little -rich -kid material is
familiar from appearances on
"The Mery Griffin Show," etc.,
but he did evoke one fresh
yok: "My girl smokes pot
while listening to Kate Smith
records !"-Doug McClelland.

Daffo -Dilly

NEW YORK-The Daffodil
Kid got back from her native
Australia a couple of weeks ago
and she's ready for "dancing
and carrying on" stateside now
for a while.

The Daffodil Kid is RCA's
Lana Cantrell (accent the first
syllable in Cant'rell), whose
new package "Another Shade
of Lana" was a Record World
cover pick last week and the
shade she stressed Down Un-
der was yellow, by bringing
flower power there. Where she
sang she wore a daffodil. "My
closing night," she told Record
World, "in Melbourne, there
were vases of daffodils on every
table. At the end of the show,
the people threw the daffodils
onto the stage. There were daf-
fodils everywhere. I had them
in my hair. It was wonderful."

(Another shade Lana is see-
ing now, however, is red. While
Melbourne was hospitable, the
press in Sydney, her home town,
was not. For reasons of resent-
ment, Lana feels, the Sydney
scribes picked at her and so the
local girl who made good is now
about to make trouble. She's
suing one of the papers.)

Tourism Helper

"Australia wants to build its
tourism. And the people who
are helping them do this are
Joan Sutherland, Rod Taylor,
the Seekers, the Bee Gees."
(And herself, it was proffered.)
"You'd think the press would
be grateful for this, but they're
not."

Lana, a girl who loves to sing
and who loves a song, talked
about how she finds her songs.
"I get hung on melodies. I have
to. What I record, I eventually
do in nightclubs. And I have
to love a song to sing it con-
tinually."

One song she feels particu-
larly close to is "I'm All
Smiles," the tune salvaged from
Broadway's "The Yearling."
This was the ditty Lana sang
last year at The Polish Song
Festival. And it's the song she
won with-for the United
States. "But I've sung it now in
every club. When I sing it at
the Copa in December, that'll
be the last time. It's something
like losing a child.

"Finding a song, for me, is
not something I do on Thurs-

days. I'm always looking for a
good song."

To that end, Lana is the first
(according to incomplete rec-
ords) to wax "Love is Stronger
Far Than We" and "The Shad-
ows of Our Love," two songs
from "A Man and a Woman"
that have taken back seats to
the title theme-until now.

On Barbra Streisand

This mention of offbeat ma-
terial prompted a question
about Lana's attitude toward
Barbra Streisand, another dif-
ferent material seeker, to whom
Lana has been compared. "I
don't sing like her at all," Lana
said, "but we think alike. Darn
it. She steals my ideas before
I think of them. But I'm grate-
ful to her. I adore her. I get
buried for some of the different
things I try. But I would prob-
ably get buried more if Bar-
bra hadn't tried things, too."

One little camp item Lana is
singing on her new package is
"On the Good Ship Lollipop."
"They're trying to tie it in with
Shirley Temple's campaign. May-
be they will."

"Perhaps I will sing it this
week on the Ed Sullivan show.
And make sure Gene Palumbo,
my conductor, conducts it." The
gal has four Sullivan stints
lined up for the season and two
Kraft Music Hall hours. And
club dates stretching into the
spring. "Next fall maybe I can
do a Broadway show. There
was one I was interested in,
but it didn't work out."

There are a lot of daffodils to
be picked between here and next
fall. Lana should have an arm-
ful of them when she makes that
Main Stem bow.
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Taking Care of Business
by Del

A review this week of a num-
ber of events that took place in
New York and Philadelphia re-
veals a new page was added to
the ever brightening and ex-
panding jazz picture.

First, in terms of numbers,
not necessarily in relative im-
portance, was the two-day
Quaker City Jazz Festival held
in Philadelphia's Spectrum.

The new arena, another chap-
ter in the life of Philadelphia
Eagles owner, Jerry Wollman,
was unveiled to the city of
Brotherly Love by housing this

gigantic fest-
ival. The fact
that a jazz
program was
selected tp
open the new
arena that will
be the new
home of the
World Cham-
ion 76'ers and
the new hoc-

key team entrant, is a most
significant event. But the fact
that the response was met by
the approval of 17,500 persons
who attended the Sunday night
show, thus establishing an in-
door record for a Sunday night
in Philadelphia, still has the
Chamber of Commerce consult-
ing their marketing specialties
to find the answer.

On the previous night, more
than 10,000 found their way to
the Spectrum and many were
turned away while others found
workmen still screwing down
the red cushioned seats.

Del Shields

Credit to Spivak

Much of the credit for this
outstanding program must go
to Herbie Spivak, who in the
past two years has revitalized
the somewhat pallid jazz scene
in Philly.

Herbie is a newcomer to the
jazz scene as a promoter, but
has always been an avid jazz
fan. Thus he supports what we
have repeated, again and again,
to be successful in jazz as a
promoter or impresario, one
must be a fan first.

As long as four years ago, we
broadcasted from a restaurant
owned by Herbie and the family,
the Playmate, and spent much
time talking about jazz while ex-
ploring the reasons why more

Shields

was not being done in the city.
Since that time, he has

brought an excitement to jazz
and presented some of the most
outstanding programs in jazz
history to the city. Just a few
months ago, he promoted what
indeed was a daring and novel
idea in presenting Lou Rawls
for a weekend at Town Hall,
and may have started a trend
away from the one-nighters in
concert.

The Saturday show was head-
lined by Sarah Vaughn, Dave
Brubeck, Herbie Mann, Stan
Getz, Astrud Gilberto, Arthur
Prysock, Dizzy Gillespie and
Groove Holmes.

And on Sunday by Dionne
Warwick, Ramsey Lewis, Mon -
go Santamaria, "Cannonball"
Adderley, Jimmy Smith, Sonny
Stitt & Don Patterson, Hugh
Masekela and Flip Wilson.

High Professionalism
There have been few con-

certs seen by this writer pre-
sented with the high degree of
professionalism as this one.
And whatever complaints there
were, were due mainly to the
arena actually not being com-
pletely finished.

Meanwhile in New York, an
equally important and impres-
sive event was taking place. It
was the first Eastern Confer-
ence of Jazz Societies which
held a three-day meeting at the
Fine Arts Center of St. Peter's
Lutheran Church, 54th and
Lexington Avenue. Jazz lovers
from all over the eastern sea-
board attended.

The conference was called by
the Reverend John G. Gensel,
"Pastor to the Jazz Commu-
nity." The aim was to expose
the "positive faces of jazz"
through lectures, workshops
and panels, as well as visits to
jazz clubs around town. Three
eastern jazz societies-Jazz In-
teractions of New York City,
the Hartford Jazz Society and
the Jazz at Home Club of Phila-
delphia - co - sponsored the
three-day program.

The agenda included a panel
session on the role of the jazz
society, how one is formed, and
what its potential can be; a key-
note address by Willis Conover;
a workshop of jazz personalities
discussing the state of jazz to-

day and the Marshall Stearns
Memorial Lectures (in coop-
eration with the Jazz Institute
of Rutgers University).

In jazz, both events were
spectacular and 'historic. One
brought thousands to hear the
best artists in the business, the
other attracted hundreds of
serious jazz fans seeking an-
swers to enable us to apply
solutions to the ever pressing
problems, of what can we do to
add to the jazz audience and
move it reasonably closer to the
realm of general acceptance in
a country that refuses to
acknowledge its existence.

Among the other promo activities
undertaken in the Baltimore area
in Goulet's behalf were spot radio
ads, local newspaper ads, a full
page spread in Playbill and a gala
reception. Robert Goulet's latest
album, "Hollywood Mon Amour,"
has just been released.

Nardello To
Fox Label

George Nardello, well known
New Jersey saxophonist, has
been signed to a recording con-
tract by 20th Century -Fox Rec-
ords. His first single under the
new label affiliation is "A
Whiter Shade of Pale."

Nardello - who also ap-
pears as part of the George
Nardello Regime-told Record
World that he has signed with
free-lance producer Joe Ren-
zetti, who will be working with
the musician for his Fox dates.

Involved is a copyright re-
newal contract and rights to
unpublished songs made in
1963 by Mrs. Smith with the
Rose company on Hank Will-
iams' songs.

Fraud is claimed on the al-
legation that a $1 million prop-
erty was sold for $25,000.

Among the witnesses was
Leonard S. Mietus of Mietus
Copyright Management, New
York, who characterized the
Williams collection of songs
as "a great, great catalogue"
and said a number of factors
should have been considered
by the guardian in contracting
for renewals. He said royalties
on sheet music, band copies,
performances and mechanicals
(fees from radio, TV and movie
use) all would have been re-
negotiated by a " good writer,"
rather than acceptance of
terms in the original contract.

Witnesses for Acuff -Rose
have said, however, that the
1963 contract renewal was
fair, based largely on the
Nashville company's reputation
in the country field and its
promotion of Hank Williams'
music over the years.

Mrs. Smith said she inquired
of her attorney about renewals
on the Williams music when she

became guardian in 1955 at the
death of her mother and want-
ed to know if Rose could re-
new.

If it hadn't been for Rose
"there wouldn't have been a
Hank Williams," she testified.

Mrs. Williams said she ac-
cepted the $25,000 figure on the
advice of Stewart and talked to
no other publishers.
