Audio Devices Bids
To Acquire Gapitol

According to reports at press
time, Capitol Records, Inc., and
Audio Devices, Inc., reportedly
had reached an agreement in
principle for their merger, sub-
ject to approval of their stock-
holders.

The merger involves the is-
suing of 3,119,000 shares of
common stock of Audio Devices
to Capitol shareholders.

William T. Hack, president
of Audio Devices, explained
that shareholders would be
asked to increase the 1.5 mil-
lion authorized shares to 5 mil-
lion or more when voting on
the merger some time in Janu-
ary. Audio Devices has about
957,000 shares currently out-
standing. Its stock advanced
2% points, to 25v%, on the
American Stock Exchange yes-
terday.

Under the tentative agree-

ment, Audio Devices will is-
sue about 6.313 shares of com-
mon stock for each share of
Capitol common, with provision
for an appropriate increase in
the number of shares if Audio
pays a stock dividend prior to
the completion of the merger.

Capitol Records, which is 99.7
per cent owned by Electric and
Musical Industries, Ltd., has
49,071 shares outstanding. It is
contemplated that Audio De-
vices will be the surviving com-
pany with a change in name to
reflect the majority position of
Capitol shareholders in the
combined company.

Capitol had net income of
$4,006,000, or $8.11 a common
share in the fiscal year ended
June 30. In the nine months
ended Sept. 30, the profit was
$3,115,000, or $6.30 a share.

Congress Extends
Expiring Contracts

Composers of some of Amer-
ica’s best-known favorite songs,
and their heirs, breathed easier
last week as the House passed
a bill extending the term of
expiring copyrights until the
end of December next year.

Maximum Holiday Buying Appeal

London Records will rush-
release six new end-of-the-year
LP specials within the next few

days, incorporating pop, jazz,
R&B, classical and phase 4
product.

One of the most sought-after
items of the season is the sec-
ond LP by Engelbert Humper-
dinck, Britain’s new disk giant
who only last week was ac-
claimed by the Music Operators
of America for ‘“‘Release Me”
as “the most popular record of
the year in coin-operated phono-
raphs.” The new album is “The
Last Waltz” (from Humper-
dinck’s current smash).

Also announced are two spe-
cials from the Hi label, dis-
tributed nationally by London.
Willie Mitchell’s newest pack-
age, designed for Christmas
season rock parties, takes its
title, “Ooh Baby, You Turn Me
On,” from a recent single re-
lease now gathering steam on
charts. Also on Hi is a new
rush Ace <Cannon release,
“Memphis Golden Hits,” con-
taining the honking horn man’s
versions of hits by a host of
talents, and all having a Mem-
phis identification.

Basie Pace-Setter

Tutti Camarata’s West Coast-
based Coliseum label, also dis-
tributed nationally by London,
has come up with what could
be an important new pace-setter
for the firm with Count Basie
and his Big Band playing the
score from the film “The Hap-
piest Millionaire,” written by
“Mary Poppins” composers
Richard and Robert Sherman.

Next up is an addition to the
phase 4 catalog, a new version
of Tchaikovsky’s “Symphony
No. 5 in E minor” performed
by the New Philharmonia Or-
chestra under Leopold Stokow-
ski.

Finally, London is issuing its
own special “London Hit Pa-
rade,” consisting of a dozen of
the great titles from the label’s

vears. The package, which in-
cludes such diverse items as
David Whitfield’s “Cara Mia,”
“Charmaine” by Mantovani,
Anthony Newley’s “What Kind
of Fool Am I?” and “Wheel of
Hurt” by Margaret Whiting, is
a good-music version of the
“oldies but goodies” formula,
and has been packaged for
maximum air exposure.

This unique grouping is ex-
pected to take its place along
with London’s already widely-
acclaimed 19-disk set of Wag-
ner’s “Ring” c¢ycle of operas
(suggested list price of $100)
in bringing the company to a
new high level of sales as the
year comes to a close. Mean-
while, the final LP release of
the year, a new set by the Roll-
ing Stones, is expected to be
ready to hit the market next
week,

Heino Gaze

BERLIN Germany’s top
post war German pop com-
poser, Heino Gaze, died here
recently at 59, following a
short illness.

Gaze was the composer of
the world-wide hit, “Calcutta,”
which sold millions by Law-
rence Welk on Dot. Gaze also
wrote “Ask Me” for Nat King
Cole; “That’s the Way It Goes”
for Eddie Fisher; the ‘“Crazy
Otto” million-seller by Johnny
Maddox; and many others. He
also wrote the music for over
40 motion pictures, as well as
for stars like Caterina Valente,
Vico Torriani and Zarah Lean-
der.

In Germany, Gaze’s over 300
standards include “Egon,”
“Dreh Dich Noch Einmal Um”
and “Sei Lieb Zu Mir.”

Gaze started out as an at-

torney, but his song-writing
hobby soon took all his time.

His villa in Grunewald (in
Green Woods, Berlin) is one of
the most majestic villas in all
Europe. He had other houses
in Montreux, Switzerland, and
on the island of Wyk Auf Fohr
on the North Sea.

Gaze leaves a widow, Sonja,
and two brothers, Jean and
Gerth. He was buried in the
Zehlendorf Cemetery, burial
place for many music industry
people. Erroll Garner, in town
briefly, was among those pay-
ing homage to the composer.

Gaze, always interested in
melody in his compositions,
paid little attention to the

“beat period.” He was com-
posing until the end. At his
funeral, the organist played his
favorite among his own tunes,
“La-Le-La.”

Taking Care of Business

by Del Shields

It doesn’t take much genius
to look at the jazz picture in
our industry to realize thou-
sands of dollars in product
are being wasted because of
the lack of willingness on the
part of the record companies
to take a hard look at their
promotional programs.

What is even worse is the
total number of creative lives
being wasted as talented peo-
ple invloved in creating jazz
are being ignored, pushed
aside and actually forced to
live in many cases below the

sic projects.

From a pure dollars and
cents angle, record companies
are on the verge of losing the
investment they have in mil-
lions of dollars in catalogue if
they do not address themselves
to the pressing problem of
jazz.

For a long times, interested
jazzophiles have been discuss-
ing what is wrong with jazz.
Perhaps our discussion of what
is wrong is really not the
proper topic. Maybe we should
look very carefully at what is
happening, and also place these
ills in their proper prospective
while offering some solutions.

Involvement Vital

First, the future of jazz de-
pends solely today on the com-
plete involvement of record
companies. There must be a
new profile and a new position
taken by the companies.

Now, it’s basically record an
artist, press the record, dis-
tribute and wait for the record
to make some noise. Of course,
there are a few added steps.
Unfortunately, there are too
many people who think this is
the sum total of the record
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business.

While everyone is concerned
with the get-rich quick theory,
there are albums that have
been selling constantly for
more than 15 years. And up
until recently, most jazz musi-
cians were paid for the date
and sent on their merry way.

Let us not dwell, however, in
a bygone era. It is a pity that
with a new awareness on the
part of artists, the new lawyers,
accountants, independent pro-
ducer deals and other new in-
novations, jazz is on the way
to a state of extinction on the
part of the companies.

Most of the people in the
business know the problems
and are quick to offer the ex-
cuse that a company is in busi-
ness and does not have time to
concern itself with problems
other than records. But this is
a fallacy.

Up to Biz Leaders

It is up to the business lead-
ers of the country to take us
out of the mess we find our-
selves in. The political struc-
ture of America has created a
mass bureaucratic system that
leaves little room for imagina-
tion or creativity. The new
brains, the new leaders, the
men with the drive and the de-
sire are coming from the ranks
of the business world. Aware
of this, it is necessary for the
record companies to take a new
look at themselves and recog-
nize the changes that are tak-
ing place in the world as well
as the country.

In business one can no longer
sit idly by and not realize that
the morale of the employee, and
the fringe benefits are designed
to keep him happy, offer him
dignity and hope that this will
increase his productivity.

In our business, the one as-
pect that reaps little of this
thinking on the part of man-
agement is jazz.

First, one would not possibly
employ a man unless he knows
his job. In the record com-
panies, no thought is ever given
to the hiring of people who
really know jazz, dig and un-

derstand it. And very few men
promoting jazz have a concept
of what they are selling or dis-
trbiuting.

Little concern is given to the
fact that most of the hard-core
jazz, and the initial hit makers,
and new artists are heard first
in the ghetto areas. But, we
are quick to slap a credit hold
on a small retailer, without
coming up with an alternate
plan to keep the records going
out to the public.

No Fanfare

Jazzmen, other than the
handful of giants have no open-
ings, no publicity, no fanfare.
Yet, this is normal for the busi-
ness. Keep your artist happy,
we are told—everywhere, that
is, except in jazz.

Artists are taken by the hand
to the record stations and the
hops. Large contributions are
made to talent contests in the
hopes of finding a new, young
star. But this is not true in
jazz.

We could go on and on listing
what is wrong.

What is really needed is new,
fresh thinking on the corporate
level to originate new ideas of
merchandise and promotion for
the jazz lines and the artists.
If not, it may be too late and
we’ll find ourselves trying to
hear some jazz in a chorus of
one of the new psychedelic
groups.

Hello People

Shows Potential

NEW YORK — Philips Rec-
ords hosted a cocktail party to
honor the Hello People at
Minetta’s Tavern on Wednes-
day, Nov. 8; but the group
saved its hellos for a concert
appearance next door immedi-
ately after at the Players
Theater.

The Hello People, in spite of
itself, is a very musical group
(performing in chalky white-
face) with a strong affinity for
melody. It can batter the ears
with “hard” rock, then, especi-
ally well, caress them with
“soft” rock. They are blessed
further with a most agreeable,
versatile lead singer who can
even sound like a Country/
Western songster on a spree in
Hippieland. Their arrange-
ments, however, lack imagina-
tion and the group is exces-
sively involved in tricky, ir-
ritating lighting affects. Too,
the boys’ female mascot—gotten
up like a miniskirted Marcelle
Marceau — is superfluous with
her unfathomable miming and
unfunny axiomatic placards.

Performing a dozen or so of
their own numbers (including
their single of “Let’s Go Hide
in the Forest”—an album is
coming in January), the Hello
People proved to be of strong
but unrealized potential. Things
should get better when they
start concentrating less on sight
and more on sound.

The interest-
ing thing about many of their
selections is that they have
intriguing first lines like (and
these are paraphrases) “Please
don’t confuse me with the in
crowd” and “Do you ever won-
der why I love you? I’'m begin-
ning to wonder, too.” If the
ideas were reworked, they might
have more magnetism.

But it’s early in the day and
the First Edition’s City Edition
is just off the presses. The
Late City Edition should really
have the look and the sound.
