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Hyphen Rock Here

By DAVE FINKLE

Hyphen rock is here and it’s
the latest trend for the infor-
mation of those trend-hunters
who have been checking all
corners for what’s coming up.

Hyphen rock started a few
years ago when teen influences
Bob Dylan and the Beatles in-
fluenced each other and out
came folk hyphen rock (or folk-
rock). Just after blues Hyphen
rock (blues-rock), which Phil
Spector or someone coined a
few years before that.

Since that time, when rock
performers realized that they
could, indeed had to, experi-
ment with different sounds in
order to catch the public ear,
they began listening to all
forms of music and came up
with, for instance, jazz hyphen
rock (jazz-rock) a la Verve/
Forecast’s Blues Project and
their notable “Flute Thing.”

Recently, the New York Rock
and Roll Ensemble on Atlantic
Records have been dedicating
themselves to classical hyphen
rock (classical-rock). (This
form traces back probably to
the day Beatle producer George
Martin, trained in classical
music, decided to use strings
on ‘‘Yesterday.” Followed baro-

que-rock, e.g. Elektra’s “The

Baroque Beatles Book.”)

Country-Rock, Too

Now Lee Hazlewood, a big
country music fan, is espousing
country hyphen rock these
days by way of some of his new
compositions. Capitol’s Bobbie
Gentry, for example, is country-
rock sometimes.

And Ravi Shankar followers,
of course (the Who, etc.), make
raga-rock.

And then, of course, there
are the myriads of groups who
are trying a little bit of this
and a little bit of that on their
album. Ask RCA’s the Young-
bloods, for instance, what they
are and they’ll say country-
blues-jazz-rock.

The proliferation of young
musician’s interests and abili-
ties is getting somewhat like
those of the players in “Ham-

let,” who excelled at serio-
comic, pastoral-comic, serio-
pastoral, serio-comic-pastoral,
ete.

Well, whatever. If it’s a valid
musical genre, the teen per-
formers, in what is becoming a
determined quest for sophisti-
cation, will try it and hyphe-
nate it.

Taking Care

by Del Shields

For 45 consecutive Monday
nights we have presented a
series of live sessions in New
York called “Live Jazz for
Beautiful People.”

The sets are held at a small
club, La Boheme, situated a
few blocks from New York’s
fast-growing Lincoln Center
area on 69th St. and Broadway.

We first began the sessions
at the Blue Morrocco in the
Bronx. Because of transporta-
tion difficulties we moved to
the mid-town area.

It’s strange to note that this

group, Jazz Interactions. Their
series is now in its second
year.

The condition of jazz in New
York in the clubs is far from
a happy scene. Yet, there are
a few of us who are not ready
to throw in the towel. Our
constant theme is: just a little
promotion and imagination
will help to improve the play-
ir'lg condition of jazz wmusi-
cians.

In presenting the sets, it is
our aim to help provide op-
portunities for the jazz musi-
cians to play as well as offer
the jazz fans (who buy rec-
ords) an opportunity to see
their favorite performers live.

Loyal Group Attending

We have not set the world
or. fire. What has happened is
that slowly the attendance has
increased and a dedicated and
loyal group of people are be-
ginning to tear themselves
away from the television sets
and their stereo sets to make
the sessions.

Many nights guest musicians
drop by, and we have witnessed
some of the most electrifying
jazz and never-to-be-forgotten
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of Business

sessions which consistently re-
mind us of the fact that there
is nothing like the live sets.

Because of the lack of per-
son-to-person contact between
jazz musicians and lay fans,
it is a marvelous sight to see
the musicians congratulated
and Dbeing asked questions
about records they have re-
corded. Fledgling young musi-
cians have a chance to ex-
change notes and receive valu-
able pointers from the pros.

In our way, we have tried to
solve some of the problems
which generally affect the
playing of the jazz musicians.

Playing Conditions

First, the playing condi-
tions: Constant policing of the
tone of the piano. There is
nothing worse than asking a
Ray Bryant, Horace Silver and
other great pianists to play on
a piano that does not stay in
tune.

Proper audio: Asking a jazz
musician to play and place a
microphone in frontof him that
has improper sound will auto-
matically kill his spirits, dis-
tort his sound and cause an-
guish among the audience.

Respect: Leave the cats
alone. They are pros and ex-
pect to be treated as profes-
sional musicians. They do not
need to be told what to play,
nor how. They will, however,
listen to suggestions, and if
they respect your opinions,
they will make changes.

Professional courtesies: When
their friends attend and fel-
low musicians drop by, be
courteous to them, and give
them due recognition. Don’t
ask them to jump up on the
set and join. It’s entirely up
to the leader whether or not
he desires the company of the
visitor.

Pay: Of course the union has
corrected many of the pay
problems among musicians
with contracts, but there is
such a thing as timing. No
musician likes the idea of
having to wait until the peo-
ple are gone, the checking up
is completed and the porter

starts cleaning before he gets
his bread.

Compliment: When a musi-
cian has given his all on a set,
make the audience respond.
Jazz musicians are artists as
well as hams, and love the
sound of applause from a
grateful audience.

Atmosphere: Take the cold-
ness out of jazz. Make the set
club warm, and invite people
to participate by applauding
when they feel it and shake
hands with the musicians.

Hangups: Leave those musi-
cians alone who have hangups.
There are far too many, work-
ing hard, and attempting to get
ahead who have not succumbed
to the hangups.

We have delighted in having
had Ray Bryant, Joe Newman,
Grasella Oliphant, Lee Morgan,
the Jazz Samaritans, Roy
Haynes, Herman Foster, Grant
Green, John Patton, Clifford
Jarvis, McCoy Tyner, Sonny
Red, Bobby Timmons, Jazz Bo
Alexander, Junion Mance, Don-
ald Byrd, Jimmy Garrison,
George Banson, Zoot Sims, Ga-
bor Szabo, Wayne Shorter,
Kenny Dorham, Rudy Collins,
Kenny Baron, Blue Mitchell,

Youngsters Privileged

And there have been the
youngsters who have felt privi-
leged to work on the same pro-
grams with established artists
such as the Brothers Unique,
Samaritans and others. These
sets have enabled them to stay
together and motivates them to
stay in jazz.

During these sessions, many
would not have been possible
without the assistance of some
of the alert men in the rec-
ord companies who understand
the need to promote. They
have assisted us in securing
artists, or alerted us to record-
ing dates when a guy might be
available, provided LPs for
giveaway, and occasionally
just by dropping by. They
know that jazz promotion is a
total project, and the program
needs us all.

The Monday night sets have
not reached festival propor-
tion. And it is not intended to
do so. It is a vital link in the
total jazz picture that helps
the musicians, helps the disk
jockey, helps the companies to
sell more records.

What is most important, it
helps to hold onto what is left,
and just might initiate a spark
upstairs in the executive suite
to begin launching a more ex-
tensive campaign to save jazz.
