Both, too, were profuse in
their thanks to Coast deejays
for their belief in Flower
Power, which the Seeds ini-
tiated.

Then Back Home

The Seeds are returning
home with several TV guest

Concert Review

Monkees Top Performers
By DAVE FINKLE

FOREST HILLS, N. Y.-If
it's true that hell hath no fury
like a woman scorned, it turns
out to be no less true that hell
hath no retaliation like a Mon-
kee deprecated.

This is by way of saying
that the Colgems quartet, mad
at taking a rap (admittedly
true) on their first few singles
for not playing their own in-
struments and therefore mad
that they were expected to
bomb if they ever dared per-
form publicly, arrived here
last week for three near -SRO
concert performances and were
terrific.

The fellows, aided but not
overwhelmed by film clips and
stills projected behind them
from time to time, demon-
strated that not only could
they play instruments but that
they could play like demons.
In the course of the one -hour
turn, which was a cross be-
tween a traditional (for these
times) rock outing and a night
club act with specialties and
costume changes a la Margue-
rite Piazza, the lads played
guitars and drums and banjos
and tambourines and an elec-
tric organ and an electric
piano and marachas.

And they also sang, danced
and clowned and innocently
teased the whirlpool of screamy
beppers who filled the stands,
draping posters over railings.

The fellows are slickly pro-
fessional, and of the four, Pe-
ter Tork and Davy Jones were
especially impressive in their
step -out numbers (when Dec-
ca's Sundowners provided the
backing) toward the end of the
hour. Mike Nesmith was actu-
ally pretty adroit in his soul -o
turn, too. Micky Dolenz, a fel-
low who works fairly hard at
trying to be loved, did an imi-
tation of James Brown, or was
it just a copy, that misfired.

These
acts were prefixed along the
old package philosophy that if
you're going to charge a lot of
money (top ticket: $12.50) you
have to give a lot of show. You
don't.

The conditions under which
supporting acts on a bill such
as this work are the worst pos-
sible to perform, I would think,
and certainly the worst to
judge. The crowd is disruptive,
inattentive and really there for
only one thing. They neither
want nor need additional tal-
ent. The chance to tour with
the Monkees is a break-in job
with a salary, I suppose, but
one I wouldn't want.

Gentry & Cordell Celebrate 
ist 6 Months as Indie Producers 

Period Brings Hits, Hits, Hits 
NEW YORK-"I guess we're 

doing things backwards," says 
Ritchie Cordell. "Bo Gentry 
and I produced Tommy James' 
last three singles and his cur- 
rent album. Now the album's 
breaking up into singles. 
Usually it's the other way 
around." 

Cordell, who with Bo Gen- 
try makes up the producing 
team of Gentry -Cordell Concep- 
tions, isn't kidding. Tommy 
James' hot Roulette album, 
named after his million -selling 
single, "I Think We're Alone 
Now," has spawned "Mirage" 
and his current click, "I Like the 
Way," which was forced out by 
heavy airplay in the Midwest. 

The relationship between 
Gentry, Cordell and James rep- 
resents the meeting of an artist 
who badly wanted a sound he 
could call his own with a pro- 
ducing team who felt their ma- 
terial was distinctive, provided 
the right artist could be found 
to interpret it. 

Tommy Had to Do It 

It was Bo and Ritchie who 
brought "I Think We're Alone 
Now" to Tommy James, who took 
the tune to Roulette chief Mor- 
ris Levy and said that he, Tom- 
my, had to do it. Levy agreed 
the song was a hit and soon 
after it was cut the record went 
to Number 1 on the national 
charts, bringing Tommy James & 
the Shondells their second gold 
record. 

From its success, Gentry -Cor- 
dell have produced Tommy's 
two follow-up single, his cur- 
rent "I Think We're Alone 
Now" chart album, another LP 
and single being prepared for 
release, and have won other 
producing assignments. These 
include a contract to produce a 
whopping 20 sides by a group 
called "Life" for Bob Crewe; 
production for Gene Pitney on 
the Musicor label, the Darlings 
on MGM, the new Anita Humes 
& the Essex Roulette single, 
"Everybody's Got You" and 
Question Mark and the Myster- 
ians on Cameo/Parkway. 

Bo Gentry broke into the 
music business as a disk jockey 
over station WAXE in Vero 
Beach, Fla. Ritchie Cordell 
started playing guitar when he 
was 14; his first big break was 
a Flushing street corner in- 
troduction to Paul Simon, later 
to become famous as half of 
Simon & Garfunkel. 

Simon and Cordell collab- 
orated on two records. Simon 
wrote "Tick Tack" which ap- 
peared on Shelly Berman's 
RORI label, and Cordell penned 
"Georgiana" which came out 
on Amy -Mala. The records had 
some local success, but as Cor- 
dell says, `Man, you remem- 
ber what music was like in 
the early 1960s? All that goo 
and dying on the railroad 
tracks after the senior prom 
kind of stuff. The records were 
pretty square, but it was a 
good experience." 

Convinced He Could Produce 
During this same period, Bo 

Gentry was getting tired of 
spinning records and became 
more convinced that he could 
be a producer. He headed 
north and joined Kama Sutra 
Where he met Ritchie Cordell 
who had co -written Tommy 
James' third single, "It's Only 
Love." It was here Ritchie 
first heard Tommy talk about 
"a sound of my own." 

Gentry - Cordell Conceptions 
was formed when the boys de- 
cided to go out on their own. 
It was a rough road. Ritchie 
had written a tune that seemed 
like a winner to them, but it 
had been turned down by all 
the people who'd heard it. Cor- 
dell remembered Tommy James' 
thoughts about a sound and 
they went to Roulette. 

"I've got an open mind and 
big ears," says Tommy James. 
"I'm always ready to listen. 
Ritchie came up to the office 
and said, `I've got a number 
one tune,' sat down at the 
piano and banged it out. The 
minute I heard it I knew it had 
to be the tune for me." 

The song was "I Think 
We're Alone Now." 

The two 24 -year -old pro- 
ducers are kept very busy these 
days. Says Gentry: "Our only 
problem now is time. We've 
even thought of cutting our- 
selves. One of these days we'll 
be standing in front of a mike 
and I'll say to Ritchie, 'Hey, I 
think we're alone now." 

'Sweet Henry' 
Rehearsing 

"Henry, Sweet Henry," in 
which ABC Records is a major 
investor, became the first mu- 
sical show of the 1967-68 
Broadway season to enter re- 
hearsals when the full company 
assembled on Thursday, July 
13. ABC Records will release 
the original cast album and is 
publishing the Bob Merrill 
score. 

Based on the hit film of a 
few seasons ago, "The World 
of Henry Orient," the new mu- 
sical co-stars Don Ameche and 
Carol Bruce. 

After many years of Holly- 
wood stardom, Ameche re- 
turned to the stage in 1955 in 
the Cole Porter musical, "Silk 

Stockings." Since then he has 
done other films, Broadway 
stage roles and had his own TV 
series. Miss Bruce was recently 
seen in Richard Rodgers' "Do 
I Hear a Waltz." The top teen- 
age role goes to young Robin 
Wilson, who has had no pre- 
vious stage experience. She 
was discovered by Hawaiian 
entertainer Don Ho. 

Others featured in important 
teenage parts are Neva Small, 
who appeared last season as 
Alan King's daughter in "The 
Impossible Years"; and Alice 
Playten, who created the role 
of Ermengarde, the Whining 
child bride-to-be in "Hello, 
Dolly." 

Also in the cast are Diana 
Douglas and Louise Lasser. 

"Henry," directed by George 
Roy Hill, with book by Nun- 
nally Johnson, is a Norman 

Twain -Edward Specter produc- 
tion. Alvin Colt will design the 
costumes and Eddie Sauter will 
provide the orchestrations. It 
will open at New York's Palace 
Theatre on Oct. 17.

The Sinatra concerts demol- 
ished long-standing indoor au- 
ditorium attendance records 
and amassed a gross of $1,172,- 
565 in nine working days, for 
the most successful concert 
tour in modern music history.

Capitol's Beatles, who show 
no signs of slacking off as 
trendsetters, actually seem to 
be receiving their most enthu- 
siastic critical attention to date 
for their "Sergeant Pepper's 
Lonely Hearts Club Band," be- 
cause is generally regarded as a 
major step forward in the devel- 
opment of the "total" album 
and to some minds represents 
an important first.

What seems to qualify "Ser- 
geant Pepper's" as a unit-a 
long -play single-is that the 
new Lennon -McCartney ditties 
are framed by the satiric title 
number in which the quartet 
assumes the persona of a pro- 
vincial touring band. (The ru- 
mor is even circulating that 
the Beatles what to change their 
name to Sergeant Pepper's, 
etc.) 

It may or may not be true 
that this is a first. (To this 
writer the new elpee is a high - 
quality extension of the high 
quality experimental' work the 
Beatles began with "Rubber 
Soul" and evolved through "Re- 
volver.") What is significant is 
that so many tradesters-and 
prestigious tradesters at that- 
are sold on the new disk as a 
turning point. 

Indicatively, the Monkees, 
frequently accused of modeling 
themselves after the Beatles, 
took time out in their recent 
New York press conference to 
laud "Pepper's," and Micky 
Dolenz went so far as to say he 
considered the package one of 
the most important musical 
events of the century. This, 
indeed, is high praise. 

New Yorker-Endorsed 
Among other personalities 

and periodicals calling atten- 
tion to the album, was the 
highly select New Yorker in 
the "Talk of the Town" section. 
The mag polled favorable 
opinion around town and gen- 
erally, by mere mention, en- 
dorsed the album as something 
to talk about. 

The New York Times com- 
missioned freelance pop -music 
analyst, 23 -year -old Richard 
Goldstein to review the album. 
Goldstein's review, although 

convolutedly and ultimately 
unfavorable, nonetheless is a 
further example of the kind of 
(somewhat) highbrow and 
therefore influential attention 
given the disk. 

Goldstein's final evaluation 
of the album was that it was 
"fraudulent." In what way he 
reaches this conclusion is diffi- 
cult to discern, because the al- 
bum is certainly an album, 
and in issuing it, the Beatles 
made no further explicit or im- 
plicit statements about their 
intentions. So, how a fraud?) 

Anyway, other imaginative 
groups and certainly Beatle 
imitators can be expected to 
start putting together albums 
built around a single theme 
perhaps, miniature audio -musi- 
cal comedies, whieh in trade 
parlance, would be not just a 
group of songs, but "written 
records." 

Proved Commercial 

Certainly such work will be 
exciting and also commercial, 
because hasn't it already 
proved commercial? Such al- 
bums are most to be com- 
mended because they show an 
enthusiasm about the poten- 
tial of the album as a work of 
art (to get to another level of 
nitty gritty) and a desire to 
be consistently inventive. 

Without question the "hit - 
plus -filler" albums will not 
vanish because their expedience 
will continue to be too tempt- 
ing to resist in many instances. 

But in the evolution of the 
album and in the growing in- 
terest in the album as a state- 
ment, "Sergeant Pepper's," you 
sure have started somethin'.

Peter Fonda on 'Trip' Music:
`It's the Real Nitty Gritty'

NEW YORK - Tower Rec-
ords, which had its top -selling
album with the soundtrack of
the Peter Fonda movie, "The
Wild Angels," should have
another big one with the LP
of Peter's newest, "The Trip."

The young Fonda claims he
was never as excited about any
of his other six films. "It's the
real nitty gritty," he told Rec-
ord World last week.

The thin, long-haired, mus-
tachioed actor, who portrays a
divorcing TV director who tries
LSD and hallucinates up a
Felliniesque flakeout, has never

before had so
much to do
with the over-
all creation of
a film, either.
He is espe-
cially proud
of his coordi-
nating (for
want of a bet-
ter word) ef-
f orts in thePeter Fonda

area of music.
"It's the first time I've had

the chance to do anything like
this," he continued. "American
International Pictures' budget
wasn't enough to allow for a
1,000 -piece orchestra, but mu-
sic was necessary to help carry
you through some of the in-
credible image changes in 'The
Trip.' I'm very musically ori-
ented, and I know all the top
groups. Mike Bloomfield, who
had organized the Paul Butter-
field Blues Band, was a friend
of mine, and we got him. He
organized his own group for the
picture. First they were called
the Mike Bloomfield Thing and
then the Electric Flag, but I
think they will be the American
Music Band in the film's credits
and on the album. Paul Beaver
came in and did great elec-
tronics effects.

"Mike is just a wild man-
somewhere inside of him he's
got something that just draws
the best out of all the musi-
cians. All seven of them con-
tributed to the music, and I
think there will be award
nominations in it for the group.
Their music has everything,
including love themes-no vio-
lins-that get down to the real
nitty gritty."

Peter on Uni
Peter-who plans to get back

soon to his own recording ca-
reer via Chisa Records and Uni
label release-said he felt the
"Trip" album on Tower should
be even bigger than the "Wild

Angels" LP because "the mu-
sic is more nitty gritty. A lot
of the 'Wild Angels' album suc-
cess was due to the movie. The
kids saw it and wanted the al-
bum. But the music in 'The
Trip' can stand alone."

Aside from the general suc-
cess of "The Trip" as "an
honest film, the most important
one I've done, cinematically,"
Peter is happiest about it be-
cause it allowed him to work
in many areas of filmmaking.
"I like acting, it pays very well.
But I want to produce and di-
rect, too. That's the real nitty
gritty." -Doug McClelland.

NEW YORK - The attend-

ance record for the highly suc-
cessful Rheingold Central Park
concert series was broken last
week by Philips' Four Seasons.

It really isn't too difficult to
understand why. The group
happens to have two singles in
the top 10-"C'mon Marianne"
and Frankie Valli's "Can't
Take My Eyes Off You"-this
week and on their credit sheet
they have perhaps the longest
list of hit singles that any cur-
rently popular group can claim.

Singing down that list of hits
is one remarkably easy way of
stirring up excitement and en-
thusiastic elbow -nudging and
singing along among teenage
crowds.

Sang All Hits
Slickly

That's just what the four-
some (augmented by a drum-
mer and extra guitarist) did
and slickly. They sang just
about all their hits-"Dawn,"
"Big Girls Don't Cry," 'Sherry,"
"Workin' My Way Back to You,"
"Rag Doll," "Don't Think
Twice," "Tell It to the Rain,"
"I've Got You Under My Skin,"
et cetera et cetera-and the
mob loved it.

What the Seasons don't have
to do to stir up reaction is
indulge in quite as many un-
derwear jokes as they seem to
think necessary. The fellows
are all amiable performers,
each in a differnt way, and the
strained gags are merely gra-
tuitous.

But the hit list is there. And
it makes for an act that just
doesn't quit.

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California Court Upholds Capitol
In Precedent -Setting Piracy Case

HOLLYWOOD-In the first
California record "Piracy" suit
involving cartridge tape dupli-
cators, Judge George H. Barnett
of the Santa Clara County Su-
perior Court has found in favor
of Capitol Records, Inc.

Capitol had charged that
Frank D. Campoy, owner -op-
erator of Record City in San
Jose, was "pirating" Capitol
product through the unauthor-
ized transfer of Capital's re-
corded performances onto tape.
Capitol sought an injunction
and damages. The defendant
demurred to the Capitol com-
plaint, contending that the
plaintiff had no cause of action,
and argued that there was a
legal distinction between so-
called "Custom Duplicating"
and "Duplicating for Inven-
tory."

Judge Barnett, in his mem-
orandum and order (No.
1914541. ruled that the defend-

ant was clearly in violation of
Capitol's rights, drawing no
distincton between "Custom
Duplicating" and "Duplicating
for Inventory."

The Court's opinion, dated
June 30, also stated:

"It is the defendant's posi-
tion that once the owner of a
composition sells or publishes
the same, anyone may repro-
duce and copy it . . . there is
no doubt but that the 'pirating'
of the performance of an artist
by reproducing that perform-
ance in an unauthorized man-
ner and selling the same is an
act of unfair competition. As
much as the copying of an -
other's product.

"The defendant's assertion
that the sale of a record or
tape to the public makes that
record or tape public property
for all commercial purposes is
not well taken. His alleged acts
state a cause of action in un-
fair competition."

14 LPs From

Singer Finds Long -Sought
Success is Elegant

By DOUG McCLELLAND
NEW YORK - Like the fel-

low in the song "That's Life,"
singer -Elegant Recording Co.
exec Brad Connolly has been
POW in Korea, judo instructor,
dish washer, hospital orderly,
garbage truck driver, semipro
football player, professional
boxer, etc.

He had, in fact, given no
thought to making music his
career until a decade or so ago;
had even, he will admit, been
something of a juvenile delin-
quent back in his hometown of
Bridgeport, Conn., until a box-
ing priest took him under his
left.

With several careers already
behind him, Connolly met Clay
Cole in the late 1950s and
things took an upward, and
clearer, turn for the tall, husky,
good-looking songster now in
his early 30s.

"I met Clay in a Cobb's Cor-
ner here in New York," he re-
membered. "I was washing
dishes and Clay was waiting on
tables. We lived together for a
while. One night Clay and I
were in a bar when the pianist
played a song I knew. I began
to sing it under my breath, and
Clay said, 'Go ahead, sing it for
real.' I did, and that was when
I really decided I wanted to
sing." (Once, he had hoped to
be an attorney.)

Sang at Freedomland

Connolly continued : "In 1961
a Chicago outfit put on a Miss
Teenage America Contest and
asked Clay if he would host it
from Freedomland in the
Bronx. I was on the TV show,
too, escorting all the contest-
ants. We then got the idea for
the 'Clay Cole at the Moon
Bowl' show from Freedomland,
which went on weekly over
WPIX-TV. I sang on the first
show, appearing with Lionel
Hampton and Bobby Darin.
Lionel then put me on his label,
Glad-Hamp Records, where I
had the single 'Rosemarie' and
and 'What to Do' which opened
some doors for me. I did the
Joey Dee movie, 'Two Tickets to
Paris.' "

He stressed that all during
this time he was "a free-lancer
-I had no manager or agent."
He next moved to Miami for
a time, playing the Playboy
Club and many of the big ho-
tels and struggling through
some difficult private experi-

ences. The career didn't al-
ways go so well, either, and
there were times when he gave
it up, even worked as a maitre
d'.

"About eight months ago,"
Connolly went on, "I had saved
enough money to cut a record
and I went to Teacho Wilshire,
the noted arranger. As we were
getting ready to cut the rec-
ord, we realized that except for
two musicians I was the only
white member of the session
and we thought this would make
an interesting story for Ele-
gant Magazine. Robert L.
Powell, the owner and publisher
of Elegant, came down, liked
our record, and with Powell
and Gil Falcone, now my road
manager, we formed Elegant
Realm Recordings, Inc.
First Release: 'Moon Babies'
Connolly's first release,

"Moon Babies," is due soon.
Housing a BMI publishing firm,
Powell -Connolly Music, Elegant
also is an independent record
producer. Connolly recently
discovered an artist named
Gene Hull, produced him on
"Pico Peak A -Boo" and sold it
to Columbia. The Elegant label
(based at 366 5th Ave.) will be
signing other artists, too, and
has already inked Chris Stevens
and the Val Tones.

Connolly, who is President
and General Manager of the
Elegant label, where "the door
is wide open," says, "I want to
build it and turn it over to
someone else. I am primarily
an artist and an entertainer."
