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MOA Convention News 

Attendance Up at 1600 
But More Exhibit, One Stop 

Interest is Needed 
CHICAGO — The MOA con-

vention held here at the Pick-
Congress last week-end (Oct. 
27-29) drew a crowd of 1600 
operators and record company 
personnel — about 100 more 
than last year. 

Reaction to the meet was 
mixed, with the operators gen-
erally pleased with the confab 
activity, but record companies 
slightly less pleased. 
The displeasure among wax-

cry people was two-fold. First 
of all, response at the exhibi-
tion booths was slow (possibly 
because, with the exception of 
a lavish MGM booth, exhibits 
were not extensive). 

Secondly, record people felt 
(Continued 

that the almost total absence 
of one stops was not conducive 
to meaningful sales talk, since 
the one stop is becoming in-
creasingly vital to transactions 
from manufacturing level to 
the juke box level. Among the 
many who expressed this senti-
ment was Epic's Len Levy. 

May Dwindle Sans One Stop 

There was a general feeling 
among waxeries that participa-
tion might dwindle unless the 
annual get-together included 
heavier one stop participation. 
It was also thought that the 
regional nature of the one stop 
operation might mitigate 
against increased attendance.

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2nd Birthday of RCA Stereo 8 
Sees Increasing Acceptance 
'It's a Hometridge, Too' Says Horne 

By DOUG MeCLELLAND 

NEW YORK—"It's not only 
a cartridge, it's a hometridge, 
too," said Elliot Horne, RCA 
Victor Manager, Recorded Tape 
Product Planning, last week as 
the label completed its second 
year as "a Stereo 8 company." 

Horne, who has charge not 
only of Stereo 8 but also reel-
to-reel tape, was talking about 
the increasing acceptance of 
Stereo 8 on the music scene. 
"We now have more than 600 
pieces of product," he went on. 
"A lot of the initial trepidation 
is gone, and all of the major 
labels are represented in Stereo 
8. All artists want to be on tape 
now, and artist management 
and publishers are taking more 
interest, too. 

"Considering the number of 
machines that take our product 
as compared to the much great-
er number of phonographs that 
take records, we're doing very 
well indeed." 

Catalogue, Sampler Aids 

Some of the things Horne and 
his Stereo 8 A&R department 
(Julian Ross, Graham Slater 
and Chick Crumpacker, etc.) 
are doing to spur interest and 
sales include issuance of a 
catalogue plus a monthly sam-
pler. Latter, Horne declared, 
"goes out to the distributor 
right through the dealer to the 
cartridge consumer. When the 
consumer comes in and says, 
'What's new from RCA?', the 
dealer puts on the sampler 
which includes selections from 
the month's entire release." 

Another of Home's babies is 
the Variety Pack series which, 
in essence, and for the most 
part, presents a full "Show 
Time" bill of different types of 
performers never together on 
any package (or album) before. 
There are usually 14-16 

pieces of product released each 
month. Naturally, the releases 
are comprised mostly by the 
most commercial—or "push"— 
packages on RCA and the 
several other labels releasing 
on Victor Stereo 8. Horne men-
tioned that they have been ad-
vertising extensively every-
where to tell their story to, 
admittedly, a still vaguely con-
fused public. It was also noted 
that artists might do more to 
promote Stereo 8—say, plug-
ging the cartridge on TV ap-
pearances, as they do their 
singles and albums. 

Horne related that some prod-
uct even sells better on Stereo 
8 than on albums or singles. 
"Jazz sells better in cartridge," 
he ventured, "and mood music. 
They're starting to go for the 
teen-oriented product in a big 
way now, too." 
The West Coast—"a bustling 

car place"—is still the biggest 
user of Stereo 8, it was agreed. 
"We're a car economy," Horne 
continued. "That's why they're 
making portables to take from 
the car into the home, and from 
the home into the car." 
He said that "People are 

starting to judge distance by 
music. Take a couple going 
away for the week-end. He'll 
say, 'We're going to the moun-
tains, so we'll take the Nina 
Simone and the Al Hirt.' 

"I think Stereo 8 has kicked 
off a fantastic interest in music. 
Why, it's recently been revealed 
that some people who don't 
even own a phonograph are 
using Stereo 8!" 
The huge RCA tape plant in 

Indianapolis is ready for any-
thing—including, the Product 
Planning Manager revealed, the 
eventual possibility of "live" 
recording on tape.

NEW YORK—Al Gallico Mu-
sic Corp. has been having 
award-winning success in the 
country field of late, no small 
thanks to co-composers Billy 
Sherrill and Glen Sutton. 
Top songs on which the pair 

have collaborated include "Al-
most Persuaded," "Loser's Ca-
thedral" (both just BMI-
awarded), "With One Excep-
tion," "Living in a House Full 
of Love," "Your Good Girl's 
Gonna Go Bad," "I Don't Wan-
na Play House," "You Mean the 
World to Me"—seven consecu-
tive No. 1 hits.

Schuster Steers Global Pop 
Talent Drive for Big 3 

Wally Schuster, who heads 
the new Talent Development 
Division at Big 3 Music, re-
turned from Europe Nov. 2 fol-
lowing a survey of the publish-
ing organization's pop action in 
the international market. 

Schuster's survey swing took 
him to London and Paris where 
he met with the firm's affiliates 
and with major writers cur-
rently involved in creating new 
pop product for the Big 3. Lon-
don sessions included pop talks 
with Ben Nisbet of B. Feldman 
& Co., Bert Corn i of Francis, 
Day & Hunter and Ian Ralfini 
of Robbins Music Corp. Ltd. 
Schuster also met with Les 
Reed, writer of the current hit 
"The Last Waltz" and Keith 
West, writer-artist for "Excerpt 
from a Teenage Opera." In his 
Paris talks with Barthe Lam-
bertini of Editions France-
Melodie, Schuster wrapped up 
the U.S. acquisition of more pop 
material. 

During 1967, the Big 3's glob-
al network of publishing com-
panies enjoyed one of its most 
successful years with the maxi-

mum exchange of hit tunes 
and new highs in international 
revenue. As a result of Schus-
ter's overseas meetings, plans 
were set to apply the publishing 
network's promotional power to 
drive for the development of 
new pop groups, writers and 
producers. Schuster stated that 
the new international develop-
ment drive is a part of "a sus-
tained program which will take 
the Big 3 right into the field 
to new pop music centers 
throughout the world to explore 
promising music talent." 

Special emphasis is also be-
ing given to the company's 
international drive via global 
visits by other Big 3 executives. 
Werner Strupp, International 
Co-ordinator, is currently tour-
ing the continent while Al 
Kohn, Special American Repre-
sentative for Francis, Day & 
Hunter, has just returned from 
parleys with the publishing 
organization's overseas offili-
ates. Arnold Maxin, head of 
the Big 3, sparked the entire 
campaign by hopping to the 
continent in October.

Book Review 

To Swing, 
With Love 
George T. Simon's "The Big 

Bands" (Macmillan, $9.95) is 
an important book, not only to 
the music industry, with many 
roots in the big band era which 
flourished approximately, from 
1935 to 1946; but also to any-
one interested in a vital, 
unique epoch in our country's 
history that, like the Old South, 
is now gone with the wind. 

Simon, band-struck editor of 
Metronome magazine (from 
which he quotes liberally) for 
16 years, and currently Execu-
tive Director of the National 
Academy of Recording Arts 
and Sciences, "tells it all like 
it was," as Frank Sinatra says 
in his chummy foreword. It is 
a highly subjective book, for 
Simon was there. And this is 
what makes it so absorbing. 
Here is no cold research job, 
but an affectionate, perceptive 
remembrance of swings past 
as observed from the fray, well 
spiked with opinion and nos-
talgic photos. 

There are some expected 
minor fluffs. Movie buffs will 
carp that films Harry James ap-
peared in were not "Mr. Co-Ed" 
and "A Tale of Two Sisters" 
(early titles) but "Bathing 
Beauty" and "Two Girls and a 
Sailor," nor was Carmen Mir-
anda in "Seven Days' Leave." 
Little matter. 
Hundreds of bands—right up 

to the present—are discussed 
in depth, with special atten-
tion, perhaps, to Glenn Miller, 
the Dorseys, Harry James and 
Benny Goodman. But just 
about every group gets a fair 
shake, and following the ma-
jor section on the more signi-
ficant aggregations, there is 
lengthy, thoughtful coverage 
of many other contributors to 
the big band excitement. There 
are chapters, too, on Record-
ings, Arrangers, Businessmen, 
Radio and the Movies. 

Indeed, Simon's thorough-
ness and near total recall are 
remarkable. So is his book. 
It is "must" reading—and own-
ing—for the record world, the 
definitive study of the band 
era, a time author Simon 
clearly preferred to the present 
music scene. It is also just 
plain fun. And — Tyrone 
Power really did look like Eddy 
Duchin!!—Doug McClelland.

Like Erroll Garner, Aretha reads almost no mu-
sic. Reading can get in the way of true musical genius. By the 
way, her sister Carolyn did a fantastic job of leading the back-
up group as Aretha shouted, moaned and murmured feeling for 
her lyrics that is rare to the point of extinction. She says, "My 
music is me."

Businessman Has 
'Sleeper' Hit 

HOLLYWOOD — A Grand 
Rapids, Mich., businessman has 
(.,ne of the fastest selling rec-
ords in the United States. 

Victor E. Lundberg recently 
recorded "An Open Letter to 
My Teenage Son" for Liberty 
Records, and within three days 
orders for over 70,000 records 
had been received from Los 
Angeles and Chicago. 
The controversial record by 

Lundberg, a self-admitted con-
servative, projects his opinions 
and advice regarding the world 
situation and our youth today. 

"I wanted to give the Amer-
ican youth food for thought and 
the best way to reach them was 
through the recording medium," 
Lundberg said. "I realize some 
of the listeners will not agree 
with me but the fact remains 
that the record prompts thought 
and discussion." 
Lundberg, owner of an ad-

vertising firm, was born in 1923 
in Grand Rapids. He served 
during World War II for five 
years in the Infantry and Psy-
chological Warfare Department 
under General Omar Bradley. 

In Broadcasting After War 
He began a career in broad-

casting after the war and 
worked at stations in Grand 
Rapids, Phoenix and Tulsa as 
an announcer and newsman.

Is San Francisco music a 
passing thing? I think that 
such music as "Flower Chil-

(Beatles-Capitol) and other 
message tunes have more of a 
chance of being reclassified as 
folk music than of being for-
gotten. 
"Message music" has a way 

of hanging around. This is ex-
emplified by Pete Seeger's 
"Little Boxes," (Columbia), 
Peter, Paul & Mary's "Puff (The 
Magic Dragon)" (W. B.), and 
in general by Bob Dylan (Co-
lumbia), Judy Collins (Elek-
tra), and Joan Baez (Van-
guard). No, I don't think San 
Francisco music will ever van-
ish. I think it still has things 
to say and has a long future. 

Incidentally, Eric Burdon & 
the Animals' "San Franciscan 
Nights" (MGM) has been re-
leased in Great Britain. 

"Strange Days," the Doors' 
new album, is great. They 
jumppd from the fast-paced 
"Light My Fire" to the slower 
"People Are Strange" bag. 
Their second album combines 
masterful musical talents and 
skillful engineering. The Doors 
can do anything and can do it 
well, so far. The cover exem-
plifies the extremes of the 
sounds inside. 

First Clear Light 

Clear Light (Elektra) have 
put their first album on the 
market, and it sounds great. 
Paul Rothchild, producer of the 
Doors, also produced this. 
Some of the cuts were recorded 
in New York eight months ago, 
but most were recorded in Los 
Angeles two months ago. 
Pink Floyd (Tower), orig-

inally released in England, have 
now released the same album 
lacking three of the English 
cuts. The novelty of an English 
album created a false demand 
and the American album isn't 
doing as well as expected.

Moby Grape is just so explo-

sive. Jerry's guitar and amp 
could do its own thing-it's so 
loud and full. He's going to 
add a booster to the amp which 
in essence means that when he 
plays here in the City Eastern-
ers will be able to hear it at 
the same time. They're all ar-
tists and the best. The Grape 
don't have a weak spot. When 
they go into a fast number, the 
audience can't help but be 
theirs. 

Country Joe did some num-
bers alone and shows promise. 
But when both components of 
this group get together you 
know and love it. They're fan-
tastic. Their album says it like 
it is. 
Lee Michaels is the head of 

his own group from Los An-
geles. Lee plays the organ and 
does all of the vocals in a 
hard rock manner which comes 
across great. He writes most 
of his own material and has 
tremendous talents. The group 
is made up of a bass and 
rhythm guitar, organ (Lee usu-
ally just does vocals, he has 
an organist), drums, and Lee 
Michaels' voice. They have a 
great show and I'm anxiously 
awaiting the album. I know 
we'll hear more great music 
from Lee in the future and who 
knows-if you're lucky, we'll let 
the rest of the world in on this 
great thing. 

Clear Light, from Los An-
geles, can't be anything but a 
success.

Taking Care of Business 
by Del Shields 

She Came to Sing 
Aretha Franklin crossed over 

Saturday night, Oct. 28. She 
made the successful transition 
from singer of R&B to concert 
artist, as she played to two 
capacity houses at New York's 
Philharmonic Hall in Lincoln 
Center. 

It was a concert that will long 
remain as one of those rare 
moments in the minds of those 
who attended, a night when all 
elements worked with almost 
clock-like precision. Her per-
formance was topped by a 
standing ovation from the 

rowd who 
hought tic-
kets and estab-
lished a r e c-

: the first 
time in the 
history of the 
hall that a 
concert w a s 
sold out three 
days in ad-
vance. 

There is no doubt about 
Aretha's singing. She has al-
ready received three gold rec-
ords and done gold album for 
her million sellers. In concert, 
however, this was the test. She 
passed with flying colors. 
What a night! 

On Stage 55 Minutes 

Aretha in her first show 
stood on stage for 55 minutes 
and sang. She was in excellent 
spirits. She did not fake an 
exit, and no fake encores. She 
took no time to wipe the per-
spiration that streamed down 
her face. In watching from the 
wings, I'm almost certain I no-
ticed tears of joy. She came 
prepared to sing and gave all 
she had. When she went into 
"Respect" which closed her 
show, there was a feeling that 
this, especially, was for the au-
dience. And, she gave them a 
treat. 
As we stood backstage and 

watched, we thought about the 
record industry and its highly 
technological knowledge in be-
ing able to create a myriad of 
sounds. But there is nothing in 
this world that can be pressed 
on vinyl that is equal to a spell-
binding performance by an ar-
tist who can communicate with 
his audience. And we observed 

how important it is in the rec-
ord industry for all who are 
concerned with the career of an 
artist to cooperate and work 
toward building the artist. 

Atlantic Records under the 
Erteguns, Ahmet and Neshui, 
and Jerry Wexler, have proven 
to the industry that they are 
in the record business. And 
being in the record business 
entails more than just the 
signing of an artist, the estab-
lishing of successful merchan-
dising, distribution and sales 
programs. There are many in-
tangibles that unless given equal 
priority will render the efforts 
little return. 
At Aretha's concert debut— 

although promoted by an out-
side promoter, Ron Delsener, 
the successful promoter of the 
Rheingold Festival in Central 
Park—Jerry Wexler, Arif Mar-
din, one of their chief A & R 
men, and Phil Eihle, one of 
their top engineers, were busy 
huddling after the first show, 
and exchanging notes on the 
performance and sound. They 
were concerned and wanted to 
correct whatever difficulties 
there might have been. For-
tunately for us and Aretha, 
there were no major problems. 

They worked and collaborated 
on the rehearsals with Donald 
Townes, the conductor of the 
band. Again, the interest was 
to be sure her debut was to be 
a success. 

It is this kind of interest that 

enables an artist to concen-
trate on performance. Thus he 
does not become bugged with a 
million and one problems that 
will interfere with the excel-
lence of his artistry. 
One might easily surmise 

that with a star the calibre of 
Aretha, one must expect this. 
But this is not true in our in-
dustry. It is much easier to cop 
out and discuss the difficulty of 
the artist than show concern. 
These are the intangibles that 
reflect the difference in profit 
and loss. 

With 26-Piece Orchestra 

The performance of Aretha 
was highlighted with a 26-piece 
orchestra. Her repertoire in-
cluded a list of songs, most 
from her best-selling singles 
and albums. On occasion she 
branched in other areas, thus 
displaying an ability to inter-
pret tunes in the more contem-
porary idiom. 
Her success with Atlantic 

has been due to her being able 
to be herself. Miss Franklin is 
pure soul! Therein lies the crux 
of the matter. She does not need 
to become a superficial copy of 
what some think a soul sister 
should be. Raw soul is where 
it is. And if you can't get the 
message, then you just don't 
want truth. 
Her debut was a significant 

step forward for Soulville, 
U. S. A. Other performers who 
have traveled the soul route 
seem to get side-tracked when 
success beckons. They discard 
their true selves, and they try 
to become the master singers 
of show tunes and attempt to 
show their articulation by inti-
mate references to well known 
writers, and as a result their 
performance becomes stilted, 
and unreal. 
Aretha did not make this 

mistake. She came to sing, and 
on occasion shouted, much to

Dudley, Pride Wow 
Nashville Room 

NEW YORK — Despite the 
downpour outside, the Nash-
ville Room filled to near-
capacity last week to welcome 
the strong co-starring bill of 
Dave Dudley ( with the Road 
Runners) and Country Charlie 
Pride. 

Mercury's Dudley, a big, 
sunny, slightly jittery fellow 
with a notable flair for humor, 
leaned heavily—or, r a th e r, 
lightly—on the personality but-
ton. His "truck-driver" num-
bers were generally lively and 
always a pleasure. The ballad— 
such as the plaintive "How the 
Time Slips Away"—was the ex-
ception, but no less appealing. 
A very likeable. versatile fel-
low, Dave displayed a thought-
ful side on a moving "Hello 
Vietnam"—his reading of the 
line "I ain't gonna crawl" had 
a quietly memorable authority. 
RCA Victor's Pride — a Ne-

gro singing C W music and no 
mean novelty—is not yet as 
facile as Dave but is still a 
solid and agreeable country 
songster. Yodels, too. The audi-
ence loved •him and gave CCP 
an even greater ovation than 
Dudley, who was plenty well 
received. Showing a particu-
larly soul-stirring wail on sev-
eral Hank Williams tunes, plus 
his hit, "Does My Ring Hurt 
Your Finger," Pride finished by 
breaking the house record for 
encores. He is a significant 
stage in the continuing devel-
opment of country music. 

Prettily complementing the 
bill (which was overlong—this 
could be a problem at the Nash-
ville Room) was thrush Bar-
bara Ray, who charmed with 
her sure, dusky tones in spite 
of a somewhat stiff stage pres-
ence. She sang other people's 
hits, but deserves some of her 
own. Lee Arnold continues as 
a personable double-threat em-
cee who also can toss off a 
country tune.
