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10 Songs Charter Entries In
American Music Hall of Fame

Ten historic Amenrican popu-
lar songs, leading off with Irv-
ing Berlin’s legendary *“Alex-
ander’s Ragtime Band,” have
been elected charter entrants
in the American Music Hall of
Fame, acording to composer
Johnny Mercer, president of
the organization.

Plans for the establishment
of the Hall of Fame were an-
nounced last month by a steer-
ing committee of music indus-
try notables, who have worked
to develop the project since
1965.

The physical American Mu-
sic Hall of Fame is expected to
be housed in a museum, college
library or other appropriate
cultural center, to be deter-
mined by the organization’s ad-
visory council and board of
directors. Several proposals to
this end have already been
received and are being care-
fully considered.

The election of “Alexander’s
Ragtime Band” to the Amer-
ican Music Hall of Fame is
regarded as particularly fitting
since its composer, Irving Ber-
lin, only recently celebrated
his 80th birthday. Plaudits for
the composer and his songs, of
‘““Alexander’s Ragtime
Band” may be the most famous,
have come from all quarters,
and included a salute on tele-
vision’s “Ed Sullivan Show”
last month.

The first group of songs
selected were chosen on the
basis of the greatest popularity
over the longest period of time
in terms of public performance,
recordings, and sheet music
publication. All 10 of the songs
in the charter group are at
least 56 years old.

RCA Files 2 Calif. Suits
Charging Piracy

RCA Records has filed two
suits in Superior Court of the
State of California charging
two West Coast firms with
piracy of RCA recordings.

One of the suits, filed in
Santa Clara County, is against
Frank D. Campoy, doing busi-

ness as Record City in San
Jose, who has been charged
with illegally dubbing on to

tapes performances by Jefferson
Airplane, Floyd Cramer, Hugo
Montenegro, Elvis Presley,
Glenn Yarbrough and the |
Youngbloods.

The second suit is against Ed
Knasin, Jr., and Barry Press-
man, doing business in Lan-
caster, Calif., as Superba Tapes

Superba Tapes Inc. This action |
charges the defendants with
having illegally dubbed on to
4-track tape performances by |
Jefferson Airplane and The
Monkees (the latter manufac- |
tured and distributed by RCA |
on the Colgems label).

Investigating All Areas

Announcement of the suits |
was made by Norman Racusin, ‘
Division Vice President and
General Manager, RCA Records,
who said RCA is investigating
piracy in all areas where such
illegal practices exist. “We
have taken this action on our |
own and in behalf of the Rec-

ord Industry to protect our |
rights, those of our artists, and |

the rights of the record manu-
facturer. We are pursuing an
aggressive policy of fighting

piracy and counterfeiting of
tapes and records.”
Racusin said 4-track tapes

featuring performances by RCA
artists had been purchased in
the stores mentioned in the
suit by a number of persons on
behalf of RCA prior to insti-
tution of the suits.
“Unauthorized duplication of
recordings has become an in-
dustry-wide problem of serious
proportions,” Racusin said. “We
will fight it with every remedy
at our disposal,” he continued.

annual convention of the Na-
tional Association of Record
Merchandisers earlier this year,
Racusin had warned that pi-
racy and counterfeiting had
become collectively one of the
major problems facing the rec-
orded entertainment industry.
The two suits ask that the
defendants be enjoined from
continuing their practice of un-
lawful dubbing of RCA product
and also ask damages for RCA
from each of the defendants
based on an accounting of the
profits from said operation.
Both cases were filed by the
San Francisco law firm of
Brobeck, Phleger and Harrison.

RCA'’'s Racusin on Tape
Surveys in Speech

NEW YORK — Results of
RCA Victor’s recent national
consumer tape surveys were
digscussed by Norman Racusin,
Division VP-General Manager,
RCA Records, in his speech be-
fore the Tape Equipment Con-
ference of the Electronics In-
dustry Association last week
(22).

Racusin spoke at the Ameri-
cana Hotel. “Several interest-
ing points developed in con-
nection with the surveys,”
advised Racusin. “Firstly, there
was the response to the single
spaced 4 page questionnaire—
approximately 50% in both
cases—a very high response
level—indicating great interest
on the part of the respondees.
Secondly was the large number
of unsolicited comments—both
favorable and unfavorable—
indicating real involvement on
the part of the owner.

“Where they bought their
tapes in 1967 as opposed to a
year earlier reflects the spread
of the market and the avail- |
ability of Stereo 8 tapes in
record stores, discount stores
and department stores.

“In 1966, almost half of the
tape cartridge buyers made
purchases from auto dealers, |
ostensibly where they origin-
ally purchased their players. A

yvear later, however, auto
dealers sold to only 17% of 1
those surveyed while record

stores were a point of purchase
for almost half, discount stores |

and department stores each al-
most one fourth,

“The survey revealed that
Stereo 8 iis not a novelty item
in which owners lose interest
after a short period of time.
It revealed on the other hand
that almost two thirds of the
owners continued to use their
players after long ownership
and that an additional 20%
used them even more than they
had previously after long own-
ership. Most of those surveyed
used their Stereo 8 each time
they drove their car. For many
of these it means practically
every day.”

Racusin went on: “Perhaps
the most significant fact to you
from this part of the survey is
that 889% of set owners plan
to purchase Stereo 8 equipment
in their next car.

Result of Hearing Players

“And even more important to
both instrument manufacturers
and dealers is the fact that
three-fourths of present owners

| indicated that one or more of

their friends will be buying a
Stereo 8 player as a result of
hearing their plavers. Like the
old-fashioned chain letter,
think of what this multiplier
can mean if even half of these
people mean what they say.
“Since most of those sur-
veyed were owners of auto
players, their attitudes toward
home units proved interesting.

Division in Philadelphia, gave
the press a progress report on
their Hip Pocket Records (in-
troduced last September) and
miniature phonographs at the
Drake Hotel last week (24).

Philco-Ford’s portable phono-
graph sales have increased 81
per cent, while the U. S. indus-
try as a whole has shown an
18 per cent decrease.

ing for a suitable talent to
guide Command’s further prog-
ress, we couldn’t have found a
more qualified executive than
Joe Carlton. His vast experience
in the industry is the solid
background required for the
future of our Command label.”

Carlton outlined some of his
thoughts in connection with his
new appointment: “The record
business today has gone far
beyond anyone’s optimistic ex-
pectations of a few years ago.
Command has been excellently
developed since its beginning
and continuance following
ABC’s acquisition of the label.
With its reputation for quality
stereo sound, Command stands
on the threshold of even greater
success.

“We plan to take the same
superior sound for which Com-
mand enjoys a magnificent re-
putation and combine it with
the ingredients of name power
and new talent to chart a
course for growth. Both Larry
Newton and I have strong feel-
ings that the future of Com-
mand lies in this direction.
There is a possibility that we
will develop a label to retail at
a suggested $4.79 packaged in a
single-fold jacket, to sell con-
currently with the $5.79 line in
order to accommodate and wel-
come the new sounds and great
potential of young talent that is
available.

‘To Add Identity of Talent’

“We do not intend to dimin- ‘
ish Command’s image in any
way whatsoever, but our aim
is to add identity of talent to
the demand for quality stereo
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sound. We feel this is the
answer to a demand created
both by distributors and con-
sumers. It is no longer sufficient
to produce merely quality
sound, but we must concentrate
on the value of artist power.
We feel that in this so-ealled
age of vouth, rather than cater
to an old or a young group, it
is more vital simply to think
new.”

Many years of music busi-
ness experience precede Carl-
ton’s move to Command. TFor
the past three years he was
with Columbia where most re-
cently he acted as Director,
Columbia Records A & R Ad-
ministration. Prior to
Carlton was President of his
own label, Carlton Records, for
five years. During this time he
was responsible for successes
by recording stars Anita Bry-
ant, Jack Scott, the Chantels
and Paul Evans, among others.

During five years as Director
of A & R for RCA Victor Rec-
ords, Carlton was responsible
for 22 gold records including
recordings by Harry Belafonte,
Eddie Fisher, Perry Como, Kay
Starr and the Ames Brothers.
The first recording ever pro-
