Dealers Play Waiting Game Re Price Hike 
Distribs More 

Positive 
By DAVE FINKLE 

The record manufacturers' 
price hike, which many expect 
to be a unanimous action by 
the time it's over, has retailers 
and distribs in a quandary at 
this juncture, although most 
tradesters expect that prices 
will rise at all levels eventually. 

The uncertainty of the indus- 
try may have been best indi- 
cated last week by Dinty 
Moore, veteran distaff record 
buyer for Rick's in Atlanta, 
who said to Record World, "I 
wish somebody would marry 
me and get me out of this busi- 
ness." 

On a more serious note, she 
added that as of the moment 
she expected that her outfit 
would try to absorb the cost 
rise rather than pass it on to 
the consumer. She said Rick's 
won't - be - undersold policy 
means the store will hold the 
line for as long as possible 
while watching the rest of the 
industry, and especially Sears. 

Sears, whom many other dis- 
counters are keeping their eye 
on, had no comment. Frank 
Hendricks of the company said, 
"We make no comment when 
prices go up and we make no 
comment when prices go down." 

Marvin Sains of Discount Re- 
cords -of the retailers Record 
W o r l d contacted -was the 
most definite about his com- 
pany's plan. "At the end of the 

month we'll be raising prices 
about 19e," he said. (This, of 
course, is exactly the same as 
the most common manufactur- 
er's hike.) 

Record World also learned 
on good authority that Califor- 
nia's Music Box stores would 
also raise prices. 

Jimmy Dimestria of the Two 
Guys chain said that, although 
there had been no intramural 
discussion at the time he was 
contacted by Record World, he 
felt certain that a price hike 
for consumers was "pretty 
much show it's going to have to 
be."

PARIS-For the third year 

the Marche International du 
Disque et de l'Edition Musicale 
(MIDEM) will take place from 
Jan. 18 through 24 at the Hotel 
Martinez in Cannes (French 
Riviera). 

Once again, Bernard Chevry, 
head of the MIDEM organiza- 
tion, and his team (Eric Ro - 
chat, International Manager; 
Claude Kaouza, Promotion 
Manager; Jean Amblard, Tech- 
nical Director; Marc Exiga, A 
and R Manager; Jacqueline Dal 
Torrionne, Financial Director) 
have set up this major event in 
the world of music. 

This year will most likely 
mark an even bigger effort in 
internationalizing the MIDEM. 
The French trade will, of 
course, be represented, al- 
though a fairly large amount 
of French record labels have 
decided not to rent an office for 
the duration of the gathering, 
but only to send observers. A 
great deal of foreign companies 
will come from Europe, i.e. 
Great Britain (127 companies), 
Germany, Belgium, Spain and 
also many from Italy; and 
Czechoslovakia and Yugoslavia, 
entering the European music 
market for the first time, will 
attend the annual MIDEM con- 
vention. From the U.S.A., RCA 
Victor, Atlantic, Tamla-Mo- 
town, MCA, White Whale and 
other labels and publishers. 

A telephone switchboard has 
been especially installed for 
each floor at the Martinez in 
order to make communications 
easier between the numerous 
offices and personalities. 

The entertainment will con- 
sist of four international galas. 

On Jan. 18, presenting No - 
toco (Poland), John Rowles 
(England), Elis Regina (Bra- 
zil), Edu Lobo (Brazil), Les 
Irresistibles (France), 5th Di- 
mension (U.S.A.), Heidi Bruhi 
(Germany).

MIDEM a Must in Italy 
By HARA MINTANGIAN 
MILAN - To participate in 

MIDEM has become a must for 
the Italian record and publish- 
ing companies. In fact, for 
the third year of MIDEM, al- 
most all the important Italian 
labels and publishing compa- 
nies will be gathered at Cannes 
at the Hotel Martinez for the 
yearly appointment where they 
will discuss, buy and sell new 
copyrights, plus exchange ideas 
of distribution. 

But for the Italian partici- 
pants, the meeting will also be 
an excellent occasion to make 
foreign publishers listen to the 
songs of the Festival of San 
Remo which follows MIDEM. 

There are three main reasons 
for the popularity of MIDEM: 

(1) It is unique in its kind 
because it is not a competition 

but a meeting place where peo- 
ple can discuss their business 
in a relaxed atmosphere of cor- 
diality, and judge the songs 
without being influenced by the 
personality of the singer as in 
the case of competition; 

(2) During a whole week, 
publishers and producers of all 
nationalities can meet each 
other unofficially and establish 
personal contacts which are the 
basis of all business enter- 
prises; 

(3) It opens new horizons 
and new prospects, as well as 
new ways of marketing. 

Whereas it is true that al- 
most all established record and 
publishing companies are al- 
ready in contact all over the 
world and conduct their busi-

THE NAKED TRUTH 
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MIDEM: Important to U. K. Product, Business 
By JEAN GRIFFITHS 

LONDON - The British 
bookings for the International 
Record and Music Publishing 
Market, MIDEM, total 110 
rooms this year. Forty-six pub- 
lishing houses and eight record 
companies have booked this 
number of rooms between 
them. So far, the "floating pop- 
ulation" -that is, persons at- 
tending but not with an official 
office-numbers 30, but as the 
event draws nearer this num- 
ber is expected to increase. 

When it is noted that the 
first year's MIDEM booking 
figures was 12 double offices, 
there is little doubt that the 
music business considers it a 
worthwhile venture. 

Of course, from the British 
contingency point of view the 
biggest incentive for attending 
MIDEM is the fact that the 
British Board of Trade recog- 
nizes MIDEM as a good show- 
place for British product and 
a serious export business. 
Therefore, the Board pays the 
participation fee for the pub- 
lishers and, this year, has con- 
sented to pay the record com- 
panies' fees as well. 

A big share of the credit for 

organizing this situation goes 
to the British MIDEM official, 
Mitch Murray. Because of his 
initiative the British Music in- 
dustry benefits. 

The record representation is 
smaller than hoped for, but as 
Murray explained the Board's 
approval took a while to come 
through and some companies 
felt time was short for plan- 
ning. 

It is probably the last time 
that the Market will be held at 
the Martinez Hotel, as the 
planned additional extention to 
the Palais de Festival building 
should be complete by 1970; 
then the pattern will be re- 
stored to the first year's "open 
plan" market booth system. 

The official opening day, Jan. 
18, falls on a Saturday and will 
be marked by an evening re- 
ception. Sunday will be an "op- 
tional" day and participants 
will no doubt make use of it as 
a social occasion. 

The serious work starts on 
Monday morning, through to 
the following Friday. The 
slight rearranging of the week 
(as opposel to Sunday through 
Saturday) relieves the pres- 
sure a little.

Among other stores that have

Record buy- 
er Jeff Toffler said that the 
record departments, "always 
profitable" for Field, must also 
be maintained as "traffic-buld- 
ers." 

Charles Johnson of Jordan 
Marsh in Boston said that his 
stores would stand pat on their 
prices since they had a "won't 
be undersold policy" in "the 
most competitive region of the 
country." "I don't like it ex- 
actly," he said, "but our prices 
just can't go up." 

Distributors seem more cer- 
tain about their attitudes. Dan 
Heilicher of Heilicher Brothers 
in Minneapolis told Record 
World that "we can't absorb a 
price rise. We are absolutely 
going to raise prices. Prices on 
everything are going up. We 
don't know exactly how much 
we're going to raise our prices, 
but it's going to have to be 
more than just the manufactur- 
er's hike because of the rising 
costs of packaging, et cetera. 
Discounters are going to have 

to raise their prices. We have 
a known product and it 
shouldn't be used as a leader 
item." 

Bob Garmisa of Garmisa Dis- 
tributors in Elkins Park, Ill., 
said that the company has made 
no move yet, but that "as the 
manufacturers raise their prices, 
we'll raise ours the same 
amount.' 

Jack Solinger of H. R. Bas - 
ford in San Francisco said that 
he would be raising prices line 
by line, as the companies he 
handles announce raises.

Al Levine of New Deal in 
Long Island City said that it 
was too early to tell about a 
raise at his distributorship, but 
that industry moves would be 
"scrutinized thoroughly."

The underground has a brand new hero. 
He is 67 -year -old Harry Partch, composer, who up until just 

recently, was known only among a handful of classical music 
buffs and avant-gardists. Classical music people because that 
was about the closest form they could fit him into, and avant 
gardists because his creations aren't exactly something you can 
walk away humming, and Harry Partch is a pretty far out dude. 

Recently, as we've been exposed to a lot of 
excellent musical creativity, the front guard 
has become bored with the same old forms, a 
natural human trait. And so new things have 
been tried, like electronic music and uncon- 
ventional rhythmic or instrumental produc- 
tions. Composers who were there all the time, 
just waiting for us to catch up, have all of a 

sudden become great discoveries, which is usually the way it 
works with genius in any medium. People like Charles Ives, John 
Cage, Thelonious Monk. And Harry Partch. 

Harry Partch is a little wierder than most, and so it's taken 
a little longer. There was not much for us to relate to, for an- 
other reason, because Partch rejects most musical tradition in 
his works, creating his own theory, building his own instruments, 
making up his own musical notation system and not caring much 
whether anyone digs it or not. 

He even recorded his own things, and often, they say, gave 
the recordings to friends. A couple of his works were released 
by Composers Recording, Inc., and even they are hard to find: 
"And on the Seventh Day Petals Fell in Petalume" (CRI 213) ; 

and a collection of short compositions performed by various 
friends in various parts of the country, which could be called 
"Harry Partch's Greatest Hits," but isn't, and is known only as 
CRI 193. 

There is a rumor that John McClure, who was responsible for 
Columbia Records' movement into the avant-garde recording 
field, has approached Partch about releasing an album of his 
things, but whether definite plans have been made is unknown. 

He has made a number of appearances in and around his north- 
ern California home, and a couple of notable appearances recently 
at the Whitney Museum of American Art in New York, for a con- 
vention of the International Music Congress and for a packed 
public concert. 

There is no easy way to describe Harry Partch. The closest 
might be to call him a freaked out musical version of Henry 
Miller. Martin Bernheimer, music critic for the Los Angeles 
Times, said "the easiest way to describe Partch, and perhaps the 
most superficial, would be to invoke the name of Don Quixote. 
Partch has built a career fighting windmills." Ten years ago he 
would have been called a beatnik. Today he might be unjustly 
called an elderly hippie. 

He is white-haired and bearded, smokes a pipe colorfully, is 
usually comfortably dressed in sandles, baggy trousers and loose 
shirts. None of it is affected. He is simply one of those naturally 
square pegs. 

His music, if you can justly call it that, is joltingly different, 
but after several fair listenings, begins to become as natural to 
the reconditioned ear as music. With just as beautiful possibili- 
ties. 

The Partch instruments used to convey these sounds are easily 
as unique. They include elongated violas; an altered organ called 
the chormelodeon; a 72 -string kithara; marimba -like reeds, called 
boos-giant groupings of bamboo; sawed-off glass vats called 
cloud -chamber bowls; a huge "marimba eroica," made up of big 
wooden planks over resonating chambers; and incredible wind 
instruments called Blo-boys, made up of bellows, 1912 auto ex- 
haust pipes and three organ pipes. 

Real underground, baby. It's impossible to describe. You must 
hear it.

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Blaine & Eichner: 

Diversification Blows In 
With 1969 for Jubilee 

Including Stronger Emphasis on R & B, 
New 'Jubilee Train' Gospel Series 

NEW YORK - Diversifica- 
tion is blowin' in the wind for 
Jubilee Records in 1969; and 
as President Steve Blaine puts 
it, "By the end of the year, af- 
ter we have added four or five 
labels to the several we have 
now, we should be known as 
the Jubilee Group." 

Vice President Mickey Eich- 
ner-in a dual interview with 
Record World last week-also 
explained: "What ever is hap- 
pening or what ever we think 
will happen - that's where 
we'll be." 

Along these lines, Blaine re- 
vealed, "We plan to go more 
heavily into the R&B market 
in '69. The company was origi- 
nally built on an R&B founda- 
tion, and our artists were 
among the first to make a dent 
in this field. When we began 
clicking in the contemporary 
market with groups like the 
Happenings, there was a void 
in the R&B. 

"But since Tommy Smalls 
was appointed VP of all R&B 
product, this new R&B empha- 
sis is a natural progression. 
We have come up with a soul 
smash, `Sophisticated Cissy,' 
by the Meters on our Josie la- 
bel, produced by Marshall Se - 
horn. Now it's going pop, too. 
Nat Parsons has just been put 
on under Smalls, concentrating 
on the Southern territory, but 
eventually to go national in his 
duties. 

"Smalls has acquired an- 
other hot master for Josie, `It's 
All in Your Mind,' by the Soul 
Angels, who are produced by 
Donald Height, one of our 
Josie artists himself." Other 
R&B artists signed: Mary 
Wells, the Valentinos, Mary 
Love and Little Buster. 

Blaine announced a new gos- 
pel series of albums-the logo, 
appropriately, says "The Jubi- 
lee Train" - with the first 
packages set for the middle of 
February, when the company 
will also release a number of 
other varied, important albums 
to form the diskery's "largest 
LP release to date." 

Blaine noted that there 
would be a big trade and con- 
sumer advertising campaign 
for the new gospel series. "We 
eventually hope to hire a real 
train, put all our gospel artists 
on it and stop in about 30 cit- 
ies for concerts to benefit local 
charities. We would like to film 
it and possibly make a TV spe- 
cial from the material." All 
gospel wax will be on the Ju- 
bilee label (whereas, Blaine in- 
formed, R&B product can ap- 
pear on other company labels 
-which thus far include, be- 
sides Jubilee and Josie, Port, 
Rainy Day, B. T. Puppy, Mo- 
hawk and Raw). Jubilee plans 
to have 30 gospel LPs out by 
the end of the year, and has 
just signed Prof. Alex Bard - 
ford and Choir. 

There will be four regional 
sales meetings to introduce the 
new albums in February. The 
list of product is as follows. 

In gospel: "Joy to the 
World," When Singers Meet, 
Inc.; "Just as I Am," Novella 
Williams; "Beyond the Hill- 
top," the Innerlights; "Meeting 
with God," Rev. Mozelle Sand- 
ers; `Beach Out," Gospel Ma- 
jors of Louisville; "Gospel and 
Jesse," Jesse McDaniel; "Won- 
derful," Music Makers; "God 
is Using Me," J. Dynamics;

Jubilee Industries, which al- 
ready has two pubberies, Be- 
nell (BMI) and Josie (ASCAP), 
also has a new publishing 
wing, Jubilant Music, which is 
signing new writers who in 
many cases will double as per- 
formers on the various com- 
pany labels. 

Said Eichner: "We have an 
open door policy in all fields. 
And that doesn't mean that 
we're only going to sit and lis- 
ten. We're going to go. If 
there's an act in Chicago, 
we'll go there, for instance." 
Eichner added that he will be 
making repeated trips to the 
Coast during '69 "to take ad- 
vantage of the activity there." 
He announced further that 
they will be unveiling new pro- 
motion techniques to increase 
artist -product exposure. 

"We're in negotiation now 
with artists in all fields," Eich- 
ner continued. "As well as pro- 
ducers. We've signed Mike 
Bern iker, who's producing Ali- 
za Kashi; and Bobby Apple- 
gate on the West Coast, who 
functions in both sales and 
production. Steve Wax is na- 
tional promotion man for all 
the labels, and Irwin Lisabeth 
heads the tape department. Re 
the latter, Blaine reported, 
"We're handling our own tape 
now, and this has added tre- 
mendous dollar volume." The 
next few months should also 
see Jubilee adding an exclusive 
foreign representative to coor- 
dinate distribution and acquire 
new acts and product. 

Eichner mentioned that ne- 
gotiations are taking place 
with key producers for label 
production deals and national 
distribution. "One of the im- 
portant factors in acquiring 
new creative people," Blaine 
went on, "has been our modern- 
ized studio, with its new equip- 
ment and 8 -track facilities." 

New Beat's Slater 
Busy Producing 
NEW YORK-Date Records, 

recently secured the services of 
indie producer Alan Slater for 
production of a single disk on 
that label. Slater, who is VP 
of New Beat Records, Ltd. 
(started in September with his 
brother Robert and associate 
Mark Allan), also produced a 
single for Koppelman and Ru- 
bin Associates within the past 
few weeks. 

Alan Slater 
Producer on the move 

Slater was assigned by Date 
to produce the sessions of 
Date's new, six -piece rock 
group, the Exiles, whose single 
ballad, "Mary on the Beach," 
is scheduled for release. 

Slater and Mike Appel of 
New Beat Records, Ltd., also 
produced the single "On Your 
Mark Get Set Go" for Koppel - 
man and Rubin. The tune will 
be the first release by Freckles, 
a new rock combo. 

Works Closely with Groups 
Slater comments: "My idea 

of effective production is to 
work closely with self-con- 
tained groups and to get the 
most out of them.

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Soul Music is Taking Over 
A few short months ago rec- 

ord men were trying to compre- 
hend a variance 'between San 
Francisco rock and rock 'n' roll 
music. The answer generally 
accepted was that the new rock 
music carried a message. 

But soul music possesses a 
magnitude of unique measure. 
Rhythm 'n' Blues envelops the 
music connoisseur. Perhaps the 
secret is hidden in one verb: 
To involve. Soul is involving to 
both the entertainer and the 
entertained. 

Recently, I was privileged to 
hear one of the best female 
soul groups anywhere, Martha 
Reeves & the Vandellas 
(Gordy). Preceding the trio 
was comedian Stu Gilliam. 
Latter seemed to be slightly 
slow with his delivery, but had 
good material. His set was en- 
joyable and well worthwhile. 
The stars of the show glittered 
in fine style. For those who 
saw Motown Night at 1968's 
NARM, you might remember 
beating your foot, shaking your 
head and clapping out an 
enthusiastic applause which 
was all a part of your reaction 
to "soul involvement." 

Part of the girls' great soul 
presentation lies with the fan- 
tastic and exciting musical ar- 
rangements. "It's a New Dawn" 
was the bright opening which 
lead into the smash, "Honey 
Chile." The show "Hair" has 
been the talk -of -the -trade and 
is also responsible for some 
good scoring. A beautiful tune 
titled "Aquarius" is a moving 
experience when Martha Reeves 
and the Vandellas lend them- 
selves to it. 

A series of medleys were ex- 
ecuted in the gals' own super- 
lative style, starting with a 
light combination of "The Girl 
from Ipanema" and "The Look 
of Love." The soulful pairing 
of "I'm Ready For Love" and 
"Come and Get These Memo- 
ries" was great. If you liked 
these tunes on disk, you'll be 
stunned when they are experi- 
enced VERY live. Another 
smash 45 of theirs, "Heat 
Wave," kept up the pace. 

I think one of 1968's most 
beautiful songs was "Les Bi- 
cyclettes De Belsize," and it 
seemed custom -fitted to the 
talents of Martha Reeves. 

Back again with soul and 
the dream of how "My Baby 
Loves Me." Even though "You 
Don't Have To Say You Love

Me," remember Martha's solo 
of Jim Webb's tune and how 
"We Almost Made It." 

The fabulous single, "I Can't 
Dance to That Music They're 
Playing," was coupled with a 
few choruses of "Dance To The 
Music." One of the group's all- 
time great hits lead the way 
for the finale of a superb per- 
formance. The hit was "Danc- 
ing In the Street," and then 
the Tops' hit, "I Can't Help 
Myself." 

Whereas rock music can be 
appreciated from the exterior, 
soul music draws from within. 
Soul music is inspirational, 
soul music is involvement, Soul 
Music Is Taking Over.

By 
the age of 22 he had written 50 songs, a piano concerto, a sym- 
phonic poem and a string quartet using just intonation. Six years 
later "I crammed all of this into a big, potbellied stove in New 
Orleans.

Prestige Records of Bergen- 

field, N. J., celebrates its 20th 
anniversary this month. 

The company, still owned 
and operated by Bob Wein- 
stock, cut its first records on 
Jan. 11, 1949, under the leader- 
ship of Lennie Tristano and 
featuring Lee Konitz. 

During the 1950s, Prestige 
continued to build its roster of 
modern jazz stars. Among the 
men who either made their first 
records for the company or 
came to prominence on the la- 
bel were: the Modern Jazz

In conjunction with their 
Country and Western Series re- 
leased last autumn they set up 
a Country Music Department, 
with its own newsletter that is 
sent out in the thousands. 
Called "Country and Western 
Drive," it not only lists MCA 
releases but the latest British 
country music events as well. 

MCA also 
organized sev- 
eral promotion 
stunts. One 
took place in 
Sou thamption 
where they 
arranged for a 
posse of cow- 
boys to ride 
into town to a 
leading record 

center demanding the MCA 
C/W Series. Fortunately, the 
shop owner was able to pro- 
duce them, thereby saving him- 
self from a lunching! The fol- 
lowing week a C/W Record 
Night was held at the Rank 
Ballroom. Held on a Tuesday 
night, they anticipated the 
usual five to six hundred turn- 
out. But on the MCA C/W 
night, they had to turn people 
away, after two thousand had 
come through the turnstiles! 

In Birmingham, MCA had a 
horsedrawn surrey deliver 
their MCA disks to dealers 
around the town. Both events 
had TV coverage, and it all 
added up to lots of disk sales. 
MCA is now planning to have 
a package of MCA talent tour 
over here some time in 1969, 
and to participate in the Inter- 
national Country Music Festi- 
val at Wembley Pool on 
April 5. 
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New British releases in coun- 
try music: Volume 2 of Bri- 
tain's Third Country Music 
Festival, on the Allegro label 
of Pickwick.

About That Bridge 

In discussing the perennial 
question about what was 
thrown off the Tallahatchie 
bridge, Miss Gentry said, "The 
idea of throwing something 
away was symbolic to me. It 
was a ritual. I wanted to get 
across the idea that something 
had been decided, that there 
was a parting, something 
hadn't worked out. I never 
thought about exactly what it 
was. But you should see the 
letters I've had interpreting 
the song. If you think you can 
tell a lot about songwriters 
from the way they write, I 
could certainly tell plenty 
about the people who wrote to 
me from the way they interpre- 
ted the song." -Dave Finkle.

Tennessee's Inaugural Float 
To Have Opry Theme 

The float representing the 
State of Tennessee in the Wash- 
ington, D.C., parade preceding 
Richard Nixon's inauguration 
will be inspired by the Grand 
Ole Opry. 

The parade will begin at ap- 
proximately 11 a.m. on Jan. 20, 
1969, and will include floats 
representing many of the 50 
states and many marching 
bands. On Jan. 2, the Tennes- 
see Republican organization an- 
nounced the Volunteer State's 
entry will call attention to the 
Opry, an internationally -known 
Tennessee attraction. 

The float is being constructed 
by Hargrove Displays, Inc., a 
Washington -based firm dealing 
in parade floats whose floats 
have appeared in the Miss 
America Pageant, the Orange 
Bowl Parade, and in the Cherry 
Blossom and Apple Blossom 
parades, plus several other ma- 
jor events. 

The Opry float is described 
as a gigantic fiddle covered 
with tufted satin with a scroll 

at the base of the neck bearing 
the words "Grand Ole Opry." 
Several prominent Opry per- 
formers will appear on the 
float. The float, over 50 feet 
long and approximately 12 feet 
wide, will be one of the longest 
floats in the parade. 

The procession will step off 
at 11 a.m. and should conclude 
at albout 3 p.m. with the Opry 
float expected to appear at 
about the half -way point. Presi- 
dent-elect Richard Nixon's in- 
auguration will take place im- 
mediately following the parade. 
The line of march will extend 
down Pennsylvania Avenue. 
The University of Tennessee's 
"Pride of the Southland Band" 
will also represent Tennessee 
in the parade and will precede 
the appearance of the float. All 
non -motorized floats will be 
drawn by military jeeps, and 
the Tennessee entry will be 
driven by a Marine who will be 
accompanied by several repre- 
sentative Tennessee young peo- 
ple.

"We are 
pleased that our Grand Ole 
Opry is being recognized as a 
Tennessee asset," Waugh 
stated, "and we feel we are not 
only extending the State's and 
the Opry's good wishes to Mr. 
Nixon, but the regards of the 
entire country music industry 
as well."
