Kicking Out the Jams
It's mind-blowing, earsplitting, stom-

ach -churning. The souped -up music of
the MC5 (MC for Motor City) starts off
in high and never throttles down. Until
recently, pop music from Detroit was all
Motown, the slick manufactured charm
symbolized by the Supremes. But up
from the underground has come a real
Detroit sound, pulsating with the belch
of its smokestacks and the beat of its
machinery. Some of the new groups are
the Amboy Dukes, the Psychedelic
Stooges, SRC and UP. Last week, the
leader of the pack, the MC5, was playing
an infrequent out-of-town date, at New
York's Ungano's.

It's a driving music that has in it the
dirt and factory pulse and scream of rub-
ber turning corners at full speed; The
uninuffled engines of the MC5 spare
neither audience nor musicians, who ex-
ercise an uncanny control over their
electrifying, abandoned ferocity. They
steam with sweat, they leap and stretch
and spin as they play and. sing. They
even carry along a sort of flight engineer
who adjusts their electronic amplifiers,
hands out towels, passes around a water

bucket and relilaces frenetic drummer
Dennis Thompson's sticks as he breaks
them-ten, fifteen, twenty a set.

The battering ram of a revolution is
how the MC5 think of themselves. "Call
Me Animal," chants lead singer Rob
Tyner, a plumpish blob of wild -haired
libido. And the band makes happy pig
noises as Tyner throws a handy "groupie"
to the floor and exuberantly pretends
to rape her. They play and chant with
relish "Motor City Is Burning" and re-
gard society as "The Human Be-
ing Lawnmower (Chop -chop -chop -chop -
chop)" as they chant the litany or point
the necks of their guitars at the audi-
ence like bayonets or machine guns.

Profane: To these kids -25 -year -old
bass guitarist Michael Davis is the oldest
-the Revolution is happening. "There's
two cultures today," says lead guitarist
Wayne Kramer, who wears a Continental
Army uniform and paints his guitar with
stars and stripes. "There's the adult
honky culture-Frank Sinatra, Democrats
and Republicans. And there's the Al-
ternative Culture-the Cream, Jimi Hen-
drix, the underground." "It's a revolution
against cultural repression," adds guitar-
ist Fred Smith. "What's obscenity?" asks
Davis. "Four-letter words? Making love?
What's obscene are city streets, dead
fish, pollution of air and water. And war.
Hooky culture is death culture." The
groups' use of profane language on one
version of their Elektra LP, "Kick Out
the Jams," which has sold more than
100,000 copies, and in an advertisement
in an Ann Arbor, Mich., newspaper were

apparently the reasons why Elektra re-
cently fired them, citing "unprofession-
al conduct." However, it looks as if
they will soon sign with Atlantic Records.

All except Davis come from Lincoln
Park, "the other side of the tracks" from
rich Grosse Pointe. That's where they
met, schooled together, learned to make
music together. "After high school, in
Lincoln Park," says Smith, "you can go to
college, which you can't afford, or the
Army or the factory. You end up working
all year in a loveless job to have two
weeks' vacation a year." Smith's father
works in a factory; Kramer's is a truck -
driver; Davis's has worked for Ford for
30 years. He himself once worked in a
steel mill, and Dennis Thompson used to
work in a tool -and -die shop.

Impulses: Despite the show of vio-
lence, the MC5 is a likable group, not
only talented and personable, but con-
cerned and peace -loving, driven genu-
inely by inchoate but profoundly felt
impulses. "We want the rebirth of the
natural, righteous self," says Thompson.
"It's a young planet," says Tyner. "We're
just getting out of the caves. What we
try to say in our music is: Come out,
have the whole planet, not just the room
with the TV set." To the MC5, their
music "tries to create an atmosphere for
change." "We found out that when you
played super -loud and super -fast, it
made you feel pure and happy," says
Tyner. "It makes you feel better today,"
says Davis. "It makes you feel even bet-
ter tomorrow," says Smith.

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Phil Ramone:

Engineer's Assn. Needed
To Stabilize Recording
By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK - Phil Ramone,
who heads A&R Recording and
its subsidiary enterprises, is
one of those men who should
be writing a book instead of
giving interviews.

He's involved in that many
illuminating and innovative
projects having to do with
sound engineering, which he
got into in the early '50s, when
as a young violinist he found
that recording techniques were
inadequate.

Ramone talked to Record
World graciously and volumin-
ously a week or so ago, provid-
ing a fascinating hopscotch of
information. "I'm one of those
idiots who likes to get into as
many things as possible," he
prefaced his remarks and then
went on to talk about A&R's
new studios on W. 48th St.,
where facilities will be able to
accommodate multi -multi -track
recording and, shortly, a com-
puterized mixing system, Ra-
mone, however, would like to
start some sort of engineer's
association to establish 16 -
track recording uniformly.

"I'd like to stop the track
race. I don't think of our busi-
ness as a competition," he said,
"because there is enough work
for all recording studios to
handle. And it's extremely im-
portant that we can trade
tapes. It's mandatory that we
trade."

Right now Ramone is model-
ing his studios so that when
audio-visual tapes become a
commercial actuality, he will
be ready to swing right into
production. "They say that it
won't be for a few years," he
noted, "but you know and I
know that the minute the first
audio-visual tape hits the mar-
ket, everybody will bring one
out. The problem now is stand-
ardization of equipment, but I
have to be ready when the time
comes."

Still maintaining studios at
729 Seventh Ave., Ramone will
shortly have a studio for 100
musicians and is also spending
impressive amounts of money
on lighting. He's creating, in
other words, an environment
for expansion.

Ramone received attention
earlier this year when he re-
designed the sound system at
the Schubert Theater, where
"Promises, Promises" is play-

, ing. "Broadway sound is anti -

quated," Ramone said, "and it
took a man like David Merrick
to spend a little money to do
something about it." Ramone,
through his Admins, Ltd., is
currently working on "Hair's"
sound problems at the Bilt-
more.

Obviously, it was Ramone's
association with Burt Bach-
arach and Hal David that
brought him to "Promises" and
it's that association that has,
in part, brought him to his new
status as a record producer.
"I've got to take a shot at pro-
duction," Ramone said. "I've
worked with enough good pro-
ducers to pick up a few points.
And nowadays some of these
groups have a better rapport
with their engineers than their
producers." H e ' s currently
signing acts for recording
soon.

And, where rapport with the
young is concerned, Ramone, a
very young 40ish, teaches a
two-week course annually at
Rochester University and is
thinking of setting up a longer
curriculum, the philosophy of
which would be that "engineer-
ing is more than knob -twirl-
ing." Ramone is extremely in-
terested in getting young engi-
neers at A&R and keeping
them via a system of enlight-
ened autonomy. "We want to
help the 20-25 engineer take his
first step and we want to take
the next steps with them. We
try to have a place to be cool.
We encourage experimenta-
tion."

Ramone, who was a technical
advisor at the White House,
who set up the sound system
(in two days) for Barbra

"Myra Breckenridge is the quintessence of the rack 'n' roll
esthetic," said Digby Diehl, book editor of the Los Angeles Times,
contributor to TV Guide, editor of FM and Fine Arts Magazine,
free-lance writer, author, singer, husband, bon vivant, raconteur
and yachtsman.

Digby, reclining on a 42 -foot sectional aboard his yacht at the
Marina Del Rey in Venice (California), passed out pearls of
observations into the Pacific trough as he prepared to split from
the "scene" - rock 'n' roll, magazines, newspapers, radio, tele-
vision, books, women, public relations men, Republican overkill
etc., forever.

The reason he is leaving this "b t scene" is "because there
is no purity left in the world. Polluted air, polluted minds, pol-
luted souls, polluted music. I've just awakened from the Califor-
nia dream, and the only hope is mass psychoanalyis. For myself,
I am casting off for the Barbados."

Digby came to this action after more than four years of "play-
ing Batman to Ronald Reagan's joker." And as he says, pouring

another Marguerita, "I've had the last trick
umbrella shoved up my conscience."

"Anthropology cannot remain indifferent to
historical processes," Digby paraphrased
Claude Levi -Strauss, "and it cannot ignore the
most highly conscious expression of social
phenomena. Any nutball who's taken one look
at the national frenzy for political suicide
and the subconscious wishes expressed in our
recent 'California disaster games' has got to

have a Joycean epiphany. Only yesterday I spoke to Linda Ron-
stadt, and as Herman Hesse says on page 113 of Steppenwolf,'
Making a guess at her thoughts I felt she was wondering
whether I were wolf enough to carry out her last command.' "

Way-out Sounds in Interview
As propwash from a passing battleship rocked Diehl's repose,

the FM stereo multiplex tuned to KABC-FM's "Love" projected
the wayout sounds of Howard Smith into the intimate interview,
causing Diehl to remark: "There it is. That mystic sensual rhy-
thm of the sea, which is the true rock. Soon the good vibrations
will be washed under by the riptide of the passionate mother
ocean." Here, truly, was the Herman Melville of Los Angeles
speaking. May Moby Grape live forever.

"Clearly, rock was the last hope for the pure ego in America.
It has now become self-defeating with the legions of parasites
who have no true tastes for the Revolution. Rock by its very na-
ture must be a political action. Look at Jim Morrison in Miami,
which a lot of people did. There's an artistic expression worthy
of Shakespeare. Both of them get to the fundamental principles
of the universe. As is pointed out in Handel's 'The Electronic
Revolution,' Planck's Quantum Theory, Einsteints Theory Of
Relatively or Bohr's Model Of The Atom, the new wave
mechanics of de Broglie and Schrodinger, or in the Uncertainty
Principle of Heisenberg and Dirac-all are extensions of the
rock 'n' roll phenomenon.

"But what has happened since 'Sergeant Pepper?' The poly-
morphius, perverse, infantile sexuality of the Beatles has given
way to mastabatory narcissm. Where is the purity of bodily es-
sence?

It's All Kiss -Kiss -Bang -Bang'
"Now it's all sonic Kiss -kiss -bang -bang. As Henry Sutton

says on page 114 of 'The Voyeur,' It was not painful, but neither
was it particularly pleasurable.'"

"That's why I'm getting the hell out of here," he said, pulling
out his map case and sextant. "I miss the politics of ecstasy.

"I sat through all five acts of `MacBird' and I'm not hanging
around for 'Richard II.'"

And trailing the short wave transmission of KHJ-SW, Diehl
sailed out past the breakwater and into the mauve sunset.

The Two Frank Zappas
NEW YORK - We recently

had the opportunity to speak
with a visiting Frank Zappa,
who is very busy being not
only the creative, freak behind
the Motheil, but a *business
mogul as well.

Bizarre R,ecords and Straight
Records are his two labels, and
while Frank's music may be
filled with teen-age euphemisms
(and lack of euphemisms), he
speaks soft, intelligent and
grammatical English, and
seemed willing to expose his
businessman half. He has also
tamed his hair to a certain ex-
tent, which strengthened our
impression (after digging his
music) that there must be
two Frank Zappas.

So we talked to the tamed
Frank Zappa, and it didn't take
long to see that even if he talks
about them in the vernacular of
the trades, his plans are more
bizarre than straight insofar
as standard music business
procedures are concerned. For
instance, Frank feels that the
Mothers are basically a live
group, "but their available
records are about a year behind
what they are doing on stage."
And since he has learned how
to record the band live, the art-
istic Zappa would like to bring
their product up to date by
marketing a five -record set of
live performances.

However, the hard-headed
businessman Zappa has been
informed by his associates (and
readily admits) that the idea is
extremely impractical. But you
get the feeling that he really
doesn't believe it. He also has
a complete history of the
Mothers on tape, which he
would also like to release. As
a matter of fact, he would like
to release an album a week.

New Career Aspect
But back to Zappa number

one. He had just returned from
the University of Tennessee in
Marysville, where he spoke (a
paid engagement) on music, re-
volution and his movie, "Uncle
Meat." This is a new aspect of
his career which has just re-
cently started to open up. He
is also preparing a new Captain
Beef heart album on the
Straight label, called "Trout
Mask Replica."

Another of his projects is
N.T. & B. Advertising (Youth
Market Consultants), and here
we got a glimpse of the 1,000
horsepower Zappa. N.T. & B.
(don't ask what it stands for),
according to Frank, does
"grotesque artwork, absurd
copywriting, off-the-wall con-
cepts, record covers and freak
maps." It is run by artists Cal

Schenkel and John Williams.
Zappa writes copy and calls
himself an "account exec."
They are doing record covers
for Straight, Biazarre and a
number of outside companies.

Even though Frank is a busi-
nessman, too, the crusading
artist Zappa would still like to
flood the market with Mothers
product, because he feels (and
who can deny it?) that the
Mothers are among the groups
today who really have some-
thing to say. So we left laden
with all the Mothers' latest
albums (so we could catch up),
and the unavoidable feeling
that we should spread the
word, too. -Andy Goberman.

Under the terms of the ap-
pointment, ABKCO would re-
ceive certain percentages of
the income of Apple and the
Beatle group of companies
from other sources. Klein em-
phasized the fact that there
was no assurance that ABKCO
would derive any material
earnings from this arrange-
ment.

ABKCO Industries also has
announced a net income of
$28,799 for the six months
ended March 31, 1969, includ-
ing a gain of $23,910, which
amounts represent earnings of
2c per share attributable to
extraordinary gain.

Jan. 16, 1959, by a group of
businessmen, has grown to one
of the most prominent positions
in the Italian (and European)
music industry.

Constantly supported by the
enthusiasm of its General Man-
ager Giovanni Battista Ansoldi
and his closest collaborators,
firmly anchored to a realistic
although open-minded and en-
lightened vision of the market,
Rifi Records turned out to be
one of the most complete, effic-
ient and dynamic industrial
groups.

Beginning with its first rec-
ord, "Coccinella", Rifi has in-
scribed in its golden book many
hits, achieved both in Italy and
abroad, with Italian and foreign
artists. Names such as Iva
Zanicchi, Fausto Leali, I
Giganti, Giorgio Gaber, Fred
Bongusto, etc. (just to men-
tion some of the most famous
Italian artists that have taken
part in the company's develop-
ment) are so popular that they
need no introduction.
