In Pop, Classical

Schoenbaum, Miele, Frey

Gather Musical Melange

NEW YORK - Polydor Inc.,
since its bow on the American
market, just a few short months
ago, has managed to shake up
a storm within the industry.

The turbulence began with
one of its first releases, "Good
Old Rock 'n' Roll" with Cat
Mother and the All Night News
Boys. Not only did the single
make the charts within a week
of its initial shipment, but it
has been climbing steadily up-
wards ever since. As if this
wasn't an auspicious enough
start, a few weeks hence, the
album, "The Street Giveth and
the Street Taketh Away," con-
taining the hit song was re-
leased, with very much the
same positive reaction, making
this Polydor's second chart con-
tender.

Another album from the same
release, "In the Plain," intro-
duced a new young Danish
group, The Savage Rose. The
press was favorable, as were
the customers, and George Wein
invited Anisette, their lead
singer, and the group to appear
at his Newport Jazz Festival.

Most recently, another star-
tling deal was made. Polydor
Inc. was successful in lining up
the Boston Symphony and the
Boston Pops Orchestras for
their yellow label, Deutsche
Grammophon. It will mark the
first American orchestra of
major status to record for the
yellow label, previously noted as
the leading specialist in record-
ing European ensembles. With
this double bill newly added to
its roster, it is expected that the
classical division will be,able
to open new markets and reach
areas that never before handled
the line, It takes Deutsche
Grammophon out of
"special" category, label feels>
and permits it to compete with,
labels long rebirding national
orchestras and also makes the'-
diskery more sought after by
young American talents who
previously may have shied away
because of a European con-
notation.

A major share of the im-
mediate success of Polydor Inc.
is being attributed to its Presi-
dent, Jerry Schoenbaum.
Schoenbaum, who has been
active in key positions within
the industry for many years,
is one of the most aware people
in the business today. His

original interest was in clas-
sics, but when the current rock
scene began to take hold,
Schoenbaum expanded his in-
volvement as part of keeping
up with the revolution. He first
heard Cat Mother and the All
Night News Boys during Poly-
dor's organizational period, felt
the sound was what was hap-
pening today, and decided to
have the group on Polydor.
Schoenbaum says, "The young
people today spend a lot of their
money on records, but they are
a knowledgeable group. They
know what they want, and can't
be sold like their parents."

Schoenbaum also feels that
"too much emphasis is being
placed on giving music readily
identifiable names such as
rock, jazz, folk. The main thrust
of Polydor will be to create and
record all forms of good music
since 'typing' it, as Hollywood
is quickly learning, no longer
is meaningful. If it's good, it
will sell, and the barriers be-
tween forms are rapidly dimin-
ishing. Our concept is to have
a wholly creative record com-
pany with priority given at the
A & R end where the sound and
quality is what counts."

The two people closest to
Schoenbaum are Andrew R.
Miele, Jr., Director of Market-
ing and Merchandising for
Polydor label, and James J.
Frey, Director of Marketing and
Merchandising for the Classical
Division. Miele has been in the
business almost as long as
Schoenbaum and is regarded as
a pro in his field. Originally
with United Artists and Capitol,
Miele joined the organization
from Project 3 when it was
decided the Cat Mother thing
was so big a pop merchandising
manager was needed immedi-
ately to handle it.

Frey, too, has had many rec-
ord years behind him. He was
originally associated with
Schoenbaum when they were
both at MGM and Schoenbaum
hired him from E. J. Korvette's
as a salesman for the Verve/
Forcast line. After a brief
exodus to CBS, Frey returned
to MGM as manager of the
Classical Division when Schoen-
baum moved on to other duties.
Frey was considerably involved
in setting up arrangements be-
tween Hamburg and MGM re-
garding the sound track for
"2001: A Space Odyssey."

McNair Push
NEW YORK - Famous (En-

sign) Music and Audio Fidelity
Records are making an all out
effort for airplay on the new
Barbara McNair release. The
song, "Love Has A Way," from
"Goodbye Columbus," was writ-
ten by Charles Fox (with lyrics
by Jay Darrow) as part of the
film's score and it is in Miss
McNair's new album for AF
called "More Today Than Yes-
terday."

The future looks even more
definite for the budding Ameri-
can branch of the Deutsche
Grammophon group. Establish-
ing quarters in this country
makes the organization the sec-
ond largest record company in
the world. In addition to the
enormous international assort-
ment of talent and music to be
drawn upon, Schoenbaum is still
busily looking for young people
ready to do their thing for any,
and all phases of his diskery.
His search has been among the
names, as well as the unknowns.

He recently signed John May -
all, whose Polydor debut platter
was recorded at Fillmore East
last month. It will be shipped
in another week and is called
"The Turning Point."

Another star on the Polydor
masthead, with an album due
in a fortnight, is Jerry Corbitt,
formerly of the Youngbloods.
His new album, simply titled
"Corbitt," is the initial result
of his split with his former
group.

Tony Williams, the jazz drum-
mer, along with his group Life-
time is about to be launched on
a new Polydor album, "Emer-
gency!" Of Williams Al Kooper
claims, "In my opinion, Tony
Williams is the most brilliant
drummer I have ever experi-
enced."

A new group being intro-
duced on Polydor is Area Code
615, taking its name from the
telephone direct dial number
for Nashville. Wayne Moss and
Elliot Mazer co -engineered the
album at Cinderella Studios in
Madison, Tennessee. The group
consists of David Briggs on
piano, Kenneth Buttrey (who
co -produced the album with
Mazer) on drums, Mac Cayden
on guitar, Charlie McCoy on
mouth harp, Wayne Moss on
guitar and bass, Weldon Myrick
on steel guitar, Norbert Putnam
on bass and organ, Buddy
Spicher on fiddle, and Bobby
Thompson on banjo and guitar.

James Last, Europe band-
leader, has an album of show
music due. Last is perhaps best
known as the composer of the
current hit, "Happy Heart."

Polydor is also issuing a

recording of The Gunter Kall-
mann Chorus. Conceived by
Norrie Paramor (composer of
the title song) "Once in Each
Life," contains a breezy popour-
ri of established hit tunes.

From yellow label Deutsche
Grammophon there are several
albums planned for fall. Just
out is a specially priced, deluxe
SKL edition of Mozart's Great
Symphonies with Karl Boehm
conducting the Berlin Phil-
harmonic. The seven record set
has an optional list price of
$31.50.

Another "triumph" from
Deutsche Grammophon is an
album uniting famed Russian
cellist, Mstislav Rostropovich
with Herbert von Karajan and
the Berlin Philharmonic Or-
chestra. The disk contains the
Dvorak Cello Concerto, based
on American folk themes, plus
Tchaikovsky's Rococo Vari-
ations.

Also planned for fall is the
release of the third album in
Karajan's "Ring" series. "Sieg-
fried" is hopefully being pre-
miered at the Met Opera on 20
November, and Deutsche Gram-
mophon's album will be shipped
well ahead of the scheduled
New York debut. Along with the
Berlin Philharmonic, the stel-
lar cast includes luminaries
who have performed their roles
at Salzburg, many of whom will
be repeating them at the Met:
Jess Thomas (Siegfried), Helge
Dernesch (Bruenhilde), Thomas
Stewart (Wotan), Edda Moser
(Forest Bird), Karl Ridder-
busch (Fafner), Martti Talvela
(Voice of Fafner), Gerhard
Stolze (Mime) and Zoltan Kele-
men (Alberich).

As part of Polydor's total
immersion into the music sound
business, they are actively dis-
tributing their own cassettes
and 8 -track cartridges. While
reel-to-reel tapes and 4 -track
cartridges are still being li-
censed to Ampex, Polydor Inc.
will be distributing all other
configurations. All 8 -track car-
tridges for both red label
Polydor and classical Deutsche
Grammophon and Archive are
being produced domestically, as
are the cassettes for Polydor.
Deutsche Grammophon and
Archive Musicassettes, how-
ever, are still being imported
from Europe, primarily because
the Deutsche Grammophon
group was instrumental in the
development and promotion of
the cassette configuration.
There is a time factor involved
in the "pop" category, which
necessitates that these modules
be manufactured in this coun-
try. The ultimate aim, to begin
with the August release for
classics, and the September re-
lease for "pops," is simultane-
ous issue in all formats.

In the R&B field Stereo Di-
mension has signed Roy Glover
as an artist (pianist and sing-
er), producer, arranger, con-
ductor and writer. Ten sides
have already been completed
and are in the can with product
to be released starting mid -
September. Fine Sound Studios
and engineer Russ Hamm are
involved here with Bobby Byrne
as producer.

In the pop -rock -underground
area S.D. has gone in a number
of directions. Bob Schwartz was
signed to a production deal to
produce an album by The Jade
Garden (just completed) and
another rock group, Medicine
Mike, has just had their first
single released ("Night on
Fire").

Medicine Mike is also signed
to the label on a multi -produc-
tion deal with Good Time
People and Giant Coleoptera
Music. Norman Petty too is
signed to the label to produce
two groups, the Dard and the
Affection Collection. Several
other studios are involved here
-Allegro Sound Studios in
New York, and Petty Sound
Studios, Clovis, New Mexico.

In the "special" album de-
partment, S.D. is releasing its
"Man on the Moon" album, a
deluxe package with a 10 -page
full -color brochure of pictures
in addition to the sound track
recording of the Apollo 11
flight. "Great Moments Volume
II" is scheduled for early Sept-
ember release. Another special
is scheduled for late September
-"War of the Worlds"-the
original Orson Welles radio
soundtrack, which will be a
deluxe 2 -record presentation.

A new choral group, "To-
day's People" has had its first
album release on Evolution,
conducted by Artie Schroeck

and produced by the label's
A&R chief, Bobby Byrne, ag..in
with Fine, Sound and engineer
Russ Hamm.

The accomplished tradesters

the music business.

Harold Battiste started his
professional career at 15 as
sax man with the Joe Jones
Big Band. From there, after
getting a degree in Music Edu-
cation from Dillard University
in New Orleans, he went on to
work in almost every conceiv-
able area of music, working
with such stars as Sam Cooke,
Little Richard and Lloyd Price.

In 1961 Battiste, having
worked with Melvin Lastie in
many bands and on record
dates, formed a partnership
with him. They started a label
(AFO Records) and a publish-
ing firm (At Last Publishing
Company). The purpose of the
venture was an eye on "getting
a bigger share of the gravy for
the artist." The second record

label, "I Know" by
Barbara George, was a smash.

spend the night with him, is
more certainly about what some
might call an illicit romance.

It's interesting to note that
a few years back the Stones'
"Let's Spend the Night Togeth-
er" was taken off the air
quickly or never put on by most
above ground stations. (The
ditty is included on their new
collection of hits and might
get more airplay now.)

Exactly what caused the
change is vague. Perhaps more
and more stations are trying
controversial tunes looking for
adverse listener reaction, which
never comes.

An interesting footnote is
that "Lay Lady Lay" was pulled
from the "Nashville Skyline"
album according to the cur-
rently voguish we'll-let-the-dee-
jays - pick -the -single -from -the -
album policy.

Whether or not the ease with
which these singles have moved
up the charts and over the air
means moral maturation or de-
cay has yet to be decided, but
certainly all observers of the
youth scene will admit that
neither record seems to have
touched off any sudden degen-
eration of the young, record -
buying public.

MCA currently has a press-
ing plant operating in Ham-
burg capable of supplying the
entire continent. Broderick re-
ported that during September
the Hamburg plant will start
pressing approximately 50
MCA albums and that 50 to 100
will be on the Continental mar-
ket by the end of the year.

MCA is starting a universal
numbering system concurrent-
ly. "We're lucky that we're a
new company," Broderick said,
"because it makes it much eas-
ier to establish a universal
system this way."

MCA has a jointly -owned op-
erations in Italy and is in the
process of opening a similar
establishment in France and
Japan, which Broderick said
could become the second big-
gest record market in the
world.

The MCA distribution phi-
losophy is based on the firm's
belief that world-wide distribu-
tion will soon undergo the sort
of distribution revolution that
has taken place stateside in the
way of racks, et cetera.

"By 1971," Broderick stated,
"we hope to have 5 or 6% of the
international market."
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Jubilee Ballyhoos
Happenings LP
NEW YORK-Steve Blaine,

president of Jubilee Records,
said last week his label is gear-
ing for its "all-time campaign
on an album" with the release
of the Happenings' deluxe
"Piece of Mind" LP featuring
the group's "Where Do I Go/
Be -In" hit from "Hair" and a
unique "puzzle" cover.

Blaine said the drive was
"much more than the ordinary
`hat in the air' campaigns given
to albums by labels. 'Piece of
Mind' is an entirely new direc-
tion for The Happenings. They
have retained all of their orig-
inal charm and appeal but they
are presenting themselves dif-
ferently. With the exception of
the 'Hair' single, all the tunes
in the album were written by
the group and produced by
them. They also did some of the
arrangements. In order to make
the trade, the buyer and the
consumer aware of what The
Happenings are doing, we've
mounted what will be the most
energetic and carefully thought
out album promotion in Jubi-
lee's history."

Blaine said the campaign,
which includes simultaneous
and "synchronized" promotions
to radio, retail outlets
leges, was conceived and is be-
ing coordinated with Mickey
Eichner, Jubilee vice president
and director of A&R and na-
tional promotion, Mary Slave -
ter, national director of LP
marketing and sales, and Rich-
ard Gersh Associates, the
label's public relations consult-
ants.

Blaine outlined the cam-
paigns in:

1. Radio: Advertising spots
will be placed on top stations
in key markets. All other sta-
tions-in primary and second-
ary markets, AM and FM-will
receive a special "rap session"
33 1 /3 single with the Happen-
ings taped conversationally off-
the-cuff. Blaine said that the
unedited version will be sent
sent to underground stations.

2. Retail Outlets: 2500 spe-
cial four-color mobiles will be
supplied to regular retail out-
lets. Measuring 35"x23", the
mobile features a full-size fac-
simile album cover revolving in
a square frame. Co-op news-
paper ads will also be part of
the program. In addition, com-
plete sets of lyrics, including
the words to "Where Do I Go/
Be -In", will be enclosed in the
"Piece of Mind" LP.

3. Colleges: Special mailings
of the album will be sent to
college radio stations cross-
country.

Now don't get upset. It hasn't happened yet, but we feel that
in the near future, say within five years, one of our rock stars
is going to buy and program his own radio station. Would a
musician program a free -form FM station differently? Let's just
say this. A lot of musicians are unhappy with the way FM sta-
tions are being run now.

We invited RCA's Harry Nilsson to the spacious La Fong man-
sion to discuss programming problems over a suitable glass of
bubbly. Singer, songwriter and raconteur, Nilsson has just fin-
ished writing theme songs and incidental music for several TV
shows and movies. During this time, he listened searchingly to

FM radio both in New York and Los Angeles.
Here are his findings:

"For one thing, the sound is monotonous.
After a little while, all the music sounds the
same. It's too categorized. The people that run
these stations are a lot less liberal than they
think they are. They seem to have a phobia
against playing any record that has become
successful on AM. All they do in that respect
is rob their listeners of some good music.

"Secondly, the music seems to be standard-
ized into a mixture of acid rock and blues,

and every song seems to have a 'downer viewpoint. I don't hear
much happy music there. I seem to be hearing blues, blues and
more blues to the point where I now identify free -form stations
with the blues. Now there's plenty of good blues, but it's not the
only valid musical form. I get tired of hearing one form and I'm
sure a lot of other people do too. Over all, the sound of FM is
boring to listen to and I can't take long periods of it.

"One of my biggest objections is the tone of the programs.
They're so serious, too serious for my taste. After all, radio is a
form of entertainment."

Asked how he would program a free -form station, Nilsson
answered, "For one thing, there are some fantastic musicians
FM doesn't play because they're not heavily electrified. Perhaps
the most important are Randy Newman and Laura Nyro. I think
they're the most important singer -songwriters today and I can't
remember hearing them on FM at all. If I had a show, I'd play
them once an hour each along with Blind Faith, Stones, Beatles,
Hendrix, the Youngbloods, Canned Heat, Creedence, Traffic,
Aretha and Burt Bacharach. Also, I'd add plenty of comedy -
Lenny Bruce, Lord Buckley, Firesign Theater, The Appletree
Theater and old radio serials and theme songs.

"As far as programming is concerned, I would like to hear
three, four, even five versions of the same song in a row. I'd like
to hear two records back-to-back in the same key that end and
begin on the same note. I'd like to hear whole albums all the way
through, especially if they're new and not just by the really
established artists. I'd like to hear more djs who stick their neck
out and say, 'I like this and you should hear it.' Most of them
don't do that. They play what's already proven to be popular."

"I also think it's time for a change where news and commer-
cials are concerned. FM has a specialized audience and they
don't want to hear wire services copy all the time. There are
news items that would be of great interest to these people but
they never get to hear them. I also think FM stations should get
better copywriters to do their ads. I love to hear the Jack Poet
Volkswagen commercials, but they're the only things I hear that
are really new and different."

Ironically, enough, acoustic artists like Nilsson, The Young -
bloods, Crosby, Stills and Nash are making it on AM now. All
three have top 40 -type singles that never got airplay on free-
form FM. The ivory-tower syndrome that seems to govern much
of free -form radio has resulted in FM ignoring talented musicians
in the past. Hopefully, the comments of Nilsson and other mu-
sicians will point up some of the deficiencies in free -form. After
all, criticism in the defense of creativity is no vice. Right?

Raven has worked
hard to make things
easier for you.

Remember the days when a
band had to prove its worth by
playing in countless clubs and
halls and hope that they would
be discovered and signed to a
recording contract? That was
before groups were created in a
studio, and had albums out
before ever playing in front of a
live audience.

Raven is from the old
school. Although young and very
talented, they've spent most of
their time on the road, doing
gigs all over the East for the last
two years. They've played
before hundreds of thousands of
people in such places as The
Tea Party in Boston, The Rock
Pile in Toronto, Barnaby's in
Chicago, The Electric Factory
in Philadelphia, La Cave in
Cleveland. And they've been
to New York several times,
playing at Fillmore East,
Ungano's and The Scene.

We recently settled them
down long enough to put to-
gether their first album, a freely
moving mixture of rock, blues,
jazz and country. The album
contains the same sounds that
their audiences have been
digging all along. Now
everybody can.

strated a victory for the kind
of youthful (mis-categorized
"hippie") peace that the public
had begun to suspect.

Festivals do indeed create
their own kind of "spirit," a
feeling which travels by way of
public and private forms of
communication such as news-
papers and word-of-mouth, and
it's this kind of "spirit" that
can build new artists and even-
tually sell records.

On this basis, Woodstock,
which many looked to as the
festival to end all festivals (and
it almost did), will probably
not be remembered for its
spirit of creating artists, such
as the 1967 Monterey Pop Fes-
tival, from which Otis Redding
emerged bigger than ever and
Janis Joplin emerged period.

In New York last week (while
the festival was taking place
and after it was over), trade-
sters and laymen who hungered
for news of the festival learned
little about new or established
artists other than that they ap-
peared. (Very few new -comers
were booked.) Festival -goers
tended to talk about what it
was like merely going, coping
and returning.

For instance, Record World
dispatched two normally re-
liable staffers. One, after
having seen only Richie Havens
perform, threw in his damp
towel Saturday morning. The
other, who returned Tuesday
never heard a professional mus-
ical sound. And yet they both
talked about having had some
kind of a good time.

Something happened at Wood-
stock one is almost certain -a
feeling in the air, (not rain,
not grass) something intangi-
ble, that will set the event apart,
and may turn out to have noth-
ing to do with music other than
affirming its power to bring
people together. Records may
not result from Woodstock, but
they certainly helped bring
Woodstock about.

RCA Records has previously
utilized broader distribution
for its Camden and Victrola
disc labels and for pre-record-
ed tape in all forms.

"As part of our total ap-
proach to the record business,"
Racusin said, "our objective
is total balance in distribution,
in selling and promotion and
most of all in product. Our
planned additional distribution
points will give us the balance
we need to maximize retail ex-
posure, making it possible for
us to capitalize to the fullest
extent on our expanded selling
effort and the new balanced
approach on product. The re-
sults of our changed emphasis
on product are already appar-
ent to all and the changes in
advertising and promotion, in-
cluding expanded use of broad-
cast media, have already had
their impact."

In characterizing the new
distribution approach, Racusin
alluded to the seven new distrib-
utor appointments announced
during the last several months
which he said re -affirmed RCA
Records' faith in independent
distributor entrepreneurship.
He indicated that no specific
addition appointments have
been made but that such an-
nouncements would be forth-
coming as they occur.

Woodstock Heads
Hold Post -Confab

NEW YORK - The heads of
Woodstock Ventures, Michael
Lang (general), Joel Rosenman
(financial) and Artie Kornfeld
(political), held a press con-
erence last week (21) to clear
up the questions that remained
about the recent Woodstock
Music and Art Fair.

They stated that the money
received from ticket sales left
the company about one million
dollars short of the two and a
half million dollar cost of the
fair. However they were opti-
mistic that the debt could be
covered through "civil activi-
ties" (primarily help from
banks) and "residual rights,"
such as movies, books and re-
cords based on the event. It
was announced that, despite
widespread rumors of lawsuits,
the corporation had only re-
ceived one suit to date. Details
of that suit were not given.

The turnout of close to half
a million people (with the po-
tential of many more with ade-
quate facilities), according to
Kornfeld, proved the tremen-
dous significance of advertising
in underground newspapers
and on FM radio stations.

Finally, the announcement
was made that the Woodstock
Fair will be held again next
year. Details, such as a site,
have not been determined yet,
but the promoters are already
looking for ways to alleviate
traffic and facilities problems.
They hope to hold it in the New
York area again, but only if
they can find enough land for
one and a half million people.

mon role in entertainment. In
that sense, the recording in-
dustry is one we both really
share, but unfortunately, in
separate and unequal ways.

"There is one thing wrong
with the recording industry.
It's too damned white! We
whites are not all so special,
nor do we have a monopoly
on brains and know-how. It's
more our fault than yours that
more blacks are not involved.
The opportunities available to
you have been too few and too
unreachable and management
preparation has been too mini-
mal. All of that must change-
by our offering you more
chances for you then to handle
in a responsible manner. The
resulting benefits should be
selfishly good, both for you
and for us, hopefully so that
black versus white career dif-
ferences can even disappear as
a future convention agenda
topic.

We make too big and complex
a mystery out of what needs
to be done-like we are waiting
for some divine revelation be-
fore we can act. In a capsule,
the need can be simply stated
like this: We white companies
must make available to the
black man and woman more
jobs, more opportunities, more
income potential, more train-
ing, more management guid-
ance, more encouragement,
more dignity and an equitable
piece of the action.

"That's it. And how do we
accomplish this not -so -mysti-
fying task? We just start do-
ing it. That's all. We just do
it. Big deal!

"Del Shields, for one, has
asked for help in a most reas-
onable manner in his recent
excellent statement to the rec-
ord industry. He told people
like me to 'Search thyself.' He
asks people like me questions,
such as: Are there any black
people in executive and man-
agement positions? Are there
black accountants and book-
keepers? Are there black
clerks? Is there an automatic
system that I supervise to see
if blacks are promoted on
merit and if opportunities for
training are offered? He asks
that I check distributors to see
whether they maintain a policy
of 'white only,' and he calls
for an inquiry into the atti-
tudes of my subordinates.

"I am looking into all that,
and I find plenty of chance for
improvement, but I also find
more recent accomplishment
than ever before. And as I

affirmatively respond to Del
Shields' "NATRA" guidelines,
more will be accomplished.
This I pledge to you.

Those comments I've just
made apply to relations be-
tween the record industry and
you as individuals. I have also
been asked to comment on
'What should be the relation-
ship between the record com-
panies and NATRA itself ?' My
answer: 'Not too much.' You
truly run risks of being over-
dependent on record companies
and looking upon them greed-
ily as one big generous grab-
bag for all your needs. That's
unfair to the record companies
and undignified for you, and
an unrealistic hope.

Companies and NATRA
"Record companies conceiv-

ably could join with NATRA
in projects that are far more
productive t'lan paying for
banquets 'loving you up' in
hospitality suites, or 'doing
business' at your conventions.
I believe you would find most
record companies readily will-
ing to offer you personnel for
teaching in national or region-
al NATRA classrooms and
seminars, in offering good
business guidance for your ac-
tivities, in developing programs
of management training and
personnel upgrading, in sup-
porting your approaches to
radio station ownership, in
helping to find ways toward
better skills and higher earn-
ings and even in reasonable
financial support for launching
your projects.

"I am truly most honored
by the privilege of speaking
with you this morning and dis-
cussing the inter -relationship
between you and the recording
industry, as I have just done.
But the group with which I
truly could profitably commun-
icate is scarcely represented
in the audience today. I'm talk-
ing about the owners of your
radio stations. I would welcome
the chance to say to them:
Where are you? Why are you
station owners not in this hall
today giving every possible
support to this NATRA organi-
zation? Where were you when
the problems were being dis-
cussed and better opportunities
sought? Why do many of you
owners not respond to legiti-
mate criticism or counteract un-
fair complaints? Why are you
not sponsoring the affairs of
these, your employees? Why are
you willing to sit still unmoved
and uninfluenced and allow the
relationship of NATRA to be
dominantly with record compa-
nies instead of dominantly with

your radio stations? What is
there truly to fear in expres-
sions of true grievances on
compensation and other mat-
ters, and why miss this chance
to air protests of your own?
What opportunities are you
owners truly passing by not
offering your combined support
to NATRA, and not helping to
offset its imperfections. What
a golden chance you are miss-
ing to help mold the character
of this organization, to edu-
cate its members for better
performance, for better jobs,
for greater earnings potential
for themselves and, as a con-
sequence, increased profits for
you. Why not hear and heed
'heir calls for support?

"All that is the outcry that
many station owners must
someday hear.

"Once a year at this time,
it is appropriate that you stand
back and take a good hard look
at this NATRA organization
of yours and see what you do
have and what you could have.
What you do have is stronger
than ever, and what you could
have is absolutely exciting.

NATRA's Future
"I have been asked to com-

ment on 'What do I see as the
future of NATRA? What dif-
ference does it make as to how
I anticipate NATRA's future?
More meaningful is, 'How do
you view the future of NA-
TRA?' It will be what you
allow it to be, and it will move,
as fast and as far as you take
it. Your wishes alone-without
your positive action-will re-
main just that-sterile, hollow
wishes.

"Sure, you need a program
and goals before you can start
out, and some pretty good ones
have been spelled out by your
executive secretary and board.
Are they perfect? Probably not.
Nothing is. Do they make ab-
solutely everybody h a p p y?
Probably not. Nothing does.
Should they be tossed out be-
cause they are perhaps imper-
fect? Definitely not. It's so
easy for white or black to bad-
mouth NATRA because of its
shortcomings and flaws. How
sad it is that NATRA can't be
'perfect' . . . like the 'perfect'
Democratic party, or the 'per-
fect' United Nations, or the
'perfect' Congress, or the 'per-
fect' Record Industry Associa-
tion, or the 'perfect' NAACP,
or the 'perfect' New York
Yankees, or the 'perfect' Na-
tional Association of Broad-
casters. Sure, they've all got
their weaknesses, but they do
take action, using their best
strengths to get action.

"It is so tempting, too, for
you to view NATRA as a big
Mama at whose breasts you
nurse and on whom you unload
all your problems. You may
want NATRA to dispense good-
ies only and to assume your
major burdens. In short, you
really want NATRA to be a
commbination mother, chaplain
and psychiatrist. Both you and
NATRA deserve a better, more
dignified role than that. You
all have so much you can do
progressively, so much you can
say proudly.

"You of the ethnic stations
-relatively few though you
are in total numbers-person-
ify the most effective and in-
fluential line of communication
with all the black communities
of America. That is power and
challenge. That is responsibil-
ity. That is something to be
proud of. And if white America
was smarter, it would recognize
that you personally are today's
most meaningful inter -link be-
tween black and white worlds.
Knowing all that, you have an
unparalleled opportunity to
produce creative programming.
meaningful dialogue with your
audiences, and results that are
socially and commercially po-
tent.

"In your search for better
opportunities and for a better
NATRA, however, there is risk
that you will press for an exact
'me too' parallel with the white
segment of your business, so
that you try to become its mir-
ror image. But that white
arena is not so perfect or so
great in its achievements and
practices that it should become
your special white goal to copy.

"I would urge you to go for
something better, something
with your own trademark. If
your problems are rooted in
white errors and unfairness,
don't now try to grow out of
that same tainted sail. Open
wide your minds, your imagin-
ations. Go for better standards,
for better skills, for better
program quality, for inventive-
ness, for fair earnings, for
management know-how and all
these things need not come
only in white shapes? And
while you're at it, have the
guts to go even for higher -
than -white morality. Yes, work
for the positive abolition of
any questionable practices that
may undermine your personal
pride as a man and as a pro-
fessional.

to you, it was suggested that
I also should discuss: 'Where
should NATRA go? What does
it need?' That clearly puts me
in the role of the mother-in-
law who barges into the house-
hold of the young -marrieds,
itching to tell them how to run
their house and raise the kids.
I only wish I could run my own
business as easily as I can
advise you how to run yours.
But here in my last few min-
utes, allow me to close with a
few thoughts on a program
for NATRA's 'tomorrow':

"1. You need money for
NATRA. Don't be uptight about
admitting it or asking for some
of it. You will accomplish
nothing without it. But you
need a strategy for your fund-
raising. You need a dollar goal.
You need to be able to tell po-
tential donors exactly what you
intend to use the money for
and what you expect to ac-
complish. Then you must ac-
complish what you set out to
do, so that those who provide
your funds recognize the ser-
iousness of your intentions. I'm
willing to help, and I'm sure
that many others in the record-
ing industry and other affiliated
industries would be interested
in fostering your goals without
infringing upon your right to
control your own destiny.

2. NATRA needs the guid-
ance and impact of a full-time
executive director. Full time!
Without it, you will pussyfoot
along, marginally accomplish-
ing a few things here or there.
He must be fairly paid and

that they might have. I've been
listening to a lot of tapes."

Ronald Johnson and Clinton
Ghent assist Staples choreo-
graphing the Emotions and also
the Impressions, the Dells, Car-
olyn Franklyn & The Ladies of
Soul, Ruby Alexander and many
others.

In another area of activity,
tunes published by Perv's
Music have been recorded by
the Emotions, the Artistics and
the Grapevines. Staples also
selects the records for a Stax-
sponsored radio show on WJOB
in Chicago. Listeners are in-
vited to submit tapes of their
vocal or instrumental ability.
If the manager hears something
with potential, he sends the
tape to Stax in Memphis where
the artist has a chance to re-
ceive a recording contract.

When Stax/Volt Records be-
gan the hour-long show, Staple
donated 50 dollar prize for the
best title suggested for the
show. The winner, he reported,
was "a little girl who lived
right in the heart of the ghet-
to." Her title is "Stax of Music,
Sockin' Volts of Soul."

3. "You need a firm program
of specifics and priorities for
them. Focus on a few things
and do them well. Make defin-
itive accomplishments in areas
that will deliver the greatest
results for you, and save the
less vital objectives until later.
Don't fragment. Don't dilute
your people, your energies.
your efforts.

4. "Reduce the politics and
the in -fighting. Cut out the
grabbing for power by factions.
Submerge your personal inter-
ests and the opinion differences
that divide you. Look squarely
at the broad, important goals
that you all are truly in agree-
ment on. Pick your leadership
the best way you know how,
and then back it fully. If you
don't like it, change it, but
change it at the right time and
in an orderly way.

5. "Protect and treasure the
airplay favors that are yours
alone to grant. You are pro-
fessionals, and as professionals
choose and play records only
because you like them,-only
because you feel they can build
audiences and popularity for
you,-only because they can at-
tract business for your station.

DeMann said, in making the
announcement, that he felt that
"the increased emphasis on big
business, merger fever and con-
glomerate participation and
take over in the record industry
has created a vacuum and now
there is a genuine need for a
swinging, personalized, totally
independent record company."

DeMann said he felt Eureka
records will be unique in its
ability to offer an independent
producer the true promotion
and merchandising effort his
product deserves based on the
projection of a limited release
schedule and the concentration
on building the company by
building artists rather than
"just putting out a lot of rec-
ords."

DeMann brings to this com-
plex eight years of experience
including regional and national
promotion responsibility at
Jubilee, MGM and Bell Records
where he eventually became
assistant to President Larry
Uttal. He was national director
of promotion and merchandis-
ing at Dot Records and until
recently was Vice -President
and General Manager of Kent -
Modern Records.

Presently there are two rec-
ords on Eureka. Both are West
Coast groups, The Chocolate
Company with One Small Mo-
tion and Willie Gauff with
"Communicate Not Hate" b/w
Jimmy Holliday tune "It Takes
A Whole Lotta Woman."

DeMann is currently on a
three-week tour introducing his
Eureka releases to djs, distri-
butors and the trades. He is
also negotiating with several
tape and foreign distributors
and will announce an associa-
tion shortly.

Though he defines his policy
as "open door," DeMann em-
phasizes that the company will
be very selective in its releases.

I News from Germany I

By PAUL SIEGEI.

SPLIT, YUGOSLAVIA-No song festival ever had so many
laugh -packed hours and music as the Yugoslavian Song Festival,
which took place here in the sunlit, jeweled city on the Adriatic.

Countries from the East and West participated, and many fami-
liar faces from MIDEM were also present. Professor Armando
Moreno, the Secretary General of Fidof, which also has Bernard
Chevry as member handled the festival with a professional touch.
There was double presentation of the competing songs, sung once
in Yugoslavian and once in the language of the performer for
the jury, one (myself among them), during the song festivals
which took place for five successive nights. Show was televised
and broadcast via Eurovision (west) and Intervision (east)
reaching as far as Moscow and Paris.

Claudio Villa, the winner of the San Remo Festival, sang the
winning song, "Nono, Moj Dobri Nono" ("My Good Granpa") in
Italian,. and Yugoslavian star, Tereza Kesovija, known as Tereza,
sang it in the native tongue with a fascinating brilliance, so that
the audience broke into wild applause during her presentation.
Later I discovered that Tereza resides part of the year in Paris,
where she records.

Electrola/EMI immediately nailed her artist for Germany, USA
and England.

That wonderfully talented French maestro Franck Pourcel
opened the show each evening with a brilliant instrumental, and
especially listenable was Pourcel's arrangement and conducting
of "Hey Jude." The Yugoslavian conductor, who put the orchestra
together from the top musicians in Yugoslavia, was Vinko Lesic.

The highlight of this song festival for me was the last day,
when Pourcel hired a fishing boat, and invited about 40 artists
aboard, including the whole Tutti publishing group from Paris.

The office rooms of the song festival were a miniature MIDEM
and all on one floor (no stairs as in Cannes), and here the trading
took place. Dress was completely informal-shorts and sandals.
One of the most exciting songs of the festival which didn't place
among the first three was the Italian song, "Un Baccio Sulla
Pronte" sung by Iva Zanicchi. Spain's vocalist was tantalizing
Conchita Bautista whose performance was grade "A." Holland's
Ben Cramer, sang not only for Holland but for Germany, as no
German artists attended, which remained a mystery to me. Jan
Van Schalkwijk from Holland. (soon to take over the Ariola-
Eurodisc (Bertelsmann) group for his country, cleverly picked
up many copyrights beforehand, and did a professional job for
his firm. Another artist who made a deep impression on me was
dynamic Lada Kos.

The key Yugoslavian record and music people were Slavko
Kopun, General Director of the Yugoslav record firm "Jugoton,"
and his export-import manager Stanko Mrgic. From the publish-
ing and musical side, professor Vlado Seljan was present.

During each afternoon most of the people spent their time
in one of the two swimming pools in the hotel. Monique Knuchel,
chief of the ORTF French radio in Paris program dept. was
present and made her notes for her broadcasts, and I did many
taped interviews with some of the leading artists for my BIAS,
Berlin broadcast in conjunction with BBC, London.

Another gal artist to watch in the future is Conny Vandenbos
from Holland. She's not only an earful but an eyeful.

As I noted above the number one song was "Nono, Moj Dobri
Nono." Runner-up was "On Dit Qu'elle Etait Belle," a French
song by Bonnet, and another #2 song (as both #2 songs received
an equal amount of JURY VOTES) was "Ca Commence en Ete"
by Bernard.

A song which didn't place at all, but was fabulous, was the
Greek song "Thallasini Agapi," which was eliminated the first
night. I also loved the Greek girl singer, Popi Asteriadi. And
Miro Ungar chanted well for Yugoslavia with "Canto al Mar." I

liked Laurent & Romuald from France, both fine performers, and
Italy's Gino Paoli created a weird effect, tho' effective. Vice
Vukov, the darling of the Yugoslav public, won the press vote
with "Atlantis" and reminded me of Nelson Eddy. Kiki Dee, from
London, who shortly will be in the states on Tamla Motown, did
well, but was not understood by the Slavic audience. I had the
feeling that the English language was not the most accepted in
this country. Perhaps I am wrong, but so it seemed.

All in all, the Yugoslavian Song Festival was a real success,
since it opened the many doors for the Western pros to find a
great song and artist. The Russians didn't attend, although they
had been invited several times by the Yugoslavian music people.

Joe Napoli of Paragon Records, London, did a whale of a job,
and so did Dr. Rudolf Didczuhn of the Bavarian radio and TV.

Dutch Singles
Due From Elektra

NEW YORK - Elektra has
entered what label President
Jac Holzman terms an "un-
usual arrangement" to release
English -language singles made
in Holland.

The first such records to be
released in North America by
Elektra will be the David Cop-
perfield Style's recording of

mechanical reverberation.
The new structure will also

include additional office space
and a modern kitchen for the
convenience of artist making
long sessions.

According to Snoddy, the
center will be one of the few
in Nashville to have the Scully
16 -track recorder. A custom -en-
gineered solid state console is
being built for low -distortion
full -frequency mixing of ses-
sions. The new equipment will
also be capable of re -mixing
previously recorded eight and
16 -track sessions and over -dub-
bing.
