a recording studio and a festi-
val producing arm.

Ot the festival plans, Korn-
feld said, “Next vear the world.
We'll never repeat Woodstock.
But why should we? Trying to
repeat Woodstock would be do-
ing last year’s thing. We want
to do next vear’s.”

Lang and Kornfeld will be
seen discussing their roles as
festival gurus on up-coming
David Susskind and Bruce Mor-
row telesegments.

Kornfeld reported that he and
Lang started K-L with capital
they had raised initially to buy
out Woodstock Ventures. “But,”
he said, “we decided not to.
Why invest in the past when
vou can invest in the future?”

niture stores, as well as
through the mail from the man-
ufacturer.

Eight-track stereo tupe cart-
ridges which repeat without in-
terruption will also be avail-
able. The cartridges, each of
which contains four distinct
environmental stereo tracks,
have been modified to repeat
the tupe loop without changing
tracks, thereby permitting con-
tinuous sound for such com-
mercial uses as waiting rooms,
oflices, hospitals, restaurants
and other applications requir-
ing pleasant background sounds
and noise control, as well as
use in all eight-track home and

auto tape players.

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Which Side ‘Up’ Clarified
On Audio Magnetics Cassettes

GARDENSA, Calif.—Compact

cassette users can stop worry- |

ing about which side is “up.”

Audio Magnetics Corporation
is using its distinguishing col-

ored leader on all configura-
tions of blank compact cas-
settes. The leader is the 12

inches of non-recording strip
on each end of a tape.

According to Georges Abit-
boul, VP of Audio and President
of its international subsidiary,
the company is using a differ-
ent colored leader on each side
of each tape. By making each
leader strip different, the lis-
tener can determine the right
side to play visually. For ex-
ample, a 90-minute tape has one
green leader and one red leader.
If the green is showing, the
listener knows that side one is
ready to play. When the red
leader is showing, side one is
finished and side two is ready
to record or play.

If the leader is the same col-
or both sides, as it is with all
other cassettes on the market,

the listener doesn’t know which
spool is next until he tries one.

Audio began using the spe-
cial leader concept about two
vears ago on some cassettes,
Abitboul said. Earlier this vear,
Audio Magnetics was granted a
patent (3,423,038) on the dis-
tinguishing color concept.

All blank Audio cassettes
have red leader on one side and
blue, green or orange on the
other, depending on the tape
time length.

“Presently,” he added, “we
are planning on improving the
leader by adding a strip of
aluminum sensing foil. When
the foil passes the playback
head, it will automatically turn
off the machine.”

Many new, higher-priced cas-
sette recorders have sensors
which will respond to a metal-
lic strip. Cassettes which in-
clude ‘“‘sensor-foil” leaders are
the single color variety.

Audio Magnetics Corpora-
tion, one of the nation’s largest
producers of Compact Cassettes,
has five other patents pending.

Overcoming their ‘“‘we’re-so-
hip - we -don’t - care - about-the-
audience” condescension, they
offer some unique and well
polished music which is highly
commercial as well as enter-
taining. If they can sustain
their energy in the recording
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early Spoonful may extend past
music and vibrations and into
the cash register.

Kai is described as another
Mama Cass and certainly looks
the part. She also sings the
part when her sensitive inter-
pretations of Eric Anderson-
tvpe material and her own
similar Ivrics overcome her as
yvet unprofessional stage man-
ner.

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Legendary Moondog Cuts Col LP

Over the years, many thou-
sands of New Yorkers and visi-
tors have seen a tall, bearded,
spear-carrying figure, dressed
in a loden-green tarpaulin, sit-
ting on the corner of 54th
Street and Sixth Avenue. Some
have stopped to stare, and some
have stopped to talk to him.
Among those who stopped to
talk was record producer Jim
Guercio, who produced the
“Moondog” LP for Columbia
Records.

Moondog, poet/composer
conductor, has been blind since
an accident that occurred in
his teens. He possesses a broad
knowledge of music, partially
as a result of formal training.
He plays various rhythm in-
struments, many of his own de-
sign, as well as violin, viola,
piano and organ, among others,
and composes all of his com-
positions in braille. He com-
posed and conducted all of the
works in the album and played
in some of them ag well.

After writing out all the mu-
sic in braille, Moondog dictates
every note, slur, tie and expres-
sion mark and then has it read
back to him for corrections.
Most of the music on this rec-
ord was taken down by Marc
Unger.

Moondog was born Louis
Hardin in Marysville, Kans,, in
1916. He began to use his pen
name in 1947, in honor of a
dog, he said, “who used to howl
at the moon more than any dog
I know of.” He says he is a
classicist at heart, and every-
thing he writes is classically
conceived, in form, content and
interpretation. He hag also
tried his hand at jazz, and evi-
dences of this are contained on
the “Moondog” LP.

During his recording session,
Moondog conducted over 40 of
New York’s top symphonic mu-
sicians, as well as some noted
jazz people.

Moondog conceived two types

of music especially for his
works. They are called the
minisym and the maxisym.

They are particular voicings of
the orchestra. A minisym can
utilize as few as six instru-
ments. Moondog does what is
called “stock arranging.” His is
extremely “flexible” music that
can be played by six, 10 or a
hundred musicians. Parts can
be added depending on the size
of the orchestra.

The maxisym is a larger
piece. On the record, 43 men
were used; but parts could be
added, and the same piece
could be played by a full sym-
phony orchestra. Moondog uti-
lizes ‘“stock arranging” with
the maxisym also.
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Moondog relies on a perfect
ear as far as conducting is con-
cerned. If asked what a certain
instrument played at a certain
bar in the piece, he could not
tell; but when the orchestra is
playing and something is
wrong, he knows it immedi-
ately. He relies entirely on the
sound of the piece.

When asked to describe his
style of music, he said, “I feel
like I have one foot planted in
America and one in Europe, or
one in the present and one in
the past. Rhvthmically, I am
considered to be in the present,
even avant-garde, whereas me-
lodically and harmonically I
am very much in the past. But
the present becomes the past
just as the future becomes the
present. As I say in one of my
lyrics, ‘Today is yesterday’s to-
morrow which is now.”

When WDXN in Clarksville,
Tenn. switched formats on
Monday, Sept. 15, it became one
of the most powerful country
music stations in the Middle
Tennessee - Southern Kentucky
area.

With 1,000 watts on a fre-
quency of 540, WDXN reaches
more than 3,000,000 people in
parts of seven states. Its pri-
mary signal includes 40 coun-
ties in Tennessee and Kentucky,
and one and a half million peo-
ple.

Jack Maver, WDXN manager
said, “Many of these people live
in areas without local radio
stations, and a great percent-
age prefer country music. In
Clarksville there are three ra-
dio stations, all playing basic-
ally the same music. We feel
that we will be providing a real
service to the country music
fans who have had no country
music to listen to.”

The switch to country music

is being handled by Program
Director Lee Dorman (former-
ly with WKDA in Nashville),
who comments, “it’s not an easy
job to do a complete turnaround
in programming, but we think
that what we are doing will
provide a needed service which,
up to now, hag not been avail-
able. The music will be ‘con-
| temporary country’, tightly for-
matted and smoothly presented.
We think a lot of people will be
pleased with the ‘New WXDN".”

The switch to the country
music format will be accom-
panied by a month-long promo-
tion and contest in September
and October, to be followed by
additional promotions in No-
vember.

A feature of this conversion
was live remote broadcasting
from the Country Music Hall of
Fame in Nashville from 2:00 to
5:30 p.m. Sept. 15 featuring in-
terviews with country music
artists.
