One facet of the success of
the Kapp single record activity,

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Tukmq Care of Business

In our column last week,
“Let God Smile on ‘Oh Happy
Day’,” we cautioned the indus-
try to go slow and take into
serious consideration the deep
sensitive feelings of black peo-
ple and their reaction to the
manner in which this record
would be programmed.

The ink had not dried on last
week’s Record World before a
popular Philadelphia disk jock-
ey played the record on his lo-
cal television dance show, and
the audience was treated with
shock to a dance panorama of
teenagers doing their thing
totally ignorant of the reverent
meaning of the record.

The viewing public respond-
ed by loud protest to the tele-
vision station carrying the
show and scheduled a mass
meeting in the city on the fol-
lowing afternoon to plan a
more formal protest to the sta-
tion and the dj who hosts the
show.

According to the report re-
layed to this writer by Bea
Elmore, one of the most respec-
ted and popular gospel disk
jockeys in the nation. whose
show is aired on WHAT in
Philly, “The meeting was held
at one of the largest Baptist
Churches with more than 300
people in attendance. What
was meaningful and to point
out the seriousness of the pro-
test was the presence of sev-
eral Bishops from the area.”

The decision was made to
contact the disk jockey and re-
quest that should the record be
programmed the video portion
of the show be exempt from
showing youngsters dancing.
And if a suitable video picture
could not be accomplished,
then the record should not be
played.

The dj in question was con-
tacted and asked to issue a
public apology to the members
of the black community. He re-
sponded first that he had no
idea of the religious signifi-
cance of the record and what it
meant to black people.

He did consent to offer an
apology on the next week’s pro-
gram.

In the meantime, a broad
letter writing campaign was
instituted to protest the man-
ner of programming in which
other stations in the city were
guilty, in the minds of the com-
plaining group.

Miss Elmore also reported

that at her own station, the
disk jockeys voted to remove
the record from the R & B
playlist and restrict the play-
ing to the gospel show only.

As we pointed out last week,
black folk have come a long
way in this new era of protest
revolution. They are learning
the sophistication of proper
protest and how to execute it
effectively.

What is pathetic is that the
disk jockey who has spent a
substantial number of his adult
vears working at and around
R & B stations and with black
people could offer such a weak
defense of his ignorance of the
religious significance of the
record.

Caution Again Offered

Be that as it may, our words
of caution are once again of-
fered.

Herb Campbell, Operations
Manager of KSOL in San Fran-
cisco, has maintained a strong
position from the beginning
that the record should only be
played on the gospel shows and
refuses to play it on any other
show. In fact, at KSOL the al-
bum had been played for some
six months prior with moderate
success on its gospel show.

Al Jefferson, Program Direc-
tor, WWIN, Baltimore, has also
refused to program the record
on any except the gospel shows.

Sunny Jim Kelsey of WOL
in Washington has also refused
to program the record on any
except the gospel show.

In our own case, we have
programmed the show as part
of a segue with excerpts from
Dr. Martin Luther King's al-
bums, Malcolm X and other
recorded words of black lead-
ers. We call this segment, “A
Moment of Reflection.”

When one reviews the his-
tory of black music, whether
you call it “soul” or as it was
once conveniently called, “race
music,” there are certain Sig-
nificant trends.

I, for one, do not believe
that this was just a freak acci-
dent. A few vears ago, Johnny
Ace's “Pledging My Love” was
a somber record that illus-
trated the dark feelings of
black people. The popularity
of Ray Charles and his ability
to combine gospel and blues
was indicative of a new hope

Rock producers today who actually shape their artists’ record-
ings, sort out all the crap and take the good stuff and put it all
together into cohesive, consistent form, are few and far between,

{ Many competent and even not-so-competent producers can make
a mediocre band come off better than average, and bubble gum
producers are largely responsible for just about everything they

| record. But there are extremely few producers who can work with
a fine artist and push that association into a product of greatness.

| Bands are especially trippy for a gifted producer to work
with, and incredibly more difficult after they have made some-
‘ thing of a name. In most cases these super-
egos, which most artists have to be to do what
they’re doing, manage to convince themselves
that they don’'t need the producer, that they
can do what he’s done for them just as easily
without his talent, knowledge, objectivity, sym-
— pathy, association and patience. Sometimes
| ; they fire him for another producer they can
manipulate, or they try to cut themselves. If anyone would care
to document these flashes, he would probably find that in four
cases out of five, the resulting recordings are inferior, or at least
less successful than those made with the canned producer.

The first Blood, Sweat and Tears album was nice It was pro-
duced (it is said on the liner) by John Simen, but consequent
albums (Supersessions One and Two and “I Stand Alone”) show
that there is more Al Kooper than John Simon in those tracks.
There is little comparison between “Child is Father to The Man”
and “Blood, Sweat and Tears,” beyond the fact that Koopers’
weak voice was replaced by David Clavton Thomas’. The first
is as artistic and eclectic as Mulberry Street; the second is
polished Park Avenue. “Blood, Sweat and Tears” achieved great-
ness, through the thought and creativity of James William
Guercio, who shaped the available material into an album that
has been called the best in a year and is bridging the musical
and generation gaps like no other LP ever.
| Recently Guercio heard indirectly that he would no longer be

producing Blood, Sweat and Tears.

As disappointed as he is to lose that association, Jim is far
too busy with another group he has been working with since
before BS & T was formed, a band called Chicage. Their first
album, “Chicago Transit Authority,” has just been released by
Columbia, and the group is just winding up a tour with Jimi
i Hendrix. Guercio and a great number of rock seers and critics
who have watched C.T.A. as they have worked the West Coast
recently, predict that they have far greater potential than Blood,
Sweat & Tears. If the reaction to their album is any indication,
they’re probably right.

Guercio, like Chicago, is from Chicago. He began guitar at the
age of 6 and went on to study music at De Paul University, an
atmosphere he found stale and non-productive. So, he split, and
for a while worked as a backup musician on Dick Clark tours.
Before he was 20, he had written a hit song, “Distant Shores,”
for Chad and Jeremy, with whom he was playing bass at the time.

He got into producing for real with the Buckinghams, a group

for whom he took over recording direction following their first |

hit, “Kind of a Drag.” He cut four hit singles for them before
they decided they had done it all and left to produce themselves.
Whatever happened to the Buckinghams?

It was through a fine Buckinghams album, “Time and Charges,”
that the association between Guercio and Blood, Sweat and Tears
| happened. After Al Kooper heard it, he asked him to produce

a Blues Project LP, an opportunity he did not exactly leap at.
But, following the breakup of the Project, Kooper contacted him
and asked him to listen to a tape that was the basic idea for
what eventually became Blood, Sweat and Tears.

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Concert Review

Peter, Paul, Mary Take Eugene, Ore.

EUGENE, ORE. — Warners’
Peter, Paul and Mary graced
Eugene last weekend. Being
synonymous with the term folk
music since 1961, the trio (plus
a fabulous bass player) illus-
trated why they enjoyv world-
wide success.

Playing to a packed house for
2% hours takes something more
than just musical performance.
It takes an abundance of talent,
meaning, sincerity and self-
enjovment by the artists. Mary
explains how she feels about
their music: “There is a vision
we share with vou inour music.
If it has proved successful, it is
not, I believe, because it is our
vision, but because it has been
everybody’s all along.”

The trio by no means is com-

pletely solemn and serious.
Their cheerful attitudes and
lively reflections make these

folk historians great entertain-
ers. The highlights of the first
set came with every split-sec-
ond of it. Opening with “The
Ship Comes In” and “Leaving
on a Jet Plane” was more than
enough to capture the audience.
The hit record “I Dig Rock and
Roll Music” was followed by
“A Tramp on the Street,” one of
the many songs dealing with re-
ligion. Mary sang “No Other
Name,” which was just superb,
Throughout the show they per-
formed songs from the great
LP, “Album 1700.” “Too Much
of Nothing” preceded an expla-
nation of “Puff (The Magic
Dragon)” by Peter: “All you

people who thought it was a
dope tune . . . check yourself!”
A singalong of “Day is Done”
completed Peter’s solo stint on
stage.

Next it was Paul's turn for a
monologue. An in-depth view of
the circles and cycles in which
Paul moves was put across in
rather disorganized fashion.
But perhaps that it where he’s
circling and cyceling at. Paul’s
sound effects are a definite plus
to the entire group. A tune he
co-authored, “Whatshername,”
completed his monologue.

The first set ended with the
hits “The Times They Are
A’ Changin’,” a favorite of
mine, “The Great Mandella”
and, finally, “And When 1 Die.”

The second set opened with
Peter singing “I Shall Be Re-
leased.” All three followed in
“The Song Is Love,” and then
Paul performed a solo of *“In
The Early Mornin’ Rain.” A
singalong of “Puff” followed by
Mary’s “Sometimes” set a good
mood for “Blowin’ in the Wind.”
“If I Had My Way” was sup-
posed to close the show, but a
standing ovation brought them
back to sing “If I Had a Ham-
mer.” Standing ovations were
common and deserved.

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'‘Ricochet’ Hits New Chart

Trend Notes Bell's

NEW YORK — “‘Ricochet
hits’—different versions of the
same tune sometimes only
weeks apart on the charts-—
have replaced the ‘cover’ rec-
ord,” says Bell Records Presi-
dent Larry Uttal.

“If the ‘ricochet’ trend con-
tinues it could have a very
healthy effect on the singles
business. In past years, cover
versions of the same song were
standard procedure and usually
all but one record went down
the drain, There was only one
hit version,” said Uttal. “But
today a song that was popular
—or may still be on the charts
——can become a ‘ricochet’ hit
in a different, distinctive ver-
sion.”

Uttal cited ‘“Hey Jude” (Bing

Crosby/Wilson  Pickett/the
Beatles), “Light My Fire”
(José Feliciano/the Doors),

“This Guy’s (Girl’s) In Love
With You” (Dionne Warwick/
Herb Alpert), “Who’s Makin’
Love” (Young-Holt Unlimited/
Johmnie Taylor) and Bell’s own

Solomon Burke version of
“Proud Mary” (Creedence
Clearwater Revival) as exam-
ples.

What causes ricochets? Uttal
says it’'s because ‘“record buy-
ers are whistling their favor-
ites and still playing the rec-
ords after they’ve passed their
sales peak. If a new, heavy ver-
sion of the same tune comes
along the listener can react to
it all over again.”

“But the tune has to be
strong,” Uttal emphasized.
“Not just strong in melody but
in listener impact. Whether or
not you think ‘Light My Fire’
is a great melody, you've got to
admit it’s a powerful song. A
lot of songs aren’t songs so
much as they're symbols. Rec-
ord buyers get a message out
of them.”

‘Afterthought’ Sales

Irv Biegel, Bell VP and Di-
rector of Sales, compared rico-
chet hits to ‘“afterthought”
sales. “Some record buyers are
late buyers. They don’t actu-
ally go out and get a copy of
a hit record until the end of
the sales run. That’s why a rec-
ord can fall off the charts after
having sold 800,000 copies and
still become a million-seller. In
the next two months, or two
years, 200,000 more copies are
bought and you have a gold
record. It's happened many
times. Now, if you can have
these ‘afterthought’ sales,
there’s no reason why a new
version of a successful tune
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Uttal

can’t come along and be a rico-
chet hit.”

Uttal said that ‘“there isn’t
any ‘formula’ for a ricochet
hit. It’s not a matter of rush-
ing out a version of the current
number one—that’s only long-
distance ‘covering’, and ‘cover-
ing’ is obsolete. Ricochets are
spontaneous. We didn’t for ex-
ample, put out the Solomon
Burke version of ‘Proud Mary’
because we thought we had a
formula for ‘ricochets’. We put
it out because we thought it
was the strongest side from his
latest recording session. The
rest followed.”

GWP Scoring

GWP Records, in less than
10 weeks of operation, has its
execs smiling — thanks to two
chart singles and a critically-
acclaimed album in its first
three at-bats.

Jerry Purcell, President of
the label, reports that Debbie
Taylor's ‘“Never Gonna Let
Him Know” and the Hesita-
tions’ “Is This The Way to
Treat a Girl” are bullish on the
charts, and GWP’s first album,
“The Poetry of Maya Angelou,”
has been applauded across the
nation.

Herman Tunes Make A
Pleasant 'World'—=So There

NEW YORK — The critics
who faulted “Dear World"—
and especially Jerry Herman’s
score—should go back to the
Mark Hellinger Theater where
the musical is continuing and
have another look—and espe-
cially listen. Now that star
Angela Lansbury has won the
Tony, maybe they will.

Based on the Jean Giraudoux
play of a couple of decades ago
which so memorably featured
characters nonpareil Martita
Hunt and Estelle Winwood on
Broadway, the newer produc-
tion re-captures much of the
quaint, optimistic, addled
charm of that work, particu-
larly in the melody depart-
ment. True, a couple of Her-
man’s tunes — like the title
number and “One Person”—re-
call some of his “Mame” and
“Hello, Dolly!” songs, but only
superficially, mainly for the
gservice they render in the pro-
duction, and their placement in
same. The ditties in question
have enough pizazz on their
own to merit longevity; and
some of the others, like “The
Spring of Next Year,” ‘“Gar-
bage” and, especially,
haunting “I Don’t Want to
Know,” seem to me as good as

anything Herman has done and (
true to the spirit of this fanci- |

ful fable. Columbia Records
has the original cast album.

The plot concerns the efforts
of the wacky,
Countess Aurelia (Miss Lans-
bury) of Paris’ Chaillot district
to thwart “The Establishment”
in tearing up the city for the
oil it believes lies beneath. Un-
fortunately, the cast is not
quite right for the genteel lu-
nacy demanded of it.

Miss Lansbury,
sport that she is and awards
and claques notwithstanding, is
too sensible, sturdy and sure-
footed a gal for the aged Mad-
woman. To camouflage this mis-

The threesome’s
most successful moments are in
their joint mad tea party scene,
a funny and lovely interlude
well directed by Joe Layton.

Herman’s very pleasant, indig-
enous and unjustly maligned
melodies. I look forward to the

to work out an arrangement with the group that Kooper put to-
gether. It was only later, through Clive Davis, that Guercio and
BS&T were brought together. The other commitments he was
involved in when Kooper hit on him were: moving Chicago west
and getting them set up in L.A.; signing the Illinois Speed Press
and moving them to L.A.; signing the incredible Firesign The-
atre; planning recording for Mark Spoelstra; recording the Mint
Tattoo for Dot; and going into partnership with Transcontinental
Investing Corp.

The impressive Speed Press LP and a remarkable Spoelstra
album have just been released by Columbia, and the Firesign’s
second LP, “How Can You Be In Two Places At Once When
You’re Really Nowhere At All?”, will be out by summer. The
Mint Tattoo ain’t faring so well on Dot, unfortunately.

Guercio’s current project is his most ambitious yet, albeit
temporarily delayed due to the engineer’s strike at Columbia.
He is recording two works by Moondog— “Maxi Sym” and “Mini
Sym.” Moondog, who is blind and annotates his music in his
own Braille system, wrote the pieces in the 50s and they have
never been recorded. The biggest problem Moondog and Guercio
faced was transcribing the Braille charts to normal sheets for
the 42 studio musicians who will be used to perform the material.
Fortunately, however, Moondog is a master of orchestration and
has total recall. He dictated as many as 19 separate parts to a
copyist without using a master score, and every measure fits
perfectly. The album will be released on Columbia’s Masterwork
label.

Ho Has Waldorf Humming

NEW YORK—At Don Ho’s
Waldorf-Empire Room opening
last week (23), the Hawaiian
songster said his idol has al-
ways been Frank Sinatra. His
lengthy set, however, provided
more than enough time to note
that his casual, often self-de-
precating way with a song or a

story was closer to Dean
Martin.
Then there’s that “orange

juice” he kept going back to
on top of the organ.

It is no overstatement to say
that Ho had something for
practically everybody. There
were anecdotes, both films and
slides of Hawaii, a naughty
singalong, Ho discoveries (usu-
ally female) springing from
everywhere, surprise perform-
ers and even surprise introduc-
tions — fist-waving ringsider
Virginia Graham was intro-
duced by Ho as Sheilah.

Plus, a couple of tots in
tuxes who got cold feet and
couldn’t sing and a back-up
sister act with no such prob-
lem. All this, and “The Im-
possible Dream,” too.

Highlights included the ap-
pearance of thrush Robin Wil-
som, late of Broadway’s “Henry,
Sweet Henry,” whom Ho had
found renting surfboards in
Hawaii. She’s a stocky little
miss with a wide grin and odd-
ly sad eyes whose belting on
“What Now, My Love?”, “For

Once in My Life” and “Born
Free” brought cheers. Out-
standing, also, was Winona
Love, who Ho said was Hawaii’s
greatest hula dancer. A grace-
ful performance from her table
seemed to substantiate this.

History Lesson, Too

Another gal sang, a tiny
blonde (“My hobby is collect-
ing young talent,” informed
Ho. “She’s 21 and untouched
and lives with me”), and a little
fellow with a big tenor voice
stepped out to a warm recep-
tion (“He’s Hawaiian, Fili-
pino and Italian—he’s not a
wop, he’s a flop”). Ho sang his
usuals, like “Tiny Bubbles” and
“Pearly Shells,” clearly unex-
cited about doing them once
again, 'fessing up when he got
to “Hawaiian Wedding Song”
—*“0Oh, I hate this song.” He
also went in for some Hawaiian
history, telling how the Boston
missionaries came to Hawaii,
got the people bowed in pray-
er, “and when we looked up,
our land was gone.” A Boston
table booed.

That was the only boo of the
evening. The audience loved
him. This proved politic, be-
cause Ho said he was grooming
his eight-year-old son to be
President, whereupon the
White House will be moved to
Hawaii and called the Ho
House. —Doug McClelland.

“They often call me Speedo,
but my real name is Mr. Earl”).

The Velveteens were very
good and very funny. They
brought you back to those great
days in Brooklyn (or the Bronx,
or anywhere) when everybody
was named Rocco or Rocky and
told rank jokes.

In Bahamas

NASSAU, BAHAMAS — The
International Music Industry
Conference was held at the
Paradise Island Hotel here
April 20-23.

Speakers from the music in-
dustry in America and abroad
spoke on a wide range of sub-
jects over the four-day periad.

Henry Brief of the RIAA
noted in a hard-hitting, statis-
tic-peppered speech, that the
record industry is a ‘“meteoric
high-risk, low-return industry.”

Jules Malamud of NARM de-
tailed the evolution of distribu-
tion and retailing over the past
decade and a half, looking for-
ward to the next decade when
records and tapes “will be
brought to the American pub-
lic, indeed to the world, and
perhaps even to the moon and
the other planets, in greater
numbers, in greater variety, in
finer quality, and more speedily
than ever before.”

Elektra’s Jac Holzman told
conventioneers that independ-
ent music companies will con-
tinue to set music industry
trends. “We are already seeing
several large labels flounder be-
cause they have become mus-
cle-bound with excessive or
inadequate personnel, unweildy
overhead, and a lack of confi-
dence in their own judgment
and abilities,” he said.

Muntz Stereo-Pak is the field’s
only major producer of stereo-
phonic cartridges as well as
the ecar and home playback
equipment with which the car-
tridges are used. Since the
company’s formation in 1963,
Muntz units and Muntz music
have been the incorporated
dominion of a single marketing
director.

According to company name-
sake and President Earl Muntz,
the respective sales volumes of
Muntz cartridges and Muntz
units have increased to the
point that each must neces-
sarily now become independent
of the other in all marketing
respects. “It is no longer prac-
tical to combine music and
units under a single sales pro-
gram,” explains Muntz. “Each
has become sufficiently large to
warrant total rather than
divided marketing emphasis.
To that end, we have charged
Bohanan to reform and direct
our music sales.”

Bohanan’s experience with
both playback equipment and
records is cited by Muntz as a
complementing and bridging
feature on which his company’s
marketing programs could be
greatly reinforced. “His vast
record industry background
marked him as the obvious
choice to head up our cartridge
sales, while his association
with playback equipment at
Philco-Ford qualifies him to
lend supporting counsel to our
marketing of units.”

In recent months, Muntz him-
self had taken on a greater
personal share of the com-
pany’s sales responsibilities,
teaming with his son Jim and
company official Syles Fralick
to step up the flow of Muntz
units into the field. Muntz says
he will now return some of
this burden to a special task
force of sales specialists, thus
freeing him to visit Muntz Car-
tridge City centers across the
U.S. and increase his personal
participation in major trade
and consumer exhibitions.

Muntz says the current year
reflects Muntz Stereo-Pak’s
most productive period, singl-
ing out its recent development
of a factory-based customer
service division as among the
most rewarding projects to be
undertaken in that time. “This
customer service division has
effectively deterred what had
been the growing problem of
field service, while simultane-
ously educating the public and
sales personnel acros the coun-
try to maintenance techniques
conducive to peak perform-
ance.”

Other Muntz developments
during recent months include
the establishing of an inter-
national mail-order division
and an accelerated dealer sup-
port program of promotional
and point-of-purchase mer-
chandising materials. A newly-
installed IBM system is pro-
cessing orders more quickly
while arrangements have been
effected with air and land car-
riers to speed shipments at
less-expensive rates.

“We’'ve worked out some
erowing pains,” acknowledges
Muntz, “but our greatest chal-
lenge remains the need for
greater national 4-track cov-
erage.

“The West Coast is a solid
4-track stronghold. Our repre-
sentation here—mnearly two
dozen Cartridge City centers in
the greater Los Angeles area
alone—nproves that 4-track will
dominate any market in which
it is given fair revoresentation.”

Muntz points also to Detroit,
the nation’s fifth largest city
and a massive purchasing mar-
ket, as a striking example of
4-track vprevailing when it is
available. “Detroit was a pilot
program for us,” savs Muntz.
“We decided it was by far the
most hostile and thus least
receptive area to 4-track Dbe-
cause of its position as auto-
motive industrv homebase. If
we could survive Detroit, we
could compete anywhere.

“We ovened a ecomvlete car
stereo center on Gratiot Ave-
nue near 8-Mile Road in May,
1967. and announrced plans to
provide the Muntz product
name and the 4-track svstem
with maximum exposure in the
heart of the automntive market.
Some of us distinctly heard the
sound of industrv giggles.”

According to Muntz, he no
longer hears such sounds.
Muntz Cartridge City in De-
troit is now the second most
successful car steren and car-
tridge center in the world.
“The onlv other markets we’ve
competed for are Texas.
Florida and Louisiana. and
thev. too. are 4-track fortresses,

“We intend now tn take our
case before the peonle of such
other major markets as Chi-
cago and the East Coast by
gsetting up Muntz installations
there. Some peovle say we’ve
surrendered these markets. but
the fact is we’ve never actually
competed for them. There’s no
way you can surrender some-
thing you’ve never had.

“T want to make it clear
that Muntz Stereo-Pak is
pledged to make 4-track the

This impressive group
includes albums by Simon and
Garfunkel, Barbra Streisand,
Gary Puckett and the Union
Gap, Bob Dylan, Walter Carlos
and Benjamin Folkman

Columbia hit the top single
charts with 18 different titles
ineluding six Top 25 singles.
The list is headed by gold rec-
ord award achiever “Time of
the Season” by the Zombies.
This single was No. 1 on the
chart. Also in the Top 5 was
the Blood, Sweat and Tears
single, “You’'ve Made Me So
Very Happy.” Other Top 25
singles included “Mr. Sun, Mr.
Moon” by Paul Revere and the
Raiders featuring Mark Lind-
say, “I Got a Line on You” by
Spirit, “Don’t Give In To Him”
by Gary Puckett and the Union
Gap and “The Letter” by the
Arbors.

Columbia’s contemporary LP
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catalog made a big showing
on the national LP charts. Al
Kooper had two albums high
on the lists, “The Live Adven-
tures of Mike Bloomfield and
Al Kooper,” which was a fol-
low-up to the duo’s smash “Su-
per Session” LP, and “I Stand
Alone,” his solo album. “Moby
Grape ’69” and “Aorta’” proved
to be immediate chart albums.

Columbia’s Country and
Western catalog also flourished
during the first quarter of this

year. In particular, Johnny
Cash’s single, ‘“Daddy Sang
Bass,” and his current LP,
“The Holy Land,” scored

throughout the country. “John-
ny Cash at Folsom Prison,” a
gold Record achiever released
last year, has remained on the
charts throughout the first
quarter. John Wesley Ryles’
single “Kay” made the Top
20 on the Country and Western
charts and Carl Perkins’ “Rest-
less” and Carl Smith’s “Faded
Love and Winter Roses” held
high chart positions.

Columbia’s catalog of orig-
