For Creative Achievement
NEW YORK - On Sunday

evening (25) King Records'

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Ron Alexenburg:

Columbia Stresses Importance
Of Middle - of Artists

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK-Although Co-
lumbia Records is "deep into
rock," according to Ron Alex-
enburg, Director of National
Promotion, that does not mean,
also according to Alexenburg,
that the following so-called
middle-of-the-road artists are
being overlooked:

Tony Bennett, Barbra
Streisand, Andy Williams,
Robert Goulet, Gary Puckett,
Jim Nabors, Johnny Mathis,
Jerry Vale, John Davidson,
Simon and Garfunkel, 0. C.
Smith, Ray Conniff, Percy
Faith, Peter Nero, Mongo
Santamaria, Charlie Byrd,
Jack Gold, the Brothers Four,
Caravelli, Jimmy Wisner,
Chad and Jeremy, the New
Christy Minstrels, Les and
Larry Elgart, Joel Grey, Skitch
Henderson, Andre Kostelanetz,
Patti Page, Eloise Laws, Laura
Nyro, Peggy Lipton, Michele
Lee, Anita Bryant and, on the
right occasions, Bob Dylan!

Alexenburg noted that it is
his aim to provide each of
these artists with at least one
single click a year so that they
can keep their considerable
and individual album momen-
tum going.

To that end perusers of
charts will note that currently
Andy Williams has "Happy
Heart" clicking, Robert Goulet
has "Didn't We" clicking,
Johnny Mathis has "I'll Never
Fall in Love Again" clicking
and Tony Bennett has "Play
It Again Sam" clicking.

Working closely with Jim
Brown, National Album Pro-
motion Manager, and Steve
Popovich Assistant Director of
National Promotion (both of
whom sat in on the Record
World confab), Alexenburg is
looking for top 40 concentra-
tion on middle-of-the-road side
after breaking them on easy
listening stations. In fact, he
sees this modus operandi as a
growing trend.

"If we get one hit single on
any of these artists," Alexen-
burg said, "we sell a frighten-
ing amount of albums. They're
all artists who sell albums re-
gularly, and when they get a
hit, their whole catalogue just
goes worn."

"There are 550,000 juke
boxes out there," he reported.
"If we just get 10% of them
to buy a Bennett, a Streisand,
a Mathis, we can bring the
single home."

Alexenburg also stressed the
added plus that titling an al-
bum with a hit song can mean.
Right now these albums are
coming from Col: "Love
Theme from Romeo & Juliet"
by Jimmy Wisner, "Happy
Heart" by Andy Williams,
"Traces" by Andre Kostela-
netz, "Galveston" by Jim Na-
bors, "It Hurts to Say Good-
bye" by Jack Gold, "Windmills
of Your Mind" by Percy Faith
and "Aquarius" by Charlie
Byrd.

"It's the magic of this com-
pany," he concluded, "that
when you come with a hit al-
bum from a hit single, every-
thing is there to back you up-
the distribution, the packaging,
the delivery. It's nice to have
as your one problem how do
we stay on top."

The next big Columbia pack-
age is "Right Now," the new
Barbra Streisand album of
tunes by younger and newer
composers. What big mer-
chandising and promotion
plans does Alexenburg have
for the album? "You don't
have to do anything with a
Streisand album. You just have
to take it and hand it out."

After his smash opening at the
Century Plaza's Westside Room,
Lou Rawls was presented with
his second gold album by Gail
Martin.

Gary Usher, Curt Boettcher and Keith Olsen formed the To-
gether Records label in March, 1969, and Gary and Curt stopped
by Record World recently with news of how things are progress-
ing.

As producers and writers they both have an enviable track
record; Gary as a writer with Brian Wilson (he started the
"car song" thing with "409") and producer, (the Byrds, Simon
and Garfunkel, the Hondells, etc.), and Curt as producer (Tommy
Roe, the Association), and the man who introduced 16 track re-
cording to the West Coast.

Their concept is fresh and new, and together. Theirs is a
creative label, and they call it "artist -oriented" in that nothing
is released without their approval and the artist's approval,
which they describe as a "pretty harmonious arrangement." They
will not release anything they don't like, and Gary says that if
they will have stiffs, "our stiffs will be the best stiffs around."

Curt added that they are "trying to build a
reputation where people will wait for our next
release."

Another way in which they differ from many
labels is in the fact that they will never have
more than six or seven artists signed. They
feel that if you can't make it with a few, a
whole lot more won't help. So far, Sandy Salis-
bury's first release, "Do Unto Others," is look-
ing good, and others they have signed are

Chuck Jarard, Moses Lake (a group), Curt Boettcher (as an art-
ist) and Saggitarius, which they describe as a "producers
scratching post," for experimentation and for their own artistic
endeavors. They have turned down quite a few established art-
ists who would have signed with Together, because as Curt says,
"It's better to build an image from scratch."

The ambitious trio has embarked on a spoken word series,
which they hope will be "entertaining spoken word." They have
been working on it for four months, and hope to cover ground
from McLuhan to Alan Watts. Also, their projected archives
series will present contemporary rock history from Los Angeles
and San Francisco. They have lots of old tapes, and know enough
to work them into a palatable form as an anthology of the West
Coast scene. They have also spent a year planning and arrang-
ing for a Moog album which should take about a year to make.

Another direction they are heading in is Keith Olsen's bag,
and is called Creatronics. Since they feel that electronics and
music will "really come together in the next 10 years," they are
planning for the future, electronically and creatively. They will
have a hospitality suite at the Audio Engineering Society con-
vention in October, where they will demonstrate computer mix-
ing and their new portable 16 track recorder, which is quite
advanced and should sell for about $5,000 less than their nearest
competitor.

Another way they are preparing themselves and their artists
is teaching all their acts all they know about producing. "Hope-
fully, they'll be able to produce themselves," said Gary, and
what more artistic freedom could an artist want? They even
will pay for psychotherapy for their artists, if it will help them
to be better artists and more "together" people.

The adver-
tising/merchandising effort,
which will run through July,
spotlights 22 new "Greatest
Hits" albums and features the
extensive list of "Greatest
Hits" LPs, numbering over 100,
already in the Columbia cata-
log. In one short month, the
"Greatest Hits" promotion has
snowballed into one of the most
successful campaigns Colum-
bia has ever had, far exceed-
ing expectations.

Spearheading the campaign
are two specially priced two -
record sets, "Country's Great-
est Hits" and "Rock's Greatest
Hits." These packages each
feature 20 of the greatest
country or rock hits by 20 top
Columbia artists. The sets will
retail at $1.00 more than the
retail list price of a single LP.
These specially priced sets
are a Columbia innovation and
have proved to be big sellers.

A new idea, too, from Co-
lumbia is its "Composer's
Greatest Hits" series. Even
contemporary tastes are turn-
ing on to this unique series,
which includes "Bach's Great-

est Hits," "Johann Strauss'

Chico Tunes in to People
NEW YORK-Chico Hamil-

ton, currently signed as both
artist and producer with Solid
State Records, is involved in
all kinds of commercials, and
recently gave Record World
some insight into his philos-
ophy of selling.

Chico Hamilton Productions,
Inc., produces TV, radio and
film commercials for such pro-
ducts as Brown Shoes, the
Book of Knowledge, Coca-Cola,
Pepsi, and Contac. Naturally,
Chico is very much concerned
with the musical content of
such spots, and said that his
firm "endeavors to give clients
what's best musically for the
situation." But they also stress
the contemporary feel, which
includes jazz, and, in fact, all
music. Chico feels that he and
his associates can bring their
considerable experience in rec-
ords to the commercial field,
thereby raising the level of
that music.

"There's no substitute for
the humane aspect of a human
being. In playing, developing
and creating a mood with mu-
sic, you are dealing with hu-
man emotions," Chico pointed
out, and also mentioned that
music is a medium that can
express all emotions. He said,
"People get turned off by elec-
tricity," and this is why he
feels that the current Moog -
phase in commercial music
will pass; because people can't
relate to purely electronic

sounds. "The Moog is a ma-
chine-a robot. The guy on
the street is not a robot."

Since his commercial work
comes in spurts, between
bouts of commercial produc-
tion Chico makes personal ap-
pearances with his band, play-
ing for people. He feels that
by staying in contact with
audiences he keeps tuned to
current feelings, and can ap-
ply this emotional performer/
audience aspect to his commer-
cials.

He recently received a cita-
tion from the Mexican govern-
ment for his successful con-
cert tour of that country, and
played (with Duke Ellington)
for the "Free Southern Thea-
ter" affair at the Waldorf re-
cently. His latest LP is called
"The Head Hunters," and is
his second release on Solid
State. -Andy Goberman.

2. Appointment of Howard
Stark as Vice President and
General Manager of ABC, Im-
pulse, Bluesway and Apt labels
with full responsibility for all
artist and repertoire, sales and
promotion activities. Stark, who
is presently on the West Coast,
will move into the new Beverly
Boulevard headquarters in Sep-
tember, when the expansion
program will become effective.
He will report directly to New-
ton in New York.

3. Promotion of Otis Smith,
presently the ABC label's
Single Record Sales Manager,
to National Sales Manager for
all ABC, Impulse, Bluesway and
Apt records. Smith will trans-
fer his office from New York to
the new West Coast building
during the Summer. He will re-
port to Stark.

4. Operation of the various
component divisions of ABC
Records, Inc., under the new
realignment will be as follows:

a. The Dunhill division,
which includes the Dunhill
label as well as the new War-
lock and Buluu labels, will
continue to operate on the
West Coast under supervision
of Vice President and Gen-
eral Manager Jay Lasker.
The division offices will be
transferred to the new Bev-
erly Boulevard headquarters
building in September. Dun-
hill will continue to maintain
its own sales and promotion
force throughout the United
States.

b. The Command / Probe
division, under the direction
of Vice President and Gen-
eral Manager Joe Carlton,
will continue to operate its
main offices in the New York
area. Additional sales and
promotion personnel will be
added to staff a division of-
fice in the new West Coast
headquarters building.

Stark and myself," Newton de-
clared. "I am convinced that
these changes will add greatly
to the vitality and creativity of
all labels in the ABC Records
group.

"All general and overall ad-
ministration activities, as well
as international, legal, special
sales and production policies
and programs for the ABC Rec-
ords, Inc., complex will continue
to operate out of our main
natural offices in the American
Broadcasting Companies, Inc.,
executive headquarters here in
New York at 1330 Avenue of
the Americas."

lifting problems for retailers,
while increasing total sales.
Liberty Stereo Tape's new tape
carton is patterned after the
one designed by Recco, Inc.,
of Kansas City, which was
supported at the recent NARM
convention.

The tape cartons will be
supplied to the retailer in the
form of "do-it-yourself" kits,
which he must assemble him-
self. The 12"x4" boxes will al-
low the consumer to handle
the product, and make it vir-
tually impossible to steal. Each
carton will hold an 8 -track
cartridge tape, called a Pik -
Pak. The first two releases
being shown in this form are
the Fifth Dimension's "Age of
Aquarius" and Johnny Rivers'
"A Touch of Gold."

"We feel it is most important
to get the product from be-
hind glass into the customer's
hands," says Earl Horwitz,
General Manager of Liberty
Stereo Tape.

"Our Pik -Pak is designed to

focus the customer's eyes di-
rectly to the graphic label on
the cartridge. With it, we have
designed a simple three -row
browser. Each row contains
eight tape cartons backed with
a point -of -purchase header
card. All we ask is that the
retailer assemble the package
himself, and then watch his
sales go up and thefts go
down."

WTIC's Larry Kenfield

40 Years of Programming
When Larry Kenfield went to

work for WTIC in Hartford,
Conn., 40 years ago, the four-
year -old radio station had a
staff of 74 musicians, about
$100,000 worth of sheet music
and not a single record.

Today, as supervisor of mu-
sic for WTIC-AM, FM and TV,
Kenfield is in charge of a mu-
sic library that has more than
74,000 records but there isn't
a single professional musician
on the staff. The sheet music
was donated to the Hartt Col-
lege of Music of the Univer-
sity of Hartford several years
ago.

Larry Kenfield

Kenfield
began his 40 -
year career
with WTIC's
parent com-
pany, the
Travelers In-
surance Co.,
on May 6,
1929. He
switched
from insur-

ance to music the following
October when he was trans-
ferred to the young radio sta-
tion's music library.

Live music was so impor-
tant in those days, WTIC had
librarians in charge of both
classical and popular music
for the symphony and dance
orchestras the station main-
tained.

By the mid -1930s, however,
the live music picture was be-
ginning to change. Improved
quality in phonograph records
prompted WTIC and many
other stations to build record
libraries and by 1936, WTIC
had enough 78s and electrical
transcriptions to require a
new department. Kenfield was
put in charge of the new de-
partment, a position he has
for 33 years.

In 40 years of programming
music, says Kenfield, "Many
musical fads have come and
gone, but one ingredient in all
these fads has remained domi-
nant and that is melody."

Stage Review

The Revue is Alive & Well Upstairs
NEW YORK - One thing

about the Upstairs at the
Downstairs youthquakes: you
can drop in more than once
during a run and catch newly
added topical material. The
current revue, on a while now
and titled "Free Fall," is no
exception. At a viewing last
week, the programs dispersed
to the audience seemed safe
only in the place's W. 56th St.
address, having not that much
to do with what went on up
on the small stage.

The current edition, how-
ever, has everything to do with
entertainment. A second or
third visit to an Upstairs eve-
ning would seem to be a better
idea than a first visit to some
Broadway hits. The per-
formance caught was so up-to-
date that there were bits about
St. Christopher and Abe For-
tas applying for unemploy-
ment insurance - the latter
eligible only a day or two then
(or, as the sketch pointed out,
ineligible, since Fortas resign-
ed).

The show has some of its
better material by the part-
nered Bill Weeden and Record
World Associate Editor Dave
Finkle, who are also listed as
"Production Associates" (Rod
Warren is producer, as well as
sometimes material provider,
and Ronny Graham is direc-
tor). The Finkle-Weeden lyr-
ics -music teaming is especial-
ly amusing in their cleverly
constructed, ironic number,
"That Switched -On Feeling,"
in which personable, adenoidal
Patti Deutsch is so caught up
in Nixon administration "hy-
steria" that she gradually just
nods off.

If none of the five perform-
ers stands out singly, they are
uniformly agreeable and pro-
ficient. Brandon Maggart is a
singing Teddy Bear with a
subdued but seasoned sense of
humor. Judy Engles gets most
of the inevitable Jewish hu-
mor (at least, that's how it
comes off), James Catusi the
nebbish bits (it's contagious),
and they seem to know what
they're doing. The most versa-
tility is demanded of Warren
Burton, which may have some-
thing to do with his having
written some of the material.

One of the nicest things
about the Upstairs revue is
its characteristic succinct ap-
proach. There is an intermis-
sion (in itself something of a
local novelty these drag -bladder
stage evenings), but the halves
-like the 'best jokes-are fast,

never frenetic, and to the
point. "Free Fall" is also less
self-consciously cerebral than
some Upstairs revues and
should have a wider appeal
for out-of-towners.

It's a very funny evening
that proves the demise of the
revue form has been greatly
exaggerated. To be sure, it
reaches the inescapable scene
-the nudie. But with an in-
ventiveness that is also char-
acteristic, this one is played
fully clothed.

Club Review

New Darin Dawns
HOLLYWOOD - Since the

days of "Splish, Splash,"
Bobby Darin has always been
one for treading new waters.
His recent Troubadour Club
bow brought still a new image,
that of Direction recording
and composing artist Bob
Darin.

His new choice of pop ma-
terial reflects the maturity of
a professional and the versa-
tility to adapt successfully to
any musical form. Performing
tunes by Tim Hardin, the
Beatles, Bob Dylan, Joe South,
and himself, Darin's act at
first confused the crowd but
quickly delighted them. The
zestful show was a surprise
to the posh supper club crowd
who came out to see one Darin
and found another.

Especially fine were his
renditions of "Lady Madonna"
and his hit record of Hardin's
"If I Were a Carpenter." He
also scored with his own com-
positions, "Long Line Rider"
and "Distractions." The latter
tune is from a forthcoming
LP.

RPM Studios Expand
RPM International Studios,

part of Ray Charles' RPM com-
plex which also houses his Los
Angeles -based record company,
Tangerine Record Corporation,
is embarking on a $120,000
studio facility improvement
program, detailed below by
David Braithwaite, Chief En-
gineer for the Tangerine label.

"We feel RPM Studios is an
untapped source of recording
potential," Braithwaite re-
marked, "as the needs of the
recording industry keep in-
creasing. The operational
needs of our own Tangerine
Record Corporation have been
on the upswing since the early
part of this year when Tanger-
ine embarked on its own ex-
pansion program, and, as a re-
sult, the studio has decided to
involve itself in advancing
present studio facilities for in-
ternal purposes with an eye to
the increased demand on it as
an outside studio as well.

"The studio itself is not un-
dergoing revamping, as it is a
large, modern structure, per-
fectly suited to our present
and future needs, but the stu-
dio facilities are being im-
proved to incorporate 8 -track
recording and mixing, both
mono and stereo.

"To date, we have been uti-
lizing 4 -track facilities, with
this expansion program in
mind. Our new 8 -track system
will be equivalent to using a
12 -track facility, based on our
method of recording tech-
niques."

"We will be maintaining our
3 and 4 -track playback facili-
ties," added Harvey Schwartz,
assistant to Braithwaite, "for

occasions which warrant their
usage. Disk facilities at pres-
ent will be strictly for refer-
ence, but RPM is contemplat-
ing the incorporation of com-
plete mastering facilities as
the next step in its expanded
operational program."

RPM International, located
at 2107 West Washington
Blvd., also the home of Tan-
gerine Record Corporation,
will accommodate a complete
orchestra, and keeps drums,
vibes, conga, organ, piano and
tambourines as permanent stu-
dio equipment for musicians.

Advancement of studio fa-
cilities is expected to be com-
pleted by the end of June, but
will not interfere with Tan-
gerine's recording plans for
that month, according to la-
bel's Manager, Ron Granger,
who will be cutting LP prod-
uct by Raelett Mabel John and
single sides from the Raeletts
as a group within the next
four weeks.

It
certainly helps if you go on a
gig and you don't have a con-
ductor. I can change chords
or transpose a song myself. I
switched to pop singing when
I realized that there just
wasn't going to be much
money in classical singing.
But not everybody can just
switch from classical to pop
singing. You use your voice in
a completely different way."

Vivian Reed's first album
from Epic is just out and ev-
erybody is pushing for her
success at the label, most
notably topper Mort Hoffman,
who said, "Vivian's voice is
extremely exciting and we're
just beginning to take advan-
tage of it."

informing Austin he would do-
nate most of his take to help
gain employment for his peo-
ple, hoping that the govern-
ment would match it.

"When I left him," Austin
said, "I was a much wiser man
in the knowledge that he has
been personally responsible for
cooling ghetto tempers in
many cities and been a vital
force in efforts to gain dignity
for his people by working
within their communities."

In addition to the Humani-
tarian Award, Congressman
William L. Clay of Missouri
presented Brown with a port-
folio of letters of commenda-
tion written by members of
the Civil Rights Task Force of
the Democratic Study Group
commending Brown on his hu-
manitarianism. In making the
presentation, Congressman
Clay said: "Men of good con-
science, men of good will are
proud to stand up and be
counted. You kept your color
and by doing so you made
color less of an obstacle."

The following are just a few
quotes from letters contained
therein :

"Your courageous actions
during the time of crisis fol-
lowing the assassination of
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.,
will be long remembered by a
Nation grateful for your ef-
forts. How very proud we all
are of you."

In the spring of 1968, fol-
lowing the assassination of Dr.
Martin Luther King Jr., James
Brown was asked by govern-
ment officials to make an ap-
peal to his people to end racial
strife. During this time Brown
said that he would donate
earnings received from his
shows to help his people if the
monies would be matched by
federal funds-and they were.

Brown's childhood in Au-
gusta, Ga., was spent singing
and dancing for the soldiers
at nearby Camp Gordon, col-
lecting lumps of coke along
the railway tracks, and shin-
ing shoes on the steps of an
Augusta radio station-a sta-
tion which he now owns-in
order to pay the $7 a month
rent on the Brown family
shack.

Brown brought to the B'nai
B'rith evening a shoeshine box
as a relic and reminder of
his early childhood days.
Brown frequently alludes to
his childhood because he feels
that it's "wrong for a man to
try to erase his past; the more
you try to erase it the more
apt you are to meet the same
depressed people from whom
you're trying to escape."
Brown held up the shoeshine
box to the dinner audience and
said, "I would like to show you
what you did for me. You
made it possible for me not to
have to carry a shoeshine box
and not to have to live by A-
but I carried the box just the
same."

While in Alabama Brown
played at the first "integrated"
dance. Brown doesn't like to
use the term "integrated" be-
cause it denotes a label. "Why
do we have to put such stress
on labeling things," says
Brown. "For instance, the Civil
Rights Bill-why label what
is just human dignity." He
feels that if we all do our
share, we as a people can
change things.

Brown, in his acceptance,

related an incident which oc-
curred while he was playing
in Chattanooga, Tenn. While
in his dressing room he heard
some kids trying to cause
trouble out on the street.
Ignoring pleas from his staff
he went downstairs to quell
the crowd. He looked at them
and said, "Say It Loud," and
the crowd responded, "I'm
Black and I'm Proud." Brown
asked them how could they be
proud if they were displaying
violence. "Being proud doesn't
include violence, it includes
self-respect" - says Brown.
The crowd thought about what
Brown had to say and dispersed.

Brown will make a return
concert appearance at Madison
Square Garden on Friday, July
4, in one performance only at
8 p.m. Featured on the pro-
gram will be Nipsey Russell,
the Young Holt Trio, the Uni-
fics and Tyrone Davis.

Noel Ball Dead at 43
NASHVILLE -Noel Ball, one

of the industry frontiersmen
who helped carve Music City,
USA, out of this mid -South fron-
tier town back before the "Dick
Clark Bandstand" in the days
when folks called it Nashville,
Tenn., died last week of cancer.
after a year's illness.

The 43 -year -old dean of Music
City airways came up through
the tough years in this late -
blooming recording capital, and
during his close to 20 years here,
played a key role in bringing
Nashville into clear focus in the
international eye of the record-
ing world.

As the baron of broadcasting,
Ball emerged as the first local
television personality and made
history with a record eight -year
run of his pioneer TV show on
WSIX-TV here. He consistently
owned the ratings in every time
slot he worked on radio and made
national trade news when he
moved from WSIX radio to
WMAK radio in 1960 as part of
the Lin Broadcasting Corp.'s
flagship A Team.

The Ball pioneer prowess fol-
lowed suit even last fall when he
was handpicked to star on the
first live show televised on
WMCV-TV, the UHF Channel
which debuted here last Septem-
ber. The Noel Ball Seventeen
Time Show bore the star's name
until the day after Cancer
claimed the stronghearted per-
former.

Ironically, broadcasting was
actually simply a background for
a second career which actually
built a quiet legend out of radio-
tv star Noel Ball. Sidestepping
the spotlight of publicity, Noel
Ball matter of factly went about
the business of making records,
publishing songs and scouting
fresh, new talent.

He went about the task quietly.

But his results were explo-
sive!

In 1958 Noel broke all the
rules and came up with "Oh
Julie" on Nasco Records of
Nashville. Co -written by Noel
and performed by the Crescen-
dos, the disk soared to an all
time sales mark of over three
million copies.

Since then there has been
"Moody River" by Pat Boone,
"You Better Move On" by
Arthur Alexander and "Sugar
Shack" by Jimmy Gilmer, among
the other solid gold landmarks
along the Ball trail of success.

Noel discovered hometown
singer -writer Chase Webster,
who wrote "Moody River." He
discovered and developed Arthur
Alexander who wrote such hits
as "Anna" recorded by the
Beatles and others. Dale Ward,
Rodger Martin and Robert
Knight were other discoveries.
Buzz Cason and Bobby Russell
currently produce Knight, a con-
sistent chart name. Both Buzz
and Bobby had their undergrad
tutoring under Ball as did scores
of other Nashville and national
music figures such as Columbia
Records A&R czar Bob Johnston.

The mainstream of Ball's disk
product was channelled into Dot
Records. Randy Wood named Ball
to chief Dot's Pop and R&B A&R
Department for the south in
1960.

Ball was a consistent source
of material and acts for such
national music kingpins as Dick
Clark.

Noel, who was born in Joplin,
Mo., went into broadcasting at
16, served in the Air Force and
maintained his own private plane
here.

Noel Ball, the quiet legend of
Music City, USA, is survived by
his wife Vida, his three sons and
a daughter.
