Feliciano Dazzles Westbury
WESTBURY, L. I. - RCA's

Jose Feliciano is a superb art-
ist, a master not only of the
guitar (which he can make
sound like a mandolin, a bass
and drums), but of the mouth,
which he uses as a percussion
instrument.

But behind his technical vir-
tuosity is his most important
musical gift-heart (or, if you
prefer, soul). There's beauty
and warmth in his playing and
all of it was displayed at his en-
gagement at the Westbury
Music Fair last week.

The most dazzling selection
was Ernesto Lecuona's "Ma-
laguena," played in part as a
piece for left hand only. The
most rippling and supple was
"Windmills of Your Mind" (a
vastly -improved reprise of the
song Feliciano did on the Oscar
show). "Light My Fire" is part
of the repertoire; "The Star-
Spangled Banner" isn't.

(Incidentally, theater -in -the -
round does not seem quite the
proper showcase for Feliciano,
because, although he turned
around to play to both sides of
the auditorium, half of the time
half of the audience was unable
to appreciate his masterful
fingering and exhilarated ex-
pressions.)

Feliciano won a standing
ovation from the audience, and
of the many performers receiv-
ing them these days, he is one
of the few who deserves it.

Columbia's New Christy Min-
strels preceded Feliciano (who

pointed up show biz vicissitudes
by thanking the Christies for
their introduction and saying,
"I used to open the show for
them and now they're good
enough to open for me.")

The smiling seven -man -two -
girl group is multi -talented and
corny in a summery way and
not without genuine appeal
(their intense "The Drinking
Gourd," their Paul Simon med-
ley), but they were slightly off -
base and somehow ironic in
their preface to Woody Guth-
rie's "This Land is Your Land,"
which they said was for "the
people who can love their coun-
try without having long hair
and being dirty." Boo to that
redneck philosophy.

Also there was something
phony about their reminiscences
of how much fun they had in
the earlier days of the Chris -
ties, when, I would venture to
say, none of them were in the
group. -Dave Finkle.

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Wybo Semmelink:

Cassettes Booming, But
Disks Here for Long Time

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK - Wybo Sem-
melink of North American
Philips, one of the most articu-
late spokesman on tapes, and
much more specifically on cas-
settes, noted to Record World
last week, "Back in June of
1967 I said that cassettes
would be the next big thing
and so what has happened re-
cently is not surprising to me."

"8 -track will not die," he
said, "they will just fade
away. Records, the way I see
it, will stay around for a long-
time to come. Eight -track tapes
just lack too much. There is
only one problem with cassettes
-well, two. One is the diffi-
culty of splicing. You do get a
thickening which after a while
makes playing difficult. The
other problem is not getting
the ultimate in frequency re-
sponse. But it's sufficient for
the current market."

"Over the years there will be
a change in cassettes, but it
will be an evolutionary change
and not a revolutionary one
and will have to do with the
internal construction," he felt.

"Another thing about eight-
track you should remember,"
he said, "is that nothing that
has ever been created for the
car has moved into the home,
but many things created for
the home have moved into the
car. Air conditioning, for ex-
ample. It won't be long before
you'll see a lot of cassette tape
players in cars.

Semmelink, who has been
championing cassettes effec-
tively the past few years, said
that consumers should have no
trouble with tape cassettes ex-
cept in the cases where infe-
rior product is manufactured.
"Eventually we will have to
reach some standardization of
production. We'll have to edu-
cate all manufacturers and
product will have to be policed
more severely."

Must Make Sense
Semmelink explained the suc-

cess of cassettes on the mar-
ket thusly: "Things that make
sense or serve a purpose al-
ways make it-even the hula
hoop, although it was short-
lived. If it doesn't make sense,
a product won't make it no

matter what kind of promotion
goes behind it. Of course, no
product will sell without the
proper promotion."

A philosopher as well as a
businessman, Semmelink hy-
pothesized on the future of the
cassette. "It'll serve until
something better comes along.
And there must be something
better. There always is. In its
day, the horse and buggy
seemed the greatest invention
and you don't see many of them
anymore. I don't know what
will succeed the cassette, but
something will and we have to
keep looking for it."

"One thing you have to keep
in mind," Semmelink said in
conclusion. "The cassette was
not designed as an answer to
eight -track tape. We were look-
ing for something that would
make tape handling as easy as
possible and thereby create a
larger market. And that, of
course, is just what's happen-
ing."

Currently, Liberty Tape Dupli-
cating operates a factory in
Omaha for the duplicating of
Liberty/UA stereo tapes and
those of independent custom
clients. This rented structure
will be vacated by the company
when construction on the Iowa
plant is finished.

Formal announcement of
Liberty Tape Duplicating's se-
lection of Council Bluffs as the
site was made recently by Irv-
ing Kessler, Vice -President in
charge of manufacturing, Lib-
erty/UA, Inc. Kessler told a
gathering of 600 people at the
Council Bluffs Chamber of
Commerce meeting that Lib-
erty/UA chose the city because
of the need to expand its Oma-
ha operation and the availabil-
ity of the Council Bluffs prop-
erty. Kessler was introduced to
the crowd of Iowa businessmen
by the Hon. Robert Ray, Gover-
nor. Also present were U.S.
Senator Jack Miller, U.S. Con-
gressman William Scherle, and
Council Bluffs Mayor Don
Franksen.

"Council Bluffs is centrally
located for our work force,"
said Kessler. "It's ideally situ-
ated for transportation via the
Omaha airport, and provides
admirable exposure to the pub-
lic because of the nearby Inter-
state highway. Our Omaha
plant currently employs 240
persons, while our projection
for the Council Bluffs plant is
for approximately 400 employ-
ees."

Electronics, and sold the divi-
sion to Liberty Records in
1966. "The new Council Bluffs
plant," says Colvin, "will man-
ufacture four and eight track,
reel-to-reel and cassette tapes
in music and educational
forms."

Signed Letter of Intent
Liberty/UA has signed a

"letter of intent" with the city
of Council Bluffs concerning
their proposed construction.
The tape manufacturer has the
option of providing its own fi-
nancing or entering into a
lease -purchase agreement with
the city for the needed $2.5-
3 million. Under the latter ar-
rangements, the city would is-
sue revenue bonds for the
funds, and Liberty/UA would
enter into a lease -purchase
contract guaranteeing princi-
pal, interest and payment of an
amount equal to local taxes on
the property for a predeter-
mined number of years.

The bulk of the work done
at the Council Bluffs location
will be for Liberty/UA, Inc.,
with custom work for Walt
Disney, Warner Brothers and
others included.

Howard Stein is a dynamic young producer (not promoter) who
has presented Aretha Franklin, Jefferson Airplane, the Rascals
and others under the auspices of Sound of the Month Club. He is
now involved in producing the Singer Bowl Music Fair and
Pavilion Ballroom series of concerts for Music Fair Enterprises.

The Singer Bowl Festival will kick off Sunday, July 13, with
the Vanilla Fudge, Jeff Beck, Ten Years After and the Edwin
Hawkins Singers. Howard was anxious to point out that their
most expensive tickets are $5.50. Also, the shows will not be held

in the round. He has felt for some time that
the grounds from the World's Fair were
"wasted," and wanted to make use of them.
So the New York State Pavillion is to become
the Pavillion Ballroom on July 11, with a show
featuring the Grateful Dead, Joe Cocker and
Tribe. The Pavillion will be open every Friday
and Saturday night, with general admission
set at three dollars. The Pavillion is a tall,
roofed structure with no sides, and will have
food and soft drinks available. But most im-

portant, according to Stein, is the fact that there could be danc-
ing, and stressed the fact that "ballroom" is the key word.

Judy Garland

In Need:
A Friend

A Star is dead.
Judy Garland, a legendary

American entertainer for three
decades, died on June 22 in
London at 47. Coincidentally,
unaware of her demise, on that
afternoon I watched and again
enjoyed on a New York TV
channel her 1948 film, "The
Pirate," in which her superb
comedy timing and flashing
brown eyes were as yet un-
dimmed by the illness and per-
sonal problems that would
soon overtake her . . . and
overtake her . . . and overtake
her. . .

While she was a singing star
of incomparable charisma and
appeal, and a recording star on
the Decca, MGM, Capitol, Co-
lumbia, Warner Brothers and
ABC labels over the years,
there are many who feel that
during her 1930s -40s heyday
she was an even better actress
than singer. Certainly she was
an expert comedienne. The best
examples of her almost stam-
meringly natural approach to
comedy are to be found, I think,
in "Easter Parade" and "In the
Good Old Summertime," in two
disparate moods: in the for-
mer, as the insecure bistro
chorine turned into a dancing
star by no less than Fred As-
taire, whom she worships; and
in the latter, as the confident
shop clerk whose secret pen
passion turns out to be no less
than Van Johnson, whom she
detests. But drama was not be-
yond her, either, as her poign-
ant, non-musical portrayal of
the soldier's sweetheart in "The
Clock" proved.

Her own life, however, had
more drama than the tiny
belter-on stage since infancy
-could handle, all of it well
documented elsewhere. No en-
tertainer in history has been
more beloved by her audience
than Judy Garland, but I am
reminded of dialogue from the
film "Summertime" starring
Judy's one-time MGM Pictures
colleague, Katharine Hepburn.
An acquaintance tells the
frankly lonely, Venice -vaca-
tioning spinster (Hepburn),
"But everyone likes you." The
midwestern secretary replies,
"I don't want everyone to like
me. I can't handle a crowd."

I can't help feeling it was
this way with Judy: that some
really close, caring friends out

of that sea of love called her
audience -or from her own
profession -might have helped
to write a different ending to
the Judy Garland story.

Met Twice in '60s

I met Judy twice, both times
during the sad '60s.

The first time was early in
the decade on a film company
bus tour around Manhattan to
promote a minor Garland pic-
ture. Judy was on the bus rent-
ed for the occasion, and so
were studio representatives,
other newsmen and a few mini -
celebrities including one disk
jockey about whom more all
too soon. I was to interview
Judy sometime during our
travels.

Whenever we would stop at
a movie house where Judy and
company were to disembark, go
in and say a few words on
stage, youngsters threw them-
selves against the bus and
clawed at the window where
the aforementioned dj sat,
screaming his name. This adu-
lation would continue as the
party made its way into the
theater, while, for the most
part, the greatest female movie
musical star of all time entered
relatively unnoticed. Between
stops, the jock occasionally al-
luded to Judy from his seat in
the rear of the vehicle in gra-
tuitously cruel, loud terms
while she -apparently (but
maybe not) oblivious - sat
alone up front with her stock-
ing feet resting on the portable
TV set in front of her watching
herself on a Jack Paar show.

Our interview came off -no-
thing special, but she was
friendly. She proudly discussed
her daughter, Liza Minnelli,
just entering show business;
and bemoaned the ruinous stu-
dio slashing of over a half-
hour from her mammoth 1954
film "A Star is Born," mention-
ing that she was hopeful of
getting a theater somewhere
sometime to show the uncut
version.

The second encounter came
about five years later at a party
given by a mutual friend, a
composer. Judy had become
more haggard and vague, and
I wouldn't even ask if she re-
membered our first meeting.
She made a bumpy bee -line for
the piano where, accompanied

by a young man who seemed
to be her escort, she spent the
next couple of hours singing
and dancing. It was not a
pleasant experience for me,
who had grown up at the lady's
movies. She was not singing
well anymore, but that didn't
deter the roomful of "friends"
from encouraging her, and she
even managed a spastic reprise
of her cakewalk in "Meet Me
in St. Louis." While Judy did
not seem unhappy during all
this, I was aghast at the extent
to which her exploitation con-
tinued long after the much -
publicized dark days of bond-
age at MGM, some of the guests
even tittering as they plied her
with "One more time, Judy!"
She was no longer even a big
studio "commodity"; she was
now a performing pet. Late in
the extremely distasteful pro-
ceedings she announced she
was going to sing a song the
composer host had once writ-
ten for her, adding, "I wish
he'd write another. I need it!"

Leaning against her boyish
pianist, at that moment Judy
Garland looked like she needed
nothing so much as one real
friend.

Fortunately, Judy has left a
legacy of motion pictures and
recordings that preserve indefi-
nitely the vibrant perform-
ances of her prime. We can
continue to see and hear her
sing "Dear Mr. Gable-You
Made Me Love You" (in "Broad-
way Melody of 1938"), "Over
the Rainbow" ("The Wizard of
Oz"), "The Trolley Song"
("Meet Me in St. Louis"), "On
the Achison, Topeka and the
Santa Fe" ("The Harvey
Girls"), "Be a Clown" ("The
Pirate"), "A Couple of Swells"
("Easter Parade"), "Get Hap-
py" ("Summer Stock"), "The
Man That Got Away" ("A Star
is B orn" ) --choose your own
favorites.

I have always liked, too,
many of the less spectacular
numbers from Garland films,
such as-in two disparate
moods-the baby talk piece
"Snooky Ookums" from "Easter
Parade," with Judy using her
eyes for virtuoso yet subtle
comedic effect; and her barrel-
ing, down -on -one -knee Jolson-
esque medley in "In the Good
Old Summertime" of "Play
That Barbershop Chord" and
"I Don't Care."

I guess I always will. Care.

Vanguard Unveils Surround Stereo
NEW YORK -Vanguard Rec-

ords has developed a new 4 -
track stereo system for tapes
called Surround Stereo that is
"capable of reproducing music
and the acoustical properties
of the auditorium in which it
was recorded more faithfully
than heretofore."

Label President Seymour
Solomon introduced the new
system that consists of simul-
taneous playback through four
amplifiers (two in front of the
listener, two behind) at a press
conference last week.

Tapes will be on the market
by September, evidently, al-
though the configuration (s)
has not been decided yet.

First releases will be "Mah-
ler: Symphony No. 3," "Mahler
Symphony No. 9," and "Ber-
lioz : Requim," all by Maurice
Abravanel and recorded in the
Mormon Tobernacle; "David's
Album," Joan Baez;

Buffy Sainte -Marie; and
"The Amazing Electronic
Sound of Jean Jacques Perrey."

In describing the new system,
label makes the following
points:

1) For the first time, the
actual acoustical properties of
the specific auditorium are able
to be reproduced. Thus, one can
hear clearly, for example, the
difference between the acousti-
cal characteristic of Carnegie
Hall as opposed to the Mormon
Tabernacle.

Groupies LP Could Be
Hot U'ground Item
NEW YORK - "The Grou-

pies," a documentary album
produced by Alan Lorber for
his own production firm and
being sold on ALP Records by
mail order, could become the
next big underground record.

The package is a taped dis-
cussion between four New York
girls, who, as part of a contem-
porary subculture, dedicate
their lives to having sex ex-
clusively with members of rock
groups (or their affiliates).

A teen-age manifestation get-
ting plenty of press coverage re-
cently, the groupies have not
been the subject of record or
television reportage until Lorb-
er's package, perhaps because
of the sensational lives they
lead and the sensational lan-
guage they use freely to de-
scribe themselves.

The candid vocabulary of the
album (the liner notes include
a glossary) is probably what
has kept record companies
from purchasing the master for
distribution.

2) Individual lines of the
most complex orchestration are
reproducible with clarity, de-
tail and immediacy not before
possible.

3) The listener is literally
involved or surrounded by the
music as he would be sitting
in the center of a great audi-
torium.

4) The inherent limitations
of loud speakers with the
characteristic beaming of high
frequencies is virtually elimi-
nated; thus providing much
more agreeable and natural
sound.

5) A further advantage is
that the listener may move
freely about the room without
disturbing or detracting from
the stereo effect.

Although the impetus behind
development of the system was
to catch the ambiance of the
concert hall, Solomon noted
that Surround Stereo's uses in
popular music are "impressive."

NEW YORK-As the week-
end of the Woodstock Music &
Arts Fair draws closer (Aug.
15, 16, 17), the Committee in
charge of organization has ex-
pressed concern that the festi-
val run smoothly and there be
no incidents such as at the re-
cent San Fernando Valley Fes-
tival.

Jim Forrack, in charge of
putting the festival together,
called a meeting last week to
discuss the aspects of Wood-
stock and how it would be han-
dled in areas that have caused
trouble in previous events.
Forrack attributed most dis-
turbances to inadequate prepa-
rations for the amount of peo-
ple who attend. Woodstock, he
promised, would sidestep these

immediate drawbacks by allow-
ing ample space (150 acres)
for the festival itself plus pro-
viding camping facilities for as
many people as can attend.

The Festival Committee has
hired Wes Pomeroy, previously
employed by the State of Cali-
fornia as a law enforcement
official and appointed by Presi-
dent Johnson as a consultant
on Law and Order. Pomeroy
has specially selected 300 po-
licemen from various forces.
They will be unarmed and will
act mainly as a service element.

Forrack laid emphasis on
collective responsibility for
those people who attend. The
theme of the weekend is simply
"Three Days of Peace and Mu-
sic."-John Kornblum.

Races Home a Winner

The second Newport Pop
Festival was presented last
weekend, this time in a new
port as Mark Productions
moved the site from the Orange
County Faire Grounds to Devon-
shire Downs in the San Fern-
ando Valley.

This year in spite of tradi-
tional festival problems (mainly
security and police involve-
ment), the Newport Pop Festi-
val adhered to the promises
made in their advertising cam-
paign by providing everything
possible to accommodate the
crowds. Mark Productions pro-
vided attendance with ice water
trucks, plenty of concession
stands and an overall good
stage set-up. This year's use of
McKuen Sound Equipment
proved dependable, and much
of the credit goes to Mort Feld,
the sound consultant for the
three-day event.

Headlining the extravaganza
were Jimi Hendrix, Spirit,
Creedence, Clearwater, Step-
penwolf, the Rascals and the
Chamber Brothers.

Concentrating cop the last
day, Sunday, which in terms of
music was the most aesthetic
and emphatic, commenced with
the debut of Capitol's Merry-
weather. This act's material
was a little weathered, but the
group seemed capable of better
things.

Columbia artists the Byrds
were very together and brought
about a terrific audience re-
sponse. They did everything
from gospel to country; and
particularly good was their in-
strumental "Nashville West."
Epic's Paco were flashy and
played with aplomb. They were
into a country pop sound, per-
forming many competent ori-
ginals.

A group called Smith (that's
the title, too, of their premier
Dunhill LP) had fantastic im-
pact upon the crowd. The girl
lead is both attractive and
adept. Especially strong were
"Let's Spend the Night To-
gether" and "Let's Get To-
gether."

Mother Earth Contributed
Another group which con-

tributed much to making the
crowd forget just how hot it
was there assembled on a con-
verted racetrack was Mercury's
Mother Earth. This act is as
heavy as its name implies. They
performed oldies but goodies

like "I Know" and "So Fine,"
delivering top vocals with
backing to match.

The Grassroots did the gamut
of their hits, duplicating their
exact wax sound. These in-
cluded "Midnight Confessions,"
"Live for Today," "The River
is Wide" and their new one,
"I'll Wait a Million Years."
Their act was swift -paced and
audience -satisfying.

Dunhill's Three Dog Night
was the only group of the day
to encore. They did "Try a
Little Tenderness," "One,"
"Nobody" and "Eli's Coming"
from their second LP. The
mighty trio 'demonstrated pre -
c isioned showmanship.

Booker T and The MG's
sounded up to par but were
not visually zealous enough for
this type of Festival fare. They
did their current Stax hit,
"Mrs. Robinson," with Steve
Cropper featured on guitar.

Highlights of the evening
were the Chambers Brothers
who exuded soul to the point
of getting the entire crowd to
stand up and dance. Doing
"Beep Beep" and "Time," they
heightened the togetherness
and good vibrations of the en-
tire day. Also strong was a
jamming set with Jimi Hendrix
(who said he wanted to make
up for his Friday night per-
formance), Buddy Miles, Eric
Burdon, Mother Earth and
Johnny Winter; all doing an
extended play of a nitty tune,
"We've Got To Live Together."
The Rascals added to the to-
getherness of things when they
brought the festival to a close.

Hal Smith commented on the
purchase of the agency by say-
ing, "I have worked with Haze
Jones for several years and
consider him to be one of the
finest men in the booking busi-
ness. I am confident he will
continue operating the artist
bureau under the same policies
we have built our artist roster
around."

In making the announcement,
Jones clarified that offices will
remain at 119 Two Mile Pike,
in Goodlettsville, with all
present personnel of the firm
being retained by Atlas.
