RCA Takes a Brody 
NEW YORK-Michael J, Brody Jr., is out of sight. Few would 

have expected the 1970s t9 begin on the Ed Sullivan show, or in 
an RCA studio but there he was with a Fantastic Four (from the 
Marvel Comics) tee shirt playing a 12 -string guitar that he didn't 
know how to tune. There was Ernie Altschuler at the controls 
pushing buttons, smoking a cigar and telling the television 
cameras about how "Michael won us all over" in response to cyni- 
cal ABC newsmen's questioning if Brody "had any talent." 

Someone in attendance expressed disgust over what he called 
'the false hopes that Brody had aroused." Pete Hamill, in his New 
York Post column, said much the same thing. These are people, 
however, who have not actually talked to Brody. Brody is not the 
first millionaire to ride a limousine while people starved (and is 
not responsible for the poverty) . But he is the first to give it 

away. The fact that he has aroused so much out - 
e. rage by his unassailable intentions is a reflec- 

tion of the way we take suffering for granted. 
But back to the record. Talent is the ability 

to move people. By this standard, Brody has 
magnificent talent. The record "The War Is 
Over" is potentially a headline-if Brody gets 
the support he needs. The consensus of those 
who actually took the trouble to speak to Brody 
rather than accept the anxious media's portrait 

of him is that he is sincere and sane. He now says, "Look: I've 
gotten where I wanted to be a week ago. I had to play a few 
games to get here and I've had to tell a few lies (I don't really 
own any missiles - I just said that so people would think I'm 
crazy and leave me alone for a minute). But if you'll just leave 
me alone for a few weeks and let me get the things in order that 
I have to do in order to give out the money (the banks can only 
move so fast), then I'll do everything that I said." Brody is what 
we make him. Give peace a chance. As John Lennon likes to say. 
"It's all in the mind, you know."

CHICAGO-Mercury Records

Foun- 
tain's corporate offices are lo- 
cated in Chicago, at 1402 South 
Michigan Avenue. 

While much of Fountain's ma- 
terial will be released on Mer- 
cury, Fountain will continue to 
operate as a label and will re- 
lease some of its own product.

They included the Sweet 
Things, a subdued version of 
the Ikettes, who wore what ap- 
peared to be tennis costumes 
and provided some soulful back- 
ing, and Bobby Monticelli on 
flugelhorn. 

The singer leans heavily on 
current pop items and this is 
perhaps his major fault. It 
seems every club act is formu- 
lated by adding so much "Hair" 
material, so much Lennon and 
McCartney, so much Bacharach 
and David, and so much Jim 
Webb. For Buddy Greco, the 
Bacharach and David and Webb 
make it, Blood Sweat & Tears 
songs and "Hair" pieces do 
not. The man has a feel for 
jazz singing but loses that 
quality when he gets caught up 
in singing the pseudo -soul se- 
lection. 

This shortcoming, not a re- 
flection on his ability but rather 
on somebody's judgment, was 
more than overshadowed by the 
.highpoints of the evening. One 
of the more pleasant surprises 
was "Measure the Valleys" 
from the forthcoming musical 
version of "Raisin in the Sun." 
The song is a standout and 
Greco's performance was pow- 
erful and sexy. 

Versatility was provided by 
a "West Side Story" medley 
which found Greco showing off 
his keyboard virtuosity. He 
accompanied himself on guitar 
on "Watch What Happens" and 
"A Day in the Life of a Fool." 

A disappointment was pro- 
vided by "Double Life." Again, 
the problem was not the sing- 
er's ability but a piece of ma- 
terial unworthy of his talent. 

(The song is basically "Take 
a Letter, Maria" in reverse, 
i.e. the husband is the cheat 
but the lyric is contrived and 
the tune is anything but memo- 
rable.) 

All evening the audience 
begged for "Didn't We," the 
great Jim Webb composition. 
In the end they got what they 
wanted. In introducing the 
song, Buddy Greco mentioned

Now that the nation's in the midst of a respite (welcome or 
otherwise) from the annual onslaught of touring British groups, 
it seems an ideal time to focus inward at America's own abundant 
musical riches. 

With the rare exception of groups like the Pentangle, English 
groups haven't really presented American audiences with any- 
thing more than amplifications (literally and figuratively) of 
more -or -less traditional American rock, blues and R&B. Not that 
the quality wasn't there; in the majority of cases, it was. But 
the fact remains that we weren't getting genuine British music 
(the aforementioned Pentangle are steeped in traditional English 
folk). It was, really, refried American material. 

So why not listen to the genuiné article? 
This "genuine" entity has recently surfaced 

upon the pop scene in the guise of groups 
like the Dillards, Dillard & Clark and the Stone - 
mans. The current successes of the latter group 
are a good exemplification of that whole "roots" 
movement. 

The Stonemans are a five -membered as- 
\ semblage encompassing three sisters, two 

brothers and 46 years of family musical tradi- 
tion. Initiated by Ernest "Pop" Stoneman in 
1924. the group has been a continuous family 

affair ever, since playing music reflective of their blue-grassey 
Virginia country roots. It's a kind of music that just calls out for 
involvement, the direct antithesis of the "let's intellectualize 
rock" trend that's been so prevalent of late. It's a very natural 
experience, infectiously so. 

The group came to the West Coast recently to garner some 
exposure. And they go it. Bill Graham, on seeing them at a small 
San Francisco nightclub, immediately signed them for a Fillmore 
appearance in mid -March. Between that Fillmore date and their 
myriad club stints in between, the Stonemans will be readying 
for airing their own television series, to be syndicated na- 
tionally. 

By contemporary standards, a group that stays together for at 
least five years is considered quite solid. One that survives for 
almost five decades is badly in need of a proper adjective. But 
that's about the only thing the Stonemans are in need of. 

x * * 

Phil Ochs, the man of constant changes, is at it again. 
He's gone electric, debuting an all -electric backup group 

tomorrow night (Jan. 27) at the Troudadour. 
The live gig coincides with his just -released album, "Phil Och's 

Greatest Hits," a pseudo -milestone if ever there was one. First 
of all, the title's a direct misnomer; it's all -new material. Sec- 
ondly, the work was produced by Van Dyke Parks (of the eclectic 
"Song Cycle" fame). And thirdly . . . Ochs is backed up on the 
album by one of the most unlikely assemblages ever to call it- 
self a "backup" group. Personnel include: Laurindo Almeida, 
Buck Owens' son, James Burton, Clarence White, and a literal 
"host of others", complete with Ochs, himself, adorned in an eye - 
blinding sequined jacket ala Elvis. 

* * * 

What are some of the ways you can think of to get "hot" 
material on the air? Things like advance pressings, banned songs 
(and their banned lyrics), bootleg material and the like. 

Well, one outlet is certainly the FM stations. But they, too, 
must conform to the standards of the FCC. 

But a new, radical vista of "underground radio" emerged in 
Los Angeles last week, seemingly free from the judicial powers 
of the FCC. 

KFON, a completely new progressive rock station initiated its 
programming on Jan. 13. It's formulation was totally unheralded 
in the industry, save for a small classified ad in the Los Angeles

Catfish Steals 
Fillmore Show 

NEW YORK-The Fillmore 
East was stunned, rocked, 
aroused and brought together 
by Epic's Catfish who stole the 
show from the higher billed 
James Gang and Santana on 
Jan. 16-17. 

Catfish is a Detroit group led 
by Bob Hodge, a red-haired, 
many -pounded prescence who 
looks like a musically talented 
Hells Angel. Hodge, although 
the most dramatic member of 
the group, is ably backed up by 
a roaring band that equals his 
intensity and talent. 

Catfish shows many of the 
same characteristics of the MC - 
5, although their essence is 
equally authentic and unique. 
The rock is a throbbing, loud 
blues which could be accurately 
called white soul. The message 
is clear and comprehensible to 
both the college professor and 
the factory worker: GET TO- 
GETHER. Hodge brutally at- 
tacks the divisions between 
poeple. He works hard to reach 
the audience-to communicate. 
He filters the message "get to- 
gether" through many different 
languages of America, while 
the band powerfully backs him 
up. The show ended with the 
Fillmore audience (usually no- 
toriously stagnant) rising and 
holding hands and dancing to 
the group's "Going Down the 
Road." The stage was no 
barrier. The energy was strong- 
er than the inhibition. 

Catfish bites but it isn't 
harmful. The bite opens up the 
protective shell that keeps peo- 
ple apart. Bob Hodge, though 
unpretentious, comes on like a 
hurricane which makes for a 
show that leaves the audience 
entertained and opened if only 
for a moment. It is a group that 
won't quickly be forgotten by 
anyone who sees them.-Dan 
Goldberg.

It is a half-hour public service 
show that reaches 2800 radio 
stations throughout the United 
States. Rankin appears as a 
surprise guest and sings two 
cuts off his albums. 

Rankin has also been doing 
vocals for several TV commer- 
cials such as Clairol, Murine 
Eye -Drops and Macy's Stock- 
ings. He is now beginning work 
on his third album for Mer- 
cury, spending much of his 
time writing new material.

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Crewe Blueprints Fox Push Monument Mounts Aznavour Drive 
Crewe Records is launching 

a major promotion effort, in- 
corporating an album package 
concept, in connection with the 
U.S. LP debut of the British 
group the Fox, The Fox re- 
lease is the first of a multi - 
production deal just signed by 
the Crewe interests with Panda 
Productions, operated by Ad- 
rian Miller and Pat Mehegan 
in London. Panda will produce 
24 LPs for release on Crewe 
over the next three years, ac- 
cording to Neil Galligan, A&R 
VP for Crewe. 

The Fox includes a distinc- 
tive, wrap -around poster of an 
eye-catching multi -color draw- 
ing of a fox. The poster can 
be torn off the LP along a per- 
foration. Addition al color 
drawings appear on one side of 
the main jacket providing a 
second cover for the album 
after the poster has been re- 
moved. 

The promotion involves a 
distinctive calendar for the 

year, incorporating a fox art- 
work motif, which is to be 
given wide distribution among 
dealers and stations. Other 
promo devices are also being 
prepared for in-store and win- 
dow displays. 

On the radio side, a special 
stereo commercial has been 
prepared for FM radio spots, 
which will get wide exposure 
across the country. Following 
the initial FM phase, the spots 
will also be aired on key AM 
outlets. Mailings will also be 
employed, along with ads spot- 
ted in numerous underground 
sheets as well as the programs 
for the Fillmore East and West. 

All songs in the LP, which 
were written by members of 
the Fox, are being published 
in the U.S. by Saturday Music, 
Crewe pubbing affiliate. A de- 
but promo tour of America is 
also in the discussion stage for 
the group. The entire cam- 
paign is being coordinated 
through Tom Rogan, National 
Promotion Manager. 

Concert Review 

Rounders `Resurgence' 
NEW YORK - The Holy 

Modal Rounders and variations 
of the group have been play- 
ing a kind of stoned Ozark 
mountain music for just about 
half a decade. Their concert at 
Columbia University Jan. 9 

may have heralded a resur- 
gence (not that there was ever 
any "surgence" except with a 
small and vocal minority) of 
genuine popularity and rela- 
tively mass acceptance at least 
by those whose interest in 
country music overlaps with an 
interest in psychedelic or just 
plain weird music. 

Led by original Holy Modal 
Rounders Peter Stampfl on 
green electric fiddle and lead 
vocals and guitarist Steve 
Weber, the band is augmented 
now by some very talented mu- 
sicians on bass, drums and 
electric piano. 

Some of their songs are 
obscene in a good-natured way 
while others can only be de- 
scribed as devinely inspired. 
his strange amalgam of ma- 
terial and Stampfl's dynamic 
fiddle playing come together, 
as it were, to make the Round- 
ers one of the genuinely ori- 
ginal musical aggregations of 
the age. Their most recent re- 
cording is "The Moray Eels 
Eat the Holy Modal Rounders" 
on Elektra. 

The Holy Modal Rounders 
have long been overlooked by 

a public seeking heroes rather 
than good musicians and uni- 
que personalities. Though one 
could conceivably say that 
Stampfl has "star" potential, the 
important thing about him and 
the group is that they are not 
out to make it big but rather 
to generate some fine music 
and good vibes. Such tunes as 
"Hoochie Coochie" and "Boobs 
Alot" could never be hits, but 
to hear the Holy Modal Round- 
ers play their strange, some- 
times beautiful, always freaky 
music is an experience which 
many would consider "truly 
cosmic." 

The HMR seem to have at- 
tracted great numbers of peo- 
ple to their Columbia concert. 
Perhaps this is symptomatic of 
their gaining superstar status 
in the '70s. In any event, even 
if they continue along as in 
past times, their genius unre- 
cognized, it's always nice to 
know that the Holy Modal 
Rounders, like some sort of 
mental life insurance, are 
"there when you need them."

Buck Stapleton, Na- 
tional Promotion Director for 
Monument, is setting key plugs 
for the Aznavour single in each 
city, in conjunction with the 
label's distributors with Arnie 
Thies and Bob Rudolph coor- 
dinating Monument's sales 
push for his already -released 
nine albums on the Monument

Aznavour will be appearing 

on the Dick Cavett ABC-TV 
program Jan. 26, tapes a David 
Frost guesting Jan. 27, the 
Johnny Carson "Tonight" show 
on NBC-TV Jan. 29 and while 
in Los Angeles, various TV 
shows will be set. 

Bobby Weiss, Monument

NEW YORK - Doug Ker- 

shaw, Warner Brothers' Cajun 
fiddler superstar, stopped up at 
Record World last week. 

"Three years ago I said that 
I would be on the Ed Sullivan 
show, and I did it. I said three 
years and I made it, by 29 days. 
I just got the confirmation last 
week." 

Such is Kershaw's philoso- 
phy: "If you don't say some- 
thing out loud first you'll never 
do it." But these were some of 
his wordier wisdoms. More 
typical are "It's not as impor- 
tant to know where you're at 
as to know why you're there"; 
"It's not the distance that 
makes the travelling hard, it's 
the travelling that makes the 
distance hard"; and "A ques- 
tion is never stupid until it's 
been answered." 

In addition to the upcoming 
Sullivan show, Kershaw also 
had plans to continue his cur- 
rent tour, a tour which included 
his recent gig at New York's 
Bitter End (the club was sold 
out virtually every night) and 
which will take him to Boston 
for his birthday, Jan. 24. 

Kershaw, who is as famous 
for his charming stage per- 
sonality as for his virtuoso vio- 
lin work (the fiddle he plays

Book Review 

Bessie Smith Story 
Carman Moore, previously 

known as a rock critic for the 
Village Voice, has written a 
biography of Bessie Smith for 
the Thomas Crowell publishing 
company's "Women of Amer- 
ica" series, "Somebody's Angel 
Child" ($4.50). 

This is a slim, illustrated 
book but an immensely read- 
able and informed one. It con- 
sists of a series of sketches 
from the great blues singer's 
life well researched by Moore. 
In no way, however, does the 
book attempt to be comprehen- 
sive or definitive, but it is en- 
tertaining and informative. 
Particularly interesting are the 
accounts of Bessie's kidnaping 
by Ma Rainey and her relation- 
ship with her husband, Jack 
Gee. 

Style is Crisp 

Moore's style is crisp and to 
the point, but he manages an 
occasional perception in be- 
tween the facts. ("Bessie's 
shield against the blues, 
strangely enough, was going to 
be a thing called the blues.") 
The book is packaged to look 
like a book for young readers 
and it manages to communicate 
with clarity without getting too 
condescending. There is a taste 
of breathiness in the early 
chapters that is little patroniz- 
ing, but by and large, "Some- 
body's Angel Child" will stand 
out as a pleasant introduction 
for millions to one of the 
greatest artists of the early 
20th century. 

With a dry emotionalism that 
paraphrases the blues and a 
rich selection of actual songs 
that quotes them, "Somebody's 
Angel Child" will itself be an- 
other posthumous chapter in 
the life of Bessie Smith.

Although the fidelity through the telephone isn't fantastic, many 
listeners have wired their telephones directly to their PA sys- 
tems, getting quality equal to or better than many FM signals. 

How long KFON lasts is open to speculation, but the concept, 
indeed, is quite interesting.

NEW YORK - Leon Thomas 
recorded his first solo album in 
1958 for a major label. The al- 
bum, the company explained to 
Leon, was never released be- 
cause "the public wasn't yet 
ready for it." It looks like the 
public may just be ready in 
1970 for Leon Thomas. 

His album was released this 
week on the Flying Dutchman 
label, and is already getting a 
good response. This is partially 
due to the fact that Thomas 
has been getting a lot of atten- 
tion via his singing on Pharoah 
Sanders' "Kharma" album. 
Thomas has sung with Sanders 
for almost two years and will 
continue to do so "as occasion 
permits." His singing will be 
featured on the forthcoming 
"Jewels of Thought," also by 
Pharoah Sanders. 

Lillian Thomas of Flying 
Dutchman told Record World 
that the label "plans to make 
Leon Thomas an international 
property." Label head Bob 
Thiele brought a test pressing 
of Thomas' new album, "Spirits 
Known and Unkown," with him 
to the MIDEM convention as 
part of the label's large com- 
mitment to Thomas. 

The test pressing has already 
been getting airplay at WBAI 
in New York and KSAN in San 
Francisco. The appeal of the 
LP is not specifically to a jazz 
audience but, according to 
Thomas "to an aware audi- 
ence." Some of the material is 
actually compatable with MOR 
programming.

News from Germany

BERLIN-Americans and Europeans will have an unexpected 
Market for their music and recording product, if the state of the 
union network TV and radio speech by Chancellor Willy Brandt 
before the German Parliament goes into action. Brandt and his 
new government in Bonn, Germany, are cooperatively steering 
a policy of "cooperation, instead of confrontation" with the 
countries behind the Iron Curtain, and specifically putting em- 
phasis on the music and cultural tieups and exchanges. "And 
this with," as Brandt put it, "the knowledge of President Richard 
M. Nixon," whom Brandt intends to visit this coming March. The 
'70s may see the "breaking ice" programs between East and 
West, music -wise. Deutsche Grammophon's pop international 
marketing expert, Peter Uecker, in Hamburg, tell me that this 
coming March will see the Italian label, Ricordi, appear on the 
German market via Polydor distribution, but under the original 
Ricordi label ... Paul Vance's song, "When Joey Comes Around," 
may happen in Germany. A battle is going on between two giant 
record firms to see whose version will hit the jackpot. The in- 
side story is that Mona Baptiste who recorded the song in Ger- 
many a while ago may have the initial run on Vogue ... Thank 
you, Len Wood, of EMI, London, for your good wishes, and we 
heartily reciprocate here to your hot chain which includes Capitol, 
Columbia, Bell, Dot, Paramount, Stateside, Stax & Tamla/Mo- 
town.. . 

Werner Last, the brother of Polydor's recording ace, James 
Last, is coming into his own light as a producer at Polydor. He 
just recorded in English the big standard, "Ring of Fire," which 
Johnny Cash brought to the top a few years ago . . . Teldec 
(Telefunken -Decca) has reorganized its staff, and A&R chief 
Günter Borchert is now DJ airplay radio TV chief, while Bert 
Varell, formerly of Miller International, now is A&R chief. It 
looks like Teldec is taking a tip from Polydor's successful promo 
with their special setup "Antennae" headed by Jürgen Otterstein. 
DJ airplay has become the #1 headache and goal of the big 
majors, who are overloaded with releases . . .
