Generalities. Poof!
Rhythm and Blues music is for black people. Poof!
Don't trust anyone over 30. Poof !
Disk jockeys are egocentric sheep. Poof !
Folk music. Poof !
It's all economic. Just five years ago record companies were

waking up to groups. It took some of them as many as four years
to catch on to what was happening and then they ran out and
signed every band in sight with three or more members, giving
away huge sums of money as advances with in many cases little
or no qualitative musical consideration.

The thing was to have groups. We watched millions being
poured down the drain, and even laughed. Well, folks, that think-
ing isn't over. It's only calcifying. Now, just as in Hollywood's

heyday when a studio found it nearly
impossible to get a nickel from New York
bankers to make a picture that didn't have
a star or two in its cast, some of the
major labels are generalizing.

They want groups. Poof !
Their reasoning would seem sound. To

an accountant's mind. That is: groups
are in demand for concerts, group product
dominates the charts, a group signing

puts multiple talent under contract just in case one or more of
them should emerge as an individual star, and group image gives
"the kids" more with.

The word is out. Groups only need apply. This formula, and
others like it, is the kind of "safe" thinking that is killing the
establishment Hollywood, and will eventually bring at least the
business side of records down. Thankfully it is not being applied
by every company, but those are now becoming so few that it
is far tougher for single performers or those with the guts to
go it alone and organize a back-up group to gain deserved atten-
tion. Because as record companies go today, so go rock clubs and
concert promoters.

There's something to be said for the weeding process. A label
that deserves him will get the single artist who has the talent
and the confidence and the will to make it against improbable
generalization.

A record that deserves a great deal of attention is the sound-
track of "Performance" on Warner Brothers. While the film is
drawing mixed reviews, the album is sensational. Most of the
music was composed by the LP's producer, Jack Nitzsche, long-
time studio associate of the Stones. Nitzsche's friends Ry Cooder,
(bottle -neck, dulcimer) Merry Clayton (vocals) and Buffy Sainte -
Marie (vocals and mouth bow) added fine licks to sides that
feature cuts by Mick Jagger and Randy Newman (who is also
credited with conducting). This is a soundtrack that doesn't need
a movie's help to make it.

WHATEVERS: A & M's first film production looks like a win-
ner even two months before its release. "Mad Dogs And English-
men" will be preceded in mid -August by its soundtrack, a two -
album package of some incredible Joe Cocker recorded live at
various points along the mammoth spring tour. The million -dollar
production catches in documentary fashion the highs (literally
and figuratively) and lows of rock and roll touring-from dope
to radio interviews to groupies to brilliant concerts. It was filmed
by Robert Abel and Pierre Addage, the same team that shot
Creedence for National General ... Lee Montgomery, who records
for Liberty, has done the version of the Delaney Bramlett/Mac
Davis song, "Birmingham." After at least a dozen attempts by
others. It's a single, produced by Richard Klinger . . . Captain
Beefheart has divulged that one of his forthcoming albums will
be a return to the (semi -straight) blues, good news for those
who remember his earlier work (try Buddah's "Safe as Milk").

Don't Ignore Pop Market'

area in its hot pursuit of the
"underground" market.

As head of Bell Records, Uttal
finds himself at an excellent
vantage point from which to
comment on both underground
and pop markets. The label suc-
cessfully straddles both fields of
the music business with chart
LPs. "Portrait" by the Fifth
Dimension rode high on the
lists by virtue of its appeal to
all markets. "Mountain Climb-
ing" by Mountain, and "Rum-
plestiltskin" by "Rumplestilt-
skin have scored on the charts
via their underground attrac-
tion.

"We've got to give equal
effort to both underground and
contemporary pop product," Ut-
tal says. "This means equal but
different means of advertising,
promotion and merchandising
are necessary to support the two
different markets."

Noted Sales Power
The record chief went on to

cite the attraction of such "good
music" albums as Vanity Fare's
"Early in the Morning," the
Buddy Fite LP, "One Tin Sol-
dier" by the Original Caste and
"Frankie Laine's Greatest Hits,"
all Bell or Bell -distributed prod-
ucts. Uttal also noted the sales
power of the Delfonics and the
Box Tops, who are heavy in both
LP's and singles.

"By ignoring the contempo-
rary pop market," Uttals warns,
"we in the music business risk
losing both the vast over -30 au-
dience segment which listens to
pop almost exclusively, and
and those record buyers under
30 who dig pop as much as un-
derground."

"Young people," Uttal points
out, "make up the preponderant
majority of record buyers. But
the under -30 segment of the
American population accounts
for only 25 percent of all spend-
ing; in addition, only 11 per-
cent of all U.S. households are
headed by a member of the
under -30 market. It would be
folly for the record industry to
ignore this profitable over -30
pop market."

LP by Creedence Clearwater
Revival-fifth yin the series of
hit LPs by Creedence-is a gold
album as of the moment of
release, Saul W. Zaentz, Presi-
dent of Fantasy, has announced.

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Milt Okun On:

Compiling the Great
Songs of the Sixties

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK - If anyone is
qualified to select the top 80
songs of the last decade for
compilation into a book called
"The Great Songs . . . of the
Sixties," Milt Okun is certainly
near the head of the list.

In fact, since he is just about
to have a book called "The
Great Songs . . . of the Sixties"
publiShed by the New York
Times, he heads the list.

To find out a little more
about Okun Record World got
him aside last week.

Known among trade circles
as an authority on folk music
and the arranger -producer of
Peter, Paul and Mary, and
thereby the holder of many gold
albums, Okun reported that he
got started in the business in
the middle '50s when he was a
junior high school teacher. He
had arranged a number of folk
songs for orchestra, and start-
ed doing children's concerts.

Of them he said, "I can't think
of anything more ecstatic than
singing and hearing a full or-
chestra behind you, especially
when you've done the arrange-
ments to show off your voice. I
have a pleasant, modest bari-
tone, but I could never go back
to concerts because I could nev-
er get to play the guitar as well
as I did then, and nowadays
you have to be better than that
anyway."

On the basis of his folk mu-
sic expertise Harry Belafonte
asked Okun to join him as part
of the Belafonte Singers and
shortly Okun began arranging
all Belafonte's tunes and event-
ually became Belafonte's musi-
cal director. Of Belafonte he
said, "I've never seen a better
performer live than Harry. He
could galvanize an audience the
way no other performer could."

Did It as Favor

With Belafonte a musical di-
rector for about 'a year and a
half, Okun was asked by Albert
Grossman to help give advice
to a new trio Grossman had put
together -Peter Yarrow, Paul
Stookey and 4V1 a r y Travers.
"I did it as a favor to Albert,"
Okun recalls, "because I didn't
think Peter, Paul and Mary
would be successful. Albert
knew more than I did. He knew
the country was ready for
something different. I thought
Peter and Paul should get rid
of those beards and that Mary

should wear fancier clothes.
We all realized what great
voices they had, however. The
reason I was called in was be-
cause they were having trouble
blending. When Peter wanted a
certain vocal effect, he couldn't
articulate it. They needed some-
one to say 'What you mean is
this.' That's what I did. The
three of them are very careful
with their harmonies. I've seen
them work for hours just get-
ting one line. There's a line in
their version of 'Don't Think
Twice, It's All Right' in which
there's a dissonance in every
chord, but the dissonant note
goes from one part to another."

Okun said the Peter, Paul
and Mary bring in most of their
own material, indicating that
through them he had become
exposed to many of the song-
writers of the '60s. Actually,
"Puff, the Magic Dragon,"
which Paul Stookey wrote, was
a last-minute cut from "The
Great Songs," because it was
suddenly considered by the
Times editors to be "light-
weight." "I love that song,"
Okun said. "I was there when
it was written. Some of the
lines are mine. We were all sad
when the drug thing came up.
The song isn't about that at all,
but I'm afraid the bad publicity
has affected the life of the
song. I don't think it's becom-
ing the classic it deserves to
be."

Folk Music Changed

Okun's dedication to folk mu-
sic is altering in line with the
absorption of folk music into
the mainstream of popular mu-
sic -a process he has been close-

ly involved with in great part
through his contact with man-
ager Grossman and his clients
(Bob Dylan, Peter, Paul and
Mary, Gordon Lightfoot, etc.)
"Folk music has changed,"
Okun said, "and I have mixed
feelings about it. There was a
time when 51:1 per cent of the
music I listened to was folk
music, but judged next to the
music of today, folk music
seems a little boring."

A few years back Okun com-
piled "Something to Sing
About," a collection of folk
songs arranged for piano. "If
I must say so myself, they were
the best arrangements for pi-
ano of folk music I'd ever
heard, but, although the book
has sold 21,000 copies, nobody

ever seems to mention the ar-
rangements. I guess nobody
cares. I did get a letter from
Virgil Thompson saying he
liked the arrangements and he's
not easily pleased."

These days Okun is putting
the finishing touches on "The
Great Songs," which he plans
to promote by doing talk shows
in tandem with some of the art-
ists he's close to -P, P and M,
Tom Paxton and Paul Simon,
to name a few.

Besides Peter, Paul and Mary,
who are half -way through a
new Warner Bros. album, Okun
is producing Paxton for Elek-
tra and John Bassette, a new
United Artists pactee. He's also
running his Cherry Lane pub-
bery, and waiting to see if a
movie track will jell.
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Friends of Phoenix House
Appeal to Music Industry

NEW YORK - Yvonne Tay-
lor, office manager of Saturday
Music, is a member of Friends
of Phoenix House and is con-
cerned with the drug problem.
She described Phoenix House as
the largest organization of its
type. The Phoenix House pro-
gram started three years ago
with five young addicts and
one house. Today Phoenix
House is fifteen houses and
over 1,000 addicts.

Miss Taylor stated, "I don't
feel that it is the music indus-
try's fault that kids are on
drugs, but the industry as con-
cerned people could do some-
thing about the problem." The
most successful programs have
been those in which ex -addicts
speak of their own personal
experiences to people their own
age or on telephone talk radio

programs. Phoenix policy calls
for an open house for all djs
who are interested in the pro-
gram and are perhaps interest-
ed in starting groups in their
own communities. Phoenix is
working on getting television
programs set up in conjunction
with the major networks which
would reach the "pre -addictive
child" who is younger than 11.

"We would like to let djs
and anybody else concerned
know that there is a program
that does work; we're willing
to share it with you," Miss Tay-
lor said.

For Ember Artists, Producers

HOLLYWOOD-Jeffrey Kru-
ger, President of Ember Rec-
ords, Ltd., of London, England
was on the West Coast last week
setting up what he hopes will be
a lasting and important inter-
relationship between British and
American producers and artists.

Kruger is attaching great im-
portance to the move, because as
he pointed out to Record World,
the old adage of an American
hit automatically appearing on
the British charts within a mat-
ter of weeks no longer applies.
His basic plan is to send Ameri-
can producers to England to
work with his British acts, and
also to send his artists to this
country to work with American

producers here.
In many cases
he may fur-
ther innovate
by making two
versions of a
recording -
one for the
British market
and one for
U.S. release.

First pro-
ducer signed by Kruger is Leon
Warren who will be leaving Los
Angeles for London to work with
the various Ember artists.

Among the newer artists signed
by Ember who will be working
with American producers are:
actor -singer Alan Lake; Blonde
on Blonde, a group that has re-
ceived excellent exposure on
British TV, and Linda Thorson,
one of the stars of the British -
produced TV show "The Aveng-
ers."

While here, Kruger signed
Mickey Stevenson to produce the
first sides with Miss Thorson.
Stevenson has also signed with
Ember as a recording artist and
has completed his first album for
the label, scheduled for early re-
lease.

Extensive Campaign
On his return to England,

Kruger will launch an extensive
promotion campaign for British
singer Julie Rogers, who hit the
top 10 in England and the con-
tinent with her recording of
"The Wedding." She has now
signed with Ember and has fin-
ished recording her first LP.
Plans are to bring her here for
a guesting on the Glen Camp-
bell show and a Las Vegas ap-
pearance. While in Las Vegas,
she will record a live LP under
the direction of British producer
Teddy Foster.

The Ploys in the Band

HOLLYWOOD - Invictus
artist Freda Payne has been
paying her dues for a long
time as a jazz singer, but it is
only recently that a vehicle
called "Band of Gold" has es-
corted her up the aisle to the
top of the charts.

"Band of Gold" has a pleas-
ant enough melody, but it is
the lyric which makes this such
a celebrated song, indeed this
week's No. I single and Invic-
tus' biggest record to date.

Its writers, Ronald Dunbar
and Edith Wayne, have written
a somewhat controversial song.
As Freda herself explains, "It's
the story of a frigid woman on
her honeymoon night." It is
this woman whom Freda voc-
ally portrays convincingly
enough to make her the upcom-
ing recipient of a million -selling
gold record.

"Band of Gold" has many dif-
ferent rings to it and has been
interpreted in different ways.
Roy Battacchio, Capitol's Artist

Relations chief, told what he
thought the record was all about
at a recent Los Angeles party
given in Freda's honor. Without
knowing Freda's synopsis, he
asserted, "It's about an impo-
tent man on his honeymoon."
Others just see it as an R & B
love song with a good dance
beat. At any rate it's a smash
and thanks to it Freda is fast
becoming a very important rec-
ording artist. Her first LP,
"Band of Gold," has just been
released and is produced by
Holland/Dozier/Holland Pro-
ductions who also pro-
duced the single. It is this
phenomenal producing team
which gave us most of the hits
by the Supremes and Four Tops.

Freda has been touring the
states and guesting on TV shows
including "Something Else."
She does the Mery Griffin show
July 20 when she will receive
her gold record on TV. For
Freda, Holland/Dozier/Holland
and "Band of Gold" have
proved to be a very good
marriage.

Club Review

Ace Trucking Aces at Bitter End
NEW YORK - RCA'-: Ace

Trucking Company are s leiter-
ing at the Bitter End these cou-
ple of weeks and providing pa-
trons with their money's worth.
Stint has been recorded live.

The tradition of improvisa-
tional comedy is well into its
second decade now and remains
a fresh idea as long as its prac-
titioners remain fresh, adroit,
quick-witted and appealing,
which at least four of the Ace
Truckers are - Patti Deutsch,
Bill Saluga, Michael Mislove
(reaping the rewards overdue
him from Uncalled For Three -
Pickle Brother days) and George
Terry. (Fifth member, Fred Wil-
lard, was absent the night I saw
the act, and mysteriously was
also delinquent when the Aces
showed at Record World offices
for a recent interview.)

The Truckers divide their sets
into two halves -improvisations
which have been polished in re-
hearsals, and on -the -spot im-
provs, which, when they work
(with the ATC about 905, of
the time), are the truly impres-
sive manifestations of the art.
The night I was there Bill Sa-
luga turned in the most notable
instant creation - a shiftless,
longtime employee at an inspe-
cific factory, who makes do mere-
ly by cowing his superiors with
stentorian backtalk (the subject
provided by the audience was

tardiness as a pet peeve). Patti
Deutsch, who is by no means a
slouch although she walks with
one, came up with another in-
spired notion as an unwed preg-
nant girl at confession, who,
when the priest asks her to lean
her head out of the confessional
to ask the organist to keep it
down, riposted with "I already
did. That's how I'm pregnant."

Except for a couple of lazy and
facile slips into bathroom, pot
and fat (George Terry is rather
lardy) jokes, the Ace Trucking
Company maintained a witty,
broad, sunny, knowing pace.

"What I like to do with music
is suggest love, a peace and
harmony," Hathaway asserted.
He concentrates on "message

music" rather than "oowee
baby" music because he feels
that music has such a great in-
fluence on man.

Along these lines, he is inter-
ested in getting talented, under-
privileged people into the music
field. He plans to set up a corpo-
ration with training programs

-all aspects of the business.
Hathaway will also embark on a
lecture tour of high school band
classes in an attempt to give
students insights into the possi-
bilities music offers in terms of
careers. Hathaway feels that
paying "dues" is not necessarily
the best way to get involved in
music. He commented that if
you pay dues long enough you
tend to get discouraged. It is
his aim to educate people about
the business so they have a real
chance to succeed without un-
due hardship.
