In these six months Allantic
artists earned six gold records.

LOS ANGELES - 1n -depth
"encounter" sessions involving
audiences on all subjects of cur-
rent and future significance to
the broadcast and recording in-
dustries will form the Fifth An-
nual Radio Program Conference
scheduled for Nov. 20-22 at the
Century Plaza Hotel here.

Bill Gavin, Conference found-
er -director, said the approach
abolishes traditional speech and
panel formats of moat confer-
ences. It makes everyone an ac-
tive participant, with opportun-
ity to introduce topics, challenge
viewpoints, and guide give-and-
take discussion along meaning-
ful lines, Gavin said.

Highlights will include an
open-end Midnight Marathon
Encounter on Saturday, Nov. 21,
to continue as long as those pres-
ent have issues to raise and
points to make.

Keynote of the non-profit Con-

WMCA Becomes Talk Station
Stephen B. Labunski, Manag-

ing Director of WMCA Radio
in New York, announces that
WMCA will break with its
more than 20 -year history of
popular music programming to
introduce a 24 -hour telephone -
talk format, the only one of its
kind in New York.

On Monday, Sept. 21, the sta-
tion will launch Dial -Log
Radio 57 which Labunski de-
scribes as "24 hours a day of
audience involvement, listener
participation broadcasting. . . .

A chance for individual New
Yorkers to feel a sense of be-
longing to the real world, where
things are happening; a sense
of being listened to and being
counter. . . . An opportunity to
talk back to City Hall, to ques-
tion newsmakers, to protest a
new ordinance or congratulate
a cop."

Under the new format, the
telephone will become an ex-
tension of the microphone, with
calls both incoming, from lis-
teners, and outgoing to news-
makers and other interesting
people anywhere in the world.
Programming will be geared to
meet the needs and excite the
interests of listeners in all age
groups, including the important
young listeners long associ-
ated with WMCA.

"We have lived through much
more than a decade between
John F. Kennedy's call for a
young generation to cross the
New Frontier and Richard Nix-
on's comment about Charles
Manson," Labunski said. "The
sexual revolution, the popula-
tion explosion, the black coun-
terattack, the pollution crisis,
Vietnam, Dallas, Chicago, Co-
lumbia, Woodstock, Kent State,
Jackson State, drugs, Wall
Street, the Middle East, Martin
Luther King, Benjamin Spock,
Spiro Agnew, Eldridge Cleaver,
John and Martha Mitchell,
short skirts, tight money, 'X'
movies, women's lib, Joe Na-
math, Adam Clayton Powell,
the Long Island Railroad, hard-
hats and subway fires.

"Are the 1970's the time to
worry about which hit tunes to
play and how many times? To
stick with the old forms and
the established formulas? After
all, a large numbzer of sta-
tions in the New York area
play one brand or another of
popular music and satisfy that
need very well. Is WMCA's
price opportunity for service,
then, to continue to play popu-
lar music, complemented by
news, editorials and talk
through the night? Is that the
best way WMCA can serve the
needs and interests of a new
breed of Americans? A new

breed of New Yorkers? A new
breed of advertisers? Isn't there
a need for another kind of sta-
tion in New York? We think
so.

Varied
WMCA's Dial -Log radio 57 is

as varied as New York itself,
Labunski said.

"News Call" in the morning
drivetime hours is made up of
news and information; inter-
views with important and in-
teresting people around the
city, nation and world; humor
and observations on what's
happening; telephone conversa-
tions with New Yorkers and an
experienced news personality.

Throughout the rest of the
day, the new WMCA will offer
personalities and program con-
tent according to the type of
listeners available at given
times - businessmen, house-
wives, sports fans, youth and
followers of politics, govern-
ment and more.

WMCA's history of commu-
nity involvement is a long one,
Labunski pointed out. Since
1943, when the late Nathan
Straus bought the station, and
later under the aegis of R.
Peter Straus, the station's cur-
rent president, WMCA. has com-
piled an unmatched
news and public affairs. The
station has won every award in
broadcasting - several more
than once.

WMCA was the first station
to editorialize on a regular ba-
sis, to sell time for the discus-
sion of controversial issues, to
take microphones into impor-
tant courtroom trials, to en-
dorse a Presidential candidate.
WMCA was also the first sta-
tion to ban cigarette advertis-
ing -within a month of the
1964 Surgeon General's report
-during hours most popular
with young listeners.

Its court case on behalf of
New York State reapportion-
ment culminated in the historic
"one man, one vote" ruling of
the U.S. Supreme Court.

In 20 years, Barry Grdy's
late -night interview show has
logged thousands upon thou-
sands of hours of stimulating
discussion with the widest va-
riety of guests heard anywhere
in radio or television.

Concert Review

The Band at Their Best
NEW YORK-The Band put

on a typically brilliant concert
last Saturday (15) at Forest
Hills Tennis Stadium. In a two -
and -one -half-hour performance
before an enthusiastic crowd,
they showed once again that
they are one of the finest com-
binations of talent around.

As everyone with an interest
in popular music knows, the
Band members do not concern
themselves with self -promotion
or politics. They are concerned
with music for its own sake, a
state of affairs which is clearly
reflected in their concerts. At
Forest Hills, they barely said a
word beyond a polite "thank
you" after each song, and their
lyrics appealed to everyone
regardless of political beliefs.
But the important thing about

the Band, as always, was the
music, which is so good that it
almost justifies their name.

The Capitol group went
through two sets and several
encores of entrancing music. To
look for highlights would be
futile, but Garth Hudson's un-
usual and virtuoso organ solo
performance not only proved
that he is a great musician, but
seemed to say that the bulk of
the Band's music, such as the
beautifully simple "The
Weight" and "Unfaithful Serv-
ant," is simple by choice.

There is not really much else
that can or should be said about
the Band, except that listening
to their records is not enough.
They're even better in concert.

Stooges Score
NEW YORK-Someone made

a very good comment at Un-
gano's the other night in the
middle of the Stooges perform-
ance. He said, "Two hundred
years ago people would have
been locked up for acting like
that; now he's [Iggy] a star."
The statement is true and we
should be glad that Iggy is not
behind bars for Iggy's absence
would be a great loss to theater.

The Stooges, who record for
Elektra, are a rock and roll
band in every sense of the term.
They play excruciatingly loud
music as Iggy screams, sings,
beats himself, jumps and (in-
variably) falls. Their sound, is
the sound of frustration and
children's rage; their sound is
also incredible.

It is impossible to make a
value judgment via a via the
Stooges; they simply exist and
that is a pretty strong factor
in their favor. As Iggy grovels
and wretches about and half
the audience laughs as the
other half is hypnotized, we are
reminded of society as a whole
in which half the population
finds horror and violence amus-
ing (TV) Viet Nam, etc.) and
the other finds it absolutely en-
thralling.

Some mention should be
made of the Stooges sax player
who apparently has been
strongly influenced by many of
the avant garde jazz figures of
our time including Archie
Shepp, Albert Ayler, John Col-
trane, Pharoah Sanders, etc.
This man really has it together
-as together, perhaps, as Iggy
who is always in control of the
situation. That's life and show
biz. -Bob Moore Merlis.

Buddah Presentation at Playboy
In accordance with the de-

On Distributor's Role
Prior to the slide presenta-

tion, Neil Bogart, Co -President
of the Buddah/Kama Sutra
group of labels, spoke briefly
on the importance of the dis-
tributor's role in making avail-
able a product which in many
other countries is not an expres-
sion of freedom; but rather a
method of control.

All I ask is
that you listen to the music for
the answer to everything I'm
saying and the answer to what
is happening in the world today
can be found in that little piece
of plastic or tape that you have
the responsibility for."

"There is the saying, no mat-
ter what the feeling it is never
the same as when it happens
to you. I recall opening night
like it was yesterday. It was
my first opening and I was a
wreck. Then again, I don't know
who worked harder in the
preparation of the show, me
or my wife, Barbara. She's one
of those unbelievable people
you read about but don't be-
lieve exists. Her faith never
let up once. She believed in the
show; but even more, she be-
lieved in my music."

That was Gary William
Friedman talking about the off-
Broadway production of "The
Me Nobody Knows," for which
he composed the music. The
show also won an Obie Award
in the "Best Musical of the
Year" category for 1970. Since
its initial performance at the
Orpheum Theatre business has
been at an all-time high.

Presenting Excerpts
Gary explains how the idea

for the show was born this way.
"One day, about a year ago, I
received a phone call from
Herb Schapiro. I asked what
he was doing and he told me
he was presenting excerpts
from the paperback book 'The
Me Nobody Knows' with a
handful of children and a gui-
tar in the ghettos of Trenton.
It seemed one of the kids had
a guitar and he would accom-
pany these other kids as they
did their reciting on the street.

"Suddenly a flash went off
in my head. Having taught
junior high school in Bedford-
Stuyvesant before making mu-
sic my full-time work, I was
all too familiar with ghetto life.
There was a lot I wanted to
say about it as a composer, but
I needed a vehicle. I told Herb
I thought he just might have
a fantastic show and then I
proceeded to get in touch with
producer Jeff Britton. Jeff
loved the idea and decided to
back the production.

"Then it was a matter of
casting the kids in the show,
which involved tapping every
available talent source from
300 kids from a Bronx junior
high school graduating class to
a Bedford-Stuyvesant school
production of 'Fiddler on the
Roof.' Once we had a clear idea
of who the members of the cast

would be we decided to bring
in Will Holt to supplement the
writing we were using by the
kids to write additional lyrics.
Three of Herb's lyrics were
also used in the production.
Within a matter of days after
the show's opening we were in
the studio recording a cast al-
bum for Atlantic."

Reaction 'Phenomenal'
According to Frank Military

of Sunbeam Music, reaction to
the show's score has been
"nothing short of phenomenal."
Currently on the market is the
Sweet Inspirations record,
"This World" b/w "Light
Sings." Play is heavy on both
sides. Atlantic has just re-
leased an original cast record-
ing of "Sounds" as a single.
Melba Moore has recorded "If
I Had a Million Dollars" for
Mercury and recently per-
formed it on the "Tonight
Show." An instrumental ver-
sion of "Light Sings" will be
coming out on Creed Taylor's
CTI label and there will be at
least two songs from the score
cut by UA artists within the
next few weeks.

On New Show
Gary and Will are currently

in the process of working on
a new show . . . this one for
Broadway. Gary says, "It will
be about contemporary life and
we have either James Coco or
Zero Mostel in mind for the
lead."

Members of the show's cast
have been making network tele-
vision appearances such as on
the "Tonight Show" and "Mery
Griffin Show" with Gary con-
ducting. Appearances like these
mean exposure for the show's
score. They also help get the
name Gary William Friedman
across to the public which will
be hearing a lot about him in
the future.

`Joy' in Chicago
The enthusiastic reception

given to Oscar Brown, Jr.'s hit
musical "come -together," "Joy,"
which opened in Chicago on
Aug. 10 at the Happy Medium,
was reminiscent of its opening
night in New York at the New
Theater, where it recently com-
pleted a successful stretch of
six months.

Book Review

Updated Gershwin
Biog a Must

Author David Ewen, volum-
inous writer on the music
scene, has creditably updated
his definitive 1956 biography of
George Gershwin, now called
"George Gershwin: His Jour-
ney to Greatness" (Prentice -
Hall, $7.95).

In fact, Ewen has completely
re -written his text, including
considerable newly acquired in-
formation on the life and works
of the late, great composer who
died a tragic, untimely death
at the age of 39 in 1937. Among
many sources, Ewen thanks
brother Ira Gershwin and his
wife, Lee Gershwin, who pro-
vided the new and valuable pho-
tos, as well as lengthy inter-
views. The book includes, too,
in its appendix lists of all
Gershwin works written for
various media, including cred-
its for all theatrical produc-
tions.

Attractively presented in its
new package, Ewen's Gershwin
biography is an absorbing per-
sonal drama even for those only
passingly familiar with his
magnificent music (if, by this
date, such an animal exists).
For music lovers in any genre,
it's a must.

Tape Carton Innovation
The new package being used

for a best-selling Capitol Rec-
ords tape recording may be the
answer to the recording indus-
try's problems of theft, visibil-
ity, graphics and customer ac-
cessibility to tapes.

Designed by Container Cor-
poration of America, the new
package should help increase
tape recording sales. Surveys
show that pre-recorded tapes
sell better when openly dis-
played, rather than when kept
in locked cabinets. When the
unpackaged, compact tapes
were left loose for customer
examination, they oftentimes
ended up in a shoplifter's
pocket.

The new cartons are large

enough to discourage theft, en-
abling open tape displays for
convenient consumer browsing.
The standardized 4" x 12" car-
ton was designed so that three
packages fit in existing record
bins. The package itself is an
effective point -of -purchase dis-
play because the carton size
provides adequate space for ad-
vertising copy and graphics.

Both the larger 8 -track and
the small cassette are packaged
in the same size carton. The
package is also designed so that
it can be made with a window.
For major releases, the win-
dow is eliminated and special
graphics are used on the pack-
age surface to describe the re-
cording. For many short run

No longer would the
"throw the Ampex in the Hertz
truck" type of recording suffice.

Aaron Baron had been Senior
Engineer at A&R Recording's
7th Avenue operation and Larry
Dahlstrom was Senior Engineer
ct A&R's West 48th Street fa-
cility. Both men knew that the
new requirements of the remote
field would call for specially
Cesigned and constructed
equipment, rather than the
standard studio equipment
brought to the location. It was
at that time that they started
development of a new record-
ing system, which they recently
put into operation as Location
Recorders Inc., with headquar-
ters at 429 West 46th St. in
New York (212) 586-8565.

The location Recorders Sys-
tem is built into a 33' GMC
truck.

Equipment Includes . . .

The equipment includes a 3M
16 track tape recorder, convert -
able to 8; 604E Altec Speakers;
custom designed control board
and two channel stereo record-
er by D. B. Audio; over 60
mikes including Neuman, Senn-
heiser, Shure, Electrovoice,
AKG, etc.; and an apartment -
like interior with wood panel-
ing, carpeting, sofa, air condi-
tioning and heating. The sys-
tem is completely self-contained
and carries its own generator
for power supply when neces-
sary. When the unit draws pow-
er off local current lines, it uti-
lizes a motor frequency con-
trol crystal oscillator unit,
which maintains the speed of

items, a window is provided on
one side of the package and
the tape is identified directly
from its own label.

If the recording becomes a
good seller, a label can be put
on the reverse side of the pack-
age for display purposes, re-
ducing inventory and label
problems.

the equipment regardless of the
power frequency. These power
capabilities allow the Location
Recorders System to be utilized
anywhere in the world.

Ideally Designed

The system is ideally de-
signed for recording live con-
certs, coupled with TV stations
or video tape facilities which
haven't the constant need to
maintain their own sophisti-
cated, high fidelity sound equip-
ment. It was recently put to use
in this way to record the sound
for "Mid Summer Pop," a TV
special which will be aired on
Avco Embassy -owned stations.
The show was created and video-
taped by Avco Embassy's Cin-
cinnati outlet WLWT at the Cin-
cinnati Pop Festival. Location
Recorders recorded, and post -
synched the sound for them.

It has also been used for uni-
que on -site recording for com-
mercials, including a Delco Bat-
tery spot shot under Niagara
Falls.

The current trend toward ru-
ral creative centers a la Wood-
stock, where music people do
some of their best work away
from urban pressures, has
created an even greater need
for sophisticated on -site record-
ing systems. The Location Re-
corders System was recently
used to record the Band's new
Capitol LP, "Stage Fright," at
the Woodstock Playhouse.

Kris, Jake Big at Bitter End
NEW YORK-Kris Kristof-

ferson, noted for his songwrit-
ing and scholarly exploits at
Oxford (England, not Missis-
sippi), made his New York de-
but last Wednesday (19) at the
Bitter End. He was accompa-
nied by several excellent musi-
cians, the most familiar (to
New York audiences) of which
was Zal Yanovsky.

Kristofferson played a loose
'set and sprinkled some good-
natured kidding into his act.
His easygoing demeanor is re-
flected in many of his songs
which are gentle, slow-paced
tunes usually with a bit of re-
flection or humor.

"The Law is for Protection
of the People" ("We don't need
no hairy -headed hippies scaring
decent folks like you and me")
was a tasteful bit of social com-
mentary. Another song well re-
ceived and well performed was
his latest Monument single,
"Beat the Devil," which fea-
tures a compelling talking in-
tro. "Me and Bobby McGee"
and "Sunday Mornin' Comin'
Down" (which Johnny Cash
has just recorded) are his most
well known numbers and, con-

sequently, were received with
great enthusiasm. Kristofferson
is among us at last.

Also appearing at the Bitter
End last week was Polydor's
Jake and the Family Jewels.
Jake, it would be remembered,
was half of the team of Bunky
and Jake and served time as
one of the Magicians, a legen-
dary Nite Owl group. His new
group plays good-time music in
the Nite Owl-Bleeker Street tra-
dition, and it's great to hear
again.

The other members of the
group are also veterans of the
Village scene, coming from the
Magicians, King Bees and
Myddle Class as they do. Jake
and the Family Jewels are a
summation of all that is good
about New York rock and roll.
They're into old rock, especially
the old New York group sound
(Sonny Till and the Orioles)
and mix it up with some nifty
lyrics ("Uncle Henry's Base-
ment," "I Remember Cissy's
Baby") and come up with hon-
est to goodness good-time mu-
sic. It just can't be beat.

It also elimi-
nates the possibility of having
duplicate numbers with differ-
ent label -prefixes.

The new system applies to
new releases only. All items
currently in the catalog will
retain their old designators and
numbers. There will be no con-
version of past releases to the
new system.

The Greenaway Way

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK- Roger Green-
away, who explained to Record
World last week that he doesn't
think of himself as a publisher
or a songwriter or an adminis-
trator, actually is all three of
these and more, like a top-flight
session singer. He thinks of
himself as a "guy who does
what he likes and nothing else,"
he explained.

It all depends on where you
stand. Greenaway, who is Pro-
fessional Manager of A. I. R.
publishing concerns in England,
talked about himself and his
endeavors during the latest of
his two to three trips a year
to the states.

"I do my publishing work in
the day," Greenaway said, "and
my production work at night.
And I write when the mood hits
me."

Greenaway started writing in
1966, when a group he had been
part of for a number of years,
the Kestrels, was whittled down
to himself and his close friend
from childhood days, Roger
Cook. "I had asked Roger to
join us after a member had left.
Within three months of his
joining us, everybody decided
to split for one reason or an-
other. I felt guilty about invit-
ing Roger up to share a cold -
water flat in London, and so I
said, 'the only thing we can do
is write.' The first song we ever
wrote, and this is no bull, was
`You've Got Your Troubles.' "

Smooth Sailing
From there on the sailing

was generally smooth, remark-
ably so. "You've Got Your
Troubles" led to an introduc-
tion to Beatles producer George
Martin, head of A. I. R. and his
transformation of the Rogers
Cook and Greenaway into David
and Jonathan when Martin sug-
gested they cut the Beatles'
"Michelle." (David and Jo-
nathan were on Capitol in the
states during their brief ca-
reer.) "You've Got Your Trou-
bles" also led to the Fortunes
and Greenaway's first produc-
tion work.

About two years ago, Green-
away- took over his administra-
tive chores for A. I. R. Cook
didn't. "I am an administrator,"
Greenaway noted. "Roger isn't.
He's a great talent, but he

doesn't have a business head."
Where their song writing is
concerned, Cook and Greenaway
put both their names on all
songs and split all royalties
down the middle, even though
they frequently write separately
and will make no bones about
admitting it.

As head of A. I. R. publishing
Greenaway heads, as well, sub-
sidiary firms Cookaway, which
publishes all Cook Greenaway
songs, Maribus and Alto. Writ-
ing for these firms he has Keith
Drewett and Peter Dymond,
who were referred to him by
Paul McCartney, Cliff Corbett
and Neil Lancaster, David Ma-
thews and Tim Harris, Harry
and Roland Barter, Belle Gon-
zalez, the Hollies and George
Martin, when he cares to com-
pose, mostly for movies now.

"None of my writers are ex-
clusive," Greenaway said, "I
figure if I do a good job for
them, they'll keep bringing me
their songs. So far, even though
none of my writers are exclu-
sive, I publish all their songs."

Despite his publishing sched-
ule the mood for writing has
evidently hit since he has a few
releases coming up-Tony Bur-
roughs' "Every Little Move She
Makes" and Toomorrow's "I
Could Never Live Without Your
Love."

Producing for New Duo
He is also involved in produc-

ing records for new duo Young
and Renshaw, White Plains and,
still, the Hollies. He also pro-
duces his own demios, and those
of Mike Leander and Mitch
Murray and Peter Callander.
And commercials-the most no -

McKuen in Deeply Felt Performance
HOLLYWOOD - Talking

about the rapid rate of pop cul-
ture and appearing in levis, red
sweatshirt and sneakers, Ron
McKuen set the stage for a lit-
tle boy lost scene at the Holly-
wood Bowl on a recent Friday
night.

His own personal aura com-
municates a spirit of deep lone-
liness and long past youthful
glow. The warmth, tenderness
and passion are all his-deeply
and revealed in his writing,
singing and readings.

The majority of the audience
at the Bowl were moved by his
sensitive styles and raucous
quavering voice, which lifts
and belts out sounds that warm
even the most distant seated
soul, as in "I'm Not Afraid."

Accompanied by the well-bred
Stanyan Strings, with Arthur
Greenslade arranging and con-
ducting, McKuen went through
such favorites as "Love's Been
Good To Me," and "The World
I Used To Know."

Atlanta -Macon Report

"Hard luck" Bobby Smith is back in the ballgame these days
with his Bobby Smith Productions at the Starday-King Studios
in Macon. Bobby was the first person to record Otis Redding
back in 1963 when the late, great Big 0 was with Johnny Jenkins
and the Pinetoppers. Smith and Redding went to the TV studios
at the University of Georgia in Athens and cut a tune entitled
"Shout Bamalama" (the same song that Bobby later produced on
Mickey Murray which was the first hit on Shelby Singleton's
SSS International label).

"At the time we first cut 'Shout Bamalama,' I knew so little
about the record business that I had the sax out in front of Otis.
We did press the thing and managed to sell about 4,000 copies in
the state of Georgia on the Orbit label," said. Bobby from his
new offices at Macon's Starday-King Studios.

Georgia boy Wayne Cochran had written a tune in the back
seat of Bobby's car in 1963 entitled "Last Kiss" which he and
Bobby released on a small label. The Cochran single received
just enough action to come to the attention of J. Frank Wilson
and the Cavaliers out Texas way. In 1964 found J. Frank Wilson
and the Cavaliers releasing a cover version of "Last Kiss" that
went on to sell a million and a half copies.

Recalling the first day he and Wayne Cochran heard the cover
version of "Last Kiss" Bobby said, "Wayne and I thought it was
so bad that we just threw it in the trash can and went back in the
studio to rerecord it ourselves, that's how much we believed in
the song! Three weeks later we looked at the record charts and
J. Frank Wilson had a stone smaFili!"

Unfortunately, Bobby's bad breaks didn't end with Wayne
Cochran and "Last Kiss," for later in 1964 he discovered a girl
in 'Columbia, South Carolina, named Linda Martell and spent time
cutting R&B tunes with her. Linda Martell is now the only black
American female vocalist enjoying success on the Country and
Western charts.

Bobby (we hope) will put it all together now with his new
